I don’t normally review CDs because it comes under the heading “critic” — and we all know a critic is some-

one who knows how to get there, but doesn’t know how to drive. But since it was Lisa who asked, how could I
refuse? The immediate threat to Tom Ovans’ career is the “Dylan-esque” comparison that first jumps to mind
when you hear his voice. Once you get past that, you can begin to hear the lyrics. The first song, “Watcha

! ‘ | Doin’” gets you into this fair appraisal of our current situation — through Tom Ovans’ eyes. It feels quite accu-

| rate. Then, for the next fourteen songs, Tom gives us his city-influenced point of view of life, love and that
ever present hope. I enjoyed the varied styles of music — that is one of the main reasons this CD stood out
among the many we receive — it didn’t sound all the same.

The music and the lyrics match each other quite
well — it doesn’t leave you feeling like something is missing. To highlight any particular track would be presumptuous of me.
Take it home with you and put it on while you’re making dinner. Something will catch your ear — that’s the one to add. It’ll take
care of itself from there.

STRATEGIC'S AMY VOKES

Chicago based Strategic Radio Research is one very busy place these days. They do more telephone inter-
viewing for the radio industry than any other company in North America. During 1991, Strategic
researched nearly 250,000 radio listeners for more than 100 clients nationwide. Now founder Kurt
Hanson’s empire has expanded to include the much publicized Accuratings. Our cover subject serves as
the fast growing corporation’s VP of Client Services. It’s in this capacity that Amy Vokes interfaces with
fifty to sixty radio stations weekly, in a variety of formats. She does everything from writing new busi-
ness, to ongoing contact with client stations, to designing research studies and interpreting the results. At
the heart of Amy’s endeavors is Strategic’s “STAR” program: Music Research, Perceptuals, and Listener
Verbatims every week, and Oldies and Ratings Reports every quarter. It’s the Rolls Royce of radio
research, and it’s Ms. Vokes window into the world of some of the country’s most respected broadcast
groups. Her clients include MTV, Evergreen, the CBS Group, Broadcast Partners, Key Markets, and Mid
Continents. Amy’s active market file includes Chicago, Detroit, Cleveland, Los Angeles, New York,
Seattle, Boston and Providence. A Detroit native, she went to work for A.C. Nielsen right out of school,
then did consumer product research in D.C., and joined Strategic six years ago. Needless to say, that’s one
for the Career Move Hall of Fame...

In your literature, you discuss the fact
that the demise of Birch left a market
opening that prompted Strategic to start
AccuRatings. When did you really start
getting your corporate mindset together
to do AccuRatings?

Amy: In what way?

With radio today, as with any product, you’ve got to know the taste of

your listeners. So, regardless of the siz
the format, research is essential.

Amy: In essence, we’ve been doing rat- |
ings for our ongoing research clients since
we started with this company. We had
been seeing clients react to ratings losses
from Arbitron. While knowing that the
decrease could also be within the margin
of error, those stations could actually be
going up, as opposed to going down. We
were motivated by that, combined with
seeing the Inside Radio faxes everyday
coming across wondering who was going
to be Arbitron’s next competitor right
after Birch’s demise. We had a meeting
one day before the NAB convention in
San Francisco, about a year or so ago, and
decided it was time to turn what we had
been doing into a more sophisticated rat-
ings product — and we did it.

Dwight Douglas mentioned that he
thoufht Arbitron was more aware of Tom
Birch because they knew he was per-
ceived as a ‘friend of radio.’ Given your
ongoing relationships with a number of
stations, do you think that ARB might cop
the same read on your company?

Amy: We’re definitely close to a lot of
radio stations.

Are you feeling that Arbitron is concerned
about you, yet:

I
Amy: Right now, it’s like walking past a
rose bush and getting one of the thorns in
your finger — that’s probably what we

are to Arbitron. It’s not like they’ve fall-

en into the rose bush and all the thorns are
in their side.

Get us outta here! Help!

Amy: Yes, we’re close to radio and we |
have completely different concepts than
Arbitron, as well as different concepts

than Birch. A lot has to do with the fact

our company has been very well-respect-

ed in terms of the quality and integrity of
our research, and that helps when it comes '
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of the market or nature of

If you’re working hand in glove with
radio stations in certain research areas,
couldn’t that bias your ability to then turn
around and proviz;; an ostensibly accu-
rate, unbiased read out on the market-
place?

Amy: No, they’re completely two sepa-
rate products. The ongoing research we
do is on a client to client basis. It’s cus-
tomized to what they need. AccuRatings
is completely separate. It’s done by the
market, it’s done per market. Itis a rat-
ings service. Separate people working at
it, separate interviewers.

Totally separate everything?

Amy: Everything. We’ve never given
radio a reason to believe anything other
than what we’ve stated as fact in the past.
When we say that AccuRatings is
autonomous, our quality reputation backs
that statement up.

Strategic does have a wonderful reputa-
tion and tons of credibility. You’re also
known to be the most expensive.

Amy: Yes, I won’t deny that the rumor is ‘

| we’re the most expensive. I’ve got to tell

you that when we’re bidding out Frojects
— and if you really compare apples to
?pples on research projects — you will

ind in most cases we come very close to
our competitors’ prices. It’s really a
question of making sure you’re compar- ‘
ing apples to apples when you look at
prices.

I would assume that even in the tight
broadcast economy you still have no
problem saying that solid research still
represents one of the smartest buys.

Amy: Sure. With radio today, as with
any product, you’ve got to know the taste
of your listeners. So, regardless of the
size of the market or nature of the format,
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research is essential. In terms of
research, what it comes down to — and
this certainly affects some of the differen-
tiations in prices — is that it doesn’t mat-
ter how much research you do. The most
important thing is that the people Kou’re
talking to are the right people. When we
say we’re going to have a male in there
whose favorite station is ‘X’ AOR sta-
tion, that’s who we’re going to have in
the research. Who you research is the
biF%:.st influence in the cost. You can do
all the research in the world, but if you
don’t have the right people in there, it’s
not worth it — no matter how expensive
or inexpensive it might be.

And recruitment is a large part of what
you think makes your product superior?

Amy: Finding the individuals in any
research project, whether it’s ongoing
music research or auditorium tests or per-
ceptual studies, is the biggest chunk o
the cost. Everything we do is unaided,
random digit dial info a market, and if
someone qualifies, they tl;ualify. It’s not
going to an index card file for Susie who
id a taste test on Coca Cola last week
and mi%?t be willing to say she listens to
station X. It’s very unaided, and if they
qualify, they get to do the research.

How many markets are you in with
AccuRatings?

Amy: Right now, with the AccuRatings,
we’re in about 12 markets.

| A question Michael Luczak had for you —

when do you think you'll have the top 100
markets

Amy: If you look at it from the stand-
point of the population of the markets that
we’re in now, we are already serving
about 20% of America.

That’s impressive.

Amy: Right now, we’re looking at inter-
im, short term goals. We’d like to add 3
to 5 markets a book. We’d like to have
somewhere between 20 and 25 markets
by the end of the year.

Ona percentage basis for a given market,
what’s the AccuRatings versus Arbitron
break down in terms of expense?

Amy: I would say that in any given mar-
ket, our AccuRatings is probably 20 to
25% of what Arbitron is charging.
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What level of success do you feel that
AccuRatings subscribers are realizing
with agencies at this point?

