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Anthrax, Sound Of White Noise, 
Elektra As you might expect, the 
album begins with the sound of white 

noise, then a quick statement (like some-
thing out of the 1950's or  War Of The 
Worlds) says "This is a journey into 
sound." The noises mutate and blast into 
what could be described as a strong, 

heavy-edged, wall of drums and guitars. Former Armored Saint 
member, John Bush, is highly recognized in the metal ranks and a 
well respected, excellent vocal addition to the group. His lyrics 
cut through, holding their own, while the "beat that never stops" 
pounds through the strong, steady arms and legs of Charlie 
Benante. The first song, "Potters Field", is a fairly modest begin-
ning to a super-charged, powerhouse of an album. "Only" is next, 
a song AOR is already familiar with, (all but 3 CORs are on it at 4*, 
HH 28*). The steady pace of "Room For One More" pounds into 
one of the most innovative cuts on the LP, "Packaged Rebellion". 
This album has great depth, interesting time changes and the 
potential to break through the mainstream ranks. The hyper drive 
of "Invisible" is one of the more electric slices from the project, 
while "Black Lodge" intrigues with tremolo guitar effects and a 
comparatively mellow pace and flavor. This may be Anthrax's 
best work. 

Rod Stewart, Unplugged...And 
Seated, Warner Bros. To the plea-
sure of everyone present during the 

live session, Rod plays exclusively from his 
early career, opening the Unplugged gig 
with "Hot Legs" from the late '70's. From 
that musical springboard he sails through 

the evening, performing one classic after another ("Every Picture 
Tells A Story", "Tonight's The Night", "Maggie May", "Stay With 
Me") and very early works including super versions of "The First 
Cut Is The Deepest" and "Reason To Believe" which sounds as 
good today as it did "over 22 years ago", says Rod. Another plea-
sure is the light and beautiful "Mandolin Wind". With frivolity in 
the air (and his voice) Stewart tosses in a bit of English humor 
now and then as well. Ronnie Wood joins him for a few songs 
including the hugely successful single "Cut Across Shorty" 
(already in the Hard top 15 at 12*). You'll be hard pressed to find 
a bad MTV Unplugged series and this effort follows suit. "Having 
A Party" tops off the evening and the album leaving you ready for 
a cigarette and another click of the PLAY button. 

Donald Fagen, Kamakiriad, Reprise 
The LP was recorded in Manhattan 
(NYC) where New Jersey native, 

Donald Fagen tapped the resources of 
friend, former Steely Dan mate and co-pro-
ducer, Walter Becker to create his second 
solo album, Kamakiriad. The strange name 
is that of an automobile set to take you on a 

musical journey through the future and exploring everything along 
the way. The cool name foreshadows a cool album, complete 
with interesting musical sounds, methods and melodies that serve 
to excite, relax and stimulate the senses. As expected, the pro-
duction on the album is off the scale. The eight songs involved 
begin with a set-up single, "Transisland Skyway" which prefaces 
the journey. The following 6 titles weave story-telling imagery in 
and out of the brain, leaving the listener melodically fulfilled and 
satisfied. The project is wrapped up with "Teahouse On The 
Tracks", a turning point for the listener/traveler which poses ques-
tions for those who prefer open ends and serves as a conclusion 
for those who need a solid end.

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FCC Indecency Stand Upheld 
A federal judge in Washington this week upheld the constitutionality of the 

FCC's indecency enforcement procedures, dismissing an industry coali-

tion's lawsuit seeking a freeze on Commission smut actions. In rendering 

the decision, U.S. District Judge Royce Lamberth noted that broad-

casters have never had the same free speech rights as other media, 

"Contrary to assumption, there is no [equality] of First Amendment protec-

tion across mediums of expression, especially when the medium involved 

is one the Supreme Court puts at the bottom of the protection spectrum... 

This isn't prior review and censorship. This is the FCC's regulation of an 
industry that serves at the pleasure of the public interest." Lamberth also 

pointed out in the ruling that Commission enforcement policies do not bar 
indecent programming, but limit it to 8pm to 6am. "This court will not 

construe the FCC forfeiture scheme as a system of censorship when that 

system only operates two-thirds of the broadcasting day" Coalition lawyer 

Tim Dyk said they may appeal the ruling and Lamberth's finding that only 

one of the coalitions 22 members, Infinity Broadcasting, has legal standing 

to challenge the FCC's indecency policies.

here is a group out there that I'd bet my last dollar will 
serve as an inspiration to every musician and executive 
in the business both young and old. A group whose 
music and look is not regulated to age and one particu-

lar listening demographic. They're called The Monti Brothers 
and I'm inclined to say that this rock n' roll entity may just be a 
little musical miracle. 

The Monti Brothers started playing guitar five years 
ago. That may not sound like a long time to most people, but 
considering Jim and Dan are now 13 and 11, five years is 
almost half a lifetime. Even more remarkable than their ages, is 
their talent. These two musicians play guitar so effectively, 
with such maturity and command that it's hard to believe that 
they are so young. Watch them perform and you just might 
want to check the stage area for tapes or other musicians hid-
ing behind some curtain because what you're hearing defies 
logic. But what you'll discover 
is that the Monti Brothers are 
made up of no gimmicks and 
no B.S. There's nothing artifi-
cial about this band. It's 100% 
music that'll leave you with 
your jaw hanging. 

The Monti Brothers' 
talent first caught the attention 
of guitar hero Leslie West of 
Mountain. West knew that this   
was no novelty act and 
brought the Montis to his former manager, Bud Prager, who he 
felt would be "the only person in the music business who 
would know what to do with these kids." Leslie West may be 
old, but he was damn right! Thank God for Bud Prager 
because he has ensured that this little musical miracle would 
be heard by the right ears. 

Prager bought in Tommy Shaw (Damn Yankees, Styx) 
who bought in his songvvriting partner; Jack Blades (Night 
Ranger; Damn Yankees) and they wrote two songs for The 
Montis. Then, Charles Koppelman entered the picture. He 
heard them and signed them to SBK Records. Dann Huff was 
brought on to produce half of the album (he also wrote three 
songs for the guys), and Frank Filipetti (Foreigner, KISS, Carly 
Simon) and Bud himself produced the second half. 

The record is completed and is slated to be released 
sometime in August. The Monti Brothers are waiting in the 
wings to make their blues-influenced sound on the road. 

A footnote: Before Stevie Ray Vaughn died tragically in 
a helicopter crash, he had the privilege of experiencing The 
Monti Brothers music and he saw them perform. Obviously 
impressed, he went backstage to meet these musical wonders 
and gave them some advice. He said, "Sing it from the heart." 
And that's exactly what The Monti Brothers plan on doing, for a 
very long time.

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Downes' Tampa Turnaround 

When Steve Downes accepted the Program Director position at 
WYNF last September, industry observers gave a quick turnaround a 
so-so chance at best. After all, crosstown rival WXTB, captained by 
Greg Mull, was one of the country's most respected C.O.R. stations 
— and the '92 Summer book had them head 6.9-3.9 12+. 
Complicating matters further, 'YNF had been all over the road in its 
response to the WXTB threat — younger, older, harder, softer. Plus, 
after better than a decade as one of Los Angeles' best known rock ra-
dio air personalities, Steve was coming off of his first programming 
gig in almost that long, in a dramatically less competitive market. In 
the time since, the CBS facility has defied the odds, as Steve, GM 
Shawn Portmann, and consultants Carey Cure/op and Tommy 
Hadges have gotten the station squarely back into the ballgame—all 
in a little over six months. The Winter book told all: WYNF 4.3-5.3 
(against WXTB's 5.5), with WYNF a solid top 3 25-54. Now the sta-
tion faces its biggest challenge — the loss of morning team extroard-
inaire Ron and Ron, who are expected back in town in a quick ten 
months. But as you'll find, our Mr. Downes is a man with a plan... 

I love the constant flow of rumors out of Tampa of late. A month 
ago, WYNF or WXTB was going country, depending on who you 
talked to. This week, it's Ron and Ron ready to cruise town in a 
$250,000 uplink equipped Winnebago. 

Steve: I've worked in stations that were a Winnebago. 
In fact, KLOS for a very short period of time, when they were building 
the new studio. Not the new building, but when they gutted the engi-
neer assist part of the facilities and built new stu-
dios, they moved us out to a trailer and we were 
out there for about a year in the parking lot. 
Some of my fondest memories actually. 

You were in a trailer for a year? 

Steve: Yeah, just about a year. It was kind of in-
teresting. 

I remember Dave Lange telling me the WSHE 
facility was once a couple of house trailers at 
one time. Brutal. 

Steve: That's basically what they did. They put 
us out on a double wide for about a year and out-
fitted it while they were building the new studios. 

Helps you relate to the masses that listen to 
your radio station. You know, the folks down in 
Long Beach. 

Steve: Or Riverside. We were in the target demo 
for sure. 

went to the thriving megalopolis of Athens, Ohio, where our slogan 
was 'We're The Only Radio Station In Town,' which, in fact, we were. 
I did a combination of high energy Top 40 until the daytimer went off 
the air and then did freeform AOR until midnight. I also sold time 
there. 

All for three bucks an hour, eh? 

Steve: Actually, I did it for a buck twenty-five. I did that for 2 years, 
and then went to WYDD in Pittsburgh. I started there in May of '74, 
and that was a freeform situation. 

Totally freeform? 

Steve: Totally, completely freeform. Bring in your own records, play 
whatever you want. It was a ball. I came in after Dwight Douglas had 
been there. Dwight originally set up 'YDD as an AOR station and 
when he left, a guy by the name of Kit Barron took it over. We made 
it freeform and had lousy numbers, but we had a blast. 

Did you do any business? 

Steve: We did some business. We had a poor signal and all the usu-
al sort of problems. I don't think we were ever a threat to 'DVE, but 
we certainly had fun. I did that for a year and then I was made 
Program Director in '75, and was PD until '78. In '77, Tom Yates was 
brought on as a consultant and he brought me out to KWST in Los 
Angeles.

You started at WVUD in Dayton, huh? 

Steve: Yes. Started in 'VUD in 1969. I was part of the original AOR 
staff of that station. 

Anybody else on staff we might know? 

Steve: Kevin Carroll, now working for Atco/EastWest, Louie Chelekis, 
who is Sales Manager at KLOS. There were certainly a number of 
people who came through 'VUD — Bill Pugh comes to mind. 

I thought he was a WTUE guy? 

Steve: He was 'VUD first. 

I've always thought that Dayton was one of the two best names of a 
radio town. I've always wanted to scream, 'It's a Dayton Friday 
night!' over some rockin' intro. The other town would be Bangor. 

Steve: Oh really!? 

Yeah — I hardly knew her! 

Steve: (Laughs) The University of Dayton recently sold WVUD to a 
private company, and it was a real tragedy because it was only one of 
a handful. UD was a private university, so the station was a commer-
cially licensed broadcast facility. We sold and ran spots, did the 
whole nine yards, and were #1 in the market with basically a bunch of 
college kids running the thing. Except for the GM and the Program 
Director, everybody else were first time people. It was the way to get 
into the business because you went in just like a regular radio station. 
Before us, it had a lot of foreign language programming, a lot of pub-
lic service stuff. We took it, in the summer of '69, from that to an 
AOR —originally a freeform AOR. A guy named Chris Cage was the 
one who started the thing. The station did great and it was a terrific 
learning experience for me. I was there until '72. I left there and 

(At this point, there's loud knocking on the office 
door, Steve apologetically says he has a problem but 
will call me back shortly. Ten minutes later...) 

What happened? 

Steve: I've got a General Manager with a music log 
— always a dangerous combination. 

Your GM, Shawn Portmann, obviously is one of the 
most aggressive, product aware General Managers in 
the business. Based on a number of conversations 
I've had with the guy at 3AM in the Atlantic Suite, he 
could program a station no problem. 

Steve: Absolutely. Shawn could be one the great 
Program Directors. 

Does it ever feel like there's too many fingers in the 
pie? 

Steve: No, because he really has been extremely 
supportive of me and allows me to make the final 
call. His position is that he wants to know what's go-

ing on. He might question me, might want to know logic and reason-
ing and that sort of thing, but he does not program the radio station 
for me and respects my decision. He hired me to do the job and it 
was a job he was glad to give me, and he respects my ability to do it. 
He's not the type of GM that just says, 'Do it. Get me the numbers 
and you'll never hear from me.' He is involved every step of the way 
and we work closely together. In all honesty, I have a very good rela-
tionship with him and see it as a win-win kind of thing, as far as the 
way we work together. 

We've all had General Managers who were the antithesis of that. 

Steve: Yeah, I've had ones who don't know anything about program-
ming. I don't particularly like that sort of scenario because then you 
find yourself explaining some of the rudimentary parts of the radio 
station or the programming end of it, and I find that to be tedious and 
unnecessary. Or you have somebody who wants to program the ra-
dio station for you. To be honest with you, I can't really think of 
somebody like that that I've worked for, but we all know that they're 
out there. 

Let's get back to bio patrol. How'd you wind up going from 
Pittsburgh to L.A.? 

Steve: Yates got the consultancy for 'YDD. He was consulting K-
West and WORJ in Orlando, and then he picked up 'YDD. There was 
two feet of snow on the ground in Pittsburgh and I said, Tom, I want 
to go to L.A.' So, about 3 months later, he made it happen. In 
December of '78, I started as Operations Manager and evening drive 
at K-West. I was there from the end of '78 to '81. 

And that, of course, was during the decline of the Century chain. 
My favorite Century story was when the national PD, Bob Birch, 
married Michelle Phillips. 

Steve: That made for great office cooler talk. 



