II" really cranks with the "A" vocals of Myles Goodwin and the force of 

Brian Greenway and Steve Segal on guitar. The Canadian winds have blown April 
Wine's familiar sound back over the border with verve for fans old and new. If you 
dig the sound of a good slide, you'll find some masterful riffs on "Good From Far" 
(Far From Good)". "Hour Of Need" is a solid ballad when you'd like to slow down 
the pace (don't forget the massive success of "Just" to give you an idea). The clip 
picks up again with a real rock hit we already know called "Here's Lookin' At You 
Kid" (it sounds a little like something done by Vince Neil). It's been on the Hard 
Hundred for 9 weeks and still moving up with a bullet and plenty of momentum 
(it's also had a fine C. OR. run). The Hard hook is strong and there's a Hard harp 
to match. It's back to the slide guitar with "Better Slow Down" until it kicks in 
heavily with a great groove and beat-'em-up drums for skin fans. As the album 
gets deeper, it gets better (and heavier). "Emotional Dreams" is dynamic, with 
interesting time changes and syncopation to complement the harmonies. Attitude 
will leave you satisfied.

JOHN CAMPBELL -- AN APPRECIATION By Earl Douglas 

Ifirst saw John Campbell at The Benson & Hedges Blues Festival a few years I ago at The Beacon Theater and my first reaction to him was that the cat was 
spooky. I mean, here was this tall, lean, menacing looking guy sitting on a 
stool, scowling, not singing the blues and playing the National steel guitar like 
he invented it. A few years later, I caught him at The Lone Star Roadhouse 
where Elektra Records threw him a party to celebrate the release of his new CD 
"Howlin Mercy". The show was a literal history of the blues - in fact, during the 
stunning "Saddle Up My Pony", Campbell effortlessly displayed the styles of 
Robert Johnston, Leadbelly, and Lonnie Johnson. You needed a forklift to lift 
my jaw off the ground. I was absolutely astounded. 

To hear of John Campbell's passing on June 13th of heart failure left me in a state of shock and sadness. The cruel irony of his death was that things 
were finally starting to happen for John both personally and professionally. 
"Nowlin Mercy" received rave reviews and he had just completed a successful 
tour of Europe. He was slated to do some opening dates for Buddy Guy. If you 
had the opportunity to speak with him, John never missed a chance to talk 
about his wife Dolly or his baby daughter Paris. 

I n addition to those killer shows that I happened to catch, the things that 
stand out in my mind about John is that he was just a really nice guy. When 
Marty and I went backstage to discuss the possibility of taping a segment for 
the show, John was more than accommodating and a great conversationalist. 
The segment that we did with John was pure magic. Accompanied by his 
rhythm guitarist Zonder Kennedy, we could all feel the spirit of the Delta as they 
tore through "Ain't Afraid Of Midnight" and "Saddle Up My Pony". The seg-
ment was so well received, it gave birth to a regular feature on our show - "Live 
From Studio B". 

Funeral services were held June 17th at St. Vincent's in New York. Dr. John delivered a short but moving sermon and the surviving members of John's 
band played an acoustic version of "One Believer". After the funeral, Dr. John 
made an interesting remark. He told me "The land and the lame are still around 
and the good ones always seem to die young". How true. Fortunately for us, 
John Campbell left behind two brilliant records, "One Believer" and "Nowlin 
Mercy" and a ton of great memories. Rest in peace John.

INTERVIEW

The Main Menu 
So you think programming one of America's high-
est rated rock radio stations would be a walk in the 
park, eh? Tell that to Stanley Main. Sure, big time 
numbers and killer demos have become a tradition 
at the Stoner facility by now, but that doesn't make 
maintaining them easy. Howard Stern's up against 
Wease, Country radio continues to come on strong 
in the 25-54 cell, and now Stan also programs the 
recently acquired soft AC WRMM-FM. And that's 
just a few months worth of excitement Rochester 
style. But it's not as if the Mainman is new to the 
grind. We're talking a multi-format radio resume 
that stretches back to KINT/EI Paso (1974), through 
X-Rock/Juarez, into KCPX/Salt Lake City (with 
Greg Ausham), and a quick six months at 
WDAY/Fargo just prior to WCMF. Let's pick it up 
there. 

Was WCMF a 15-16 share radio station 
when you got there? 

Stan: When I got to WCMF, it was an odd sort of 
situation. Greg Ausham had been here for 9 
months prior, and they had been traditionally an 11 
to 12 share radio station. He came in in Spring of 
1986 and took them to a 15.4, which was miles 
above whatever they had done before. He left to go 
to Milwaukee and the Summer book started Two 
months into the Summer book I shook hands with 
Peter Coughlin and arranged to come to Rochester. 
Then, the station had a 15.4. I went back to Fargo, 
North Dakota to pack up my bags and Peter called 
me a week later and said that the Summer book 
had just been released and the radio station had 
gone from a 15.4 to a 9.6. And I jumped up and 
down and cheered! 

Of course! I was getting ready to say I 
hope that he didn't tell you they had a 17 
share. 

Stan: And, of course, they were out of their minds 
because the classic rock had just debuted and they 
were convinced that that had just tubed the radio 
station, even though classic rock debuted with a 3 
something. What had really happened — which I 
had suspected from the beginning and when I got 
here and took a look at the Arbitron a little closer 
— was that Arbitron had taken too many black 
diaries in the 18-24 year old male cell. WCMF had 
lost about 2,000 AQH 18-24 year old males and 
were soft in a couple of other demos. 25-34 year 
old men had sampled the classic rock radio station, 
but once those 18-24 year old males rolled out, we 
just watched the 18-24 year old males pick up. 
And it made me look like a hero because for the 
next 3 or 4 trends and books in a row we were up, 
up, up, up. It gave me enough time to figure out 
what the format was all about, since I had absolute-

ly no clue when they hired me. 

You weren't doing AOR? 

Stan: Nat was always Top 40. Not only didn't 
program AOR, didn't listen to AOR. I had been in 
Salt Lake City for the three years before and was 
exposed to Frank Feâ's version of AOR, which was 
brilliant from a marketing point of view and brilliant 
from a making money point of view, but from a lis-
tening point of view it was a disaster. Frank was 
really tight listed. 

Wasn't he running about 20 records total 
or something? 

Stan: I don't know. He was famous for his 60 
record Top 40 format that he did. 

Interesting that C̀MF would hire a CHR guy 
given the station's heavy duty progressive 
history, dating back to Bernie Kimball. I 
guess ownership got hip to what more for-

matting could 
do. 

Stan: They got 
their ass kicked by 
Burkhari/Abrams, 
and the Superstars 
format at WMJQ. 

That's was Al 
Peterson's first 
claim to fame. 
How did WCMF 
get back to an 
11 share? 

Stan: Jeff 
Pollack, tight lists, 
better talent, and a 
terrible general 

manager at WMJQ who pissed everybody in the 
whole city off, including all his disc jockeys who 
walked across the street to VW. 

Right. It was at the point that Greg took 
over and pumped the station up to the mid 
12's. 

Stan: No, Greg didn't pump it up to the mid 12's, 
John Larsen picked it up. He was really the major 
force in turning this radio station into a successful 
commercial AOR. Larsen took a lot of heat. 

For tightening up the list, you mean? 

Stan: He was the one that made the groundbreak-
ing move to start competing with Top 40. Back 
then Hot Hits and Top 40 were kicking everybody's 
ass, including AOR. Larsen was the one who really 
set the station in much more a commercial direc-
tion. Greg came in and really fine tuned it. 

Was he rockin' It a little harder, or just 
tighter? 

Stan: On the contrary, Larsen was probably a little 
too light. But given that a lot of AORs were playing 
Cindy Lauper and Michael Jackson back then, who 
knows? But my impression was that Larsen may 
have taken it just a little too Top 40, a little too hit 
oriented. But it worked. 
It cleaned the sound up and established WCMF as 
the leading AOR radio station. I believe 'MJQ had 
changed to a Top 40 rock format by the time that 
Greg got here, or shortly thereafter. 

But why would they hire a Top 40 guy out 
of Fargo? 

Stan: I had worked with Greg at two other radio 
stations and they were very impressed with him. 
They said to Greg, 'We want somebody just like 
you, and I was the closest thing Greg knew to 
being just like him. He recommended me and — 

The rest Is history. 

Stan: Plus, I interview well 

Yeah. Hmmm, Fargo, what kind of market 
was that? 

Stan: Great market I had been working with Greg 
doing mornings and assistant programming in Salt 
Lake City, from which I went to work for a great 
radio station, in Fargo, WDAY-FM, Y-94. I don't 
even know if the conglomerate is still there, but it 
was AM/FM/W/newspaper. It was the biggest time 
single radio station I had ever worked at That con-
glom was one of seven of its kind at that time. You 
walked into this place and it was like a fortress. It 
was impressive. 

Whoda thunk in Fargo, North Dakota? 

Stan: It was a fabulous facility with great people in 
an unbelievable town. If I happened to be the mar-
rying, raising kids type, I would have seriously 
considered staying there. I'm not really that type. I 
was always a square peg trying to fit into a round 
hole there. But the six months I spent there it was a 
blast 

In the time you've been at the helm at 
WCMF, your station has been first or sec-
ond in overall 12+ nationally, in terms of 
AOR. What does that really mean to your 
radio station? Does being the number one 
national 12+ radio station generate rev-
enue? 

Stan: I really don't know it it does more nationally. 
I think it's more a pride thing. It's something that 
sales people take on the street locally and brag 
about. I think national people are much more like, 
'Great, congratulations, but what AQH are you 
delivering and what's your rating?' 

I would assume that your demos are as 
strong as your 12+. 

Stan: 25-54 we're almost always it We just 
barely slipped to /2 in the Winter book But after 
January rolled out — which was an incredibly bad 
month for us — we kicked ass in 25-54. We're 3 
or 4 points ahead, and we'll take the Spring book 
12+, and we'll take it 25-54 again. It was just a 
really bad sample in January. We're usually a 
20,000 share radio station. In a good month we do 
23, a decent month we do 20, a weak month we do 
18 or 19. We did 14.5 in January, and it just killed 
us. It was a horrible winter here — a big blizzard, 
the Buffalo Bills went all the way. We had a lot of 
factors that aren't normally in the mir. They won't 
be here in the spring, so our competitors will be 
down and we'll be up. 

Does having such giant numbers free you 
from the value added bullshit that a lot of 
stations get hung on their neck just to stay 
in business? 

Stan: Yeah, we are free from a lot of it. Obviously, 
some of it that comes along, but the sales depart-
ment is always very creative in figuring out ways to 
do it without contaminating the on-air product The 
P-0-0-P line interactive phone system has been a 
great one. The number's 222-POOP, and that's 
where we do all the silly contests that we don't want 
to play on the air for a client, we put that right on 
the poop line. 
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I know this is a very broadbased question 
— What do you think the biggest single 
reason is for C̀MF's longevity? 

Stan: Brother Wease. 

And what do you think his biggest strength 
is? 

Stan: He lives and breathes and dies radio. The 
man is obsessed. He's got more drive than any 
other three people I've ever worked with in radio. 
He's an awesome air talent 

Describe 
his show. 

Stan: Half 
Black, half 
Jamaican, 
half Jewish, 
half Reggae. 
Ahhh, how to 
describe 
Brother 
Wease? 
That's a pret-
ty tough 
question. 
His perspec-
tive on 
everything is 
very interest-
ing. He's 
Rochester, 
and his per-
spective on it 
is totally 
local. People don't always agree with him, but they 
always enjoy hearing his point of view. He never 
really holds back his point of view. It's a totally 
honest show. 
Plus, he's a very, very, very aggressive self promot-
er and he works the crowd like I've never seen any-
body work a crowd. He's always on. I mean, 24 
hours a day, ever since I've known him. I've never 
seen him not on. He's just always in hyper 'gotta-
do-this-gotta-do-that-oh-my-god-didn't-do-this-
oh-my-god-didn't-do-that' mode all the time. He's 
always meeting people. You can't go anywhere 
with him and not have at least a half a dozen people 
in a half an hour recognize him and come up to him 
and want to talk to him —and he talks to every 
single one of 'em. All the time. 

Did you recognize his talent when you first 
arrived? 

