R ock n" Roll at Tavern On The Green? Well for seven nights at the elegant

Chestnut Room, The Big Town Playboys, which proudly bills itself as the
best rhythm & blues in the world, shook the rafters of the famed ealery.

The Playboys have a huge following in the UK and they gained the respect of fel-
low musicians both here and abroad. Robert Cray hired the band to play at his
wedding. They opened for Eric Clapton on his recent British tour; Robert Plant
has sat in with the group on numerous occasions and most recently, The
Playboys backed Jeff Beck on his new LP Crazy Legs - a tribule to 505 rockers
Gene Vincent & The Blue Caps.

It's easy to see why Beck chose this band - these guys sound like they were
transplanted from 1956. The Big Town Playboys harken back to a seemingly
simpler time when rock n roll was this crazy hybrid of blues, big band, and
country and spoke exclusively to its youth.

The driving force of the group is pianist and lead vocalist Mike Sanchez. With
matinee idol looks and slicked back pompadour, Sanchez has the flair and style
of Desi Arnaz and his piano playing would make Jerry Lee Lewis wish he had
never seen a piano. The smoking saxes of Leo Green (tenor) and Nick Lunt
remind you of how rock n roll really evolved from fazz and big band. Guitarist
Adrian Utley is from the school of CIiff Gallup and Scotty Moore and the rock
solid rhythm section of Clive Deamer (drums) and lan Jennings (bass) complete
the lineup.

The intimate Chestnut Room, usually reserved for jazz seemed a bit inadequate
for this quintet - they belong in a hall where people can dance. But the space
made you appreciate just how tight this unit is. You were able to hear every little
nuance this group offered. Their version of “Slow Down” floored me. The tables
were rattling in appreciation during both sets.

The Big Town Playboys are shopping for a U.S. record deal, and thankfully sev-
eral labels have expressed interest. Unfortunately, there are no plans for a Jeff
Beck/Big Town Playboys tour - let's hope that situation changes. Johnny Winter
and Robert Cray have both expressed their desire to use The Piayboys on their
upcoming tours so we'll probably see them back in the States soon. In the
meantime, pick up Crazy Legs. It has my vole for the feel good record of the
summer. 1 also want to take the time to thank the people at Tavern On The Green 1
- in particular Lynda Bramble, Janice Ginsberg, Len Triola, Luigi Giacalone and
Tom Monetti for helping expose The Big Town Playboys to New Yorkers.

Rockin’ In Russia
By Jesse Nash and Jacqui Brown

or only the second time in the history of St.

Petersburg (formerly known as Leningrad), a
major rock festival was allowed to lake place.
The second annua! White Nights Festival

from the West as well as the East, and the people of
Russia embraced the event as a revelation.

Russia is a land shrouded in mystery. Few
Westerners have frequented her shores, yet everyone
is fascinated by her. So it was with great excitement,
a little anxiety, and wide-eyed wonderment that we
embarked on this trip. Our journey to the former
Socialist Republic was not just to be about music, but
was o be a week long education on its history. In the
case of St. Peltersburg, it was a chance to visit what
was once the greatest cultural center in the world.

For Russians, our visit to the White Nights Festival
provided them with just as much of an education and
an opportunity to taste and experience American cu/-
ture. And for all concerned, these experiences were at
times overwhelming.

The main agenda of the White Nights Festival is to
restore this city to its former grandeur, as well as to
help various charities that are hurting severely finan-
cially in this transition to a market economy.

This year, the President of the Association of White

Nights, Viadimir Kisilev, along with the Santa Monica, :

California-based company, Comspan, proudly orga-
nized this historic event.

The White Nights Festival was so named for the sum-
mer months when daylight stretches for all but three
hours in twenty-four. There's an energy there that
goes hand-in-hand with insomnia; so much is
achieved in a single day. And that was fortunate
because nothing happens quickly in St. Pelersburg.
There was much to do bringing an international group
of performers together from all over the world such as
laly, Israel, France, Germany, Austria, Great Britain,
Finland, Canada, the USA and many Eastern Bloc
countries.

The cily itself is breathtakingly beautiful, having been
built at a time when Russian Tzars had money to burn
and employed artisans from Europe to produce fabu-
lous churches, bridges, canals, and monuments, not
fo mention what seems like hundreds of palaces scat-
tered around the city. Our eight days in St.
Petersburg were spent wandering, half-dazed (in awe
as well as lack of sleep) from museum to monument
to church to... the list is endless.

The evenings were quite a different story. In
Oktiabrsky Hall, a 2,500 seat auditorium resembling
New York City’s Paramount Theater, a very diverse
group of entertainers performed over three days —
from rap meets Kirov Ballet, to country and western
meels opera. This was probably our first glimpse of a
country so out of touch with the rest of the world as

i weknow it. There was so much confusion as modern

life could be seen forcing itself onto a community
which appears as though its people are still living in
the 1930's. Little has changed in St. Petersburg from
that time. Modern music has infiltrated the young
people only recently, so there is a lot of imitation

nating insight into the Russian people.

This was even further illustrated by a Rave party —
i one of the first ever to be held in Russia — which

took place on the grounds of the city's Artillery
Museum. We had stumbled upon the grounds a few
aays before and were handed pamphlets by a Russian
hippie youth giving the time, dale and pictures of
tanks and missiles on camoutfiage paper. “This ough-
ta be good, " we thought.

Soat 11:30 p.m. (in broad daylight), we brought

: everyone we knew in Russia, including the cast and
i crew of “Yo MTV Raps™ and most of the performers
i from the West. We entered through cast iron gates
i manned by civil police and made our way, against

actual tanks, trucks, missiles and bombs, to the dance
¢ Ourexperience in St. Petersburg touched the deepest

floor which was covered by a camouflaged net.

Within minutes of our entry, the crowd outside had
surged, producing a riot, during which the “security”
brought out billy clubs and began pounding people to
apulp. Suddenly, the shock set in that the people in
authority had little regard for human rights or compas-
sion, something we all take for granted at home. The
conflict went on all evening. We could leave after
filming was complete only to discover over lunch the
next day that the head of St. Petersburg’s most-feared
malia, the Kassan, was arrested at the event.
According to members of the Glen Hughes band,
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: shootings had ensued in the crowd. (They actually

witnessed one person being shot and then beaten.) It
seems we got out in time.

: The last day of the White Nights Festival featured what

was St. Pelersburg’s very first open-air concert ever at
the site of the Peter And Paul Fortress, a cathedral

i housing the corpses of dead Russian Tzars to Peter
The Great, who founded St Petersburg.

: The concert itself was set up so that on one side of the
i Fortress, people who paid the $5 admission price got
¢ to be up close to the stage. Others who could not

on just about everything you buy — from tickets to
shows, to cab rides, to river cruises (40 rubles if

; you're Russian, 4800 rubles if you're a foreigner).

One litre of vodka is a buck, while one litre of bottled
water is $1.50 (tap walter is poisonous). So, a $5
admission price to the White Nights Festival open-air
concert, although cheap by our standards, was a
week's pay for most in the country.

