KEZE's Gary Allen was doing that 
midday thang when the Fed X package came in and shared 'it went right into CD Player and the phones lit up. I make a 
habit of answering them myself and I couldn't believe the response. It's a great record." Rikkl Holberg at WMMR calls 
it a "classic Dylan song re-done by his friends it couldn't sound better."

Baby Animals, "Don't Tell Me What To Do", Imago The debut album 

from the Baby Animals sold a lot of AOR 
ears on the band and showed off the true vocal 
talents of front-woman Suzi DeMarchi with hits 
like "Painless" and "One Word". The strong 
Aussie band is back at it again with the highly 
anticipated Shaved & Dangerous LP. "Don't 
Tell Me What To Do" was a Midwest Conclave 
favorite for many like V/APL's Bob Barron 
who road-tripped through Minnesota with an 

early cassette. Bob and Garret were so impressed they added it early. As a matter 
of fact Bob's feedback was simple, yet brilliant as he said, "Boing!!!". (Is that like 
Shhhhhwing??!)

The paper 
indicated they were going to press with the story the next 
morning, so we rang Byrd up at home, and he proceeded 

to confirm that an incident had taken place. According to our sources, when Byrd 
entered the studio first thing last Wednesday morning, he was met by a highly agi-
tated Craig Williams. A heated discussion ensued, and then Williams proceeded 
to circle around to Byrd's area of the studio and verbally abuse him from inches 
away. Byrd then reportedly placed his hands on Williams' chest and pushed him 
away in an effort to fend him off and to hopefully diffuse the situation, at which 
point the much taller and heavier Williams proceeded to launch a serious barrage 
of blows on Byrd. Byrd managed to extricate himself from the studio with some 
difficulty, and, understandably, exited the building. Lark and Craig, who sustained 
a broken hand, then proceeded with what was left of the morning show. 

Byrd's contract is set to expire in September, and we understand there have been some discussions of an early out given the above. That would seem to 
make sense, considering the effect Byrd's a black eye, a sizeable cut under one 
eye, and what sounds like a broken nose might have on the control room ambi-
ence.

I think Byrd 
was extremely complimentary to everyone he has worked with in the past, and 
ironically it's his exit that would have provided Mr. Williams with a window of 
opportunity. All of his potential partners here look forward to his arrival, the soon-
er the better!!!"

NIRVA NA 
LIVE AT R OSELA ND 

July 23, 1993

N
irvana played a surprise gig at New York City's Roseland Ballroom as a 
part of the New Music Seminar. The performance was slate to make sev-
eral statements. For starters, in appearing at NMS, Nirvana makes the 

assertion that even though they've sold millions of units, they haven't forgotten 
nor forsaken the alternative rock scene. In addition, it was an excellent opportu-
nity to preview songs from their long awaited follow-up "In Utero". Lastly, it was 
merely a way of saying, "Hey, we're still alive and well" (Tour dates have been 
infrequent at best and October 1991 was the last time Nirvana played New York). 

With the famed dance hall resembling a giant mosh pit, Nirvana launched into 
two new songs, "Serve The Servants" and "Scentless Apprentice". Both sound-
ed more in the vein of their 1988 LP "Bleach" and failed to capture the packed 
audience. But that soon changed when the trio ripped into three tunes from 
"Nevermind": a ripping version of "Breed", an angry version of "Lithium"; and it 
became sing along time for "Come As You Are". 

On stage, there's nothing particularly flashy about the Seattle trio. Kurt Cobain, 
dressed in his "Smells Like Teen Spirit" garb, screamed, shrieked and stood 
stock still for most of the set. Bassist Chris Novoselic did the pogo for most of 
the night and Dave Grohl drums the way they were meant to be played - fast, 
hard and loud. Grohl gets my vote for one of the best drummers in rock. 

The show was divided between "Nevermind" and "In Utero" and lacked the 
punch that they captured in the studio. Only "Blew" and a brutal version of 
"Territorial Pissings" caught the band in lull fury. John, a roadie for Nirvana (no 
last name was provided), played rhythm guitar on several songs and Laurie 
(again no last name was given) accompanied the band on cello as the program 
ended with a surprisingly quiet acoustic set During that portion of the concert, 
you can almost feel the energy level go from 60 to 0. For the encores, the group 
ripped into a very sloppy version of "Smells Like Teen Spirit", then Cobain and 
Novoselic went into a feedback frenzy. Surprisingly, they did not destroy their 
instruments. All in all, it was a very underwhelming performance. 

With the release of "In Utero" on September 14th, the expectation level (not to 
mention the pressure) is understandably very high for Nirvana to repeat the suc-
cess of "Nevermind". But what I suggest to Mr. Cobain, Mr. Novoselic and Mr. 
Grohl is that if you do not want to repeat of this performance, you will have to go 
out on the road and do a traditional tour Otherwise, you will end up like the band 
Cobain claims they sound like - The Knack and you know what happened to them.

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In this day and age, accurate airplay monitors in 
any and all formats are readily available. But that 
wasn't always the case. Once upon a time, play slats 
were limited to Light, Medium and Heavy. Rich 
Meyer has to get credit as the guy who changed all 
that, starting with his weekly one station "MediaScan" 
monitor back in 1985. After programming 
WNCl/Columbus, WMET/Chicago, KAZY/Denver, and 
91X/San Diego, Rich and his wife Nancy had a vision 
for a much more informative and reliable way of track-
ing what went down on the airwaves. After two years, 
the "MediaScan" newsletter grew into the full blown 
"Monday Morning Replay" trade magazine. MMR's 
factual charts and programmer friendly approach 
made great friends at radio, but, alas, record compa-
nies were a much tougher sell. In 1992, MMR 
switched to floppy disk distribution, and that was 
phased out last January. Now, consistent with his 
past pattern of innovation, Rich has teamed up with 
the Premiere Radio Network to offer a dramatically 
enlarged monitor package via barter, to participating 
affiliates. With all the trade/chart/reporting dialogue 
that been circulating of late, we thought you'd enjoy 
some straight talk from Mr. Monitor himself.. 

How much of your superstructure that existed 
for the Monday Morning Replay endeavor was 
still intact? 

How did you get hooked up with Premiere? 

Rich: kept hearing tumors that one of the major 

ringing. We had a base of subscribers that we knew 
were still interested in the product. Once we made the 
determination that MMR was going to rise from the 
ashes, we moved quickly to put it all back together 
again.

Morning Replay and it really tripped a light in my 
head thinking a) 'Why are they interested?,' and b) the 
idea of offering the research on a barter basis. I was 
making random calls testing the merits of the concept 
when Tim Sabean of WYSP suggested I call Steve 
Lehman at Premiere, who he coined the 'King Of 
Barter.' I followed up and told Steve that we had a 
turnkey product with a built-in base and he seemed 
real excited. We met and discussed the idea, and the 
rest is history. The Premiere people are absolutely 
phenomenal to work with, and it starts al the top. 
These people know, understand and have a passion 
for radio. Most importantly, they have vision. Steve 
and his staff immediately grasped the idea of 'research 
on barter,' and ran with it 

Rich: At the time, none of it. The superstructure was 
completely dismantled. But the phones were still 
turned on and I'm telling you, they would not stop 

M ost Played 

Rich: We hired back 90% 
of the previous staff, and our 
field staff as well. MMR is 
really a collective effort from 
a number of very talented 
people. All the way from 
those who collect the infor-
mation in the field and cer-
tainly the people that tran-
scribe it here locally. They 
are all musicologists. We've 
also got great operational 
people and a genius com-
puter programmer. It's an 
unbelievable team. 

I hear they can tell what 
song is playing on a car 
radio going by at 60 

MPH, in the opposite direction, with the win-
dows up. 

Rich: When they drive home, I make them lock on 
the 'scan' button so they only hear 8 seconds of each 
song. It's pretty intensive training. 

Are you working with any of your previous 
corporate players? Your investors? 

Rich: Yes. And I can tell you that I've never seen a 
group with such determination, perseverance and 
patience as our original group. They have been 110% 
supportive in this endeavor since its inception. Our 
present structure is a joint venture between Mediabase 
Research Corporation and Premiere. Our new name is 
Mediabase Premiere Radio Networks. 

And you're strictly targeting radio? 

Rich: Right now, it's radio exclusive 

How's your penetration in the various for-
mats? 

Rich: The rock format has been our strongest format 
to date. We've only been up and running for 30 days 
now and already have over two hundred radio stations 
committed to us, so it's one of the fastest start ups, 
would think, in network history. I'd say that our pene-
tration on the rock side is probably close to 40 per-
cent of our base, so it's large. 

What are you providing? 

Rich: We provide a weekly data disk covering 250 
radio stations in the Hit, Rock, Classic Rock, A/C, and 
Urban formats — and soon we're adding the Oldies 
format. Every week, our affiliates get fresh 24 hour 
monitors on every station we track, literally dozens of 
charts and sub-charts, continuous week-long moni-
tors in the major markets, and our original Tuned In 
concept. Each week we feature a new city and break 
out every programming element: music, spots, posi-
tioners and promotions. It's the most comprehensive 
disk we've ever produced. 

What kind of avails does the station have to 
give up? 
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Rich: There's a sliding scale depending on the mar-
ket size but, as a rule of thumb, we're looking for one 
minute of barter per day, 6a to 8p. 

That's reasonable. 

Rich: It's very reasonable considering the expense 
that goes into the creation of the product. I think what 
we're asking in return is a very modest amount of 
inventory. 

How did you get involved in the monitor area 
in the first place? 

Rich: I programmed several rock stations including 
WMET/Chicago, KAZY/Denver and 91X/San Diego. In 
the late '70s while working at KFMO, I set a goal for 
myself to program a radio station in Chicago. After 
realizing that goal in four years, I was looking for a 
new challenge. I was always frustrated with the lack 
of 'real' information in our business, so thought I'd 
try to change that. With my wife Nancy, we came up 
with the Mediascan newsletter and started the busi-
ness out of our Chicago home in 1985. Nancy has 
put many of her personal and professional goals on 
hold during the past eight years to help this thing 
come to fruition. I will tell you point 
blank that without her support and dedi-
cation, we wouldn't be having this con-
versation right now. The original 
Mediascan featured a complete 24 hour 
scan on one or two stations per week. It 
was really intended to be a newsletter 
that would help programmers generate 
ideas for their own station. We supple-
mented the subscription revenues with 
record company advertising which we 
had some success with. 

Compare and contrast your system 
with Be. 

Rich: Our information is gathered from 
a 24 hour sample, one day per week. We 
monitor one 24 hour period midweek, 
either Tuesday, Wednesday or Thursday 
and deliver that information the following 
week. The difference between us and 
BDS is BDS isn't nearly as comprehen-
sive as we are. They offer more of a 
quantity of airplay in terms of seven days 
a week, 24 hours a day, the current and 
some of the recurrent product, but they 
don't go anywhere near as deep as we do 
in terms of identification of titles. 

Having gone through that whole scenario at 
Monday Morning Replay, I would assume that 
you have strong feelings about the subject. 

So, you're going to see a lot more unidenti-
fieds in a BDS sample? 

Rich: No question. In fact, people have shown me 
monitors of BDS that have literally been 20/30 percènt 
of what we identified. 

Argue the merit of skimming versus electron-
ic sampling. 

Rich: Well again, the electronic methodology at this 
juncture doesn't have the capacity or the capabilities 
of monitoring all titles. We can identify anything at 
Mediabase. The electronic monitoring, because of the 
technology and where we're at in 1993, can only iden-
tify the songs that are fingerprinted. The songs that 
are fingerprinted are often dictated from different arms 
of the industry other than radio. 

Do you feel that you've got X amount of time 
to develop your own digital system, or do you 
think that your relatively mechanical 
approach will endure? 

Rich: I think it will endure. In fact, have total confi-
dence that we will continue to carve out our niche, 
remold it and reshape it, and be fiercely competitive. I 
think there's room for more than one monitoring ser-
vice in the business. On a Mediabase Music disk, I 
printed out a Los Angeles monitor the other day and it 

came to 700 pages. If you were to print out everything 
on a MMR disk, it would be 7 to 10,000 pages and I 
think that's more than enough for a radio programmer 
to digest in a given week. I firmly believe that you 
don't need more than a one day sample each week to 
diagnose the competition. 

What was your impetus for the Custom 
Charting feature? 

Rich: There are so many different expressions within 
each format at this time that it would be impossible to 
have a chart that's right for every single situation. 
constructed over 12 different panels within each for-
mat, but it still wasn't enough. So, we developed cus-
tom charts that each affiliate can tailor to their needs, 
whether it be a particular city, region, or cluster of sta-
tions. 

Do you envision doing any record company 
advertising? 

Rich: No, not at this point. 

Rich: Actually, its not so much that l have strong 
feelings about it. Record companies are in the busi-
ness to break new music, period. And radio stations 
are in the business to deliver audience. Unfortunately, 
they don't always mesh in terms of what they're trying 
to accomplish, so record companies, historically, have 
spent their advertising dollars where they think they 
can buy influence and buy promotion on new music. 
With us they never could. I would equate it to 
Consumer Report trying to sell advertising. You 
simply can't do it il, at some point in time, you have to 
deliver bad news on their product. Based on our 
methodology of monitored airplay, it wasn't always 
good news that we had for the labels, so we weren't 
really helping them with their primary goal in any 
given week. Some weeks they loved us, some weeks 
they hated us. 

