The Tampa radio rumor mill has been in high gear for some weeks now, with
speculation centering on CBS’s 13 year heritage rocker WYNF. There was a
Westinghouse trade rumor, talk of Gox doing some sort of station swap, loose
talk of WYNF LMA-ing another station in town, and even conjecture that Infinity
was poised fo get their hands on Great American’s WXTB.

According to WYNF PD Steve Downes, the Cox rumor
intensified toward the end of last week, and first thing
A Monday the other shoe dropped. The staff was assem-
bled and told that GBS and Cox Enterprises had cut a
deal giving Cox WYNF, with CBS — oldies giant that
~ they are — picking up KLRX/Dallas. The staff was also
informed that everyone would be let go as of Friday the
13th. Gulp. The following day Cox issued a memo say-
ing they were interviewing for positions available and
would gladly interview all dismissed WYNF personnel,
saying there would not be an immediale format change.
In the meantime, a switch to Hot AC or Classic Rock
seems to be the smart bet among the locals. Given the current success the Cox
sisters are having with WCKG/Chicago, the CR bet might seem a little stronger,
but then again, word on the street has the organization very down on rock and roll,
S0 who knows? But, considering their two existing Tampa properties are AC
(WWRM) and AC talk (WSUN), they've got a number of viable options.

So, what was it like to sit through that Monday morning meeting? Steve Downes
comments, “We felt an immediate sense of loss, but over the last few days it
seems as if the rumors of WYNF's demise may have been premalure. The fact of
the matter is that there is a lot of heritage here that's a definite market impression
over the last 13 years, and WYNF is the only mainstream AOR in the markelplace.”
We're sure Greg Mull will debale that last point, but probably not Steve's stale-
ment that, “There is a tremendous amount of talent at this radio station and where
they choose to go and who will want them, only the future knows. Sean
Portmann has been a tremendous General Manager to work for, and it's really a
been a blast to work in such a family atmosphere.” Despile the rumors, he contin-
ued, “It was a blind side hit, but that's radio in the ‘90s and it's a different ball
game now. It's up to the people who play it to adjust to the rules. This is the first
duopoly in this market and it probably won't be the last.” One final question — fo
what degree did the Ron and Ren defection factor into the above scenario? “That
was obviously an event of major significance o the station,” said Steve, “but ulti-
malely it had negligible effect on this deal”.

ew York City was the scene as The Band took to the stag at the famed
N Lonestar Cafe. This is a group that has survived some tough times: the

departure of their guitiarist/head songwriter Robbie Robertson; the death
of pianist Richard Manuel and relative obscurity in the last few years. Al this
from a band that once graced the cover of Time magazine. But the tide seems to
be finally turning. British journalist Barney Hoskyns recently released Across
The Great Divide, a biography on the group; a new LP for Great Pyramid (to be
distributed by Rhino/Atlantic) is due in October and this current incarnation of
The Band - original members Rick Danko, Levon Helm, and Garth Hudson, plus
guitarist Jim Weidler, drummer Randy Ciarlande and former Full Tilt Boogie
Band keyboardist Richard Bell - are on a national tour.

espite hitting the stage an hour late (they were caught in a major traffic jam),

The Band made up for their tardiness with a blistering hour long set com-
prised of their classics - a slower but punchy “Rag Mama Rag’”; a joyous “Life Is
A Carnival”; and an ironic lake on “The Shape I'm In”. Also in the show were
previews from their forthcoming album tentatively titled “Back”. The Band
dipped into the songbook of their old friend and boss Bob Dylan and did a pas-
sionale inferprelation of *Blind Willie McTell” and on Bruce Springsteen’s
“Atlantic City", Danko and Helm bridged the gap between the song and The
Band's “King Harvest (Has Surely Come)”. Though they were written some fif-
teen years apart, the message in both tunes are the same.

B assist Rick Danko is looking a bit paunchy these days, but he’s still in great
voice. He brought the house down with “It Makes No Difference”, which also
featured some great sax work from Hudson. Levon Helm, one of the most
underrated male vocalists in rock, showed off his R&B roots with “Love You Like
A Wife" and “Willie And The Hand Jive”. Jim Weidler's guitar work more than
fills the shoes left by Robbie Robertson, Richard Bell handled most of the piano
chores leaving Garth Hudson to do what he does best - play amazing synth and
organ flourishes. The double drum attack of Helm and Randy Ciarlande had the
place hopping throughout the program. A killer show.

here was a great degree of skepticism when The Band reformed in 1986, and

when Robbie Robertson declined to hop aboard, that skepticism was dou-
bled. But as the remaining members of The Band have shown with this perfor-
mance, they may be a little bit older and a little slower, but they're also getting
better with age.

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he first time | glimpsed
Phil Walden, he was pre-
siding over the annual
Capricorn picnic, with the
likes of Dickey Betts and
then Presidential candi-
date Jimmy Carter shar-
ing the running board of
a vintage white Rolls chowin
down on ribs. Imagine the size of
my fresh out of North Carolina
eyes. Fast fowarding nearly 20
ears from that 1974 event, Phil
is a little over two years info
Capricorn’s second incarnation.
Only this time, the floor show is
nonexistent. He’s a man whose
personal and professional ups and
downs have been widely docv-
mented, and today’s Phil Walden
is focused, perceptive, and disarm-
ingly down to earth. From his
promo staff to the artist roster,
Phil’s new Capricorn is a case
study in honesty and understate-
ment — while the music kicks your
butt to Atlanta and back, that is.
After all, this is the man who
found and managed Otis Redding
while barely out of college, and
went on fo guide the careers of
the Aliman Brothers, Marshall
Tucker, Wet Wilie, Elvin Bishop,
Bonnie Bramlett and more. But
it’s not as if Phil found those great
bands all at once....

Many people have the perception that
your success with Capricorn the first
go-round happened almost overnight.
But that really wasn’t the case, was
it?

Phil: It hardly was an overnight suc-
cess. Capricorn really was birthed
out of the need to place management
clients with a recording label, which
really came to the surface with the
Allman Brothers. The question was,
would we put them on a major
label or would they be with
Capricorn? Through
consultation with
Jerry Wexler, it
was decided
that they
would

record
for
Capricorn. Prior
to the success with
the Allmans, we did a
number of R&B single releas-
es, and albums by Johnny
Jenkins and Livingston Taylor,
;/llzich were moderately success-
ul.

After all, the Allmans were
on their third release when
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they finally hit.

Phil: That’s right. We had done a self-titled
album, and Idlewild South was their second
release, and that was mildly successful. |
remember very vividly that the first album
stopped selling at 33,000 units, and ldlewild
South maybe did 100,000 - 125,000. Both of
these albums later went on to be multi-plat-
inum. But the breakthrough album was
Fillmore East.

They did a Iot of playing around Boston
and the northeast in general, didn’t
they?

Phil: In fact, they lived and operated out of
the Boston area for several months. To tell
you what a modest budget we were operating
on, they lived for a time period in an aban-
doned apartment with no running water or
electricity, and through a series of extension
cords, they ran power from
someone else’s apartment.
They played free every
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Sunday in Boston, really working the area,
much in the same fashion as they did Atlanta.
By just playing at every opportunity, they real-
ly gained a substantial following. If there was
a park available and power to drive the bana,
they would do it.

Do you think that Duane was still
improving, or do you think that he was
at his peak when he died?

Phil: | had a conversation with Duane, | think
it was two nights prior to his death, following
an Allman Brothers rehearsal. He was sitting
alone playing the acoustic guitar in the
rehearsal room, as everybody else was sort of
milling around. | went down and sat next to
him. | asked him what he was playing, and he
said it was an acoustic version of Billy
Stewarts ‘Sitting In The Park.’ | commented
on how beautifully he played it and how great
| thought he was as a player. He said, ‘| really
sense that I'm playing very well, and the scary
part about it is, can | play any better than this?’
I don't know whether he could play any better
or not. Looking back,
its awfully hard to
improve on his
work. | think he
may have been
afforded more
opportunities to
play a wider
variely of
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Styles, perhaps. In addition to his wonderful
technique and talent, Duane just had impecca-
ble taste. That's what really did it for me. You
run into a lot of guys with a lot of talent in var-
ied playing styles, but the taste factor just
really put Duane over the top.

Given your close personal relationship
with the Allman Brothers, | can’t imag-
ine what it must have been like to lose
Duane after going through a similar
scenario with Otis Redding.

Phil: Those things are always so hard to take,
especially with young people, and musicians
in particular. Duane used to comment, ‘Don't
bet the farm on me because | want to do all the
living that | can do every day like its my last
day." He stuck to his word pretty well. Its just
one of those things you can't explain.

One hears a lot of Widespread
Panic/Aliman Brothers comparisons.
Do you see those similarities yourself?

Phil: | think so. | think the spirit of
Widespread Panic is identical to the spirit of
the Allmans in the early ‘70s, sort of that com-
munal music group, that wonderful interplay
between the various members, much as it was
with the Allmans. The early ‘70s with the
Allmans was such an exciting time period,
even before we were selling records because
we were trying to make a statement about
something. It was a statement not only about
this band, but about the entire region of the
South and the music that had come from the
south previously, and the music that we
thought was coming in the contemporary
sense, and maybe even some indications of
what was to come in the future. Everybody
was so committed to the concept.

And that concept was?

Phil: Living and working in our region. That
was a very important point. The Allmans went
on to have this very large farm, they all had
houses there. It was a nice era.

Lifestyles aside, do you sense that

Panic is following somewhat the same
developmental curve that the Allmans
did through the first several releases?

Phil: Thats an excellent
point. Theres a big dif-
ference between the first
album that we made and
the current album. |
think you will look for
another big step with the
next album, very similar
to the Allmans. If you lis-
ten to the first two Allman
Brothers albums, you
may feel that some of it is
sort of tentative, that the
search is on for what they
are really about, and that
is probably true for Panic,
too.

Do you think Panic
has matured more
from their first to
their second record
than the Allmans did?

Phil: Yes, | think s0. It's
probably a sign of the
times. The young musi-
cians of today are much
better prepared for
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careers and they certainly enter the market in a
much more professional way and, of course,
the litmus test is to put them on the road. If
they don't mature on the road, its probably
best to go onto another project. The road has
worked very well.

When you re-launched the label back
in ‘91, the L.A. Times talked about how
a number of Iabels were excited about
rejuvenating the southern rock scene.
Do you think that has happened in the
time since?

Phil: Yes, in fact, | just came from Burbank
yesterday and Kenny Puvogel told me one of
the complaints he is hearing from radio is we
have too many southern rock and roll bands to
add ‘em all, so there’s definitely been a renais-
sance of sorts. The guys from R.E.M. and
Black Crowes are due immeasurable cregit for
refocusing the attention on the south.

Who came up with the whole H.0.R.D.E.
tour idea? Were you a part of that?

Phil: Actually, John Curtis, who was head of
Artist Development for us. He has since left
the company and returned to Hilton Head,
South Carolina.

1 can think of worse places to be.

Phil: Get him a fax machine
and a cellular phone and his
feet in the sand. He had

this concept of pulting
together various bands

— Widespread Panic,
Blues Traveler, The
Aquarium Rescue
Unit — and he

talked to a cou-

ple of major
promolters

about it,
then he
talked to
acouple
of

major
agents
about it. |/
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think when it really started to develop was
when he spoke to David Graham who, at that
time, was managing Blues Traveler. David
Graham, in turn, spoke to John Popper and
then John pretty much took the reins and fur-
ther developed the concept.

Do you know the Blues Traveler organi-
zation, or the band?

Phil: Yeah, I've met John Popper on a couple
of occasions.

They’re nice guys, aren’t they?

Phil: Yes, and | think they're a wonderful
band, too. They have done a magnificent job
executing their career plan. You sense they're
the people’s band.

Well, they worked it from the roots up,
which would appear to be simpatico
with your grand pian, and that’s why
this whole H.0.R.D.E. thing is working.
But still, you gotta be blown away that
you pulled 18,000 people in Denver,
12,000 in Kansas City with a 6,000
walk-up...

Phil: It's incredible. Particularly if you con-
sider there’s not a gold album amongst all the
groups on the tour. | think the fans of all these
bands are really making a statement.

Give yourself a big pat on the back for
such a great job of manipulating the
consumer press:

Phil: | dcn't tNinF we can manipulate the
consumer press; but | think we have cer-
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tainly tried to expose them to what was going
on and we have been trying to explain what
was going on for the past eighteen months or
50 with this music, because everybody finds
the need to try to categorize it.

We gotta do that, Phil! Can’t have
music without puttin’ it in boxes, ya
know!

Phil: You gotta find a shelf for it. The good
news is that we're finally off of Southern rock
shelves and now we're on the neo-hippy
shelves. | don't know where we go from there.

operation and we just keep giving music the
priority and the artists the priority, then this
will ultimately all gel. In a start up company,
you're tempted to try to make some short cuts.
You see something and say, ‘Damn | know this
is going to sell," but if you get away from the
standards that you have set for the company,
then the whole game plan, | think, can go
down the drain.

Do you feel like the old Capricorn was
too uni-dimensional artistically?

Phil: To a certain degree. | think we actually
had a much broader base than we were given

Seated, Otis Redding.

If the Southern perspective was such a
key part of your first incarnation of the
label, how important is it now?

