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Until this past week, Howard Stern's Loop AM (cnure was most noleworthy due
to...well...nothing. No ratings, no fines, and really not much discussion, at least
not compared to the firestorm in, say, Los Angeles. Now, it looks as if Stern’s
abrupt cancellation is what will end up generating the most publicity. The official
“Media Alert” from Loop VP/GM Larry Wert offers little insight stating, "After
several months experience with the program, we've concluded that The Howard
Stern Show is not compatible with our station.” Wert did not know whether any
other Chicago station would be carrying the show, but noted that “As far as WLUP
is concerned, they are free to do so.” We understand that's of little consolation to
Stern, now ten months into a three year deal. Evergreen’s official reason for the
decision7 The Fi CC’s better than ha/r million dollar /‘ndecency ﬁnes /evied against
Howard Stem is /ndecent, but the F CC clearly thinks he’s indecent. We're just
drawing our own responsible line in the sand.” The Stern camp, on the other
hand, claims the deal breaker wasn' the threat of possible FCC obscenity prob-
lems, as much as it was the lack of ratings and revenue. The Chicago Sun Times
quoted Stern’s agent Don Buchwald as stating, “We obviously did business with
the wrong people. We made a mislake.

Naturally, Howard has lalked at length about this problem on the show, contend-
ing that his organization clearly expressed the belief that it could take up to three
years for the show to work on the AM band. Howard went on to accuse Evergreen
of hypocrisy given the occasionally risque content of Steve Dahl and Garry
Meier's morning show. Loop insiders deflect that notion with the contention that
locally originated content is far more controllable than a salellite delivered show.

In the mean time, Danny Bonaduce segs down from the night shift to cover the
slot, with no official word on how long that might last.

Amidst all the finger pointing, a couple of most likely scenarios have emerged.
Expect the Loop AM, under recently returned PD Greg Solk, (o go all sports,
probably by the start of the football season. The smart Chicago money then has
the AM'’s Kevin Matthews and Danny Bonaduce joining Steve and Garry and
Jonathon Brandmeier on the FM side, with a move from AOR to Al talk and
comedy. We'll go with most of that speculation but add that the end result at the
Loop FM might be a lot closer to the progressive radio of old — lots of talk, more
new music than you might expect, plenty of live performances, and nolably less
emphasis on the workhorse classic tracks. Business as usual at the Blaze, other
than a barely noticeable move toward the middle.

Leshay when he moved into the VP/Promotion siot. In
making the announcement VP/GM David Bither com-
menlted, “Faith Henschel's impassioned commitment to the
alternative market has been a great asset to Elektra.

Henschel
Joined Elektra in 1990 as Director, Alternative Marketing.
Prior to that, she worked in radio promotion at Capital
and markeling at CEMA Distribution. Henschel began
her career at KGMU as MD and Promotion Director, and
later handled radio promotions for SupPop Records.

But, strangely, SBR mainman John Bradley seems (o be the frontrunner. We
tried to pin John to the mat on this one, but all he'd say is, “They are searching for
a new Program Director right now, and | will be assisting them in the interim until
they find a new PD." “Are you considering laking the PD position?” we asked.
“That's something | don't want to comment on at this time. A new PD will not be
named for several weeks.” Cryptic, huh?

As far as MD Rosalie Howarth is concerned, the whole thing is win/win. "As
long as John Bradley continues to work with KFOG in one capacily or another,
we'll be happy.” The street is talking. Butis it telling the truth?

1974 tour, principal members Donald Fagen and Walter Becker quit touring and
concentrated on making albums using the top session players and the best
recording equipment possible (Steely Dan was one of the first to use digital
recording). They reached their creative peak with “Aja” in 1977, but after 1980's
Gaucho LP, the duo split up to pursue other projects. Becker moved to Hawaii
and became a record producer, Fagen released “The Nightfly” in 1962 and put
together The New York Rock and Soul Revue. But in those 12 years since that
separation, Steely Dan has become the darlings of not only AOR radio, but also
Jazz and adult contemporary formats. Steely Dan’s back catalog is also one of the
biggest sellers of all time. So it really was no surprise that when Steely Dan
decided to hit the road again, it became the hottest ticket in rock n roll.

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s | recall, Matt Pollack had just
gotten his learners’s permit when
he came down to the Report to
work me on a Brandos record
round 1988. Actually, Matt was
probably twenty, and full of piss and vinegar
about Relativity’s first real mainstream
threat. About a year after that, he scored
his first major promotional coup with Joe
Satriani’s “Surfing,” the first instrumentalist

since Jeff Beck to gain widespread AOR play.

Shortly thereafter, Craig Lambert snagged
Matt for his National AOR position, and at
twenty-two, Matt was one of the industry’s
youngest VP’s ever. As anyone who knows
Matt will tell you, he’s made the most of the
time since, and as per the following four
pages, this particular Pollack’s never at a
loss for words either...

Your buddy Harvey Leeds recently put you at
the head of the list of record guys he knows
he has to get around when he hits the street
with competing product. Who would you put
in that category?

Matt: |'d have to absolutely put Harvey in that
league. He is not only a good friend, but he's a men-
tor, too. I've got to be cautious about him. Harvey
approaches things with less of a generic approach
than most people do and that's what has kept him on
top of his game over the years. This is a complete,
utter blow job for him, but he does have the knack of
exploiting the angles. Who else would | put in that
category? Unquestionably Geffen. | dont know Alan
that well, but he's got a pretly classy approach to get-
ting records and they've been on a roll lately. In an
industry of peaks and valleys, everybody's got their
ups and downs, but Geffen’s a company that’s been
pretly consistent over the years and they re someone
to be aware of, as well. Qutside of them, | don't allow
myself to get too distracled.

Geffen certainly did a great job of setting
Urge Overkill up, to name a recent example.
Do you agree that’s one of your strengths,
too?

Matt: Yeah, | do. In this day and age, you just cant
go out there and set up a record with your staff in two
weeks time. We've had records that we've put out
three or four weeks before the add date — just on the
strength of it sounding like a good song — and
there's no image, there’s no understanding of the
band, and it ends up being just another good song.
Then, there are releases like this Buffalo Tom record
we've got coming out in late October or early
November. This is a record that's going to be huge at
Alternative. It's going lo be very big at press. It's
going to have the support as far as video goes. This
is a band that is gonna have awareness on the stregt,
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and before radio even knows about 1t, it's going to be
selling. I'm going to take between now and that time
{o set this record up. That's a good solid two and a
half months of just getting out there casually, Sitting
down with somebody and saying, ‘Hey, you've got
time on this one. Live with it. This is a record that |
want to make you aware of.' Again, it's not brain
surgery, it's just giving yourself enough time to get it
out there.

