aving grown up at his parent’s ski
lodge in the Mountains of Yermont,

you might think that Ned Horton's

goals might have leaned toward Olympic _

Gold in the downhill, or at least
trolling for the best of what
the ski lodge had to
offer. But, no,

even as a child,
young Ned could be
found in the basement
of the lodge, running his
imaginary radio station.
His dream became a reality
in 1989 when, as co-owner
of Tuned In Broadcasting, he
purchased WRLT/Nashville,
“Radio Lightning,” changing the
station’s format from Lite AC to
Triple A. A few years later, Ned
purchased a then floundering monthly hard
rock music magazine called Metro. He
quickly revamped the format of the maga-
zine to reflect the sound of WRLT, changed
the name to Bone, and expanded distribu-
tion to nearty 45,000 throughout the state
of Tennessee and beyond. Not one to rest
on his laurels, Ned'’s latest entrepreneurial
endeavor was the purchase and start-up of
Alternative WRLG in Nashville, which officially
began broadcasting the format at the begin-
ning of February, after simulcasting WRLT
from mid-October. We caught up with the
owner/publisher/PD after a rare getaway
weekend ...

THE HARD REPORT

1 hear you were vacationing in Vermont this
past weekend.

Ned: | spent the first 18 years of my life there. This
weekend, it was just getting away, doing some skiing
and skating — all the things that we don't do in
Tennessee.

What a great place to grow up. So, how did
you migrate from Vermont to Nashville?

Ned: Radio!

That brings me to my first question.
You’re co-owner of Tuned In
Broadcasting, owners of Triple A
WRLT and now Alternative WRLG
in Nashville, you're the publish-
er of Bone magazine — how
did this all get started?

Ned: | started in my basement when |
was a little kid, with my imaginary radio sta-
tion. Iwas always in love with radio. I used to try
and listen to WLS out of Chicago when | was home in
Vermont scanning the dial. | was a radio junkieas a
kid. | went to school in Maine and got started in radio
in Maine, right out of college radio. The first radio sta-
tion | worked for actually sounded like my college sta-
tion, it was WTOS up in Skowhegan, a really eclectic
rock station. Then, | worked in Portland for about four
years and the group that | was working for started buy-
ing radio slations around the country. They sent me to
a station in upstate New York for awhile, and then to
Tennessee, and then they went out of business. | was
always looking to get into the radio business for myself,
so01set out to buy the station that | was running.

And that was WRLT?

Ned: Yes.

21

How long have you owned the station?

Ned: The process started in about the fall of 89, and
it's still an ongoing thing. The new station just went on
the air October 9th, and that took about two years.

Once | bought the construction permit, | had to go
through all kinds of legal hurdles to get on the air. It
was an interesting experience, building a station from
the ground up. And it was just a few weeks ago that we
started separale programming. We had been simul-
casting to expand the coverage area for ‘RLT. We still
simulcast during the day, but at night we break away
and do straight new rock programming for nights and
overnights.

What was the format of ‘RLT when you first
started there?

| Ned: Wnen | first got to town in early ‘87, it was a Lite’

Sltation — John Denver, The Carpenters.

What drew you to the Adult Alternative for-
mat?

Ned: I've always just loved radio. | loved college
radio. | had been working in CHR for a number of
years trying to learn all the radio programming rules |
could. And I never really understood why this type of
radio couldn’t work commercially. | was looking at
examples like KBCO in Denver and KINK in Portland
— these were commercial stations that had become
tremendously successful. | just didn't understand why
more markels didn't have inferesting radio stations like
that, that were built around the music. But most larger
markets were void of that type of radio and everything
seemed to be going in the direction where all radio was
sounding alike. Everyone was using the same research
and it was just getting boring. It was almost going
backwards, Hey, I've got an idea, let's just play all the
oldies. Let’s play classic rock," and researching it even
further.

Did you do any research before you made the

decision to take WRLT Triple A?

Ned: No. At that point in time, we really had no dol-
lars to research and no time to do it. It was a Class A
radio station that was kind of thrown in my lap and |
was lold, Here, come over and fix it. Fix the sales
effort.” | told them that we wouldn't be able to make any
sales headway until we have at least some sort of defin-
able market niche. At that point, we really had nothing
{o lose. We were a soft AC, 'Lite-100," trying to com-
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pete in a Top 50 market, with 3,000 watlts and a skelchy
signal that doesn't cover all eight counties. You
have to do something different with that type of
facility. To me, it seemed like the perfect opportu-
nity to do a different type of radio station. We're
here in Music City, and if there’s a place that
should be open to different types of music, it
should be here. A lot of people make their living
from music — they play music, they write music,
they love music. And in order to do something with
this signal and make it work in this market, doing a
different type of radio seemed to make sense, rather
than being a fourth AC, or being another Country
station of some sort.

Where you consulted by SBR right from the
beginning?

Ned: No. | guess we were doing the format for
about a year and a half to two years, and | read that
SBR had gone out on their own, so |
immediately sent them my business
plan. At the time, | was still in the
process of raising money, and it was
about eight months later that we
hooked up. They had the experience
to make the format work. | knew what
I wanted to do and in a ot of ways we
were doing it, but | needed some
extra resources to help pull it all
together and educate the staff and put
things in finer focus.

