He comments, 'Jacor 
has done a wonderful job of giving us the necessary tools to dominate the rock 
market I think Bill and the other managers, who have been over there for the 
last three years, have done a wonderful job of protecting those call letters. They 
mean "Rock And Roll" and have very little baggage. They've done a fine job of 
competing in the rock arena in Denver and we get the benefit of both worlds at 
Jacor. We get the second best signal in the market, and we get the heritage call 
letters." Expect more staff announcements next week, but as of this deadline, 
Lois Todd remains as the WI Music Director (sounds strange, doesn't it?), 
with most of the KAZY air staff apparently hanging in as well. As for other KBPI 
staffers, we understand KBPI's "Rog and Dean" morning show will be moving 
over, with afternoon jock/great guy Steve Cooper also a pretty good bet to 
make the move as well.

oger Daltrey celebrated his 50th birthday a few days early with a star-
studded salute to his old friend and Who male Pete Townshend at 
New York's Carnegie Hall. In addition to a slew of special guests, 
Daltrey was backed by a 65 piece orchestra conducted by Michael 
Kamen. Initial reviews ranged from so-so to brutal, I'll respond to 
that later, but more about the show. 

Michael Kamen and the Jillard Orchestra kicked off the festivities with a rousing med-
ley that gave a brief overview of the band's history. Then Roger, looking absolutely 
amazing for someone about to turn 50, came aboard to sing "You Better You Bet". 
Daltrey nearly blew the ending, but it came off very well. Kamen's arrangement of "I 
Can See For Miles" gave it a sharp, moody feel while "Imagine A Man" (from The Who 
By Numbers), was simply gorgeous. The same can be said for "The Song Is Over". 

Throughout the evening, Daltrey was joined by several friends from the past and pre-
sent. The Spin Doctors, led by the loopy Chris Barron, ripped through ragged rendi-
tions of "I Can't Explain" and "Substitute". "5:15" featured a swinging horn section 
led by the one and only David Sanborn. Alice Cooper, supporting a Who t-shirt, sang 
"I'm A Boy" with both glee and terror, finally smashing his walking cane. The orches-
tra provided support to Linda Perry of 4 Non Blondes as she tore through "The Acid 
Queen", and surprisingly "Dr Jimmy". I know I'll be charged with sexism, but to hear 
Linda Perry sing such a "guy song" like "Dr Jimmy" felt a little weird. Even stranger 
was Lou Reed's take on "Now & Then" from Townshend's Psychoderelict CD. Joined 
by Sanborn and Sinead O'Connor, "Now & Then" became a twisted blend of doo-wop 
and jazz (smart move to have O'Connor and Reed come out together because you 
couldn't distinguish the cries of "Lou" and "boo). But without a doubt, the single big 
highlight was Pearl Jam's Eddie Vedder. Armed with only a guitar, Vedder captured 
the fury of "My Generation", the isolation of "Sheraton Gibson" and the buoyness of 
"The Kids Are Alright". Unfortunately for those who ordered the pay per view, this was 
cut out because Mr. Vedder did not wish to be videotaped. Sad, but true. 

Guests aside, the program belonged to Roger Daltrey. "Love Reign O'er Me" was 
given a more subtle approach, but its subtlety make it more dramatic. With help from 
The Chieftans, "Baba O'Reilly" became a backyard Irish hoot, complete with two 
dancers. "Amazing Journey" and "Pinball Wizard" was given the full orchestral treat-
ment that it deserves. Under A Raging Moon was Daltrey's best solo effort, so I was 
not surprised that "After The Fire" found its way into the set. Linda Perry re-emerged 
to help Daltrey raise hell on "I'm Free" and "See Me, Feel Me" brought the capacity 
crowd to its feet. Surprise song of the evening: "The Sea Refuses No River". 
Originally on Townshend's All The Best Cowboys Have Chinese Eyes LP, Daltrey 
delivered big time on this reflective piece. 

Finally, it was time for the surviving Who members to take center stage. The Ox, John 
Entwistle was up first as he lent his trademark bass lines to "The Real Me". It was 
great watching Entwistle and drummer Simon Phillips eat this one up. Another pleas-
ant change of pace was seeing John strap on an acoustic bass and join Roger and The 
Chieftans on quiet reading of "Behind Blue Eyes". Pete Townshend, sporting glasses 
and a grey beard, was greeted with a much deserved standing ovation and he and the 
Jillard Orchestra did a somewhat tentative "And I Moved" from Empty Glass. 
Townshend relaxed a bit more on "Who Are You" which sounded like an MTV 
unplugged session. Oddly enough, Daltrey returned to really blow out "Wont Get 
Fooled Again" - but without Townshend or Entwistle. After deafening cries for an 
encore, the entire cast of character came out to do the joyous "Join Together". 

Critics slammed the night one for its endless delays, sound problems and song selec-
tion. They're knuckleheads. First of all, due to some stupid rule, this production 
could not rehears nor sel up in Carnegie until the day of the show - hence the numer-
ous problems. The print media also criticized that The Who did not play one number 
together despite the fact it was clearly expressed from the beginning of this project 
that there was not going to be a Who reunion. These "critics' also failed to mention 
that show /2 went off extremely well. Was it perfect? No. There were several lyrical 
gaffes from Linda Perry, Chris Barron and even Daltrey himself But as a whole, this 
was a staggering testament to a man and his music. Major kudos have to go to 
Michael Kamen and The Jillard Orchestra, and the auxiliary band that featured long 
time sidemen John "Rabbit" Bundrick (keyboards), Pino Palladino (bass), Phil Palmer 
(guitar), back-up vocalists Billy Nicholls and Leland Watkins and the brilliant Simon 
Phillips on drums. All the background musicians did a superb job. Roger Daltrey 
pulled out all the stops to honor his dear friend. 

The good news for Who fans is that performances from this series of shows will be 
released on both video and CD via Continuum Records in May. Daltrey also plans to 
hit the road using local orchestras sometime this spring/early summer. The Who 
reuniting? Don't hold your breath. There is talk of a Who 30th Anniversary Box Set, 
but no tour. Thank God that we have their music and the memories. Long Live Rock!!

AND OTHERWISE.... 

98 Rock has obviously gone through a num-
ber of changes in the last two years. At what 
point did you realize you had to reinvent the 
wheel? 

Russ Twenty months ago, al/oía sudden, we had 
no music base for the radio station. 98 Rock has 
always reflected the contemporary music tastes of the 
time. Three to four years ago, we built the station 
around Winger, Warrant and Bon Jovi and had huge 
success with it. That was the contemporary taste of 
rock audiences of Baltimore at the time. Then, all of a 
sudden — and it really was quick — Winger, 
Warrant and Bon Jovi went down in a fiery plane 
crash in the Midwest. That's the analogy 1 use. 
Suddenly, we were left with zero artists because along 
with current music tastes shifting, much of the oldies 
library stopped researching, as well. Very quickly, 
most producer driven bands were dead perceptually, 

and this goes for Top 40, as well. From our core 
library, we lost Boston, Journey, Loverboy, the Cars, 
Steve Miller —all dead. Then, coincidentally, bands 
that really didn't test except for a few songs over the 
past ten to fifteen years, were coming through huge. 
We're now playing multiple Jimi Hendrix, Doors, 
Ozzy, Black Sabbath tracks. These are artist driven 
bands with integrity, not producer driven bands with a 
perceived lack of integrity 

Generation X rears its ugly head in Baltimore, 
eh? 

Russ X Gen is a good starter theory, but everything 
that describes the so called X' really describes every 
generation. What's happening is, as best as we can 
tell, America is moving from an industrial society to 
an information and technological society, and with 
that comes a fundamental change in the national 
mindset. 

Gosh, and it all emanates out of Seattle. 
Whooda thunk it? 

Russ: It makes a lot of sense. Look at what's hap-
pening in Seattle — Boeing and Microsoft. That's 
where te people are who are now really rooted in the 
technological age. They're already feeling the effects 
of it. I'm sitting here in Baltimore where GM and 
Lever Brothers are two of the biggest employers in 
the city, industrial giants in the decline in the coming 
techno age. A lot of people are stuck in the change 
mode but don't really know what's happening to them. 
Look at who the tastemakers were in the 80's, the 
early adopters. The surf punks, the gnarly dudes, 
they were the people showing us what to listen to. In 
1994 the new revolutions is coming from the comput-
er kids, the hackers. The guys who run home from 
classes, hop on their computers (instead of turning on 
their radios) and start talking about nine Inch Nails 
and Ministry. 

How did the paradigm shift directly affect 
your numbers? 

Russ We were, on an average, about a 6.0-6.5 radio 
station, and we went down to the mid 40's. 

Was that when you opted for your 'New Fall 
Season' position? 

Russ Bingo! That's when we said, "Okay, we've lost 
our artist base, there is really no contemporary music 
of choice. Plus, of what contemporary music of 
choice there is, there weren't enough artists to sup-
port it. So, what did we do?' Well, we played the tur-
tle, pulled our head back into the shell and played a 

lot of oldies and waited for the sociological shift and 
the development of the bands to catch up. 

As I recall, you only stayed on that tack for 
about a book. Did you think at the time that 
the strategy would be very short lived? 

Russ: II did pay short term dividends. We had one 
great book. 98 Rock has never lived on its oldies 
library Even in the '70s and '80s, we lived on the 
contemporary music of the time —Judas Priest and 
that stuff. So, yeah, it paid short term dividends, but 
Baltimore really isn't a classic rock city. If you look at 
the cluster analysis, it has a classic component in 
every cluster, but classic rock doesn't factor out by 
itself 

At around the time we're talking about, were 
you sweating the possibility that you had 
repositioned the station one too many times? 

Russ Shit yeah! The hardest thing for any program-
ming guy is to reinvent a radio station. That's usually 
when you leave and you get a fresh perspective some-
where else and reinvent that station. God bless 
Hearst Corporation for realizing when you're dealing 
with contemporary music you naturally have ups and 
downs. In the '80s, we saw a pretty drastic shift in 
contemporary music when it went from the pop rock 
into the Flock of Seagulls, Haircut 100 style stuff 
There are shifts in music tastes that do happen rela-
tively quickly, and sometimes you just have to wait for 
them to catch up to you. We knew for about a year 
that the base of the radio station was going to have to 
come from the Alternative side, but really all we had 
was Pearl Jam, Nirvana, and Stone Temple Pilots. 
You can't base a radio station on three bands, 
although, at first that was about all we had when we 
initially made the big shift back to contemporary 
music. 

Given your market, you're not shy at all about 
borrowing from 'HFS at this point, are you? 

Russ 

Witness your Crash Test Dummies add this 
week. 

