In the time since, Dave
programmed KGON’s hard rocking AM sister
KFXX, returned to Eugene to run KLCX and, fc
the last two-and-a-half years, has piloted
Henry Broadcasting’s KUFO and AM Alternati:
KBBT, “The Beat.” Now, please join me and
my cohort Spiro Phanos as we grill Dave on
everything from Mark and Brian to Sweaty
Nipples to rain gear....

How many umbrellas do you own?

Dave: | really just carry my Helmet hat, and that's
about it.

Can your staff afford to eat three meals a day?

Dave: They eat very well, even out at restaurants from
time to time.

What's the state of the local economy there
now?
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research that, though, over this time last year. We've
pretly much been in a state of constant 'sold out for
most of 1994, including the first quarter.

Go Dave Go!

Dave: Ii's been outrageous. When you talk about
things that effect the bottom line and lalk about things
that take up a Program Director’s time, especially when
I'm overseeing these two stations here, that's it.
Working in developing value-added promotions for the
sales department and managing that for our General
Manager here and interfacing with that department and
making these promotions work so they don't interfere
with programming but actually help the clients — | tell
ya, that takes up at least as much time as listening to
new music.

Are you doing less value-added stuff with the
economy rebounding, or as much as ever?

Dave: The radio business has really hurt itself by get-
ting itself into a position where every client now expects
a promotion with a time buy. You get to a point where
you have to say, ‘No," when you're facing a sold-out sit-
uation. But, for the most part, you still really need to
deliver that added value because everybody has come
lo expect it. It's gotten to the point where it's, Here's
your buy, but what am | getting out of it?" Ask any PD
out there and they'll tell you that’s one of the biggest
challenges of their job.

What sort of value-added stuff do you find
yourself doing the most?

Dave: It really varies. It has to come from the client.
We do on-site appearances with our prize patrol, we go
out and give away junk, but we don't do on-air broad-
casts from remote locations because the listeners hate
it. The clients come to us with their ideas and goals.
They will say, 'We want product sampling, we want
name awareness, we want in-store traffic, we want
image enhancement...” So we try to work with them and
develop promotions that accomplish those goals that
work for them and the radio station as well,
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Dave: It's on fire. Billing is up significantly, I'd have to

How long has KUFO been around?

Dave: KUFO signed on December 28, 1989, simulla-
neous to my starting at KFXX, KGON's AM sister sta-
tion. | had been doing afternoons and music at KGON,
and the PD, John Robbins, knew | was after my first PD
shot, so he encouraged me to go across the hall and
program the X.

Sounds like fun.

Dave: It was a blast. We played a lot of great rock, and
it really was like an electronic sandbox. | had fotal
autonomy. We had direct competition on the AM band
against Z-Rock, and Eric Anderson (my MD) and |
broke some bands and had a lot of fun.

Why did the X end up going sports?

Dave: What killed it was that Ackerley wanted Mariners
baseball on the X. That was a corporale decision that
came down, and the station went with it. You know how
baseball goes, you have games every friggin’ day.
Afternoon drive, we would segue from ‘Segk And
Destroy’ by Metallica into ‘And now...Mariners base-
balll’ That was the beginning of the end. So, eight
months into the gig, in August 1990, they made the
official switch to Sports Talk and then | was on the
beach.

Did the statlon do any billing to speak of?
Dave: We did some local billing, and some of the AE's
in the building cared about the X, but the pressure was
lo sell the FM.

Gosh, Dave, with all due respect, it doesn’t
sound like that was a real glg.

Dave: Was it a real gig for me? Yeah, it was. We had
a full air staff complete with a morning show.

Atter the X, you programmed KLCX in Eugene.

Glmme a thumbnall on that portion of your
resume.
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Dave: | was there for 18 months. We look that from a
classic-base AOR that played a lot of titles but was kind
of all over the place, and we honed it info a COR station
with a classic base.

Was KZEL still holding down the classic posi-
tion?

Dave: They are now, but at the time, KZEL was not as
clearly positioned. They were playing a lot of new
music, too many different styles and their airstaff had
been around for awhile. They were basically pretty aver-
age at the time. Since then, they have improved and
really focused their position. When I got there we decid-
ed that, ‘Gosh, if we rock and if we deliver something
that sounds different, we can win.” So we produced the
station up big-time and lalked over the records, most of
which were up-tempo. We did really well.

Do Portiand and Eugene have much in com-
mon?

Dave: There are a few similarities, but not a whole lot.
Eugene doesn't even show up in the Portland TSA num-
bersatall. As a malter of fact, an interesting article just
came out saying Eugene was going to be one of the top
10 hottest economic boom towns of the ‘0.

Based on what?

Dave: Based upon the diversification of their economy
and the influx of new immigrants from California and
other stales. Plus, there’s new industry, including a
major computer company that's relocating from San
Jose.

Sounds like a serious contrast from the way
things were when you were there.

Dave: Yeah, in the late 80s the economy sucked.
Actually, there still are a lot of long-time Eugene resi-
dents that don't have...

...Rumning wates, inside plumbing?

Dave: Yeah, there isn't much that is cosmopolitan
about Eugene. And you could make that statement
about parts of Portland, too.

1 did hear a recent first-hand report that people
in your market are still wearing stone washed
jeans, Dave. Would you substantiate that for
our readers?

Dave: There are Birkenstocks and stone washed jeans,
yes. lcantdeny it

Do you make an effort to program to that ele-
ment?

Dave: Not really. | don' deliberately try to program
lowards any particular life group. We're after people who
like rock music. We don't go for yuppies or affluent
urbanites or college kids. We don' target socio-eco-
nomically, we just larget attitudinaly towards music, |
guess. The conslant at ‘UFQO is the expectation that when
people punch in, they are going to get Van Halen,
AC/DC and Led Zeppelin.

What'’s Jeff Salgo’s role at the station?

Dave: Jeff is the fix-it man for Henry Broadcasting. He
has the unique ability to go to our different stations with-
in the company and make format changes or adjust-
ments and get stations up and running. He's been very
successful at that. He put KUFO on and got it estab-
lished, all the while wearing three hats — PD, Corporate
VP of Programming and General Manager. When the
time came for a full-time, on-site PD, he made me the
offer. | was thrilled to come back to Portland. | really
admired what KUFO was doing. | knew Jeff was winning
and the station was doing well because | was here when
itall started.

How long did it take KUFO to get their spurs
into KGON?

Dave: It was fairly immediate, just a couple of quarters.
I would say that within two books, the 18-34 erosion
had really taken shape.
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And how did KGON respond initially?

