Tin Allman BROTIIERS BAnd, "No Ora To Run Wirli," Epic For their first studio session since Shades Of Two Worlds in 1991, the seven members of the Allman Brothers Band set up in the studio as if they were playing a live concert and ran through 
their new songs straight through without overdubs. After they recorded the tracks on a soundstage at Burt Reynolds' Ranch Studios in 
Jupiter, Florida, they went to Miami to add vocals and mix the album. Even though the band unveiled some of the songs from the 
Where It All Begins album on tour last year, "No One" is not one of those songs — so the first chance listeners will have to hear it is 
on your radio station. Get your ears on the advance cassette and you'll hear the band's strongest overall album effort since the 
Capricorn glory days — with tracks like "All Night Train" and "Back Where It All Begins" that are really terrific. The Brothers launched 
a U.S. tour with eight sold-out shows at the Beacon Theater in New York earlier this month. With the tour scheduled to run through 
August, killer LP material mere days away, and a boogie shuffle single with a Dead/Bo Diddley beat just begging to be played, why not 
make like it's the Spring of '74 all over again.

As the obviously 
provocative title suggests, this is a 
down and dirty song about love, life 
and weathering the storms of addic-
tion. And to the best of our knowl-
edge, it's the first time that one of the 
most used expletives around was 
incorporated into a chorus this big.

The adds include: KATP, K4 TS, KCLB, KEZE, KODS, 
WAPL, WDHA, WEGR, WKIT, WLZR, WPDH, WPLR, 
WRFX and WSHE. This whip-ass rock band strikes 
everyone differently. "A classic sound," says K4TP's 
Dale Miller. "A cross between Cry Of Love and Sass 
Jordan." "It kicks ass," Paula Hanson of KEYJ adds. 
"This feels like Sass and the Doors all rolled into 
one.... This is the kind of record made for AOR...all 
day long." Al Jones of KLAO says it's "reminiscent 
of Janis Joplin. Very progressive. Very retro." The 
quintet's Brand New Bag album was produced by 
Spencer with Joe Hardy and the band's been on a 
five-week promo tour. 

rikRETENdERS, "Ni1411T IN My 

siRdwB "Screw that 
waif rock shit! Here's a woman who 
knows what to do with an electric gui-
tar," says Kevin Thompson of WRCN. 

Everyone agrees it's great to have the Pretenders in 
action again. And the fact that "Night" is the #2 Most 
Added and second-biggest converting record of the 
week underlines the point, as 44 stations add the 
track and another 23 up the rotation on this teaser 
from the upcoming Last Of The Independents album. 
The track goes 22-12* on the Hard Hundred this 
week, 9-5* at AAA and even those brutes at COR 
have given the Pretenders a chart debut at 44*. "It's 
nice to see Martin Chambers back and the sound is 
most in line with their mid-80s roots," says Jeff 
Riedel of KDJK "Their best song in ten years," adds

"This record blows away 'Hooligans Holiday." "I 
love it, says Carol Seidel at WHTF. "It's great." The 
epic "Misunderstood" has some nice psychedelic 
flourishes and even some Beatlesque orchestration.

YEARS, " Epic The Grays debut 
at 98* on the Hard Hundred and 
move 46-45" at AAA.

Sham Bo album, which runs almost an hour. "We're 
already seeing phones on it, and it's not getting day 
play.

Secret Communications has finally announced 
its plans for Denver. Secret is in the process of acquiring 

KMJI (MAJIC 100 FM) as part of the merger of Booth American 
Company and Broadcast Alchemy. On Thursday (4/21) Secret also 
assumed management of the former KIWI (105.9) from Great American 
Communications under an LMA. As previously reported, Secret purchased 
the KBPI intellectual properly (including the format, trade names, and rights to 
the call letters "KBPI'), and then resold it to Jacor for use on their frequency at 
106.7 So, KBPI is now at 106.7, leaving Secret with a full-signaled hole at 
105.9. Therefore, the only puzzle pieces missing are the new call letters and for-
mat of 105.9. Secret solved that mystery today by announcing that the new sta-
tion will be called "Alice," and the format will be "Warp AC," or "off-centered 
adult hit radio." Company officials, who asked to remain anonymous, said they 
will call the station "Alice" because "the 11,000 best sets of call letters have 
already been taken, and because the project has the adventurous feel of chasing 
a white rabbit down a hole."

earl Jam wrapped up its US tour with a "surprise" gig at New 
York's Paramount Theater. Tickets were distributed in a 
unique fashion: Fan Club members were given the first crack 

at prime seats and rather than duchets in the traditional man-
ner, Pearl-heads had to call one of several radio stations cho-
sen (WNEW being included) for the opportunity to buy them. 

If selected, tickets were automatically reserved in your name (which you could 
claim at the box office with proper ID) and off you went. Even cooler was the fact 
that tix and T-shirts were only $18 each. That's amazing considering that for 
most shows a single seat costs at least $35. If that wasn't enough, a new Pearl 

Jam album will be in stores at the end of July. 

New York City was/na hub of excitement the entire day. The Rangers had 
just mauled the Islanders 6-0 in Game 1 of the Stanley Cup Playoffs, and 

Pearl Jam whetted fans appetites by performing three songs on Saturday Night 
Live. The wait had grown so unbearable that two fights broke out shortly before 
the Pearlters hit the stage with the catchy, yet very dark "Rearviewmirror". The 
newer songs, though not clearly identified, seem to veer more into their musical 

roots - "Already In Love" sounded like a Sex Pistols outtake; the powerful "Not 
For You", can easily fit onto Neil Young's set list and "Footprints" contained a 
guitar drone reminiscent of The Velvet Underground. 

ut what put the capacity crowd in a total panic was of course material from 
the multi-platinum Ten and Vs. LPs. "Daughter" featured snippets of Neil 

Young's "Tonight's The Night". "Jeremy", the stark tale of a teen suicide, carried 
more weight than ever and led Vedder to remind everyone that "living is the best 

revenge" - a thinly veiled reference to the recent suicide of Kull Cobain. "Go", 
"Animal" and particularly "Blood" practically shook the roof off the Paramount. 

