hen it comes down

to it, we all know
it's the music. And even
though it often seems
like the level of jadedness
among industry profes-
sionals gets more and
more pronounced,
there's a select number
of people whose sheer
vigor stands strong. A
New Jersey institution,
Matt Pinfield is renowned
across the industry for
his passion and sincerity.
And he programs a hell
of a radio station.
Consistently first on
records, Matty feels the
street like few profession-
als do, maintaining a zeal
for the alternative format
that sets him apart from
the herd. Let’s take a
look at the man behind
the myth...

THE HARD REPORT

here at the shore. They actually have done 4 editions of
Pinfield t-shirts over the last couple of years that people
have bought

What’s the guy’s name?

Matt: Cliff Galbraith. He's famous for all the “Saurus”
{-shirls in the mid-eighties.

So where are they sold mostly? Around Asbury?

Matt: They're sold at record stores and clubs around
the area. They've sold out of every one of them, of all
four editions, 4,000 of each.

You give them away on the air?

Matt: We never gave them away on the air, but clubs
have bought them to give away at the door when | have
been appearing there. It's pretly funny, I get a kick out
of it lused to be ina band called Opium Vala, | used to
sing in the band, and it was kind of a fun thing, it wasn't
where | was taking myself serious-

ly, or trying to get a record

deal. The funny thing

was, there was a live

picture of us

perform-

ing

at the Court Tavern in New Brunswick, which is famous
for the Smithereens playing there, and Urge Overkill and
Dinosaur and all those bands when they would pass
through. There is a photo taken there with this really
crazy picture of me that someone had. When the Nirvana
“Nevermind” album came out, there was a mobile spin-
ning around of a baby, and the person who owned the
record store “"Music In A Different Kitchen™ in New
Brunswick cut out my head and put it on the baby's head.
So itwas spinning around the record store, Cliff Galbraith
saw itand said that he had to make a t-shirt of it, if was
the sickest image. That's how the Pinfield t-shirts were
born.

1 hear you’ve been running wild work-wise over
the past few weeks.

Matt: Well, you know, | do the station, and | do club
nights as well, and it's been eleven years now. It's some-
thing that ! love to do. The reason why I still do the clubs
is. notonly because it's good financially, but because it
keeps me street wise, and besides going to the remoles
that we do and the club appearances and the show intro-
ductions, ! like being out there and talking to our listen-
ers and being able to get a vibe from them on artists they
are liking, things they are not liking. That's a way to pick
up on great new artists. | made a prediction back in
November — one magazine had asked me what I thought
would be a hot band in 94, and | said Green Day. The
reason that | had said that was because, when | had been
out at the clubs, not only had we played stuff off of their
independent records on Lookout, but | had known that
there was a really strong underground following. Whenever
this band played in New Jersey or New York, they would
sell out shows. Literally, the only kids who knew about
them were the surf and skae kids, and they really had a
heavy following.

Whereas going out to shows used to really be
the norm among people in radio, unfortunately
now it’s become the exception. You're one of
the few, | think, that actually spends time going
to clubs and bonding with the listeners on a peer
level.

Matt: Yeah, well, | think that it's important. It helps you
to get your edge, especially in a market as saturated as
New York, actually we're in Mammoth/Ocean, but we're
still affected by all the New York radio stations, and they
infiltrate our market with their signal. The thing is, it's
important that we keep a musical edge without going too
crazy. | don't think that I'm the only one, | think that there
area lot of great programming guys that really care about
the street bands like Steve Masters and Kurt St. Thomas,
guys like that who are interested in finding out what is
cool there. Whether it's Halloran in San Diego or Kurt
in Boston or Masters, those guys are interested in what's
going on in their ocal music scene, and what bands are
up and coming around their market. | think that you're
right, | think that maybe it is that we are a dying breed,
but | believe that there are still a lot of music lovers out
there, people who really care.

And those people are the ones consistently set-
ting the trends musically, and whose
passion really is reflected in their
playlist, general airsound and

overall station presence.
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crowd at the

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Matt: Totally. One thing that ! find
really interesting, something that |
think is really great about our format,
is that you look at the fact that peo-
ple try to do side projects. You hear
about Kurt St. Thomas and Troy hav-
ing their own little hip-hop outfit, that
Masters has his own indie label thing
that he does on the side, as well as
Marco Collins who also has his own
indie label. Myself, | produce local
bands, I go into the studio and mix
bands and stuff, and go in and do
some local indie acts. | enjoy doing
that. It’s all relative.

When you think about it, this is
the only format where you see
programmers do that on a wide-
spread level. To take the ini-
tiative to do some kind of side
project, and not for primarily
financial reasons.

Matt: | havealove for it. That's why
those guys do it, thats why 1 do it. For
me, it's something that ! find extreme-
ly rewarding.

How has the station evolved
over the past few years?

Matt: Well, we still have quite an
extensive current list, but the station
has gotten a lot tighter, in terms of
production, and as far as the music
goes, the station has golten more
focused. And ! totally don't think that's
a bad thing. | think it's best for our
overall airsound.

In terms of presentation and for-
matics?

