The band had
always hinted at their love of heritage
American music — based in acoustic
instroments and softer, folkier inspira-
tion, and so, have released a beautiful
record that, while it seems a complete
180 in most respects, somehow makes
really good sense. Jack Russell’s
vocals lake on warmer, friendlier dimen-
sions in this more stripped down style
— and it certainly seems to have been
deeply rooted in his musical upbring-
ing. The entire band in fact, seems
comgletely at ease with this much less
rowdy instrumentation. And it seems
the band’s fans, on the air and off, have
also tallen easily under the spell of “Sail
Away", which soared into the Top 10 at
every trade. Now, as the band works
their way across the country (their
shows are consistently selling out), the
light swing of "All Right" picks up the
reins at rock radio. It's sweet acoustic
flavor and oplimistic outlook, should
help carry Great White back to the top of
the charts, and sweep home a whole
new bevy of fans.

Naturally with any rock-inspired film series,
comes a great cache of songs that reflect the era being
documented. Fast Track To Nowhere is a wonderful
collection of early rock standards, re-interpreted by a
diverse and impressive assembly of modern artists,
including lggy Pop, Shery! Crow, Concrele Blonce,
Biues Traveler, The Neville Brothers and of course, Los
Lobos. Their cover of Jerry Burns' rockabilly classic,
“Lights Out” has been signalled as the emphasis cut
— and it's easy to hear why. Rowdy and infectious,
the song responds well to this Los Angeles group’s
red hot treatment. There’s just no resisting that big
bad rockabilly groove and searing sax — or thal infec-
tious get-up-and-dance qualily. The song is show-
cased on the ‘Dragstrip Girl” film, directed by Mary
Lambert (Pet Semetary), so keep an eye peeled. In the
meantime, “Lights Out” should have Los Lobos rockin’
all over the charts, within a flick of the pick and swing

as it really been over three years since Jeff's
last full form interview?

changes the industry has seen in that
time. Imagine the role the Pollack Media Group,
consultants to over 100 radio stations and networks
worldwide from Sydney to Moscow. reaching
hundreds of millions of listeners/viewers per
week, has played. Since leaving the WMMR PD
position in 1980, Jeft has continued to expand his
empire at an astounding rate. His company cur-
rently advises more American AOR stations than
anyone by far. PMG have long been dominant
media advisors in Europe, with a client base now
well established in Eastem Europe and Scandinavia,
extending now into production and syndication
ventures in China. And we certainly don't need
to mention Jeff's annual convention or his
social/political endeavors. But given his organi-
zation's obviously global perspective, what was top
of mind for Mr. Pollack? The new radio station in

his own back yard....

I understand you’ve been lis-
tening to the new Triple A in L.A.
What are your observations on
FM101.8 in particular, and on
the format in general?

Jeff: | think it's one of the worst
new Sstations I've heard in a long
time. | think the music is terrible, with
a lot of incredibly unfamiliar and
not very good new music and the
Jjocks can't talk. If I'm going to listen
to a radio station that | find eclecti-
cally interesting, KCRW is wonder-
ful. 1just find it amusing that once
again this frequency has put on
something that will attract no audi-
ence. Froma record label standpoint,
| would expect them to be a lot more
current based. | mean, if you are going
to be eclectic, at least be eclectic
new. Why play so much old music?
Why have third or fourth cuts from
Elton John or Springsteen that don't
represent their best work? Overall,
there's an opportunity to play a lot
more new material than I've been
hearing.

Have you spent time listening
to other Triple A stations?

Jeff: [have. Triple A is an interesting
format. It has a nice buzz about it. But
except for a few heritage stations,
in its present form, it has been an
unsuccessful format. It's very much
a niche format in the fact that it
attracts a very low cume with extreme-
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Think of the

ly high TSL. The lack of familiarity
means that the audience is usually
pared down to a few loyalists. The
average rock fan is going to be
uncomfortable with how much new
music and how much of the library
they don't know. The heritage stations
that are AAA have worked because they
have a huge built-in audience. KBCO
and WXRT have been able to take peo-
ple with them, and they e the excep-
tion to the rule. In most other
instances, this format is so hip for the
room that most of the listeners have
leftit. |also don't understand why
most programmers who do Triple A
say that theirs is an album based
format, not a songbased format.
People are interested in the best
songs from albums. [ don't see how
these two are mutually exclusive.
For whatever reason, too many of these
slations go out of their way to avoid
songs that people like. And they
also seem to not want to rotate these
songs very often. So, it’s not that Triple
Aisntagood idea. It is good, but the
way it's being done most of the time
is half-assed, and I feel 101.9 is a per-
fect example of a radio Station that, if
continued in its present form, will be
aark in a year.

But you have to give Dennis
Constantine credit. He has
done very well in Colorado,
obviously, and his Phoenix,
Austin and Santa Fe stations just
had nice up trends.
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Jeff: Well in Phoenix, the Zone
trails KUPD and KDKB 25-54 in the
latest book, and that's the key demo.
Certainly, KBCO has been a suc-
cessful station for a long period of time.
| admire the station and | like the
people there. As you know, Bill,
since we both went to college in
Denver, | have great affection for
that station and for its heritage, but
it’s one thing to work at a heritage radio
station and continue to develop and
build it. It's another thing to sign on
a brand new format somewhere with-
out a hell of a lot of attention to what
the market place has seen before. |
livein L.A., so the heritage of stations
like KNX FM (in its heyday) is some-
thing 1 would expect a well-pro-
grammed Triple A in Los Angeles
to acknowledge. As for those other
markets you mentioned, the Austin sta-
tion trails KPEZ 25-54, too. So,
what is in fact successful? To me,
being successful is being in the top
five 25-54. If you are AOR, Classic
Rock, or Triple A, that's what mafters.
That's what really constitutes being
successful. If you can't accomplish
that gaal, you're simply a boutique for-
mat — by definition, a format with too
small a universe.

Can we infer that Triple A is one
format in which you have no
interest?

Jeff: Oh, we have a definite interest
init. I'm just saying that, to a great
extent, the way it is being done cur-
rently precludes enough audience
to be a serious player 25-54. But if
you're talking about paying atten-
tion to what the majority of the demo
wants to hear and providing that on
the air we'll be involved in that kind
ofprogramming.

0o you buy into the opinion
that Classic Rock and Triple A
will eventually become merge?

Jeff: No. You're talking about two
completely different formats. There
is plenty of room in a market for
both a station that plays AOR Golg,
which is Classic Rock, and a Triple
A, whigh, if done properly, plays a lot
of great new music and some strong
library material that some of the
Classic Rock stations might con-
sider too soft.

