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Danzig, "Cantspeak", American 
After the multimedia success of "Mother'' last year, it must have been really tempting to Glenn to come back with a 
similar sounding track. But as thirty seconds will attest, "Cantspeak" is a radical departure for the dark one, and a 
track critics in the know are already calling this his most accessible ever. KISW is already banging it, with Cathy 
Faulkner commenting, "This is not something I would have expected from Danzig, and the listeners are receiving 
it very well. There is an incredible edge in his voice, even though the song doesn't sound edgy at first." From 
WRCN's Kevin Thompson, "It's the most melodic thing he's ever done and he's more than holding his own in the 
battle of the superstars. Definitely his most accessible track ever"... It's also shaping up quickly in the crossover 
department, with a serious early alternative profile that has stations such as X96 in Salt Lake City awarding top 
spins, with sales already tripled in that market.

WHCN and WHJY fronting this week's 16 adds, with 
18 more stations listing play increases — all good for a 67-57" move. Plus the overall EC visibility machine continues to run hot, 
with the Fi/more appearance last week. the House of Blues in L.A. this past weekend, and with club dates in Chicago, New York and 
New Orleans on tap over the next couple of weeks. 

Todd Snyder, "Alright Guy", MCA 
We've been raving about Todd's musical take on the world as we know it for a coupla months now, with Triple A radio designated as 
MCA 's first objective. With the album now charted at 19" AAA, it's time for mainstream to hip up. 'Alright Guy" definitely deserves 
prime consideration (at 43" Triple A), with "My Generation" set to chart shortly, and lots of accent play on the hidden track, "Ta/kin' 
Seattle Grunge Rock Blues". Hey, with that format dishing out healthy play to at least five tracks from a debut album in all this traf-
fic, Todd's clearly a safe crossover bet for you. If, for some reason you don't get "Alright Guy" right away, just pop "Seattle..." on a 
few times, as Marty Bender and Greg Mull did, and let the phones bend your mind. 

Corrosion Of Conformity, "Albatross", Columbia 
God knows we've tried, but we can't find one station playing this record that's not thrilled with the track's progress to date. Phones are 
healthy everywhere, with KNCN's Kenny Mann offering a comment we hear everywhere, -Even with only night play, this track is 
pulling really great phones. I love the band and have been a C.O.C. fan for a long time. Were looking forward to playing more from 
the album." UP 56-43* on the Hundred, with COR answering the call 25-20. Adds this week include KLOL, KOMP, WSFL, WTPA 
and KBER, with increases posted at KEGL, KILO, KISW, KLPX, KSJO, WAAF WCMF WKLO and half a dozen more. Conform or else.

This year marks the 
Fifteenth Anniversary 
of IRS Records. And 

since its inception, the indis-

putable core of the company 
has always been Miles Copeland 
and Jay Boberg, who together 

formed a vision based on com-
mitment to the artist and inno-
vation in all levels of the com-
pany — this vision is carried in 

both the records it puts out to the 
way it does business. It is this 
vision that best characterizes 
the label, and continues to be its 
driving force to this day. We 

recently got the chance to sit 
down with Jay and hear his 
views on everything from dis-
covering what is arguably the 
most important American band 

of the last 15 years to the state 
of the music industry and 
beyond. As you can see, Jay is 

rarely at a loss for words... 

Can you encapsulate IRS vision in a para-
graph or two? 

Jay. I think that IRS first and loremost has to push the 
envelope creatively. And from the business stand-
point, it is the music business, it's combining those two 
words because there is creativity in terms of how you 
go about running your business and the tactics and the 
approaches that you use to try to market your artists and 
as well, it's creative in terms of the music. It's our job 
to let the artists be creative, which has always been the 
hallmark of IRS, since the artists have far more say here 
in what they do, in fact, they almost have ultimate say, 
there are very few exceptions in terms of the records that 
they put out, how they are imaged, and what they put across. 
We have always seen IRS as being the artes voice and 
the artist's machinery, as it were, to fulfill their goals and 
to try to transmit what their vision and message is, 
rather than us acquiring the rights to their music and 
exploiting it. We have always hated that explanation and 
that approach and the mentality that goes with il. 

Would you say that there is a common thread 
among all IRS artists? What makes an IRS 
band? 

Jay: First of all, they play live, and we've lido vcii few 
artists that have not had a compelling live performance. 
They get out there and spread their message. and I think 
that it ties back again to the fact that most of the artists 
that have been on IRS have something to say, and they 
have passion, and that message and that passion comes 
through in their live performance and on the record. The 
artists that take chances are the artists that Miles 

(Copeland) and I, as A&R people, tend to be attracted 
to. I'm not trying to say that there is anything wrong with 
signing acts or getting involved with acts that are main-
stream from the start or sing about rather mundane issues, 
that's fine, by all means, when you are dealing with labels 
that have such a wide variety of artists as the Columbias 
and the Warners and so forth, by definition you have to 
be all things to all people. But IRS doesn't. IRS repre-
sents, has represented and continues to represent a par-
ticular vision and a cutting edge vision that is all about 
taking shots with artists and their music. That very phi-
losophy means that you are going to end up with some 
things that just don't work, that don't have a commer-
cial viability, and then you are going to end up with oth-
er things that everyone else missed that ends up com-
ing out on top and really changing the face of what 
happened, a la the Go Go 's or R.E.M. or Concrete 
Blonde, that really had significant impact 

How would you rate the label's street presence? 

Jay: I think that it's marginal right now. It's getting bet-
ter; it was obviously at its peak from about '82 to '86 or 
'87. I think that during that window, kids, for one of the 
first times since Motown and since replicated by 
Windham Hill — and that's the only analogy to IRS — 
where people would buy a record based upon what label 
it was on. I think that you have that to a certain degree 
now with Sub Pop and Minty Fresh and a few others. and 
IRS certainly has enjoyed that. Record stores would tell 
us routinely that all they had to do was say New IRS releas-
es coming' and people would come in and just buy it. 
They didn't need to know the name of the band. I think 
that we lost a little bit of that in the late '80s and early 
'90s when Miles had a vision for diversifying the label 
into an area called NoSpeak, which was successful in 
its own right, but it diluted the label's image. We also 
got involved with acts that didn't fit the expectations of 
the label's audience, especially the Rebel Pebbles and 
Animal Logic, who were completely valid musically. and 
in fact, Animal Logic was one of the best live bands that 
we ever had on the label, bar none. But it didn't fit that 
sort of tight. narrow image of IRS as being cutting 
edge, especially the Rebel Pebbles. Miles signed Spirit 
and Leslie West and Wishbone Ash and did a retro deal, 
and his idea was that these bands were vital, that they 
were older bands but that did not mean that their music 
was no longer valid. It just meant that the audience got 
older and that this audience was being uncatered to. And 
I think that, as with most ideas that Miles has. he was 
probably ahead of his time and had the right concept 
but maybe not the right execution, in the sense that Triple 
A is addressing that issue. There are a lot of things that 

are addressing the fact that there is this huge audience. 
The big point, was the fact that it was not the right thing 
for IRS. We should have done it on another label, or Miles 
should have created another moniker to do that, because 
that diluted the image and the branding that IRS had, along 
with the credibility that IRS enjoyed. So, late in 1991 
and early '92, we made the decision and convinced Miles 
that was really the wrong way to go. He agreed, and 
focused the label back on signing new artists, artists that 
were Alternative. We saw the trend that IRS had always 
represented — the new wave, new artists, new Alternative, 
whatever you want to call it. We saw the viability com-
ing in terms of modern rock radio. Here we were hav-
ing all this history and having the A&R competitive advan-
tage, and we weren't really taking advantage of it. That's 
about when we signed dada and we signed Kirsty 
MacColl, Over The Rhine — since then we have signed 
a number of acts that really are more in the traditional 
IRS fold of being hard working, live artists that push the 
envelope creatively and have something to say 

Will you avoid foraying into those areas in the 
future? 

Jay In terms of artists that are signed to IRS, IRS is going 
ei3/ focused on the A&R vision staying within what 

you would consider to be the traditional window that IRS 
has operated in. I think that Miles is the kind of guy, and 
IRS is the kind of label, where we are going to contin-
ue to take chances and if Miles saw another opportu-
nity we would maybe go after it. It just wouldn't be on 
IRS. It would be on another label. 

How would you characterize the grain of indi-
vidual that works at IRS? 

