When he programmed WIOQ in Philadelphia from the mid ‘70s to mid
‘80s, Alex DeMers never had a consultant. In the midst of the hypertight Superstars
stations of the day, ‘Q was a real breath of fresh air, highlighted by musical vari-
ety and low-key, natural air personalities. When Alex left WIOQ in 1986, he
took a look around, and saw the opportunity for a little independent thinking

in the ranks of the consultants. It wasn’t easy elbowing in amongst the name

players, but at the nine year mark, DeMers Programming boasts a formidable
client list and an enviable growth curve. Alex, Jeff Murphy, Harve Alan and
Judy Haupt now work with close to thirty markets, including 70s stations in
Philly, Portland and Phoenix; current driven outlets in Wichita, Columbia and

Louisville; Classic Rock in
Raleigh, Dallas, and
Cincinnati; and a main-
stream roster that extends
from heritage monster KSHE
to WXRX/Rockford and
their eighteen share. In
addition to the required in-
person and phone contact,
Alex and Co. spread the
word via the trademark
DeMers Dispatch, an always
interesting and informative
newsletter headlined, “When
You Need More Than
Bullshit From a Guy In A
Three Piece Suit.” Based on
how Alex handled our ques-
tions this week, we won’t
argue that point.

#
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Why is your company’s advice worth the mon-
ey? What differentiates you from your compe-
tition?

Alex: Most of what | get back from our clients is that we
are focused on their individual projects and their indi-
vidual situations. We are not trying to apply a lot of the
same solutions in every market.  That's obviously a
claim that everybody makes, but it's not our only selling
point. We believe in the old-fashioned work ethic. We
get in the trenches and roll up our sleeves. Most of our
clients see us as the hardest working guys in show
business, if you will. The other thing is that we don't have
a dogma — there isn't a ‘DeMers approach’ to Classic
Rock or a DeMers approach’to AOR or Modern Rock. We
don't have a brand name for anything. We really do buy
into the ‘every market is different’ philosophy. A lot of
that comes from my never having had a consultant. | nev-
er had an advisor, When | was looking at my opportu-
nities as | was getting ready to leave WIOQ, it came
down to talking to all of these guys and getting a sense
of what they did. The one thing that | didn't like that con-
sultants at the time all seemed to be doing, was having
a solution without turning on my radio station. That both-
ered the hell out of me. To me it was like, ‘Gee, what would
happen if a guy actually went in and listened to the
radio and told me what he thought?’ As simplistic as that
sounds, that's how the company started.

It seems the consultant business is tougher
than ever before, and consultants are working
hard to hang onto their existing clients. Some
are having a tough time getting paid, and in cer-
tain instances, there are big name guys with mar-
quee clients that they consult for free just for
name value. What’s your perspective?

Alex: The consultant business is going through a big
shake-out. It has been going on for two to three years.
For us it's been remarkable because that time period has
been full of opportunities. We've doubled in the last two
and a half years. What | think has happened is that a lot
of people that came in with a show, as opposed to sub-
stance, are getting shaken out. What it's coming down
to is that the people that are left are those who are real-
ly providing service for their clients. I've certainly heard
the rumblings about peaple doing marquee work, and if
someone were just getting into the business or breaking
in, | could see them working with a huge radio station for
free in order to parlay that into more paid business. |see
that as a legitimate business practice that happens in any
other business. Now there are people out there doing the
‘consultant for a dollar' bit. | think it hurts everybody, and
it makes it tougher. My feeling has been whether the client
is in Philadelphia, Dallas, or Rockford, consulting is con-
sulting, radio is radio. | have never focused my consultancy
on a market rank or station image, it hasn't been a big issue
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forme. When | first started this business, | looked at
this as being a small company where | would do it alone,
and be able to live in Pennsylvania. My goals were not
that lofty. What has happened is, frankly, we've done
agood job for a lot of people and word has spread. We've
been able to grow a company out of it

You share KSHE with Jeff Pollack. What's that
like?

Alex: It's been really good. We work with Dave
Brewer, Jim Owen and John Beck. Jim calls us ‘the
committee.”

What would you say is your most successful
format to date?

Alex: Again, we don't look at it that way. It is more
station to station. We certainly made our mark initially
in Classic Rock. Right now our client base is more AOR,
traditional Rock than Classic Rock. We are also
doing some '70s stations, and we are all along the
Rock/Gold spectrum.

Does your concentration on Classic Rock
stations concern you for your future down the
line?

Alex: No. | think we are still in a transition period.
Classic Rock itself is fragmented a couple of ways, which
has frankly given us more opportunities. We are
doing ‘705 in Philadeiphia and in Phoenix, We are doing

what you might call a Classic Hits or an Arrow type for-
mat in Portland. We see a lot of viability on the
70s/Classic Rock side across the country.

But couldn’t the ‘70s format turn out to be the
shortest shelf life format ever?

Alex: The 70s format as it is embodied by things like
The Arrow — non-personality, background music
— then yes, it's limited. But whether it's Classic
Hits, Classic Rock, or even strictly '70s based, I'm see-
ing a lot of opportunity and potential for growth there
over the next ten years. | am probably out of sync with
everybody on that, but | think that if you look at this last
spin through on the '70s stations, a lot of the performers,
particularly those that are non-Arrow, have done very
well in the last book. That is because they are start-
ing the maturation process. They are starting to add
morning shows, features, and building a fun base to
the radio station much like Oldies. In a lot of ways, it's
the next level of Oldies. To go ahead with your ques-
tion about our future, the Modern Rock side is becom-
ing the mainstream. We have a number of clients that
you could say are Modern leaning, or in one case,
Modern. That is just determined by a local situation.

