#1 Most Added by a longshot, Metallica's first single arrives with a resoundingroar of approval from 
the rock world at large, encapsulating the familiar textures that won them the garage full of 
Platinums in the first place. Getting a few boos from the P-1 fans, who think they've sold out. But 
it's getting the phones as hot as bar -b -que coals. KEYJ's Dave Andrews, "I'm so sick of all the calls 
we are getting. I like the song. I think Metallica grew up"... KISW's Cathy Faulkner, "Huge reac- 
tion - it will probably be #1 phones this week"... KQRC's Doug Sorensen "I think the reaction is one 
of surprise. The purists probably said 'Man how come it doesn't rock?' Frankly, I think it's a great record 
that will be a huge hit"... KRXQ's Curtiss Johnson, "Very strong reaction but that old core Metallica 
fan thinks they sold out. I think it will be a massive record. That old fan will come around to it"... WARQ's 
Austin Keyes, "Our most -requested record"... WDIZ's Pat Lynch, "#1 phones as soon as people even 
found out we were going to debut it. The old school hard core fans think it sucks. The fans who think 
Metallica started with the Black album think it's wonderful. I think it's a home run."

Haven't seen a lot on Jerry Cantrell yet. C+... The Cranberries 
seems to be a very polar record... Good strong phones on 
Dada. I think this is a record that will be around for a while... 
Def Leppard is still maintaining fairly well. Phones are decent... 
Wish I could say the Everclear was doing something... Phones 
are starting to pick up on Goo Goo Dolls... Still through the roof 
with Gravity Kills... The Hazies did well at first, but the 
phones stopped quickly. Now it's just sitting there... Getting a 

bit goosy on Imperial Drag, but still think it has potential... We 
really like King's X "Looking For Love" better than the single... 
To be expected, those hard core Metallica fans don't like the 
single. The rest of the world thinks it's great... Pantera continues 
to hold steady at night. #2 retail debut... Good initial response 
to the Prong... The research we've done says there's more to The 
Scorpions than a lot of people give them credit for. We're a lot 
deeper than just "Rock You Like A Hurricane" and "Nobody Like 
You"... "Burden In My Hand" sounds more like a Soundgarden 
hit than "Pretty Noose"... Really getting worried about the Stone 
Temple Pilots project at this point. This "Trippin"' track has 
been sounding pretty good, but not quite at the A level... The 
Hunger gets Top 5 phones again this week, along with Marilyn 
Manson, Pantera, and Jars of Clay... Tested the Tracy Bonham 
this weekend, and I've never seen so many negs on a request sheet. 

PD Greg Stevens/KIOZ San Diego 
Jerry Cantrell doesn't get requests; does- 
n't get complaints. I guess that means it's 
doing okay... Def Leppard is showing up 
as highly familiar without a lot of posi- 
tives... Surprised the Dishwalla isn't test- 
ing better. Unfamiliar and not very positive 
with our core... I like "Alone Easy Target" 
from the Foo Fighters. This rocks pretty well. 
We didn't play "Big Me" because it was 
too soft and uncharacteristically poppy. 
This is a good follow up to sort of re-estab- 

lish them as a rock band... Awesome reaction to the Metallica. 
The predictably small (and I do mean small) faction of hard core 
early Metallica fans who thought the group sold out with "Black" 
have now totally given up on the band, but that's really a tiny per- 
centage of the mass audience. For our station, it's huge overall. 
Hey, they got haircuts... My Head is wait and see. Doing so-so... 
Pantera is still important for us, but it's been eclipsed by Rage, 
which has in turn been eclipsed by Metallica... Don't think the 
Pomo For Pyros is gonna fit us... Red Hot Chili Pepper's "Coffee 
Shop" fits in the mix nicely. Decent sounding record to play... 
Nothing special on the Scorpions at the moment. I don't think 
this is their strongest effort, and I've been playing the Scorpions 
for a long time... Ironically, the first week we got "Trippin"' into 
research was the first week we got back a decent test on "Big Bang 
Baby." These STP songs are really taking their time... Van 
Halen is testing well and has gone to power. 

PD Doug Sorensen/KQRC Kansas City 
Next week is critical for Def Leppard. 
We've seen sales, the concert is here in a cou- 
ple of weeks. I think the record itself is okay, 
somewhat predictable but pretty good. 
Give it a B... Gravity Kills consistently 
does really well for us. Calling out in the 
mid teens. Not bad for a record that's a sta- 
tion exclusive... The last Green Day track 
saved the whole project. Coming off some- 
thing like "Brain Stew," who knows?... 
The Hazies' "Skin & Bones" is a great 

sounding rock record. When we play it, we get phones... The 
Imperial Drag is doing fine. A very big phone record for us, 

despite the traffic... Jars Of Clay doing surprisingly well. 
Testing in the mid teens, and a Top 5 phone record. "Flood" is 

