ROCK RADIO MOURNS VAUGHAN'S DEATH
In a crash that bore many chilling similarities with

the 1959 air disaster that claimed the life of another
Texas legend, Buddy Holly, blues purist Stevie Ray
Vaughan and a handful of associates of Eric
Clapton went down in a fatal helicopter mishap in
East Troy, Wisconsin. The accident occured August
27 at 1 a.m. on the side of a man-made ski hill that
was obscured by thick patches of fog. Also reported
kiled were Clapton's bodyguard Nigel Browne,and
assistant tour manager Colin Smythe, both natives
of Britain, and L.A. booking agent Bobby Brooks.

Vaughan was, in the eyes of many of his fans, a
musician's musician; a stylist who put purity of
expression above national acclaim. The disaster
proved especially tragic for the guitarist's fans and
radio programmers in the Southwest, where Vaughan

honed his skills as he cranked out the blues in a
never-ending succession of bars and nightclubs prior
to gaining national prominence in the mid -'80s. Jeff
Carrol, PD at KLBJ in Vaughan's hometown of Aus-
tin, said one look at the faces of the people at a vigil
held in the guitarist's honor at Zilker Park, an Austin
recreation area, revealed the severity of the incident.

"People around these parts are still in a state of
shock about Stevie's death," said Carrol, adding that
3,000 fans attended the hastily assembled wake. "His
playing really embodied the spirit of Texas."

Another somber programmer was KRIX-
Brownsville MD Bryan Boyd, who said Vaughan's
passing "left a void in the music world that will be
virtually impossible to fill." Boyd said that Vaughan's
music is as intregal a part of Texas culture.

"The guy was only five -feet -eight -inches tall,"
stated Boyd, "and yet his music was of such a stature
that you thought its creator had to be six -feet -two and
weigh 220 pounds."

Ken Anthony, PD of WLOL-Houston, said he
played the guitarist's records in San Fransisco when
he once worked in the Bay Area, but didn't really
discover his cultural importance until he relocated to
Houston. "As far as rock 'n' roll heritage goes, he was
right up there in ZZ Top as far as being a true native
son," asserted Anthony. "I had the pleasure to meet
him and found him to be a truly caring individual. He
was almost spiritual at times."

Sinead's Star-Spangled Ultimatum Stirs Up Storm

Call it bad timing on one side, slightly overblown
national pride on the other, but Sinead O'Connor's
refusal to perform at a recent New Jersey concert if
The Star Spangled Banner preceded her show has
resulted in a quandary that threatens her popularity
at a time when she has become one of the darlings
of the music world.

Approximately ten minutes prior to the start of
Sinead's performance at the Garden Arts Center in
Holmdel, New Jersey on August 24, the Irish vocalist
was informed that The Star Spangled Banner would
precede her set, as it had for all events held at the
venue for the last 23 years. In keeping with her
stance of abstaining from all political affiliations, she
informed management she would not appear if the
anthem were played. After some consternation, the
promoters acquiesced and deleted the anthem from
the program, but the incident has caused a media
backlash resulting in a half dozen radio stations
pulling her records off the air in protest.

Mary Ann Carosa, a spokesperson for WPLJ in
New York, one of the stations incensed by Sinead's
indiscretion, said it would take a public apology
before WPLJ would again play her material.

"If O'Connor can get away with this, then it could
set a very bad precedent with other preformers," said
Carosa. "In light of the fact that there are currently

thousands of Americans putting their lives on the line
in The Middle East right now, it would have been a
more humanitarian gesture had she bitten her lip and
allowed the anthem to be played. It (the anthem) was
a statement from the Center's management, not
Sinead."

At CHRYSALIS Records, O'Connor's label, Senior
VP of Promotion Tom Gorman defended the singer,
saying that he had seen a thousand rock shows and
never heard the national anthem played before a
show.

"The New York Post came out the next day and
distorted the facts by painting her as anti-American,
which she is not," said Gorman. He explained that
Sinead deliberately avoids displays of nationalism
"just so misunderstandings like this don't take place."

Two stations who joined the boycott, Z100 in New
York and KGGI in San Bernardino, took a less hostile
angle to the censure.

"We're not raising a fist to Sinead - it's more like a
finger," screeched Mike Opelka, spokesman for
Z100 and producer of the Morning Zoo program.
"We're not going to condemn the lady for her beliefs,
but her timing in making what could be construed as

SYDNEY YOUNGBLOOD RISING WITH BLINDING SPEED
ARISTA Records' Sydney

Youngblood is confidently
nudging his way into an elite
category alongside Jimi
Hendrix, Eddie Cochran and
Chrissie Hynde - three
performers who ventured
over -seas to gain acceptance
before establishing them-
selves in the U.S. The smooth
crooner, who is currently
captivating audiences with a
vibrant nugget called I'd
Rather Go Blind, found solace
and a more re-laxing creative
environment 3,000 miles from
his home port of San Antonio,
he confides, because he
simply thrives on the inter-
national flavor of his current
habitat - Mannheim, Germany.

"I went to Germany to join
the Army because I didn't
have much money and I

wanted a career in music,"

says Youngblood about his
gypsy inclinations. "The Army
was the quickest route to
Europe. In America you don't
stand a chance, because it's
so vast that no matter how
bright you shine, you can get
lost amongst the crowd."

