"RESEARCH AND COMMON SENSE"

Research is a very important tool in the radio business. Where
years ago, we only had our gut to rely on, we now can conduct
focus groups, look at weekly call -out, and hold auditorium or
perceptual tests to find out what our audience wants. Let's take
each type of research individually for a moment and look at
using the results along with common sense.

The most common type of research that just about any station
can afford is music call -out testing. This gives you weekly
information on how the music you are playing is performing.
The first debate which you will find is whether to do it in-house
or use an outside firm. There are pros and cons to both. If it is
farmed out, you don't have to worry about it. You just send your
weekly test list and get results. Usually, you get a nicely
presented package each week that gives you more information
than you'll ever know what to do with. Seems like the way to
go. Now, let's look at in-house research. With this method, you
need to hire the people, set up the system, buy equipment, and
(the highest maintenance task), supervise the operation. But

with this happening right under your nose, you also have
control of who is doing the work. True, they may make a few
dollars an hour or even be volunteers. However, you can find
people who are just as concerned with the performance of the
station as you are, and treat them as part of the staff. You also
have the option of changing any songs or questions you may
want without any hassle, or get a report or update whenever
you want. If you farm the work out, you really have no idea
what is happening or who is doing the work, and if it is

accurate. True, there are some very reliable companies out
there that do it, and many stations in our chain utilize outside
methods, but if you can assemble a research staff that has the
same drive and desire you have, you can be assured of
accu racy.

After you make the decision of whether to do research in or out
of house, you may want to consider the cost. Having an
outside company usually costs tens of thousands of dollars,
depending on market size. At Hot97, we are using an amazing
new innovative research system called Conquest. This system
gives us the flexibility we need and 100% accurate results due
to a semi -automated computerized system. It is affordable
enough so that even with the smallest research budget, it can
be purchased. Feel free to call me if you want any information
on this system from a very satisfied customer.

After you have your system running, whichever it may be, you
need to determine how you will look at the results. Research
should always be used as a tool, and with any type of research,
you should always remember, your sample size will NEVER be
nearly as much as you should be looking at. Even in a market
with 50,000 people, if you are testing 100 a week, that's less

than half of one percent of
the market. That is why you should use this

information as a TOOL. You can argue that Arbitron also
measures just a limited sample of the available audience,
however, Arbitron uses that information as an exact amount
that it reports to you in the form of ratings. When you speak
with a limited segment of the market, you are using that
information to program for more than 100 times more people,
and you have to be concerned how all of them feel, not just the
people you are testing.

Many of the ideas that apply for music call -out also pertain to
auditorium testing and perceptual testing as well. It is easy to
get caught up in just doing what the results say to, but there are
always other things to consider. Music you test may seem to
test GREAT, but does it FIT with the overall sound of what
listeners expect to hear from your station? As most research is
done, where the respondent doesn't know who is actually
testing them, they may tell you they like certain music, but
would not express that they don't expect to hear it on your
station. Always consider how the song would sound between
your top two songs.

Another form of research, of course, is requests. However, you
need to scrutinize any type of information you get from any
source that can be manipulated. It is a good tool, but the best
information is still when YOU are obtaining the data, not having
the data come to you. There is also sales. Soundscan is an
accurate tool to measure and see what is going on with the top
chains, and those are the ones that sell over 90% of all music in
any market. However, you may want to poke around at the
independent stores just to see what NEW music may be
developing.

One thing to keep away from is OVER -researching. Over-
analyzing in ANY area will just lead to second guessing and
nothing ever getting done. While there are several different
reports we look at each week to determine what we may do
musically, there are some basic things to look at that really will
help you. It goes back to the old adage in where you can find
SOMEWHERE you did well in Arbitron if you tear the book
apart... the same goes for research and music.

Like many people, including my boss, research is the first job I

ever had in this business over 10 years ago. At first, I actually
thought it was silly. Why ask listeners for information about
music... isn't that why you have an MD?? As time went on, I

found out that the MD and music programming people are very
important, but there are other ways to extract information from
listeners. And if you don't take advantage of them, someone
else will.

Our last column dealt out some "expert" advice on surround sound
decoders. Now that you are all well-informed, lets turn to the sources
that deliver the best surround information to dazzle your auditory nerve
endings.

