The RIAA said 
Friday (3/9) it had presented the 
online file-sharing service with a 
list of 135,000 songs that must be 
blocked from the system. This 
move was in response to court-
ordered terms that mandated the 
labels provide Napster with the 
names of copyrighted songs that 
appear illegally on its service. 

Under a court injunction 
issued March 5, Napster is 
required to bar the transfer of 
songs specified by plaintiffs—to 
the best of its ability—within 
three days of notification. 

Napster reportedly filed a 
"compliance report" with the 
court on Monday (3/12), assert-
ing that it had blocked access to 
some 115,000 unique files. 

While stories about the in-
junction have focused on a 
Wednesday deadline, Napster 
chief Hank Barry dismissed it as 
a "red herring" during a confer-
ence call on Monday, adding 
that the filtering of infringing 
material was a "work in progress." 

He claimed that nearly half of 
the approximately 95,000 artist/ 
title pairs submitted by Sony in 
the recent batch lacked file 
names and were therefore not in 
compliance with the injunction. 

The netco's CEO declined to 
discuss the state of talks with the 
industry. "We remain hopeful," 
he said. Even so, he insisted,

"The goal is to shut us down, and 
the mechanism to do that is to 
say we can't effectively screen in 
accordance with the injunction. 
I believe we can and are, and 
we're going to do a better job of 
it in the future." 

In a Web posting to its more 
than 60 million users, Napster 
said it had received some notices 
and expects the record compa-
nies to send more. "You will still 
be able to share music that we 
haven't been asked to block," the 
statement read. "The Napster 
file-sharing service is and will 
continue to be up and running." 

In addition, Napster and 
recording-industry representa-
tives met last Friday in San Fran-
cisco in an effort to try to work 
out the billions of dollars in 
potential damages that Napster 
could owe the labels for copy-
right infringements. 

The mediation session that 
took place last week was also 
ordered by the court, which 
hopes settlement terms in the 
highly publicized case can be 
agreed upon. Industry insiders do 
not expect these meetings to 
yield an agreement, although-
some believe a deal between the 
adversaries will eventually come 
to fruition. 

While Napster's enormous 
user base and brand dominance 
represent real value to the 
industry, the swappery needs a 
deal far more than do the majors, 
which continue to draft an array 
of agreements for alternative 
digital delivery. 

In other news, both NARAS 
and struggling dot-com EMusic 
have filed new litigation 
against Napster, while indic 
label TVT Records has an-
nounced a promotional part-
nership with the swapco. TVT 
head Steve Gottlieb phoned 
from a cab to say Napster was 
"buzzing on the street."

ith Napster's report on its file-policing 
efforts this week—in response to the 
135,000 or so tracks submitted by major 

labels—it's clear that we're being treated to another 
sideshow. Rhetoric about the swapco's eagerness to 
meet industry demands was laced with accusations 
that (a) the industry hopes to use Napster's inability 
to comply with the injunction to the majors' satisfac-
tion as a wedge to shut the service down and (b) the 
industry's submitted list of infringements ( including 
about half of Sony's list) was itself not in compliance 
with the court's directives. A deal struck on 3/13 
with Gracenote may help the file-sharing emporium 
tackle the daunting task of blocking an ever-increas-
ing number of submitted tunes, but the escalating 
hostility of exchanges between the parties suggests 
this PR campaign is merely litigation by other means. 
CEO Hank Barry's downplaying of 3/14 as a dead-
line was a further attempt to wrest control of the 
agenda from the RIAA. Tight-lipped about the 
apparently unproductive talks with the majors, he 
looked forward to a trial. And while journalists pon-
der alternate spellings for Metallica titles, pen fever-
ish stories about Pig Latin-conversion software and 
pump up the warfare angle, very few seem able to look 
beyond the squabbling of the moment. But what we've 
been saying for some time now still appears true: Nap-
ster is running down the clock, hoping to retain as 
much of its user base as possible for the summer 
switchover to a paid service. Thomas Middelhoff's 
speech before an L.A. confab on 3/12 reinforced this 
reading. Users want to comply, want to help, want to 
pay, gushed Barry during 3/12's press call. But can the 
Napster chief really believe vigilant file-blocking now 

will prevent massive damages 
later? His assertion to that 
effect was probably the week's 
biggest jaw-dropper. But pick 
those jaws up—we're nowhere 
near the finish line...

