FOOLS BETTA RECOGNIZE: With a court-appoint-
ed mediator, A.J. Nichols, in place in the Napster case 
and the notorious swapco once again stepping into the 
ring with the RIAA over the relative effectiveness of its 
filtering, you can also count on another avalanche of "Is 
this the end of Napster?" stories. But could Hank Barry et 
al. have saved themselves a huge headache by using tech-
nology that recognized the content of files rather than 
searching for names? They seem to be moving in that 
direction with the acquisition of Gigabeat Meanwhile, I 
just got a peek at Cantametrix's application—designed to 
fit invisibly into any peer-to-peer client—and I gotta 
admit that I see why Prexy/CEO Bill Koenig gets evangel-
ical about it. The tech compares the digits in a music file 
to a database and identifies the track (regardless of how it's 
named) with great precision in seconds flat. That's good 
news for license-friendly P2P ventures like the U.K.'s %-
pit. According to that company's CEO, Paul Myers, the 
tech ensures that only music approved for circulation is 
visible in searches. Says longtime manager Marty Fried-
man (Barbra Streisand), "It's as important as penicillin." 
Cantametrix also has "mood"-based recommendation fea-

tures and can incorporate differ-
ent organizations' tracking info. 
Companies like MoodLogic 
and the aforementioned Giga-
beat are all racing to comer this 
market, which could be to 2001 
what DRM was to Y2K...

Ironically, the move comes 
just as Giant was running as well 
as it ever has under GM Larry 
Jacobson and veteran promo 
head Bob Catania. On the sales 
tip, Disturbed is up to 1.1 million, 
while Steely Dan is coming off a 
surprise best-seller and a Grammy 
for Album Of The Year. 

Azoff has beefed up his man-
agement company over the last 
six months, picking up such 
clients as Seal and Christina 
Aguilera. Several longtime 
staffers, among them Internation-
al and Communications head 
Susan Markheim, will follow 
him to that venture.

Thomas Middelhoff publicly 
maintains there's still life in 
the BMG/EMI deal, insiders 
at the highest levels of both 
company acknowledge it's 
down to its last breath.

hree months ago, few people outside the music industry had ever heard of 
Denise Rich. Since then, the Grammy-nominated songwriter, philanthropist 

and society fixture has moved to the front page, implicated in the recent 
presidential pardon of her billionaire ex-husband, Marc Rich, charged with 
bilking the government in back taxes to the tune of $48 million from oil deals 
with terrorist countries like Iran. He was indicted in 1983 on tax evasion and 
fraud charges before he fled the country and headed to Switzerland. The 
brouhaha surrounded the role her donations to Clinton and the Democrats of a 
reported $1.4 million played in Marc Rich's pardon, as if we didn't know. The 
tabloids even reported a tryst between her and the Prez, a charge she laughs off.

The attention thrust Rich into a spot-
light she hasn't been used to outside the 
confines of the record biz. Born Denise 
Eisenberg in Worcester, MA, to Holocaust 
survivors who founded a successful shoe 
factory, Rich's songwriting career began 15 
years ago as an outlet for some of the frus-
trations in her marriage. Her career was 
launched with "Frankie," which was an in-
ternational hit for Sister Sledge. Since then, 
her songs have been recorded by Celine 
Dion ("Love Is On The Way"), Aretha Frank-
lin & Mary J. Blige (the Grammy-nominated 
"Don't Waste Your Time"), Marc Anthony 
("Remember Me"), Chaka Khan ("Free 
Yourself"), Mandy Moore ("Candy") and 
Natalie Cole, who recently had a # 1 dance 
hit with her "Livin' For Love!' She even 
recorded a solo album for MCA in 1987, 
"Sweet Pain Of Love," dealing with the an-
guish of her unraveling marriage, which 
was released in Europe. 

