At home, | program
the drum machines and all
that stuff. My d.j., Earth-
quake, helped me learn
how to do it. | produced my
own stuff. | don’t have any

big-time producer behind
me. | got me and | got a #1
record, so | guess that
automatically makes me a
big producer as well.
Y’know, that makes me
feel good.

Do you feel like you're
living out a dream-come-
true?

No doubt about it. I'm a
proven fact that dreams do
come true. You just got to
want them bad enough, and
that’s what 1 did. 1 wanted it
bad enough. | stuck with it,
didn’t die.

Many people make a big
deal out of the fact that
you're a white rapper.
They say white people who
can’t dance got the “white-
boy's disease.” And, it's a
fact. The majority of white
people can’t dance. They

have no rhythm. But they
didn't grow up in the ghet-
tos like | did.
