Know Your Criminals

Williams has made a name for
herself doing what she’s always
wanted to do — sing. Her second
album, “The Comfort Zone,” has
proven that the success of her
debut is more than beginner’s luck.
The hit singles — “Running After
You,” the title track and the chart-
topping “Saving The Best For Last”
— have made Vanessa a superstar,
earning her Grammy and “Soul
Train” award nominations. Williams
is also getting exposure via TV and
movies. She hosts VH-1’s popular
weekly series, “The Soul of VH-1,”
and has appeared in movies like
Richard Pryor’s “Another You” and
“Harley Davidson and the Marlboro
Man,” opposite Don Johnson.and
Mickey Rourke. Williams sat down
for a spell with HITS’ green-with-envy
Lynn “Roller” Blades, who kidnapped
the poor woman and refused to let
her go until Mercury'’s Ed Eckstine
would listen to her demo.

Do you feel like you're finally living in the “comfort zone”?

Just in terms of my career, at this point in my life, I've reached a point where I'm not fighting as much as |
had to before, which is comfortable. And I certainly don't think that I've made it — whatever making it is —
but | feel like I'm in a relaxed space where | can pick and choose what | want to do. I've got a great family
to come home to — a wonderful husband, two wonderful girls and a dog. Everything is pretty consistent
and that's what | like.

Does the backlash of the Miss America incident still come up?

It only comes up when | put myself on the line in an interview or on the air. But, on a day-to-day basis,
people don't come up to me and make comments. | think the public more or less realizes that it's been a
good seven years or so since that happened. They're not concerned about my past. They've accepted
me and are eager and excited to see what I'm putting out now.

How does having a family impact your career?

Having young kids keeps you in the present. You have no time to be depressed nor have an ego when
there are diapers to be changed and kids whining because they're hungry. They bring you right back to
reality. | live a very normal life when | go home, and most of my decisions have a lot to do with my family. |
get very stressed and overwhelmed because | want to spend so much time with them.

How do your kids handle your fame?

My kids think every mom does what | do. They really don't get it yet. They'll see me on TV and they'll yell
when the video is on, or they'll hear a song on the radio and say, “Mommy, that's you.” But it's no big deal to
them. I'm honestly anxious to move out of L.A. because | don’t want them to get so entrapped in the
business, which is so easy to do. You're surrounded by it. | don’t want them to get jaded. | really want them
to have a normal life and be as well-rounded as possible. But, if | really think that they're talented and their
hearts are set on getting in the business, then they can go for it... but not until they've graduated high school
and gone to college.

How difficult was it to get your first record deal?

It was hard. You walk in a room and know people are just taking the meeting out of curiosity. A lot of them
didn’t have any kind of vision. Most thought my record would be either a fast, money-making gimmick they
didn’t want to make an investment in or they just didn’t believe | was talented. You can't force somebody to
believe in you unless they see it. | was doing demos for about two-and-a-half years. It took someone to see
the vision and say, | think you're talented and I'm willing to take a chance on you — and that was Ed Eckstine,
then at Wing. Now he’s President of Mercury Records. So, he’s really done well. He always says signing
me and all the success that I've had just puts his deposit in the karma bank. He'll come back in good spirits.

Why did you go the R&B route as opposed to pop?

That's the kind of music that appealed to me. | just do music | like and feel comfortable with. But, as an
Afro-American, | do feel an allegiance to my community. When | was down and out, my community
embraced me and were the ones that said, “You'll always be our Miss America.” When the album came
out, and | had to start doing promotion, | worked all the black radio stations first. They welcomed me with
open arms and treated me with respect and dignity as a woman and a recording artist. The majority of the
quote-unquote big pop stations were the ones that took shots and showed disrespect, treating me like a
novelty and a scandalous beauty queen. I'll always remember that.

Does that treatment make you bitter?

It makes me aware. Yeah, I'm bitter to those people who took shots. | remember their names and as time
goes on, you just say I'm not going to be dealing with that person, and move on.

What kind of impact has “The Soul Of VH-1" had on your career?

“The Soul Of VH-1" has kept me visible because | started doing it before the album came out. So, it introduced
me — hey, I'm back, get ready for my music. It's not just a countdown show, it embraces the old and the
new of soul music. That's what appealed to me in the beginning and that's why I'm going to keep doing it.
What can we expect from your live shows?