Amy: When we started out, the earl
process was that this was a product for
radio. We wanted to Fet the concept of
the product across before we started ﬁ)re-
senting it in terms of a buying and selling
tool. Now we have clients in markets
who are out on the streets in front of
agencies using it as a tool in the ad sales
groccss. Our goal is, of course, to

ecome the first tool, as opposed to just a
secondary tool. The concept has to be
accepted first and then a formula has to be
created in which you’re able to buy off of
it. In terms of agencies, we have hired a
rep who’s been with us about two months
now and has been in front of the agencies
and markets from New York and L.A.
and Chicago to Southbend and Raleigh,
and we are quite surprised. We were told
agencies wouldn’t like this, or might not
look at it, and what we’re finding out is
that the young people in these agencies
want to make a mark for themselves, and
they see AccuRatings as a unique tool
that makes sense for them and they’re
definitely opening their eyes. We’ve
been sponsoring client breakfasts across
the country with our subscribers and
agencies. Up to 200 people have come in
and seen the presentation and find they
like the AccuRatings concept.

Are you finding it fun and easy to debunk
the old, average, quarter hour thing with

your explanation that Arbitron was origi-
nally set up that way to track listening to

the old 15 minute radio shows?

Amy: Yes! But you're talking about a
standard that’s been around for years and
years, and that’s not something you can
erase in a matter of six months.

How do ;lou feel about the ‘people meter’
concept:

Amy: All the ‘People meter’ really is is
an accurately filled out diary. The biggest
problem with Arbitron is not the accuracy
within each diary, it’s their sample size.

A ‘people meter’ isn’t going to affect that
atall. What’s going to happen is that, in
essence, each diary will be precise to the
nearest millionth of a second, but ratings
still could be a half to a point off.

Has any of their ‘people meter’ dialo§ue
centered around increasing the sample
size?

Amy: Not that I’'m aware of. Not signifi-
cantly. There’s also been criticism in the
past that there’s a diary bias in terms of
f)otenuall conservative and slightly more
iterate adults. Who knows? There could
be a meter bias, as well. It could appeal
to more of the techno heads. So, young
stations might do better and adult stations
might go down.

Let’s talk about some hot markets. First,
Cleveland. There are people who seem to
think that Cleveland may be another
Philadelphia in terms of what Howard
Stern may be able to do for WNCX vs.
WMMS. Agree or disagree?

Amr Howard Stern’s effect in every
market has been different so far. His
effect in Cleveland is going to come
down to WMMS’ loyalty, and how well
WMMS continues to be programmed.
Everybody knows that a strong morning
show can help build the rest of the day.
But what it comes down to is after 10am,
will listeners continue to stay with the sta-
tion that Howard Stern is on, or for their
musical taste will they revert back to a
different radio station? Often with
Howard Stern, it comes down to the
strength of the opposing station.

I have been told that you were starting to
come ug with some extremely lgromism
research just as Viacom took KQLZ AC.
Can you share some of that with us?

Amy: Obviously, I was disappointed
when I heard about the format switch.
From a personal perspective, I enjoyed
the people I was wor i{;& with, and 1
believe in the format. We had begun
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doing research probably two months prior
to the format switch.

And what were you looking for?

Amy: We were looking for two things —
not only the growth of the radio station,
but the switch in audience. The younger,
hard rockers were going away, and the
older-demo, modern rock fans, were com-
ing over to the station. So, when we first
began — I hate to say it — in research the
station looked abysmal. The day I found
out about the format switch, we were into
the fifth or sixth week of research, and it
was one of the best weeks of research
100.3 had. Unfortunately, what it comes
down to is ratinis and how much money
you can make. A company has to make
some decision on whether they’re in it for
the long haul or not. Arbitron doesn’t
necessarily follow the research that we do
book to book. Our research is generally
two to three months more current than
anything you’ll find in an Arbitron.
That’s the lag period. I think that the sta-
tion was on 1ts way, but it’s a decision —
putting on your sales hat — that Viacom
mgdg, obviously, with the bottom line in
mind.

KRXX/Minneapolis, really come on quick-
ly. Is that just due to the active nature of
that lower end audience?

Amy: A lot of it depends, obviously, on
the tormat that you’ve char‘zﬁed from and
the strength that you had. All I’m saying
is that in terms of immediate results, the

first thing you’re going to see is a loss in
the current audience.

Do you think that the squeeze play that
Viacom is attemgtin to put on KOST via
KQLZ and KYSR will work?

Amy: You try to go back and look at
other scenarios where things have and
haven’t worked, and I think when things
don’t work, it comes down to manage-
ment. It comes down to the financial
strength of the organization. It comes
down to the marketing. It comes down to
the programming. The concept, potential-
ly, could work, but the dollars spent are
going to have the ultimate impact on
whether or not it does work.

The answer I guess is, “Who knows?”,
?a?cked with “How Bad Do They Want
t. ”

Do you think that if they continued,
Arbitron would have, at some point,
shown enough growth to make it a
saleable entity in that market place?

Amy: Idon’t know that Arbitron would
have, but it comes down to one of the rea-
sons we’re doing AccuRatings, because
the margin of error with an Arbitron could
show a station losing listeners, when in
fact they were gaining. Ibelieve that if
they continued on the course that they
were on with the music research and the
programming strategies that they had,
AccuRatings would have eventually
showed growth and strength in the 18-
34’s and potentially 25-49’s.

And you believe that 100.3 was adding as
opposed to losing listeners?

Am{): They were definitely losing listen-
ers, but at the same time they were
adding. It’s the same theory as Q-101,
here in Chicago. WKQX initiallL
apgeared flat when you were looking at
Arbitron or AccuRatings in the onset, but
in essence, we saw incredible changes in
the audience. They were losing the older
female AC listeners and gain'ng not only
¥oun er listeners, but the 25-49, 25-54
emale and male alternative rock listeners.
So, it’s a situation in L.A. where they
were gaining new audience in the upper
demos, but at the same time, they were
still feeling the effects of losing the
younger audience. When you look at it
trend by trend, it could still appear as if
they were losing audience or were flat,
but there were changes happening. You
see the losses much more quickly than
you see the gains when you change a for-
mat.

That's a universal for sure.

Amy: Look at Philadelphia right now.
The Eagle changed to WJJZ, and if you
were to look at a trend and an
AccuRatings book, you’d see them losing
50% of their audience. But what is basi-
call C%?inﬁ on is, obviously, all the Hot
AC/CHR listeners who aren’t into jazz are
leaving. But at the same time, the new
people they are gaining are 25-54 year
olds and great qualitative demos who
want to listen to tjazz. So, they will con-
tinue, in terms of trending, to look as
thoth they’re trimming down because
you lose one whole set of audience and
you gain another. If somebody’s tuned
into a radio and they change the format,
they’re the first to know and the first to go
before somebody else hears about it.

But those lower end start ups, a la
KQRC/Kansas City or
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Amy: Right.

The LMA/duopoly climate has changed
the way it all works. We're all in
uncharted waters at this point, and the
permutations and combinations in any
market are practically limitless. How has
the current climate e};‘ected projects like
format searches for your organization?

Amy: Whenever we do a format search
in a given market for a group, there are a
couple of dependent variables. You select
the format to be evaluated before you go
in, and that selection is based on a couple
of things. One is the current situation of
the market, the strength of the existing
radio stations — not only the strength rat-
ings wise, but the financial strength of the
ownership of the stations. Also, based on
the group that is actually doing the format
search, there are certain formats, regard-
less of whether or not there is a hole for it,
that those groups may not want to do.

The whole scenario of LMAs and duopo-
lies definitely becomes a factor, but it all
comes down to “What’s the potential
share of the given format?”