Steve: Yeah, that lasted about a book, ex-
actly. And that's before they had monthlies. 
You talk about General Managers who want 
to program the radio station — Shelly 
Graffman was a unique individual in that re-
gard. He brought a lot of ideas to L.A. that 
worked great at KSHE, but they worked hor-
ribly in Los Angeles and he was a bit of a 
challenge to work with. 

That was a hard rock/n' radio station, 
wasn't it? 

Steve: Yes, for that era, it was. Although, 
KMET was really rockin' harder than we 
were, and we were trying to find some sort 
of ground between KMET, KLOS and KROQ. 
Plus, we had a signal problem there and 
KMET was at its zenith at that point, and 
there was just no room. I relinquished my 
programming duties right after Yates left and 
Shelley took control of the situation. I decid-
ed I didn't want to be PD anymore and I went 
to middays. He hired Ted Ferguson, who 
came in and did a great job with the radio 
station. At the very end, we were starting to 
make headway. In fact, I think our last book 
there was close to a 2, which was the best 
book we had ever had. He had really tight-
ened up the station. He gave it an identity, 
which was a hard rock sort of rebel attitude. 

That's what won for him in St. Louis. 

Steve: Yes. And we had a great staff. J.J. 
Jackson was afternoon drive, Rachel 
Donahue was mornings, I was middays, 
Frank Bennett was nights, and then Dusty 
Street was doing 10 to 2, and Radio Rich 
Dalton did the overnights. When that blew 
up, that's when J.J. went to MTV and every-
body sort of scattered. After that, I went 
down to Anaheim at KEZY and treaded water 
for a year and bugged Tommy Hadges inces-
santly until he finally gave me a shot in 1982. 

To do nights at KLOS? 

Steve: Yes. And I was there for over nine 
years. 

By the time that Ken Anthony brought Cindy 
Scull in from the KA T1 you were probably 
good and ready to do something else. 

Steve: Yeah, I was ready. When Ken came 
in, I had really been anxious to get off of 
nights. If l was going to do anything further 
as an air talent, I wanted to do it in afternoon 
drive, or in middays. 

Civilized hours. 

Steve: Exactly. Gino was firmly entrenched 
and so was Coburn, and they weren't going 
anywhere. I just had to face facts that if I 
was going to stay at KLOS, I was going to 
stay doing 6 to 10, and I was, quite frankly, 
getting bored. So, when Ken first came in, 
the first time that we sat down and talked I 
said, 'I want to get off nights,' knowing full 
well what I was saying to him is that it was 
time for me to go. He obliged me and I sat 
on the beach for a month and decided that I 
needed something challenging to do again 
and decided to test the waters back in pro-
gramming. I went to talk to Simon T. at 
Beasley and he had an opening in Ft. Meyers 
that would be, I thought, the perfect situation 
for me to get back into it. I didn't want to get 
back into some major market kind of thing 
because I had really been out of day to day 
programming for almost ten years, and 
wanted to sort of get my feet wet gradually. 
He hired me down in Ft. Meyers and I did 
that for 10 months. Then, when Charlie 
Logan left WYNF, Shawn gave me a call. 

It's kind of ironic that Greg Mull also pro-
grammed WRXK, isn't It? 

Steve: Yes, it was ironic. In fact, Greg and I 
had just begun a consulting relationship at 
K-Rock when the 'YNF thing came down. It 
was all quite coincidental, but that's the way 
it worked out. Greg and I were beginning to 
work together and, all of a sudden, the 'YNF 
thing came up. Needless to say, Greg and I 
stopped working together. 

Do you guys wave and smile when you pass 
each other on the street? 

Steve: I've only seen him once since I've 
been in the market, but we do. I believe that 
we have a friendly, competitive relationship. 
Greg is a very talented programmer. As far 
as I in concerned, there's no bad blood or 
bitter feelings. 

As corny as it sounds, I was touched that 
you guys were so concerned about Greg 
when he went into the hospital. 

Steve: I hope that he's feeling better. I real-
ly haven't heard much about it lately, but I 
wish him all the best. I've gotten messages 
to him that we're all very concerned about 
him. As far as I know, he's better. 

I think no news Is good news In that situa-
tion. 

Steve: Exactly. 

What's the toughest thing for you in getting 
back up to speed when you got back to K-
Rock? 

Steve: What I felt was the biggest challenge 
was when I left programming, we were still 
using 3 by 5 index cards. I thought that my 
biggest challenge would be getting my tech-
nical skills back up to speed. As it turned 
out, it's like running a board. That ends up 
being the easiest part of the job. The hardest 
part of the job is figuring out what you're go-
ing to do once you learn those skills. The 
biggest challenge to any programmer, if I 
may be so bold, is people skills. The best 
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programmers are the ones that know how to 
work with people and to motivate people to 
give their best. That was, and is, and always 
will be my biggest challenge. Fortunately, 
it's also my strongest asset, so of all the par-
ticulars of this position, that's what I excel at, 
and I try to bring that to bear as often as I 
can. 

Plus, no matter how skilled a programmer 
you are, sooner or later you're gonna get 
boned by Arbitron. 

Steve: Exactly. You really have to look at 
this in the long haul and, hopefully, your up-
per management people view it that way. In 
this age of monthly trends and instant deci-
sions, so much of that is wheel spinning be-
cause the audience doesn't react that way. 
You do something on the air and you're 
lucky if they perceive it three months later. 
The changes that Cary and Tommy made be-
fore I arnved didn't sink in until August. 
When you get a bad monthly or a poor sam-
ple, it's so important for everybody to keep 
the big picture in mind and not to kneejerk at 
every little thing that comes down. 

Given the fact that you've now got your 
hands on a major market programming op-
portunity, what could be worse than losing 
your franchise morning show? 

Steve: It is a tremendous challenge. I don't 
think it's the worst case. Quite frankly, we 
went through the worst case, which was los-
ing our focus as a radio station. 

Ooohhh, good answer! 

Steve: That was a bigger challenge. I'm not 
minimizing the impact that Ron & Ron had 
on this market and that their absence has 
had on this market, but it's you're looking at 
a 24 hour a day operation. When it's not 
right for 20 of those 24 hours, that's the big-
ger challenge. We had begun to experience 
some deterioration in the core audience. The 
Pl 's were beginning to be confused as to 
who 'YNF was. Once that happens, listeners 
make up their minds about a radio station, 
and those opinions stay with them for a very 
long time, whether they're right or wrong. 
That was a tremendous challenge and we 
were able to turn that around in relatively 
short order. 

Some researchers will tell you that you only 
have a couple of opportunities to reposition 
your radio station. By the time you got to 
town, 'YNF had been yo-yoing more than any 
station in recent memory I can think of. 
Were you aware of that when you took the 
job? 

Steve: Absolutely. That was as plain as the 
nose on my face. One day it was a heavy 
metal station, one day it was an adult alter-
native, one day it was mainstream, one day it 
was classic rock We had lost that focus, 
that core of what the listener perceives the 
radio station to be. That was a tremendous 
challenge to refocus. And you're probably 
right. I don't think you have an indefinite 
number of opportunities to reposition a sta-
tion in the same format. At some point, you 
reach a point where you've got say — 

'Hell, we're goln' Country!!' 

Steve: Exactly. And that was the rumor 
here. The rumor was very strong here that 
the station was going to go Country, that 
CBS was going to sell it. There were a num-
ber of different rumors flying around. As it 
turned out, none of those were the case, but 
we did take our shot and reposition it and 
bring it back to its former greatness. 

Were you aware that the consensus on the 
WYNF PD job before you got it was that it 
was professional suicide? 

Steve: Yes, I was. I had heard that, but 
through conversations with Shawn, I knew 
the level of commitment was high and I felt 
that it was really a win-win situation for me. 
I knew that I was going to be working with 
people with a very strong background on 
what the station was all about, both during 
its heyday and when it slipped and that I had 
as many good cards in my hand as any pro-
grammer could ask for. So, yes, I was aware 
of that situation, but I accepted the chal-
lenge. 

How long have you been there when the 
morning show deal blew apart? 

Steve: I started in September. We had been 
negotiating the whole time and it finally fell 
apart in March. 

Who did the negotiating? 

Steve: I was involved, Shawn was involved, 
New York was involved to some extent. 
Everybody was plugged into it. 

How much urgency do you feel to fill that 
job at this point? 

Steve: As a matter of fact, we filled it yester-
day. 

Let me guess. Sports rock? 

Steve: We actually came to a decision on 
Friday and put Grego on in the morning ef-
fective yesterday. 

Hmmm. Grego and his famous buns, huh? 

Steve: Yeah, Grego's our new morning guy 
and we're very excited about it. We did an 
exhaustive search and we looked at every 
conceivable option, from syndication to 
stealing another morning team to building a 
new morning show here. When we laid all 
the cards on the table, we felt that the best 
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move for us to make was Grego. He has had 
tremendous success since he got here in 
September. His Fall book was respectable, 
his Winter book was killer! We felt that here 
was a guy who was becoming a known entity 
in the market. Grego has tremendous relata-
bility to his audience and that was one of the 
two key things I was looking for — someone 
that the audience had an affinity for, and he 
did that with such style and grace that I was 
tremendously impressed. The the other key 
thing I was looking for was a strong person-
ality and I mean that on and off the air. A 
Program Director can't go in there and direct 
the show as it's in progress. You need to 
have a guy who knows what he's doing, who 
knows good radio, who has a comedic 
sense. We had discussed what our ideals 
were for the show, how we thought the show 
should go, no matter who was in there, and 
we thought alike on that. We wanted the 
show to be reality based. We wanted it to be 
topical. We want some humor, but we 
weren't looking for the joke of the day. 

What, no bells and whistles? 

Steve: No. We didn't want any zoos, and we 
didn't want to clone Ron & Ron. We wanted 
to come up with something that would stand 
on its own. He just filled the bill on every 
one of those counts. Looking at all the best 
possible options, he was the e guy. We 
had considered that option early on, but I 
wanted to look under every rock before we 
decided that he was the guy. At the end of 
the day, he stood out, so we made the move. 

You must have listened to TONS of morning 
shows during your search. You must have 
heard a few good ones? 

Steve: There are some good ones out there, 
but we felt so strongly about the local aspect 
of the show. We feel that that's a real impor-
tant element here. Despite what everybody 
says about syndication, we still believe that if 
you can get a good locally originated show 
that deals with the issues that people care 
about in this market, that's going to be the 
most beneficial to the radio station in the 
long run. That's what we wanted. He was 
already very plugged into that at night. He 
was out on the street and getting close to the 
people. You can't do that with a syndicated 
deal. You can't have that guy out there two 
or three times a week. In a market like this, 
that makes a big difference. So, that weight-
ed our decision, as well. We feel strongly 
about that particular issue, in terms of hav-
ing a local show that deals solely with Tampa 
Bay. 

Syndication versus syndication, that would 
be a pretty interesting battle. Don't think 
I'd want to chance that right now. 

Steve: Yeah, we just didn't feel it was com-
fortable. We know we'll have to deal with 
Ron & Ron, there's no question about that. 
The strongest card we can play is to have 
somebody who cares only about this market 
and doesn't have to deal with five other mar-
kets, or six, or ten, or whatever the case may 
be. Whether it's Ron & Ron, or Stern or 
whoever. 

Did you listen to Greaseman? 

Steve: Listened to Greaseman. 

What did you think? 

Steve: I think Greaseman is perhaps the 
strangest individual I've ever heard on the 
air. 

I'll second that emotion. 

Steve: The first time I heard him I thought, 
'This guy's the weirdest guy I've ever heard.' 
And I consider that a plus. From what feed-
back I've been able to get from people on the 
street in L.A., that's very much what they're 
saying, too. When you get that kind of buzz, 
that's a positive aspect. I'd have to hear him 
on a daily basis before I can really form an 
opinion about whether or not he's really go-
ing to work. He's unique, and I respect that 
in an age of everybody copying somebody 
else. One of the problems we would have 
had with him is we would have had to delay 
the show a full day, and I really wasn't com-

fortable with that. I know they do that in 
Atlanta. I don't know how that's working out. 
It's bad enough to have somebody who is 
out of the market, but then when you've got 
to delay them a full day, I just wasn't com-
fortable with the set up. You couldn't deal 
with anything on an immediate basis. That's 
one of the reasons why we steered away 
from him. 

What's the going price for a top 10 or top 15 
market morning show? Assuming, that 
that's the arena you were shopping In, that 
is. 

Steve: We looked at a lot of top 10's and top 
20's. We looked at some small and medium 
markets, as well, to see if there were any dia-
monds in the rough. There's some pretty 
pricey people out there that are looking for 
upwards of a quarter of a million dollars, and 
that's a little pricey, especially, for an un-
proven product. It's one thing if a product 
grows into that, it's another thing to bring 
them in untried, and let it fly. 

How long has the dynamic duo been off the 
air now? 

Steve: They've been off since March 12th. 

How do expect them to impact in the com-
ing trend? 

Steve: I'll know better next week. I'm ex-
pecting a negative impact. I'd be an idiot to 
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not expect a down turn. And we're prepared 
for that. We're in a building phase and we're 
going to take it and grow upwards. We're 
not trying to come on with Grego as 'the next 
big thing.' We didn't introduce Ron & Ron 
that way and we're not going to introduce 
Grego that way. We're going to build a 
morning show and let it grow. 

And you figure in the nine months or so be-
fore you know who returns, that you've got 
plenty of time to get the show solidified? 

Steve: Yeah. Hey, I'll take two years. Ten 
months will give us enough time to further 
establish him in this marketplace. That's a 
reasonable period of time to expect some-
body to get a foothold, especially since he's 
been in the market for six months, albeit in 
another dayparl. To answer your question, 
sure, we're expecting a negative effect, and 
we've adjusted everything accordingly. And 
we've been given the leeway to build a new 
show. We're not expected to be able to turn 
this around in 3 months or 6 months. We're 
gonna build a new show. That's the ap-
proach we're taking. 