Stan: Well, I had been told. Ausham gave me the 
lowdown on the radio station and said, 'You're a 
very, very fortunate guy. You have a morning show 
that's just waiting to explode.' And it did. It's 
always just been a matter of trying to give him 
some direction and help him seek positive ways to 
grow. He's fairly easily influenced. 

And his partner? 

Stan: Cindy Pierce, 'Cindy the PPP,' as she's 
called. Cindy's basically the Rochester party girl 
and she's an incredible air talent in her own right. 
She also does stand up. Cindy's a real entity, able 
to relate very well to Wease. They're opposites 
enough, in that Wease's attitude reflects his demo-
graphic and she is noticeably younger and parties 
quite a bit more, so they argue back and forth and 
it's quite funny. 

How long has Wease been at WCMF? 

Stan: This next year will be his 10th year on the 
air. 
He was a concert promoter working with the radio 
station doing a number of concerts when Bernie 
Kimball was here, and I don't think he was over-
whelmingly successful at it. He was really more in 
it to have a good time. He started doing a weekend 
shift just to play around, and that wound up being 
the lOpm to 2am shift. In between starting on the 
weekends and doing the lOpm to 2am shift, he also 
was a sales guy and the promotion director for the 

radio station, neither of which jobs worked out par-
ticularly well. From what I understand, they basi-
cally said, 'Well, you can be the lOpm to 2am guy 
and you better not screw this one up because it's 
the last job we have to offer you.' And they did that 
for a while and it was quite the talk of the town for a 
nighttime disc jockey. I've yet to hear a tape of that 
show and I've always wanted to. Then Tony 
Matthews, who was the morning man at the time, 
left and that show blew up. At one time they were 
without a PD, sales manager, morning show air tal-
ent, and afternoon drive air talent. There were 5 or 
6 full-time major positions not filled at one point. 
That's basically what Peter Coughlin, who was the 

general man-
ager at the 
time, inherit-
ed. 

What a 
mess. 

Stan: Right 
Stoner 
President 
Glenn Bell, 
who used to 
do mornings 
at 
KIMN/Denver 
himself, came 
to town to 
meet with 
Peter to try to 
figure out 
what to do 
with morn-
ings. 
Everywhere 

that Glenn went when he was visiting in town he 
kept hearing about this Brother Wease character, so 
he said 'Well, hey, let's try this guy out' The guy 
had no idea how to do a morning show, and no 
voice for radio, so it was really pretty awkward to 
start with, but it obviously came together just fine. 

I'm glad that worked out for Peter because 
he certainly had his fair share of problems 
when he went from WCMF to WHEW. 

Stan: I think Peter was promised a bill of goods 
and the corporate people that hired him, as I under-
stand it, really never gave him the backing. They 
indicated to him that they wanted to fix that radio 
station and told him that he needed to do whatever 
he needed to do, but once he got in there and start-
ed making changes they were very quick to dis-
tance themselves from him. I think it's a very sick 
radio station. Don't get me going on WNEW. You 
don't want to see that in print, or I don't anyway. 

Howard hasn't put a dent in the market, has 
he? 

Stan: Nope. 

Do you think it's more a function of signal 
problems? 

Stan: The signal certainly doesn't help, but it's 
really not awful. They had a worse signal doing 
beautiful music and they were pulling an eight 
share with it and they fixed the signal and it's like 
twice as strong now as it was then and they have 
yet to really do much over a three. The problems 
are a lot deeper than signal. I don't necessarily 
want to go into all their problems on the air, 
because I don't want them to fix them, but it basi-
cally has to do with too much hype on Howard and 
not enough delivery to match all the hype. And 
really bad strategic decisions. Whoever is advising 
Howard on the tactics to use in a market like this 
really didn't do their homework and really, really 
botched this one up pretty badly because the com-
munity is so polarized and it didn't have to be that 
way. It would have been a much more effective 
attack had they not polarized the community as 
much as they did. 

It's your contention that Stern was 
"advised" to go after Wease? 

Stan: Oh, definitely. I understand from very reli-
able sources that he was prompted to viciously 
attack Wease's daughter. We've been told that 
these people wanted to do anything they could to 
get Wease talking about Stern, including '70s radio 
terrorism tactics. We haven't gotten calls like this 
for at least five years before Howard came into 
town. 

Is this an ongoing situation? 

Stan: Oh yeah. It's been ongoing ever since the 
start, but it isn't like we haven't seen those tactics 
here before. We've had morons come in and pro-
gram the competition who've spent so much time 
worrying about their competitor's product that 
they've always made the classic mistake of not pay-
ing any attention to their own. 

And what sort of things do these callers 
say? 

Stan: Oh, you know, 'You're an asshole, we're 
gonna kick your ass,' or 'You had a panic attack on 
TV. What kind of man are you?' They're the most 
infantile, schizophrenic, psychopathic things that 
you can think that anybody would ever possibly 
say. It's just as hateful and as stupid as it could be 
possibly be. And it won't work 

Wease had a panic attack on TV? 

Stan: When Hard Copy came in, they were with 
Wease for two days filming, and Wease does have 
panic attacks. I don't know what the hell the syn-
drome is, but he had a panic attack while they were 
filming and he said, 'I'm having a panic attack, you 
have to stop.' And they didn't stop, they kept 
rolling the camera and they used it 

Thank you very much. 

Stan: They did it because they were really trying 
to make Brother Wease look like a very vulnerable, 
sympathetic human being, somebody to really 
identity with — a real guy. And they were making 
Howard Stern look like this big or ugly monster 
who is out to needlessly trash the other guy, when 
it really isn't necessary to be that vindictive. 

Hasn't Wease built audience since this 
whole thing started? 

Stan: Yeah 

That Just goes to show that, contrary to 
industry opinion, you don't have to give up 
the ship when you hear Howard's coming to 
town. 

Stan: There certainly was the perception that we 
had to dispel. The first thing we had to do was go 
around and point out to the agencies and advertis-
ers that, in fact, Howard Stern was not number one 
everywhere and make them aware of our contention 
that Stern was only number one everywhere where 
stations spent millions and millions of dollars pro-
moting him and that WROI obviously wasn't pre-
pared to do that, and that if they did, it wouldn't 
work anyway. They still have the limitations of a 
bad 
signal and a program that we feel is vastly inferior 
to Brother Wease's show. We think Wease has a 
much better, faster, much higher energy morning 
show than Howard does. If you're used to listen-
ing to Brother Wease, and you tune in Howard 
Stern, it just doesn't add up. In the listener's mind 
this is not more than Brother Wease; this is signifi-
cantly less. The energy level is less, the laughs per 
hour are less, everything is less. 

You went around to agencies and you dif-
fused that perception? 

Stan: It was easy to do. Thank you, Excel spread 
sheets. We made nice graphs that pointed out 
where Howard really was in every market, but it was 
really, moreso, a function of time. The agencies 
really needed to see if the buzz level was going to 
stay up. The newspaper had given Howard proba-
bly a million dollars worth of free publicity because 
they had nothing better to write about at the time. 
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Once that buzz died down, including all the letters 
to the editor supporting Wease, then we had a situ-
ation in which we could start making the competi-
tion look like fools for spending all that money. 
Wease had been aggressively promoted here. 
Howard Stern is certainly a factor in any market. I 
don't think we've heard the last of Howard Stern 
here. WROI's goals are set so high that by the end 
of the year, their general manager said that Howard 
will beat Brother Wease 12+. I don't think Howard 
has a chance. If everything else was even, I believe 
Wease would still beat Howard Stern by at least 3 
to 1. Things aren't equal, and the station and their 
support people have definitely made a series of 
blunders coming into the market. Howard should 
really take a look at some of the people he's got 
advising him and supporting him because they 
aren't doing him any good at all in a market like 
this. 

Now, you've moved the station in a much 
more classic direction, correct? 

Stan: We moved it initially quite a bit classic 
when the classic rock was just the talk of the town. 
WKLX did classic rock, that's what I walked into 
when I was here and you couldn't go anywhere and 
not hear it, so for the last six and half years it's 
been anywhere from 70 to 80 percent classic rock 
Right now, I'm competing against a classic rocker 
and a Male A/C, and the Male A/C's a little adven-
turous with new music, but it's pretty bizarre new 
music. They're both basically classic rock radio 
stations. 

WMAX? 

Stan: They're a little more adventurous than WROI 
is with new music, but l doubt they're much over 10 
to 15% new music. On the other hand, I really 
can't even comment on them because I haven't fig-
ured out this week what they are. 

Is their metro signal decent? 

Stan: Decent for Monroe County. It/sa five, soon 
to be six, county metro and probably 75% of the 
diaries come out of Monroe County, so they're 
hurting a little bit there. My speculation is, at this 
point, that within the next couple of years, we'll 
look back and go, 'No, Class A's weren't able to 
compete with the Class B's in a market like 
Rochester, New York' Maybe it's because the ter-
rain's not compatible and 3,000 watts covers 
Monroe County on a map, and an engineer study 
will tell you that it gets half a millivolt — or what-
ever the hell it's supposed to get over the whole 
area — but there's some pretty big shadows and 
stuff and I don't think that the signal will be com-
petitive. 

There's no real low end threat to WCMF 
either, is there? 

Stan: I've always kept this radio station sounding 
tough enough to keep the low end happy with it. 
I've always been accused of rocking the radio sta-
tion harder and marketing the radio station too 
hard. And I've always done that on purpose, 
because the low end attack is something that I've 
wanted to flank. At that point, you either have to 
resign the fact that you're over in five years or 
you're going to be competitive and I've always kept 
the radio station with a tough enough image so that 
it will be able to compete if somebody decides to 
go 18-24 on me. It won't work either. 

Do you think there's been a premium to pay 
in your upper demos from doing that? 

Stan: It hasn't seemed like it. If l were to focus 
25-54, and be able to really focus 35+ more, I think 
I could probably bump it up maybe a share 25-54, 
but I'd lose four or five shares 12+. I've always 
made the case to corporate that the long term 
health of this radio station is better served if we 
focus on 18-34. If we get 35-44 year old men, 
that's gravy. Let's enjoy it but let's not count on it 
And Brother Wease really brings those people in 
anyway, the music doesn't do it Just a few of them 
are too lazy to change the station so they listen all 
day long. I keep them in mind. I mean, I don't do 

stupid things to really piss them off, but this is not 
a 35-44 year old targeted radio station. 

Since you're working on music logs as we 
speak, let's take a look at a couple of sam-
ple hours. 

Stan: Okay. Here's 11am tomorrow — Boston 
'Foreplay Long Time; U2 'New Year's Day Elton 
John 'Candle In The Wind; Head East 'Never Been 
Any Reason; Steven Stills 'Love The One You're 
With; Ozzy 'Changes: BTO 'Let It Ride; Satriani 
'Summer Song, Phil Collins 'In The Air Tonight; 
REO 'Follow My Heart; Eric Clapton 'No Alibis; 

And later that same day? 

Stan: Let's try 3pm, where it's a little tougher — 
Journey 'Who's Cryin' Now; Robert Plant 
'Promised Land', Bad Company 'Can't Get Enough; 
Metallica 'Nothing Else Matters; Eagles 'Take It To 
The Limit: ZZ Top 'Got Me 
Under Pressure: Bowie 'Space ---
Oddity Jethro Tull 'Sweet 
Dream, SOC &min' For You; 
House Of Lords 'Can't Find My 
Way Home' and Eric Clapton 
'Further On Up The Road; 

Why is that House Of 
Lords cover still on the 
list? 

Stan: It tests with a 70. It's 
huge. 

Do you have a lot of stuff 
like that? One of the for-
mat's most consistent 
criticisms is the number 
of number one records 
that never get library sta-
tus. Do you try to hang 
onto some of that stuff a 
little longer? 

Stan: Yes, if the audience 
likes it, I hang onto it forever. 

Yeah, can you give me 
some examples, especial-
ly In terms of things that 
stiffed nationally, that 
you still play? 

market to program in than any of the 
acknowledged battle zones like Chicago, 
Denver or Seattle? 

Stan: Actually, there are probably quite a few 
examples of that. I don't really pay any attention to 
what's a stiff or what's not a stiff nationally because 
to me all that says is how strong the record compa-
ny is, it doesn't say how strong the record is any-
more. But a few examples might be 'Here I Go 
Again: 'Alone Again' by Dokken - which was kind 
of a stiff - 'I Will Not Go Quietly' by Don Henley, 
Great White 'Once Bitten, Twice shy, everything by 
The Slack Crowes is still in there. A lot of Stevie 
Ray Vaughn stuff; 'Telephone Song', is big here 
still. Duke Jupiter's  Drink To You' is also a big 
one here. 