The White Nights Festival has proven itself to be more
than just about music — it's greater purpose is to

i serve as the bridge that helps bring cultures together

S0 that we might all have a better understanding of
one another. Any event that does that is an event

: worth having every year.

Russia is still a country
shrouded in mystery, and although some of our rid-
dles were answered, we would all gladly jump at a
chance to go back.

cd s carcer started at WNNI public radio in Rochester. from which Al
Peterson plucked him for his first real job at WAQ. In 1978 Ted crossed the
street to WOME at which he was Music Director and Assistant PD. Then it
was o 10 WCOZ Boston. which had just given WBCN their first real head 1o
head battie nder Jobi Sebasticn's direction.  Unfortunately. Ted arrived
Just as Sehastian s Modal approach was startivgg (o come wnglied. and within 18
months. the station had pliommeted from a 12 share (o a six share. Then. just as a
Jormel change there was imminent. fucdy McNutt vacated the KGB-FM San Dicgo
WD stot (1o join me as Associcied Fditor in New Jersey). and Ted qricRly neiled
down that job with Larry Bruce. He went on 1o become Assistant 0. then
Research Director. and finally Program Director. Nearly a decade later. with KGB3
having erolved into a full flodged classic station. Ted headed for Houston giant |
A1 OL. where he colebrated his second anniversary this pasi Jiune.

We're in such a compact area, we're
only talking a few steps left and right, so it really is

inconsequential
But he’s right there, huh? Do you ever hotline your jocks yourself?

Ted: Rarely. What | usually do is call my voice mail
up and leave myself a message to deal with it later

Ted: Oh yeah, he's righi there and the sales depart-
ment is across the sireel, which is interesting.

Ted: Yeah he was. And he’s a very creative person,
50 he likes to be part of that process. But I think that

| any general manager in today's large market economy
| is going o be involved in what's happening in the

programming department, simply by virtue of the awe-
some responsibility that goes along with that position
and how programming ties into the dollars that the

| station generates. | don't think you'll find a lot of lais-

sez faire general managers around, unless they have a
supreme level of confidence in their programming

| department or they re not paying attention.

What’s the nature of Pat’s relationship with
the Joneses? | know that’s past tense now,
with the Evergreen deal. | know the family

are huge Houston players.

Ted: |nwhat sense?
Big bucks, visibility.

Ted: Very old money. There are a lot of buildings

| around town that have the name ‘Jones' on them

Pat's relationship goes back to when the station

| signed on, and it's professional as well as personal.

| Does it seem much different to now be deal-

ing with a huge corporation like Evergreen at
this point?

Ted: Yes. and no. It doesn't seem to be different
because we're still running the radio station in a simi-
lar way day to aay. Evergreen bought the stations for
what they are. because they generate the kind of rev-
enue that makes them an attractive buy. So. there
really isn't a great deal that needs to be done to adjust
the stations to the company's needs. The company's
needs are to generate revenue and the stations do a
very good job of that. otherwise they wouldn't have
fetched 51 million dollars

Do Jimmy De Castro or Scott Ginsberg get
involved in the day-to-day at all?

Ted: | haven't dealf with either Jimmy or Scott
enough to really tell. | know that they like to be

| involved. I tell ya, so far, I think they're greal. Theyre

very direct, honest, they ask questions, and expect
answers. 1find it a very clear cut relationship and |
love the idea of being in a large broadcasting compa-
ny. If could be a diversitied company that had inter-
ests in radio. This is a radio company, and | think
that's great. | loved working for the Rusk people, but
in that family orientation, you get a certain quirkiness,
and you have a more limited growth potential for the
company. 1d like to grow with a company and the

| idea of growing with Evergreen has many more oppor-

tunities associated with it than the Rusk Corporation
could ever offer me.

| What were your first impressions of the

Evergreen crew?

Ted: Very dynamic, sharp, focused, quick. They did
a really greal job of making the staff feel comfortable
In one sense | was very happy when the deal was
done, because waiting is a huge challenge for a man-
ager in that transition period. You're trying to keep
people calm while their imaginations are running wild.
And naturally, they think the worst is going to happen.
So, 1 was really glad for the guys to come in and lake
over.
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Plus, Evergreen’s great with FCC indecency
stuff, what with Steve and Gary. That’ll come
in handy with Stevens and Pruitt.

Ted: It really doesn't change our focus on Stevens
and Pruitt. We have a communily to deal with and a
radio station to produce and we are never in the busi-
ness of offending anyone or stepping over the line.
We are there simply to entertain and we're going to
continue to be vigilant about that and also bring peo-
ple the best morning show possible.

You haven’t toned them down though, in
recent months?

guslo to go for it and to have that certain tendency to
put everything on the line to reach for the next level.
And | think the company we were working with dis-
couraged that kind of...

No three point plays at the buzzer?

Ted: No, because you can always generate revenue.
1 think their philosophy is, ‘Why not be safe since you
have the opportunity to be s0?" To me, it's like, ‘Why
not accept the possibility of generating revenue and
being an also ran?’ 1 just couldn't live with that phi-
losophy. | want to be a champion.

Ted: Ummmm, when you're dealing with Mark and
Jim it’s not a supervisor/subordinate relationship. We
all come to an understanding about what we're trying
fo achieve and help each other draw the parameters
for dealing with the FCC's policies, which is very diffi-
cult when they won't clearly define what they want and
don't want us to do.

You've certainly got to respect Evergreen’s
refusing to roll over in the face of all the crap
the FCC allows on television.

Ted: | think it takes a lot of courage to devole the
dollars to fuel a legal battle like this. They are willing
lo take it to court, where most people would rather just
pay the fine, get it over with and legitimize the FCC's
position.

Would it be fair to categorize your experience
at family owned KGB-FM as more frustrating
than not?

Ted: It definitely started out as more of a family ori-
ented business, but over the 10 years that | worked for
the Browns, it changed into a much more corporate
one. The company grew in leaps and bounds. When
1 got to San Diego, we had six radio stations in 3 mar-
kets, and since, they expanded to San Francisco,
Seattle, and Salt Lake. As they got into larger and
more serious markets, it got to be more serious
money, and along with that came the corporate trap-
pings that go along with a large structure. And part of
your question was the degree of frustration?

Yeah. | know that toward the end of your
tenure there you found the amount of format-
ic constraints that were being placed on you
difficult.

Ted: Yes, that's true. We worked with a research
company that seemed to have more to say about what
happened to the station than anybody. And I thought
that their methods were kind of cookie-cutterish and
also very safely oriented. |don't think that you can be
a champion when you're always playing the most con-
servative strategy. | think that if you look at any group
of winners, no matter if it's sports or the business
world, you'll find the people that take chances are
usually the people that are champions. Not only do
you need talent and drive, but you also need that
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You've gotta love working with Pat. In look-
ing back over KLOL’s history, it’s obvious he’s
fairly heavily into risk taking.

Ted: Absolutely.

For instance, Rick Lambert’s tenure there,
when KLOL was practically KROQ Texas style.