Well, the time the magazine was being dis-
tributed, I certainly heard enough radio posi-
tives about the charts. Did you find that 
when you were pitching labels for ads that 
they acknowledged that radio read the maga-
zine, that they trusted the charts, and that 
yours was a valid, credible service? 

Rich: Absolutely. Again, I hold no animosity toward 
the record companies, they're simply trying to do their 
job. However, they don't always spend their money in 
the most widely read publication like you would think 
they would do. Rather than that, they spend it on 
where they think they're getting the best promotional 
bang for their buck 

Would you categorically state that one of the 
primary reasons for your inability to attract 
ad revenue was your unwillingness to work 
records? 

Rich: That's an absolute fact 

Do you feel that trades working records pays 
real airplay dividends, or do you think it's 
more of a stroke for the label? 

Rich: Boy, it's an awfully grey area. I know that the 
trade publications and the tip sheets, in particular, 
make all sorts of wild claims to the VPs of what they 
can do in terms of value added. I'm not so sure how 
much of that they can really accomplish in their week-
ly conference calls or write-ups of new records or 
whatever it is and I don't think that you could really 

quantify it. But il the record companies are forced to 
cut back and instead of buying five or six trades deep, 
they buy two or three deep, they're going to buy the 
trade publications that they think are doing them the 
most good promoting new music. 

Do you find it interesting that an industry that 
controls so much trade advertising money 
directs so little of that cash flow toward 
researching what radio really reads? 

Rich: I'll tell you what, Bill, we had an independent 
survey conducted probably three years ago by 
Strategic Radio Research as to the usage of publica-
tions, and it was absolutely unbelievable. We were 
basically first in credibility, first in user-ship, and you 
did quite well, as well. You can take that survey in its 
inverse order, and that's the number of ads you would 
see in each publication. In other words, the publica-
tion with the least credibility had the most advertising. 

Have you heard that there is a major survey 
afield right now? 

Rich: tvo, did not know that 

Yes, there is. I understand Bolton & 
Associates is fielding it, complete with a five 
dollar incentive. It started out as I'm told, to 
be focusing on us, the other two tips, and 
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Billboard and Radio & Records, and quickly 
narrowed It down to the three tips. I wonder 
who would commission a study like that? 

Rich: One of the labels, I'm sure. 

You think? 

Rich: Yeah, I would really think it would be one of 
the labels looking to see who is reading what As I 
said before, they used to buy five and six deep in 
terms of their advertising, and they've cut it back to 
two or three deep. I had one of the record labels VP's 
of Promotion tell me the other day that he was on the 
phone with one of the tip sheets, not yours, bufoneo! 
them that was complaining about the number of dol-
lars being spent in their tip. He said, 'Hey, you're 
getting just as good of a share, or better a 
share then ever before, it's just 
that, the pie has been cut in half. 
There is only half the available 
dollars at this point in time.' My 
guestimate would be that promotion-
al advertising at this juncture is proba-
bly 50% of what it was in 1990. Would 
you agree with that? 

I think that's a little low, but the 
industry's clearly not close to the late 
'80s spending levels. Well, the chal-
lenge for us, certainly, is to come up 
with new markets as well. For instance, 
for me, why being the first trade to isolate 
and elaborate on Triple A has been so satis-
fying. 

Rich: Absolutely. And, in fact, I think you guys do a 
tremendous job with your charts. I really have a lot of 
respect for your publication. 

Thanks. Our radar's been pretty good so far. 
Of the three tips we had the first Alternative, 
Metal, and COR sections, as well. I'm pretty 
excited about our new Blues Section, which 
will also undoubtedly inspire imitation. 

Rich: Well, it's obvious that you know what radio 
needs and I think that that's always been our strength 
as well. We tend to be on the radio side of the board 
in terms of understanding their needs and delivering a 
product that they can use. I think that's the difference. 

What's your reaction to the proliferation of 
monitoring systems that are reportedly soon 
to be springing up? 

Rich: God bless them, and welcome to the '90s guys. 
I hear a lot of talk about the quantity of the information 
that these services are purporting that they will be 
offering. What I don't hear about is the qualitative air-
play information. That's really the area that MMR will 
be focusing on in the future. 

Do you think it's fair to categorize BDS as 
more pro-label and you as more pro-radio? 

Rich: Absolutely no question about it. I believe that 
if you talk to any radio person, unless their station 
only cares about currents, they'll tell you MMR is far 
more comprehensive and usable for broadcasters. 

How does BUS distribute their Information to 
radio? 

Rich: I believe they distribute it via modem, which is 
also a problem. 

Why is that? 

Rich: Download time, downloading costs, and gen-
erally the hassle of it all. With our data disk, you 
receive it, you load it, and you use it Each week we 
archive certain reports which I feel are still useful, and 
we erase everything else we've previously sent, as not 
to overwhelm our affiliate's PCs with memory and 
capacity problems. Don't get me wrong, I respect BUS 
for what they're trying to accomplish. I agree with the 

methodology and I agree that record companies 
should have an accurate accounting of how often their 
current product and the priorities are being played. I 
can also tell you that I've had record company promo-
tion people flat out tell me that they don't care if we 
can identify 15 to 20,000 times more titles than BUS 
can identify if they're only concerned with 3 songs in 
that given week, they don't care about any other songs. 
So, again, I think that BUS has a different master to 
serve than we do. 

What do you know about the 
R&R system? 

O 

Rich: 
All lknow 
is that 
they've been 
talking about 
it for four or five 
years now and I 

haven't seen any-
thing, so it's difficult for me 

to comment on something that doesn't exist. When il 
does come to fruition, I'm sure that we'll make whatev-
er competitive moves are necessary, once again, to 
carve out our own niche and remain very competitive. 
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Have you heard comments that they may be 
putting PCs on individual programmer's 
desks? 

Rich: No, I have not heard that. 

Do you imagine that would be a significant 
advantage? 

Rich: You know, it's really difficult to... 

Speculate? 

Rich: To speculate or to project where we're going to 
be sir months, one year, five years down the line. All 
I know is that in the five years we've been doing this, 
technology has advanced greatly and we'll do whatev-
er is necessary to keep us on the cutting edge. 

You've done the trade thing, you've dealt 
with trying to hustle record company adver-
tising, make everybody happy all at once. In 
a world where records can only go up or side-
ways at worst, what do you envision as the 
future of the report driven jownals? Like 
mine or Album Network? 

Rich: I think that's a very good question. Again, I 
think that there's room for everyone. I don't really 
have a problem with the report methodology and the 
trades that take them. However, I've always felt that 
the reports should be based equally on sales, requests 
and airplay. But again, I think a number of the trades 
that take reports have credibility at radio, but certainly 
not all of them.Regardless of any particular trade's 

credibility, I'm amazed that any so called 
"mainstream AOR" chart anywhere main-
tains viability in the fragmented market-
place. 

Rich: Well, the mainstream chart is 
very difficult to structure. I don't 
think you can construct a panel 
of every radio station that's con-
sidered an 'AOR' and throw 
'em all together to come up 
with one accurate chart, 
because I don't think that 
there's anybody out there 
that cares. 

It's easy to get an 
'accurate' main-
stream chart by 
loading up on 
the WOVE's, 
\ WKLS's, and 
KLOS's of 
the world, 
but when 
you 
elimi-
nate 
\,\ the 

COR 
and Triple A 

reporters from the 
sample base the chart's way 

too sluggish from the label perspec-
tive. If I don't include X number of Triple A 
stations to move the Jayhawks along, then on 
Tuesday night I've got to hear about chart 
numbers that are, say, twenty positions high-
er in Album Network, You can tell the labels, 
'Guys, that's what we have COR and Triple A 
charts for" until I'm blue in the face... 

Rich: But, guess what? They only want the main 
ClidrIS because that's the chart they're quoting to radio. 

Yeah, that's true. I'm definitely noticing 
more labels have heightened awareness 
about the specialized charts, but for most 
labels, the buck still stops at the one primary 
chart. 

Rich: itnink that the reason why you're having some 
success with your subcharts, if you will, is because 
they have credibility at radio. I think that's the whole 
name of the game. I used to come to work on Sunday 
night and edit the charts in terms of determining what-
ever tracks we were going to take recurrent given to 
downtrending. I used to cringe at the thought of get-
ting on the telephone the following day and calling up 
a record label whose priority record had gone 39 to 30 
the week before and then back to 33 the following 
week, because it's not what they want to hear. It's not 
going to help them promote their record in that given 
week at all, in tact, it could really harm them. It's a 
much more pleasant feeling now coming up here on 
Sunday nights knowing that don't have to get on the 
telephone and make those calls and more over, having 
our revenues hang in the balance. 
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What determines how quickly records go  Then I think that analogy probably holds 
south in your charting procedures?  water, don't you? 

Rich: My basic rule of thumb had been that after a 
song had downtrended two consecutive weeks and 
did not show any signs of coming back, that we would 
drop that song recurrent. We were accused by some 
people of taking songs recurrent too quickly and I can 
understand why because some programmers are 
slower than others. Our charts are now, I'm absolutely 
sure, the slowest charts in the business, but it's an 
accurate reflection of what's going on out there. I 
won't hold on to a song and keep it as a current forev-
er, because if/did that, I'd have 'Kokomo' by the 
Beach Boys still on my A/C chart. There has to be a 
point in time when the song begins to significantly 
downtrend. Obviously, that's why we list the 100 
hottest recurrents because you can weigh the songs 
relative to the songs on the current list — the upward 
trending currents. 

Have you become aware of what's going on 
with the progressive stations around the 
country all reporting heavy airplay and noth-
ing but? 

Rich: No, explain it to me. 

91X, The End in Seattle, K-Rock, and 'HFS are 
reporting a list that's strictly heavy. 

Rich: Is that implying that everything they play is in 
Hot rotation? 

Yes, and it also implies that In contrast to 
some of the alternative stations in whatever 
panel that their rotations are in fact a lot hot-
ter. Certainly if you contrast a 91X and an 
'XRT, you're going to find that the Lights at 
91X could get as much play as the Heavies at 
'XRT. 

Rich: Let's pull up their currents and take a look. I 
can tell you that rock radio might be interested to 
know they rotate records slower than any other format, 
A/C included. In looking at the number one records 
on our Quality chart this week, which is based on rota-
tions, the number one record on the Hit label had an 
average of 7 plays, the A/C format 4.7 plays, the 
Urban format 4.1 plays and the most played rock 
song, which was Stone Temple Pilots 'Plush; an aver-
age rotation at 3.1 plays per day. 

Give Jeff Appleton a bonus. 

Rich: 91X's hottest song is Depeche Mode's 
'Walking In My Shoes' at 5 plays. WXRT's hottest 
played current is twice a day and there's only five of 
'em. 

Rich:  

Those Alternative programmers say they're 
also tired of getting hounded by record com-
panies for rotation bumps at 4 o'clock on a 
Tuesday afternoon and they are apparently 
frustrated with the discrepancy between 
monitor driven charts like yours and report 
driven charts like ours. 

Rich: Well, one of the nuances created by monitored 
airplay is when you take a 91X and a K-Rock and put 
them in a sample with the rest of the heritage or tradi-
tional AORs, alternative music is going to be dispro-
portionately weighted because of the number of spins 
it gets on a K-Rock or a 91X during the day. That's 
why we have to be very careful as to how many alter-
native stations we include in our main chart. 

Are your charts unpromotable? 

Rich: Very difficult to promote. Very, very difficult to 
promote. What we're doing now is 100% radio station 
driven in terms of the revenues that we're realizing 
and would be very, very uncomfortable to go back 
and try to sell advertising to record labels. That's not 
to say that I don't think that there's a product that can 
be derived from the information that we have now to 
come up with something that's useful for other arms 
of the industry, including record companies. I think 
that there are definitely reports and a disk that can be 
designed for them that they'll find useful. 

Okay. Do you think that radio stations read 
trade advertising, or that it affects their 
decisions? 

Rich: That's a very, very difficult question to answer. 
It depends on the school that you're coming from. A 
lot of people tell you that the frequency of an ad, if a 
program director sees it over and over and over, will 
have a subconscious effect. I know that if you ask a 
program director point blank, 'Do you read ads?', they 
will say, 'No.' But they're saying no because their 
credibility is on the line and it's not necessarily what 
they're really thinking. So, it's a very tough question 
to answer. My personal opinion of it is that when 
there's 20 record labels all trying to secure adds on a 
Monday, the more visibility the better. That's always 
been my point of view. 

I almost think programmers are motivated 
more by clever campaigns than they are by 
text. When they see an ad, it's clear that 
they're seeing a simple declaration of record 

company support and belief. Hopefully that 
ad is something designed to intrigue their 
eye, on some conscious or subconscious 
level. It might be humorous, it might be 
impressively factual. But when they get to 
the write-ups, they know that text is probably 
label driven. I was always surprised that 
Monday Morning Replay never did reviews. 