Phil: Well, I think the spirit of Southern
music is what we try to abide by and use as
our inspiration. We have, of course, lan
Moore, from Texas — and | guess you could
consider that Southern to a degree — but 311
is from Los Angeles, we have the Swinging
Steaks from Boston, and the Freddy Jones
Band from Chicago. So, | think our music is
much more diverse in this new incarnation.
Certainly the label has a more well-rounded
roster. | do think every artist on the label is
important musically and every artist on the
label has his own musical point of view, which
| beligve makes us unique among record com-
panies in America. The diversity —
Widespread Panic to 311 to lan Moore fo
Hank Williams, Jr., Billy Burnette to the Dixie
Dregs.

1 think there’s another thing that
makes you unique, and that’s
Capricorn’s apparent unwillingness to
sign and promote somewhat schlockier
bands, even though they might have
huge commercial appeal.

Phil: Yeah, my age old approach to this is |
don't want to sign anything that | can't listen to
at home and we have really tried to abide by
this formula. We place music absolutely first,
now and forever. If we do the other business
things necessary to ensure a good sound
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credit for, but because of the success of the
Allmans and Marshall Tucker..

And let’s not forget Elvin Bishop.

Phil: | never did hear Elvin Bishop and the
Allman Brothers sounding alike. | thought

Marshall Tucker was obviously much more
country than the Allman Brothers.

Interesting that you’ve never dealt that
much with country music.

Phil: We flirted with country in the middle
'70s and we had very limited success. We
now have Hank Williams, Jr, Billy Burnette
and a very, very exciting new artist that we just
signed, Kenny Chesney, who's a 25 year old
brilliant songwriter, just unbelievable singer
— we're releasing that this fall and we are
committed to developing a major roster in
country music as another element of our com-
pany.

Do you envision that progressive coun-
try music may get to the point where it
could support its own radio format?
Lyle Lovett, Dwight Yoakam...

Phil: | sure hope so. I've often wished that
there was an alternative or progressive country
radio format with the emphasis on album ori-
ented country. If | see any problem with coun-
try music, it is a tendency to keep everything
between the lines. | would certainly like fo see
country radio encourage its artists to expand

the base. | think it could be a real exciting era
if everybody would get away from all the for-
mulas.

Yeah, | read somewhere recently that
Dwight Yoakam takes heat because he
records his records in Los Angeles and
doesn’t use all the same studio musi-
cians that everybody uses in Nashville.
I was surprised to read that the format
is that myopic.

Phil: It has changed substantially over the
last several years. | think due in no small part
to the leadership of people like Jim Ed
Norman, Bruce Hinton, Tony Brown, the
\ absolutely brilliant development of
Arista by Tim Dubois. | mean, it5s text-
" book what this man has done. The
good ol boys are gone, so hopefully
we're now dealing with a lot of very
bright, very articulate executives that |

| think are going to really grab the reins
of country music and steer it to a much
wider base.

We’re thrilled to have lan Moore
headline our Canoe Carnival
event this weekend. You’ve got
to be over the moon about how
well the record’s doing.

& Phil: It's always exciting when you
) sense that everybody else seems to
agree with what you're doing. | was at
Warnerss in Burbank all day yesterday
and you can just sense the excitement
walking down the halls. Everybody is
very pleased with how quickly we've
come thus far and | think Jeff Cook and
Mark Pucci and everybody at the com-
pany has done a marvelous job in set-
ting this record up. I's rare to find
somebody as young as he is with that
much talent and that much confidence.
From his ability as a songwriter, a
singer, as a performer and a player, it’s
like he came from central casting. You
sense that he has been preparing himself all
of his life for this moment and | know he's
ready and its real exciting.

Dave Morell here had a conversation
with Derek Ault at Alligator who men-
tioned that they’d received a demo
tape of Ian’s and passed, and were
really impressed with your success to
date.

Phil: A number of people passed.
Really!? I’'m surprised to hear that.

Phil: | think Giant passed, Hollywood tried to
sign him, and in fact, lan was under contract
fo EMI. When Koppleman came in, a decision
was made that they were going to go with
English rock and roll acts and he was given a
release.

And | heard his demo, as did a lot of people,
and there was one song, ‘Blue Sky," which |
couldn't stop playing. Then | got a call from
Lenny Waronker at Warners. They were look-
ing at him, but Lenny said he sensed that he'd
fit our roster much better than the Warner ros-
ter. He asked if | was interested, | said yes,
and then shortly thereafter | flew to Texas with
Mark Pucci and we made a deal that night.

He’s certainly got that taste, no doubt.

Phil: The wonderful thing about a young
player like lan is that he has such tremendous

respect for the past, but he uses that respect to
really put it in a contemporary sense, | think,
and I'm sure you know, that this is just the first
chapter of the lan Moore story. We can really
look forward to a lot of wonderful musical
things to come from this young man.

Are you surprised that lan is doing as
well as he is, given the lack of Top 40
and video exposure?

Phil: I'm not surprised, I'm delighted. In fact,
I'm relying on the ol gut instinct. | made a
prediction early on when we first received the
album from Barry Beckett and lan Moore. |
felt that lan had put together an album’s worth
of music that would do very good at AOR. |
felt it was perfect for the format.

Do you need Top 40 to bring this artist
home?

Phil: | don't know, but it’s going o be inter-
esting to see because | don't know whether he
is a Top 40/CHR artist.

You have confidence that you can sell
this project gold without Top 40?

Phil: | really believe that is possible.

Given your central casting comment,
you must have big video plans for the
kid.

Phil: Yes. In fact, last weekend in Burbank |
began the discussions, and when | returned
here, | was with lan and his manager Jan
Mirkin and I advised everybody to start think-
ing along those lines. When we'll do it and
what cut we'll use we can't say right now.

Is it unusual to go out with a project
like this with such major expectations
without a video?

Phil: We always operate outside the rules.
We just do what we sense is best for the artist.
There was some discussion whether we
should go out with a video at the same time as
the album, and | suggested we wait. We want-
ed to make an all-out commitment to AOR,

and if we were successful there, then falk
about the next step.

Makes sense. Given all the success of
the H.0.R.D.E. tour, why didn’t you put
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Ian on that tour?

Phil: The H.0.R.D.E. tour was a done deal by
the time lan’s album was set for release. |
think he would've been perfect.

And if you had a wish list of acts to put

him on the road with?

Phil: | think he will do well with virtually any-
body because he is such a talented performer.
1 have so much confidence in lan, that I'm
delighted for any opportunity. There are cer-
tain acts that may be more desirable, and |
would like to see whoever he is on the road
with appeal to a younger demographic, early
205 into early 30's, as opposed to touring with
one of the older, more mature AOR acts.

Somehow | can’t see him out there
with the Moody Blues.

Phil: That would probably be the wrong
match. | think lan can make the best of any
situation he is presented with, and | think this
is a wonderful place for a record company to
be. We have all the confidence in the world in
lan Moore. He is an immense talent.

For a young Iabel, Capricorn has
pleased consumers and critics alike
with your various box sets, most
notably the Elmore James collection.
Give us a little background there.

Phil: | was moved to do this for several rea-
sons. First, due to the sense of urgency | had
as a preservationist about this music and
putting it together in a package that would be
well received by the consumer and yet be his-
torically true to the music. Through this Sonic
Solutions remastering process, we can make
the records sound the best that they could
possibly sound, and I'm pleased to report that
even CD Review commented that these records
have never sounded as good as they do on
Capricorn Records, which was very flattering.
But, in addition to the preservationist aspect
and a deep love for this music personally, we
did not have a catalog when we reincarnated
Capricorn this time, having lost my calalog to
PolyGram in 1979. | needed, for a start-up

company, to try to build a catalog as quickly
and as effectively as possible. Through
license agreements and this concept of docu-
menting the independent record company
story, we came up with this series of boxed
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sets. They've been very successful and well
received from both consumers and critics
alike, and they've all been profitable. If our
game plan works as we hope, they will contin-
ue to sell on a monthly basis. They were not
intended to come out and sell 100,000 units
each and then disappear. We had hoped they
would, in fact, establish a catalog for us and it
is definitely shaping up to ultimately accom-
plish this.

From a fan’s perspective, why wouldn’t
you offer, say, the Cobra collection
individually? What does the consumer
gain by buying the boxed set as
opposed to individual releases where
they can pick and choose?

Phil: What we try to do in the boxed set is to
present an overview that you may not get
should you just pick and choose. These
boxed sets are really intended to be enjoyed in
their entirety with the accompanying liner
notes, which would give you a real sense of
what these entrepreneurs were trying to
accomplish, generally, with very limited funa-
ing. The great thing, the amazing thing, about
the recordings that we've reissued thus far is
the sense of urgency in this music and it
makes me grateful for the fact the record com-
panies had limited budgets, thus they didn’t
have enough money to overproduce these
records. They're simple, straight ahead and
pure. Should a record company owner or pro-
ducer or entrepreneur have had greater fund-
ing available, they probably would have tried
fo make much more sophisticated records and
1 think it would have violated the spirit of early
rock and roll.

I don’t know if you know this, but
we’ve done so well with this Triple A
section that last week we started a
blues section.

Phil: Oh great!!

(Laughs) | hooked up with Roberta
Penn, who does the blues show on
KXRX and is a well known critic and
author in Seattle. We’re doing reviews,
interviews, and a chart based on blues
show airplay all around the country.

Phil: There's a terrific one in Nashville on
RLT

Yes, Roberta interviewed the host,
Chuck Bloominberg in this week’s
issue.

Phil: His show is fabulous. And afterwards

at this club in Nashville, they have this blues

gathering and he plays blues records for sev-
eral hours there.

Given your preservationist bent are you
concerned that as the blues get more
institutionalized, a Ia the Smithsonian
putting albums out and government
subsidies, that the authenticity of the
art form will be compromised?

Phil: | hope there is some happy medium
between the two. | think both have their place.
| certainly don't want to institutionalize it to the
point that it loses its soul, that it robs all of its
true character.

Roberta went on to point out how pub-
lic funding, for instance, has been so
deadly for Jazz.

Phil: Well, it's certainly a danger. | think any
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contemporary music form is in danger when
we slart intellectualizing it, when we start fig-
uring out rock n’ roll. How do they do this
Stuff? What's the structure of this blues song?
Intellectualizing something thats just unneces-
sary. | think it robs it of its originality. So
much of this music is spontaneous and so
deep seeded in the singer and it’s almost like
an emotional outburst by singing poets to me.
Those blues guys were really the black poets
of their era, much in the same way that | think
Hank Williams Sr. is probably the greatest
blue collar poet that this country has ever pro-
duced. The incredible thing was the post
World War Il blues movement and the songs
are so simple and yet so beautiful. When you
try to analyze it that just breaks it up.

Do you think that younger black per-
formers that might have done blues
two decades
ago would be
doing rap now?

where you are today. Is that true?

Phil: Absolutely true. | am deeply indebted
to Jim Varney. He believed in me when there
was not a broad based consensus for it.
(Laughs) Realistically, | know | had been writ-
ten off by most, and | don't know how many
people took my dedication to being clean and
sober seriously. | think even fewer thought
that | would succeed with that program, but
Jim got me back into the entertainment busi-
ness. He was an incredible client and it was a
great relationship. I'm forever grateful for Jim
Varney.

I couldn’t believe when | was flipping
through my notes and | realized that
his three Disney movies did 60 million
bucks. That’s big business.

Phil: Oh yeah,
hes a very tal-
ented guy.

It did seem to
have more of a country or a rural flavor or
sensibility to it. Today's black music is so
much more urban.

After the old Capricorn kind of came
apart, it sounds as if finding Jim
Varney (“Ernest T. Worrell’’) was a key
ingredient in your getting back to

Do you ever feel as
if you’re having to get up and rolling on
a very uneven playing field?

Phil: Despite the economy, I'm so pleased to
be back in business with Mo Ostin and
Warner Brothers Records. The people |
admire, respect and love are all there. Mo is
undoubtedly the finest true record executive

| our industry has ever known. He' allowed us

the opportunity to operate Capricorn with dig-
nity. We aren't indulged unnecessarily, but
he’s certainly provided adequate funding for
us.

Part of the organic approach to con-
temporary music that you specialize in,
a la Panic and Hampton, is an anticipa-
tion of an ever stronger backlash to
the synthetic music of the ‘80s. Do
you gee that that backlash is intensi-
fied?

Phil: The audiences are really demanding
more musically from the bands today. | think
it’s going to get better. The success of the
H.O0.R.D.E tour is really substantial evidence
of that. Why would thousands of people gath-
er to hear bands that have not achieved great
commercial success other than to listen to the
music? So, | think the consumer here is try-
ing to tell us something. | think the ‘905 are
going to mature in a nice way. We've got a lot
of great music ahead of us in the ‘90s and I'm
certainly looking forward to it with great
expectations.