But making radio aware is not as easy as it
sounds.

Matt: It's an overused phrase, but it's really down to
your relationships. You can go out there swinging |
from the hip, doing stupid business as far as buying a
record, but if you don't have the relationships to really |
nurture that airplay, getting the add is less than half

the battle. If you don't have the relationships, those |
records aren't going to get spun. In today’s BDS
world, it doesn't really matter what kind of pictures
you create. If perception doesn't turn into reality
shortly after you launch a record, then you're going to
be fucking dead in the water 6 to 8 weeks down the

line. And it takes radio relationships to make those ‘
rolations happen.

Given that you're adept at both old and new
schools of promotion, how tough was it for
you to get in synch with the reality check
that BDS provides?

Matt: II's funny, it is a combination of old and new.
That's a good point. I've worked with guys like Craig
Lambert and John Schoenberger who've had a
tremendous influence on me. Together, we've all cre-
ated the R&R monster, and it's really up to us to
deflate that monster. We've had to change the whole
way we do business. BDS and SoundScan is all that
malters. Everything else is fluff. It really is. You've
got to go out there and play that game to a certain
degree, but you've got to be able to balance it. If you
go out there with an unknown artist, you've got to be
able to create the perception that the record is hap-
pening. But after the initial stages of developing a
record, if you don't have BDS and then SoundScan
validation, you're over. Any crack staff can jam a
record all the way up the chart, do the rolations, do
everything you've got to do to make it look like it's
real, but at the end of the day when you whip out that
BDS, if you've got 150 spins on a record that's show-
ing Top 30 airplay on all the AOR charts, what did it |
get you? You spent a tremendous amount of money
that you're never gonna recoup on and the audience |
doesn't even know what it's about. It's been a whole
re-education process, not only for me, but, more |
importantly, for radio. Over the past two years, radio
has really gotten away from that mentality. It still

exists and it still serves a purpose, but the perception
has changed dramatically and thank God that it has.
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Jeff Appleton mentioned that he was having

| a meeting with Polly Anthony and somebody

in the group mentioned Breaker and there

| was —

Matt: No reaction.

Absolutely no interest. Is there less empha-
sis on it at EastWest?

Matt: It's nice fo have that little piece of blue print at
the end of the day, but it makes no difference whatso-
ever. lfused to. Craig Lambert was two or three sta-
tions away from his Breaker on En Vogue the other
day, and we were both sitting there looking at the add
board with about 120 some odd radio Stations up
there and we looked at each other and said, ‘Who the
fuck cares?’ What does it matter if you're #1 or #2
most added? It's just an ego stroke. And for those
above you in the upper echelon of companies, it
shouldn't matter either.

| How much of radio do you think still buys in?

Matt: There’s a large part. | said it before, you have
to play the chart game fo a degree. You useitas a
reference point. It's almost laughable that peaple
really use them to program their music — and there
are quite a few out there. | run into them every day.

| It's comical.

At least format fragmentation has more and
more labels thinking that working every sta-
tion in the panel is basically a waste of time.

Matt: Unfortunately, | am one of the few labels out
there that just has one AOR guy, me. I'm a trou-
bleshooter. 1've got to go where my staff wants me to
go to back them up and to get the job done. | don't
have the time to deal with all the bullshit and the
rhetoric that goes along with stroking people and
their radio stations and building my records up only
to find out that it ain't gonna go on anyway until it

| goes Breaker or beyond. | don't have time. And

many of those stations are on a level where you're not
going to see a return on them any time soon. ['ve got
fo be able to put what dollars | have into promoting
and marketing my records at the proper venues, and
that's going to be the stations that are either COR or

| the Triple A. They really make a difference. There are

quite a handful and it's growing as the days go on.
My in-house tracking sheet has gone from 250 radio
stations down to about 140. It doesn't really make a
difference outside of that.

Has the emergence of COR and Triple A
enhanced AOR’s status at your record com-
pany?

Matt: Oh, absolutely. Our biggest money records
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have emerged from COR. Pantera did 800,000 units
on their last record, and we have a new one from them
coming this year

We didn't even approach radio until we were well over
gold, and even at that point, only a hanaful of stations
really played it. Those COR stations that played it
benefitted. When you look for a nighttime record, you
want to play the one that you know is going to get the
most reaction, that has the highest street credibility
and sensibility. The radio stations that are aware of
their markelplace and what's going on at national
level are the types of stations that are winning. And
those are the stations that we care about. Absolutely,
they re changing the whole face of what it's all about,
as far as going out there and promoting records. It's
become so fragmented over the last couple of years
and I'm happy it has. There are very few records now
that can really blow open and work for every single
radio station. If | get only 40 stations on a Pantera
record, that's fine with me because I'm going to spend
less money and time trying to get those stations to
make a difference there, as opposed to going out for
150.

Obviously, the success of bands like Helmet
has caused the whole industry to rethink the
best ways to wind up a new act. Interscope
clearly has their act together in that regard.

Matt: Absolutely. And that's a really good label to
pointout. Our philosophy in promoting records and
signing bands has changed tremendously over the
last six months here. A lot of my upcoming bands are
Street bands that already have a base out there,
already have notoriely, have toured extensively, and
already have a base of fifty thousand plus sales out
there. You're always going to have your radio
records,” but we're weeding through and we're gelting
fewer and fewer of those. We're taking alternative
ways of promoting and marketing our records before
we even get to the radio level. Helmet is a perfect
example of that. Although Pantera is a little more lim-
ited in airplay, due to the harsh nature of the record, if
a record's at 600,000 units before we go to radio,
you've got a helluva lot more story than just going to
radio and saying, Hey, check out this really good
song." I'm not going to bash any other records that
are sitting up in the Top Ten, but there are a couple of
new artists that are sitting in the AOR Top Ten right
now who are pretty much at the peak level and are
going to be coming down in the next week are 0. So,
what did it matter? You spent a tremendous amount
of money getting those records on, signing those
bands, producing those bands. What are you going
to recoup on that? That's the beauty of everything
that's happened over the last couple of years. The
inundation of the grunge record, or whatever it is, has
helped to open the doors tremendously.