Was It difficuit findIng a staff
that understood the format and
had the abllity to execute It?

Ned: Definitely. That was the tough-
est thing, dealing with, or trying to
find a Program Director. From my
perspective, being the entrepreneur,
starting this thing and having a

vision of what | wanted it to be, |
needed to pay attention to a lot of
things on the business side and the
marketing side. Being able to just
hand it over to a programmer was
difficult because everyone had their
own idea. It was almost like letting
someone loose in the playground !
with them thinking, Hey, this is great, =%
no rules!’

And letting them loose with your toys.

Ned: Exactly. And what they wanted wasn't neces-
sarily what | wanted, so I ended up losing the first
two PDs, having to can both of them. They were
taking the station into troubled waters that, as far as
1 was concerned, were directly against where | want-
ed the station to go. There weren't a lot of examples
of framework out there, at least at that point, that
you could show somebody. If you start at a CHR
Slation, there are a lot of examples you can point to
— ‘These are how many currents we play. This is
how our clock works. This is what our gold library
looks like." But if you are starting an eclectic radio
slation, there really are no clear definitions of how it
should sound.

You can’t draw a diagram for this format.
The marketplace dictates the direction and
the sound of a station, and that really can’t
be duplicated in another marketplace.

Ned: Alot of it is based on the sales position that
you want to take in the marketplace and what's
going on with your competition. | definitely wanted
amore adult feeling radio station, one that was
going to target the discriminating music fan out
there, so that our sales efforts could target those
types of advertisers. We were looking for more of a
discriminating, affluent audience. If I had to have a
small market share, | would want it to be that audi-
ence, as opposed to the audience attracted to the
more adventurous, younger, new rock leaning
sound. There is an audience position for that, but |
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didn't feel that the sales position there would help
us.

Did the advertisers take a long time to buy
Into the format?

Ned: Our biggest problem was that we were a low
power facility and had a history of turnover, as far
as ownership and format, which is one of the rea-
sons that | didn't change the call letters. We were
WARLT for ‘Lite,” and when we came on air we
became Radio Lighting, ‘From Lite to Lightning, the
difference is striking.” We actually made a gradual
transition, if you can believe it over a couple of
months. We started putting in interesting music,
which sounded like it could've fit the Lite format,
Shawn Colvin, and a lot of the folkier acoustic Stuff.
That was about a two month period, and then, with a
bang, we pulled out all the other Light AC stuff and
launched the new format on March 5, 1990.

You obviously have the formula down. The
ratings nearly doubled from the Spring ‘93
book to the Fall book. What changes took
place during that time that accounts for the
ratings increase?

Ned: | think that a Iot of it was visibility in the mar-
ketplace. We do the magazine, and the distribution
was really slarting lo kick in. The magazine devel-
oped a lot more visibility, which just sells the radio
station. The artists that are covered in the magazine
and the ads that we have in the magazine for our-
selves really added an extra dimension to educate
people about what the station is doing. The other
thing we did, which was a very adventurous under-
laking that paid off in the long run, was a nineteen
week outdoor concert series. Live, free shows in
the streets. We worked it out with a local catering
company and a local concert promoter, a kind of
Joint venture. We got permission from the mayor's
office and closed down the street every Thursday
afternoon and did live shows. We put up stages
and sound equipment. We've had everyone from
Zachary Richard to the Judybats perform. We had
Maynard Ferguson around the 4th of July. We
would draw up to 4,000 people for these shows. It
would usually kick off about 5:30-6:00pm, and run
till around 9:00. It's done in other markets, but the
Station got a lot of recognition, and a lot of aware-
ness because we were doing all the work, we were
booking all the bands. Most of them were bands
that we play. And it was fun. It gathered a ot of
attention for the event, and subsequently the radio
station. The magazine and the promotions, those
two things had a Iot to do with bringing us a new
cume. And working with SBR, we just continually
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fine tuned the sound so that it’s a little more consis-
fent and people know what to expect when they tune
over here. With the team that we've got in place,
we're making it sound better.

You’ve now assimilated a programming and
musle staff that you’re comfortable with?

Ned: We really don't have a Program Director. I'm
the Program Director. We have a great team.
Michael Parks is the Music Director for WRLT. He
moved here from San Diego in ‘93, and he's been a
big addition to the staff. David Hall is working with
Michael. David joined us from the classic rock sta-
tion, WGFX. Heather Lose now handles New Rock.
John Conlon is our Executive Producer. John's the
one who oversaw producing the outdoor concert
events that we did, which were called ‘Dancing In
The District.” There's an area down here by the river
called the Warehouse District. We moved here a
couple of years ago, and we're right
on the street. There’s a lot of restau-
1ants and nightclubs down here. It's
more of an entertainment district than
anything. The Hard Rock Cafe is
moving in this spring, Opryland just
renovated a couple of buildings, and
they're putting in a country dance hall.
It's an entertainment district.

Are you starting to see a resur-
gence In the club scene in
Nashyllle?

Ned: We have a pretty healthy club
scene here. There are a lot of great
local rock bands and singer/songwrit-
ers. There are a lot of talented people
here.

1 Interviewed Ashley Cleveland
last year, and she told me that
everyone in Nashyllle is a song-
writer. The guy who pumps your
gas is a songwriter, the guy who
fills your prescriptions is a
songwriter.