Russ By the way, this morning, it was the only song 
that the morning show played, over and over. After 
every break, they would go back into the Crash Test 
Dummies record. I think we played it 16 times this 
morning. But to answer your question, it's not a mat-
ter of borrowing from 'I-IFS. It's a matter of knowing 
what your audience wants to hear, and frankly, alter-
native stations are enjoying moderate success based 
on their embracing contemporary rock music, that 
many AORs weren't dealing with. There is really noth-
ing alternative about Smashing Pumpkins, Pearl Jam, 
or Nirvana, for instance. 'HFS is borrowing more 
from rock n' roll. It's really not the other way around. 
These bands are rock bands, and the biggest problem 
alternative stations, including 'I-IFS, are facing right 
now is the same thing CHR faced two years ago — an

incredible fragmentation within their own core. They 
have two components — some would say three com-
ponents — of their audience that are diametrically 
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opposed. They have a rock based audience and they 
have a dance based audience. 

And the possible third? 

Russ The possible third is just pop, straight pop 
records that a lot of people call Alternative. What 
really happened was that Alternative became rock n' 
roll, and what we had to do was claim that image 
because Stone Temple Pilots, Pearl Jam, Nirvana, all 
these bands are rock bands first. They're not 
Alternative bands. These alternative pop records, as 

weird as this may sound, serve the same purpose for 
me now as Winger, Warrant and Bon Jovi did in the 
'80s and early '90s. They cross the two audiences. 
They're mass appeal. The genesis of Alternative is that 
they are headed for a break up, just like AOR experi-
enced. What's probably going to happen is you're 
going to see some rock based Alternative stations, 
you're going to see some dance based Alternative sta-
tions. 

How would you assess AOR's current state of 
health? 

Russ: Though I won make it, I think that one could 
make the case right now that AOR radio is dead in ils 
boots. All you need to do is look at WNEW, KTXO, 
KLOL, KLOS, etc. You don't need to look too far to see 
that heritage rock stations have about run out of breath. 

But then again, you do have the WOVE's of the 
world. 

Russ. Although they are very classic based, they do 
deal with contemporary music, as much as they need 
to in their market to maintain their success. I would 
say that the fuel that really drives that engine is the 
morning show. The same with KLOS. I haven't looked 
at the ratings, but I still say that the perception of the 
station is probably based more on the morning show 
than the music that they play 

I was surprised to see Alex DeMers listing 
both WOVE and KLOS as two of the supposedly 
least current stations in his newsletter. 

Russ: It surprised me as well. WBCN too. 

Did you notice that KITS was listed as playing 
the fewest songs in a 24 hour period? Due to 
spot load, maybe? 

Russ: Probably due to their spot load, and the fact 
that they are a little chatty. But that's one of the things 
that I like about them. 

What's your read on the challenge Ted 
Edwards is facing at WHEW? 

Russ I think that NEW and Ted are probably looking 
at dll the alternatives right now. They've got to know 
that they can't maintain with what they have going right 
now. They have to sense the end is coming. Those 
may be drastic words, but they have to sense that they 
can't make a living the way that they have been for the 
past 25 years. 

What would you do formatically were you in 
his shoes? 

Russ. On the surface, it would seem like a relatively 
easy k. They have a real heritage base in the market, 
and the audience is used to a real diverse playlist 
Why can't they just take it Triple A? You're not violat-
ing anyone's expectations, like if they suddenly took 
the station low end a la WAXO Triple A is very com-
patible with the way that the station has always been. 

As has been pointed out many times, the 
major ownership groups just aren't quite 
ready yet to fully endorse the format. They 
know that its a 25-54 winner eventually, but 
that skepticism certainly lingers. 

Russ I think all that matters is that it can be a 25-54 
competitor. It's very new music intensive, and it's 
still a little weird in terms of audience perception. As 
soon as someone figures out how to mainstream it a 
bit more, it will be a much bigger winner 

WXIL in your market is mixing in more AAA 
stuff. How's that sound? 

Russ: I cant receive them to well in my office, so the 
only time I get to hear them is when I drive around in 
that area. They're trying to slide into that format, so 
they'll still do things like play Danzig into the 
Cranberries. 

That's pretty bizarre. 

Russ Yeah, but it's not like they're giving up a ton of 
revenue to do it 

When Michael Lee was there, the station 
really worked hard at trying to get under your 
skin. Was it a mistake to let them get to you? 

Russ Well, when they walk on stage and rip your 
shut off andpunch you in the face, I don't know how 
you can't let that get to you. 

That would ruin your evening. That really 
happened to you? 

Russ. Yeah, that happened. They took it to the 
extreme. I love competition, but I also like civility. 

Clearly defined rules of war are also nice. 

Russ: I'm not a big believer in intimidation. There is 
enough room for everybody When Calderone was at 
'HFS and Perron was up at 8104, we used to talk a lit-
tle bit. It wasn't unusual for us to be at dinner togeth-
er. I'd actually share some of my research with 8104 
because I wanted them to have modest success, 
because a strong Top 40 only helps an AOR cross a 
lot of records back and forth. Just like 'HFS right now 
is helping us become a lot stronger. 

How do you get along with those guys person-
ally? 

Russ: Their promotions department is taking the 
Michael Lee position of competition. I wish that they 
wouldn't do it, but it's their prerogative. They go in 
and riP down our banners at shows and they do the 
warlike thing. I'm not going to interfere with another 
station's promotion. It's just not professional. We like 
winning on our own terms, and being the station 
everybody guns for. A few months back, we had 
WHFS, WXZL, WGRX and Mir, all running on air cam-
paigns against us at the same time. That just rein-
forces to the marketplace the power and presence of 
98 Rock. 

Have you had a number of record company 
pissing matches with regard to them? 

Russ: Constantly. I think that Robert Benjamin kind 
of grew up in the Infinity system. You know, the way 
some of the guys in that chain play some of the record 
companies against other stations in the market, that 
kind of stuff. Unfortunately, WHFS is not the leader 
here, so it's harder for them to maintain that position. 
But Alternative departments now at most labels are 
more powerful than the rock departments. 

That's a bold statement. 

Russ: Oh yeah, it's getting real scary. Alternative 
departments are overruling rock departments on deci-
sions. 

Are you finding that pragmatically that's 
affecting things that you want, need, and 
feel that you deserve? 

Russ It's affecting things I feel we deserve, but it's 
not affecting things that we need. You can lose a war 
by losing lots of little battles, and I hate to lose little 
baffles. When a band comes to town that we should 
claim, I like to be able to claim it. We don't necessar-
ily need the record company support to do that, but it 
sure as hell helps 

But I'd hazard a guess that the percentage of 
Pl programmers truly believe that working 
closely with labels still constitutes selling 
out. What do you think? 

Russ I've never bought into that I understand 
wth;re that comes from, but labels can be a big help to 
you. Informationally, if a record company is on your 
side, they can help you, and when a promotion guy 
truly does his job and thinks 'promotions,' you can 
make some great stuff happen. I look at the local 
promo people, the good ones, as partners. We kind 
of look at them as working in our promotions depart-
ment. Some of the best promotion ideas, whether we 
pay for them or they pay for them, have come from the 
record community 

Do the bulk of your promotional tie-ons on 
stuff come from independents, or do they 
come from the labels? 

Russ The labels 

That's where you prefer to deal when possi-
ble? 

Russ: Yeah, the whole independent thing is a little 
scary I just don't pet it. 

How do you feel about getting worked by 

trades? 

Russ: I think that it's necessary, but I don't under-
stand always why that has to be. 

Value added, Russ. 

Russ. Ido understand it from that end, that is sup-
plying a lot of good information to the labels — and 
that's what they are, they're information beasts. 
Remember back to the beginning, that we are seguing 
from an industrial age to an information age. That's 
where we're all headed 

You've been a pro-music guy for most of your 
career. To your credit you've been success-
ful in convincing Hearst that through WIYY's 
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various permutations, maintaining a current 
driven approach was important. Has that 
been a tough sell? 

Russ No. Hearst, while it's not a big radio group, is 
very dedicated and the guys at the top, David Barrett 
and our GM Ed Kiernan really understand the need for 
self-determination. They realize that nobody knows 
the markets better than the people in place there, and 
they really believe in Program Directors. I've only 
worked for three other radio groups, and I can tell you 
that no other radio group I've worked for has really 
believed in the ability of a PD to make a difference 

Do you feel at times that they may have given 
you too much rope? 

Russ Sure, and I love it. 

Are you occasionally accused of being too 
pro records? 

Russ There are a lot of record guys that you could 
talk to that wouldn't agree with that. I think that for as 
much good as we do for some labels, some will also 
tell you how much bad we do for them. Sometimes, 
we're not on the obvious, or what to them appears to 
be the obvious, and that creates a lot of friction. At the 
same time, we're killing the Meat Puppets and break-
ing a new band, but this week we're not on the Yes 
record yet. and Sky's not real happy. 

Will you play that record? 

Russ Probably. lisa great record 

But you felt no need for it to be in right away? 

Russ It's just not as important to the core of what 98 
Rock is, as it would be to the core of a real heritage 
driven station. 

What do you look for in a record, as broad as 
the question may be? Are there stylistic ele-
ments in particular? 

Russ. When all is said and done, we're looking for a 
great song 

What are the deal breakers on a record stylisti-
cally? Horns? Will that kill a record for you? 

Russ Not necessarily. I think that it has to sound like a 
rock record first. The things that make me wonder about 
a record, or think a little harder is a dance beat or a lack 
of guitars. 

How much do you relate to the so-called COR 
panel? How closely do you relate to those 
radio stations? 

Russ I think that it depends on the stations. Both intel-
lectually and from the heart level, I love what Ron Valen 
and WAAF do. I love the station, I love everyone who 
works there, and I still follow that station very closely. 
The stations I really relate to and that mean something to 
me are the ones that have competition and are really 
working the competitive radio thing. There are some 
stations that are just booming out with no real competi-
tion in the market, and they can add a lot of records and 
don't have to think too much. It's harder to watch those 
stations. 

If you had to generalize about direction or an 
attitude that you see too many COR stations 
having that you don't think is productive in the 
long run, what might that be? Anything come 
to mind? 

Russ Well, we're all dealing with such different com-
petitive roles. We're a heritage station, so I have to carry 
the baggage of having a pretty large audience compo-
nent that still relates to Yes, and sometimes I wish we 
were just a sign saying, 'Here we are. This is what we 
do. If you don't like it, don't listen.' But we have a pretty 
sizable cume in this market and we have to serve a lot of 
masters. 

You mentioned you wanted to touch on your 
newest generation of research. 