Dave: My opinion is that, on a corporate level, KGON
was somewhal confused. PD John Robbins had the
incredible challenge of keeping Ackerlee
Communications happy, yet he didn't have the tools
from corporate or a definitive agenda from National PD
Rick Scolt. So, I think that the station, because it didn’t
have a game plan in mind, didn’t react very well. What
it did was lry to trade on its heritage, which really isn’t
worth a shit when someone is a/b'ing befween two sta-
lions. KUFQ came on sounding like a new and fresh
oplion. We were more contemporary and bright
sounding, while KGON at that time sounded a bit tired
and out of sorts. At about that point, the station repo-
Sitioned itself as classic, deciding to play Cat Stevens
instead of rock, and that pretty much killed them for a
while. They have since done a very commendable job
of positioning themselves as a prelly good classic rock
Slation.

They are rocking harder?

Dave: They're not so much rocking harder as they are
filling the expectation of a classic rock station. They
don’t play AC/DC or Scorpions, but they do play a lot
of Led Zeppelin, The Doors and The Who.

How does the market currently shake out rat-
ings wise?

Dave: KUFO is dominant in 18-34, with KGON doing
very well 25+ men and #1 25-54 men. KUFQ is #1 18-
49 men.

Do the two stations get in each other’s way
very much demo wise?

Dave: KUFQ is an 18-34 formatted and largeted sta-
tion and KGON is 25-44 targel, so there is that overlap
there in the middle. The stations are really serving two
different contingencies in Portland.

it’s pretty amazing that KINK is #1 25-54 isn’t
it?

Dave: That's what happens every winter — AOR goes
down and the Softer AC slations go up. We're seging a
real head-to-head country battle right now, with KUPL
and KWJJ very close. In the rock arena, KGON is sit-
lingata6.5and KUFOis at a 6.7 25-54 12+ KGON is
5.0and KUFO is 6.3

So, in spite of recent comments from Russ
Mottia and Kurt St. Thomas, the state of AOR
in Portland looks very healthy.

Dave: In relation to the other formats in Portland, AOR
is doing great. Portland, you have to realize, is a very
unfragmented market. It's got two country stations, so
there is a little bit of fragmentation there, but otherwise
it's a classic rock, an AOR, a couple of AC’s, a news
lalk and Alternative KBBT. It's not like we've got a
mainstream AOR and a classic rock and a COR station
and an Alternative all on FM.

To the listener, KUFO would be perceived as
overtly more of a COR station while KGON is
clearly a classic rock station. Would catego-
rize KINK as an AC and not a Triple A?

Dave: No, | would not call them a Triple A because
they don't play the breadth of artists that a Triple A-for-
malted station does. They are very Sappy in a lot of
ways, which isnt necessarily bad — that’s just who
they are and what they are.

Do you think they are vulnerable to straight
Triple A given the amount of NAC stuff they
play?

Dave: | don't know. If you brought a true Triple A into
Portland, you would have a real challenge trying to get
some decent cash flow to be able to justify the over-
head it takes to do that. The Triple A format takes such
a long time to become established and get its niche.

Do you think that KINK has it pretty much
nailed down?
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Dave: Again, musically, | would never call it a Triple
A. They just play too much light-poppy jazz and Kenny
G. for my taste. | may be wrong. There might be room
for a real AAA station, if you were the right operator,
and you had the time to develop the station. Knowing
some of the ownership in this town, | don't see any-
body being able to make that kind of move because of
the overhead that would be involved in turning the cor-
ner.

Can you personally listen to KINK?

Dave: From time to time, if | want to fall asleep. |
usually listen to CDs at home. 'l listen to news/talk
on the radio. |listen to The Beat, which | like a lot. |
might scan info country every now and then.

Certainly you’re aware that you are consid-
ered one of the hardest to promote guys in the
country.

Dave: Yeah, | guess so.
Why do you think people think that?

Dave: The thing | try to do is at least be accessible
and give people feedback on records. If that means
that I am hard to promote, then fine. In terms of those
people that | talk to about records, | guess they might
feel that way because | am really prelty picky. It's got to
be a really great song. Even ifit's Top 10 BDS, | won't
play itif | don't think it's a great song.

One of your local reps commented, ‘You know,
Dave seems so sweet when he tells me to go
to hell.” When you are not giving the labels
nearly what they want, what’s the key to
maintaining a healthy rapport with them?

Dave: | don't know if | am answering your question,
but it's really irritating when people take it personally
when you don't play their fuckin’ records. I really don't
understand that. | don't lake it personally when they
come to town and beat me up on something. That's
their job. My job is to play the best things that | can for
KUFO and for our audience. Also, I think it's of the
utmost importantance lo try to be as straight forward
with people as you can be. | really try to do that.
Sometimes it's easier with some people than others.
Some people are very receplive to hearing what your
opinion is on a record and others give you alphabet
Soup and stats that you don't care at all about. | will
admit to having lost some patience from time to time
because it gets to a point where they're not hearing you
anyway. You can say all you want, but they just don't
hear it because they don't want fo. And a lot of times,
especially in terms of my local reps, | understand the
pressure these people are under. So, !/ try to be as
accessible and honest and straight forward with them
about records as | can be.

Let’s talk about Lenny Kravitz’ ‘Are You Gonna
Go My Way.’ You were the only PD in the
country who didn’t play that record, or so says
Jeffrey Naumann.

Dave: | just thought that it was a repetitive, annoying
retro-sounding record. | didn't think it fit with the
sound of KUFO. Call it what you will, but a lot of our
library, at least early on, was kind of corporale Sound-
ing. We're now evolving to the point where
Soundgarden and Sugartooth are cool currents for us,
and that's a step forward musically. It's a lot more hon-
est too. Butat the time, I thought (and still think) that
‘Are You Gonna Go My Way'is a very average song. |
threw it into some call out — which I cant say is really
the most fair shot for the record because | didn't play it
— but when we lested it, we didn't see anything on it.

I don't think that | got hurt by not playing it. It's not like
it was a Van Halen or AC/DC record. But, on the other
hand, | always like to find the hits. That's my biggest
goal in life when I'm looking for music, is to find a hit
record. I'm not looking for ‘Oh, this is kind of cool, let's
lry itout." Maybe it would be cool, but ultimately | am
looking for records that | can play a year from now. So
that, | guess, is part of the answer to your earlier ques-
tion as to why | am perceived as so difficult to promolte.
It's because we are very picky. Then, when we go with
arecord, the BDS is there. We give the record the
spins, and we really try to hold onto the record for a
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number of weeks. As a matter of fact, DeMers
Programming did a little research overview comparing
AOR, COR, and Alternative — basically all formatted
stations in the country — by current rolations and cur-
rent playlist. KUFO showed up in two categories. We
showed up as one of the stations with the smallest
number of currents at 22 current titles per day, which
was pretly low. | think that WXRT in Chicago was num-
ber one with 73, and we were one of the lowest with 22,
but we had the heaviest current rotation at 2.86 piays
per day. So, we take those records that we like and we
play them.