Ditto for "Even Flow" and "State Of Love & Trust". Moodier numbers such as 
"Garden" and "Elderly Woman Behind The Counter In A Small Town" lost none 
of their eloquence live. The festivities ended with members of Mudhoney joining 
in on a rocking rendition of The Dead Boys classic "Sonic Reducer". Even when 

the house lights were brought up and the road crew began to disassemble the 
stage, the audience was begging for more. 

Il in all, an amazing performance. The only fault I found was when the mix 
Iloo mid range. The poor mix all but killed Mudhoney's opening set. Here 

was a chance for this veteran Seattle's quartet to make an impact with the 16 to 
twentysomething crowd and it was hampered by poor sound. As for Pearl Jam, 
they were able to overcome this, and now carry the banner as America's premier 
rock n' roll band. The twin guitar attack of Mike McCready and Stone Gossard 
was excellent and the rhythm section of Jeff Ament (bass) and Dave Abruzzese 
(drums) is really what makes the unit go - they were outstanding. As for Mr. 

Vedder, vocally he may be the best man in rock and has a stage presence that 
very few can match. Eddie also took the opportunity to tell fans that they don't 
love him but "what you think l am". Pretty level headed statement if you ask me. 

Success can be overwhelming - the events of the last few weeks seem to hammer home that point. But Pearl Jam seems to have a firm grip on it and 
are taking the correct measures not to overhype or overexpose themselves. With 
a new album due at the end of July, it looks like the Pearl Jam machine will keep 
on rolling. Jam on guys!

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Hard Interview 
I n the decades since Traffic's 
first release, the face of rock 
music and the tone and 
tempo of rock radio has 
changed exponentially. Yet, 
when the new single arrived at 
stations this week, virtually 
every kind of station, from 
Triple A to COR, made room 
for this ultimately transcendent 

group. In a time when pro-
grammers live and breathe 
niche positioning, that degree 
of across the board accep-
tance speaks volumes about 
Traffic's importance to the 
contemporary music scene. 
On the eve of the release of 
their much anticipated reunion 
record, Far From Home, it's 
our pleasure to pose a few 
questions to founding fathers 
Wnwood and Capaldi.. 

Are you calling me from 
Steve's house? 

Jim Yes, we're working up a few 
arrangements and songs. 

Steve: We have a video to make 
for 'Here Comes The Man.' 

I hear you're rehearsing for 
the tour, too. When does that 
start? 

Jim May 16th. It's a fourteen 
week tour 

What sort of venues? 

Steve I think sheds 

That's where the volume is. 

Steve The thing that is nice about 
the sheds is that open-air, under-
the-sky atmosphere, which we feel 
is good for Traffic 

The first track out, 'Here 
Comes the Man', is real-
ly surprisingly eclectic. 
That's the feel you 
wanted after being 
away so long? 

Jim At the moment, this is 
what we seem to feel com-
fortable with, yeah. The 
label was also interested in 
'Find The Cost Of Freedom' 
as well as 'Here Comes The 
Man.' Have you heard the 
record, Bill? 

No, I prefer to do inter-
views like this totally 
uninformed. Of course 
I've heard it, probably 
about twenty times. 
Naumann sent it to me 
about six weeks ago. 

Jim What do you think? 

I love it. My favorite track is 
'Holy Ground,' maybe just 
because I'm a sucker for bag-
pipes. Those are bagpipes, 
aren't they? 

Steve Indian pipes. 

by bill hard 

Jim: In fact we just looked at the 
possibility of Davy Spillane, who 
plays them, coming on tour with us 
with his band, so we're excited 
about that, too. He's a fantastic 
musician, and he just signed with 
Sony. We only just met him in 
Ireland when we were recording the 
album. Our engineer, Mick Dolan, 
also knew of him. I had heard 
some of his previous bands, 
including Moving Heads. He's just 
a great guy, and a fantastic musi-
cian. He plays traditional music, 
but he also tries to branch out and 
play even jazz and blues on the 
bagpipes, he's just a brilliant musi-
cian. 

It's obvious that he makes his 
own boundaries with that 
instrument. 

Jim He can almost transcend 
boundaries of music, plus he can 
play all the traditional stuff very 
well 

I also favor 'This Train Won't 
Stop,' and I love 'State Of 
'Grace,' and the title track. 
Actually, the only song that I 
was surprised that was con-
sidered for a single was 
'Some Kind Of Women', which 
I don't like as well as most of 
the stuff of the record. 

Steve: We get so much conflicting 
information. The fellow that actual-
ly cut the album, who's very well 
respected, said, 'It's a great album, 
but I don't think that "Some Kind Of 
Woman" should be on the album.' 
And then someone else says that 
they think that is their favorite for 
the single. I'm talking about my 
friend Paul Kennerly, an English 

fellow, who lives here in Nashville. 

He works with Emmylou Harris 
regularly, right? 

Jim Yeah, plus, he's had a string 
of hits. Traffic has never really 
looked for a hit single. We've never 
been that kind of band, as you 
know. But Paul said 'Some Kind Of 
Women' is an instantaneous hit. 
So people do say lots of different, 
conflicting things. 

Steve: What would you lead off 
with, Bill? 

I think you made a good 
choice, especially in light of 
how much radio exposure 
you've gotten in recent years. 
I think it's very smart posi-
tioning to start with a track 
that's not so overtly commer-
cial.  This is a song that 
everybody will have fun with, 
and it's the furthest thing 
from a contrived hit single, 
which obviously, either of you 
gentlemen could do in your 
sleep if you so chose. I like 
the fact that it nails that old 
familiar Traffic sound so well. 

Steve It's got the right vibe 

'Every Night And Every Day' 
has a great hook to it, too, in 
that kind of 'Roll With It' 
sense. That sounded more to 

me like something from a 
• Capa/di solo album. 