Matt: Presentation and formatics
definitely. Also, | actually had gone
and really sharpened and shortened
our back catalog. There were things
that had become really irrelevant to
our format. | dontwant to niche par-
ticular artists, but this station does
have quite a history of doing modern
rock for ten years, and where some
artists may have once been consid-
ered important, even though they were
marginal, in the first five or even eight
years of the format, some of those
records are just irrelevant now. There
are too many good records out now
and too many good things histori-
cally with our core artists that need-
ed to be on the air, that we beefed up
with more material from core artists
and less of some of the fringe. | think
you know what | am talking about.

But you still play certain cuts
that serve to add character to
the station, in the sense that
you wouldn’t normally hear them
on a typical modern rock sta-
tion. Some things from the main-
stream AOR front that, posi-
tioned property, can add a certain
fullness to the station.

Matt: To be quite honest with you,
we play a lot less than we used to.
Occasionally, some of those things
will come up, but a lot less. | think
that we are focusing more on the core
artists of the format now. I think, hon-
estly, that although ! love those artists
and | think that they are important, |
feel that it better suits us to find a good
track from an old heritage band. The
material is familiar, but it wouldn t be
something that you hear that's played
all the time
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What's your overall take on your
list of currents? There are so
many different elements to it.

Matt: We have a ot of things that we
have to take into consideration there.
First of all, people expect to hear a
wider variely of new material on HTG.
You'll hear people, no matter format
they listen to, if they want to hear new
music, they'll turn on 'HTG. We've
been the best servicing anybody any-
where in this area for a long time.
Obviously we touch on what some
people would call the lower end AOR
Stuff, but it's such a grey area now,
because of the way of what is con-
sidered Modern Rock/Alternalive is
crossing over and selling into the
mainstream, that it’s a fine line of what
is considered low end. A lot of the
same records or same artists may be
considered low end for AOR. but they
are actually also considered Modern
Rock artists. We cover a lot of differ-
ent bases there. I'm really happy to
see the success of these artists. When
1 find other formats picking up artists
that we played that are really ours, I'm
happy about that. | think one of the
worst conceptions that | ever found
was when certain stations, not my own
in particular, but when people would
say 'That song is on AOB, or that one’s
on CHR, so we shouldntplay it." That's
wrong. Ifyou've created that artist, if
you've nurtured that artist in your mar-
ket, you should hold on to them as
your own. You should play them and
support them.

And in so doing, hammer it home
to the listeners that the artist
is yours.

Matt: | think thal as far as position-
ing goes, it’s important that you remind
your audience if you keep behind these
artists, no matter how mainstream
they have become.

1 can imagine people who some-
times wonder how you’re able
to fit such a broad scope of music
in a commercial playlist.

Matt: One thing that you notice is
that most of the stations are more cur-
rent heavy than ever. That's because
there’s so much good music out now
and because, in terms of a lot of the
old library stuff, things are getting
crisp. Not so much in our format as
in AOR, but people still want to hear
the older things. But they definitely
want to hear new music. Look at the
way that the albums are selling. Most
of these artists all started out in our
formats, the big ones. Look at Rollins,
going into Soundscan at #33. That's
fantastic

What kind of a role do you think
astation’s heritage plays in its
ability to break new records?

Matt: When | was lalking before about
core artists and the fact that | have
tightened things up a bit; when | say
tighten them up, I don't mean that |
have gotten rid of really important
records, | think that these bands do
have heritages. Rollins’ old Black Flag
stuff. in the early years of HTG, was
played at night here. That stems back
to my college radio days at Rutgers,
but that definitely plays a role in the
history and what we play in gold, we
see a lot of these artists, like Rollins,

actually making an impact after all
these years.

Why don’t we touch on your his-
tory? You said you started out
at Rutgers?

Matt: Yeah, and I've been at HTG
since almost the conception. Mike
Marrone, who is now programming
KIOT in Albuquerque, of course he is
an ex-Hard Report member, he had
been working as a buyer at Gem, the
import distributor in New Jersey, who
were very successful in the late '70s,
early 80s. He had listened to me on
my college radio show and we shared
alot of artists that we used to love a
fot when we were younger. | had called
up here because someone had lold
me about the radio station and Mike
answered the phone, recognized my
voice and said, ‘Hey Matt, are you
interested in working here?'. | said
sure, he told me to put a lape togeth-
er for Rich Robinson, who was the PD
at the time; they were here when the
station flipped from beautiful music
ten years ago to a rock format, early
Alternative. | had given him a tape
and started working weekends imme-
diately afterwards, so I've been here
since the station’s inception.

This was right after college
radio?

Matt: Literally right after college
radio. It wasn'tuntil Michael Butcher
came in as PD in 1990 that | had
become music director and gone on
the air full time. | had great weekend
ratings here at the slation for a long
time, it was something that the own-
ers recognized and suggested to
Michael Butcher that he should speak
to me about it, and he did.

How, structurally management-
wise, do things work with you
and Rob and Rich?

Matt: | handle the PD position and
Rich is the assistant PD and Rob is
the assistant MD. Basically, they do
alotof different things because we're
amid-sized station, we don't have an
actual Promotions Director, we do the
promolions ourselves, so those respon-
sibilities are split between the three
of us. Rob does a lot of relail track-
ing as well as the both of them bring
alot of music into the meeting. Their
input is extremely valuable to the day
to day running of the station.