Any general observations on

the state of AOR music pro-
gramming? *

Jeff: Over the past several years, and
particularly the last two, the success
of the Alternative rock stations has
compelled mainstream AORS to incor-
porate more new music and the 1994
sound makes the '70s Gold sound
more and more outdated. Frankly,
when Boston releases a new record,
it doesn't quite have the excitement
that it did some years ago.

Perhaps, but Boston, ZZ Top,
Steve Miller, and Steve Perry
sure haven’t had any problems
topping the charts with their lat-
est material.

Jeff: They certainly have not done
as well as in the past, but | think the
issue is that as we get further away
from the '70s, the pop/rock from that
era, like Fleetwood Mac, is incom-
patible with the new music. We've
already seen how little of the 60s
music is really workable at main-
stream AOR today. Some of the 70s
material has become more of a dif-
ficult fit, but in general being main-
Stream anything today is a very dif-
ficult position. If you don't have a
terrific morning show and you are in
a tough, competitive market place, it's
very, very difficult to be mainstream
anything. You're squeezed by Hard
Rock on one side, Classic Rock on the
other, as well as by Alternative and
maybe even Triple A. It's difficult to
have enough of a unique sound and
identity to market. Sometimes a
mainstream radio station's only
unique selling point is its morning
show, not its music. It's very com-
plicated, not just in large markets, but
in medium markets to sustain and
grow a mainstream radio station that
is sometimes in a position of being
no one’s favorite station because it
plays everything.

Do you foresee the Arrow for-
mat keeping interest in ‘70’s
bands alive?

Jeff: In the short-term yes, but
that's a Gold format, one I treat as the
next step up from Top 40 Gold. It's
Jjust another niche format that makes
use of '70's music on AOR just that
much more difficult to deal with.

You do a variation of Arrow.
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How does that format perform
for you?

Jeff: So far so good. Being exclu-
sively ‘'70s does creale some trepi-
dation among some operalors because
the universe is So narrow. But at the
same time, the span of demograph-
ic success these days is offen in the
10to 12 year range. It's very difficult
fo say that your target is 25-54, when
a number of markets can support
niche formats targeted ‘70s or ‘805 or
‘90s.

Your group has not been par-
ticularly aggressive in the COR
arena. Other than the Blitz
and a couple more, you haven’t
been particularly aggressive
there. Why not?

Jeff: We'e certainly had a lot of expe-
rignce in doing that kind of format. We
signed KNAC on the air with their hard
rock format and it's something that
we are very comfortable in, but we want
{o make sure that we are also satis-
fying the desires of management, in
that they have more than just 18-
24s listening to their radio stations.
But our 18-34 rockers in Columbus,
Buffalo, Fresno, etc. have been very
successtul.

Have you found yourself in sit-
vations with certain stations
where you’ve had to encourage
your clients to get off the dime
and stop living in the ‘70s?

Jeff: That is sometimes discouraging,
when AOR is seen as last to jump on
something that is clearly happen-
ing. Whether you are a CHR or AOR,
you cannot be the last perceived
supporter of a band that is explod-
ing. For some AORs, o be this late
on Offspring is to me astonishing.
Why allow a clear competitor to be
playing the hell out of a marvelous
record which is creating such a huge
buzz? Just because you may be
playing more Gold than the other
Station that's playing a lot more new
records, doesn't mean that you abdi-
cate the chance to jump on something
that's clearly exploding. The defin-
ition of a great radio station is one that
continues to flourish creatively and
be relevant in the ‘90s. KSHE, for
example, is a station that has always
been on top because they constant-
ly evolve with their listeners.

Do you feel that PMG has been
appropriately aggressive in
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recognizing format fragmen-
tation?

Jeff: Yes, we have, both in terms of
what we've said in print and in per-
son at our conferences. For instance,
we've been well ahead ofeveryone
in terms of saying that Alfernative
would become the new Top 40. In fact,
in many markels, research has proven
that the #1 music for 18-34 Adults is
Modern Rock. It is a very exciting time
fo be doing radio. I've certainly nev-
er listened to more music, or been
involved in hearing as many new
things.

Obviously, working with WHFS,
The Edge in Dallas, and 99X
qualifies as a major coup in
that arena.

Jeff: If's exciting to work with three
programmers like Robert, Brian, and
Joel because each of their stations is
so different. It reminds me of how Sub-
stantially different stations sounded
when we first started in the busi-
ness. Someone plays Haddaway,
others play more Grunge. It makes
it interesting.

Isn’t it interesting that no one
consultant has managed to
dominate the Alternative are-
na a la the position you’ve
maintained at the AOR level.
How have you managed to keep
diverse personalities like those
three happy?

Jeff: | have great respect for them,
their radio stations and their unique
markets. We believe that the role of
an adviser or consultant is to share
ideas and counsel in important deci-
sions, whether it's markeling, pro-
motions or music. To me, it was
always about helping to develop and
encourage the next phase in the
development of these radio stations.
They were successful before we got
involved. They are more successful
now, and | think what's working is the
combined brain trust.

1 know you shopped around for
a heavy hitter Alternative guy
to work out of your office, but
you never made a hire. I've
heard it rumored that you and
Brian Philips have a few side
projects planned together. Can
you comment on that?

Jeff: As you know, | am an enormous
admirer of Brian and his talents. The
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reason why we dign't bring somebody
inis that it's difficult to find somebody
who fits with the philosophies that
accompany this format. Plus, while
1 was in the process of evaluating peo-
ple for the position, I came to the con-
clusion that I'd really enjoy doing it
personally. | know the music really
well, and the programmers | men-
tioned are great to work with, so it’s
really been a blast.

You're obviously anticipating a
huge upswing in the number
of Alternative signals?

Jeff: We are just getting started.
There's going o be two stations in

every market within three years, just
like in San Diego. | think that some
of the Triple A stations that fail will
perhaps evolve into a soffer version
of some of the Alternative stations.

How would you rate Jacob’s
Edge success in the Alternative
arena?

Jeff: They have been basically
working in small markets with a few
successes. We're obviously a com-
pany that works in most of the major
markets, which is exciting for us.
As the format continues to evolve, it's
going lo really lake people who don't
advocate a set formula. If some-

body said, "I can't believe how different
the three radio stations are that we work
with sound," | would say, “They sure
as hell better be different. They are
all in competitive situations. They all
have fine programming histories and
are built for their markets.’

Whenever you read interviews
with other consuitants, they
love to imply that a large orga-
nization like yours takes away
from the “personal’ contact
they feel their stations deserve.
Are you sensitive to the notion
that your global activities could
compromise the quality of your
advice?