Jay I think and Miles would agree with this, that we 
tend to be a place where we have very strong individ-
uals that work at IRS. We have a whole history with Michael 
Plen, Barbara Bolan, Phil Costello, Paul Brown... If you 
look throughout the music industry there are IRS vet-
erans everywhere, and they tend to be very strong-
willed, opinionated individuals. It's always been my the-
ory and Miles' theory to find the smartest, most 
aggressive, strong willed individuals that we can find, 
we certainly are not the kind of organization that brings 
in patsies, but by the same token if you are really going 
to allow those people to grow, you have to give them a 
voice 

Is it safe to say that 'indie' credibility is pret-
ty important to you? 
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Jay: Yes. Perception is reality in the music business 
and that's both good and bad news. The good news is 
that you have a lot of artist campaigns which are not very 
real; people perceive them as real, and the next thing that 
you know, they start becoming real because everyone 
has sort of given them the benefit of the doubt The antithe-
sis of that, of course, is that people start perceiving you 
to not be happening, so even when you are happening, 
it sometimes takes a long time to push that perception 
back over. IRS, from a marketing standpoint, from a pro-
motion standpoint, and for the most part, from an A&R 
standpoint, has been doing very well over the last cou-
ple of years. We are one of the only labels in the mar-
ketplace that has an entire organization in England, 
France, Canada and throughout America where every-
one is on a centralized computer network We pull down 
Soundscan every Wednesday morning and Karen Lee 
in Boston or Lori Blumenthal in New York or Judy 
Barahal in Chicago, or whoever you want to pick in the 
company, they are all pulling down Soundscan, whether 
they are in a radio station or a hotel room. The same thing 
with BUS and R&R. We've been very aggressive in terms 
of utilizing technology, channeling our adver-
tising and marketing around the markets where 
the Soundscan response is happening. We're 
trying to be very aggressive in utilizing new tech-
nology and progressive in terms of how we 
market and promote, in what I consider to be just 
a totally different environment than what exist-
ed ten years ago. 

Or live yeas ago. 

Jay: Absolutely. We are on the Internet, we're 
on America Online with our Tribal label. This 
is a good example: Tribal is one of the most suc-
cessful, if not the most successful, House label 
out there. A lot of people don't even know that 
it's IRS, and we'll do probably in the neighbor-
hood of two or three million dollars in billing this 
year with an underground label that will hard-
ly have a lick of what you would consider to be 
traditional media exposure, in terms of mainstream 
radio or video or whatever. IRS has been, and 
is continuing to really be aggressive on an 
alternative marketing type of level, redefining how 
to do business. We've actually been very suc-
cessful economically the past six months of this 
year. September and October have been two of 
the biggest months in IRS' history, in terms of billing, 
and we're looking very strong for this particular year on 
an economic level. We're coming back, and I think that 
people can sense it. But we're not all the way back, and 
there is still a lot more that we need to do. There are acts 
that we need to deliver, especially a couple of newer acts 
that we really need to pull through in the next 12 
months, that will really complete the re-ascension of IRS 
back up to the place where it has been and should be. 

I want to talk a little bit about the organizational 
structure of the company — where you think 
it's effective and where you think it could be 
improved. 

Jay Its a relatively compact organization. We have a 
comparatively smaller staff than most of our competi-
tors, yet, I think that we have the staff in the areas 
where I consider essential in starting the snowball rolling. 
One of the benefits of the new environment with 
Soundscan, BUS and so forth, is that the necessity to 
have a huge work force out there in the marketplace. 
Handing out toaster ovens and TVs is not there anymore. 
fts' a very reactive marketplace, both at radio and at retail, 
and if you can build a story and create pockets of ener-
gy, where you show that the record is happening on the 
radio level and selling on a retail level, everybody talks, 
and that spreads throughout the structure like wildfire. 
What we've tried to do with IRS is, albeit it's small, to be 
incredibly powerful in isolated areas, almost like a 
strike force. That way our radio staff can be extremely 
powerful at Alternative and be powerful enough at CHR, 
even if it's only at 30-40 CHR stations, and at Triple A. 
We're not really calling on AOR on a full-fledged level, 
but still, we can be in the face of 20 or 30 AOR stations 
that can really make a difference. The reality is, if it's the 
right markets and the right stations that are bolting on 

a record that's really taking off, the word spreads, and 
you can then spread it to the rest of the stations in a man-
ner that will push a record through. I think that this is 
good news not just for IRS, but it's good news for any 
indie situation. You saw that Deadeye Dick record on 
Ichiban. It had no real promotion muscle behind it — 
they have one person, if I'm not mistaken. A lot of records 
are happening to a great extent without all the accou-
trements and size of the bigger label, and again. I think 
this is just a reflection of the fact that the marketplace 
is reactive and it sees things that are real. The big com-
panies'ability to hype and finesse records and make them 
appear to be real when in fact they're not is ,oetting more 
and more difficult. 

Would you say that a good reason for the com-
pany's effectiveness on that level is the fact 
that there is a real sense of community among 
the employees, and everybody knows a bit 
about aspects of the company other than their 
own? 

Jay: Absolutely. Everyone at IRS does everything, and 
that's been one of the ways that we've been able to 
attract such good people, that no one is cubby-holed, 
they are not compartmentalized and said, 'You are 
doing promotion, get out of here, we don't want to hear 
what kind of bands you think are great.' That has nev-
er been the philosophy. Some of the best bands that we 
have signed have been bands that have come through 
various different people in the company that had noth-
ing to do with 'A&R' in the official capacity. When we 
are pulling together the marketing campaigns for our bands, 
everyone contributes. My assistant, to the sales peo-
ple to whoever it might be, it doesnt matter what role that 
person plays officially in the company, everyone has a 
face. There is that sense of community within IRS. It 
can be combatitive, and it can be tough because peo-
ple are full of passion and opinions, and therefore it can 
be an intense environment, but you get that momentum 
going and everyone pulls together in a much different 
way than you do if you are dealing with a much bigger 
corporation. I think you see that evidence by how long 
people stay at IRS. I've been there over 16 years next 
February, since Miles and I started the label. Barbara 
Bolan has been there more then a dozen years; Paul 
Orescan, although most of it in Canada, has been with 
the company for ten years. I think that half the compa-
ny has been there six to seven years, which in this 
business, if you are in a place for more then three 
years, you are there for a long time. 

One other thing relating to A&R is that you don't 
really hear about IRS being a part of overblown 
bidding wars. Vo you as a company eschew bid-
ding wars and the 'follow the herd' mentality 
in signing what is 'hip' or the flavor of the 
month? 

Jay: We have never subscribed to ambulance chasing 
A&R. Never have and never will. I also believe that when 
you get involved in those kinds of acquisitions, they tend 
to be statement acquisitions, and I think that we saw that 
with a couple of labels. There is another crop of labels 
trying to change their image in the marketplace, and there-
fore they just go in and overpay Whatever anyone is pay-
ing, they will pay twice as much. That can work to a cer-
tain degree in terms of creating a momentum and 
creating a vibe, but at some point or another, the 
accountants have a say. That much I've learned I know 
the economics of running a label, I know what it costs 
to market and promote and when you are signing acts 
to $500,000 per album for a three album firm deals, you're 
batting average had better be damn good, because 
again, at some point the accountants have a say What 
we try to do is avoid those kind of high profile statement 
situations because it puts undue pressure on the orga-
nization in other ways and it ends up coming out in very 
inopportune areas. 

Exactly. It could show up in the record itself, 
it could show up in the Promotion 
people is working the record, and in 
the vibe that you present to the out-
side. 

Jay Absolutely, it shows up in the mentality 
or the tactics that the people on the staff go 
to get that record played, there tends to be a 
lot of desperation. 

Also in the 11th cup of coffee by 
noon. 

Jay. Exactly, and IRS has always tended to 
sign acts that, for whatever reason, there 
was not a bidding war for. We have to be ear-
ly and smart, and not just smart. We have to 
have good ears, but we have to get there before 
everyone else. When you sign an act for those 
types of numbers, in terms of economics, and 
hey, I'm not going to say that they were bad 
deals for the band, certainly they get a lot of 
money, but that is their money, they are 
recoupable dollars, and if those acts don't sell 
a lot of records real early in their career, 
they are going to find themselves out because 
there is no organization that can support an 

act under those kind of financial terms that is not sell-
ing several hundred thousand albums. 

It constantly surprises me, Jay. You'd think that 
managers and lawyers, especially the ones 
that have been around for awhile, would real-
ize that overpaying for their artists is never good 
for anyone involved, considering the long run. 
Of course, I don't want to make a blanket 
statement, but I can't tell you how many times 
I've talked to either a manager or a lawyer, and 
they're basically just looking to cash in, ear-
ly and quick. 

Jay Think about the odds — what you are dealing with 
o are professional deal makers, and I'm not trying 

to say that those lawyers and managers don't have the 
band's best interests at heart, I hope they do, and 99 times 
out of 100 they probably do, but the odds are pretty unfa-
vorable fora new record. tread a statistic that there was 
something like 5,000 records released in a 12 month peri-
od, and of those 5,000 records, only 621 sold more then 
100,000 units. 

And most times that's not even close to mak-
ing a profit. 

Jay Right. If those numbers are correct, or something 
close to that, and you are the manager of the act or the 
lawyer, someone is offering you $500,000, your odds 
are 621 out of 5,000, those are not good odds. So you're 
sitting there thinking, 'Do I take the money to at least assure 
that these kids get some money, or do I not take it and 
go with someone who is going to offer maybe less 
money and have a more gradual build.' At IRS what we 
do is build foundations for acts. The acts build it 
themselves; we just help them do it, and it's the acts that 
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are really are willing to bet on themselves, that are 
going to find their best future with IRS, because IRS wont 
give up, we'll stick with the act As long as the act is will-
ing to make the effort and really fine tune their craft in 
terms of getting out there and help make it happen, to 
create their own storm, were willing to go from $35,000 
on the first album to $100,000 on the second album to 
$200,000 on the third album and build it up from there, 
and the deals will reflect that, and I think that it's very 
hard for a label that signs an act for $400,000 an album 
to accept 35,000 units of sales on the first album and 
defining that as successful. How do you define success? 
If you spent $400,000 on the record, and another 
$400,000 marketing it, if that sucker didn't sell 250,000 
units I don't care who is saying what, it doesn't cut it. 