0f the current based clients, who’s highest rat-
ed?

Alex: The winner is Rockford. Atan 18 share, the sta-
tion cooks. It's a very successful radio station with great
managers. That's been a very strategic place from the
start. These guys decided to go out there and own
Rockford. They have done a tremendous job.

What has been your toughest turn-around?

Alex: The one | am in right now is WOFX. It is cer-
tainly going to be interesting.

You hired a good man in Neal Mirsky. Nice to
see him bounce back from the cover jinx.

Alex: Yes, | am excited to have Neal on the team, Getting
Started up with a new client and making lots of changes
to a radio station then losing your Program Director
to a bigger market is tough. We went through the rat-
ing book without a local PD, and really without a true
morming show. It was an uphill thing. We shot up quite
a bit25-54. Making those guys competitive in the face
of EBN is certainly a daunting challenge. | think
WZZU/Raleigh has been a real interesting tale for us.
We have been in and out of that radio station on three
occasions. If's one of those situations where it seemed

\
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like every time we would get the mix and the PD
together and we'd be balanced, the ownership would
change and the station would fall apart.

Your thoughts about WEBN?

Alex: It's everything everybody told me it was. If'sa
monster. They e strategic without seeming to be, which
is the grand illusion. It's like WMMR. The station might
seem to be meandering and spontaneous, but under-
neath there’s this mad genius driving the thing total-
ly by research. That makes great radio stations.

Yes, but they have flip-tlopped a bit in recent
years. Do you think they are trailing any
baggage as a result?

Alex: No. In that city, people are really willing to for-
give EBN. Stations with that kind of heritage can make
huge tactical errors and still survive very easily. One
of the things that was very good for me, in terms of real-
izing the level of competition and what we were going
to face, was the experience of having spent a year with
KSHE. I was on the other side of it, and | could see the
mistakes that we could make. We are sitting there eval-
uating research, and there is the audience telling us mis-
takes that were made and our numbers are going up.
We were thinking ‘God, it's great being KSHE!" | was
thinking it must be great being 'EBN because when The
Fox makes a tactical mistake it costs us, but EBN makes
amistake, Ah, that's WEBN." Every property has its goals.
Someone coming in and being cocky enough to say,
‘We're going to knock off ‘EBN.”? Forget it. That's not
the game plan. You come in to be competitive and to
turn a profit and be a successful radio station. | think
The Fox is going to do really well working with Neal.

I would not want to be targeted 25-54 in
Raleigh right now. There’s John Duncan and
WRDU to contend with, your classic rock sta-
tion, and a rock leaning AC. Ugly.

Alex: It's tough odds, but there are a couple of
things working in our favor on the dynamic. One of
them is John Boy and Billy, which we added to the mix
almost two years ago. They have really done well for
the station. Unlike a lot of the Classic Rock stations
who have no numbers after the morning, WZZU's
numbers have carried through the day. John Boy and
Billy really have a Classic Rack morning show, which
is also one of the reasons why we just put them in Dallas.
They marry well to the Gold based format.

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Plus, as well as Moby did back at The Eagle
in Dallas in the mid ‘80s, you have to believe
that John Boy and Billy will match that suc-
cess.

Alex: Exactly the model we used. To me, Moby was
S0 successful because he was very genuine, yet he had
that country charm. John Boy has that

Do you see things getting tougher for ‘RDU at
this juncture?

Alex: | would think so. ‘RDU is in a bit of a squeeze
there.

Do you see Triple A as a viable aption in a mar-
ket like Raleigh?

Alex: Yes, absolutely. Triple A was an option that came
up several years ago when we were first working with
the station. Ownership at the time did not want to take
the risk. It would be a bit of a slow growth, but you have
a market where the NPR mentality is maxed out. It would
have to be a very home grown variation on Triple A. It
just feels to me that there is a very high integrity
quotient as part of that whole Chapel Hill mystique.
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Recent changes in Philadelphia at ‘MGK — John
Harvey, who you have known for 20 years
plus, is out of there. Was that difficult?

Alex: Yes. Frankly, the thing is that Harvey has to be
one of the guys with the most integrity in this busingss.
He is not a ‘radio guy" He has only worked for three
Program Directors and two radio stations in 20 years.
In a way, that is part of his problem. He really had a
vision for what he wanted to do. The Station and the
market kind of passed him by. He had a ton of suc-
cess for a long time, and the station had to make a move
and did it. The thing that made it personally a little eas-
ier for me is the dlie was cast before we were signed.

Has the station performed ratings-wise to
your satisfaction?

Alex: No. The station is flat right now. There is a lot
more that could be done, but we have just begun.

What did you think of Mottla’s overhaul of
WDRE?

Alex: | thought it was terrible. It was a tremendous
mistake. Tom Calderone had done a very good job with
the station. Speaking from more of a Philacelphia per-
spective, the station was extremely well-targeted for
Philadelphia. | can't speak of the other markets, but
given the three AOR/Heritage stations in Philadelphia
and the old 10Q, | thought the former DRE was a poten-
tial home-run.
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They had the billing, but they just couldn’t get
the numbers. Why do you think that might have
heen?

Alex: Philly is very, very provincial.

You think the network angle worked against
them that much, huh?

Alex: | think, somewhat. In truth, I think they pulled
he plug too early. Howard Stern became a national
igure, but remember it took around two years. People
ay, That proves that Philly was able to accept the New
York thing,” but look how long it took. With ‘DRE, it
vas more of a New York thing, too. From a sales stand-
oint, not a listener standpoint, they were on the out-
ide. The station was much more of a focused, some-

vhat adult-leaning product. They lost some good
iersonalities. The station was more than just a juke-
)ox. It has become a college radio station that's out
f control.