legitimate... The Metallica purists, the core guys, probably said, 
'Man, how come it doesn't rock?,' but frankly I think it's a great 
record that will be a huge hit. Led Zeppelin of the '90s. Who's 
kidding who?... Pantera seems to be peaking/cooling... I think 
we'll take a shot at Porno For Pyros at some point... Prong still 
see some good possibilities... Rage has peaked... Cautiously opti- 
mistic on the Scorpions. Hard to get a read until after the 
Holiday... I think "Pretty Noose" is a filler track. The real record 
is "Burden in My Hand"... Like Spacehog's "Cruel To Be Kind." 
The guy's vocals are kind of different, but the music really fol- 
lows up "In the Meantime." I hope it really happens. Love to 
see them be a legit band down the line."... Stone Temple Pilots' 
"Trippin"' is going to be a huge hit. Great call out. This will put 
them back in the spotlight again... "Vanishing Cream" is 

legitimate. Really good Top 15 test scores. It's the sound of rock 
radio '96. 

PD Mike Thomas/WBXQ Altoona 
"Leave Me Alone" is getting some nice phones on it, probably 
because they think it's AIC... Getting people calling saying they 
think the Cranberries' "Salvation" sounds like the Go Go's. Good 
females, but the men don't want to hear it... "I Get High" has 
been a slow reactor for me, but after a month the phones are 
starting to pick up... Getting nice phones the Def Leppard. 
Bumped up to heavy... Everclear's "Heartspark Dollarsign" 
is getting good phones, positive research, and is in stress rota- 
tion... "Here In Your Bedroom" is a poppy record, but is 

very positive with the teens... Phones are starting to die on the 
Gravity Kills after great action the first month... The Hazies' 
"Skin & Bones" is a good record for all dayparts, getting nice 
phones... Slowly getting very little phone action on the Holy 
Barbarians' "Brother Fights"... Can't hear the Imperial 
Drag... Nothing on the test run for King's X "Sometime"... 
"Drag The Waters" is huge. Right behind Metallica with 
requests at night... Love "Tahitian Moon" from the Pyros. Phones 
from the first time we played it... Good night phones on Prong. 
Playing "Rude Awakening" at night... The Refreshments are 
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about a C now; an A three weeks ago... Looking at the 
Scorpions' "Wild Child" right now. Hoping to add it this 

week... Think "Down In Flames" is a Son Volt kind of record... 

Getting huge phones on Soundgarden's "Pretty Noose"... 
Nothing on the "King Of The World" yet... "Vanishing 
Cream" is huge. An A+. #2 Most Requested, right behind 

Metallica... The Why Store's "Lack Of Water" doesn't really 

fit in with what we're playing but I am getting some positive feed- 

back... "Humans Being" is our #1 Most played record... Not get- 

ting anything on "Blood, Milk, Sky". 

PD Tim Satterlield/WXRA Winston-Salem 

311's "Down" is picking up phones. They're certainly a band 

with a lot of interest in the South. Looking forward to the show 

Memorial Day weekend... This is the first time we've played the 
Butthole Surfers, but the early phones on "Pepper" are 

good... Cracker "Nothing To Believe In" is a little more 

melodic, an easier listen than "I Hate...". The aspect of having 

Joan Osborne in even a backing role in this record gives us a chance 

to mention a hot artist... "Salvation" is very strong for us in terms 

of research and calls... Dada's "I Get High" has very good test- 

ing, with good phones, too. It's a strong track for us... Everclear 
"Heartspark Dollarsign" isn't testing well, but we're gonna stay 

with it... Getting a little concerned about "Disenchanted"... 
"Here In Your Bedroom" is great. Just a very fun, up, track that 
adds some energy to the station... Goo Goo Dolls' "Long Way 

Down" is one of the more mainstream sounds we have on the 
station now. I'm hearing the '80s in there, but that helps to keep 

the balance. Plus, it's not a bad thing to say "Twister" right now... 

Just added "Walking Contradiction." It's classic Green Day... 

Along with the Dave Matthews, "Old Man & Me" is one of our 

quickest great testing tracks... Instantaneous reaction on the 
Metallica. We had to track "Until It Sleeps" every few hours 

over the weekend. Basically, we had to tell them when we would 

be playing it next... Porno For Pyros' "Tahitian Moon" is a good 

sound match for us. No phones yet... Curiosity calls as much as 

anything on The Refreshments' "Banditos." They just want 
to know who that band is. It's a very good track for us... We're 
using "Burden In My Hand" and "Dusty" from Soundgarden, 
and I think "Dusty" is the one with the real legs and prefer per- 

sonally... Tracy Bonham's "Mother Mother" doesn't seem to 
test, but we get big phones on it. Male, female, young old. Looking 

forward to the show. 

PD Duane Doherty/KEGL Dallas 
Fucking huge phones on the Butthole Surfers' "Pepper"... 
"Leave Me Alone" is getting huge phones. People are digging 
it even more than AIC in some cases... "Too Much" is testing okay. 

Mid pack... Def Leppard's "Work It Out" phones are still big 

for it. Top 5 phones... Phones are tapering off on Dishwalla's 
"Counting Blue Cars"... Not testing, yet... Gin Blossoms' "Day 
Job" is dead in the water on the phones... Gravity Kills' 
"Guilty" is our #2 testing record, but is starting to get a little crispy... 