Since he left the armed
forces and began
concentrating all his energies
on music, the picture has
brightened consideralby; not
only for Sydney, but for fans of
straight -ahead soul music as
well. One listen is sufficient to
note that his talent in this
genre is unparalleled, and the
man who has brought this gift
to the surface is Klaus
Zundel, a German producer
responsible for the classic

INTERVIEW

Program Director, Y107, Nashville
GIVE US THE STORY OF YOUR RISE TO THE
PROGRAMMING CHAIR AT Y107.

I started at a radio station in Opelika, Alabama,
WJHM, doing a 10 p.m. to 1 a.m. airshift as a
parttime job just to pick up a little extra cash while I

was going to school. After about six months I moved
up to afternoon drive, and six months later I was the
program director. I was there for about four years,
doing everything from sales to programming, on the
air to engineering, to sweeping up a little bit and
painting the building. I even built a record rack. The
experience was good and I learned a lot, so it was a
good foundation. That's where I met Marc Chase,
who was doing the 6 to 10 shift. He later left and
moved down to Savannah, but then he came back to
town and I ended up hiring him back to do afternoons
with me in Opelika. That was a hiring that paid back
a little bit further down the line. In Opelika Marc and I
had an opportunity to play radio any way we saw fit
and do a lot of stuff we weren't allowed to do when
we worked together in Nashville.

WERE YOU GUYS MADE FOR JACOR FROM THE
START? IT SEEMS LIKE IT WAS A MATCH MADE
IN HEAVEN.

I'm real happy with Jacor and the people involved. I

grew up listening to WABC in New York, and that's
how I formulated my ideas of what radio ought to be.
ABC was real exciting and always seemed real up
front and aggressive, and that's the way everyone is
at Jacor. When I came to the company Frank Wood
was the president and the next programming person
was Randy Michaels. Those are really the kind of
people that I love having the opportunity to work for.

WHEN YOU AND MARC FINALLY GOT BACK
TOGETHER IN NASHVILLE, DID YOU BRING THE
OUTRAGEOUSNESS TO JACOR, OR DID THEY
HAVE IT ALREADY?

The outrageous persona and the name 'The
Outrageous FM' really happened just before I got
here. It was the brainchild of Marc Chase, Randy
Michaels, Tony Galluzo and Tom Owens of Cincinnati
- all the good, crazy Jacor people - and all I did was
jump right in running. It suits me fine.

DID MARC REMEMBER YOU AND SAY, THIS IS
THE GUY THAT CAN HELP US WITH THIS
APPROACH?'

I'm sure that was part of it, but Marc and I had never
really lost touch. By the time he left Opelika to go on
to Birmingham we had become very good friends,
and we lived together for a short time in Birmingham
and crossed paths working back and forth. We've
always been very good friends. We had gone back
and forth about me coming to Nashville, but the
opportunity was never quite right. When Tony
Galluzo, who was Operations Manager at the time,
left to go to Denver, that was Marc's opportunity to
move up a step and bring me in to a position that
was worth the move. This was the end of August in
'87. Then when Marc went on to the Power Pig in
September of '89, I was named PD and Jack Evans
was brought in as OM from Jacksonville.

DO YOU AND JACK SHARE THE PROGRAMMING
RESPONSIBILITIES?

The programming repsonsibilities really fall on my
shoulders; Jack has higher aspirations than

programming right now, but he certainly shares all of
his experience with me. I won't take full credit for
everything we've done here, because the two of us
work very well together. I've learned a lot from him
and vice versa.

YOU'RE NEAR THE TOP OF THE HEAP 12+, IN A
COUNTRY MUSIC MARKET. WHO IS YOUR
AUDIENCE IN NASHVILLE?

Our target, the people we have to please, are women
18-34. When Y107 was originally put together in its
current form, that was our target. Of course we
picked up the teens by default, being the only Top40
in town. Once we win the battle there, we expand
and try to pick up the 18-34 males, and then we go
for 25-54 when possible.

DOES DANCE CROSSOVER WORK WELL FOR
YOU?

Yes, it works real well for us. In fact we've been a
pretty heavily based dance Top40. A couple
summers ago, when the Bon Jovis and the Def
Leppards were all hot, we were probably as
Mainstream as we've ever been. Now we are moving
back in the dance direction because of the way
Top40 music is today.

YOU'D THINK THE PERCEPTIONS OUTSIDE OF
NASHVILLE WOULD BE THAT DANCE MUSIC
WOULD NEVER WORK.

I think most people's percetpions of Nashville are
cowboy boots and hats and Mel Tillis. The fact of the
matter is, before Y107 became a number one radio
station in Nashville, KDF was a longtime monster
here, and they're an AOR station. If there was one
country station, like there is one AOR with KDF and
one Top40 with Y107, I don't think anyone would be
able to touch the country station. They've got about a
19 or 20 share between the two stations, which
would be pretty scary for just one. We've also got two
other signals of very well -formatted stations coming
into the market, which helps us. There is definitely a
big country music base in Nashville, but by far it's not
just country music here.

IT WOULD SEEM THAT YOUR ONLY APPEAL
WOULD BE TO THE YOUNGER DEMOS, BUT
YOU'D SAY THE ADULTS ARE OPEN TO THE
DANCE MUSIC THERE?

There's an audience for Top40 and dance music with
adults. I'm a 31 -year -old male and I like it. With
Nashville being a music city and with so many people
from the recording industry here, there are people in
Nashville that are into music in general - not just
country or adult contemporary. They're very educated
and sophisticated musically.