THE AVERAGE VIDEO DISCIPLE ALREADY OWNS A VCR.

If your VCR is sitting on the TV set with the audio patched directly into
the television, and you are perfectly content with the results you see
and hear, skip this article. Just try and grasp the concept of "hi -fidelity"
audio while listening to your movies or concert videos through a 3 -inch
paper speaker. It simply can't be done. Unless, of course you haven't
cleaned the ear wax out for the past twenty years.

To reap the benefits of what surround is all about (and to play it back),
you at least have to start with a Hi-Fi VCR and some type of stereo
system. In addition, you must be hooked into a receiver that can give
you at least four channels of audio playback. Left speaker, right
speaker, and two rear channel speakers. To further appreciate Dolby
Pro -logic surround, you should also include a center channel speaker
(for localized dialogue) into the above mix.

When you can playback your Hi-Fi VCR through a Dolby Pro -logic
receiver/decoder, you now have a taste of what a good surround
encoded movie can do. However, you have not truly experienced
surround sound (at any level) until you have the playback capabilities
of a video laserdisc.

HERE'S THE REASONS...

Tape has a limited dynamic range. Dynamic range is the frequency
response from the highest highs, to the lowest lows. A tape can only
handle a certain amount of "audio information" before it becomes over-
saturated... strike 1. The 2nd strike happens when you rent a tape from
your local MegaMonster video store. Chances are that it has been
viewed by at least a zillion customers before you. This rental tape now
has passed through all types of VCR's; Units with clean heads, dirty
heads, bad heads, etc. Which in turn means that it's been sucked into
an assortment of dirty, grimy, disgusting VCR's before ever seeing the
guts of your own meticulously clean tape deck. So, by the time you
acquire the tape, it's most likely not in great shape. In the end, the
encoded surround track will not REPRODUCE PROPERLY during
playback. Strike 3, you're out!

WHAT CAN YOU DO?

First off, if you're serious about obtaining the best surround possible,
off the tapes! When it comes to great surround, tape SUCKS! After
all, tape is a four-letter word. If you are really serious about your home
theater set-up, you MUST have a video laserdisc player. Without one,
home theater does not exist...period.

A laserdisc is basically the same animal as a compact disc, except
larger. Like a compact disc, the audio is digitally encoded. Unlike the
compact disc, the laserdisc stores video. The laserdisc is read by a
beam of light, so nothing ever comes in direct contact with its surface.
No contact, no wear or tear. The surround encoding now has the
possibility of being reproduced through a good audio system to near
perfection.

Keep in mind that as of this writing, the laserdisc is the only format
available to delivery Dolby Lab's new digital surround AC -3 system.
This is the next step in the evolution of surround sound, a completely
digital discreet five -channel system with a separate subwoofer channel.

With the right playback equipment, the AC -3 system sounds awesome.
Later, the new DSS (digital satellite system) systems should be
broadcasting in AC -3. Also, if you've been reading any of the audio

mags, you're probably aware of DVD.

DVD is the new Digital Video Disc promised to be the
next "Pet Rock" of home entertainment. The same
size as the current compact disc, but capable of
holding a entire movie on one side, with picture quality
as good as or better than laserdisc. It will also be
encoded with Dolby Pro -logic and AC -3 surround
channels. All this and more should be in the stores before the
end of this year.

If this new format is coming, why should you jump on the old laserdisc
"sawhorse?"

Because laserdisc is here now. Because laserdisc has close to 10,000
titles available right now, with more every week. Just check out the
new release list! Laserdisc is not going to vanish overnight. DVD will
not conquer home entertainment overnight. Both laserdisc and DVD
will probably be sold side by side for many years.

From all indications, DVD does not look as good as laserdisc... yet.
Plus, one tiny factor: Not one company has actually pressed a DVD.
So far, DVD's are "vaporware." Also, the latest DVD news has stated
that there is the possibility of a "delay" and DVD won't be introduced to
the market until sometime next year.