Many of you took the time to flood 
my in-box with e-mail regarding the 
recent Billboard soundtrack cover 
story, which basically regurgitated 
many of this column's ideas and 
observations over the past year. 
Looking to heavies like Kathy 
Nelson, Randy Gerston and Mit-
chell Leib to fill up most of the 
quote spots, the article offered 
nuggets of wisdom like this: "the 
big song—like Celine Deon's 'My 
Heart Will Go On' from 'Titanic,' 
Aerosmith's 'I Don't Want To Miss 
A Thing' or Whitney Houston's 'I 
Will Always Love You' from 'The 
Bodyguard'—has been a missing 
ingredient in recent soundtrack 
collections." Missing ingredient? 
Two of those records sold over 14 
million each and the other one 
boasts Aerosmith—who have sold 
almost 60 million records as a 
band—performing a Diane War-
ren song no less. If those are miss-
ing ingredients, then practically 
every record released out there is 

• 

missing the entire recipe. Any 
record, soundtrack or otherwise, 
that sells that well is an absolute 
anomaly, not the go-to example. 
So when sales of that magnitude 
happen, pay your respects—but 
don't turn and expect the entire 
industry to replicate the miracle. 
And while the long diatribe was 
filled with worthless opinions from 
"retail insiders" that explained 
everything from how the labels 
were developing and A&Ring 
these records improperly to the 
reasons why consumers weren't 
buying STs anymore, there was a 
paragraph of value in the final third 
of the story that quietly touched 
upon the problems of inspired STs 
vs. using the majority of the music 
in the film. But of course, the most 
apparent cause of the ST business' 
woes was missing: the cost of 
making records. Because the la-
bels have agreed to pay marquee 
artists embarrassingly high license 
fees, less popular acts and greedy 
publishing licensing divisions 

• 

have hopped on the bandwagon, 
making it difficult to afford songs 
from bands you've never heard of. 
So instead of looking to an out-of-
touch column for answers, see how 
much easier it is to recoup when 
you aren't spending $2 million to 
make the record. And while you're 
at it, stop overpaying artists for 
minimal creative contributions. I'll 
be happy to write a column about 
that... NEWS YOU CAN USE: A 
group of record-biz execs known 
as 4NYJ Productions is shopping 
a treatment for "Grandstand," a 
fictional TV series set in the con-
temporary music business that's 
beginning to attract some atten-
tion among production types.

WALTER BECKER AND DONALD FAGEN 

"The same thing that made it fun in the 
first place makes it fun now," says Steely 
Dan's Walter Becker, talking of the joys of 
being—along with partner Donald Fagen— 
part of the Grammy-award-winning, Rock 
and Roll Hall of Fame band. 

The legendary group that brings the 
mostly rare commodity of intelligence to rock 
& roll is also enjoying what many believe is 
long-overdue recognition. 

Last month, they garnered a total of 
font- Grammys, including "Album of the 
Year" for "Two Against Nature" (Giant), 
their first studio album since '80's "Gaucho." 
And on March 19, they will be inducted 
into the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame along 
with Aerosmith, Michael Jackson, Paul 
Simon, Queen, Ritchie Valens, Solomon 
Burke, the Flamingos, Chris Blackwell and 
sidemen James Burton and Johnnie Johnson. 

The pair have also been presented with 
ASCAP's Founders Award—the organiza-
tion's most prestigious honor given to song-
writers who have made pioneering contri-
butions to music. Previous recipients 
include Joni Mitchell, Stevie Wonder, Bob 
Dylan, Paul McCartney, Stephen Sond-
heim, Smokey Robinson, Leiber & Stoller, 
David & Bacharach and Tito Puente, 
among others. 