The 57-year-old mother of two daugh-
ters, 30 and 23, is probably even better 
known as a tireless fund-raiser, working ac-
tively with such organizations as LIFEbeat. 
She started the G&P Charitable Foundation 
for Cancer Research in the name of her 
third daughter, Gabrielle Rich Aouad, who 
died of leukemia in 1996.1t has since raised 
more than $6 million at two lavish, black-tie 
"Angel's Ball" fund-raisers, the last of which 
was chaired by her "good friend" Bill Clin-
ton. Denise has also been a staunch sup-
porter of Israel, which makes her husband's

reputed deals with Israeli enemies like the 
Iranians all the more puzzling. And her leg-
endary soirees, held at her stunning Upper 
East Side penthouse home, attract a who's-
who of music and film types. 

Fresh from her appearance at the Vanity 
Fair Oscar party the night before, Rich is en-
sconced in a suite at the Peninsula Hotel 
with her loyal aide-de-camp Jimmy Hester, 
who has run her publishing and songwriting 
businesses for the past five years. Rich looks 
at least 15 years younger than her age, with 
the warm, nurturing spirit of the kind of nice, 
rich Jewish girl any parents would die for 
their son to bring home. When she says she 
likes "younger men," she means in their 40s, 
not 20s. She refuses to talk directly about 
charges that she helped pay for her ex's par-
don, saying that a Senate Judiciary Commit-
tee is still doing its investigation, but at an 
earlier hearing, she took the Fifth Amend-
ment And lest you think songwriting is 
some kind of society matron hobby, Rich is 
a fireless student of the pop music form, 
and is constantly seeking the latest informa-
tion as to which singers need material or 
what soundtrack has an opening. You come 
away liking this wealthy woman who has 
had it anything but easy. Despite all her ad-
vantages, she has overcome a lot to earn the 
industry's respect as a songwriter. And while 
she managed to duck most of the other pa-
parazzi in her path, she was powerless to 
prevent HITS' chief schnorrer Roy "O.G. Jew" 
Tralcin's inquiring mind.

So what's a nice Jewish girl from Massachusetts doing writing funk, R&B and 
soul music? 
I've asked Clive Davis that same thing. One light he said to me, "You and I are Jews, 
but the music we like most is R&B!" I don't know what à is, but I've always said it— 
and people laugh—it's like I have this big, black woman inside of me. I don't know if 
it's a woman or a man, but there's some back sour inside of me trying to get out. 
What were your early influences? 
When I grew I had this wonderful African-American woman who took care of me. 
My parerts would take me to synagogue, but she'd take me to church on Sundays. 
I kind of grew up listening to gospel music and I Loved it! Because it's got soul. And, 
for me, that's the most important thing. It's like when people say somebody has class. 
For me it's about the soul Its nct about knowing how to dress or wear jewelry. Re-
al class is inside of you. And that's what I relate to when I write. 
You write in a bluesy, R&B style and yet you're more than well-to-do. 
I was always different growing up. ! kept trying to fit in. I wanted so badly to be like 
everyone else. I just wanted to be popular And à veas the strangest thing, because I 
couldn't cl..) it. As a kid, I was really weird and L was always, like, out of it. It's like when 
you're ahead of your time, you star:d out and you're weird and then all of a sudden, 
the times catch up and you're the cool one and everybody wants to be like you. I've 
been like this all my life, out nobody wanted it then. Now, people want something 
a little different But I've been like this all along. My parents were Holocaust survivors. 
Having been refugees and hearing the story about how I was a minority probably 
made me this way 
Did you play an instrument? 
I taught myself to play guitar while at Boston University, but I never thought it could 
be a career. I: was a hobby. I was studying languages to be a diplomat in some Third 
World country I was really into Bob Dylan, Judy Collins and even Joan Baez. They 
were my idols. I used to make up lyrics to music on the radio. I had a game that I still 
play today Ili get into the shower—because for some reason the shower is a very pu-
rifying place where nobody can get to you ard you're alone. I make believe I'm on 
a TV game snow on a panel with three contestants And its all about who can make 
up a song the fastest—lyrics, melody verse, chorus ard a bridge. And I always win. 
It's weird, but I do this almost eve-y day. It's an exercise. But songwriting is like riding 
a bicycle. ' never really learned it. 't's just something I do naturally. 
How rid you start writing professionally? 
I got married and didn't do anything until years later when I had kids. I was on the 
beach and just started writing again. It was just the strangest thing. I wanted to write 
because I wanted to communicate and 1 couldn't with my kids, my ex-husband nor 
my friends. I had a hard time talking. It doesn't come to me naturally. Which is so 
strange because when I write songs, it does I don't think about what I'm going to 
write. But that's a different thing. I don't have an agenda except what's going to be 
best fcr the song. It comes from a purer place. 
Being a mother and then seeing your husband's career take off, you must have 
felt creativeiy stifled. 
When we lived in New York, I started writing songs. I got something in the mail 
from the American Songwriter Festival. I went in the bathroom, sat down, 
played my guitar, put . t on a tape, sent it to them and won a couple of awards. 
I went to ASCAP, but they vvouldr't take me because I had no experience. They 
let me audit a songwriting class, where you get to present and perform your 
material. I received a list of 90 publishers and—you'll love this—sent a tape to 
all of them One called back, Silver Biue. They said to write a song for a go-go 
act in Washington, D.C., so flew down there and I dreamt up this song while 
I was asleep on the plane. And that was "Frankie." When I woke up, I recorded 
it on the plane while everyone else was sleeping. 