I'm going to take a musical approach. I'm not going to have a lot of costume and scenery changes,
because I can’t afford it. | want it to be a musical experience. &

There probably isn’t anything you would-
n‘t expect from devil-may-care P.1.L.
frontman John Lydon. From his days as
Sex Pistol Johnny Rotten, he’s delighted
in being pop’s Anti-Christ, @ musical mouth-
piece for the malcontent, spewing forth a
tirade of obscenity and rage all in his
signature frenzied wail. He sees P.LL. as
“a think tank,” with a premium placed
on “concepts.” In the early ‘80s, P.l.L's
visceral and strangely rhythmic punk/funk/
industrial noise fusions were ahead of
their time, particularly Lydon’s ‘83 hit
“World Destruction” with hip-hop
founder Afrika Bambaataa. So what's
Lydon up to now? His tenth album, “That
What Is Not,” was produced by sludge-
rock maestro Dave Jerden (Jane’s
Addiction, Alice In Chains) and features
the Tower of Power Horns, Bonnie Bramlett
and the type of screaching guitars that
would make Slash proud. Has Lydon
totally lost it this fime? HITS’ sultry Marisa
“She’s A" Fox tracks down our man at
spring break in Tempa, Florida, where he's
joined MTV’s “120 Minutes” Tour and
registered at his hotel as John Throgmorton.

TIME FOR A CUP OF JOE AND A DOUGHNUT
WITH JOHN LYDON BY MARISA FOX

What qualities of yours have endured through the years?

Well, I've always been consistent in my respect for music, all kinds of it, regardless of genre.
And ['ve never been fearful of change. We never repeat ourselves. It's a fact. We've never
settled for formulas or tried to live up fo some preconceived notion of what a band should
be. We're a democratic corporation. And these albums aren't just one-offs. | have an
obligation to sound better and better.

What themes are you exploring on “That What Is Not”?

Life and not so much death. Honesty and dishonesty. Stupid expectations. | mean the human
race is such a selfish race. Everything we do is based on self-projection. That's why the
world’s in the mess it's in. | wish there were an alternative to the human race because if
there was, I'd seriously consider joining it. Perhaps there is. | know not. Space may be the
place. But then again, I'm not Sun Ra, so how would | know?

The album is about being aware of things that seem like things they’re not. It's about
hypocrisy. Surfaces deceive. “Acid Drops” deals with censorship, not only in music but in
general. But of course, you can’t say that bloody word “acid” without people thinking that
it's about drugs and trying fo shut you up. America seems to be in quite a crisis. It's being
run by these religious fundamentalists who are trying fo set up a system akin to Iraq’s
censorship. | guess the First Amendment doesn’t mean anything. Freedom of speech, but
only if you say what we want you fo say.

So P.L.L. is your way of shocking people into reacting?

It's a think tank that promotes honesty, facing problems head on, while entertaining you and
giving you good value for your money. Not bad. That's the problem with the industry; it's be-
come a dinosaur. It no longer stands for anything. It's all about ego and self-promotion, and

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who can hog the limelight longest. And | don't care what category you're talking about — rap,
metal or dance. All these categories are all way too narrow anyway. How are you ever supp-
osed to support growth and honest exploitation if everyone abides by these restricting rules?

Sounds grim.

Well it doesn’t have to be because there’s a wonderful world out there, but you have to grab
the lot of it and go out and take some chances and dare yourself. People are so stupidly
spiteful to themselves. They're depriving themselves of a better life because they’re too afraid
to make their own choices. And | can’t for the life of me imagine what they have to gain by
sticking to the same old, bloody rules.

Security?

Well, where's the fun in that? [s that living... to bleed amongst the sheep and be part of the
flockz And where is the security in lining yourself up for the slaughter? Because every sheep
has a shepherd who will take you there. I've never been able fo tolerate mediocrity. It just
never appealed to me. | decided that | would never be denied anything that | really believed
in. When | see things that infuriate me, | can’t shut up.

So what's your beef at the moment?

Bigotry. Fundamental groups who see what they want to see. That's another meaning to
“That What Is Not.” I've always believed that filth and perversion are in the eye of the
beholder. Things aren’t innately perverted. | can't for the life of me understand the term
pornography. | don’t care who sticks what where, as long as there’s no harm to me.

Things can’t be that horrible these days. | heard you just bought a home in Malibu.

I love these rumors. No, | don’t live in Malibu. | live in bloody London. But | do spend fime
out in Malibu, where | have a very excellent life. Do you think that if | lived in Malibu, |
would be sitting here in bloody Tampax?

And you can’t live here because you can’t get a green card?

Well, | haven't really tried for a green card. | could never redlly live in any one place. I'm
far too much of a gypsy. | love exploring dll of the great outside. There aren’t just four walls.