Do you feel, as Frank Wood talked about,
that the new ownership rules will foster
the growth of more niche formats a la
COR and Triple A?

Amy: I would agree with Frank on his
point. If you’re going to a niche format,
such as an adult alternative rock, or a
modern rock, young end, or whatever,
when you’re doing the survey, you have
to remember the people you’re talking to
are just radio listeners. They don’t know
anything about our industry. All they
know about is the music they want to lis-
ten to. So, we still have to design a study
that’s going to get the most accurate
results in terms of a format’s potential.
Once you have that, decisions are made
based on whether or not it’s singularly
owned or there are different combinations
going on the market.

Do groups typically come to you with pre-
determined concluévions they{vant valteiat-
ed, or is it a 50/50 deal where they’re in
more of an open book mode and interest-
ed in whatever you think would work?

Amy: I’d say it’s split 50/50. A lot
groups come in with an idea of the for-
mats they would like to put on the air.
But at the same time, we would recom-
mend doing the search if somebody came
in and said they wanted to put, say, anoth-
er rock station on the air in Chicago! It’s
our job to let somebody know the pros
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and cons of each format in a market, and

we also evaluate their competitors — and
this is all before we even get on the tele-

phone.

Is the bloom off the rose as far as the
lower end approach goes at this point, in
your opinion?

Amy: Not necessarily. Obviously, any-
body that comes in and does a format
search wants to win 25-54. But if it
comes down to where there’s a market
where there’s only one mainstream CHR
and a couple of weak ACs or Hot ACs,
and a potential hole could be an Urban
leaning CHR, then we take a look. For
the most part, everybody wants to win 25-
54, but if there is a solid hole in a market
for a young end radio station, it’s some-
thing we definitely recommend research-
ing.

Let’s talk about Chicago, the hellhole of
all markets.

Amy: That’s you saying that, not me!

I think it would be a wonderful place to
live, but to have to program a rock radio
station there, forget it!” Unless you’re the
Blaze or WKQX, that is. Great book for
Q1I101, eh?

Where did their new listeners come from?

Amg': Q-101 has made its gains across
the board. The primary stations they have
made their gains from are ‘XRT, also The
Loop, also B-96. Q-101 is, to coin a
phrase, a new alternative for rock in this
market, and ‘XRT is a heritage progres-
sive rock station in this market. They
have an extremely loyal audience, and
when you have a new station like Q-101
on, they’re going to take a bite out of not
only the rock stations, but CHR as well.

Is Q-101 your client?

at that real quick.

Amy: This book is so big, hold on a sec-
ond...

It’s not as big as your phone bill, I bet.

Amy: The phone bill comes in boxes,
and there are a couple of boxes the

| wheel in handcarts. Let’s see, 25-54,

Winter book Chicago, Q-101 was in 13th
place with a 3.3, The Blaze was in 15th
with 3, up from a 2.6, and WXRT, 3rd
place with a 5.5.

Very nice. Any other Chicago observa-
tions?.

Amy: In terms of the rock side of things,
we’ve got an incredibly niched arena
oing on. When you’ve got the choices
that you have in a market like Chicago,
The Loop’s in a difficult position. The
Loop in their heyday, when there wasn’t
a Blaze and there wasn’t a Q-101, was a
very strong radio station. You could
draw a parallel to ‘MMS now, as well.
‘MMS, obviously, wants to stay strong
and protect itself before a Blaze and a
few other radio stations come in. The
rock arena is saturated in Chicago, and I
think there’s a choice for everyone.

You did the research for an Alan Burns
study about a year and a half ago, in
which he stated that Country and Hard
Rock were the two hottest formats. Are
those conclusions still valid eighteen
months later?

Amy: Obviously, it’s no secret. Country
is a hot format. Young Country is a ver
hot format and we’re seeing itin a lot o
markets. I, personally, see the alternative
rock as on its way much quicker now
than hard rock.

Why isn’t there a big, super powe%ul,
well-funded alternative station in New
York, let’s say. Any idea?

Strategic is first and foremost a research company. There’s a differ-
ence between consultants who are selling research and researchers. I

have nothing against consultants. There are many consultants I like.

Amy: Q-101 is not a music client of ours,
no. We’re obviously measuring them in
AccuRatings, and they’re an AccuRatings
client, but they’re not a music client.

Who is your client in Chicafo? Can you
state that, or would you rather not?

Amy: Let’s fiUSt say that we work in three
fo}r{ma]t(s in Chicago, a CHR, an Urban and
a Rock.

How does a station like ‘XRT defend itself
against a station like Q-101? If they
sense that they’re losing some listeners
who want to hear more modern music,
they really can’t go too far in that direc-
tion.

Amy: Idon’t think ‘XRT is going to
make any radical programming changes
to combat Q-101. For the most part, you
can make some very subtle changes in
your programming that can have an
impact, even somethingrlnke front sellin

a modern rock record. They are two dif-
ferent radio stations, and may share some
of the same music, but in terms of their
approach and the overall air sound,
they’re just two completely different
sounding radio stations. If I were ‘XRT, I
would continue to sound the way ‘XRT
has sounded for the last six years that I’ve
been in this market.

Good book for the Blaze. I know they’re
erforming well in AccuRatings as well. 1
now they’re strong 18-34, but where do

you show them 25 -'_%4 ?

Amy: The 25-54 demo for the Blaze in
t}llme AccuRatings is 15th place with a 3
share.

Not terrible for a hard rockin’ radio sta-
tion.

Amy: No, not at all.
And ‘KQX versus ‘XRT, let's take a look
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Amy: No idea. There’s a great station.
Unfortunately, it’s got signal problems.

WDRE?

Amy: Right. In any subjective research
that we’ve done in New York for that for-
mat, one of the standard complaints we

et 1s that listeners have a hard time pick-
ing WDRE up.

Minneapolis is a fascinating market. Any
observations on what having an excellent
Adult Alternative station like Cities, as
well as a strong COR signal like KRXX
has on market listening patterns.

Amy: The real question in analyzing the
rowth of these radio stations is where is
their audience coming from? I guess one
of the key points here is that the new
alternative stuff is pulling audience, and
not always from the mainstream AORs or
the classic rock stations. These formats
are having an effect on CHR radio sta-

| tions, as well as Country. It’s not neces-

sarily that You get a new rock station and
all you pull is a bunch of rock heads. In
Minneapolis, I’ve seen 93X and Cities
have an effect on — especially in the
younﬁ end — a lot of different formats,
including CHR. A lot these people who
couldn’t find this kind of music on the

| radio had gone away, but now they have

something on the air to listen to.

Then there’s the fact that younger listen-
ers can get almost all of those styles of
music, minus country, on MTV.

Why does p1ayin5 everything work for
MTYV, but not radio?

Amy: Because there are not twenty other
MTYV channels on the dial. MTV is
where they can get a taste of the new cur-
rents out, but M%"V represents a lot of
other things besides music. It’s the cul-
ture of the generation, it’s what’s going
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on. As you know, MTV was all music
videos when it first came on. It grew up,
and now there are a lot of programs.
MTYV is the mainstream CHR of the TV
dial right now. It comes down to day-
parting issues and it comes down to who
they’re trying to focus on at any given
moment. You got your rap viewers,
you’ve got your rock viewers, and
K,(I)u’ve still got those who grew up with
TV who aren’t ready to let it go yet.

And they’re willing to tolerate the stuff
that they might not otherwise?