Do you think it will cost you a share? 

Steve: You mean overall, 6 to midnight? 

Yes. 

Steve: It's pure speculation, but it could. 

Where do you see the biggest gains you 
made in this book? 

Steve: The biggest gains were at night. 
Admittedly, we had the most room to grow 
there, but just looking at 12+ here, we had 
100% growth from Fall to Winter. We went 
from a 2.2 to a 4.6. Afternoons went up 
about 10%. Middays went up about 15%. 
And we had 76% growth in the weekends 
from Fall to Winter. As you know, every-
body's having problems with nights and 

weekends, so we were delighted to be able to 
turn that around. The best news was that we 
were able to turn it around in not only in all 
dayparts and all demos, but in every month-
ly. We didn't have any spikes, we didn't have 
any tremendous bad months, it was just 
steady growth. Actually, from Fall through 
March we were able to build on it steadily, 
and that's exactly what I wanted. I didn't 
want any big peaks; I wanted something that 
was real and I felt we got as close to real as 
Arbitron gets, which is a qualified statement. 

Any particular demos that Jumped for you? 

Steve: The biggest story was 25-54, which 
was my mission when I got here. Shawn 
said, Get me back into the top 5 25-54,' and 
we got to #3. That's where we have focused 
everything about the radio station — the 
music, the jocks, the promotions — every-
thing we do is focused on that demo. It was 
nice to see the reaction in that demo because 
that's exactly what we were targeting. 

You're fortunate, too, that there's not really 
a classic rocker in the market. 

Steve: No, there isn't. 

Why is that? 

Steve: I don't know. You may correct me 
on this, but I can't think of a successful, pure 
classic rock station in the state of Florida. 

Actually, there is one. Rad Messick's sta-
tion in 'Nest Palm Beach, WKGR. 

Steve: For whatever reason, they just don't 
seem to click down here. We're obviously 
classic based, but we would never want to 
go a pure classic rock route. We're able to 
give them enough classic rock to keep the 
upper demos happy and also to program the 
right new music to satisfy them as well, to 
keep the station current. 

You know, there's only one classic rock 
station, minus Stern, that's dominating the 
he  AOR in the whole country, I think, 
and is in Oklahoma City. 

Steve: You've got to have some new blood 
in there. The people that we program to, es-
pecially in the upper demos, grew up with 
the original AOR radio stations. The original 
underground acid rock, whatever you want 
to call them — freeform stations. The peo-
ple who were PI listeners to the 'BOAls and 
'MMS' and KSANs and the KMETs of the 
world, were exposed to Led Zeppelin and 
Jethro Tull for the first time on these kinds 
of radio stations. I don't think that every-
body wants to live exclusively in 1970. A 
musically active 35-year old guy still wants 
to hear new stuff, back to back, with the 
Jethro Tulls and the Led Zeppelins and the 
Rolling Stones and all that sort of thing. 

I don't though, Steve, I've been feeling this 
kind of underground rumble that the hot 
new format is going to be the Sucking in the 
'70's format. 

Steve: Sucking in the '70's!! I love that!! 
(Laughs) 

You know all those bad '70's songs — Jerry 
Rafferty, all that shit. 

Steve: I heard them all during Wild Palms, 
I'll tell you that. 

That was great, wasn't it! 

Steve: I can't figure out what the deal is 
there because all the cars are not even 
1980's cars, they're like '62 Vettes. 

I haven't seen so many Corvairs my life. 

Steve: I didn't think they had that many in 
existence. 

What sod of programming adiustments do 
you think made the biggest difference In 
your turnaround? 

Steve: In a general sense, we brought the 
radio station back to what people expected 
of 'VW. I'm a firm believer in audience ex-
pectation. When a listener hits a button on 



the dial, he has a preconceived notion of 
what that station is, whether it's country, 
hard rock, classic rock, talk, or whatever. He 
or she has a preconceived notion before he 
hits that button of what he's going to get. It 
is the radio station's job to satisfy that no-
tion. That wasn't happening with 'YNF You 
could punch it in one time and hear U2, you 
could punch in another time and hear some-
thing that had nothing to do with mainstream 
rock n'roll, and the audience had their expec-
tations let down. The general mission was to 
fulfill the audience expectation and give them 
what they want. In a situation where there 
was no classic rock station in the market, 
where there was no mainstream station in 
the market, you had a low end rocker and 
this eclectic, hot A/C thing that 'HPT's doing. 
Nobody was satisfying the mainstream. It 
was so obvious that that's what we needed 
to do. Through all of the difficult times at 
'YNF, they still had a good solid cume. We 
knew the people were still sampling the radio 
station, we just needed to fulfill they're ex-
pectation when they hit that button on the ra-
dio. 

Do you think that Greg and Great American 
succeeded in getting WYNF to take their eye 
off the ball? 

Steve: Yes, that's an accurate statement. 

Greg's good at that. 

Steve: Greg did a great job of depositioning 
this radio station and taking it off the mark 
Not only him, he had the extra help of The 
Point, doing the same thing on the upper 
end. So, you had two stations on the fringe 
pulling at the core and, unfortunately, the 
core then reacted — either leaned dramati-
cally left or right. That's exactly what hap-
pened. Then he attempted to do an end 
around and come back and try to be main-
stream, which really didn't work, but it was a 
great strategy. 

That's what Greg tried to do? 

Steve: It's my opinion, yes. But we were 
able to reoccupy that mainstream position in 
short order. 

Who did you slop playing? 

Steve: Who did we stop playing? Well, 
Psychefunkapus is the one that most often 
comes to mind. First of all, we got back to 
something like a 70/30 mix classic to cur-
rent. 

What was the mix when you got there? 

Steve: I would say it was probably closer to 
60/40, or maybe even 50/50 in the daytime, 
and it just wasn't appropriate for this market. 
We got away from a lot of the fringe acts and 
a lot of the crunchier metal acts. We still 
play the core — Metallica and Ozzy. We'll 
still deal with that. 

The hits. 

Steve: Yes, the hard hits — excuse the ex-
pression. But we needed to get the focus 
back on what this radio station was and con-
centrate on the good solid, familiar cuts and 
the familiar artists, and then try to supple-
ment that with getting into some album 
tracks that don t often get played and lost 
classics and all that sort of thing. 

How do Carey and Tommy divvy the input 
and responsibility there? 

Steve: I talk with both of them on at least a 
weekly basis. Carey brings a tremendous 
perspective. He was for all intents and pur-
poses, the guy who made 'YNF great and so 
he has that perspective of: a) knowing this 
market and b) knowing what works for 'YNF 
in this market. So, I could come in and get 
sort of instant heritage having just walked in-
to the market. Plus, I have a very good rela-
tionship with Cary that goes way beyond just 
the business part. So he could bring me up 
to speed immediately on what makes 'YNF 
sound good in Tampa Bay. You know, 
Tommy brings all the Pollack organization's 
resources (not the least of which is Pat 
Welch 's tremendous Selector machismo), 

and plus has worked with 'YNF for many 
years and again, I have a strong personal re-
lationship with Tommy, too. In my opinion, 
Tommy and Carey are the two best AOR pro-
grammers in the world. I get to deal with 
both of them on a regular basis. They know 
me, I know them, and we have a very good 
rapport. I'd also rank Gene Romano up there 
among the best program directors. 

Easy, Steve, I'm starting to cloud over, 
here. 

Steve: Wait, there's more! Shawn is obvi-
ously comfortable with Carey, as are most of 
the people who work here. He has really 
been an invaluable source and really was my 
comfort zone coming in at the beginning. It 
wasn't going to be some consultant from far 
away who had no clue, who comes into the 
market two or three times a year. This was 
going to be a guy who lived here and knows 
this radio station and knows this market AND 
is an excellent programmer. 

He may be a bad dresser but he's sure a 
good strategist. What's Morgan 's role in 
the mix? 

Steve: Morgan was programming assistant 
when I first came in, and I made her Music 
Director in January. She's tremendously 
tapped into the street, which is something 
that I didn't have coming into the market. I 
needed to have somebody who could tap the 
pulse of the street and tell me what's going 
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on. She brings young ears into music meet-
ings. There's a real war there. She's been 
tremendous. She's a very hard worker. She 
helps to keep me focused on what the pic-
ture is in Tampa Bay and is very tapped into 
the local scene here. 

Do you regret hiring Sky Daniels at 'YOD? 

Steve: (Laughs). No, I don't, as a matter of 
fact. I heard Sky when I was in Athens, 
when I was working at WATH. He was on 
the dorm station. I think it was ACRN, one 
of those little sort of cable things inside 
dorms. I would get off at midnight and I 
would hear him when I got back to my room. 
He was a young punk at that time. Now he's 
an old punk. And I just immediately thought, 
'This guy has an air about him on the radio 
that is magnetic!' And, so when I got to 
Pittsburgh and when I became Program 
Director, he basically camped out on my 
doorstep for days on end and I finally hired 
him out of Youngstown. He was really a 
very, very strong personality and I think he 
was one of the great radio guys that I've had 
the pleasure to work with. 

If you owned a radio station with no con-
cern for ratings or billing would you go 
freeform? 

Steve: Just to do it for the hell of it? Yeah, 
sure I would. 

That'd be fun, wouldn't it? 

Steve: Yeah. I sure would. That was a gas 
back in Pittsburgh. When I was at 'YOD we 
could bring in records from home, we could 
do anything we wanted to. I remember my 
first attempt at formatting the station was we 
had a separate bin that had like about a 150 

records in it and those were our Power rota-
tion. 

They turned over every 4 days, right? 

Steve: Right, exactly. And I had a helluva 
time getting the staff to play it. They had to 
play two of 'em an hour, and the rest of it 
was whatever they wanted. You could put 
together your own theme sets and you could 
make the show so personal. Jesus, what a 
forum that was to express yourself. It's a 
lost art these days and I think it's to radio's 
detriment, that that's been bred that out of 
the business. I think that's part of the prob-
lem of why there are so few great on air-tal-
ents and why it's so difficult when people in 
my position need to find a really high profile 
personality person. We wanted liner card 
readers, we wanted guys with big voices who 
would shut up and play the music and it 
drove all the truly talented on air people into 
some other venue to express themselves. 
Then, four or five years later when all of sud-
den talent was in vogue again, we didn't have 
any farm system to go to to get these people 
on the air and get 'em back into the groove. 
That's part of why Howard Stern is on 16 ra-
dio stations, because there are so few really 
good talents out there. 

Other than your current position, of course, 
it doesn't get much more fun than that, 
where did you have the most fun in radio? 

Steve: I think I had the best times I've ever 
had on the radio were at KLOS. To be part of 
a legendary radio station. When I was grow-
ing up and first getting into radio, the first 
AOR radio station I ever heard was WEBN 
when they were doing Jelly Pudding. 

You heard Frank Wood doing Jelly 
Pudding? 

Steve: Oh yeah! That was the very first time 
I heard Led Zeppelin, Jethro Tull, Canned 
Heat. The first time I heard any of these 
bands on the air was on a little radio that I'd 
hook up a coat hanger to and stick it outside 
the dorm window and pick up Frank Wood or 
Denton Marr. They were a jazz station until 7 
o'clock and then they went 7 to midnight, 
initially, as Jelly Pudding and did freeform 
album rock. I just fell in love with it immedi-
ately. I've always had a tremendous affinity 
for the sort of purist side of things, if you 
will, I just really love the music. You listen to 
an 'EBN and then later I'd listen to 'MMS and 
would read all about WBCN and KSAN in San 
Francisco and all these legendary stations 
and then at some point in your career, to be 
a part of one of those stations, I mean, there 
were times when I'd be in the KLOS studio 
and just giggle. You just be on the air and it 
was like, 'Jesus, I'm a part of this. I'm truly a 
part of what I've always loved and doing it at 
one of the best radio stations in the country!' 

And for a very long time. 

Steve: Yes, and that was tremendous. It 
was the best of all possible situations. We 
had some great moments at KLOS. When 
the whole African relief/Live Aid thing was 
happening back in '86, we were one of the 
first stations to get actively involved. We 
raised better than $150,000 over a weekend, 
which at that time was unheard of. We had 
all kinds of special guests coming in and it 
was really like, 'Hey, this is what it's all 
about!' It's more than just back announcing, 
and talking about your latest promotion. 
Being plugged into the community and then 
having the community feedback to you in 
that way was a tremendous experience. 
Shortly after I started at KLOS, we also did 
the US Festival. What a buzz that was! 
Being out there with half a million people for 
three days and broadcasting live from a 
Winnebago, as a matter of fact. It wasn't as 
big as Woodstock, but it was like being 
plugged into some part of musical history. I 
just had a lot of different sort of rushes at 
KLOS that I'll carry for the rest of my life.

Waterboys, "The Return Of Pan," DGC After some time off and an incredible A&R lemming 
run for their services Mike Scott and Co. return with this fine single. Already rocketing up the AAA and 
Alternative charts, this single is a natural for any programmer who wants grown-ups tuning into his/her sta-
tion. Scotts' music has a distinctively Celtic feel to it and this track is no exception. You may remember the 
Waterboys from their coulda shoulda been a hit, "Whole Of The Moon." Well, a lot has happened since then, 
most notably Scotts' split with band member Karl Wallinger Karl's got a little combo called World Party now 
and that record is doing quite well, thank you. Releases from both bands always seem to come at the same 
time and we think there might be some ersatz sibling rivalry at play here. All this fuss makes for great music 
so dig in!!

Billy Squier, "Rhythm", Capitol Rhythm is the stuff that put songs like "The Stroke",

what makes "Rhythm" a perfect AOR record to reel in that summer audience...hook, line and sinker Like 
Aerosmith, Billy Squier is a master when it comes to the incorporation of groove in his rock and roll. More 
obvious than "Angry", "Rhythm" packs a punch and factors in that characteristic Squier Groove. Tell The 

Truths' "back to the basics" approach comes through the single, giving it just the right element of simplicity, 
without leaving it too bland. The infectious single also contains some mean keyboards for a more textured feel. 