Does the label affiliation mean anything to 
you when your wading into a new project? 

Stan: If it's a really small, dinky little label some-
times I give 'em a break, but aside from that label 
affiliation means very little. Some promoters are 
better than others. 

Anybody who Is particularly strong who 
you'd care to mention? 

Stan: I have a pretty close relationship with Dave 
Bouchard at Epic and Jeff Criden with Warner 
Brothers. They're both in Buffalo, so it's easier for 
them to come down and be a live pain in the ass 
instead of a telephone pain in the ass. 

One Rochester rap I've heard for years 
regards the town's super high concentra-
tion of white collar workers. Does that 
effect the way you position your radio sta-
tion? 

Stan: No not really. I don't target 'CMF white col-
lar at all. I'm not thinking about white collar Kodak 
workers when I'm programming WCMF music, I'm 
thinking about AC Delco line workers and Kodak 
line workers when I program the station. 

That and the unemployed, huh? 

Stan: Yeah. Those people really don't have a lot 
of distractions. 

Explain that to me more fully. 

Stan: People that can't afford CD players and can't 
afford to go out and buy every brand new CD, so 
that if a bad song comes on the radio they're gone 
for an hour listening to their new Sting CD, you 
know. I think programming to people for whom 
radio is 90% of their music is really my agenda. 

Do you feel like Rochester is an easier 

Stan: It used to be a little easier because we didn't 
have all that many FMs, in that I didn't have any 
direct rock competition, but every market's got it's 
own thing. This radio station was also charging 
more than any radio station in New York aside from 
the New York City radio stations, so this product 
couldn't just stay number one, it had to be number 
one by five points in order for them to get the kind 
of numbers that they needed to get 

The pressure you have to deal with to gen-
erate the revenue and keep the product 
high, you think is equal to what anybody 
anywhere — 

Stan: Well, I can't really say since I've never 
worked in Chicago, nor do I have an particular 
desire to do so. There's certainly enough pressure; 
I'm quite challenged here in Rochester and I keep 
myself very busy. I don't think it's any easier. I 
don't think the job that/do is any easier than any-
body's programming job, especially now that I have 
the two stations, I'm kept quite busy. It's like hav-
ing all the benefits of getting a new job 

Without having to pay the moving bill. 

Stan: Right I actually am going to wind up mov-
ing, but it's just across town. There's no other 
down side. I don't have to go in and prove myself 
to Suzanne McDonald, the General Manager. 
Suzanne and I have an ideal working relationship. 
I think that she really sold the idea of having one 
PD for both stations to our corporate people and 
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for that I'll be forever indebted. Plus, I've worked 
with a lot of the players at the new radio station and 
they understand my programming philosophy and 
all agree with it and all want to take the other radio 
station in a similar direction. 

l want to give you a chance here to talk 
about your other jocks. Obviously your sta-
tion doesn't pull the kind of shares it does 
unless you've got a pretty heavy duty staff 
all the way around. I know that a couple 
times I've waved casual offers at Dave 
Kane only to find out that he's making a lot 
more money then most people in similar 
markets. Have you had to up the ante to 
counter other offers or does Stoner made a 
conscious effort to dole big dollars? 

Stan: Well, I would imagine a little bit of both, but 
certainly with Dave, he's an anchor for the radio 
station. He has definitely spent a lot of time in 
Brother Wease's shadow but he is as strong an air 
talent as you're going to find anywhere. You know, 
Brother Wease dwarfs everybody in this market It's 
crazy. You can talk to any company that has come 
in and researched this market and it's just sick the 
kind of numbers that Brother Wease pulls, better 
than anybody in any market, including Mark and 
Brian in L.A. But when you start taking a look at 
the rest of the market, I have the number two, three 
and four most recognized DJ names. 

Really and they are who? 

Stan: At the time when we did the research, actu-
ally, it was Dave Kane, Cindy Pierce and B.J. Shay, 
who is in San Francisco now. 

Would a casual listener say your jocks 
were closer to straight comedians than you 
usually hear on AOR? 

Stan: No, there's certainly not more comedy. The 
radio station really gets its comedy emphasis from 
Brother Wease and during the rest of the day what 
we really try to establish is musical credibility. 
Janet Merriam and Dave Kane are both as knowl-
edgeable about what's happening and what has 
happened in rock n' roll history and what's current-
ly happening with rock n' roll people and artists as 
any two people are that you'll find at any radio sta-
tion. I really push them to constantly deliver on 
that because most of the other radio stations that 
come through, and my two competitors right now 
are full of a lot of disc jockeys that have played soft 
rock records or have played whatever and they are 
not experts at rock n' roll. So throughout the rest 
of the day, WCMF is a very music intensive radio 
station and very artist information oriented. Dave 
Kane, obviously, has a very good sense of humor 
and it's a great contrast for Brother Wease because 
it's a much shorter, dryer sense of humor. It's a 
great mix for work day listening because it's not 
overbearing, but at the same time you're going to 
grin if you're listening to Dave Kane's thang. Marc 
Cronin's Canadian accent and Unkle Rogers fifteen 
year plus track record are also big draws. 

Stern aside, are you concerned about any 
more syndication blamming in there, a la 
Ron and Ron, Mark and Brian or the 
Greaseman? Have you had a chance to 
hear Grease? 

Stan: Yeah, I've heard Grease. I heard him in 
DC101 for years. I don't think it's financially very 
feasible to put these shows on and make money in 
this market at this point. I think syndication is the 
automation buzz of the 1990's and it is just not the 
be all and end all. Most of these people, that get 
into these syndicated things, think this is going to 
be a quick fix and that they're going to pop an 
instant number and it just doesn't work that way. 
You still have to have a commitment to the product 
and you still have to really promote your product 
well. If these syndicated shows are going to come 
in and glom all the promotion money, it's not going 
to work Five years from now, people will go, 'Now, 
you really need to grow your own homegrown tal-
ent and you need to just make 'em good.' 

And that's the name of that tune. So, do 

you have a life outside of radio? I'm told 
that you're as close to a total workaholic 
as one can get. 

Stan: I really made a conscious effort over the 
course of the last two years to work on getting a 
life. I'm still married to radio, and probably always 
will be, but I'm in the process of becoming a family 
care provider. I'm on the board of directors for 
Compeer, which is an organization that matches 
people who are suffering from some sort of mental 
illness up with people that supposedly aren't suf-
fering from some sort of mental illness. 

I thought for a second you were going to 
say matching them up with an airshift. I 
could help you place a number of my 
acquaintances. 

Stan: I've been very active in that organization for 
a long time and I'm working with a set of twins now, 
one of whom I've worked with for 6 and 1/2 years, 
since I've been here. His twin brother moved into 
the city back in 1990 and hasn't been able to be 
placed in living quarters that I was happy with, so 
in the process of investigating how to get him into 
appropriate living quarters it became very apparent 
that the best situation was probably at my house. I 
have a very nice house and two empty bedrooms so 
by default he wound up here just because he got 
kicked out of a couple of places. I had lived by 
myself for five years, and quite comfortably thank 
you, so I really had reservations about that. But 
after spending six or 
so months living 
with a roommate, 
especially with a 
young person 
whose life I was 
clearly affecting in 
positive direction, I 
was enjoying having 
a roommate and I 
decided that I need-
ed having some-
body else around. 
Now/have two 
roommates. I have 
an unemployed disc 
jockey friend of 
mine that's living 
here as well, so it's 
definitely changed 
my life. The 
Department of 
Social Services 
worker who was 
responsible for placing David in a home actually 
was breaking the rules by letting him stay here. 
Because he's a ward of the state and he was sup-
posed to be staying in a state sponsored home or a 
group home, but since there weren't any and since 
they know me and since they know the work that 
I've done with him they let him stay here. Now I've 
gone through a program sponsored by the 
Developmental Disabilities Service Office, or DDSO 
as they call it, and I'm in the process of becoming 
an official family care provider. I know how to give 
CPR, and I've taken medical and fire training and 
all this kind of stuff. I'm really looking into becom-
ing more of a social worker, family care provider 
long term. I'm certainly nowhere near my peak in 
radio, by any means, but I look at part of my retire-
ment package as doing the midday shift at WRMM 
someday while being a family care provider, partic-
ularly since I'm about to move from a 1700 square 
foot house into one that's 4700 square feet. 

That's admirable. 

Stan: It may preserve my sanity. I don't know if I 
can handle this bullshit when I get to be se. 

I'll testify that having three kids myself 
Injects a whopping dose of reality into this 
wacky thing we call show biz. 

Stan: Definitely. See, I don't have that All I'm 
doing is making my own family. 

I'll bet there's not a whole lot of difference 
in the long run. 

Stan: Ido get all the benefits of family. I mean, 
the kid calls me his father. We're clearly not blood 
relatives, but I've had as much impact as any family 
member could ever have on him and it's so reward-
ing for me because he had more than his share of 
problems 

How have things been for his brother? 

Stan: His twin brother was the initial kid that I did 
volunteer work with and he's done alright, espe-
cially given the situation when I found him. But we 
got him into St Joseph's Villa at a pretty early age, 
which is a fabulous organization here and they were 
really, really, really unbelievably patient with him 
and turned him around. 

How does Danny do socially? 

Stan: If Danny was in a room with the three of us, 
you probably wouldn't notice anything about him at 
all. There wouldn't be anything obvious whatsoev-
er that would tip you off that there was anything 
different about him, except that he looks a little 
young for his age. He's 20 and he looks like he's 
about 16 or 17. 

Can he carry on a normal conversation? 

Stan: Very normal conversation. And you might 
think, 'Gee, he asks a lot of questions.' And if he 
gets to know you, he gets a little touchy. They 

need a lot of affec-
tion and a lot of 
physical attention. 
So, you might 
notice that But 
they are capable of 
doing a great many 
things. They can 
hold any full time 
job. David is a 
workhorse. He 
could easily be a 
fantastic mainte-
nance person. If 
there were programs 
available and peo-

,,,km ple that could really 
do this, they could 
be trained to fix 
televisions or fix 
video tape players. 

They have good 
motor skills? 

Stan: Oh, very good motor skills. And they're 
both inclined to take things apart. When stereos 
break and all that, they always take them apart 
themselves. The problem they have is they can't 
put 'ern back together yet. They take 'em apart real 
well and they'll jimmy rig 'em to get them to work 
sometimes. They're unbelievable kids, both of 
them. 

Sounds like their care provider is kind of 
unbelievable as well. 

Stan: That's my life. So, I've really focused more 
on that the last couple of years, especially since 
David moved back and he needed so much. It was 
just a natural thing for me to do, and it forces me to 
leave the radio station to go to meetings to talk 
about him and everything. And I really like it. It's a 
very nice feeling to get a big 121- score, and profes-
sionally there's nothing better than going to a 14.4 
from a 12.5. But that's dwarfed by going into a 
meeting of the Association For Retarded Citizens 
and having David's caseworker say, 'The work that 
you've done with him and the change in him is 
unbelievable, I would have never thought it possi-
ble.'

F E C91.--7 11 Engines Of Aggression, "Speak", Priority I know some of you experimented quite a bit with 
industrial music, primarily from genre creators

stretch then to expect you to really take notice of the 
Engines Of Aggression. Especially since they knock 
past the wall of noise, chaos syndrome and offer up a 
much more song oriented, accessible style that will 
enable a lot more folks to come to the party.

V.E STRAITJACKET FITS 
In 1984, a musical independence was launched in New Zealand by the Flying Nun record label when it put out an EP by the clean. During the 
1980s, the label went on to release music-tom the Chills, the Great Unwashed, Tall Dwarfs,  and a band called Bored Games, featuring 
Shayne Carter. Carter went on to form Straitjacket Fits, whose latest album Blow has just been released by Arista. The Hard Report's Mike 

Cooper touches base with Carter. 

Tell us about Dunedin. 
is from? 