Ted: Then, when Ed Levine came, it became essen-
tially a classic rock station, and when Ken Anthony
came, it became a kind of youth oriented station, and
when | came, it's what it is today.

And if you had to put what it is today into
words, what would you say?

Ted: A rock n'roll station for 20 to 34 year olds.

How much have you changed how Ken left the
place?

Ted: Quite a bit
Have you? Can you give me some specifics?

Ted: We changed every daypart except for morning
drive. We're a personality oriented station, so chang-
ing every daypart except one is fairly significant.

Was Moby there when you got there?

Ted: No, he was gone. A new team had been created
from two long term players — Lanny Griffith, who
had been the traffic master, the famous ‘raffic in
bondage’ guy. 1'd know about his personality and they
way they imaged the traffic before | came to Houston
— years before. And Dayna Steele who has been at
the station forever and ever and is now my assistant
program director.

Why did Moby bail?

Ted: Moby was doing afternoons and he demanded
to be put on morning drive. He said, ‘Put me on
morning drive, or I'm outta here." And they said,
‘You're outta here. Stevens and Pruitt are doing a
great job." So Moby went to Atlanta to do Country and
he's doing very well there.

When powerhouse properties are PD shop-
ping, the ability to handle top rated talent is
always high on the GM’s wish list. How did
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that get to be one of your strengths?

Ted: | come at them the way I'd like to be trealed,
with mutual respect. Give them a clear understanding
of how I view their job and what they re lrying to
achieve, and then give them the freedom that they eamn
by virtue of their talent and the degree of responsibili-
ty. And more than anything else, have an honest rela-
tionship with them. | think that everybody wants peo-
ple to be clear and honest and the tendency with a lot
of managers is to try to manipulate talent. And it
doesn't work. Especially when you're dealing with the
caliber of people that | deal with KLOL — they're all
intetligent. 1think that people at this level find it easy
to see through BS, so | don't give ‘'em any. When we
have a sensitive topic to deal with, it’s dealt with
behind closed doors. 1 tell them exactly what's going
on and why. | hope I've got a good relationship with
every member of the staff, and | am very pleased with
my relationship with Stevens and Pruitt. We get along
great. | have a great level of satisfaction from our
mutually respectful relationship because | admire their
talent so much and they do mine and what belter a sit-
uation do you want to be in.

When you got to the market, had you had a
chance to scope the staff in detail before you
took the job?

Ted: | went in with no preconceptions. | purposely
came in with the idea of not making drastic changes
quickly. I wanted to make sure that | understood why
things worked and why things didn't work and not
make any gross assumptions. When | really felt that |
had solid ground to stand on, that's when things
changed.

Everyone | know who has moved to Houston
— from Ed Levine to Ken Anthony to Chris
Miller — has always experienced a massive
case of culture shock. You too?

Ted: Yeah, itwas, in fact, very difficult to deal with.
Living in California for 50 long, | came to expect a
certain level of education and sophistication, which |
didn’t get in Texas.

With your peers?

Ted: With peers it’s fine. It was more of the crude-
ness of the market, the various socioeconomic levels.
Outside of my group of peers, people are a lot more
basic. We live in the south. There’s racism here in a
much more obvious way than I've dealt with before.
And hell, | lived in Boston for eighteen months.
Houston's not a beautiful city and | came from a very
beautiful place, San Diego. It's concrete and...

Humidity.

Ted: The weather didn't bother me that much, it was
Houston. People don't come here to vacation, or to
settle down because it has a great natural and physi-
cal environment. They come because it's a center of
commerce. It's a huge port cily. It's one of the lead-
ing energy capitals of the world. There are many great
things that go on in Houston. We have some of the
best medical care in the world. But there’s also a
much more basic attitude. For instance, women
here—not every woman, but a lot of women here—
seem like they're a generation behind.

In terms of?

Ted: Much more subservient to their male partners.
1 expect somebody who reads this would probably
think that's altractive, but that's not for me.

You’ve been hanging out with those high
falootin’ California women too long, Ted.
Back in middle America things kinda stopped
with that “Honey, get me a brew” vibe. Did
the way that people communicate within the
KLOL organization take some getting used to?

Ted: No, the thing that took some getting to was the
structure. We're more departmentalized. This is the
first place I've ever been where the Promotions
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Director doesn't report to the Program Director. The
Promotion Director is a department head on a par with
me and we interact that way.

Was that Pat’s idea?

Ted: | don't know if it was by design. Doug Harris
was the promotion director at the time that | arrived
and he's a very strong, dynamic individual. He earned
the position he got and the structure of the radio sta-
tion came along with it.

So, when Doug comes up with a promotion, he
pitches it to Pat and...

Ted: Well, Doug is actually our consultant now. Jay
Isbell is the Promotions Director now and he's great.

And Jay is equally autonomous?

Ted: Yes. But what we have is a Symbiotic relation-
ship.

Is it a system that you would put into place at
a different facility if you had the call?

Ted: It would depend on the players. There are facil-
ities that | know of where | might put the promotion
director in charge.

Over the PD?

Ted: Sure!

{Laughs). Anyone you’d care to name?
Ted: No, thank you

Have you been able to take full advantage of
Doug’s capacities in a consultant mode?

Ted: Yeah, it's going great. I've learned a bunch
from Doug, and he's learned from me, even though
he'd probably never admit it. Doug can be a pain in
the ass but he is really very cool.

Careful. Doug called Stevens and Pruitt a
pain in the ass in the piece | did with him and
you wouldn’t have wanted to be on the busi-
ness end of the call | got from Mark Stevens
the next week.

Ted: Doug loves his reputation. He fosters it, he
molds it, he sculpts it. By the way, speaking of people
reacting to things, have you talked to Levine about
being beaten by Howard Stern in Albany?

No, Ed’s been kind of closed mouth about
that.

Ted: Well, wouldn't you be?

Oh yeah, | don’t think he has any choice but
to keep his head down, especially as much
press as the Sternbusters thing has gotten.
Do you think Ed actually expected Mason and
Sheehan to hold Howard off forever?

Ted: No, I don't think so. | don't know what Mason
and Sheehan's are like, but | know they're in Albany
and | know that Howard's in New York and L os
Angeles and Philadelphia and Chicago and he's a
pretly formidable piece of lalent. | don't know of many
teams around the country who are scoring as well as
Mason and Sheehan do in Albany who could take on
Howard and win in @ market that size.

What’s the vibe on looking back at Ed’s
tenure at KLOL?

Ted: | think that Ed was very well respected by the
members of the airstaff and ! think that Ed could have
worked there probably as long as he wanted to.

And Ken Anthony?
Ted: He was very well liked by the staff.

Right. Did his programming moves work? Did |
he achieve the desired result?
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Ted: For part of his tenure, yeah.

And where do you think the going got rough
and why?

Ted: Well, when you have four or five down books,
you have lo start to question your methods, especially
in the face of being in a top ten market with only one
rock competitor. And with major talent like Moby and
Stevens and Pruitt as tools to achieve your goais, to
be on a downtrend during that point has to make one
question as to what's going on.