Rich: We had a feature called Monday Morning 
Foreplay, in which we did actual interviews. The dif-
ference was between us and the other tip sheets, if you 
will, was that we went for the actual interview and the 
whole point of Monday Morning Foreplay was to 
come up with interesting quotes and facts on a per-
sonal note from an artist that a radio station could use 
on the air 

Have you ever wanted to do a mag where you 
could categorically call records exactly as 
you saw them, with no regard for label pres-
sure? 

Rich: would never want to publish a magazine that 
was based on opinion, either positive or negative. 

Do you think that a magazine like that could 
survive? 

Rich: No, not on an opinion basis. But if 
you're talking real, unbiased slats, good or 
bad, you just described what we're now 
publishing. 

I had a feeling you might say that. 

Rich: From an opinion driven perspective, 
I don't think you would have a chance of 
surviving either because I think that regard-
less of how much hype a program director 
receives on a record or new product, they 
plug it into the CD player, they listen to it 
and they can easily formulate their own 
opinion that the record is good or not good 
without somebody having to tell them that. 
So, I don't think that you would have the 
support even from radio, I really don't. 

Yes, that's true for new releases, 
but in terms of tracks in that critical 
four to six week crossroads? 

Rich: Well,  tell you what, I know the four to six 
week window that you're speaking of, I can tell you 
right now that we've been accused of killing a lot of 
records. Let's say a song is #25 or somewhere in the 
middle of the chart. That record will, typically, in a 
Radio & Records, move 25 to 23 the next week and on 
our chart move 25 to 29. I guess that's where I say the 
credibility of the MMR research is that program direc-
tors can tell on our disk, long before anywhere else, 
when a record is over. 

"Rich, listen, we need you just one more 
week. We're gonna turn this thing around...."' 

Rich: Yes, there's definitely a point when the record 
company promotion executives are forced to ask radio 
to 'do them a favor' and bump it up one more week or 
hang on to it one more week or don't drop it for one 
more week. Then, when the report comes back it has 
not dropped, but in reality when I get my airplay 
reports back it has dropped. 

Funny how the rotation police never seem to 
make an issue out of that. 

Rich: R&R never had a way to police it really, they 
can't 

They've been using BUS when a station leans 
too classic to be kept in the panel. 
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Rich: Yeah, but then again those are isolated inci-
dents. If you're looking at a weekly basis and again 
R&R, they have more than one master to serve as well, 
so, if a record company has a priority and needs to 
keep the record alive one more week and various pro-
gram directors are fudging just a hair and it stays alive 
one more week, then I'm not sure how far Radio and 
Records can go to actually enforce it. 

My read is that they are fairly neutral. Fairly. 
I think that there are people who have spe-
cial relationships inside record companies 
who may be privy to how something looks like 
it's progressing or if the trend continues 
you'll get your breaker, but my read is that 
they are pretty well removed from the game, 
the action. 

Rich: 1 agree with that I think that R&R may turn 
their head a little bit, let's put it that way. 

¡Jo you think that the current AOR configura-
tion of COR, Triple A and Mainstream will 
endure? 

Rich: Well, I hope there are no record people reading 
this. Il/had been a visionary in 1983, it would have 
been classic rock, no doubt about it. Simply because 
of the demos it's pulling in 1993. 

Knowing what you know about LMA and the 
duopoly climate, do you think that program-
ming is much riskier than i: was when you 
were at WMET, for instance? 

Rich: 1 would enjoy being able to program a niche 
oriented radio station. When I programmed WMET, 
we were a pretty hard radio station for a time, and I 
enjoyed it When you get into a duopoly or LMA situ-
ation, you have another radio station to complement 
yours, which I certainly would consider a luxury rather 
than a detriment. 

Could you turn WLLI around? 

Rich: Hal No comment 

Well, you are right there. They're looking at a 
1.8?

Anything else you'd like to talk about? 

Rich: Yes, I'd like to talk about an extensive national 
music call-out program that we're rolling out in 
August. Weekly reports testing all demos for familiar-
ity, popularity, and burn. 

That will be available, I assume, on the disk. 

Rich: That's correct 

No extra charge? 

Rich: That's correct 

How extensive will your testing be? 

Rich: Relatively intensive in that we will be testing 
the Top 30 markets, the same markets that we monitor 
in, 160 respondents per report, per format, and we'll 
be testing currents, recurrents, and oldies. I've never 
believed in testing brand new music, because I don't 
think that you can get any sort of a accurate or reliable 
read on a record that tests under 70% familiar. Again, 
we'll be testing for familiarity burn and recognition on 
all the charted songs, and recurrents and oldies as 
well.

Rich: I believe that with the increasing number of 
signals available, and the proliferation of duopolies 
and LMAs, narrowcasting will continue to expand. 
There are a few stations that can still mix the Beatles, 
Pearl Jam, Tom Petty and the Posies and make it 
work. Witness KLOS. In my mind, masterful pro-
gramming. But again, I think that the KLOS's will 
become more and more the exception rather than the 
rule. 

Do you think there will be the kind of frag-
mentation in the alternative arena that we've 
seen over the past couple of years in AOR? 

Rich: No, because station owners and managers 
already consider alternative as a spin-off of Rock. 
And it's a spin-off that most of them are not comfort-
able with 

You don't think that the market shares going 
to increase dramatically? 

Rich: When KROO exploded in 1982 and 1983 gen-
eral managers across the country at least had an open 
mind and, you saw stations all over playing all sorts 
of alternative music. KBPI, in particular, is one I 
remember. If we see a major success story some-
where other than southern California in the format, I 
think that people like Fred Jacobs, and some of the 
consultants will succeed in getting some of the gener-
al managers to be a little more open minded to it. 
Then you might see more stations trying it. But, it's 
already unfamiliar ground and uncharted waters for 
general managers, most of whom have not even heard 
of these bands. It's not Bruce Springsteen and Billy 
Joel, it's The Posies or whoever. Plus, they're uncom-
fortable with the type of numbers it generates. I think 
there are too many things working against it to see a 
major expansion in the format. 

If you had it to do all over again, what format 
would you be involved in, and why? 

Rich: My honest opinion is that WLLZ sounds much 
better than that 1.8. They've already made several 
adjustments since the book, and it's much, much bet-
ter. However, Ido think that 'CSX also sounds very 
good and 'RIF sounds very focused now. So, the rock 
market will continue to be very competitive here. I 
think that 'CSX made a brilliant move by hiring Ji and 
the Morning Crew. They're perfect for that radio sta-
tion, and they will be a tough radio station to touch in 
the next few years. I will make this comment. I think 
that it's very interesting in looking over the GCR 
(Gold/Current/Recurrent) report in front of me, I see 
that KLOS rank 50th out of the 85-90 stations that we 
monitor, in terms of the oldies that they play. Yet look 
at their 25-54 numbers. They aie killer. In terms 01 
most current to least current, they rank 120, so they 
are over 25% current and if you include recurrents, 
they're over 45% current/recurrent. 

Who are the top 10 Most Carrent stations?. 
Who is first? 

Rich: WBRU, with 56%, KROO 49%, WKOX 41%, 
the EAGLE 41%, KIOZ 40%, WAAF 40%, WORE 39%, 
LIVE 105 39%, 'HFS 37%, 'XTB 35% 

And least current? 

Rich: You have to realize that we are including clas-
sic rock. These are all 100% geld: KCLX, KRFX 

So KRFX is 100% gold? Where does KAZY 
factor into the most current rankings? 

Rich: They look like they're about 15th 

Any AOR between WXTEI and KLOS of note 
that you can talk about? 

Rich: KRXO has a significant number of currents. 
Obviously XRT and 'BCN, KTXO, WIYY, and KSHE — 
which is kind of a surprise to me, and KORC. 

Now, that's the saine sort of service that 
Strategic is offering... 

Rich: On a local basis. The purpose is not to replace 
in local in-house research, but to provide a national 
profile on each song, so programmers can get an idea 
of how listeners are responding to particular songs 
across the board, across the nation. We'll have 
regional reports and national reports. 

And you will print them as such. 

Rich: 't.à 

Has anyone ever done that? 

Rich: Not to my knowledge. I'm really excited about 
that, and everything else we're doing. If anyone would 
like to take a closer look at what we're doing, call 
Premiere Radio Networks for a sample disk at (818) 
377-5300.

Michelle's 
new band plays a mixture of favorites from her three PolyGram releases and a col-
lection of new songs based in the American funk tradition. Michelle said that after-
noon, "The tradition of American music is a vernacular one. I reach a point where I 
just have to say its folk, its funk, it doesn't matter." The band played that night to a 
sold out house and everyone, including myself, did the funky chicken on Michelle's 
command. Johnny Clegg also stopped by the KERA studios Monday, July 26 on 
his way through Texas on a 46 city tour.

patti Scialfa's musi-
cal career dates 
back to her days as a 

street musician in New York City, often 
singing with longtime friends and part-
ners Soozie Tyrell and Lisa Lowell. The 
three became regular performers in NY 
clubs, performing in each other's bands and as a 
trio called Trixter. When Patti got the call inviting 
her to join Bruce Springsteen's  East Street 
Band, the offer was too good to pass on, even if it 
meant putting her solo career on the back burner. 
She began working on her debut album in 1987, 

and Columbia signed her on the 
basis of a demo tape, but it wasn't 
until 1991 that she hooked up with 
Mike Campbell, who produced the 
album. Rumble Doll was a long 
time coming, but the resulting 
album was ultimately satisfying to 

Patti, as she finally puts her solo career back on 
track. 

We're not too far from your hometown. 

Patti: That's right. I'm from a small town north 
of Asbury Park. Heft when I was 18, and went to 

college down in Miami. I 
went to music school 
down there for three years 
and then I transferred to 
NYU and lived in the city 
until Bruce and I got 
together. I lived there for 
13 years. I liked it, and I 
still miss. I can't really see 
living there right now, 
because of the children 
and stuff, but I like the 
energy, and I like the fact 
that it is so much more 
integrated than California. 
The people in California 
are just a little sterile. 

How old are your kids 
now? 

Patti: My son is three 
and my daughter is a year 
and a half, and we have 
another one on the way. 

When you signed on 
with the E Street Band, 
it obviously was a 
wonderful opportunity, 
but did you ever think 
in the back of your 
mind that you were 
putting your solo 
career on hold? 

Patti.  Definitely.  I 
remember the day Bruce 
called me to join that tour, 
and I was sitting in my 
apartment thinking, 'Gee, 
it's a great lour, and I am 
going to do it, but...' I 
didn't have a deal then, 
and I knew that after that, 
because he was such a big 
artist, that I'd be perceived 

as a background singer. I never intended to 
become a background singer, it's funny how 
things happen in life. Once you work for some-
body very popular like that for a period of time, 
and I've worked on a very popular tour — the 
Born In The USA lour — you know, we're mar-
ried too. (Laughs) 

Your husband wasn't involved much with 
'Rumble Doll,' was he? 

Patti. No. I didn't want to make my record 
together, we knew that. I wanted the indepen-
dence of working alone on il, and that would also 
be better for the perception of the record. The 
thing is, since we've been married and had the 
children, we haven't worked together that much. I 
didn't do his last tour. I went out and kept him 
company and supported him. I came up on stage 
lots ol nights and sang one or two songs, but 
nothing more than that. I just separated myself 
from that a bit. I knew that my record was coming 
out, and I wanted to put all of my energies into 
that, so it didn't look like I came oit his tour and 
now I have a little vanity project on the side. I 
didn't want that. You're going to get people say-
ing that no matter what. So, the most you can do 
is lake precaution and do the small steps for 
yourself 
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You've been working on this record for 
about five years now, haven't you? 

Patti I got my deal right alter the Born in the 
USA tour. It took me about a year, because of 
paper work, to sign my deal. And right as I was 
going to go in — I had a producer and everything 
— Bruce called, with the 
Tunnel Of Love tour, and asked 
il I wanted to do the tour, it was 
only going to be for six months. 
They were leaving right away. I 
thought, 'Okay, I'll do this tour, 
come back, and jump in and do 
my record.' But then so many 
things happened — the tour, 
then there was the Amnesty tour, 
Bruce and I got together romanti-
cally. That was a real unsettling 
time and very overwhelming. I 
received a lot of attention that 
just wasn't positive attention, it 
was a lot of upsetting attention. 
So, when I came off that tour — 
two weeks after we had gotten off 
the road from Amnesty — I went 
in to make my record with the 
people I was going to make it 
with before the tour, and I real-
ized that I just wasn't ready to 
work. I'd received so much 
attention for something that had 
nothing to do with music, and I 
felt uncomfortable. I knew I was 
going to make a very personal 
record, and I thought that I'm just 
not ready to do that, to give away 
anymore of myself than I felt had 
already been exposed. I took two years off and it 
was nice. Bruce took two years off, and we got 
our relationship together. We just huddled in. 

The publicity the relationship received 
definitely would have taken the focus off 
of your album. Did you have the songs 
written to record at that time? 

Are you planning to do any touring before 
the baby is born? 