Sugarcubes!). Then, on Thursday, we planned, executed (it was so well done that
it was even lalked about over our competitor's airwaves), and kicked ass with the
biggest in-store |'ve ever been a part of: Basically, the entire H.0.R.D.E. tour hung
out at Records N Such in Albany with about 500 fans who braved a torrential
downpour to come out and see Widespread Panic jam (live over the air via Marti,
as well) for 45 minutes with John Popper of Blues Traveler joining for a killer
version of “She Caught The Katy” at the end. Live TV coverage from the event, too.
Then the Samples played, and Mr. Reality too. After the jamming was done, fans
patiently waited for the chance to rap with all the above artists, as well as Big Head

Todd and The Monsters. It was all smiles from start to finish, with over 65 tickets

to the H.0.R.D.E. tour sold at the in-store, and Records N Such’s top 4 for the week
being the Samples, Blues Traveler, Widespread, and Big Head, with catalog for the
first three showing up in the top 30 too. Listeners were incredibly grateful and psy-
ched, the bands had a good time, and we solidified our image as the only radio sta-
tion in this market big enough to play these great artists, and carry enough clout to
pull off an event of this size. It's tremendous to see what can happen when a few
dedicated minds get together and pull something like this off. A definite win/win/win
situation - for WEQX (we turned a promotional shut out into a steal), the record store,
and all the bands and labels involved. Many thanks to those who organized and
made this event happen - Donna Smith, Jim Lewis, Rob Gordon, Jay Hart Jon
Cohen, Linda Metz, Tom Jodka, Charlie Londane, and our Promolion
Director, Joy Jehnson, who organized it from our end. If was also fun to introduce
the Samples in front of 10 or 12,000 fans during the H.0.R.D.E. show at SPAC the

Everyone who has received a copy of
‘Patience’ has been taken by the beautiful
art work involved in this project. Iunder-
stand that it was something you did your-
selves.

Linford: Yeah, well, we've always said that when in
doubl, always surround yourself with real artists. We
have a mentor and close friend who does the photog-
raphy for the band, his name is Mike Wilson, and we
love his work. As far as the little woodcuts go, we
discovered a book a couple of years back with those
illustrations in it. It was published in 1930, and they
were in a book of obscure poelry. The poems were
dismissable, but the illustrations just made our hearts
beat faster. The author had died — must be coming
up on 20 years now — and after a myriad of phone
calls and a long and winding road of inquiry, we
tracked down his aged widow in upstate New York
and she granted us permission to use those little
woodcut images. As we were thinking about the col-
lection of songs that we haa, we were just amazed
when we sort of opened those up and how easily they
married themselves to the lyrics. We were really
happy to be able to use them.

Is this package how
you presented your
album to L.R.S. when
you were shopping for
alabel?

Karin: Basically, we didn't shop at all. What
happened with L R.S. — I'll try to make a long

sltory short. This fine lady, by the name of

Leslie Wadell saw us play a festival about three

years ago when we were just getting started and
liked us, and bought our first independent release
called 'Till We Have Faces.” Then, when our second
release came out, ‘Patience,’ which we put out our-
selves, she purchased that, as well. She happened to
be a friend of Jay Boberg, president of LR.S. She
gave the record to him through odd circumstance.
Actually, her mother died and they met at the funeral,
and at the funeral she gave him ‘Patience’ and said,
‘Listen to this, and call me.” Which he did, and that
was the story. That's how it all began. Since then,
we've always used a cigar box as a way of packaging
our product. We just think it's some of the most
innovative and beautiful packaging, and it's a way of
protecting what's inside when you mail it.

And it’s certainly a way of getting people’s
attention.

Linford: Since then, we've sent out hundreds of
those packages. |.R.S. is really showing an incredible
respect for our identity. They really try to retain the
feel that we've developed thus far and tried to comple-
ment that, in exposing the band to more people.

The name Over The Rhine is unusual. It’s
taken from an area of Cincinnati?

Linford: Actually, Over The Rhine is a neighborhood
here in Cincinnati. It's an old German neighborhood.
We're not far from the Ohio River, and | guess that the
Ohio reminded them of the Rhine River to some
extent. There was also a canal that divided the neigh-
borhood from the rest of the city at one time, thus
Over The Rhine became the nicknzme for the neigh-
borhood, which stuck for the last 150 years. When
we moved here about five years ago, it was primarily
a slum area. Since then, more and more artists have
been moving into the neighborhood, and it's actually
gotten a little too trendy
for its own good.
Lots of galleries
and coffee

shops and trendy little clubs opening. But it's still
quilte an intriguing place to live, although we are
Starting to miss trees and the dew and quiet nights.

Is everyone in the band originally from
Cincinnati?

Karin: No, actually, none of us are. We relocated
here roughly three to five years ago, depending on
who. | moved out later than the rest of the band.

How did the band get together?

Linford: Rich, Brian and | had been collaborating
and sort of functioning as side men with some singers
and so forth from Nashville and elsewhere. Actually,
for me, it goes back to a festival we were playing in
New Zealand. It was a really surreal kind of night
where it was pouring rain, and there was about 4,000
young people who wouldn't go away — they were so
hungry for music. It just sort of began to dawn on
me, how important popular music is in our present
culture and how musicians are given a platform. It
became a very intriguing way to think about exchang-
ing ideas with people and meeting people, so we
really got it into our heads that we wanted to start our
own band as soon as possible. Shortly after that, |
happened to see Karin sing at a recital. We had actu-
ally gone to school together, but | didn't know Karin
very well. But when | heard her sing this little aria in
either French or ltalian, | just— | don't know.
Something resonated with her voice and | was think-
ing, ‘Karin could be the right singer!" | just sort of
asked her if she would be interested and before |
could get the words out of my mouth, she was like,
‘Absolutely!” So, we began by recording a few songs
together to feel out our identity and it went from there.
It's been four years.

The band that | hear you compared to most
often is the Innocence Mission. Do you hear
many other comparisons?

Linford: To other bands? | don't know. To us, we
don't perceive ourseives to be real innovative. We're
certainly not reinventing the wheel musically or any-
thing. We try to keep things fairly simple. But we are
amazed at how many people seem to think that we are
So unique, and they can't describe us very well to
people. Part of that | think is our live performance.
When you see the band live, it's a whole new dimen-
sion, and that together with the recordings, I think the

How often do you perform live?

been averaging four and five dates a week. It

comes down to a lot of hard work. To me, there
is a lot of honesly about being a musician and mak-
ing your living by playing your music for an audience.
To me, that rings true as the way it's supposed fo be.
But on the other hand, it's very difficult to create and
be open to ideas that can work themselves into songs
and be on the road constantly. There's just not a lot
of solitude and it can be very overwhelming at times.

Linfard: It's getting to be more and more. We've

Have you toured mostly in the Ohio area?

Linford: We've made it pretty much across the coun-
try at least once. The nice thing about Cincinnati is
that it's centrally located. It's equal distance from like
Cleveland, Chicago, Nashville, Pittsburgh, and we
just sort of expand on that circle. We were fortunate
{o be able to do some concerts opening for Bob Dylan
further west, and then we opened for Adrian Belew on
his last tour. We did 30 dates with him as far west as
San Francisco, north to Toronto and south to Atianta,
and out to Buffalo. We are definitely children of the
Miadwest, but we've been expanding our horizons in
spite of our shyness.

In making your deal with I.R.S., you were able
to retain a lot of creative control.

Linford: Yeah, we sure did. And that wasn't some-
thing that we had to kick and scream about. The peo-
ple at |.R.S. have been very happy with the visual pre-
sentation of the band. They ve been really interested
in retaining that and continuing to allow us to explore
who we are. We're real happy with [R.S. Qur rela-
tionship is still fairly young, maybe it's still in the
honeymoon stage. But the level of communication is
overwhelmingly good. It has the feel of a small label.
Karin, what do you think about it so far?

Karin: I'm quite impressed with the fact that we've
met so many of the people at I.R.S. We actually met
Barbara Bolan in Chicago. She's this high position
executive, very impressive woman, and helped us
carry our gear into the radio studio where we were
going to do an interview! | was immediately just
overwhelmed by her character. And most of the peo-
Dle there that I've met have that same family sensation
about them. It's been a very good experience thus far.

Linford: And Jay Boberg, the president of the /abel,
came out and spent like several days with the band.
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They're so accessible. It doesn't feel very corporale,
but on the other hand, they seem to be working real

hard to help more people stumble across us. But it
will be a fairly gradual thing.

Have they set up any kind of tour for the
band?

Linford: Yeah, they are heiping us to set up dates in
August, closely tied in with a lot of the radio stations
that are playing cuts from ‘Patience.” And there is talk
about us possibly doing a couple of months opening
for Squeeze later in the year, when they release their
new record.

Without the support of a label, how did you
distribute and sell your first album, ‘Till We
Have Faces’?

Karin: We were selling that out of our own back
door. We took orders and some smaller piaces
would help us, some Mom & Pop stores, record
stores. They have been ultimately supportive, but it's
basically been out of our own home.

How did you make out with that? How many
did you sell?

Karin: We did really well

Linford: For selling it out of the trunk of our cars,
essentially, we sold between 8 and 10 thousand
copies. It certainly helped to put gas in the van along
the way. There was a distributor in New York that
helped us with some European distribution, and we
did play some festivals in Europe last August. So, it
has managed lo find it's way to some distant shores,
and it's generaled some mail and some press here
and there. It felt very much like a little cottage indus-
Iry thus far. We kept it fairly small and we try to give
every aspect a lot of personal attention. It's a big
relief to have I.R.S. involved in laking over some of
the business so that we can focus more on the music

again.

How is ‘Patience’ different from the first
album?

Karin: Just in that they are both documents of cer-
tain phases of our lives together as we expand as a
band and in our own personal lives. | think that the
difference is, in the second album, we've grown quite
abitas aband. The fifth person that evolved from the
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quartet is much more of an independent entity then it
was when we did ‘Till We Have Faces.” We were basi-
cally throwing ourselves together, having never really

worked together on anything like this before. We just
came together to record before | even lived down here.
[ think in that aspect, they are different. Musically, /
don't know. 1 can't say too much else about it
because I'm too close to it. Linford, what do you
think?

Linford: | think our first one had a few more rough
edges than the second one. But, hopefully, it was just
a natural growth. We had a little bit better equipment
for the second project, so it may sound just a little
more atmospheric and smooth overall than the first
one, which was a little more roolsy.

The Triple A stations have really responded
well to the album. ‘Circle Of Quite’ was on
the chart the week it was released, and ‘How
Does It Feel’ and ‘Jacksie’ are also hoth
picking up adds.

Lintord: It's a little overwhelming for us, because we
didn’t record the material with the idea that it would
be released on a major label. It was basically just an
exploration for us of some more songs that we had
written. When we lalked to [.R.S. about it, we didn’t
really have a whole lot of expectations when it came
to radio, but I'm glad that there are some stations that
are adding it. | remember when we first got together
as a band, we recorded a half dozen songs, which
became the first half of Till We Have Faces." And |
Jjust gave that tape to a friend here at Over The Rhine,
who was sort of going through a hard time in her life.
She called me back about a week later and said that
she had been listening to it and made it part of her
morning ritual. When she woke up, she listened to, to
begin the day. | remember thinking at that time, that
if we never did anything else together as a band —
which we weren't sure that we were going to at that
point — that it would have been worth it that one per-
son made our music a part of their day to day life.
With radio stations playing our songs, it seems like a
wonderful privilege to have the opportunity to say
something to people. For 4 kids out of the Midwest,
that's really exciting. There’s not a whole lot of talk
about hyping the band and trying to make it a big
overnight success story or a flavor of the month type
of thing. I think it will be a real gradual approach to
building a following and for establishing some cred-
ilability as songwriters and so forth. We're not really
expecting our lifestyles to change dramatically. On
the other hand, if people are finding the music and
liking it, that's absolutely wonderful.

racy Nelson, “In The Here And Now,” Rounder A big-voiced diva
T who was compared to Janis Joplin in the late '60s, Tracy Nelson has per-

formed steadily for nearly three decades even though her spotty recording
career hasn't taken off. For this Rounder release, Nelson has gone into a
Nashville studio with producer Tommy Goldsmith and come up with a set that
showcases her versatility and talent. There's her country rocker original, “Living
The Blues,” a torchy version of Oliver Sain’s “Walk Away" (with burnin’ guitar
from Mike Henderson and soul fills by the Uptown Horns), and a duet with New
Orleans Soul Queen Irma Thomas on “Please Send Me Someone To Love.’
Nelson first emerged as a folk blues singer and guilarist, and that feel is recap-
tured on "Go Down Sunshine” and an update of “Motherless Child Blues,”
which long time fans will remember from Nelson's debut disc, “Deep Are The
Roots." Two perfect for blues radio cuts are her version of Elmore James' ‘It
Hurts Me Too" and Willie Dixon’s “Whatever | Am, You Made Me." Note that
Reese Wynans, formerly with Double Trouble and now with Joe Ely, is playing
keyboards throughout the set.

They were waiting to see what the radio stations would
pick up on before they released the single so that just hap-
pened.

You probably didn’t expect to be on radio at all,
did you?

Tab: Not on rock radio, no. | figured a couple of the biues
shows would play it and some of the public stations. It
blew me away when the rock radio stations picked up on it
It makes such a difference, it's kind of scary to see how
much pull the radio really has on what you sell and how
you do. The radio has so much power.

Do you consider yourself a blues artist?

Tab: Definitely. You're making all the music yourself.
You can't be afraid to put everything you've got inlo it
because that's what it takes.

You’re 25 now, how long have you been playing
the blues?

Tab: For awhile. The only reason | didn't play more
blues was because where | live people didn't want to hear
it

Where exactly is Houma, Louisiana?