Just check the Stone Temple Pilots vs.
Robert Plant sales. There’s something to be
learned there.

Matt: Dream Theater was another exampie of a
record that we worked before we got to radio. The
album wound up coming home at AOR, but we
worked that record for 30 weeks before it was a Top
Ten record, and it was over 100,000 units before we

>
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even hit radio with it. No wonder it was an active
night record. Every kid that went out and bought it
called the request line. All of a sudden, the Program
Director is going to be sitting back in his chair going,
Hey, you know what, this is working! It's really up to
1adio, too, to acknowledge those street records. Look
less at what it sounds like and look more at what it's
doing out there. And even though you may not be
able to open up and play it around the clock, what the
helll It's a night record. It seems like I've worked a
million of them since I've been here, and that's fine
because those records perform. |
don't need a Top Ten record.

' Yeah, but when 12+ monsters
, like KSHE are doing Metallica
supersets in the middle of the
day, you know things are
changing.

Matt: There are plenty of radio sta-
tions that have changed tremendous-
ly. KSHE is a perfect example of that
Everybody says, 'You can't really play
The Beatles into Nirvana.” Well I'm
not saying you can do that but we're
gelting away from that ‘80s program-
ming mentality.

Just as long as the ‘Sucking in
the ‘70s’ format doesn’t hap-

| pen, that’s all | care about.
What was your reaction to Elektra bumping |
Jon Leshay into the hotseat?

Matt: |think it's great. | can totally relate. | had a
' very similar bump when | came over here. When
Lambert hired me, | was 22 years old and people were
like, ‘s he out of his fucking mind!? Why is an AOR
quy like that hiring an unknown little guy like him?'
Leshay has got a lot of work ahead of him, but it's a
brilliant move. Think about it. The guy is 27 years
old, and he's running the entire promotions staff at a
major record company. Elektra’s forte is alternative
music. Jon's very strong in that arena. He's got a
true understanding of how to promote records in that
arena and I think it's a wise move. This goes back to
developing records on the street level. More and
more alternative records are bypassing AOR and
going right to CHR. You've just gotta be very careful
about how you develop those bands to make sure you
don't develop them as simply singles artists. For me,
seeing somebody else in my age category going into
that kind of position makes me tingle all over. | was
one of the youngest ones to come into the VP ranks
and | had a lot of the old school mentality that I had to
grow up in and a lot of the old boy network that | had
to deal with and it becomes very frustrating. You've
got to be able to break down that wall. It's nice to see
that there are other people around me that are also
moving in that direction. It just makes me feel like
1've got friends.

A number of the 35+ promo people | deal with
feel a little threatened by all the attention
Alternative is getting within the labels, since
that’s not really where their primary relation-
ships are. Do you feel that way at all?
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Matt: No. You have to understand, too, on a per-
sonal level, that Alternative is where | live and breathe.
Coming from Relativity, that was their stock in trade.
They lived in the import business, so their bread and
butter was alternative and alternative metal, as well. |
feel very comfortable with it. That's all I listen to at
home. Going back to what | said before, our whole
outlook on how we go after records now, whether it be
signing them or working them, has changed tremen-
dously. We'e laking a lot more alternative ways of
going after our records and a lot more of our signings

have been alternative bands, the Buffalo Toms of the
world. This year, we're going to be hot and heavy
with a band called Clutch. These are records that are
not even going near radio any time soon, not even
this year. But we will eventually get to them because
we have every intention of breaking them on the
Streets. We've got a whole baltle ahead of us. But !
Just love the fact that we're moving in that direction.

The Buffalo Tom is really your new center-
piece signing, isn’t it?

Matt: There's no question. It was a brilliant acquisi-
tion that was brought over to us from Beggar's
Banquet/RCA. The band had a tremendous following
on the street. They were just press mongers. We've
got an issue of Rolling Stone where they got a five
page spread on Buffalo Tom. We didn't make that
happen, the band made that happen.

Do you think all this label level Alternative
emphasis has AOR more interested in cross-
ing stuff out of that format?

Matt: Yes. There is still trepidation from program-
mers, but there's no reason why a Radiohead can't
work on AOR. To me, it sounds like an old Bowie
record, maybe ‘Heroes." You can make a million
comparisons to justify why you're adding a record,
but there are far more people who just sit there and

| manulacture excuses day in and day out going, ‘Oh,

it's too allernative.” The wise ones, those who are
going to benefit, are the ones who are paying atten-
tionto it. MTV has also helped develop those artists
1 just feel bad for those that just want to sit back and
walch the picture grow and make excuses day in and
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day out because they're the ones who'll be left behind.
My Buffalo Tom record and a hundred more are going
to develop first without radio. When the time comes
to take it to AOR and we've got a story, if those people
don't want to deal with it, it's their loss. Those records
are going to happen with the help of MTV, they're
going to happen with the help of press, they re going
to happen due thanks to heavy touring. Those are the
bands that are going to sell, and the stations that
don't play them are going to look like fools at the end
of the day.

You guys have been huge proponents of
sending bands on the road and working their
grass roots base. Do you feel like that whole
proposition is still econemically viable?

Matt: Withou! a doubt. You can never get enough
tour support. That's what we always foke about. It has
been the lifeblood of almost every rock band that we ve
developed over the last couple of years here. As | said
before, we can go out there and we can put any record
on the air. But then it's just another song on the radio.
Or, we can lake a great sounding band like Dog
Sociely and make a long term developmental commit-
ment. | saw this New York band play a few months
back. We can' bottle how good this band is and send
it out to radio, so we've got to be able to take an aller-
native route to get people to understand what they re
all about. We threw the guys in a van, we got them a
cheap PA system and then we just knocked on radio’s
doors and said, ‘Hey, we're here!" And we set up in
their parking lots and aid mini concerts for them. Not
even for the listeners, just for the decision makers of
those radio stations. We started from base up and
we're developing it

Are you frustrated with the development path ‘

of that record? Are you happy with how it’s
done so far?
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Matt: Hey, listen, | could always be happier. I'mata
point right now where I'm at over 70 radio stations.
{'m just pushing and pushing for the rotations at this
point. We golta go out there and scrap together more
airplay every single week. Am I happy? No, but |
pretty much knew that this was the way that it was
going to develop. We were going to have our believ-
ers initially, and we were going to have to make
believers our fifth, sixth, seventh week in. This is
going to be a long term record; it doesn't end here
with this track, which | know is going to go a lot fur-
ther. As this record peaks, this band is going to stay
out there and we're going into every single nook and
cranny of the country, whether we have airplay or we
don't. And we're going to make friends because the
band is that good. We wouldn't be spending this
money if we didn't believe in the band as far as them
being a touring entity. The lead singer is a star, and
I'm going to be working this record right into the win-
ter and right into next year, there’s no question about
it

What would you consider your most signifi-
cant promotional accomplishment to date?
Dream Theater? Satriani?