Ned: You call on a media buyer at an
ad agency, or an account executive at
an ad agency and theyre songwriters
on the weekend. Everybody here has a ‘day job,”
and then they are songwriters on the side. Half my
staff are songwriters. The people who live here love
music. Nashville is just so much more than
Country, it really is an industry town. Even though
they play in Country sessions during the week, they
probably play in a rock band on the weekend, or at
least enjoy listening to rock music or different types
of music.

How do you handle country music on your
statlon? Do you integrate it at all into your
playlist?

Ned: A little bit, probably more then most Triple A
stations. We played cuts from both Wynona Judd
albums. Mary-Chapin Carpenter was one of the
first artists that we played on the station when we
segued from AC, and that was really before she
made it big in Country. Rosanne Cash and a lot of
the artists that are now being marketed to the sta-
tions that are Triple A, we were playing them four
years ago. Wynona Judd is one that most stations
outside of Country didn't play, although, she got
some AC play.

Before we go into the startup of the
Alternative station, | want to talk about
your music magazine, Bone. How did that
get started?

Ned: ['ve always been interested in print. I've
always been interested in other ways to market the
radio station and to educate people more about the
music. There's only so much that you can say
about a record on the air. Listeners should know,
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for example, who Palty Larkin is. They know it's
great guitar work and a nice song, but you can only
tell them so much on the air. And a lot of these
artists are not getting covered by the local newspa-
per. So, there was a monthly music magazine that
had been floundering around for about seven years,
having its ups and downs, and | purchased it and
revamped it. It was more of an underground, hard
rock publication. We upgraded it and brought on
two lopnotch publishing experts to run it — an edi-
{or and a graphics person and worked together
great as a team — and they began changing the
magazine to reflect the qualily that the radio station
puts forth. In essence, it's like another franchise in
this market. This magazine stands on its own — a
separale entity. It has its own awareness, its own
credibility, its own fans. We can package them
logether and they cross-promote each other. An
artist comes in to visit the radio station and does an
on-air interview, and then walks down the hall to do
a magazine interview and lake pictures. It works out
well.

Both the magazine and the station are in
the same building?

Ned: Yes, we have two floors in the building here
downlown.

Are any of the radio staff also on staff at
the magazine?

Ned: Yes. The editor of the magazine
does a Sunday jazz show now. One

of the assistant editors for the mag-
azine is now hosting the New Rock

show at night on FM94, Heather Lose.
Sometimes, they come into the compa-
ny through one side and end up working
for both, or one ends up being a segue to
the other side.

How many full time employees do you
have on staff at the magazine?

Ned: The magazine staffs three full time, and a
lot of part timers, free-lancers and contributors.

Did you have a hard time finding quality
writers?

Ned: Not really.

1 guess you wouldn’t in a city where every-
one is a writer.

Ned: | think that it really helped that this station
had bought the magazine because the station had
already developed a reputation for putting out a
quality product, and it attracted a lot of writers and
photographers and folks that thought that this pub-
lication could really be something, and they wanted
to throw their hat in the ring for consideration.

I know that publishing a magazine is a full-
time job, and running two radio stations
requires a lot of time and attention — how
do you manage it all? How do you divide
your time?

Ned: It’s like the old saying, ‘You only have to
work half the days, just pick which 12 hours you
want to work." It's a lot of work, but since it's all
revolving around music, it's a labor of love. We
have a great staff here, a great team, and we seem to
get through problems prelty easily. Everyone is
willing to pitch in. Everyone wears a lot of different
hats here and they can help out when one area
needs some extra attention. It's just basically set-
ting up good systems and having good people at
the top of the departments that can understand the
goals of the company and what we want to get out
of the product. There's a lot of trust, going both
ways, to make it all work.

Are you going to change the tone of the
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magazine at all to reflect the new station?
Is there going to be an Alternative section
added?

Ned: We're still exploring that. There's a lot of
cross over between Triple A and New Rock. For
example, one of our recent covers was Johnelte
Napolitano of Concrete Blonde, and obviously she
gets played on both formats. There are a lot of
artists out there like that.

That was the cover where she was dressed
like a nun. That was great. Did your pho-
tographer take that picture?

Ned: No, she sent us that picture. | got some flack
for that, but it definitely caught your attention. |
don't know if you are aware of this, but one of the
things that we are doing, and are looking to do
more of, is in essence lining up affiliates for the
magazine. We're doing two versions — one that's a
Nashville version with the radio station’s logo on
the front, and the other version we do for a
statewide record chain, Cats Records, and they're in
Memphis, Chattanooga and Knoxville. So, we
do two versions. Qur version has
WRLT/Nashville, and their ver-

sion has ads for their
record Store

chain

soit
almost becomes
their in-house publica-
tion, the way that Tower Records
has Pulse. So, I've been sending the
magazine out to other Triple A stations, hoping that
at some point we would have another radio station
in another market become an affiliate of the publica-
tion and distribute the publication in their market.
We've been getting a lot of feedback from new rock
Stations wondering if we could do a new rock slant-
ed edition. That's something that we're discussing,
but we haven't committed to doing it yet.

What’s your distribution now for the maga-
zine?