Russ A few years ago, we were the first station to 
use cluster research. Rantel research actually adapt-
ed its use for radio, from a botanical. Up until that 
point, the most progressive form of research was life 
groups. "Would you listen to a station that plays 
music by this, this, or this artist? Sometimes, never, 
often —that kind of stuff. Not a bad form of research, 
but it was predictive in nature, and research by defini-
tion, doesn't predict, it kind of looks back and tells 
you what happened, not what's going to happen. 
Cluster analysis, which a lot of people thought was a 
little more predictive and could actually find format 
holes in the market, was a lot closer to it. That 
allowed you to see 4 dimensionally into music prefer-
ences. That's what showed us at the time that 
although AOR wasn't dealing with it, that Winger, 
Warrant, Bon Jovi—Hair Band/Corporate Rock was as 
good as gold in the late 80s.. In the early '90s, when 
the paradigm started to shift, it was harder to detect 
when one music preference relied on another. We all 
know that this happens, but it is harder to pick up. 
"People that like this type of music tend to like that 
type of music", or people who partisan station "A" 
also tend to Ike this type of music. We can now see 
that in the '80s, people that liked Heavy Metal, the 
real metal kids, also like what is now called Gangsta 
Rap, and that there is a direct correlation there. No 
there's a new form of cluster analysis that Rantel 
started to use for radio research called CHAID, which 
stands tor Chi Squared Automatic Interaction 
Detection. 

Yow! Whip that jargon on me! 
Russ. CHAID allows us to take any element of a per-
ceptual study and relate it back to the clusters. For 
instance, people who don't like a lot of talk on the 
radio we may find tend to belong more to the inten-

sive new music cluster than to the classic rock clus-
ter. CHAID is a much better predictor of cume and 
partisanship than anything we've ever seen in the 
past. Because CHAID really can't predict clusters, it 
gives us superior research wisdom and wit. CHAID is 
the marketing research choice in most of the Fortune 
500 companies and if it were easier for me to 
describe, all the other research companies would 
probably be hocking it on radio right now. 

What's the duopoly situation in the market 
right now? 

Russ It's a little unfortunate that we cant participate 
in duopolies because we own TV in the market, and 
the FCC still hasn't cleared the way for radio groups 
that own TV to enter into duopolies. 

Isn't it just a matter of time before someone 
comes after you with a similar approach? 
For instance, if Liberty gets their hands on 
another signal and comes straight after you. 

Russ Liberty, I have a feeling, is focused on D.C. I 
have always wondered why 'HFS focused so much on 
Baltimore. Here, there's a $65 cost per point in 
Baltimore, while it's $125 cost per point in D.C. What 
business genius decided to focus that station on 
Baltimore is beyond me. 

What is their status of their signal in D.C.? 

Russ It's city grade through about half the market. 
But in D.C., you really only need two counties to win 
it. In Baltimore, if you don't have Hartford county, 
which is north of the city, you can not possibly win, 
and 'HFS doesn't have Hartford county in the city. But 
in D.C., they get Montgomery and Fairfax County 
great. and that's all they need 

Give me a thumbnail on DC101. 

Russ: Even though they were paying him a lot of 
money, they profited with the Greaseman. When they 
lost Grease, they lost the radio station. Now, I hear 
they just have a lot of lower salaries, so they don't 
have to earn as much. So, while their overall revenue 
is down, I'm sure that financially they are in pretty 
good shape. Plus, of the three Bender brothers, two 
of them love radio and the third won't let the other two 
sell. 

Is Baltimore a particularly personality driven 
market? 

Russ The two dominant stations, 98Rock and 
WHFS, are both loaded with personality. That is, 
except for the morning show on 'HFS, where they 
made a decision to basically play a lot of music. Bob 
Waugh is a capable jock who just introduces the ele-
ments, and they don't compete personality-wise in the 
morning 

They opted for the same thing on 'ORE. 

Russ Its not a bad strategy. 

It certainly is affordable. 

Russ There's enough evidence out there to suggest 
that a lot of people are just tired of morning shows. 
But of course, in theory, I can't always agree with that, 
since I've just hired the best morning show in the 
business in Grego and Mo 

How big a vacuum did it create when Bob 
Rivers left WIYY to do mornings at KISW? 

Russ. Rivers was, and is, a great morning guy. Had 
he stayed here a little longer, he probably would've 
had a pretty good impact on the market. 

How long were you able to keep him? 

Russ. I think he was only here lot three years, and 
,eally was just starting to pop when he decided to 
leave. 
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Given your audience's clearly demonstrated 
shift in music preference. do you think Bob 
might have found himself in the 'old news' 
category himself had he stayed? 

Russ. From what I now know about Bob, and what 
he's doing in Seattle, he has shifted. He's not trying 
to be Howard Stern. He's going the other way, being a 
nice, warm fuzzy morning guy that people actually 
like, as opposed to liking to hate 

Between duo polies, 1.MAs, and the news just 
in that Jacor just bought KBPI's 'intellectual 
property,' how are you feeling about job 
security and stability yourself, Mr. Program 
Director? 

Russ: I have the gloomiest outlook for radio as we 
know it anyway. In the next ten years, it looks like 
radio is going to be an in-car only medium, and that 
might go away if they get the right car satellite deliv-
ery. We're headed for a huge technological shift. In 
the next ten years, technology is going to go crazy. 
God, I wish I knew where it was going, but who does? 
I know that pretty soon, with that fibre optics hookup, 
there is going to be so much room for so much pro-
gramming, and it's going to put radio a little bit in the 
back seat. 

If you had to hire your replacement today, 
who would it be? 

Russ: What a great question! I don't know, but I have 
a feeling that it would be somebody who is not an 
existing Program Director. It would be somebody 
who lived in the target, walked the walk, talked the talk 
of the core audience, because I think that program-
ming more then anything else is just getting in bed 
with the core. knowing what they want 

I hear that you're really good at that actually, 
Russ. 

Russ I ve been working hard at it. 

How about McNutt? 

Russ: McNutt is great. I talk to her a lot, and, in fact, 
I want to marry her. Too bad polygamy is illegal. She, 
too, is totally hooked into 'Well, you have to be rooted 
into what's going on today, and you have to see where 
things are going.' McNutt totally buys into the techno-
logical shift. She knows where things are going, and 
more importantly, she knows how to have fun. Never 
underestimate having fun, because this business is 
just to flighty not to. I see so many people with the 
drop-dead serious approach and I don't get it. Same 
with bands. I don't get it. Cry Of Love came in here 
yesterday, and they were just having a ball, and they 
were fun to talk to, bouncing around the station, and 
that gives the audience a good vibe. Those drop dead 
serious guys like Eddie Vedder, I would like to take 
and slap around a little, and tell him that in ten years 
he's going to be Journey. Every band starts led and 
moves center, you just can't help it 

You may love Cry of Love's attitude, but 
Columbia's gonna have to work to get this 
third track out of light with you, aren't they? 

Russ I think so. They had a great run with that band, 
what with back to back #1 tracks from a brand new act. 
But I probably would have pulled the plug by now But 
then, I'm not a record guy 

Could you be? Do you aspire to that at all? 

Russ. No, wouldn't do it. I don't have the patience, 
and I'd have a hard time trying to sell people on prod-
uct they don't believe in. 

Where do you see the role of the promotion 
person going? Would you bet that would have 
a little more stability and longevity then being 
an AOR programmer? 

Russ I think so. You always need suppliers in any 
market, whatever the marketing is. You always need 
people to supply the product and inform you as to 
what's going on. As I said to you earlier, the best pro-
motion people are the ones that take that title to heart, 
they are concerned with promotions and not just 
transactionally getting you on a record and moving on 
to the next project, but giving you support after the 
fact. For instance, we added Dog Society and six 
weeks later we have a great promotion for Valentine's 
Day. The name of the song is 'Love Is All Gone.' 
Usually, I hate those kind of promotions where you try 
to force the title into a promotion and it's totally 
record company driven and makes no sense to the 
audience. But in this case, we had a 'Love Is All 
Gone' Valentine's Day cruise for singles, and the band 
came and played on the boat. It was a great promo-
tion, and we ran the hook of the song probably 60 
times in two weeks to promote the sales of the tickets 
for this Valentine's cruise. You could see it in the 
research that two weeks later, the record is more 

familiar and more positively accepted by the audience. 
Judy Buck and Matt Pollack made the record come 
home to the audience in Baltimore because the com-
petition isn't just in getting your record on the air. It's 
doing what you have to do to make that record more 
important than the other records on the air, and that 
was smart. 

If you weren't doing what you're doing, what 
format would you be most comfortable pursu-
ing at this point? 

Russ Triple A. Ifs a good format. 

You relate to the artists? 

Russ Yeah, it's genetic. I grew up in the '70s. I get 

What do you think the intellectual property of 
'I YY is worth at this point? 

Russ In this market, a lot! In so many ways, 98 
Rock f5 Baltimore. The biggest thing that you hear 
from people is that 'I grew up with your radio station,' 
whether they are complimenting you or trashing you, 
that's the first thing out of their mouth. Like 
Hammerjacks, the Orioles and the Colts are Baltimore, 
so is 98 Rock. All the other stations that people listen 
to in this market, on the rock spectrum, are out of 
market stations. 

That's a certainly serious cache there. Who 
do you think has the best A&R? 

Russ: I think that Gelfen is doing real well right now. 
Moving Mark Cates over from the video side to A&R 
was a smart move. He's always been right there on 
the street. 

Whose A&R would you rate most improved' 
of late? 

Russ.. You know what, probably East West, because 
of Dog Society, and this record that I added yesterday, 
Wildhearts. What a great band! 

Do you regret playing Travis Tritt? 

Russ Vo not at all 

Did you take a lot of shit for that? 

Russ. Absolutely. And I still take a lot of shit for it, 
and it doesn't concern me in the least because every-
body was talking about 98 Rock at the time when we 
were struggling, and that's my job. 

What was it like during that time period? 
Had you been in situations before when you 
were pushing a big rock up a hill. or was that 
about as bad as it gets? 

Russ: Every place that I've been was nothing but aa 
cruise. At WAAF, we had the biggest books in the his-
tory of the station when I was there. KTYD was an 8.6 
when I got there, and a 21 when I left. Came here, it 
was a 4.6 when I got here, we brought it up to a 76, 
and then, all of a sudden, we started struggling. 
Chuck DuCoty used to say, "you cant have all up 
books. If you do, you'll reach a hundred share, and 
nobody's done that." I think the difference now is I'm 
looking at radio and ratings more long term 

What specifically happened ratings wise? 

Russ: The cume held up fine, it was time spent lis-
tening. We took a TSL hit, and when you take a hit 
like that, you know that the product is not there. On a 
music driven radio station, you scratch your head and 
say, 'What's it going to take?' It used to be we would 
come out of music meetings saying, 'God, we added 
this, but we're not too crazy about it.' But now, we are 
walking out of music meetings and Jonathan and tare 
high-fiving each other. You can just feel it when it's 
happening. Plus, you can walk into any radio station 
in America and just tell what the vibe is by the way 
people are walking down the halls. We got it back, 
we're having fun. It was a struggle, there's no denying 
that. But we were focused and we knew what it was 
going to take, so we had to wait for it to come back 
around.