How much of the perception of you being a
tough head has to do with Jeff Salgo’s poli-
cies?

Dave: That may be a carry over. One reason he hired
me to be PD is because we share the philosophy of
having a tight radio station. | think anybody you talk to
who worked with me at KLCX will tell you that | was the
same way there.

Is there a relationship between your pickiness
and your consistently high ratings?

Dave: Sure. | think being ultra-discerning is the most
important thing that a PD can do for a music station. |
don't understand the idea of adding a lot of records and
moving them through the system really quickly and
then dropping them. You just don't give your audience
enough time to hear them and that's nothing new, there
is no revelation to that theory. Maybe | just lake itto a
further extreme than some people, but | really like to be
right about records. When people turn on your radio
station, that's what they judge it on. There are other
things as well — your production, your attitude, your
personality, your community image and all that, but
song-to-song is how you win, and | really believe in
laking that lo the nth degree.

Can you give me an example of something that
you did decide to get behind early?

Dave: Candiebox. We hit ‘Change’ out of the box on
the Candlebox project and did very well with that. We
pounded it for 22 weeks, and it did extremely well. In
fact 1 understand that as of today they have sold over
9,000 records here in Portland, which is more than San
Francisco and Los Angeles have sold on the record.
We played ‘Change’ for 22 weeks, and then it went
recurrent and we have been on 'You' for 16 weeks. We
made a commitment to that project because we really
liked it. It's not like some grunge thing or alternative
thing or metal thing, it's just a great rock record and it
really fit perfectly for us. It was very memorable, the
band was solid, the label supported us, and everything
fell into place.

In a situation where you’ve banged the first
two tracks, would you give the third song the
benefit of the doubt even if you didn’t like it
quite a much as the first two?

Dave: No, | don't give people the benefit of the doubt
on songs. | will definitely pay more aftention to an artist
who we've had success with in the past. For instance,
I'm very apprehensive about the new Cry Of Love single
Too Cold In The Winter." | just don't think that is a
KUFO record. | think it's a little too bluesy, and it
sounds kind of like a Bonnie Raitt record in the begin-
ning. | don't feel the third track is right for us. Another
track we did very well with, for example, is Blue Murder,
which is a pretty corporate-sounding hard rock, straight
ahead kind of thing. "We All Fall Down'is the one that
we've been playing. We added it back in January when
we were going nuts trying to find something good to
play. We got that on an advance CD sampler from
Geffen and really dug it, so we went on it a month early.
That's done very well. We're still on it 13 weeks later
and we have it in heavy rolation. With respect to being
unpromotable or tight or whatever, | think there is that
misperception, ‘Well, you're not going to add it until it's
aTop 5, which is really not the case. We add a lot of
things out of the box, a lot of things early, and we don't
add a lot of things that go to #1. That just has to do
with the fit, and how they work on the radio station.
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But don’t you get to the point with some
tracks — ‘Low’ by Cracker being the best cur-
rent example — where your continued resis-
tance causes more political blowback than
any risk inherent in actually playing the
record? After all, ‘Low’ is one of the top-test-
ing recurrents on the street.

Dave: Well, as a matter of fact, | am spinning the
record. | put it in two weeks ago. | didn't report it
because it didn't seem to matter at this point, but | am
playing it and the reason that I'm playing t, as you said,
is because it has really becoming a real strong recur-
rent record. The reason that | didn't play it before now
s that it just didn't fit with what we do. It's really hard
to imagine going from Dio into ‘Low’ info ‘Somebody
Get Me A Doctor’ by Van Halen. That's a real strefch
for the sound of our station and what the audience
really expects. We have people here who worship at
the altar of Judas Priest and AC/DC and Van Halen,
and things that sound a little poppy or a little new wavy,
for the lack of a better description, really come under
intense listener scrutiny. I've had a real hard time with
Alternative artists here. I'm really trying not to niche
these bands as Alternative or whatever, but things that
aren’t basically hard-rock-quitar-riff-based are the
hardest for us to deal with. But when it becomes a hit,
1 really try to address it. So I'm giving Cracker a shot,
and if it doesn't do well over the next few weeks, then |
will yank it. But as of right now, it sounds okay and |
think it will work.

You’ve been quoted as saying that retail
doesn’t really matter much to you.

Dave: Notalot | mean, it's interesting if | find out
that Candlebox has sold 9,000 pieces in Portland. | go
‘Well, that's cool," but it's not going to make me add
'Far Behind' or whatever the new single is. I'l add it
because it's a really good song and it fits the radio sta-
tion. White Zombie sold a decent amount of records,
but | just didn't feel it was a record that we needed fo

play.

Can you recall some instances where you’d
been getting slammed #1 or #2 selling rock
records that you never played?

Dave: The last U2 record we never touched. | under-
stood that was a number one seller in Portiand for sev-
eral weeks, but we never touched it. There was just no
way | could play that on KUFO between Van Halen and
whalever.

So, was the heat generated from that intense?

Dave: | think Sky has gotten over it but, yeah, they
were a little insistent there for a while. 1 just tried to
explain to him why that band just didn't work. We
don't play the artist, let alone a softer experimental
record that was not very radio accessible.

I’ve heard that you tend not to get involved
with shows or events unless they’re of the
Guns ‘N Roses stature. Is that true?

Dave: That's not true at all. We get involved with
every show that comes into town, especially on the
Beat. We do tons of promotions at Laluna with the
focal concert promoters and the Beat is involved is
everything. We're very active on that front. As far as
‘UFO goes, we did a New Year's Eve concert with
Candlebox and sold the place out. Yeah, we have got-
ten involved with the bigger shows like Van Halen and
Guns ‘N Roses when they've come to town, but we also
did a benefit AIDS concert with the Lovemongers. |
guess the differentiation is that we're not in the concert
promotion business. Even if you get 2,000 people at a
concert hall or even 10,000, our cume is a quarter of a
million people, so 10,000 is a very small fraction of
your cume. Now, granted, those are people who prob-
ably listen to your station and there is value lo having a
presence at these shows, and there is value to
acknowledging them on the air and being a source of
information for these shows. I'm totally into that but,
but I'm not in the business of selling concert tickets. |
try to support clients that spend money on the radio
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station and sometimes those are concert promolers.
I've tried to support the bands when they come through,
{oo. 1think it's important for our listeners and to our
format to develop artists, but its not my job to sell con-
cert tickets. I'm not going to jump over backwards and
give 30,000 dollars of free promotional value to a con-
cert promoler just because | want the record industry to
think I'm cool.