Steve: It is very interesting 
that you say that because 
other people say they think 
sounds more like my solo 
stuff 

What was the motivation 
to reunite Traffic? 

Jim We just got a bit tired of 
oui solo work and the way that 
it was going, and we wanted 
the freedom that Traffic pro-
vided. 

Steve: The freedom of the 
musical expression that Traffic 
offered. 
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Hard Inte n 

Did you consciously try to emulate your earli-
er sound on this record? 

Jim. Psychologically we weren't consciously guided. 
Since we were always in Traffic, it was not a conscious 
effort. 

What tune do you guys think best emulates the 
'Paper Sun era? 

Steve: 'Far From Home 

Jim: But having said that, things like 'Holy Ground' 
and 'Some Kind Of Women' aren't too far off 

Who is in the touring band at this point? 

Jim Roscoe G., who played on 'When Eagles Fly,' and 
Wd5 in Traffic for that period. Then we have Randall 
Bramblett who is playing the flute, se and keyboards. 

Steve: Mike McEvoy, who worked with ReBop 

Air And Walfredo Reyes, he's playing percussion and 
drums. 

But on the album it's just Steve and Jim. Don't 
you love technology? 

Steve: It sounds like we achieved the right effect, 
doesn't it? 

Steve's flute work is certainly a fitting remem-
brance of Chris Wood. 

Steve: Yes. We felt that we didn't really want to get 
anybody at that point to play Chris' parts because we 
felt that we knew the kind of thing that he does well 
enough. In fact, there was one point where we were 
looking at the flute on 'Freedom' and Jim and I both 
went through it and Jim said, No, he wouldn't play that 
there. It needs more of a bird flying kind of sound' We 
felt that we knew exactly the kind of thing that Chris 
would've done, had he been there with us. 

Would you consider yourself accomplished on 
that instrument, or did you simply do a ton of 
takes? 

Jim: Steve just played it to me and said 'What do you 
think?' And I thought it was fantastic. We just did it in 
one take, exactly like we did on John Barleycorn.' 

Steve: That's right, that's the way we made 'John 
Barleycorn,' except we got Chris in to do some flute. 
Aside from Chris's pail, it was just Jim and I that wrote 
and constructed that whole song. 

At what point did you know that you had nailed 
it? 

Steve: Quite early on, I think, we got rather excited. 
'Far From Home' was just a jam and we were able to 
take a pure jam as we were writing the song and put that 
directly onto the album. At first we thought, 'It's a rough 
thing,' but as it grew, we realized what a strength that 
process has of just taking the raw improvisation and 
putting it directly onto the album. 

Jim: There were no red fights when we heard it back 
unedited. We knew then that we had the basics. Then 
came 'Some Kind Of Woman' and 'Every Night, Every 
Day,' and we thought it was great. 

Steve It was already there 

Now, what was the story on your work together 
on 'It's Alright' on the Curtis Mayfield tribute? 

Steve: Jim and I did that in France, where we were 
mixing the Traffic album. Basically I was asked to do it, 
and was very honored to be asked to do so. Jim and I 
had a couple of days there, doing the mixing and we just 
did it. 

What was it like being on stage at the 
Grammy's with Bruce and Bonnie and all the 
rest? 

Steve It was fantastic. Not a bad band. 

That was probably the high point of the show. 
At least that seems to be the general consen-
sus. 

Jim I think it was Sheila E putting her leg up on the 
timbale 

Yeah, and that outfit she was wearing wasn't 
too shabby either. I understand that the rela-
tionship with Dave Mason is rocky at best. 
Care to comment? 

Jim The thing with Dave was that it was kind of tough 
- il was tough with him before Traffic, in my band. 
He's a very self-motivated guy and we did what we 
could. 

Steve: We just feel that Traffic is Chris, Jim and 
myself It always was, we went through every chapter 
of Traffic — Chris, Jim and me, and Dave was a guest. 
He never came to America with us when we came. We 
were a trio, and Dave was a guest. The core members 
of the band were Jim, Chris and I, always were. If Dave 
wants to come up and play with us, we've told him that 
he's quite welcome to come up and play a couple of 
songs with us. 

Jim, do you still have a solo deal? I know that 
you had your Atlantic thing going. 

Jim: No, I'm not connected to anything. I m free, free 
at last! 

Is that something that you are looking to do 
again? 

Jim: I don't know, it depends on if it feels right. ¡real-
ly don't have a solo energy going at all, none at all, so I 
am just totally taken up with this right now. 

Do you envision this album as a one off thing, 
or can we expect another Traffic album in the 
foreseeable future? 

Steve 

Any plans for a live album? 

Steve: It's certainly not ruled out. We're just taking 
one step at a time. 

Jim: We don't think much of the business. If we do 
what we do well, hopefully, what we're doing will all 
come. We'll decide things as we go. 

Steve, I was surprised to see you working the 
crowd at that listening party in Nashville 
about four years ago. Was that the last time 
you were on the Grin & Grip promo circuit? 

Steve Grin and Grip? I like that. 

Feel free to use that, please. 

Steve I think I know what you mean. I've only done it 
once, with 'Arc Of A Diver' in 1980. I was going to the 
branches, and I think that's quite a good thing to do. 
To see the people on the shop floor there, and all that. 
Obviously, it can be tiring to go and do all that, espe-
cially, as you put it, there's so much grip and grin' with 
promotion deals. 

Yeah. I remember when you came to 
Philadelphia on that promo tour. There was a 
dinner scheduled for you here, and I was the 
only guy who showed up. 

Steve That's right, that was with Ron Goldstein. 

I know WYSP and WMMR were invited, but 
neither bothered to make the dinner. At least 
I got your undivided attention. 

Jim Bill shows up to save the day! 

That's right, I showed up and ducked that 
check like the dog I am. 

Steve When all else fails 

Do you delight in the fact that you absolutely, 
categorically haven't kissed ass with any of 
the come and go trends? 