What’s a typical music meeting
for you guys? How many records
do you usually listen to?

Matt: We check out, to be honest
with you, just about everything that
comes in. 1'd say that we check out
about 15 records a week, but that
varies, it's really loose, it's hard to say.
A lot of times they will preview some-
thing.

What was your stint at MTV like?
How did it transpire?

Matt: In the time that they let Dave
Kendall go, and they were having guest
hosts for awhile, | actually thought
that they would immedialely put on
Lewis Largent when Andy Schuon had
brought him out, and | think that's
what everyone in the industry felt at
that time. But he didn't start for a bit
later. He's a good friend of ming, and
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{'ve known him since his KROQ days.
One day, | asked Kurt Steffek, who is
the producer of the show, about what
was going on with 120, he told me
that they didn't have a host. Then |
said, kinda haif-seriously, that he
needed someone who knows the music
and who bands really get along with
like myself, and he said T'm not so
sure, | don't know if they 1l think that
you're in the right demo, but it sounds
like a pretty cool idea, and maybe I'll
kick that around here and call you in
about aweek.” He ended up calling
me about an hour later and saying that
he just spoke with some of the peo-
ple there and they think that its a great
idea and he asked me to come in to
audition. Eventually, about a month
or so later, | did an audition. | had
done a segment out in California dur-
ing the Gavin of that year with Jesus
Jones and really enjoyed it. When it
came time, although they were using
the artists as guest hosts, when Depeche
Mode went on, they didn't want to host
on their own. Rick Hankey, the direc-
tor, suggested that | do the VJ and
interview segments for that show. |
did that one, and after that they went
back to the artists for a little while and
then they decided to have Lewis do
the show, which he did for quite a
while until just recently, as he’s gone
back to just the programming side at
MTV. Right now they e back to hav-
ing artists guest host.

1 think one thing that pretty much
everyone knows of is your rap-
port with artists.

Matt: | have a good reputation for
interviewing bands and doing those
things. It's only because I'm pas-
sionate about it, and | make sure that
1 have a good knowledge of the music
and of the artist. 1 think that it's real-
ly important.

Anything less is just insulting
to the band and the listeners.

Matt: One of the things that | sug-
gest to my staff members is that they
get some background on a band before
they goincold. That way they sound
more relaxed on the air, and it makes
for a more interesting interview. It
makes the artist reveal much more of
themselves, because they feel that
you are comfortable and that you have
apiece of background and they trust
Yyou more, and they tend to open up
alotmore. Of course, labels will fax
you a bio, but I think that it's only fair
lo give your jocks enough prep time
ifthey are doing an interview to make
sure that they hear the artist’s most
current record and get background
info. It's really important, as ['ve seen
some really disastrous inferviews and
I've heard some really horrible ones
on other radio stations. I don't think
that it makes the station look good if
the jock is not well prepared.

Dbviously with the onslaught of
new stations over the past few
years, there are a lot of people
new to the format. What kind
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of advice would you give these
programmers trying to build her-
itage for their station?

Matt: | would say to them to try to
become as well informed on the role
the format plays in the history of their
market as well as they can. In other
words, if you are a new station trying
to associate yourself with the com-
munity, you bring in people that actu-
ally have a good idea on what the
musical tastes and attitudes of the
people in your market who buy the
businesses, frequent the clubs and
listen to the Alternative format bands
in your area. And ! think it’s impor-
tant to do as much research info the
different elements of the town as you
can. I think that you have to get involved
with the relail in your area, so you can
get some clue there as to what's been
doing well, and as to what has some
historical value in your market.

Obviously, you think that it’s
invaluable to have a presence
on the street.

Matt: Everywhere. From anything
from a concert venue o the clubs there,
to the retail record store, as many
places that you can be. | think that it's
important to look into what the musi-
cal tastes and attitudes are and try to
get some history of what's done real-
Iy well in the area.

Do you look at what other sta-
tions are doing musically?

Matt: | look at what everyone is doing.
Obviously, | think that it's important
to have an idea of what's going on
nationally. Some people would sit
there and lie and say I don't look or
care what anyone else is doing, and
that's a load of garbage. Everybody
looks at what everybody else does. |
look at everything from, no matter
how small the market or large, | keep
an eye on what everyone is doing,
because I think that it's real important
to see how trends happen. | think that
you have to program specifically for
your market, | don't think that any one
formula works for the whole format
in every region of the United States.
Again, that comes down to being in
touch with the position in your area
and knowing what's going on. | look
at what everyone else does and I'm
sure they look at what we're doing as
well. I even look at what's going on
in the AORs and the CHRs that affect
our market. We look at everything
from MTV to relail to all the radio sta-
tions in our market, of all formals that
might cross over some of our artists
from the COR, AOR and CHR level, to
all the other Alternative stations in the
United States, but it doesn't neces-
sarily affect what we add.

What’s the breakdown in terms
of library/current? How much
does that vary during the day?