Jeff: That's such an old argument
with anyone who hangs out their
shingle, “0h, we'll give you more
personal service.” | always say, "Yeah,
but what happens when the person-
al service is not very good?' That's
Jjust something other consultants use
as a sales technique and it always has
been. I'd use it if we were small,
too. Tommy, Dave, Pat, and | make
no bones about having the best client
list at all times, and working with
the smartest programmers. Tommy
Hadges, Dave Brewer, and Pat Weish
are second to none in providing the
highest quality of advice, information,
and strategies. As for the global
aspect of PMG, | believe being able
to work in other cultures renews and
replenishes our creativity. The expe-
rignce frequently serves as a reminder
of how we can sometimes get away
from some of the things that might
have made a particular station very
successful. For instance, when you
get too caught up in reading numbers
and doing things in a micro-managed
way, that's when you need to pull back
and say, "Now wait a second. |seem
fo have lost sight of what's really
important in terms of how this station
sounds." It's not like we're going to
get a great promotion in Prague and
bring it back to use in Dallas. It's more
about understanding the larger pic-
ture and renewing perspective.

P’ll bet you had to love going into
countries where they had no
idea how to format a regular o’
AOR station.

Jeff: Yes, we do. Butalotof these
markets are now very competitive.
France is unbelievably so. Prague now
has 19 stations. But early on, we could
get away with trainwrecks like Elvis
into Led Zeppelin. When you put on
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a station in an area where people
have never been exposed lo com-
mercial radio, you sign on with three
thousand songs encompassing thir-
ty years of music. Obviously, these
stations have substantially changed
since then because there's a lot more
competition. When you are the first
station in the market, yes, its hard not
to be very successful, but we have to
get the station thinking about the
future several years down the road.
That's what we did in Prague.

Do you have a hard time getting
paid, especially when you are
dealing with Eastern Block
countries?

arena continues to get more interesting
as additional countries join the fold,
in terms of allowing commercial
broadcasting.  For example,
Scandinavia has been a very impor-
tant growth area for us recently,
specifically Norway and Sweden.

How many stations do you deal
with there?

Jeff: Eight in Norway and just one
in Stockholm. In terms of future
markets, as competition becomes
more intense and the Europeans
themselves are more sophisticated,
there will be additional European
companies doing what we do. So, it's
not that there isn't room for other

Jeff: Not really, since almost all of
the stations that we work with are
involved with a western pariner.

How do foreign governments
feel about you importing such
a huge chunk of American cul-
ture?

Jeff: It's not American culture. In fact
it's often a combination of French,
ltalian, German, and American cul-
ture. There are definitely American
radio techniques, but not culture.
We are extremely sensitive about
insuring that what is played, how it
sounds and the whole feel com-
pletely reflects the city and the cul-
ture of the country we are in.

How stiff is the competition?
Does anyone present a broad
based challenge to your orga-
nization?

Jeff. The competitors are more
country by country. We've been
working in Europe so long that we
know all of our competitors pretty well
by now. We run into them at con-
ventions, so it's fun. That whole
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Americans fo get involved, it's that the
Europeans themselves, especially
the French, are so sophisticated that
they themselves are aggressively
going into a lot of these countries.

Tell us about your work in China.

Jeff: We're involved in a joint ven-
ture between the French and the
Chinese to create the first radio pro-
duction company. In China,there’s no
formatted radio. They just run pro-
grams, like Japan, o we are going fo
be creating five shows that will be
broadcast, hopefully, over 3,000
radio stations in China.

No formats. What a concept.

Jeff: In fact, you're lucky if they
are on the air all day.

All block programming all the
time?

Jeff: Yes, and anything else is well
down the line at this point. First of
all, you have to get them exposed to
doing something commercial. So
much of what we do outside the U.S.

and Western Europe is training. It's
kind of a different kind of advising and
consulting, because we are literally
taking people who have never done
commercial radio before and training
them to do it. Once we've trained some
bright young people in the com-
mercial basics, then we hope to edu-
cate them about what a format does,
what a target audience is, those sort
of things.

Is rock and roll radio as glam-
orous an export as blue jeans
and Harley Davidsons?

Jeff: Yeah, in Europe and in Japan.
In China, rock is not particularly
popular. What's more popular is the
Asian pop music that you will hear in
Japan or Hong Kong. | don't envision
putting on a heavy rocker in Shanghai.

Do you do a heavy rocker any-
where overseas?

Jeff: Good question. There is not
that many places where that would
work. It could work in Germany,
maybe in the UK, and possibly
Scandinavia.

You don’t do much in the UK, do
you?

Jeff: MTV Europe is based in
London, we have several clients in
Ireland, and other project work in
the UK.

Let’s talk about MTV for a
minute. How compatible do
you think the Rap and
Alternative audiences are at
this point? Those seem to be
two forces that are most active-
ly vying for channel time.

Jeff: It depends on what Rap and
what Alternative you are talking about.
Obviously, people who are fans of the
music buy both genres, but there's a
pretly large difference between the core
fans of the two formats. If someone
said, ‘I want to create a radio station
like MTV', it would be very hard to do.
How do you marry Primus with Snoop
Dog? It's tough, and complicated and
nearly impossible on the radio. But
at MTV, it's being done remarkably
well by Andy Schuon and his team.

Would you say all the Rap has
lessened MTV’s influence at
the rock radio level?

Jeff: Oh, no, | don't think so. What
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happens is that MTV has a very sig-
nificant influence on Alternative and
Top 40 radio, and that in turn has its
effect on mainstream rock. Again, |
mention Offspring, if only because they
are the latest band that has organi-
cally grown and exploded every-
where. If something like that happens
on MTV, it becomes a much larger sto-
1y, and very difficult to ignore in a mar-
ket So maybe with mainstream
AOR, MTV has, shall we say, less
direct impact than it would on Top 40
and Alternative, but the repercus-
sions of a huge video are undeniable.

Clearly philanthropical con-
siderations have always been
a major thing to you. How ulti-
mately do things like your
Walden Woods invelvement
impact the listener?

Jeff: Again, | think that it's a com-
bination of things that a radio station
does that builds loyalty. Besides
having the music on target, it's hav-
ing a great morning show, sparkling
proauction and great imaging and
marketing — all these things. Then
it's 'What else have you done? Have
you helped support voter registration.
Have you helped to do something for
the environment? What sorts of
things have you done that tell people
you are not just a juke box?" | know
that this is a very old theme, but it's
undeniable that a radio station that tru-
ly connects with its audience on an
many different levels as possible
has a chance to have more brag-
ging rights, in terms of saying, "Look,
we have done this, we've accom-
plished that, we've informed you
about these issues.” Our clients that
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have been able to be aggressively
involved in things other than just
music have established very firm
bases for themselves. For example,
Ted Edwards successfully incorpo-
rated these ‘between the records’
elements at KLOL and KGB, and now
his recent arrival in New York will
result in a lot of fresh ideas that will
be heard on WNEW-FM.

Are you sensitive to criticism
that your well-publicized
involvement with folks like Don
Henley has taken you totally off
the street?