In terms of that whole process, and this ties into 
my earlier question about the common thread 
between IRS artists, is that it really takes a spe-
cial type of band to realize that they are in it 
for the long haul, who are going to work their 
asses off in terms of touring, in terms of mak-
ing good records, and putting the overall effort 
into their career. Those are the bands that I think 
are better off not trying to go for the mother-
load early with the deals. But then again, the 
mentality changes if the artist simply doesn't 
have the chops and can't, or won't, do 100 
dates a year and take the time to build organ-
ically. 

Jay There is this whole issue of instant gratification 
versus living within your means. What makes a band 
all of a sudden in a position to take advantage of and real-
ly maximize the opportunity of, when one day they are 
playing a club in front of 40 people and recording in their 
bedroom, and the next day they are spending $300,000 
in the fanciest studio with the top producers and all the 
rest of it. Are they really ready to make that leap? 
Some may be, and to those of you who are, that is a ter-
rific opportunity and they make the most of it, but I think 
that you can make a gross generalization by saying that 
most bands are not ready to maximize that opportuni-
ty, and think that if you asked the large numbers of bands 
who had that opportunity thrust upon them early in 
their career, they really, really wish that they could 
have waited for that, and done that three years later when 
they learned everything that they learned during that three 
years. Learned about themselves, the marketplace, 
their performing, their audience, all the rest of that, 
they would love to go back and have that opportunity over 
again, and they would have really been able to take more 

advantage of it. And you are right. 
It really takes a special kind of band 
to understand the business aspects 
of this, that the advances that 
they receive are their money, that 
the support is their money, that is 
money that is going to come out 
of their royalties at a later date. It 
takes a special kind of band to want 
to live within their means. They 
have to say. 'Hey, as we sell more 
records, we'll spend more mon-
ey' Thats' not a mentality that you 
find out there all the time. You find 
it with a very special and rare 
type of artist. It really demands 
someone who believes in them-
selves, and the concept of them not 
being successful never enters 
into it. They know that if they 
have the right mentality and they 
have aligned themselves with a 
group of people who share that 
mentality and that philosophy 
that they, over a period of time, are 
going to be able to build up an 
audience and become successful. 

That sounds pretty much 
like your pitch. Is that how 
you pitch bands? 

Jay In many ways, absolutely. 
pitch them on the basis of sta-

bility, but unfortunately the real-
ity is there is a lot or musical chairs in the music indus-
try, especially at the big labels, and the A&R person who 
signs you today in many cases is not even there when 
the record comes out. Presidents of labels, the last few 
months beinn a perfect example 

The last two weeks especially. 

Jay The last three days! (laughs) You end up with a 
situation where you do an entire label deal and it's tied 
to one individual who says 'I'm going to lead the way, 
I'm going to blaze the path for you throughout this 
corporate bureaucracy' and then the label is three or six 
months into the deal and the person leaves and moves 
on. You cant blame anybody in that situation; they have 
their own careers, they are looking for their own situa-
tions, but that is tough and IRS can certainly put forth 
a great deal of stability, because that is what we have, 
and a consistency of vision too I would say as well. 

How involved are you personally in the artistic 
process? The actual recording and such. Do 
you have constant contact with the artists 
while they are in the recording process? 

Jay It depends on the band. Miles gets involved with 
sonie bands and I get involved with others and on 
some acts we actually work together on, like dada, 
someone like that. We tend to be very involved early on. 
The two points in which we really want to have a say are 
the songs that they go in to record, and after they have 
recorded them and are starting to mix Those are the points 
that we like to try and give our input. It's certainly not 
dictatorial, but certainly put forth our opinions which the 
bands almost universally respect. If they didn't have respect 
for what I have to say, then I doubt that they would have 
signed with me in the first place. We try to push them 
before they go into the studio. I find that is really the place 
where the great records are really made, the battles are 
won or lost, is in the whole writing stage, because for 
the most part artists tend to want to start recording pre-
maturely. They don't necessarily push themselves to get 
refined and to add to the portfolio of songs that they go 
into the studio with. I've never ever been in a situation 
where a band said, 'Gee, we recorded too many fantas-
tic songs, what are we going to do? I guess we'll have 
to cut off a few.' I've been in many situations where in 
hindsight it's like 'Gee, I wish that we had written a few 
more songs.' I think that's a very common dilemma that 
you end up in, and sometimes it's tough trying to con-
vince the artist that they should really write some more 

songs. These are great and we are well on our way, but 
let's have 20, not 12 to go in there with. We are 
involved at that stage, we are certainly involved when they 
are finished recording and the rough mix is going 
through trying to add input in terms of whether or not 
we felt the song has really reached it's potential as it's 
left the demo stage and is now recorded. Then we are 
involved in the very end, in the mixing, especially with 
singles. For the most part it's an artist's album, the artist 
has got to be able to have control over how that record 
ends up coming out. The only input that we really are 
going to insist on is on the songs that we are going to 
take to radio, and even then it depends on the expecta-
tions. If ifs an artist that we are looking to take from 25,000 
to 100,000 units and the expectations of that artist are 
such that it's like, 'Look, this is the kind of goal that we 
have, then you can have a certain kind of criteria where 
if the artist is sitting there saying, no, no, no, this is the 
act that we want to go from 150,000 to a billion on, then 
our opinion is going to be different in terms of what is 
going to be required for the singles, for the songs that 
we're hoping to provide the locomotive for that success. 

I think that the core of that situation and the 
relationship is respect. It's evident that the com-
pany's level of respect for its artists is extreme-
ly high, especially in relation to some other com-
panies. For the most part, the artists realize that, 
and they're willing to work in ways and areas 
where, if they were in a different situation, 
they might not. Agree? 

Jay.. Absolutely. I've worked real hard to never be in 
d situation where it's an 'us against them' type of men-
tality. It's always us, and us is the band and the record 
company and the management company, and as far as 
that goes, and the agent and the lawyer. What we try to 
put forth is the fact that hey look, it's tough enough to 
be successful, the odds are so against all of us, on any 
one given project just to start out with, so why make it 
more difficult by creating an adversarial role. IRS only 
releases 15 records in a year, so it's not like we've got, 
if it doesn't happen in the first two weeks we're on to the 
next, as it is the case at many bigger labels that are releas-
ing 20 albums in a month. We do stick with the records, 
and our track record speaks for itself We don't bail on 
records right out of the box, so the kind of adversarial 
role that a lot of artists and their management are 
forced to have with record labels are not really appro-
priate at IRS, and that creates an environment where that 
respect can really be utilized as a mutually beneficial tool. 
We have to respect the artists and their art and what they 
are trying to do, and by the same token, the artists 
respect our opinions in terms of how we are going to go 
about trying to market and promote their art to the 
greatest possible potential audience, so it's a good 
mix 

What's your view on video? 

Jay It s a necessary evil. I personally find that video 
this taken away a great deal of the mystery and imagi-
nation in music by putting forth visual images and in a 
way telling the viewer or the listener what they should 
be seeing when they hear music. When I think about music, 
it's my own life, I apply that song to things and experi-
ences in my own life that make up the special place that 
I go to when hear that music, so I am personally not 
so keen on it. On the other hand, it's created a whole dif-
ferent area of expansion, another palette for artists to paint 
on that has certainly become in some ways an even more 
valuable tool for image creation and sensory display on 
behalf of the artists, the artists that really have a say. To 
many artists, they are not visual creators, so therefore 
the video becomes just a commercial and it's someone 
else's vision, it's the director's vision or the art director, 
and it's not really the artist's vision, so therefore I find 
that a little sad in a way because they are sort of being 
forced into a medium where it doesn't really work for them. 
But, if you take someone like a Madonna or a Trent Reznor, 
obviously totally different types of artists, but artists who 
clearly in their own mind have a visual presentation that 
they feel very strongly about, and it adds to the musi-
cal presentation. 

So you as a label you encourage creativity in 
video? 
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Jay: Absolutely. We dont have that many artists that 
get played constantly on the MTVs of the world, so it tends 
to be alternative outlets, other ways of getting the videos 
played, clubs, local and regional cable outlets. If we are 
going to make a video we want it to be true to what that 
artist is trying to say And they also tend to be relatively 
low budget, so the risks aren't so inherent so they can 
take more chances, which we try to encourage. If there 
is one thing that IRS tries to get across to everybody, 
whether it be the artists, or it the staff, it's take chances, 
something that I personally really believe in. Nothing 
ventured, nothing gained. And especially if you are the 
little guy, what have you got to lose? 

That's why it's so important to have a sense of 
togetherness of vision in the label, so you can 
actually make the decision and collectively put 
the step forward rather than have factions 
develop and a watered-down focus. 

Jay: Absolutely, and I think that one of the real virus-
es that inhabits the big labels is a fear of taking chances, 
because there is so much at stake, in terms of job 
security, and there is a lot of the politics involved. It's 
not an environment that really would encourage people 
to take shots. 