Jow about an attaboy for Joe Bonadoenna,
2h? Quite the turnaround there.

llex: Joe and his team did a tremendous job. This
s one of those where you and | could sit and talk for
'5 hours about what they did. They've managed fo cap-
ure the Philly mystique, playing on their heritage
vithout sounding old — all with that almost Triple A-
sh mixture that Philly responds to. The other thing
hat they did is that with Pierre Robert, they found a ‘90s
farvey. That was another one of the problems for John
farvey. Pierre really is the up-to-date version of his
. His on-air warmth and genuineness just plays so
ig in Philadelphia.

R e e e e ———
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Any glaring market holes you’d care to men-
tion?

Alex: To me, Philly doesn't have a Rock station. A real
Rock station. By that | mean, Van Halen, AC/DC,
Def Leppard, anything from the ‘80.

Do you foresee that as an area worth invest-
ing in formatically? It seems to me that the
immense glow on Alternative right now has
eclipsed owners’ and managers’ desires to put
a whole lot of edge in their sound if it’s not
Modern edge.

Whoa! Yet another
shot from Joe
Jackson’s historic
1979 swing through
town: Alex, Helen,
Joe, Ed, and Al bask
B in the glow of ].B.’s

satin jacket.

Alex: | think you're right, but | also think that is a mis-
take to overlook it, especially as a secondary play in
auopoly/partner type situations. Building a tradi-
tional AOR based on '70s/80s product is still viable in
certain markets.

Now let’s talk Dallas. Three years ago, who-
da thunk KTXQ would find themselves in the
situation they are now in?

Alex: Honestly, this is one of those things that gets
by-passed in our industry, as far as how that competitive
Situation came about. Here you have CBS with their
market leading AOR very classic leaning. They come
in and build the Arrow, basically to kill the Classic Rock
station KZPS. This is not the first time KZPS has a soft
Classic Rock competitor, by the way, which we also
defeated. CBS ends up kind of double Classic Rocking.
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What eventually happens is we pick up The Edge,
and during that process, Q102 ends up changing
format. When people talk about the ‘death of Classic
Rock., they need to take a look at Dallas and go, ‘This
Classic Rock station has out-performed the Arrow 8
out of 9 books now, with a 3.1 to their 2.6. A #6 25-
54 vs. 14th for Arrow, vs. 16th for KTXQ. Those
kinds of stories don't come out when Classic Rock wins.
Keep in mind, this is all before a high profile morning
show, which we now have in John Boy and Billy.

Do you think the Arrow would have fared bet-
ter had it leaned noticeably more female, as
you're doing at WMGK?

Alex: They would have had a little more room fo grow
leaning female. In Dallas, they wanted to eliminate the
Classic Rocker first but building the Arrow forced Q102
fo change format. In several other markets, CBS
realized their competitors were not so committed to
Classic Rock that they could scare them out of the for-
mat. We've seen that happen, but what has been the
next net result? The Arrow in Houston is up a tad, the
one in Washington is up a little, but they really haven't
done extremely well. The ultimate situation is happening
this week, with KLSX going Young Talk. That is
going to be seen as a ‘great victory for Arrow; death of
Classic Rock.” What ! think happened is that what Classic
Rock programmers once thought was the ulftimate
morning show— Howard — has furned out to be the
ultimate poison pill in terms of music image. The strat-
&gy behind the Arrow being a music machine is valid
in those cases, particularly against the Stern stations.
That's what has happened.

You don’t buy the company line that Howard
and Classic Rock are a marriage made in
heaven?

Alex: Inmarket after market, | am seeing that people
are going to these stations for Howard Stern primar-
ily. He was a help in cume, but he then dominated the
image. Then, after 11.00 when Howard is gone, the
Station is gone. They are left with no music image. "YSP
s practically a talk station, with basically three talk day-
parts now.

You’ve certainly heard the Greaseman as
much as anybody. Are you surprised that
Infinity stuck with him?

Alex: I'm not surprised because | think that is the per-

sonality of Infinity. That is my sense of Mel Karmazin.
When he believes in something, he goes to the wall
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forit. | don't know enough about the Atlanta situation,
because | haven't seen any big growth there. | know
there is some growth at night in Philly. | love the
Greaseman. He's a great act, but it's just not working.

Do you think everyone is premature in cele-
brating KLOS’ current-driven ratings explosion?

Alex: Alittle bit, only because | have seen this hap-
pen in other markets where a station will make a
change like this and it will explode. Feedback | have
gotten from listeners in focus groups is there is a peri-
od of time where the younger and newer listeners, the
movers, the leaders, are checking it out. They see that
station X has changed. They come in droves. Inthe
meantime, the old quys, to whom radiio is about as impor-
tant as a toaster, are still there. It takes a longer time
to piss off those listeners, but eventually they get
pissed off. What happens is you have a book or two
where everybody is in for the party. That is what you
are seeing with KLOS. Everybody is in for the party,
and then there will be a fall-off. Whenever you make
achange, that is going to happen. We had that hap-
pen for awhile with KSHE. We made a lot of transi-
tions over a year ago and now we are back. There is
a point where that audience kind of washes out and makes
its decisions about you. It doesn’t happen instanta-
neously. Unfortunately, in our business, a lot of peo-
ple are going to jump on bandwagons they !l wish they
hadn't

Years ago, long before it was fashionable, Jim
Owen took KSHE much more current, and it
worked. Explain what’s happening to make the
conservative course the smart mave now?