The Hazies' "Skin & Bones" is getting good phones... Mixed 

reviews from the hard core Metallica fans, but huge phones for 

the single... Still #2 phones on the Pantera... The Refreshments' 
"Banditos" is starting to get some phones. No call -out yet... We 

have lots of staff interest in the Super 8... Getting real good phones 

on that The Hunger. Still #6 Most Requested. 
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MD Rick Bradford/KFMZ Columbia 
"Salvation" is in our top 10 requests. Probably 75% would be 

women ages 12-22... Also getting good response on "I Get High," 

across the board, nights only... The Def Leppard has slowed way 

down. Got a good response when we first started playing it, most- 

ly from 15-25 men... B- on Gin Blossoms' "Day Job". The 

momentum on this isn't real strong... Gravity Kills' "Guilty" 
is still a monster for us. The song won't go away... No response, 

yet on the Imperial Drag... Might try the King's X. Getting 
a lot of requests for "Sometime"... Love "Tahitian Moon.' Paul 

likes it, too... The Refreshments' "Banditos" is moving a bit 

more now. Getting a decent response from younger men... Kinda 

looking at the Scorpions... Momentum is slowing down on the 

Semisonic... I like "Pretty Noose" much better after living with 
it. We are getting increased requests for it. B+... Getting 
more requests for STP's "Trippin"' right now than "Big Bang 

Baby"... Liked The Hunger on the first listen. Don't like that 
it sounds like AIC, but that's their business. Getting good 
response though. 

MD Cindy Bennett/KLOL Houston 
There was a lot of excitement about the new 

Def Leppard when it first hit the streets, 

and now the novelty of them sounding 
different has worn off... Everclear's 
"Heartspark Dollarsign" is getting bet- 
ter reaction than we anticipated so soon... 

Nothing yet on "Long Way Down". 
Haven't gotten any research back on it, 

but the rocking tunes they've done have 

done well for us and I anticipate this will 
too... "Alcohol" is still doing pretty well 

for us... The King's X is looking good initially. People who know 

it like it. It has a shot at doing well for us... A lot of people don't 
like the new Metallica, but I think it sounds pretty good. Yeah, 

it's definitely not the most original thing they've ever done, but 
it's going to do well for us... No research yet, but Pantera in Texas 

is God... Soundgarden's "Pretty Noose" is huge. A #1 test- 

ing record... I think the Super 8 is a pretty cool record. How much 

more stuff can John Fagot send/fax me on this track? 

PD Curtiss Johnson/KRXQ Sacramento 
"Oh! Sweet Nuthin"' from the Cable 
Guy soundtrack will do very well, but will 
be a slow reactor... Immediate reaction on 

the Dada. We're spinning it pretty heav- 

ily, too. Familiarity built up quickly... 
"Work It Out" is somewhat of a polar 
record. The new fans seem to be pretty 
accepting of it. No negatives from the old 
fans... "Skin & Bones" gets some pretty 
decent phone calls. Not top 10, but getting 
a solid stream of calls since I put it on... Fairly 

decent response on the Imperial Drag. Surprised at how well 

it's reacting with my older demos. Thought it might have been 

a more 11-24 pop partisan thing... "Until It Sleeps" has been 

getting very strong reaction, but that old core Metallica fan, cir- 

ca "Puppets," thinks they sold out. I think it will be a massive 

record. That old fan will come around to it... The initial burst 

on "Drag The Waters" has cooled, but still at #2 sales in the mar- 

ket and generating top 5 phones... The Porno For Pyros is off 
to a very good start. Initial phone reaction has been really 
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strong... Prong's "Rude Awakening" has been a slow builder. 
Solid calls - just seems to be steadily building and getting a lit- 
tle stronger... "Wild Child" is going away. Getting some calls 
for it, but I don't think it will last very long... "Hello From Venus" 
isn't top 10 calls, but is a solid performer... I've got my fingers 
crossed for Soundgarden's "Burden In My Hand"... Initial 
response has been pretty good on "Cruel To Be Kind." Actually 
had it on my new rock test drive for two weeks and it did very 
well... Stone Temple Pilots' "Trippin"' doesn't seem to be react- 
ing quite as strongly as I had hoped. I do think it sounds good, 
but the public isn't embracing it as strongly as I thought they 
would... Getting close to the end of the run on "Mother 
Mother." A lot of airplay in the market. 