EVEN BEFORE YOU GOT THERE, Y107 WAS
POSITIONED AS THE `OUTRAGEOUS' STATION.
BUT IN WHAT WAYS HAS THE STATION BEEN
OUTRAGEOUS SINCE YOU'VE BEEN THERE?

We can go back to the beginning of the Outrageous
FM, when we were the first station to give away a
breast enlargement operation. Since then we've had
people living in a coffin in our front yard, we've given
away a nose job, a liposuction, and a toupee. We've
made the Six Million Dollar Man at Y107 - we put
together a person from scratch, one little piece at a
time. We have a promotion going on right now based

on Connie Chung, who is being paid by CBS to take
a little time off to stay with Maurie Povich and make a
baby. Well, Y107 has offered their listeners $250 to
stay home for eight weeks to conceive. Their only job
is to collect a paycheck and report in to us once a
week to let us know how it's going. We like staying on
the edge and doing promotions that are fun and
topical - and maybe just a little outrageous.

OUTRAGEOUSNESS IS ALWAYS ATTRACTIVE
TO THE YOUNGER DEMOS, BUT HOW ARE YOU
EVOLVING THE STATION SO THAT IT'S
APPEALING TO ADULTS?

By using the proper promotions and the right music.
This Connie Chung promotion is a good example,
because it's a situation that's not just relevant to adult
women in high -stress positions, like a news anchor.
What about women 35 or 40 years old, who may be
thinking, "Hey, it's time to have a kid, but I just don't
have the time or the energy to do it. Here's a radio
station that wants to pay me $250." Even if they don't
want to take part in the promotion, it's something they
can relate to. If we can come up with creative ideas
that entertain everyone, but notably strike a chord
with older listeners, that's half the battle.

SO THERE COMES A TIME WHEN YOU CAN'T BE
SO YOUNG ANYMORE.

Yes, and all you have to do is look at the
demographics of the country. They keep telling us the
country is getting older, that the baby boomers are
not babies anymore. The money is 25-54 right now,
so if you want to make a profit with the radio station,
that's where you need to be strong. It's always been
tough for Top40 to be strong 25-54.

SOME SAY THE PROBLEM ISN'T THAT THE
ONLY PLACE TO MAKE MONEY IS 25-54, BUT
THAT MOST TOP40 SALES DEPARTMENTS
DON'T KNOW HOW TO SELL 18-34. WHAT
WOULD YOU SAY TO THAT?

There might be a lot of truth to that. Sales people
work pretty much the way they are taught, and
maybe they've been brought up seeing dollars in 25-
54. The fact is, there is a lot more disposable income
in the 18-24 and 18-34 brackets, or at least enough
of it to keep a business going. I don't think sales
people spend enough time working on the numbers
they have, and they probably focus a little too much
on what they want. But there's not a lot of money out
there. Back in January my sales manager told me
we're the number one biller for the month in
Nashville, but we're still not making budget. You can't
complain about the sales staff; they're doing their job,
but it's tough out there right now.

YOU TALKED ABOUT THE POSITIONING AND
IMAGE OF THE STATION, BUT HOW IMPORTANT
IS THE MUSIC?

Our promotions set us apart from other radio
stations, but our music is what keeps people
listening. I'd be crazy if I thought they tuned in just for
the promotions. Our music is very important, and we
spend a lot of time and money on research. Critical
Mass Media, which is owned by Jacor, has been a
life saver for me - I depend on them greatly. We look
at requests and sales, but often go by gut, too. Top40
music is what's now. it's what's happening, and it's

as anti-American gesture couldn't have
been worse.

Jim Daniels, half of KGGI's Deaner
and Daniels morning team, again cited
bad timing as being the catalyst for
much of his listeners' negative feelings.

"We're feeling our oats as
Americans, and she picked a very
vulnerable time to make this kind of
demand which we think is incredibly
selfish," said Daniels. "She's a victim of
her own ideology," he said.

Even Frank Sinatra has gotten
involved in the Sinead-bashing. During
his own performance at the Arts Center
several nights after Sinead's, Sinatra
told his audience Sinead should leave
the country, and that her behavior is
unforgivable, remarks met with
applause from the crowd.

"For her sake, we'd better never
meet," Sinatra told his audience.

O'Connor released a statement in
response to the uproar, saying that her
actions "were not meant to be a snub
of Americans.

"I sincerely harbor no disrespect for
America, but I have a policy of not
having any national anthems played
before my concerts in any country, not
even my own, because they have
nothing to do with music in general,"
said O'Connor.

operating throughout the country by
January 1, 1991.

Soundscan has already reached
agreements to obtain sales information
from some of the country's largest
music retailers, including the Musicland
Group, Camelot Enterprises, Sound
Warehouse, Show Industries, Record
World and Trans World Music.

"The Soundscan system will provide
significant benefits to the music
industry," said Shalett. "Record
manufacturers as well as retailers will
be able to track music sales with
unprecedented accuracy and under-
standing of purchasing patterns, which
means they'll be able to operate more
profitably and efficiently."

Musicland Executive VP of Oper-
ations and Marketing Arnie Bernstein
called Soundscan an important
development for the music business.

"Joining forces with Soundscan
gives music retailers a phenomenal
level of market research experience
and expertise," said Bernstein.

Soundata, which was formed in
1987, tracks the consumer behavior of
2,000 music purchasers nationwide.
Among the clients who receive the
company's research data are all six
major record distributors and MTV
Networks, Inc.

with it, leaving video, rocks most
valuable marketing tool, to backfire.
The programmer blames record labels
for steering potentially viable acts
down the wrong path.