Today, laserdisc players are a bargain. You can own one for under
$300. Not only do they play movies, they also spin your CD's. Now,
that's entertainment. Add one into your system, and start enjoying the
very best that home video technology has to offer. Your picture will
astonish you and the surround sound will blow you away! Yes, DVD
will eventually take over. By that time we could all be in wheelchairs,
drooling, mumbling, partially deaf and blind. So enjoy what's out there
now! One thing is for sure: Once you've experienced laserdiscs, you'll
never go back to watching movies on videotape!

I do think that Top40 is doing very
well. I think that part of the vitality is
that many stations that are doing Top40
well have leaned Adult-Top40. We're
finally seeing, I believe, clear lines
between the formats. You've got, either
an Adult-Top40 that may have been a
Hot AC at one time, and they finally
said, "O.K., we can't be a little bit
pregnant. Let's move over here." The
other thing I think we're finding is that if
it's an Urban or Dance -based Top40,
they're declaring. They're not trying to
mix Pop Alternative with that music
now; so that's more clearly defined. And
then Pop Alternative is a brand of Top40
almost unto itself. And I don't mean
necessarily the clear true Alternative
format. These stations are playing the
big Pop hits - the Hooties and the Blues
Travelers and those things as a Top40,
and a heavy dose of those without
Coolio (or other Rap product) on the
same radio station. So because there's
more clear lines now, these formats are
working. The other thing is that Top4O's
always been a popular format. The
amazing thing to me about radio, since I
first programmed it back in the early
'70s, is that if there's one big Top40 in
the market, it does really well. If you
have four of them in the market, none of
them do well. But instead of people
adding up the shares, they make
statements that the format doesn't work

Anyone who spent his/her formative years in Southern California in the late
1970's will undoubtedly remember that at the time, radio there was,
well...happening! While KMET, KLOS and KWST (which was to later become
POWER106) were fighting the Rock wars, KIIS-FM, KRTH, KIQQ, and a host
of AM stations, were duking it out for Top40 supremacy. (Hey, Rick Dees was
on KHJ-AM!) One of those AM stations was KTNQ, which broadcast to true
believers as "10Q." I was one of those believers. My first car (used 1974 Opel
Manta) only had an AM radio, and 1020 on the AM dial was the place for me!
10Q played an aggressive, raucous mix of late -'70s power Pop and Rock that
could be found nowhere else on the dial; it seems as though I heard Boston's
essential Foreplay/Longtime almost every hour! Little did I know at the time,
that almost two decades later, my path would cross with that of the man who
masterminded that innovative station, Mike McVay.

Mike was just 24 years old when he programmed 10Q. His success there
propelled him on to a radio career in which he has, literally, done it all: air
talent, PD, OM, GM and station owner. He has been honored with listings in
"Who's Who in America," and "Who's Who in Finance & Industry." And as
president of his eponymously named consultancy, Mike advises many leading
radio stations, both in this country and abroad. With the tips of his fingers ever
on the pulse of our industry, Mike offers us his views on the resurgence of
Top40, and a blueprint for the programmers of tomorrow.

Because if you've chased away the teens,
you've probably also eliminated the
hipness and newness of your radio
station that's going to bring you in the
leading edge of 25-34 year -old listeners.
You've eliminated one of the attributes
that people are going to look for in your
radio station. So when I say "not teen -

Let me be clear when I say "not a
teen -based format." You might still have
a 30 -share of teens, which percentage -
wise will be larger than any other demo
on your radio station, but the stations
that are successful are mass -appeal
enough that they're not focusing solely
on 12-24. They're focusing larger than

based," my opinion is this: You daypart
your radio station and you become a big,
mass -appeal family radio station, like I
grew up with. I grew up listening to 13Q
in Pittsburgh and WLS in Chicago,
WABC in New York City - those radio
stations were really mass -appeal in the
morning and they played youthful songs
in the morning show as well as mass
appeal tunes, because they knew they
had kids getting ready for school as well
as adults getting ready for work. Midday
music was much more adult. About 3
o'clock, they'd start to become more
contemporary. Seven o'clock at night it
kicked in even more, and after 9 o'clock,
forget it...there's no adults out there

using the radio and it's all youth -based.