Fagen and Becker's music remains a 
tasty synthesis of rock, jazz and R&B, com-
plemented by intriguing and often witty 
lyrics. Their trek began in 1972 with "Can't 
Buy A Thrill," their album debut. Albums 
such as "Pretzel Logic," "Katy Lied," "The 
Royal Scam," "Aja" and "Gaucho" followed 
as the duo scored hit singles with "Do It 
Again," "Reelin' In The Years," "Rikki Don't 
Lose That Number," "Hey Nineteen," "Peg," 
"Deacon Blues," "FM (No Static At All)," 
and "Time Out of Mind," among others. 

HITS' veteran Pittsburgh correspon-
dent "Oedipus" Rex Rutkoski stopped cele-
brating Bill Mazerowski's induction into the 
Baseball Hall of Fame long enough to dis-
cover he can't buy a thrill from Messrs. 
Becker and Fagen. 

You've joked about the Rock and Roll Hall 
of Fame induction on your website, but what 
does the recognition really mean to you? 
Donald Fagen: We were just having some 
fun with the powerful rock & roll authori-
ties. 1 used to go to the Hall of Fame induc-

tion ceremonies in the '80s, when they first 
started. Some people I know used to invite 
me. They were a lot of fun. It was a very 
peculiar ceremony for a lot of different rea-
sons. I noticed that most of the weird things 
stopped happening after it began to be tele-
vised, which is not that hard to realize. 
When people know they are on TV, it com-
pletely changes the event. 
Walter Becker: On the other hand, you can 
never tell when things will change back and 
start to get weird again. 
Fagen: We're hoping that will happen this year. 
Certainly a Hall of Fame induction in any 
profession indicates that an individual is at 
the pinnacle of their career. 
Becker: Any reasonable extrapolation from 
the career we've had so far puts us at a point 
where we are now somewhat past the mid-
dle, unless we live to be 112. I'm not sure the 
exact point where the pinnacle was, but 
there is every reason to suspect we are head-
ing for the downward slope. The downhill 
part is the fun part, though. 
Fagen: [Laughs] We'll know we are at the peak 
of our careers when we have one of those 
"Behind The Music" exposés. 
Becker: They asked us to do one, but we 
declined. 
Fagen: Sometimes they do those whether 
you want them to or not. But what could 
they possibly dig up about us? 
Have you decided who'll give your induc-
tion speech? 
Fagen: [Laughs] People are clamoring for the 
honor right now, as you can imagine. 
Becker: We're in the preliminary selection 
process. We'll make a decision somewhere 
around happy hour that night. 
How about your own acceptance speeches? 
Becker: We're still working on our position 
paper, which will pretty much spell it out. As 
for the actual speech, we're still not prepared. 
Fagen: We'd like to play behind Michael 
Jackson. [Laughs] It will be great to play 
around a really good frontman for a change. 
Since we played with Jay and the Americans, 
we haven't had that happen. 
Becker: It's not smart not to induct Jay. 
What are your thoughts on this year's Hall 
of Fame class? 
Becker: Who are the other people? 
Fagen: Michael Jackson. Aerosmith. That's 
a good band. Solomon Burke. One of my 
favorites. The Flamingos. They're a great