I sent the song to my lawyer, Sister Sledge records it and ir ends up going to # 1 
in England. At the time, I was living with my farnilv and ex-husband in Switzerland. 
MCA wanted lo de a deal with me as a songwriter to get "Frankie And I said, "OK, 
you can have the song, but only if you let me record an altiorn' And they were, like, 
"You can't record an album—you're married, you have child-en. ." And I said, "Uh-uh, 
then you don't get the song So I recorded the album, called "Sweet Pain of Love," 
whim was really fun. 
Music has brought you through some tcugh personal circumstances. Your sister 
and daughter both died at an early age 
If I were really depressed, rd go in and write a song I have, like, 2,000 songs that 
have never been recorded But that's just my way of getting through everything. I 
know that I have a space I can go to that transcends daily fife. Its almost like praying.

You're up there with the angels, with God You know there's more to the world 
than :his space we live in. 
So when Marc split and left you with the kids, you turned to songwriting. 
It was terrible! He was living in Eu -ope. We sprit and I carne back here. It was very dif-
ficult for me. But à was the strangest thing; I just took all of that energy and tumed it 
to my girls and my songwnting. And then, it was like the heavens opened up. I was 
writing for CeCe Peniston and Jody Watley, Celine Dion, Aretha Franklin, Mary J. 
Bfge I couldn't even tell you how it happened. 
How did the Aretha-Mary J. Blige song, "Don't Waste Your Time," come about? 
I talked to Clive and he said he was looking for due for Aretha and Mary J. and I 
asked, "Well, what are you looking for?" And he wanted something with an o1der 
woman talking to a younger woman, giving advice. So lim-ny [Hester] hooked me 
with Jen Rubin and we wrote this song, "Don't Waste Your Time," and then Jimmy 
found these two demo singers— one sounded exactly like Aretha, and the other, like 
Mari J. Sc there would be no room for doubt 
You also wrote a song that Celine Dion covered? 
I remembered my feelings about my divorce and wrote "Love Is On The Way," be-
cause I wanted a song cf hope for when you're going through a terrible time. You 
just know that someone's out there for you somewhere. 
Have you been able to concentrate on .songeritirg with all of the notoriety of 
the last few months? 
It's been a real blessing in disguise, in a way, because it made me take a break from 
writing. And when I came back to it, I was MJO1 more focused. I did it with a 
vengeance. I was afraid, oil my God, ern going to lose it But you don't lose it. It's all 
boded up inside, so when you get to do it it just cornes pouring out of you. 
You've always wanted to be famous, but you didn't want to be a punchline on 
Leno and !Letterman. 
Being famous gives you a certain power. And that power gives you access to more 
people, wh.ch enables you to get more done on the planet. I'm for a higher mission. 
And I'm here for whatever God put me here for. If I've beer given that gift of fame, I 
beLeve that all of this happened for a reason. 