Nearly 13 years ago, Toni Halliday’s first band, Incest, scored her a
record deal and caught the eye of Eurythmic Dave Stewart. Stewart
went on to become Halliday's friend, savvy advisor and one of the
biggest influences in her life — introducing Halliday to then-
Eurythmics member and future Curve co-conspirator Dean Garcia.
After that first collaboration, a band called State of Play, broke apart,
the duo tentatively reunited in Curve, which Stewart signed to his
Anxious label. In 1991, Curve released three UK EPs — “Blindfold,”
“Frozen” and “Cherry” — assaulting the PoMo music world with a
hypnotic wall of sensual sound. “Doppleganger,” Curve’s full-length
debut, fulfills the promise of those EPs. A dense and tasty swirl of
body-slamming rhythms and creamy vocals, “Doppleganger” seems
destined to break the Stateside ice.

I'm there with him all the time when he’s doing the music and I try
to think about what the music says to me and where it puts me.

What are the songs about?

I don't want to be that literal. I want people to be able to find themselves in
it. I don't mind if they get the lyrics wrong, if they think it's saying
something else. That's how people become involved in music.

What kind of image do you think the band has?

We never ever think about it, or have any concept of image. I've never
bought stage clothes in my life. What we travel in when we’re going up and
down the motorway in our mini-bus is usually what we go on stage in, to
be quite honest. I love clothes, and I like to think how to make myself look
good, but it’s never done with any sort of pre-thought.

How did you meet Dave Stewart?

1 was on this local TV program when I was 14, being interviewed about my
band. It just so happened Dave was in the area and saw the program. One
of the questions they asked me was “Who do you really like?” and [ said I
thought Debbie Harry and Chrissie Hynde were fantastic but Annie Lennox
was totally brilliant. At the time, he and Annie were in the Tourists. It was
very difficult to hear Annie because the guys sang a lot. She was more like a
keyboard player/backing vocalist. But on the b-side, Annie was singing
away at the top of her voice. She was so incredible. Really rich and
expressive. So Dave rang up after seeing me on the telly, and we met up.
He was the one who actively encouraged me to move to London, which 1
did when 1 was 16. The deal with my mother was, if I didn't make it, I could
always go home. When I had heen there about six months, I rang Dave up
and said, I'm here! We became really good friends and mates and he always
kept an eye out for me to make sure [ didn't get into too much trouble.
How do you feel British musicians differ from American musicians?
The English are obsessed by music. For Americans and, for that matter,
most Europeans, music is in a certain box and takes up a certain portion of
your life. Whereas in England, we live and breathe it. A lot of English
musicians aren't as accomplished as Americans. Americans are usually
really fantastic players and they can do really fast guitar things while the
British are always struggling behind. They're just really lazy. They can't be
bothered to learn how to play the thing.

Are you that way?

Yeah. I picked up the guitar many times and I actually know a few chords
and even play some guitar on the album, but I'm really crap. By now, I
could've gotten a whole pile better. 1 did work with my voice, though. 1
trained for about three-and-a-half years because I wanted to be able to last
through a tour without losing my voice.

What bands do you admire?

I like music that pushes barriers back, and there are quite a few bands
doing that now. They're coming up to the forefront, bubbling from the
underground, seeping up from the gutter. My Bloody Valentine do it. Jesus
and Mary Chain do it.

You seem like a very directed person. Is there something you feel
particularly intense about?

This is going to stop every American from buying our record, but I'm an
intensely anti-religion person. I think we should just become heathens and
forget that it ever happened. I'm not talking about spiritual things or being a
spiritual person, I'm talking about the Book, and the Word of God. What is
the Word of God anyway? Somebody fucking tell me. All I know is it kills
loads of people and it always has throughout history. I just hope, way after
my death, my great-grandchildren will look back and laugh at organized
religion as some sort of weird joke. We did this track called “Die Like A
Dog," and the whole main chorus of it is “Peace in a world/Free from
religion/Peace in a world/Where everyone gets heaven.” That's the most
vocal 1 ever get about it because I don't want the band to be a political
machine, but Dean and I are very political people with very strong ideals. %