Amy: Just like in radio, you drive

around in your car and you’ve got ten to
twenty different buttons you can push if
you’re not tolerating somethin? ell,
)fc{}x’ve got the remote control for your

Do j/ou think that Rap is on the decline,
or do you believe that, culturally, that’s
going to be an enduring phenomenon?

Amy: Rap is still very strong. But two
or three years ago, rap was the hot format
and now, you have country, young coun-
try that is very popular. So, rap is strong,
but so is country, and so is alternative.

Do you think that most markets can sup-
port more than one country station? In
the to, ﬁf?i let’s say? Or is that geo-
graphically tied?

Ami: Definitely geographically tied and
market dependent. It’s also a function of
the revenue goals of the players.

Do you see the whole country thing as
being still in the building stage? Has it
peaked?

Amy: It’s hard to tell. It’s Probably still
in the building stage. 1 don’t think coun-
try has peaked yet at all.

Do you think Philadelphia is right for a
low end hard rocker? There was serious
conjecture that was where WEGX was
headed before they took it jazz with
WIJZ.

Amy: If somebody came to me and
wanted to find out if Philadelphia is
prime or could hold a low end rocker, it’s
definitely a format I would test.

You would, without a doubt.
Amy: Yes.
Is WIJZ a client of yours?

Amy: Well, it’s hard to do ongoing
research for a jazz station. The Eagle
was a client.

Is that a viable format in this market? It
seems very iffy to me.

Amy: It depends on what you call
viable.

Able to produce saleable demographics.

Amy: It still comes down to proper pro-
gramming and marketing with that radio
station. One of the keys of success of
that format is not only 25-54 numbers,
but incredible qualitatives. It depends on
the goals of the ownershiﬁ of that radio
station right now, but with the right sales
staff, mar ctintg and programming, it
could be a protitable radio station.

Is ‘MMR fixable? You’ll never answer it,
but it’s a great question.

Amy: You’re right, I won’t, but it is a
great question, though!

Here’s another one. With all of this
information at your fingertips, how come
your company doesn’t consult?

Amy: Strategic is first and foremost a
research company. There’s a difference
between consultants who are selling
research and researchers. I have nothing
against consultants. There are many con-
sultants I like. We have a lot of radio
stations we work with as their research
company, and they also have a consul-
tant. But there’s an inherent conflict of
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interest when your researcher and your
consultant are one in the same. The
research can make the consultant look
good and the consultant always thinks the
research is perfect. What Strategic does is
design the correct research study. We
find out what you need to know, recom-
mend who you should talk to and what
you need to find out. There’s a differ-
ence, of course, between interpreting the
results of research and telling somebody
exactly what to do with it. We work with
our clients at all different levels. Most of
it depends on the needs of the client and
we are there to interpret the results of the
research, let them know exactly what their
listeners are thinking. We try to make
sure they’re interpreting the research cor-
rectly, that they’re not reading something
into 1t that they want to read 1nto it.
When your researcher is your consultant
that problem is more likely to occur.

In layman’s terms, what are the nuts and
bolts of what you do when you test music?

Amy: There are three factors we mea-
sure. One is familiarity. You know it or
igu don’t. If you know it, we want to

ow how much you like it. The popular-
ity is a numerical scaled question. And
separately, the third thing is fatigue.
Because the issue here is that people can
still love a record, it can score in the hi%h-
est percentile, it can be a power record for
them, but the point is that half of the audi-
ence is completely burned on it. There
are other records, in which they not only
hate the record, but they are tired of it, or
vice versa. It’s mutually exclusive data.
You can love a record, but you can be
tired of hearing it on the radio. It comes
down to being able to separate how they
feel about a record, versus how often they
want to hear it.

Are there proponents that sgy that if you
get burn anywhere above 15/18% that it’s
not even worth testing?

Amy: Burn varies by format. There are
certain formats you will have a higher
degree of burn on records than other for-
mats.

I'd assume we’re talking those with accel-
erating rotations?

Amy: Yes. CHR and Urban will have
the highest degree of burn. I’ve had
clients say to me, “This record just won’t
die,” meaning it’s staying in the top five
with burn up there around 20%. It varies
by format. Traditionally for CHR radio,
when you start seeing burn leveling off in
the high twenties...

Time to bail.

Amy: 1) It’s time to bail, time to slow it
down; 2} You’ve got to watch the popu-
larity. Generally, when the burn levels
off in the high 20s, combined with that,
you’ll see the popularity score start to
decline. There are other records where it
may be hot for a couple of weeks with

reat scores then, Boom! Burn flies in
there and the scores drop and it’s not

oing to be the killer long term record
they thought it was going to be.

And much of your business is your weekly
music research?

Amy: You can separate the company
business into three categories: One is
ongoing weekly music research; the other
our special projects, which include every-
thing from the format searches we talked
about, auditorium tests and perceptual
studies; and the third part, of course,
being AccuRatings.

How can you break down the percentage
of formats that form your client base?

Amy: In terms of our client base — and
this goes with all our customized research
— CHR is about 25 to 30%, rock is
around 25 to 30%, urban is around 20%

Couldn’t get more broad-based than that,
now could you?

Amy: No. Oldies is probably 15 to 20%.
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Then you’ve got MTV, a whole side
issue, and then you’ve got, of course, all
the others. Those are the primaries.

When you research MTV, do you ?play
videos, or do you do song hooks

Amy: Both. It depends on the goals of
the study.

Boy, I'll bet you've got a stack of current
test results sitting somewhere on that desk
of yours right now. How about a little

ee advice?

Amy: I have to pull a couple of these and
look here.

While you’re looking, how many records
do you test a week?

Amy: Per client, or overall?
Per client.

Amy: Per client, it depends. It can be
anywhere on an ongoing basis from 30
tunes a week to 60 tunes a week.

Do you do any testing for record compa-
nies?

markets. That’s why national callout is a
little hard, because what’s in one market
isn’t necessarily in another.

How long do you like to have before you
can test a record?

Amy: Depends on how many stations are
playing a record in a market.

Let’s say one radio station playing a
record twice a day.

Amy: Generally, you’d want to wait_
three to four weeks before you’d test it,
and maybe two weeks if two stations are
playing it, say, three times a day.

Amy: No.

I think a little false modesty is probably at
play there, but I'll take that.

Amy: We are adjusting what we do
based on the move that they are making.

Any research preconceptions you’d care
to debunk?

Believe me, there are a lot of our clients who want it a secret that
they even work with us.

We don’t publish our results in terms of

what are the best testing rock records, or the best testing oldies or
CHR records because everybody’s research is so different.

Amy: None, whatsoever.
Is that conflict of interest?
Amy: What do you think?

I don’t think so. But, I guess from your
pherspective you might have a problem
there.

Amy: Many people have brought up in
the past that we should do research for
record companies, I don’t know.

Do you ever publish your results any-
where?

Amy: No, we don’t. Believe me, there
are a lot of our clients who want it a secret
that they even work with us. We don’t
publish our results in terms of what are
the best testing rock records, or the best
testingé)ldies or CHR records because
everybody’s research is so different. Plus,
everything is very customized.
Regardless of whether we research 5 CHR
stations, they’ve all got different demos
they may want to talk to. Different quali-
_flzgng in'terms of who’s in the research.
eir markets are different. So much is
different about it that it would be hard to
come out and say this is nationally what
tests the best. We talked about national
callout before, but we don’t publish spe-
cific results from our clients.

Is that a viable concept, national callout?
And how huge a sample would you
require?