Goo Goo Dolls, Wallin' Down", Warner Bros. The boys from Buffalo are back on the AOR 
scene with the follow-up to "We Are The Normal" (a hit at AOR and Alternative radio). Although not on this 
particular song, Paul Westerberg shows up as pad of the album credits and the Mats influence is an obvious 
(though subconscious) part of "Fallin' Down".

As 

band member Andy says, the instruments you can't pick out end up 

composing a rhythm track of their own and serve as texture for the 

overall melody (there is even a real string section on the fade). 

Don't let the innovation scare you. "New Mistake" is a viable, main-

stream single with enough mass-appeal to make it successfully on 

the air and up the AOR charts.

Vince Neil. "Sister Of Pain". WB.... It hasn't taken long for Vince 
to assert his solo presence has it? With the guitar wizardry of 
Steve Stevens to back up his well established voice, it's not too 
surprising that radio has clicked on very quickly. "Sister Of Pain" 
this week managed to nudge out Aerosmith's "Livin' On The 
Edge" to take #1 on the COR charts. This with increases at KICT, 
WAAF and WBTZ. The song is also pulling top phones at KBER, 
KICT, KORC, WHMH, WRZX, WWBZ and WXOR. Congratulations 
Vince on your solo success.

Brother Cane. "Got No Shame". Virgin.... Ah, it's wonderful to 
see so great a record being recognized and fully appreciated for 
all its worth. "Got No Shame" has certainly got all the elements to 
make it a smash across the boards, so it's encouraging to note 
that this week on the COR 50 it rocked past 16 contenders from 
34-18*. This with over 20 stations now on it. Including nine new 

adds (KIOZ KISW, KNAC, KRZR, WBZX, WKLO, WRZX, WUFX 
and WVCR) and four increases (KAZY, KUPD, WBTZ and WHMH).

The band are slated to start a tour 
sometime in June so do look for them. Their next single is slated 
to be the amazing "Ants In The Kitchen". What an amazing 
record!

GEN MAKES HER POINT 
A Candid Conversation With The Head Genitorturer 

This is not our first conversation. I met you 
at the metal convention. 
Gen: At Foundations. When was this? 
About two years ago. You were wearing a 
pair of black rubber chaps. We talked about 
piercing and the band's stage show that 

I kind of stuff. That's probably why noticed 
your I.R.S. singing. Who at the label facili-
tated the deal? 
Gen: Nick Turner. 
Ah, the former drummer of Lords Of The New 
Church. He produced the record too, right? 
Gen: He co-produced with me. Steve Karas, our 
publicist, was the one who put the word out that they 
were looking for bands that had visual performances 
along with musical. Their intent was to shoot a movie 
— kinda like a 'Decline Of Western Civilization,' To 
put these bands on tour, put out a record and shoot a 
movie. 
He was looking for bands that lean a little 
left of center, I would assume? 
Gen: Something performance oriented, and we fit the 
bill Steve got in touch with Players magazine here in 
Tampa, and they hooked us up with Nick He 
received a couple hundred tapes, and he was really 
impressed with the fact that our music is very viable, 
as much so as our stage show. He and Miles came 
up with the idea of signing the band and going off 
with a whole new label. 
How much time passed between when I met 
you and this deal? I would assume, in the 
interim, you just continued to play around 
Orlando and Florida and Tampa? 
Gen: Yeah, we've been playing all over Florida, and 
we've been steadily building a very big following. 
We've been getting upwards of about 1,500 to Z000 
people at a show, which is ridiculous for an unsigned 
band. We started our demos, and our r started 
doing really well, so we actually had some interest 
from some other labels. The problem I found with a 
lot of other labels is they were terrified and wanted us 
to tone this or that down, or they just didn't get if 
One of the things you do onstage is piercing? 
Gen: It's one thing that I do. It's kind of strange, I 
actually have three separate entities going right 
now. 
And what are those? 
Gen: I have Gen the vocalist and front person of 
the Genitorturers; I have Gen the professional 
body piercer; and then have Gen in the medical 
profession. 

This is fascinating — the three faces of 
Gen. What is it that you do within the 
medical profession? 
Gen: I remove tissues from recently deceased 
individuals. Basically/go and retneve — 
Organs for donation. 
Gen: Exactly, for transport. I'm the one that goes 
and actually does perform the surgery and proce-
dures on the tissues, preserves them and sends 
them off to transplant surgeons to be transplanted. 
Is that usually at an accident site? 
Gen: No. It's a surgical procedure. It's some-
thing that/do in the O.R. I gown up, and it's a 
sterile procedure. 
Are you classically trained for that? 
Gen: Yes, I have a four year pre-med degree. I 
was on my way to actually going to medical 
school to become an MD and was doing research 
towards a PhD/MD. The band was really a hobby. 
Now, we'll see what happens. 
When did you start getting into piercing? 
Gen: started getting into piercing when I was about 
13 years old. I started performing piercings on 
myself and then, after going to college and getting 
more into the medical profession, I gained knowfedge 
from other people who were professional piercers. 1 
was trained in piercing, and I incorporated that with 
my medical background and started doing it on other 
people professionally. 
What does it take to be a professional 

piercer? A little knowlege of anatomy, sup-
pose? 
Gen: Anyone can go out and call themselves 'profes-
sional.' If you get money for something, you're a pro-
fessional immediately. There's really/ not any set of 
criteria set up to license, control and describe the 
profession of piercing. 
What separates a good piercer from great 
piercer? 
Gen: Let's put it this way, anyone can poke a hole in 
a body. I could give you a needle and you could just 
jam it wherever and you could attempt to get some 
jewelry in there and guess that could be a piercing. 
The thing that a professional piercer does is, first of 
all, they know how to perform the piercing properly, 
so we have proper placement. A lot of these piercings 
are done for sexual reasons, they're highly stimulat-
ing, and if they aren't placed properly, you won't get 
the desired effect. Also, a professional piercer is 
someone who is well versed in sterile techniques, 
someone who is going to perform the procedure 
hygienically, so that one does not get an infection. 
It's going to be someone who also knows how to 
trouble shoot. They/ should be able to look if some-
one is having a problem and say, 'Okay, why are you 
having a problem? Is it what you're cleaning it with? 
We'll change this.' There's a lot more to it than what 
first meets the eye. Also, most importantly, is know-
ing what type of jewelry to use in different areas. That 
is absolutely crucial for the healing of piercing. 
The right tool for the Job, l always say. 
Gen: Yeah, just like an ear. For example, there are 
some people who might try to do a nipple piercing 
with an ear piercing gun and thinking it's just like an 
ear. Well, it's not. ,4nd what will happen is the type 
of jewelry — an earring — is not something that you 
would ever put in a nipple. It's too thin, it's too short, 
you'll have swelling. 
When you talk about it having an effect on 
sexual Intensity, what specifically are you 
talking about? 
Gen: Piercing is done for three reasons — It's done, 
obviously, for aesthetic purposes. There are people 
who like to decorate themselves. Secondly, it's done 
for sexual reasons. There are a number of different 

genital piercings, in particular, such as the clitoral 
hood piercings and penis piercings, that when placed 
properly, they actually enhance sexuality and they 
become very stimulating to the wearer. For example, 
men who have been circumcised tend to lose some of 
the sensitivity in the head of the glans, so some of 
these piercings are designed to bring back that sensi-
tivity, such as the Prince Albert. 
Ouch! 

Gen: A lot of these are piercings that have been done 
in many different primitive cultures and are even cited 
in things like the Kama Sutra. They've been going on 
for thousands of years. In nipple piercing in a male, 
for instance, a man will see a tremendous difference 
in sensitivity. A lot of men don't really think of their 
nipples as erogenous centers. They kind of ignore 
them. After you do a nipple piercing on a man, he 
starts to feel things that he really never felt and seek 
connections he never felt before. In other words, that 
nipples are a very erotic center. 
The third reason for piercing would be? 
Gen: The third reason for piercing is going to just be 
spiritual. There are some people who practice pierc-
ing as a part of spirituality. There are a number of 
cultures who have done this, such as the Mayan 
Indians, the Hindus, that practice a number of differ-
ent piercings and they're clone in a ritual form. This is 
something we do present on stage. We present some 
of these piercings in a ritual form, as well, such as the 
Mayan tongue piercing. They felt that by piercing the 
tongue and by piercing the flesh that it was spirit 
releasing in that when you released blood, it would 
allow the spirit to go into the realm of the spirits and 
be with the gods. When you transcend the borders of 
the flesh, you free the soul. 
Do you see a number of professional people 
in the crossection of your average concert 
goers? 
Gen: Definitely. It's very interesting. Not only do 
you see people that are into the music and that are 
into the music scene aspect of it, but you also see 
stock brokers, realtors, doctors, lawyers, people like 
that, that are part of this scene. This is an outlet for 
them in terms of something that they have been into 
for a very long time, and it's also something that's 
been very underground. 
So, the piercing scene Is probably a lot larger 
than our readers might imagine. 
Gen: Oh, definitely. And not just piercing. The term 
that we should use is 'body modification, because 
piercing is just one facet, one aspect of body modifi-
cation. You have people that are into scarification, 
people that are into sensory deprivation, people that 
are into constriction, such as wearing corsets. 

There's all sorts of realms in this. Some of them, 
I guess, would be attached to fetishism. 
But you would definitely group what the 
band is all about into that general cul-
ture? 
Gen: Yes. We present different aspects of what 
has been an underground subculture and is actu-
ally very widespread in our society. 
Your stage show would encompass what, 
for Instance? Give me an idea of what I 
might see. 
Gen: I don't like to speak in particulars because 
I don't want people to come to a show expecting 
to see one particular thing. We do vary the show 
from place to place. We present elements of ritu-
al, elements of bondage, medieval elements of 
torture, and we use medieval torture instruments. 
We present all sorts of different things in soya 
Marquis de Sade fashion. It's almost like a brief 
history lesson. We present rituals, we present 
bondage, we present S&M, we present all sorts 
of different elements of this subculture, body 
modification, branding. 
By the way, I modified my body a few 
months ago. 
Gen: You did?! 
Yeah, I cut the tip of my little finger off 
in a Joiner/planer in my woodshop. 
Gen: That probably wasn't very intentional 
though? 
No, but it's a designer finger now. I've 

definitely got more respect for that particu-
lar tool. 
Gen: So, it was a learning experience. 
Yes, but not one I'd care to repeat. 
Gen: Hey, it could've been your whole hand. 
Lucky me. I'm sure you've seen plenty of 
amputations in the ER. 



Gen: In the morgue, actually 
I saw your film clip — the 'Seven Minutes of 
Genitorturers' that I.R.S. sent out, which had 
some bondage stuff, and you were doing 
some pretty heavy duty spanking with what 
looked like a cricket paddle and that was 
pretty Interesting. The audience was obvi-
ously getting off like crazy. 
Gen: A lot of times we incorporate audience mem-
bers, so they literally do get off. 
That was Ron and Ron's show you were on? 
Gen: They were on the cassette 
On the tape he talked about a couple of guys 
masturbating in the front row. 
Gen: Yes, which happened at one particular show. 
That's nothing that would happen on a regu-
lar basis, is it? 
Gen: It's happened more than once, I'll leave it at 
that. 
There are people who are that stimulated? 
Gen: Oh, sure. It's a very erotic show. It's very 
interesting because, obviously, there are some people 
that are attracted by my presence, but in addition, a 
lot of these things are things that may be have been 
thought of as taboo. There are things that a lot of 
people have strong feelings and instincts toward 
doing, but have never seen performed. There's a 
voyeur in all of us. We are a TV generation. We're 
cultivating that. This is an extension of the visualness 
that we have come to thrive upon. 
When your fans have a chance to Interface 
one on one, are they surprised that you're so 
conversational and bright? 
Gen: Some are, some aren't. It takes a higher intel-
lect to grasp a lot of the things we're talking about, 
therefore, a lot of the people that come to our shows 
who are a part of the scene are of higher intellect and 
I don't think they're surprised at all 
Chris Black, our Metal Editor, listened to 
your music and had nice things to say about 
your voice, she had terrific things to say 
about the arrangements, and that as theatri-
cal as the rep is for the band, that if you 
close your eyes and listen to a tape, it's very 
competitive. Do you feel like your stage 
show could take away from the musical qual-
ity therein? 
Gen: I don't think so. Everything we do is a syner-
gistic relationship. In other words, you don't have 
one without the other. The visual aspect of what we 
are doing fuels what we do auditorily and vice versa. 
It becomes one creative force that's very inseparable 
to us. It definitely augments it, it does not take away 
from it at all. Part of what I like to do on stage is pre-
sent reality to people because I think that people don't 
realize a fot of what's going on around them, they've 
become kind of numb. Some of this is to awaken cer-
tain senses and cause people to maybe think about 
things that they haven t even entertained before. 
As your fame has grown with Genitorturers, 
has that affected how people deal with you 
on a hospital level? 
Gen: There's only a few people that know really who 
I aro and what I oro. I'm very careful not to mention 
the exact agencies that I work for because if I said 
exactly what I did it would be pretty obvious. 
As I recall, your tongue is pierced. 
Gen: Yeah. 
How old were you when you did that? 
Gen: The tongue piercing was three years ago 
Is that a pretty heavy duty piercing? 
Gen: Yes, it is. 
What's the most intense piercing? 
Gen: For me, it was the tongue piercing only 
because it was indeed very spirit releasing for me. I 