Is that where the band 

Two members are actually from Auckland but both 
lived in Dunedin. We're a Dunedin band, that's for 
sure. There's a real distinctive Dunedin sound. That 
was something that was weird, because it's a town of 
100,000 people but there's just so many bands that've 
come out of that town. That's pretty much a result of a 
group of people growing up together and going and 
seeing each others' bands. We 
were influenced more by what 
each other was doing as 
opposed to what was going on 
anywhere else. It sort of contin-
ues to this day. It's still pretty 
much a staunch Dunedin atti-
tude. Auckland, even though it's 
a city of a million people — ten 
times bigger than Dunedin — 
it's viewed with suspicion in the 
same way that New York is 
viewed with suspicion here. 
There's quite a few die-bards in 
Dunedin, that's for sure. And 
then some people shift to 
Dunedin and adopt the attitude, 
which is a bit sickening when 
you're a native. 

What's your view of what "alternative" 
means? 

What's the difference between Auckland, on 
the North Island, and Dunedin, on the South? 
Does each city have its own sound? 

Dunedin is definitely a lot more independent — more 
furiously so, whereas Auckland is sort of where the 
media is and it's a lot more industry-orientated. 
Auckland tends to take on a lot more overseas trends, 
like dance music is really big there — sort of club-
orientated and that kind of stuff, whereas Dunedin is 
still pretty much sort of weird guitar music being 
made in dingy little rooms. 

Do you put Straitjacket Fits in that category? 

Yeah, pretty much so. We're weird guitar music creat-
ed in dingy little rooms, yeah. Our practice room isn't 
very big. We shifted to Auckland purely because we 
wanted to use it as a springboard to get overseas and 
sluff. We wanted it to get out there. We've been in 
Auckland for about the last four years. Whether we've 
actually settled in very well, I don't know. 

What are the music charts like in New 
Zealand? 

To go top ten in New Zealand, you have to sell 500 
singles. 

So if you send your friends to the record 
stores, you have a chart hit. 

Well, exactly, that's what some people do. But, you 
know, if you form a band to become a pop star or 

become rich or successful, you're totally deluding 
yourself because there is no golden egg to chase 
down there, which is good because you're creating 
music for the right reasons. As far as us sort of going 
further afield, it's not like we want to find the great 
golden egg, but we play/na band. We want to get it 
out there and stuff and keep it interesting. And there's 
no better passport to seeing interesting places and 
meeting interesting people — sometimes really bor-
ing people — than being in a band. It's a fun lifestyle. 

Now the thing is all these fiercely independent and 
alternative bands that sound like Sonic Youth or 
Pavement. I can't see what's so alternative about 
that. That's just towing somebody else's line. That's 
just as uniform as our buying a Whitney Houston 
record. That's because where we come from we've just 
always been outside things, but being an outsider isn't 
necessarily a bad thing. In England, you can be this 
month's flavor, but by the next month, you're forgot-
ten. That kind of thing's been carried out time and time 
again. In some ways it works to our disadvantage in 
that we're so far away and no one's even going to hear 
of us. We're outside of the current trends so that 
means no one's gonna hear of us again. 

Do you find that some people try to overintel-
lectualize about the different sound of bands 
from Dunedin? 

There's just more theorizing about it. Then again, even 
doing interviews sort of tends to contradict that. You 
do talk about what you do and analyze it and sort of 
say what it is. When you're actually creating that 
music or writing it, you don't think that way at all. It 
comes out. You don't sit down and think, 'Well, this is 
that, and blah-blah-blah.' On the other hand, it can be 
good because you realize things about your music 
that you never otherwise think about — and it can be 
cool. don't think there is a propensity for overintel-
lectualism in music, because 95 percent of music's 
really dumb. It's no place for grandstanding, or just 
being intellectual about it. Because it should be just 
more instinctive and spontaneous than that. And what 
I say about grandstanding — I could never really see 
us writing a political song and saying, 'Well, this is 

right, and all of you better learn it, because that just 
doesn't affect me. Music's supposed to be sexy. It has 
to hit you on an emotional kind of level and don't 
find political leaders sexy. But then again, on the other 
hand, I really love, say, Public Enemy, and if their 
music isn't political, I don't know what is. 

Blow saw the band working with Los Angeles-
based producer Paul Fox, instead of working 
with Tony Cohen again. 

Tony was really good to work with I 
really liked some of the Nick Cave 
stuff he was involved with. He was a 
pretty loose Australian dude. He was 
good value, but we came and 
worked with Paul Fox. Paul had a 
big advantage over a lot of the pro-
ducers, who are invariably American 
or British that we were talking to, in 
that he had seen the band live. He 
came down and saw some shows in 
Australia and New Zealand. His 
whole philosophy was 'I don't have 
to interpret you guys,' which a lot of 
producers and their egos sort of feel 
they need to do. He seemed to want 
to capture us — that's what he did. 
We recorded it live, with no click 
tracks. just to try to capture us. 

Are you optimistic about Straitjacket Fits' 
chances for American success? 

I would love to sell lots ol ecords and be rich and 
famous — well, I don't really care about being 
famous, but I wouldn't mind being rich. I've got no 
qualms about success. The bottom line is that the 
music you've done, you've got to feel good about it. 
You've got to feel like it's got integrity. You have to 
live with yourself At the same time, we've made music 
that we think is real good and it deserves attention, 
especially when the spotlight so often goes on things 
that don 't. Then again, I think we've been involved in 
some great music before, and it hasn't sold diddly-
squat. So, quality and quantity don't go hand-in-hand. 
I'd be pleasantly surprised if it did really well, and if it 
doesn't — well, I wouldn't be surprised at all. We've 
made good records before, but no one hears about 
them because they don't hear about them. 

What do the next few months look like? 

Last year, we basically sat around the practice rooms 
and I wrote the record — the EP and this album. So, 
it's been pretty much a year of doing nothing. But 
writing and standing in the same four walls with those 
three other goobers can get pretty bad after a while. 
Four walls are four walls, no matter how big they are. 
So we're just really looking forward to getting out and 
playing live, because we haven't done much of that 
recently and it's about time we did. 
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WCD/Columbus PO Tom Tauber 
has resigned. Tom says, "I've been 
commuting from Chicago for a 
year-and-a-half. People have said, 

'I don't know how you do it, and increasingly, 
my answer has been, 'Not very well.' So I'm 
going back to Chicago to spend more time with 
my wife and the house we bought before I took 
this job." So what does he want to do in 
Chicago? "I read that Dallas Green is trying to 
hire Billy Connors to be the pitching coach for 
the Mets. If he does, that'll open up my dream 
job with the Cubs." Hey Tom, good thing you 
used the word dream 'cuz that's what it is. 
Meanwhile, MD Jane Wong will be the interim 
Program Director and Tom says she's definitely 
the front runner for the position permanently. 
We all wish the best of luck to Tom in

APO and Middayer Rob Acampora has been

First off. let's

(Laughs) Well, that's a ve 

loose kind of policy as loi 
as they are not former 
interns that have gone on to 

disappoint me. 

Well, I try my best... 
Let's talk about the 
'HFStival, perhaps the 
single biggest alternative event this year. 
What's the final roster? 

Well, the final roster is going to feature nine bands - 
Velocity Girl has got the local opening slot this year. 
They will be followed by The Posies, Ned's Atomic 
Dust Bin, Belly, X, Stereo MC's, Matthew Sweet, lggy 
Pop and INXS. 

Incredible... What went into the planning? 

Hell, basically. Two parts hell, one part blood. 

Sounds like a New Orleans cocktail. 

(Laughs) Your basic Cajun Mary. Our biggest prob-
lem that we were faced with was finding the right 

venue. We have done this festival in fields in the past, 
but for a number of reasons, we did not have locations 
available to us this year. So, Lake Fairfax, where 
Lollapolooza was held the last couple of years was not 
an option, nor was the racetrack, the equestrian center, 

the Prince George's Equestrian Center where we held 
the 'HFStival in 1992. 

I heard that the folks at the Equestrian Center 
didn't believe that you'd be able to sell 
30,000 tickets last year, and then when 
everybody showed up, they pretty much 
freaked out. 

Well, the story was, we went out to meet with them last 
year and we proposed the idea of doing a music festi-
val at the Equestrian Center. They were kind of like, 
'Yeah, we done some concerts with the oldies station 
around here,' and the biggest turnout they've ever had 
was 14,000 or something, and when we told them that 
we expected more in the neighborhood 0130,000, they 
just kind of nodded, thinking, 'oh, sure, sure, they'll 
bring in 30,0001 Subsequently the ticket sales 

reached a point 0125,000 a week before the event, so 
to be on the safe side, we stopped selling tickets. But 
that day, a lot of people just came out. 

I remember well... There were a few problems 
with parking and road access. 

(Laughs) Yeah, just a couple. So they basically want-
ed to us to limit our attendance this year. For a while 
we thought that maybe we could cut it in half and do it 
over two days instead of one, but then the more we 
thought about it, it was difficult enough getting every-

body to commit to one date. So we thought about 
other options. RFK stadium certainly was one, and the 
only thing that we thought was a prerequisite for doing 

anything at RFK stadium was getting a band big 

enough to headline the event, a band that ideally start-
ed in alternative and then crossed over to multi-format 

success. We approached a number of people and 

INXS was probably the most enthusiastic out of every-
body that we spoke with. I think that we lucked out to 
a large degree that they had been doing a small club 

tour in America this year and were interested in doing 
one large alternative type of event which harkened 
them back to the old days. It's also pretty cool for 

them to play the nation's capitol on the 4th of July 
weekend 

I know that they're re-routing their tour from 
Europe. 

Yeah, they re hying bacs horn England just for our 

show, and in fact had to cancel a number of gigs to 
come in and do it. 

What really made an impression on me about 
last year's festival was how peaceful every-

one in the audience was. I didn't see any 

fights or real unruliness. 

It was amazing because we spoke with the officials 
and police who were there throughout the day, and 

there was one thing that kept coming back to us: there 
were no major injuries and that this was one of the 

most peaceful crowds they had ever seen. There were 
no arrests. Zero. Pretty incredible considering there 
were 30,000 people in 90 degree heat in a place where 

beer was being purchased. To have that kind of coop-
erative attitude among our audience, it was really a 
tribute to the people who listen to this radio station 

What kind of feedback have you been getting, 

as far as the festival is concerned? Do you 
get alot of letters, phone calls? 

Well, the best indication of feedback was the fact that 

we sold 25,000 tickets the first day. Tickets went on 
sale June 1, and we were told by some of the promot-
ers that we were working with, that that was exception-

al, because tickets went on sale on a Tuesday, and you 

generally just don't have that kind of reaction on a 
weekday. For us, again, we weren't surprised. People 
keep saying that they were surprised by the success 
and popularity of this event, and what its become, but, 
we're really not. And as we speak right now, we just 
cracked 40,000 tickets with still two weeks left to go. 

How important to the station was it, tying the 
25th anniversary to the biggest festival its 
ever held? Was that something that you set 
out to do? Like, hey, we've been around for 
25 years, let's really kick ass with this one... 

Initially, no. We've never dwelled on the fact that we 
are a heritage radio station that's been around for 25 
years. We're much more forward thinking in our 
approach, it's not like we were all sitting around, think-
ing about how we can reminisce about the past here. 
We didn't run any kind of on air tributes about the his-
tory of the radio station. When we did the birthday 
bash in April with The Ramones, Bob Geldof, Pure, 
and Gene Loves Jezebel, again, we did not dwell on 
what was. Robert (Benjamin) feels very strongly about 
emphasizing the future for this radio station. We're 
really still trying to emphasize what the potential holds, 
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the future for this radio station. I think we also felt like 
if there ever was going to be a year that we would 
attempt to do something at RFK Stadium and sell 
50,000 tickets to an alternative music event, this 

would be the year to do it. In a way, we have the luxu-

iy of next year, should we decide that we want to go 
back to a field, saying 'Well, we did RFK because it 
was our 25th anniversary, and it was special.' 

But there is always a chance that you can do 
something like this every year? 

There's a chance, but so much of it depends 

on the routing. the availability, the talent. 

So all those factors fell into place this 

year? 

I think that this year we were just really fortu-

nate that the artists we have on the bill are as 
diversified as they are, and it's always a 
bonus to get a cross-cuming band like INXS 

lo be on your bill. 

Can you give any advice to other sta-
tions who might wish to put some-

thing like this together? 