When you’re the only ADR in town and you’ve
got that kind of talent, what’s the easiest
way to trip up? Playing the wrong tunes?

Ted: Not paying attention to the music.

You think a lot of PDs blow that off?

with that direction regularly. Just how
Alternative are they at this point?

Ted: It's kind of an interesting evolution they've gone
through. They have an alternative music show that's
on at night from 7 till midnight, but it's become
increasingly pop-oriented. It's changed a lot since
they started and now we're finding more of the stuff
that play at night leaking back into their full time day-
parts. It's becoming more of 2 homogeneous sound,
but certainly, | don't think anyone from outside the
market would come in and say, ‘This is an Alfernative
radio station.’

Houston’s kind of a fairly vibrant alternative
music scene, right? Given all the press and

| publicity about Alternative, I'm surprised

somebody there hasn’t taken a real run at it.

Ted: Without question.

1 guess there are really a
number of things a pro-
grammer can neglect with-
out them catching up right
away.

Ted: Sure. Airchecking, sta-
tion positioning, anything that's
an important function of a sta-
tion's health.

Do you aircheck Stevens
and Pruitt? Or do you just
kind of let them be?

Ted: Well, in a manner | do.

It's the only daypart that | feel
like I have to listen to every day.
1 get up in the morning and the
first thing I do is turn on Stevens
and Pruitt and listen to them
intensely. So, the idea of
airchecking Stevens and Pruitt is
different than sitting down with
one of the jocks in the other
aayparts.

Yeah, with a giant morning
team like yours, you’'re lim-
ited to, ‘Hey guys, loved
the show!’

u OFENING

Ted: No, but you know what?

That's a real important comment.

You need to go tell people when they're doing a good
job. It's funny, it seems to me no matter how often
you do it, it's never enough. Everybody gets used to a
certain level of feedback and then it's time to give
them more. It's like sex. If you normally have it five
times a week, all of a sudden you're not happening if
you drop lo three times. Then you have 1o step if up
lo once a aay just to make it seem more special than it
usually is.

Speaking of frequency, is it true that Houston, |
given its top ten market status, is one of the
most under-radioed markets in America?

Ted: You know, things are really so complicated on
an individual basis that it's hard for me to answer that
question, but there are some unique things about
Houston. We really are an island market. There are
no major markets that cross over. Austin and San
Antonio are distant. We don't have stations leaking in
from minor markets that become a thorn in our side.
You seg the playing field the way it is. Certainly there
are signals that are licensed to the area around the
Houston metro, but they pretty much can all be players |
in their own right. The closest thing we have to an
outside market is Beaumont and a lot of the stations |
there have actually gone dark, so it's not like they're a
concern at all.

There is no real Alternative presence in the \
market, is there? | know KRBE has flirted
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Ted: Well, outside of the markets where it's working,
1 just don't think people get it. Most people tend to be
conservative when they're talking about risking money.
They re usually much more concerned about what
they re going to loose than what they're going fo gain.
And there are a lot of formats out there that owners
can try that are safer than Alternative. Part of that rea-
son is that outside of, let's say, California, most of the
slations that have adopted Alternative have had fringe
signals and that's given the format a bad name. For
instance, look at ‘DRE in Long Island. They're consid-
ered the Alternative station for Long Island and New
York, but their signal is horrible. It always has been.
They haraly cover New York. To think that that is the
full potential of alternative in the New York
Metropolitan area, | find ridiculous.

WIBF does a fine job of covering Philadelphia,
and | hear Jarad just picked up anther fre-

| quency out on the tip of the Island, so maybe

that NYC coverage will get a little better.
Then again, maybe | need a geography lesson.
Have you heard what Calderone is doing?

Ted: Not in along time.

1 was talking to Peg Pollard about XHRM, the
new San Diego Alternative, and she was say-
ing KI0Z was hoping that The Flash will be
current enough to pull 91X back away from
some of the 0zzy type stuff they’ve been able
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to play lately. You've got to respect the way
that 91X has managed to work both sides of
the street.

Ted: Well, XHRM has been a cursed station for a
long time, so I'm not so sure that anybody should
speculate on their ability to gain an audience until
they actually do it. 91X is an established station that's
thought out the process for almost a decade. | would
think that Peg would place her hopes on an improved
signal for KIOZ, and not on changes at 91X. That's
their biggest problem.

Are you fairly stimulated by current AR
product that you play at KLOL?

|
Ted: At KLOL, yes. | think we have developed a bal- '

ance in our current to classic ratio that keeps the
entire radio station interesting, both to our audience
and to myself. But in the final analysis, what's most
important is that it's listener lifestyle appropriate.

Boomers were getting. Do you think that
trend has reversed itself somewhat in the two
years since?

Ted: Well, in this fragmented world it's hard to say
that any one large group of people believe in any par-
ticular thing. But to answer your question, | think a lot
of music has come along in the last few years that is
extremely compatible with the needs of the older and
younger audience. 1 think that what the older audience
is looking for is more musical and lyrical sophistica-
tion and passion, and that was missing from a lot of
AOR product in the 80s. The new bands that have
come along are much more interesting and deep, if |
might say, than the bands that were top of the charts
then; and a lot of the top ‘80s bands are hurtin’ real
bad because what they did then doesn't make sense
now.

KLOL was consistently around a six share
until Z-Rock hit town. True?

...there are a couple reputations that I've developed at KLOL
that I’'m kind of proud of.

But
when you have a new U2 album come out and you're
sitting on a lot of superstar product like Aerosmith, \
you lend to give those albums a greater benefit of the
doubt because you know there's already a fan base.

Plus, Sigler can be such a prick.

Ted: Sigler's a sweetheart!

I’'m being facetious. John’s one of my
favorite knuckleheads. When your station
went classic in San Diego were you surprised
at how many or how few of your record bud-
dies continued to call you?

Ted: How lew.

Really. They wrote your name in pencil, huh?
Ted: It was good to find out who my friends were.

In your last interview with us, you comment-

ed on how much more nostalgia driven Baby
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Ted: Houston's a top ten market that hadn't had a
third rock station in 7 years so, of course they picked
up some audience. |don't think it's enough to keep
them alive over a long period of time, but it's certainly
enough to cut into what we do. We lost little, if any,
of our adult audience. All they picked up was 12-24.
When we were at 2 6.8 in the spring of 1992, we were
number one 18-34 persons, and we're number one
18-34 persons now. We were in the top three or four
25-54, we're in the top three or four 25-54 now.

Shamvrock has spent a few bucks promoting clas-
sic KZFX, but they've made a negligible impact.
Why have they not been more successful?

Ted: Well, | think one is they work with the same
research company | worked with in San Diego.

Zing!

Ted: They're not an exciting, vibrant station. They
just don't break out of the mold. The things they do
are sg typical. When Dan Michaels came to town, it
was the same ‘we're building the radio station for you'
crap that you've heard before. Like every cliche in the
book. They don't try to make the station into a con-
temporary outlet of ideas, even though it's not a con-
temporary outlet for music.

Why is duopoly so minimal in a market so
large?