Patti Most of them. So then, in 1989, Barbara 
Orb/son turned me on to Mike Campbell, and 
took me over to his house. That was great. I had 
never met him before. I always liked him, but he 
came from a completely different camp. They 
weren't really friends. I'm sure that they bumped 
into each other, but they weren't friends. They 
were just a complete independent camp, and I felt 
great Campbell had beautiful guitar playing, very 
independent, rooted, authentic, classic sounding 
guitars, and I could tell that he was going to work 
in a format that I wanted to work in. He wanted to 
work, too. Just the two of us in the beginning. 
Home studio, not the hub of a real studio. No 
social scene. Just sitting down and finding our 
way into a sound for the record. And it worked 
out great. Campbell was very good, not only did 
he play beautifully and had beautiful ideas, but he 
was very patient with the project. I had two chil-
dren while I was making my record. And he loves 
kids. He has three children too, so he was really 
supportive He's real talented, and he's a sweet 
guy too 

So, Mike was involved in all aspects of 
the album, from producing to playing. 

Patti: He produced the record and played on all 
of the cuts. We did it together. We sat down in 
the studio, put up the drum machine, I played 

synth, he played guitar, and then later we'd have a 
drummer come in and play real drums on it and 
then fill it in with outside people. So, he worked 
with me for three years on this record. Between 
two children, he did a Tom Petty record, and the 
Petty tour. He really stuck in there. 

Patti: We're going to try. After we are done with 
this trip, we have a few things in California and 
some radio stations that we are going to play 
Then, I'm going to put a band together and try to 
do some dates in September. 

Will Soozie Tyrell and Lisa Lowell go on 
tour with you? 

Patti 

The three of you have worked together for 
quite some time. 

Patti: Yes. It used to be the three of us on the 
street when we played. We called ourselves 
Trixter. I think there's a heavy metal band with the 
name Trixter now. It was some Freudian phase 
my girlfriend was going through — the 'Trixter 
phase' or something like that. It was the silliest 
thing.. 

Did you go to school together? 

Patti No. Soozie and met in the late '70s. She 
had a country band and I sang for her in the 
country band. And I had my original band that I 
was playing with in New York at Kenny's 
Castaways and Trax, and she was singing with 
my band. Lisa, too. We just rotated and sang loi 
each other all the time. I would sing in their band, 
and they would sing in mine. We played at a lot 
of the clubs in New York City. We played on the 
streets together. We did the South Side Johnny 
tour. They sang on Bruce's 'Lucky Town' record. 
They sang on my record. You know, we stay 
together. 

Who else have you worked with, prior to 
hooking up with Bruce? 

Patti I sang with David Sanchez. 1 sang on 
David Johannsen's record. I sang on the Jukes' 
record. I sang with the Rolling Stones on their 
'Dirty Works' record. 1 sang with Keith Richards 

on his first solo 
album. 

What was it like 
working with the 
Rolling Stones? 

Patti: Great. At 
first, I didn't know 
what to expect. And 
I was a little bit 
frightened. 
thought that there 
image was so alien-
ating in a way 
because they were 
so bigger than life 
and they had this 
very hard image. 
Then, I met them 
and  they  were 
sweethearts. Keith 
is a real gentleman, 
a great musician, 
and Ronnie, they 
just made me feel 
right at home. They 
were great to me. 
Mick, too.  They 
were really, really 
nice. 

know that it's important to you that peo-
ple who perceive you as a backup singer 
realize that your music career was head-
ing in a solo direction long before you 
became know as a backup singer. 

Patti When I had my solo band, I played con-
stantly al clubs in and around New York. I was 
taking demos around to clubs since I was 19 
years old, trying to get signed. And coming very 
close to being signed. I had record companies 
giving me money to record, and then just losing it 
at the last second. So, you know, I've been sup-
porting myself that way since I was 19, support-
ing myself singing. I always had my own original 
band that I played with, so it was a long time 
coming. I always had a lot of material, and it was 
great to get the record out after all of this time, 
and start doing it.

The 21st Annual San Francisco Blues Festival is scheduled for September 25 and 
26. The following artists are slated to perform at Fort Macon: John Mayall, 
LaVern Baker, James Cotton, Bobby Parker, Johnnie Johnson, Denise 
LaSalle, Tommy Ridgely, T.D. Bell and Erb'', Bowser, Beau Jacque and 
the Zydeco High Rollers, the Robert Cray Band, Marla Muldaur, Mitch 
Woods and Zakya Hooker.... The Queen of Chicago blues, Koko Taylor, is work-
ing on a new release that will feature Taylor dueling with Buddy Guy on "Born 
Under A Bad Sign." Just out of the studio is the Robert Cray Band. The new, and 
reportedly blusier, set is due out this fall. Currently touring with the Cray Band are 
the Miami Horns.... Marion James, who used to record for Excello has just 
been signed Appaloosa Records....Former Cray Band bassist Richard Cousins is 
currently playing dates with Etta James' Roots Band,... Two legendary blues 
men, James Son Thomas and Dr. Ross recently passed away. 

T
ab Benoit, "Nice And Warm," Justice 
The first time I played the title cut of this disc on 
the radio, the phones lit up like lightning had 

struck them. "I thought Stevie Ray was dead," one lis-
tener commented. "Man, who is that guy," asked 
another. "He must be from Texas." Both callers were 
off base. Stevie Ray is dead and Louisiana is home 
stale of Tab Benoit. But his fat, fuzzy solos on several 

originals and rockin' renditions of Nowlin' Wolf's "The Killing Floor" and Buddy 
Guy's "She's Out There Somewhere" do recall Vaughan's style. There is also a 
version of Lightnin' Hopkins "Shining Moon" that is jazzy, folk-like, a sort of 
chic blues, reflecting today's acoustic trend. And Benoit's interpretation of 
Screamin' Jay Hawkins,' "I Put A Spell On You," is dark and moody, with a sor-
cerer's solo in the middle. Dr. John helps cap the set off by sitting in on Robert 
Johnson's "Ramblin' On My Mind." This is an impressive debut and blues rock 
fans love it. 

Beau Jocque 
"Beau Jocque 

Boogie" 

eau Jacque, "Beau Jacque Boogie," EI 
Rounder MTV influenced zydeco? That's what 
Beau Joque says in the liner notes to his debut 

disc. But you don't have to be able to read to learn that 
about this Louisiana newcomer. Just put the 14-tune 
disc on, any cut will do, and the tradition comes alive 
in a new and original way On "Give Him Cornbread" 
Joque samples rapper FM, other tunes, like "Oh Bye 

Moreau," stick fairly close to tradition but still show you can rock zydeco without 
just adding screaming guitar solos. This is an update on the King of Zydeco, 
Clifton Chenier, modern-sounding but not a sellout to commercialism. It's 
raunchy like Boozoo Cha vis, a big influence on Jocque, who just learned to play 
accordion in the last few years. The bandleader's singing is spooky but rich, kind 
of like John Lee Hooker in the '60s. Part of the key to the contemporary sound of 
the set is the young band, the Zydeco Hi-Rollers. They're intense, their playing 
immediate and their plan a good time whether making lively dance music or 
down and dirty blues. For a party track crank up the title cut, "Beau Jocque 
Boogie" 

E
tta James, "The Essential Etta James," 
MCA Boy, was it time for an Etta James box set, 
and Chess reissue overlord Andy McKaie made it 

well worth the wait — there are 44 cuts crammed onto 
two discs in "The Essential Etta James." Drawn from 
the period between 1960 and 1975, there are sassy 
classics like "AO Could Do Is Cry," "Tell Mama," 
"Security" and "You Can Leave Your Hat On." In the 

mix are also James' versions of standards such as "One For My Baby" and 
"These Foolish Things," showing that James was not only an R&B queen, she 
also had potential as a vocal stylist, and had rock n' roll not taken her into the 
pop world, she may have become a jazz singer. While a lot of the music in this 
set is available on "The Sweetest Peaches" compilations, there is stuff here that's 
been out of print for some time, like the blazing torch tune "Let's Burn Down The 
Cornfields." That one tune is strong enough to warrant yet another Etta James re-
issue. 

Sonny Boy Williamson/Willie Love, 
"Clownin' With The World, Alligator If 
you ever doubted the resilency of the blues, 

check out the title cut of this reissue of 16 Trumpet 
Records recordings from the early '50s. It rocks. Like a 
Delta juke joint, like a '60s roadhouse, like a '90s bar 
band that only plays on weekends. Recorded in small 
southern studios in Jackson, Mississippi and 

Houston, Texas, and at the Cedars of Lebanon Club and State Furniture 
Company in Jackson, the 16-cut set of harmonica giant Sonny Boy Williams and 
piano pounder Willie Love and various back-up bands (a very young Little 
Milton Campbell is in one grouping) is a musical portrait of the stars of the King 
Biscuit Time radio show that blasted the blues to the Delta on KKFA in Helena, 
Arkansas. Sometimes its shuffles, sometimes it swings, and always the music 
has the relevency that makes regional superstars. These were the griots, the sto-
rytellers of an era long gone but never forgotten, thanks to Lillian McMurray and 
her family who sought these guys out and issued a steady stream of blues sin-
gles on them. In fact, Trumpet cuts so much material that some of it wasn't 
released, until this set. 

Roberta Penn 
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huck Bloomingburg, a Kentucky native, 
hosts "Lightning Blues," Sundays 5-6 
p.m., on WRLT in Nashville and pro-

  grams a daily feature, the 5:01 Blues, 
which the station airs at 5:01 p.m. Monday - 
Friday. Dave also books blues acts and just recently 
was elected to represent broadcast media on the 
board of the Blues Foundation, a national, non-
profit group based in Memphis. 

Does RLT have blues in their regular format? 

Chuck: The format is Adult Alternative and right now 
:;,e new BB King's on the play/is!, Danny Gatton, 
Kinsey Report. The station doesn't get real deep into 
the blues but, Koko Taylor will jump up, Buddy Guy, 
Stevie Ray, of course. You hear some good stuff on 
there. It wasn't too long ago they ran the long version 
of Soi Scaggs and Duane Al/man's Somebody Loan 
Me A Dime, which I've never heard on the radio, not 
15 minutes of il anyway. 

How deep into the blues do you get on your 
show? 

Chuck: I try to cover it all. dont look at it the way 
most radio people do, and I know radio is to sell 
advertising and make money. But I kind of approach 
my show from an educational stand point. I always 
back sell — give the name of the artist, the song, the 
album and the label and then try to talk about it, try to 
educate people. Your serious fans that are gonna go 
out and buy it, give them as much information so 
they can find it. And the ones who are on the border 
line, whether they're serious blues fans or not, I just 
try to create a little more interest. Also I guess tend 
to lean a little toward the contemporary. I kind of look 
at it as the old stuff is great, and/do play quite a bit in 
there 

What's your definition of old stuff? 

Chuck: Well,  definitely cover the Soi my Boys and 
u;e Nowlin' Wolfs that are coming out on the reissues, 
but my feature CDs will lean more toward the 
Alligators, the Black Tops, the smaller labels. 

Do you play Malaco artists? 

Chuck: Some. I don't really get into the soul blues 
as much. I don't have any one particular style — 
Chicago, New Orleans or whatever. 

Doesn't it seem that soul blues would fit In 
the Adult Alternative format? 

Chuck: Yeah, but some stations here that cover that 
well. Two in particular. And I usually play 

something off all of them. Latimore is a little too 
much soul-R&8 for me. My main philosophy, the 

bottom line, is to help the artists make some money 
so, I lean more toward the artists that are still alive 
and out there louring, as well as the labels that are 
putting out fresh product as opposed to just reissues 

What about the Bobby Bland box set? That 
Duke stuff is pretty hard to pass up, isn't it? 

Chuck: Oh yeah. I played a lot off that. I don't 
Jude anything And Bobby, he's still touring 

Is Sunday night the blues ghetto in Nashville 
like It is here In Seattle? 

Chuck: No. We have a 24-hour, seven day a week 
AM station that runs blues non-stop. 

Blues non-stop? 

Chuck: It's very low-powered. It comes out of 
Franklin — WYOR-AM. And we did have another 
blues show on the Vanderbilt station but it's off the air 
now. I don't know if that's because school's out and 
they'll bring it back in the fall. 

What about public radio? 

Chuck: Middle Tennessee State runs a lot of syndi-
cated stuff. They run Portrait In Blue, Blues Before 
Sunrise. 

And Ruth Brown's Blues Stage? 

Chuck: Yeah, but none of them run on Sunday. I've 
got the market here on Sunday. 

I know you do your show live, do you play 
requests? 

Chuck: No, because I put it all together out of the 
house. If somebody calls might look at it for the 
future, but I work completely off my own library so, all 
I take into the station with me is what I have on my 
playlist for that Sunday, which irritates some people. 
But our station policy, in general, is not to do 
requests. We keep a list of what people want to hear, 
but we don't have a request line. The regular rotation 
is a pretty tightly computerized play/is!. But they've 
never censored me or told me what to play, they've 
been real good to me. 

So, you don't work off a clock — so many 
currents, so many blues rock cuts, and the 
ocassional archival, folk blues cut? 

Chuck: '. 

How does your show rate? 

Chuck: Sundays in general are the best day for RLT. 
They've never given me specifics on just my show, but 
Sundays are jazz and my show. And some regular 
programming. 

Do you wish your show was longer than one 
hour? 

Chuck: If/had more time to work on it. I probably 
put in 10-12 hours a week putting the show together, 
trying to research backgrounds and seeing what's out 
there can talk about, and listening to the music and 
mailing playlists. 

How long have you been at WRLT? 