Tab: South of New Orleans about 60 miles, almaost in the
Gulf. This is a shrimp and oil industry kind of town. |
grew up on Cajun and country. When | was a kid | didn't
dig itat all, | just thought it was some chinky-chink bull.
There wasn't any blues around here and every time I'd hear
some on the radio I'm goin’ “Man, | like that.” I'd gotten a
few little bands with my friends and we'd throw *“Stormy
Monday" in there, and people would say “Dont play that
shit no more. Play somethin’ we know, play some Lynyrd
Skynyrd.” It was tough to play blues around here.

Burt you decided to play it anyway?

Tab: About four or five years ago | said *l ain't havin' no
fun, and | ain't doin’ what | wanna do." So | just dug up all
the blues | could and leamed everything | could and I'm
still diggin’.

album *Poetic Justice". Extremely agile songsmiths, the

easy proposition for COR radio. They've been cranking
away for years, always on the cusp of greater success with albums like “Love
And War" and their self-titled debut (both were major label releases). But over
the last couple of years their career has kicked into gear. Now they're on the
verge of releasing their finest achievement to date, “Psychoschizophrenia” — a
record filled to overflowing with Ron Taylor's powerful vocals and harmonies; the
dazzling guitar virtuosity of Stevie Blaze; and a well balanced marriage of high
adrenalin rock with sweeping melodic hooks. Lyrically, Blaze has pushed the
band (rounded out by Jon Ster: guitar/keys/vocals; Darrin Delatte: bass; and
newcomer Tommy Scott on drums) into darker, moodier and more thoughtful
realms as well. “Crucified" is the first track out and offers the perfect crunchy
start, to what promises to be an exciting run at AOR/COR. Check it out and
remember these words for later reference — “Moonlight In Your Blood”

ccept, “I Don’t Want To Be Like You",
CMC International Amazing as it seems, long
time German metal stalwarts, Accept, have been

enjoying a fabulous resurrection on the melal side of
life. What's most impressive about their return, howev-
er, Is the growing buzz about them that's laking place on
the COR level. Accept are in fact already gefting airplay
on the likes of KNAC, KILO (with #1 phones), KBER,
KZRX and WBLZ. Led by snarling vocalist Udo Dirkschneider, the band formed
way back when in 1977 and became legendary in the metal forum with under-
ground favorites like “Balls To The Wall” (1984) and its follow-up “Melal Heart"
Aside from that, Udo has also enjoyed a fairly successful solo affair with metal
radio, over the course of 4 albums. The band recently reunited, the result being
“Objection Qverruled” (which is currently a Top 15 record at metal), and sudden-
ly the classic, grinding aggressions that once made them rebels, have now
granted them entry into the harder rocking '90s radio world. The lead track to
COR currently is the barre chord extravaganza of ‘1 Don't Wanna Be Like You,”
an anthemic stomper, full of melodic, controlled aggression and attitude

kind of AC/DC power kick-ish. The song reeks of heavy melal effect, but rips
along a modern ridge of guitars and sentiment. Don't be afraid to crank this one
on the air. It works.

and your listeners with the bold new '90s version
of Anthrax, what better than the melodic twist of “Black
Lodge" to solidify the relationship. Obviously, “Only”
worked extremely well for most of you — though it is
the most radio friendly of all the harder songs on the
album. Perhaps you were secretly wishing for some-
thing slower — or maybe something darker. Wishes are meant to be fulfilled,
and so now you get the Twin Peaks inspired abstractness and subtiety of
Anthrax's “Black Lodge”. Anyone who has experienced the films or the series
will understand this song’s meaning more fully, and no doubt can understand
the inspirational quality of them. Anthrax are avid Twin Peakers (don't forget
"Bob” even appeared in their video for “Only”), and they've laken one of the
darkest most mysterious elements of the show and put it to music. And it could
be the most melodic, most tempered and emotive piece we've ever gotten from
them. A sinister and secretive love ballad of sorts, “Black Lodge” could be the
perfect twist for your list. Also included on the CD pro is the “Black Strings
Mix” — complete with heavier guitar embellishment for a bit more power. Don't
forget Anthrax are are on the road right now, with Quicksand and White Zombie
supporting — an amazing bill. So go and see them!

How has the tour been going?

Things have been going really good actually.
It's so different from the last time around. All |
can think of is 1991: broken van, nobody com-
ing to the shows, 4 people a night, heavy
metal clubs. All those seem like dimmer and
dimmer memorfes.

So you’re pleased with the response.

Yeah, | might as well call it that. A lot of the

places that we've been playing have been pret-
ly packed, and at least there have been healthy
crowds and people really are digging the stuff

You guys did the ‘HFStival a few weeks
ago. Was that a thrill or what?

Well, the thrill part was probably getting to
hang with all of the other bands and what not
The show was really fun. It's not like playing
to that many people makes any senseatall. |
never had the cognitive need to understand
how many people were standing in front of me
at that point. It just seemed like a slightly larg-
er crowd than normal, unless | had looked all
the way up. But mostly, | looked at the people
right in front of me, or the ground.

It wasn’t intimidating having over 50,000 people stare at you?

The funny thing, it really wasn't. After a certain amount of people it just doesn't make
any sense anymore, and | really coulan't tell.

How different were people’s perceptions and expectations of this record,
as compared to Dear 23?

For some reason, there are all sort of different levels. From a professional point of view,
there is just differences, and this is kind of getting behind the scenes but for example,
on ‘Dear 23, the record company just wanted to do the basic things to get the record
out, and it's almost as if our last record wasn't going to be as easy to work as this one
for them, so they just decided to do the very basic things, and be done with it. But this
record, they are doing crazy things, spending crazy amounts of money. I'm kind of per-
plexed, but pleased, that they e treating this record like Bon Jovi or something. It was
that big of a deal for them.

That’s got to make you feel good.

They are really into it, which is great, good for them. Our last record wasn't really
released in any other countries, then the U.S. and Canada, and maybe Germany or
something like that, and this record has been put out in almost every territory and they
are actually advertising it, and selling it in other countries, and they re doing lots of for-
eign press. That's the big difference for me, because that is the really exciting stuff for
me, to have stuff happen in other countries.

Have you heard about any countries in particular?

1 know that the country that we've sold the most records outside the U.S. is Japan,
which is wild, because that's the coolest to me. Japan is the one place that | want to go
see. Also, for some strange reason we get all these glowing reviews in France. Our
press collection from France is as thick as our American one. If's very bizarre. France
has embraced us, at least press-wise. Not like we sold a ton of records there. Our
sound guy, who also works for Nirvana, can read a little bit of French and tells us that
they're excellent reviews.

Are there any pians to go over to Europe?

Yes, at the end of the summer we're going over there, playing at the Reading Festival,
and a festival in Holland, some English club dates, and then we're going to tour with
Teenage Fanclub for like 2 months. We're playing every possible place you can play in
the UK, every little college and what not

You guys also have a producer in common. What was it like working with
Don Fleming?

One of Don's greatest talents is making bands feel at ease and make the proceedings
seem causal, not in a thoughtless way, but in a way that it just doesn't seem so ponder-
ous and important so that you can play in a really enjoyable way. He really doesn't
bring a lot of technical knowledge to the proceedings, but for our record, he pretty much
picked the songs that we did. He went through, and put a good concentration of songs
that | think he wanted. He wanled fo pick songs of ours that were the lighter, pop songs
that we had, that each song was a little bit more mysterious. | think he wanted to bring
outthe rock side a little bit. But that means that in the writing, he kind of eliminated
some of the light pop elements of us that we already covered, because the pop elements
were so well covered in our last two records. He wanted to show another side, the other
side.

Do you think that he brought it out?

1 think so. He just got us to focus. | think if anything, he instinctively knew how we
wanted to sound on this record, and found all the best ways to make that happen, which
is interesting.

How long was the recording process?
It took a while. We started last February. We met Don at the end of ‘91,
Did someone set it up for you, or did you guys hook up independently?

Well, he was in town talking to the Screaming Trees, and so while he was there, we went
and talked to him, kind of cornered him, and gave him our demos.

This is a year and a half ago?

Yeah, February ‘92. What happened is, by the time he was done with the Trees, he had
heard the tape, and we decided that we would do this trial session to see if we really
wanted to work with each other. So he came out to Seattle for a few days and recorded
with us, and it was great We cut all these songs, we did like 5 songs in 4 days. They
turned out amazing.

Did they end up on the record?

All but one. We did “Solar Sister”, “Lights Out”, “Burn Shine” and “When Mute
Tongues Can Speak.”" We also did a band version of “Coming Right Along” and that we
didn't end up using, but the other four we thought turned out great. So we went out to
New York about a month later, because he wanted to work out there and set up camp
there, and we recorded a bunch of stuff, but we didn't end up using all of it. We ended
up using three songs from a three week session, or four songs or something like thal,
and then there is a lot of leftover songs.

Any plans to release those?

Those have been coming out steadily as B-sides and on compilation albums. That's
how they will all get out So, it just keeps going (laughs). In the summer of ‘92 we went
fo Los Angeles and mixed what we had, and then we were like We need more’, S0 we
wrote some more songs and Don went out and worked on his own record, the Gumball
record. By the time that was all done, it was November when we could work with him
again. He came out to Seattle, we did another quick session, did “Dream All Day,”
“How She Lied By Living," *20 Questions” and “Flavor Of The Month". They all turned
out great, and we used all of thern. We went down to Los Angeles and mixed them. We
remixed a couple more songs, and then we were done. There were all these different
stages spread out over enough time that it seermed like it took almost a year to do. But
inside that year, there was a lot of waiting around or writing songs.

You know, | was wondering about where you guys found the time to be
involved in other projects, as both you and John have been, over the past
year.

Well, that summer we had time pretty much off, so we could write songs and stuff, but
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from the time we were done with the mixing in June, unti the time that we started record-
ing with Don again in November, there was quite a bit of time available to us. And
indeed, in that time, John got married and went on his honeymoon for about a month, |
and ! think that is when he worked on a couple of records.

It seems to be the only part of the industry where people really care about the music. |
mean, that's what | figured out.

Colour, a Faith No More, Red Hot Chili Peppers, Fishbone or Beastie Boys,
there were the Bad Brains. Born on the streets of D.C. in 1977, the Bad Brains
were breaking ranks and crossing racial
and musical formalts, before anyone had
ever contemplated doing so. Influenced
by such imposing musical forces as the
Sex Pistols, they were one of the first
groups to pioneer a rock/punk/funk/reg-
gae hybridization — and look how far that
& has come in today's world. Over the

B course of their career the band has
released 7 albums (including, "Bad
QOGS Brains” on R.O.IR, ‘I Against!” on SST,
and Hock For Light” and OL//ckness on Caroline), 3 EPs and had various tracks
included on compilations and soundltracks. They've also undergone several person-
nel changes, most notably having run through frontmen like founding member HR,
and the unpredictable Chuck Mosely (ex of Faith No More). The band are now
boasting the phenomenal talents of Israel Joseph-I on lead vocals — and what a
spark he’s brought to this band (Dr. Know-guitar, Darryl Jenifer-bass and drum-
mer Mackie, who replaced founding member Earl Hudson in 1990). Strange as it
seems, the Brains’ forthcoming album, ‘Rise", is some 16 years later, the band's
major label debut. Not surprisingly, it's one of their absolute best. Produced, by
what would seem a very unlikely choice — Beau Hill (Ralt, Winger, Warrant), the
record simply soars. Just check out the first two tracks if you need confirmaiion of
it Crisp, biting, full and heavy, ‘Rise” cranks above a pounding riff, while Israel’s
vocals flow clearly above. The sound is huge. “Unidentified” offers the more hard-
core edged punch of Bad Brains, so no doubt it will be a fave in the metal ranks. The
full album is just as impressive, and apparently the band are tearing it up live too.
Finally, perhaps Bad Brains will be acknowledged for their endeavors and placed up
there, in the hierarchy of success stories alongside the countless numbers they've so
obviously influenced. Spin these two singles for now and look for a monster album
heading your way in the very near future. “Rise” and shine.

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hree years ago, The Big F burst
onto the scene almost, quite liter-
ally, like a sonic boom. Their
self-titled debut {on Elektra)
quickly branded them an explo-
sive and exciting new talent in
the, then just emerging metal/alternative
crossover realms. Defiant, angry, creative,
non-conformist and extremely loud, the band
virtually defied easy categorization —
which ultimately proved a blessing and a
curse. For though they enjoyed strong suc-
cess within the metal ranks, they were only
vaguely acknowledged by the alternative
types, while AOR contemplated playing
songs like “Dr. Vine”, “Kill The Cowboy” or
“Killing Time”. Luckily, touring with bands
like Soundgarden, The Buck Pets and
Voivod, helped to endear the band {(Rob
Brill-drums, John Crawford-voice/bass and
Mark Christian-guitar) to a wider range of
listeners than they might have reached on
strictly “metal” bills, and established the
band as a potential monster. Luckily, as
we’ve all come to realize, the musical cir-
cles are rotating into whole new spectrums
now, with overlap of the genres more com-
mon than not. The renewed cravings for
“real” rock n’roll, for new and creative
hybrids, for angry, make-a-difference music
with integrity... have, some three years down
the road, paved a clearer road for bands like
The Big F. And so they’ve returned to us,
courtesy of Chrysalis/ERG, with a four song
EP called “Patience Peregrine’ (an appetiz-
er of sorts, as the excellent, more diverse,
full album is stated for release later this
year). It shines The Big F home to a time
more ripe for their unique and aggressive
tilt, and one we suspect, that should prove
very successful for them.