Matt: | am proud of each one of those, on a different
level. Honestly, even though it got the least amount
of radio airplay, I'm especially proud of what this
label has done with Panlera. Here is a band that is as
left of center as you can go, as far as radio goes, and
we've been able to really firmly entrench them.
Everybody who didn't deal with or was scared of this
band now knows who they are and that they are to be
reckoned with in the near future. But, | cant minimize
what happened with Dream Theater. Imagine taking a
nine and a half minute long epic song and working it
for thirty weeks straight, finally making it happen by
continually banging people over the head, camping

| out at radio stations overnight and doing all the silly

things that you do when you believe in a record.
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Nobody hangs their hat on an AC/DC or a Bad
Company record, but you build your credibility by
being able to go out there with something that is a lit-
tle unorthodox, whether it be an instrumental record
or progressive metal record, like Dream Theater, or a
thrash record like a Pantera.

Can you single out any programmers who
came to the Pantera party early?

Matt: There is a short list of people out there, guys
like Steve Young, Gregg Steele, Greg Stevens and
Brian Schock. | know I'm leaving a few people out,

. [e0ple who just knew this was a record they would

have to deal with before we even came to them. Not,
‘Hey, you know, it may be a little too harsh for the air-
ways,' but ‘This is a record that | have to be aware of
and deal with because of whal's going on around it.
Everyone who played Pantera felt that record, and saw
what it did for them positively. More than half of them
put it on their Top 10 list for the year. That's prefty
significant, it really is.

I’ve heard that Relativity President Barry
Kobrin found you selling clothes when he
hired you?

Matt: | used to sell Barry some of the worst suits
ever crealed.

The man has no taste! Can we talk?

Matt: I'm telling you, we always joke, 'It's from rags
to records." Barry used to come into the clothing
shop where | worked in Long Island, and | used fo
work him on bands that he should be signing, and at
the time, I'd be throwing some of the most horren-
dous leisure suits on his back. All kidding aside
Barry is great. Barry gave me my shot, and hey, |
mean he took a clothing salesman from Long Island
for Christsake, and gave him a shot in the record
industry.

So, who have you found working in a stereo
store or whatever and brought them into the
promo fold? Have you found any rookies that
turned up for you in an unorthodox place?

Matt: Yeah, | found my alternative guy, Joel
Klaiman, at Savage! Joel is, like myself, a street rat.
He understands it. Here's a guy who is going fo be a
star down the line. He lives and breathes the music,
he knows the format. In terms of the steps that we
have taken to beef up our visibility, Joel is a great
hire. So was Pete Rosenblum, who heads up our col-
lege department and will be overseeing the entire col-
lege department as we put it together over the next
couple of months. These are people that are going to
help me develop my story when we go to radio with it
later down the road

Do you think of AOR as more or less inclined
to trade direct promotional support for air-
play than they were, let’s say, two years
ago?

Matt: Yeah, but it still exists. I'm in that battle every
single week, and it's really hard when you've got a
story on something and you are competing with a big
ticket promotional item. We've all been guilty of it
but, my immediate peers are veering away from it. Ii's
stupid business, but it still exists out there. And
although it's petering out, the ticket has risen. The
people have become spoiled to the point where you
got secondary radio stations expecting stuff for
records that are just completely off the mark. It's idi-
otic, it really is. You can spend $500 to $1,000 in a
secondary market, where a Top 5 seller only moves
25 copies! How are you ever going to recoup on
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something like that? It’s just a ridiculous business.

What’s the number one thing that a radio
person can do to piss you off?

Matt: Just jerking my chain, telling me that it's in
there, that they are listening to it, that they like it —
when it's none of the above. | had a guy this week
alone, telling me for the last three weeks that ‘We're
looking at that record. We ve been listening to that
record,’ and | find out from inside sources at the radio
Station that they haven't even taken the time to listen
toit You wasted more time lying about the issue
than if you would have just listened to the fucking
song and told me, ‘No, it ain't gonna happen.' | could
of lived with that and moved on, and not wasted the
30 phone calls that | made trying to get you on the
phone to bullshit me. Who has time for that? |also
get irritated about the lackadaisical attitude about
music in general. There are still guys out there who
Just don't give a shit, and some of them are running
major 1adio stations — and some of them are win-
ning! That just scares the shit out of me.

Who is your toughest return phone call?
Dther than me, of course?

Matt: et me get a short list out here of people that
have been driving me bananas. Probably Greg
Ausham. |love him dearly, but he’s making me nuts.
Actually, my list has gotten better, I'm very happy.
You know who's also driving me bananas? That's
Odepius. I've kidnapped his wolf, so when he gets
home tonight he'll give me a call.

Do you envision Atlantic and Atco eventually
merging? The speculation refuses to die...

Matt: It's been there for years. If's not happening.
Business wise, it just wouldn't make sense. Even if
Yyou combined and cherry picked from both rosters to
create one label, the two companies are just too
immense at this point. It's a nice compliment to
Atlantic and to ourselves that the rosters have gotten
S0 much stronger over the last year. Plus, both com-
panies are reeling in success right now. We had a
tremendous year last year, and this one has been
great too. Atlantic is rolling with STP and a couple
others that | could name. | could see the rumor being
more justified about one year ago, but at this point,
we're both very successful.

1 can think of three or four nice offers that
have come your way in the recent past.
What’s kept you at EastiWest?

Matt: There is just no need to move. I've had plenty
of opportunily to grow here. I'm surrounded by peo-
ple that share the same philosophy as me, and while
we're a big company, we're a little company. We
haven't lost the camaraderie that existed when | start-
ed here and it's a label that is comprised of people
who left other labels in very political situations. They
give me all the rope that | need to hang myself, and
they pull me back in. There is just no need. You're
right, there have been other offers that have been a lot
more enticing financially. But you know, at the end of
the day, the finances are secondary. 1'd be a schmuck
if I told you that it didn't matter, because it does, but it
matters less when you're surrounded with people who
share the same vision.