Ned: Close to 45,000 statewide, and half of that
goes into Nashville. They're distributed free
through restaurants, nightclubs, record stores, gro-
cery stores, etc. It's distributed like a free
Alternative Weekly, but this is a monthly and it's all
music.

Does the advertising staff of the magazine
cross over into the radio station, or is it two
separate entities?

Ned: | have one salesperson that is dedicated to
print sales, but he sells some radio, too. The radio
stalf sells print when it makes sense. The radio
sales folks that have a lot of experience have a hard
time warming up to print, it's just another tool for
them. The magazine really needs someone that's
going to concentrate on print and can get excited
about the publication.
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When you initially took the magazine over,
it was called Metro. Why did you change
the name to Bone, and where did that name
come from?

Ned: Metro was the old name, and it just carried a
lot of baggage with it and it wasn't a very interesting
name. And we were going slatewide, so Metro
didn't seem to make sense. It didn’t say anything
about music. We were looking for a name that said
something about music. So, we searched and
searched and searched and came up with hundreds
of names, and none of them seemed inleresting.
Then Bone came up, and it was just an inferesting
name. It looks good on a T-shirt, and we figured
that we could develop a fun image around it and
more memorable one.

How long had the Alternative station, WRLG,
been in the works before it actually came
through?

Ned: Two years.

Was that a goal that you had when you first
got into ownership? When you bought ‘RLT,
was starting up a companion Alternative
station something that you also had in
mind for the future?

Ned: No. When | was originally purchasing
the construction permit, | was really looking
for a way to do this Triple A format in
Nashville and wasn't sure that I'd be able
to purchase the FM100 frequency, so |
Slarted looking around for other chan-
nels and came up with this one and
was able to buy it from the person
that was awarded the original con-
Struction permit. Then the fun
began — trying to get a tower
site, trying to get clearance
from the local zoning com-
mission, get FAA clearance,
get FCC approval for different things
that we needed fo do. So, as things were
uniolding, we really wanted to wait and see how the
coverage was when we got it on the air and how it
was going to dovetail with the coverage that we
already had. We knew that it would cover
Murfreesboro, which is about 30-35 miles outside
of Nashville and is home to Middle Tennessee Slate
University which has 17,000 students, a significant
factor in that area where the station is. Their col-
lege station is all jazz, so for the last year at least,
we've been planning to do this special night pro-
gramming to kind of test the waters and see how
New Rock flies.

Overnights, you carry The Exxitt?

Ned: Overnight is The Exxitt, which is satellite-
delivered. From 7:00pm to midnight, Heather Lose
hosts a show, which pretty well mirrors what The
Exxitt playlist looks like, except we localize it a little
bit to suit our needs and to reflect some of the
response that we're gelting and bands that might be
coming through the area. During the day, we
Simulcast WRLT.

How hard edged do you get with the
Alternative at night? Give me some exam-
ples of some artists that would never be on
‘RLT that are on the Alternative station.

Ned: Tool Bad Brains, Eve's Plum.

What kind of response have you been get-
ting so far?

Ned: We're gelting great response. A lot of it is
from that Murfreesboro area because | think that
they are the people that had tuned over and were
using that channel to pick up ‘RLT, and they love it.
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We're going to have to do some promotion and mar-
keting to educate the rest of the market that this mix
of music is out there. You can pick up the new sig-
nal, I'd say in 60-70% of Nashville proper. We're
still working on doing some improvements. We're
going lo raise the tower some more. We hope o get
a power increase, and when that happens we should
have an even better coverage of Nashville. And that
might be as soon as the next six months.

And then will you go full time with the
Alternative?

Ned: We just want to monitor it and see what kind
of response there is. We want to do whatever bests
suits the needs of the market and will help the com-
pany the most. If it's bringing new listeners to the
Triple A format during the day and a new audience
at night, we might just leave it. If it looks like the
New Rock audience is really banging on the door
and wants more, then we'll definitely flip it full time,
if that's what makes sense.

I’'m guessing that if the college people were
listening to jazz, then they are starved for
some good Alternative music.

Ned: | don't think that they were listening to the
jazz station. 1 think that they were listening to
their CD players. It's funny how many responses
we see on the log: ‘Moved here from DC, loved
WHFS, or ‘Used to listen to 91X in San Diego,
The End in Cleveland, or 99X in Atlanta.’ People
that have moved lto the area, who were aware
that this type of radio was out there, and are
ecstatic that it's here in Nashville. One of the
things that we didn't talk about, Lisa, is when |
first came here in 87, we changed from the Lite
format to Alternative, ‘Rebel 100." It was an
Alternative in ‘87 and ‘88. So, the station had a
history of Allernative programming sandwiched
around the two dreaded Lite phases.

How was the market reaction to Rebel 100?

Ned: It was great. Rebel was very popular. But it
was more of a 16-30 formal, and this was before
New Rock charts were out there. It was tougher to
sell to advertisers. Toward the end of Rebel’s exis-
tence in 1988, artists like Tracy Chapman and
Melissa Etheridge were slarting to hit the scene and
we were graduating to a more adult approach. Then
the station was sold, and the new owners didn't
want a rock slation, so they changed it back fo Lite.
So, when | got a chance to do it again, | started out
with the more adult approach, a la KBCO.