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Non-Commercial  Statioi.s Respond to R&R Exclusion 

F
ollowing up on last week's cover feature about AOR stations that have been dropped from 
B&B's reporting status, this week, we talked with non-commercial programmers who have 
been informed by R&R that they will not be considered for reporting in their Triple A section. 
We asked mike Morrison, mikel Elicessor, ;cif Luchsinger, Norm Becker and Mark Keefe for 
their response to B&B's decision to exclude them from their Triple A panel, and what effect, if 
any, it would have on their stations...

Mike Morrison, 

WXPN/Philadelphia 

I
think it's unfortunate for them that their crite-
ria for including radio stations is so unspe-
cific. I understand where they are coming 
from in that they want to include radio sta-
tions that make an impact in their market. 

The mistake I think they're making is that the only 
standard that they are going to be using to make that 
determination is your Arbitron rating. And because a 
station like WXPN isn't listed in the Arbitron book — 
even though people fill out diaries and people do 
mention WXPN and the numbers are available if you 
look a little harder, if you look beyond the book that's 
published. In our case, they are missing a station 
that has as much impact in the market as a lot of 
other stations that they do have reporting, and a sta-
tion that has much more significance than a lot of the 
stations they have reporting in smaller markets. As 
they move in the direction of their Triple A section, it's 
more of a problem for them because, as you know, 
WXPN is among the most important Triple A radio 
stations in the country, regardless of whether or not 
we are in the Arbitron book. They could figure that 
out if they looked a little bit harder, but they don't 
want to be bothered. It's sort of their loss. 

We were one of R&R's New Rock reporting stations, 
and we were kicked out with three other non-com-
mercial radio stations a couple of weeks ago. I had 
not been approached about reporting to their Triple A 
chart, but I had heard that some other non-commer-
cial stations had been approached and that surprised 
me given that their reason for kicking us off the New 
Rock chart was we are non-commercial. So, I called 
up R&R and asked them what the status of that new 
chart was, and I was told at that time, that they had 
made a mistake in contacting those non-commercial 
radio stations to be on the new panel, and that they 
weren't, in fact, going to allowing non-commercial 
stations to report. 

They want to be able to gauge the success of a radio 
station. I'm not going to argue that Arbitron is 
insignificant because it's not. Arbitron is the most 
useful tool to gauge how well radio stations are 
doing. It's unfortunate that Arbitron made the deci-
sion at some point to exclude non-commercial sta-
tions, primarily because advertising agencies are 
generally not interested in them, and advertising 
agencies are a big part of their client base. 

I don't think R&R's decision will hurt WXPN. Having 
been a New Rock reporter for awhile and no longer 
doing that, I will probably have to spend less time 
arguing why we won't play bad new rock records. I 
think we've established ourselves as a very important 
radio station. We were nominated for station of the 
year amongst Triple A with five other outstanding 
radio stations. I think the record community under-
stands the impact that WXPN can have in 
Philadelphia and they will continue to treat us with 
respect, even though R&R chooses not to. 

If they were to change their minds and ask us to 
report, I think I probably would. I haven't really 
thought carefully about it, but I'm not going to hold a 
grudge. I'd like to work on getting us monitored by 
WS. We should talk to those guys about perhaps 
doing something for the Triple A radio stations. 
Anything that can sod of raise WXPN's profile within 
the industry I think is a positive thing. 

The more things out there that show that WXPN is 
capable of getting people to hear records, and selling 
records only benefits us. 

J. Mikel Ellcessor, 
WYEP/Pittsburgh 

had been pretty much operating on the idea 
that we weren't going to be included in 
R&R from the get go. I heard some rum-
blings from other programmers that a sur-
vey was being circulated. We didn't receive 

one at WYEP, so I took that as an early indication 
that WYEP was not really in the radar scope of R&R. 
Last week, I called Shawn Alexander and was 
informed that no public stations were going to be 
reporting to any R&R panels at all, and it was a 
closed door issue. 

Alexander said that they were going to an Arbitron 
based assessing structure, and public radio doesn't 
show up in Arbitron, so we can't be included. I 
pointed out that public radio does indeed show up in 
Arbitron and that the data is collected. If you look at 
the printed book, public radio is not in there, but if 
you down load the information — as I was told by 
Shawn Alexander that they were — you can indeed 
down load the data that shows public radio is there. 
We buy data from Arbitron all the time. There is 
some relatively sophisticated analysis that's done 
with public radio numbers by several different ven-
dors that are service providers to public radio that 
provide us with audience analysis information. 
Public radio is measured by Arbitron. The data 
exists, it's there. That's all you have to say about it. 
Anybody who says that you can't be included 
because of Arbitron, is just not speaking accurately. 
At that point, Alexander spun around and said that 
somebody in a senior manager position — I think 
that he attributed it to the publisher of R&R — said 
that they want to be dealing with 'winning' radio sta-
tions. He then said that public radio was just not 
able to be impactful enough in their markets to be 
included. 

What I think you are looking at here, and what under-
lines this whole thing, is there is this collusion of 
ignorance between both R&R and Arbitron with 
regards to how they're dealing with public radio. 
Arbitron continues not to publish the public radio 
numbers in its book, which is just ridiculous, and 
R&R is continuing not to recognize it. I think there's 
definitely — I can only describe it is as a critical 
mass of juristic thinking that's going on, with all of 

this nouveau management speak that's flying around 
about finding new audiences and super-serving cus-
tomers and effectively targeting distinct communities. 
It's just folly to continue to believe that and to be able 
to be really effective in the national entertainment 
industry and ignore public radio at the same time. 

The crux of the issue here is how the labels respond. 
There is a window that is open now for there to be a 
substantive paradigm shift in how music is brought 
to the attention of people that want to hear it, of the 
buying public, of the music enthusiast. That shift 
can take place if the national music industry decides 
that they are going to stop cow-towing to any one 
particular trade publication and allow them to set the 
priorities for how they are going to promote their 
records, and allow one particular trade publication to 
determine who is important and who is not. At this 
point, the tail is wagging the dog, in as much as a 
national publication is able to use very arbitrary stan-
dards to assess a station's importance by placing 
them nationally. 

The whole system of prioritizing stations will start to 
erode if someone stands up and says, "The emperor 
has no clothes." This does not make sense. This is 
not the role for a national trade publication to have. 
This is not appropriate. How records are promoted, 
how artists are developed and how the national music 
industry works with retail and radio to help artists 
find their audiences, how that's done, can be accom-
modated through long term relationships that stations 
develop with retailers and the record industry. 

The natural place for a trade publication in the 
national music industry is an information collection 
and assimilation point. It's for all of us to have the 
opportunity to share our collective experiences, so 
that in each individual place, people aren't out there 
re-inventing the wheel. Where The Hard Report and 
Gavin and FM08 and Album Network succeed is by 
helping to fill in the gaps in our collective knowl-
edge, helping to point out what are important devel-
opments. But as soon as they start to feel that it's 
appropriate for them to decide who is important and 
who is not, then that's inappropriate. When the 
labels start to pay attention to that and start playing 
into that scenario, then again, we've gotten to where 
the tail is wagging the dog. 

I've never been a R&R reporter. I'm in the middle of 
a fund raiser right now, and we're doing very well 
and there isn't an individual in my market that cares 
about R&R. The issue here is whether the record 
companies that promote artists to Triple A radio and 
are looking to develop Triple A as a viable national 
format are going to be sucked into a juristic promo-
tion structure. This promotion structure of Pl, P2, 
and P3, allocating resources based on a station's 
ranking in that environment is no longer viable, 
especially in this format, when the criteria for estab-
lishing that ranking structure has been proven to be 
so faulty. I feel that it's been proven to my satisfac-
tion. If they decide that they are going to get sucked 
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into that whole game again, then feel that there is a 
potential problem for WYEP. We have very good, 
long term relationships with people in the music 
industry that have recognized the value of this radio 
station, that have seen and felt the results of our 
work in their market and have benefited from it. 
We've been able to develop a very healthy, mature 
relationship that is oriented towards success — 
regardless of whether people in R&R want to use a 
lot of really vague non-descriptive language about 
winning, whatever the hell "winning" really means. 
This is not a football game, this is trying to establish 
a position in the mind of the listener in the market. 
The radio stations that are doing this, that are able to 
demonstrate their results one way or another, are 
doing their jobs in their market, and that's what we 
are talking about.

I
think it's unfortunate because it won't be as 
diverse a chart as they might otherwise get. 
It's my own opinion that public stations 
tend to take risks with records much more 
than commercial stations, and they maybe 

would be the first ones to really notice something 
and get on it. If Triple A is a place for a new artists to 
be broken, in general, than probably non-commer-
cial radio might be the very fist place for these artists 
to show up within the genre of Triple A. So, I think 
it's going to lead to a pretty narrow chart, and we'll 
see what kind of effect that's going to have on the 
record companies. As far as how important is it to 
KERA, I don't have a lot of record labels spending a 
lot of money with me right now as it is, so I don't 
think that's going to be a problem. It might be a 
problem in our ability to develop relationships with 
record companies, but initially there's not going to 
be an economic impact that Mikel might see. He's 
been very successful in pointing out his importance 
to the concert industry in his market and to record 
companies, and he's been very successful in build-
ing that up. It's going to have much more of an 
impact in Pittsburgh than it is in Dallas at this point. 
Whether it will hinder our ability to go to a label and 
say, "Gosh, wouldn't it be great if we could do a pro-
motion around this release," remains to be seen. I 
know that the relationship that I have with the nation-
al folks and the independents is strong and I don't 
expect it to have an impact on those relationships. If 
it does, than there's something else wrong altogether. 

There are a number of BDS stations in Dallas. I don't 
believe that we are one, although, it's something that 
I would be interested in pursuing. Any time you can 
get a more realistic impression of just what's hap-
pening with records in a given market, that's, it's a 
good thing. I don't know how much weight you give 
to something like BDS as far as sales. We just had 
the October Project here and I don't think the sales of 
that record show up in SoundScan because there are 
a couple of places in town where October Project is 
walking out the door. Those aren't SoundScan loca-
tions, so it doesn't show up. The people at Borders 
Books and Music tell me that they can't keep October 
Project in stock, and we're the only station in town 
playing October Project. That's good for us, good 
for Sony, good for Borders. But we don't get sales 
information through SoundScan or in any other man-
ner at this point. 

If R&R called back to report how would we respond? 
I think we've done great without R&R up to this point i 
with the support of The Hard Report and the other 
trades that have started charts. You were willing to 
support this format initially, and that has allowed us 
to develop to this point. So, I don't know that if R&R 
called and said, "Hey, we changed our mind, we 
want non-commercials to report," I don't know that 
we would. It would be something we would have to 
talk about quite a bit because our service is great, 
our relationships are great and I'm not necessarily 
certain that can improve by reporting to R&R. I don't 
see it. If somebody said, "If you do, the flood gates 
of promotion possibilities and underwriting support 
for the station will open," than that's certainly some-
thing we would have to consider. But we are making 
inroads and things have been moving along pretty 
well as it is, so I canit complain. 