You are one of the Iast people that | would
think a record label would feel comfortable
with in coming to you with a baby band and
attempting to induce you with a show or time
buy or some other sort of direct incentive like
that. What are your thoughts about the fact
that that’s pretty much status quo in our
industry at this point?

Dave: | think a lot of the industry is very self-driven,
self-oriented. A lot of times when a record company
comes to you with a project, it's because they want to
bring the band through town and they want the slation
to do a presence on it. That's fine, there’s nothing
wrong with that. | want to develop bands, too. I don't
want this to sound like | don't give a shit about break-
ing their acts because | need new hits all the time.
That's why I'm playing bands like Sugartooth. |want to
break some acts but, again, it is not as important to me
as itis the label. It's much more important for me fo
help my general manager with cash flow than for it is to
sell a low-dough show for 500 peaple. So, I try to stay
focused on that. Whenever there is an opportunity {o
do something that works for the radio station, I'm lolal-
ly up for doing it

Did you find Sugartooth, which you’re obvious-
ly high on, or did Geffen come to you on it?

Dave: Their local rep Susie Tennant told me about it
early on, and | know it's a pretly decent priority at least
for Geffen.

What it is about the sound of that record that
makes it so perfect for what you’re doing?

Dave: It's guitar-based, it has a hook and it sounds
really honest. A lot of music I hear out right now
comes from an honest attitude, Soundgarden probably
being the best current example. It's a really strong
record. It's very straight forward. | think Sugartooth is
one of those bands, maybe not on the Soundgarden
level, but important nonethess. There's a changing of
the guard taking place out there and I think the funda-
mental underlying elements are a certain amount of
honesly and credibility. I'm talking about music that's
artist-driven, not producer-driven or rofling out of A&R
departments a Ia ‘Here dress up like this and let's do
this slick video and get you out there.” | think that's
why the alternalive format is doing so damn well.

What is the local music scene like there? Is
there anything going on?

Dave: There is a lot going on in the blues scene.
Do you support anything locally?

Dave: We've done some stuff but, no,  couldn’t go
outand make a case that KUFO is a big supporter of
local music.

Do ever run into Mindy Ross or any of the
other members of Quarterflash when you’re
hanging out at Eckerds?

Dave: No, but we run into Carol Mack from time to
time. Bill Prescott, our morning guy, likes lo play
around with the local musicians, and he has his own
rock band, Alloy, up here. He's great, and he's even
played with Mr. Big and some other national acts.

That’s not because he can play. It’s becavse
he and Eric are friends. Guitar playing aside,
he’s a very talented air personality.

Dave: Prescolt is awesome, he's incredibly funny. He
is such a natural talent.
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It wasn’t so nice of him to dump all that music
back in your lap, but hey...

Dave: Bill is still involved in listening to music with
me, he just doesn’t have the need lo take calls. That's
okay, | would much rather have him concentrate on
fighting Mark and Brian than talking with record pro-
molers.

What'’s your take on Mark & Brian?

Dave: They came in June, so we are about ten months
in, and they have really started to develop their niche.
They had a great fall book. | have to acknowledge that
they have done really well there. They really helped
carry the station. | think KGDN is picking up some
added cume because of the sampling of the morning
show. | think that Mark & Brian are kind of like a Soap
opera where you have to invest, as a listener, a certain
amount of time before you get it. If you tune in and try
{o hear a joke within three, four, five minutes, it really
doesnt work. You need to be a part of the on going bits
that they do. Sometimes they are hilarious, other times
they bore the hell out of me.

Meanwhile Prescott gets in and out and he’s funny in
30 seconds or less and that really works for what we do
in the morning. We play a ton of music, frequently 10-
11 songs an hour,

Spiro: Is the Beat paying its own way?
Dave: The Beat is supporting itself
Spiro: Who staffs it?

Dave: Dur KUFD midday guy, Troy Daniels, is the
assistant Program Director. This gives him a chance to
work with the music industry and to assist with the pro-
gramming of The Bea. It really helps out a lot because
doing the two stations takes a long time. DOne of the
things going on here at KUFD and KBBT, which | think
is part of a bigger industry trend, is programmers over-
seeing a couple of stations with different formats.

We're not in a duopoly situation, but many operators
are, and | think that the ongoing challenge for program-
mers now is lo be able to market themselves with own-
ers and managers as being people that can wear more
than one hat. Delegaling tasks and maintaining quality
control over the product isn't the newest concept in the
world, but that ability will become much more impor-
tant for programmers within the next five years.

Spiro: What'’s your time breakdown between
KUFO and KBBT?

Dave: | spend about 60/40.
Spiro: How long has the Beat been on?

Dave: ['ve been doing it since a year ago September,
and the station was on the air for about two years before
that.

Spiro: You must get innundated with product
and calls.

Dave: It gets a little overwhelming from time to time.
These days the fax really helps, and ! try to encourage
peaple to fax. 1 like to talk to people too, but it gels
overwhelming from time to time.

Spiro: How big is the signal?

Dave: I's 5,000 watts daytime and night, and currently
we are trending at a 1.6 share 12+ and we're about a 3
1/2 18-34. It's not really a ratings player as much as it
is lifestyle largeted. Whether you drive a BMW or a
Saab, or you ride around on a skateboard, if you're into
the music, you're into the music.

Spiro: So you kind of look at it Ilke KUFO’s kid
brother?

Dave: Yeah, it's a great match up. We have two for-
mats that serve the same demographic, just different
aspects of it

Spiro: You try not to overlap musically.
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Dave: | don'ttry atall, | just let it fall where it does.
There are several acts that have crossed over — more
in the rock arena, like Pear! Jam, Nirvana, Alice In
Chains, Soundgarden and Tool, to name a few — that
we play on both stations. But there are plenty that we
don'.

Spiro: What does it take to get a record on
The Beat? The playlist is really tight.

Dave: Significant BDS on a number of stations on the
west coast.

Spiro: Who in particular?