Steve. Absolutely, because Traffic never did Yeah, 
we haven't paid any lip service or any market forces. 
We just made what we feel is a good album in the 
Traffic tradition. 

Jim One thing you'll notice, if may, is our love of 
the slight Latin groove. We always were closet Latin 
players. We tried the congas before we even had a 
player. We got a little more of that going on, on this 
album, which I feel is a fresh step for Steve and 
myself Steve does the Tito Puente impersonation 
mixed with Moroccan. We had a few jams that we 
enjoyed 

What did you think of the all star jam that 
they had on the Grammies with Gloria Este fan 
and Tito and all those people? 

Steve: It was absolutely fantastic, and to me, that 
was a highlight. 

Jim: Did you think we were kissing ass on the 
record? 

Not in the least. If you were, then my kids 
wouldn't yell at me to take the record off. 
They think you need to sound more like 
Cypress Hill. You guys have kids? 

Steve I have younger kids. Jim has teenagers. 

What do your kids listen to, Jim? 
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Steve I think that it was the second take. How Americanized are your younger kids? 

Jim: 1 have one who reads Kerouac and has the room 
that looks like Morocco, so that's cool. They're into 
lots of different things. The other one likes to dance, 
but then their tastes are altering as they go through 
these critical years. They go from Michael Jackson to 
acid and house to Jimi Hendrix. 

Actually, my kids play a lot of Doors and 
Hendrix. too. Do you find yourself critical of 
the more contemporary stuff they play 
around the house? 

Jim.. Not really. My kids tend to like good singers 
and they like that electronic thing. 

Who's opening on the tour? 

Jim. David Stallone. Would you like to hear him in 
America? 

Steve: We didn't want to get some band that every-
one felt would double or triple ticket sales. We'd 
rather open with someone that people would find 
interesting 

Do you have a sense of how many albums 
you're likely to sell? 

Steve. We're right in that Traffic mold where we 
never did know. It was a big surprise to us when 
John Barleycorn' and 'Dear Mr. Fantasy' just hit right. 
We didn't expect that. We just were making music 
that we enjoyed, that we liked to listen to. We're lucky 
enough to be able to still make this kind of music 
andina way, that's enough. 

What bands would you all like to see get 
back together again, in the spirit of a Traffic 
reunion like this? 

Jim: They are mostly dead. 

A moment of silence, gentlemen.... 

Jim Hendrix would be first on my list. Janis would 
be nice to see around, to give the women a bit of a 
lead of /us! getting up and doing it 

What do you think of the three remaining 
Beatles making music together and sampling 
some of John Lennon 's work, as it has been 
reported in the paper recently? 

Steve. I think ifs woncledul, I think its great, and I 
Gant wait to hear it. I think that Julian should get up 
and learn his dad's part 

Speaking of the good old days, here's a trivia 
question. When 'Low Spark of High Heel 
Boys fades in, it's obvious that you guys had 
been playing the song for a while. It also 
sounds like the tune went on for a while after 
the fade. I'd like to know how much longer 
you kept playing in the studio. 

Jim It didn't go on much longer 

Whew! Glad that mystery's solved. Now I 
can sleep at night. 

Jim: What's interesting is that I think Steve sang the 
iast verse on that, and I had to knock one up in the 
passageway. It was a repeat in the third verse or 
something, and I stuck it up on a music stand while 
he was singing, and it was one or two takes. 

Steve, you don't talk much about Blind Faith, 
and Eric Clapton is rarely quoted there either. 
Why is that? 

Steve: Well, I think, because it is what it is. It was d 
great album but we did come across certain problems 
when we came out on tour. It's a good album, and I 
think that it sounds great, and from that point of view, 
it worked and that's really all that matters 

Did you have any thoughts after the fact 
about selling 'Don't You Know What The 
Night Can Do' to Michelob beer for that com-
mercial? 

Steve Rolling Stone accused me of writing a jingle 
for a beer company, and aside from being untrue, that 
wasn't really fair. I wrote a seven minute song, and 
they were willing to help underwrite tour costs and 
that kind of thing. Music has always been involved in 
major corporations and to actually think that it isn't is 
very narrow minded. Music has always been 
involved with Warner, Time-Life or whoever it is. 
They are always underwriting something or supplying 
advances or giving you money to do whatever. That's 
a fact of life, unfortunately, so no, I don't regret it. But 
I certainly came into some slagging for it. 

It was about the time of that commercial that 
you couldn't turn on the radio without hear-
ing Steve Winwood. Did you sense you were 
overexposed? And is this record a conscious 
effort to do something noticeably more 
eclectic? 

Steve I dont think it was as calculated as that, but I 
certainly think that, yeah, I was getting a bit tired of 
the pressure from the market forces in doing solo 
stuff, from the record company and which direction to 
go and how to get there. So that was really one of the 
deciding factors for doing this Traffic project 

How about Traffic Unplugged? How does that 
concept hit you? 

Steve I think 'Unplugged' is one of the best things 
to come out of MTV. It's been slightly over done. 
The only thing that I wonder about is when I see peo-
ple using electric bass and mikes and monitors. I 
just wonder, kind of, if an early '60s Hammond organ 
would figure as being unplugged or what. Not that a 
piano wouldn't be fine for acoustic stuff, but I 
wouldn't mind using an organ. Anyway, that's neither 
here nor there, I guess, just a thought. 

So what's the status of any box sets or 8-
sides or early recordings under different 
names? Anything like that you might have up 
your sleeve? 

Steve Our record company now has nothing going 
on with us aside from this Traffic project. That's real-
ly all that is on the cards at the moment. 

How do you like Music City? 

Steve I love Nashville 

Would you become a U.S. citizen? 

Steve No. II you say where do I feel I belong, it's 
realiy in that three county area of England where we 
actually grew up. It's very important to us and really 
to Traffic, as well, because that's an area where we 
can draw power from the three counties, which is 
where Gloucestershire, Worchestershire and 
Herefordshire meet. 