Matt: It varies quite a bit during the
day. In the mornings we are a little
more gold intensive, and of course

with dayparting you can gel a harder
edge in the late afternoon through the
evening. ! think that's important because
with demographics, our available audi-
ence skews a lot younger in the late
afternoons and evenings, and it's
extremely important to be that way.
Obviously we're lighter in the mid-
days than weare in the afternoons and
evenings. As the day goes on there
is a little less gold then earlier day-
parts.

So the station’s about 60% cur-
rent at night?

Matt: Exaclly.

1 think that, especially in this
format, dayparting is an absolrte-
ly essential programming tool.

Matt: | also think that dayparting is
really important, and ! think it has to
do with what your available audience
is in that daypart. Again, it's younger
at night— during the daytime it can
be played at businesses. You have
to take all those things into consid-
eration. In the morning we want to
have a really upbeat presentation. We
play music all day, but even more
familiar music in the morning, since
the mornings are information heavy
andwe tend to play less music. Idon't
feel that there is one correct philoso-
phy of programming. 1surely do not
believe that my programming phi-
losophy is better or more right then
somebody at one of the other stations.
[ think that everybody has to program
to their market. The Edge stations
have their philosophy, the KROQ's
have their philosophy, 'EQX has its
philosophy. It all depends on the mar-
ket. If | was programming in anoth-
er market, it would probably be dif-
ferent from the way that | program
here.

Does the sound of the station
change as the summer comes
along?

Matt: The one things about the sum-
mer that we do differently is that we
havea lot of speciality weekends. We
do these “Three Play Weekends, " and
we've been doing them ever since I've
been involved in programming the
music here. We've always done real-
Iy well with those weekends. People
really seem to enjoy them.

You’re dealing with an area
where, in the summer on week-
ends, | bet the population dou-
bles, maybe even triples.

Matt: Obviously this is a very high
tourist area. It's the #46-47 market
in the country, 5o it’s always dense-
ly populated. There is a ton of peo-
ple down here. The available audi-
ence is extremely large. But of course,
it's even more infense in the summer.
That doesn't really affect ratings much,
because, let's face it, the way that
Arbitron looks at ratings you have to
be a permanent resident. But, it does
effect your presence, and because
people are listening lo the radios every-
where from cars to outdoors and busi-
nesses, you really have to have a high
energy presentation in the summer.
It's very important.

How important are ratings to
you?
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Jesus Jones
and Jon from
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RCA's Thomas
Westfall, feeling
awfully generous,
gives away some of
his long flowing
locks.
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Matt: | think that ratings are important to everyone, and
I'd be lying if 1 said that they weren't important to me. You
need ratings to sell your radio station. Locally, we have
a very strong heritage town here, and that's one thing
that's good that we built that over the years. We're defi-
nitely the New Music/Modern Rock service to our area,
and have been for a very long time. We've exposed all
the new artists that have gone from relative obscurity to
super megastardom. Our listeners have seen these bands
grow on our airwaves, and that's important to them, and
that's why I think there is a real loyalty there.

Are there any plans for a signal increase?

Matt: Absolutely, there is. We have plans for a new tow-
er right now which is double the height. We plan on
increasing not only our power, but having a new anten-
naatamuch higher level, that way we will be able to blan-
ket a much larger area. We're excited about that

When do you think that will take effect?
Matt: | hope by the end of '94

So you’ll probably intensify the heat going up
north toward New York.

Matt: That would definitely be one of our intentions with-
out question. | think that there is a big available audi-
ence up there, an audience that needs to be tapped upon.
There really is only 2100 touching on Alternative music
with the MTV-driven tracks, and Q104, who's dealing
with artists that tend to cross between Alternative and the
low end AOR, like Soundgarden, Candlebox, Paw and
even Nirvana. There is a definite big audience up there
and ! think that for a lot of the artists there is a real starved
area in North Jersey and even Manhattan. There is no
straight ahead Modern Rock/Alternalive station, no full
service Alternative station, and that's the problem.

Where do you see yourself five years from now?

Matt: That's a very inleresting question, as I've never
really been good at predicting the future. It's really hard
to answer. A&R is something that | am very interested
in. If I ever had to move, | would be interested in defi-
nitely continuing in programming if something changed
here. I would love to be programming alternative, but in
the meantime, | am here. But, A&R is another area that |
have a really strong interest in.

1 bet you’re constantly listening to music.

Matt: Oh yes, constantly. | feel that in order to do my
Job correctly, | have to listen to new music all the time.
In order to do a good job in programming, | have to con-
stantly be listening to music and have my ear to the speak-
er. You really have to be on top of it

What’s going on locally that you’ve been into?

Matt: Thereare tons of great local bands down here on
the Jersey shore and a lot of them are getting signed. Lef's
face it. a lot of talent comes out of here. Stone Temple
Pilots are quoted as being from San Diego, but the two
DiLeo brothers are from Point Pleasant. Godspeed, who
Just got signed to Atlantic, are from down here. There are
S0 many bands here it's unbelievable. There is Dandelion
Fire, Room 11, Mars Fats Women and Tow, who are real-
ly cool.