Jeff: | would say that I'm more on
the street than | have ever been. As
co-chairman of Rock The Vote, |
have more information at my dis-
posal about what is happening among
the young aaults in this country than
most people have access to. Through
referendums and reports | read con-
Stantly about what people are think-
ing, what they are saying, what they
are interested in.

You don’t need to get your feet
stepped on in some grungy club
somewhere?

Jefft: If you recall, we are the com-
pany that has been involved early
in club showcases with bands like Live
and Toad the Wet Sprocket and
countless others. | feel that we are
more in touch than we have ever
been. Besides, how can you separate
what people think about, what they vole
about and what they are interested in
from what they want as a listening
audience? The two are inseparable.
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Were you expecting a better
American turnout at last year’s
convention France?

Jeff: We expected that we would have
a refatively small attendance from
our U.S. stations. That's a long way
for people to travel. It was our
eleventh convention, and for the first
time we wanted to acknowledge our
European clients and the valuable
talent on that continent. Furthermore,
italso afforded us the opportunity to
redesign our annual convention,
which we will be doing early next year.
When you take off a year, you are able
to say, ‘Okay, this was really successiu,
but how can we do things different-
ly?" That's one of the things that |
admire so much about people like
Andy Schuon who continually rein-
vents his on-air product even while
itis still very successful. In order for
our conference to continue to be the
best, it has to evolve. It must be
interesting and continue to offer
unigeie opportunities for people to get
together. We've had many meetings
in the past six months, and hopefully,
in the next four to six weeks, we'll be
able to announce specifically what we
have planned.

Your convention agenda has
always included a record indus-
try panel and Q&A session. Do
you envision broadening label
involvement at next meetings?

Jeff: Yes, quite possibly that may
happen. We don't have a finalized
agenda yet, but certainly that is a
consideration.

Could we possibly work in a
little more name calling and tail
pulling?

Jeff: | love when there is finger
pointing and heat emanates from the
room.

More and more airplay avails,
particularly in the secondary
and tertiary markets, are being
allocated based on labels’ will-
ingness to spend promotional
dollars. What are your thoughts
regarding the pervasiveness
of that practice?

Jeff: Again, its an individual station
decision based on what they feel
they need to do.

And you’d consider it a necessary
evil in today’s market place?

\Jeff: We like to think that the best
new records are equally considered,
and that's always been the philoso-
phy here. We encourage that at all
the radio stations. Sometimes there
are other factors that enter inlo the indi-
vidual equation, and we're really not
part of that decision making process.

You generally don’t work close-
ly with record companies for
obvious conflict of interest
concerns, yet you are quite
comfortable with your sound-
track involvement. Why?

Jeff: All of our radio stations are
aware of our involvement in helping
to pick songs for certain scenes and
they are all comfortable with it. We
always tell them what project we are
working on, and the studio is well
aware of our policies.

More and more programmers,
particularly those out of work,
tell me that duopoly has severe-
Iy cut down on both the number
of quality jobs available and on
what those jobs are paying.
Do you think that trend has
bottomed out?

Jefft: | think a lot of the shaking out
has already happened. What that
has proven in a lot of cases is that the
economies of scale that were promised
by eliminating a huge amount of the
people involved in one of the oper-
ations, really doesn't put a station in
the best competitive situation. That's
why | have always loved the way
Mel Karmazin has done his duopo-
lies, with two independent opera-
tions even competing with each oth-
er and pushing hard to gain the
largest part of the marketplace. A
major market company, or even a
compeltitive medium market opera-
tor, should have two complete staffs.
Yes, there are ways of building in some
internal structures that can save
money, but | think that having two PDS
makes a lot of sense. For instance,
when you have one Promotion
Director, there is no question that one
of the properties gets more atten-
tion than the other one. That's when
one plus one — in terms of proper-
ties — ends up equalling some-
thing less than two. 1d like to see more
jobs in broadcasting. There are
some talented people out there who
should be working.

right into the club. The Drivers create a live date sound in a studio album of
mostly Thackery originals. Thackery has obviously paid his dues. He's also
probably been more than one girl's Trouble Man. After cutting his teeth
Jjamming with Muddy Waters, Otis Rush, and Stevie Ray Vaughan, he
spent over twenly years on the road. Most of the songs on Trouble Man
are in rocking blues style which unfortunately doesn't showcase Jimmy's
considerable guilar skills enough.

Bassist Wayne Burdette and drummer Mark Stutso hold the
groove logether with only one or two spots that seem like they were walking
a tightrope without a net. Slutso also contributes credible vocals to
“Mercury Blues.” Unfortunately, the band never really lets loose. They've
obviously got chops and a tight sound, but they never let go with the knock-
out punch that's missing from this side. That doesn't stop it from being a
solid disc for listening and especially dancing, however, | certainly hope
they re saving the hit single for the next recording, because it's not here.

Manson: We are leaving today
{o start the next part of our tour with Nine Inch Nails, it
starts in Atlanta, Georgia tomorrow.

Was the tour difficult at first because it start-
ed even before the record came out?

Manson: No, | don't think so, it kind of infroduced us
before the fact, and got everyone ready for the CD. 1 think
our bands go together real well. We are more of a rock
band than Nine Inch Nails, but there’s a lot of aggression
in both bands and | think that translates to all the audi-
ences, so it's been going real well.

How did you originally hook up with Trent?

Manson: We met five years ago in Florida when he was
on tour and we kept in touch. Later when the band
started developing he asked me for a tape, but a year and
a half ago he called me and told me he was starting his
own label and he wanted to sign us and have us
be the first band to come out on his label. We

really like working with him

Do you think it is ironic the con-

nection between where he resides
(Sharon Yate’s former home) back in L.A. and the
name of the band?

Manson: Yeah, we both enjoyed the irony in that
because | remember my guitar player and | - when we first
slarted the band about four years ago - had speculated
we should someday try and record there, at the Sharon
Tate house, but at the time it was somebody else who lived
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there, of course. When he called me and told me he was
living there it was a good irony. We got some good use
out of recording in that house. It heiped bring out some
of the feelings that we were expressing on our record and
it added to the mood of the album.

So you actually did get to do some recording there?

Manson: Some of i, but a couple of weeks after we fin
ished, they torn it down.

What is the originof the band?

Manson: Marilyn Manson started about four years
ago as two words that I decided to put together to see what
would happen. | waiched a lot of lalk shows and those
seemed to be the two “characters”, it you will, that stood
out most from the '60s and | thought it was interesting that
Charles Manson wasn't really his real name any-

way, it's Charles Maddock. And Marilyn

Monroe's real name was Norma Jean

so [thought putting those two togeth-

er and taking them on as an identity

would be a pretty sardonic kind of jab

at Hollywood in general and the sensationalism that
people need a flashy name like Marilyn Manson to get their
attention. Also on another level, that the dichotomy of the
two names together, positive and negative, Marilyn
female good and Manson evil for a lack of better terms,
putting them logether and seeing what you come out with.
It provides a real balance which is what my life is about
and we've come fo grow as a band, and the balance
between those two things.