Not conducive to productivity either. 

Jay.. No, not at all, but hopefully at 
IRS people feel that they can make 
mistakes, and when you feel that 
you can make mistakes and not get 
away with it, but you can survive a 
mistake or two, you're not fearful 
that you are not going to be tossed 
out on your ear, then that's an envi-
ronment where you are really going 
to take shots. And if you take shots 
like that, you're going to have inno-
vation and you're going to have 
things that can really push through 
to the forefront 

Let's talk about Miles a little 
bit. How would you characterize 
your relationship with him? 

Jay. It's pretty amazing to have 
stayed a partner with somebody for 
almost 16 years. We owned IRS 
together, we still own a publishing 
company, a film company and a 
merchandising company together 

EMI owns the label outright now? 

Jay IRS Records, yes, the record company. It's been 
t,,ry successful partnership, and we bring different things 

to the table. We both have an A&R vision, which has been 
uniquely able to co-exist. It's hard to have two differ-
ent visions and yet have it able to operate under one roof, 
and a relatively small roof at that. I think that Miles as 
well, throughout the whole history of IRS, has been involved 
in a lot of other things, which means that he's not in the 
office five days a week, 52 weeks a year. He's out with 
Sting, he has several management clients, he's dealing 
with the film company, with other different ventures, that 
means that I've been given an inordinate amount of auton-
omy from the very beginning of IRS to make decisions 
and run the company Mlles certainly has been very force-
ful and driving in terms of certain A&R decisions that 
he's put forth, so I don't mean to infer by any stretch that 
he's been away from the helm so to speak. But it's been 
a situation where I think that the longevity is due to the 
fact that we are not in each others face constantly, and 
that we both bring different things. 

There's a lot of trust there. 

Jay Yeah, there has to be. With all of the joint busi-
nesses and money that we have intertwined among all 
the companies and so forth, we never have any kind of 
serious dispute, which is pretty unusual. 

It's amazing. Has the fact that EMI owns the label 
changed the way that you have done busi-
ness? When was that? 

Jay. They bought into the first half in 1990 and the sec-
half they acquired in '93 

Has that changed things at all? 

Jay: Actually, no. Jim Eiffel and EMI have stayed 
absolutely to their word. They pitched us on the fact that 
they were buying into the company because they want-
ed the entrepreneurial slant, they wanted the vision 
that was different from any of the other labels that they 
had within their organization. They said. 'Look, here's 
the sort of playing field that we want you to play on, we 
want you to take chances artistically, we want you to sign 
new things, we want you to be able to fail so to speak, 
and be successful, but at the same time we want you to 
operate within these kinds of parameters. And as long 
as you operate within these kind of financial parameters, 
then we are just going to check in on you once in 
awhile. You have to send us the statements showing us 
what's going on at your company, but other than that, 
just go do it.' Its' amazing how true that has been — they 
have really, really left us alone. They do not meddle in 
what we do, they do not second guess our decisions. The 
only things that they have had any impact on us on have 
been areas of policy CEMA things or stuff like that, like 
industry pricing and all that kind of stuff that you kind 
of have to do as an organization, but they have been 
absolutely terrific and very supportive throughout the world 

They have really given us a lot more clout. We have the 
number one record is England right now, Pato Banton 's 
Baby Come Back,' which we distributed through Virgin 
over there. The only country where IRS has its full, own 
staff and our own marketing and promotion is in 
America. In England we have a small staff, but they real-
ly operate more as an A&R and a product manager cen-
ter, working our artists that are distributed through 
EMI or Virgin or Chrysalis, or whichever one of the EMI 
labels overseas. EMI has really given us incredible strength 
in other markets where we have been able to deliver a 
great deal of success, which we never would have been 
able to do, had IRS been without EMI, so it really has-
nt had many down sides, its' had a great deal of up sides 

want to touch on your Harvard experience, and 
what that was like. l guess that was last year, 
about this time, right? 

Jay .Right now actually. It was horn the lust of 
àdpIember to Thanksgiving. It was called The Advanced 
Management Program and it's a program for continued 
education so to speak, for senior executives. Pretty much 
everyone in the program was a president or a chairman 
or whatever of their organization, so it was all these peo-
ple who were leaders of their companies, and most of 
them had pretty extensive education when they were 
younger. But this was them going back to Harvard at 
this point to kind of update the process and be exposed 
to new ideas and the sort of updated technology and so 
forth. 

How intense was it? 

Jay It was very intense. First of all, I dont know about 
you, it hasn't been so long for you, but it's been 15 years 
since was in school, and I was the youngest guy in the 
program. There were 120 people from all over the 
world, it was 60% foreign and 40% American. These 
were big companies, there were Johnson & Johnson, 
Bristol Meyers-Squib and the Chairman of China Power 
and Light, which is the huge utility company out of Hong 
Kong. Huge companies. A lot of these guys were in their 
40's and early 50's. They spent a long time out of school, 
and you forget how to go to school. There is a talent in 
terms of how to listen to a lecture and take down notes 
and to read books. 

How to operate a beer funnel... 

Jay ¡es, operate a beer funnel, that's a very important 
thing absolutely. How to stay awake in class when you 
are hungover. Actually there was very little time for that, 
I'm sorry to report We went to school six days a week, 
it started at Barn and went through to 9:30pm. You weren't 
in class all that time. There were discussion groups and 
meetings and debates and what not, and plus you had 
a shitload of stuff to read. We must have read, I don't 
know how many thousands of pages — it was the old 
Harvard Case Study system where you read all these cas-
es which are obviously about real life companies that are 
trying to demonstrate a particular subject that we would 

be studying at the time. It was real-
ly valuable just from the standpoint 
of continued education. One of the 
things that I came back with was 
the realization that the music indus-
try was just asleep at the wheel when 
it came to information technology. 
Soundscan and BDS and so forth were 
just the beginning of it. That is raw 
data. The real challenge is in how you 
use that data. The manifestation of 
the Harvard experience, one of them, 
is the fact that IRS now has its own 
network for all of our staff — we're 
all online so to speak. We have a guy 
on staff who works for all of our 
different companies that is working 
the computers and helping with our 
programs and trying to make them 
more user friendly and talking about 
what we are using the information for 
and trying to refine that so IRS can 
gain the competitive advantage, so 
that even though we may be operating 

with somewhat comparatively limited resources, those 
resources are applied in a targeted manner so that we 
can win the battle so to speak. The other thing about 
Harvard that is great was I spent that entire time peri-
od, three months, without working in the music busi-
ness. I talked to the office a couple of times, Barbara Bolan, 
our General Manager, came back to Boston once and 
spent the weekend about halfway through the program 
and sod of updated me and we talked about various dif-
ferent things. 

Was it tough being out of the loop for so long? 

Jay  was very tough, especially with the Kirsty 
fvfacColl record, which had been my real pride and joy. 
I really worked hard for Kirsty, both in signing her and 
making that record, and I just sort of left it there and when 
it came out, all the marketing was done and every-
thing was done with it, and I wasn't there, and that was 
incredibly frustrating and difficult. But, at the same time, 
I regained my objectivity Most people in the music indus-
try, they never get a distance from it. Its' the kind of occu-
pation that becomes all encompassing, we all know that. 
It's not 9 to 5—we don't go home at 5 and forget about 
it. You do it every day, every night weekends, it does-
n't matter. You are in it, and I think therefore you lose 
your objectivity. It sort of dawned on me why it is that 
this industry finds it so difficult to change. There is all 
this change going on right now in the market, at retail, 
at radio, all this stuff going on. ff you look at the retail 
marketplace right now, it's totally different. Radio for-
mats are changing, the whole way that the information 
comes down, the way that advertising is now sold, yet, 
the industry as a whole is really very slow to react to this 
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kind of stuff I think its because of the fact that no one 
has any objectivity. Its a very insular business. You 
very rarely see people coming into this business com-
ing from other businesses — they tend to come in young, 
learn the ropes, and then work their way up and stay in 
there. Therefore, you don't really have any objective opin-
ions. And being gone for three months, you come 
back to il and say, 'Why do we do this?' A particular thing 
in the organization that you do routinely, all of a sud-
den seems incredibly obvious that you shouldn't be doing 
that anymore, yet you were doing it all this time, and if 
you hadn't gone away from it, you probably wouldn't have 
realized it. 

Also, three months in another industry might not 
be all that much, but in the music industry it often 
seems like an eternity. 

Jay. Yes. Also, this industry thrives on access to infor-
mation and very few people would be willing lo cut them-
selves off for the length of time that you need to to gain 
that objectivity. You may talk to people who say that they 
take a month off, but they are still networking, they want 
to know who is doing what to whom and why and how 
and all the rest of that stuff But to really gain objectivity, 
you have to really cut yourself off and step back and look 
at everything from the stand point of really not know-
ing. It goes back to one of the premises of IRS when we 
started — Naivete is an asset. If you don't know. the neg-
ative to that is that they don't know, and the positive is, 
they don? know what they can do, so all of a sudden some-
thing that conventional wisdom would say you can't do 
that' and someone plows ahead and takes on that chal-
lenge, they start doing it because they don't know any 
better. All of a sudden, something that somebody said 
couldn't be done, gets done, and then everyone is 
going 'Wow, how did they do that?' 