Alex: KSHE really faced the crossroads a year ago,
the same situation as KLOS and the others. The dif-
ference is the decision was made to definitely lean more
conservative, to be more Classic, although we certainly
play a lot of contemporary artists. KSHE is a very con-
servative radio station at this point, and that's by
design. We're currently #2 25-54 and #1 18-34.
We're under no illusion that both of those demo-
graphic groups are going to stay with us forever, but
we had to make a decision. Are you going to play this
thing 25+ or not?

That’s where the money is.

Alex: Yeah. So that decision was relatively easy.
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Are you surprised that The Point has done as
well as they have?

Alex: No. | think they have a pretty good product. They
certainly provide a service.

On to Phoenix!!!

Alex: Compression is everywhere, but this is the moth-
er of all compression. Phoenix is very, very tight. The
key to winning in Phoenix is being extremely patient
and having ownership and management that under-
stands that this is not the kind of thing that you solve
inaminute. There are no magic answers. Were involved
with K-Hits there, a very Pop/70s-based station. The
key for us has been some very nice 25-54 growth. It
takes a lot of time to get people to really pay attention
to a racio station there, unlike some of the other mar-
kets, because the noise level is just so high, there are
50 many options in the marketplace. | see a lot of shift-
ing on the Adult Contemporary side to come that
could change the 25+ rankings. On the Rock side, |
find that some of the combinations tend to fight each
other. One of the reasons that KSLX has emerged is
that it has been very consistent. | think that John
Sebastian has kept them on course. There was a lit-
tle bit of an erratic movement when we first came on
with the ‘70s, but they quickly realized something
that a lot of Classic Rock stations took a long time to
realize, which is, That's not our fight. Let's be the Classic
Rock station. We can't add Boz Scaggs. 1t not
going to work.” Unlike some other guys that | think shot
themselves in the head, they said, 'Oh, no. We have
to play our game and play it the best it can be. This
is a brave new world. We are going to share more peo-
ple." That's the nature of this game. They do a lot of
good tactical stuff.

Mark and Brian just had another unbelievable
ratings showing at KGON. Why do they work
so well in Portland?

Alex: They have a very open field. When you sit and
punch around morning radio, they're really the only game
in town in terms of morning shows. It's not like there
is a Stern there, or two or three local shows that have
developed a following. Portland has been kind of sleepy.
Mark and Brian feel radical there still. Ina lot of mar-
kets, like Vegas, they came in and they left. It just was-
n't hip enough for Vegas. For Portland, Mark and Brian
have been pretty hip. No one really has challenged them.
‘UFO is going with a well known market personality,
but a mostly music approach. It's very pleasant and
works very well. They have a very successful station,

25

but Mark and Brian are clearly the marquee morning
show.

Do you think Portland can support two alter-
native stations, The Beat and New Rock?

Alex: No. | think one of them will emerge. | think you
have signal issues with New Rock, and they have
new ownership. There is going to be strengthening in
that product. Again, we have moved into a very
crowded arena, kind of niching a niche. Our client, Earth
105, is more of a Classic hits, more of an Arrow like
product There aren't any live jocks there yet, there will
be eventually.

You are facing pretty stiff 25-54 competition
in KGON, and personality driven to boot.

Alex: Yes. One of the things that KGON has done is
that they ve married themselves to the market. Dick Sheetz
is a great quy. There is a certain warm and fuzzy side
of the Pacific Northwest psyche that KGON pulls off
perfectly. Our station is much more of a music ser-
vice. We are a hit machine. We've also got another
‘70s station in Portiand, which is also popular, more
of an Earth, Wind & Fire into the Bee Gees kind of thing.
That makes it awful crowded.

Is it frustrating to have to make an identity for
WZXL in Atlantic City when the Philadelphia
stations bang in there?

Alex: We've done a lot of umbrella markets. We have
that in Rockford and Lafayette. | love the challenge of
that. It is one of the most fun aspects of my job.
Developing a unique identity for the little guy is a spe-
cific kind of challenge that we happen to do very well.
We have probably done about a dozen what | would
call kind of edge markets like that. It forces us to come
up with really clever stuff. For instance, our morning
show in Stamford is totally driven by traffic reports, which
for a Classic Rock station is unigue in the country. It
works gangbusters. It has given the station a unique
position, it has made them a lot of money and it gave
them a morning show up against Stern, Imus and the
WNEW morning show. It really helped give them an
jdentity and put the station back on the map after it mean-
dered all over the place. With Atlantic City, we just came
off of a very successful book. A lot of that is keeping
it focused on what is local and what is happening down
there and being involved in the community. Harve Allen
is doing that station. That is one of the clients he brought
to us. What he has been able to do is develop a real
Atlantic City identity and get them involved in the

/
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whole community, which is something that a lot of guys
when they get into these situations they put in the same
old stuff from market A, Band C. In these situations
it doesn’t work, because someone is doing the same
ol stuff and the listeners can hear it. You can't just
Sitthere and do the 20 song music marathon in Cape
May County because ‘YSP is doing that.

What do you think of the new WNEW?

Alex: I've heard it very briefly. | happened to be cruis-
ing up there about a week after they made the change,
and it still sounded very much in transition. If it's not
in transition, then I'm not sure what they are doing.
Hearing the Gin Blossoms and #9 Dream’ in any
kind of proximity struck me as, ‘What's this?" Its a lit-
tle too weird for me. With holding onto all of the NEW
baggage — the image, the personalities, efc. — they
are creating a more difficult situation than perhaps they
need to. It's very difficult to let go of those investments.
NEW may be that magical station where it can do that
1 think, though, that the lesson from WMMR was that
you had to evolve, you had to make the change slow-
ly, and you had to not really change what you called
it MMR is still ‘The Home of Rock n’ Roll,' even though
they are playing Joan Osborne and Alanis Morissette.
Having old Scottso come on with it just doesn't ring
true to me. That's possibly because | went to college
in New York. | consider myself one of the target Ijs-
teners for that station. I'm sure NEW would remain a
button on my radio, but it is a huge change. It does-
n't feel focused enough for me.