PD Dave Douglas/WAAF Boston 
We added 311's "Down" as current back in 
January... The Butthole Surfers had a 
great debut week in Soundscan. I think 
they've got a good project here... 
"Salvation" is still solid. It's performing well 
for us... Pretty early on the Dada but ini- 
tial response has been very favorable... 
Interested to see how the Def Leppard does. 
It debuted Top 20 album sales in the Boston 
metro... Nothing tangible on the 
Goldfinger. Third week for retail shows con- 

tinuing growth. Building nicely... Green Day's "Walking 
Contradiction" sounds good on the air. The weather is nice and 
warm, down goes the window, and Green Day sounds right... Some 
interest in the Hazies... The more I play the Holy Barbarians, 
the more it really fits in with what we're doing... Hard core fans 
hate the Metallica, but the question isn't will it debut at #1, the 
question is: How many units?"... Porno For Pyros' "Tahitian 
Moon" is a good song. Easily recognizable. All the markings 
of a great library track... Prong's "Rude Awakening" is anoth- 
er great song. I really like it. They are a name value band... Think 
the Red Hot Chili Pepper's stock is very high... Soundgarden's 
"Pretty Noose" is very strong... I continue to talk to people who 
say the more they hear the entire Stone Temple Pilots project, 
the more they're falling in love with it... Mild interest in "King 
Of The World."... The Hunger's "Vanishing Cream" really 
sounds good. Curiosity calls continue after four weeks. 

PD Austin Keyes!WARQ Columbia 
311's "Down" is very important. This is the third track we're play- 
ing. The band gets 15,000 minimum to play and in any setting 
they always sell out. They're huge here... "Leave Me Alone" 
is doing okay, better than that stupid "Again" record... I'm alright 
with the Cranberries. Getting B play. We've had our run 
with it... Still think there is something there with Everclear's 
"Heartspark Dollarsign." I'm waiting... "Here In Your 
Bedroom" is great. An A record... Still getting good calls on 
"Guilty."... Everything Green Day has ever done tests in the 
top 10% of all our testing records. Logical conclusion: this 
record will be big... Slight reaction on the Hazies... People are 
calling for the Jewel... Metallica's "Until It Sleeps" is our most 
requested record. People who have been familiar with them for 
years now understand that they can enjoy the music... The 
Porno For Pyros is getting strong phone calls. No surprise... The 
initial calls on STP's "Trippin" have quieted... Verve Pipe's 
"Photograph" is still growing, amazingly enough. I think it's 
a great record. 

APD/MD Vinny Marino/WAXQ N.Y.C. 
Butthole Surfers' "Pepper" is such a 
unique sound that when it comes on it's like 
a breath of fresh air. Plus, it's just cool to 
say Butthole Surfers... Everclear will take 
a while to react, but it will. "Santa Monica" 
didn't work right away either... Again, 
Gravity Kills just sounds so good. Getting 
calls. Sounds wonderful... I think Imperial 
Drag is right now for us. Ron doesn't. 
The new remix makes a big difference... 
Metallica's "Until It Sleeps" is 50/50. 

They love it or they hate it. The die hards can't stand it, but then 
again, they didn't like the whole last album. The excitement around 
this record was unbelievable... I think "Suicide Note #1" 
sounds wonderful. Everyone's wondering why we switched 
the Pantera track - sorry - the label told us to... The calls for Pomo 
For Pyros have been great. Top 5 phones. They love it... The 
Prong is a record that I think is going to react big. "Rude 
Awakening" sounds wonderful on the air... Soundgarden is 
still Top 5 phones. They like the last record... I love Spacehog 
and this is the greatest song. Will they have CHR success? 
Doubtful... Super 8 - I don't know... Not warming up to The 
Hunger. Still don't get it... Tracy Bonham came up in testing. 
My #12 record... Verve Pipe research is improving after we 
changed the hook. 

MD Pat Lynch/WDIZ Orlando 
Yeah, gave 311 a test spin. "Down" didn't do so hot... Jerry 
Cantrell's "Leave Me Alone" is probably my favorite song we're 
playing right now. Absolutely love it. Maybe I'm just a gloomy 
guy... Still seeing females phones on the Cranberries. Very strong 
Soundscan numbers in our market. Up and down testing... 
Dada is another one. Catchy as hell tune, just can't make 
room... Everclear's "Heartspark Dollarsign" is starting to pick 
up a little bit. Finally, people have had their fill of "Santa 
Monica"... Play Gravity Kills once in a while... Great White's 
"My World" is doing fine for us. Seeing great phones. One of 
those '80s bands that still does well here... Watching the Hazies 
and we'll see. Have had a couple of calls about them already. 
Recently played here in town... Still on the bubble on the 
Imperial Drag. Like "Boy Or A Girl," but it's getting beat out... 
Oh my God! "Until It Sleeps" was #1 phones as soon as peo- 
ple even found out we were going to debut it. The old school 
hard core fans think it sucks. The fans who think Metallica start- 
ed with the Black album think it's wonderful. I think it's a 
home run... Will be looking at Porno For Pyros shortly. Real 
log jam right now... Listening right now to the Prong, and I'm 
blown away... Rage Against The Machine is super active at night. 
They're still going bonkers over it. Low end... The Refreshments 
is doing wonderful for us. Super strong phones. The listeners 
even pick up that it's a fun, fun song and a fun band... "Wild 
Child" is kinda there. Sounds great, traditional Scorps. 
Wouldn't be surprised if some people don't know it's new... Sounds 
like Soundgarden's "Blow Up The Outside World" could have 
been on the White album. Album reaction is strong so far. Lots 
of interest... My gut tells me "Trippin..." is gonna kick in. Just 
to damn catchy... Still seeing pretty decent phones on the 
Super 8. Some decent sales. No one at active rock should be 
afraid to play this record... The Hunger is doing great. Really 
strong phones on that... Seeing the Verve Pipe research 
upturn. Some phones on it, too. 
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PD Doug Podell/WRIF Detroit 
311 is prime now for active rock. They 