"Pop bands are being dressed and
directed by the labels," Oedipus
laments, "and often their imaging is
beyond their control. They're assigned
a producer and a director by an A&R
man and given a budget that dictates
how they act for the cameras. It can
turn out to be lightyears away from
how they want the public to perceive
them." He mentioned REM as a group
who did things their own way on videos
and benefitted from the non -conformist
approach.

"REM didn't want stereotypical
imagery bashed into the brains of the
people who saw their videos," Oedipus
said. "They let people make up their
own ideas about what the group were
about, and this has contributed to their
longevity. Unfortunately, a lot of bands
don't have that luxury today."

Oedipus said the blatant commer-
ciality of the video channels is a
principal factor in their shoddy quality.
"Videos today are nothing more than
advertisments, and they are normally
geared towards the lowest common
denominator of viewer," he surmised.

"That's why out of a hundred or so
videos, you may see only a half a
dozen that you'd ever want to see
again."

Whether or not Peake's listeners at
KRQ are equally disgruntled with the
one-dimensional aspect of video is up
for conjecture. One thing is certain:
KRQ's cume are open minded about
pop acts, and have responded
positively to acts like Donny Osmond
and The Righteous Brothers who their
parents listened to.

"It doesn't matter how unhip or how
hip the groups' images are if the song
sounds good over the air," revealed
Peake. "We can put on a Bee Gees
record and it will light up the phone
lines."

Ironically, it's the listeners who grew
up with so-called radical musical
revolutionaries like Jimi Hendrix, The
Who and The Beatles who now
demand conformity in the acts they
listen to. "Actually, what they are really
craving is real performances from real
people," concludes Oedipus. "They
don't like a lot of the stuff today
because so much of it is artificial and
contrived. They can smell that kind of
packaging a mile away."

ROD SERLING DOES SELECTOR
For years, theologists have speculated about hell.
Does hell exist? What is it like? Will Richard Nixon go
there, or has he been rehabilitated? Music Directors
know the answer to these philosophical musings.

In fact, the average Music Director has a regular
nightmare that encompasses their worst fears about
hell, a nightmare reminiscent of a Twilight Zone
episode. You wake up at your computer, realizing it's
Friday, and you've got three days worth of music to
schedule. After finishing somewhere around
midnight, /he embattled MD collapses, exhausted,
only to find him or herself once again awake by the
computer on Friday morning. All that's missing is Rod
Serling dressed up like your General Manager.

Music scheduling is not only the ball and chain of the
average Music Director; skillful log generation and
editing have become a crucial foundation to the
success of almost every Rock Radio station's music
programming. Scheduling is also a helluva lot harder
at a current -intensive Rock Radio station. It's equal
parts diabolical science and creative art form.

Every Music Director has their own unique ways of
putting together a daily music log that is faithful to
their Rock Radio station's image. After some
interesting thoughts in last week's column, we
thought we'd ask assorted computer victims to share
their thoughts on creative scheduling.

Hot Records And Horizontal Hell
In particular, it was some comments from
WHJY/Providence MD Chris Herrmann that sparked
this column, so let's again hear about his scheduling
routine. He says, "I preschedule every day. I pick my
three or four hottest records, in any rotation, and go
right for the biggest cuming hours. To me, that's a
neccessity. Then I rotate those records through the
key hours, 7, 8 and 9 AM and 3, 4 and 5 PM. I want
to make sure that those records that need a spin in
the primo hours get it. All a listener knows is that they
want to hear that song, and they don't want to wait
until 10 AM to get it. I'll sacrifice a heavy rotation slot
for a record in a lighter rotation that needs the spin."

We decided to talk about the rest of that process this
week. Without skipping a beat, Chris continues,
"Then I'll run my currents and recurrents, after which,
I make sure I'm not getting any clusters of currents
that are too similar. After that, I'll run the rest of the
log, and I'll print an entire artist profile. A couple
times a week, I'll take a look at my titles and make
sure they're rotating like they should."

"After I fill in the unscheduled positions, I'll print out a
rough log aid let it sit for an hour. I've been messing
with our horizontal restrictions, and I'm getting
around 30 unscheduleds a day now." Returning to
the topic of log editing, Chris says, "Next, I like to
grab a pencil, leave my office and sit down with the
log. I'll read the paper, take a look at the weather and
see if there's anything topical going on I can
incorporate into the log."

For the finishing touches, Chris concludes, "When
I'm done with that, I'll give it to our PD. When he's
looking it over, I'll look at it again on the screen and
stare at each hour for five or ten minutes at a time.
The whole process takes four to five hours. It's a lot
of time, but it's very important."

Asked what he thought was the key to generating
great music logs for WHJY, Chris philosophises
about his future improvements, "I've been thinking
about having the system focus more on daypart and

hour rotation, and not worry so much about other
things. We have a power gold rotation of records that
we turn over very fast, and that I have been informed
won't burn, but if your horizontal rotation on those
records isn't perfect, you can expect them to burn
faster than you can say, 'Bite Me'."

Artist Separation Uber Alles
When you're bangin' away with the hits, those new
CD's by core artists can create some serious artist
problems, or so WIYY/Baltimore MD John Knapp
has found. He describes his routine thusly, "Once I've
done all my maintenance, I schedule my whole day
at once. Then, I go back into what I have and run a
title and artist analysis. Being more current -oriented,
artist separation is much more important here than it
might normally be for an AOR station. It's important
to make sure that the INXS's, Poisons and Warrants
are coming up enough, but not too much. We need a
certain amount of separation, and you can imagine
what it's going to be, with our heavies coming up five,
six, sometimes seven times a day."