SO YOU'RE REALLY NOT SO
MUCH TALKING ABOUT THE
DIFFERENCE IN YOUR MIND
BETWEEN SAYING TEEN -BASED
VERSUS THE FORMAT YOU JUST
DESCRIBED. IT'S NOT THAT YOU
BLOW OFF THE KIDS, IT'S JUST
THAT YOU DON'T ACTIVELY
COURT THEM?

Absolutely. If you're a good Top40
station, you get kids by default. I can tell
you the best example of how the music
has really blended between generations.
I'm 42 years -old. I have a 17 year -old
daughter. Being the good dad that I am,
on Sunday evenings I like to take her car
out and get the oil checked and gas it up
and then maybe get it washed for her.
She has a five -CD changer in her car. I
enjoy popping in to her CD's just to see
what she's listening to. She may have
Rusted Root on it. She may have Alanis
Morissette or she could have The
Beatles' "Sergeant Pepper" CD. I'm sure
that her musical tastes are probably a
little broader than the average child,
because she's grown up under my
influences, but I can't recall ever liking
the music my parents liked. Yet, if we're
in the car together, and she wants me to
put on her favorite radio station, seldom
do I have a problem with the songs
they're playing.

FROM WHAT YOU'VE SAID IN
THE PAST FEW MINUTES, IS IT
SAFE TO SAY THAT YOU
CONSIDER YOURSELF A MUSIC
PERSON??
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I consider myself a radio person. And
as a radio programmer, music is first and
foremost; then it's information, then it's
personality, then it's promotion. And in
that order. Now, why do I say music is
most important? Because that's why
people use your radio station. So the
music has to be right. You have to be
playing the right music; you have to
know when to get on a song, get off a
song and what songs fit the essence of
your station. Next is information. The
reason I put that above personality is it's
more than just the news that you run in
the morning. It's what the jocks talk
about too. The information that they're
going to disseminate. Then it's
personality, and I'm still a big believer in
personality. I'm not the kind of
consultant who says, "Shut up and read
the liner cards." I would challenge
anyone I've consulted or programmed
anywhere to say that that's been my line
to them. Because I've grown up
influenced by big morning talent, I've
always tried to have big morning
personalities where I've programmed. At
the stations I consult, we build big
morning shows, because I know that it's
what makes the station memorable and it
brings people in the door in the morning.
The final thing is promotion and
marketing. Once the product is right,
then you promote it and market it.
Anybody who tries to take a music
station and build it in a different order
than that, isn't going to be successful.

STATIONS, BUT ALSO AS THEY
TRY TO CULTIVATE THEIR
CAREERS?

First off, program directors are going
to have to be global in their thinking. If
you have four radio stations under one
roof, you must figure out how to
maximize the total shares available in
the market. Somebody who owns four
FM radio stations in a market, what it's
all about is getting market share. "How
do I get all the shares I can get?" And so
I think programmers are going to have to
be global. And I don't mean that to say
that the Top40 PD under the roof should
be worried that he doesn't want to hurt
the (sister) AC station's audience, but
rather there are some songs that you
would have played that are crossovers
between the two. For instance, in

Rochester, I consult WVOR, and as they
purchased WPXY, I began to work with
Clarke Ingram. Now I'm not the hands-
on consultant there, but they've actually
paid me extra money to be sure that the
two radio stations don't cannibalize each
other, and yet still compete.

THEY OBVIOUSLY HAVE TO
SHARE AN APPROPRIATE
AMOUNT OF CUME ON ONE
LEVEL, AND YET AT THE SAME
TIME, THEY'VE GOT TO BE
CAREFUL TO HAVE A BALANCE
SO THAT THEY'RE MAXIMIZING
THE EXCLUSIVE AUDIENCE ON
EACH ONE. IS THAT FAIR TO
SAY?

Yes, that's absolutely correct. But to
be specific, a case in point would be
where I sit down and say to WVOR, "I
don't think you should be playing this
song. Blues Traveler is a WPXY song,
let's leave Hook alone." I may say to
WPXY, "I'm really uncomfortable with
you playing Selena's new song. I think
you should let WVOR establish that
song. Wait until it's huge in your market
before you go on it."