vocal group. 
Some have even suggested that rock does-
n't need a Hall of Fame, perhaps shouldn't 
have one. Others say that it further legit-
imizes this form of expression. 
Fagen: It seems like "Hall of Infame" might 
be more appropriate. 
Becker: Rock & roll is probably legitimized 
enough that it can withstand even the Hall 
of Fame. 
Fagen: With these recent awards, luckily, 
our self-esteem is still low enough that none 
of it inflates our egos. 
Becker: I think about these things in terms 
of some of the fans. Because we have been 
touring the last few years and because of our 
website (www.steelydan.com), I have a 
much better idea of who they are. I have sort 
of a vivid picture of the lives and thinking of 
some of the people who have been fans of 
our music all these years. I think about how 
they feel when they hear something like our 
Hall of Fame induction. And, in that sense, 
I feel good. 
You seemed genuinely surprised at the 
Grammy wins. 
Fagen: I didn't think we would win. I thought, 
if an old person won, it would be Paul Simon. 
I didn't think he would win, though. Turns out 
the oldest didn't win. 
Becker: No, just the second oldest. 
Do you view the Grammy victories as a 
validation for your fans? 
Fagen: I think it's fun for them to see us in 
humiliating situations and see if we can get 
out of them gracefully. 
Becker: A novel humiliating situation. 
We've been in many humiliating situations. 
Fagen: Both the Hall of Fame and Grammy's 
obviously have to be seen in the context of 
commerce, to which they are both connected. 
It's also a recognition by your peers, which 
really is an honor... 
Fagen: Nevertheless, I think it's a sign some-
where that there has been penetration by 
veteran acts such as us into the culture 
somehow of what we do, which is nice, if we 
have that much power. 
Becker: We are always looking for opportu-
nities to penetrate. 
Fagen: [Laughs]. That's right. 
Becker: Seriously, though, in addition to the 
Hall of Fame, Donald and I will be honored 
by the Berklee School of Music at their com-
mencement this year, which I think is very

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flattering. We are looking forward to it. 
Fagen: That's not the Berkeley in California. 
Becker: It's not? I'd better cancel my reservations. 
How did you actually feel after receiving the 
Grammys? 
Fagen:. I haven't received mine yet. 
Becker: They take them right away. 
Fagen: They have to have the names inscribed. 
So out impressions about their meaning were 
more or less confirmed. 
Walter, in the post-Grammy press conference 
you were quoted as saying that this might be 
an award for Steely Dan's body of work, 
rather than just one album. 
Becker: No, we said they were for our bodies 
that still work. 
Was it the Santana factor at work here? 

the Stones and the Beatles"? 
Fagen: Who's Michael Greene? Is he the guy 
who gave that long speech at the Grammys? 
Becker: I drifted off during that. That salad I 
had for lunch was sort of heavy. 
Was there some good that came out of this so-
called controversy, the fact that more people 
seemed to be debating artistic freedom and 
separating the message from the messenger? 
Becker: [Laughs] If I was really, really opti-
mistic, if I had the talent you apparently have 
for finding the silver lining in the dark cloud, I 
suppose I'd think that too. 
Fagen: Elton's coat had a silver lining. Did you 
notice that He had a defiant expression on his 
face when he was performing. Did that have to 
do with the whole issue or something else?

Becker What's that? A Robert Ludlum novel: 
It was suggested that the Grammy wins for 
Steely Dan might be a classic Grammy catch-
up, trying to make up for years of ignoring 
quality work such as Santana's awards last year. 
Fagen: There were probably better reasons not 
to vote for the other people than reasons not to 
vote for us. 
Becker: I think it's hard to be sure if it opened 
up the eyes of people in the music business to 
the possibility that we might be relevant and 
worth listening and talking to. 
How did you feel about the Eminem Grammy 
controversy? 
Fagen: I had never heard anything by him until 
I saw him perform. 
Becker: The whole thing had a very fictitious 
quality to it, sort of pumped-up tabloid. 
Fagen: Are people really shocked by that stuff 
any more? I guess parents are when their kids 
see it. He did take a lot of the heat off us. 
Becker: He made us look good. He got all the 
condemnation and we got the victory. 
Had "Uncle Dupree" and some of your other 
material been Eminem songs, do you think he 
would have been criticized? 
Becker: Donald and I are thinking about offer-
ing him a course in our technique of writing off-
color lyrics without criticism. We call it 
"Stealth Trash." 
What is your response to Michael Greene's 
observation that "We can't edit out the art 
that makes us uncomfortable. Remember, 
that's what our parents tried to do with Elvis. 