I have a lot of issues—the environment, neat 1, poverty, bridging the races. If 
you're blessed enough to be alive, to be on this planet, :hen it's your obligation. I 
don't know why I feel the weight of the vvor'd on my shoulders. It must be Jewish

guilt for being born. I just have always felt this—even when I was young. If you're 
blessed enough to be alive, then you've got to do something with it 
You have contributed millions to cancer research through your G&P Charitable 
Foundation. 
That's because, when my daughter passed away, it was her last wish. I promised her 
that I would start a foundation because she would have done it if she'd been alive. 
So I just carried on what she would have done. 
Are you embittered by the way the media has treated you? 
In a sense, I do ask myself, 'Mat am I working so hard for? They're going to twist it 
and turn it anyway, so why bother? I should really go sit on a beach and relax." But 
then at the same time, I think to myself, "You know, what I want to do is bigger than 
what the media says about me I can't let that define me. 
Bat Clinton was a big supporter of 
your charity. 
He was Honorary Chair, which attract-
ed a lot of people to the cause. He was 
very willing to do it because he had 
met Gabrielle. He once said to me, "to 
lose a child is the worst thing that can 
happen to a parent" And he really un-
derstood it We raised close to $3m. And then, when he chaired the second event, 
we raised dose to $4m. We've done about eight or nine projects over a three-
year period and now we're getting into alternative cures. We're also going to do 
something for children with cancer who can't afford bone-marrow transplants. 
It's what Gabrielle would have wanted. 
People think you have a fabulous life, but it hasn't come without a cost. 
Everything has a price. The more you have sometimes, I wouldn't say the 
greater the sorrow, but the truth is, nobody's immune to pain. All the money in 
the world couldn't save my daughter. One of the reasons that I'm so happy is 
because I know who I am. That, to me, is what's important And I think that 
comes with the love that you got from your parents. It's when you don't have 
that love, when you were abused as a child as so many kids are, that's when 
you get lost in the world. Then, you're forced to go to the world to identify your-
self. And get approval. 
What's your analysis of the Clinton presidency? 
I think he will go down as a great president because history doesn't just 
think about all of the idiocy that went on with Monica [Lewinsky] and all 
of that. The economy was great for eight years—whether or not people 
want to give him credit. It's hard to win. But I just think that he was a good 
president, a very compassionate president, very humane and I happen to 
like Hillary very much, too. 
Did you ever see the womanizer side of him? Did he flirt with you? 
Well, he flirts, yeah, but I don't think that's a bad thing. He has a lot of charm and 
charisma. 
So you were attracted to him? 
I think all women are attracted to him. 
Were you? 
No, no. 
But you were attracted to his power. 
I was attracted to his charisma, his idealism... absolutely. I really was. I also think 
he's a very spiritual person. I was very attracted to that, too. 
So you're not denying he flirted with you, but you didn't read it as a come-on. 
I wouldn't say that he flirted with me. 
No? 

No! That's not fair. I don't think he did. I just think he has so much charisma! 
So the tabloids made up this stuff that you and he had an affair? 
Oh, totally! He made me feel the same way that I felt when I met the Kennedys. Pres-
ident Clinton reminded me a lot of that And the same with Bobby Kennedy, Teddy 
Kennedy—they all have it But Clinton had such charisma that men as well as women 
would just be starry-eyed. 
Do you think all this media attention will focus the public's attention on your 
songwritine 
I'm asking myself the same question. I have no idea where it's going because I 
had no idea all of this was going to happen. I believe everything happens for a 
positive reason. Even the worst tragedy, you learn from and turn it into something 
positive. I didn't want my daughter to die. But because she did die, I started this 