AN EXCLUSIVE HITS INTERVIEW WITH FOURPLAY BY JOE MEDWICK

No, they’re not the jazz version of the Travelin
to-be supergroup Little Village. What they are is Fourplay,
stirring up quite a storm on the Quiet Storm charts with the
Harvey Mason, along with Eric Clapton’s bottom-end man
more traditional kind of sound that in some ways harks back to the days of groups like the Modern Jazz Qu

g Wilbury’s or the Texas Tornadoes or even the John Hiatt-Ry Cooder-Nick Lowe-Jim Keltner soon-
the brainchild of recently annointed Warner Bros. jazz bigwig Bob James, and they are
ir self-titled debut on WB. Consisting of fusion funkoid giants James, Lee Ritenour and
Nathan East, Fourplay has thankfully laid off the machines and come up with a much

performing players with four equal leaders, writers and arrangers. Given this high-road approach, why any of them agreed to talk to HITS’ a-
rhythmic skin-thumper “Eat At” Joe Medwick is still a mystery to us.

Bob James

How did the group get together
and what makes this collaboration
so special?

Bob James: This group came about because we all
harbored a secret fantasy of finding the right people to
form it. It might have stayed just a secret fantasy, if
not for the fact that | was in the studio recording my
“Grand Piano Suite” album for Warner Bros. and had
these other three guys there and we were working as a
quartet. | was having a great time and | felt it was an
ideal way of approaching music by a quartet. I've
known Harvey Mason for many, many years. | was
just getting to know Lee and Nathan | was meeting for
the first time, but we hit it off so quickly both in the
friendship sense and musically that | immediately felt
right about the situation.

Nathan East Lee Ritenour

thinking it was going to be a reality, but everyone felt
very positive about it and it progressed very, very
quickly after that. The timing was right in that | was
just about to escalate my relationship with Wamer
Bros. by getting involved as an executive. | think this
is pretty much directly what Mo Ostin and Lenny
Waronker had in mind for me to do — to come up
with ideas based on my expertise and tastes | felt
would be successful. | was in the driver's seat right off
the bat to be able to come in and say, “This is the
one,” and | really don't think they would have shot me
down right away. But they loved the idea from the
beginning and that helped a lot.

Bob has said that he would like to
see Fourplay become a perform-
ance group like MJQ. Given your

this revolution... we never had an anti-feeling about it.
In light of Miles’ passing, where
do you see jazz going and what
legacy has he left for you to build
upon?

Bob: We were all deeply affected by the legacy that
Miles left — his influence and his musical courage of not
resting on his laurels while experimenting and changing.
| happen to believe that is a very important factor in the
spiritand essence of jazz. And | say it about Miles in spite
of some of my own tastes. It was always easy for me to
wish Miles would've done some stuff like he did in the
old Gil Evans days. We all do that. But that's sort of our
problem, not the artist's. We shouldn’t expect them to
keep cranking it out just to please us — we're really only
indulging ourselves that way.

Nathan East It really was Bob's baby. He won-
dered if it would be possible for us to come together a
month out of the year to make a record and maybe a
month out of the year to tour. Next thing you know, he
was sending us FAX's around the world saying how
Warners was interested, and he kind of kept it going
until we actually set a date to rehearse. He told
everybody to write some material and we'd see what
we could come up with.

Well it’s one thing to talk about
doing something and another to
actually be in a position to do
something about it.

Nathan: Of course. It didn't hurt to have Bob as the
main jazz guy over there at Wamer Bros.!

Bob: | brought it up just to pass the time of day, not

schedules, can you do it?

Bob: | really felt from the start that this should be a
performance band and a quartet in the truest sense of
the word. The spirit and structure of the music is like
the jazz equivalent of a string quartet, where each
voice has a very exposed position in relationship to
what's going on in the music. That's a much bigger
challenge now than it was 30 years ago when the
Modern Jazz Quartet was first doing it because we are
so dominated by technology. It is so easy to add
elements, to layer, to overdub, to manipulate and to
turn a piece of music into a preduction. it's much
more difficult to think in terms of stripping down to
the bare ingredients and, with all four of us having
been involved in that electronic revolution, it's even
tougher because we're not people who have resisted

We're trying, in some way, to make our version of
that statement. | don't think that any of the four of us
are particularly out on the edge or avant-garde artists.
| did that somewhat when | was in college and first
got to New York, but while | found it was somewhat of
a dead-end street for me, I've always been influenced
by it. I've always tried to listen to a great many things
and approach each new project as a new challenge. |
believe that we were all feeling that with Fourplay. We
never sat around having a discussion about how can
we do something that's different than anything that's
happened before in jazz. It was more, “OK, we all have
this variety of experiences that seems to have just jel-
led into something special when we play together.” We
also felt it would be really fun to play in a democratic
group and, in the end, that's really where it's at.