Amy: Viability of the concept would
simply be instead of record sales, it’s
more exactly what listeners are saying
across the country. And while the results
might be a nice guideline on what to add
or what to drop, there are records that can
test great in Seattle and test like hell in
Vancouver or Cleveland. It depends on
the market.

Amy: That track is testing well in a few
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Amy: There’s always a misconception
that ongoing callout is only for current
based radio stations and that is not neces-
sarily the case. Those format breakdowns
I gave you are percentages based on the
ongoing research we do. Also, it’sa
given fact that approximately one out of
every twenty report any firm does is
going to be a little flukey. It’s just all in
percentages. If you do one auditorium
music test, and that one turns out to be the
one that’s the flukey one, you’ve got six,
twelve months to wait for your music
again. On the other hand, if one out of
twenty weekly reports is flukey, that’s not
so damaging. And musical tastes and
competitive tastes switch, so that’s why
we are strong believers in doing research
continuously.

You're not exactly impartial, but I'll ask
the question anyway. To stay competitive,
how much research do you jzel thata
mainstream AOR station should do?

Amy: That would depend on the market.
Top 20.

Amy: Depending on the number of
records they’re playing overall, I'd say do
weekly callout. Now, weekly isn’t 52
weeks in a year. We do weekly callout
where we are doing 10 weeks of research
a book, where they are continuously each
week testing currents, recurrents and gold,
as well as tracking how they’re doing in
terms of behavioral research and percep-
tually how they’re doing. We’re able to
track jocks, we’re able to track promo-
tions, we’re able to track the image that
they want to be winning, and we’re able
to get some open-ended responses from
their listeners about what’s right and
wrong with their radio stations.

How much auditorium testing?

Amy: If someone is doing our full STAR
program, there really is no need to do
auditorium testing because throughout the
course of the year, you are able to test
1200 of your recurrents or gold. We even
have oldies stations that do weekly call-
out. They test their music throughout the
year, and are able to change their rotations
accordingly, and to test it again if some-
thing seems a little weird. Everybody’s
got power records, even oldies stations.

Bill Hard
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Steve Young, KISW/Seattle: Obviously, we’ve been working
on a long term marketing plan for repo-
sitioning the station COR, and this book
appears to be the culmination of that.
Our success is definitely built around
the morning show. Bob Richards
dominates well beyond the demos.
Mornings 12+ moved 3.0-4.2, ranking
7th behind KVI with their Rush
Limbaugh book, very similar to what

est competitor is KZOK witha 3.1.
KXRX had a 2.3, down from a 3.4 in
the Fall. Our M-S 6am-12pm 25-54’s
went from 3.8-4.1, putting us in the top
echelon in the market, which is what we had hoped for in that
demo, and we beat KXRX and KNDD (Modern Rock) in that
demo. KNDD did have a very good book, came up and passed
KXRX in several areas. 25-54 they’re up 2.2-3.6. KVI and
Rush Limbaugh tripled their midday numbers, making them the
primary news talk competitor to KIRO, the other station of
note. Although KIRO’s 12+ finally passed KMPS-FM, this is
the first time in three books that a country wasn’t #1.
Fragmentation still exists and the battle is far from over.

Virgil Thompson, KISS/San Antonio: The story here is real
compacted. Country Y100 went 7.7-7.9
for #1 12+. Then there is the “Tejano”
station, like what KLAX is doing,
which has been happening here for
three years, 8.4-9.0. The songs are in
Spanish, but the disc jockeys and com-
mercials are a combination of English
and Spanish, or “Spanglish,” as it’s
called. Dance/CHR KTFN gained 8.4-
8.8, and the lone AC KQXT, 4.9-6.7,
ahead of the one Country FM, 7.4-6.1.
KISS was up 4.0-5.8. We’re #2 Adults
18-34, #1 men 18-34, with an 8 to 10
share advantage over Y100. We also
beat the Classic Rocker 25-54 men, with a good increase in 25-
54 adults as well.

Marty Bender, WFBQ/Indianapolis: We finally beat those
goobers at WCMF 12+. We had been
the #1 station for years, and depending
on what happens in El Paso, Lansing
and with those glass blowers at WIOT,
we could be on top again — at least in
the major market division. We’re #1
18-34 with a 21.2, up from a 19.7,
Country WFMS is down 15.4-14.8. So,
we have them handled there. Third in
Sl the market is our sister station-to-be

8 WRZX, 11.9-9.1. In 18-34 persons 25-
54, we went from a 14.9 to a 17.7, with
the Country going from 16.7-17.1, with

They were 70ish, but have apparently learned that Classic Rock
and Oldies divided in 1967 when the Beatles dropped acid. Top

40 99X dipped 4.9-4.0, up from the 3’s last fall.

Bob Neumann, WLVQ/Columbus: WLVQ was the clear
winner in this book. Although we didn’t win 12+, that doesn’t
matter and everybody knows it. We moved up to #1 with 25-
54’s. We've been consistently second or third in that demo, and
we’re up 8.8-11.5 since the Fall. Those gains in the face of hav-
ing basically four rock stations and two AC’s to compete
against, because WNCI is basically an AC station. Saga AC
Sunny 95 was #2 25-54 10.1-8.8, and our sister station WTVN
was up 7.9-8.3. WBZX went 4.9-4.2. January was a good
month for them, with soft February and March, so that should
shake out well. Adult Alternative WWCD was down 3.3-2.1
25-54. 18-34 WLVQ was #1 12.1-15.7, WBZX 13.7-11.2,
WFNY 10.5-11.1, with WNCI 11.4-10.8.

Kid Redd, WKDF/Nashville: Our ratings were stellar here.
We were #4 in the market overall. Justice is served 18-34:
WKDF goes 9.4-13.0, for #2. Country WSIX is #1 13.9-15.2,
with CHR WYHY dropping to 6th place, 9.2-7.8. 25-54,
WKDF is #3 4.7-6.9, with WSIX ruling the demo 16.4-16.6,
and WSM 14.5-12.0. I’m also PD of classic rocker WGFX,
and their 25-54’s went 4.7-5.0. That raises our combo number
for both stations from Fall 9.4-11.9, up 27%. CHR is really
sucking in this market. They’re just down in every money demo
you could name. Country continues to be huge. 25-54, I’'m
counting 28 shares of Country listening. Have a nice day.
Thank God there’s at least two stations to split that up. I wish
that format would fractionalize into Young Country here quick.
But it is Nashville, Tennessee. What do you expect? AC went
up some, but still only so-so numbers. Since we went full tilt
COR, we feel like WKDF is rolling bigtime. That also gives
our classic the opportunity to perform at the level that it should
instead of the two of us competing against each other like we
used to.

Ed Levine, WPYX/Albany: The Blizzard of ‘93 accounted for
significant drops at all three of the
major rock stations. However, WPYX
is smiling because we remain #1 men
18-34, #2 men 25-54 behind Country,
and Mason and Sheehan gave Stern
another spanking, this time by a point
and a half. Oh, by the way, in case
you’re keeping track, WQBK has gone
from a 6.2 to a 3.4 since Howard
signed on. The AM’s had a huge book
because of the storm, that’s really the
news. WGY-AM and WKLI both did
very well. We’re #1 men 18-34,
WQBK is #5. How can you be classic rock station and be fifth
men 18-34? That’s hard to do.