had a very strong experience with it. I had almost like 
a leaving my body kind of sense with it. It was a very 
strong feeling, so that was the most intense piercing. 
Is It frightening for you to do a tongue pierc-
ing, or have you done enough of them that 
you are In control and relaxed and know 
exactly what you're doing? 
Gen: I'm well-trained, I know what I'm doing. That's 
not something that I'm fearful of. Doing it on myself, 
however, was very difficult only because it's a difficult 
piercing to do on yourself 
You performed it on yourself?! 
Gen: That's probably why it was more intense. 
In the ad we ran in the magazine you were 
wearing some sort of nipple clamps. What 
exactly are those? 
Gen: Those are nipple clamps 
That's all they are. Just a clamp device? 
Gen: They're a clamp device with a screw that will go 
through a piercing. 
Next topic. What bands do you like? 
Gen: I tend to like all sorts of different things. I grew 
up listening to a lot of hard core. In the '80s I went to 
all the hard core shows — Black Flag, Circle Jerks, 
GBH, Exploited, all that stuff. I have always liked 
aggressive music. That's what I've always wanted to 
play and that's what I always have played. When we 
started the band, 1 actually was playing bass and 
singing and we were a three piece for awhile. One of 
my favorite bands is Fields Of The Nephelim, which is 
a band that I don't believe is around anymore. I like 
Sisters Of Mercy, Ministry, Skinny Puppy. I like 
aggressiveness and a lot of the industrial music is 
very aggressive. 
Tell me about South By Southwest. I under-
stand you did an onstage enema there. 
Gen: It was not an enema, it was a douche. 
Easy mistake. 
Gen: We performed actually a gynecological proce-
dure onstage, which incorporated the torture rack, 
which is eight feet by six feet, and has gynecological 
stirrups. 
Was that procedure done on an audience vol-
unteer? 
I Gen: That was someone who was a slave. 
And your slaves, essentially, are available for 
whatever sort of... 
Gen: For training on stage, yeah. 
For training, okay. So there's a lot of 
bondage and heavy duty domination and 
some degradation going on? 
Gen: Yes, delmitely 
Do you ever have problems with obscenity 
statutes? 
Gen: What we do is we have different levels of 
shows. We have an all ages show that we do. At an 
all ages show we do tongue piercings, we do male 
nipple piercings, we do navel piercings. At those 
shows, there's no nudity involved. 
And then your second level show would be? 
Gen: Second level is going to be an 18 and over 
show. That's going to be done in a bar type setting 
where people are over 18, it's going lo be more 
risque, it's going to be more sexual. Some of the ritu-
als that we do are a little bit more involved and are 
more erotic. Then, the third level show is going to be 
done at usually members only clubs. They're done at 
S&M clubs. These are done for people that are a part 
of the scene. These are people that are over 21. This 
is very hard core. At these shows, we do full on geni-
tal piercings, genital mutilation — all sorts of things. 
Genital mutilation is kind of the big brother 
of simply getting pierced? 
Gen: That is for someone who is in training. That's 

for someone who has reached a certain level and 
that's the level they're at Being trained, being disci-
plined, having mind control. That's what it takes. 
I understand the psychological ramifications. 
What specifically do you do? 
Gen: It could involve branding. It could involve con-
striction. It can involve weights, where piercings are 
made and weights are attached to the scrotum area, 
things like that. A lot of sensory deprivation type 
things as well. 
Sounds like the standard staff motivation 
stuff to me. Are you typically the administra-
tor of this, or are you ever the victim your-
self? 
Gen: I am the administrator. 
And you never find yourself In a role rever-
sal? 
Gen: I perform piercings and I perform rituals on 
myself and in conjunction with other people because I 
am the dominant person. 
It's important to you to maintain that domi-
nant position? 
Gen: That's just who I am and we're presenting reali-
ty 
Did getting your music together to the point 
where critics go, 'These guys can play!' did 
that come after your visual thing, or did they 
evolve simultaneously? 
Gen: They evolved simultaneously 
Do you ever find yourself in a role reversal? 
Gen: I perform piercings and I perform rituals on 
myself and in conjunction with other people because I 
am the dominant person. 
It's important to you to maintain that domi-
nant position? 
Gen: That's just who lam and we're presenting reali-
ty 
Did getting your music together to the point 
where critics go, 'These guys can play!' did 
that come after your visual thing, or did they 
evolve simultaneously? 
Gen: They evolved simultaneously. When the music 
started no bass. I'd love for you to meet the rest of the 
band. I think you'd be impressed. The dominatrix 
that is in the band is actually a biochemist She grad-
uated from FIT with a degree in biochemistry and is 
now doing research with a medical company or the 
government. It's a kind of interesting group of folks 
we have. 
I certainly commend I.R.S. for having the 
vision to understand and to know what's 
going on in our culture to realize you have a 
much wider audience than maybe some less 
enlightened people may think. How do you 
expand your audience? Certainly, you're 
going to get radio stations playing the 
record. Do you envision putting together 
something that MTV can use? 
Gen: We're a big word of mouth band. We're a band 
that people come to see out of curiosity. And they all 
tell 10 people, and the next show is even bigger. 
We've clone a very good job here in Florida and we 
want to get out and play some other places. It is hard 
because we've got these huge things that we just can't 
put on a postage stamp stage. We need something 
that's bigger. 1f we get the right venues, I we'll be able 
to convince some promoters to take a chance. 
Do you do a lot of radio when you're running 
around? 
Gen: Right now, we're actually just starting to do 
that 
is the tone with which Jocks deal with you 
appropriate? 
Gen: Basically, 1.can deal with anyone. I'm confident 
in myself and my skills. If someone wants to be com-
bative with me, I can be combative right back.

The Waterboys, "Dream Harder." Geffen It's been a time for 
change for The Waterboys. .new album, new label, new country 
and a return to what brought The Waterboys their initial acclaim 
— rock and roll. Thanks to Co-Producer Bill Price (Guns N' 
Roses, Sex Pistols, Pretenders), The Waterboys jump over to a 
harder sound with rocking guitars and drums, but maintain their 
Celtic roots with rollicking woodwinds and twangy guitars. With 
Dream Harder, singer-songwriter-guitarist Mike Scott's poetic 
flourishes and electrifying guitars weave tales about the supernat-
ural and spiritual matters (including the return of guitar-god Jimi 
Hendrix and the woodwind-tootin' god Pan). The resurrected Pan 
is doing prances his way from 27 to 18* this week and big Pan 
fans include 91X, CIMX, KNDD, KPNT, KUKO, WBRU, WDRE, 
WEOX, WFNX, WHFS, WHTG, WXPN and WXRT with added sup-
port from KKDJ, KRZO and WCHZ. Other rocking tracks include

Giant Sand, "Center Of The Universe," Restless 
Center Of The Universe is utter chaos — it's an 
anarchist's wet dream. It is completely unclassifi-
able, but that's good. In fact, all of the above is 
good. As Giant Sand's frontman Howe Gelb puts 
it, "Chaos is the true order of the universe." Gelb 
is either a musical genius or he's been in the 
Mojave Desert a little too long. Regardless, Giant 
Sand's fourteenth release covers the stylistic 

gamut and is full of the unexpected. Quiet, whispered vocals are suddenly 
ripped apart by shrieking guitars, quirky riffs jump in without any warning 
and sweet, heavenly harmonies float over pounding drums and feedback. 
And Gelb's voice jumps from Lou Reed-like monologues to Neil Young 
warbling to inhuman growls and snarls. The whole album is amazing and 
there isn't one weak track on it, but if we had to pick our favorites, they 
would have to be "Pathfinder," "Center Of The Universe," "Milkshake Girl" 
and "Thing Like That." 

Front 242, "Religion," Epic The visceral hits just keep coming from our pals in Front 242. This one was mixed by 
uberknobtwistah Andy Wallace making for a cool track that even some regular folks can thoroughly enjoy. With this whole indus-
trial thing hitting a fevered pitch, this release from the 242 gang couldn't have been better timed. Great for night time play and 
we're sure that a little birdy will tap you on your shoulder and tell you that you could very easily play this all day long. Let's just 
call him Lenny, okay? Check out the other two tracks on the CD Pro "Crapage" and a body-slammin' remix of the plug track 
done by J. G. Thirlwell. Everybody give us a great big AMEN! 

700 Miles, "Seven Hundred," RCA Scalding guitars, tumultuous bass and loads of anger and passion make up this 
New York-based guitar band. 700 Miles is a combination of inner city neurotica and harsh life experiences. Lead vocalist and 
guitarist John Carlin went through a year of hell with the death of two loved ones right before they went into the studio to record 
Seven Hundred and obviously this album was, in some sense, a form of release for him. "Rachel" rocks with guitars and drums 
pulsating along the same beat. Layers of thrashy, buzzing guitars compete with Carlin's crackling anger in "The Way It Should 
Be," and "Lullaby" is a beautiful ballad with understated drums and guitars that allow the strength of Carlin's voice to shine. 
Other tracks to checkout include "Marry Me," "Cherish This," "Let Me Out, and "The Killing Pain." 

Casey Scott, "7th of November;" Capitol "If this song was a bowl of soup, it would be Campbell's vegetable 
alphabet, all lukewarm and orange... with half the letters missing." So says Casey Scott in the beginning of "7th of November," a 
pensive lamentation reflecting a personal breakup. Decidedly bohemian in nature, Casey Scott's debut record is brutally honest, 
steadfast yet awash with emotion. Creep Cityoozes with East Village decadence and a demeanor that would make any of us 
slacker types proud. The track is deeplyconfessional and reflective; it is probing, while at the same time possessing a healing 
effect. While the rest of the album bursts with strong-willed independence and whimsical sarcasm, "7th of November" shows 
Scott's vulnerable side, both in the lyrics and the delicate chord progressions. If your listeners react to emotional, introspective 
records, then you must expose this songartist to them. Casey Scott is a true talent, and the song is a real beauty. Pass the 
crackers. 

Dog Society. "When You're Dead." East/West Wanna add some spark to that playlist of yours? Add this track, a straight-
forward-no-bones-about-it-perfect-for-cutting-edge-radio-don't-you-just-love-dashes song. This track, the record's first single, 
is a hooky, Schoolies-like track which we just KNOW will work on commercial radio. Dog Society took its name from a book 
about American Indians which described a sect called the Dog Society Dancers, made up of like minded individuals who would 
dance to the gods. This attitude of people coming together under one thought and mind is captured on the record: Test Your 
Own Eyes is an raw, melodic album full of warmth and veracity. The band exemplifies an attitude rooted in spiritual freedom and 
uplifting, positive (and pretty darn catchy) tunes. The production on this track is nice'n'crisp, and Ryan Bay's tempered vocals 
complement the uninhibited rhythm section and glowing guitars quite nicely. It's sure to do well in our format, so add it before 
it's too late. You know how unpredictable life is nowadays. 
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His Boy Elroy, "Fade To Black" b/w "Wastin' Time," 

Immortal/Epic His Boy Elroy is primarily 
the brainchild of John Stevens. Fans of creative 
arrangements and harmonizin' will truly love the 
plug side "Fade To Black" Dreamy and darn near 
psychedelic, the lead track has HIT written all 
over it. Another pleasant surprise is the B-side 
"Wastin' Time" co-written and produced with L.A. 
wunderkind Karl Stephenson. More aggressive in 

its groove, this could be the track to break HBE big time on Cutting Edge 
Radio. We hear Stephenson's own demo is currently making the rounds at 
major labels and we hope to hear his own stuff soon. Stephenson's pro-
duction gives Stevens' music a futuristic vibe making it more 21st Century 
than '90s. This is the kind of stuff that should have been on the soundtrack 
to  Wild Palms and not all those old retread '60s tunes. If you're looking for 
a new sound, His Boy Elroy is leading the pack. We strongly suggest you 
gather round with Astro, Jane, Judy and George and meet His Boy Elroy.

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Unrest, "Isabel Bishop," 4AD Unrest is a trio of hepcats from 
Washington, D. C. They've been kicking around 
this crazy thing we call the alternative world for a 
few years and some pundits have called them the 
"next Crispy Ambulance." Personally we're wait-
ing for the next Monochrome Set or Pigbag, but 
that's an issue for another day. Hell, we'll even 
settle for the next Passions or Modettes! Well, 
the starchamber at 4AD have had the brilliant 

vision to release this compilation of singles, B-sides, remixes and new ver-
sions of songs from the band's previous releases on various labels.

Fans 
will be happy to know that this album is a veritable primer to use on poten-
tial converts, featuring "Yes She Is My Skinhead Girl" (not an edition of 
Geraldo) and the classic "Teenage Suicide."

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Red House Painters, "Red House Painters," 4AD For 
singer/lyricist Mark Kozelek, Red House Painters' 
second album marks his foray into self-explo-
ration. Clocking in at almost 80 minutes, their 
eponymous album is meditative and experimental, 
exploring the limits of the imagination. Hailed by 
American Music Club's Mark Eitzel as his favorite

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The ferocious debut album from Dandelion, I 
Think I'm Gonna Be Sick (Ruffhouse), is 
finally out and man, does it rage. Formed in 
Philadelphia, including former members of the 
She Males, Dandelion combines tumultuous 
guitars with savage vocals, maintaining a 
vicious, garage-rock ethic. The album's first 

track, "Waiting For A Ride," features a driving bass line and assailing 
power throughout. Other strong points include the lggyesque "Nothing

Skin." The record's booming and completely 
untamed - immerse yourself in the bigness... 
Walt Mink turned all our heads last year with 
their rousing debut, Miss Happiness.