Start out small and have realistic expecta-
tions. The 'FIFStival stalled out 4 years ago 
with local bands, and it evolved into what it is 
in 1993. This is the first year we are paying 
all the bands to play. If you are asking bands 
to play for free, and assistance from the 
record labels for things like transportation 
expenses, be prepared to show some long-
term commitment to the artists who are doing 

your show This will enable you to build the 

stature of your event and earn the respect of 
the people involved in encouraging artists to 
go out of their way to play at your event. I 

think a good thing is to put together a bill, 
throw the tickets out there, keep the ticket 
prices as low as possible, and basically see 
what happens. From there you have some-
thing to build on. 

And then once you establish it as an 
event, you can solicit more help from 
the labels. 

l think that itS important to send a message 
to the labels that your commitment is going 
to be there. I know that the bands that have 
played the 'HFStival in the past have certainly 
benefitted from being a part of this event. We 
see it every year in record sales. If you talk to 

anybody al Mercury about what the Soup Dragons did 
last year, or al RCA about The Charlatans the week 
after the event I mean there is just a huge bump in 
retail. And beyond that, I think that every band that has 
done our show has kind of a little special place in our 
hearts. So, you know, the tono form commitment to 
the artist is there from us

Let's talk about you specifically. It's been 
over two years since you've left New York and 
the confines of the classic rock format. Has it 
been all you expected? 

Working at K-Rock taught me some very valuable 
lessons about corporate radio at a major market and 
I'm glad I worked there. But I feel very fortunate to 
have been able to take that experiecnce and bring it to 
a format where the music is still exciting, and creativity 
extends beyond the morning drive daypart 

It must be a dream come true, for you and 
Robert to be working together in this situa-
tion after being at K-Rock for so long. 

lis great. Robert certainly lids been an inspiration lo 

me. He deserves most of the credit for taking this 
radio station to the heights it's reached in the last two 
years. Sometimes I wonder if people realize how dif-
ferent this radio station is as opposed to the one he 
inherited. Robert's biggest strength I think is his cre-
ativity. He's not just a nuts-and-bolts type of PD. The 

inaugural ball we held with the 8-52's in January was 
an idea Robert had way back in early 1992. The 

"EVOLVE" campaign was another stroke of genius. 

From a talent's perspective, he's also a very tolerant 

guy to work for. He'll give you enough rope to hang 
yourself with. 

Does he come to the music meetings? 

Of course. HeS a real music intensive program direc 
tor. If it comes down to a tie-breaker, he's generally 
the guy who is going to break the tie. 

Do you have many ties? 

Not very olten. Somebody, if they really believe in a 
record, if they are passionate enough about it, will 
usually make an argument that it's better than some-
body else's record. Basically, that is what our music 
meetings are like. A bunch of arguments, spread out 
over two or three hours. 

How do you feel that progressive radio has 
changed since your days at 'LIR? 

One of the the biggest changes is the depth of the 
alternative modern rock library. In the early days of 
'LIR we were breaking bands like 02, R.E.M. and 
Depeche Mode, and now, there's ten albums from 
each of these bands that are pad of your library rota-

tion. The other change that's happening out there is 
the Top 40 approach to programming in this format, 

where the emphasis seems to be entirely on the songs 
with little or no regard to artist loyalty. I think is a 

potentially dangerous situation, and could come 
around and bite us in the ass. Back then, it was just 

'LIR and KROO dealing with the records the labels 
didn't know what to do with. Now there are more than 
forty stations, and that number keeps growing. 

Obviously a lot of the younger stations don't 
have the history of the heritage 
stations, and they're maybe look-

ing for results a little bit quicker 

then they should expect. I think 
that's why the trend has been hap-

pening. What kind of advice would 
you give to a program or music 
director at a young station who 

wants to build that heritage, and 
build their station's position in the 
marketplace, without taking the 

CHR route? 

Well, I think one thing you could do is uy 

to educate yourself a little bit. If some-

body's working a Frank Black record at 
your radio station, and you don't know 
who The Pixies were, admit it. There's 
one MD/know of who will be the first 

to admit that he's not real knowledgeable 
about the history of the format but 

doesn't try to fake it. He asks people for 

background, and relevance, historical rel-
evance to the format and I think you have 
to admire that honesty 

Absolutely. 

think that it can help a situation like that. 

How does the fact that 'HFS is a 

real heritage station, in what is 
essentially a relatively a young 
format, factor in your music deci-
sions? Does it play any role? 

Yeah, it does play a role, because our 
audience has been with us for a long 
time. They are very loyal, and expect us, 
to a degree, to continue supporting a lot 
of the artists that we have championed 
over the years. It's easy for us to play the 
Gutterball record now, because we have 
supported Steve Wynn since the Dream 
Syndicate days, and we've played House 

of Freaks records. So when we mention these names 
on the air, our audience knows who we are talking 
about. 

How would you describe your playlist in a 
couple of words? 

Lean and mean 

So what makes an 'HFS record? 

Thankfully there is no answer to that question. I don't 
mean to be facetious, but I think it's easier to say what 
isn't right for us than what is. You tend to recognize 
immediately the sound that does not belong on this 
radio station. 

Like what? 

In most cases we know our audience will not tolerate 
rap. Of course, there are some exceptions, House of 
Pain and Me Phi Me among the most notable. But at 
the same time, while personally I think the new 
Cypress Hill is cool, I don't think our audience will 
embrace it It probably belongs on 'PGC. 
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How is it that you describe your morning show? 

"Refreshingly laid back?" 

Refreshingly lethargic. 

Lethargic, that's right. I was trying to recall the 
term. 

We basically have tun, we by to do a kind or ante 
"morning show schlick" type of deal. I've got a guy that 
works with me in the morning, his name is Rob Timm, 

he's our news director. He's very on top of things, very 
witty, and very political. Most of the humor that we do 
on the show is of a political nature. We are the hotbed 
of politics hero in rr 

It must be pretty important to be politically 
objective on the air, especially considering 
your market. 

Yeah, it is. That's maybe one area where we wear our 

hearts on our sleeves a little too much. I think there was 
a perception during the presidential campaign that we 
were totally pro-Clinton, which wasn't really the reality 

Simply because of our involvement with the "Rock The 

Vote" campaign, a lot of people in the audience per-
ceived that 'Gel oul and register, get out and vote', meant 

for them to gel out and vote for Clinton, that we were part 
of the whole "change" thing, may have sounded like 
quite an endorsement. 

Do you think you're more effective in motivat-
ing people to think about politics since you're 
right in Washington? 

Yeah, it's not like we feel we have to spend an insubordi-
nate amount of time focusing in on politics simply 
because we are in Washington. We're not catering to 
people working on Capitol Hill any more than we are to 
the Fells Point crowd. 

What effect do you think the change in owner-
ship will have on the station? 

I think Mat s going lo be great lot the radio station. 
Mike Craven and Jim Thompson and the Liberty Group 
have a lot of radio experience. They are winners. These 
guys are going to empower us and equip us with what 
we need to lake this radio station to the next level. 

I remember a while ago people were worried 
sick that someone would buy the station and 
change the format. I take it Liberty is support-
ive of what you're doing musically? 

Yes they are. I think il would be 'oohs!) move to try to 
fix what ain't broke. This radio station is unique in this 
market. We're basically going from being owned by a 
bunch of guys who made garage door openers to two 

individuals who have over 50 years of radio experience 
combined 

What are your music meetings like? 

Well, there is a form of a music meeting that happens 
every day in this office. Pat Ferrise is a great asset to 
this station because he helps me wade through the huge 

pile of CDs that we have to go through every week. 
Pretty much every day when I get off the air, Pat will 

already be in the office, and for some reason, we tend to 
listen to stuff early in the day, like at 9 AM. One of us 
has to gel excited about something for it to make one of 

the two boxes that we keep on top of the stereo. 
Basically an "A"and a "B" box. The rest is kind of just 
filed around the office. There are a number of ways that 
records can get into the A or B box. If its something 
obvious, like a new Matthew Sweet (if it's not going right 

on the air, anyway), it goes into the A box. And there 
just other things that we feel there is a buzz on, or are 
personally excited about that would end un in one of 
those two boxes as well 

Do you ever get something and say 'maybe not' 

and put it away, and then maybe a month later, 
rediscover it? 

Yeah, I think that we are going through that right now, 

with Deep Forest. They were something that didn't 
knock me out the first time I heard it, but we had been 
keeping an eye on it, what's been happening with it else-
where and for that reason we a i,1 he liSteninn it to aria/n 

Let's talk music. What have you been into late-
ly? 

It's not a new record, but I feel like I should get up on the 
Pi Harvey soap box. I'm just having a real difficult lime 
understanding why so many programmers can see 
album sales approaching the 100.000 mark and not find 
a slot for at least nighttime rotation for an artist like PJ 
Harvey In Los Angeles she's playing the Palladium, an 
1800 seat arena. There's nobody out there who has 
received better press than Pi Harvey and yet there's no 
airplay in L.A.. The buzz is on the street. and if you can? 
hear it, you may be missing something. Go and see this 
band 

Any other records that you feel excited about? 

Another thing that I like is this Cranes record. Also, 
Juânna Hatfield, Liz Phair on Matador, and Iris Dement. 
It guess that's it on the female side (laughs). 
Straightjacket Fits I really like a lot. Paul Westerberg is 
great - this could really break him. Also, the David Gray 
record, Bjork, Dillon Fence. Probably the album I've lis-
tened to the most in the past month is Frosting On the 

Beater by the Posies. 

Do you want to talk about what you 
did at K-Rock? -The Progressive 
Overnight" was just so out of the 

norm... 

Yeah, that was alot of fun while it lasted. I 
could basically play what I wanted between 
2 and 5am, and while it was suppose to be 

routed in classic rock... 

You didn't pay attention to that at 

all. 

Well, I knew the program (»rector was 

sound asleep. I mean it wasn't unusual for 
me to go and see The The at The Beacon 
Theater, and later that night on the shoe 

play a set from Matt Johnson. 

It really was supposed to be classic 
rock? 

It was supposed to be, you know, play what 
you want, but then play something that we would play 

We were supposed to mix in a lot of what they call today 
"deep cuts". I was playing Nine Inch Nails in New York 

before anyone got it. That was probably the one record 
that stands out from those days 

Did you get much attention from the labels? 
Did they know what you were doing? 

No... Certain people were hip to it, but for the most part, 

it was even difficult to get record service, which always 
blew my mind. And I know to this day that Vin Scelsa's 
out spending half of his salary, buying records. 

Really?! 

Why people send me ten fucking copies of a CO single 

that we're never going to play, they'll send it in ten differ-
ent packages, no less - and yet the money is there for 
that - and then they don't think it makes sense to put 

someone like Scelsa on a home mailing list. 

How does 'WS deal with covering both 
Baltimore and Washington? 

We treat polli markets as eqU ey as we can. We mention 
Baltimore every as much as we do Washington. We try 
to do as many promotions, split the promotions as even-
ly as possible. 

So you must have a pretty big promotion staff. 

Well, we have an army of hungry interns, and really the 

promotions department is being split right now by two 
people who are very capable and one is Melissa Massler 
and the other is Bill Glasser. 

Do you make promotional appearances your-
self? 

No, when you do mornings, you don't do a lot of promo-
tional appearances. 

I was just wondering if that "Milk Duds" thing 
back at K-Rock scared you for life. Do you 
remember that? I think it was at a movie open-
ing... 

(Laughs) On yùaii .. when I was getting pelted by Milk 

Duds. 

Did that scar you emo-
tionally? 