Ted: Well, there aren't that many signals in the mar-
ket. They're all valuable.

You're not going to be playing Travis Tritt.

Ted: Right The best thing | can do for the radio sta-
tion is concentrate on the competitors and provide the
rock and roll listener with the best product possible.

How much do you feel the Mix thing?

Ted: We share some audience with them, but we
share principally with KZFX and Z-Rock. The last time
| looked we shared about as much with the Mix that
we did with country.

What’s the latest on OQutlaw radio? Have you
modified that in the face of Z-Rock?

Ted: | think that we've done a good job of hanging

| tough in the face of Z-Rock because that kind of sta-

tion starts to build audience at night. So, that's where
we look our first hit and | think that's also where we're
seeing our gains come back against them, too. We
just had a great trend for Outiaw radio.

Would it be true to say that a song that might
test 18-24 at your old stomping grounds in
Rochester, probably might test up into the

Ted: More like a record that would test 18-24 in
upstate New York would test 18-29 here.

Is that due to the much higher working class
population?

Ted: There's a lot of blue collar workers in town.
Houston's a big city, so it's really hard to make that
kind of comparison and come up with the right
answer. But ! think that it's safe to say that when
you've been working in the oil refinery all day, you
want to rock when you get off.

Was that something you noticed when you
first hit town?

Ted: They were a lot more spirited, how's that? It
certainly is not a laid back market.

I’ll take that. And did you know right away
that Z-Rock was trouble?

Ted: | thought they would be. They do a real good
Jjob of localizing it. I've been impressed.

Are you concerned about Shamrock getting
another station and taking it low end and
putting the squeeze on you the way Jacor is
trying to do to Bill Betts?

Ted: No, but obviously I'm concerned with any new
competitor, but when it comes to the Shamrock that
I've been used to dealing with, no. But when you
combine Malrite and their expertise with Shamrock,
that's a real unknown.

You obviously don’t apply for every major gig
that comes available. Why is it that your
name is always the first on everyone’s lips
when these opportunities come around?

Ted: Probably because the KLOL call letters com-
mand a great deal of respect, and on top of that, |
haven't worked at a losing radio station since the ‘705.

Tribe, “Red Rover,” Slash/Warner Bros. One of Boslon's favorites has released their second record for Slash. Sleeper takes the founda-
tions established in 1991's Abort a bit further: the band has matured, sounding more focused and poised. Produced by John Porter (School of
Fish, The Smiths), Sleeper is the perfect forum for Janet LaValley's vocals to shine and intermix with Eric Brosius’ guitars and Terri Barous' key-
boards, all which result in the distinct nature of the record. The instrumentation is lush and atmospheric, yet maintains a human, unprelentious
feel. The first single is an alluring song that radiates with emotion; the title track is a darkly luminous song with Macbeth-like lyrics and ring-

B ing, winding melodies. Other faves include “Miracle of Sound” (a commentary on lip-synching musicians), and “Romeo Poe.”

Terence Trent D’Arby, “Turn the Page,” Columbia \Vho woulda thunk that ol' Terence would ever cover Bob Seger?
What's next, Skynyrd? Oh, wait a minute... Same litle, different song (as if you believed it for even a second...). The success of
“She Kissed Me" has proved (lest there was any doubt) that Mr. D'Arby is a mainstay on alternative playlists. This track is excep-
tionally colorful, with rich musical intricacies and D'Arby’s masterful lyrical and vocal abilities shining prominently. With a touch
of Motown and '70s influences, this track maintains a soulful nature while being upbeat and extremely danceable. The elaborate
brass section (12 instruments in all) enhance the track and give it an identity unlike anything currently out. This is the hit of the
record...

Tribe After Tribe, “Love Under Will,” Megaforce Dclining their brand of music as "African Acid Rock,” this power trio’s (originally from
South Africa) brand of music is unique and fotally exhilarating as it combines elements of traditional African musical styles with edgy hard rock.
After relocating to LA. (due to pressure from the South African authorities, who didn't quite appreciate the band's outspokenness against
Apartheid), they recorded a critically acclaimed album in 1991, toured quite a bit on their own and opened for Pearl Jam on their spring tour.
Their second U.S. release is a stellar effort, and songs like “lce Below,” and *Hold On,” can find a nice home on any alternative playlist.

Definition FX, “Something Inside (No Time For Nowhere),” RCA This band embodies a true fusion of different musical
styles, ranging from hard core dance to speed melal, and puts in a pop twist that results in a sound that's uniquely their own. The
critics voted them best hip-hop act in the 1992 Rolling Stone Poll, and they ve already enjoyed amazing success in Australia, where
their three EPs all hit number one on the alternative charts. “Something Inside (No Time For Nowhere)” (featuring an alternate mix
by Al Jourgensen) is the energetic and musically challenging lead track off Light/Speed/Collision. Give it a spin and gauge the
reaction which, if your station plays some of the dancier stuff, will undoubledly be positive.

311, “My Stoney Baby,” Capricorn Their debut record, Music, is an amalgamation of rap/metal/funk/reggae furiously delivered with intel-
ligence and veracity.

They toyed with mass radio airplay before with their cover of Syd Barrett's
“Astronomy Domine”, and their last LP, “Angel Rat", presented a band with vastly
expanded musical horizons — one as capable of committing beautiful sweeping
melodies to tape as they were thrashy speed grinds. Now they welcome you to “The
Outer Limits”. A dashing and adventurous collection of songs that represents a cos-
mic blending of both styles. A cavalcade of big, crashing guitar chords and leads,
ethereal melodies, snarling or swooning vocals and, of course, the sci-1i tinged
lyrics (and 3D artwork). The first two songs (“Fix My Heart” and “Moonbeam
Rider") offer up a much more straightforward rock approach, and a style we don't
normally associate with this band — but it works. In fact, it works especially well
when lazered through with just a touch more of their usual abstractness, like on “The
Nile Song” (which is quickly becoming a favorite of mine), or “Le Pont Noir” (where
great sweeping melodies careen among thick heavy drums, zigzag guitars and inter-
stellar lyrics). We'd also recommend that you check out “We Are Not Alone” and
“Wrong-Way Street”. Gone are the spacy and intriguing twists of “Nothingface”,
here is the streamlined ultra-revved ‘90s version of Voivod. A band ready to launch
into mainstream waters with their latest. The single already has them climbing on
the Hard Hitters chart (theyre currently at 44*), and judging by the good early reac-
tion to the advances, we assume “The Quter Limits" will be soaring into higher
stratospheres in no time at all

Barker are working on a new Revolting Cocks album that will include perfor-
mances by Louis Svitek of Mindfunk, Duane Denison of Jesus Lizard and Dr.
Timothy Leary. The LP shoutd be out (on Sire/Warner Brothers Records) this fall

New York based guilarist the Great Kat will have a new album out soon on CD
and CD-ROM. The album, as yet untitled, promises “digital hyperspeed” multi-
media versions of Beethoven's 9th Symphony and Wagner's “Ride Of The
Valkyries™ as well as new original material.