Chuck: I started in September 011990. I'd never 
been inside a radio station before that. My main job is 
facilities manager for 328 Performance Hall here in 
town. At our grand opening, the private industry party 
for the concert hall, I started bugging the owner of the 
station, "I wanna hear more blues on your station." 
About two weeks later he called me up and said, "If 
you wanna hear blues come in and do a show. No 
experience needed." I put together a sample show of 
what I would do in an hour, went in and taped it. They 
listened to it and said "OK, let's go with it." I was 
scared to death, and I'm still scared to death every 
Sunday. I don't think DJ would be a good line of work 
for me full-time. 

Do you listen to air-checks with your program 
manager? 

Chuck: No. They've only asked me for two in a 
three-year period. But I tape every show and keep a 

library I always go back and listen to it and try to fig-
ure out how many times I go "uh" or dead air, and try 
to improve off of that 

How did you get into the blues? 

Chuck: Like most typical white boys -- started out 
listening to the British blues of the late '60s and the 
southern rock The Allman Brothers really got me 
going on it I'd look at an Allman Brothers album 
when I was 14 or so. I was under the assumption that 
every song a band did they wrote. I'd see these songs 
crop up on the Allman Brothers from McKinley 
Morganfield and I'm going, "This guy's not in the 
Allman Brothers, who is he?" I started from there and 
have gradually gone back further and further. 

Do you MC shows? 

Chuck: Sometimes. About a year ago I started pro-
moting my own shows and I also book a blues club 
that relies on local and regional acts. 

So, you've got your fingers in every piece of 
the pie? 

Chuck: No doubt The only time I get away is to 
leave and go to a blues festival and then I'm usually 
trying to make more contacts. I'm never very far away 
from the blues. 

Tell me about the board of the Blues 
Foundation. 

Chuck: Bob Burrell who publishes Blues Review 
Quarterly nominated me for the position. The way the 
board is now structured 17 of the seats represent vari-
ous constituencies in the industry. I was elected to 
represent broadcast media. My first meeting will be at 
the Handy Awards in October. At this point, the foun-
dation is putting together a mission statement, goals 
and a three-year plan. Right now, I think the number 
one thing is re-establishing credibility for the founda-
tion. 

I know blues folks around the country were 
very upset with the way things were being run 
in the past. Do you care to explain what the 
problem was? 

Chuck: If would take hours. I think everybody has 
right idea when they say don't dwell on the past. 

Look to the future and be positive. Couple of things 
that have been suggested. One is a data base, and the 
quarterly newsletter has been re-established. 
Somebody suggested three months is too far out and 
by the time you get it it's old news. Somebody sug-
gested that a base of fax numbers would make it pos-
sible to get news out last. 

I know for a while I would call, send letters 
and never get any response from the 
Foundation. 

Chuck: Now for the first time they have a paid, full-
time executive director, David Less. And he's just 
hired an assistant. Communication was a big problem 
and now they are returning calls. And now that I offi-
cially represent radio, people can call me and tell me 
what they would like to see out of the Foundation and 
I can take it to them. Here's my number and address:

What are the dates for the Foundation's 1993 
Handy Awards? 

Chuck: October 101h, and it's in conjunction with the 
King Biscuit Blues Festival in Helena, Arkansas. The 
Awards will be at the Peabody in Memphis on Sunday.

ond album by the Eric Gales Band, "Paralyzed", is 

already scaling the lofty AOR/COR heights with relative 
ease (32" HH/30* COR). And it's perfectly easy to 
understand why. Coming on like a master born of the 
Jon Butcher/Jimi Hendrix school of hard rockin' soul, 

Eric Gales fulfills all the promises offered on his debut two years ago. Now at 18 
years of age, he and his band return with the sweltering blues-tailored "Picture Of 
A Thousand Faces". On which, Eric also exercises his vocal chords — and quite 
adeptly at that. The album is a sweeping collage of acoustic accompaniment, 
clean blues rock grooves, stinging leads and soulful vocals, made all the more 
rich with sweet harmonies. So, now you all have 10 more tracks total to experi-
ment with and enjoy, from the deep swoon of "Angel", the harder title track, the 
soft questioning of "God Only Knows" (a beautiful song) and "Take A Look (Deep 
Inside Of You)" (a single in waiting), or the extremely cool cover of the Beatles' "I 
Want You (She's So Heavy)" — which is sure to be a rave lave. COR folk should 
also check out "Guilty Of The Innocence", "Bang That Bell" and "Draw The Line".

This EP is just being shipped to metal, but since

EP, Atlantic While the mighty 
Savatage machine keeps chipping 

away at AOR and COR radio (and doing 
extremely well I might add), metal radio 
has been loosening their hold, with the 
record only just recently exiting the Top 
50. Never fear though, because here to 
hold you over is a new EP comprised of 
material lifted from the band's latest 
release ("The Edge Of Thorns'), as well as 
a couple of bonus live tracks (bootlegs) 
recorded in the Netherlands this past 
June. First up however, from "The Edge 
Of Thorns", were culled "He Carves The 
Stone" (a thicker slice of the trademark 
Savatage goth style), and the "Follow Me 
Trilogy" (which consists of LP versions of 
"Labyrinths", "Follow Me" and "Exit 
Music'). The two live tracks are the 
Savatage classics, "Ghost In The Ruins" 
and "Hall Of The Mountain King" — the 
significance being that they were recorded 
with new vocalist Zachary Stevens, so 
they, as you will hear, have a different feel 
to them then the past versions with Jon 
Oliva singing.

Records Vendetta are relative 
newcomers to the metal scene, 

though they've been picking up a lot of

A hard 
rock quartet (Ron James-vocals, Peter 
Blackwell-guitar/vocals, Mark Gelmer-
bass/vocals and Ian Patrick-drums), 
who work the straighter approach sidestep-
ping alternative affectations, Vendetta offer 
a finely chiseled brew of crunch rock with a 
few little extras thrown in here and there. A 
youthful and energetic blast of arena rock, 
with a slightly harder edge, gives Vendetta 
something to shop at metal and AOR radio. 
The band are just releasing their self-titled 
debut album, and it offers up a variety of 
tracks to choose from, beginning with the 
hard Lillian Axe-ish "Can't Get There From 
Here".

16, Eric Gales rode the brilliant "Sign 
Of The Storm" into the limelight, and 
the six string world was electrified by 
his dazzling talent. Now at 18, Eric 
returns with "Paralyzed" (which 
picked up 17 adds its first week at 
metal radio), and the full 'Picture Of 
A Thousand Faces". Thick with blues 
infiltrated riffs and shuffles, the 
album runs the gamut from raspy 
embracers ("Angel"), to contempla-
tive riff driven mid-tempo rockers like 
"God Only Knows", the title track and 
"Take A Look", to an unlikely but 
cool sounding, bluesified cover of the 
Beatles "I Want You (She's So 
Heavy)", to more uptempo hitters like

orgoth, "Odium", Century Media Normally this would be a full pick, but we're a week late out of the chute on this one, since last 
week's issue was a bit crowded. Anyway, metal fans, death metal fans in particular, don't usually need to be spurred too hard into 
action, especially on a release they've been waiting for. Such was the case with this German bunch. This past week they picked up 

enough adds to land them in a tie for 13 Most Added (with 26 adds), so consider this a nudge in the shins for the rest of you. Morgoth (Marc 
Grewe-vocals, Carsten Otterbach-guitar, Sebastian Swad-bass, Harold Busse-guitar and Rudiger Hennecke-drums), spent nearly 
two years creating this monolithic record. The follow-up to the band's previous releases, "Cursed" (1991) and "Resurrection Absurd/Eternal 
Fall" (1990), "Odium" carries the band's normally aggressive death metal persona further in the more exploratory and experimental scene that's 
developing now. Speed, power, intricate arrangements and creative breaks all further accent the band's already heavy death vocal approach. 
Look for them on the road in the U.S. beginning this week.

reg Ginn, "Payday", Cruz He's not just an artist on the label... he owns the company. In fact, he owns three (SST, Cruz and New 
Alliance). He's also a guitarist, producer, songwriter and vocalist, and was the co-founder, guitarist and principle songwriter/lyricist for 
legendary influencers, Black Flag (and remained so throughout their ten year history). It's been somewhere in the area of seven years 

since Ginn has put anything out musically of his own (he also had a band called Gone while in Black Flag). His debut on Cruz, "Getting Even", 
heralds the return of his wicked guitar stylings, and also features Ginn on vocals and bass overdubbed on drumming by David Raven. We'll be 
reviewing the full album in next week's issue, but for now we'll direct your attention to the "Payday" remixes. Included on the pro is the angry, 
industrially tinged remix plus, the album versions of "Payday" and "Pig MF" (a flailing, thrashing bit of industrial grind). The sound is angular, 
bruising and chaotic (naturally, I guess, given the man's past musical orientation). The album version is much more groove oriented, though 
still injected with Ginn's crazed growls. Bizarre but cool. Look for the video of "Payday", which should be out now. More on the album later.

ut top story this week continues to be the ongoing battle between the dueling forces of darkness, that is Metal Blade's Mercyful Fate and of course, 
Earache/Columbia's Cathedral. King Diamond and Co. hold onto /1 this week (incidentally, the record should have had a big bold bullet on last week's chart 
— it was an oversight on our part), but Lee Dorian and his crew are nipping mightily at their heels, giving the label anything but time to sit back and enjoy. 

The situation's the same on the Most Added chart as well. Mercyful landed a whopping 20 increases on top of the already 30 or so reports of power play and 

nearly as many in heavy. Tough band. Cathedral on the other hand locked in 25 new adds on the "Midnight Mountain" single, along with 17 increases and 
almost 30 powers as well.

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Yo! Underground dance music alert! Continuing its tradition of bringing awareness of the genre to the masses, Caroline has created a new 
label imprint dedicated to all forms of progressive house music, including trance, tribal, acid jazz ambience and "intelligent techno." The first 
release is by Amorphous Androgynous, called  Tales of Eohiclrina. Consisting of the production duo of Brian Dougans and Garry Cockbain 
(who have previously worked under the name The Future Sound Of London), the record is impeccably produced and in the vein of music 
featured on Caroline's Excursions in Ambience CD that came out a few months ago. Testing the limits of modern music, the record gives us a 
glimpse into what's in store for the future. Truly amazing. 

Tripping Daisy is a much-heralded band out of the Dallas music scene whose first record (originally on Dallas-based label Dragon Street) 
has been reissued by Red/Island. The tracks on &II have an incredibly spontaneous feel to them, pop based yet by no means limited. Tim 
DeLaughter's kinetic vocals combine with the vibrant, high-energy instrumentation and result in an incredibly warm record definitely conducive 
to high volumes. Particular highlights include "My Umbrella," "One Through Four," and "Blown Away." Keep your eyes peeled for the band as 
they're about to hit the road and bring their power-packed live show to clubs across the land. 

A couple of releases on Futurist/Mechanic Records (212-226-7272) have been getting massive play on our stereos 
here at the HardHut. First, Lies Inc. by Snog. The Australia-based band mixes a heavy industrial/techno vibe into 
a menacing, groove-based frenzy. "Corporate Slave" was a huge club hit in Europe and their brand of music, "elec-
tro," is getting more and more attention on these shores as club goers become more familiar with it. Interesting 
new dance music for those who enjoy being challenged. Next up is Sometime Sweet Susan's FUSQ. Remember 
"Black Eyed Susan" and their Steve Albini-produced, much praised  Collide record a few years back? Well, after a 
few lineup changes and legal hassles, they changed their name. A prominent part of the burgeoning Milwaukee 
music scene, SSS have made quite a name for themselves with their killer live show and aggressive approach to 
recording. Fuse (also produced by Albini) is an animated, energefic record that doesn't pull any punches. It is a 
textbook model of what blustery, melodic music can and should be. Sure to influence many in the post-grunge 
world of heaviness. 

The Blue Johnnies, from Amaril;o, Texas, are another band that we've been admiring here, after 
being turned on to them by KACV's Jamey Karr. We checked tie record out and we can honestly 
say that it's one of the most refreshing things we've heard in quite a while. Mixing the folky nature of 
the Athens scene with the sound of the early pub-rock icons, the band has a knack for songwriting 
that is evident on first listen. The band consistently backs the clubs down south, and several A&R 
types have already made the trek down there to see them. With a sound as exhilarating as theirs, it 
should not be long before they reach a widespread audience.

I went to my third NMS for three reasons: 1) To meet people that I have never met 
before 2) To see people that I met briefly in the past and would like to get to know 
better 3) The obvious — to see people that I've known for a great many years that I 
just love to hang with and spend more time with eyeball to eyeball, as opposed to 
on the telephone. On the surface, those three reasons all come under the heading 
of schmooze. That dreaded S-word is way overused by cynics and people who 
would probably like to spend most of their time in a hotel room. Now, I'm not 
admitting I'm a schmoozer, but I'm a communicator and I'm in the business of com-
munication. And as opposed to a total party time for three days, this is my career 
and has been for quite many years and will continue to be for many more. So, to 
communicate is the main objective to go to any convention, be it NMS, Gavin, etc., 
although you won't find me at the Poe convention (Ed. note — he laughs heartily 
here). 

WHAT I THINK OF PANELS... 