It’s been an awfully long time since we've
heard from The Big F.

Rob: Yeah, it sure has.

What has the band been doing for the last 3
years. Obviously, there’ve been some
changes happening.

Rob: Well yeah, it's not like we were on permanent
vacation or anything really. We had gone back after
touring with Soundgarden and the Buck Pets and all
these other bands that we were touring with 3 years
ago... We'd gone back and started writing for the
second album, we went in to record it we had it all
finished, and we delivered it to Elektra — I'm mak-
ing it really brief now. Pretty much the catalyst for
our changing... making this big change (to
Chrysalis/ERG) was obviously when our A&R per-
son got fired. We decided, judging on past experi-
ences with that label, that we wanted to try some-
thing new, and they had given us the option of stay-
ing or leaving. We decided to leave and we hooked
up with ERG and | think we were really crazy at the
time to take that chance, but | think we're really lucky
to have done so now.

Yeah, | guess in retrospect it would seem
really risky, just because of all the momen-
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that was still building behind the band at
the time. There was so much happening —
with the 3 videos and the tours, like you
said. It must have been a big step.

Rob: Yeah, but you know what? | never was com-
pletely convinced that Elektra “got” the Big F, you
know what | mean? Whereas, I'm pretty convinced
that Chrysalis/ERG definitely “gets” 1t. No unfair-
ness to Elektra, but we were at a point three or three
and 1/2 years ago, when this kind of stuff was com-
pletely embryonic and we were — as you probably
remember — straddling both areas (melal and alter-
native) and sort of falling through the cracks.

You guys have got to be pleased with the
fact that the musical trends, the musical
climate in general, has come around to this
kind of music se much more.

Rob: Yeah, I'm really pleased. It seems to me, and
I'm not trying to be egotistical, but it seems like peo-
ple are coming around to us rather than the night-
mare notion that bands have to come around o the
general masses. | would never do something like
that, so I'm really pleased. Being in a band like this,
it's hard enough when you do your own stuff, you
pretty much have to accept the consequences of it

succeeding or failing. But when people do come
around, it makes it so much more feasible that it can
WOrK.

1 just think that radio in general has gotten
much wiser, and is choosing what music
they want to play, stuff that isn’t necessari-
ly what’s dictated to them.

Rob: Amen! And | think prelty much kids are dic-
lating, ‘Look man, we don't want to just hear that
tight parameter of playlists." | think kids basically
say, ‘Look, we like music — all sorts of shit

Which should work to the Big F’s benefit,
just because the music still really doesn’t
fit into any strict category.

Rob: Oh thanks, I'm glad to hear that!

Do you feel like, since you’ve gone to a new
label and so much time has passed, that
you’re kind of starting at first base again.
After all, it’s been three years, and a lot of
the people that were supporting the record
are gone or have moved on.

Rob: Well, you know, I've done quile a few inter-
views now, as we're starting to tour for this, and I'm
finding that a lot of people remember us, but | think
it's healthy to sort of perceive it as a new beginning
because | think we have a label now that really gets
it is behind us and wants to see this succeed, basi-
cally. 1think it's kind of healthy, in our minds — in
the band's minds, to sort of start over again too.
And that's not to discount the first album at all, but
it's just to say that we have the machinery behind us
now to support us.

The first record was very raw and intense, |
guess because the band was so new too.

Rob: Exactly. | mean, | like that first album. The
second one has branched out a little more and who
knows where we're going from here. | think the
thing about the first album that I'd love to relain
throughout, is that sort of raw sense of emotion
coming in from the gut, rather than the head. | didn't
want to be too squeezable.

That’s the thing | remember most about that
record, to be honest with you. The record
was extremely emotional.

Rob: Oh, thanks. We were dealing with a lot of
emotions at the time, and | don't want to ever lose
that.

It seemed at the time — you had even said
once before — that there was a lot of inter-
personal conflict within the band. Does
that still kind of fuel what you’re doing?
Rob: Yeah. Probably more so now.

Really?! Even after three years of working
together?
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Rob: Yeah. None of that stuff | said back then was
bullshit, It just seems to apply on a daily basis now.
It's scary! I was just thinking about that actually. |
was telling this friend of mine the other day, how
you can be in a band with two other guys and not..
you know, there’s got to be like some reward in it.

To me, the obvious reward is that we seem lo create
this music that's either three separate parts on one
hand and on the other hand it's not compromised, o
it's like everyone seems to be happy with it and is
open and getting it.

Does everybody still have direct input into
the songwriting process?

Rob: Oh, definitely.

| remember when | heard your debut, think-
ing how the music was always in motion, so
non-complacent. It was just so angry and
this record when | listened to it, didn’t
sound quite as angry, it sounded more
focused. Do you think that’s a true state-
ment?

Rob: Umm, | think there's still that sense of anger,
but I don't think that anger is the only emotion you
can deal with without being complacent. | think, like
you said, complacency is the worst. | think then it's
time to quit. 1just haven't found a way to make joy
or extreme happiness, a real viable emotion in the
Big F's music. At that point in time, | would imagine
that you could tap into it and really bring it to like the
“nth” degree. You could be probably as emotional
as you can be angry. 1just think anger and frustra-
tion and angst really work for this band. It's not like
we're manufacturing it, it's inherent in these three
people when they get into the same room together.

It’s almost completely apres pos because
it’s such a mirror perception of what’s hap-
pening with society right now — so many
people seem angry and frustrated.

Rob: Yeah, you know, that's another funny thing. It
seems to me that with the breakdown of the Soviet
Union and all this stuff, it’s like the big communist
threat is gone! You'd think that people would sort of
— this stuff is kind of thawing out. Instead, it just
seems o heighten the whole reaction. It's like the
old hatred is coming to the forefront and people are
just finding new ways o hate each other.

It’s pretty sad, isn’t it, you would think that
there would be a sort of new world joy.

Rob: Yeah!

But it’s the opposite actually. There so
many new kinds of fears for people to be
worried about, too.

Rob: Well, that's true too.

‘Gone Ancient’ to me is an up-tempo, upbeat
song.

Rob: Really? To me it's like the most negative actu-
ally... I wrote the lyrics when we were in New
Orleans with Soundgarden. | started to write them
there, because | saw all these like, zombie kids, just
kind of prowling the streets of New Orleans. They
were completely messed out of their brains and |
thought, ‘God, this is the future?!" So, ‘Gone
Ancient' is like literally going back to caveman days
— everything is the lowest common denominator.

And yet, there’s this really upbeat groove in
it that makes it so...

Rob: Oh yeah that! | like that kind of surface vibe.

It’s pretty ironic. And, of course, ‘Patience
Peregrine’ is more of direct blow, hammer-
to-the-head statement. | remember songs
like ‘Kill The Cowboy’ and ‘Doctor Vine’ —
they weren’t really, as matter of fact or to
the point as “Patience” is. | think, lyrically,
it seems you’ve really gone down a more
direct path.

Rob: Yeah, we probably have. ‘Patience Peregrine’
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is... Whenlwas a kid, | used to live in Guatemala
with my parents and that's like a personal thing for
me. | don't like that fact that God and the state have
played such a massive role in the destruction of
people. And it's not to jump on any political band-
wagon, although | have no opposition to people who
do. | think that's the least you can do when you're
tapping into billions of people like Sting does, or
these bigger bands. 1 think you can put 'em down or
whatever, but | think it's only good what he’s done.
He sort of brings these musicians to the forefront,
who people normally would maybe be ignorant to,
you know?

| think a lot of bands are feeling an obliga-
tion these days.

Rob: Yeah, and | think there's definitely a certain
amount of obligation there.

I'm surprised because it seem to have been
discouraged for so many years.

Rob: Yeah, | don't know why. | just don't under-
stand and | don't understand why people put down
bands doing that. Obviously, they re going to get
more press as a resull, but there’s also something
more to gain. And | think it's been a fear that they
have all these other ulterior motives in mind.
They're only doing people good. | can't see them
doing anything bad.

Is the full album going to have a lot more
songs like this then?

Rob: No. | don'tthink... Me, writing the lyrics and
then trying to get the other two guys to agree on
them from a political standpoint, would be a night-
mare. So ldon't know if | should even delve into
that.

It’s just hard for me to judge because the
three other songs on the EP seem pretty
serious. As you said “Gone Ancient” is.
‘Towed’ is kind of one of those off the wall
things, but it’s hard for me to gauge the
direction | think the album is going in.

Rob: | think ‘Patience’ is about the only one that |
can think of that makes a clear, set-in-stone state-
ment. (ed. note: “Patience Peregrine” and “Gone
Ancient” are the only two songs from the EP that will
appear on the full album).

Did you have any say in Chrysalis decision
to go to radio with an EP first?

Rob: No, actually that was pretty much the idea of
Richard Sarbin over at Chrysalis, and thinking about
it now, it was a brilliant idea. Just because the band
had been out of the limelight for a few years, and it's
real important for us to get the machinery going
again and get ourselves back out on the road. So, |
think it's a really good idea.

And they’re working it directly to metal first
too, which | think is appropriate. Obviously,
there’s a long time between this EP and the
album. It’s not coming out until the end of
September, | think, right?

Rob: Right. Let's say like some time in the Fall.
That seems like a long time.

Rob: Yeah, but you know, you can create a lot of
momentum with this EP. Especially if we're out there
touring and stuff.

Definitely. Who are you going out with?
Rob: Well, it's not definite, but it's looking really
good that we'll be going out with a band called
Candlebox. And then we sort of just go on from
there. That looks pretty promising.

And | guess there’s a video out now too?
Rob: Yeah, we did a video for ‘Patience’.

Oh really, | haven’t seen that yet.
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Rob: 0h, you should see it. | think you might like
it. 1 went down with this film director to, basically,
all along the Mexican/Guatemalan border and we
shot some stuff. | didn’t personally want the band in
there, because | felt that would be like one of those
Duran Duran travel log things. It gets a little slick.
And we had such a finite amount of money to work
with. Basically, all of us — me, our manager and
the film director... we were all filming shit. And what
a great way of making a video! If | have any say in
the next one, I'd never go back to the old ways. Not
that we ever have made slick stuff, but I'd never go to
that — what I've heard are like standard ways to
make videos. ‘Cause this way, man, we were in like
VW Bugs and we were zipping all over the place.
When we didn't get a shot we wanted, we could just
Zip somewhere else... just crisscross that whole area.
It was fantastic. It felt so good to be spontaneous.

That’s very cool. On the last videos you
used three no-name, producers — just peo-
ple that were just starting out like your-
selves, right?

Rob: Yeah, Elektra had given us a budget to do one
and we did three. One of those was with Andrew
Doucette (Sugar Cubes) — who did the “Alpert
Tango” video, and we liked that one so much, he
was the guy that we brought down to Mexico with
us. I'ma firm believer that given a budget, you sort
of strip it down and say, now we're going to try to do
it for much less than that, because we'll rely on
imagination and brain power rather than camera
gear and dollys and all this crap, you know, like
calering.

| think the current video viewers and people
that are buying right now, are probably just
as tired of slick looking videos as we are.

Rob: Well, | sure hope so! | don't see how a band
can afford to make one for that much. It just doesn't
seem logical to me when you're making an album
relatively cheaply, that you would then spend like
upwards of you know, | don't know, I'm hearing hor-
ror stories of guys spending 500 grand, to do one
video.

It’s not uncommon these days.
Rob: That sounds completely whacked.

Especially in a depressed economy, or one
that has been depressed.

Rob: It's like a biatant throwing away of money or
something. | don’t know, it's just not right fo me.

I've always been a firm believer that touring
a band is more important anyway.

Rob: Yeah, exactly. Try to get to see that video
and let me know what you think. | wanted the band
fo be perceived as the way we Sort of perceive our-
selves, and I think the video pretty much did that.

Okay, I'll let you know what | thought. You
guys certainly did a lot of roadwork the last
time.

Rob: And I'm hoping we do like three times that
amount this time around.

1 would think it would be easier now,
because there are many bands that seem
more compatible with you. Soundgarden
was kind of appropriate | guess, but the
Buck Pets and Voivod were kind of odd |
thought.

Rob: Mmm hmm. Yeah, they were kind of odd, but
I'll tell you, especially like the Buck Pets... | mean, |
really like that band because they have sort of a
garage-based aggression and mentality that |
thought was kind of pure and | really liked their first
album.

Oh, | like the Buck Pets too, they're a great
band. | haven’t heard their new stuff yet
but I’m looking forward to it. So Rob, is
there anything that you want to add, so
folks have a really good picture of what the
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Big F is about. | mean, obviously, they're
going to have to judge from

the music, but for a lot of
people this is going to be a
brand new experience. A
lot of the college pro-
grammers that I'm
dealing with are
just starting out,
and might not
have a back-
ground with

the band.

Rob: Right, yeah.

Um, I 'don't know, with-

out sounding... God, | don't
know, | just think the Big F is
about you know, about
what hopefully any
band should be
about. And

that’s trying to
creale your

own sound

and then liv-

ing by it,
basically.