Are you sensitive to the notion that you have
assimilated a lot of Craig Lambert’s manner-
isms and attitudes?

Matt: Yeah, I've been told that | am a little ‘Lambo’

and everything else like that. Style-wise we are very
similar, but our backgrounds are very similar, and
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obviously that makes for the core personality paral-
lels. He started very young in this business, and he
got kicked out of his house like I did. Both of us have
a knack for going into a room and creating a scene.
I've heard it before, and how can you not be compli-
mented by that?

Do you think that a national guy has got to
personally call stations to be effective?

Matt: Absolutely. |just keep hoping that more and
more people keep doing it wrong the way that they are
doing it. Which is talking to their indies on Monday
and Tuesday and screaming at their field staff on the
phone on the conference calls. Let them continue to
do that, because it makes my life a hell of a lot easier.

Do you think mare national guys rely on the
indies more than they do on their field staff?

Matt: | think that a lot of AOR guys put too many
tools in the indies hands, and take respect away from
the field staff. I'm not going to minimize indies. I've
said it before, they're almost a necessary evil at times.
But like relationships with radio, if you make those
Indy relationships work for you, then you are going to
benefit. But solely rely on that, and you are dead in
the water. If you are a national and you're not talking
to radio, and as much as you can on Monday and
Tuesday, forget about being able to get in there to
back up your field staff. You're not going to have
their respect. We have a pretty powerful field staff out
there, but I have yelled at them individually, and I've
yelled on our conference calls. That's just inevitable.
But, if you are out there fighting the same battles that
they are, they know you re yelling in frustration, not in
anger.

How can a local rep compete with a thou-
sand dollar fall promotion?

Matt: It's really hard. If | get a phone call on
Tuesday afternoon, and I'm stressing and pulling my
hair out, and a key add you can nail dovin through an
indie is there for the pickin', then maybe. But you've
got to be able to keep your local person in the loop. |
can' take the indie out because they are solely
responsible for creating that promotion, so | might
have to pull myself out and plug my local rep in. I'm
as guilly as everybody else, in the heat of the moment
of saying, ‘Go, do it, just do it, and then having my
local person say to me ‘Hey, Matt, | didn't even know
about this." You have to take the responsibility to tie
your local rep in. It's only going to make them
stronger.

Do you think the buzz on Triple A is way
ahead of its true ability to sell records?

And it works because | will spend those
dollars for alternative ways for marketing our records
and getting them exposed. | had a difficult time trying
to get The Rembrands record played this past year,
and its the format that made it a Top 10 record.

1had a great conversation with Ken Anthony,
and he is extremely excited about it. He was saying to
me, ‘There are records out there in my age category
that I want to hear at home that | want to hear on the
radio station. There has to be a format that can sup-
port these records.” | hope that's the case because |
have a couple of those artists.

Who’s the toughest manager you deal with?
Matt: Probably Stewart Young, from AC/DC.
What do they have to complain about?

Matt: They have nothing to complain about. | love a
tough manager. |love a guy who challenges me. |
love a guy that thinks on a promotion level. If he has
a justified beef, 1 like to hear it. But | need a manager,
too, that will understand where | am coming from and
wants to hear the truth on a Monday and Tuesday.
Stewart is a driven guy and he can be a real hardass,
which is fine because so can |. We've bumped heads
a couple of times, but he is a good manager. He's
probably my toughest opponent.

1 have one mare question for you. Dbviously,
you are a flamboyant guy. You're high pro-
file, you're confident, and your success is
certainly enviable at this point. What are the
fundamental differences in the public and
private Matt Pollack?

Matt: For the most part, even though we all have to
be ‘on’ even when we're not in the mood, what the
industry sees of me is what they'd see when | hang
with my civilian friends. |am blessed to have friends
outside of this industry who keep me energized, and
who will probably be the reason why | don't burn out.
Because what we do isn't reality.

When you want to un-stress and relax, do you
prefer to do that with people or alone?

Matt: Alone. |can be extremely moody, and God
bless my lovely wife, Stella, who just knows when |
need to unplug. She’s there for me when I need her to
be, and when it's time to back away, she does. Being
by myself is the best therapy for me, it really is. What
holds me together is turning it off and becoming a
complete introvert. It doesn't happen often enough in
the circles we run in, but when it goeS) Ik
est thing in the world.

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You were raised in Nashville, but you've
recently made Austin your home. What
prompted the move to Austin?

Toni: Actually, | came here for South by
SouthWest because of Antone, and I fell in love
with this place and the scene. | don't know if you
know about Nashville, but there isn't any live
scene anywhere. | grew up there and kept think-
ing, ‘Where is it?" When I came here, | saw that it
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was here, so | came back and stayed, and plan to
Stay.

I’ve never been to Nashville, but | had
always thought there was a fairly active
music scene there.

Toni: No, girl! As far as going out to clubs at
night, you can't find anything. They say it's the
music capital, but it's not — it's the music busi-
ness capital. It's business and paper and pencil.
That's not music and poetry, you know? There’s
got to be a live scene to have any creativity for
anything to be happening. That's what we have
here, for sure. | don't mean to be down on any
person or group, but | just had to leave Nashville
after living there all my life. The people that live
here write the songs, perform them, and play
every week. And you can go out any night and
see many kinds of music. Here, the problem is
‘Which one are we going to choose?’ instead of,
‘There is nothing to do." We have an abundance
of creative things — there is theater, comedy,
aance.

There’s certainly no shortage of good
bands coming out of Austin.

Toni: Alot of bands. And there are So many
bands here that haven't even come out yet. It's
really neat. | love it here.

Is Austin where you hooked up with
Gwil Owen?

Toni: No. The funny thing is, he still

lives in Nashville. He was in my band,

and most of the songs 1 still do are

his. And he still lives there. You

know what he does? He hammers

nails full time. Isn't that a shame?

But he said that he got tired of hear-

ing a song was no good, so he just wanted to
have a regular job for awhile. The guy is writing
songs that | think are fantastic, but he's not rec-
ognizing his own talent, he's hammering nails.
Just look at the diversity of his work, he even
wrote that a cappella one, ‘Swim Away." If wasn't
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a cappella when he wrote it, but | couldn’t make it
go with the tempo, so ! told them all to take five,
smoke a cigarelte or whatever, and started
singing it a cappella. It's more like singing a
poem.