Are you the sole owner of Tuned In?

Ned: No, | have a partner, who lives here in
Nashville. He runs his own business.

Is he in the radio business, or just a music
lover?

Ned: Justa music lover, a believer in what we are
doing.

Do you have any plans now to expand to
other stations or other markets?

Ned: | think we have our hands full! The biggest
plans for expansion are through the magazine. It's
so difficult to buy a radio station and begin building
one. Those two experiences are going to be enough
for me for quite awhile. But the publication should
be an easy entry into a lot of markets, especially if
you're hooked up with another radio station.

Do you do much writing for the magazine?
Ned: | wish | could, but | don't have the time. Both

my parents are writers, and | was always a wriler for
college and high school publications. | kind of
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come from a media family. | would love to, but just
have my hands full.

1 think having your hands full is an under-
statement. How did you ever manage to get
some vacation time in?

Ned: | have a consultant that comes in once a
month that's helping me with the sales and manage-
ment. He's been telling me for six months, ‘The
next time | come in, you just get out of here,’ so
that's what | did. | went to the home state.

Do your parents still live out there?

Ned: Yes.

Do they still have the lodge?

Ned: No, they sold that about 1970, and now they
raise Christmas trees and write. They run their
business out of their home, an old farm on the hills

overlooking the green mountains and the
Adirondacks.

Now that the Triple A format is growing so
rapidly and picking up a lot of attention

from the record labels and media, why do
you think that major markets, like New York
and L.A., haven’t picked up on it?

Ned: Well, | still think that owners and investors
would look at it as a risk. It's tough to get a hold of
a signal in New York City, for example. The other
thing is, it's not a canned format. We just had our
classic rock station change to The Arrow, are you
familiar with that?

Yes, I’ve been reading about it over the past
couple of months.

Ned: ‘All rock and rock oldies.” Owners jump on
stuff like that. If it's prepackaged, and it’s got a list
of oldies that you can just slap on the air and attract
some listeners, they love that stuff. This is much
more labor intensive. It requires a lot more thinking
and caring — developing the station from the
ground up. It’s not a quick solution where you just
throw it on the air. Hopefully, there are more
investors and owners warming up to this kind of
approach. They waste so much effort jumping on
something like The Wave or something like thal,
that you don'’t know how it's going to prove itself in
the long run. | definitely think this approach has
proven itself, and the KBCOs are testament to thal,
as are WXRT, KINK — the stations that have proved
that you can carve out a niche and make it work.

Owners really need to understand the for-
mat, and be patient with it and let it grow
and develop an audience. As you said, it’s
not a quick fix. Did you ever reach a point
where you got discouraged with the format?

Ned: No. |/love radio and | always wanted o be in
radio, owning and running a station, and | prefer to
run it the way that | want to. I'm not going to jump
on Arrow or some Top 40 alteration just because |
think it will work. | want to be proud of the product
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that | put out of here, and ! firmly believe that if the
product is good enough, then people will come,
advertisers will come. One of the questions you
asked me was what happened in ‘93 to help us with
our success. | think a lot of it is just synergy in the
industry with publications like yours, record labels
and radio people recognizing that this works, that
you can do this and be successful. We were proba-
bly on the forefront of this latest wave of stations
that were launching this approach. We came on air
in the beginning of ‘90, and then KGSR in Austin
came on shortly after that. In the last year and a
half, there has been a whole slew of stations that
have jumped on board and sltarted serving their
markets. As this has been happening, there are
charts to look at, there are consultants. It doesn't
take as much hard work as it did four years ago to
put the type of sounds on the air that we want. And
we can get feedback from other people and other
markets through the trades or record labels. And
we're gelting better product. We're not having to
work as hard to search for different and inferesting
music to put on the air.

Did you have a hard time getting record
labels to recognize the viability of the sta-
tion and the format at first?

Ned: Yes, we did. At that time, we were looking
for music everywhere. Then, everyone wanted to
put us in the category with New Rock, and we're
not. They were pushing bands to us that just
didn't fit the sound that we wanted to put out in
this market.

How is the airplay translating into retail?

Ned: | know that we're selling tons of records in

the market. The labels realize that this Triple A

audience has money and they spend it entertain-

ing themselves, including buying lots of CDs

and going to lots of concerts. They're passionate

about a lot of things, and music is a big part of
their life.

What are some of the biggest sellers in the
market for the format?

Ned: Shawn Colvin did well. You mentioned
Ashley Cleveland, she sold real well, the first album
sold well, too. The BoDeans and Counting Crows
are still doing real well. We have our own rack at
Tower Records. It's something that they initiated
because so many people came in saying, 'There is
this song that goes like this... | heard it on FM100.
So, they put an end aisle up with our logo over it,
and they get our playlist and they try to stock it with
our most played CDs so that the people can just go
right there and do their selecting because otherwise,
they're sending them all around the store — blues,
folk, rock.

That’s an encouraging sign for the format.

Ned: |'m real excited by what's going on in the
industry. It would have been hard to predict a cou-
ple of years ago that there would actually be charts
and some support for the format. | guess that | had
resigned myself to the fact that there were only
going to be a few of us that really wanted to do this
lype of radio. It's really a gas to be able to talk to
other owners and operalors and talk to the artists
that are touring and visiting all of these other sta-
tions. | feel like part of a family now, not a fool on a
hill somewhere.