Norm Beeker,

rom a public radio viewpoint, R&R 
seems to be moving towards serving 
only the largest stations in the largest 
cities. This action of kicking stations 
out will only lead towards a further clos-

ing of the music circle. The less stations in the pool 
will lead to a small group of stations controlling the 
music industry. They should be concerned about this. 

As a triple A reporter in The Hard Report Gavin and 
CMJ, we try to take musical chances. I think our 
reports show that. But the one thing that all the for-
mats seem to agree upon is that the role of the trade 
magazines is to report what we are playing — NOT 
to set the standards for what we play and how much 
we play it Radio and Records seems to want to con-
trol the stations. 

Of course, this decision means nothing to WCBE 
We don't report to R&R, nor have we ever tried to 
gain that status. This decision is just another indica-
tor ola certain group within the music and radio 
industries that wants everyone else to play by their 
rules. That scares me. 

To me, the unique quality of radio is the different 
personality of each station. That should be reflected 
in the trades. I hope that R&R loses some credibility 
in the industry because of this action. They should. 

Trades earn credibility because of the stations they 
have reporting. Labels need to look further than the 
"Back Page" for information. If we all understand that 
R&R is just the go-between, then they can be replaced 
if everyone in the business looks elsewhere. Sounds 
like the R&R bunch has let power go to their heads.

think it's R&R's loss in the sense that even 
though a public radio station might not do 
twenty-four hours of music programming in 
a day, half the time, that's the only represen-
tative of this kind of music in the market. So, 

if they drop all public radio stations, how are they 
saying that market X is getting the proper representa-
tion of what's being played on the air? They are not, 
basically. 

What this really causes public radio stations to do is 
look to the labels for just about everything. Having 
R&R status is sort of a buffer between you and the 
label. The label can say, "Oh, it's an R&R station? 
Give them whatever they want," or, "Definitely, take 
that phone call," or, "Oh, our artist has to be repre-
sented in that market. Has to make a stop at that sta-
tion," that kind of thing. But it just causes us to go 
after the label and say, "You'd be foolish not to do 
promotions and different things with us because 
here's our listenership. And not only is our listener-
ship there, and not only are there numbers to sup-
port that, but they are willing to pay money to keep 
us on the air, in addition to going out and buying 
your product." 

If R&R were to change their criteria and ask us to 
report, sure, we would, just in the same way that I 
would report to any trade magazine. 

It's starting to disturb me more and more watching 
the industry get so inside. You're out of the club 
because you missed by 60,000 people, or your num-
bers aren't high enough, or whatever. So what if 
your numbers aren't high enough! If you're the only 
station doing that kind of music, your numbers 
should be the only numbers that matter, period. 
We're in Cincinnati, which is the 29th medium mar-
ket in the country, and we're the only Triple A station. 
What other station in Cincinnati is playing any of the 
music I'm playing? There is none. R&R will jut play 
their little games, and that's fine because they will 
lose out in the end.

As he does in his current band, the Red Rocker is addressing his 
favorite subject - a great party! The upbeat, fun tempo of "High Hopes" has us 
dreaming for the beach and summertime (that is until this lousy winter weather 
jolts reality back into view). Sammy's characteristic vocals are framed by full-on 
guitar work with plenty of melody and hooks. The question of whether or not 
you're going to play this is not the dilemma here - trying to contain yourself from 
hitting the eternal repeat button is the tough part 

arype 0 Negative, "Christian Women", 
Roadrunner We heard you were looking 
for something different, a track that will 

stand apart from all the others on the air. Well, 
here it is on a silver platter. Type 0 Negative 
has been basking in rave reviews at Metal and has 
been in the Top 25 of the Hard Hitters chart for 6 
months, peaking at 3, with the release of  Bloody 
Kisses. But don't let any pre-conceived notions 
you may have about Type 0 Negative taint your 

ability to hear this haunting track. Peter Steele is not the happiest of people - 
but his deep, Gothic, evil, emotive voice will shake your very being. The ethere-
al mood of "Christian Woman" allows it to flow like a black river, while the 
impact of the vocals grips you. This song will in fact pull an instant reaction 
from your listeners as it did at WVCR, KZRX, and WVW, all which have received 
top phones from Type O. WKLL's Mimi Griswold agrees and adds, "If you want 
to be aggressive in the market and get behind great new music of a completely 
different vein, they're a good bet." This is not a record that you will be able to 
ignore - it will follow you like a nightstalker - and with the success at COR with 
another very dark toned record in Tool, it should be easy to slip under the veil 
and enter the world of Type 0 Negative. 

AItered State, "Darkness Visible", 
Warner Bros. Ti is bdna is dbútli as 
tangible as the fog The Los Angeles 

four-piece (ever cleer - vocals; Paul Edwards 
- bass; Curtis Mathewson - guitars; and 
Chip Moreland) started their journey with a clos-
et sized showcase and a critically acclaimed 1992 
release. The new single off dos, "Darkness 
Visible", combines elements that are strangely 
familiar, and yet completely unique. The song 

begins with a dreamy intro, then kicks right in with a catchy, choppy, groove that 
becomes even more fazed out throughout the song. The cutting edge of the 
music is smoothed out by the vocals of ever cleer (no not the beverage you 
mixed with punch in college) which are at times subdued, and at times hits the 
Chris Cornell-ish high notes. Their music has more angles than a mobster and 
can crossover to any format, but works best in a hard rock arena, so give the 
psychedelic crunch of Altered State a whirl. 

Lucy's Fur Coat, "Treasure Hands", 
Relativity This San Diego band (who 
recently signed with Kathy Cook of Bill 

Graham Management) is creating quite a stir in 
their hometown, moving over 700 pieces a week of 
their debut release Jaundice. Not only is it big at 
rock leaning Alternative stations, but nineteen 
metal stations hopped into the fold the first week 
out to add it. This cool little ditty is definitely a 
throwback to early '70s with the warm production 

and even a hint of Steppenwolf for good measure. They bring that feel up to the 
'90s with thick, clean, riffs a la Helmet. An interesting side-note to this band is 
that they all (but one) hold full-time professional-like jobs by day, but it seems 
as though their rock 'n roll alter-egos can pull in a crowd with Charlie's crazy on-
stage antics. K1OZ KILO, and WVER are already enjoying the "treasure" and 
when those sales figures sink in, many more stations will be on the way.

BLACK SABBATH

Aconversation with Tony lommi of Black 
Sabbath is an occasion that many peo-
ple dream about. therefore this inter-

view was very special for me to do. I was also 
very nervous because, well, he's a legend - 
not many people can nearly incite a riot at a 
prison simply by their presence (Tony can, 
just ask him about it). Black Sabbath have 
come off a successful release with 
Dehumanizer, a reunion concert with Ozzy 
(and nearly a reunion album and tour). to 
release another strong release with Sabbath 
mainstay Tony Martin. Cross Purposes is 
enjoying Top 10 airplay at metal radio (with 
plenty of room for growth) and is beginning to 
make some major moves at COR radio with 
new adds at WXTB and 0104. In this inter-
view. I was joined by my old partner in crime 
from Chicago, Scott Loftus. who is now work-
ing with Charlie Logan and company at The 
Blaze. Join us in this conversation with the 
inspiration of grunge to discuss Sabbath's cur-
rent tour, which is selling out halls left and 
right, the new album, the revolving vocalist 
door, and the state of the world. 

How is the new tour going so far? 

Tony This is the third day into it. We did New Britain 
to start off with, then we did Hartford. and now we are 
here in Boston. Ido enjoy it, it's great to get organized 
into a routine and get on a plane. 

Does each tour get better after all the years 
or does it become routine? The last one, 
when Ronnie was with the band, was a fantas-
tic, fantastic show. Does the prospect of a 
new project rejuvenate your enthusiasm? 

Tony I flunk Mat itS more rejuvenating then the last 
It s great. I'm really looking forward to this tour 

all around, we're covering quite a lot of places on tour - 
Japan, Australia, we did England and a lot of Europe. 
It's quite an extensive tour, and am really looking for-
ward to it. Nike to get out and have a look around, but 
you don't have a lot of time quite honestly. 

Scott: Do you determine the set on each tour 
based on the vocalist? Are some vocalists 
that you utilize stronger with certain past 
material, or are you focusing on a lot of the 
newer album on this tour? 

Tony That's a good question. On this album what we 
have done, is we've contacted - through the fan club - 
the fans and asked them to put their idea on a set list 
that they would like to hear. We had, as I'm sure you 
can imagine, quite a lot of letters back, and we worked 
it out from there what to play on this tour. All for the 
fans and of course for ourselves. It's quite a wide 

selection, so we're playing tracks that we haven't really 
done in many, many years, way back to our Ozzy days. 
Even then we only played them a couple of times with 
Ozzy, stuff like "Sabbath Bloody Sabbath" and "The 
Wizard", so we changed the show around quite a bit 
It's great returning because he [Tony Martin] can sing 
almost anything we throw at him, really. Mostly with 
singers you find that they can't sing certain tracks that 
we've done with other singers, either they can't reach 
the notes or they won't do them, or whatever. With 
Tony he's pretty versatile and he does whatever we tell 
him, which is really good. A lot of fans will get to hear 
stuff that they probably hadn't heard before live. It was 
quite a job going through the stuff Fortunately, I didn't 
have to go through it first hand, but the letters are the 
ones...I do actually read a lot of the fan mail. There 
were some good lists there actually. 

Talk about a dream set. 

Tony We always did get them, 'Why didn't you play 
so-aiid-so...' You can just never please everybody and 
never cover all...we've done so many albums that we 

just couldn't possibly play them. The first set that we 
actually put together was about three and a half hours 
long, and that was ridiculous, we had to cut some out 
to rit in the show. 

Scott: Do you have a personal favorite line up 
of Black Sabbath? What era were you most 
satisfied with the band, or is it still evolving 
to the point where you hope to reach that 
ultimate satisfaction? 

Tony. I in pretty satisfied with the band now, Hike a 
band that you can all communicate well with each 
other. I don't like arguments between members, I've 
never liked arguments and with this band we don't. 
It's like with Geezer, from all the times that I have been 
with him, for the last twenty five years, we've never 
had a argument, we just don't need to do that. We 
have a great relationship with each other, and it's great 
when you have people in the band who come in and 
you can talk things over, as opposed to arguing. In 
some of the past line-ups its gotten to a logger-head 
where nobody will budge. Once you get along well 
together, the music flows a lot easier, and it's a lot 
better. So, this band I would say, is certainly one of 
the easiest ones that we've had. 

Do all these rumors that have been flying 
around for years about Ozzy returning to the 
line up, effect your relationship with Tony 
Martin? 

Tony Tony has been fine about it, when we first 
talked about doing a reunion, we told Tony and he 
thought that it was a good idea as well. We've kept 
Tony totally in the picture, there is no underhanded-
ness going on here. Tony has known from day one 
about it. In fact, we were doing this album when we 
were suppose to do the line up and we mentioned to 
Tony that we were approached to do the original line 
up together. He thought that would be a great idea. 
He's really good. 