Dave: We look at the End, Live 105, 91X, KRDQ.
Those are the main players on the West Coast that we
use which are doing well. We don't have the benefit of
doing research for The Beat, so we really try to play it
safe. It's just real important to listen to the music and
use your own ears and really judge what works for
yourself.

Spiro: You lean away from some of the danci-
er stuff, right?

Dave: No, we're really not a dancey station at all
There is some dancey stuff that we play, like Erasure,
but it's much more rock oriented.

Spiro: What kind of problem does Automation
present, or does it?

Dave: No, it doesnt We can use the jocks to make
the Automation sound very tight. The way that the sys-
tem is set up now it's a little difficult to do music talk
overs. We can do it, but it's challenging. We run our
music through the Audisk system, and it's allowed us to
do the formal. We couldn't afford to make money with
an AM music format. We would have to have a full-time
slaff in there on board all the time. You just can't do
that

Spiro: Any plans to get live jocks?

Dave: It wouldn't be cost effective for us. We are live,
just a little ahead of time. Some people dis’ the
automation aspect, but the cool thing about it is that it
really gives us the ability to do this format in Portiand
and provide it for our listeners. It allows us to keep our
overhead on an AM music station low enough that we
can actually do the format. Doing music on AM is not
your first choice. If you had another option, would you
listen to AM?

Spiro: What about interviews? Do you do any
live things like that?

Dave: Pretty much no, our listeners don't care about
inferviews. We're really just trying to jam the music. |
figure if people are going to come to an AM signal fo
hear the music, then you ought to deliver on that
Dromise.

Spiro: How heavy is your street presence for
your AM?

Dave: We do more promolions for The Beat than we
do at UFD. We are involved with every show from
every artist on our playlist when they come to town.
And we ge! a ton of them — Sarah McLachian, Afghan
Whigs, Urge Overkill, Pavement, NIN, INXS, Green Day,
etc.

Spiro: Do you ever envision an FM signal for
the alternative thing?

Dave: | don't see any FM players in the market right
now who are going to make that move, but | could be
surprised tomorrow. We haven't seen it happen and |
don't anticipate it right now, but I'm sure that the time
will come.

Spiro: Have you thought about it much?
Dave: Well, we don't have an FM and there’s nobody

really selling in this market. It's not a market of sellers
right now.

Spiro: How heavy is your recurrent to library
ratio.

Dave: We're 60% recurrent and 40% library based.
There’s a lot of great music coming out. The coolest
thing about Alternative is that you can play everything
from an artist like Milla to ‘Wicked Garden’ by STP, and
it works.

Spiro: How heavy is your contact with the
Alternative side?

Dave: Not as heavy as | would like. No, let me change
that, so | don't get innundated. I'm just not able fo be
as in contact with as many reps on the Alternative side
as | would like. There are just not enough hours in the
day. Troy Daniels is developing relationships with the
record community and is that liason for us.

Spiro: Is there much variation in the way the
station sounds from daytime to night?

Dave: No, we dont daypart at all.

Spiro: What about the local scene, do you sup-
port that at all?

Dave: No. Ifyou had a choice between playing Alice
In Chains or Greenday or playing a local band that
played for 20 people at a club downtown, which would
you play? But, in fairness, there are some decent
Alternative artists in Portland.

Spiro: Like who?

Dave: | think Sweaty Nipples are really cool, but |
think that the EP that they put out a couple of months
ago wasn't really what we were looking for. It was justa
little too experimental. The one song about masturbat-
ing was really kind of funny and musically cool, but |
couldnt air it. 1 actually understand that they are in the
studio working on something new.

Spiro: In keeping with Bill’s earlier comments,
I'm told The Beat is just as tough an add as
KUFO. Do you agree?

Dave: Yeah. Some people would say, It's just an AM,
what are you so picky about?” Well, that's like saying
that just because it's an AM it means that we don't give
a shit about it and that the music doesn't need to be as
good as it does on any other format. That's bullshit.
We're just very finicky. We think the music has to be
really good, and | don't think there’s anything wrong
with that

Spiro: Do you have any kind of birthday bash
or anything like that where you ask for support
from labels?

Dave: We haven', yel. The station is getting much
more promotionally active. We may be doing some fun
things this summer, but we're still working on them. |
am finding the labels to be very supportive, and they
have been great. There is not a single label out there
that has not supported us in helping to break artists
and doing things that make sense for their bands.
Every time we have asked them they have said, ‘Yes." |
think the labels, the Alternalive departments in particu-
lar, have been very supportive of us. They really have
not been dicks telling us ‘Well, you haven' played my
record so I'm not gonna..." They ve always been there to
support the music. 1 really respect that.

Spiro: Do you think that’s a big difference
between the Alternative people and the main-
stream?

Dave: | would say that the Alternative departments are
very willing to break new artists and to heip support
radio stations that play their music. They are over-
whelmingly supportive of that.

Aerosmith won in seven categories at the Eighth Annual Boston Music Awards.
The band was named act of the year and outstanding rock band and won awards
for album of the year, while “Livin’ On The Edge” won for single of the year, out-
standing song and video. Singer Steven Tyler was named outstanding male
vocalist. Belly won for debut album of the year for “Star.” Aimee Mann, for-
merly of 'Til Tuesday, was named best female vocalist. The Story was named
the top lolk-acoustic act, while the duo’s “The Angel In The House" won for top
folk-acoustic album. The Pat Metheny Group was named (op jazz act, and its
“The Road To You" won for top jazz album. Pat Metheny was inducted into the
Boston Music Awards Hall of Fame.

Three sold-out Merrissey concerts in Los Angeles and New York have been post-
poned because the band was ‘not rehearsed to Morrissey's satistaction,” according
to his manager. The April 8 concert at the Olympic Auditorium in Los Angeles has
been poslponed until September 30. The April 11 and 12 concerts scheduled for
Carnegie Hall in New York have been rescheduled to September 19 and 20.

Harmonica player Sugar Blue, who played the riff on the Rolling Stones’ ‘Miss
You," has included his own version of the song on his new album “Blue Blazes” (on
Alligator Records). The LP also includes versions of Willie Bixon's ‘Back Door
Man" and Sonny Boy Williamson's "Help Me," as well as two Blue originals.