How much time are you spending in England 
these days, Steve? 

Steve. Well, my older children go to school in 
England, but now we have young children, so that 
dictates where we are. 

Steve They say, 'Would y'all like some tea?' 

Do you pay taxes here and abroad? 
Steve 111 try to answer that, but this is out of my 
field, must warn you. 

There's no truth to the rumor that you're a 
part time tax attorney? 

Steve No, its way out of my field, but this is the 
way that I understand it — the U.S. and the UK have a 
tax agreement; if you pay tax in the UK, you don't pay 
it here. If you pay it here, you don't pay it in UK. It's 
all that holding business, which you have to check on. 

Gosh. I think I may have to report you to the 
authorities. 

Jim Maybe we could get a break on our taxes if we 
give the President a guest spot on sax. 

You're not going to be using any tape back 
up on the tour, are you? 

Steve No 

Jim Is that what they use 

There's no talk about a Spencer Davis 
reunion, is there? 

Jim. There's always one, every other month, isn't 
there? 

No truth to the rumor that you guys are mov-
ing to the Cayman Islands? 

Steve We know Michael Kamen, the fellow who 
owns them. 

Hey Steve, do you have any famous Country 
stars that live around you, by any chance, in 
your neighborhood? 

Steve Well, I dont think that you would describe 
Rodney Crowell as an archetypical, national country 
star, but Rodney is a great friend of ours. He's a very 
talented musician, who could maybe be put into an 
Alternative Country category, perhaps. 

You probably hear him on WRLT a lot. 

Steve Right, together with Lyle Lovett. He's the 
kind of outback country. But he lives right next door 
Then there's Steve Earle who lives just down the road, 
but then, he's not a country artist. 

You can't come up with some women who 
sport beehive hairdos and real country guys 
who wear sequins on the golf course? For 
instance, does Marty Stewart live in your 
neighborhood? 

Steve They tend to have pigtails now and cowboy 
hats. 'Hat acts' they call them. We seem to be a 'hat 
act,' actually 

Speaking of that, how's your hair holding out 
Capaldi? You doing all right? 

Jim. Don't get bitchy. 

Do you guys envision yourselves having a Top 
40 hit with this record? 

Steve That's really up to whether the people like it 
enough to buy it. We feel that already we've been 
successful in producing and playing and making a 
record that we're really happy with. From that point of 
view, we're kind of happy already and fulfilled.

Napalm Death, "Hung" 
(Columbia/Earache) Back 
from a two year hiatus, brace 

yourself for one of the most powerful 
bands that will ever cross your desk: 
Napalm Death. The sheer force of not 
only their music, but their very political 
lyrics blast through your speakers with 
the strength of a hurricane. Despite sev-
eral lineup changes, former members 
include Lee Dorian of Cathedral and 
Jason Broadneck of Godflesh, they have 
maintained their position on top as one of 

originators of the Grindcore scene. The current roster (Barney Greenway - 
vocals Shane Embury - bass; Jesse Pintade - guitars: Mitch Harris - gui-
tars. Danny Herrars - drums) remains the same as 1992's Utopia Banished and 
features duite a few Americans along with the mainstay Brits. "Hung", the initial 
single off their first major label release, Fear. Emptiness. Despair, is in your hands 
now, complete with the "radio edit" (just kiddin' folks, if you listen to track 2 you 
will realize that the album version is clearly the one intended for radio play). In an 
unusual marketing move, Columbia is releasing "Hung" (b/w "Truth Drug") as a 
single May 3 to retail in the Los Angeles area only  because of the huge following 
that the band has there. The rest of the country has to wait for the May 31 full LP 
release date (or resort to making some new friends in LA) for both the CD and sin-
gle. The song hits you out of the box like a Mack truck with pounding drums, and 
Barney's subhuman snarl. It then picks up the pace to millennium speed while the 
lyrics spew forth vehement rage more determined than The Terminator. The inter-
mittent crunch grooves will provide plenty of kindling to light up the pit when 
Napalm hits the road. The band will start their warm up for the upcoming tour by 
playing in politically explosive Israel, and then embarking on a European tour in 
May. Hopefully that will follow with a full U.S. tour since they haven't been over 
here since the brutal New Titans On the Block tour with Sepultura, Sacred Reich, 
and Sick of it All. Never avoiding the chance to pummel an audience with their 
fearsome stand, Napalm Death became the first Grindcore band to ever play South 
Mica, and did so with the approval of the African National Congress. With sum-
mer just around the corner, this is a record that is perfect to get your listeners out 
taking over the streets! Not exactly for the lighthearted, but Napalm Death is 
definitely not a band that you can ignore: Eight stations already took notice and 
the rest of you should fall in line on Monday.

Godspeed, Ride (Atlantic) This Asbury 
Park, NJ band which rises out of the same 
scene as Nudeswirl and Monster Magnet, 

ombines the dreamy style of those previous bands 
with a hardcore brutality that translates very well in 
the pit. Godspeed came to metal radio with high 
praise from area press including rave reviews in 
The Aauarian and Asbury Park Press, but they are 
now receiving the highest praise of all from glow-
ing reports from metal directors all over the coun-

try. The first single, "Houston St.," got enough of a response to climb up to 9128 on 
the Hard Hitters with airplay at KDZR, KISS, KNDI, WKLL, WHMH, WBAU, WVCR, 
WPCR, WWSP, and WEOS, among others. Now that there are even more choices 
on this aural smorgasbord, the feast will prepare to commence. The title track 
"Ride", "Hate", and "Downtown" all showcase their churning riffs that are so thick it 
sounds like they were sent through a meat grinder. They have the sludge of grunge, 
but are far more upbeat and pack a wallop far stronger than most of those boys in 
Seattle. In addition, the final track, "My Brother," has a protracted psychedelic end-
ing that is so vibrant, you don't need the acid trip to be taken into another plane. Do 
no; miss the boat on this record, this could easily be one of the breakthrough bands 
of 1994 if the pieces fall into place: they definitely deliver the goods on the musical 
front with Ride. 