What’s great is that you really are active in sup-
porting the artists

Matt: We do, we have a local music show on Sunday
nights, and we also have what we call native rotation,
which comes up every couple of hours or s0. Literally
every few hours we play a local rack in all dayparts. Either
froma great 7" or a CD or a viny! release from a local
band. Notonly is it the only place that you can hear these
tracks, but it's important because a lot of the bands have
gone on from our local rotation, like Eve’s Plum. We were
playing an early demo of */ Want It All" a long time ago,
50 people have seen how a lot of these bands have grown
and been signed. We've even had calls from A&R peo-
ple saying that they heard a great local track on the sla-
tion and asking if | can get them the demo. We play an
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important role in the local music scene here in Asbury
and central Jersey.

It’s so important to the soul of a radio station to
be tied into the local scene, especially where
you are.

Matt: There is so much musical history in Asbury Park,
if you think about it

What about the Wonder Stuff? | hear that you
are an honorary member.

Matt: (Laughs) People have said that. Actually, I've got-
ten up and sat on stage with quite a few bands from them
to Dramarama, and others. Whenever those bands played
in the Asbury markel, they used to bring me up fo do one
of their songs. In fact, one night Dramarama was in fown,
and John Easdale’s voice was shot, and he couldn't sing
their most popular anthem “Anything Anything.” So he
asked me to get up and do it. And the Wonder Stuff sit-
uation, we met in ‘88 and had become really good friends
and it was one of those situations where | had some per-
sonal things going on at the time and things were pretly
crazy. They had said, ‘Hey, you look like you could use
a break, why dont you come over and go to England with
us on the road? So | did. | toured with them and Ned's
Atomic Dustbin once in ‘89 for a couple of weeks, and
then it became a yearly tradition that | would go over and
go on the road with them for a week and a half at a time.
Then, because of their popularity in Britain, having num-
ber one records and everything, they decided to do a film
that had a short theater release over in London and then
was directly available on video, but, they made me a major
part of the film. Some of the scenes were filmed here at
WHTG, some at the club Melody where | DJ and some
scenes in Birmingham, England and New York City and
all over. The manager, Steve Rennie, was laughing say-
ing that I was in the movie more then some of the mem-
bers of the band. That was pretty funny. Actually, on the
Never Loved Elvis album, there is a song called “Sleep
Alone” and there is a phone message right before the
song | had left on Miles' machine with a quote from Hunter
S. Thompson’s ‘Generation Of Swine.”

Alright, onto more important things. How often
do you shave?

Matt: | shave my head quite often, to tell you the truth.
People of the single persuasion seem Lo enjoy seging my
head completely shaved. | don't know why that is, but |
guess it's that whole Mr. Clean look. | have the whole
look down except | don't have an earring in one ear, but
I'm thinking about it. | haven'texplored the world of body
piercing yet (laughs), but let’s just say the shaved head
thing is there. Actually, | have to shave my face every
couple of days, but the head is at least every other week.
Ifi don'. I getcomplaints. Believe it or not, | don't shave
it myself. Igo toa barber. In fact, I've even golten my
head shaved at a club, which is funny. Il tell a friend to
bring in his razor, and then I'll put on & long song, and
1'll go into the basement and have my head shaved while
there is a long track on.

How long does it usually take?

Matt: No longer then two or three minutes. You dont
have to put anything that is too long or extended on there.

Just shaving cream and a regular razor.

Matt: They don'’t even use that. They use an electric
shaver. And they find the closest blade that they can get.

little looser and more over the edge
compared to most. This Boston based
four piece (Thaler - vocals, Jeff Turlik - guitars; Pat Gleespen - bass,
Zephan Courtney - drums) created their following the hard way, by estab-
lishing themselves at after hours parties separate from the pop bands and
hardcore bands populating the area scene. Their frenzied, hard hitting style is
so compelling that they peaked the interest of Columbia with only a single and
a seven song cassette circulating the scene. The first single off their upcom-
ing release, Stress, has already been added by KEYJ, KISS, KQAL, WJUL,
WKLL, WKSR, WMWM, WNHU, and WSMU who insisted that they had to jump
on early. The chaotic opening segment of “No Woods" jumps into a hammer-
ing guitar cadence and Thaler's urgent vocals add a strength and tone similar
to Rob Zombie. The song is pounding enough to garner attention, but many
calchy melodies and a pause midway that regenerates the song are added
plusses that will grab the attention of your listeners. When searching for new
music that really moves you, the primary aspects that we look for in the melal
radio realm are energy, a high impact edge, and that unique aspect that sets
them apart. Stress (produced by Sylvia Massey who handled Tool and Green
Jelly) has a psychotic twist to it and an ear splitting sound that seems just
about ready to spin out of control, but they harness it into submission. In
other words, this is one of those attention getting albums that we think you
will love. So now in addition to the sandbox, cardboard box, lunch box, and
the boom box, we add the Stompbox, which will surely put a smile on your
face while at the same time they crush you: looks like a perfect combination!

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Bass player Daryl Jones will tour with the Rolling Stones this summer, but he’s not being
considered an “official member" of the Stones, even though he also plays on the Stones
album coming out in June. Jones has played with Sting, Miles Davis and Madonna.

Mike Walker of the National Enquirer says the tabloid declined to print a photo of Kurt
Cobain in his coffin before his body was cremated. Walker says it would have been “too
much” to run the picture. He says Cobain "looked fine,” even though he had shot himself in
the head. "1 don’t know how they did it,” Walker says.