What was the initial response, with Florida
being a pretly conservative state, to a pairing like
that?

Manson: | think, because it is such a conservative
state, it spawned something like Marilyn Manson, because
when you put so many restrictions oa people they seem
to lash out. We have gotten banned from different clubs
down here for different reasons, fire, nudily, blood, what-
ever. But generally I've been surprised to find that
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ENSO

nobody really cares, it didn't really make a difference. |
mean people care and they like our band, but there
haven't been any legal repercussions against us, which
1 find interesting because there were in the past against
peaple like 2 Live Crew, but they didn't seem to care about
five skinny white kids making music.

How did you hook up with the rest of the band?
Is it something that you started and eventual-
ly recruited people over the years?

Manson: My guitar player and | hooked up and start-
ed writing songs together. He took on the musical bur-
denand ! took on the lyrical side and we found our key-
board player, Madonna Wayne Gacy, early on and from
there we sort of developed into a live band. At first it was
more of a studio project and we hadn't decided how far
we were going to go with it, it was almost an experiment
for us. And then we picked up a drummer and bass play-
er and here we are.

How would you describe a live show by Marilyn
Manson?

Manson: | would say only to expect the unexpected because
it's usually just at our whim what is going to happen.
Sometimes there are more things going on other than, the
band. And sometimes there’s not. Sometimes there is
Jjust the music and it depends on what we are really into
on any given occasion. But | would say, expect at least
fo be entertained, that's what we are there for. Expect maybe
some violence, that always seems to happen.

Have you ever played a tour with Genitorturers
before?

Manson: We have played together. Gen sang a couple
songs with me on stage before and ['ve been on stage with
them a couple times, we're friends down here. It's
worked pretty well, we've done it a couple times and every-
body seems to be into it. Their crowd is a little bit hard-
er than ours, more metal | guess, but we are bolth presenting
alot of fear and I think peaple enjoy their fear and like to
play for their fear. Marilyn Manson shows are like that
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sign that you see outside of an amusement
park - Ride at your own risk. That makes
you want to go in, just hearing the name
Marilyn Manson is like saying ‘ride at
your own risk.’ That's what we've always

been about from the beginning.

The Sourth Florida market

is best known for both

death metal and the rap

stuff, so when you first

started out, what audience orig-
inally embraced the band?

Manson: We had to create our own
audience, ! think, in a way, Ft. Lauderdale
is kind of an underraled scene because
Miami always gets the credit for where we
come from and where a lot of bands come
from, but it's not really the case. There's
not a whole lot of the scene in Miami
right now, there are no clubs you can
play really. FL. Lauderdale is really where
it is all happening and where we came from.
There are a lot of clubs now that have
live music, that we were the first band to
play at. There wasn't much of an under-
ground or punk scene down here when we
first started out. There were a few bands
that had been eslablished and had kept
doing their thing, but we were one of the
newer bands that really sort of made
things take offt. Then the scene started devel-
oping afer we broke through and showed
clubs that people want more than just
cover bands, heavy death melal, and
Gloria Estefan or whatever the hell they play
down here, you know.

What kind of influence did you have
originally musically: were you more
influenced by pop culture or by
music in general?

Manson: | think both. I'm always influ-
enced mostly by television and movies that
I walch because that's what | spend all of
my free time doing. | was influenced a lot
by characters like the Child Snatcher and
Chitty Chitty Bang Bang and Willie Wonka
and a lot of those type of childhood Dr.
Seuss type characters and things like that
| always find deeper meanings in a lot of
those little morals that they put across
toward kids and those can really translate
into heavier meanings for aduits. That's
why we have always held onto a real
childish mentality in our band because |
think there is a lot of power in childhood.
Kids are really fearless and you are not wor-
ried about getting old when you are a kid
and you really believe that your dreams can
come true. So I've kind of been like the Peter
Pan of our band and tried to keep Never
Never Land happening.

Running around with Pixie Dust.

Manson: Yeah, and musically | think

A lot of what you have in your music
Is written about how TV in general
has wasted the youth and this is how
it turned out. What about society
do you dislike so much and do you
think conservative America is
destroying society?

Manson: Well, conservative America
in its hypocritical-ness is what's destroy-
ing sociely because we go around believ-
ing that “we have these morals and we wear
these good guy badges. We're part of this
organization and we don't want to eat
meat because it hurts the animals and
we don't wan! to hurt the environment
and we want (o be pro-life and save the
unborn babies.” People

atach themselves
to these pseudo-
morals just to find
some kind of val-
ue in their other-
wise worthless lifestyle,
but they don't really believe
in them a lot of times. It's
just a never-ending fact of
life that people start believing
their own lies and we've grown up,
and we've been given all this violence
and sex, drugs and rock n’ roll - and
every other cliche you can think about - and
it's made us into what we are. Now
America wants to blame us for how we ve
{urned out when they made us this way, and
they have no one to blame but themselves
because we are a part of American soci-
ely that they want to alienate. They want
lo say that we are just a small portion of
society - the people who don't belong - but
it's everybody. It's just we're just willing

lo admit what we are. They are not will-
ing to admit that they have these fascina-
tions and fears with these things that are
Supposed to be taboo and no one is sup-
posed to talk about.

That's like in the ‘60s when they had
all their decadence and now that
they are all grown up, suddenly
everything that this generation is
doing is wrong.

Manson: They're are seeing their own mis-
lakes in us and they re seeing what they ve
already done and that scares them, because
they don't think that we can handle what
they handled. They have almost a supe-

rionity complex because they ve made it so
far, but Marilyn Manson is definitely about
sticking up for the people who don't
belong. | don't have time fo jump on
some band wagon against racism or sex-
ism, I'm busy worrying about peaple like
me who don't belong and that can't fit
into any category. We're for individuali-
ly and the frecdom to do what you wan!, but
to take on the responsibility for your
actions. | should be able to listen to
whatever song | want, but if | kill myself
or | kill someone else that's my fault, | should
be a responsible listener, that's what
everybody should be. Some kid kills
himself because of a song, well, what
good was that kid doing us anyway if
he's got that kind of a weak mentalily.
He wasn't contributing to sociely in any way,
his parents didn't teach him to think prop-
erly. He didn't find himself in time. We are
trying to enjoy life. We may hale sociely
in many ways, but we're not miserable, we're
not complaining, we're not saying Hey we
hate America.” We are saying 'L ook
America has fucked us up, deal with it This
is the way it is, you've made your bed now
sleepinit’

How do you think that today’s kids
would be influenced by Marilyn
Manson, if at all?