And it has to be in an environment that is con-
ducive to that sort of thing, where new ideas are 
embraced rather than avoided. 

Jay. A lot of people say that the music industry is its 
industry, and there is no relation to the practices with-

in the music industry to others. That's crap. The music 
business is a business just like any other, and to have 
your head in the sand and say that the music business 
is this unique animal that bears no resemblance to 
any other business, in my mind is just self serving by 
the people who say it. because they are trying to protect 
their turf. If they really understood, there area/of of cor 
relations between offer businesses and this, you just need 
to apply them in different ways that are sensitive to the 
particular idiosyncrasies of the music industry. This does-
n't mean that they are not applicable, it just means that 
you have to apply them in certain ways, and I think that 
a lot of this insular attitude comes from a sell serving 
protection of their own turf kind of mentality, which runs 
pretty rampant in this industry. 

I think a lot of that stems from insecurity. 
Tell me about the Go-Go 's reunion. How long 
has that been in the works? 

Jay: We had been working with the girls about putting 
together an anthology record that would involve a num-
ber of unreleased tracks alongside some of the hits 
that would be part of our whole IRS 15th Anniversary 
Celebration, which is going on this fall. The celebra-
tion has involved a couple of new releases, a couple of 
new compilations coming out, as well as a huge cam-
paign on the catalog, pad of a promotion that we've done 
at various retailers throughout the country like Street Side 
and Tower and Newbury Comics. And in talking to the 
girls they said that they were talking about getting 
together with Belinda and doing some rehearsals and 
we said, Great, let's doit' Belinda came over from France, 
where she is living now, and they did some rehearsals 
and came up with some songs and we went up there and 
heard them and they sounded fantastic. They said that 
they wanted to record three songs, and we said, 'Great, 
let's do it!' There was no talk of live dales or anything 
at that point. They went into the studio, they had a great 
time recording them, the songs came out great, and then 
they said let's do some TV, and can we put out a single 
and do a video? And we said sure, let's do it, and it's 
really taken on a life of its own. Now they have a sold 
out tour starting here in about ten days and it runs for 

three and a half weeks. 'just spent last week in New York 
with them, and had a terrific time, they did Letterman, 
they did Howard Stern. Good Morning America, Live At 
Five, they were on Z100 on the morning show for a few 
hours and they just had a terrific time, and it's really tak-
ing on a life of its own. 

And sales are strong. 

Jay: Yes. The record is really selling very well, it's a 
double CO with a 36 page, four color booklet kind of deal, 
and it's sort of not quite a boxed set, but it's still a col-
lector's item. We wanted it to retail under $30, which 
it is in most cases, but there are a few retailers that have 
it about the $30 mark. Tower has been selling it for $2599 
which is a price point that obviously makes/ta lot more 
conducive to selling large numbers Its' going great The 
girls are having a terrific time, most of the dates sold out 
in a few hours, some of them have taken a few days. but 
the response from the public has just been over-
whelming. It's a Top 30 record at Modern Rock, and it 
looks like it could climb well into the Top 20, if not the 
Top 10, even at this busy time of year, and the CHI? radio 
response has been phenomenal. Our first week was this 
last week, and we already have a lot of commitments from 
major markets for next week. and for me personally, it's 
been an incredibly satisfying period to see the Go-
Go's come back with a hit record, because as you 
know, that was the first act that IRS broke. It really brings 
back a lot of fond memories for me 

That's pretty surprising, the fact that it all 
kind of fell together that smoothly. I had 
assumed that it was a real heavily orches-
trated effort. 

Jay I would love to tell you that this was some well exact-
ed game plan. but like most things, we created the 
environment for a good thing to happen and a good thing 
did happen We didn't orchestrate it, it happened on its 
own and its still happening. And I think that as long 
as we follow that spirit with this project, we are going 
to end up having a new career for the Go-Go's. 

Are there plans for a full length? 

Jay We are talking to them about that, and were tak-
ii;g it one step at a lime. But I think that they are inter-
ested in working with us and making a new record. 

There's a slew of '80s reissues and late night 
infomercials — 'The Eighties are back' and such. 
How do you feel about that, and to what do you 
attribute it? 

Jay. I think that it's like anything, it's all cyclical, and 
there was a lot of great music made in the late '70s and 
the early '80s. It's just all part of the whole marketing 
cycle, and style is cyclical, and what is out of fashion toda 
will almost by definition be in fashion at some later point 

Have you put out your own compilation? 

Jay. As part of the 15th Anniversary we put out an On 
..o Charts record '79-94 which has all the various 
records on it, it's basically a dozen outright hit records. 
REM.. all of them. and thats' been our attempt at an com-
pilation We've licensed a few tracks, but we're a little 
hesitant to license all our tracks to Rhino and everybody, 
just from the standpoint of. that's what sells our cata-
log. Our catalog sells like crazy, old records like Wall 
Of Voodoo and The Cramps and Timbuk3 and of course 
the R.E.M. catalog, but also Fine Young Cannibals. 
The Beat and General Public sell like crazy, so we don't 
want to bastardize that by putting out too many of the hits 
off of them. I'm very proud when I see those infomer-
cials and all those acts and some of them that we have 
been involved with, and that whole movement. That was 
a really great time in the music industry, because it came 
from an underground place. People forget, but we 
were all there when Elvis Costello, and The Police and 
Talking Heads; I did a show at UCLA on the Talking Heads 
'77 and it was called 'I Survived Talking Heads At 
UCLA,' it was November of '78 and it was this big, 
underground word of mouth thing and it ended up with 
10,000 people at that show. It really had, at that time, 
all the same makings of things that are going on now 
with the underground rave scene, or what was going on 

iii the lave scene, and now the nose scene and so forth. 
Every generation kind of creates their own underground, 
and that underground then, if it's good and the quality 
bears out, will then move on into the mainstream. 
Everything starts to the left and then there is that audi-
ence and it slowly moves into the center and then 
becomes passe. It keeps moving across the spectrum, 
and then it will come back in again. 

What's in store for the future, the near and far? 

Jay.. We're in the process of signing a lot at acts ana 
are very aggressively signing some acts that I guess you 
would consider to be sort of traditional cutting edge IRS 
acts, so I feel very strongly about that. We're also 
really trying to build up the Tribal label, and I think that 
this is another genre of music that most people think is 
just a very small market, and I believe that this market 
can get much, much bigger and that we have a real foot 
in the door here. Tribal has label branding qualities that 
IRS has and has had and Tribal I think can do very well 

I know that this question is a tad on the trite side, 
but what would you say is your proudest accom-
plishment so far? 

Jay: I think starting the label with Miles that has had, 
arid will hopefully continue to have significance in pop 
culture, which is what music is really, part of pop cul-
ture, I think has been without a doubt something that has 
been my greatest love as it were. Being involved in the 
creation of a label that has provided a vehicle, a home, 
a launching pad for such a wide array of incredible artists 
is probably the thing that I feel the best about, and all 
the relationships and the people that I have had the plea-
sure of being able to deal with during that whole time. 
Everyone from Oingo Boingo, Wall Of Voodoo, the Go-
Gos', the Cramps, Timbuk3, Concrete Blonde, dada, and 
of course, my pride and joy, REM. I would say that sign-
ing R.EM. and being a member of the REM. team for 
those eight years. being involved in basically all the major 
decisions that were made on all levels of that act. hav-
ing the opportunity to work with that caliber of artist, and 
that caliber of human beings, has been probably one of 
the best things for me But certainly from a professional 
standpoint, just the fact that I had the golden opportunity 
to sign R.EM. is probably the strongest professional 
accomplishment. 

What do you think of the new record? 

Jay. Very good. Nike all their records, but my favorite 
R.E.M. record is still 'Murmur,' without a doubt. 

Do you have any regrets, looking back? Maybe 
an artist that you passed on and you wish that 
you hadn't, or a move that you might have 
made? 

Jay My saddest day was when l flew to Athens... 
When R.E M had been shopping around at the end of 
their contract with IRS. which they fulfilled and contributed 
everything that they could on behalf of IRS. It had come 
down to renewing their deal or them leaving, and it was 
between Warner Brothers and us. I went down to 
Athens and they told me that they were going to Warner 
Brothers That was. beyond a shadow of a doubt, my 
saddest day 

Do you have regrets about staying at the com-
pany for so long? 

Jay No, not really The autonomy and the ability to con-
trol my own destiny has been invaluable. Yet, I certainly 
turned down some amazing job opportunities in the past 
ten years that. in hindsight, could have been great 
experiences. sleep at night with no problem at all. I 
really feel that, at the risk of sounding corny, there is a 
certain peace that you have when you know that you are 
in control of your own destiny, and I value that. The abil-
ity to be the author of our own story to such a great extent, 
far more than whatever I may have been able to achieve 
economically by taking big jobs at other labels over the 
past years. At some point, without a shadow of a 
doubt, I will leave IRS — I'm not going to be here for 
40 years — but Ido believe at this point I have no regrets 
over staying here for so long.