SBR’s Denver win sure makes a nice sales tool.
The world is convinced that Rock Alternative
can’t lose. Are you picking up that vibe?

Alex: | have yet to be in a market where there isn'ta
music cluster that relates to this format that doesn’t do
well with a particular 25+ type. It's there. There is no
question about it. How big it is and how much you can
exploit it is very much open to question. Granted, SBR
did well with it at The Peak, but the market had already
been educated. These are the same guys that, along
with Dennis Constantine, had basically created the image,
mystique, etc. of KBCO. You have a whole generation
of listeners brought up on that, and when you give them
the distillation of ‘BCO in The Peak, of course it
works. But you take a bunch of listeners who grew up
on WNEW, and | don't think there is the same type of
Tistillation process. Honestly, though, for every sta-
ion like The Peak you have Stations like The River in
St. Louis sitting there with a 1.5 share. There is a lot
of sSmoke and mirrors in this busingss.

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In how many markets have you managed to suc-
cessfully cross the street?

Alex: It'svery rare for us, but it's not like we have nev-
er been let go. We certainly have. My initial reaction
is not to pick up the phone and call the other guy. |
don't like the idea of walking across the street simply
for vengeance or because you are angry. | have seen
that happen. I've seen guys go across the street and
rebuild the radio station because of some magic
information they supposedly have, and they go down
in flames. You need to take a breather. Certainly your
perspective and experience in the market is of value
fo the competition, but what happens if you go across
the street too quickly and you are still focused on the
old guy? You are not focused on making the new client
the best they can be for their

competitive Situation. For

instance, this happened in Columbia, South Carolina.
We had worked with The Fox there for years, there was
an ownership shift and they decided that they wanted
to hire Fred Jacobs. What is interesting is that we had
Just recommended hiring John Boy and Billy, as well
as some other changes, and of course, they implemented
all of that. We knew we were helping to create a
huge monster. Rock 93.5 was across the street. A year
or 50 later, they went through an ownership change and
we got involved. Our market experience and knowing
the players has helped. Our focus there now is
Modern Rock, but if | had walked across the street imme-
diately after leaving The Fox, my gut tendency at the
time would have been to make Rock 93.5 a Hard
Rock station. Having that breather gave me the oppor-
tunity to come in and do something much more
agaressive.
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Fred Jacobs and Tom Calderone are major
Alternative players. Jeff Pollack is also very
aggressive in that format. You haven’t made
any overt moves in that direction. Why? Is it
because you think it is a flavor of the month
thing?

Alex: Modern Rock is huge. We have seen a lot of
success with stations that are leaning Modern Rock.
We've got Modem Rock CHRs, and we've got AORs that
are transitioning Modern Rock music into main-
stream. It's a legitimate musical movement. I've just
have never positioned our company as format specific
in that sense. We certainly are a Rock oriented con-
sultancy. Our deal is that we come in and build the best
machine for that situation. If that happens to be
Modern, we are fully capable of that.

Financial considerations aside, what’s your
main motivation?

Alex: Probably being able to work with so many peo-
ple | admire. Dean Tyler, for instance, the General
Manager of MGK. He's done a tremendous job in Philly,
at PEN and MGK. He is a legend in Philadelphia. In
Dallas, we have John Larson. We're also working with
Jim Owen at KSHE. There's Neal Mirsky at The Fox,
and Brew Michaels just joined us out of Portland at Farth
105. | know that when | go to the NAB this year and
I'throw my client dinner, it's going to be a Programmerfest
with a real sense of radio programing camaraderie. How
often can you get together in a corner with people like
John Larson or Jim Owen and share iceas? | love putting
people together who are creative and have great igeas.

Night (Gyroscope/Caroline). While most of the record is too atmospheric for radio, the
song "Pans Skies” just knocks me out. It's soft, but very adult-appealing.

This was the first seizure
under the new federal anti-bootleg statute, executed by
the Fraud Division of New York City's Customs Office
and representatives of the Recording Industry Association
of America. A controlled delivery under the auspices of
Customs was then made to Zapp Records, Inc. in

allegedly unauthorized CD’s were confiscated. The
comaritive retail value of the cache was in excess of
$100,000. Artists’ music that was found within the
Jjewel cases included The Doors, Bruce Springsteen,
Madonna, Led Zeppelin, REM, Nine Inch Nails and
others. The anti-bootleg statute was created and signed
by President Clinton as part of the General Agreement
on Tariffs and Trade (GATT) in December of last year.

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Rod Stewart's current European tour is being done without stage monitors. Instead,
Stewart and his band have been fitted with special $3,000 earpieces that allow them
to hear individual mixes. Stewart's is the first major tour to use the new system, which
allows each musician to set an individual volume leve! instead of worrying about stand-
ing too close to a loud stage monitor. The System also prevents feedback and allows
the audience to hear a mix unaffected by speakers on the stage. “As far as I'm concerned
it's the future standard of live monitoring,” says Stewart’s sound mixer Mick McNeil
The only problem with the system is that different countries assign different frequen-
cies for wireless microphone systems, so Stewart's tour has to spend tens of thousand's
of dollars on equipment depending on where it goes. “It's an absolute nightmare,” says
Martin Noar, who invented the system. “Contrary to popular myth, pop groups would
ike to stay within the law. The uncertainty of the present system is driving touring bands
into breaking the law....Rod Stewart is using at least 14 different systems on stage at
the same time. They all need changing from city to city.”