Ihave laid a nice foundation for themselves... 
The more I hear "Leave Me Alone," the 
more I like it. Wouldn't that be something 
if Jerry Cantrell outlasted AIC... Not quite 
sure about the Dada. May just be a little 
soft for WRIF... Def Leppard's "Work It 
Out" is doing great. There has been a 

positive response right from the begin- 
ning. The show is gonna sell out, and it's 
gonna be an '80s love fest in Detroit... Like 

the Gigantic... Gravity Kills is still a phone grabber. Gets great 
reaction. Never got the push it really needed to be in heavy for 
us. Love it at night... Holy Barbarians is also still getting good 
phone reaction. Lots of interest in Ian... I'm trying to warm up 

to Imperial Drag. Just don't hear that on WRIF. Could work 
for other people. I'd like to see our CHR start hitting it a little 
bit... Huge reaction on Metallica's "Until It Sleeps." Just tear- 
ing it up. Everybody want to know what's on the album... We 
like Peter Wolf's "Break This Chain" better than the single for 
an AOR feel. The whole message and the feel of the song is great... 

I think we may be able to deal with Porno For Pyros down the 
line. Probably their strongest effort ever... Warming up to Prong. 
We like "Rude Awakening". Certainly active phones for it... 
The Refreshments are huge. "Banditos" has got to be the 
hottest, fastest moving new track on the WRIF playlist in six months 
- up next to "Cumbersome." I haven't seen movement from a 

track like this in a year... We are going to use the Scorpions. 
Played "Wild Child" during lunch. Highly considering it... We 
like Soundgarden's "Burden In My Hand" and "Blow Up the 
Outside World." So far the reaction has been still very strong for 
"Pretty Noose," as a matter of fact that one seems to be build- 
ing right now... Just added Sponge's "All Of This & Nothing". 
Unfortunately, it will get knocked out by their own album. 
From what we've heard, it's a seller... Hanging in there with STP's 

"Trippin'." I still think there's more life to the album. Their sit- 

uation may have put a damper on the project. This is a band that 
needs to tour this summer... Super 8 - Not yet. Behind the pro- 
ject... We hope that in the next few weeks The Hunger moves 

to medium. I think it has the same Stabbing Westward feel that 
has hit written all over it.

Too early to tell on 311's "Down". Decent 
nighttime phones. Give it a C+. Think it has

many negatives as the first track... Goo Goo Dolls' "Long 
Way Down" has the potential to develop. Need a record like 
this to avoid being an AC band. Still very early though... 
Gravity Kills is very strong, 18-34, with demos nonexistent 
anywhere else... Imperial Drag is developing. A few calls at night. 
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B for nighttime play... "Until It Sleeps" is strong, but real 

Metallica fans think the band has sold out. Very strong 
response overall... Not gonna play Prong... Might use the 
Scorpions, only if I'm badgered into it... Soundgarden is 

picking up, but it's pretty far away from an A... I think Stone 
Temple Pilots' "Trippin"' is off to a pretty good start. The sin- 

gle started to test better toward the end, but probably won't ever 

make the library... Super 8 is a nice record. Everyone I've played 

it for seems to be very favorable... Tracy Bonham is still doing 
fine... No complaints on the Wallflowers' "6th Avenue 
Heartache." Has been very passive - daytime only record... White 
Zombie's "Blood, Milk, & Sky" is doing well just because the 
tour is through here in a couple of weeks... Zakk Wylde's 
"Between Heaven & Hell" is actually a really good song. It's 

a daytime record, but like the feel for the daytime. 

PD Michael Lee/WTFX Louisville 
We were just spinning 311's "Down" to see 

what kind of response we would get... 
We're picking up a few phones on the 
Dada... Def Leppard gets a C+. Top 10 

sales. A few phones, not very many though. 
Thought it would be a top phone record... 
Freewheelers' "Best Be On Your Way" 
is getting a great response with that great 
retro '70s feel... "Day Job" is a nice sound. 
No requests, no sales, just kind of there... 
We've had great luck with the Goo Goo 

Dolls. Their stuff has tested well and requested well. This one 
is falling right in the same footsteps... Gravity Kills is starting 
to slide down... Green Day's "Walking Contradiction" is a great 
follow up that will be a huge night record. "Brain Stew" is still 
strong... Not interested in Imperial Drag... Jars Of Clay is test- 
ing well. Maybe could have played "Flood". Doesn't fit the feel... 

I think King's X "Looking For Love" is a better track than the 
single for us... Right now the Metallica is burning up the 
phone lines. Once again, how much of mainstream's rock audi- 
ence really remembers the first few albums. Great follow up to 
the Black album. It's huge... On Solution A.D.'s "Fearless" yes- 

terday... Next to "Big Bang Baby," "Trippin"' is probably the 
best thing... Nothing yet on The Hunger. It's only been two weeks 

though. Love the sound of the record... Tracy Bonham - No... 