"I do that while also checking my unscheduleds,
usually six to twelve a day," John continues, "Once
I've done all that, it's like a good haircut. I go into
texturizing the whole day, making sure I don't have
anything that's broken a code it shouldn't have.
There may be an obvious error that will make me go
back into my protection codes to remedy. Basically, I

just look for things that make sense, and every
segueway is important, even across breaks."

So how long does it take to schedule a day at WIYY?
John comments, "On average, it takes me two to four
hours to do a day's music, sometimes longer." Finally,
we asked how much of the final log is his child, and
how much his PD gets involved in the process. John
says, "He looks at things occasionally, but as far as
the day to day things, he puts a lot of faith in my
abilities to generate mixes that make sense."

Select Depth & Dirty Drawings
Our conversation with KXRX/Seattle MD Dean
Carlson went in some interesting directions. Quoth
Dean, "We've been experimenting with our night
category. There have been so many good night
rockers lately, that we've been putting some of them
in other cateogories and making sure we dayparted
them and paired them up with songs that are only
going to play during the day. In doing that, with the
daypart and artist restrictions on some artists, bands
that have no real restrictions, like a Concrete Blonde,
get overplayed."

Suddenly, we realized that KXRX is letting their
computer dig into the current rotations to find records
that match up strictly with policy. That's kinda
different, so we asked Dean how he made sure
everything that needed spins was getting them. He
answered, "We have to print out a lot of reports to
make sure the records are getting as many spins as
they should. We do get some problems with currents
getting played too much this way, so we have to be
careful and run the reports. Sometimes, I'll just have
to replace a current that's getting overplayed with a
recurrent."

How long does it take to schedule a day at the X?
Dean notes, "It takes a good four hours on average. I
divide up my scheduling in chunks, and I also have a
computer at home, so I can do a lot of my scheduling
without any interruptions or phone calls. I try to do a
lot of it there, since I'm not distracted there."

Once the final log is printed, Dean puts on the

Finally, as Peter Smith heads to WLRS/Louisville this
week, his replacement at library rocker
WMFX/Columbia is none other than the guy he
replaced as PD/Morning Man, Benji Norton, who
returns from a stint at classis WGFX/Nashville.

After the big week with all them "automatics" we
talked about in last week's column, a few new artists
stand to see some good action this week.

Expect to hear lots about the retail story going on with
STEELHEART. The rock war in Salt Lake City has
prompted MCA to release I'll Never Let You Go as a
single, after strong airplay at both KRSP and KBER
pushed the album's sales figures through the roof
throughout the market.

Also happening for MCA are BLUE TEARS, who get

finishing touches, saying, "When I print out the day's
music, I write a lot of notes about artists, concerts
and new releases onto the page, so there's a bit of a
human touch, and it helps our jocks stay prepared. A
few naughty drawings don't hurt either."

Broadening In Lots Of Ways
WLRS/Louisville started off rockin' pretty hard and
has been broadening its base ever since. APD/MD
Brad Hardin describes the differences, "I let the
computer lay out my whole day for me, and then go
through hour by hour. It was real easy when we
started doing this format, because everything
sounded basically the same. Now that we've started
to broaden, it's gotten harder. I try to balance and
broaden the demographic appeal of the songs we
play."

In terms of policies, Brad says that WLRS has been
light on them for a while, but that's changing, as he
describes, "I don't use that much in the way of policy
right now, but as we continue to put in more different
types of records, we're going to have to create some
more policies. We only play two library tunes an hour,
so I don't want both of them to be the same kinds of
oldies. Because we play a pretty tight library, we
recycle a lot of our gold from overnights into
middays."

When you bang your currents as fast as a WLRS,
you inevitably get lots of unscheduleds and horizontal
problems, right? Not neccessarily, says Brad, "We

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CD101 IS ON THE AIR
For the last few weeks, this column has sounded like
most of the Alternative radio format rooms you attend
at the various conventions. (By the way, have we
mentioned the 111TMEIKERS regional seminars
lately?) We've been beating around the subject of
expansion for this format, with a focus on three key
needs - the total separation from college radio, some
shiny new packaging, perhaps a new industry name
for the format, and some highly visible success
stories for the format.

Now, we turn our heads to the format's latest
expansion, the new entry into the Columbus metro,
Alternative outlet WWCD (CD101). It's an all new
frequency in a top -50 market, so this is pretty exciting
stuff for the format.

A lot of folks have been waiting for CD101 to
overcome a legal challenge from some ornery
neighbors. That having been accomplished, let's take
a look at the shiny -new CD101/Columbus, through
the words of General Manager Gary Richards.

The Beginnings Of CD101
Since he's the man behind CD101's entry into the
Alternative realm, we asked Gary Richards how he
ended up in the big chair at WWCD. He explains, "I
had been talking to the guy who was supposed to be
the GM here, and when his old company offered him
a job, with all his seniority, he decided to leave."

Jumping at both the chance to do Alternative in
Columbus and his first GM opportunity, Gary says, "I
called the company that owns this station - it's their
first radio venture - and told them I had the perfect
format for them. They were pretty open to it after they
heard the music. I put together some information for
them on a block program I was doing at another
station in town called Radical Romper Room that
was very successful. They hired me and gave the
okay to go for it."