SO, WHEREAS BEFORE, A
PROGRAMMER WOULD OFTEN
BE CONCERNED SOLELY ABOUT
HIS OR HER RADIO STATION,
THEY'RE NOW GOING TO HAVE
TO LOOK AT HOW ANY ONE
SONG MAY EFFECT EACH
STATION IN THEIR MARKET
GROUP, AND HOW VARIOUS

program directors are going to have to
be conscious of. The other thing is
sitting down and looking at marketing.
For instance, in Providence, WPRO-FM
(PRO -FM) and WWLI (LITE'105) are
under the same roof. PRO -FM, a couple
of years ago, did a direct mail piece to
offices. A Top40 did a direct mail piece
to an office which should be AC's arena.
PRO -FM had a great book, hit number
one 25-54, but it was at the expense of
LITE105, their soft AC sister station. So
we've since taken the attitude marketing -
wise that LITE105 should be the at -work
station and 92PRO-FM should be the at-
home station. Hary Blain (who consults
92PRO-FM) and I have conversations
with each other, and we make sure that
we don't cannibalize those two radio
stations. So here's a situation where
there's a whole other consultant doing
Top40. I'm doing the AC, but because
we're all under the same roof, and it's a
friendly alliance, we make sure that we
don't do a promotion that's going to hurt
each other.

SO YOU'VE GOT TO MAKE SURE
THAT YOU WORK TOGETHER,
TO INSURE THAT A PARTICULAR
PROMOTION IS, IN SOME WAY,
HEALTHY FOR BOTH STA-
TIONS?

Right. Healthy for both by not
attacking each other.

AS A CONSULTANT, YOU SPEAK
REGULARLY WITH MANY
GENERAL MANAGERS. I'M

COMPETITIVE STRATEGIES FOR
ONE STATION WILL EFFECT
THE OTHERS IN THE GROUP?

Absolutely. Another example would
be KMXV in Kansas City and KUDL in
Kansas City. Tom Land, KUDL OM, is
making sure that KUDL is clearly
focused and well -positioned as an AC
station. KMXV has become more of a
white bread, Pop/Alternative/Top40
station, less dancy than most Top40s.
That transition was based on research,
but that transition was also required so
that we could draw a line somewhere in
the sand; this is so that KMXV doesn't
cannibalize KUDL and vice versa. I
don't believe programmers should sit
down and say, "Well here's a hit, but I'm
never going to be able to play it. It might
hurt my sister station." I'm not saying
anyone should avoid hits. I'm just saying
that a Top40 may be slower to cross
over an AC hit and an AC may be
slower to cross over a Top40 hit. This is
because you're allowing your sister
station to own a position. And back to
the original question: this is something

When I first started consulting 13
years ago, I actually conducted a
research project among radio stations
because I wanted to find out why they'd
hire a consultant. And in doing so, I
found a similarity between not only why
they hire a consultant, but why they hire
a PD: they want comfort. They want to
be comfortable that the guy down the
hallway wearing the coat and tie, who
was wearing a tee shirt just two years
ago, isn't going to take their multi-
million dollar radio station into the
toilet. The number one thing they want
is comfort. A problem that lies therein is
that too many general managers
interview PD's and look at them like

they're general sales managers. I'll have
general managers say to me, "Well, this
guy didn't make a good appearance. I
don't know that his people skills are very
good." And my response is generally, "I
don't care what he looks like. Hey, he
may be an ax murderer, and that could
be right in this particular situation. If I
have a station that really needs
discipline, then I want an ax murderer.
We'll worry about pumping these people
up later." A radio station that we're
involved in right now has a program
director who has moved probably every
two years, and in talking with the GM he
said, "This guy's done well. He's got
good ratings everywhere, but he moves
every two years." And I said to him,
"Look, you're in trouble from a ratings
standpoint. If he fixes your station, it
gives you two great years. It's going to
be better when he leaves. But I believe
that this program director enjoys being
romanced. Why don't you walk down
out of your office every week and walk
into his office and say, 'Hey, I love what
you're doing. Here's two tickets to a
concert. Hey, here's two tickets to
dinner. Take your wife.' If you stroke
this guy every week, I think he'll stay
with you a lot longer than two years
because he has the need for romance."