What is the game plan now? 
Becker: God only knows whatever honors or 
glory will be heaped upon us. We invite the col-
lective brass and the industry to consider us for 
more honors. [Laughs] When the hoopla dies 
down, we'll probably just go back to work. 
Fagen: We've been writing songs, maybe 50 of 
them. We probably have more than half an al-
bum's worth. 
Becker: That means there will be just one that 
stands the test of time. 
You've described the arc of your career as 
being somewhat unusual. 
Becker: Actually it's been very fortunate. After 
taking a big chunk of time off and not using the 
Steely Dan identity for many years, to be able to 
resume that and have it sort of pick up where it 
left off is rewarding. 
How would you characterize Steely Dan's re-
lationship with radio? 
Becker: I don't listen to radio that much any 
more because I get poor reception. I'm out of 
touch with what's going on in radio. We're 
played on a lot of various stations with various 
acronyms, but I don't know whether that's 
good or bad. 
Has the way you relate to music changed? 
Becker: I found early in my life that I was at-
tracted to music. It had a very powerful attrac-
tion for me. It spoke to me in a very powerful 
way. That's as true now as it was then. It's still 
about the way the music makes you feel. The 
greatest satisfaction for me is being a writer and 
creating something. 

Your songs reflect the passage of time. You 
don't hide the fact that you're both in your 50s. 
Becker: We're aware of the fact that we're as 
old as we are, that we're in this part of our lives. 
I'm glad our songs reflect that. Oddly enough, 
we never tried to write like teen-agers or 20-
year-olds. We've always written music that 
rings true for us. It's an undertaking to make a 
new record after so many years. At our ages, it 
sort of occurs to you in some ways that this is a 
fundamentally different game now, and in 
other ways, it isn't. We're trying to do some-
thing that will be a true reflection of your life 
and consciousness. 
When you've been doing something this long, 
the challenge is keeping it fresh. 
Fagen: That's not a problem for us. I'm serious. 
We have a lot of fun. I guess our lives in some 
ways are more stable. There is always something 
funny you can say and interesting things to do 
musically within the sort of style we work in. 
Becker: We pretty much enjoy what we do, and 
the kinds of problems we have are the sort of 
problems that exist like, "Where can we find a 
drummer who can do this?" or "What guitar 
player has a tone that sounds like this?" 
Fagen: The sort of problems we have are fun, 
stimulating, interesting and creative. Playing live 
has gotten more fun. The conditions are better. 
Becker: We have a really good band, a good 
sound company and consistently good perform-
ances nightly. It's satisfying for us and for the 
audiences too. We've come to look forward to 
touring as sort of a reward for the work of mak-
ing the albums. 
Is it still a torturous process for you to record 
an album? 
Becker: This one ran a little long. It's hard to do 
anything good in art. It always has been and 
always will be. Sometimes you get lucky and 
things fall into place. Generally speaking, you 
can count on having to work at it. If you're 
thoughtful about what you do, you may decide  
the path you are going down is not working the 
way you wanted. 
What is your sense of the music scene to which 
Steely Dan has returned? 
Becker: Right now, as has always been the case, 
what Steely Dan is doing is somewhat tangen-
tial to the main body of what is happening in 
what you could call the current music scene. 
You and Donald really do seem to have a chem-
istry that makes it all work. 
Becker: We have a common sensibility that al-
lows us to do this and has allowed us to do this 
over time. It's a chemistry we built up by sharing 
time and working together. 
Is there one lesson that can be learned from 
Steely Dan's career? 
Becker: That it is possible to do something dif-
ferent and be successful. We've been very lucky 
to be able to do the kind of thing we do and be 
successful over the years. I hope it might en-
courage others to stick to their guns and do 
what they think is valid. 
Any freeze-frame memories from your career? 
Becker: Actually, I try to fast-forward through 
the whole thing. 
Will you tour again this summer? 
Fagen: If we do, we'll go under a new name. 
We noticed while reading Newsweek that the 
recording academy elected in us a band that 
was utterly irrelevant. So, if we go out, we will 
do it as Utterly Irrelevance. That will be our 
new name. 
Becker: The only question is, will it be The Ut-
terly Irrelevance or simply, Utterly Irrelevance?•