cancer foundation. So, from all of this, I know something will come. I'm not sure 
what it is yet; but I know that I'll be enlightened. 
What's your relationship with your ex-husband now? 
We don't really talk 
You had joint custody of the children. 
Of course. The kids are older. They're adults now. But my ex-husband and I just 
don't get along. We're more like brother and sister. We fight a lot. It's strange, 
but out of everything, I learned a lot from him and I'm very grateful. I learned 
to be stronger. 
You wanted him pardoned for the children's sake? 
I thought it was very important for them. I mean, once you've lost a daughter, there 
are no questions as to why you would do that I mean, I did it for my daughter who 
passed away as much as for my other two children. 
Are you still actively involved in supporting Israel? 
Not as much anymore. I've been out of the loop for awhile because I haven't been 
there. I used to go once a year. All I know is they're going to have to find a way to 
make peace. How they're going to do it I don't know. I have just moved on. 
Who would you like to write with now? Any wish lists? 
R. Kelly, VVydef Jean, Stevie Wonder, Dr. Dre... 
Michael Jackson's a friend of yours, no? 
I like Michael very much. He's terrific 
You met him through that kosher sex rabbi he's been hanging out with? 
I think Shmuley Boteach is cool. He means well. I really believe he's sincere. My 
daughter Gabrielle knew him. That's how I met him originally. She graduated Ox-
ford in England with honors and attended these learning groups he conducted 
there on Friday nights. I met him after she passed away and that's how I got 
friendly with Michael. It was weird because I had been to Never-Never Land be-
fore I ever met the rabbi or Michael. Tony Peck took me there.

That I haven't gotten a Grammy or Oscar yet But I know I will. 
So, are you dating?

You are from Broward County. What's your 
take on the Presidential recount madness. 
Cyrus Boloolci: We were on tour when it hap-
pened, so we watched it from the road. It was cool 
because we recognized all these buildings and 
courthouses in the background. In all honesty, 
none of us voted because we didn't want to go 
through the effort of getting absentee ballots. On 
election night, as all the news stations started talk-
ing about Florida, we knew that we made a mis-
take by not voting. 
With all the touring you did as an indic 
band, what were your all-time worst 
accommodations? 
There have been countless nights in which we all 
had to sleep in the van. We did the Warped Tour, 
and being such a big production, the shows had 
to be spaced far enough apart so that they didn't 
lose too much of the crowd. It was tough because 
we had to get there by 9 each morning, and then 
we didn't leave until 7 or 8 at night. Most of the 
bands have major forms of transportation, like 
buses or RVs, and they have people that handle 
the driving for them. We only had a van, and we 
had to drive eight to ten hours every night and try 
to sleep as we went. 
Aren't you doing the Warped Tour again 
this summer? 
Yeah, but this time we have a bus. 
What's been your worst day job while in 
the band? 

I worked as an ice cream guy for a bit. We would 
make frosty shakes, and after making one, you had 
to turn it upside down in front of the customer. It 
was supposed to prove that it was too thick to fall 
out of the cup. Well, you can just imagine where 
that went. I can't even tell you how many times ice 
cream ended up on me, the customer, or just on the 
floor. It was funny because the customers were 
always more surprised than I was. 
Most of the group's songs seem to be 
about relationships. 
When the band started, we were all kickin' the 
high school years, where there's always a new 
relationship that follows with a big nasty break-up 
two weeks later. Everything would center around 
these cycles; so it was just natural for us to write 
about them. 
What are the differences between West 
Coast and East Coast punk-rock? 
West Coast is generally defined by the Fat Wreck 
Chords bands—fast, straight-up punk-rock with 
more old-school influences. East Coast punk-rock 
bloomed a lot later, so it has some West Coast in-
fluence, but there are also subtle hardcore ele-
ments. New York's known for all those tough-guy 
bands. Those influences are what makes East Coast 
and Florida punk-rock what they are today. 
Why do you think punk has continued to 
succeed at PoMo and Active radio while 
genre-related trends like ska and swing 
have not? 

Punk-rock is generally easy to listen to and can 
often border on pop or rock. At the same time, it 
seems that television-based music now seems to 
reach a younger audience than those listening to 
the radio. Much of the MTV audience is the same 
age as us, so it makes sense that a band like blink-
182 would be huge with MTV viewers. 
What is the biggest non-musical influence 
on the group?