Ed Levine
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Brad Copeland, KATT/Oklahoma City: We were expecting
to be flat, but the book was surprisingly good for us. 12+ we
went 6.2-6.6 and showed up in some of the places we needed to
regain. For instance, our 18-34’s at night went from an 11 to a
22 share. We had been doing 22’s and 23’s up until the past
year, so it’s really good to get those numbers back. Once we
start things happening mornings and middays, we look to have
even better things happening. Our 18-34 nights were up 11.0-
22.4, afternoons 12.7-13.1. 25-54 we were 7th in the market.
12+ Country dominates with just under a 20 share. CHR was
down just a little bit, taking the biggest hit at night.

Dave Numme, KUFO/Portland: Not a lot of action here.
KUFO was down a little bit, but season-
ally AOR always goes down. KGON
was flat at 4.4, 7.1-5.6 for KUFO.
Demographically, women fell off the
map and went to AC, and KINK had a
big book with women, as did CHR
Z100. There was a shift in oldies listen-
ing from the gold KKSN to KGON
which recently switched to classic rock,
while KGON remained flat 12+, they
saw an increase in adult males from the
oldies station, KKSN. KUFO remained
#1 in all of our target demos, including
18-34 adults, 18-34 men and 18-49 men. County KUPL was
down just a tad for a 10.5, however, Country KWJ]J increased
froma 4.2toa 5.4. KXYQ, which is kind of a Hot AC thing,
went from a 2.7-3.8, for a fairly decent book.

Stan Main, WCMF/Rochester: We got knocked out of first
place for the first time in about six years
— thanks to mega storms, Buffalo Bills
Football, all that kind of stuff. January
was a really bad month; that really killed
us. WHAM went 13.4-15.1, WBEE
Country was 13.3-12.6, beating us by a
tenth, 15.1-12.5. We’re in second place
25-54, 14.2-13.1, with WBEE first 14.3-
15.2. Stern did nothing, in fact, the old -
momning show did better than he did.
Check these 25-54 extras for Brother

Steve Downs, WYNF/Tampa: We’re very happy with this
book. My mission when I took over last
September was to get us back into the
Top 5 25-54, and we’re now #3 in that
demo. I couldn’t be happier with the
turnaround. The most encouraging in
this is that we saw growth in all day-
parts, not just morning drive. We saw
nice gains at night, where we went from
a 2.2-4.6 12+, and 25-54 went 3.4-7.6.
' Grego is obviously kicking ass.
Middays and afternoons were up as well.
Overall 25-54, we were up 6.3-8.4, with
WXTB 4.4-5.3. AC Mix 96 did
extremely well 6.7-10.5, and Country is still king. We haven’t
seen any decline in that action. It will be interesting to see what
happens with Q105 going Country and giving WQYK their first
serious competition. Looking at 18-34, WYNF is 9.9-10.1,
WXTB 13.3-14.7 for #1. Part of the problem in the past was
that we were trying to reach too many segments of the audience.
We know what our mission is. From the Fall book, through
January, and into February and March, we’ve seen steady
growth, with no spikes, no peaks, and nice steady increases.

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Curtiss Johnson, KUPD/Phoenix: I think this is about the
most over-rocked market in the U.S.
We’ve got every niche you could imag-
ine and two straight ahead AORs.
KDKSB is finally doing what a lot of
their Program Director and consultants
have said all along, and have come in
the direction of KUPD. And, quite
frankly, they’ve done a good job of it.
They’re playing more currents, and
they’re finally marketing themselves
more effectively, getting out on the
streets. That has an impact when you
have a direct competitor. KUPD has
also gotten quite a bit of competition on
the lower end. A lot of that music differentiated us from our
classic rock competitors. Anyone can play “Baba O’Reilly”,
but what made us different is the fact that we can play the Soul
Asylums, Pearl Jams and Nirvanas, and early at that. Now
we’ve got the new Edge station in town on FM. Look at the
12+ and they didn’t do a whole lot, but look at the demos and
you see quite a bit of transition. For instance, in 18-34 Men, the
Edge went from .3 to 3.4. Their 18-34 Adults are also interest-
ing, .3-2.9. We’re still #1 18-34 adults in the market, even with
all the stations who are taking little bits and pieces. Our new
ownership isn’t freaking out, and they understand what we need
to do to win. They’re more aggressive, more attuned to radio in
the ‘90s, and they’re giving me the tools I need to compete.
Plus, I’d rather fight the fight with this staff than with any other
in this town.

John Duncan, WLZR/Milwaukee: Country finally hit number
one, with WMIL at an 8.5 12+, edging
traditional market leader full service AM
WTMJ. They took a nosedive 11.1-7.1.
Both of the Urban stations had huge
books: WLUM 5.1-6.6 and WKKYV 3.8-
5.1. That tells me a little bit about the
sampling, too. As a matter of fact,
Arbitron tells us that 50% of the teens in
the markets listen to those stations, too.

In late 1988, we developed the plans for WAZU, Dayton and put them into action in January 1989. To my knowledge, this was the
first designed “COR” station. Since then, several B/D & A client stations, including WXTB/Tampa, KBPI/Denver,
WLZR/Milwaukee and KOMP/Las Vegas have successfully moved into the “COR” realm and really identified this niche.

Two recent duopoly transactions, in Las Vegas and Tucson, have given us the opportunity to further develop the “Triple A”
approach to rock radio, which we initially designed in 1988. Both KXPT/Las Vegas and KTZN/Tucson would fit into your “Triple
A” definition, although, due to market considerations, each station approaches the form from a different perspective.

P J HARVEY RID OF ME

It’s Year of the Woman! Didn’t you see the Oscars? But, con-
sidering all the terrific roles for women onscreen, the stereo
seems a much more (relatively) egalitarian place. Polly Jean
Harvey casts herself in a role that blows down female and male
power barriers like a sonic boom. These ripples echo from a
tense and incisive young woman who, at age 23, could very well
be the 90s’ Patti Smith. The follow up to her debut, Dry, Rid Of
Me, is taut but has also elements of coyness and confidentiality.
Those contradictions escalate the tension, a bracing alternative to
safe, cloying pc-ness. Polly Jean, for whom the band is unisexu-
ally named, doesn’t cling to political or sexual dogma. Her
music, itself harsh and angular, has few contemporary colleagues
(say, the Breeders) to match its colic and fury. She’s talked
before about “washing that man right out of my hair” now only
to set it on fire, to “set it free” on “Man Size” (one version is
played with strings). The rocky terrain of relationships is her
primary lyrical fodder, and she scales the heights of fear and
loathing on “Yuri-G,” “Legs,” and “Me Jane.” “Highway 61
Revisited” is the Dylan song in a different meter, rolling along at
a jaunty pace. Steve Albini’s blistering “production” magnifies
the raw essence of Dry, and though Polly Jean’s voice is a bit in
the back sometimes, the overall feel is magnificently visceral.

The album was slated for release in July, I
but a record label spokeswoman says it’s now coming out in
late summer because of a “hangup with mixing and mastering.”

Robert Plant’s album, “Fate Of Nation,” will be out at the

Henry Rollins is teaming up with record label owner and pro-
ducer Rick Rubin to start a new record label. Rollins says he
wants the label, One Records, to re-issue the type of hard-to-
find blues and jazz records that he listens to at home. One
Records will have its first release in August (through Def
American Records). '

An exhibit of Jimi Hendrix memorabilia has opened in New
York with over a hundred works. The show will travel to
Boston, Cleveland, Chicago, Atlanta, Nashville, Washington,
D.C,, San Francisco and Seattle. The exhibit is free, though
prints of some of the photos and artworks can be purchased at
prices ranging from $150 to $750. Money raised from the sales
will go to the Jimi Hendrix Scholarship Fund. The exhibit
includes an interactive exhibit that allows fans to “play”
Hendrix guitar riffs. “It’s like we had Jimi on the road again,”
says Alan Douglas, one of the organizers of the exhibit.