Cathedral. "Ride". Earache/Columbia.... Last year (in October) 
we highlighted this talented bunch of Brits on the cover, with their 

very strong and well received 
"Soul Sacrifice" EP. You may 
recall, it was that EP, which effec-
tively served notice that the heav-
ier, darker forms of metal were 
slowly but surely merging with 
the mainstream, in forms no one 
could have imagined before now. 
While many bands predominantly 
associated with the death/speed 
metal regimes have opted to 

diversify by mutating into more industrial/noise based forms 
(highly experimental and/or progressive), others have chosen a 
much more familiar path. Which is the case with Earache's shin-
ing star, Cathedral. Fronted by former Napalm Death vocalist Lee 
Dorrian, (and comprised of Gaz Jennings-guitar, Mark Wharton-
drums/Hammond organ, Mark Griffiths-bass and Adam Lehan-
guitar) the band were understandably (since their debut offering 
"Forest Of Equilibrium"), often tagged as merely a "death metal" 
band. "Soul Sacrifice" threw open those restrictive barriers, how-
ever, with its much celebrated classic '70s churn. The uncom-
fortably perfect marriage between history's pride and joy and the 
future's dark hooded rebel child. It also marked the joining of 
hands between Earache and major label distribution in the form of 
Columbia/Sony. A bold new step for the genre, that will mean 
wondrous things for many bands and Indies, while making the 
more traditional, needlessly worried. Which brings us to 
Cathedral's brand new release, "The Ethereal Mirror". It treads 
even further beyond the catchy classic grinds of "Soul", especially 
since Lee's vocals take even more unexpected twists and turns 
towards the mainstream throughout the album. Alluding to vari-
ous abilities without sacrificing the integral feature that best sets 
this music apart from the rest. First out to radio, the undeniable 
groove romp of "Ride". Twin guitar bursts careen around a solid 
and thick bass/drum backbone — heavy but catchy Along the 
top, Dorrian's more emotive, somewhat less death growly vocals 
power along, tinged in accent, whipping home thought — enhanc-
ing lyrics. It's amazing how great the past and present can sound 
blended together. And this is just the beginning. Wait until you 
hear "Fountain Of Innocence", "Grim Luxuria" and "Midnight 
Mountain". Remember the name Cathedral, it's going to play a 
very important role in metal's development and growth. Promise.

tions and reactions. Musically, he creates just as big a stir. And after years 

of pouring out tons of dark, heavy and controver-
sial music, he and his band (Eerie Von, John 
Christ & Chuck Biscuits) are offering up a sort 
of live record of uncompromising strength and 
power. 7 songs deep, "Thrall-demonsweatlive" 
offers up fiery renditions of several Danzig laves 
recorded live at Irvine Meadows in California last 
October. Among them, "Snakes Of Christ", "Am I 
Demon", "Sistinas" and "Mother"; they comprise 
the "demonsweatlive" portion of the record. Three 

new, never before released songs comprise the "Thrall" section, including 
the lead track that metal and COR radio have already been chomping at the 
bit to bite into — "It's Coming Down". It's one of the harder songs we've 
heard from this band in some time, since the majority of his last album was 
much more introspective and moody (more melodic and emotional). "The 
Violet Fire" is a rough hewn number as well. Aggressive, powerful sound-
ing (as are most Danzig songs), yet harboring a catchier chorus than most, 
it's one of the cooler songs I've heard from them in awhile. The coolest by 
far, however, has to be the blistering cover of Elvis' "Trouble". Glenn's 
been accused of sounding like him and Jim Morrison enough, so it's only 
right he should record a song by the King. Especially one whose chorus 
reveals, "I'm evil.., don't you mess around with me". Ya only have to tell 
me that once... The live songs crank and ultimately disclose how strong the 
band's shows are — "Am I Demon" is especially wild. The slow melodic 
nostalgia of "Sistinas" is great because it further shows that "other" side of 
the man — which is such a curiosity. "Mother" is always a crowd-getter 
(they're very vocal on this one), so what better to close with. You can catch 
the band on the road currently with Nudeswirl and Proper Grounds opening 
on the first leg (Genitodurers will be hopping on at some point).

shell. Bold, groove laden and can-

tankerous, they had as good a shot as any, and a million records later, who 
was gonna argue. Their second album, "Freakshow", smoldered by with a 
"THC Groove" and the unlikely but very cool cover of "Hang On St. 
Christopher" (a Tom Waits song). It made a few splashes, but the darker, 
moodier atmosphere was lost on some people. Personally, I really liked 
the more adventurous, serious style on it. Back to the future though. You 
should all now have this "12 Minute Warning" of what's to come from the 
brand new BulletBoys offering, "Za Za". And an exceptional sounding 12 
minutes it is. From the bee hive buzz and chant of "The Rising" (all 2+ 
minutes of it) to the humorous and chugging tilt of "When Pigs Fly" (great 
song), to the full-on fury of "The Show", you can hear the determination 
and maturity of the BulletBoys.

like this one (eventually signing to RuffHouse—home to Cypress Hill). Steeped in the obvious throw-back influences like 
Sabbath and Hendrix, plus MC5 and The Stooges, Dandelion also divine a modern raw intensity that is decidedly based in the 
'90s. The band's manager, Shawn Tierney, handed me a demo tape of theirs a long time ago, and I remember being impressed by 
it back then. It's no wonder they've had a lot of radio folks in Philly championing their cause all this time — the guys rock 
(Kevin-vocals, Carl-guitar, Dayen-guitar, Mike-bass and Dante-drums). Chomping, angular twin guitar riffing creates a mon-
ster bed for Kevin to lay down his raw vocals on — rough, raspy and angst riddled. The bass and drums offer subtle subterrane-
ous grooves, that bubble to the surface now and then, amidst the controlled chaos above. Fiery, riffs gone ballistic make it a 

necessity for metal and the slightly offbeat decadent feel of several tunes make it a possibility for some of the harder skewed alternative types as well (like 
"Onion Field" or "I Can Remember"). You'll be missing out on something special if you pass this one by, so try "Outside", "Nothing To Say", "Thorn" or 
"Waiting For A Ride". Dandelion will dazzle you if you let them.

Cherrydisc are the label   
who brought you the "Crush" Compilation of 
Boston artists at the end of last year. Since that 
record's release, four bands featured on it have 
been signed (Stomp Box, Orangutan g, Letters To 
Cleo and Gigolo Aunts). Well, now with R.E.D. 
distribution behind then, the label is releasing its 
first two albums. Two sides of the coin, if you will, 
at that. First up, the hardcore slam of Tree 
(River-vocals, Hinks-drums, Ooze-guitar and 

Jake-bass). Angry, fireballs of aggression they slam home the "speak and 
be heard" anthem so prevalent within that genre of metal. They are obvi-
ously (the name's a big clue), environmentally conscious and have a very 
not-so-subtle way of presenting their ideas. Heavy, mean and touched 
occasionally with humor, their songs run the gamut from "Whales" to

Dweezil Zappa and brother Ahmet will be releas-
ing an album under their band's moniker, Z. The album, "Shampoohom", 
will be released through the family label Barking Pumpkin, and features

in Germany last year. "I kept hearing this word 'auslander' on 
the radio and TV and seeing it in newspapers," Calhoun says. "I 
started asking people what it meant1 andl became aware of the 
huge controversy surrounding foreigners living in Germany. I 
couldn't help but be affected, as I myself have always felt some-
what like an outsider in my own country." 

Saigon Kick are about to begin recording a new album. The band 
recently received a gold record award for the single "Love Is On 
The Way" from the album "The Lizard." 

Robert Plant begins a world tour at the end of this month in 
support of his upcming "Fate Of Nations" tour. In Europe, Plant 
will be touring with Lenny Kravitz. Plant's touring band will 
include new guitarists Kevin Scott MacMichael and Francis 
Dunnery, keyboardist and guitarist Phil Johnstone, bass player 
Charlie Jones and new drummer Michael Lee. Plant's upcommg 
solo album, "Fate Of Nations," features classical violinist Nigel 
Kennedy, as well as Maire Brennan of Clannad and guitarist 
Richard Thompson. 

Simply Red's "Stars" album, released last year, has now sold 8.5 
million copies worldwide. In Britain, "Stars" has become the 
best-selling CD of all time, with 3.8 million copies sold. 

Chicago singer Liz Phair says the title to her new album "Exile 
In Guyville" (on Matador Records) was inspired by the Rolling 
Stones' "Exile On Main Street" and she's duplicated the struc-
ture of the 1972 Stones song. "I thought it was a cool structural 
device, and I wanted to give myself something extra to think 
about," she says. "I come from an academic background, and I 
got off on going through my little warehouse of songs to find the 
ones that I thought had the same feel, were of the same type." 
Phair says the Rolling Stones were always her favorite band. 
"Forget art, forget quality, forget the whole thing — they just do 
it for me," she says. -"I get a pleasurable feeling between the ribs 
and the knees — and I'm not speaking sexually — when I listen 
to them. You get that stomach crunch." The word "Guyville" was 
coined by Urge Overkill on its last album, and Phair calls it "a 
way of life." 

A live album was recorded at Big Star's reunion concert in 
Columbia, Missouri, earlier this month. And it's also possible 
that there will be a solo studio album from Alex Chilton. 

Some people still don't realize that 4 Non-Blondes are not an 
all-female band. But guitarist Roger Rocha says musicianship 
should be based on ability instead of gender. "When I was 
younger, we would have never had a girl in our band," he says. 
"Not even a girl singer." 

Al Jourgensen of Ministry has remixed "Crazy" from 
Silverfish's current album, "Organ Fan." 

North Carolina band The Gathering have a seven-inch single 
coming out called "Little Deaths," produced by Mitch Easter, 
formerly of Let's Active. 

Mike Rutherford says a new Mike & The Mechanics album will 
be recorded in the fall. "I plan to take some of the summer off, 
but I love writing. I can't stop writing, really," Rutherford says. 

The members of Cry of Love have known each other for years 
but only formed the group two years ago. They all grew up in 
small North Carolina towns, giving them southern roots. "If 
somebody mentions our music in the same breath as Free, 
Hendrix or Otis Redding, I embrace those influences — I don't 
deny them," says lead singer Kelly Holland. "We all grew up 
listening and loving this type of music." 

First there was grunge rock, then grunge fashions. Now bass 
player Michael Mannng has an album out that's being billed as 
"jazz-grunge fusion." The instrumental album from Maiming (on 
Windham Hill Records) features drummer Tim Alexander of 
Primus and former Testament guitarist Alex Skolnick. "This may 
well be the world's first New Age/Grunge fusion album," Manr-
ing says. "It's instrumental grunge, but it's still fairly complicated 
music in terms of the overall textures. It still sounds like me but 
with darker textures and harmonies. And oh man, are parts of it 
loud." The LP also features guitarist Steve Morse, formerly of 
the Dixie Dregs, and former Journey drummer Steve Smith. 

Glenn Frey and Joe Walsh are touring together this summer, the 
first time they've gone on the road together since the Eagles split 
up in 1980. "Glenn and I have rebonded and decided to buddy 
up," Walsh says. "I don't think I'm strong enough to go out and 
headlinet and Glenn doesn't think so either, but we've still got it. 
The magic is still there." But both Walsh and Frey say there's no 
chance of an Eagles reunion. "There was a magic there and it 
was undeniable," Walsh says, "but bands run their course. When 
you get on the other side of it, when the magic starts to fade, it's 
time to move on, or you turn into Paul Revere & The Raiders. 
Or the Beach Boys. They're a non-musical corporation. The 
Eagles didn't want to do that, man. We didn't break up. We just 
stopped. We didn't want kids to watch us on Saturday mornings." 

"Plus From Us" is the name of a new album coming out later this 
month (on Real World/Caroline Records) that includes material 
from artists who influenced Peter Gabriel when he was working 

on his album "Us." Gabriel selected the tracks on the LP,which 
includes material from the Meters, Brian Eno, Peter Hammill, 
William Orbit, Tony Levin and Daniel Lanois, among others. 

Holly Vincent, formerly of Holly & The Italians, has formed a 
three-piece grunge band called the Oblivious, who are tentative-
ly slated to release an album in September (on Daemon 
Records). Angelfish have a cover of Vinent's "You Can Love 
Her" on their upcoming album. 

Michael Hutchence of INXS is recording "Barabajagal" for an 
upcoming album of covers of Donovan songs. Phranc and 
former Gang Of Four drummer Hugo Burnham also have tracks 
on the LP. 

The U.S. Postal Service will issue a postage stamp honoring 
country singer Hank Williams Sr. on June 9. Ceremonies will be 
held in Nashville on the day of issue. More rock & roll stamps in 
the Elvis Presley series will be out in June and other country 
stamps are to be issued in September. 

OMD release a new album next month called "Liberator." 
There's already a single out in Britain from the album, a track 
called "Stand Above Me." "It started out with a sample of an 
acoustic stand-up bass," Andy McCluskey says. "It was one of 
those songs that you dream of writing. It just happpened in 15 
minutes — the whole thing. I just wish I could write a few more 
like that." McCluskey, who re-launched the band in 1991 with 
"Sailing On The Seven Seas," says the new album is "distinctively 
but typically" OMD. But McCluskey concedes some people may 
feel that it's should no longer be called OMD because of the 
departure of Paul Humphries and two other band members in 
1988. "There is an argument to that," he says. "The last thing I 
wanted to do was continue using a name and make an album that 
was a terrible epitaph." 

Singer Sarah Brightman, the former wife of composer Andrew 
Lloyd- Webber, goes in a more rock direction on her new album, 
"Dive." The album cover features her wearing little more than a 
sheer dress and a crucifix. 

The U.S. Internal Revenue Service has scheduled an auction 
June 2 of three pianos owned by Jerry Lee Lewis. Mementos 
including photographs, Christmas decorations and furniture 
were taken from Lewis' home in Nesbit, Mississippi, earlier this 
month, to help satisfy a $1.6 million tex debt. 

Joe Ely says his next album will be more acoustic. "I'm gonna 
leave myself the liberty to bring the band in, but it will be more 
dynamic, more ups and downs," he says. "I want to use the 
dynamics of a band more than most songs, which just have the 
same beat all the way through." Ely is also considering reuniting 
his 1970's band in a year or two. 