That s sometning that I have yet to recover from. 
Whenever I think of something soft and chewy, packed 
with caramel. I head for the hills

ercylul Fate, "In The Shadows", Metal Eliade 10 
years. Hard as it is to believe, it really has been a decade 
since the infamous, dark lords in Mercyful Fate released 
their internationally successful album, "Don't Break The 
Oath". Amazingly, the band actually only released, in its 
short history, two albums (plus one mini-LP called "Nuns 
Have No Fun'). The aforementioned "Don't Break The Oath" 
and the devilishly unique theme album, "Melissa", were 

quick to become classics in the metal realms. Of course, that story-telling style of 
recording was to resurface throughout lead vocalist King Diamond's lengthy solo 
career. Here in the '90s, four of the band's original members (King Diamond 
Hank Shermann-guitar, Timi Hansen-bass and Michael Denner-guitar, plus 
newcomer Snowy Shaw-drums) have chosen to not only resurrect the huge loom-
ing form of Mercyful Fate, but also to present a strong and powerful contribution to 
the '90s metal scene. With "In The Shadows" they have certainly succeeded. 
Already metalheads nationwide are familiarizing themselves with the tumultuous 
drive of "Egypt" (to a tune of a 23-16* move on the Hard Hitters chart). Now brace 
yourselves for their bold revitalization of classic metal principles a la the full album. 
Forget grunge, industrial, thrash, etc... and psyche yourselves up for powerful and 
dark, riff driven metal of old, molded around melodic passages and eerie tales filled 
with mystery and intrigue. King's haunting falsetto layered upon gravelly lower 
ranges, makes for a most unsettling effect as well (as usual). "In The Shadows" is 
obviously the band's crowning achievement, and one that easily bridges the band's 
illustrious past with its imminently successful future — reclaiming old fans while 
gaining many new. The whole album (there are ten tracks total) is worth exploring, 
but highlights include, "The Old Oak", "Is That You Melissa", "Return Of The 
Vampire" and "Legend Of The Headless Rider".

of kind of industrial band. And with good reason. 
The band (Rik Schaffer-guitar, Tripp-vocals, Craig 
Dollinger-drums and Bulldog-bass/backing vocals) 
isnl your run of the mill experimental type band. They 
do employ many elements of industrial soundworks 
(mechanical beats, hazy distortion, machine like sounds 
etc  but instead of soaking in it and getting lost in 

walls of noise, Engines take it many steps further. They create catchy, ultra rhyth-
mic rock songs that flow and ebb, have depth and texture, while retaining an unde-
niable groove. In fact, the industrial tempering tends to float subtly behind the 
crisp guitar tones and the angry, but extremely likeable, vocals. Call it what you 
will, alternative, industrial, metal, mainstream — that's the beauty of EOA; they 
walk a unique and innovative path. In this day and age, that's a very amazing 
accomplishment indeed. You should all now have the 6 song EP to jam too, and 
believe me, you will the instant you lock onto the catchy dance/rock grooves like 
the ones in "Animals". If you want something more aggressive and industrial in 
nature, try "Illusion Is Real" or the dancier "Slippin' Away. No matter how you 
slice it, EOA have a great and vital new sound perfect for the 90s and beyond. 
Enjoy them. 

Screaming Jets, "Here I Go", 
rooArt/Atiantic.... A couple of years ago l made 
the trek down under, with a bunch of other indus-

try types, for the sole purpose of seeing this band play 
live in their hometown. I even suffered through a cus-
toms hassle after a two day sprint through Sydney. Was 
it worth it? You betcha. Ever since we've all been won-
dering what our Aussie friends have been up too. Their 
 debut album, "All For One", fared quite well at metal 

radio, despite the push having been spreadct over a number of Li's, sineles and — 
eventually the full CD. The Jets (Dave Gleason-vocals, Grant Walmsley-guitar, 
Richard Lara-guitar, Paul Woseen-bass and Brad Heaney-drums), are back, 
only this time their Australian based label (rooArt) has joined forces with Atlantic. 
And the first track from the forthcoming "Tear Of Thought" CO is a hard pressing 
crush called "Here I Go". The band has always had a chunky, mainstream rock 
appeal, but they've stretched that a bit further on this one into more dimensional 
realms. Gleeson's vocals show a much more expressive range as well, and he uti-
lizes it well throughout the song. The chorus is huge and undeniable — big 
chords, big drums, layered vocals and a strong fast clip. It's great to hear the Jets 
again and hopefully even more folks will begin to appreciate their fresh and vibrant 
style. Full CD in July. 

Accept, "Objection Overruled", CMC 
International_ Here we have another much 
celebrated metal reunion. After seven years apart, 

the original members of Germany's metal laves Accept 
have returned with their first offering since 1989 (when 
the band released their last studio LP "Eat The Heat"). A 
few factors brought the members of Accept back togeth-
er (Udo Dirkschnelder-vocals, Wolf Hoffmann-
guitar, Stefan Kaufmann-drums and Peter Baltes-

bass). First off, fans of the band kept up a huge letter writing campaign that could 
not be ignored. Secondly, each of the members had had enough time to explore 
private interests and were now ready to reform, plus the band had never completely 
written off the possibility of working together again. As you know, Udo recorded 
four solo albums (most of which charted here in the States), and so his profile has 
remained highest. The little man of metal, has long been known for his gravelly 
power snarl and on the band's comeback release, "Objection Overruled", the vocals 
are pushed to the max. The music's as crunchy and classic metal sounding as ever. 
You should all have in your possession now the 11 song extravaganza that so aptly 
captures Accept's trademark bold aggression and the melodic vein that is one of 
their most outstanding features. We urge you to check out the title track, 
"Bulletproof", "Sick, Dirty And Mean", "This One's For You" or "I Don't Wanna Be 
Like You". 

W.A.S.P., "The Crimson Idol", Capitol.... 
We've seen rock operas or conceptual albums 
attempted over the years, some incredibly suc-

cessful and complicated, while some fell terribly short 
of the mark. Obviously it's an immense undertaking that 
requires great concentration and forethought Not too 
surprisingly then, it has taken Blackle Lawless over 
three years to realize the vision in his rock opera "The 
Crimson Idol" (a psychological retrospect based in a 

rock star's life). As you may recall, it was after the brilliant "Headless Children" 
album that Lawless' longtime sidekick, guitarist Chris Holmes split the scene, leav-
ing a burning question mark over the future of the band. Recorded in his home 
studio (Fort Apache), with Lawless taking up production duties as well as playing 
keyboards, bass, rhythm and lead guitar, the record is challenging both musically 
and lyrically. Lending their support as well, however, were Bob Kulick (guitar) 
and drummers Frankle Banal! and Stet Howland. Musically, the songs are 
unique enough to be appreciated on their own, but when played in context prove 
altogether more powerful in the imagery they offer up. The major strength of "The 
Crimson Idol" is that Blackie didn't get so caught up in presenting the story that he 
forgot about the music — it's hard, fast and incredibly emotionally driven.

gnostic Front, "Last Warning", Relativity.... Long one of the forerunners in the New York Hardcore scene, Agnostic Front, after a 
long career, have called it quits. Obviously the musical trends in that city and around the world are forever in flux, with the hardcore 
movement only recently enjoying a resurgence in popularity. But this band can proudly say they were there "when"... in fact, they were 

there before then and they, through their fist clenched speed credos, influenced a tide of bands from Sick Of It All to Anthrax to Biohazard. And 
so it has come to be that ten years after their formation the band returned to the famed and wonderful hole in the wall climes of CBGB's to close 
it down the right way On stage, raging fury and oppressive pit action all in motion long-time members Roger Miret and Male Stigma 
along with Raybeez, Jimmy Gestapo, and Biohazard's Evan Seinfeld, tore through classic AF material — a perfect send-off. Included on 
"Last Warning" are 11 live tracks recorded as CBs in December that span the band's 10 year history, plus 9 tracks from the band's 1983 "United 

Blood" EP. Whether you remember the New York Hardcore scene in its heydey or not, you can't deny the indelible imprint AF has left upon the metal scene and how it 
lingers even today. They will be missed. Luckily you have their "Last Warning" — a very appropriate and heavy reminder. 

B
ulletBoys, "Za Za", Warner Brothers... So you've had the four song "12 Minute Warning" to help you get acquainted with the new 
material from hard rockers, the BulletBoys. From that, you already know that they've churned a little harder, pushed a little more, and 
stretched into new areas. Personally, I'm reminded that "When Pigs Fly" cranks pretty hard every time I hear it, and I'm amazed at how 

tough the guitar sounds. Well, now you get the full "Za Za" CD to cruise through, so hopefully all of you that have been hemming and hawing 
over throwing the Boys into rotation, will get with the program. "Slow And Easy" is a blast of energy that you might want to click onto, and it 
segues moodily into the angry mesh of "The Rising".

That's right and that's just what happened in a NYC stu-
dio recently. We've been warning you for weeks now that this was coming, and here it is, the remixed (by Biohazard guitarist/vocalist 

Billy Orazladel) version of the hip-hopping rap hit "Slam" (perhaps you've seen the great, but hectic video featuring the members of 
Biohazard). F. Y./. all the live instruments were played by Biohazard, and much of the background yelping as well. The song is naturally infused

The inimitable, Cathedral (Earache/Columbia) certainly hauled home 
to the major, a very killer week indeed. t2 Most Added on the LP with 43 stations, 5 increases on the sin-
gle and over 30 stations on "Ride" insures a monster move from 25-15*, with an even better week ahead of 

them as the LP slots in.... Metal Blade's reunited Mercyful Fate are still enjoying an excellent run with 
the first single, "Egypt". This week taking a 7 slot leap from 23-16" on Hard Hitters, with 5 new adds, 8 
moves into rotation and 8 increases all helping the cause.

Morrissey has revealed he may work again with guitarist Johnny Marr before 
he quits the music business. He told a French magazine he remains on good 
terms with Marr and the question of working together hasn't been ruled out. "We 
see one another independently from any question of business," he says. "We are 
really, really good friends." But any such reunion would not use the name of the 
Smiths, Morrissey says. In the interview, Morrissey says his next album may be 
his last. "I'm starting to see the time when I'll feel like I've expressed all the 
things I had to say," he says. "I now feel like putting an end to it. I feel that I'm 
really close to it Another year, that seems OK" Steve Lillywhite will produce 
Morrissey's follow-up to "Your Arsenal," and the record will feature a new rhythm 
section that includes bass player Jenny Bridgwood and drummer Woodie 

Taylor. 

Poison bass player Bobby Dail says Jackyl were supposed to open for them 
on their current tour, but the Jackyl decided at the last minute to instead open 
some dates for Aerosmith. '1 think Jackyl's a great band, but I don't think it's 
cute to accept a tour and then jump on somebody else's," Dall says. "I'm not 
angry about it, but what comes around goes around." 

Southgang have broken up after an unsuccessful tour of China. "We were over 
there for the wrong reasons in the first place," says bass player Joyce Fincher. 
"We went over there for the money, rather than for the love of what we were 
doing. It was a mess, things were disorganized, we even got stiffed on the money 
end." Fincher, drummer Mitch M ee and guitarist Butch Walker have 
formed a new band called Floyd's Funk Revival. The new band also includes 
percussionist Chfystina Lioree and a keyboardist. "We wanted to get back to 
why we were all in music in the first place," Jayce says. "If you're not doing it 
because you love it, you're doing it for all the wrong reasons." 

Pete Townshend says he was surprised that the Broadway version of "Tommy" 
won so many Tony awards. "I took a kind of emotional dive after the Tonys, at a 
time when I suppose I should have been out celebrating," Townshend says. '1 
was actually feeling very much like I wanted to curl up in a ball and go to bed and 
sleep for 14 hours. Something I had to do after the awards was go to Cleveland 
and break ground for the Rock & Roll Hall of Fame, and when I got back that 
afternoon, I did curl up into a ball and sleep for 14 hours." 

South Carolina Governor Carroll Campbell has vetoed a bill that would have 
added a $1 tax to sexually explicit recordings. The measure, which would also 
have included video rentals, was part of a budget bill passed by the state legisla-
ture. The governor said the tax would have cost more than it would have raised 
and would have been difficult to enforce because of a vague definition of when 
the tax could be applied. "While I personally agree that there are many films, 
videos and recordings that are of questionable value to society, the problems 
caused by this provision outweigh the benefits that would come from it," 
Campbell said in his veto message. 

The U.S. Supreme Court has agreed to hear an appeal on behalf of former 
Creedence Clearwater Revival lead singer John Fogerty, who is trying to 
recover attorney fees he spent defending himself in a copyright infringement law-
suit. That lawsuit, filed by his former publishing company, claimed "Old Man," 
on Fogerty's "Centedield" album, was based on Creedence's 'Run Through The 
Jungle." A federal district court jury ruled in favor of Fogerty, awarding him costs 
of over $20,000. But Fogerty says he spent almost $1 million on legal work and 
he wants to recover that amount because he feels the lawsuit was brought against 
him in bad faith. 