Michael McDonald releases his fourih solo album, "Blink Of An Eye,” in early
August. Jenni Muldaur is featured on the debut single, “I Stand For You.”
Allman Brothers Band guilarist Warren Haynes, Peter Gabriel drummer
Manu Katche and Benmont Tench and Mike Campbell of Tom Petty's
Heartbreakers are also featured on the LP. “This record developed its own awra,”
McDonald says.

Sinead 0’Connor is lo play Ophelia in a presentation of Shakespeare's
“Hamiet" at the Project Arts Centre in Dublin, beginning in mid-July.

The Popes, the band formed by former Pogues members Shane MacGowan,
Spider Stacey and Terry Woods, won't be recording their hoped-for album of
Them covers. Van Morrison's commitments have made it impossible for him
fo produce the LP, as the band had hoped. Ron Wood of the Rolling Stones
is expected to play guitar on the Popes' debut album.

Paul Weller, former lead singer of the Jam, should have a new album out in
September.

Quiet Riot have just released their first album in seven years, called “Terrified”
(on Moonstone Records). The band, featuring original drummer Frankie
Banali, covers Small Faces' “lichycoo Park” as a tribute to the late Steve
Marriott. The band is already on a 60-cily tour in support of the LP.
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The Stone Temple Pilots’ debut album, “Core,” has been certified platinum for
sales of over a mikllion copies, nine months after its release.

The Verlaines release a new album (on Slash Records) in late August, called
“Way Out Where.”

At least in England, “Numb,” from U2's new “Zooropa,” will not be made avail-
able as a single in any configuration. Instead, it will only be sold on a video and
will include two additional tracks. The video single will use footage shot in
Berlin with director Kevin Godley, formerly of 10ce.

Shadowfax are recording a new album this month for release in January. It will
be the tenth album for the band, which is marking 20 years together.

Ted Nugent says his next album will be the “biggest, swollen, greasiest album”
of his career. "I have sold almost 30 million records in my life,” Nugent says.
“Reviewing my box set made me realize that | have excelled despite the efforts of
the music industry, which never understood the Motor City Madman. Back in the
605, they went, ‘Ah, well, Mr. Nugent, there is just too much of this feedback
thing." In the early '70s, it was ‘Ted — baby — your sound, it just isn't today." In
the 80s, it was 'Ted is too '70s.”

Prong have begun work on a new album with producer Terry Date, who has pro-
Quced L Ps for Soundgarden and Pantera.

The Grapes Of Wrath have changed their name to Ginger following the depar-
lure of guitarist and vocalist Kevin Kane. The band recently unveiled new mate-
rial during a short tour of Canada.

Robbie Robertson has been asked to write the soundirack to a six-part televi-
sion series “The Native American,” commissioned by Ted Turner.

Scream have reformed for a short tour in conjunction with the release of the
now-defunct band's catalog on CD. Scream broke up in September 1990 after
bass player Skeeter quit the group suddenly. The band includes drummer
David Grohl of Nirvana. “The Scream thing right now is the most important
thing happening to me. Nirvana's not really happening at all, with the new record
not coming out til September 14," Grohl says. I think this will throw everything
back into perspective for me. We'll play these clubs, and maybe sleep on peo-
ple’s floors like we always did, then in the fall | go out with Nirvana and fly into
cities, and play in front of 10 or 15 thousand people, go to the nice hotel and
watch TV il | fall asleep. It's not the same as playing on a small stage with guys
who are basically my brothers.” The other members of Scream are brothers
Peter and Franz Stahl of Woael, who will record a full-length album (for
London Records) in Los Angeles with Ted Nicely producing. “I love Wool to
death,” Grohl says. I think theyre so super great. What I'm hoping is that when
Nirvana goes out on the road, Wool can come along and open for us. It won't be
as fun as playing with them, but at least I'll have them around.”

Tom Morello, guitarist for Rage Against The Machine, says he has no rea-
son to apologize for his band signing with a major record label. “There is a con-
flict,” he says, “but how I look at it is, basically, while | eagerly await the day the
United States government goes down in flames, | still use the U.S. postal system
to write propagandistic letters to my politically-minded friends around the coun-
try.” Morello offers a slightly-different defense of being in Lollapalooza. ‘I don't
think that it's become a business,” he says. ‘It always has been. There's no such
thing as a socialist rock tour. They re profit-making, money-making, promoter-
reaping-the-harvest tours from Bon Jovi to Bad Religion. | (hink L ollapalooza
is better than the vast majority of them because, one, there’s vital music on it,
and, two, there's a whole lot of vital bands on it for what it would normally cost
for one Metalliea show or something like that."

“There is no time fo be crazy or rebellious,” Speech of Arrested
Development lo/d a celebration of black history in Indianapolis. “There's no
time when you're supposed to be against your parents just for the heck of it.”
Baba 0Oje, the 61-year-old spiritual adviser of the group, urged the audience to
learn more about African heritage. “Everybody in here can afford to wear some
African clothes. Don't feel bad about that because that keeps an African person
working," he said.

Daryl Hall releases a solo album (on Epic Records) at the end of August called
“Soul Alone.” The LP, which features the strings of the London Session
Orchestra, is said to be most reminiscent of Hall & Oates’ “She’s Gone™ and
“Sara Smile."

Angelo Moore, lead singer and saxophonist for Fishbone, says the band's
record label (Columbia Records) has given up trying to get radio stations to play
the band's albums. “Now they're just like, put the album out and let these guys
tour,” he says. The band's new album is called “Give a Monkey a Brain and He'll
Swear He's the Center of the Universe.” “You don't need radio if you got your culf,
your underground following,” Moore says. “The subject matter has always been
there. Fishbone has always been singing the blues. “Even though we've got
happy music going on behind it, we're singing about a lot that goes on in sociely.”

Mark E. Smith named the new Fall album “The Infotainment Scam” after the
program-length commercials that have begun to appear on lelevision everywhere.
“I think in Europe in general, it’s just entertainment masquerading as news, real-
ly,” Smith says. “In all of Europe, all the channels of TV and radio, it's all like
crime or riots. What once used to be reportage is now sort of in between. It's
like, sort of, titillating. It's also prurient, as well.” The new album, the 17th for
the band, is their first-ever top ten album in Britain. It's also the first for their new
British record label, Permanent Records. And it harkens back to the early 1970s.
“It's retro, yeah,” Smith admits. “There’s a load of old rubbish. You turn on the
TV now, and ['ve seen things that | saw when | was 16 — groups, for instance.
Because it's cheap TV. It's cheap radio. There's a lot of music being played now
that was rubbish at the time and it's rubbish now. Because it's looked at through
rose-colored glasses, for some reason, it's supposed to be good.” One line in
the album talks about “the look back bores.” “Well, you've got a lot of people in
their mid-30s, like myself, who are now in charge of the media.” Smith says they
want to hear “what they liked when they were 16 or 17." And the Fall's “Paranoia
Man" offers more of the same. “You see a lot of them walking around. If you go
fo these revival discos, there are a load of blokes there who are like that. I'm not
blaming them. | was reading this psychiatric book actually, that's what sparked
me off, and it said that most paranoics are from the age of 33 to 38, which is the
sort of bracket I'm in. So, all you 34 to 38 year-old men out there, don't worry.”
Smith says “there’s too much retro music around, there’s too much, so called,
experimental music around, that it just doesn't kick off. Our audiences are get-
ting younger and younger, so we must be doing something. There’s still the old
guard, but, when we go on tour people always go, "Well, this group’s in the top
ten, and they don't get any audiences,” but our shows are always packed out.