As to the panels on Friday, both were no different from panels in the past — it fea-
tures a handful of programmers and other people involved in the music industry 
displayed on a podium with a moderator and audience participation is at a mini-
mum. The first panel which Karen Glauber moderated was inspiring. Karen didn't 
ask the traditional questions. She was very to the point and very blunt in the man-

ner of how she conducted the panel. The whole point of panels basically is to lis-
ten. Participation is difficult, especially in a large room, so realistically, it's just 
best to sit back and listen to the questions and the answers. You're actually getting 
to hear other people's views, whether you agree or disagree from a short distance. 
Panels are just a display — that is all they are. Panels will always be a display if 
humans are in front of other humans. 

Issues rarely get resolved, whether it's a panel or whether it's a large closed sympo-
sium, and that is not a cynic's viewpoint. The reality is, when someone says some-
thing, you're going to have a whole lot of different opinions about it, either agreeing 
or disagreeing, so it's all subjective. I would prefer to see symposiums where there 
is interaction and participation. I have no objections to a room full of radio and 
record people what-so-ever. As a matter of fact, that is quite inspiring. 

The problem is the subjects being discussed get weary. For instance, Saturday's 
symposium was a mega battle of publishing companies — if you stripped it down, 
it was R&R versus Billboard, and for all intents and purposes, the symposium was 
a presentation of two divisions of Billboard — BUS and Soundscan and one repre-
sentative from R&R. We all know that the R&R thing has been going on for quite a 
number of years, so it became a verbal offensive and defense by two publishing 
companies that just so happen to rule the record ruse. Unfortunately, it went on a 
little too long. It went on nearly three hours, and the unfortunate part of it was the 
participants in the symposium got lost — a lot of them left. I think three hours is a 
long period of time to debate one subject. I'm not denying that there weren't other 
subjects — mini-subjects weaved in and out and there was some good participa-
tion in it for quite a while. 

I think the radio side was shortchanged slightly, but I'm not upset about it because I 
realize there will be another day — it will happen once again. We'll be in San 
Francisco in February and most likely discuss the same stuff and some new stuff. 
What was missing at NMS was a private get-together for radio programmers. It's 
critical in the sense that the format has now grown and programmers need to 
understand each other a little more. Not to say we're all going to do the same thing 
and have our radio stations sound alike. The reality is there are quite a large 
amount of new people who've entered the format in the last year or so and I would 
have enjoyed sitting down and getting to know them. With New Music Seminar, 
we didn't even have that opportunity, so I felt deprived of that, but that doesn't 
diminish the fact that I had a wonderful time. That I did. I did the three things I list-
ed at the beginning. For some, I guess the convention is basically just a party 
thing. For me, I hoped to meet a lot of people and I hope that I'll be speaking with a 
number of you for years down the road. 
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THE WHOLE CHART THING... 
two cents in. Unfortunately, it was not the full group of people at the time they 
wanted to take the vote. What were they taking the vote on? They were taking a vote 
on R&R versus Billboard. 

As far as the chart goes, I insist, unless somebody can really convince me other-
wise, it's basically more oían interest towards the trades, tips, and record labels. 
Radio will acknowledge any chart that is deemed 'the chart,' although radio doesn't 
really have participation in deciding which chart that is going to be. If anybody can 
convince me otherwise, please do. We can fuck with the system, such as Kevin's 
actions three or four weeks ago. You can try to change the system, and even if it 
switches from one trade to another, it really doesn't matter because you're just trad-
ing in one for the other. So the chart system will be determined one way or another, 
and a lot of us really have no influence on that change. We can debate it and we 
can discuss it. 

I, for one, use charts as a tool, but really don't care about them; however, I know 
somewhere, somehow, there will always be a chart. As far as myself and all of my 
radio peers, choosing which either BDS or R&R is ludicrous. R&R is standing up 
and saying, 'Well, we're going to have a similar system to BDS, and we're going to 
hook up all the radio stations for free.' That's the drift that I got In other words, we 
will hook up all the radio stations for a similar system, but our system will be bet-
ter. I'm not being demeaning to either one of them, but I really believe that out of 
the 40-50 radio stations involved in this format, none of us can actually make a dif-
ference. Now, that's not a defeatist attitude, and I want that stressed. I'm not look-
ing at it with a defeated attitude. !really believe we're in the business of radio. 
We're not in the business of charts. Trade magazines are in the business of charts, 
and radio plays music that determines how those charts will look. How that chart 
comes out, that will be somewhere in a boardroom battlefield. 

I am trying not to take the ultimate cynic's attitude towards it I'm trying to be as 
logical as possible. My career is based on radio and playing music and getting 
excited about music. I think the record side is about selling records. You know, I 
get very excited when we break an artist. Well, on the record side of it, they get 
excited when we break the artist and it starts to chart. That is the world that we live 
in. You can poll all these radio people, and everybody will have an opinion, but in 
the end, it's really this major battle between two trade publications, and all the oth-
ers tipsheets fall to the wayside in a way because their charts were never /1 anyway. 
That's not meant to be demeaning, that's just the way it is — that's reality. For 
instance, how come certain records chart on Gavin, but never on any other chart? 

Some of the trades are based on charts and others are based on other kinds of 
information. If this becomes a major BDS issue, which it is, between R&R and 
Billboard, those two are always going to have a chart because that is what they are 
based upon. Their whole thing is based on charts and reporting some news. The 
other publications have always been referred to as tipsheets, and it took me a long 
time to grasp what the difference is. 

I don't know if the chart issue will be solved. R&R claims that they are two to three 
months away from their new system. I would imagine by February that issue will 
probably grow even gnarlier, so to speak. My biggest question is — how will it be 
determined? I'm not living in a plastic bubble. How is this decision going to 
arrive? It's not going to arrive by half a room that was once a larger room of people 
taking a vote. Fine, everybody, for the moment, is inspired and wants to throw their

IN SUM... 

It was frustrating, but overall, I had a wonderful time in New York and I enjoyed the 
seminar a lot more than I thought I would when I first made the decision to go. The 
time prior to NMS was not that exciting or inspiring for me. 

I think that the Gavin Convention is more oriented to the radio side — just the 
whole nature of it. The problem with NMS in the past was that it was always a cir-
cus and a side show. This time, it was not. This time, they almost achieved Gavin 
nirvana. 

The one disappointment was that we didn't discuss how to come together as a for-
mat, regardless of what background you come from — CHR, AOR, the purists, the 
long term career people of Alternative. It's probably a little uneasy to watch a lot of 
newer people entering the format. Some people are getting a new lease on a sec-
ond career, and I have no objection to that. The problem is, if we sit with small 
pockets of people, i.e. cliques, and just brutally beat a subject matter to the ground, 
you don't achieve anything. It's almost better to get together as an entire group as 
one and just talk. 

I realize that nothing will ever be 100% perfect, but there is nothing wrong with try-
ing to get closer to it. The reality of it is that, I as one, did speak with a lot of people 
that I wanted to get to know a little bit better. People that I didn't know that well and 
I spent time with were people like Don Parker, 0-Day, Bill Jacobs, and Kevin 
Weatherly. People that I've met before but I wanted to speak with further, would've 
been people like Kurt St. Thomas and Mike Summers. There were also people that 
I've met before a number of times like Super Frank and Jamie, and this time, I actu-
ally got to spend more time with them. 

It ail comes down to more quality time. I've always said that when you go to one of 
these things, you get out of it what you put into it. If you are cranky and grumpy 
and want to sit in a hotel room away from people, or if you're shy and just don't 
want to be around a large pocket of people, then don't. If you would like to spend 
some quality time with some small groups of people, the opportunity is so ripe 
there to do that and I always take advantage of that. That's my favorite thing to do 
— sit around and talk with a bunch of people. went with a good attitude, and I 
came away with a good attitude. Not to say that I live in a perfect world, because I 
don't. I also don't think that the entire seminar is a perfect world. 

God, now I know what it's like to have a conversation with myself!

Elton John's record collection was purchased at a London auction for $271,000 
by a St. Louis resident affected by the flooding. The collection of 25,000 albums 
and 23,000 singles included rare and autographed discs by a variety of artists. 
Proceeds from the sale will go to the Terrence Higgins Trust, a British AIDS charily. 
Sealed bids for John's collection were sent to Sotheby's from around the world. 

Vanessa Paradis, the 20-year-old French singer, has cancelled a planned world 
tour after being ordered by doctors to take a long rest. Her record label says Paradis 
is not seriously ill, but she needs some quiet time after putting on 70 concerts 
since March. Paradis was slated to play Los Angeles and New York in August. 

Elton John and Don Henley are among the celebrities who plan to participate in 
a "Smash Hits" tennis event in Los Angeles in September. John will play against 
Billie Jean King to raise money for the Elton John AIDS Foundation. He'll also play 
a private concert as part of the fundraising effort, which he hopes to make an annu-

al event. 

A judge in Nashville has issued a temporary restraining order against a 
Philadelphia woman who has been harassing Janis Ian. Chancellor Robert Brandt 
has ordered Mary Gabriel Lewis not to contact Ian. Ian says that since January, 
Lewis has sent Ian pornographic love letters, shredded photos, packages contain-
ing sanitary napkins and dog and human feces. She says Lewis has also threatened 
to kill her. The letters included "crudely drawn pornographic pictures" showing 
them "engaging in what appear to be sexual activities." Lewis joined Ian's fan club 
in the mid-1970s. Ian's complaint said she "is fearful for her life and safety." 

Mick Jagger's former wife, Bianca Jagger, has been awarded libel damages from 
the publishers of "The Andy Warhol Diaries." Jagger objected to comments about 
her lifestyle in the decade before Warhol's death in 1987. "The book was false and 
defamatory throughout. I was singled out as the victim of this book," Jagger says. 
"I am delighted that the legal system in England has worked and justice has been 
done." She was awarded an undisclosed amount of damages for the hardback edi-
tion of the book published in England in 1989. References to her were deleted from 
the paperback version published this year. "I hope my victory will encourage other 
people to take a stand to defend their reputation," Jagger says. "This might not be 
the end of my litigation." 

ca U2 lead singer Bono plans to take on world chess champion Gary Kasparov. U2's 
manager, Paul McGuinness, paid $30,000 in a charity auction for the privilege of 
playing the Russian chess champion. Bono has apparently wanted to play chess 
with Kasparov for some time. Bono was a child chess prodigy and played competi-
tively from age 10 through his teenage years with some degree of success. He's 
now in rigorous training and competing with the road crew on the "Zooropa" tour 
every night. He's feeling so confident that he's bet his manager $20,000 that he will 
beat Kasparov. 

Drummer Robert Ellis will leave P.J. Harvey at the end of their current lour. 
Ellis, a founding member of the band, also contributed the falsetto backing vocals 
on "50 Ft. Oueenie" and the title track to the band's new album "Rid Of Me." Ellis 
will leave the band after the band opens for U2 in Britain in August. The split is 
described as "amicable" and it does not preclude him working with singer Polly 
Harvey in the future. Ellis is apparently tired after six months of touring. 

se, Nirvana are adding a member, at least temporarily. Mg John Duncan, formerly 
of the British hardcore band the Exploited, will become the fourth member of 
Nirvana. Duncan apparently became friends with Kurt Cabala after working as 
their roadie on their "Nevermind" tour. He was invited to join the band in June and 
will play live with the band on their world tour beginning this fall, after release of 
the "In Utero" album. The band had originally said the album would be called 
"Verse Chorus Verse." 

Deborah Harry says she never considered using the Mondie name for her new 
album, "Debravision." "I was thinking of calling myself Acorn," Harry says. "A 
friend of mine started calling me that because I had on this little brown hat once, 
and she said 'Oh, acorn.' My hair was brown and I was wearing lip brown and I 
had this little brown round thing on.... You had to be there." Harry says the new 
album is "sort of a mixture of intentions." "We started out making a real sort of 
rough sounding rock record and that's why you have songs like 'Dog Star Girl' and 
'Fugitive' and 'Standing In My Way' and at one time 'Rain' actually sounded like 
them. There's a really tough version of 'Rain' which is lovely." Harry also says she 
wanted to emphasize themes from nature on the LP. "I wanted to say something 
about preserving the ecosystems of the earth and I wanted to say it in a way that 
was not, like, badgering or hammering home some kind of message. I wanted to 
say it in a way that was meaningful on a personal experience level that is emotional 
and sort of spiritual.... There are references to seasons, the wind, different elements 
of nature, planets, they're all in there." "Rain" wasn't written by Harry. "It was written 
by Lee Fox, my bass player. It's just about clearly what it says. It's about being 
down and being in a rainy frame of mind....It's about broken love, frustration." 

The Red Hot Chili Peppers have apparently been auditioning hundreds of 
potential new guitarists in absentia. They've having prospective band members per-
form in Los Angeles in front of a video camera with an anonymous bass player and 
drummer. Some players were booted out 15 seconds into their auditions. Tommy 
Cotter, of Chattanooga, Tennessee, says the backing musicians were a disappoint-
ment. "They played this real slow groove," he says. "I thought, 'My God, what is 
this?' It had no funk to it. These guys must really have been burned out il they'd 
been doing it all week. I thought I just had to go crazy and keep time with them but 
really go for it I played sort of Hendrix-like and real aggressive and mean and dirty 
and funky, and they started to react a little bit to my playing but they tried to hold 
back and keep it dumb and stupid." Cotter jokes that he's thinking about starting a 
Chili Peppers Guitar Audition Veterans group. 