And knowing

that it's just a
matter of time. If
you believe in
yourself it's going
fo succeed, but in
the process you have

fo be willing to lake

the downs as well as

the ups to get there, and

| think that's the thing that
keeps this band going.
When all is told, with all the
fighting and screaming that
goes on, when we hear the
final product we realize that
the three of us “together”, is
better than just me by
myself or them by them-
selves — and that makes
all the difference in the
world. It's probably that
sort of misfit interaction of
personalities that makes
this band work. | wouldn't
want to tamper with that.

Yeah and on stage...
Man, | remember
watching you guys
play live a few
times like at The
Whiskey and at
Woody’s in

New York

Rob: Oh Woody's!!

(Laughs) God, what a drag

that was, because we knew when

were playing, Christine, that we were

Just blowing them away with sheer volume.

It was extremely loud!

Rob: It must have been incredibly fucking loud
(laughing). 1 just couldn't believe it when we walked
into that place. |said to this A&R guy at Elektra,
‘You gotta be joking! With no amps on, the drums
would just blow everyone away with the volume!’

It was unbelievably loud but it was great,
and | just loved the looks on people’s faces,
because | don’t think they expected it.

Rob: Well, you bring up another point that I'd kind
of like to mention if I could. I'm a music fan myself,
so ! like to go to see different concerts and I just
went to see one where everyone was Sitting down
and was like real passive... and | just can't stand that.
It felt to me, like God, these people are ripping them-
selves off emotionally and monelarily by even com-
ing to the show like this and then sitting down. And
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1 think the thing about music is it's gotta be active.
Actually, interactive.

Rob: Interactive, yeah! But you've got to come
away with some sort of emotion, whether it's hate or
God this band is too fucking loud,” or whatever,

music has got to go in that direction again and |
think it was there at one point. | think that's what
makes everyone sort of relish '60s bands, because
that's what it was. They were larger than life and
there was all this interaction, whether from drugs
and what not, but there was kids coming away from
those shows feeling like they ve gotten something
and for awhile there | thought, ‘Boy, kids just want fo

be handed this shit on a silver platter.’

And

they are though with MTV and all, that’s
the thing.

Rob: And | think people make a real big mistake
doing that. | don't want to do that 1'd rather suffer
the fact that people don't like us, then get say a,
‘Yeah, they went down easy’ sort of thing.

Yeah, well that’s one of the reasons why |
feel so bad for bands just starting out right
now, because people have so many shows to
choose from and they have only so much
money to spend.

Rob: Yeah, sure, but | don't understand. You might
as well just sit home and listen o the CD or some-
thing. | think it's the performer’s fault too. | mean, if
we're ever in conlrol of where we play, | mean, |
would insist upon standing room only — you know,
no seals and all ages.

A lot of the promoters have a real problem
with that. I've seen a lot of bands booked
into theaters where you have no choice but
to sit. Security is bouncing on your head
and stuff, that’s unfortunate. But you guys
played a lot of clubs when | saw you last
time.

Rob: Right, and I'm sure we'll continue to do so.
We'd like to play clubs and small theaters, you know,
depending on who we're opening for. | would be
pretty much willing to open up for anyone within
reason. 1'll probably regret saying this, but.
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Who are some of the bands that you most
would like to play with though?

Rob: Anyone that's emotional, but the bands I'd
most like to play with.... hmm. | think there could be
a really great package. Umm, | don't know, I'd like to
play with Body Count for example.

Really?! How volatile.

Rob: | think it would be an interesting bill, | really
do. And Helmet.. oh, there’s tons of bands.

It’s a really good time for packages like
that. You know, all these bands now... it
almost seems like your
other record was too
early.

Rob: Yeah,
and that's
another
thing... like
Elektra was say-
ing to us as we
were delivering the
second one, ‘Maybe we
should hold off on this
and just re-refease the first
one." And I was like, 'Yikes!
C'mon man!” We've grown in the
process and we can't just sort of go
back three years now. | mean, that album,
unfortunately didn't do better,
but we've got to keep
moving here.

But it did what it set
out too didn’t it? It
introduced the band
really well... built a
base to grow from.

Rob: Thanks Christine,
that's really kind of you.

I don’t mean that in
any way but a good
one.

Rob: No, | know you
don't. If there’s any blame
fo be put on anyone, |
would blame the band
more than | would the
label people. | don't
know if there’s
any blame...
We made a
conscious
attempt to let the
music speak for
itself. There were very
few credits on that
album, the pictures were
all fuzzed out. It was a real
controversy. But it wasn't just
us trying to create a great mys-
tery, it was, ‘Look, we're tired of
being musical wards, let the music speak for itself
and let people react to the music and then get to
know the band." Otherwise, there's too much
garbage out there.

It’s just unfortunate that so much time had
to pass between the two records. But the
thing is, | don’t think the timing could be
any better than right now for the Big F.

Rob: Yeah, | know. And | really firmly believe that
we have a strong label behind us. | mean, everyone
I've met there... You can just tell sincerity from bull-
shit and stuff, you know?

Yes you can... and The Big F are about as
real and sincere as it gets, check out the
“Patience Peregrine” EP — the songs
speak for themselves. Full album this Fall.

Christine Black
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The Lollapalooza festival won't be invited back to the Central Florida Fairground in
Orlando. Herschel Parrish Jr., manager of the fairgrounds, objects o the language
he heard this year. “I've been to Las Vegas and never heard language like that. |
haven't heard garbage like that since | was in the Marine Corps,” he says. “Why
suffer through another one?” Because of last year's show, Parrish asked concert
promoters to put a clause in the contract this year prohibiting foul language. But
the first two bands didn't comply and Parrish threatened to cut power to the stage.
After that, the bands cleaned up their lyrics and their comments. “If's against every-
thing | morally believe in,” Parrish says. “When you use the big F-word every other
word, | don't think it's necessary and | don't think it's appropriate.”

The City Council in Steamboat Springs, Colorado, has allowed a new bridge to be
named the James Brown Sou! Center of the Universe Bridge. The council
accepted the results of an unofficial poll of townspeople, who were allowed lo vole
on names published in the Steamboat Pilot newspaper. City Council President
Mary Brown says 26,831 ballots were submitted, almost three times the number of
registered volers in Routt County. James Brown Soul Center of the Universe
Bridge got 7,717 votes, 258 more than the name New Stockbridge. Some people
don't like the James Brown name. They say it ignores the town's ranching and
mining history. They also note that Brown is a convicted criminal. “The name was
supposed to add a little humor, to lighten things up,” Mary Brown says. *Some
people like it Some people said we went too far.” The James Brown Soul Center of
the Universe name had been submitted for a city park in a previous compelition,
but was not chosen. The $1.2 million bridge crosses the Yampa River linking U.S.
Highway 40 with ranches on the west edge of town.

The BeeBees are planning a concert next month at the Hollywood Bowl, hoping to
raise $10 million for refugees. The line-up for the show already includes Barbara
Streisand, Billy Joel, Annie Lennox and Michael Bolton, who are expected
fo perform BeeGees songs. The group says it's conlacting its showbiz friends
about participating in the concert, which was inspired by coverage of refugees in
the former Yugoslavia.

Guns N’ Roses have been causing chaos for their fan club organizers. The Fan
Asylum produces newsletters, posters and photos for members, but hasn't been able
fo send them out because everything has to be personally approved by the band.
Applications from thousands of fans from around the world have swamped the fan
club offices. Now some fans are getting irritated about having to wait for a response.

Phil Collins is at the top of an earnings’ list of musicians put together in England.
Collins made more money than any other musician last year, laking in $20 million,
a drop of six percent from the year before. Elton John ranked second with over
$12 million.

A Superior Court Judge in New Hampshire has granted $8,500 per month in child
support to the former wife of Steven Tyler, lead singer of Aeraesmith. The
amount fs far less than ex-model Cyrinda Tallarico had sought. She had asked
Judge Robert Morrill to award her $45,000 per month for the couple's daughter,
Mia. Tallarico divorced Tyler in 1987 and asked for higher support payments in
1990 after Aerosmith was seeing improved success. Court master Larry Plefcher
criticized Tallarico lor not trying to support herself and said she was trying to “live a
lifestyle far more opulent than she lived during the marriage.”

The Black Sabbath reunion tour that was to have begun in November won't be
happening. Ozzy Osbourne has decided not to participate and will instead work
on a new solo album. “As always, ! wish the other members of Black Sabbath
much success with their next studio album,” Osbourne says.

Aliman Brothers Band guitarist Dickey Betts is free on $1,000 bond after
being arrested in Saratoga Springs, New York, on charges of obstructing govern-
mental administration and resisting arrest. Betts allegedly pushed a police officer
at a hotel where he and his wife were slaying. His wife, Donna, had called police
because she said her husband was drunk and abusive when he returned to a
Holiday Inn where they were staying. “When the officers arrived, his wife asked us
fo stand by while she retrieved some of her personal articles,” says Lt. Lynn
Thomas of the Saratoga Springs City Police. “When (Betts) was asked lo step
aside by the officers, he refused. We were there to assist her. He refused to let her
leave the room.” That's when Betts allegedly shoved the police officer. Police say
Betts was abusive and had apparently been drinking before the incident, which
occurred about 8:30 in the morning. The Allman Brothers had played a show at the
Saratoga Performing Arts Center the night before. A preliminary court hearing on
the charges has been delayed.

Tracks from Bad Company, King Missile and Pandemonium featuring
Marky Mark appear on the soundlrack to the film “Surf Ninjas.”

The Chicago-based Freddye Jones Band will have an album out in late
September (on Capricorn Records). The band released a self-titled CD indepen-
dently last summer. They're recording a new album in Tennessee.
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Kate Bush releases her first new album in four years in early October. It will be
called "The Red Shoes,” and it's partially a tribute to the late film director Michael
Powell, who directed the film “The Red Shoes.” Bush produced the LP at her home
studio in Kent, England. She’s also working on a one-hour film based on the
album which will feature actress Miranda Richardson and mime artist Lindsay
Kemp.

The Cure releases a live CD-5 called “Side Show” in early September, with four
tracks not included on the full-length live album “Show” coming out a few weeks
later. “Show" is the soundlrack to the band's new full-length concert film, from a
performance in Detroit a year ago. About a month after “Show” is released, there’ll
be another live album called “Paris,” recorded during a European tour last fall.

John Mellencamp’s “What If | Came Knocking™ won't be available to the public
until his “Human Wheels” album is refeased in early September. Mellencamp fin-
ished an album just after Christmas, but decided not to release it and instead
decided, with the exception of a few songs, to record an entirely new LP.

A 43-date Coverdale-Page tour of North America begins in Miami on October 8.
Vince Neil will open for Coverdale-Page.

The new Nirvana album, “In Utero,” will include a song called “Penny Royal Tea,”
that will also appear on the next Hole album. The song was co-written by
Courtney Love, lead singer for Hole and Kurdt Cobain’s wife. Hole are to
record the album in Paris with producers Butch Vig and Alan Moulder. Nirvana are
considering refeasing tracks called “Moist Vagina” and "Marijuana” as b-sides to
“Heart-Shaped Box,” the first single from the album. “Moist Vagina” reportedly
refers to Courtney Love.

The driver of a tour bus for Peter Gabriel’s entourage has been charged in con-
nection with a Central Florida accident in which the bus hit the back of a cement
fruck. Bus driver Dustin Calhoun and five others were injured in the accident.
Calhoun suffered broken bones, while assistant stage manager John Gray suffered
a gash on his leg. - Four roadies suffered minor injuries.

Carly Simon will give two private concerts following a charity auction o benefit
social service agencies on Martha's Vineyard in Massachusetts. A South Carolina
couple bid $81,000 for the concert, then an anonymous losing bidder offered the
same amount if she would give a second concert for him. *“I'm really not that
good,” Simon said. She said she was “terribly humbled” to be the “catalyst for
such incredibly generous gifts.”

Bob Bylan and Carlos Santana begin a 31-date concert tour in Portland,
Oregon, on August 20. Dylan and Santana will alternate as headliners, while the
Wailing Souls will also perform at concerts through September 12. After the tour
with Dylan, Santana plays a benefit concert at Madison Square Garden in New York
City on October 22 to support the movement for recognition of Native Americans
by the United Nations. Santana has a 13-song CD coming out in October, called
“Sacred Fire — Santana In South America.” Also coming out later this year is an
album called “Live Forever," on Santana's new record label (Guts & Grace). The LP
is a collection of previously-unreleased live performances by Jimi Hendrix,
Marvin Gaye, Bob Marley, Stevie Ray Vaughan and John Coltrane. The
label will also be releasing an album that features Carlos and his brother, Jorge
Santana, as well as Carlos’ nephew, Carlos Hernandez. Next year, there will be
a boxed set released of older Santana group material.

The Allman Brothers Band is playing at least a half a dozen new songs during
concerts on its current tour. They include “All Night Train,” written by guitarist
Warren Haynes with keyboardist Chuck Leavell; “The Same Thing" by Willie
Dixon; “What's Done Is Done” and “Temptation Is A Gun" by Greggq Allmann;
and “Change My Way Of Living" by guitarist Dickey Betts.