It’s a beautiful song. | hope he hasn’t
given up songwriting completely.

Toni: He's been writing again. He hadn't for a
couple of years, he had a block. But he’s writlen
so many songs that there is enough for three or
four records. And now, he is writing again, which
is great.

So, the songs that are on your album,
‘Swim Away,’ are a couple of years old
then?

Toni: Yep, eight to ten years old.

I never would have realized that. The
songs certainly don’t sound dated at all.

Toni: Gwil was way ahead of his time in
Nashville. Record people would come to my
shows and Gwil would go into the bathroom and
hear them saying, ‘Well, she sings okay, but |
don't get these songs.” So I thought, ‘Good, they
don't get it We're safe.” I'm not bitter because |
got out of there, but they just don't understand.

How does Gwil feel about the response to
this record?

Toni: He's happy. Everyone is thrilled about him
now, and I'm glad that people ask me about him
because | don't write, and he is my main writer.
He has what | wish | could get. | don't have that
craft of putting those words together.

Do you collaborate at all in the writing of
the melodies?

Toni: No, I'm not a writer, but when | take a song
and sing it, I'll throw in my own thing, like Aw
honey’ — he didn't write that. He had lines that
rhymed that were a little bit vulgar, but after the
aw honey’ he said ‘What did she say? Well, it
mustve been nice.” But no, I'm not a writer, or
even a co-writer, or any of that. | just let the
writer do it, and if it speaks to me, then 'l sing it.
Every time | sing a song, | end up twisting some-
thing around, they don't get mad.

You’ve been compared to Bonnie Raitt so
often, and her influence is
obvious in your singing.

Toni: That's the highest compli-
ment. | heard her about 12 or 13
years ago, and | fell in love with her
music. I have all her records and |
listen to them probably every day,
s0 the comparison is a compliment
to me. I'm not trying to copy her,
but I can't help but have things in
common.

Have you ever met her?

Toni: One time at Antone’s. She’s a sweet, won-
derful lady.
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Were you intimidated at all meeting her?

Toni: | should have

It’s funny, in the same breath that | hear
people compare you to Bonnie Raitt, |
also hear them compare you to Patsy
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Cline.

Toni: Well | was raised in Nashville, so I'm
going to have a twang, and I think that Patsy Cline
was the Bonnie Raitt of her time. To me, it's
called pop music. What Patsy Cline was, and
Hank Williams, and Elvis, was called pop music
in their day because it was popular. Elvis

was rock n’ roll, and Hank and Patsy

were pure country as far as | am con- ‘
cerned, but they were

the papular music
of their aay. And 1
think that people

are ready for that

again. All that is coming back.
People are trying to sing with the
Style, instead of so much loud drums

or whatever. People are listening to words and
voices, and It's very rewarding to me.

You're not listed on the CD as playing any
instruments.

Yoni: | don't play an instrument or write songs,
s0 I've been at a disadvantage all these years by
record companies. They say, ‘Well, she doesn't
write, she doesn't play an instrument, so what

good is she?" Singers aren't always appreciated.

When they’re looking for the next Bonnie
Raitt, they expect you to be holding a gui-
tar.

Toni: Right, | haven't thought of that. She is
such a great singer to me that her guitar playing is
Jjust an added bonus.

It’s Derek 0’Brien who plays the electric
guitar on the ‘Swim Away’?

Toni: He played electric guitar on most of that
stuff. He helped me co-produce and he helped
me get started here. He played in my band when
1 was still doing the whole electric thing. | don't
do that anymore. | do a whole acoustic grouping.
It's real fun, real nice. We do all those songs live
that are on the album, except for ‘Daylight.

‘Daylight’ wouldn’t translate well
acoustically, would it?

Toni: Not good at all. That is a guitar song, an
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electric guitar song. The song itself would trans-
fer, but not that rendition. We had fun just paint-
ing the picture however we wanted to.

Who’s in your band now, any of the same
people that played on the record?

Yoni: The people who are on
the ones that have
fiddle in it —

Champ

Hood, Scrappy Jud
Newcomb, who is from
Loose Diamonds, and Rich
Brotherton. Just like a guitar
orchestra, it's really fun.

There’s no rhythm section?

Toni: Well, honey, if that ain't a rhythm sec-

tion, I don't know what it is! (Laughs)

People look, and ask ‘Where is the rhythm
section? and we say, You'll see!" Every one of
them is a rhythm section. It's great for me, | have
S0 much freedom to
peddle my wares.
Sometimes Champ plays
fiddle, and sometimes
he plays slide guitar on
acoustic. It's just won-
derful. Rich switches off
between an acoustic
guitar and a mandolin.
We just get all these
funky flavors.

Plus your voice is
such a powerful
instrument in itself.

Toni: Well thanks. I've
come o realize that it
kind of is, so I've been
paring down the band.
I've found that I just
don't want to sing it
loud anymore. It's really
difficult. The human
voice cannot be ampli-
fied as loud as a guitar
or a drum set.

That’s true, and instead of complement-
ing it, you end up competing with it.

Toni: Exactly. You lry to accompany it, but real-
ly they are just pounding you under. They don't
mean lo, it’s just the nature of the electricity and
amplification. I can't sing over it anymore.

Will your next album be more acoustic
then?

Toni: | hope so. It may depend on what
Discovery has in mind, but | am going to push for
an acoustic album. We have done several live
radio shows that sounded excellent, and | thought
that this is what I want my record to sound like
next time. Nothing is missing. You don't say,
‘Well they need a drummer,” or ‘They need a bass
player." You just listen and say, ‘That's lovely.

We do rock, and blues, and country and folk —
whatever you call it. Just more of the same, only
it's just acoustic. In the studio you can get that
balance. That's what we proved, you can turn
your voice up. Butin a live situation you can't
turn your voice up louder than the electrical
instrument, or it is fust ridiculous.