The Stereo MC’s’ “Connected” was named Best Album at this year's Brit Awards
given out in London, where the band was also named Best British Group. Bjerk
won awards for Best Newcomer and International Female Solo Artist, while
Crowded House were named Best International Group. Gabrielle was named
Best British Newcomer, and Take That's ‘Pray” was voled Best Single and Best
Video By A British Artist. Brian Emo was voted Best Producer at the awards pro-
gram intended to highlight the best achievements in pop music in Britain over the
last 12 months. Lenny Kravitz won the award for International Male Solo Artist.
Kravitz, currently in Australia, sent his regards via Satellite. Sting, who's also in
Australia, won the award for Best British Male Solo Artist, while Dinah Carroll
won for Best British Female Solo Artist. In a new category this year, M People
won for Best British Dance Act. This is the first time the Brit Awards used a new
voting system which expanded the list of this year's nominees. Van Morrison
won an award for outstanding contribution fo the British record industry. The
award was presented on stage by former Beirut hostage John McCarthy, who
says that one of the things he remembers the most from his years of captivityls
his fellow hostage, Brian Keenan, singing Morrison’s songs. Despite all the
attention they've received, Suede, East 17 and Apache Indian all failed to win
Brit awards.

Siobhan Fahey, formerly of Bananarama, suffered leg injuries in anaule
accident near her home in North London.

Belly has recorded Tom
Jones' “It's Not Unusual” for the soundtrack, which will also feature new S0ngs
from Mudhoney and Lindsey Buckingham.

Bryan Adams’ manager has criticized the Juno awards in Canada after Adams
was completely left out of the nominations this year. “The errors and omissions
in this year's nominations proves, once again, that those in charge are ridiculous-
Iy out of touch and committed to foisting their idea of what constitutes talent on
an already disbelieving Canadian public,” says manager Bruce Allen. He says it
“screams of disrespect” that Adams, David Foster, Bruce Fairbairn and Bol
Rock were not nominated this year. “What is even sillier is that it shows a com-
plete lack of showmanship. People watch the Junos to be enlertained and star
power is usually what is foremost in the minds of award show producers. These
buffoons just don't get it.”

Jimmie Dale Gilmore covers Mudheney's “Blinding Sun” on a single (on
Sub Pop Records). The flip will feature Mudhoney playing Gilmore's "Tonight I'm
Gonna Go Downtown.” There will also be a CD EP that features Gilmore and
Mudhoney playing Townes Van Zandt's “Buckskin Stallion Blues.”

Paul McCartney and George Harrison have denied a report by a London
newspaper that the three surviving Beatles plan to play a show in Central Park
later this year. McCartney’s says the report by the Mail on Sunday newspaper is
“rubbish.” The newspaper said that John Lennmon’s sons, Julian and Sean,
would join McCartney, George Harrison and Ringo Starr for a concert to be
televised worldwide. The report said each of the former Beatles would receive
almost $30 million for the show. “There’s as much chance of a Beatles reunion as
reheating a souffle. When John was alive, there was a possibility. But without
John, it will never happen,” McCartney says. The Mail on Sunday quoted an
unidentified source as saying the concert was being backed by “an extremely
wealthy, eccentric American.” The report also said McCartney chose New York
for the concert because Lennon was murdered there in 1980. "There will never be
g Beatles reunion as long as John Lennon remains dead,” Harrison says. Another
London newspaper, the Times, has reported that two promoters are trying to get
the remaining Beatles to play together live. The Times said Sidney Bernstein is
reportedly ready to offer the band $25 million to play at the Woodstock 25th
anniversary concert taking place this summer. Raymond Foulk, director of a festi-
val on the Isle of Wight, has agreed to match any offer made by U.S. promolers.
My information is that the remaining members of the Beatles do not want to play
in America, but (in) Britain,” the Times quotes Foulk as saying. Even Mark
Chapman, convicted of the murder of Lennon, doesn't think there will be a
Bealles reunion. "It won't work without John,” he's told his biographer, Jack
Jones, who regularly visits him in prison.

Vernon Reid of Living Color plays guitar on a version of Curtis Mayfield's
“Stare & Stare" featured on the upcoming album from MC 900 Ft. Jesus.

Simon LeBon of Duran Duran has been taking painkillers every day since
throwing his back out a few months ago. Fans at a Duran Duran show in
Manchester, England. were concerned when LeBon took the stage looking tired
and sick. LeBon's mother in law, Patricia Parvaneh, says LeBon suffers “constant
pain.” "Its no wonder he's suffering with all the movements he has to go through
during his performance on stage,” she says. “He is suffering a lot and has been
on painkillers. But he is determined that his back trouble will not interfere with
the tour.”

David Lee Roth says his upcoming album, “Your Filthy Little Mouth,” is autio-
biographical. “Your Filthy Little Mouth' as a title has probably all the obvious
innuendos, but | think there is a politician in there,” Roth says, adding the new
LP is based on personal observations he's made since living in New York City for
the past two years.

Koons on Valentine’s Day. The wedding took place at Christ Episcopal Church in
Sausalito, with 12th-century Gregorian music. Only about 70 people were invited to
the ceremony. Garcia met Koons about 20 years ago, reportedly at a Dead concert.
This is Garcia's third marriage. He already has four daughters.