Scott: When the last album came out with 
Ronnie James Dio doing vocals, was that 
approached as just a one album project, or 
did you have any anticipation of him sticking 
around longer then that? 
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Tony: As we approached it, we had a job getting back 
together, we had to do a lot of talking before we 
decided to do it. We said that we would do one album 
and see how it went. It went quite well, but I think that 
it's very difficult when you bring someone like Ronnie 
back within the band again, because he's had his own 
band for o long, he's used to calling all the shots, 
and he c  within Sabba 
shots, it  a band thin n e wous ave o 
become a band member. ,  rd, and it's very frus-
trating all around. so l think that he  obably better 
off with his own band as it is. It  d thing to 
do that though. it was a nice thing  now ee' 
done it. 

Scott: With the new album Cross Purpo 
do you anticipate getting a lot of air play? 
that a consideration when you put out a new 
album like this one, with the hope of getting 
airplay. or do you hope that people just find 
out that it's out there, pick it up and listen to 
it without radio support? 

Tony. You always ho 
course, but we don  rile pa 
that we could get al y on it 
because we like doin  em.

On your bio here, it starts out Tor numerous 
fans and musicians alike, the term Heavy 
Metal can be easily defined in two words -

the case. How does it feel to be a legend of 
sorts, to have so many people, essentially 
idolize you and watch what you're doing?  - 

Tony. Embarrassing. Its very nice really, its a great 
honor, to know that people look to us as their idol, 
whatever that might be. It's very nice. 

How much pressure is on you nowadays when 
you do records with all the acclaim that has 
been put on the band and so many people 
that have named you as inspirations. Do you 
feel any need to compete or exceed with 
what you have done in the past? What are 
your influences? 

Tony.- You always try to get better, you're always try-
ing to improve. I think that it's nice that we're being 
cited as band's influences, that's really good. I don't 
know about influences, it's hard to say at this stage. 
Normally when we go to do an album, we just do the 
influences that are in your own head at the time, to 
make you write better stuff. But, there are a lot of 
bands out there that I like, all sorts of music, so I 
probably pick things up from all sorts, subconscious-
ly. My variety goes from anyone from Frank Sinatra to 
The Carpenters to the up-to-date stuff, I just don't 
have any boundaries to what I listen to. I don't like 
techno stuff though. 

Scott: We won't tell listeners that you like 
The Carpenters, we'll keep that a secret.

Now, on Cross Purposes there are a lot of 
songs on there where you address a religion, 
whether it be the religious cults or the reli-
gious strife in Ireland. Have religion and 
cults always kind of struck a personal chord 
with you? 

Tony: Well, I think it has with everybody really. II s 
one of the sad things that the world is going through 
at the moment. You look at every country and they are 
all virtually fighting and killing each other, I can't 
understand it, it's totally ridiculous, and religion is 
stuck there. Not the Irish thing, I just can't understand 
that thing one bit. It just doesn't seem to make sense 
to me anymore. We have had three different periods 
of the Sabbath years, talking about different things, 
but this album is basically about what is going on in 
the world today.

Scott: Do you have any advice for bands that 
have just recently lost their vocalists - like 
Judas Priest or Iron Maiden? I figured that 
they might consult you, Tony. 

To  • do sometimes, I talked about the same 
thing  die Van Halen when he was over in 

time. We were talking about vocalists, 
the sort of thing where he knew what we were going 
through, having to replace a vocalist. It is very diffi-
cult when you have a vocalist for awhile and you have 
to bring someone else in, it is hard to find that right 
person, always. Not only how they sing, but how they 
approach things, how they feel and how they act. I've 
seen people change quite a lot in this business, from 
being quite a nice person to a real.. .1 won't mention 
the word. It's a shame what this business sometimes 
does to people. It is odd, I don't think that people of 
that stature need advice, they probably know anyway 
what to look for, but you do come up against some 
real strange people out there. 

Scott: How do you rate the health of metal 
music in 1994 on a one to ten scale? 

Tony. I wouldn't want to say really, it needs a bit of a

I 
don't understand punishing myself, but maybe I'm 
getting to bloody old. Hike to go in there and play the 
music and let them enjoy it, but I don't quite see div-

ing into everybody else, I don't know maybe they 
enjoy it. We don't normally get that at our shows, but 
there was one chap the other night that was doing it 
constantly, he was a real pain, and he happened to be 
wearing a Black Sabbath t-shirt as well. 

How do you feel about the conservative seg-
ment trying to censor or pin problems with 
society on musicians and cartoons rather 
than taking responsibility for their own 
actions. 

Tony .That s a difficult one, that s been a never end-
ing problem, isn't it. Ido actually think that maybe 
some people go too far on certain things, but it 
depends on who you're talking about, but I'm not 
going to get into that one. I've been asked to do a 
couple of shows on that, Larry King and all those sort 
of things, but I haven't. I've been asked to do a lot in 
England to go on and talk about things like that. It's 
difficult because you always put yourself in a position 
whatever you say. We've had problems since day one 
with Black Sabbath - the church was the first one, they 
used to hit out against us for some reason. Then we 
had witches come in and all sod of things, you name 
it, we've had it over the years, so we get used to it. It's 
probably not as bad at the moment for us. 

Scott: Does that ever personally bother you 
that perhaps they don't take the time to real-
ly understand what the band is about? 

Tony. It does, yeah. I think that most of them have 
or read the songs, have never really listened to 

some of the lyrics, but according to them now Black 
Sabbath is all a bunch of Satanists. But you know 
they'll never change, that's just the way some people 
are. 

How did you hook up with Bobby Rondanelli? 

Tony. Actually he called me. We were looking for a 
drummer, we were auditioning drummers in England, 
and we auditioned quite a lot of drummers, some very 
well known as well, but they weren't quite right for 
what we were looking for at the time. Bobby hap-
pened to call my home, and he said that 'I think that 
I'm the drummer that you are looking fort We fetched 
him over from New York to England, and he started 
playing and he was really good, I was very impressed 
with him, and that was it really. He did Rainbow, he 
did an album with the Scorpions. Originally, when we 
brought Ray Gillen to work with us, Ray was with 
Bobby's band at the time. We've lost a talented person 
there.

Scott: You're like an athlete Tony, that has 
stayed in the game far beyond when most 
people would have already decided to stop 
playing. I think that it's impressive and it's 
real commendable that you still are out there 
doing what you love, and why should you do 
anything but this, the music that you are 
making is still unique. 

Tony. I thin', that as long as I can come up with more 
music, and I enjoy doing it, then of course, if people 
like listen' to it. Ido like being involved in music 
and prod  ,and film work, that's probably what I 
will do more of as we go on. Film, music and maybe 
producing 

Scott: Obviously, Black Sabbath approached 
the whole musical career as a marathon, and 
you aren't out there just to do it and get out 
quickly, but I'm sure that there are a lot of 
bands that would like to have that certain 
longevity that you have experienced over the 
years. What would you say that the secret to 
doing that is, if there was any secret at all 
that you could pass along to bands that are in 
their second or third albums right now. 

Tony. I think with me, its believing in what I'm doing. 
i don't believe in it, I wont do it. I've stuck with it, 
because I do believe in what I'm doing. Ido thor-
oughly enjoy what I do, and the day that I don't enjoy 
it will be the day that I'll stop. So, first of all, you have 
to really want to do it. It's great being in the limelight 
and making money and women and all the rest of the 
stuff, but that isn't it, you should love what you're 
doing and you want to really put your heart into what 
you believe in.

long wait is over, and the boys 

in Soundgarden have given us a colos-
sal masterpiece. On the first listen we 
were trying to pinpoint songs that 
stood out and could work at metal 
radio. By the time we got to song six 
we realized we had every track high-
lighted. Superunknown excels 
because of the strength of the entire 
seventy minutes of music. The open-
ing single, "Spoonman", was very well 

received at metal radio as the track shot up into the Top 10 with millions of 
adds, requests, and tons of airplay in a short two weeks. We were fooled, how-
ever, by what we thought were killer bongos in the song. As the (ver), happen-
ing) video illustrates, there are no bongos in this track, just Artis — file 
Spoonman - playing his now famous spoons. There are plenty more tracks to 
check out starting with the opening cut, "Let Me Drown", which is set into 
motion with a twisted, warped, guitar sound and the cutting vocals of Cornet'. 
"My Wave", another track more characteristic of previous Soundgarden, has a 
broken rhythm in the verse which changes into a guitar melody that sounds like 
little electric waterfalls. "Fell On Black Days" a kinder, gentler 'Garden, is filled 
with emotion, and is driven by Comell's hypnotic vocal melody. The tille track 
is destined to become a favorite at metal radio with an evil groove, supernatural 
tone, shrieking vocals and an infectious rhythm. Still another track to spin is 
"The Day I Tried To Live", lyrically a very dark song, with a rhythm that 
descends with the mood of the song about a personality struggling with their 
own psyche just to survive day to day "Kickstand" is short, sweet, and to the 
point with as much of a hyped-out punk style as you'll ever see from them. 
Prepare yourself now because this record will be huge, and is guaranteed to 
catapult Soundgarden up to the stratosphere levels of success. Grab your vinyl 
copies - which are being released on colored vinyl - and get to the shows early 
because the tickets will be even harder to come by soon. For now you can put 
on the headphones and journey off into the Superunknown.

York City band has been making a name for 
themselves in the rough NYC scene for four 

years now developing a loyal fan base, Many of 
them were at CBGB's recently to see them play a 
fantastic set in front of many in the industry who, 
like myself, were seeing them for the first time. 
The band's first release on Atlantic, Shimmer (pro-
duced by Garth Richardson who has done L7 and 
Rage Against the Machine), is set for an upcoming 
release. The first track "D-Nice" is in your hands 

now and ready to play. The song intros with some cool bass-work, and kicks in 
with some quick fingerwork on the guitar. The band has been described as a com-
bination of hardcore influence and arena rockers: both elements can be heard on 
this track. The speed and aggression show the punk side; the melodies and light-
ning guitar solo throws back to late '70s, early '80s heavy rock/metal style. This 
week is the big week, so avoid the hospital, and go to your CD player for Surgery 
instead.