Three researchers say there’s a correlation between heavy-metal music and Sui-
cide among young adulls. Writing in the journal Suicide & Life- Thréalening
Behavior, they say they found higher suicide rates in areas where the magazine
Metal Edge had a higher circulation. The professors, from Wayne State, Auburm
and Michigan universities, looked at each state’s suicide rates for those in the 15-
24 age bracket. “Our findings suggest that the greater extent of the heavy melal
subculture, the greater the youth suicide rate,” they write. *Heavy melal music is
marked by relatively high levels of alienation and despair... Themes of ¢haos
reflect suicidogenic conditions already present in its audience. * However, the
authors say metal music doesn't cause suicides. “We contend t'rat the lyrics
themselves are not the immediale cause of the suicidal behavior, but that they fall
on the ears of an adolescent who is already — because of home family and
school problems — a moderate or even high risk for suicide.” The researchers
were Steven Slack, director of the criminal justice program at Wayre Stale in
Detroit; Auburn sociology professor Jim Gundlach; and mass communications
professor Jimmie Reeves of the Universily of Michigan.

Two new books claim that Brian Jones was murdered a month after he left the
Rolling Stones in 1969. A coroner ruled that Jones drowned in his swimming
pool “while under the influence of alcoho! and drugs.” But Paint It Black: The
Murder of Brian Jones by Geoffrey Giuliano and Who Killed Christopher Robin2
by Terry Rawlings both restate the claim that Jones was killed by London builder
Frank Thorogood, who was renovating Jones' home. In an article in The (London)
Mail on Sunday about the new book, Thorogood's daughter is quoted as saying
her father wasn't capable of murder. “Dad was not an aggressive man, | never saw
him lose his temper and he thought the world of Brian. People have said he was
jealous of Brian and didn't get on with him, but that's nonsense.” Excerpts of the
Rawlings book published in the News Of The World newspaper say Thorogood
made a confession on his death-bed to longtime friend Tom Keylock, a road
manager for the Stones when Jones died. Keylock quotes Thorogood as saying,
“It was me that did Brian. | just finally snapped. It just happened. That's all there
is to it.” Giuliano’s book is based on a lape recording of an unidentified person
who was at Jones' house the night he died. The witness says a man named
“Frank" started dunking Jones in the waler at the end of a party in a bit of horse-
play and was then joined by the unidentified witness. “When he died it was
S0...easy. We didn't even know he was dead....We pushed him under for the last
lime and he just didn't fight,"” Giuliano quotes the witness as saying.

Some Grateful Dead fans got a dose of pepper gas as police tried to calm a
crowd storming a concert at the Orlando Arena after it had begun. Several hun-
dred fans rushed past barricades and pressed against the glass doors to the
arena. There were no problems inside the 15,000-seat arena. Band spokesman
Dennis McNally blames the incident on a group that spent the afternoon getting
drunk at a nearby lake. “Everybody was sitting around the lake drinking beer all
afternoon and a number of local kids, obviously not Deadheads, decided at that
lime to harass the police,” McNally says. “As a result, the police eventually
reached the point where they felt called upon to respond with tear gas, and | don't
blame them.” The band had canceled a show the previous night because of the
iliness of a family member.

Former Gang Of Four and Shriekback member Dave Allen has launched a
new solo project called the Elastic Pure Joy.

After six years of performing acoustically, guitarist John McLaughlin is back
with an electric band called the Free Spirits. The group includes drummer
Dennis Chambers and organist Joe DeFrancesco.
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The Cruel Sea won in four categories at the Australian Recording Industry
Awards, given out in Sydney. The band won awards for best group and best sin-
gle, best album and Australian song of the year for “The Honeymoon Is Over."
Tony Cohen was named Producer of the Year for his work with the Cruel Sea. The
Badloves won in threg categories — best new talent, best debut single (“Lost")
and best debut album (“Get On Board"). John Farnham won the award for high-
est selling album, while INXS won for Best Australian video for “The Gift." Ed
Kuepper's “Serene Machine” was named best independent release, while You
Am I's “Sound As Ever” was named best alternative release. Wendy Matthews
won the ARIA for best female performer while Diesel won for best male per-
former. Men At Work were inducted into the ARIA Hall of Fame.

Love & Rockets have just finished work on a new album (for American
Records), their first in over three years. Drummer Kevin Haskins says the LP,
coming out in the summer, is more techno-oriented. The band has even begun
Work on a follow-up which Haskins says will be “more of a folk album.”

Tickets to all 61 dates on Meat Loaf’s upcoming tour were put on sale the same
day and advertised through a national campaign — instead of the usual pattern
of staggered sales in different cities. A $1 million advertising campaign includes
advertisements on “Saturday Night Live,” “The Late Show With David Letterman”
and in USA Today, and another $1 million will be spent in local media. Ben Liss,
executive director of the North American Concert Promoters Association says
“the jury is out” on this type of national approach. For the Meat Loaf tour,
Ticketmaster is issuing tickets that include a coupon for a $2 discount on Meat
Loal’s current album.

Stickering a quole from Kurt Cobain of Nirvana on the new Meat Puppets
record, “Too High To Die," hasn't gone without criticism. “My brother got a
phone call from sume kid," says guitarist and vocalist Curt Kirkwood. “And he
goes, Ireally like the album but it's weird to see 14 years of integrity go down
the tubes with that little sticker.’ But hey, it's the least of my worries that the label
has gimmicky ways of selling our band. We think it's kinda cute.”

Tickels for the Eagles’ reunion tour went quickly when they were put on sale. A
total of 9,400 tickets were sold in the first two minutes for four shows at the lrvine
Meadows Amphitheatre in Southern California. Within an hour and a half, over
85,000 tickets had been sold. Three more dales were added in the San Francisco
area affer ticket sales “went through the roof,” a promoler says.

Even though Sheryl Crow go! her start as a backing vocalist for artists like
Michael Jackson and Rod Stewart, she doesn't recommend it as a way to
sltarta musical career. “Really, at the end of the day, for the amount of work ['ve
done, | think being a background singer does more harm,” Crow says. “It does so
little for your credibility as an artist, that sometimes it sets you back. At least for
me. it probably slowed down my artist career a little bit.” Crow has been Steadily
{ouring since August and is currently opening for Crowded House on their tour.
Crow’s song “What | Can Do For You" is about entertainment executives who use
Sex as a weapon against new artists. “When people have the ability to make
someone’s career happen, there's going lo be that weird templation fo hang a car-
rot in front of somebody's nose,” Crow says. ‘It may not be as prevalent now
because affitudes have changed, but in the first years of my life (in Los Angeles)
it was an everyday occurence, from a comment to an attitude.”

Shaun Murphy is the new lead singer for Little Feat, replacing Craig Fuller,
a former member of Pure Prairie League who had been with Little Feat since
1985. Murphy is a former backing vocalist for Eric Clapton, Bob Seger, John
Hiatt, Bruce Hornsby and Glenn Frey.