Atomic Opera. -Justice" 
  (Giant/Collision Arts) ' Jr those of you 

out there who loam at the mouth for the 
harmonic power of bands like King's X and 
Galactic Cowboys, pull out the headphones 
because For Madmen Only, the upcoming release 
from Atomic Justice will be spending time - and 
lots of it - in the CD player! This melodic four 
piece (Frank Hart - guitar/vocals; Jonathan 
Marshall - guitar; Mark Poindexter - drum-

mer; Jonas Velasco - bass) from all over the country managed to unite in 
Houston, and after a showcase marred with bad luck (the club owner pulled the plug 
midset), they still managed to lock in a deal. The first single, "Justice" (with three 
early adds at WHJY, WHMH, and WKNH), has a choppy riff throughout that rises up 
ard over the winding flow of the song and the emphatic chorus. Produced by Sam 
Taylor, who is well known for his past work with the aforementioned King's X and 
Galactic Cowboys, this record displays the familiar harmonious delivery, and pow-
erful bass-crunch, but Hart's vocal style has more soothing, haunting quality than 
the others. The layered attack of Atomic Justice hits you at many levels - vocally, 
musically, and lyrically - with room inbetween the layers for your imagination. 

Th — p ride and Glory, "Horse Called War" 
  EP (Geffen) When Ozzy Osbourne plucked 

this New Jersey native out to fill in a leg-
endary spot in his band at a mere age of 19, who 
would have thought that he had developed such a 
strong Southern Rock influence in the East Coast 
area in which he was raised? After eight years and 
four albums with the Ultimate Madman (and he 
will be returning for the next project), Zakk Wylde 
has decided to spread his very creative wings and 

showcase some of the other influences he enjoys. But for those of you who are 
looking for the penetrating guitar riffs and fretwork that he displays on his work with 
Ozzy, you need not be concerned, because the crunching, fat rhythms on this EP are 
just as powerful as his Oz material, and he takes plenty of opportunities to inject his 
lightning fast soloing. In addition, you will hear that he even has a hearty, soulful 
voice to go along with all that guitar talent! This four song snack from the upcom-
ing Pride & Glory release features the heavy stomp of "Horse Called War"; the 
tlues-ish, slide guitar of "Shine On"; the fazed out groove of "Toeing The Line"; and 
tne sardonic humor of "Hate Your Guts".

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Paul Hester has quit Crowded House, leaving the band just hours before an Atlanta 
concert. He's flown home to Australia and is reportedly considering working as a radio sta-
tion DJ. Hester was described as "not happy doing what he's doing." Hester's wife is due to 
have her first child this July. 

Courtney Love is donating the gun Kurt Cobain used to kill himself to Mothers Against 
Violence, which will melt it down. Love is also giving the group other firearms the couple 
had kept in their Seattle home. "I don't, obviously, want to keep them and hopefully by turn-
ing over these things I can make a difference and I can make some sense out of something 
so bereft of sense at all, she says. Love says Cobain "was a feminist, he was an anti-racist, 
he hated homophobia, he hated misogyny in all forms, but he had to have his guns." Sales 
of Nirvana albums have continued to rise since Cobain's suicide. "In Utero" sold 40,000 
copies in the past week, SoundScan reports, rising from 27 to 11 on the album sales chart. 

Courtney Love of Hole denies she had overdosed on heroin at the Peninsula Hotel in 
Beverly Hills when she was arrested on April 7 "It's not true," she says. "1 wish I could go 
into it, but I've been advised not to say anything. Love was charged with suspicion of pos-
sessing heroin, drug paraphernalia and stolen property. Love's attorney says the stolen 
property charge was because of a prescription pad her doctor forgot in her hotel room. "The 
police came there, there was a prescription pad that didn't belong, so they're going to inves-
tigate and see what happened. It's not a crime, she didn't do anything, period," says attor-
ney Barry Tarlow. Love is also charged with possession of drug paraphernalia and of a 
hypodermic needle. Tarlow says Love was charged with drug possession affter police found 
a Buddhist good-luck charm that contained ashes. "They're going to test this substance and 
I'm comfortable that whatever they found wrapped up in that piece of paper is simply ashes, 
it's not drugs," Tarlow says. The attorney denies that Love was under the influence of heroin 
when she called for an ambulance. He says the doctor was visiting her because of her 
"emotional turmoil" over the disappearance of her husband a day earlier. Tarlow says Love 
needed medical attention because she was suffering "an allergic reaction." 

A newspaper in Turkey says a 16-year-old girl committed suicide while playing Nirvana 
music. The girl, in Mersin, Turkey, had reportedly been depressed since Kurt Cobain com-
mitted suicide earlier this month. 

The Washington state Supreme Court has overturned the "erotic music law" that was 
passed in the spring of 1992. A lower court had already declared the law unconstitutional in 
October of that year. The law would have allowed local prosecutors to seek fines of $500 
and six-month jail terms from dealers who sell records without an "adults only" sticker. 
"This decision won't stop people who are proponents of this type of legislation," says 
Washington Music Industry Coalition spokesman Richard White. "We are sure those people 
will try and find some loophole in the law and will once again propose this type of censor-
ship." In fact, a similar bill was introduced in this year's state legislature to prohibit the sale, 
distribution, or exhibition of erotic "matter," including written material and sound record-
ings, to minors. 