Nirvana's appearance on MTV's “Unplugged” last year will likely be released as an album
and a home video. Songs taped during the session but not aired on MTV included the gospel
song “Jesus Wants You For A Sunbeam” and an old Meat Puppets song.

Sass Jordan will tour in the coming months using the name Sass Jordan’s Colorcode,
as guitarist Stevie Salas has joined her band. *Afler all, we wrote most of the songs (on
‘Rals’} together,” Jordan says. Jordan’s drummer hes left her o join the band being formed by
former Ozzy Oshourne guilarist Zakk Wylde.

Pollstar magazine predicts this summers rock concert season will be the biggest in history.
The weekly publication predicts 1994 will exceed the record of $1.1 billion in ticket sales seen
in 1990. Publisher Gary Bongiovanni says the Relling Stones may break their all-time ticket
sales record of $98 million set in 1989. “Just look what Pink Floyd has been doing,”
Bongiovanni says. “The Rolling Stones will definitely pack them in later this summer and
Billy Joel and Elton John arc teaming up for a series of concerts that appear now to be
booked mostly into stadiums. " Bongiovanni says concert revenues hit a low in 1991 and
recovered somewhat in 1992 and 1993. “This year we expect the biggest year ever,” he says.
"Country remains the fastest growing Segment of the business. And it's the new artists who
are drawing the fans. Peoplé are flocking to see the Alan Jacksens and Garth Brooks not
the Willie Nelsons and Waylon Jennings."

A British court has ruled against Mitch Mitchell, drummer for the Jimi Hendrix
Experience from 1966 through 1969. In a lawsuit filed against the company that published
the Hendrix biography * Scuse Me While | Kiss The Sky." Mitchell's lawsuit contended the
book unfairly portrayed himas racist, but a Court of Appeal ruled in favor of the publishing
firm. Mitchell must now pay court casts to Omnibus Books.

Grace Slick has pleaded guilty to one count of brandishing & shotgun at police officers at
her home in Marin County, Cal‘fornia, on March 5. Under the terms of a plea bargain, her
original felony and misdemeanor charges were reduced 1o a single misdemeanor. She will be
sentenced on June 6 and could be given a six-month fail term. However, Superior Court
Judge William Stephens could parole her to a six-month residential treatment program for
alcoholism.

Pearl Jam has canceled its planned summer tour. Band manager Kelly Curtis says a dispute
with Ticketmaster over ticket prices is the primary réason, though he admits the members of
the band need to take a break. The band wanls to Kecp ticket prices at $20, including service
charges, apparently causing a problem with the ticket agency.

Swell haven't included a lyric sheet with theirnew album “41" (on American Recordings).
Instead, they ve included the words as a spoken track at the end of the CD. “There was no
room for lyrics on the CD digipak,” says singer and guitarist David Freel. “So we had
(drummer) Sean (Fitzpatrick)'s dentist read the lyrics as the final track on the album. It's sup-
posed to sound like some crazy bum babbling insane poelry in the seat next to you on (public
transportation).” The band'’s last independent album before the current LP was recorded for
$900. “It would have cost less, but David bought a reverb unit for $375," says bass player
Monte Vallier

Chris Xefos of King Missile has produced an album from New York singer and pianist
Alison Faith Levy, called “Grumbelina.” The album features David Immergluck of the
Monks 0f Doom.

Jesus Lizard will have an album out later this summer (on Collision/Giant Records) record-
ed during its live show at the 25th anniversary of CBGB's in New York last December.

Accordion and keyboards player John Magnie says it was frustrating that three years went
by before the Subdudes were able to release their album “Annunciation.” "In retrospect, |
think it was meant to be that way,” Magnie says. “We ended up with a good, rich set of songs
having a little longer to work on it."
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Anson Funderburgh & The Rockets will record their first live album in August
in Kansas (for Black Top Records). The band recently appeared in the film "China
Moon.” “I don't think any of us are ready for the movie business, but it was fun,”
Funerburg says. *! kind of have a hard time believing it."

The Samples say they've maintained their following by compiling a mailing list of
almost 30,000 fans. An unpaid staff of about 125 fans helps the band get out fliers,
put up posters and check to be sure record stores have the band's albums. In
return, they get tickets, t-shirts and other paraphernalia from the band. “The idea
originated from getting so much mail from people who were into the band and
wanted to help us out,” says guitarist Sean Kelly. “We started taking them up on
their offers. It's been very successful so far, and it’s great to have fans who are part
of the band'’s success.” The band says it's sold 250,000 albums in the past year,
five times what it sold after being signed to a major label in 1990.

L7's “Hungry For Stink” album is now set for release in mid-July (on Slash
Records), while the band is on the road as part of Loliapalooza.

Don Was, Jim Keltner and Benmont Tench appear on Randy Newman's
new single, “Make Up Your Mind,” which appears on the Newman'’s soundtrack to
the film “The Paper.” Newman is now working on the soundtrack to the movie
“Maverick” and finishing work on his musical "Faust.” The album of "Faust” will
include performances by Bonnie Raitt, Linda Ronstadt, James Taylor,
Elton John, Don Henley and Peter Asher.