Manson: They could be influenced on
many different levels. It's hard to perceive
exactly how peaple are going to inter-
pretus. There's the knee jerk reaction that
parents are going o get when they hear the
name and they hear a song title like “Cake
and Sodomy”. They instantly don't want
their kids to listen to it. There is a deep-
er level where kids could misconceive
what we are saying and think we are advo-
caling a lot of these things. Not that we are
nol advocating them, we are just saying this
is theway it is. You need to make the deci-

sion, you need to decide - do you want to
fuck your life up - it's up to you. Then there
is the deeper level where kids will actually
understand some kind of truth that will relate
in their life. There is no one truth I can put
out in the music that peaple are going to
say I know exactly what he is saying’,
because everybody is going to get some-
thing difterent from it, but if they could find
something that they can relate to and it
makes them feel better about themselves,
and not like such an outcast, then we can
dachieve something positive.
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Why did you exclude
‘Revelation Number 9’
from the full LP? It
scared the hell out of me
on the EP actually, but
I noticed it wasn’t
on the full length.

Manson: Thal was
something that we
wanted as some-
thing extra to make
‘Get Your Gunn’ more
worthwhile, | mean
YOou can expect more
stuff like that, That's
alot of the less organized
musical stuff that we do on the side, which
works its way into the album here and there.
But ‘Revelation Number 9’ really goes
into itand it's whatever you want it {o be:
it's a soundtrack for our lifestyles.

So what’s in store for the band? Are
you just going to continue touring
with Nine Inch Nails? Where do
you plan on heading from there?

Manson: We are doing a three month tour
with Nine Inch Nails and after that it's
real unsure.  Qur video [for "Get Your
Gunn"] is supposed to be coming on
MTV soon. They have given us a lot of
restrictions that we've had to deal with. But
we are getting ready to do a new video for
Lunchbox,, that a couple months down the
road | think we are going to release.

What is the problem that MTV has
with it? Is it just the concept of the
video itself?

Manson: Just the profanity. | find it real-
ly ironic in a lot of things that people do
— yOu can say ‘suck my dick,” but if you
Ssay Jesus sticked my dick’ then all of a sud-
den it's a whole new ball game. ! think it
is funny that America is still so conserv-
alive when it comes lo blasphemy and reli-
gion that “In God We Trust” is on the
dollar bill, I think that says it all. But no,
they IMTV] just had a hard time with the
language in the song, but we never intend-
ed that song really to be something that
caught on. We wanted to introduce
America to what Marilyn Manson was
about and that's about being

in your face and not really com-

promising. Unfortunately we do

want to get our message across

to a lot more people and i
MTV is really the only * v
way you can do that.

We've had to bend a few things here and
there to make it fit, but | don't find that to
be selling out. | think selling out would
be selling yourself short.

What exactly is the Marilyn Manson
Family Intervention Hotline?

Manson: Well, you should call it and find
out. It's basically a way that people who
have discovered what we are about and want
to be a part of it can join us in somewhat
of a real cult following. We are trying to
establish a family sort of network, our
own family values network, across America
and eventually when the minority of
Marilyn Manson becomes the majority
maybe America should be really afraid of
what could happen.

That would be interesting.

Manson: It could be Helter Skelter after
all.

Billy Milano is coming and you're on his list! Back in the
mid-80s this master of the mosh pit created one of the clas-
sic underground metal records of all time with the
Stormtrogpers of Death. S.0.D. songs like “Speak English
or Die", and “Kill Yourself” showcased their hardcore
based thrash and sarcastic lyrics and made Milane a
revered name among meltal heads. He then went on to cre-
ate Method of Destruction - or M.0.D. - and continued to churn out releases high-
lighting his sardonic humor with songs like “No Glove No Love” - he also found him
self all over Headbanger's Ball with the “True Colors” video. M.O.D. hasn't played a
live show in the U.S. since 1989 and now with the release of Devolution. Milane storms
back onto the scene with a new cast of characters, including Dave Chavarri - who played
with Laaz Rocket, Gothic Slam, and on the last MOD release - Tom Klimehuck - who
was the original Pro-Pain guitarist - and Rob Moschetti - who played with the
death metal band Mutilation. Milane set out to update their style, make it more stream-
lined and assertive (if that's possible) and with songs like “Repent”, “Crash N’ Burn”,
‘Behind” and “Time Bomb" providing a relentless assault on your senses, the metal radio
masses won't be disappointed in the least. Brace yourself for the mouth that roared:
M.0.D. is back!

Green Jelly, “Slave Boy/Carnage Rules” (Zoo)
The musical equivalent of being slimed has come out of hid-
ing to assault the senses and infiltrate not only the radio air-
waves, but once again the video outlets and even video games.
Yes, you reard that right, Green Jelly composed music for,
and is going to appear in their own video game available in
September on Genesis and Super NES. In fact limited edi-
tion versions of the game will include an audio tape of the
music, trad/ng cards and a comic book. But for now we can enjoy the mayhem in the
form of two tracks pulled from their upcoming release, 333. The first song, “Slave Boy"
is their own warped pop song that combines the sound of The B-52's (i.e.- “Love Shack”)
and Bananarama (who for some reason are loved by Beavis & Butthead).

RPLA, RPLA (Giant/Collision Arts)
This London based band is surrounded with an air of
intrigue and glitz that makes the band accessible yet at the
same time just out of reach. Their music injects the spirit
of the London nightlife along with the seamy underbelly that
goes along with it. Inspired by the classic glam rock (a.k.a.
New York Dolls) and punk of the ‘70s this quartet (James
Maker - vocals; Peter Kinski - guitars; Mark Sanderson
- bass; Slmon Hoare - drums ) has taken their native England by storm with their track
“Unnatural Woman', among others, that worked their way up the charts. The band have
also begun to work their way up the Hard Hitters chart, holding onto the #48 spot from
the strength of “Last Night A Drag Queen Saved Your Life” with airplay at DMX, KFMX,
KLOL, KSHE, WRLC, WVCR, WFSE, WGLS, WMHB, WMMR, and WTPA. Tracks like
“Metal Queen Hijack". “The Bomb and the Gun" and "U.K. Rock City” all combine their
infectious melodies, the Astbury-ish vocals of Marker, and their razor sharp guitars
that will remain in your head for hours.

English quartet encompasses bright, contained pop eupho-
ria, and their latest effort serves as an excellent example of this.
Their second full-length record was 18 months in the making,
as their working with producer extraordinaire Rupert Hine
tweaked their skills and helped them come together as artists
The result is an entirely mature, thoroughly cohesive effort
that has these Cheltenham natives poised for States-wide
acceplance. Polished yet still infused with identity, the lead track's appeal will come across
on first listen. With definite crossover potential, you early entry on this could help you
reap some decent success  Already on WEQX, KKNB, WDST, and WWDX.