"SliOpin* In" delivers the kind of explosive vocal performance that saturates this album: 

Buddy gradually works his audience into a frenzy. finally giving them what they want at 

the end of the song, which fades as the audience chants "Bud-dy, Bud-dy. " Slippin' In, 

as opposed to the first 2 Silvertone recnrdings, emphasizes Buddy's sound with the same 

guests on every track Double Trouble ¡wiped Buddy record Slippin' In, and one track, 

-7-11 Blues." features Johnnie Johnson. -Trouble Blues." "Love Her With A Feeling,"

Iseems like a long way and a long time from "Midnight at the Oasis" to "Meet Me At Midnight", but after listening to this CD, we find out that 
it's not that long. Maria Muldaur's beauti-
ful voice still sounds sensuously sweet and 
innocent when she wants it to, but she can 
turn it on to a bold, sexy, growl when she 
needs it. The album prompted me to pull out 
all my old Maria Muldaur LP's and listen to 
her career again. Maria 's music has always 
sounded more than a little bluesy, even dur-
ing the eclecticism of her early recorded 
work. This album is a too long in coming 

follow-up to her 1992 Black Top release "Louisiana Love Call", and this time 
rather than a New Orleans flavoring she presents a solid Memphis sound. 
"Mississippi Muddy Water", written by Marty Grebb is a love song to the 
south which, paraphrasing Maria 's own words, "Makes you homesick for a 
place you've never lived!" The emotional "Woman's Lament" wrenches the 
listener from everyday complacency into the tragic world of homelessness, 
despair. and abandonment. The title cut, written by Fleetwood Mac gui-
tarist Rick Vito, has the same kind of sexy feel as the other Muldaur 
"Midnight" and is a winner! Tracy Nelsons "Down So Long", and Rory 
Block's "Send The Man Back Home" also shine with the strong emotional 
involvement Maria always seems to have with her music, especially if it 
touches an experience from her own life. There is not a weak track on the 
disc, and though it is not down home count!), blues, it is blue enough for 
anyone. My recommendation: "Try it, You'll Like It"! 

"Ridin' In Style"

Afew days ago I received a new album from Antone's Records. It was 
called Ridin' in Style from Teddy Morgan and the Sevilles. Ever 

since I previewed it, I've had an urge to listen 
to it again and again. What's the attraction? 
Teddy Morgan is a young and talented guitar 
player from Minnesota. He's assembled a 
trio of musicians, including himself, who 
possess high caliber musical skills honed to 
a sharp edge through years of experience 
playing with people like James Harmon 
and Jimmy Rogers. In the group, Eric 
Mathew mans the stand up bass as Esten 

Cook sits behind the drums... Together with Teddy on guitar leading the 
band, they pump out an infectious rhythm on"Make Up Your Mind" that 
reminds me of the late Ruddy Holly. With songs like "Cryin' Time Again" 
and "She's Gone", this band adroitly shows that blues is a feeling that 
comes across without using the traditional 12 bar blues form. That's proba-
bly why I like them so much.

As prolific as the New York hardcore scene 
has been recently, the bands of the Boston 
scene have developed their own circuit that 
rivals any other in the country including NYC. 

, One reason for that - above and beyond 
the energized music - is the unity and sup-
port shown between artists, and Tree is 

one of the bands in the middle of this hard core warm fuzzy. They originated as a group 
of friends who started their own band and eventually started making a strong impact 
on nightclub audiences. According to their bio, their goal was "to have as much fun 
as possible while influencing positive change and playing music that simply rocked 

hard!" With their optimistic yet angry delivery they won over not only their fans, but 

bands such as Stompbox and Sam Black Church as well as Cherry Disc Records, whose 
first release was their 1993 debut A Lot To Fear. After a warm reception at college radio 
and a tour that stirred up the underground fans, they had developed a solid base to 

build on. The band is returning, with the Lamar "turn it up" Louder produced Plant 
A Tree or Die, into a cultural climate where the frustrations and pummeling intensi-
ty of punk and hardcore have been crawling up from the underground and into the main-
stream. The album kicks off with the in your face delivery of "Freedom Rock", an intense 

song that stomps forward like Big Foot with a chip on his shoulder. The sarcastic - 
yet pointed - humor of Tree is especially evident on "Negative Hippie", with its "Ina 
Gada Da Vida" melody at the outset that slams into a frenzied assault. Another gem 

is "Johnny Bravo", with its strong and memorable rhythms and very Rollins-esque lyrics 
that dig against "hardcore" musicians whose motives may not be all that sincere. For 
a change of pace hop forward to "My Brai", a methodical and brooding song in a sim-

ilar fashion to the delivery of Danzig. The album also includes three bonus tracks (hid-
den at the end) taken from recordings done in their earlier days for an instant illus-
tration of their development from the beginning to now. With a tour planned for next 

year. and strong street level support, this is one Tree that won't end up in the paper 

mill. but will set out to cut down the opposition instead. Celebrate Earth Day early, 
and  Plant A Tree Or Die!

Claw finger, Deaf, Dumb, and Blind 
(Metal Blade) 
This quartet from Stockholm, Sweden have already found 
twelve stations over here who have discovered just a bit of 
what has already been discovered in Europe. The intense 
and eccentric grooves of Clawfinger have earned them rave 
reviews from overseas press like Kerragg!, Raw, and  Metal 

Hammer, who described Deaf, Dumb and Blind as "the finest rock/rap album ever... even 
Rage Against the Machine pales in comparison." That is a pretty strong endorsement, 
but the band have gold level sales and Grammy awards to back it up. While this may 
be your first chance to check out Clawfinger this is a band that won't disappear - they 
will be back with a major label release sometime next year. For now metal radio can 
enjoy the crunching - but cleanly produced - guitars, the strong rhythms, and the strik-
ing rap style vocals on songs like "I Need You", "Catch Me", and "Sad To See Your Sorrow". 
If you want to play any other songs - such as the groovin' opening cut "The Truth" - be 
sure to take a trip to the production studio, or wait for the radio edits, which will be in 
your hands early next year. So, if you haven't had a chance to experiment with the musi-
cal energy of Clawfinger, take the time to test this original new band on your show 
right away. 

Generation, Brutal Reality, 
Metal Blade 
Trouble guitarist Bruce Franklin recruited fellow Chicago-
types Caesar Kalinowski and Mark Robertson to 
form side-project Generation, and put together a scrap yard 
of sounds, that meld together to create an industrial strength 
groove. The off-beat banter found throughout the record, 

forges ahead with a brisk pace of guitars and drums, while samples are strewn through 
the mix. The barrage of rapid fire drum-pummeling backs the furious vocals on 
"Retro-vision", while the sci-fi effects of "I Live In Flesh", with its slowed down pace, 
galloping guitar and lamenting vocals, make it one worth checking out. The clunky gui-
tar work on "Rm. 101" adds spice to the metallic flavor of the record, whereas 
"Revolution", a sample filled instrumental, if you will, with guitar riffs a la Helmet and 
cadence-like percussion line make it a stand out track. Other notables on the disc are 
"Nothing To Give", and "Still You Died". The album has already found a home on 18 
stations, what are the rest of you waiting for? 

Fatima Mansions, 
Lost in the Former West (Radioactive) 
This U.K. based band have been basking in the acclaim of 
their homeland press - especially from New Music Express, 
a modern music bible - throughout their four album career. 
But it wasn't until their U.S. debut -  Viva Dead Ponies - that 
everyone on this side of the pond began to take notice. Named 
after a Dublin housing project, the Mansions and their leader 

Cathal Coughlan, have been spewing forth extremely pointed anti-establishment dit-
ties, and on this latest release - Lost in the Former West - they unify this jaded senti-
ment with thick, poppy melodies to create an infectious collection of songs. While this 
isn't a "metal" release, it does have an edge, plenty of attitude, and some meaty gui-
tars which are the elements of a hard rock crowd pleaser. So give this a whirl, and expose 
your listeners to some new cutting edge music!

The new Megadeth album has been banned in Malaysia 
and Singapore because of its cover, a computerized pic-
ture which shows an elderly woman hanging children on 
a clothesline. Some record stores in Canada and 
Germany have also objected to the artwork. 

An international rock concert due to be held in Sarajevo 
this month has been canceled. The show was to feature 
bands from Britain. Poland and Bosnia. But the Bosnian 
government refused to give hospitality to the appearance 
of three British musicians who recently played in Belgrade 
at a show sponsored by the Red Cross. A United Nation 
spokesman said he hopes the concert can be rescheduled 
for next month. 

.5. A Pet Shop Boys concert in Singapore was stopped 
in the middle of their set by police because of indecen-
cy. Apparently, the antics of the two male and two 
female dancers featured some inadvertent nudity when 
a dancer's bra went astray and one of the guys g-
strings slipped. The police rushed the stage and in the 
resulting chaos, the Pet Shop Boys' manager was 
threatened with arrest. Eventually, a compromise was 
reached and the show was allowed to continue with the 
male dancers wearing shorts and the women instructed 
to keep their tops firmly tightened.

The LP, coming out in January, will 
include songs by various acts including Corrosion Of 
Conformity. 

Eric Clapton is rumored to be considering extending his 
all-blues arena tour with a series of shows at smaller 
venues. Clapton just finished a tour in San Jose. 
California. in support of his "From The Cradle" LP. 