Hootie & The Blowfish wiil join Neil Young, Willie Nelson and John
Mellencamp al the eighth Farm Aid concert taking place in Louisville, Kentucky on
October 1. Previous Farm Aid shows have raised over $12 million for family farmers.
“We're still losing 500 small family farmers a week, and they don't make the headlines
anymore,” Nelson says. "If's time that we move them back to the front pages.” Nelson
is inviting fewer acts for this year's event. Each of the announced acts will invite anoth-
er band to appear on the bill. Tickets will sell for $25 each.

Darren “Dizzy” Reed of Guns N’ Roses has been convicted of drunken driving
following his arrest on a freeway in Thousand Oaks, California in February. Reed has
been placed on three years probation and fined $1,515. He'll also have to take alco-
hol awareness classes and perform 40 hours of community service. State patrol offi-
cers said Reed had a blood-alcohol leve! three times the legal limit. At Reed's trial, drum-
mer Sean Riggs claimed he was driving Reed's Chevrolet Blazer, but police said the Y
saw Reed get out of the driver’s seat.

Jimi Hendrix'father has regained the rights to the guitarist's music and legacy. Under
terms of an agreement negotiated in federal district court in Seattle, Al Hendrix will
pay an undisclosed amount to the corporations that have controlled Hendrix' works
for the last two decades. The Hendrix legacy is estimated to have a value of $50 mil-
lion to $90 million. Al Hendrix was the sole heir when Hendrix died in 1970 at age 27,
Hendrix sued his legal counsel in 1993 claiming his ownership rights had been mis-
managed, cheating him out of millions of dollars. Hendrix publishing catalogue
had been sold for a one-time fee of $50,000, and hundreds of reels of unmastered {apes
were also sold for $50,000. *1 hadn't heard anything about i,” Hendrix says. ‘| was aways
under the impression that | was the sole owner of the legacy.” "My dad never felt that
he had ever sold the rights. He had always said to anyone that he was the sole own-
er of the Hendrix rights,” says Jimi Hendrix” sister, Janie Wright-Hendrix. “Although
my dad received $50,000 a year, my dad thought a portion of the money from royal-
ties was being put into a trust account for the family.” The agreement takes away pro-
ducer Alan Douglas’ ownership rights to any releases he's worked on since Hendrix'
death, though he will finish work on a soundtrack album and documentary called “A
Room Full Of Mirrors.” “We are going to put out what we feel what the fans will be much
pleased with, unlike some of the things that have come out,” says Janie Wright-Hendrix.
“If you look at the track record, the first five albums are the ones people continue to
buy.” The settlement also clears the way for a pending documentary about the late gui-
tarist called "Room Full Of Blues” and a concert film called "On The Road". Hendrix'
family will have the right to approve both films before they are made public.

A High Court judge in Britain has ruled that the rights to UB40's “Don’t Break My Heart."
which went to number three in Britain in 1985, belong to a secretary in Birmingham,
England. Deborah Banks wrote the song for a friend, singer Javid Khan, who then sold
the song to UB40 for $16,000. The judge ruled Khan had no right to sell the song and
the group had no right to record it. Banks, a secretary, will receive $160,000 in unpaid
royalties and recognition of her writing talent.

Blood, Sweat & Tears lead singer David Clayton-Thomas has apologized for
acomment he made during a concert in West Bloomfield, Michigan. Talking about the
heat wave, Clayton-Thomas said it was “as hot as the last train car going to Auschwitz."
He later said the remark shouldn't b taken as anti-Semitic. “Two-thirds of the band
are Jewish,” he says. “In the heat of the moment, | made a stupid remark.”
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David Bowie will begin his first solo concert tour since 1990 on September 14 in
Hartford, Connecticut. The six-week “Outside Tour,” named after Bowie’s upcoming
Qutsie LP, will also feature Nine Inch Nails. Dates will mostly include outdoor amphithe-
atres and ticket prices are set at $28.50. Bowie’s band will feature guitarists Carlos
Alomar and Reeves Gabrels, pianist Mike Garson and former Gang Of Four bass
player Gail Ann Dorsey. Bowie's last tour was after the release of Sound And
Vision,

Courtney Love walked off the stage halfway through Hole's set at the Lollapalooza
Show in Pittsburgh after someone threw shotgun shell casings onto the stage. An announc-
er told the crowd: “One singular individual with a very sick mind threw something so
offensive onto the stage that it was no longer possible for the band to continue. This
was not a direct result of the behavior of the audiience but the behavior of one very, very
Sick individual. Please respect this decision. Holg are very sorry.” Sonie Youth then
came on stage to finish the show at the Star Lake Amphitheatre.

A yellow and brown poster advertising a Jimi Hendrix concert at an R&B club in Newbury,
England, on February 10, 1967, sold for $3,500 at a London auction. The poster sold
for seven times the price that auctioneers at Bonham's had predicted. Another poster
for a west London club date sold for almost the same amount. A flyer for 2 Rolling
Stones show in 1963 sold for $1,700 while a Yardbirds poster fetched $1,100. The
items had belonged to the club’s manager who printed his own posters and t-shirts
in the 1960s.

It was an embarassing moment for Sammy Hagar when Van Halen played a con-
cert near Chicago. While singing, Hagar stopped and said *For the first time in my life,
I'forgot the lyrics,” then leaped into the song’s chorus.