White Zombie's "Blood, Milk, & Sky" had huge phones at first, 

kind of trickled off though. Going back to "More Human," which 
is still a monster. 

PD Pat Dawsey/ZROC Dallas 
We just added 311. "Down" is our second 

track for the band. They've got a strong sales 

base of about 300,000. They sell out clubs. 

They've got a rabid cult following. This song 

should be dayparted, not because it does- 
n't belong in the day, but it definitely 
belongs at night. I don't believe in depriv- 
ing the night audience and wasting it in the 
day. Always clump between 7 and 10 pm 
every Friday night... About to do a Cable 
Guy premier promotion, so the whole 

soundtrack is going to be getting some exposure. As far as the 
Cantrell itself, I don't see all that much reaction... I've gotten 
nothing out of the Cranberries, but I like the tempo. From the 
beginning I thought the message was a little too overt, and so 
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to the point it was borderline corny. Haven't really gotten a reac- 
tion one way or another... We thought the Dave Matthews was 
just kind of a cool groove record. We've always been fans. That 
band was never worked to me... I like the Dada... Goldfinger's

John Travolta's new movie "Phenomena" opens on the 4th of July, 
and the soundtrack contains a stunning new song by Eric Clapton. 
"If I Could Change The World" is very much along the lines of 
Clapton's '90s material, with hints of "Tears In Heaven" and his 
blues roots throughout. I normally loathe hearing songs over the 
phone, but even in that setting I could tell that this is going to 
be an across-the-board smash hit. Produced by Babyface(!), 
the song is slick, while at the same time incredibly soulful and heart- 
felt. There are notes that Clapton hits with his vocals that will 
send shivers down your spine, and the song is sure to be every- 
where in a matter of minutes after its release. You will receive 
it Thursday, so save some room for it on your playlist. 

PATTI SMITH 

The release of a new Patti Smith album is always cause for cel- 
ebration in my book. The high priestess of rock returns with Gone 
Again (Arista), her first release in years. She has done a smattering 
of dates in preparation for a tour, and the early reaction has been 
phenomenal. As for the album, the add date is 6/3, and the label 
is suggesting "Summer Cannibals," an upbeat rock song with Patti's 
signature vocal and guitar power, and some very dark lyrics.

What an amazingly astute combination of energies - Brendan O'Brien 
and Droge, relatively uptempo material, fairly live -sounding arrange- 
ments with perfectly -executed turnarounds. 

WBCN celebrate its 18th year of being involved in the Boston Music Awards 
this week, with finalists Trona and Quintain Americana duking it out 
for the honors as of press time.

There's something 
inherently invigo- 
rating about Sherman 
Robertson's 
approach to the 
blues. It breaks the 
mold that Robert 
Cray cracked, and 
will hopefully re- 
define the parame- 
ters of what we 
know as blues. 
Interestingly 

enough, Robertson's inspiration to play the blues was, of 
all people, Hank Williams, Sr. When he was 13, Robertson 

saw Williams on TV and, "I heard the blues coming out of 
that man." By age 17, he was playing in and around 
Houston with his band The Crosstown Blues Band 
(until Clifton Chenier saw his band and hired him away). 

Throughout the 80s, Robertson played with Chenier, 
Rockin' Dopsie and Terrance Simien & The Mallet 
Playboys. His urge to return to the blues prompted him 
in 1994 to record I'm The Man his debut release for Code 

Blue/Atlantic; the label founded by legendary producer Mike 

Vernon. Here & Now is a rich blend of blues and R&B, built 
on a strong rhythm section (John Bares, bass; Steve 
Holley, drums). Says Robertson, "The rhythm section is hit- 
ting it hard with a more uptempo rock blues...this is what 
we call swampy." Swampy or not, numbers like the 
uptempo "Victim Of Circumstance" or the slower R&B-fla- 

vored "In The Here & Now" leave no doubt that blues is 

Robertson's first love. In fact, it's on the CD's only straight 
12 -bar blues song that he really cuts loose both vocally and 

on guitar. It's where he betrays his heritage of learning 
Freddy King songs as a teenager, and growing up around 
the corner from Don Robey's famed recording studio in 

Houston. "This is not about the past," insists Robertson, 
"There's no limit to what can be accomplished with the blues, 

and I'm ready to take it as far as I can...then keep right on 

going." Shake things up a little. Get into the Here & Now.

"It was like a purg- 

ing. In a curious way, it made us a band. After that there was a tena- 

cious spirit, and it's toughened us up." 

Bernie Taupin, longtime songwriting partner of Elton John, has 

formed a new band called Farm Dogs which will release its 

debut album in July (on Discovery Records) called "Last Stand In 

Open Country." Taupin decided last year he'd like to make a stripped - 

down song album and he's recruited guitarist Robin LeMesurier, 
guitarist and vocalist Jim Cregan and vocalist and harpist Dennis 
Tufano for the group. "Last Stand In Open Country" was record- 
ed at Taupin's ranch in Santa Ynez, California, with David Cole co - 

producing. "So much of the atmosphere of the album is inspired 

and drawn from this environment," Taupin says. "It soaked into 
our veins. It's organic, no -frills music that just invented itself." 