As for the actual sign -on, CD101, still operating
under a testing permit, got on the air last week. Gary
describes the sign -on thusly, "We signed on Tuesday
(August 21st) at 5:05 pm. The first thing we played
was SOMETHING HAPPENS Hello Hello Hello Hello
Hello. We thought we should sign on with a 1990
song, and it seemed like it fit lyrically. I did seriously
consider playing Killing An Arab by THE CURE, just
because."

Why
We're confused here. There's a niche in the market
for this format? Wouldn't it be better to be the twelfth
A/C instead? "I think the hole for this format exists
everywhere," Gary asserts. Even in Columbus, a
white -bread middle -America kinda town? Is it ready
for this kind of radio station? Gary says there's no
doubt about that, explaining, "There's a particularly
strong niche for it here, in part because there's no
college radio in the market. We have the largest
college campus in the country; Ohio State University
has over 50,000 students, but they only have a
cable/carrier current station."

We asked Gary to give us some specs about the
Columbus metro. He tells us, "Columbus is a fast-
growing town. When I first moved here, it was around
the #70 market in the country, and now we're #34. It's
a white-collar, well-educated community. I'd say our
listeners are primarily college -educated
professionals, many of whom have moved here from
other places and are used to hearing this music on
commercial or college stations, and there's been a
huge void here for that. You go up and down the

WFNX/Boston makes some long, okay not so long,
awaited announcements, upping Production Director
Kurt St. Thomas to Music Director, replacing the
exiting Bruce McDonald and Troy Smith to
Production Director. Both of them said lots of cute
and funny things in their press releases, and we're all
looking forward to laughing at them when their
beloved Mets taste the dirt next month.

Everyone at ATLANTIC can shower off now, after
their red-hot week with INXS. Sure, they're a core
band whose new album we've been waiting for for
some time. Sure, there's no college radio to slow
them down, But a #1 chart debut?!?!? With all but two
reporters in, and 91X, KDGE, KJJO, KJQN, KRCK,
KROQ, KUKQ, WBRU, WDRE, WFNX and WOXY
popping Suicide Blonde straight into heavy, kaboom!,
INXS are #1 out of the box, with #2 Most Requested
honors to boot.

You know it's a busy week when the COCTEAU
TWINS can also come out with a new album,
CAPITOL gets 70% of commercial Alternative on
Iceblink Luck out of the box, and still end up #3 Most
Added, at #42 on the chart. You get the impression
Faith will have another big day next Tuesday?

Of course, the other big story this week is the long-
awaited LIVING COLOUR follow-up for EPIC. Type
takes #2 Most Added, with a strong #19 chart debut.
The whole TIME'S UP album is creating lots of talk,
with WOXY already getting top 5 phones. This one
will be around for a long time too.

I have no idea why I'm doing this, but our very own
Weird Oskar speaks so colorfully that we've decided
he should describe a record for us all each week.
Weird speaks: "A touch of whimsy, sprinkled with wry
psychadelia and catchy Euro-dance rhythms have
Weird Oskar gurling in ecstasy over DEEE-LITE's
Groove Is In The Heart (ELEKTRA). It's an extract
from the dayglo nether regions of the underworld

radio dial in Columbus. and the stations all sound the
same."

In a market where even the Top4Os skew pretty adult,
we wondered what kind of demos CD101 hoped to
attract. Gary answers, "A lot of people assume that
we're after that 18-34 male that everybody wants, but
I've gotten calls from a 40 -year old school teacher
who lives forty miles away requesting the Jesus &
Mary Chain. I got a call from a 12 -year old asking for
the Sex Pistols, a band that had broken up before he
was born. The calls have been so diverse. They've
also been running 50-50 male and female, which is
terrific. We're not really limiting ourselves or going
after any particular demographic, but I tend to think
there's an 18-40 well-educated professional male or
female that will want to listen to it."

What about the street scene in Columbus? Is there
already a backbone of clubs and record outlets to tie
this format into? Gary answers, "Having done the
block program, I was very involved in the local music
scene, and I was aware that there was a lot of
interest in this format. The main drag down by Ohio
State is High Street, and in the space of two blocks,
you've got five places playing Alternative music.
You've got record stores selling tons of music. It's
obvious that there's a market there, and it's amazing
how everybody in radio ignores it."

The CD101 Sound Early On
With no college radio stations in the market, we
wondered if that might have an impact on what
CD101 plays. It's easy to argue that the lack of
college radio might make CD101 more adventurous
that most of their commercial counterparts. Gary
responds, "We are playing a lot of stuff that has
gotten a lot of exposure on other stations, and I'm not
going to refuse to play anything because it gets
exposure on other stations or formats. I think we will
go further out than some of the others, but I've seen
their lists, and they look like what we're playing."

Just over a week into their history, what does CD101
sound like? In terms of positioning the radio station,
Gary informs us, "We're calling the station CD101,
The New Rock On The Block. We're also using
things like The Choice Of A New De -Generation."

As for the airstaff, Gary tells us that it was hard to get
one in place, what with the uncertainty regarding their
legal problems. He adds, "Since we didn't have a
sign -on date, I couldn't really hire anybody, and that's
made it difficult. We have a few people here pulling
six hour shifts, and we were dropping in recorded
liners until Sunday the 26th, at which point, we
started cracking the mike. When we get some more
people here, we'll be able to go with what we'll be
doing. Until, we have a Program Director, we're kind
of running on autopilot."