SO PART OF WHAT YOU'RE
SAYING, IF I CAN INTERPRET TO
A DEGREE, IS THAT PROGRAM
DIRECTORS HAVE TO BE
LOOKED AT DIFFERENTLY
THAN SOME OF THE OTHER
MANAGEMENT PROFESSIONALS
IN RADIO BECAUSE OF THE
VERY UNIQUE NATURE OF
WHAT IT IS THAT THEY DO AND
THE VERY EMOTIONAL
CONNECTION OFTEN BETWEEN
THEIR PASSION FOR RADIO AND
MUSIC AND ULTIMATELY WHAT
HAPPENS TO THE END -USER OF
THE RADIO STATION, THE
LISTENER.

Absolutely. I look at Regent
Communications. It's a group run by
Terry Jacobs. He's the guy who founded
Jacor and you can't argue with the
success Jacor's had or with the success
Regent Communications is having. And
what Terry Jacobs and his CEO, Bill
Stakelin, do, if you walk into any of his
stations...his companies seem to hire
really talented program directors, and
those guys come complete with a whole
bag of eccentricities. He also hires really
talented general managers who know
how to manage the station. It wouldn't
be unusual to be sitting in a meeting and
have the GM say, "Ok, well that's
programming. We're going to let him
worry about that." And the GM might
walk into a separate meeting with the
PD and focus on that situation. But those
Regent general managers seem to
understand how to direct program
directors.

When I'm looking to interview a
program director...and as you know I've
been a general manager and a station
owner, so even with those hats on or my
consultant hat, I think these things
transcend, I like intelligent people. I've
never met a winning program director
who wasn't intelligent; I don't mean just
atoueradio, but an intelligent individual.
Now it doesn't necessarily mean they're
a member of Mensa, but they're
intelligent. They're more than one-
dimensional.

THERE'S THAT GLOBALISM
YOU'RE TALKING ABOUT
AGAIN.

Exactly. I like program directors who
are radio pigs. The guys who know all
the call letters, who can sit and rattle off
jingle packages, who understand not
only how to read an Arbitron but how
the Arbitron game is played; the guys
who understand what it takes to motivate
their air staff. The program director who
can sit down and look me in the eye and
say, "You know, I remember that Bill
Drake did this in the '60s. Or I read
something that Kent Burkhart did years
ago that I think could work today." I like
people who are students of radio. And
they don't have to be older guys. If I sit
down with somebody who's 26 years old
and he starts talking to me about how he
heard a jingle or an aircheck of B100 in
San Diego when it went on the air, that
person moves up the ladder in my brain
immediately because they're a radio pig.

What I detest are the people who walk
in the door and insult my intelligence by
putting other people's theories into their
presentations or who quote books
without giving proper credit. Years ago,
I was ready to strangle anybody who
walked in and told me how to reach the
post-war baby boomer. Today, some guy
walks in and starts to tell me how to
reach Generation X. Don't waste my
time. Instead, walk in the door and tell
me why you believe radio stations win,
and more specifically, in my situation,
how I can win. A programmer needs to
be more a listener than spewing back
what they think I want to hear. For
instance, if I was interviewing for a PD
job today, what would I do? I would do
as much research as I could on the
market before I got there. I would read
the "Places Rated Almanac." I would get
Arbitron information. Then I would put
together everything I could from an
SRDS that told me who the people are in
the market. I might even call some of the

different radio stations in town and, in
disguise, tell them that I'm looking for a
job or I'm doing a project as a college
student; that I'm an intern and I'd like to
know about their station. Then I'd walk
into the interview with the general
manager. And after he had asked all his
questions, I would say, "Could I ask you
some questions." And then I would

proceed to grill the GM on the history of
the radio station: How it got from where
it was to where it is. What do you want
to accomplish? What would you
consider to be successful rating -wise?
What type of numbers do you need to
have or what rank position do you need
to have in your market to hit the revenue
that you're responsible for? And what do
you want in a program director? If that
guy didn't hire me, the guy would be a
fool, because I'd be walking in to his
door doing 50 percent more than anyone
else had done.