He' s not even olc enough to drink 
in the clubs his band plays in, but 20-year-old singer/songwriter/guitaY1t Jason Wade has more bullet 
points on his resume than most of his musical peers twice his tender age. That might be why Lifehouse's 
grunge-pop exhibits so much maturity and depth on its debut for DreamWorks, "No Name Face." 

The scope of Wade's upbringing has had a huge impact on his music. At the age of five, his minister 
parents took the family to Hawaii and then on an itinerant journey through Asia, eventually settling in 
Hong Kong. When he was 10, Wade's family to moved Portland, OR. His parents divorced two years 
later. After the split, Wade became interested in guitar (his mother toured with a folk/pop group in 
college). Soon, poetry became lyrics and melodies became songs as he wrote to come to grips with 
his parents' divorce and his increasingly divergent spiritual path. 

At 15, Wade's mother moved the family to Malibu, CA, where he met bassist Sergio Andrade at a 
church youth group. The two started a band which gained a grassroots following; with the addition of 
guitarist Stuart Mathis and drummer Rick Woolstenhulme, the group metamorphosed into Lifehouse. 
Producer Ron Aniello, a member of the same church, encouraged the young band and eventually 
hooked them up with now-manager (and a one-time recording artist himself) Jude Cole, who in turn 
called DreamWorks' Michael Ostin. He offered to finance real demos for Lifehouse. 

Wade took some time from his hectic touring schedule to talk about his nontraditional upbringing to 
HITS' Brian "Flakes" Baker who uses nontraditional ways of bathing. 

What's strange about your sound is the fact that you've said that you've never been a record "A LOT OF MY 
collector or much of a musicologist.

Experience Yolanda: 2000 was undoubt-
edly Yolanda Adams year, and it showed 
in a recent awards show flurry where she 
scooped up five statuettes from Soul Train 
and the Image Awards. Ms. Adams is. 
indeed, flying high. So, what's next? A 
live album set titled 'The Experience" 
(Elektra), recorded this past November in 
Washington, D.C. (in stores 3/20), cap-
tures brilliantly the essence of this truly 
blessed artist.