We love the music we write, and it is always going 
to stay the same. We've been touring for a long 
time, and we know that we have fans who'll stick 
with us. It would be great if radio and TV work out 
because we'll have even more fans. If it doesn't, at 
least we still have that fan base we built up on the 
road. It's always something, we can fall back on. 
What is the band's biggest current frus-
tration? 
That we have to sit back and wait. Every day we 
get news from our manager, and I'm always anx-
ious to hear it. Luckily, it's been good news almost 
every day. The frustrating part is that I have to wait 
until tomorrow to find out what's going to happen 
next. I 'Lust want to get out there now and get as 
much of this as we can.•

We moved to Atlanta in 1991 because there was 
nothing going on n Jacksonville.

For three years, we 
played shows in Atlanta, and if there were two 
people at a show, one of them probably worked 
for us. It sucked.

FALL ON ME: A new R.E.M. record is an event at APM, as opposed to 
merely a "new release." This might explain why their new "Imitation Of 
Life" was by far the #1 Most Added record this week. Or maybe it's just a 
great record. KKMR PD Scott Strong said, " IT's the biggest no-brainer add 
of the year. Great hook and signature sound. It's like an old R.E.M. favorite, 
but with a fresh flavor. An instant classic." KBCO MD Keefer called it a 
"lovely, poppy, Spring and Summer-tyme (sic) song." And Mike Wolf of 
KTCZ said it's the "best song they've released in years!" Kudos to Mike 
Rittberg at Warner Bros. for putting together a textbook promo cam-
paign... KCTY had their best trend ever, rising 1.6 - 2.2 25-54. Even more 
impressive were their afternoon and evening 25-54 numbers,1.8 - 3.0 (!!) 
and 2.1 - 2.9, respectively. PD Max Bumgardner had this to say, " ft's about 
damn time we saw a little life!" Congrats to you and your staff, Max... 
Caught up with Alex Cortright at WRNR last week. He (like many of you) 
is digging the Jim White record, " especially the single ' Handcuffed...' and 
'Ten Miles To Go On A Nine Mile Road.' We're also getting great reaction 
to the Honeydogs track 'Sour Grapes' and St. Germain's 'Sure Thing,' 

which is top 5 phones."... So, I'm pondering what it 
means when a song that many APMs have been playing 
for 8 years comes back to be a hit again. I'm talking 
about Jeffrey Gaines' version of " In Your Eyes." Of 
course, you can choose to not play the song. Just know 
that there is a very good chance that your competition 
will be banging this thing a month from now (or sooner). 
If that's the case, they WILL get credit for breaking the 
song. It's already the #1 best-testing song at WPLJ in 
New York and Artemis APM guy Ray Di Pietro is doing 
a great job getting it back in current at many APMs: 
WXRT, VVXRV, WXPN, WRNR, WKOC, WZEW, 

WMVY, KCTY, WMMM, KRSH, etc., with WRLT, WITS and KRVM coming 
in this week... At a recent KCRW-sponsored Pete Yorn in-store at the Vir-
gin Megastore here in LA., more than 300 fans showed up to see a typi-
cally electrifying performance. And check this: he sold over 250 CDs!!!! At 
an IN-STORE! Remember, this is a brand-new artist! With minimal airplay 
across the country (it's still VERY early), first-week sales in airplay markets 
was very impressive (le. over 900 copies in LA. and #89 in Austin, where the 
record's on KGSR). Yorn is a Rolling Stone "Artist to Watch." Rave reviews 
have appeared in Spin and USA Today. He's done Leno and Craig IGIborn. 
MTV2 added the video. There is a lot going on with this record. If you 
haven't given " music-forthemorningafter" your full attention, you should. 
Soon. New " Life On A Chain" adds: WKOC and WMVY join KMTT, VVXPN, 
WMMM, WDET, WRLT, VVZEW, KCTY and many others... Pat Rains (Jon-
atha Brooke's manager, significant other, business genius and all-around 
great guy) checked in from the road, where Jonatha's been selling out 
1,000- 1,500-seat venues. I told him how amazing I think it is that a com-
pletely independent artist is competing effectively with the majors (" Ling-
er" is Top 15!). We eventually got around to the reason he called. Are you sit-
ting down? Apparently David Letterman was listening to Jonatha's album 
over the weekend, then came in Monday morning and instructed his staff 
to book her on the show! Jonatha on Letterman! I often refer to this project 
as the Little Engine That Could... You should have the Glen Phillips full-
length by now. Put ft on while you're scheduling or something. It a mature, 
acoustic-based record that reminds me of my favorite Elvis Costello CD, 
"King of America." ('XPN PD Bruce Warren agrees, finally, though he didn't 
get it at first)... Four words: Black Crowes "Soul Singing." Know what I'm 
talking about? Good. Now act... I know, opinions are like assholes. That said, 
here're a few new things I'm digging: Lucinda Williams' "Essence" (Lost 
Highway/IDJ), the Shea Seger track RCA has decided to go after, " Last 
Time" (#1 on the album) and a brilliant new song by Turin Brakes called