Saxophone player Steve Douglas has died of heart failure in
Hollywood, California, at age 55. Douglas was one of Phil
Spector’s “Regulars” that included Sonny Bono, Glen
Campbell and Leon Russell. Douglas played on records by
Sam Cooke, Elvis Presley, the Beach Boys, Jan & Dean and
Frank Sinatra. He toured with Bob Dylan and Eric Clapton.

Col. Bruce Hampton & The Aquarium Rescue Unit have a
new album coming out in the next month, called “Mirrors Of
Embarassment.” “This is an inspirational record, a record of
inspiration, not a meticulous record,” Hampton says. “We took
care never to let technique ruin a good time.” Hampton says

the album is more “funk” than last year’s self-titled LP. “I dig
nonsense the most,” Hampton adds. “I don’t really know what |
most of these songs mean yet. Nor do I really care to find out.”

Bruce Cockburn has begun recording a new album, to be pro-
duced by T-Bone Burnett. Cockburn is starting the follow-up
to “Nothing But A Burning Light” in Woodstock, New York,
but will finish it in Los Angeles. He plans to drive from New
York to Los Angeles to get from one studio to the other.

“Frankie’s House,” an album from Jeff Beck and Jed Leiber
(on Epic Soundtrax), has won the British Academy Award for
Best Original Television Music. The all-instrumental album
was composed and performed by Beck and Leiber. “Frankie’s
House” was a production of the Australian Broadcasting

| best Australian single for “The Day You Went Away.” The
single also won an ARIA for best-selling Australian single.
Johnny Diesel won for best Australian male artist and the

| Diesel group won the Best Album award for “Hepfidelity.”
Frente! won the best Australian debut album award for
“Marvin The Album,” and won for best Australian debut single
for “Ordinary Angels.” Crowded House won the best group
category at the awards show, where INXS performed live on

| Australian television for the first time in a decade.

| U2 is threatening to sue Britain’s Performing Rights Society

| for the right to collect its own live performance royalties. U2’s
manager, Paul McGuinness, says the society takes too long to

| pay bands and keeps too much in administrative charges.

| Attorneys for U2 have sent a letter to the society saying that it
is abusing its dominant position and is restraining trade.
Simply Red and Dire Straits are said to agree with U2’s posi-
tion. Ed Bicknell, the manager of Dire Straits, says “only a
nuclear physicist could understand most statements from the
PRS.”

Green Jello has had to change its name after General Foods,

| which markets Jell-O, notified the band’s record company that
it was infringing on its trademark. The band’s now calling
itself Green Jelly.

Seatrain’s early albums “Seatrain” and “Marblehead
Messenger,” produced by George Martin, have been released
on CD for the first time.

There was almost a riot last week in Britain when a Suede con-
cert was canceled at two hours notice. The local government
Council stopped the gig from proceeding after learning over
3,000 tickets had been sold for the show at the Kilburn
National Ballroom, which only has a capacity of 1,000. Suede
was offered the opportunity to admit just the first thousand
fans, but the band decided that would be unfair and decided to
postpone the concert entirely. The concert has been re-sched-
uled and all the fans who were turned away will receive a free
flexi-disc.

Big Star rehearsed in Seattle for its first concert in 20 years, a
show at the University of Missouri in Columbia. Alex Chilton
and original drummer Jody Stevens played the show at the
request of two students working at the campus radio station.
The other two original members, the late guitarist Chris Bell
and bass player Andy Hummell, were replaced for the show
by two members of the Seattle band the Posies. The concert
was recorded for possible release (on Zoo Records) and the
band is considering a full-length tour.
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Mike Mills of R.E.M. revealed at the Irish Music Industry
Awards in Dublin that the band has almost completed writing

1 the follow-up to last year’s “Automatic For The People.” At

| the awards show, R.E.M. won awards for Best International
Band and Best Album. In his acceptance speech, Mills said the
band will begin recording the LP this summer for release

J before the end of the year. R.E.M. plans a world tour begin-
ning in early 1994.

Chubby Checker has given a deposition in his lawsuit against
McDonald’s Canada over its use of a sound-alike singer in a
1991 ad campaign for McTwist french fries. In the $14 million
lawsuit, McDonald’s defends itself by saying the singer was
imitating Hank Ballard’s original version and not Checker’s
version of the hit.

Michael Benz, executive director of the Rock & Roll Hall of
Fame & Museum in Cleveland, says he will leave the position
to make room for a trained museum director. “My background

| is in development and administration, and that just doesn’t fit
what I see the director’s job as being once the hall of fame is
built,” Benz says.

Two concert promoters have been sentenced after pleading
guilty to fraud charges and admitting that they overcharged
many top performers. Allen Spivak, vice president of Electric
Factory Concerts, has been fined $200,000 and ordered to
spend six months in prison followed by six months of home
confinement. Sidney Payne, production manager for the firm,
was sentenced to serve two months in a halfway house fol-
lowed by two months of home confinement, fined $30,000 and
ordered to do 200 hours of community service. The concert
production company itself was also fined $450,000. The two
men admitted they overcharged artists like Paul McCartney,
Genesis, Pink Floyd, U2, David Bowie, Madonna, the Who,
the Grateful Dead and the Rolling Stones over $900,000 from
1987 through 1990. Spivak pleaded guilty to overcharging by
padding expenses, misusing pension funds of the stagehands’
union, tax evasion and violating the Taft-Hartley Act.

Superior Court Judge Lillian Stevens has awarded ownership
of 23 bronze casts of rock stars penises to that Cynthia “Plaster
Caster” Albritton. She’s also been awarded $10,000 in dam-
ages. Albritton had made the original plaster molds and had
given them to music publisher Herb Cohen for safekeeping in
1971 after her apartment was burglarized. She sued Cohen
after he refused to return the bronze casts in 1988. Cohen had
claimed that he had rights to the casts as part of a contract to
produce diaries about Albritton’s experiences with rock stars.
Jimi Hendrix, Lovin’ Spoonful co-founder Zal Yanovsky
and Young Rascals lead singer Eddie Brigati are among the
musicians whose genitalia have been immortalized as part of
the collection. In the late 1960s, Albritton claimed to be writ-
ing a book so that she could meet rock stars and convince them
to let her make the casts. Her lawsuit sought $1 million dol-
lars, saying that she’d lost income by not being able to exhibit
the casts. “Jimi Hendrix’s guitar went for $500,000 (at auc-
tion). The one-of-a-kind replica of his penis must be worth at
least that much,” her attorney, Geoffrey Glass, had argued.

Prince says he will stop recording new material and will fulfill
his contractual obligation of six more albums by releasing
tracks he’s already recorded. A statement says Prince will con-
centrate on “alternative media” such as live theater, clubs and
films. “The move was prompted by Prince’s growing need to
explore less conventional approaches to music and media in
order to keep up with escalating advances in technology,” says
the statement. It adds that a “vast library of over 500 unre-
leased recordings” will provide enough material for albums
“well into the 21st Century.”

Shane MacGowan, who left the Pogues in 1991, is close to
signing a solo record deal. He may also contribute vocals to
the Jesus & Mary Chain’s upcoming acoustic album.