Backers of a Jazzland theme park in New Orleans are still 
seeking $40 million in loans. Developer Thomas Winingder 
hopes to have the loans before the end of the year to open the 
60-acre park by 1996. 

A music video show in Montgomery, Alabama, says it has been 
taken off the air for airing Five-Eight's video for "Can't Stand It 
Anymore." After airing on a public channel for a year and a half, 
the cable company canceled the show claiming that the Five-
Eight video clip promoted "Satanism" because lead singer Mike 
Mantione was wearing a "666" t-shirt. Producers of the program 
say they'll take the cable company to court. 

Actress Sharon Stone appears in the video for "Carly's Song" by 
Enigma, a track from the upcoming "Sliver" soundtrack album. 
Stone was also featured in the clip for UB40's "Can't Help 
Falling In Love," but her appearance in that case only involved 
footage from the movie. 

After the recent revelation in London newspapers that Holly 
Johnson, former lead singer for Frankie Goes To Hollywood has 
tested positive for the AIDS virus, the tabloid newspapers are 
aggressively trying to find out if other performers are also HIV-
positive. Paul Burston of London's Time Out magazine says a 
reporter claiming to represent the News Of The World came to 
his door recently, asking questions about Marc Almond, whom 
Burston had recently interviewed. The reporter wanted to know 
Almond's address and whether he looked "under the weather." 
Another newspaper's gossip columnist had contacted Almond's 
record company wanting to 'mow whether he was HIV-infected. 
"I have nothing to declare but my talent," Almond responds. 
"There is no shame attached to being HIV positive or having 
AIDS. It's the way people are being hounded over what is a very 
personal and highly sensitive matter that I object to." Paul 
Rutherford, also formerly of FGTH2 lost his boyfriend to AIDS 
recently and says he's giving up music to write his memoirs. 

Axl Rose of Guns N' Roses is now claiming that James Hetfield 
of Metallica was responsible for keeping Ice-T and Body Count 
off of their tour last year. 

Sydney band Juice, who opened for INXS at concerts in 
Adelaide, Australia, recently said that Michael Hutchence wears 
two pairs of socks on stage, and that only one of the pair are on 
his feet. 
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Bruce Hornsby and Branford Marsalis make guest appearances 
on the upcoming album from Bela Fleck & The Flecktones, due 
out in August. 

Vernon Reid of Living Colour says he's not bothered that the 
band's new album, "Stain," is already dropping in the charts. 
"Some people don't like it at all and some people like it very 
much," he says. "We've had mixed reviews. There are always 
going to be people who dislike this band. Even as successful as 
our first album was, there were really pretty hurtful reviews. But 
I'm willing to take my lumps." 

Irish singer Niamh Kavanagh won the 38th annual Eurovision 
Song contest with the song "In Your Eyes." Kavanagh was one 
of the singers in the film "The Commitments." It's the second 
year in a row that Ireland has won the contest and also Ireland's 
fifth victory. Great Britain., Switzerland and France ranked 
second through fourth. This was the first year that Croatia, 
Bosnia and Slovenia competed. The three-hour contest was 
broadcast live throughout Europe, and is still considered a major 
event though no groups have broken because of the competition 
since Abba. Two days before the Eurovision song contest, the 
Bosnian entry called on European countries to allow arms into 
the country. "We desperately need help because our people have 
no weapons to defend themselves. We are part of Europe and 
we deserve Europe's help," Ismeta ICrvavac, spokeswoman for 
the Bosnian group Fazla, was quoted as saying m the Irish Times 
newspaper. "If giving us arms is the only way we can defend 
ourselves then that is what we want." The group's entry was a 
song called "The Pain Of The Whole World," about the conflict 
in the former Yugoslav republic. Four of the musicians in the 
group are soldiers in a special entertainment unit of the Bosnian 
army. 

Frank Zappa was in the audience as Z, the band that features 
his sons Dweezil and Ahmet Zappa, played a "warm-up gig" at 
a Los Angeles club. Z played songs from the "Shampoohorn" 
album coming out in August (on Barking Pumpkin Records). 
Frank Zappa 's wife, Gail, and daughters Moon Unit and Diva 
were also at the performance, as well as Chris Robinson of the 
Black Crowes and "Weird Al" Yankovic. 

The U.S. Supreme Court has, for the third time, rejected an 
appeal by Hank Williams Jr. asking that Jett Williams not 
receive copyright royalties from the songs of Hank Williams Sr. 
Williams had claimed that she had waited too long to claim 
ownership of the royalties, but the 2nd U.S. Circuit Court of 
Appeals ruled otherwise last July. A federal judge in New York 
City must still decide how to divide royalties between Hank 
Williams Jr., Jett Williams and Hank Sr.'s widow, Billie Jean 
Williams Berlin. 

Mary Johnson has died from complications of a stroke after 
collapsing during a concert in Sumter, South Carolina. Johnson 
was performing at a 40th anniversary concert for Bill Pinckney 
of the original Drifters when he fell down backstage after the 
show. Johnson had a hit in 1959 with "Come To Me," the first of 
a new style of Motown songs created with Berry Gordy Jr. 
Johnson had met Gordy while working in a Detroit record store. 
Gordy decided to put a female chorusbehind Johnson and "You 
Got What It Takes" and "I Love The Way You Love" went on 
to be top ten hits in the following year. Johnson was 54. He'd 
recently been the opening act for the Temptations on a 
European tour. 

Rapper Tone Loc says having a son three years ago has made 
him feel more responsible, particularly since he's raising the boy 
as a single father. "His birth was like a tap on the shoulder, and 
I got the message," Loc says. "He needs me around when I'm 40 
or 50, and I wasn't going to live long at the pace I was going." 

Peter Wolf says "Rhino did a good job" in putting together a 38-
song two-CD boxed set of J. Geils Band music called 
"Houseparty." "Of course, when you're dealing with something 
as broad as this, there are always favorites that are left out. And 
some people thought there should have been a third disc," Wolf says. people it's not broad enough," says J. Geils keyboardist 
Seth Justman. "We weren't just a party band. And I wish there 
could have been some previously unreleased things, or other 
surprises on it. We have some old tapes, such as the famous 
'bathroom tapes' that used to be played on WBCN, that could 
have really flavored it. And they missed some key songs like 
'River Blindness' and 'Angel Blue' that really showed the growth 
of the band." Wolf and Justman both say their involvement in 
putting the package together was limited. Meanwhile, Wolf is 
fmishing another solo album while Justman is forming a new 
band with Magic Dick. 

The Ik upcoming Ozzy Osbourne double-live album will include 
"Black Sabbat " as performed by the original members of Black 
Sabbath when they reunited at a concert last November in Costa 
Mesa, California. The first track released from the LP is "Chan-
ges," a song from the Black Sabbath "Vol. 4" album, as per-
formed at Red Rocks in Denver, with guitarist Zakk Wylde on 
piano. 

A portion of proceeds from Flotsam & Jetsam's concert in 
Chicago earlier this month was donated to the estate of the late 
Jeff Ward, the brother of the band's bass player Jason Ward. 
Jeff Ward had drummed with Ministry, Revolting Cocks, Nine 
Inch Nails and Low Pop Suicide. 

Jimmy Ryser, formerly a backing guitarist for John Mellencamp 
and Henry Lee Summer, will be releasing an album later this 
year. Ryser, who has spina bífida, has served as national spokes-
man for Easter Seals for the past four years. Ryser recently 
played benefit concerts for the charity organization in Green-
wood, Indiana. "This is payback, the way I see it, for all the times 
they helped me out," Ryser says. He's undergone 30 operations 
for spima bifida in the past few years. 

Izzy Stradlin is filling in for guitarist Gilby Clarke for the first 
five European concert dates by Guns N' Roses. It's the first time 
Stradlin's played with the band since he left the group almost 
two years ago. Clarke is recovering after breaking his wrist in a 
motocross accident while preparing for a charity celebrity race. 
The overseas dates begin with a concert in Tel Aviv, Israel, later 
this month. 

Bad Religion, who have a new album called "Recipe For Hate" 
coming out next month (on Epitaph Records), recently played 
a Rock For Choice concert in Los Angeles. 

The King of Sweden has given a posthumous award to jazz 
trumpeter Dizzy Gillespie and Polish composer Witold Lutos-
lawski. The two musicians were winners of the 1993 Polar Music 
Prize, which carries a cash purse of $270,000 to be shared 
between the two. Wynton Marsalis accepted the award on 
Gillespie's behalf. Paul McCartney received the award last year. 

Haitian police teargassed the crowd at a concert by Boukman 
Eksperyans in Port-Au-Prince last month. The band was playing 
to about 10,000 people in a high school auditorium when police 
cut the show short. Boukman's manager says the teargas caused 
a stampede for exits that may have mjured some people who 
were knocked down and trampled. Songs by the group have been 
banned by. the military-backed government of Prime Minister 
Marc Bazin. The band's latest album is "ICalfou Danjere" 
("Dangerous Crossroads," on Mango Records). Boukman 
Elcsperyans will be touring the U.S. this summer with Angelique 
Kist°, Baaba Maal and Ismael Lo. The "African Fete" tour is 
being billed as the "Lollapalooza" of World Music. 

Blues fans can hear some of their favorite bands while cruising 
the Caribbean in January as part of the Ultimate Rhythm 
Blues Cruise 2. Koko Taylor tSc The Blues Machine, Delbert 
McClinton, the Fabulous Thunderbirds, Matt "Guitar" Mur-
phy, Terrance Simien & The Mallet Playboys, Lonnie Brooks, 
Marcia Ball, Little Charlie & The Nightcats and Lil' Ed & The 
Blues Imperials will perform June 2-8 aboard the Italian ship 
the Costa Classica. (For more information: 1-800-886-6132) 

The Wallflowers are just beginning another tour in support of 
their self-titled debut album. The first five dates will be with 
10,000 Maniacs. 

A compilation album of material from Boston band Birdsongs 
Of The Mezozoic has just been released (on Cuneiform 
Records). The album is called "The Fossil Record 1980-87." 

British pop band East 17 has recorded a version of the Pet Shop 
Boys' "West End Girls." 

Primal Scream will finish work on their new album in Memphis, 
though the album probably won't be out until early next year. 
Much of the album has been recorded in London, but final 
recording and mixing remains to be done. 

The Bad Brains will release an album called "Rise" this summer 
— the band's first record on a major label (Epic Records). The 
band has just finished a tour opening for Living Colour. The new 
album, the sixth from the band, features vocalist Israel Joseph-
I. "Finally we're at this point where we're breaking down the 
barriers, the classifications," says guitarist Dr. Know. "You have 
the rap mixed into the reggae and the reggae into rock, rap into 
rock and rock into rap. The walls are cornuf down!" 

The Waterboys have a new album just coming out called "Dream 
Harder." One song on the LP, "Love And Death," takes its lyrics 
from a poem by William Butler Yeats. Mike Scott is putting 
together a band to tour in support of the album later this year. 

A new album from Babes In Toyland should be out next month, 
featuring both studio and live material. The LP will include live 
songs from the band's "Fontanelle" album recorded last summer 
in New York. New songs on the LP include "Ragweek," "Angel 
Hair," "Laredo" and "Instigkeit." 

Teenage Fanclub will have a new album out this fall, including 
the track "Radio," written and sun by bass player Gerry Love. 
The band is currently mixing over 20 songs in Manchester for the 
album and is trying to decide whether to make the album a single 
or a double LP. 

VVillliam Calhoun of Living Colour says he wrote "Auslander," 
on the band's current album "Stain," while he was vacationing

U2 will have a new album out in June or July and will probably 
be called "Zooropa," which is the title of the band's current 
European tour. Plans are to release the album with a minimum 
of marketing or hype and without new pictures of the band. The 
band hasn't said what the musical style of the album will be, but 
has said it will be a lot different from "Achtung Baby." There's 
speculation that the new material is dancier than anything 
they've done in the past. One of the tracks on the album features 
vocals from Johnny Cash." "He arrived in Dublin and I wrote a 
song for him the same day," Bono explains. "It's Johnny Cash 
goes to the moon. People asked how we got him to do it, but 
Johnny Cash has been to the moon many times. It's one of the 
best things we've ever recorded, and I'm not even on it." A new 
song from U2 will appear on the soundtrack to the new Wim 
Wenders film, "So Near Far Away." 

Baby Animals second album, "Shaved And Dangerous," is now 
slated for release in late August. Most of the album was 
produced by Ed Stasiiun, except for two tracks produced by 
biuno Bettencourt of Extreme. 

Some of the tracks on Nirvana's upcoming album are being 
remixed. "We — the band — felt the vocals were not loud 
enough on a few of the tracks. We want to change that," says 
singer Kurdt Cobain. "There has been no pressure from our 
label to change the tracks we did with Albini." Andy Wallace, 
who worked on "Nevennind," is reportedly among those helping 
to remis the tracks. "The band has asked me not to comment any 
more on this situation," says producer Steve Albini, "and I'm 
very glad they finally said something about it." 

Taj Mahal and John Hammond are among the artists perform-
ing at the first Mississippi Crossroads Blues Festival at Whit-
tington Park in Greenwood, Mississippi. The intent of the 
festival is to bring the blues as close to its origins as possible. As 
part of the festive, there will be tours of plantations and juke 
joints where performers were born or used to play. 

Opera star Luciano Pavarotti has teamed up with Sting, Bob 
Geldof, Mike Oldfield and Brian May, among others, for a 
charity album. The fmal track on the LP is a grand fmale 
featuring all the stars. If the album goes number one in Britain, 
it will be Pavarotti's fourth consecutive chart topping LP. 

Bon Jovi says he thinks concert audiences are the best in Europe. 
"They're very musical," he says. "It's almost as if they're in bands 
themselves.' 