Slayer collaborate with Ice-T on a track on the soundtrack to the upcoming film 
"Judgement Night." 1.A. '92 Disorder" was produced by Rick Rubin, and is a 
medley of three songs from British punk band the Exploited. It's the first time 
Slayer has been in the studio in three years and marks the first recording with 
new drummer Paul Bostaph. The soundtrack album should be out this fall, 
while Slayer will soon begin work on a full LP. 

Jackyi lead singer Jesse James Dupree appears in the August issue of 
Playgirl magazine, wearing nothing but his trademark white cowboy boots. The 
photos were taken during a concert in Long Beach, California, on February 17, 
where he was arrested for indecent exposure for playing a song in the nude. 

Extreme have agreed to an out-of-court settlement in a lawsuit filed by two 
women who claimed they managed the band until the group became successful. 
Television producer Joanne Codi sought $50,000 she says the band owned her, 
part of a $20,000 trademark sale and a $10,000 buyout of her contract Nanci 
Hall, who says she was an assistant manager, was seeking $5,500 she says she'd 
loaned to the band. The terms of the settlement bar either side from disclosing 
the details. 

Anthony Kiedis of the Red Hot Chill Peppers says he's been getting rude 
phone messages from basketball star Charles Barkley. "(Barkley) showed up at 
my house at five in the morning and he was screaming. Ask him," Kiedis told the 
magazine Entertainment Weekly. The magazine suggests that Barkley and Kiedis 
are both vying for the attention of Madonna, but her spokeswoman says that's 
"a figment of the media's imagination." 

Foreigner go into the studio in October to record a new album. Bruce Turgon 
and Mark Schulman have replaced bass player Rick Wills and drummer 
Dennis Elliot in the band's line-up. Turgon played with Lou Gramm in his 
original group, Black Sheep. Schulman is a Los Angeles session musician 
who played on the three new Foreigner songs included on "The Very Best.And 
Beyond." Elliot has retired from music to become a wood turner while Wills has 
joined Bad Company. Foreigner are now a sextet with the addition of keyboards 
player Jeff Jacobs and sax and guitar player Scott Gilman. Original guitarist 
Mick Raiphs and drummer Simon Kirke remain in Bad Company, though 
founding singer Paul Rodgers left the group to go solo. 

Former Moody Blues and Yes keyboardist Patrick Morn is working on 
material for a new album in Orlando. He intends to record the LP before a small 
audience in the studio and include what he calls "instant compositions." "I'm 
leaving myself 30 percent leeway for spontaneous creation," Moraz says. The LP 
will be called "Sacrifices" and will be released (on I Spirit Records) in August. 
Moraz also plans to put together a compilation of material from his solo albums, 
conduct an orchestra, and make a classical recording of Beethoven's Fifth 
Concerto. 

Bo Diddley is considering going into the food business. "I have a thing I'm lik-
ing to start in Florida called Bo Diddley's Hot Spot a rolling food wagon selling 
hot sandwiches and stuff," Diddley says. "Once people taste some, they'll know 
Bo knows food, and I'll have 'em. People have to eat, and I think it's a good busi-
ness to get into. I don't intend to serve anything I wouldn't eat. If you don't like 
it, I don't like it" 

A recent performance by the Black Sorrows in Brisbane, Australia, may be 
released as a live album. Steel guitarist Lucky Oceans of Perth band Dude 
Ranch joined the band for the concert. 

A new double-CD called "Out Of Control" (on Legacy/Epic Records) includes 
over 140 minutes of music from Ted Nugent. The 34 songs on the package 
include material from the Amboy Dukes as well as four previously unreleased 
tracks. 

Australian band Definition FX (known as Dot FX in their native country) have a 
song on the soundtrack to the new surf movie "Hawaii '93." Alice in Chains 
and Soundgarden are among the other groups contributing music to the film. 
Definition FX are part of the Devine Playground tour, which will include 11 weeks 
of Saturday night rave parties with Deee-Lite, My Life With The Thrill Kill 
Kult, 808 State, the Stereo MC's, the Shamen, the Utah Saints and 
DIgable Planets. The band's debut album, "Light Speed Collision," gets a U.S. 
release in late July. The members of Definition FX hope that on their U.S. tour 
this summer, they'll get the chance to meet Al Jourgensen of Ministry, who 
remixed 'Something Inside (No Time For Nowhere)" for the album. 

Blork, former lead singer for the Sugarcubes, says she wanted "to do some-
thing bold and experimental" for her solo album, Debut," produced by Nellee 
Hooper of Soul II Soul. "I'm tired of going into a record shop and walking out 
with another Miles Davis album," she says. "Nellee was as deperate as Ito do 
something original. I was trying to get away from the drums/bass/guitar thing 
and he from a strict dance approach, so we met in the middle as a brilliant duet." 
"Debut" isn't, strictly speaking, Bjork's debut album. After the break-up of the 
Sugarcubes, she released a jazz album called "Bjork's Affairs," recorded with 
Icelandic musicians. She adds that she plans to form "a large band with Indian 
violinists, harpist, drum programmers and percussionists, but it will probably 
have to wait until after the next album." 

"Music, rock & roll and radio and everything is going through a very strange 
period right now, where the whole business is like this one body scratching its 
head going, 'What?" That's the assessment of Tommy Shaw, singer and gui-
tarist for Damn Yankees. "All the normal things that used to be true don't seem 
to be true right now. Radio's trying to figure it out, and the trade magazines are 
trying to figure it out Shaw says he sees Damn Yankees as a "survivor" band, 
having been together for five years now. "We've survived all these trends, these 
things that are going on in rock & roll, and we're still out here plugging away. In 
an industry where bands are having trouble selling 1,000 albums or 150,000." 
Damn Yankees' latest album, "Don't Tread," recently went platinum. 
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Belinda Carlisle is joined by former Go-Go's colleague Charlotte Caffey 
on her album called "Real" coming out in September. It's the first album in three 
years for Carlisle and it also features Vicki Peterson of the Bangles. Carlisle 
and Gaffey wrote eight of the songs on the LP, which Carlisle describes as "very 
Go-Go." it's a very live sound, very stripped down and very organic," Carlisle 
says. "All the new songs are still pop songs. It's not like I'm taking a big depar-
ture from what I was going. It's more that I'm just going back to where I started 
from....It's as if the Go-Go's were still together..." 

"Cut Across Shorty," on Rod Stewart's current "Unplugged...And Seated" 
album, is based on an old joke, according to hfarlohn Wilkin and Wayne 
Walker, who wrote the song in 1960. Wilkin and Walker were staff writers for a 
publishing company at the time. "He (Walker) just walked in the office one day 
and said Vo you remember that old joke, Cut Across Shorty?' It was one of the 
first jokes I had heard back in Texas," Wilkin says. "He said, 'Let's write it ' I 
think we completed it that day because Wayne wrote real fast and was not a nit-
picker. Rod (Stewart) has put his own personality into it, but the first recording 
was just as country as cornbread." Carl Smith was the first artist to record the 
song, then Nat Stuckey and Eddie Cochran covered it. Co-author Walker 
died in 1979 after a lengthy illness. Wilkin says having the record on the charts 
again has put her in 'a second childhood. I just wish Wayne was here to share 
this fun with me." 

Steely Dan's upcoming tour will see about half of the show dedicated to old 
Steely Dan material, while the rest of the concert will mix material from the solo 
albums of Donald Fagen and Walter Becker. "We'll try to get away from the 
recorded versions of the songs," Fagen says. "I don't want to be a nostalgia 
band. To me, it's like a new project. We'll probably rearrange a lot of stuff for 
live performance — and open up some of the songs for solo space." Fagen says 
the backing band for the tour should be "really good" "We've hired a core rhythm 
section of Pete Erskine on drums, he's been with Weather Report; and Tom 
Barney from New York on bass. And on guitar, we'll have Drew Zingg, who 
was out with us in the New York Rock & Soul Revue. And on piano, we'll 
have Warren Bernhardt, who's played in the jazz world with the Brucker 
Brothers. These guys didn't play on any of the early Steely Dan stuff, but we 
wanted a fresh bunch of guys." A new Steely Dan album won't come out until 
alter the tour. 

New Model Army has teamed up with Tom Jones to cover the Rolling 
Stones' "Gimme Shelter" for a charity compilation album called "Putting Our 
House In Order." Justin Sullivan of New Model Army says the group had no 
qualms about working with the 53-year-old Jones. "Partly because he has a very 
big following and is not particularly political — and homelessness in Britain is a 
political issue — we thought if we could have him involved in that, so much the 
better," Sullivan says. "But mostly it's because he has a fantastic voice. People 
think of Tom Jones as Las Vegas and all that stuff, but he's not He's an R&B 
singer first and foremost The guy seriously likes music and he seriously likes 
singing.... We thought he was brilliant." 

Urge Overkill have filmed a video for "Sister Havana" in Miami. Band members 
cruise Miami Beach in a 1972 Cadillac convertible in the clip, which was directed 
by Paul Andresen and George Dougherty, who worked on the band's previous 
videos. 

lain Matthews, co-founder of Fairport Convention, has a new solo album 
out called "Skeleton Keys." It's the first album where he's written all the tunes 
himself. 

Brent Spiner, the actor who plays Data in the television program "Star Trek — 
The Next Generation," is looking for a record label to release "Or Yellow Eyes," 
his album of 1940s standards. 

Soundgarden, the Beadle Boys, Sonic Youth, Soul Asylum, Matthew 
Sweet, the Veriaines and Urge Overkill contribute tracks to "No Alternative," 
the alternative-rock album in the "Red, Hot" AIDS-awareness series coming out 
in September. 

Founding guitarist Kendall Jones has left Fishbone and John Bigham will 
play his guitar parts temporarily. The band hopes Jones will rejoin the group 
after he recovers from the rigors of recording and touring. 

Judy Collins' next album will be made up entirely of Bob Dylan songs, not 
Joni Mitchell, as has been recently reported.

Guitarist Steve Salas is recording an album for release in Japan called "Stevie 
Salas Presents The Electric Pow Wow." The LP will feature Rick Neilsen and 
Tom Petersson of Cheap Trick, Jim Phantom of the Stray Cats, Sass 
Jordan, Zakk Wylde of Ozzy Osbourne's band, and Richie Kotzen and 
Rikki Rockett of Poison. The album will include four original songs and 
seven cover tunes from the late 1960s and the 1970s. Salas has also completed 
an album with Buddy Miles and Bootsy Collins called "Third Eye." 

Apache Indian played an open-air concert recently in New Delhi, India, attend-
ed by 10,000 people. 

British band the Dentists release an album in the U.S. in early September (on 
East West Records). 

Anita Baker, Duran Duran, James Brown, the Pointer Sisters, Doc 
Severinsen and the Supremos will be honored with stars on the Hollywood, 
California, Walk of Fame in the coming year. 

Fashion designer Jean-Paul Gaultier and tennis player-musician Yannick Noah 
were in the audience when k.d. lang played Paris recently. The Canadian 
singer played four encores for the enthusiastic crowd. 

Denali hfinogue, sister of Kyle Minogue, releases a second album this sum-
mer. It's been preceded in England with the release of a single, "This Is It." 

The Beatles' Apple Corps Ltd. has filed a lawsuit in Los Angeles against a 
Beatles copy band that performs under the name Yesterday As The Beatles. 
The lawsuit seeks damages and asks that the group stop performing. 

Mike Myers is directing a video for Ned's Atomic Dustbin. 

A new boxed-set of material from the Dave Clark Five is being released, lead-
ing to criticism that Dave Clark is just cashing in. "I was very lucky and I did 
(make money) and I'm a good businessman," Clark says. "But in reality, if I was 
to really milk it, the Dave Clark Five record catalogue would never have come off 
the market." He says new technology allowed an improvement in sound quality. 
"There are things on the CD master that I haven't heard since I actually recorded 
the songs in the studio," he says. The boxed set is called "Glad All Over Again." 

The Afghan Whigs have recorded a new album at Ardent studios in Memphis 
called "Gentlemen," for release this fall.

"Plaintiffs allege that the theatrical production is in fact and is intended 
to be an effort to duplicate a live concert performance of Patsy Cline," the lawsuit 
says. 
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"Pride And Joy: The Story Of Alligator Records" was one of the movies screened 
at the recent Florida Film Festival in Orlando. The documentary features Lonnie 
Brooks, Koko Taylor, Elvin Bishop, Katie Webster, LW Ed Williams 
and Alligator Records founder Bruce lglauer. 