And, some people, I'm old enough to be their father. They really are excited by i,
which is the main thing. Also, I just got this compulsion fo keep writing lyrics,
you know.”

In an interview with Vanity Fair magazine, k.d. lang says she always knew she'd
be "one of the world's biggest stars.” “It's not even like an immodest thing. It’s
like somebody saying, "I'm going to be a doctor,” she says in the interview. k.d.
lang is currently working with her guitarist Ben Mink on the music score for the
upcoming Gus Van Sant film “Even Cowgirls Get The Blues.”

The Recording Industry Association of America says Garth Brooks has become
the biggest-selling recording artist of the decade in the U.S. The RIAA says
Brooks' “No Fences” album and Hammer's “Please Hammer Don't Hurt ‘Em”
have each sold 10 million copies since 1990, while Brooks' “Ropin’ The Wind"
album is the the third-biggest seller with 9 million copies sold. Add to that the 5
million copies that Brooks’ “The Chase” album has sold, and that makes a total
of 24 million Brooks albums sold so far this decade. The soundtrack to “The
Bodyguard” is the number four bestseller of the decade with sales of 8 million,
while Vanilla lee's “To The Extreme” ranks fifth having sold 7 million copies.

“Just Another Band From East L.A." is the name of a greatest hits album from
Los Lobos coming out in late August (on Slash Records).

Exene Cervenka, lcad singer for X, says the state of music in the late 1980s
led to the band laking time off. “The last couple of years were really hard for us,”
she says. Guitarist Billy Zoom "left the band, (and) the radio and music busi-
ness? What were the alternative bands of the mid-80s — U2, REM and Billy
Idol? If you didn't sound like them, you weren't accepted. | don't think it was
until Jane’s Addiction, Nirvana and Red Hot Chili Peppers (hat alternative
music started to be acceplted again. It inspired me a lot. I've been waiting my
whole adult Iife for this! High school kids going to see L7 is terrific! When we
Slarted out, high school kids were terrified of us. They were going to see Van
Halen. Alternalive music then was for ‘older people,’ college-age kids. They
were still the weirdos on campus. There were always big punk-frat wars. Now
there’s 10,000 people at (a show for) Porne For Pyros and X. It didn't use fo be
that way. It's a whole new thing.”
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Life in the desert led Steve Miller to call his new album “Wide River.” “I live
part of the year out in the desert, in the high alttitudes of Idaho, and there are lots
of rivers,” Miller says. “But | didn't have a title before | knew what all the songs
were. I've found it's always stupid to name an album before you finish it because
then you're trying to write stuff that fits the name, and that's torture. It's a horrible
writer's trick to do to yourself, so | don't. When the record was finished, I just
started playing around with graphics and litles, and it sort of jumped out af me.”

Songwriters Vincent Berry and Jeff Caruthers have sued the R&B group Jade for
copyright infringement, claiming the melody to "Don't Walk Away" is based on
their 1991 composition “Emply Promises.”

On some stops on its upcoming tour, Midnight 0l is donating 25 cents from
each ticket sold to Concerts For The Environment, a Minneapolis-based non-
profit organization seeking to create education and action.

Garth Brooks and Paul Anka say they don't want their CDs fo be sold by any
record store that sells used discs. “As writers, we've fought long and hard to
make this business better, but in a sense, this selling of used CDs is going back-
wards,” Anka says. “Garth Brooks said it best when he talked about writers,
record labels and artists “getting nothing’ when used CDs are sold. He's right.
When you negate the writer and take anything out of his pocket or food off his
table in any form, it's blasphemy. Shakespeare said, “The play is the thing.' Well,
to us, the song is the thing, and | think writers, in all aspects, should get what's
coming to them."

Cracker have recorded a new album in Pioneertown, a small town in the
California desert. “We were into the idea of not recording in Los Angeles, since
L.A. really doesn't have anything to do with the rest of the United States,” says
lead singer David Lowery. The LP, "Kerosene Hal,” comes out in late August
(on Virgin Records).

Some people are buying CDs and cassettes to listen to — but they're not listen-
ing to music or spoken words. Instead, they're buying “environmental tapes.”
The Rykodisc record label says it sells about 200,000 nature tapes every year.
Sales increased a few years ago with increased concern about the environment.
“People were anxious about what's happening and they wanted to document the
sounds of nature forever and ever,” says Sharon Hooper, president of Nature
Recordings in Washington state. “Nature is an endangered species. We don't
want to lose all these pure, natural sounds.” In some cases, nature tapes and
aiscs are being purchased for malernity wards and cancer clinics.

Bluegrass musician Alison Krauss has been inducted into the Grand Ole Opry
in Nashville.

Squeeze It Dry release an album (on Cherry Streel/JRS Records) in mid-
September, producer by Erik Turner of Warrant and Tommy Thayer of
Black ‘N Blue.

Previously unreleased material will be among the 23 tracks to be included on the
Violent Femmes upcoming compilation album “Add It Up," due for release in
mid-Seplember.

Australian slide guitarist Dave Hole releases a new album at the end of this
month, called “Working Overtime.” It includes a version of Muddy Waters’
“Can't Be Salistied.” Hole taught himself to piay guitar while growing up in Perth,
and he plays slide guitar by putting the slide on his index finger, because he'd
injured his little finger playing football when he was young.

Shaggy has his “Pure Pleasure” album released in the U.S. in late August (on
Virgin Records). His "Oh Carolina” has already topped the British singles chart.

Morrissey's has a home video coming out simultaneously with his new album,
“The Malady Lingers On."

The first of three Whitney Houston concerts in Miami didn't please some mem-
bers of the audience. The show started over an hour late because of equipment
problems, two unannounced acts opened for her, then there was a 45-minute wait
before Houston took the stage. She was also rude to an autograph seeker who
approached the slage.

Almost two years after
its release, the Spin
Doctors have a top ten
record with the album
“Pocket Full Of Kryptonite.” The
band is touring this summer with Soul
Asyium and Screaming Trees on
MTV’s Alternative Nation tour.

they see you in real life, they just freak out. Some people
that knew us from before think we sold out because
instead of two people being there, there'’s 2,000."

It's been a long haul for the Spin Doclors, who, two years ago, were a
New York bar band that had only released one live EP. *I thought we were going
nowhere,” White says. “I don't know how it took off. We're totally surprised.
Yesterd;ay, we were standing there looking at all those people (at a recent arena
concert).”

“The priority was never to make it big, to make a record deal," says
drummer Aaron Comess. “We were usually more worried about gefting a gig and
writing songs. If was a real natural approach, and people liked that.”