Steve Albin, has unveiled his new band, Shellac, in a performance at a Chicago 
club. The band includes former Volcano Suns bass player Bob Weston and for-
mer Riflesport drummer Todd Trainer, as well as singer Al Johnson. Albini 
produced the most recent albums Iroin P.J. Harvey and Nirvana. 

Dennis DeYoung, formerly of Styx, says he's considering recording 
"Summertime" from "Porgy & Bess" on his upcoming solo album. "It's an album 
of Broadway tunes," De Young says. "There will be a lot of contemporary songs and 

a few old ones." De Young is still playing the role of Pontius Pilate in a touring ver-
sion of "Jesus Chris Superstar." The show will continue into next year, but 
De Young will leave the production in early September. "It was never my intention to 
stay in the role forever," he says. "It's been a great experience. I have a much better 
grasp of what it takes to be in the theater, to put together a show." 

George Michael's lawsuit against his record label over his contract has led a 
New York court to order that the company make public contracts with all of its 
major signings. That would include Michael Jackson, Mick Jagger, Bruce 
Springsteen, Billy Joel and Barbara Streisand. A source said the contracts 
are perceived as important because they can be compared to George Michael's 
contract. 

Guitarist Glenn Tipton says Judas Priest is still looking for a vocalist to replace 
Rob Hallord, who left the band to form Fight "We won't, in any way, shape, or 
form, gel a singer that's supposed to be like Rob," Tipton says. "We will get a 
singer who is unique in his own right. We don't want this to ever occur again.., well, 
it could never occur again. I think that would be the end. So we want to find 
absolutely the right guy." Tipton says the band was patient with Ha/ford while he 
proposed a solo project, then decided to split from the band after two decades. "We 
remained relatively silent for nine months and we sort of let Rob go his own way 
and gave him the choice to return to the band, but there was so much confusion 
being created for Judas Priest fans... We eventually had to make a decision and say, 
enough's enough, we're just going to forge ahead now," Tipton says. "The last bit 
of communication we had from him indicated that he would consider a reunion in 
three to four years if his solo career didn't do very well. You can imagine our reac-
tion to that."

"My dad really 
was influenced by a wide variety of music and he was a songwriter, so in those 
ways we could be compared," A.J. says. "But aside from that, we're coming from 
different places, you know?" The younger Croce has included Hank Thompson's 
"He's Got A Way With Women" on his self-tilled debut album, a song his father had 
recorded at his home. 

Stanley Morse, who designed the Grateful Dead's skull and roses logo, has 
returned home after undergoing a liver transplant. The Dead paid $175,000 towards 
the cost of the operation since Morse had no insurance. It's believed Morse's liver 
had been damaged by the painting solvents he used in drawing many psychedelic 
rock concert posters in the 1960s. 

Canadian film producer Ron Mann says his new movie, "Twist," is "the real story of 
dirty dancing." "This film is really about how the spirit moves. It's what I call going 
from squareness to awareness, the breaking down of rules and taboos in the '60s, 
especially on television. This really is about the twisted age," Mann says. He says 
the twist was one of the first sexual dances, and one where people could dance 
alone, 

Production begins in a few weeks for a new CBS-TV series called "South Of 
Sunset," which will star Glenn Frey. He'll play a Los Angeles detective named 
Cody McMann. Frey says he was surprised to get the lead role, but says its one of 
a series of "successful accidents" in his career.

Elvis Presley is dead. Retired Air Force Major Bill Smith, author of the book 
"Memphis Mystery: Elvis, The Man & The Myth," says he's had frequent conversa-
tions with Presley. He contends Presley faked his own death and is now living in 
seclusion. Smith's lawsuit says Presley Enterprises has violated his civil rights by 
holding a monopoly on Elvis memorabilia. Smith says God told him to file the legal 
action. "This lawsuit and my book are what will bring Elvis Aron Presley back to the 
world" Smith says. 

A two-CD "The History Of The Dave Clark Five" will be released in early August (by 
Hollywood Records). It will be the first time the band's catalog has been available 
on CD. The new package will include two hours of music, including rare b-sides 
and album tracks. 

Mick Jagger celebrated his 50th birthday a few days early with a party thrown by 
his wife in London. The theme of the party was the French Revolution. 

A survey by the daily newspaper La Prensa in Panama City has found that Ruben 
Blades is still the most popular candidate for president of Panama. The newspaper 
found that over 19 percent of those interviewed believe Blades will win the election 
next May, even though Blades has not said whether or not he will run for the office. 

Paula Abdul has testified that she sang all of the lead vocals on her "Forever Your 
Girl" album. Abdul testified in a lawsuit filed by backing vocalist Yvette Marine who 
says she's entitled to "co-lead vocal" credits on the 1988 album. Abdul says Marine 
had "no input" on lead vocals and that Marine only was used as a backing vocalist 
for four songs. U.S. District Court Judge A. Wallace Tashima has refused a request 
to dismiss the lawsuit, ruling that Marine has presented sufficient evidence for the 
trial to continue. 

A concert promoter in Taiwan is taking out a $5.2 million insurance policy in case 
Michael Jackson cancels two concerts planned for Taipei in September. 
Jackson recently cancelled two concerts been planned for Hong Kong in August, 
claiming to be too busy working on a film score, video and computer game. 
Jackson was set to have been paid $1.5 million to perform at a race course in 
August. The promoters are now threatening to sue. A spokesman for Jackson says 
the concert was canceled because the Hong Kong Jockey Club does not allow fans 
near the stage. Jackson opens the second leg of his 'Dangerous Tour" in Bangkok, 
Thailand, on August 24. Over 150,000 tons of equipment will be transported on two 
747 freight planes and a freighter boat for the tour. A press release says Jackson's 
goal is to "create a visual extravaganza so that everyone in the audience, regardless 
of age, race, creed, or color will feel like they are actually a part of the show." 

e' Cypress Hill's "Black Sunday" album has debuted at number one on the U.S. 
album sales chart, with the highest first-week over-the-counter sales of any rap 
album. The 260,000 copies of the group's second album exceeds the previous high 
of 193,000, set by ice Cube and his "The Predator" LP. Over a million copies were 
sold to stores during its first week of release. Cypress Hill plan a "Soul Assassins" 
tour of the U.S. beginning on the west coast in September. They recently toured 
Europe for three weeks with Funkdoobiest and House Of Pain. 

Former Mission Of Bonne guitarist Roger Miller has formed a band called M-3 
with his brothers Larry and Ben. The band will have an album out this fall (on New 
Alliance Records). Miller also has a Sun Ra tribute album coming out this fall with 
alfTellCe Whitfield & The Savages and Concussion Ensemble, and he plans 
to release a "very surrealistic" album next spring with his band Exquisite Corpse. 
As if that waste enough, Miller is working on a project with Sonic Youth guitarist 
Ile Ranaldo that Miller calls "ambient-y with a crunchy feedback kind of feel." 

The former Prince now wants to be called Victor One of his aides revealed the 
name to journalists at the Paisley Park studios in Minneapolis. Prince had already 
announced that he's changed his name to the symbol which was the title of his last 
album. Apparently, if you take the symbol apart you can make up the word Victor 
from its various parts. Reference to Victor was made on the final track of the sym-
bol album, "Sacrifice Of Victor," which ends with the lyrics "when I reach my desti-
nation, that's when I'll know, that's when my name will be Victor, Amen." Prince has 
promised to reveal the full meaning of the symbol and the significance of his name 
change on upcoming European dates. Meanwhile, Bob Wiseman, formerly of 
Blue Rodeo, has been rebuffed in his attempt to use the Prince name. Prince's 
attorneys have advised him not to try, though Wiseman may still attempt to use the 
name for an upcoming New York concert. 

John Waite, formerly of Bad English and the Babys, has a new track called "In 
Dreams" featured in the film "True Romance." Waite will have a solo album out next 
year (on Imago Records). 

The double album from the October 1992 Madison Square Garden concert cele-
brating 30 years of Bob Dylan's career will be released in mid-August (on 
Columbia Records). "Bob Dylan: The 30th Anniversary Concert Celebratrion" will 
feature 26 singers and groups performing Dylan songs, including Stevie 
Wonder, Lou Reed and Eric Clapton. It runs 145 minutes with 28 songs, and 
an accompanying home video will run 190 minutes with 31 songs. 

Evan Dando of the Lemonheads had the chance to read from his favorite work, 
Dylan Thomas' "Quite Early One Morning," on a British radio station recently. "I 
take it on tour with me everywhere," Dando says of the book. "I write my own sto-
ries too. Reading for the radio is something I've been wanting to do for some time." 

Sting, Elton John and Don Henley have agreed to play at a Labor Day concert 
near Boston to benefit the Walden Woods Project Jimmy Buffett, Melissa 
Etheridge, Phil Collins and Bonnie Raitt may also participate. 

There's a report that guitarist Ritchie Kotzen may be out of Poison after being 
found in bed with Rikki Rockett's gil/friend . Blue Sarazino reportedly has 
replaced Kotzen in Poison on their current concert tour. 

The University of Colorado has offered a course entitled "Studies In Gender & 
Performance: Madonna Undressed." "Half of the students, at one time or other, 
have had to defend their taking of the class — either to parents or boyfriends or 
girlfriends," says Polly McLean, an assistant journalist professor who taught the 
summer course in Boulder. McLean plays Madonna songs and videos as part of 
the class, emphasizing issues rasied in their images. She says the point of the class 
was "to get students to apply critical means of analysis to areas that are contempo-
rary in society — to single Madonna out and profile her, like we profile 
Shakespeare in English." 

Dolores O'Riordan, lead singer of the Cranberries, got her musical start in 
chutch.

Former Four Horseman singer Frank Starr and former Ozzy Osbourne drum-
mer Randy Castillo have formed a new band called Bone Angel The group has 
begun recording four songs with producer Bill Kennedy. 

Bob "Slim" Dunlap, former lead guitarist lor the Replacements, has just 
released a solo album, called "The Old New Me" (on Medium Cool Records). 
Dunlap recorded the album in Minneapolis, where Replacements colleague Paul 
Westerberg sang and played guitar on some of the tracks. 

Axl Rose of Guns N' Roses has paid off his delinquent property tax bill in 
Walworth County, Wisconsin, averting a tax sale of the 10 acres he owns near the 
resort area of Geneva Lake. The county says no taxes had been paid on the lot for 
four years. 

Ray Davies says the new Kinks album, "Phobia," doesn't have the sound he 
wants. "I wasn't allowed to experiment as much as wanted to. Davies says the 
band's record label wanted to hear "the Kinks that they know from shows at the 
Garden — a stand-up touring album....I like to go out on limbs, I'm interested in 
making, for want of a better expression, 'new music.' They thought that we were too 
left field.... Ultimately, I get the kicks in the pants as things go wrong." 
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A record release party in Boston was Tribe's first live performance with drummer 
Mike Levesque, who replaced David Penzo. Penzo was phased out while the 

band recorded its new album, "Sleeper." 

Peter Prescott, formerly of the Volcano Suns, has formed a group called 
Kustomize with former Bullet Lavolta member Yukki Gipe. 

Steve Earle reecently played four shows over two nights in Chicago, his first con-
certs in three years. "I've been hanging out with my kids and watching my dog 
chase cars," Earle told his audience, "you know, white-trash stuff." 

A home video has been released of environmental music videos from the American 
Lung Association's 1992 Blue Sky Awards. The compilation includes videos from 
the Grateful Dead, Midnight Oil and Talking Heads. A portion of profits from 
the sale of the compilation will fund clean air initiatives, research and other pro-
grams of the American Lung Association. 

"The Jimi Hendrix Exhibition" has opened at the Govinda Gallery in Washington's 
Georgetown district. The exhibit includes 88 pieces of Hendrix-related photographs, 
graphics and artwork. 

Former jazz drummer Ray Barron says trumpeter Louis Annstrong will be hon-
ored "within a year" with a stamp from the U.S. Postal Service. Barron has been 
working for five months to get an Armstrong commemorative stamp. "Forget Elvis," 
he says. "That really got me going. Without Louis we wouldn't have had Roy 
Eldridge, Dizzy Gillespie. He changed American music." Former U.S. Senator 
Paul Tsongas and US. Senator Ted Kennedy helped back the effort "Other people 
had asked for this, but I think our pressure really helped. When it comes out we will 
have a celebration," Barron says. 

Melissa Ferrick, who opened for Morrissey in the U.S. two years ago, has her 
debut album, "Massive Blur," just out. Peter Hoisapple plays guitar on the LP, 
which was produced by Gavin MacKillop. Vicki Petersen of the Bangles and 
Susan Cowell of the CowsIlls contribute backing vocals on the LP. "I studied 
Joan Armatrading very early on," Ferrick says. "I studied her for phrasing. Also, 
was a trumpet player at one time and that helped in learning about phrasing. 
When I was at Berklee, my teacher, Pat Pattison, said, 'You play the trumpet like 
people should sing. Why don't you sing more?" Ferrick plays a gold-top Les Paul 
guitar and a Telecaster on the album.