Terrance Simien has a new album coming out at the beginning of October (on
Black Top Records) called “There's Room For Us All." The LP features the Mallet
Playboys and the Meters, and
includes versions of King
Floyd's “Groove Me,” Bob
Dylan's “| Shall Be Released,”
Daniel Lanois’ “The Maker”
and Boozoo Chavis’ *Dog
Hill.”

Shaun Ryder, formerly of the
Happy Mondays, has record-
ed a duet with vocalist Stella
Grundy for a record billed as
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Beauty And The Beast. Grundy is the singer for a Manchester band called
Intastella and the single is a version of Intastelia’s “Can You Fly Like You Mean
"

A coroner has concluded that Thee Hypnotics bass player Craig Pike died from
a heroin overdose in May. Pike was found in his home in south London by Thee
Hypnotics singer Jim Jones. The coroner says Pike died afler injecting a large
amount of particularly pure heroin.

Jon Bon Jovi is setting up donation tables at all of the stops on his current tour,
Seeking money for the American Red Cross Disaster Relief Fund to help Midwest
flood victims.

The British band All About Eve has broken up. Bass player Andy Gousin is now
in the Mission, guitarist Marty Willson-Piper is currently working with the
Church, Mark Price is doing session work and singer Julianne Regan plans a
solo career.

Kirsty MacColl releases a new album in September (on IRS Records) called
“Titanic Days." Her husband, Steve Lillywhite, is producing the LP.

John Lennon'’s original handwritten lyrics to “1 Am The Walrus” sold for $60,000
atan auction at Sotheby's in London. They were purchased by the same St. Louis
collector who bought Elton John's record collection for $269,000. A collection of
5,000 rare photographs of the Beatles from the early 1960s sold for $122,000.

Kim Simmonds of Savoy Brown is producing an album for blues band the
Homewreckers [0 be called “Tenaments Churches & Liguor Stores.”

Two record store companies have filed lawsuits against four out of the five major
label record distributors over their threats against stores that sell used compact
discs. Nothing Beats Fun Inc., of Toledo, Ohio, and Repeat The Beat Inc., of
Birmingham, Michigan, filed the lawsuit in U.S. District Court in Toledo, claiming
that the companies (CEMA, Sony Music, UNI and WEA) were withholding advertis-
ing and promotion money to stores selling used CDs. It also notes that Garth
Brooks' new album might not be offered to stores selling used CDs. The record
stores are seeking unspecified damages and a change in the major label policy.
And in Los Angeles, the Independent Music Retailers Association has filed a simi-
lar lawsuit against the same four major companies, claiming they want to squash
used CD sales in order to maintain inflated prices for new ones. Meanwhile, Long
Beach-based independent label Cruz Records has launched a “Getting Even” co-op
advertising campaign, emphasizing that it will support retailers regardless of
whether or not they sell used CDs. That policy will be in effect as the label releases
Skin Yard's “Inside The Eye” album and the Greg Ginn LP “Getting Even."

Tom Hulett, a former manager for the Beach Boys, Three Dog Night, Frank
Zappa and the Moody Blues, has died in Los Angeles of cancer at age 55. Hulett
was also an early rock concert promoler, having helped found Concerts West in
1967.

Pete Townshend says he now has “less sympathy...than | ever did” for the
lifestyle of the late Who drummer Keith Moon. “He was a nihilistic clown, a bril-
liant example of the tragedy behind the clown. If he thought it would make you
laugh, he would pour petrol all over himself and set himself on fire,” Townshend
says. "I'm far more interested in holding my family together and bringing up
decent kids with principles than in being a rock star. As long as | can hang onto
that, | think I'm a worthy member of sociely." Townshend has been meeting with
Roger Daltrey to discuss plans for a 30th anniversary boxed set of Who malerial
that would be released next year.

John Mellencamp's concerts to aid Midwest flood victims were expecled to raise
at least $700,000, but the last of the three shows was canceled Local authorities in
Maryland Heights, Missouri, were concerned that the traffic caused by the concert
would make it more difficult for emergency vehicles to get through. Blind Melon
and Lisa Germano were also on the bills for the concerts near Chicago and
Indianapolis. Mellencamp was said to be very disappointed that the concert near
St Louis had to be canceled. “Really what we're here for is just to send a postcard
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lo these people who are in trouble and say: ‘Our hearts and thoughts are with you,”
Mellencamp said. “The kind of money that we could raise is nothing compared to
what these people need.” Mellencamp has also organized a toll-free line and post
office box for additional donations (800-251-6222 and Concerts for the Heartland,
Box 5955, Bloomington IN 47407). The Beach Boys plan a flood benefit concert
in August in Moline.

Juliana Hatfield sings on six tracks on the Lemonheads' upcoming album,
which should be out in late autumn.

Singer Mac Davis says Elvis Presley wanted to appear on the television pro-

gram “Laugh-In" in the 1960s. Davis says Presley wanted to ride Arte Johnson's
tricycte, look at the camera and smile “just for shock value." Davis says Colonel

Tom Parker wouldn't let Presley appear.

The Ramones are calling their next album “Acid Eaters.” It will be made up entire-
ly of covers of songs from the 1960s, and is scheduled for release in late
September.

Singer Chris Connelly has left Murder Inc., just before the band's self-titled
album is released (on Futurist Records). Murder Inc. includes former Killing
Joke members Martin Atkins, Paul Ferguson, Paul Raven, John Bechtel
and Geordie Walker. The album was originally produced by Steve Albini and
released on a small Chicago record label. Connelly is reportedly working with
Jesus Lizard guitarist Duane Denison on a single.

Even though Bjork Gudmundsdottir, former lead singer of the Sugarcubes has
Just released her “Debut” solo album, she's already working on a new one. She's
planning a European tour this fall. She's also a bit skeptical about collaborations.
Mick Hucknall of Simply Red asked to work with her and she let him remix
“Venus As A Boy,” her next single in England. But she insists that his remix
remain on the b-side of the single. *1 didn't think it improved much on the origi-
nal,” she says.

Aaron Neville sings a new ballad by Carole King and Hans Zimmer called
“Out Of My Dreams" on the soundrack to the film “Calendar Girl."

Boston band Swinging Steaks releases an album, “Southside Of The Sky,” (on
Capricorn Records) in mid-September.

The Ottoman Empire is releasing its debut album (on DB Records). The band
features Clay Harper and Rob Gal formerly of the Coolies, guitarist Bob Elsey
formerly of the Swimming Pool Q’s, and former Jody Grind and Col. Bruce
Hampton drummer Walter Brewer. The acoustically-based band will be going
on tour with Murray Attaway later this year.

Madonna is reportedly joining John Denver in offering support to China’s bid
for the Olympics in the year 2000. A Hong Kong newspaper says Madonna wants
fo give a concert in support of the bid and promises to tone down her show 50 as
not to offend government officials. The Wen Wei Po newspaper quotes Li Juan, an
anchorwoman for Chinese government television, as saying Madonna “is very keen
to go to China to perform and support Beijing's bid for the 2000 Olympics."

Kenny Loggins releases a new album in mid-August called “Outside: From The
Redwoods." It was recorded live in Santa Cruz, California, in June. A film of the
same performance is to air on public television stations during their August fung-
raising drive. Loggins has just begun a tour with a series of shows in Saratoga,
Calffornia.

Holly Beth Vincent formerly of Holly & The Halians, has a new group and a
new album (on Daemon Records). “America” is the name of the album from the
Oblivious. Former ltalians drummer Steve Dalton is featured on the LP.

James release a new album in September produced by Brian Eno. “We've been
doing first takes rather than seventh takes in the studio,” says Tim Booth of
James, “and we re much happier with this kind of spontaneity. There's a lack of
fussiness about the way Eno works. Most producers aim for perfection in the stu-
dio but that's a dirty word in Eno’s book."

Roddy Frame, formerly of Aztec Camera; John Taylor of Duran Duran;
Willy DeVille and former members of the New York Dolls are to conlribute
tracks to a Johnny Thunders lribute album (o be released later this year.

Nick Cave and Tom Waits are writing material for Johnny Cash's next album
(on Def American Records). Dolly Parton, Frank Black and Tom Petty are
also reportedly contributing songs for the LP. Cash is said to be planning to
record a new version of the country song “Long Black Veil.”

It's been 24 years since the Woodstock festival took place near Bethel, New York.
But disputes abound about plans for a commemorative rock concert and even
about the land itself. A lawsuit is pending over ownership of the 38-acre field that
Max Yasgur sold in 1981 to Louis Nicky of Brooklyn, New York. Nicky died in
1989 and left no will, and a woman who says she was married to Nicky in the
1940s and never divorced him has filed a lawsuit asking for partial ownership of the
estate. She's said to be negotiating a settlement with June Gelish, Nicky's wife.
Meanwhile, there are two competing proposals for a 25th anniversary Woodstock
concert. The National Multiple Sclerosis Society proposes a benefit concert geared
fo people aged 35 to 50. Under their plan, tickets would be $200 and National
Guardsmen would provide security for the site, which would include a temporary
Jail. John Roberts, one of the original Woodstock promoters, wants to have his
own concert — and he co-owns the rights to the Woodstock name. But because
officials in Bethel won't permit his concert, he’s planning to hold it in Saugerties,
about 50 miles away, and closer to the town of Woodstock. Roberts says he shares
ownership rights to the Woodstock name with Time-Warner, which hasn't said if it
would sanction a 30th anniversary concert.

James Taylor pians two benefit concerts in New York City in September to bene-
fit Babies Hospital, where his teenage son, Ben, underwent successful surgery for
an undisclosed illness. For the first show, most of the tickets will cost $100 to
$1,000, while all tickets for the second show will be $40.

The soundlrack to “The Coneheads” includes k.d. lang's duet with Andy Bell of
Erasure, “No More Tears (Enough Is Enough).”

The U.S. version of Debarah Harry's upcoming album, ‘Debravation,” will
include a track with REM called “My Last Dale (With You).” Harry recorded the
track with Bill Berry, Mike Mills and Peter Buck in May in New York City. It
does not appear on the just-released British version of the LP.

Seattle trio Engine Kid are recording their debut album in Chicago
with producer Steve Albin.

311 vocalist Nicholas Hexum suffered second degree burns on parts of his back
and arms when the band's RV caught fire on a highway outside of Springfield,
Missouri. Band members saw smoke coming from the back of the RV, then pulled
over just before the RV and the van it was towing burst into flames. All of the
band's equipment and clothes were destroyed. 311 had to cancel a concert in
Kansas City, but borrowed equipment to play in their hometown of Omaha. It's
believed that a ruptured fuel line caused the fire.

Concrete Blonde will have a new album out in October (on Capitol Records),
called “Mexican Moon." Several tracks on the LP feature original guitarist James
Mankey and drummer Harry Rushakoft, while others feature former Roxy
Music drummer Paul Thompson. Rushakoff and Thompson will both perform
with the band live in support of the LP. “Harry will play in the States, and Paul will
do Europe and Austialia,” says singer Johnette Napolitano.

A bathroom supply manulacturing company has filed a lawsuit in Alameda County,
California, Superior Court, against Hammer, claiming he broke a contract and
failed to pay an $82,485 bill. Artistic Shower Door & Mirror Co. Inc., of Benicia,
California, contends that Hammer and his interior designer failed to pay for work
done on his $20 million home over the past four years. Hammer's wife is also
named in the civil complaint. She had filed a lawsuit against the decorator earlier
this year claiming she wasn't promptly billed.

UBA0 actually recorded Elvis Presley's “Can't Help Falling In Love” two years
ago for the soundtrack to “Honeymoon In Vegas.” “When we were asked to con-
tribute to the soundtrack, we didn't know that about 200 people were also asked to
send songs,” says guitarist Robin Campbell. “If turned out that only the biggest
name artists were chosen. Bone did the same song as us, S0 his version was
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picked. We heard back, ‘Thanks but no thanks, we're laking Bono's version.” It tick-
les us to death that Bono’s version was released as a single, but didn't do anything.
But ours has gone to number one in 15 countries.” Campbell says the band had
‘almost forgotten” about the song when their record label called to ask for it for the
“Sliver” soundtrack. Campbell says UB40 is being criticized for its cover funes,
including Neil Diamend's ‘Red Red Wine" and Senny & Cher's “/ Got You
Babe." “iIt's a strange development,” Campbell says. *I don't know why some critics
think our doing other people’s songs is out of order. If you do write your own
malerial, as we did starting out, then that's apparently expecled of you forever.
Nobody tells Whitney Houston or Tina Turner not to do cover songs. But
when we do them, the knives come out. Really, you do a song because you like the
song. 1find it very funny when people accuse us cynically of doing a cover version
So we can have a hit. There's no guarantee you'll have a hit with anything.”

My Life With The Thrill Kill Kult release a new album this month called “13."

Victoria Williams is negotiating with an independent record label to reissue her
two albums and record a new one. The “Swegt Relief: A Benefit for Victoria
Williams" album just out will help pay Williams' medical expenses for multiple
sclerosis as well as funding the Sweet Relief Musician's Trust Fund for other musi-
cians who have no health insurance. “Until they get a health act passed in this
country, this is just a safety net," Williams says. She says her health has been
good enough lately to allow her to tour with the Jayhawks. “Right now, it's a little
wobbly," she says. “When it gets a little wobbly, | think | am sick and | get into all
the things I'm supposed to be doing to kegp my health up. Right now, my eyes are
kinda foggy, but basically I'm fegling pretty good.”