California players is Roy Rogers, and yes, that's his
real name. Though Rogers' slide guitar playing has been
blowing guitar freaks away for nearly a decade, he was
under-appreciated, and most likely also under-paid, ntil
he produced the Grammy-winning cut "In The Mood”
with Bonnie Raitt and John Lee Hooker. Rogers was in
Hcoker's touring band for four years S0 he appreciates both roots and rockin' blues
and both are represented on his first disc for Liberty, Slide Of Hand. In the past Rogers
has shown a special sensitivity in interpreting the haunting blues of Robert Johnson
material, and that shows up here on the sparse and stinging "Stones In My Passway.
Rogers’ touring band, the Della Rhythm Kings, plays on half of the cuts with a variety of
artists sitting in for the rest of the disc. New Orleans pianist Allan Toussaint adds a
Crescent City flare to “Cure For An Achin’ Heart."  Long-time Rogers playing partner,
and co-headliner on the last two of his five Blind Pig records, Norton Buffalo shows up
with his harmonica. NRBQ bassist Joey Spampanalo also makes an appearance. But
the only instrument that matters very much on a Roy Rogers disc is the guitar so check
out “Mellow Apples” and the hot rocker “Rockin' At The Hey Hey." You'll hear the

Those people’s ideas change day to day — what they think music is and
none of them know a thing about music. | really believe the future of music is in
independent labels. I'd love to be signed to a major and probably will be signed to
one pretly soon.

As a blues artist or as the Thunderbirds?

Wilson: The Thunderbirds. And hopefully myself. It's so hard to find people at a
major label — and this could get me in trouble, but | don't care — that know any-
thing about what | do. Even if it's just one guy, get somebody in there who knows
something. Now Warner Brothers has Bill Bentiey — he's the most invaluable guy
you can have. What about a guy like Greg Geller, who's now at RCA | think — he's
the guy who signed us to Epic in the first place, and that was the only reason |
wanted to sign with Epic was because he was there. He brought in a song to me by

business. Now when you go to Antone’s you 've got a fanatic like Clifford Antone
who I've know for comin’ up on 20 years. He trusts me and knows | know what to
do with a project like this. The only thing he suggested was the Guitar Slim song
“If | Should Lose You.” Everybody over there has been wonderful. If people only

How did you come up with the group of musicians who play on the
disc?

Wilson: | had that all figured out. | think that's my forte — putting people togeth-
er. Twish | could have had Larry (Taylor, bassist in Wilson's touring band) and
Richard (Innis, drummer touring with him) — they re killer, the best. They ve all
got their heads screwed on about what they do.

You've got people from all over playing in this set.

Wilson: Junior and Rusly are out of California, and Clarence Holliman is out of
Houston. The horn players, except for Kaz (Kazanoff) are out of San Antone, and

been working out of Toronto for a long time. He's a stone blues head.
Are you going to tour the whole country behind the disc?

Wilson: I'm doing both — touring with these guys and the Thunderbirds. It's
exhausting, but | gotta do it.

And right out of the gate, they're aiming straight at the heart
of metal first (the rest of the world will get their turn soon enough), with the gritty,
grungy pile of riffs that is “Honey Bucket” (it's a short but heavy song — once it gets
rolling, don't blink or you'll miss it). Like Motorhead, Sabbath and White Zombie all
rolled into one — the influences (and the influenced) are openly visible, as is the
Melvin’s contribution to the musical direction that inspired countless "dressed-
down” lines of clothing. There are no, let me repeat, no excuses for not playing this
one. Itcranks, it slams, it will roll right over you, so get on it while you can. Full
album in a few, with even more great stuff to ponder on and pound (like “Pearl
Bomb” or “Spread Eagle Beagle” or “Rocket Reducer #62°).

Full of glori-
ous melodies and classic guitar pop charm, the record is incredibly warm and inviting, and tremen-
dously sincere throughout. John Crozier's guitar work is superb, as it possesses a certain minimal-
istic quality and down to earth grace that you don't find too often. Perhaps most impressive about
the record is its production, as all the musicians shine and nothing gets lost in the mix or otherwise
buried. The band has a fervent following in their native Minneapolis, one sure to spread fast as
people turn on to their brand of touching, unpretentious pop.

Reports of a rift between Adam Clayton of U2 and his fiancee, supermode! Naomi
Campbell, are being denied. The two now plan to marry next year, according to a
Spokeswoman who says reports the wedding has been called off are “absolute non-
sense.” “They are in love with each other and have not been fighting,” she says. The
couple's schedules are so busy that the two haven't been able to set a firm wedding
date. Campbell attended the first of U2's concerts at London's Wembley Stadium. The
Irish band offered about 10,000 extra tickets to unemployed fans who waited in line for
several hours to claim them.

New Order /roniman Bernard Sumner has been recruited to produce a single by
Lee Sharp, a star player for the Manchester United British soccer team.

Country artists will cover songs by the Eagles on an album called "Common Thread:
The Songs Of The Eagles," being released this fail (on Giant Records). The LP will fea-
lure Travis Tritt, Clint Black, Trisha Yearwood 210 Vince Gill. Don Henley
says “a large portion of the proceeds from that record” will go to his Walden Woods
Project to purchase land around Walden Pond in Concord, Massachuselts. Henley
says he's given up on the idea of reuniting the Eagles. "There are no new songs.

There has been a complete and probably final breakdown in communications, " Henley
says. “I just don't even care anymore. We tried it a couple of years ago, and it didn’t
workatall. There's so much water under the bridge now. We broke up 13 years ago
next month.” Walden says there has been one drawback to his Walden Woods efforts.

Seymour, who collaborated with Dwight Twilley in the 1970, had been battling
cancer for eight years. He was 41.

Researchers at Boston Universily Medical Center have found that “head banging” can
cause whiplash and severe head pain. They found that over 81 percent of girls and 16
percent of boys who participaled in a head-banging marathon experience severe cervi-
cal spine pain lasting one to three days. Marilyn Kassirer, assistant professor of neu-
rology at Boston University, says the girls may have suffered greater whiplash because
their hair is longer. But she also notes that teenagers seem to recover faster than
adults from this type of injury. Kassirer's findings were published in the Clinical
Journal of Pain.

Former Thin Lizzy drummer Brian Bowney and his new band played a special concert
in Sweden recently to commemorate the birthaay of Philomena Lynott, the mother of the
band's late guitarist Philip Lynott. Mrs. Lynolt has been involved in a legal dispute
with Lynott's widow, Caroline, over ownership of the house where Mrs. Lynoft lives.