Michael Bolton has been making personal apologies for a recent concert at
Rosemont Horizon in Chicago which started two hours late and was cut short
Bolton's been calling fans who wrole to his record company to complain. Michele
Stockman told Entertainment Weekly, “I'm sitting at home and suddenly the
phone rings and this voice says, ‘Hi Michele. It's Michael Bolton." Bolton says
he doesn't want to be misunderstood by fans. “I get enough bullshit from the crit-
ics,” Bolton says.

Being from Norway, it's only natural that a-ha should play at one of the Olympics-
related parties in Lillehammer. “In a way we feel a sense of duty toward taking part
in this event, but duty in a positive sense.

The program, at the MGM Grand Arena
in Las Vegas, was a benefit for the Los Angeles Earthquake Relief Fund. Prices for
lickets to the concert were cut at the last minute because of meager sales.

They'll also have a
grealest hits album out on another label (Herald/Caroline Records).

The Clarence Hotel in Dublin, Ireland, partially owned by U2, hosted a recent wed-
ding reception for Gavin Friday and Renee OReilly. There are plans to open the
hotel’s basement club, The Kilchen.

Elvis Costello is writing the music for a new BBC series by author
Roddy Doyle called “The Family.”

Over The Rhine will go into a studio next month to record their third album (for
IRS Records).

Louisville band Graim have an album called “Heater” just coming out.
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Al Kooper says his new album, ‘Rekooperation,” came out even better than hed
expected. In the liner notes to the LP, Kooper says he wanted to reflect “the heroes
of my childhood,” mentioning artists like the Meters, Booker T & The MG’s,
Willie Mitchell, Duane Eddy and Jimmy Smith, among others. “Turning 50,
I've begun to worry about the fate of this music,” Kooper says. ‘People should
know this stuff | witnessed it at a very young age in New York, and | want to pass it
on before | leave the planet. | am frightened this music will die with me and my
contemporaries.”

“An Evening Of Yes Music Plus,” recorded live in California in 1989, will soon be
released (on Herala/Carolina Records). The LP, with original artwork by Roger
Dean, will include two hours of Yes music performed by Jon Anderson, Bill
Bruford, Rick Wakeman and Steve Howe. There are also plans for a new solo
album by Wakeman.

Mark Lanegan of Screaming Trees says his new solo album, “Whiskey For
The Holy Ghost,” was a long time in the making. I started it in ‘92 and planned to
get it done in a week," Lanegan says. ‘I finally finished up this Augus!, but that was
for a lot of different reasons. At one time when | was prepared to finish it, | couldn't
go into the studio because of financial difficulties with Sub Pop. Another time |
couldn't sing. Then | was on the road for over a year (with Screaming Trees). | used
my breaks from that tour to fly to New York and attempt to finish it again.” Lanegan
says the record doesn't sound at all like he'd originally envisioned. *I think it
sounds amazingly cohesive for how it was made.” The Screaming Trees are already
in the studio working on a new record. “It's sort of vague work, but we're working
all the time. This is our work, we figure why not do it all the time? It's not the type
of work most people do forever, so, while you're doing it you might as well do it as
much as you can, | guess. No sense in waiting.”

Widespread Panic singer JB is trying to start a record label with Johnny
Sandlin. Dave Schools of Widespread Panic says is to "absorb the bands that
have no commercial potential but that are greal anyway."

Run DMC, MY Lyte, Heavy D, Das EFX, Pete Rock & CL Smooth and Silk
are to perform at a March 18 “Goods For Guns” concert at the Beacon Thealer in
New York City. Admission to the show will be a gun, part of a gun buy-back pro-
gram that began in New York City in December.

Rapper 2Pac Shakur has been convicted of assault and battery on music video
director Allen Hughes, who had fired Skahur six months earlier because of his vio-
lent tendencies. Shakur did not testify during the six-day Los Angeles Superior
Court trial concerning the incident which took place in March of last year. The pros-
ecution introduced a video tape of Shakur bragging about the attack on MTV. He is
{o be sentenced on March 10 and could be fined $3,000 and given a six-month jail
term. Jurors took only about an hour to convict him of one count each of assault
and battery. Shakur is facing trials in Atlanta and New York on other charges. He
was also convicted last August in Los Angeles of possessing a loaded and con-
cealed pistol at a nightclub and was sentenced to two years probation and 45 days
working on a freeway maintenance crew.

A federal court jury in Denver, Colorado, has ruled that Michael Jackson did not
take his “Dangerous" song from a songwriter who had sued him for copyright
infringement. Jurors deliberated about three hours before reaching a verdict in the
case. Crystal Cartier had claimed she sent him a demo tape with a song she wrote
called “Dangerous” in 1990. Jackson sang parts of his song in court as he testified
in the case for about 50 minutes.