King's X, "Pillow", Atlantic 
Kings X has been blowing people away with their music and 
their amazing, powerful live show Finally, after all these years, 
they have their first Top 5 metal record with Dogman. Yes, that's 
right, it took us this long to get them where they always 
deserved to be. lit's fitting that Atlantic would follow up 
"Dogman" with much more than a single, ea history lesson, a 
tribute, or maybe just a really cool CD that we will be playing 

over and over again here at the Hard Hut. Along with the new single, "Pillow", is a collec-
tion of some of the best tracks over the recording history of this Texas trio (be sure to check 
out the unreleased track). This is a fresh stall for the band (step one was new manage-
ment), and the second stage features a track with a slower, fuller feel than the first single. 
The guitar work is thicker than a marshmallow, with sharp, deep hooks thrown in over the 
deliberate drum beat.

you wait long enough, good things will come. If you believe that theoi 
you're either naive as a puppy or a rabid Junior Watson fan. Since tt.e early 

'80s the blues buzz on the West Coast has been that 
Junior's guitar playin' burns as hot as canned heat. Well, 
many caught Junior with Canned Heat or Rod Pan:, and 
the Mighty Flyers or Kim Wilson. Now, finally, the legend 
in the making can catch bad, bad Junior in his own groove. 
The disc, "Long Overdue," was originally released owl the 
Black Magic label in the Netherlands, Black Top heard a 
good thing and has hit the American market with Watson, 

and he ain't elementary. Take a little of the T-Bone Walker Texas-come-uptown-to-
California swing, the R&B grit of Johnny Guitar Watson (no kin, they're different 
colors) and the good rockin' urban blues of Magic Sam, stir it all together with a lit-
tle bit California sunshine. the '60s variety, and you get Junior Watson. He's a hell 
of a guitar player, a pretty good singer (check out his late-night ambient pipes on 
"Lump in My Throat). and Watson knows good music. The cuts in this 17-song 
set range from an urban blues reworking of the classic "Frankie & Johnny" to a 
loose and swinging version of Pee Wee Crayton's "Cool Evening." Vocalist Brenda 
Burns of Asleep at the Wheel is featured on two tunes —J.B. Lenoir's "Mojo 
Boogie" and Johnny Guitar Watson's "Want Me Some Love" — adding another 
layer of fineness to an already exquisite set.

Following the departure of singer Shane McGowan, two other members of the 
Pogues have now left the band. Accordion player James Fearnley and man-
dolin player Terry Woods have quit the group, in departures that would seem to 
signal the end of the band after ten years together. 

Living Colour are being sued by a Toledo, Ohio, musician who says he's been 
using the name The Stain since 1980. Jon Stainbrook objects to Living Colour 
titling an album "Stain," and he's filed a lawsuit in U.S. District Court against the 
band and its record label and management companies. The lawsuit seeks unspec-
ified damages and an end to sales of the "Stain" album. Stainbrook didn't obtain a 
federal trademark for the name "The Stain" until 10 months after Living Colour 
released "Stain," but his attorney says he's been using the name since 1980. 

The Faint's upcoming album "Hullabaloo" includes a version of the Flamin' 
Groovies' "Shake Some Action." The band's invited Cyril Jordan of the 
Groovies to jam with the Farm the next time they play in the San Francisco area. 

Chicago bass player Daryl Jones says he's one of at least four people being con-
sidered as a replacement for Bill Wyman in the Rolling Stones. Jones played 
bass on the band's upcoming album, slated for release in June. Others being con-
sidered for the post include Doug Wimbish of Living Colour Pino Palladino 
and Greg Rzab of Buddy Guy's band. Jones is planning to record a new album 
with Guy that he says will be more blues-oriented than Guy's two most recent 
albums. "This time we just want to play some blues," Rzab says 

A settlement has been reached in a lawsuit Mike Love filed against his cousin 
Brian Wilson. Love had filed the lawsuit because of claims in Wilson's book that 
Love didn't co-write many of the Beach Boys' hits. "Mike Love spent 30 years of 
his life putting the Beach Boys together," Love's layer, Phil Stillman says. "He 
loves Brian and together they made a great group. But even Brian has admitted 
that this stuff is false." Terms of the settlement weren't disclosed Another lawsuit 
Love filed seeking royalties for songs he co-wrote is still set for trial in late April. 

Bonnie Raiff, Don Henley and Neil Young are among those expected to 
attend The Second Annual Academy Awards Viewing Party to Benefit The Elton 
John AIDS Foundation on March 21 in Beverly Hills. The event kicks off 1994 
fund-raising efforts for the organization. 

Vancouver guitarist Devin Townshend has an album coming out this spring 
with his band Noisescapes. Townsend is currently touring with Steve Val in 
Australia. He sang vocals on Vais "Sex & Religion" LP. 

A U.S. District Court in Denver is selling a 50-minute cassette of Michael 
Jackson's testimony during trial of an unsuccessful copyright infringement law-
suit against him. During his testimony, Jackson sang portions of "Dangerous" 
and "Billie Jean." The court clerk is selling the cassette for $15 and about 50 
copies have already been sold. 

A Los Angeles judge has dismissed a $5 million lawsuit filed by actress Martha 
Raye against singer Bette Midler. Raye contended that the 1991 movie "For The 
Boys" was based on her life. Midler says she's pleased with the decision but 
"extremely angry at the tremendous waste of time and the taxpayer's money result-
ing from this baseless action." 

Sinead O'Connor says she tried to kill herself the night of the MTV Video Music 
Awards last September in Los Angeles. "I wanted this false image of me to die," 
O'Connor says. "I wanted the rock star to die." O'Connor says she took "lots of 
sleeping tablets and drank lots of vodka." Peter Gabriel and two other people 
checked on her in her hotel room but left "once they saw that I wasn't actually 
dead," O'Connor says. "They left me there by myself, and after that I did lots more 
tablets." O'Connor says she's now going through therapy to help deal with the 
abuse she suffered as a child and partially blames on Catholicism. 

Lionel Richie and his girlfriend Diane Alexander are expecting their first child 
The baby will be the first for Alexander, a designer. Richie already has an adopted 
daughter named Nicole. 

Singer-songwriter Revere "Reeve" Little has died of leukemia at age 49. Little 
was a descendent of Paul Revere and was diagnosed with leukemia in 1984. 
Bonnie Raitt had headlined a Boston concert two years ago to help pay Little's 
medical expenses. 

Chicago hardcore band Pegboy have recruited Pierre Kezdy as their new bass 
player. Steve Albini played bass on the band's "Fore" EP released in October. 
The band begins work on a new album later this month in France. The LP, tenta-
tively entitled "Earwig," is slated for release in September. It's being produced by 
lain Burgess, who worked on the band's first two albums. 

Jackyl are working on a second album in Vancouver with producer Bruce 
Fairbaim in a studio owned by Bryan Adams. They're expected to spend a cou-
ple of months recording the LP. 

Blind Melon lead singer Richard Shannon Noon has been charged in Los 
Angeles with battery, two counts of battery on a police officer, one count of 
assaulting a police officer, resisting arrest, disturbing the peace and destroying 
telephone equipment. Hoon allegedly kicked and punched security guards and 
police during the taping of the American Music Awards on February 7. Police say 
H0017 tried to kick out the rear window ola police car after he was arrested follow-
ing an alteraction with a guard Hoon is charged with ripping a telephone off a wall 
at the police station and twice spitting on a police detective interviewing him. 

Jellyfish singer and percussionist Andy Sturmer has finished work on an 
album by Sweet Pickle Salad his group with Jellyfish colleague Roger 
Manning, guitarist Craig Ross of Lenny Kravitz' band, and Chris Robinson 
and Mark Ford of the Black Crowes. "I'm sure it'll be released some day," 
Sturmer says. "It's like Crosby, Stills & Nash meets Pink Floyd Every song is 
like 14 minutes long with heavy jamming." Jellyfish are writing songs for a new 
album, adds Sturmer, who's been singing and playing drums in the studio for the 
Black Crowes. 

Liz Phair's "Exile In Guyville" has been named the number one album in the 
Village Voice's 20th annual music critics poll. Phair is the first woman to top the 
"Pazz And Joe" critics list since Joni Mitchell in 1974. The weekly's survey of 309 
pop and jazz critics ranked Nirvana second with "In Utero," while the rest of the 
top five included PJ Harvey's "Rid Of Me," the Breeders' "Last Splash" and the 
Pet Shop Boys' "Very," in that order. Albums from Dr. Die, Jimmie Dale 
Gilmore, De La Soul, U2 and the Digable Planets rounded out the top ten. 
This year saw a record number of female artists and bands in the top 40. "It's the 
most significant sea change in the poll," says Voice critic Robert Christgau. "The 
only other moment as important was when Public Enemy was number one in 
1988, which was when the so-called rock-critic establishment fully accepted that 
rap had some vision." 

A U.S. District Judge in New York has refused to dismiss a copyright infringement 
lawsuit filed by the Fat Boys rap group against the Miller Brewing Company and 
comedian Joe Piscopo. The lawsuit claims that the defendants copied the Fat 
Boys' "Stick 'Em" for a television beer commercial, even though the group had 
refused to appear in the spot. 

The sister of the late Marvin Gaye has signed an agreement with an Atlanta pro-
duction company for a film about the soul singer's life. Zeola Gay says the movie 
will be an accurate portrayal based on her memoirs. She says the $20 million film 
will emphasize Gaye's family life more than his music career. Gaye was fatally shot 
ten years ago by his minister father during an argument at his father's Los Angeles 
home. Filming is scheduled to begin in Atlanta in April. Meanwhile, a four-CD 
boxed set and a single CD of previously unreleased material will be released this 
year (on Motown Records). Gaye's 1978 album "Hear, My Dear" will also be 
released on CD for the first time, and a "collectors edition" of the 1971 LP "What's 
Going On" is being issued this year. 

Tori Amos says her new album, "Under The Pink," gave her more of a chance to 
express herself than her first LP, "Little Earthquakes." "The last record was me 
exploring not having spoken for 15 years about a lot of stuff With this record I'm 
not silent anymore," she says. "Little Earthquakes' was the first step of admitting 
some things to myself and dealing with them. But I had to wake up and say, 'OK, I 
experienced this stuff, now how do I apply it to my life?' That's what this record 
has really been about for me — waking up every morning and going underneath 
the concept of 'girl.' Hence the title 'Under The Pink.' I'm interested in what's going 
on underneath in the inner world" 

Beck says his tune "Loser" isn't intended to be a "slacker anthem," as it's been 
called. "It was just goofing around at a friend's house on an eight-track," Beck 
Hansen says. "There's a lot of ideas floating around in the song, but it wasn't 
meant to be some like triumphant message." Hansen is now putting together a 
band for a small club tour. "Pay No Mind" will be the next track released from his 
"Mellow Gold" album.

Cede/la Marley Booker, the mother of the late Bob Marley, has been working 
ou d third album al the Tuff Gong studios in Jamaica. The LP's called "My Altar," 
reflecting its spiritual content, she says. "There are feelings for every mood," 
Booker says. "When you listen to it, when you're up, it's there with you, and when 
you're down, it's there with you. It's just my personal feeling I put out there, that 
one can, you know, relax and overcome things just in a spiritual way and just sing 
them out. Sing them out when things come to you and when you feel the pressure 
and things, and it will mean so much joy and gladness to your heart. So that's 
what I do. I want to share that to the world." The LP is being produced by her 
grandson, Steve, who is Bob Marley's second oldest son. Ziggy Marley also has 
helped out on the project. 