The Grateful Dead have fired producer and engineer Dan Healy, who's been
mixing the band'’s sound in concert for 22 years. Healy's been replaced on East
Coast dales by John Cutler, who's worked on some of Jerry Garcia’s projects.
“Dan has been a friend to the band since 1966," says Dead spokesman Dennis
McNally. “In the 22 years that he handled the house mix for them, he set the
standard for concert sound. All | know is that his departure was a band decision.
Maybe they just wanted a new set of ears.”

4 Non Blondes have recorded a version of "Misty Mountain Hop" for the
upcoming Led Zeppelin covers album. The track features guitarist Dave
Navarro of the Red Hot Chili Peppers and formerly of Jane’s Addiction.
The LP reportedly will include other tracks by the Stone Temple Pilots,
Lenny Kravitz and Tesla.

Indigenous Australian band Yothu Yindi are trying to preserve 40,000-year-old
Aboriginal culture in their music. “We always want to have balance with our music
between the Yolngu and other Weslern ways so that the two correspond and
appreciate one another,"” says lead singer Mandawuy Yunupingu. “We try to
create a fusion, an interface from modern lo traditional, from present to past.” The
band has just released a new album called Iribal Voice (on Hollywood Records).
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Craig Chaquico of Jefferson Starship plans a second acoustic guitar album,
following the success of his Acoustic Highway last year. He's asking Grace
Slick to sing on one of the tracks.

Copies of Nirvana’s In Uterg sold at K-Mart or Wal-Mart have the track “Rape
Me" listed as “Waif Me" on the album cover. The chains reportedly refused to
stock the album unless the change was made. The CD itself remains unchanged.
A Nirvana spokesman says the band “wants the record in K-mart.” Meanwhile,
Beck’s “Mellow Gold" has some lyrics “electronically blurred” on copies of
albums sent to conservative stores.

Jazz label Verve Records is celebrating its 50th anniversary this year. There will
be an all-star concert at Carnegie Hall in New York to celebrate Verve, founded by
Norman Granz.

John Lydon’s autobiography, Botten: No Irish. No Blacks. No Dogs, is just out
in the U.S. In the book, Lydon calls former Sex Pistols manager Malcolm
MeclLaren “poxy scum” and says the late Sid Vicious *was so embarassing that
| kept as far away from him as I could.”

Smashing Pumpkins will have an album of rare tracks and b-sides out this fall.
Itwill include tracks released only in Europe and one of the band’s first singles.

Robin Trower is producing a new album from Bryan Ferry. Unlike last year’s
Taxi covers album, this Ferry LP will be of original material. Meanwhile, Trower
has an album called 20th Century Blues coming out on his own (V12 Records)
label in May.

The soundtrack to Major League Il will include tracks from Jimmie Vaughan,
Stevie Ray Vaughan, Lyle Lovett, Albert King, Little Feat and
Maurice John Vaughn. Street date for the soundtrack album is Aprif 19.
Included in the soundtrack are Jimmie Vaughan's “Boom Bapa Boom" and
Stevie Ray Vaughan's “The House Is Rockin" and “Bude Mood." X have con-
tributed a cover of “Wild Thing" along with a version called “Wild Thing '94."

Colin James plans to begin work on a fourth studio album this spring. He
hopes his Little Big Band album will allow him to diversify in the future. “This
may allow me to do some fringe albums here and there, to have some fun in
between rock albums,” James says. "Maybe a delta album, maybe a gospe/ one.
There's an enjoyable lack of stress in having that choice.” James' new album will
be more in the rock slyle of his first two LPs.

The Doobie Brothers will play 45 dales with Foreigner this summer. They
also plan to record some new songs in May for an upcoming CD boxed set.

Bill Lloyd, formerly of the country duo Fester & Lloyd, is in a new band with
former Doobie Brothers member Pat Simmons; Rusty Young of Poco; and
John Cowan, formerly of New Grass Revival. Lloyd is also releasing a solo
rock album this month called Set To Pop. It has guest appearances from
Marshall Crenshaw, Jody Stephens of Big Star, Al Kooper and Gary
Tallent, formerly of the E Street Band.

Great White will release a new album called Sail Way in May (on Zoo
Records). The LP will apparently be in more of a blues-rock direction and will
include a live CD.

Huey Lewis & The News have recorded versions of “Some Kind Of
Wonderful," “Shake, Rattle & Roll,” “Your Cash Ain't Nothin' But Trash” and
“Little Bitty Prefty One” for their upcoming album (on Elektra Records).

Depeche Mode begin the second leg of a world tour in May.

David Lee Roth says his upcoming tour will be low-key. “A club tour is the way
to go," he says. “If you apply the same principle that | do when | go to a show,
and ask yourself 'Would I still be in this audience if | were blind?' | personally
would have found myself in a few less relationships if | had asked myself earlier.”

Adrian Belew has a new album coming out this month called Here. He's also
forming his own record label for his more experimental recordings.

Judy Collins is beginning production of her own film based on her song “The
Blizzard.” "We'll use ‘The Blizzard's music as the background, very much the way
Kenny Rogers did ‘The Gambler' based on that song,” Collins says. She's adapt-
ing the screenplay from her song “about a woman who has lost a lover and meets
this stranger in a blizzard in the mountains.” Collins is not new {o filmmaking.
She produced and co-directed the documentary Antonia: A Portrait Of The
Woman, which was named one of the ten best films of 1974 by Time magazine.
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Kevn Kinney now readily admits that Drivin N’ Cryin’s last album, “Smoke,”
wasn't the best. He says it was recorded during a “disturbed” chapler in the histo-
ry of the band. “A lot of the songs (on ‘Smoke’) we wrote during soundcheck on
the ‘Fly Me'tour,” he says. ‘It was just kind of slop, like punk-rock-have-fun
slop.” Kinney says he doesn't believe the band'’s record label understood the
group.

Infectious Grooves recorded their new album Groove Family Cyco in two
weeks after writing the songs in just three days. Lead singer Mike Muir says the
album “is a musical documentary of a dysfunctional family."

“Dancing Barefoot,” a U2 song on the soundirack to the film Threesome, was
originally the b-side of "When Love Comes To Town.”

Blackfoot releases a new album this month called “After The Reign.” The band'’s
current line-up includes drummer Benny Rappa, guitarist Mark Woerpel and
bass player Tim Stunson.