Solsbury Hill, made famous by Peter Gabriel, is being threatened by a planned interstate-
type highway through the site, near Bath, England. An activist group plans protests to block 
road-building by sitting in trees and blocking the paths of bulldozers. Gabriel, who lives 
and has his recording studio nearby, says alternatives should be considered "instead of just 
building bigger roads through the countryside." "I used to run there when I lived in the 
Swainwsick Valley and it's sad to think it will be ruined by the noise of traffic," Gabriel says. 
Solsbury Hill has been officially designated an area of outstanding natural beauty 

Police in Britain are considering reopening the investigation into the death of former 
Rolling Stones guitarist Brian Jones 25 years ago, following the publication of two 
books that conclude Jones was deliberately drowned in the swimming pool of his country 
home. Both books name builder Frank Thorogood, who died last year, as the man respon-
sible for killing Jones at his mansion in Sussex in July 1969. "We will look at any new evi-
dence that is brought to our attention," says Detective Superintendent Brian Foster of the 
Sussex Police. 

The Neville Brothers are beginning a tour at the New Orleans Jazz Festival on April 23. 
The band has a new album, "The Neville Brothers: Live On Planet Earth," just out. 

Sebastian Bach of Skid Row has been named one of the "10 Sexiest Rockers" by 
Playgirl magazine for the second time in five years. Skid Row are working on an album for 
release later this year. 

A new paperback book called "Cookin' Up The Blues" offers a glimpse into the lives and 
kitchens of 18 blues artists.

Box Scaggs àays he doesn't want his new album, "Some Change," to be con-
sidered a "comeback" attempt. "I try not to have expectations," Scaggs says. 
"Musicians have an instinctual fear of commercial success and a fear of losing 
their integrity but there is also an instinctual drive to perform your work in front 
of a lot of people," Scaggs says. "Ever since I started doing this I've been hoping 
to reach a greater audience, but not just for the sake of selling records. To buy a 
bigger guitar, a bigger amplifer, and a bigger van to tour in." Speaking of guitars, 
Scaggs plays more guitar on this record than he did on previous LPs. "I kind of 
broke out of a long-standing reluctance to play on my own records," he says. 
"I've always had my guitar heroes and the great L.A. session guys around for my 
records, and as a result of that I've shied away from bringing out my own guitar." 
"Some Change" will be Scaggs' first video. 

Former Alice In Chains bass player Mike Starr has been sentenced to 90 
days in jail for stealing a piece of luggage at the Houston Intercontinental Airport 
and 30 days in jail for misdemeanor drug possession. One account says that 
Starr, upset that his own baggage had been damaged, opened a piece of baggage 
on an unattended cart and began handing out the clothing it contained to 
passersby. Another account says he was trying to check in for a flight to Los 
Angeles with a suitcase he had stolen from baggage claim. Police found marijua-
na when they searched Starr. "He knew he was wrong. He should have gotten a 
paper bag. He regrets what he did," says Roxanne Elliott, the attorney appointed 
by the court for Starr. Starr will probably only serve one-third to one-half of his 
sentence. 

James Brown will play a special birthday concert May 3 in his hometown of 
Augusta, Georgia. He'll be 66. 

Roger Daltrey goes on the road this summer with the "Daltrey Sings 
Townshend" show he presented in February at Carnegie Hall in New York City. 
Who bass player John Entwistle will join Daltrey on some of the dates 
Daltrey's backing band will also include Pete's brother Simon Townshend. 
Ringo 's son Zak Starkey, keyboardist Guy Fletcher of Dire Straits and a 
symphony orchestra. Daltrey plans to play concerts in Atlanta; Los Angeles; San 
Diego; Milwaukee; Chicago; Cleveland; Indianapolis; Columbus, Ohio; Detroit; 
Boston; San Francisco; and Fort Lauderdale, Fla. A live album comes out in June 
recorded at Daltrey's two New York shows.

Kurt Cobain's death continues to dominate the news 
sections of the British music press. Courtney Love's 
arrest is also prominently featured. The New Musical 
Express has also investigated the rumors that Evan 
Dando of The Lemonheads has been having an affair 
with Love. Dando told the paper: "I haven't heard any of 
that stuff That makes me feel so horrible, knowing that 
some people are thinking things like that. I respected Kurt 
so much that I'd never do something that would piss him 
off. Courtney came on tour with us and hung out but that 
was it." Elsewhere, Grant Hart, former drummer with 
Husker Du and now leader of his own band Nova Mob. 
has been talking to British journalist about Cobain's death 
Stressing that he does not want to be perceived as using 
Cobain's death to promote Nova Mob, he is nevertheless 
planning to try to raise money and awareness over the 
issue of narcotics abuse. Hart was previously a heroin 
addict and has written songs about his experience such as 
"The Main" on his 1990 solo album "Intolerance". Finally, 
sales of Nirvana albums have rocketed in the wake of 
Cobain's death. "Nevermind" has climbed from 99 in the 
charts to 16, while "In Utero" has gone from 136 to 36. 
While this may be understandable, a less disagreeable side 
to the interest in Nirvana has come with reports that tickets 
to the band's cancelled shows, for instance, are said to 
have been selling for $150. On the letters page of the New 
Musical Express, editor Steve Sutherland notes sadly: 
"Within days of the news of Kurt's death breaking, mem-
bers of the public were ringing NME to find out how much 
their cancelled gig tickets might be worth as mementos.

Morrissey has been criticized by the Anti Nazi League as "highly irresponsible". The 
ANL, which campaigns against far right wing groups, was reacting to comments the 
singer made in a magazine interview. Talking about the far right, Morrissey suggested 
that more media coverage should be given to such groups as the British National Parti , 
(a racist organization) because it was their democratic right. He also suggested this 
might prevent attacks on members of ethnic minority communities. Speaking to the 
New Musical Express, a spokesperson for the ANL commented: "It's absurd that 
Morrissey sticks up for the democratic rights of racists who don't actually believe in 
democracy themselves. It's about time that he stopped giving credibility to these people 
and decides whether he wants to be pad of the problem or part of the solution." 
Elsewhere, the ANL has released first details of its Rage Against Racism concert. The 
event will take place al London's Brockwell Park on May 28. There will be a march to 
the event. The Levellers, Manic Street Preachers and Credit To The Nation 
will headline the festival. Some artists, such as Billy Bragg and S*M*A'111, will 
entertain marchers by playing on floats as they move towards the main festival site. 
Island Records and David Bowie are amongst those who have given money to finance 
the event. 