“The Doo Wop Box™ set is now available in record slores, after only being offered
by mail-order during the first few months of this year. The package includes almost
every doo wop song that made the Billboard charts between 1948 and 1987.

Steve Wynn will record his next album with Boston band Come. Wynn, founding
member of the Dream Syndicate, is moving from Los Angeles to New York.

Johnny Cash says he'd always wanted to do an acouslic album like his new
“American Recordings.” With producer Rick Rubin, he recorded over a hundred
songs for the LP. About half of them were gospel songs. Only 13 made it onto
Cash’s new album. “It's like God has given me a third shot at it,” Cash says.
“There’s a whole new generation out there, | know, that haven't heard me and don't
know what I'm all about.” Cash is optimistic the LP will do well. "It remains to be
seen whether anybody will like it because it's just a whole lot of Johnny Cash com-
ing right in your face. I've got nothing to lose and I've got musical integrity because
I'm doing what feels right: I'm doing songs | love,” Cash says. He adds that he
believes young people will be more accepting of him than they have been in the
past. “Theyre not afraid to say anything, not afraid to hear anything,” he says.
“They re disillusioned with the secular world, the whole thing and they re looking
for something that they can depend on.”

Even though fans stood in line to buy tickets, the Elton John-Billy Joel concert
in Cleveland was canceled “due to the lack of ticket sales in the Cleveland area and
logistical concerns,” according (o the promoter.

Tony Bennett has recorded an “Unplugged” session which will air on MTV this
summer and then be released as an album. "It's funny,” Bennett says. "I tell teens
I've been unplugged for years, just playing acoustical stuff — gut-string guitar,
sland-up bass and piano. Natural instruments. My ‘Unplugged’ special runs an
hour, which is unheard of. The audience was all young people.” Bennett, who is 67,
says his career “is at an all-time high.” He's recently been on the charts with a col-
lection of songs introduced by Fred Astaire.

Aerosmith played at the opening of the House Of Blues nightclub in Hollywood,
owned by a group of people that includes the band and Dan Akyroyd. Keith
Richards, Bruce Springsteen, Stephen Stills, former Electric Light
Orchestra leader Jeff Lynne, and Dweezil Zappa were among those in the
audience.

A Ringo Starr drum kit is on display at the U.S. Space & Rocket Center in
Huntsville, Alabama, as part of a display marking the 25th anniversary of man'’s first
walk on the moon. The exhibit, “Man & The Moon: The Apollo Years,” includes
many items from the 1960, including the drum set purchased in 1966 for $200 by
a friend of the center’s marketing director after the Beatles played Candlestick
Park in San Francisco. The drum set is now valued at $250,000.
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Producer Al Kooper is working on a tribute album to Harry Nilsson.
Marshall Crenshaw and Aimee Mann have recorded tracks for the LP.
Meanwhile, an album Nilssen was working on before his death is still with-
out a record label.

A jury in Los Angeles has ruled that Michael Bolton stole portions of "Love
Is A Wonderful Thing” from the 1966 Isley Brothers tune of the same name.
Jurors must now decide how much Bolton should pay in copyright infringe-
ment damages. The attorney for Ron and Marvin Isley says they were delight-
ed when they heard Bolton's song for the first time. But they sued Bolton in
1992 when they found that only Bolton and Andrew Goldmark were credited
with writing the song.

Storyville is the name of a new Austin, Texas, band called Storyville that
features Tommy Shannon and Chris Layton, the former rhythm section
for Stevie Ray Vaughan's Double Trouble and the Are Angels, and
vocalist Malford Milligan. Milligan’s latest album is called “Storyville,”
and features Shannon and Layton.

Steve Miller will perform with former Creedence Clearwater Revival
members Stu Cook and Doug Clifford at a benefit concert for Chet Helms,
founder of a 1960s concert production firm in San Francisco. Former mem-
bers of Moby Grabe, Big Brother, Country Joe & The Fish will also
perform to raise money for Helms’ medical bills.

Adam Horowitz of the Beastie Boys has been sentenced to two years pro-
bation after pleading no contest to a misdemeanor charge of battery. A related
charge of grand theft was dropped. Horowitz was charged with assaulting a
cameraman from the syndicated television program "Hard Copy” and stealing
a videocassette containing footage shot at a memorial service for River
Phoenix in Los Angeles last November. Horowitz has also been ordered to
perform 200 hours of community service and pay $200 in restitution. The
Beastie Boys release a new album, ‘1l Communication,” at the end of May,
before going on the Lollapalooza tour.

Aerosmith’s Steven Tyler says he agreed to appear on the ABC-TV pro-
gram “Turning Point” because he hoped he “would save at least one life.” In
the program segment “Hooked: From Hollywood To Maine Streel,” Tyler
talked about how he overcame heroin addiction eight years ago and how the
drug has since regained popularity. ‘Kurt Cobain, when he did his videos,
you look in his eyes and he couldn’t even face the camera; he was in pain,”
Tyler says. “And I'm angry about Kurt. This guy didn’t have to die.”

The Fall release a new album in May called "Middle Class Revolt.” Fall lead
singer Mark E. Smith was recently on the British charts with the Inspiral
Carpets as he sang on their single “1 Want You.”