Love and Special Sauce, “Cold Beverage,” Epic /ip fop’s

exploration of jazz is by now well known and has been, one
could argue, exploited, as masses of not-so inventive artists
in the vein have proliferated over the past few years. And in order
for subgenres of music to constantly evolve, it takes an artist
{o reset the trends and expand the field of play. Usually this
is done by exploring other elements, and far back at jazz's roots
is the blues. What, you ask, are we getting at? Well, here comes
21-year old G. Love. who pushes the hip-hop envelope further by goining backward,
in touch with and utilizing porchiront blues. Basically, you can't pigeonhole what G.
Love does into a specific, predetermined label of music — he is thoroughly infused
with originality Biting, lucid, and keenly intelligent, his debut release showcases the
talents of his live trio without effects — just rhymes and the blues. G. Love lakes the
concepts of undersiated slide guitar and drums highlighted by a dry, dusty snare, and
builds around a smart, cutting rhyming style. Huge. Easily the coolest record we've
heard in a tong time.

Jules Shear, “Listen To What She Says,” Istand Over (e
past fifteen plus years, Jules Shear has consistently evolved
and concurrently, his songwriting talents have been refined. One
of the most cited influences for the pop masses, Shear has pro-
vided many a soundtrack for the disaffected with his materi-
al as he's always been in touch with the subtle nuances of human
mature. For his second Island effort, he's delivered a warm, bright
recard filled with his signature charm and djstinctly crisp overall sound. Never one to
play to trends, Shear's work for the most part has been embraced mostly by the adult-
leaning stations. But we're confident that, as his singing lalents lake center stage on
this upbeat. radiant track, the format is better suited to embrace his artistry. Definitely
adds character and fullness to that playlist of yours.

ill Creek, “Fruitpie,” Mammoth Hailing from the extreme-

ly fertile locale that is Laweence, Kansas, Kill Creek blend
a decidedly dark musical aure with strong pop overtones.
Raw and thoroughly infused with energy, Kill Creek’s mater-
8 ial maintains a youthful urgency and a tolal sense of refevance.
These elements are showcased throughout Stretch, the band's
five song debut EP. Strelch serves as the perfect introduction
to this band who, with their full-iength debut to be released this
Fall, we'll be hearing a lot about. Will break out at college. but we're expecting clue-

amn The Diva, “Cure Yousself,” Caliber Major score for

this label in bringing this incredibly hot, much sought-after
Vancouver band on board. Tons of attitude in this band, with
a delivery that is highlighted by fery guitars and vocals pushed
out with a gravelly snart. Their eponymous debut effort is a high-
charged record with tons of character and a sharply defined sense
of identity, one that is remarkabie for such a young band. The
first track is viciously dicect and gripping in its presentation, with
a hook brought about from the scratchy guitar and well defined bottom. Smart mon-
ey is on the success of the band (huge up north) and the label that has put its efforts
behind it.

hawn Colvin, “Every Litlle Thing He Does Is Magic,”

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Motley Crue have been playing smaller venues after
a series of arena shows this summer. Bass player
Nikki Sixx says it's allowed the band to get closer to
fans. "We're going out with two semitrucks, a couple
buses, and we're hanging with the kids,” Sixx says.
“It's so refreshing. We got rid of the jet, we only lake
buses. We all hang out two, three, four hours after the
show every night. We have parties with the kids — it's

 the best. I'm having the best time of my life. Some peo-

ple try to tell me, ‘Oh, maybe we can put out another
single and sell some more records.’ I'm like, 'Why?
This is great. Let's not let it get any bigger.”

Carla Olson has a new album, “Reap The Wind,” just
out (on Watermelon Records). Mick Tayler of the
Rolling Stones; Kathy Valentine, formerly of the
Go-Go’s and Olson's old band the Textones; Percy
Sledge; and Mark Lindsay of Paul Revere & The
Raiders make guest appearances on the LP.

George Michael has appealed the ruling against him
two months ago by a British court which rejected his
effort to be refeased from his contract with Sony Music.
Michael contends that his agreement with the label is a
‘restraint of rade” that is illegal under the European
Union Trealy. "It is hoped that that appeal will be heard
altan early date,” Michael said in a statement. Michael
is already facing a $4.5 million legal bill and could be
forced to pay even more if his appeal is unsuccessful.
Michael is said to have a net worth of about $100 mil-
lion.

Billy Idol was hospitalized after collapsing from a
drug overdose. He was initially listed in critical condi-
tion after being admitted to a hospital in Burbank,
California. His publicist says Idol was “feeling a lot of
remorse and shame about the whole thing,” but could
not say what drugs Idol had been taking. Idol had been
in pre-production on a new album.

A lax attorney for Willie Nelson says the country
singer has almost paid off his $9 million debt to the
U.S. Internal Revenue Service. Nelson now only owes
about $100,000, according to lawyer Larry Goldfein.
Nelson obtained some of the money from sales of an
album called “Who'll Buy My Memories: The IRS

Tapes,” while other funds came from the settlement of
a lawsuit Nelson filed against his accounting firm.

An interactive Bob Dylan CD-ROM is coming out,
featuring previously unreleased music and video clips.
It will include biographical information and details of
Dylan’s songs. The CD-ROM should be out by the end
of the year.

Courtney Love of Hole reportedly shouted at the
clerk of a Philadelphia store selling t-shirts reproduc-
ing Kurt Cobain’s death certificate. “You can't sell
this in here,” Love shouted at Steve Gone before
storming out of the store with one of the shirts.
Meanwhile, Love declined to talk to Entertainment
Weekly about the death of her late husband Kurt
Cobain. ‘I'm not ready because | don't want to
get...hysterical in front of a journalist,” Love said.
Love’s mother, Wendy O'Connor, told the magazine
she worried that Love might also attempt suicide. “I
was so worried about her wanting to join him that |
stayed in her room,” O'Connor says. *I did guard. |
thought, I can't afford to lose her. I need her. Frances
(Love's 2-year-old daughter) needs her. But she's got
motivation and she's trying to get her boat veered in
the right direction.”

The unlisted track at the end of the Stone Temple
Pilots’ new album, "Purple,” is a song taken from
“The Second Album" released a few years ago by
Seattle trumpeter Richard Peterson.
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German police delained 32 people at an outdoor Pink Fleyd concert in Munich for
suspected illegal possession of drugs. Small amounts of marijuana, hashish and
ecsltasy were taken from the 26 men and six women, authorities said.

A small Australian record company has won another legal victory for its sales of
‘unauthorized” live concerts. Apple House Music of Adelaide, which sells live CDs
for less than $4, has won a Federal Court appeal by the Rolling Stones, who (ried
fo stop the company from using the group’s name on the cover of its CDs. Apple
won a similar victory against Michael Jackson and his record label last year.
“You'd think that the major record companies realise by now that we know what
we're doing — our fourth victory in a row is pretty good | couldn't be happier with
that" says company general manager Noel Forth. "We pay copyright royalties (to
artists) in accordance with Australian law and we've paid hundreds of thousands of
dollars and I haven't had one check back — it's only the giant record companies
that are spewing.”