Bruce Springsteee "Born In The U.S.A." has been 
certified by the Recording Industry Association of America 
as tied for the second biggest-selling album in the coun-
try. with sales of 14 million copies in the U.S. 
Fleetwood Mac's "Rumours" has also achieved the 
same sales level, but both fall short of the 24 million 
copies sold of Michael Jackson's -Thriller." 

Squeeze. the Kinks, Belinda Carlisle, Dave 
Stewart, East 17 and Kylie Minogue will play a char-
ity show in England on December 6 to raise over 
$300,000 for the Prince's Trust. Stewart will be perform-
ing with his new band. The show also marks the 10th 
anniversary of British Telecom as a public company. and 
some artists will perform from remote sites and have their 
performances beamed to London. 

Bob Seger is spending time in Nashville this month for 
a series of recording sessions. "I think I hear, in the last 
seven or eight years or so, a lot moree narrative songwrit-
ing in the music (coming out of Nashville)." Seger says. 
"I hear a big Eagles influence. a Jackson Browne, 
&nylon Harris influence. I cut my teeth in the early 
'70s on the Kristoffersons and Jackson Brownes, that kind 
of stuff I wrote a lot of my narrative songs in the way they 
did. when I first got into that. I can hear mor of that com-
ing out of Nashville songwriters." Seger adds that he 
argued with his long-time manager about whether his 
new "Greatest Hits" album should be a single or a double 
LP. Seger says the two have been going back and forth on 
the question for the last five years. "I never liked the idea 
of two albums, really. I wanted one price, and one album, 
and we disagreed on that for a long time, so nothing real-
ly got done on it We have this thing that if we're not both 
enthusiastic about a major decision, we don't go ahead on 
it, and we felt like that was pretty major." 

A misdemeanor traffic citation given James Brown in 
Augusta, Georgia, has been dropped by a judge. The inci-
dent involved an accident with a bicyclist, who was struck 
at a four-way stop intersection. The bicyclist John Nixon. 
agreed to accept an undisclosed amount of compensation 
from Brown for the August 28 accident. 

The Black Crowes took eight days to record the album 
"The Southern Harmony And Musical Companion." But 
the band's new 'amorica" took six months in the studio. 
"We used to think of the studio as a cold. oppressive 
place much like a dentist's office. There wasn't the 
immediate gratification of a live gig." says Chris 
Robinson. "On 'Southern Harmony.' we tried a few dif-
ferent things. We put in the Wurlitzer and a little clavinet 
But now we've got 30 keyboards — some antique 
organs and all kinds of stuff So instead of just saying. 
Let's play it like this. we would take an extra few hours 
to see which keyboards sound to add to a certain texture. 
We're still learning. It's sort of funny because this is our 
most organic record. but we spent the most time on it 
Chris Robinson admits that he and his brother. Rich. 
were barely talking to each other before they began work 
on the new LP. "We couldn't even sit in the same room." 
Robinson says. "So we had to dig really deep and make 
another commitment to what this band is all about...We 
had to sweep a lot of our boyhood crap under the carpet. 
A lot of that baggage comes from us growing up — and 
now has to do with our becoming adults." 

Shawn Colvin says she may record another album of 
cover versions. though it won't be her next album. PI 
make my next record an original record." Colvin says. 
"I know that. There's no greater satisfaction to me than 
finishing one of my own tunes." But the singer says she 
left a lot of her favorite songs off of the "Cover Girl" 
album. "I do Crowded House all the time, she says. 
"I love everything they do. 'Four Seasons In One Day' 
and I've been doing stuff off their new record, 'Nails In 
My Feet' and 'Private Universe.' I do those at sound-
check. I really love Lucinda Williams. Crowded 
House is kind of an endless quest. I could keep learn-
ing their songs for a long time." 

California guitarist Charlie Hunter whose trio has a 
record out on the label owned by Primus bass player Les 
Claypool has been signed (to Blue Note Records). And 
his other group, James T. Kirk. has just recorded its 
debut album (for Warner Brothers Records). The group 
only plays the music of James Brown, Thelonious 
Monk and Rahsaan Roland Kirk. "I'm overwhelmed 
by il all." says Hunter, who got some training from Joe 
Satriani "It's impetus to not watch so much TV and start 
practicing four hours a day" Even though he's a guitar 
player. Hunter says he's been inspired by many different 
types of music. "Growing up around Berkeley. I had so 
much access to all forms of music. There were actual 
Jamaicans playing reggae, people playing funk, people 
playing jazz real blues and country musicians. actual 
Africans playing African music," Hunter says. -I had the 
opportunity to delve into all these different kinds of music. 
Id get really into one thing, have a nervous reaction to it 
and go onto the next. as if they were incompatible. The 
reality is that all music is convergent. My focus is the jazz 
idiom. That's where I take off from. But !listen to every-
thing and cop whatever I can. Lately I've been getting into 
country electric guitar players like Jerry Donahue The 
music's kind of contrived. but the guitar playing blows my 
mind." Before forming his own groups. Hunter toured 
with Disposable Heroes Of Hiphoprisy when they 
opened for U2. "I did my time with the rock & roll road 
show." he says. -It wasn't an experience I'd like to repeat. 
All the bad stuff you hear, and the 'Spinal Tap'stuff ifs all 
true — and worse! I quit to do what I'm doing now, write 
tunes and play I've been lucky to get steady gigs and play 
with good people " 

T' Rolling Stones Jump On Top Of Me" and Janet 
Jackson  70s Love Groove" have been added to the 
soundtrack of Robert Altman 's upcoming fashion movie 
"Pret-a-Porter." 

Carly Simon says Madonna sends the wrong message 
to women because she keeps changing her stage person-
ality. "I think as a role modél she's not quite so successful 
because she's telling women you cant be who you are," 
Simon says. She says Madonna's "changing persona" 
isn't a good role model. 

Madonna disappointed thousands of Spanish fans last 
week by insisting that her new video for "Take A Bow" be 
shot behind closed doors. Seven thousand fans had 
turned up at the Antequera bull ring, near Malaga. Spain, 
after seeing posters inviting people to attend a free bull-
fight and be featured in the video clip. Madonna's label 
offered no explanation for the change of plan, but said the 
bullfight would be different from what the Spanish are 
used to. as no bulls would be slaughtered. Madonna 
changed her mind and said "only a few people" would be 
able to participate in the filming of the video. Only about 
200 extras were allowed to enter. "My intention is not to 
glamorize bullfighting, but to show a parallel between the 
pain inflicted in the bull ring and pain inflicted in affairs of 
the head," Madonna says. The clip features famous 
Spanish matador Emilio Munoz. 

i• Michael Stipe says there's no point trying to decipher 
the lyrics on REM's early albums. "People are still trying 
to figure out what the words are to some of those songs." 
Stipe tells US magazine. "I hate to break it to them, 
but it's just utter nonsense, it's sounds. and it doesn't 
make sense sometimes. and it doesn't have to." 

Jerry Lee Lewis was taken to a Mississippi hospital 
which refused to disclose any information at the request 
of his family. A Memphis television station reported Lewis 
suffered from breathing problems and may have choked 
on food.

A former lover of Queen lead singer Freddie Mercury 
has published an autobiography in which he criticized 
Mary Austin, who now lives in Mercury's English man-
sion. Hairdresser Jim Hutton, who lived with Mercury for 
seven years, says Austin kicked him out of the late 
singer's house and was cruel and thoughtless. Hutton, 
who received over $800.000 from Mercury's will after his 
death in 1991, says Mercury had a voracious appetite for 
sex. "When he got the urge, there was no stopping him," 
Hutton writes. "Before we met, he'd done more than his 
fair share of living the fast-lane life of a successful rock 
star: all sex. drugs and rock and roll with a string of one-
night-stand strangers." He says Mercury also liked to 
snort cocaine and had wild mood swings. "Freddie was 
simply the greatest love of my life I know I'll never love 
that way again, I know I'll never love that way again," 
Hutton says. "I'd l¡ave done it all again — but this time 
with a condom.'Austin responded to Hutton's critical 
comments with a statement saying, 'Jim has a very vivid 
imagination. This is between him and his conscience." 
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Robert Plant and Jimmy Page say they initially refused to do an "Unplugged- pro-
gram for MTV "We both throught the 'Unplugged' thing was a bit stale," Plant says. 
"But we thought it might be a neat idea to take cameras down to the desert and show 
what was behind the thinking of Led Zep outside of 'Whole Lotta Love.' How it staled 
was us getting together in a room just to see what would happen in every respect — 
socially, but primarily musically." The two say they don't want their current effort to be 
seen as a Led Zeppelin project or, as Plant describes it, "the same old middle-aged 
troubadours churning around making a dollar and going out with women younger 
than their kids. Maybe our time as vital, young wild rockers. if you like, captured the 
imagination of a generation and the songs continued to keep that imagery going. The 
appeal that we have now hopefully will be the fact that we're gonna take people on an 
adventure musically. This was what Led Zeppelin was always about." 