Green Day's ‘Basket Case" video has been nominated in nine calegories in the 1995
MTV Video Music Awards. Weezer's “Buddy Holly" is up for awards in five categories.
Michael Jackson's "Scream” received the most nominations with 11, while TLC’s
“Waterfalls” was nominated in 10 categories for awards to be given out in New York
on September 7. Green Day and Weezer are nominated for video of the year, while Chris
Isaak, Etton John, Lucas and Tom Petty are nominated for male video, and Des’ree,
PJ Harvey, Annie Lennox and Madonna are nominated for female video of the year.
Nominees for hard rock video include those by the Stone Temple Pilots and Green Day,
the Meat Puppets’ “We Don't Exist” and White Zombie's “More Human Than Human”,
Green Day, Weezer and the Stone Temple Pilots are also nominated in the alternative
video category along with the Cranberries’ ‘Zombie" and Hole's “Doll Parts”.
Hootie & The Blowfish, Portishead, Filter, Des'ree and Jeff Buckley are nomi-
nated for best new artist in a video.

It's expected to go for 8640 at the auction at Christie’s. Also being sold are a folding
mini-organ and a kimono presented to each member of the Beatles by Japan
Airlings while the group was in Japan in 1966.
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A waler color painting of the head of a Florida panther by Ron Woaed of the Rolling
Stones has sold for $1,800 at a London auction to raise money for the Tusk Charity
to conserve the Rhino. Wood is a former art school student who began to start paint-
ing animals after going on a safari in Kenya in 1991.

Dee Dee Bridgewater, Al Jarreau and Randy Crawford will perform at a con-
cert at the Vatican August 5 marking the 50th anniversary of the atomic bombs
dropped on Hiroshima and Nagasaki. “The concert, to be attended by national and inter-
national figures...(will) highlight the message of peace that, 50 years later, comes from
Hiroshima,” a statement says. A message from Pope John Paul will be read at the con-
cert, which takes place in the Paul VI auditorium where the Pope holds most of his week-
ly audiences.

A judge
in the case told the parties to reach a compromise on their own.

A t=shirt with a self-portrait of Sting has been put on sale by the Elten John AIDS
Foundation. The drawing is the latest in a series of t-shirts put up for sale, including
works by John Lennon and Queen. The new t-shirt was launched in London with
Sting and Elton John performing the Righteaus Brothers’ "You've Lost That
Loving Feeling.” The foundation has raised over $2.39 million in Britain since
February 1993 and over $7 million in the U.S. The t-shirt, signed "Sting by Sting", is
being sold for $24 at Hard Rock Cafes around the world.

Bruce Springsteen made a surprise appearance at a club date by the Pittsburgh band
Joe Gruschecky & The Houserockers in Sea Bright, New Jersey, singing
"Darkness At The Edge Of Town”, "Murder Incorporated”, and "Lucky Town" before
3,000 fans. Guitarist Little Steven and drummer Max Weinberg were part of the
line-up. Springsteen is prodcing an album by the Houserockers called *American Babylon”
coming out this fall.

Over 78,000 tickets were sold for the 1995 Montreux festival in Switzerland, 17 per-
centmore than last year’s event. The rock and jazz fest this year featured Mearianne Faitifull,
B.B. King, the Specials, James Brown, George Benson and Ice-T.

Bono will perform with talian opera singer Luciano Pavarotti at a concert in Pavarotti's
hometown of Modena, Italy, September 12, which will benefit War Child, a London-
based charity raising money for Bosnian children. Duran Duran will also play at the
show, to be broadcast live on ltalian state television and subsequently released as audio
and video recordings. Pavarotti and Bono are expected to sing "Miss Sarajevo”
together. It's a song Bono wrote about the war in Bosnia.

American rap duo the Outhere Brothers, who have had the top album in Britain for
a month with *One Polish, Two Biscuit and A Fish Sandwich", is now facing crimi-
nal charges of violating obscenity law. They were asked by their record label to re-record
three tracks deemed obscene and offensive, but legal experts have been listening o
the album with the Crown Prosecution Service to decide if the record’s lyrics violate
the Obscene Publications Act. A decision is expected soon.

Bjork has had to cancel several sold-out concerts in California because of throat prob-
lems. She hopes to reschedule them in the coming weeks. The last time Bjork toured
America, there was an earthquake near Los Angeles. Then, when she went to Brisbane,
Australia, and there was flooding. "It was the disaster tour. | kept wondering what was
going to happen next,” she says.

Zucchero will have an English-language version coming out early next year of an album
he recorded in New Orleans. The original version of "Spirito DiVino" is already out-
selling Michael Jackson in Zucchero's native lfaly.

British singer and actor Adam Faith has separated from his wife Jackie after 26 years
of marriage.

Mick Jagger's wife, Jerry Hall, will play the late Belty Grable in a BBC radio musi-
cal biography of the Hollywood actress which will be broadcast in September.

Rage Against The Machine have announced planes for a benefit concert in
Washington, D.C., on August 13 to raise money for supporters of convicted murder-
er Mumia Abu-~Jamal, who is scheduled to be executed in Pennsylvania on August 17.

Phil Collins is the second-biggest "fat cat" in Britain, according to a survey by the
union-funded Labour Research Department. Collins grossed almost $36 million in the
past year, more than doubling his income from the previous year, according to the sur-
vey. Elton John, Sting, Mark Knopfler and Eric Clapten were also in the top 20.
John ranked fourth with earnings of $28.5 million and Clapton placed seventh with
earnings that almost doubled to $21.1 million. Mark Knopfier of Dire Straits saw
a 68 percent drap in his earnings, as he made about $88,000 a week. However, the study
wrly noted Knopfler's income is, "over 3 /2 times what a male manual worker earns
inayear.”