Mick Jagger's ex-wife Bianca is studying to become a U.S. citizen 

after having an award taken away from her because she is still a 

citizen of her native Nicaragua. Jagger was to have received the 
Ellis Island Medal from the National Ethnic Coalition of Organizations, 

and may getit next year if she becomes an American citizen. 

Heart are said to be working on new material with members of 
Badfinger. 

The Cure lost thousands of dollars in expense money and their return 

airline tickets to London when someone broke into their van in 

New York City. The thief took road manager Daryl Bamonte's suit- 

case and Robert Smith's passport, which British officials quick- 
ly replaced so Smith could return home for tour dates. The band 

was in New York City to film a video at Central Park and Coney 

Island. 

James Taylor has applied for the rights to mine gravel on his 106 - 

acre property in Cornwall, Connecticut, after fighting an effort by 

a gravel company to do the same thing on property that ajoins his. 

Taylor's attorney says that if the city gives permission for mining, 
Taylor may do the same thing. Dick Blake of the Connecticut chap- 

ter of the Appalachian Mountain club says any mining operation 
would ruin part of the nearby Appalachian Trail. "Any mining of 
the property will degrade hikers' experiences," Blake says. 

A teenage girl died the day after she was crushed in front of the 
stage at a Smashing Pumpkins concert in Dublin. Doctors say she 

suffered a heart attack and died at a hospital after being pulled 
out of the crowd. Five other people out of a crowd of 8,500 suf- 

fered minor injuries before the concert was cut short. Smashing 
Pumpkins issued a statement saying they were "extremely shak- 

en at the night's events." A second show the following night was 

canceled. 

The telephone system in Nottingham, England, broke down a half 

an hour after tickets went on sale for four Oasis concerts in 

Britain in August. Thousands of homes in Nottingham were 
unable to call the British equivalent of "911" for two hours. "We 
think there were literally tens of thousands of calls to these num- 

bers," said a spokesman for British Telecom. "We weren't aware 
that anything like that was going to happen and there were so 

many calls coming into the computer at one exchange that it just 
couldn't cope." All 330,000 tickets sold out in 8 1/2 hours, which 
a promoter says made it "the fastest ever sale for any band play- 

ing anywhere in Britain." 

Download, which features Skinny Puppy co-founder cEvin 
Key collaborating with former Zoviet France member Mark 
Spybey, is releasing an album "The Eyes Of Stanley Pain" and an 

EP called "Sidewinder" (on Nettwerk Productions). Genesis P. 

Orridge contributed material and his voice to the albums. 
Download will be touring Europe and North America this summer. 

The first Beat Happening album has been reissued on CD with 
several bonus tracks, including the group's first single and cassette 

releases. 

Joe Bass of the Posies will release his first solo album (on C2 Records) 

this fall. It will be called "A View From Space." 

Johnny "Guitar" Watson suffered a fatal heart attack while play- 

ing at the Blues Cafe in Yokohama, Japan, at age 61. Watson, who 
was born in Houston, had come to Japan to perform in the Japan 

Blues Carnival. He was pronounced dead at a local hospital. 
Watson had released his first album in 13 years in 1993, "Bow Wow," 
which was nominated for a Grammy for contemporary blues 

album, and had recently played his first U.S. concerts in 14 years. 

Watson had been honored with a Pioneer Award of the Rhythm 

& Blues Foundation in Los Angeles in March. Frank Zappa once 

described Watson's guitar sound as like "an icepick to the fore- 
head." 

Jim Cuddy of Blue Rodeo recently toured Uganda on a fact-find- 
ing trip sponsored by World Vision Canada. The World Health 
Organization says AIDS is so prevalent in Uganda that life expectan- 

cy is expected to fall to about 30 by the year 2010. "There's no peo- 

ple my age there," Cuddy says. "They're all dead. There's younger 
people, older people but all the middle-aged people are gone." 
Sarah McLachlan and Tom Cochrane have also traveled over- 
seas for World Vision, but Cuddy says he had reservations about 
working with the Christian -based organization. "I'm not a 

Christian. I don't necessarily believe in the intolerance that is 

often associated with big Christian organizations," he says. "I was 

very up front about my concerns with World Vision and they said 

that's not going to be a problem." A video showing Cuddy in Uganda 

will be sent to Canadian schools. Blue Rodeo will be touring 
Canada this summer in support of their sixth album "Nowhere To 

Here." 

There will be a "best -of" album from Crowded House this July, 

with three new songs. The band is also working on a new album. 