Obviously, CD101 needs to do some serious cume
building in the coming months. Gary assured us,
"We're working on promotions, and when our PD
arrives, we'll really start working on that. The thing is
that we've made quite a splash already. We've
literally gotten thousands of calls since we signed on
with minimal promotion; the papers said something
about us, and there was a blurb on the news. A lot of
word of mouth talk had begun about us before we
came on. We've got an ad agency working on a logo,
and we'll do an ad campaign when we're ready."

How does a parent company that has never done
radio before react to the early stages of their first

CD101 (from page 36)
radio venture. Gary believes that the
choice of this format was probably
doubly advantageous, adding, "Our
owners are very pleased so far. I don't
think we would have made this kind of
splash with any other format. The
people out there were just starved for
this kind of music."

Neighbors From Hell
Throughout this column, you've seen
persistent mentions of "legal hassles"
surrounding CD101's transmitter.
Those hassles elayed the station's
sign -on and made CD101's original
Program Director choose to remain
with his current employer. Several
prominent names are in the running to
fill the position now, though. We have
also caught rumblings out of the
market that CD101 owner, Video
Services Corporation of New Jersey is
nego-tiating to sell the station to a local
entity that is very interested in making
the station win as an Alternative outlet.

Gary says, "There's a problem with our
city of license. They've given us all
sorts of grief over our tower, not
wanting it out there. We've had to go
through all sorts of legal hassles to get
on the air. They're talking about
appealing it, but they went to two
judges to get the restraining order
against us reinstated, and they were
rejected both times." Everything we've
seen in the Columbus media confirms

that description.

In our latest talk with Gary, he told us
that, while WWCD does not yet have
their license, that problem should be
rectified shortly, and in the meantime,
"We're operating on our PTP right now.
We should have our license in around
ten days. This doesn't help us getting
started; things are complicated
enough, but we'll get through it. We've
still got jocks pulling six -hour shifts,
and that's too long. I've got a woman
coming over from another station, but
she's got to give two weeks' notice."

Conclusions
In spite of the short-term legal
problems and the like, CD101 sure
should be a tremedous success story
for the format. Don't be deceived by
the 3,000 watts of WWCD's stick. With
Columbus' flat terrain, they will have
complete market coverage. It's
certainly exciting to see a new
Alternative station go on the air
because the owners of the facility feel
they can make money with it.

Being this is CD101's story, Gary gets
the last word. He concludes, "I've given
this a lot of thought, and I believe that
you can play this music and make a lot
of money. I hope this station will be a
success to the degree that people who
are thinking about doing this will look at
us and say, See, it can work."

atmosphere was understandably somber. For the
label's Sky Daniels the death hit especially close to
home, as he had shared many intimate moments
with the guitarist, beginning, he said, when Sky first
hit the road with Vaughan during the guitarist's tour
with Jeff Beck some years back.

"He could have made my life miserable because I
was just getting used to my responsibilities when I
first met him as a promotion guy," related Daniels.
"But he and his management were unbelievably
Lnderstanding and patient with me."

Sky said that while he had endless admiration for
Vaughan as a musician, he was even more
enamored with his qualties as a caring individual.

"Mostly he practiced at being a good human
being," said Daniels somberly. "That love came out in
bushels in his playing. From a musical standpoint he
was about as real as anyone could get."

ROCKIN' ROD (SERLING) (from page 32)
get about ten unscheduleds a day. I

usually spend an hour or so on each
day's music. Horizontal rotation was a
pain in the ass for a long time, but we
expanded the rotations, and found that
problem had gone away as well."

The Machine Does The Work
Next, we found another gentleman
who's trained his system to do most of
the work, WXTB/Tampa PD Greg Mull.
On his routine, Greg says, "I let the
computer schedule the whole day.
Then I go back and edit hour by hour,
making sure the right mood of songs
are coming out of the breaks the way I
want them to, and that there aren't any
major trainwrecks."

How long does it take Greg to knock
out a strong music log? He answers, "It
varies, based mainly on the artists in
current rotation. When Aerosmith is
popping, I get a lot of unscheduleds.
On average, I get 20-25 a day, but it's
usually not one an hour. I'll go a couple
hours without one, and then I'll pop an
hour with three of them. I don't spend a
ton of time scheduling, and I don't think
you should. If you set up your system
right, it will do 98% of the work.

Making It Tough
Another guy who likes to schedule in
phases is WHTQ/Orlando PD Ken
Carson. He describes his ritual by
saying, "I lay in the currents first, then
the recurrents and then the gold.
Between each phase, I go in and
check the horizontal rotations and
everything else. Actually, before I even
do the currents, I lay in all our special
programs for the day."

Discussing music policy, and the fact
he gets 30-40 unscheduled positions a
day, Ken comments, "I try and make it
as difficult as possible to schedule
music, based on hour and daypart
rotation, artist separation and
everything else. I like to see the
computer come up with a lot of
unscheduled positions. That way I can
go in and give it that human touch. I

don't believe in making all the policies
so lenient that it schedules the whole
day for you."

As far as his editing routine goes, Ken
sayeth, "Whenever I schedule, I have
the previous day's log in front of me.
I'm looking at hour and daypart
rotation. With all the records we play
by some artists, it's important for me to
make sure that if we played a Motley
Crue record at 7 one morning, we don't
play a different one at the same time
the next day. We don't want somebody
to hear the same band every time they
get up in the morning, get off work, or
whatever. I'm of course looking at the
flow, especially because we do lots of
special features throughout the day.
Tempo is very important, as it is to
come out of some positioning state-
ments with certain types of records."