SO PART OF WHAT YOU'RE

believe we'll do even better. I've never
sat down and said I'm a one -format
company. We view radio as a whole and
we're radio specialists. Inside our
organization we have consultants who
consult Adult Contemporary, Top40,
Oldies - both '60s and '70s Oldies,
Country and News Talk. And so with the
different guys inside my group, we're
able to help an entire duopoly situation.
Now we're also in an advisors alliance
with Burkhart/Douglas and Associates.
They consult Album Rock, Top40,
Alternative Rock, Classic Rock...all the
different variations of Rock; and as
such, if you have an AOR and an AC or

whatever other combination you might
have, we're able to work with you.
Example: WLHT in Grand Rapids, MI.
Dave Popovich from our company
consults WLHT. They bought WGRD,
which is Alternative Rock. Val Garris
from Burkhart/Douglas is doing that
radio station for us as part of our
advisors alliance. In Topeka, Jerry King
consults AC on KMAJ. They bought
KDVV and took it into a Classic Rock
vein. Dwight Douglas consults that radio
station for them. So in our case, because
we have all these different formats under

one roof, our business has just about
doubled. So for McVay Media, and for
Burkhart/Douglas, we're in great shape. I
have heard from other consultants who
are one -format guys - like maybe you're
an Oldies -only guy working on your
own; you can probably do a dozen radio
stations. But if you're the owner of a
radio station and McVay Media is
already working with you, and you buy
other formats, and I'm able to help you,
then why wouldn't you hire me? For
instance, at McVay Media, for years we
sat at about 70 clients and we've grown
to 114 stations with megaopolies. Where
will we go with the quadropoly or
megaopoly or whatever they call it? I
think we're just going to continue to
grow.

A FINAL QUESTION: AN UP-AND-
COMING, PERHAPS YOUNGER
PROGRAMMER, OR ASPIRING
PROGRAMMER, IS READING
THIS AND THINKS, "THAT MIKE
McVAY SOUNDS LIKE HE'S A
PRETTY INTELLIGENT GUY. I'D
LIKE TO BEGIN TO NETWORK."
CAN THEY CALL YOU, CAN
THEY TALK TO YOU?
OBVIOUSLY AS A CONSULTANT
AND THE HEAD OF A BUSINESS
AND AN ENTREPRENEUR,
YOU'RE A BUSY MAN. BUT CAN
SOMEONE CALL YOU AND SAY,
"MR. McVAY, I'D LIKE TO HAVE
YOU HELP EDUCATE ME ABOUT
RADIO?

Getting a hold of me via phone is
tough. I'll be honest with you. I travel
Monday -Friday, five days a week. But I
definitely want to hear from these
people. The smartest thing to do is send
me tape/resume, or fax me at (216) 892-
8817. I will respond. Everyone who
sends a tape or resume to our company
hears back from us. You may not hear
from me immediately, but you will. We
keep people in the loop. Jon Zellner,
who just went to KMXV in Kansas City
for us, was a competitor of ours in
Oklahoma City. Jon's a guy who I
watched from across the street. I made
sure that when he was available, we
jumped and got him. We're looking for a
PD in a smaller medium -size market
right now. It's between market 75 and
100, and the individual that I'm going
after is someone who just dropped me a
tape out of the blue. I've never met the
person. I've had conversations with him
and we'll hopefully hire this person. So
my advice to them would be: yes,
contact me. Here's what I don't like:
yesterday someone called me and told
me that they were from a station in
Milwaukee and wanted to talk to me
about possibly consulting the station. I
pick up the telephone and call this guy
and it's somebody looking for a job.
That's not somebody I'm going to hire.

CANADA SENTENCED
In a follow-up to a story we brought you exclusively
last June (issue 895), former WWKZ/Tupelo, MS
PD/afternoon star JOE BOB CANADA was sentenced
to six -and -a -half years in prison and fined $7500
for his involvement in child pornography, sending
explicit pictures of children across statelines, and
using his computer to solicit sex with minors.

The case stemmed from an FBI investigation that
sprang from a New Orleans TV station "sting"
operation aimed at the alarming use of on-
line/Internet services by pedophiles. After being
caught in the act last Spring, CANADA ultimately
pled guilty to three of the allegations. Since then, he
has been in federal custody in New Orleans. In
addition to his federal sentence, CANADA still faces
charges in Tupelo of aggravated sexual battery
involving a child.