115 THE SEASON: After weeks of never-ending rain here in 
L.A. (a bitch for a hair queen such as myself), I went outside to 
walk my dog one morning, and was greeted not only by the 
sounds of Missy Elliott's smash "Get Ur Freak On" coming 
from my neighbor's house, but also by sunshine, warm tem-
peratures and birds chirping—all the signs of spring. Then, like 
a bad nightmare due to being in radio programming for over a 
decade, my next thought ( I kid you not) was, "Damn, I really 
need to start locking down acts for Summer Jam!" Whoops! 
Bulletin—not in radio anymore. Whew! The stress was gone, 
and I was able to enjoy the music, which is really why I got into 
this business as a music director in the first place. Great music 
always puts a smile on my face (no matter what else is going on 
in my world) or elicits some other emotional reaction. That's 
how you know it's great; if it's average stuff—no emotional 
reactions and, usually, no record sales. I decided to ask folks 
what songs were producing emotional reactions for them... In 
San Diego, though it's way early for them, all KHTS' Rick 
Vaughn wanted to talk about was this Beatnuts record, " No 
Escapin' This." It makes him happy... At KCLCH in Omaha, Erik 
Johnson was all fired up about the 112 follow-up to " It's Over 
Now," " Peaches and Cream." Though it's still a few weeks off 
from being officially "worked" at Rhythm, it's already on his 
radar and, if you know Erik, that is definitely a good sign... 
Meanwhile, another Erik, Erik Bradley at B96, is so into Monte 
and Strazza's Tyrese jam that he added it a week early, with 
KLUC, WNVZ and WHHH waiting in the wings to join the 
party. (Mark's personal note: I would love to "party" with 
Tyrese, ANY time. Just look at the smile on my face on the next 
Crossover page for confirmation!)... And that same gotta-add-
it-early feeling (again, repeat after me—it's all about emotion) 
is also happening all over the country with Jennifer Lopez's 
"Play." In fact, Liz Pokora just threw up her hands after awhile, 
and told radio to do what they had to do. Speaking of Liz, she's 
got another 3LW record that's off the hook. Be on the lookout 
for " Playas Gon' Play" all over radio airwaves near you soon... 
Jammer at KKSS in Albuquerque (where he's going through it 
right now) managed to find time to let me know that Virgin's 
Daft Punk record is turning into a throw-your-hands-up-and-
run-to-the-dance-floor type jam. I guess that counts as an emo-
tional reaction, huh?... And last but not least, I just got off the 
phone with KHTN Modesto's Rene Roberts, who let me know 
that Rifkind's Big Punisher jam, " How We Roll," does it for him. 
What's more, after having Steve play us the animated video, it 
kinda does it for me too. So you see, many different program-
mers and music people, many different songs, all with the same 
common thread—music gets them going... What gets you 
going right about now? Why not hit me at the office or e-mail 
me at markafeather@earthlink.net and let me know? But 
regardless, remember this axiom when selecting music to put 
on your station—if the song in question evokes emotion from 
you when you hear it, there's a really good chance it's gonna do 
the same thing for your audience. And, those stations that have 
an emotional bond with their audiences are invariably the sta-
tions that win... Other joints I'm in love with include the new 
Eve, featuring Gwen Stefani and produced by Dre. It's getting 
early airplay in N.Y. and L.A. Also, the Case, which I preached 
to you about last week, Snoop (still selling) and Michelle S' 
Olivia record that's now starting to call out for the early believ-
ers. Just lettin' ya know... Until next week, C-ya...

optimize the dramatic impact of his smart, richly 

emotive songs. Apparent influences, unexpected 

in the work of a neoclassic songwriter, include Joy Division, early New 

Orner and the Replacements. Particularly irresistible a-e " Strange 

Condition" and " For Nancy," both of which build to breathtaking climax-

es. This may be the earl/200s equivalent to Matthew Sweet's early- 1990s 

tour de force of songs, sonics and sincerity, " Girlfriend." (B.S.) 

Alien Ant Farm "ANThology" (New Noize/   

DreantWorks): The major- label debut from these 

Riverside, CA, rockers is the first on Papa Roach's 

imprint through DreamVVorks. The two bands are 

longt;rne friends, and they share similar sonic ten-

dencies, though Alien Ant Farm veers toward the 

more melodic, less-pissed off end of the hard-hit-

ting spectrum. The band's tight chops make for a crisp, precise record of 

metal. The chunk-chunka guitars of first single " Movies" give way to a 

melodic bass-driven chorus, with singer Dryden Mitchell doing his best to 

tell a lover to move o.-1 without sounding defeated. The vulnerability is 

uncommon in this sub-genre, making for a refreshing change. (D.S.) 

Alpha "The Impossible Thrill" ( Melankolic/ 

Astralwerks): Bristol, England's Alpha fit right in with 

Portishead and Massive Attack's brand of smoky trip-

hop, even recording their second full-length for 

Massive's Melankolic imprint. Alternating among a 

trio of vocalists (one male and two female) is haunted 

by the ghosts of Bristol bands, but because songs are 

performed mostly by life instruments, rather than samples, they achieve some-

tning rew and altogether organically funky. The transcendental comedown 

music floats, displaying a mature band stretching the potential of its instru-

mental prowess. Languid tracks such as "Almost There," "Wise," " Especial" 

and "Wishes" are the ideal vehicles for drifting off to dreamland. (S.L.) 