Exodus Part Chicago radio was turned 
upside down in recent weeks with the exit 
of WGCI-FM APD Jay Alan to program the 
newly created WVJM-FM. Alan topped the 
list of six WGCI employees, with the goal 
of tapping into the so-far underserved 
hip-hop audience. WGCI, long recognized 
as Mainstream Urban, has ruled the 
Chicago radio scene throughout the ' 90s 
with OM Elroy "R.C." Smith. But the high-
ly publicized exit brought undue atten-
tion to WGCI, with wonderers wondering 

what the real deal was. Smith talked to me last week to set the 
record straight: "It was an opportunity. It's like if someone 
called and asked if you'd like to be part owner of The Beat in 
Los Angeles: what would you or I do? It's an opportunity. Jay 
always wanted to be a program director. To stop him from 
that opportunity—that's just unfair." Indeed, radio personnel, 
as nomadic a group as there is, look upon their current gig as 
just that, current. They fully expect to jump at the next rung 
in their careers. "Whenever there's a chance to enhance one's 
career, let's support them, let's be behind them," Smith offers. 
"Jay's exit was not as alarming as one would think it is. It's 
awesome and something that he forewarned me. He said that 
'If there's any time I would leave you, it's if 92 ever went 
Urban.' We held onto his gig until that deal was set, versus, 
'Well, it's on you (Smith) now'. It's been a five-year relation-
ship that Jay and I had, so for me to say, ' see you later,' and 
that deal had fallen through... Hey, you've got to treat people 
right." Carla Boatner, former APD at '<MP-FM Houston, 
returns to her hometown to take Alan's APD position. Smith: 
-1'his is one of the best hires in recent history. I am totally, 
totally sold on this woman. I have major respect for her." 
Cool, but how does the specter of another station affect 
Smith's programming philosophy? "I think that we'll tweak 
wherever necessary. We know that there's a new stick, and 
we know this: we can give away $1 million to listeners, and 
guess what? They're gonna check it out. I remember, back in 
the day when I wasn't even thinking of programming, when-
ever a new station came on the air, hey, I'm all over it! That's 
going to happen just on general principle. Bottom line, you've 
gotta treat people like people. We forget about that. My whole 
thing is, after all this is said and done, we're gonna all need 
each other"... Correction: The Iconz's "Get Crunked Up" is on 
Etektra Records, not on Slip-N-Slide/Atlantic Records, as 
reported last week. S0000, reach out to Michelle Madison a 
(310) 288-3832, but, still, give love to Atlantic's recovering 
Morace Landy... Grammy-nominated (-Thong Song") produc-
ers Tim & Bob are in the studio with Az Yet (DreamWorlcs), 
Montell Jordan (Def Soul), Mandy Moore (Epic), Jordan 
Knight (Farm Club), Candace Love (Def Jam) and Adagio 
(DreamWorks). Rapper Mack 10, who recently signed with 
Cash Money/Universal, is in the studio recording his first 
label project. Expect a September release...