Pearl Jam is recording a second album in Sausalito,
California.
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Neil Young criticized U.S. President Bill Clinton for not com- |
ing to the Farm Aid VI concert in Ames, lowa. “I’m not happy |
to be here,” Young said at the show. “We shouldn’t be doing
this for 7, 8, 10, 10, 25, 30 years. Farm Aid is not an American
tradition. It’s a bandaid. We need to get rid of it.” The day
before Farm Aid, Willie Nelson told a U.S. House of
Representatives subcommittee that farmers still need support.
“Farmers who used to plant the seeds and care for the soil are
now sleeping under bridges with their families, standing in
unemployment lines or reluctantly seeking help from organiza-
tions around the country such as the ones funded by Farm
Aid,” Nelson said in his testimony. “History has proven that l
when the farmer is making money, everyone makes money. |
Now, as our economy crashes around us, the truth is as plain to
us as it has been to them. The farmer, the supporting rung of
the economic ladder, is broken. The backbone of our country
is broken, and everyone on the ladder from small service sta-
tions to General Motors is affected.”

Songbyrd Inc., a corporation recently formed to administer the
late musician’s affairs, has granted an exclusive option to shop
the story to movie studios. “We’ll be looking for a lookalike
and a soundalike,” says attorney Justin A. Zitler, who is advis-
ing the musician’s heirs. Byrd, whose real name was Henry
Roeland Byrd, died in 1980 at age 64. His heirs had been argu-
ing since his death about the estate but agreed in December to |
work together to act against unauthorized Longhair albums and |
posters and to market new products.

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The Federal Bureau of Investigation is probing whether the
attorney for gospel music star Sandi Patti diverted $500,000
from Patti and another client into his personal accounts. Sam
Chappell told a Christian music newsletter recently that he’s
broke and has used funds from his clients to pay for his busi-
ness and lifestyle. He says he decided to meet with FBI agents
because the “Lord told me in a very bold voice through the
Scriptures...that I was to submit to authorities.”

Naughty By Nature, Duran Duran and Madonna will per-
form at the Hollywood Bow! on May 13 for later airing on the
1,000th episode of “The Arsenio Hall Show.” Proceeds from
the concert will go to the Magic Johnson Foundation.

Bela Fleck & The Flecktones played a benefit concert in
Nashville recently for the Caldwell School, a public pre-school
for underprivileged children.

Judy Collins, Odetta and Tom Paxton are among the singers
who will perform in “Folksongs U.S.A.” in New York City in
mid-May. The concert, with ticket prices of $200 to $1,000, is
a fund-raiser for the 92d Street in Manhattan.

Country singer Crystal Gayle has been named co-chairman of
a $10 million fund-raising campaign to repair the full-size
replica of the Greek Parthenon in Nashville. The 60-year-old
structure is suffering from exposure to the elements. City offi-
cials hope to renovate the Parthenon for the 1996 celebration of
Tennessee’s bicentennial.

“Sweet Relief,” the benefit album for singer-songwriter
Victoria Williams, is now scheduled for release in mid-June
(on Thirsty Ear/Chaos/Columbia Records). Profits from sales
of the album will help pay medical bills for Williams, who is
suffering from multiple sclerosis, as well as to the Sweet Relief
Musicians Trust. Neil Young, Lou Reed, Soul Asylum, Pearl
Jam, the Jayhawks, Matthew Sweet, Michelle Shocked,
Maria McKee, Michael Penn, the Waterboys, Lucinda
Williams and Evan Dando of the Lemonheads are among
those who have contributed tracks to the project.

Billy Idol’s upcoming “Cyberpunk” album includes a cover
version of Lou Reed’s “Heroin” and a track called “Venus”
featuring the vocals from Timothy Leary. Idol and his band
recorded the LP in a home studio controlled by a Macintosh
computer. “It’s wrong to call this a computerized album,” Idol
says. “We achieved our ultimate goal with the Mac, which was
meshing the Sturm and Drang, the passionate rage of rock &
roll with the new cool tool and setting it ablaze.”

David Crosby’s solo album, “Thousand Roads,” is now set for
release the first week in May. The first single from the album,
“Hero,” features and was produced by Phil Collins. Sean Penn
is directing the video for the song.

Jimmy Buffett, Rodney Crowell, Delbert McClinton and
Webb Wilder are among the artists who will perform at a
benefit concert in Nashville on May 2 to raise money for the
family of Larry Raspberry. Raspberry, formerly of the
Gentrys and more recently of Larry Raspberry & The
Highsteppers, is struggling to pay the huge medical expens-
es that were incurred in trying to save the life of his 3-year-
old son, Hunter, who needed a liver transplant but died on
April 7.

Guitarist Richard Sinclair, formerly of Caravan, Camel
and Hatfield Of The North, recently played a concert in
Boston — his only U.S. performance. His band included
former Camel drummer Andy Ward and bass player Rick
Biddulph of National Health.

Artist Stanley Miller, who helped create psychdelic-era
posters and album covers, has undergone a liver transplant
partially paid for by the Grateful Dead. Miller, also known
as Mouse, is expected to fully recover from the operation
that came after his liver failed. Miller developed the Dead’s
skull and roses trademark, as well as logos for Journey and
the Steve Miller Band.

A police officer in Englewood, New Jersey, still wants to
press a charge of resisting arrest against Wilson Pickett,
even though the soul singer had reached an agreement with
the city’s mayor to perform a benefit concert. Pickett was
arrested in May 1991 after driving across the front lawn of
his neighbor, Mayor Donald Aronson, while shouting

obscenities. If Pickett’s lawyer can’t convince the officer to
drop the charge, the case will have to go to trial. Pickett is
hoping to do the concert in September before he begins a
three-week European tour.

The Cuban exile community in Miami is upset that Jose
Feliciano is going to Cuba this summer. Feliciano is going
to accept an award in behalf of fellow Puerto Rican pop
singer Daniel Santos, who died of a heart attack in
November. I;‘eliciano says he just wants to “take to that suf-
fering nation a little musical relief.” “I accept the invitation
the way an athlete accepts an invitation to participate in the
Olympics,” he adds. “I am not politically involved. I’'m just
a musician, that’s all.”

Australian band Girlfriend is releasing a Japanese version
of its “Make It Come True” album for release in Japan. The
English-language version has sold over 100,000 copies since
its release in Australia a few months ago. Band member
Melanie Alexander says singing in Japanese will increase
their popularity. “Being able to learn Japanese within your
career is a great thing for me,” Alexander says. “The audi-
ences have been great, very responsive, they love the songs
in Japanese.” The band’s “Girls Life” single has already
been released in Japanese in advance of the LP. So far,
Girlfriend’s album is unreleased in the U.S. Four Australian
bands are to tour Japan in November.

AIDS awareness ribbons will be included in the first 20,000
copies of Paula Abdul’s “Under My Spell” home video
which comes out next month. The video includes footage of
her recent world tour as well as an AIDS awareness
announcement from Abdul. Copies of the video are to be
donated to U.S. hospitals that are treating children with
AIDS.

In response to a lawsuit filed by a Georgia songwriter, Billy
Ray Cyrus says he wrote “She’s Not Cryin’ Anymore”
while he and his guitar player, Terry Shelton, were both
going through divorces. “We were living this thing, watch-
ing our relationships grow apart from our wives,” Cyrus
says. “No man could have wrote ‘She’s Not Cryin’
Anymore’ for me.” Danny Mote of Winston, Georgia, has
filed a U.S. District Court lawsuit claiming that the song was
“derived directly” from Mote’s 1973 song “Crying Eyes.”