Badfinger's "Straight Up" album is being made available for the 
first time on compact disc (on Capitol Records), with six bonus 
tracks. The LP was produced by George Harrison and Todd 
Rundgren and includes the single "Day After Day." Five of the 
bonus tracks are the original versions of "Money," "Flying," 
"Name of the Game," "Suitcase" and "Perfection." The bonus 
tracks on the LP are said to be "more produced" and are the 
way Harrison and Pete Ham intended them to sound before 
Rundgren remixed them. 

An investigation by members of the British Parliament has 
concluded that consumers in England are being overcharged for 
compact discs. The House of Commons national heritage select 
committee has recommended that the price of CDs be lowered 
by at least three dollars. The 11-member all-party committee 
recommends a government review of the anti-competitive ef-
fects of copyright laws and a lowering of trade barriers on 
recordings. British record companies have successfully blocked 
imports of cheaper CDs from the U.S., using copyright laws. The 
biggest record retailer in Britain, W.H. Smith, says high prices 
discourage people from buying music, and the chain itself had 
proposed the $3 reduction as the minimum needed to revive 
record sales. Gerald Kaufman, the chairman of the committee, 
says people in Britain by half as many compact discs as people 
in the United States because the average pnce of a CD is $21.50 
in Britain, and the average price of a cassette is $17.65. "We have 
had no explanation as to why compact discs cost more in Britain 
than in the United States and so much more than pre-recorded 
cassettes," says Mike Clerk, a spokesman for the committee. 
"The cost to manufacture pre-recorded cassettes is almost ex-
actly the same, but the overall price difference is huge." The 
director general of the British Phonographic Industry said the 
committee heard testimony in a "biased and prejudiced way." 
"There was never a likelihood there would be a fair debate on 
the issues," says John Deacon of the BPI. "It is complete non-
sense to suggest the average price the British consumer pays for 
compact discs, even including retail makes and value added 
tax, is any more than about 10 percent higher than that paid by 
American music buyers." 

Bonds have been put on sale to fund construction of the Rock 
& Roll Hall of Fame & Museum. The proceeds from the bond 
sale are to be the last part of the $84 million in financing needed 
to build the attractiont designed by architect I.M. Pei. But plans 
for a big concert to highlight a groundbreaking, scheduled for 
June 7, appear to have been canceled. There had been rumors 
that Paul McCartney and Bruce Springsteen had been ap-
proached about appearing at the event. 

Little Eva, who had a hit in the 1960s with "The Locomotion," 
is now working as a janitor. "I've also waitressed in restaurants," 
she says. "Customers played my songs on the jukebox not know-
ing it was me taking their orders." 

Brian Eno and a neighbor are involved in a dispute over a path 
that runs behind his new cottage in Woodbridge, England. 
Marketing executive Jacqueline Hall says Eno is blocking a 
right- of-way that runs through the property. 

UB40 releases a new album in July. 

Jimmy Buffett is sending ten students to the Sea Camp Marine 
Science School in Big Pme Key, Florida, this summer. The ten 
won an essay contest sponsored by Buffett as a thanks to the city 
of Cincinnati, where he's sold out 24 concerts in a row. 

Eric Clapton won awards for best British artist and best rock 
artist at the World Music Awards in Monte Carlo, Monaco. Tina 
Turner was given the Lifetime Achievement Award and Michael 
Jackson won awards in three categories — best artist of his 
country, best artist of the year and best artist of the era. 

Mick Fleetwood and two developers have asked officials in 
Alexandria, Virginia, for permission to open a jazz and blues 
club called "Fleetwood's" along the Potomac River. "The presi-
dent and his saxophone are welcome on our stage any time,' says 
Edward Stucky, one of the developers. 

Peter Garrett of Midnight Oil has been inaugurated as one of 
seven members of the World Committee for Greenpeace. 

Denise Johnston of Primal Scream went back to Waco, Texas, 
to attend the funeral for her cousin, Sandra Hardial, who was 
one of the 24 British people killed at the Camp Davidian com-
pound, after a 51-day armed seige. Johnston had gone to Texas 
during the seige but had been unable to make contact with her 
cousin. 

Two singers for the R&B group Jodeci could be sentenced to 12 
years in prison after surrendering in New Jersey on charges of 
aggravated criminal sexual contact and unlawful possession of 
weapons. Kay Cee and Devante of the band allegedly picked up 
two 18-year-old girls and brought them back to Kay Cee's house 
where they made advances, then threatened the girls with a gun 
and machete. Police say the semi-automatic pistol was un-
licensed and was armed with illegal hollow-point bullets. 

When Crowded House were finishing up their new album, "Kare 
ICare," at a studio in Melbourne, Australia, British producer 
Youth convinced them to pull all the desks, telephones and fax 
machines from the studio's reception area and replace them with 
carpets, couches, lamps, video games and 50 candles. When the 
other producer of the album, Bob Clearmountain, saw all this, 
he decided to bring in a small Matchbox car, putting on the 
mixing console as "my concession to eccentricity?' The album is 
named after the New Zealand beach area where most of the 
album was recorded. 

Sonny Bono has filed a petition in a Califoria Superior Court 
seeking a restraining order against a homeless man who has 
asked him for money and threatened to kill him. A hearing has 
been scheduled for later this month on Bono's request for a court 
order mandating that James Hamlin stay at least 150 yards away 
from him and his family. The petition says Hamlin has been 
stalking Bono and sending him threatening letters since 1986. 

Syd Straw, formerly of the Golden Palominos, is currently 
without a record contract, after failing to agree with her former 
record label (Virgin Records) on the direction for the follow-up 
to her 1989 album, "Surprise." "As I look back I think maybel 
should have compromised more," she says. Straw plans a 15-city 
tour this spring backed by two members of the Louisville band 
Antietam and drummer Allan Bezozi. "I think what I will do with 
my summer vacation is make a new record. I've certainly got 
some songs stockpiled," she says. Straw has a small role as 
schoolteacher Miss Fingerwood on "The Adventures Of Pete & 
Pete" on the Nickelodeon cable television network. 

One of Elvis Presley's first guitars was sold for just over $150,000 
to an American buyer at an auction at Christie' s in London. The 
D-18 Martin acoustic guitar was used by Presley on many early 
recordings, including "That's All Right Mama" in 1954. A fan 
bought the guitar from Presley in 1936 and it was displayed at 
the Country Music Hall of Fame in Nashville until it was pur-
chased by a British collector in 1991. The Presley guitar was the 
top item at a sale of memorabilia that also includes items from 
James Brown and the Beatles. A velvet robe and crown worn by 
James Brown went for over $10,000. 

Rod Stewart plans a 75-date "Un_plugged...and Seated" tour in 
August in support of his album of the same name. The concerts 
will generally be in amphitheaters and arenas. 

Former Blue Rodeo vocalist Bob Wiseman has released a solo 
album in Canada called "City Of Wood." 

Illinois band Uncle Tupelo has been signed (to Sire Records). 

Richard Thompson has a new album, "Mirror Blue," coming out 
in August (on Capitol Records).

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U2 mainman Bono has a new on stage character called MacPhisto. 
Bono debuted the new character as Feyenord, Holland as the band began 
their European Zooropa' tour. MacPhisto is a decadent "last rock star" 
(echoes of Ziggy Stardust there, perhaps?). Finishing the Feyenord 
show in a rain storm, Bono - dressed in a gold lame suit with flared 
trousers, wearing cartoon devil horns and with his face covered in white 
make-up - spoke the lyrics to 'Desire' and 'Ultraviolet' (Baby Light My 
Way) in a camp voice. Elsewhere, the Zooropa' tour looks set for con-
troversy over its use of fascist imagery. During 'Bullet The Blue Sky', for 
instance, three burning swastikas appear on video screens, while 
excerpts from 1930's Nazi documentaries are also featured in the show. 
Ata time when many right-wing groups are gaining support in Europe, 
it's too be presumed U2 wish to make a point about totalitarianism. 
Elsewhere, U2 have been recording new material in Dublin. A new EP 
featuring material from the sessions should be released in the near 
future. One track should feature Johnny Cash on vocals. 

Mick Ronson, who died on April 30 of liver cancer aged 47, was one of 
the most gifted rock 'n' roll guitarists of his generation. First coming to 
fame as part of David Bowie's Spiders of Mars band, Ronson's 
death marks the passing of an era as clearly as that of Freddie Mercury. 
There will be no Wembley concert for Ronson in no way lessens his last-
ing influence. Ronson was born on May 26, 1945 and grew up in the 
north-east of England before moving to London. (At the second attempt 
- Ronson returned from London at one point to become a gardener in 
Hull.) As a session guitarist during this period, Ronson played for musi-
cians such as Michael Chapman. However, it was meeting David 
Bowie which was the catalyst to kick-start Ronson's career. Ronson per-
formed with Bowie on 'The Man Who Sold The World', 'Hunky Dory', 'The 
Rise and Fall Of Ziggy Stardust And The Spiders From Mars', 'Aladdin 
Sane' and 'Pin-Ups: He also worked with Bowie on Lou Reed's com-
mercial breakthrough 'Transformer' and arranged the classic 'Walk On 
The Wild Side' from the album. During this period, of course, Bowie was 
virtually inventing Glam Rock Ronson's contribution as Bowie's co-pro-
ducer and co-arranger was crucial. After splitting from Bowie, Ronson's 
career was almost inevitable lower key, but nevertheless extremely busy. 
As well as making two solo albums in 'Slaughter on Tenth Avenue' and 
'Play Don't Worry', Ronson continued as the archetypal rock 'n' roll side-
kick throughout the 70's and 80's. His partnership with former Mott 
The Hoople frontman, Ian Hunter was particularly fruitful, but he also 
worked with Bob Dylan and former Byrd, Roger McGuinn amongst 
others. It's a sad irony that Ronson should die now, at a time when his 
production work on Morrisey's 'Your Arsenal' album had received 
widespread praise. Offers to produce other younger musicians would 
surely have followed. In addition, Ronson was close to finishing a third 
solo album. The album, which features contributions from Bowie, Ian 
Hunter, Del Leppard's Joe Elliott and Chrisse Hynde, should be 
released in some form later in the year. 

Teenage Fanclub return on June 14 with a new single via Creation, 
their first for eighteen months. A-side of the single is 'Radio', a song 
written and sung by the band's Garry Love. Other tracks featured on the 
single are an acoustic version of 'Weird Horses', and instrumental track 
'Don's Gone Columbia' and a cover of Phil Ochs' Chords of Fame: The 
band have spent the last few months working on new material in 
Glasgow. They have over 20 tracks recorded and are currently mixing 
them in Manchester. The band have yet to make a decision as to 
whether their new album, due in the fall, will be a double or not. 

One Little Indian are said to be on the verge of signing an internation-
al licensing deal with Sony. The British independents Creation and 
Nude already have similar deals with the label. Neither label has been 
prepared to comment on the rumors, but an announcement is expected 
within the next two weeks. One Little Indian's roster includes The 
Shaman, Mork and Daisy Chainsaw. Elsewhere, dance act Credit 
To The Nation have signed to One Little Indian. 

4AD Records are to celebrate their thirteenth anniversary with the '13 
Year Itch', a six day multi-media event at London's ICA from July 19-
24. With the exception of Belly and Frank Black, all of the label's 
artists are expected to appear. 4AD's roster includes the like of Lush, 
The Breeders, Unrest, The Red House Painters and His Name Is 

Alive. As well as live performance, the event will feature film shows and 
an exhibition of the artwork of Vaughn Oliver, the man largely respon-
sible for creating the label's strong image. 

Primal Scream are on the verge of finishing their new album according 
to a report in the New Musical Express. The paper reports the bad are 
about to fly to Memphis to complete work on the project. Primal Scream 
have been recording in London, but the report suggests the Memphis 
trip may be to enable the band to record with sound producer Tom Dowd, 
who has previously worked with Aretha Franklin amongst others. 

The Putting Our House In Order Auction has taken place in 
London's Phillips Bayswater Auction Rooms. POHIO was set up to ben-
efit Britain's homeless and the charity recently organized the release of a 
single featuring different cover versions of The Rolling Stones' classic 
'Gimme Shelter'. Artists such as 808 State, Tom Jones, New Model 
Army, Voice Of The Beehive and Thunder contributed to that part of the 
project. Items sold at the auction included a Queen platinum disc for 'It's 
A Kind Of Magic' which fetched 120.00 Lira; a Dire Straits triple platinum 
album for 'Brothers In Arms' which fetched 280.00 Lira, a pair of auto-
graphed Doctor Marten boots from PJ Harvey which went for 200.00 
Lira; two Royal Box tickets for U2's forthcoming show at Wembley which 
were the subject of furious bidding until they finally sold for 300.00 Lira; 
and a leather jacket worn by Annie Lennox on the Eurythmics tour which 
was the most expensive item at 530.00 Lira. Elsewhere, 'Gimme Shelter 
The Video' has just been released. 

In brief: Therapy? have their 'Face The Strange' EP released by A&M 
on May 31... Guns N' Roses may not play Europe as planned this sum-
mer. The band's guitarist, Gilby Clarke has broken his wrist in a motor-
cycle accident..Back To The Planet's new single will be 'Please 
Don't Fight', available via Parallel/London on June 7...

The compilation covers the years 
from 1987 when they signed to the label to 1991 when original drummer 
Robert Gotobed left the band.. soul band Jamiroquai, currently tipped 
to be one of the successes of 1993 have a new single 'Orenda' released 
by Sony Square on May 24...Diesel Park West have a new album 
'Diesel Park West Versus The Corporate Waltz' issued by Lemon on June 
1...soul singer Omar has signed to RCA. The singer left Talkin' Loud 
Records earlier this year...owners of London's Astoria Theatre have 
announced plans for 250,000 Lira renovation to the venue.