Mississippi humorist Jerry Clower has renewed his recording contract (with 
MCA Records) in a ceremony at the Deposit Guaranty National Bank in McComb. 
"It's only fitting that we do so," says Deposit Guaranty president Steve Blue. 
"Jerry Glower's not only one of our directors, he's one of our best customers and 
one of the biggest businesses in these parts."

Phil Collins' film, "Frauds," will become the first movie released in 
CD-I format this fall. 

A bill rejected by the Illinois legislature earlier this year to create a special license 
plate honoring Elvis Presley has been reactivated. The state House has passed 
the measure and sent it to the Senate. State Representative Clem Balanoff of 
Chicago originally sponsored the measure saying it could raise additional money 
for a youth drug abuse and alcohol treatment and prevention fund. 

Deborah Harry appeared in "Touch My Face," a comedy-drama presented in 
New York as part of a performance marathon called "90 Plays in 9 Days." 

Joerg P., lead singer of right-wing German band Stoerkraft, has been arrested 
and charged with inciting racist hatred and spreading Nazi ideology. The public 
prosecutor's office in Koblenz, Germany, says the band's lyrics "deliberately call 
for a struggle in line with National Socialist (Nazi) ideology and spread right-
wing radical as well as National Socialist thinking."

U840's "Can't Help Falling In Love" will be added to their next album which 
should be out in late July. 

Shonen Knife will release a new album this fall 

A new album from John Meliencamp has been scheduled for release on 
August 20. 

Nelson has resumed work on a second album slated for release in mid-
September. The pregnant fiancee of drummer Bobby Rock was murdered at an 
automatic teller machine in March. 

Oleta Adams releases a second album in early August called "Evolution." It will 
include a version of James Taylor's "Don't Let Me Be Lonely Tonight" that fea-
tures David Sanborn playing saxophone.

Stonehenge was the site of tension between authorities and so-called "New Age 
Travelers" over last weekend. In previous years, a free festival was held near the 
Stone Age landmark. Something police are anxious to prevent happening again. 
On Monday June 21, Midsummer's Day which many consider to be a time of mys-
tical significance at Stonehenge - police threw a four mile cordon around the stones 
and prevented several travellers from reaching the site. Only two arrests have been 
reported, but in Taunton, south-west England riot police were sent in to prevent a 
festival from taking place. Ravers and sound systems were turned back on nearby 
roads and trouble flared. A battle between police and approximately 100 travellers 
led to injuries on both sides and arrests. The authorities' attitude in the UK contin-
ues to contrast with a more relaxed approach on continental Europe. Spiral Tribe, 
many of whose members still face court action following the Castlemorton free rave 
last summer, have travelled to France where they will erect a rave tent beneath the 
Paris Eiffel Tower to help celebrate the French National Music Day. Finally, 
anyone wanting to understand the travellers' phenomenon more clearly is directed 
to 'Travellers - Voices Of The New Age Nomads' by Richard Lowe and William 
Shaw (4th Estate Books). Between November 1992 and January 1993, Lowe (a for-
mer editor of Smash Hits) and Shaw (former reviews editor at Select) visited trav-
ellers' sites and conducted many interviews. 'Travellers...' is a collection of these 
interviews which allows the travellers to speak for themselves - free of the often 
hysterical media reaction to them - and explain their reasons for living among a 
nomadic life on the fringes of "ordinary" society. Amongst the interviews is one 
with Jeremy, bassist with The Levellers, a band closely associated with the trav-
ellers. The band's latest single'Belaruse' is released on June 28. 

Sinead O'Connor is to play Ophelia in a production of Shakespeare's 'Hamlet' in 
Dublin next month. The production, taking place at the Project Arts Center and 
directed by Michael Sheridan, features a female Hamlet in Olwyn Fouere. This 
week sees the release of Willie Nelson and Sinead O'Connor's version of Peter 
Gabriel's 'Don't Give Up' via Columbia as a single. 

Julian Cope returns on June 18 with a mail-order only album 'The Skellington 
Chronicles: Combining the 13-track 'Skellington 2 - He's Back And This Time It's 
Personal' with the 1990 mail-order album 'Skellington; 'The Skellington 
Chronicles' can be obtained from KAK Ltd., PO Box 3249, London, SW2 3UE The 
UK price is L9.50 (vinyl), L8.50 (tape) and L12.50 (CD), but it's probably worth 
adding a little extra to cover overseas postage and packing. The new songs were 
recorded over one and a half days in April with Cope being backed by long time 
sidekicks Donald Ross Skinner and Rooster Cosby along with ex-Teardrop 
Explodes trumpeter Luke Tunney. New songs include Madonna Baglady Blues; 
'Grimreaper Is A Krautrocker' and Seud-U-Like: Cope will tour Scotland and 
Ireland in July. 

Smashing Pumpkins' new album 'Siamese Dream' is attracting a massive buzz 
from the UK press. Even before its release, many are already describing it as a 
contender for album of the year. Many are also predicting the projected second 
single 'Today' could crossover in a similar way to Nirvana's 'Smells Like Teen 
Spirit Smashing Pumpkins are currently in Europe promoting the album and its 
first single 'Cherub Rock'. 

More details of Kate Bush's forthcoming new album are beginning to emerge. To 
be released later this year, the working title is 'The Red Shoes: Prince is said to 
have written a song especially for the project and Bush has also enlisted the help of 
Eric Clapton and Jeff Beck. A film will be released to tie in with the album. 
Two weeks ago, Bush debuted one of her new songs Moments of Pleasure' on the 
IW network chats/low 'Asper 

The bill for the Reading Festival, which takes place from August 27-29 at a site 
50 miles east of London, is becoming much clearer after a slew of announcements 
from promoters The Mean Fiddler. On the main stage, artists so far confirmed 
are Porno For Pyros, Rage Against The Machine, Neds Atomic Dustbin, 
The The, Skunk And The Banshees, Therapy?, New Order, Dinosaur 
Jr., The Lemonheads, Butthoie Surfers, Babes in Toyland, Stone Temple 
Pilots, Bad Brains, Gallon Drunk and Monster Magnet. The smaller Melody 
Maker stage will feature The Frank And Walters, Chumbawamba, Back To 
The Planet, Blur, Radiohead, Marry Star, Drop Nineteens, Adorable, 
Leatherface, Firehose, Staggers ITA, Credit To The Nation, Bivouac, 
The Doughboys, The Flaming Lips, My Life Story, Wean, I Mother Earth, 
The Cherrys and The Mouth. The Jim Rose Circus Sideshow will perform on 
the Comedy Stage. Other festival news centers on the Phoenix Festival, which will 
run from July 16-18. Also run by The Mean Fiddler Organization, there has been 
controversy over Dinosaur Jr., Butthole Surfers and Radiohead being withdrawn 
from Phoenix but added to the bill for Reading. Last week, Dave Phillips of The 
Mean Fiddler told the New Musical Express: "If anybody rang me and said, 'I 
bought a ticket because I wanted to see Dinosaur Jr.' I would refund their money. 
That's the law. But nobody has done that." Phillips also denies any possibility of 
bands being switched around for internal reasons between the two events. Instead, 
he cites the bands' other commitments. Finally, Neil Young will play a huge out-
door show at London's Finsbury Park on July 11. Support will come from James, 
Pearl Jam, Teenage Fanclub and 4 Non Blondes. 

Shane MacGowan, who recently signed a deal with the Warners offshoot, 277, 
will debut his new band The Popes next month. Pogues members Spider 

Stacey and Terry Woods will guest with MacGowan. Both The Popes and The 
Pogues will be playing at the fish Fleadhmor Festival on July 4. Elsewhere, 
MacGowan is recording songs for a new album. Ron Wood of The Rolling 
Stones is said to be set to play on some tracks. More bizarrely, there are also 
reports MacGowan has been writing songs for Jerry Lee Lewis. Finally, The 
Pogues have finished a new album featuring Spider Stacey on lead vocals. 

The Beatles 'Red: 1962-1966' and 'Blue: 1967-70' compilations are to be 
released on CD for the first time this autumn. In the past, the surviving Beatles 
have claimed their contract with EMI did not cover CD releases and fought a 
lengthy legal battle over the issue. However, EMI have now struck a royalties deal 
with the surviving members of the band and Yoko Ono which clears the way for 
the albums' release. 

New Order and Joy Division entire back catalogue is being re-released by 
London on July 5 in the wake of the collapse of Factory Records, which previously 
held the rights to the albums. Now available again are: Joy Division: 'Unknown 
Pleasures; 'Closer; 'Still; 'Substance; New Order: 'Movement; 'Power, Corruption 
And Lies; 'Lowlife; 'Brotherhood; 'Substance' and 'Technique: 

Manic Street Preachers have run into controversy over their recent comments 
about travellers. Last week, the band told the New Musical Express that many trav-
ellers were spoiled rich kids. A spokesman for travellers, chairman of the New 
Gypsy Council, Charlie Smith, reacted by saying: "What a sad bunch of people. 
Basically they are just cretins. People like this are not even worth entering into a 
conversation with. Who are they anyway? They can't be a very good band. I've 
never heard of them. And do they really need to say things like this to get publici-
ty?" Jenny Smith, who works with travellers for the housing charity Shelter, 
echoed Smith's comments pointing out travellers go on the road for many reasons 
and come from many different backgrounds. Elsewhere, the Manics planned to 
record a version of Happy Mondays' Wrote For Luck' with former Mondays' 
singer Shaun Ryder. However, Ryder did not turn up for sessions. 

Nell Finn and Tim Finn of Split Enz/Crowded House fame have been awarded 
OBE's in the Queen's Birthday Honours List. The awards are for their contri-
butions to music in New Zealand. Tim Finn (OBE) has an album 'Before And After' 
released on June 28. 

The growing fascination with rock 'n' roll memorabilia and the possibility of making 
money by investing in rare records is confirmed this week with the announcement 
that the BBC's Radio One Network is to start an Antique Records Roadshow' 
for collectors on July 22. Host will be the long-established DJ and broadcaster 
Andy Kershaw. 

An album of live performances from the June 13 XFM Great Xpectations festi-
val (full report in last week's Hard Report) will be released in the next few weeks. 
No track listing for X-Rated Volume l' has yet been announced, but Carter The 
Unstoppable Sex Machine, The Cure, Sugar and Belly will all be featured. 
The Glastonbury Festival, which takes place over the last weekend in June, is also 
due to be recorded. An album of highlights in A Field Of Their Own, Volume 2' 
will be issued via Backs Records in association with the New Musical Express and 
the environmental group Greenpeace in September. A similar release last year 
raised L10,000 for Greenpeace. 

Billy Idol was arrested last week at Munich Airport, Germany. Idol's troubles 
began as he was checking in for his flight to Barcelona, Spain when police suspect-
ed him of carrying an illegal weapon and said he should be strip searched. Idol 
objected and more police were called. At this point, it is alleged Idol clicked his 
heels, gave a Nazi salute and shouted "Heil Hitler!" Understandably, German 
authorities are somewhat sensitive about the country's past and it is for instance, 
illegal to display a swastika in Germany. Idol was fined DM 1,600, missed his 
flight and flew home to LA, cancelling Spanish press. Police spokesman Hans 
Schuler commented: "The security men didn't realize he was a US star (he isn't, 
he's a Brit!), they were just doing their job...He's been charged with insulting a pub-
lic official, a very serious matter in Germany. It was a very unfortunate incident. 
But Billy Idol didn't exactly behave like a gentleman." 

Bono of U2 has been criticized for tearing up the Irish national flag, the Tricolour, 
during a show in Frankfurt, Germany. Bono claimed the incident wasn't meant to 
be anti-Irish." This didn't prevent Irish press criticism. The incident mirrors a sim-
ilar one from 1987 

The Mission's bassist Andy Hobson has left the band, leaving the band's tour-
ing and recording commitments in tatters. He's been replaced by former All 
About Eve member Andy Cousin, but the band's planned series of low-key UK 
dates have been put back to September. A September album release schedule has 
been switched to early next year. A singles compilation from the band has been 
brought forward to September instead. No reason has been given for Hobson's 
departure. 

David Sylvain and Robert Fripp release a new album 'First Day' on July 5 via 
Virgin. The duo recorded the album at various locations earlier this year. There are 
plans for them to tour in September with a full band which is currently being put 
together.