“We never went to sell a record,” Comess adds. “We had people com-
ing directly to us at the end of gigs. Our manager heard about us through his baby
sitter. We were really hesitant about signing a record deal. We didn't want to jump
at the first one we had. We courted our manager for quite a while. We even said no
to him. His first offer was, ‘You sign with me and I'll get you a record deal in Six
months.” We said, ‘No." Then he said, I'll get you a record deal in 30 days.”™
Richard Griffiths of Epic Associated signed the band after seeing them play at
Wetlands in New York Cily.

“When we first got signed, | remember we all had a meeting with the
dude (Griffiths) and he said it was going to take a long time," White explains.
“That's what he said. He said, 'We're not going to push you guys. We're gonna
kind of let people discover you.' The thing is, people ain't patient enough. I've been
doing this thing for 12 years, and when | got signed, it was like | made it So, |
don't care how long it took for the record to come out. As far as | was concerned, |
was employed. | didn't have to go out and get a day job. | didn't believe him any-
way, you know what | mean? But it happened just the way he said it was going to
happen. | was impressed actually.

The Spin Doctors had a regular following at Nightingale's in New York,
where they played 57 times. “We had all the people coming down night after night.
There was an endless supply of people. They would bring their friends, and they
would bring their friends... We always had a crowd,” While says.

After the release of “Pocket Full Of Kryptonite,” the band staried relent-
lessly touring the northeastern U.S. in their old van. Radio airplay that began in
Vermont eventually led to last year's H.0.R.D.E. (Horizons of Rock Developing
Everywhere) Tour with Blues Traveler, Phish, Widespread Panic and other
bands. Then, the Spin Doctors played *Saturday Night Live” in October.

Between September 1992 and January of this year, the “Kryptonite"
album sold 500,000 copies. Two months later, after a Rolling Stone magazine
cover story, the album had sold about a million copies, following the success of
“Little Miss Can't Be Wrong" and “Two Princes.”

A good Spin Doctors concert may last four hours, White says, but for
this summer's tour the band is shortening its sets because “we've got union rules
and all this crap.”

hen they see you on MTV, they think you're huge stars or
ClM something,” says bass player Mark White. “So, when
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“We're really loose, especially me,” White says. ‘I can't get into
uptight attitudes, as far as like, "You've gotta be off the stage at a certain
time. You can't do this.' If's stupid, stupid stuff.”

In January, White told Rolling Stone magazine that he was plan-
ning to use his money from the band's success to buy a black Corvete con-
vertible. But he's since changed his mind. I decided I don't feel responsi-
ble enough to go out and get a car right now. It's too much of a responsibil-
ity. So, I decided to get a bicycle.”

Of course, living in New York City and not having a driver’s
license might have had something to do with White's decision. I don't live
in Queens anymore, thank God. 1 live in Manhattan, which is great. Got a
nice view, you know. Actually, | was just dreaming about that. | had a
dream that  was living here.” And when he woke up? “I was still here,”
White says. "It's great.”

Before the Spin Doctors, White and Comess had played together
in several New York City bands, including a group called Spade. “He came
down and auditioned for Spade and that's how | met Aaron,” White says.

The Spin Doctors actually formed in October 1988 at the New School in
NYC, and the band's first gig was a fraternity party. “He got into the band, and we
became really good friends,” White says. When the Spin Doctors were having trou-
ble keeping a bass player, Comess suggested that White audition, and he says
“that’s when the band really clicked.”

“It just clicked really well,” White says. “They looked just like a bunch
of weirdos, but they played really well, which was great. Chris (Barron) could sing,
which was rare, and they just had really good vibes. It was the first time | actually
got along with anybody.”

The Spin Doctors are often gef compared to the Grateful Dead, but
White says he'd rather listen fo artists like Roberta Flack, Isaac Hayes or (he
Jackson Five. "I had never heard the Grateful Dead until the Spin Doctors. My
brother used to listen to it, but he never played it when | was home, so | never lis-
tened to it. It's not my kind of music. There's not enough singing, and there's
mostly guitars and that kind of stuff.”

White admits that the Dead and the Spin Doctors are “on the same vibe
maybe, but not (similar) music-wise. It's just the same party attitude that everybody
has, which is good — just to have a good time. Aaron (Comess) actually got to
talk to Jerry Garcia for a couple of hours...and he's a really nice guy.”

*I think there’s something unique to the sound of the band,” Comess
says. “And its good timing. It's a good time for music right now. There's more
organic, real-type bands out there right now. Real musicians are out there playing
— reacting to the audience and to each other in the band. Real rock bands are
coming back. There was a time when that was kind of gone for a while. Now, the
underground has kind of turned into the mainstream.”

Bandmate Chris Barron [old Rolling Stone magazine that “Sometimes,
1 feel the life getting sucked out of me by this lifestyle.” But White disagrees. “To
me, it’s like a vacation without any responsibilities.” And While is thankful he
doesn't have to keep the proverbial “day job." *I only worked at McDonald's for
three days. | got so pissed off I just quit. | was living with my mother at the time,
and the only reason | had to get a job is ‘cause everybody in my family was flipping
out that I was a musician,” White says.

“While I was there, | saw people who really needed their jobs, man, and
they had to put up with that nonsense. | felt so bad for everybody. 1 just looked
around and said, ‘Thank God, | don't really have to do this.”

The band's success has also meant they no longer have to travel in a
battered van. Now, they ride in a tour bus complete with personal computer.

“We get to eat everyday, thank God. | don't know about the others, but
for me, if you don't have a job, you don't have any money, and you're trying to sur-
vive, it's tough, man. But when I go out this summer, man, it's a guaranteed thing
that I will be eating everyday. | don't have to worry about that. | can't think of one
thing that's bumming me out really," White says.

“When you are up there in the limelight, people expect you to have this
college attitude. You can't be successful like that,” Whilte says. “I was on (the com-
puter) network America Online and this guy (told me he) wants the artists to get on
line and sell their records directly to the people. I'm not going to press the record!”
White says. “That’s the whole point behind having a record company. Sony is a
huge corporation which people hate, of course. Ilove it. To me, I've got this huge
corporation behind me. If it wasn't for that, we wouldn't be where we are.”

White says the band has begun work on a second studio album. ‘I hate
recording, basically,” White says. “It's a lot of work. Everything's got to be dead-
on. Playing live is what I'd rather do.”

In fact, White admits being frustrated when the band fook a seven-week
break before this summer’s tour. The Spin Doctors had been on the road for 10
solid months in 1991 and 1992.

“We live to be on the stage. Coming back after all that time off was like
waking up from the dead," White says. “We still do what we do, writing together
and hanging out. Everybody in this band is really down to earth. Nobody has a big
head.”

Comess agrees that success won't change the band. “You try not to let
it drive you crazy,” Comess says. “There is a certain amount of pressure. We try to
keep the same attitude we've always had. That's what this band is about — com-
municating with people and just keeping the walls down. We're the same as anyone
else out there, and we want people to know that.”