They put black elec-
trical tape on their mouths, painted "PMRC" (Parents Music Resource Center) on 
their chests, then stood motionless for 12 minutes. "If what we did made people 
uncomfortable or angry that is the point," says Tom Morello of the band. "People 
should be uncomfortable and angry about censorship." 

Former Replacements leader Paul Westerberg unveiled his new band in 
Boston recently, under the name Thadeus Moonbeam & The Brothers Grief 
He chose Boston because his backing band includes former Neighborhoods gui-
tarist David Mlnehan and former Raindogs bass player Darren Hill 

The Mavericks have moved to Nashville from South Florida. "We get so much 
work done here with the songwriting and working with other musicians," says bass 
player Bobby Reynolds. "I've been doing all the fan club work, too, until just 
recently. We have a beautiful newsletter that comes out a couple of times a year. It's 
called the Horse's Mouth. It has pictures, itineraries and info on the band. We have 
about 125 members already." The band has just returned from its first European 
tour. "Europe was great" Reynolds says. "It was a place we were getting some mall 
from, and the disc jockeys and critics were telling us our album was in their top 
playlist for 1992 and our songs were on the top of the list.

Billy Joel reportedly plans a concert in Portland, Maine, the first week of 
September, to warm up for his major fall concert tour which begins in Boston. 

John Lennon's first attempt at the lyrics to "I Am The Walrus" went on sale at an 
auction of Beatles' memorabilia in London. The handwritten sheet, which does not 
contain the finished lyrics for the song, was expected to fetch $175,000. A manu-
script for "Fool On The Hill" that Paul McCartney scribbled on a piece of hotel 
writing paper in France was expected to go for over $30,000. 

Country singer Clint Black has launched "Operation Heartland" to provide funds 
and supplies to small-scale community-based programs that were closed by 
Midwestern flooding. Black is used proceeds from a concert in Des Moines, Iowa, 
to launch the program. The organization says it wants to provide things local peo-
ple think they need and will solicit large donations of food, clothing and medicines 
from companies and hospitals. 

A high-level delegation of record company executives will travel to China later this 
year, now that copyright laws have been paseed there. They will be accompanied by 
representatives of the International Federation of the Phonographic Industry. 

Singer Irene Cara has won a lawsuit against her former record company, clearing 
the way for her to record a new album. Cara says that for the eight years she was in 
litigation, she chose not to talk about it to the press. 

Devante Swing of Joded i was reportedly robbed at his New Jersey home by 
armed men who took about $20,000 in jewelry after tying up Swing and his room-
mate. The men ransacked the house and struck Swing in the head. He and his 
roommate were not seriously injured 

Robert Ward, a guitarist who's played with Wilson Pickett, the Temptations 
and the Ohio Untouchables, is touring again after having released a couple of 
albums since he came out of retirement three years ago. He says New Orleans-
based Black Top Records spent two years tracking him down. "Someone told them 
they'd heard was somewhere in Georgia, so they passed all through Georgia look-
ing for me. People told them I was dead, I'd gone crazy, I was in prison," he says. 
Ward says he got out of the music business so that he could raise his six children 
after their mother died. 

Willie Nelson has presented a check for $20,00010 the family farmers' disaster 
fund, part of Farm Aid. He made the presentation while in Hinckley, Minnesota, for 
a benefit concert for farmers adversely affected by recent flooding. Nelson says he 
hopes the floods will draw attention to farmers' other problems. "As horrible as 
everything is...this may be the excellent opportunity to draw all of the farmers' prob-
lems to the attention of the government," Nelson says. Nelson is also pulling on 
two other benefit concerts in Illinois. 

Women attending a meeting of the National Association of Black Journalists walked 
out after a speech by Bushwick Bill of the Geto Boys. In answer to a question 
about images of women in rap music, Bushwick Bill said that all he knew in his 
neighborhood were "bitches" and 'has" (whores). When he was asked if that was 
how he referred to his mother, he said she was a "woman" but that he was not a 
"mother-fucker." That prompted about 200 women to walk out of the room. The 
President of the NABJ later asked for an apology, saying she is "nobody's bitch and 
nobody's 'ho.' You owe them an apology." The rapper responded by saying, "I 
apologize for my mind and being myself. I hope you'll find it big enough in your 
heart to forgive me." 

A federal court judge in New York has overruled a jury's decision regarding song-
writing credits for "Why Do Fools Fall In Love." A jury had ruled that Jimmy 
Merchant and Herman Santiago could seek royalties from covers of the song, 
which was originally a hit in 1956 for Franke Lyman & The Teenagers. Now, 
a judge has ruled the two are only entitled to royalties beginning in 1984, three 
years before they filed their lawsuit. 

A Florida teenager has been indicted on first-degree murder and kidnapping 
charges in the beating death of en elderly woman who had chastised him for the 
lyrics of a rap song he was singing. Sixteen-year-aid Victor Brancaccio is charged 
with the death of Mollie Mae Frazier in Fort Pierce, Florida. He allegedly beat the 
woman to death and later returned to burn and spray-paint her body The teenager 
is being held without bail. His defense attorney contends Brancaccio was insane at 
the time of the killing because of the combined effects of rap music, alcohol and 
anti-depressant drugs.

The Phoenix Festival, as reported in last week's hard Report, was the scene of 
trouble on the early hours of Sunday July 18. A security guard, Richard Carr was 
stabbed after the main gates to the arena were closed at midnight to facilitate a cur-
few. Problems began after a group of festival goers steed a demonstration against 
the lack of any music through the early hours. Eventually, up to 1500 people 
attempted to break into the main arena. Eyewitness reports suggest security 
guards' response was initially low key, but that the situation quickly escalated to the 
point where they thought they had to intervene. Vince Power, head of the Mean 
Fiddler Organization, who organized Phoenix, blamed a group of 30 non-ticket 
holders for inciting the mini-riot 21 people were injured. Elsewhere, police and 
"new age travelers" clashed on the Thursday before the festival began. A group of 
30 travelers in eight vehicles blocked entry to the site for several hours. According 
to police information, an attempt to move them led to travelers throwing missiles 
before they were finally moved at 3am on Friday morning. Several of the travelers 
are reported to have had tickets, but still police wouldn't let them in. The three day 
Phoenix Festival headlined by Sonic Youth, Faith No More and The Black 
Crowes was the first ever held on the site (an airfield near Stratford-upon-Avon) 
and some were unhappy at what they saw as a lack of facilities, misleading adver-
tising and broken promises from promoters The Mean Fiddler. A group of festival-
goers are threatening legal action against the Mean Fiddler over these issues. 
Never the less, Vince Power says the event will go ahead next year, claiming he 
already has two of the three headliners booked. 

PJ Harvey drummer Rob Ellis has left the band. His final performance will be 
when PJ Harvey support U2 in the UK in August. A statement from the band's pub-
licist says: "The split is entirely amicable and does not prelude the possibility of 
collaborating in the future." It is unclear what prompted Ellis's decision, but one 
report suggest he is unhappy with the band's hectic touring itinerary. Ellis was a 
founding member of PJ Harvey when they formed in Dorset, south-west England in 
early 1992. 

New Order are to be the subject of an hour-long film 'neworderstory' for the influ-
ential ITV network ads show The South Bank Show. The film has been produced 
and written by former New Musical Express writer and ZIT founder Paul Morley. 
The documentary features archive footage of Joy Division and New Order which 
has never been seen before on television in addition to material recorded over the 
last six moths. Nell Tennant, Arthur Baker and Quincy Jones have all been 
interviewed for the film which, bizarrely, includes a quiz on the history of the band 
hosted by British comedian Keith Allen and featuring New Order themselves as 
contestants. One bone of contention is the August 29 transmission date which 
clashed with New Order's headlining spot at the Reading Festival. However, it is 
expected the film will be released as a video later in the year. Finally, New Order's 
latest British single is 'World' from the 'Republic' album (London). B-sides will be 
remixes of the main track from Paul Oakenlold and Steve Osbourne, K-Klass 
and Brothers in Rhythm. 

Fantarla, a rave organization who are based in Gloucester, south England, have 
run into controversy over the artwork to their compilation album 'Twice As Nice: 
The sleeve features close-ups of two female nipples on the front and back. 
Woolworths have already said they won't stock the album. Meanwhile, in Coventry 
in the Midlands of England, the city council is threatening legal action if promo-
tional posters aren't taken down. At least one magazine has refused to carry an 
advertisement for 'Twice As Nice'. Fantazia's Barney Reason claims: 'It's 
designed to make people stop and think about accepted images. It aims to make a 
serious assault on the dismissive mythology regarding dance party culture." 

Ringers ITA frontman Many is reported to have left the country. As reported in 
last week's Hard Report the band were involved in an incident three weeks ago 
which left Melody Maker journalist Dave Simpson in need of hospital treatment. 
Police currently wish to talk to Matty about the fight which caused Simpson's 
injuries after the journalist reported the matter to authorities. According to the 
band's management company, Matty has gone AWOL, although he had done this 
before and once turned up in Brazil. Elsewhere, Staggers ITA were attacked by a 
group of 30 fascists with bricks and bottles before their London New Cross Venue 
show on July 11. The band hid in the venue and no one was seriously injured. 
Blaggers ITA have taken a firm stance against fascism both within their lyrics and in 
interviews. 

Mambo Taxis, a London all-women band, have hit out at Courtney Love after 
cancelling a show with Hole at the London Clapham Grand. Mambo Taxi were 
originally booked as the main support, but Love changed this to give exposure to 
the other less known support bands Linus and Rolierskate Skinny. Mambo 
Taxi's keyboardist Andrea commented: "We were pretty upset. We've never pulled 
out of a gig before, but we've never been messed around like this before. We are 
sorry to disappoint anyone by not playing, but we felt playing when the doors had 
just opened weren't satisfactory for us or the gig-goers." Mambo Taxi's third single 
'Do You Always Dress Like That In Front Of Other People's Boyfriends?' is due in 
stores in September. 

Depeche Mode lrontman David Gahan has been talking to London magazine 
Time Out's Laura Lee Davies about the band's recent work: "When we came to 
making this album, felt something had to change gear. I wanted everyone really to 
want to do it. I had all these ideas. I came back looking like someone different and 
for a while it was difficult to become friends again I think I've done a couple of 
interviews that I was probably a bit over the top in, cause there was stuff I just had 
to say. In retrospect, I look back on how hard it was for me to push things like 
drums, playing together on the record, for Martin to become more than a star. 
Seeing him show off on stage, love watching him, man. He also commented on 
his altitude to live work: "For a lew days I was thinking, I'm tired, we've done 35 
gigs already I never see my wile. But then suddenly you're on stage like tonight 
and it's like I want to do this for along while, y'know? What am I gonna do when 
stop doing this? Landscape laborer again. Ha, ha". 

Richard Darbyshire, former singer with Living in a Box is back with a solo 
single 'This I swear' (Dome/Emi). Derbyshire Co-wrote the song with Lisa 
Stans field who also provides backing vocals and it was produced by Ian 
Devaney and Andy Morris. The track is from a forthcoming album 'Wherever 
Love is Found'. Speaking about working with Stansfield, Darbyshire says: Working 
with Lisa is a delight. I've known her lor a number of years and we get on really 
well and I've known her producers Ian and Andy since they played brass on a Zu 
lu Sharks (one of Darbyshires former bands) record ten years ago. She is 
incredibly underrated. She writes from the heart and makes the simplicity of lyrics 
count. She also has great melodic sense and draws on all the soul influences. She 
works very fast and just gets on with it. And her sense of humor is second to none. 
We wrote 'This I Swear' in an afternoon" 

Chapterhouse will return in August with a new album 'Blood Music' (Dedicated). 
Advance reports suggest it's the bands most assured offering to date and a radical 
departure with a fuller sound less dependant on the "shoegazing guitars" of previ-
ous releases. Full track listing as follows: 'Don't Look Now 'There's Still Life: 'We 
Are The Beautiful', 'Summers Gone; 'Everytime; 'Doli; 'On The Way To Fly ', 'She's 
a Vision: 'Greater Power 'Confusion Trip', and 'Love Forever: 

Wiiija Records, the influential indie label which introduced the world to Therapy? 
and Huggy Bear have two new releases. 'Happy Little Bullshit Boy' is a 10' album 
from Blood Sausage. Led by Dale Shaw, the band have been associated with 
the British Riot Grrri movement because of their attitudes and punky sound. 
Cornershop's 'Elvis Sex Change; is also a mini album, collecting together the 
first two EPs from the Manchester-based Anglo/Asian band. 

Prince has begun his European tour and it looks as if his shows will consist of two 
sets: one of greatest hits and one of newer material. He has also denied he is to be 
known as Victor from now on. Prince commented: "People ask me what they 
should call me and I say to them, you're always with me you don't have to call 
me. 

One Dove, a band being heavily pushed by Boy's Own/London and picking up 
strong press in the UK, ran into problems with the police last week when they were 
filming a piece for television. The band were on a boat on the Thames which the 
police boarded because of the noise level. A spokesperson explained to Melody 
Maker: "They'd been going up and down the Thames for about six hours. I 
wouldn't say they were drunk, but everybody was merry. As the boat passed the 
Houses of Parliament, the police ordered it to stop and they got on. Obviously, 
they're worried about bomb threats at the moment. Everyone apologized to the 
police and they were allowed to go."