What was supposed to have been the big rap tour of the summer has now been
postponed until the end of August. Dr. Dre, Run DMC, Onyx and Bess were [o
tour 75 cities, but the tour was delayed because Dr. Dre is under a 90-0ay house
arrest in Los Angeles. He violated his probation for beating rap television show
host Dee Barnes.

An employee of Madonna's record label has filed a complaint with Los Angeles
police against Marky Mark over an incident at a party in Hollywood. Guy Oseary
of Maverick Records was treated at a hospilal for a bruised nose.

Willie Nelson got a $150 parking ticket when he went to Washington, D.C., to
appear at a forum sponsored by the U.S. Department of Agriculture. His
“Honeysuckle Rose II” bus was cited for blocking a fire hydrant, idling, and being in
a right-of-way for city buses.

Mexico gets concerts by Madonna and Michael Jackson this fall. About
50,000 tickets were sold in just under six hours for a November 10 Madonna con-
cert, part of “The Girlie Show” tour, and a second show was subsequently added
for November 12. Concerts by Michael Jackson are slated for October 29 and
30 in Mexico City, but tickets have not yet gone on sale.

A judge in Birmingham, Alabama, has set a November 1 trial date for a lawsuit filed
against rap group NWA by a woman who says she was raped after one of their con-
certs by group member MC Ren. The woman, who was 16 at the time, says she
gave birth to a daughler because of the incident. She had been awarded a judge-
ment of $350,000, but the members of NWA never paid, saying they never gave
permission to settle the case. “I'm not happy the ruling went that way, but I'm not
negative because if we try the case again | think Il get that much money or more,”
says J. Gusty Yearout, the woman's lawyer.

Producer L.A. Reid says Yvette Marine's role in Paula Abdul's debut album
was minimal. Reid testified in Marine's lawsuit seeking ‘co-lead vocal” credits for
the 1988 album “Forever Your Girl.” While the “Forever Your Girl” album is the one
at the center of the lawsuit, Marine had also claimed to have been entitied to royal-
ties for the earlier “Knocked Out” LP.

Birmingham who began his career working as an engineer at UB40's record-

The London-born singer is the latest in a
series of performers from the show to have hit records....Gloria Gaynor, Kim Wilde, Michael Jackson and Oui 3 drop out of the top 20 singles chart this week, while albums
from Smashing Pumpkins and Abba drop out of the top ten.... The new Apache Indian single mentioned last week comes from a new EP in Britain and is not included on the
‘No Reservations” album....Kim Appleby, formerly of Mel & Kim, has released a new album, “Breakaway," her second solo album.... Culture Beat's great European dance hit,
“Mr. Vain," is just out in Britain...."Heaven Help” is the new Lenny Kravitz single....
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enny Kravitz was to have toured in Australia in August but has postponed the dates, apparently because he was unhappy with his backing band....Ace Of Base's “All
She Wants" is just out in Australia...Melbourne comedian Jim Bwen has released a version of Lou Reed’s “Walk On The Wild Side."

This one is from Normahl on their new album “Auszeit.”...Die Prinzen, BAP, Heinz Rudolf Kunze and Peter Maffay are among those fea-
tured on “Gewalt Atzt," recorded at a superstar concert in Leipzig on March 27.... ltalian hardcore band Upset Noise has its “Come To Daddy Rough” album
out...Katrina & The Waves are getting airplay with “Honey Land.”
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The Phoenix Festival is still at the center of controversy this week as allegations
and counler-allegations about the violence which broke out at the event (see report in
last week's UK Music News) make the news pages of both Meloedy Maker and New
Musical Express. The Phoenix was the scene of a mini-riot involving a clash
between festival-goers disgruntled at the midnight curfew for music and security staff.
23 people required hospital treatment, including one Securily guard who was stabbed.
The NME claims to have received a number of letters and photographs which include
allegations that security staff fired three missiles at the crowd, charged the crowd and
used “truncheons” and “pieces of wood” as weapons. Specialized Security, who have
also been employed at Glastonbury and Reading over the past few years, have
expressed concern at the allegations and have launched an internal enguiry into five
incidents on the night of the riof. Meanwhile, Phoenix security consultant George
Crawford told the NME, *All letters will be investigated and the individuals in ques-
tion contacted. We are even considering employing an independent body fo do an
assessment of this.” Vince Power of the Mean Fiddler Organization who orga-
nized the event has defended security staff, saying, “The security guards were the only
ones who were seriously hurt.” Power has also questioned the local government of
Stratford County Council’s licensing arrangements. These specified that the main
arena be cleared by midnight and that campfires should be extinguished. Power
commented: “This left the security firm in an untenable position. They cleared the site
and extinguished all fires, but then 50 people tried to break inlo the site and the secu-
rity stopped them.” However, a spokesman for Stratford County Council has pointed
out that the various restrictions were agreed with representatives of the Mean Fiddler
back in December. Power still claims Phoenix will go ahead next year, despite local
police launching an inquiry into the incident. Elsewhere, the Mean Fiddler will also
run the Reading Festival, which lakes place on a site 50 miles east of London on
the last weekend in August. Several major bands will warm-up for Reading with low-
key gigs. The Lemonheads will play at the tiny north London Garage club on
August 28, Blur will perform at the Windsor Old Trout, just outside London, on
August 28 and The The will play two larger club gigs (details tba).

The Beatles ‘Red’ and ‘Blue’ compilations will be released via Apple/EMI on
September 20. The digitally remastered double CDs will be in stores to coincide with
the anniversary of their first release on vinyl 20 years ago. The seltlement of a recent
court case over royalties cleared the way for the albums to be reissued.

Rob ‘The Bass Thing’ Jones died in New York on July 30. Jones was a founder
member of The Wonder Stuff back in 1986, but left the band in 1989. At the time,
itwas rumored he was about to be sacked because the rest of the band felt he was no
longer fully committed fo the project. He moved to New York and got married, but the
marriage broke up and his new band The Bridge And Tunnel Crew was unsuc-
cesstul. It's still unclear how Jones died, but initial reports suggest he had a heart
aftack. Elsewhere, the new Wonder Stuff album ‘Construction For The Modern Idiot
is set for a late September release.

Cocteau Twins refurn on September 27 with a new album ‘Four Calendar Cafe’ for
Fontana. A single ‘Evangline’ b/w ‘Mud And Dark’ and ‘Summerblink’ will precede the
album on September 6. The full track listing for the Cocteau’s major label debut and
first refease in three years is as follows: ‘Know Who You Are At Every Age,

‘Evangline, ‘Bluebeard, ‘Theft And Wondering Around Lost, ‘0il Of Angels', Squeeze-
Wax, ‘My Truth,, ‘Essence’, ‘Summerhead’, and ‘Pur"

Desmond Dekker, (he man behind the 1969 reggae/ska classic ‘The Israelites’ has
been charged with drunk driving by the London Camberwell Magistrates Court.
Dekker, real sumame Dacris, is reported to have crashed into three parked cars and
then hidden under his car when police tumed up. Dekker pleaded guilty to both care-
less and drunk driving after it was discovered he had twice the legal limit of alcohol in
his bloodstream. He was remanded on bail by magistrates until August 9.

Shaun Ryder and Intastella’s ‘Can You Fly Like You Mean It b/w ‘The Drifter’ sin-
gle will be released by a new label Planet 3/EMI in September. The single was
recorded as a result of former Happy Mondays singer Shaun Ryder's friendship
with drummer Spencer of Manchester's Intastella. Planet 3 has been set up by
Dave Ambrose who signed both The Sex Pistols and Pet Shop Boys {o EMI
and previously played bass with The Crazy World Of Arthur Brown. Ironically, in
view of the EMI connections, many blame the Mondays’ failure to clinch a deal with
the muiltinational as one reason for their split. Insiders say the single may be strong
enough to resurrect the career of Ryder.

The Birmingham Hummingbird one of the principal venues in England's second
city in the midlands of the country, has closed. The theater was repossessed by its
owner Pearl Assurance, allegedly after rent wasn't paid. A spokesperson for Pearl
Assurance has confirmed the Hummingbird will reopen, but refused to say whether it
would continue as a live music venue. Carter The Unstoppable Sex Machine
and Teenage Fanclub have been forced to move shows to other theaters in the
area as a result of the foreclosure.

Mega City Four are reported to be on the verge of splitting with their label, Big Life.
An option for renewal of the band's contract comes up next month, but it seems nei-
ther party is keen to continue their association. Both band and label are said to be
frustrated by a lack of hit singles. (MC4's highest UK singles chart placing was num-
ber 36 for ‘Stop:) MC4 plan to work on new material and hope to sign a new major
label deal by the end of the year.
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Bjork will release another two albums within the next two years according fo a report
in Melody Maker. ‘Bjork's Affairs, an album featuring remixes of tracks from her crit-
ically acclaimed and commercially successful ‘Debut’ album will hit stores in
November via One Little Indian. The new year will see a second album of new mater-
ial. Bjork will support U2 at London Wembley Stadium later this month. Elsewhere,
Einar, who previously played with Bjork in The Sugarcubes, returns this week with
his new project Frosthite. The band's debut ‘The Second Coming’ album is rere-
leased by One Little Indian.

The Levellers eponymous third album will be released by China on September 10.

i The band are this week's cover stars in Melody Maker. A controversial article on the

band, which was written by freelance journalist George Berger on the understand-
ing it could not be cut or altered, outlines the band's mistrust of the British weekly
music press. In the article, the band advises readers to: *Not to buy this rubbish.
Don'tbuy it. Go and get fanzines...” They also comment they feel happier with press
coverage in Germany because it is: “Unbiased, coming from a totally objective point
of view.” Melody Maker promises to address the complaints of The Levellers (and
also many other bands, it might be noted) in next week's issue. It's not the first time
The Levellers have spoken out against the British music press. Building their repula-
tion by word of mouth, the band have said in the past they ve been either misrepre-
sented or ignored in the mainstream media. While the point might be argued, it's
worth noting that the band’s audience, many of who are ‘new age travelers” or
‘crusties”, and broad support for “alternative” lifestyle has often been criticized more
than their music.

The Stone Roses’ second album has been provisionally scheduled for an October
release by Geffen. The label say the new album, a follow-up to the band's debut of
four years ago, has been finished. However, rumors are circulating that the band are
Stilf working at a 16-track studio in Manchester.

Carter The Unstoppable Sex Machine release their new album ‘Post Historic
Monsters’ (Chrysalis) on September 6. The track listing is as follows: ‘Suicide Isn't
Painless’, Being Here,, ‘Evil’, ‘Sing Fat Lady Sing, ‘Travis, 'Lean On Me | Won't Fall
Over, ‘Lenny And Terence’, ‘Under The Thumb And Over The Moon’, 2 Million Years
BC', ‘The Music That Nobody Likes,, ‘Midday Crisis, ‘Cheer Up It Might Never
Happen', ‘Stuff The Jubilee,, ‘A Bachelor For Baden Powell’ and ‘Sports Personality Of
The Year'. The album looks likely to prove controversial. ‘Lenny and Terence' seems
to deal with Lenny Kravitz and Terence Trent D’arby in less than complimentary
terms; ‘Travis'is inspired by Scorsese’s classic but violent film ‘Taxi Driver’: and
‘Stuff The Jubilee' is anti-royalist. A single Lean On Me | Won't Fall Over’ b/w a
cover of The Sugarcubes' Hit' and ‘Always The Bridesmaid Never The Bride’ pre-
cedes the album on August 23. The duo of Jim Bob and Fruitbat will tour with UK
in September and October.

Midway Still and Fire Records have been ordered by PolyGram Music to stop pro-
ducing a single ‘A Day In The Life Of A Showgirl". The track on a limited edition 7,
which was given away with Midway Still's ‘Life Too Long’ album, features the lyrics of
The Auteurs' ‘Showgir!’ and melodies from The Beatles ‘A Day In The Life’ and
George Harrison’s ‘My Sweet Lord'. PolyGram’s action is being taken on behalf of
The Auteurs, but the band's manager Tony Beard told the New Musical Express: “We
don't own our publishing and we haven't even heard the track. We would like to dis-
tance ourselves from the action.” If Fire fail to comply with Polygram’s wishes, they
may lake legal action.

The Mercury Music Prize shortlist has been announced. Last year the £20,000 award,
which seeks to honor the best British album of the year regardless of genre, was won
by Primal Scream for ‘Screamadelica’. This year, the early betting is as follows:
Suede - ‘Suede’ (2-1favorites); Apache Indian - ‘No Reservations’ and Stereo
MC’s - ‘Connected’ (both 3-1); New Order - Republic’ (12-1); and PJ Harvey - ‘Rid
Of Me' and The Auteurs - ‘New Wave' (both 20-1). Other shortlisted albums come
from Sting, Dina Carroll, Gavin Bryars and Stan Tracey Octet

Suede manager Charlie Charlton has advised fans not to buy a copy of a new
book on the band Suede: The lllustrated Biography. He says the book (which is long
on pictures, but short on text) contains “inaccuracies”. Elsewhere, Suede frontman
Brett Anderson has been photographed by Stephen Meisel. Meise! worked on
Madonna’s Sex book and the pictures will appear in ltalian Vogue.