The U.S. Postal Service will issue four stamps honoring country music legends in
Nashville on Seplember 25. Patsy Cline, (he Carter Family, Hank Williams and
Bobh Wills will be on the stamps, which will be issued at the Grand Ole Opry in
Nashville and then put on sale nationally the next day.

Live tracks will be included on the CD-5 for “Condemnation” by Depeche Mode.
The band will have a full-length concert video out by the end of the year.

Bill Wyman of 'c Rolling Stones says the late concert promoler Bill Graham
Skimmed hundreds of thousands of dollars from a Stones concert in San Francisco in
1981. “We found that he was fiddling on one of the gales. We found a discrepancy,”
Wyman told John Glatt, who's writing a biography of Graham. ‘He was running one
gale without keeping a record of it o all the money was going into his pocket. We
found out by pure chance.” Wyman says that's why the Stones refused to deal with
Graham during their 1989 “Steel Wheels” tour.

Kenny Loggins says he'd like to oblain permission to use part of a 1952 movie so he
could duet with Danny Kaye. Loggins would like to include part of Kaye's film ‘Hans
Christian Andersen” for a children’s album he's working on called "Back To Poor
Corner." "My dream is to walk into the movie, sit on the wall next to Danny kaye and
sing ‘Inchworm’ with him, " Loggins says. *Im having to deal with a lot of politics try-
ing to get rights to the clip.” Loggins hopes to have the album out in February.

The Grateful Dead were able to piay the University of Oregon after fans promised to
police the shows for drugs. The band had been barred from playing at Aulzen Stadium
in Portland, Oregon, after a 1990 concert. About 250 “Dead-icated Volunteers™ agreed
to discourage fans from using drugs during the shows.

The Wonder Stuff are finishing work on a new album called “Construction For The
Modern Idiot,” due out in early September.

Guitarist Stash of Guns N’ Roses says drummer Steve Adler was put on ‘proba-
tion" before he was kicked out of the band — in an attempt to scare him into ending
his heroin addiction. “We were trying to shock him into cleaning up so we could con-
tinue on working,” Slash testified in the trial of Adler's lawsuit against the band. He
said that under the “probation agreement” Adler “was going to lose his partnership for
a certain amount of time, | think it was 30 days, and he was an employee until he gave
up drugs.”

The LP will
include completed versions of songs started by guitarist Phil Gollen with guitarist
Steve Clark before Clark's death a couple of years ago. It will also fealure re-record-
ed versions of some b-sides as well as new malerial. “This is just something we want-
ed to go back and do," Collen says. “And it's very different from the last two albums.
It's a lot more raw. It's not like ‘Hysteria," which relied more on overdubs.” Def
Leppard are now touring with a simpler stage show than ils theater-in-the-round pre-
sentation earlier this year. "Some people were focusing more on the stage than on
us," Colfen says. ‘In a big production, there's more that can go wrong because its so
theatrical.”

B.B. King says he plans to take his first long vacation in forty years after he celebrates
his 68th birthday in mid-September. “Im going to lake off for about six to eight weeks,
rest a little bit and maybe go to a spa where | can lose some of this weight [ ve gained
through the years,” King says. “But | never think of retiring. My health is good, and as
long as the people will support me and buy my records and come lo the concerts, then
1l keep going. George Burns is still out there, so I'd like to be out there, too.”

Aerosmith’s first 12 albums are to be reissued in early September (on Columbia
Records), accompanied by limited edition "Collector” CDs.

Rono Tse of ihe Disposable Heroes of Hiphoprisy has launched fis own pro-
duction company, Vitamin C. “Artists have always found it hard to keep creative con-
trol of their own work, while at the same time kegping the economics of their situation
inmind," Tse says. Vitamin C has already worked with a group from Oakland,
California, called the Mystic Journeymen.
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Barkmarket releases a new album (on Def American Records) in mid-September
called "Gimmick."

Primus bass player Les Claypool says that, despite the band's success, he still con-
siders the group to have more of a cult following — like the band Rush. “The only
thing | can compare it to is the popularity of Rush when | was in high school,” he says.
I think young musicians appreciate us a fot, and so do pecple who are not into trippy,
not-normal stuff.” Claypool readily admits he was a fan of Rush when he was younger.
"It was cool to like ‘em if you were in high school and wanted to be a musician, but you
didn't get any girls by liking Rush. And | don't really think you're getting any girls by
liking Primus, either. You've gotia be true to your roots, only thing is mine are all over
lhe place — the Residents, Rush, Larry Graham, Tony Levin. Vhal frustiates me
is the narrow-minded people who only have roots here or there, and you can directly
see the influences in the way they play. How many bands out there are making loads
of money by sounding exactly like Alice In Chains, Pearl Jam and Nirvana. I's
good to have a broad base of influences and to acknowledge that. Rush was a huge
influence, especially as an early player. If it wasn' for Geddy Lee, | probably wouldn't
be playing bass.”

John Denver has been charged with drunk driving in Aspen, Colorado. He was
Stopped on the way home after leaving from a restaurant in his 1963 Porsche. Police
say he failed a roadside sobriely lest, then registered a 0.14 blood-alcohol leve! at
police headquarters. Denver was released pending a hearing in late September on the
misdemeanor charge.

Bad Religion have their ‘Recipe For Hate" album re-issued in September (on Atiantic
Records). Then, the band will begin work on a new album. “Basically, what this
means is that I've gotia write 30 songs, " says guilarist Brett Gurewitz And | want to
write them all this year." ‘Recipe For Hale" has already sold 150,000 copies since its
release on an independent label in June.

A spokesperson
for Onyx commented: “They were definitely surprised by the number of peaple who
turned up for the show. They're a Top Five act in America o they re used lo it there, but
they hadn't expected this kind of reaction to their first UK gig." However, subsequent
remarks by Onyx's Sticky Fingaz fuelled the controversy. The rapper issued a state-
ment which said: "Were there any shots fired? No. Were there any shops footed? Yes.
Were any police hurt? Yes. Then it was a successful riol." A spokesperson for the

police described Fingaz's remarks as ‘irresponsible and inflammatory”. The band's label,

Columbia, aiso distanced themselves from the sentiments, with a spokesperson telling
the New Musical Express: “Clearly, we can't condone anti-social and illegal behavior.”
The incident was the second major one involving the Hammersmith Palais in recent
months. In April, a 28 year old man was shot and wounded at a ragga concert. Some
local residents are calling for the venue to be closed.