A U.S. House Energy & Commerce subcommittee has heard more testimony about
explicit rap lyrics. “People are complaining, yet no one in the industry seems to be
listening and taking the complaints seriously,” said U.S. Congresswoman Cardiss
Collins of lilinois. “I encourage the industry to take greater responsibility in this
area.” Record industry executives also appeared before the subcommittee. One said
recordings were only judged by whether they were “true to the artist’s vision,” while
another pointed to the “parental advisory” label on some discs. ‘Because this
pornographic smut is in the hands of our children, it coerces, influences, encour-
ages and motivates our youth to commit violent behavior — to use drugs and
abuse women through demeaning sex acts,” said DeLores Tucker, chairwoman of
the National Political Congress of Black Women.

A firm that owns marketing rights to Barry Manilow's name filed a lawsuit against
KBIG-FM in Santa Ana, California, after the station ran promos on the air promising
not to play any Manilow songs. The station withdrew the announcements after the
lawsuit was filed by an entertainment firm. “It was never our intention to upset Barry
Manilow at all,” says station manager Kari Johnson Winston. "I frankly thought tha,
since we were saying where he is played, that that would be a positive, but he was
unhappy about it.” He says the station wanted o differentiate itself from another
radio station playing soft rock music.

Jeffrey Gaines has relurned to the road, performing
a series of coffeehouse gigs lo get back in the swing
of things now that his second album is finished and
ready to come out this Spring. The singer/song-
writer/guitarist was his usually candid self up onstage
here in Boston last week with a powerful armful of new
songs, the hits from the first album and, of course,
what has become his signature - Peter Gabriel’s *In
Your Eyes”. Jeffrey said to expect to see him play-
ing electric and fronting a band when he hits the
promo and tour circuit to support that upcoming
album. Much of the release will be in that very
rocked-up “Headmasters Of Mine” vibe from last year.
Buffalo Tom’s ‘/'m Allowed" is a slow-building
monster of a song. Innocent at first, it grows stormy
and defiant, angry and triumphant. Safe bet for best
{rack on their album, this makes a standout single.
Commercial gem award goes to Alice In Chains for
“No Excuses” - what a song! After back to back hits
from Dirt “Rooster” and “Down In A Hole", both heavy
bummer-type metal blues thangs, this lighter, slightly
psychedelic single is completely refreshing. It adds a
whole new musical facet to this already impressive
group. Bruce Springsteen’s “Stregts Of
Philadelphia” has re-ignited interest in the legendary

rocker’s classic catalogue here at WBCN. Much of
that music has been on the back burner here for nearly
two years following the overkill and burn from his
simultaneous two-album release. With the mega-win-
ler still very much with us here in the east, it's great to
pull out “10th Avenue Freeze Out” once again!

After 11 years of reporting our playlist to R&R maga-
zine, we received notice this past week that the publi-
cation would no longer include us in their panel of
reporters. The reason given for this termination was
because the Metro Rapid Cily survey area only has
85,300 persons (which by the way, KSQY owns a 16.2
AQH share 12+...the 4th highest AQH share of any
AOR station in America. The Metro Rapid City area
consists of two counties, Pennington and Meade.
Arbitron also surveys the surrounding 15 counties
(TSA) bringing the total amount of persons to 157,900
(of which we own a 19.5 AQY share persons 18+).
KSQY broadcasts from the black hills of South Dakota.
Our tower is located high atop Terry Peak and from
7500 feet takes our 100,000 watt signal into an addi-
tional 35 counties outside the TSA. This signal, said
to one of the biggest in North America, reaches an
estimated 275,000 people. Not to mention the 3.5
people who come here every year to visit Mount
Rushmore, to attend the Sturgis Motorcycle Rally or
any of the countless other things to do in the Black
Hills. But still, the fact remains that R&R will only
monitor Metro populations over 100,000. We have
already run two CHR formats out of Rapid City over
the past two years and now are the only contemporary
station playing New Rock in a 400 mile radius. We
have been an aggressive new music station since our
beginning and have helped break hundreds of new
bands at the time they needed it the most...out of the
box. My question is, "Is it people who buy music in
the Midwest?" And just exactly how accurate can a
chart be that does not include some very established
AOR slations in the heartiand of America? (Hey, let's
check and see what's happening in Fargo, that should
tell the whole story!) The positive part of this whole
lravesty is that | have received calls from every major

record company telling me that this will make no dif-
ference in how they view KSQY and it's continued
ability to sell records. We'll see.

Got the chance to check out Dude Of Life last week,
a band led by the dude himself, an old friend of Trey
Anastasio of Phish. In fact, Trey is one of the gui-
larists for Dude Of Life, and Jon Fishman of
Phish sits in on drums. They played at Nectars, so it
was a real buzz to see Trey and Jon back on the stage
where it all began for Phish so long ago. The place
was predictably packed to the gills, with many a famil-
iar face from the “old days”. Trey and I got a chance
to do some calching up after the first night's show.
He'’s really pumped about their new album, which they
recorded on the left coast with producer Paul Fox.
According to Trey, there are some interesting surpris-
es in store, including some pretly amazing guest
musicians. Can't wait til we've got some new Phish to
groove to! That's for the future: as to the now,
Soundgarden’s new one goes right in this week:
Wow - holy psychedelic heavisoity, batman!
“Spoonman’” will pave the way for Soundgarden to
follow down the path blazed by fellow Seattle-ites
Pearl Jam. I'm no melal head, but my love for Led
Zep instills in me a love for well done heaviosily like
this stuff. I'm really looking forward to the full
Superunknown to see how these folks have grown.