The site of the Fillmore East in New York City has been named Bill Graham's Way, 
in honor of the concert promoter who ran the club. 

Opal Foxx Quartet drummer Alan Page has died of an apparent heroin over-
dose in Atlanta. His death comes two months after the release of the Opal Foxx 
Quartet album "The Love That Won't Shut Up." Page had just begun work with a 
new band called the New Centurions that included colleagues from the Opal 
Foxx Quartet and Seersucker. 

"Deep Six," a compilation album released in 1985 (on C/Z Records) is being re-
issued (by A&M Records). It includes the first recordings of Soundgarden, 
Green River and the Melvins. At the time, Green River included Stone 
Gossard and Jeff Ament of Pearl Jam. 

Eleventh Dream Day have split from their record label (Atlantic Records). The 
band contends the label promoted Juliana Hatfield and the Lemonheads 
instead of their "El Moodio" album released last March. "Atlantic basically hid 
under the carpet," says drummer Janet Beveridge Bean. "We just got fed up 
with the whole stupid major-label thing." Bean says the band plans to release a 
mini-album on an independent Chicago label (Atavistic). The EP, to be recorded 
this month, should include five or sty songs and has the working title "Ursa 
Major." 

Bryan Adams is playing his first hometown concerts in two years later this 
month. Last year, Adams offered to put on a free concert at Stanley Park in 
Vancouver but city officials rejected his proposal. Tickets to a show this month at 
the Pacific Coliseum sold out in less than an hour and two more shows were sub-
sequently added. Adams will play Madison Square Garden in New York after his 
hometown shows March 18-20, then play dates in Italy and Africa later in the year. 
The concert dates mean Adams won't be able to attend Canada's Juno Awards in 
Toronto that same weekend, though he was not nominated in any category. 

Mexican rap group Lighter Shade Of Brown sampled Malcolm McLaren for 
their current single "Hey D.J." from the soundtrack to "Mi Vida Loca," a film about 
female Latin gangs in Los Angeles. 

Jimmy Webb, who recently released the album "Suspending Disbelief," is work-
dia book about songwrifing. Webb 's new album was co-produced with Linda 

Ronstadt and features backing vocals from Ronstadt, David Crosby and Don 
Henley 

Scott Ian of Anthrax and members of Cypress Hill and Megadeth are among 
those participating in Board AID, a benefit for the LifeBeat AIDS organization. The 
Beastie Boys, 7 Year Bitch, lack de la Rocha of Rage Against The 
Machine and Danny Boy of House Of Pain are also taking part in the March 8 
benefit at Snow Summit. 

Alannah Myles lias switched managers and will collaborate with new songwrit-
ing partners on her third album. She will, however, continue to work with 
Christopher Ward and Dave Tyson on new material. Myles says she's con-
cerned her record company might make her record with David Foster, but she 
doesn't want her next album to be a soft-rock LP. 

Two magazines are being launched by a major record distributor that will allow sub-
scribers to order records by mail or telephone. Time Warner will launch a rock mag-
azine called Huh and another monthly called New Country Magazine. Each issue will 
be accompanied by a compact disc or cassette and includes interviews and reviews 
of over 100 albums and music videos. Huh will debut in September and subscribers 
of Time publications such as Entertainment Weekly will be targetted. Huh will also 
be sent free to subscribers of Rock Video Monthly, a videocassette that includes 10 
promotional videos. Subscribers to Rock Video Monthly can buy albums from which 
the videos are taken through an 800 number or through the mail. 

Henry Rollins says his most important literary inspiration has been author Henry 
Miller. "I saw a real literary outlaw making books that moved me," Rollins says. "I 
read the 'Tropics' and 'Black Spring' and I said, 'Wow!' I never realized how much 
literature could impact on life. I read Hemingway and Steinbeck, and they were 
great. Then I read Miller, and I didn't want to sleep anymore, because he's so 
inspiring and alive." Rollins says he thinks of himself as an outsider, as did Miller. 
"I am very much against a lot of what American culture and this civilization is 
about. But I'm not about to burn Bank of America or take people out. I put myself 
on the hero side of things. I'm very patriotic, and not in the traditional sense. I 
must come from a great country because Miles Davis came from here. 
Muhammad Ali, Malcolm X, Jimi Hendrix, James Brown - these guys are 
minor gods to me. I think bebop jazz is the highest art form of my time." 

Sammy Hagar lids recorded two new tunes for "Unboxed," a best-of album com-
ing out later this month (on Geffen Records). 

There are rumors of a Led Zeppelin "Un-led-ed" acoustic album. Robert Plant 
and Jimmy Page reportedly met in Boston recently to discuss a possible tour. 

Dr. Hook has been released on $2,500 bail after being arrested in Jackpot, 
Nevada, and charged with marijuana possession. Police say they'd received com-
plaints that Hook's band had been openly using drugs and they found marijuana in 
his Cactus Pete hotel room. 

Glenn Frey is being sued by his record label for only delivering two albums 
while he was under a six-record contract. The lawsuit (by MCA Records) seeks $5 
million, claiming that Frey intends to break his contract and record with other for-
mer members of the Eagles. Frey's lawyer, Peter Lopez, says there have only 
been "preliminary conversations" about an Eagles reunion. However, Daily Variety 
reports that the Eagles plan to tour beginning in late May and record an album of 
the tour. Plans for the album may be delayed because of pending litigation against 
some of the band members. As well as the lawsuit against Frey. Don Henley 
sued his record label (Geffen Records) last year claiming they have blacklisted him 
with other record companies. 

Irish singer Christy Moore is spearheading an effort to launch an Irish version 
of the Big Issue, a magazine for the homeless in Britain. Moore says he may put 
on a concert to fund the magazine, which is sold by the homeless and unem-
ployed people and also provides support services for them. Moore estimates it 
would take over $85,000 to launch the fish edition, which would sell for $1.43 an 
issue with 86 cents going to the vendors. 

George Jones s working on a new album of duets that will feature his former 
wife Tammy Wynette as well as Dolly Parton, Travis Triss, Vince Gill, 
Linda Ronstadt and Emmylou Harris. Jones and Wynette had several hit duets 
but have not recorded together since 1980. 

Michael Stipe lead singer of REM, says he's "happier now than I've ever been." 
REM are working on a new album and may play live again after a more than four 
year absence "We were physically, mentally, spiritually, emotionally spent," Stipe 
says "I thought I would never tour again. The idea to stop touring wasn't any strat-
egy, it was survival." 

The head of the company that makes Lemonheads candy says he's uncomfortable 
with Lemonheads lead singer Evan Dando's admissions that he's used drugs. 
Salvatore Ferrara, president of Ferrara Pan Candy, says he doesn't want to forbid 
the Lemonheads from using the name because that "could get the wrong people 
upset at you. They do have a following." Dando still throws Lemonheads candies 
at audience members during the band's shows. 

The U.S. Supreme Court has ruled that John Fogerty, former lead singer for 
Creedence Clearwater Revival can sue his old record company for almost 
$1 million in attorney fees. Fogerty had claimed that the copyright infringement 
lawsuit the company had filed against him was in bad faith, but the court ruled that 
it wasn't necessary to prove that point. The unanimous decision overturns lower 
court decisions, though the court rejected Fogerty's argument that successful 
copyright defendants should always be entitled to attorneys' fees. 

Arlo Guthrie says his role on the (ABC-TV) program "The Byrds Of Paradise" 
came about accidentally. Guthrie had appeared on a cable television show in 
California hosted by his friend Bill Rosenthal. "At the end of the cable show, he 
says, 'I hear you're doing a television show, congratulations.' Before I could say. 
'What are you talking about?' he signs off and the show ends," Guthrie says. A 
producer who saw the show called Guthrie a few weeks later and asked him to 
read for the part in "Byrds." Guthrie is working on an album with Pete Seeger 
that also features his children as musicians.

Music from the soundtrack to "Alladin" won in five categories at the 36th annual 
Grammy Awards, which were highlighted by Bono 's use of the f-word. "A Whole 
New World (Aladdin's Theme)" won the song of the year award for Alan Menken 
and Tim Rice, while Peabo Bryson and Regina Belle were honored for their 
duet of the song. Whitney Houston won three Grammys for music from "The 
Bodyguard," while "Bodyguard" producer David Foster won four Grammys. 
Sting's "If I Ever Lose My Faith In You" won for best pop vocal performance. Soul 
Asylum, Aerosmith, Meat Loaf, U2, Ozzy Osbourne and the Stone Temple 
Pilots won awards in rock categories. Meat Loaf won for best solo rock vocal per-
formance, while Aerosmith won for best rock performance by a duo or group. The 
Stone Temple Pilots' "Plush" won for best hard rock performance, and Ozzy 
Osbourne's"I Don't Want To Change The World" won for best metal performance. 
The Digable Planets won the best group rap award. while Dr. Dre won the 
Grammy for best rap solo performance. Toni Braxton was named best new artist. 
Dave Pirner won the songwriter award for best rock song for "Runaway Train." 
U2's 'Zooropa" was named best alternative music album. In accepting the award, 
Bono said, "I'd like to give a message to the young people of America. We shall 
continue to abuse our position and fuck up the mainstream." 8.8. King's "Blues 
Summit" was named best traditional blues album, while the Chieftains' "The 
Celtic Harp" was the best traditional folk album. Peter Gabriel's 'Steam" won the 
Grammy for best short-form music video. Curtis Mayfield received a special 
Legend award. Frank Sinatra was given a standing ovation when he received the 
Grammy Living Legend Award but his acceptance speech was cut from network 
television because of a commercial. Sinatra had been introduced by Bono as "living 
proof that God is a Catholic" and "a man who walks like America cocksure." A few 
dozen people gathered across from the ceremonies at Radio City Music Hall to 
protest the elimination of the best female solo rock vocal category. A group called 
Strong Women In Music organized the demonstration. "It's unbelievable in 1994 
that we're still having to put up with crap like that, said Breeders bass player 
Josephine Wiggs. "The Grammy categories are really stupid anyway," added 
Kim Gordon, bass player for Sonic Youth. "Ifs all beside the point." 

Steve McDonald says the new Red Kress album, "Phaseshifter," is their best. "I 
think the reason why is that Jeff (McDonald) and I produced it ourselves," he says. 
"It has always been a headache for us to work with producers. They always told us 
'no' a lot. So Jeff and I finally realized that we felt secure in our ideas, so we figured 
that we'd give it a shot.... We spent three weeks making the album, which allowed us 
to get more spontaneous performances out of the band — and allowed us to have 
fun making a record." 

Nick Heyward says he took the "cheap" route in recording his current album 
"From Monday To Sunday." He wrote all the songs, played and recorded all the 
instruments and mixed the LP by himself "That was the only way I knew to make 
the record I wanted to make," Heyward says.