Otis Rush has a new album just out (on This Way Up/Mercury Records) called
Ain't Enough Comin’ In. The LP includes songs from Sam Cooke, Ray
Charles, Albert King and Percy Mayfield as well as some new Rush tunes.
Billy Payne of Little Feat and lan McLagan of the Small Faces back Rush
on the LP. Bush hasn't released an album since a live album recorded at the San
Francisco Blues Festival in 1985.

Bob Dylan has launched another tour that will continue through early May. His
dales, mostly in the Midwest, follow a tour of Malaysia, Singapore, Hong Kong
and Japan.

Athens, Georgia band the Labrea Stompers have released a new 13-song album
(on DB Records) called Funzo’s Knuckle Room. It was produced by David Barbe
and features cover art by comic artist Daniel Clowes of 8-Ball Comix.

Johnny Cash, Sammy Kershaw, Patty Loveless, Nanci Griffith, Jimmie
Dale Gilmore, Willie Nelson, Randy Scruggs, Earl Scruggs, Doc
Watson, Vince Gill, Ricky Skaggs, Carl Perkins, Duane Eddy and the
Mavericks have been added to the list of artists contributing tracks to the Red
Hot & Country album coming out in July.

Billy Joel postponed a concert in Kansas Cily so that he could fly to Telluride,
Colorado, to be with his wife Christie Brinkley as she recuperated from a heli-
copler accident.

Bonnie Raitt says she's looking forward to touring this year after taking last
summer off for the first time in 22 years. *I'm looking forward to going on the
road, because it's more fun,” Raitt says. “It's like going to camp. | don't think Il
ever stop touring. When I look at it, | still have the coolest job I've ever seen. | get
{o control when | go out and how often | work. | get to play with my friends and
raise a lot of money for good causes.”

Lynyrd Skynyrd, Ted Nugent and lan Moare will tour together in May and
June. So far, they're scheduled to play about 40 dates around the country but
more concerts are expected to be added.

The Delta Blues Museum in Clarksdale, Mississippi, recently celebrated its 15th
anniversary. The museum includes a “Muddywood” guitar that ZZ Top made out
of timber from the shack where Muddy Waters lived on the Stovall Plantation a
few miles away. About 13,000 peaple visited the museum last year.

The Virginia Statehouse has voted to abandon the state song of “Carry Me Back
To Old Virginia." The song, written in 1878 by a black New York minstre! who
had never seen Virginia, features a sfave pining away for cornfields and “old
Massa." The state senate had approved changing the song’s lyrics, replacing
“darky” with “dreamer” and “old Massa" with “my loved ones,” but the House
voted to repeal the song in its entirely.

REM should have a new album out in October. They've been recording demos in

Grace Slick and her husband have filed a complaint against Marin Counly claim-
ing that the fire that destroyed her home in Mill Valley, California, occurred because
of public workers welding a gate, which sparked a grass fire. Slick also says Corte
Madera firefighters stole a shotgun and backstage passes from a Jefferson
Airplane show.

Lawyers for figure skater Tonya Harding are threatening to sue Tower Records in
New York because of an advertisement that featured a photo of Harding next to a
cartoon balloon saying, “Unbeatable bargains that will bring you to your knees...”
Harding's lawyers say they didn't authorize the commercial use of her name or like-
ness. The advertisement also says “Better leg it down to the Tower Clearance Outlet,
or you'll be skating on thin ice!” A copywriter for Tower defends the ad as “jolly and
interesting.”

An effort has been launched in Florida to change the state song from Stephen
Foster's “Old Folks At Home,"” better known as “Swanee River." Tallahassee
folksinger Doug Gauss complains that the song “doesn’t mention the state’s name
anywhere in the song." He adds that Foster never saw the Suwannee River in north
Florida and he objects to the song’s references to “darkies.” Gauss proposes adopt-
ing “Florida Sand" by the late folk singer Will McLean, who was a favorite at the
annual Florida Folk Festival at White Springs.

Portiand, Oregon, band Sweaty Nipples have finished recording a debut record
for release this spring. “Our live show is complete mayhem, total sensory over-
load," says guitarist and vocalist Scott Heart. “The music is a combination of
hard rock, rave and industrial groove.”

Eugenius may be touring Europe with the Lemonheads after the band completes
a six-week U.S. tour with Urge Dverkill.

Curve have parted ways with Dave Stewart's British record label, following a dis-
pute over funding of a British tour. Stewart's label was apparently disappointed with
the success of the band's Cuckog album.

Katey Sagal, who plays Peg Bundy in the television program ‘Married... With
Children,” is releasing an album this month called Well... The adult-contemporary
album, produced by Ruperst Hine, “is something I've always wanted to do," Sagal says.

Art Garfunkel is planning a tour with a five-piece band that would include his
wife, Catherine, on backing vocals. He says he'll perform Simon & Garfunkel
tunes as well as his own solo material. “Unlike Paul Simon, | have no problem
with the past," Garfunkel says. I always hear him shying away from the past, as if
whalever you once did can't be where you're at now, but | just don't look at it that
way. | say to the audience in some shows I've been doing. ‘Here’s a song | used to
feel I couldn't do because it more or less was Paul Simon’s sensibility, but I've
recently changed my mind.’ Somehow, the audience likes that. Most of them know
what I'm saying.”

Counting Crows got their name from a nursery rhyme. “Counting Crows is a sort
of divination technique like tarot cards, chains or horoscopes, " says keyboardist
Charlie Gillingham. *You look at some random process of nature and you use it
to tell your future.”

A European music industry organization is considering complaining to the
European Commission about bootleg CDs and cassettes being produced in China
and Poland. “China is developing the capacily to destroy world compact disc
sales," says IFPI secretary general Nick Garnett. He says China has 25 plants that
could produce up to 75 million discs and that bootlegs accounted for 78 percent of
sales in Poland in 1992. “It's simply unacceplable to establish ‘normal’ trading rela-
tions with countries that steal intellectual property,” he says.

The Jacksons have been sued for fraud by producers of the recent benefit show in
Las Vegas who claim to have lost over $1 million. The lawsuit filed in Los Angeles
Superior Court claims the Jacksons misrepresented their ability to draw a crowd
and breached their contract. The suit alleges the Jacksons' managers lied when they
said they had the $3.7 million needed to produce the concert. Ticketmaster is also
named as a defendant in the lawsuit.

Attorneys for Snoop Doggy Dogg and two friends have claimed in court that they
shot a man in self-defense. Prosecutors claim Dogg (whose real name is Calvin
Broadus), McKinley Lee and Sean Abrams shot Philip Waldemariam in a “classic
gang-related, drive-by shooting.”