Virtual World is the name of a new festival which will take place in Cornwall. south-west 
England from May 27-30. The event will concentrate on dance music and is being orgia-
nized by rave promoters Obsession Artists so far confirmed include: The Aphex 
Twin, The Prodigy, Sven Vath, Sasha, Banco De Gala, Derrick May, 
Mixmaster Morris. Autechre, Higher Intelligence Agency, Robert Leiner, 
Luke Slater and Pentatonick and Laurent Gamier D:Ream are also said to be 
close to confirming an appearance. Elsewhere, the Experience festival, which was to 
have taken place in Kent. south-east England and featured artists as Deee-Lite, 
Kraftwerk and Pop Will Eat Itself, looks unlikely to go ahead Organizers have nct 
been granted a license by the local government. Although they are appealing in the 
couds against this decision, customers are being offered refunds and an alternative sita 
is being searched for. 

The Levellers, Back To The Planet. Jimmy Canty and Bill Drummond of The 
K Foundation, Senser and Trans-Global Underground are amongst artists who 
will march through London on May 1 in protest against the Criminal Justice and Public 
Order Bill. This piece of legislation will extend police powers with regard to squatters 
and new age travelers. It will also give the police power to evict people from land where 
the authorities suspect a rave may be about to take place. as well as confiscate sound 
systems. Many in the UK are worried these increased police powers are too draconian 
and threaten democratic rights. 

Sabres Of Paradise, the band put together by respected producer and remixer 
Andrew Weatherall, are to play their first live show next month. The trio have lined 
up a short British lour. The band, whose 'Theme'single was used by the BBC as its offi-
cial theme for this year's London marathon, are currently completing a new album. A 
first single should be available in early summer. 

This year's Glastonbury Festival will be the biggest 
ever. Organizers of the event, which takes place in 
June in south-west England, have been allowed to 
increase its capacity to 80,000. However, two bands 
have been forced to pull out of the festival. The 
Charlatans have American commitments, while 
Verve's drummer Pete Salisbury has broken his 
ankle. The band have also cancelled a June 10 
London show. Elsewhere, July's Phoenix Festival, 
which is held on a site in the midlands of England 
will feature The Wonder Stuff, Carter The 
Unstoppable Sex Machine, The Fall and The 
Beautiful South. Finally, the annual Castle 
Donninoton Monsters Of Rock festival will feature 
Aerosmith, Extreme. Sepultura. Pantera. 
Therapy?, Pride and Glory, Headswim, Cry Of 
Love, Biohazard, Skin. Terrorvision ,d The 
Wildhearts 

Crash Test Dummies. the Canadian band who 
have been gathering a massive North American fol-
lowing while remaining almost unknown in the UK, 
will attempt to change that situation when they visit 
London on April 21. The band are playing a one-off 
show in support of their "God Shuffled His Feet" 
album 

The Boo Radleys, Jamiroguai, Back To The 
Planet, Oasis, Echobelly, Tiny Monroe, Cud, 
Chumbawamba, Sunscreem, Oui 3 and The 
Pogues will all perform at Heineken Big Top shows 
this summer. Also sponsored by Melody Maker, the 

free festival tours the UK through June to August. 

Killing Joke, who recently reformed, have been talking to Andrew Smith of 
Melody Maker about their new album "Pandemonium" Bassist Youth, who 
recently re-joined the group after ten years (many spent as a highly respected 
dance producer) says: "In a way, I feel like everything I've done up until this point 
was a preparation for this album. It seemed like I had to leave the band when I did 
in order to establish myself in my own way and be able to come back and do what 
we've just done." 

Tindersticks are to release a live album via their fan club. The highly acclaimed 
London based band recorded the album in Amsterdam earlier in the year. The 
album features nine tracks, including a cover of Townes Van Zandt's "Kathleen". 

Skin are one of the newest signings to EMI. The heavy rock band have been 
receiving rave notices from such papers as Kerrang! and RAW Their latest release 
is the EP "Money" which features a cover of EMF's "Unbelievable". Their debut 
album "Skin" will be released in May. 

Terrorvision's second album "How To Make Friends And Influence People" will 
be released on April 25 via Total Vegas/EMI. The album, featuring the recent hit 
single "Oblivion", was recorded in just 17 days in New York. Producer was Gil 
Norton, who previously worked with the Pixies. 

Easy, the Swedish guitar band who attracted critical acclaim for their 1990 album 
"Magic Seed" will return in May with a new offering "Sun Years". The band ran 
into problems when their previous record company Blast First was a financial vic-
tim of the collapse of Rough Trade Distribution. Produced by Micke Herrstrom 
the album is apparently: "Inspired loosely by thoughts of Sun Ra, Elvis and Sun 
Records " 

Peter Gabriel is supporting a campaign to save Salisbury Hill. The beauty spot 
and ancient fort in south-west England, which provided the inspiration for Gabriel's 
1977 hit of the same name, has been proposed as a possible site for a new dual 
carriageway. Gabriel commented: "Traffic is a real problem. It's important to 
explore all ways of dealing with it, instead of building bigger roads through the 
countryside." 

Compulsion's new single "Basketcase" will be released via One Little Indian on 
May 16. The single deals with the issue of baby buying in Ireland and is also an 
attack on the Catholic Church. Three members of the band were born in the 
Republic Of Ireland. 

"Sekuujalo - Now Is The Time" is an album which will be released by 
Mango/Island or? May 25. Featuring such artists as Hugh Masekels, 
Sankomota and Condry Ziqubu, the album is released to coincide with South 
Africa's first democratic elections and proceeds will go to the ANC. 

Miranda Sex Garden have an album scheduled for release via Mute in May. 
Meanwhile, their latest single "Peep Show", produced by Alex Hacks of 
Einsturzende Neubaten is in stores and deals with the seedier side of sex.