A Mohawk Indian leader and a Tibetan Buddhist monk have blessed the site
of a planned 25th anniversary Woodstock concert, which will take place in
Saugerties, New York, in August. The ground-breaking at the site came
despite the opposition of residents of the small town who say it cannot handle
the crowds the event will attract. Concert promoter Michael Lang, who was
involved in the original Woodstock festival in 1969, is organizing this event.
There are also plans for a smaller anniversary concert on the original
Woodstock festival site.

A music publishing company in Everett, Washington, has filed a U.S. District
Court lawsuit against the owner of Barney the dinosaur, claiming copyright
infringement. Jean Warren says she bought rights to Barney’s “I Love You"
song in 1983 and is entitled to a portion of Barney’s profits. The Lyons Group
of Dallas, Barney's owner, maintains it purchased rights to the lyrics in 1992
from the Indiana woman who wrole them.

Crosby, Stills & Nash will celebrate their 25th anniversary this summer
with another tour. “The noise that we make together is like an act of God,"
Stephen Stills says. “The marriage — and that's what it is — has been a
bitch."” Stills now runs a restaurant in the French Quarter of New Orleans
called TouCan Du. Even though he’s “gravitating back to the South,” Stills
plans to open another restaurant in California. But neither club will feature
live music “because it's a pain in the neck.” Stills is planning to record a
blues album after Crosby, Stills & Nash finish a new record.
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An Elvis Presley memorabilia collection will be auctioned in Las Vegas on June
18 and 19. Among the offerings will be Presley’s 1969 blue Mercedes-Benz limou-
sine, described as ‘the most luxurious and expensive vehicle Elvis ever owned.” The
opening bid for the car will be $100,000, though it's expected to fetch a much higher
price. Over 600 items from Jimmy Velvet's Presley museum in Memphis are to be
sold, including Presley's American Express card, his parents’ marriage license, and
many of Presley’s stage costumes. The collection will be displayed in Los Angeles
and London in May and in San Francisco in early June.

Art Garfunkel and Dolly Parton appear on Julio Iglesias’ ‘Crazy” album coming
out in mid-May. The title track is a cover of Patsy Cline’s famous song. Garfunke!
has recorded a version of the Everly Brothers' “Let Jt Be Me" with Iglesias.

A Cheap Trick ‘Live At Budokan II” album will be released later this spring (on
Epic Records). The album, previously available only as an import, comes from the
same performance as the “Live At Budokan” album of the 1970s.

Winger have apparently broken up. Bass player and vocalist Kip Winger is work-
ing on new malerial with guitarist Tony Macalpine and former Winger colleague
Paul Taylor. Drummer Rod Morgenstein is back with the Dixie Dregs, while
guitarist Reb Beach is working on a solo project.

Canadian singer Paul Laine has been recruited to join Danger Danger, replacing
the recently dismissed Ted Poley. Laine is re-recording all of the vocal tracks on
the band’s new “Cockroach” album before it gels released.

Three of the members of Hardline are planning to record a new album with former
Bad Company singer Paul Rodgers. Guitarist Neal Schon, drummer Dean
Castronove and bass player Todd Jensen, have split from Hardline, which is now
without a record label. However, guitarist Johnny Gieeli and vocalist Joey Gioeli
are auditioning replacements for a new band that may relain the Hardline name.

Ace Frehley is currently in pre-production for a new album, even though he’s with-
out a record label.

Todd Rundgren is reportedly considering producing the next album from North
Carolina band Dillon Fence.

“Brothers Travis” is the tentative title for the album the OQutlaws are cur-
rently recording.

An appeals court in Germany has ordered a rock band to pay tennis player Steffi Graf
$35,000 because it released a song suggesting Graf had an incestuous relationship
with her father. The court in Karlsruhe dismissed an appeal by Run-0ver
Schoolchildren of a ruling in favor of Graf by a lower court last year. The song in
question, I Wanna Make Love With Steffi Graf," was banned by many German radio
stations after it was released in 1992.

Former Gream members Jack Bruce and Ginger Baker have leamed up with
guitarist Gary Moore (o form a new band called BBM (Bruce, Baker & Moore),
which will release an album this summer. Bruce says he lried lo get Eric Clapton
to join him and Baker on a concert tour in Germany last year *but he had to be in
Japan and couldn't get the dales right.” “Most of the new malerial was co-written by
Moore and me,"” Bruce says. “The new band BBM just took over. | invited Ginger to
play and when he started it became obvious we had a band. | always had a chemistry
with Ginger Baker....We never had any problems musically, it was more personality-
wise.” An album recorded on last year's tour was released under the title “Cities of
the Heart."

Drive Like Jehu releases the album “Yank Crime” in May (on Interscope Records).
The band includes guitarist John Reis, who sings in the band Rocket From The
Crypt. The band plans a North American tour in late spring and early Summer.

Marvin Gaye’'s 1971 album "What's Going On" will be re-issued in June (by
Motown Records). The digitially-remastered CD will include liner notes by Gaye
biographer David Ritz.

The musicians recording
the soundlrack also include bassist Tomy Franklin of the Firm and Blue Murder,
drummer Greg Bissonette of Joe Satriani's band, and guitarist Dick Dale.