Bookmakers in England are starting to take bets on how long Wet Wet Wet will
top the charts with "Love Is All Around.” The track, from the soundlrack to “Four
Weddings & A Funeral,” has been number one for 11 weeks in a row, though it will
have to stay in the top spot for another six weeks if it is to beat Bryan Adams’
1991 record for "Everything I Do I Do It For You." Bookmakers have reduced the
o0dds against Wet Wet Wet from 12-to-1 to 8-to-1.

Sealtle band Medicine Hat has finished recording a new nine-song CD with pro-
ducer Don Gilmore, who has worked with Pearl Jam.

The Police will have an album of live tracks recorded over the years coming out in
September. There may also be a grealest hits album from Sting in October. Sting
opens a world tour in Jerusalem at the Sultan's Pool on September 18.

Bono, Elton John, Billy Joel, Don Henley, Trisha Yearwood, Tori Amos,
Sting, Aaron Neville, Daniel Lanois and Martin Gore of Depeche Mode

are covering Leonard Cohen tunes for a tribule album called “Towers Of Song”

coming out early next year.

Elvis Presley’s stepbrother, David Stanley, has published a new book called “The
Elvis Encyclopedia: The Complete and Definitive Reference Book on The King of
Rock & Roll." It's described by its publisher as ‘the ultimate information com-
pendium” on Presley, including interview with over 75 family members and friends.
Stanley lived with Presley for 17 years as well as going out on the road with him.

Rob Halford and Fight have released a nine-song EP of previously unreleased
material. The EP includes five remixes of tracks from Fight's “War Of Words"
album, but also includes four live tracks recorded during a live radio broadcast and
a new version of Judas Priest’s 'Freewheel Burning.”

Megadeth have shot some photographs with noted photographer Richard
Avedon. Avedon is apparently a fan of the band.

The Soup Dragons release a new album in September, called "Hydrophonic.”

Trent Reznor of Nine Inch Nails is now a record label owner, as well as a per-
former. He's formed the Nothing label in reaction to the constraints put on him by
his former record label (TVT Records). “The idea was to keep it fairly small," Reznor
says, "to try and find bands that had their own thing together, knew what they want-
ed to do themselves and could benefit from a kind of protective barrier between
them and the big major label that would be distributing their record. I'l try to edu-
cate them as to how they are spending their own money, which is something the
record labels don't want the artist to know." The label is releasing albums from
British bands Pop Will Eat Itself and Coil, as well as new American bands
Prock and Marilyn Manson and the soundirack to Oliver Stone's upcoming
movie ‘Natural Born Killers.” "l was very impressed by this surreal movie,” Reznor
adds. “There wasn't a finished soundltrack but various people’s music, layered on
lop of each other three or four at a time. He asked me if we wanted lo refease the
soundtrack, but I thought what is the soundtrack? There's 70 pieces of music he
used, from Bob Dylan o Lard — you can imagine the editing! But not being one
to say no, I took a big editing system on the road as we toured and I'm just finish-
ing mixing this big collage of the dialogue, sound effects and music. There is a new
NIN song in it as well, but  was more an editor than a composer.”

The Barenaked Ladies are about to release a new album, ‘Maybe You Should
Drive," as the follow-up to "Gordon.”

The Canadian beer company John Labatt Limited is trying to sell its share of the
firm promoting this year’s tours by the Rolling Stones and Pink Floyd.

Tmsley Ellis releases a new album this month (on Alligator Records) called
“Storm Warning." It's produced by Eddy Offord and fealures keyboardist
Chuck Leavell. Ellis plans a tour beginning later this month.

Cher is working on her first film in four years, a comedy-thriller called
"Faithful.”

A Los Angeles judge has refused to dismiss a lawsuit filed by a production
company against Michael Jackson. Smith-Hemion Productions filed a
breach-of-contract lawsuit against Jackson and other members of his family
over a ‘Jackson Family Honors" television special last March.

Janet Jackson joins Aretha Franklin as the female artist with the largest
number of gold records — 14. “I'm just happy to find myself in the company
of Aretha,” Jackson says. "It's an exciting step." Jackson's latest single, “Any
Time, Any Place,” has also set a record by spending 10 conseculive weeks at
the top of Billboard's R&B chart, beating her own record of eight weeks for
“That's The Way Love Goes.”

Attorneys for the late David Ruffin, formerly of the Temptations, have (old
acourt in Detroit, Michigan, that officials of Motown Records falsified his sig-
nature on documents in an attempt to avoid paying royalties. The disclosure
came in a hearing related to a lawsuit filed last October claiming non-payment
of royalties. Motown claims Ruffin signed a release in 1977 waiving all rights
to past, present and future royalties. But a handwriting expert lestified that the
signature had been traced. Certified document examiner Richard Kokochak
also testified that other documents produced by Motown attorneys were past-
ed together from documents prepared by at least two different typewriters. The
pending lawsuit in Wayne County Circuit Court will now be amended to
include fraud and other charges.

Luther Campbell of 2 Live Crew was served with a grand jury subpoena
during a show in Savannah, Georgia. The U.S. Attorney’s office has declined
to say why Campbell is being subpoenaed. At the Savannah show, two people
were arrested on stage for public indecency. 2 Live Crew's record company
claims neither was a member of the group.

A Los Angeles judge has extended a temporary restraining order against a
man who had been following Madenna, claiming to be her husband. Todd
Lawrence faces trial August 16 on charges of trespass, assaulting a police
officer and resisting arrest. He was arrested last month on the grounds of
Madonna’s estate. Superior Court Judge William Allen has barred Lawrence
from coming within 100 yards of Madonna or her property for the next three
years.

Michael Jackson and Lisa Marie Presley-Jackson reportedly plan to per-
form together at an Elvis Presley tribute concert taking place at Graceland
this fall. They are expected to perform at least one duet at the October 8 con-
cert, which will be broadcast live on cable as a pay-per-view special and then
reteased as an album. "Elvis Aaron Presley — The Tribute” is also expected to
feature Elton John, Willie Nelson, Lyle Lovett and Bon Jovi, among
otfiers. A spokesman for Graceland denies that Jackson and his wife will
appear.

The Associated Press reports that Michael Jackson invoked the Fifth
Amendment on allegations of child molestation when he answered a lawsuit
by former bodyguards who said they were fired because they knew of his
aciivities with young boys. The five men filed their suit in November, claiming
they had been fired without notice in February 1993. Jackson's legal filing
claims the men only occasionally worked securily for him.