A woman who says she lived with Bob Dylan for almost two decades is suing him for 
al least $5 million and an unspecified amount of palimony. Ruth Tryangiel has filed a 
lawsuit in Los Angeles Superior Court asking for a share of Dylans' song royalties and 
other income earned between 1974 and 1993. Her lawsuit which alleges breach of 
contract, fraud deceit and intentional infliction of emotional distress. says Dylan 
promised to marry her and that she helped Dylan write some of his songs as well as 
giving him business advice. "Plaintiff and defendant enjoyed and maintained during the 
course of their relationship a certain standard of living, which standard of living defen-
dant promised to maintain for plaintiff the rest of her life" the lawsuit says The legal 
action contends she has suffered "humiliation, mental anguish, emotional and physical 
injuries, loss of energy, severe tension and profound shock and anxiety" Tyrangiel says 
she allowed Dylan "to hold her out and she also held herself out as his wife." 

A British researcher says rock performers risk damage to their eyes because of stage 
lights. Dr. Hickman Casey of the Royal Free Hospital in London reports in the British 
medical journal Lancet the case of a 36-year-old musician who suffered severe eye 
discomfort after spending the day making a video. "Some of the lights had been 
brought very close to his face until he had complained that his 'head had been 
cooked'," Casey and his colleagues report. The musician had a severe eye infection. 
caused by burned corneas. He was treated with antibiotics and recovered after 36 
hours in hospital. The researchers say stage lighting can be almost as dangerous as 
the lights used in suntan parlors. 

Sting has received an award from Broadcast Music Incorporated in London for hav-
ing the most-played song on radio and television. His "If I Ever Lose Faith In You" has 
been played over a million times on radio and television in the United States, even 
though it only reached 14th place in the British singles chart. George Harrison was 
also given an award for the Beatles song "Something." which has now been broad-
cast over five million limes on radio and television. 

Power Rangers are already the bookmakers' choice to have the number one 
record at Christmas in England. A record called "Go Go Power Rangers" is to be 
released next month, and bookmakers William Hill immediately made it a 5 to 1 
favorite. "Theres' a video to go with the single and they are going all out to promote 
it, says Hill spokesman Graham Sharpe. "With the interest and controversy surround-
ing this programme there is guaranteed to be considerable interest in the record and 
we expect it to be a very big hit." British teen band Take That are second-place 
favorites to have the holiday number one. 

A High Court in London has ruled that a Canadian schoolteacher is the actual author 
of "Oh Carolina," a British hit last year for Shaggy Judge Anthony Grabiner said he 
didn't believe Prince Buster's claims that he was the original author of the song. The 
ruling in favor Dr. John Folkes, who has a doctorate in English literature, means he 
could receive hundreds of thousands of dollars in royalties. Folkes told the High Court 
he wrote the song in about 20 minutes in 1958 while sitting on the doorstep of his 
home in Trenchtown, in Kingston, Jamaica. Fowlkes says Prince Buster assured him 
he would be properly compensated for the song, but he and his brothers only received 
about $100. 

David Crosby Crosby, Stills & Nash is in a Los Angeles hospital suffering from 
liver failure. Doctors at the UCLA Medical Center are trying to find an alternative to a 
liver transplant for Crosby, whose illness cut short CSN's 25th anniversary tour. The 
hospital says doctors monitoring Crosby found he had "experienced a moderate 
decline in his condition." Just before he was hospitalized, Crosby had attended the 
Los Angeles premiere of the movie "Mary Shelley's Frankenstein." A spokesman for 
Crosby says Doctors "just wanted him there, on hand at a second's notice if a liver 
becomes available. They expect a full recovery when a liver is found." The spokesman 
for Crosby says "he's in great spirits. You wouldn't think there was anything wrong." 

A letter from John Lennon Paul McCartney and his wife Linda after the break-
up of the Beatles in 1970 will be sold at an auction in Los Angeles on December 3. 
The six-page letter criticizes the McCartneys for their treatment of Yoko Ono. "I don't 
resent your husband — I'm sorry for him," Lennon says in the letter, which is expect-
ed to sell for $60,000. The identity of the letter's owner was not disclosed. 

A criminal court judge in Nashville has agreed to release Steve Earle from jail after 
serving 60 days of an 11-month, 29-day sentence for a heroin possession charge. The 
judge ordered Earle to complete an outpatient drug treatment program in suburban 
Nashville. The singer's attorney says Earle has been "hurting" because he's been tak-
ing methadone for 14 months to combat his heroin addiction. 

San Francisco singer Penelope Houston. former lead singer of the late 1970s punk 
band the Avengers. has released her third solo album in Germany (on Normal 
Records) "Karmal Apple" was recorded in San Francisco with producer Howard 
Johnston. "We recorded the album in the spring. It was released on September 16 in 
Europe, and already it's selling better than any of my other albums over there," she 
says. The singer-songwriter chose the album title because the record is "sweeter and 
crunchier and maybe stickier than my other albums." Houston, who has been nomi-
nated for Bay Area Music awards from 1989 through 1993 as outstanding female 
vocalist. toured Europe for two months this summer. "The clubs were nicer than most 
of them that we play in the states — better sound systems for instance. And the audi-
ences were wonderful," Houston says. "Every so often, someone will come up to me 
with a punk fanzine in German that has an old photo of me in the Avengers on the 
cover. Having that punk past gives me an edge that other people in acoustic music 
dont have Houston is already planning another 28 concerts in Europe. 

Jim Reid lead singer for tin Jesus & Mary Chain says the band had been interest-
ed in using Mazzy Star singer Hope Sandoval ever since they had toured with her 
previous band. Opal in the late 1980s Sandoval guests on Jesus & Mary Chain's 
"Sometimes Always," on the new album "Stoned" "We thought she had a great voice," 
Reid says. "The ideas' been around for a long time. We finally found the right song." 
Reid suggests that having Sandoval and former Popes singer Shane MacGosvan 
appear on "Stoned" might foreshadow Reid and his brother William songwriting and 
producing for others. "I don't know how you get into that" Reid admits. "I guess people 
have to ask you. So far, no one has." 

Joni Mitchell has harsh words for her former record label (Geffen Records), claim-
ing that it failed to promote her. "David (Geffen) thinks a record rises in and of itself It 
didn't cost David anything to have me over there. I never saw a record royalty. 
Basically what he offered me was slavery with tenure. He'd never drop me, and he 
would probably give me private loans because it would make him feel like a benefac-
tor I said to him, 'Why is it so easy for you to be generous and so hard for you to be 
fair?" Geffen disagrees. saying, "Even though we lost money on every one of her 
records, we always treated Joni as one of the most important artists in the world." 
Mitchell says it took a year-long court battle to get her released from the label. "I beat 
City Hall," she says. 

Graham Parker has been signed to a Boston-based record label (Dakota Records) 
and will soon release an EP called -Christmas Cracker." 

Webb Wilder is working on a new album for release in December of next year called 
-Town And Country." 

Steve Perry says he gave up rock & roll for seven years because he was burned out 
after spending a decade on the road with Journey. The death of his mother just before 
the band went on the 'Raised On Radio" tour convinced him to take time off 'At the 
end, I didn't want to sing anything about anything," Perry says. "In fact, I didn't sing 
for over a year and a half after I left Journey I didn't want to write music or even hear 
music. I truly had job burnout." Perry says that, for a time, he even forgot that he was a 
singer. "It was a slow process of letting go of what I thought I should be doing. I didn't 
know if I really wanted to sing or if people really wanted me to sing. I didn't know if the 
music business wanted to know about me anymore." Perry says he began writing 
material with keyboardist Paul Taylor in 1992 to see if music still excited him, and in 
1993 he put together the basics of a band and began recording "For The Love Of 
Strange Medicine." 

Animal Bag will release an album called "Image Damage" early next year (on 
Mercury Records). The nine-song album was recorded at the Bad Animals Studio in 
Seattle with producer Terry Date. "This is the studio that Heart built," says bass play-
er Otis Hughes. 'And Oueenstyche was in there right after us. And that's where 
Soundgarden did Superunknown." Hughes says that that doesn't mean this will be 
a "grunge" album. Compared to the Charlotte, North Carolina, band's first album, 
Hughes says. "It's not that the songs are that much heavier. The recording is different. 
The guitars are more 'up front.' That was what was missing on the first record — the 
guitar plays a bigger role." Animal Bag got a surprise when they heard their music 
being used during the opening sequence of the ABC-TI/program "My So Called Life." 
"Thal was weird." Hughes says. -We did that over two years ago. I forgot all about it."

t 'Zombie," on the new Cranberries album "No Need To Argue," is a condemnation of 
violence against children. written by lead singer Dolores O'Riordan. "She writes 
about things that are going on in her life," says guitarist Noel Hogan. "With 'Zombie,' 
it was about the Warrenton bombings in England, where some kids got killed She 
saw it on the news. Two children were killed, I believe. What the song is about is how 
violence affects children more than anyone else. They're the ones who suffer," Hogan 
says. "The song wasn't having a go at any one particular crowd of people. It was hav-
ing a go at anyone who's involved in violence on any kids."

tition of the title". The forthcoming single, 
'Love Spreads', released on November 28, this 
week received its first, world exclusive play on 
BBC Radio One's Evening Session. The other 
tracks on the single are 'Your Star Will Shine'. 
again taken from the album and 'Breakout'. 
Two further tracks, not on the album, are 
believed to be scheduled for follow-up single