Early unreleased material from David Bowie in the 1970s has been released in Britain
on a budget-priced CO called RarestOneBowie. It includes a live version of Bowie cov-
ering Cream's "I Feel Free,” and a soul performance from an American television show
in the mid-1970s that starts off with "Footstompin”. The disc also includes the orig-
inal version of “All The Young Dudes”, which Bowie wrote for Mott The Hoople.

Teenage girls flooded telephone hotlines in Germany after the announcement that Robibie
Williams has left British band Take That. The city government in Berlin established
a local hotline after a 14-year-old girl tried to commit suicide. “One can best under-
stand the emotional state of these girls if one were to imagine Robbie Williams' depar-
ture from the band as the death of a close relative,” says Berlin youth official Ingrid
Stahmer.

Michael Jackson will perform in New York on December 10 in a show to be
broadcast (on Home Box Office), possibly live. "I love New York,” Jackson says.

Nominees have been announced for this year's prestigous Mercury Award for the best
album released in Great Britain and Ireland during the past year. Of the ten acts nom-
inated, six are new, including Oasis’ for Definitely Maybe, Portishead's Dummy, and
Elastica’s self-titled LP. Van Morrisen is also nominated for the album Days Like
This. Other nominees include Left Field, Tricky, PJ Harvey and Supergrass.
Bookmakers say Oasis and Portishead are most likely to win. Previous award winners
include M Peaple, Suede and Primal Seream. The winner, to be announced next
month, will receive a trbophy and about $40,000.

Carly Simon and James Taylor are scheduled to sing together for the first time since
1979 at Livestock ‘95, August 30, in West Tisbury, Massachusetts. The performance
is a benefit for the 136-year-old Martha's Vineyard Agricultural Society to help
finance the mortgage for an agricultural hall built this year. Both Simon and Taylor have
homes on Martha's Vineyard. All 10,000 tickets to the show sold out in less than an
hour, even though they were only available to Martha's Vineyard residents.

The video for Mike Watt's “Piss Bottle Man” features Evan Dande of the
Lemonheads and Zander Schloss of the Circle Jerks.

1960s British singer PJ Proby has pulled out of "Only The Lonely The Roy Orbison
Story” at a theater in London’s West End because of a copyright dispute. As part of
the show, Proby played himself singing several songs including “Somewhere”, from
"West Side Story”, which was a top ten hit for him in 1964. But the authors of "West
Side Story" do not allow their songs to be used as part of other theatrical works.

Veteran Motown singer Martha Reeves joined striking employees of the Detroit News
and Free Press on the picket lines during the city's newspaper strike.
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Michael Jackson was apparently filmed semi-naked for his video “You Are Not Alone.”
In some of the scenes, Jackson's private parts were clearly visible. Computer technology
was used to cover up the offensive bit.

Chris Isaak caused the fire alarm to go off at a hotel in Sydney, Australia, when he
fell asleep on his bed after he'd turned on the shower. The heat from the running water
activated the alarm, prompting the fire department to send help. Isaak was awoken by
a security guard at the Ritz Carlton hotel. He says he awoke to see a man at the foot of
his bed and reached for a shoe to throw at him.

The Michael Bolton Foundation has announced plans for the third annual Michael
Bolton Celebrity Tennis Classic, Softball Game and Black Tie Gala on October 7 and
8 in Stamford, Connecticut. Bolton and his band, Michael MacDonald and Little
Anthony & The Imperials will perform at a formal $300-per-plate dinner emceed
by Joan Lunden. The foundation raises money to help women and children who are vic-
tims of physical or sexual abuse. "It is my intention, through the MBF, to guarantee that
the voices of the children are heard and recognized, and to offer some help and hope
along the way on our search for a solution,” Bolton says. “We intend to reach into the
communities, to identify and provide guidance for kids, advocacy groups and the polit-
ical system. We will push harder for public awareness to ensure the right of children
everywhere to a productive and happy future.”

The Rolling Stones will play Prague, Czechoslovakia, as part of their “Voodoo
Lounge Tour 1995.” Over 100,000 are expected to attend the show. The Stones last played
before a Czech audience in 1990 affer the country's democratic revolution.

Billy Joel joined Bonnie Raitt and Don Henley at a benefit concert at the Newport
Rhythm & Blues Festival. Joel, who wasn't on the bill, sang “I'm in a Newport state of
mind,” a variation of his "New York State Of Mind" at the Rhode Island show, which
affracted over 5,000 fans. Sam Moore of Sam & Bave, Irma Thomas and Ruth Brown
also performed to benefit the Rhythm & Blues Foundation.

An
executive with Bonhams auction house defended the sale. “One person'’s bric-a-brac
is another person’s memento,” says entertainment specialist Ted Owens. “Elton John

one. All the legends like the Stones, the Beatles and Hendrix have staying power
and they are the ones who are collected.” The John items were part of a threg-day sale
that also was to include memorabilia from Marvin Gaye, John Lennon and Mick
Jagger.

Ticket sales for the all-star concert marking the opening of the Rock & Roll Hall of Fame
in Cleveland Labor Day weekend have been slow, prompting promoters to offer addi-
tional lower-priced tickets. About 38,000 tickets have been sold for thr 62,000-capac-
ity Cleveland Stadium. Another 15,000 seats priced at $30 and $80 are being made avail-
able. The concert will feature Bruce Springsteen, Johnny Cash and others.

Rod Stewart has purchased an $8 million mansion in Paim Beach, Florida, across
the street from Donald Trump and down the street from Jimmy Buffett.