Jethro Tull cut short a tour of Australia and New Zealand after 
Ian Anderson was hospitalized for a blood clot that stemmed from 
when he tore a ligament during a South American tour in March. 
Anderson underwent surgery in England and had been per- 
forming in a wheelchair, occasionally standing on one leg to 
play flute. 
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Gregg Allman says he doesn't have hard feelings about his short 
marriage to Cher. "We're really good friends now," Allman says. 
"We get along great. She's great." Allman would rather talk 
about his ex-wife than about the music business, even though two 
of his songs are pursuing music careers. "The recording industry 
is my least favorite subject," he says. "You have a bunch of peo- 
ple who know nothing about music trying to force people to play 
whatever happens to be popular at the moment. It stifles creativity. 
I know with our band, we stuck to what we wanted to play. We 
went hungry for a long time, but ultimately, we prevailed.

My Bloody 
Valentine, Lush, Lee Ranaldo of Sonic Youth, Godflesh, 
Band Of Susans and Chris Connelly are among the other 
artists featured on "Whore." 

Yoko Ono has offered a sarcastic apology for tearing apart a Bible 
during a concert at Irving Plaza in New York City. During a per- 
formance with lma, she tore pages from a Bible and scattered them 
into the crowd. After a spokesman for the Roman Catholic 
Archdiocese of New York called the action in appropriate, Ono said, 
"I am sorry. I did not mean to offend them by distributing the words 
of God." 

Deborah Harry performed at the Long Beach, California, Lesbian 
& Gay Pride Festival. "I don't think of myself as being gay, but I 

hold myself open to the possibility of love and that's what this is 

really about - love," Harry says. Harry plans a waitress in the movie 
"Heavy" coming out next month. "It's a very sad, thoughful 
movie, more of an art film," she says. 

Veruca Salt are recording their second album in Hawaii with pro- 
ducer Bob Rock. The band's just released an EP produced by 
Steve Albini. 

Bluegrass pioneer Earl Scruggs has been given the North Carolina 
Folk Heritage Award for Lifetime Achievement. "My music came 
up from the soil of North Carolina,' says Scruggs, who now lives 
in Madison, Tennessee. "And I've been blessed that people in all 
parts of the world enjoy it. I feel quite honored with this award." 
Scruggs says he's thinking about making a new banjo album. "I've 
been putting it off," he says. "I don't want to go into it unless I've 
got something fresh to offer. It's hard to come up with new 
ideas." 

Paul McCartney, Elvis Costello, Brian Wilson, Bruce Hornsby, 
Elton John and Frank Sinatra are among the artists who chose 
their favorite classical music compositions for an upcoming com- 
pilation album called "Exile On Classical Street." The LP, coming 
out in August, will include liner notes from some of the acts. 

Luther Allison won awards for blues entertainer of the year, con- 
temporary blues male artist of the year, blues instrumentalist of 
the year, contemporary album of the year ("Blues Streak") and blues 
song of the year ("Cherry Red Wine") at the 17th annual W.C. Handy 
Awards given out in Memphis. Joe Louis Walker & The 
Bosstalkers were named blues band of the year, Etta James was 
the soul/blues female artist of the year, Little Milton the 
soul/blues male artist of the year, and Jimmy Rogers and Katie 

Webster were the traditional male and female blues artists of the 
year, respectively. John Hammond was named acoustic blues artist 
of the year. 

Phil Collins is recording a new album in France for release this 
fall. 

Alanis Morissette's "Jagged Little Pill" album has now 
been certified triple platinum in England. 

Joe Louis Walker is working on an all-star blues album called "Great 
Guitarists, Volume 1," which will feature Buddy Guy, Otis Rush, 
Taj Mahal and Clarence "Gatemouth" Brown. Walker describes 
the LP as "a textbook record on blues -oriented guitar playing." 

Smoke have contributed several tracks to an independent film by 
Atlanta director Charles Portney called "The Shop Below The 
Busy Road," which is beign screened as part of the city's Image Film 
& Video Festival. 

Hootie & The Blowfish drummer Jim "Soni" Sonefeld admits 
people have high expectations for the band's second album, 
"Fairweather Johnson." The group's debut, "Cracked Rear View," 
has sold over 13 million copies, and is still selling 50,000 per 
week. "You can't go up against something like that. It's something 
that's only going to happen once a decade," Sonefeld says.

Tom Petty was given the 
Golden Note Award for his contributions to contemporary 
American music, while Soul Asylum and Bjork received the 
organization's first -ever College Music Award. 

Ozzy Osbourne says he still takes Prozac and Valium to cope with 
emotional issues he's been dealing with since he tried to commit 
suicide at age 14. "Before I had Prozac, I would wake up in the morn- 
ing and a problem would escalate into a catastrophe....My wife 
would be running away (or) I'd be getting ripped off," he says. "Thee 
Prozac...kind of nips it in the bud." 

Polly Harvey is collaborating with guitarist John Parish of PJ Harvey 
on material for a new project that will use another name. The two 
have recorded 11 songs in a London studio for release on an album 
coming out by the end of this year. PJ Harvey turned down offers 
to tour with Lollapalooza and open for the Red Hot Chili 
Peppers and the group doesn't plan to play any live concerts this 
year. 

Phish's management is defending the band's fans from complaints 
that they were a nuisance at the recent New Orleans Jazz &