Of course, before you get the
impression that you're not doing your
job if you don't spend six hours a day
in front of your computer, turning each
log into brain salad surgery, Ken
concludes, "This is very important, and
I could play with the computer all day,
but I do have other responsibilities. I

don't want to overanalyze the thing
either."

FM with Keith Sweat's Make You
Sweat, and that is something I'm
particulary proud of," Alden states of
the cut that ELEKTRA has championed
admirably over the long haul. "It goes
to show you how commitment and
dedication to an artist over the long
term can pay off. We experienced the
same payoff with Faster Pussycat!"
Indeed they have, for House Of Pain,
the Fast Cats' Rock Radio staple, has
been popping up on mainstream
playlists of late through hard work by
the label. The sales have really kicked
in as weal; the record is soaring past
gold and could, with ELEKTRA's
famous commitment, end up near or
on the platinum mark. "I've got to give
credit to my staff because it's not a
"me" situation around here," says
Alden. "We're a team."

Alden and Krasnow have relied on a
contingent of pros with workmanlike
ethics and never -say -die constitutions,
spearheaded by Del Williams -

ELEKTRA's stalwart Senior Director of
National Top40 promotion, whom
Alden confesses "a lot of people have
been trying to lure away as of late
because he's such a top notch record
person." But Alden isn't worried; he is
confident that Williams is as committed
to the ELEKTRA way of doing things
as himself and Krasnow.

Rick methodically rattles off a list of
his platinum plated subordinates:
"Suzanne Berg, Louis Heidelmeier
and Leslie Doyle have done an

outstanding job with our Adult Radio,
AOR and Dance divisions," he beamed
of the leaders of the three respective
divisions. Also singled out where
Top40 titans Lisa Frank, Maureen
Guinen, George Silva and Jan
Teifeld, and finally Linda Ingrisano -
the Video Valedictorian responsible for
garnering instant airplay for Deee-
light's new Groove Is In The Heart
video, which Alden said was put into
MTV's strong rotation right from the
start. "And can you believe Leshay!"
Alden exclaims of his new Alternative
Director, Jon Leshay, who has worked
miracles in his short stint. "The guy has
been here three minutes and he's got
three bands in the top 10 already.
Damn!" Even though Leshay has been
under his red and black roof a tad
longer than three minutes, Alden has a
point. Since escaping from a trade
publication only months ago, Jon has
worked wonders helping boost the
Pixies, Happy Mondays, and
Heartthrobs into the radiant strawberry
glow of the cutting edge charts.

So what's in store for the future for
Rick Alden? "With Anita Baker's new
single, Soul Inspiration, out soon, how
can I think of such things?" he replies
when an attempt is made to gode him
into revealing any plans for world
domination at the side of his mentor,
Bob Krasnow. Yes, indeed, Rick Alden
certainly has a lot of things on his mind
and a lot of hot tunes on the charts. If

he has his way, it will stay this way for
a long time to come.

charts in the late '70s. Those who have
heard the helium -fueled snippet would
surmise that the pairing of Youngblood
and Zundel is an odd one, but one
listen to the soulful phrasings and
dazzling production on Youngblood
gems like Sit and Wait belies that
peculiar chemistry.

"It's really beautiful the way we
manage to melt together in the studio
creatively," says Youngblood in a
somewhat Orwellian observation. "It's
another example of a marriage of
cultures that works!" That's one way to
look at it. Objectively speaking, it's a
gospel teaming of hi -tech dance laced
with warm acoustic guitar and earthy
rhythms that have become the
tandem's calling card to the stars.
Youngblood is proud of
the fact he's pioneered a trademark of
sorts: gut -string classical guitar
interwoven with modern digital
technology.

Whether it's the suave house
sounds of If Only I Could or the
melodic electric -driven rap Don't Keep
Me Waiting, the densely clustered
stylizations could only come from the
riveting imagination of Sydney
Youngblood, who is rapidly carving a
niche for himself in the overly
processed musical climate of today.
The fact is, it's hard to ignore the
Texan's skill while it's spinning off the
CD player. But what really
distinguishes the man (as well as
energizes him) is his performance in a

live medium.
"That's what really sustains me -

singing in a live context," he exclaims
excitedly, obviously eager to prove his
stage mettle on these shores. "God's
given me a range I feel proud of, and
the fact that I can sing in a number of
different styles enables me to really
bring the most out of my songs."
Youngblood is cautious, however,
about over -exploiting his versatility,
eschewing fancy trappings and
textbook chops for homecooked licks
from his bandmates. Sydney prefers
feel over clinical expertise, knowing
that that special chemistry comes
across on stage. That's why the
members of his band are all friends.

"It's important to be able to go into
the dressing room with your mates
after a show and have a beer with
them," he says, explaining his decision
to play with old friends from Germany
instead of "unfeeling mercenary
session musicians." This man definitely
wants to keep the spirit in the family,
and in keeping with that desire, he's
eagerly looking forward to singing a
duet with fellow Mannheim resident
Chaka Khan, a song he says he's
going to spring onto the world on his
next album.

Youngblood's own optimistic
goodwill, glowing throughout his
personna and spirit, is the resin that
binds his group and material together.
Youngblood is a pearl and all the world
is his oyster. Take a peek inside and
see what you've been missing.