Bob Schneider "Lonelyland" (Republic/Universal): 

The tunesmith singersongvvriter renaissance contin-

ues with the solo ma;nr-label debut from Austin, TX-

based Bob Schneider. Smart and literate, Schneider 

is a writer who shows rather than tells. With an 

often-world weary voice, Schneider weaves impres-

sionistic tales over a solidly constructed foundation 

of acoustic guitar-based mellow rock. Though he doesn't take the jam-band 

approach. Schneider sounds like he could be Dave Matthews' melancholy 

kid brother. The peaceful, easy feeling makes for an album that flows from 

track to track, sounding like a wholly composed set piece. On " Big Blue 

Sea" Schneider plays to a percussion loop, which lopes along. (D.S.)

They returned on a 
rainy Monday night to play for about 250 people. This past weekend's show 
was a sell-out(!!) at the legendary Fillmore Auditorium (capacity 1500) filled 
with 25-34-year-olds. It struck me that this band appeals to young and old alike. 

They're a direct musical descendent of the Allman Brothers and CSN, which 
pleases the 40+ crowd. (They're Haley's mom's favorite new band!!) Plus, as this 
show demonstrated, they can bring in younger listeners in droves. Benson and 
Haley are well aware of this and taking full advantage. On the way to the air-
port on Saturday morning, I spotted a billboard that said merely, " Fogheads 
Rule." Yes, Benson knows exactly what he's doing... Rhett Miller and the rest 
of Old 97's have been on the promo trail the last few weeks. Word from the 

frontlines is VERY positive. W)(RT MD Patty Martin: "The 
whole band showed up, plugged in and did a rousing elec-
tric performance. They're also a great interview, unlike some 
of the inarticulate clods that stop by the station!"... 

WZEW's new PD Brian Hart is psyched to take the reigns." 
In 1984, VVZEW was the first station to bring music by peo-
ple like Melissa Etheridge to the airwaves in Mobile," he 

said. " My goal is to pick up the tempo a little and 
give the station a brighter feel." Right on... " I was 
talking to Sean Coakley when it happened," said 
KMTT MD Shawn Stewart of the moment the 
earthquake hit the Pacific Northwest last week. 

"And being Midwesterner, I didn't realize how serious it was. So I started hoot-
ing and hollaring like I was on a roller-coaster!

and WMMM all coming in on " Heaven Right Here"! Word from several sta-
tions, including KMTT, is that phones are really starting to cook for the song... 
Another very tenacious indie, Jonatha Brooke, picked up a motherload of 

major stations this week: KINK, KRVB and WKOC all added " Linger." This one 
is really starting to take off!... Pete Yom's stunning Cancun performance caused 
several programmers to go home, listen to the record, then track down Trina 
Tombrink at home (!) to tell her how flipped-out they were. The enthusiasm led 
to a spectacular # 1 Most Added impact week with KMTT, WXRV, WMMM, 
WRNX, KTHX and KRSH joining WRAX and KGSR, who were early... We had 
dinner with new RCA artist Shea Seger. Not only is she beautiful (WOW), but 
she's a huge World Cafe fan! (She's 20 and her dad turned her on to the show.) 
I told her that she'd most likely appear on the show when she stops by my alma 
mater, WXPN (where her record was added last week—she was psyched)... The 
LA-based band Fisher has been building a very active and impressively large 
fan base through DIY Internet marketing. " Hello, It's Me," their major-label 
debut, has already been added at WBOS, WXRV, KTCZ and WDOD a month 
before the impact date. In Boston, Fisher has sold over 4k pieces from airplay 

on the two APMs and WBMX. Keep an eye out for this one... I just got my Los 
Super Seven full-length and can't wait to spend some quality time with it. The 
mesmerizing "Teresa" picked up some big stations this week, with KPIG and 
WMPS joining KGSR, WFUV, VVYEP, WXPN and others. Finally, Glen Phillips 

nabbed WXRV and KXST and KBXR added Yve Adam this week!...
