' na Edwards, in Windsor, Ontario, the brown -haired, green-eyed Twain has always had her feet planted in 

V..! ' two worlds-one glamorous, the other rustic. Her parents were huge country music fans who encouraged 

their daughter, at age 6, to sing at telethons, old -age homes and community centers. By high school, Twain 

was singing up to four nights a week in bands. In the summers, she worked at her parents' reforestation 

plant, heading up a 13 -man crew. 

Deciding to pursue a music career full-time, she relocated to Toronto, upon graduation, where she per- 

formed in various settings, from nightclubs to opening for Bernadette Peters with the Toronto Symphony 

Orchestra. When Twain was 21, both her parents were tragically killed in an automobile accident, leaving 

her to care for five younger siblings. Her life turned upside-down, she quickly found a stable singing job at 

Deerhurst Inn in Huntsville, Ont., headlining productions from musical comedy to Andrew Lloyd Webber, of- 

ten dolled up in sequined gowns. In 1990, Twain found strength to push herself even harder. She shed her 

birth name and adopted Shania, Ojibway for "I'm on my way" and eventually she was-to Nashville, TN, 

where the Canadian landed a deal with Mercury Records. 
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As a newcomer to Music City, she wasn't encouraged to record her own songs for her '93 self -titled debut. It wasn't until famed producer Robert 

John "Mutt" Lange {Bryan Adams, Def Leppard] approached her to collaborate on her own material that she was able to inject her rock & roll atti- 

tude into a sophomore album, "The Woman In Me." Mutt then produced-and married-Twain and the album made her a superstar, selling an in- 

credible 12 million albums worldwide. 

For her third release, "Come On Over" (Mercury), Mutt again produced and co -wrote the more pop -oriented album with Twain. The instant top -

YOU'RE IN THE MIDST OF PUTTING TOGETHER A BACKING BAND? 

For the past few months, that's been going on. Every time I've 

had some extra time, I've been holding auditions. At each au- 
dition, I usually find somebody that's suited for the band. 
WHAT TYPE OF BAND DO YOU HAVE IN MIND? 

The band at the moment is nine pieces-three violinists, 
a bass player, drummer, two electric guitar players, a 

steel player and pianist. 
WILL YOU BE PLAYING ANY GUITAR? 

We haven't put the show itself together, but I think I'll play 

some acoustic guitar. 
PEOPLE THINK THIS IS YOUR FIRST TOUR, BUT YOU'VE 

BEEN PERFORMING LIVE SINCE YOU WERE A KID. 

"The Woman In Me" album was actually the first time I 

didn't tour. I think it's easier to explain it like that. 
BUT THIS TOUR IS DIFFERENT IN THAT IT WILL PUT YOU ON 

THE ROAD FOR A YEAR -AND -A -HALF. 

To be honest with you, I've never not toured. Up until I 

got my record deal, I never stopped singing live. I never 
went a whole week without singing somewhere.

If anything, 
when you're touring on this level, you can set more time 
aside for yourself than if you're under contract with a 

group or a club.

I think diet mostly. And pacing yourself because, like I 

You have to do 
a lot of press and promotion; you're meeting a lot of 
fans face-to-face... You're faced with things that are un- 
usual for most people, not just artists. It's a unique sit- 
uation. So the demands are great physically and psycho- 
logically. You really have to be on, positive and up all the 
time, which is sometimes very difficult. It's one thing to 
be that way on-stage, but now all of a sudden you have to 
be that way all the time, so that can be tiring. The main 
thing is to try to pace yourself, so you don't get worn-out 
or run-down. 
HOW WILL YOU SELECT THE MATERIAL TO PLAY? WILL YOU GO 

BACK TO THE FIRST ALBUM, WHICH DOESN'T SEEM TO HAVE 

AS MUCH PERSONALITY AS THE OTHER TWO? 

The first album is not original material, so I'm not really 
interested in doing those songs. But a couple of them were 

quite big hits, #I number one songs, though, so I can't not 
do them. Whatever the audience wants to hear... 
WILL YOU BE REARRANGING THE OLD MATERIAL? 

All the music I perform will have live arrangements, so the 
songs'll have new personalities. 
HOW MUCH DOES MUTT HELP YOU OUT IN TERMS OF

the demands aren't necessarily how long you're on the 
road. I mean, if you're a musician or a singer on the road, 
and you're not the star, you're probably on the road more 
than the star because you have to work from week to week. 

There's no way you can just decide, "I think I'll stop my 

bookings for a month to write some songs," because 
you're living from week to week. People take that for 
granted. I'm sure, most celebrities that are now touring 
once toured from week to week and weren't able to say, 

"I'm going to take a few months off the road to record an 
album now. " Of course, when you're a recording artist, 
it's necessary; you do have to take that time. It's not like 

time off. Most people, especially like myself, who have 

been touring through their youth, are not surprised to be 
on the road for any length of time. 

It's a joint effort between Mutt and I. A lot of it depends 
on how I want to perform the songs. Mutt's definitely go- 
ing to be helping a lot with rehearsing the band, so I can 
be free to do all the other things that I have to do. 
IS HE HELPING SELECT THE PLAYERS? 

No, he hasn't so far, which is kind of surprising. I thought 
it was completely going to be that way, but what ended up 
happening is he was so involved with finishing up the album 
during the process of selection that I had to go most of the 
time by myself to audition these guys, which was pretty 
funny since I'm not a musician. But I've worked with mu- 
sicians all my life so it actually was quite fun. 
ARE YOU USING ANY OF THE SAME PLAYERS THAT PLAYED 

ON THE ALBUM? 

The musicians on this record are pretty much strictly stu- 
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dio musicians. They're not interested in going on the road. 
They have their career in the studio. 
DO YOU HAVE ANY IDEA OF THE TYPE OF SHOW YOU WANT TO 

PRESENT? IS IT GOING TO BE FLASHY, WITH COSTUME CHANGES 

AND CHOREOGRAPHY? 

We haven't gotten into the nitty-gritty of the production yet. 
But just to give you a general feel, most of the excitement is go- 
ing to come from the music and the performance. It's not go- 
ing to have video onstage. It's not going to have choreographed 
dancers. It's not going to have hydraulics. It's not going to be 
as slick as that. I mean, I want great lights and great sound. The 
live arrangements in and of themselves are going to be exciting 
and more dramatic. Live is something you can experiment with 
a little bit. And there'll be audience participation. I'm very 

much into breaking down the barrier between audience and 
performer, so selecting the band was based a lot on their ener- 
gy level, their ability to perform together and play off each oth- 
er. I want it to be a band. I want them to involve the audience. 
I want it to be a party. 
WILL YOU PLAY LARGE THEATERS OR ARENAS AND STADIUMS? 

Well, it started off in small theatres, and then we decided that 
wasn't going to do it... not for the kind of show I want. I want 
something much more energetic than that. I think it would be 
too much for a smaller place. We want to go into venues that 
aren't too big for what we're doing. I guess each city will dictate 
what the best place is, but it won't be small theatres anymore. 
Hopefully, we'll do sheds. That kind of place is more what we're 
talking about right now. Like I said, that's something we haven't 
decided on completely yet. 
IS IT TRUE THAT YOU'RE GOING TO TAKE YOUR HORSES ON THE 

ROAD WITH YOU? 

Absolutely. Wherever there is an equestrian facility, I will ride. 
There are plenty of places where you can cross-country ride just 
outside of each city. [Laughs] And where there isn't one, I 

could always join the Mounties and head into a park. 
THERE'S A PLAYFUL, TONGUE-IN-CHEEK ATTITUDE TO YOUR 

LYRICS. 

I like to have fun with music. The purpose of music for me is to 
entertain. I'm not out there to be Einstein. I'm making music 
for records, not for text books. I'm looking to entertain and 
inspire people, make them feel good or stir up emotions. I like 

adult, in my 3os, getting comfortable with the fact that I'm fe- 
male, and if I bounce when I walk, then that's just life. It doesn't 
mean you're showing off and it doesn't mean it gives people the 
right to touch you. That's why I wanted to write this song. 
"BLACK EYES, BLUE TEARS" ALSO TAKES A DARK SUBJECT AND 

LIBERATES IT. 

I know people who have been abused. I've been in that environ- 
ment, so it was something I wanted to write about. But I was so 

tired of hearing the subject come off as miserable. Everyone talks 

about it, but it never gets sung about from the triumphant per- 
spective. I wanted to write about life after surviving abuse, as op- 
posed to writing about the abuse itself. There's no story. It's 
meant to paint a picture of what it feels like after you escape it and 
survive. It's more inspirational that way. 

DID YOU DATE A LOT GROWING UP OR WERE YOU ALWAYS SO 

CAREER -ORIENTED? 

I was very career -oriented. I always had boyfriends who were sup- 
portive and understood that, at any time, if the opportunity came 
up, I was gone. I was always detached and that was accepted. I 

would never have gone out with anyone who couldn't accept that. 
I was really only seriously prepared for marriage when I met Mutt. 
That was it. I knew I was going to be married. 
DO YOU FIND, EVEN AFTER SELLING MILLIONS OF ALBUMS, THAT 

PEOPLE TAKE YOU LESS SERIOUSLY BECAUSE YOU'RE AN AT- 

TRACTIVE FEMALE? 

Yes, absolutely. It goes with the territory. There are a great many 
people out there who will always jump to that conclusion. So 

yeah, my actual talents, I guess, get under -appreciated or over- 
looked. But it's my choice to be entertaining visually. I know that 
it's going to be misunderstood at times, but I don't care. If I 

wanted to downplay my looks, I could. I could shave my head and 
not wear make-up. I could not be feminine if I wanted to. We can 
all be unattractive and we can all be attractive. I choose to be as at- 
tractive as I can be, because that's the way I feel best, and so I want 

to do that without feeling intimidated by people who refuse to ac- 
cept my talent for what it is. I want to be appreciated for both. I 

don't want to have to downplay the way I look just to be respected 
for my mind because I think that's doing myself and women a a 

great disservice. 

HAVE YOU HAD MANY MOVIE OR TELEVISION OFFERS? 

During "The Woman In Me," a bunch of things came in. It got

All women have had 
these experiences. I personally felt compelled to write it, mostly 
coming from my teens. I developed very young, when I was 13-14. 

years old, when boys don't have boundaries set yet. You go from 
playing football with them to all of a sudden 
being the one that's bouncing down the 
field, so it's kind of a hard adjustment. I 

withdrew very much because of that whole 
period of my life, so I'm just finally, as an 

to the point where I said, "Let's stop this. I'm not 
looking right now. I was just curious." Being curi- 
ous, you end up getting scripts and then having to 
take the time to read them. There isn't enough time 
right now, but I think it's an interesting thing for me 
to experience at some time. 
HAS MUTT HELPED YOU GET THROUGH YOUR QUICK RISE? 

The way we live has helped a lot because we both love being in 
the wilderness. We love to canoe; we love to horseback ride; we 

love to do all those things that don't involve the public at all. If 
I had somebody who was always interested in being out socially, 
it would drive me crazy because I'd have no escape. Having 
somebody who likes the seclusion helps me a great deal because 
I have that balance in my life now.

How have you evolved creatively since the early days 
of busking? 
When I started playing in the subway, I needed really great 
songs. I would find these kooky little songs and sort of res- 
urrect them. It's a very traditional art. Dylan did it for 
Woody Guthrie and Jimmie Rodgers. I love to champion 
people like Elliott Smith and I was doing Shawn Colvin 
songs before she even had a record deal. My first couple of 
EPs were made up of songs that had been floating around 
my life for a long time. It's like songs are your daughters and 
then it's their wedding day. You want them to be at their 
most beautiful and to have a good life. I had to release these 
songs and get on with my own. Some of these covers are 
the best songs ever written, so it's hard to be brave and say 
I can do this now. Many of the songs I cover may be ob- 
scure, but they're universal in their meaning. I needed 
songs that could be understood by everybody, but I'm a 

very dark person and, with some of the songs I write now, 
people might not get it. 
But your originals seem to incorporate universal themes. 
They do, but you haven't heard a lot of the songs I've writ- 
ten [laughs]. It's a little bit selfish. I'd rather release a song 
that I can really share. I hear other people's music and even 
if it's somewhat beautiful, I have no idea what they're talk- 
ing about sometimes. Some people get really into it, and it 
becomes this nouveau cool thing, but I just don't get it. It's 
theirs, and that's the kind of music I start to write some- 
times. Then I think, "Oh no," because I get it, but I don't 
think anyone else will. I'd rather share a lighter topic. 
So have you been writing a lot of feel -good songs lately? 
Recently I have. One of the good things about bad rela- 
tionships is that you can get some good songs out of 
them. When life is going well, you don't really take a 
break from buying the puppies, eating the ice cream and 
going to the movies to stop and write a song. It's such a 
weirdly introspective, lonely thing. It's hard to write a 
happy song without it being corny. You can write a mil- 
lion lost -at -love songs, but when you get the love it's 
like, oh no-cornball [laughs]. 
Do you still busk? 
Oh, definitely. I'll always do it. I still can't get over the club 
thing where people pay beforehand. I wish people could 

pay as they leave or they could give me a dollar after each 
song. In the subway or the street, it was like, "Do they like 
me? Oh, there's a dollar, they must." Then you play a club, 
people clap, and I'm like, "They didn't give me anything- 
they hate me," forgetting that they already paid. Then I 

feel all this pressure. I hate that. 
Do you get nervous when you play? 

I never, ever get nervous when I play in the street or the 
subway, but when I'm on-stage I lose it-anxiety attacks 
and the whole thing. It's awful. 
How is this album different? 
It's got more of a rock and pop edge, but you can hear the 
elements of what I love underneath it. The Nick Saloman 
song, "Down Along The Lea," is just perfect. It sounds like 
old Fairport Convention. It's a little bit Led Zeppeliny too, 
and people just don't do that-they'd be too scared. It's a 
sweet song that gives a little jolt to the rest of the record. 
Nick and I co -wrote a bunch of stuff on the record. 
Is your work opening some doors for him? 
I guess I kind of helped him get a publishing deal with 
BMG. He's a total genius. He's got over 3,000 songs. 
Teenage Fanclub just covered a song of his, "He'd Be A Di- 
amond," which is on my EP before "Martian Saints." I'd 
love to get into publishing. Some day I can say I found this 
guy. I've always wanted to work in the music business, and 
I just stumbled onto playing. Why should I look outside for 
an artist to work with, when I could mold myself into an 
artist? I made myself into the artist I wanted to work with. 
I think I would still like to be in publishing, because I want 
to find a home for all of these songs. 
What do you think drove you so strongly toward making 
music? 
If you know that there's a song in your life, whether it's 
yours or someone else's, and you know that song deserves 
to be heard, I think you instinctively know when you can't 
not let it out. For me, it was when I heard this Shawn 
Colvin song and I said, that song must be heard by many 
people, including myself. I didn't start until I was 24, so I 

had a lot of catching up to do. But, it was too important 
and I didn't hear enough people, especially women, doing 
that. I was looking around the subway, and it was all these 
dudes. So, I figured I'd give it a shot. J 

Not unlike the omnipotence her sur- 
name connotes, folk-indie darling 

Mary Lou Lord has risen from the un- 
derground-in more ways than one- 

and lo! thou shalt bow before her 
greatness. She started out as an en- 
chanting busker, juxtaposed against 

the harsh din of streets and subways 
from Massachusetts to London. Later, 
after befriending Tinuviel of Kill Rock 

Stars, Lord was again juxtaposed 
against a different kind of din, becom- 
ing one of the mellower artists on that 

imprint and releasing a handful of 
original and cover tunes. Lord soon 

met Margaret Mittleman of BMG Mu- 
sic Publishing and recalls thinking, 
"She kept sending me tapes of this 

kooky genius she'd signed. I thought 
she must be great to go out on a limb 
for this guy who's obviously not going 

to sell a single record, just because she 
loved the music." After signing with 
Mittleman, Lord realized her psychic 
powers had failed her, the kooky ge- 

nius known as Beck was huge and 15 
major labels began to court Lord. 

Charmed by the WORK Group's Jor- 
dan Harris and Jeff Ayeroff, who 

braved sub -zero temperatures to watch 
her subway gigs, Lord now has a major 

label debut, "Got No Shadow" 
(WORK), to show for it. Her DIY aes- 

thetic is infused with a glossy, pop -rock 
edge, helped along by producers Rob 

Schnapf and Tom Rothrock. She has 
continued to collaborate with one of her 

heroes, British singer -songwriter Nick 
Saloman of the Bevis Frond, and is also 

joined by such luminaries as Shawn 
Colvin, Elliott Smith and Roger 

McGuinn. Covers include a gorgeous ver- 
sion of Freedy Johnston's "Lucky One" 
and several of Saloman's gems such as 

"Lights Are Changing." Meanwhile, 
Lord's originals include a new rendition 

of her shimmering "Some Jingle Jangle 
Morning." The Baroness of Busk spent a 

few moments with H ITS' own street - 
urchin, Alexa Joy "To The World" Sher- 

man, who held out the hat expecting 
payment for the following drivel.

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TIME TO GO THE EXTRA MILE WITH BEH\N JOHNSON 
BY HEIDI SHERMAN 
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Iles Davis was a legendary trumpeter. He had a great impact 
on rock & roll and his outspoken social criticism remains con- 
troversial even today, after his death. Abbie Hoffman was a 

mythic fugitive with a tremendous impact on '60s hippie ide- 
ology who was forced into hiding. It's nothing short of poetic 

justice that these two patriarchs of underground American ideals 
should find unity after their respective deaths. 

Monica Behan is Abbie's goddaughter. Growing up in a house 
with eight other siblings, she found comfort in Abbie and his wife's 
home, even though the couple was living on the lam. Deron Johnson was 
one of the last musicians to share a stage with Miles. At only 25 years old, he 

was hand-picked to travel the world and tinkle the ivories with the godfather of 
jazz. And while Behan and Johnson come from two different worlds, somewhere 
in the minds of their mentors, there was always a philosophical overlap. 

Six -and -a -half years ago, the two kids who were so heavily influenced by two I 
of the '60s most dynamic cultural icons found each other in, of all places, Los An- 
geles. Maybe because of their strange similarities-or their unique differences-Monica and Deron were introduced as potential writing partners. Finally, each 
found that missing piece, that ineffable something which sparks the flow of creative juice and emotional magic. They found in one another a friend, a lover and a 
musical partner to create the duo's blend of folk, jazz and rock. Thus was born Behan Johnson. 

The duo has just released their first, self -titled CD on RCA Records, overflowing with poignant lyrics and folky rhythms. Just before the album hit the racks, 
H ITS' own fugitive from justice, Heidi "And Go Seek" Sherman, hooked up with Behan and Johnson to discuss live-in love, the nature of art and the cultural he- 
roes who changed their lives.

Where are you guys from originally? 
Monica Behan : I'm from Watertown, at the tip 
of New York state, by the Canadian border. But 
I lived in N.Y.C. for seven years. I moved out to 
L.A. in '89, and I met Deron in'91. He was play- 
ing with Miles Davis at the time. 
What was that like? 
Deron Johnson: It was great. I played a various 
array of keyboards. But it all happened so fast, 
and ended so fast. 
You were with him up until he died? 
Johnson: Yeah. We did a show at the Holly- 
wood Bowl on August 25, and a month after 
that, Miles ssas dead. But it was an amazing ex- 
perience. 
What was it that made you want to play your 
own music? 
Johnson: There's something about writing that 
gives you more back. More than just a paycheck 
every week. 
Is working for hire frustrating? 
Johnson: I guess it can be after 20 years. But I 

was young, and it was a means for me to meet 
people. Most of the time, I was playing music 
that 1 listened to growing up, so that was cool. It 
was a period of learning. I learned a great deal by 
looking over other people's shoulders. It was al- 
ways fun and exciting. 
Piano isn't the easiest instrument to take on 
the road, is it? 
Johnson: That's a problem. I have a little key -

hoard that I take around with me, but sometimes 
I have to rent pianos for gigs. I hope to he at the 
point where I can play acoustic piano wherever I 

am. It's my favorite thing to touch... to play. 
Behan: ILaughsl Thanks a lot. 
It must be hard to work, travel and live with 
your significant other. 
Behan: We really enjoy each other's company. 
Deron's my most favorite person to hang out 
with. Period. Barring that we're lovers, I find 
him to he consistently stimulating. 
Don't you start to become each other after 
spending all that time together? 
Behan: You do have to fight more to be who you 
are in this type of relationship. I find that I do 
stand up to the plate more and stick my neck out 
to differentiate myself... musically and personal- 
ly. Spending so much time together, in a way, 
pushes you to understand yourself better. 
How did you initially meet? 
Johnson: A publisher in L.A. thought we'd be 
good for each other. I'd been doing the work -for - 
hire thing for a hunch of years. Monica had been 
working with a few other musicians, and it was- 
n't working out too well. So our first meeting was 
to write together. 
What took you so long to put out an album? 
Behan: When you take people from two differ- 
ent worlds and put them together, you need to 
take some time for derailment and to find a com- 
mon track to ride on. That took the first couple

of years. Then we chugged along a little more 
naturally together. Deron's background is jazz 
and funk, and mine is folk and rock, so there 
were things brought to the table that were new. 
Trying to find ways for them to work together, 
without shutting too much of one element out, 
was hard. 
Johnson: We were writing music, but we didn't 
know what it would be for. It's only been over 
the last few years that we've really thought of 
ourselves as artists, as we've become more self -re- 
alized. We still need to know ourselves better. 
Do you use your music as therapy? 
Behan: I remember a really painful time when I 

performed the song "This Time," which is about 
my parents' divorce, for the first time live in 
front of both of them. That was pretty painful, 
but it was therapeutic. I'd be far more prolific if I 

kept more of my feelings inside. But music isn't 
my only avenue of expression. 
Do you think that listeners need to know about 
your personal lives in order to fully appreciate 
your music? 
Johnson: It depends how you look at it. Who's 
to say uu hat the true meaning of a song or a 

painting is anyway? It's just important to get out 
of it whatever emotions come naturally. Artistic 
expression is cathartic, and whatever it is that 
the artist needs to let out might not relate to the 
audience. I think art serves to keep communica- 
tion lines open.

TIME TO RING THE LIBERTY BELL WITH KING BRITT 
BY HEIDI SHERMAN 

Even the title, "When the 
Funk Hits the Fan" (Ovum/ 
RuffHouse/Columbia), 
evokes a soulful '70s vibe, 
heavy with thumpin' beats, 
club culture, "Saturday 
Night Fever" and gold lamé. 
In six words, it summarizes 
an epoch when groovin' bod- 
ies partied all night long on 
the dance floor, and a DJ 
could save a life. With a title 
reeking of the disco era, it 
comes as no surprise that 
former Digable Planet DJ 
King Britt chose to set the 
clock back to 1977 for his 
day -in -the -life -of -a -DJ con- 
cept album. And coming 
from this seasoned 
turntable-ologist, whose in- 
fluences range from Sun Ra 

to Gamble & Huff to the Art 
Of Noise, neither does the 
acid -jazz, modern groove of 
his Sylk 130 collective. 

Born in Philadelphia, 
King's introduction to the 
musical universe that re- 
volved around his birthplace 
came at an early age. Mom 
listened to Billie Holiday on 
the radio and dad spun 

James Brown on the 
turntable, but what really 
got his creative streak 
sparking were the soulful, 
organic sounds of the Philly 
International label. From his 
earliest block parties to his 
weekly gigs spinning gold at 
local clubs, King constantly 
reflected respect for his 
homestead through his 
choice of music and his 
hand -selected musical part- 
ners, such as Bahamadia. 
Even after completing his 
first solo album (which is ac- 
tually a group effort) and 
inking a deal with N.Y.C.- 
based Columbia Records to 
release albums under his 
own label moniker, 
Ovum/RuffHouse Records, 
King still stays true to his 
roots. His home is in the 
heart of Philly. 

King got cozy with 
HITS' former Disco Tex 
and the Discolettes mem- 
ber Heidi "And the Lonely 
Goatherd" Sherman to 
chat about New Wave, 
tacky '80s fashions and 
how to get into Studio 54. 

You're from Philadelphia. 
Born and raised, 29 years. If you've never moved 
around, if you've only lived in one place, that's 
your life. And you always want to give wherever 
you're from props. Everything's been so positive in 
Philly music, since the Philly International times, 
and it was such a big influence. It was like a fami- 
ly atmosphere. Everyone was from Philadelphia, 
and everyone worked together and really brought 
it into the spotlight. It was a very soulful, organic, 
funky sound, with beautiful string arrangements- 
it was all about the arrangements. Philadelphia 
has influenced me so much, that's why I want to 
give back by always talking about it, always using 
musicians and artists from Philly, keepin' it home - 
based, trying to bring it back into the limelight. I 

want to keep my focus at home. There's so much 
talent there. 
What was your first introduction to this whole 
musical world? 
My mom, who's on the album-we're in the 
kitchen talking about vocalists- she was totally 
into vocals, jazz, soul, Sun Ra and Billie Holiday. 
But my dad, who's at the beginning of the al- 
bum-when I get in the car, he says, "That's real 
funk, son"-was totally into James Brown. Grow- 
ing up, there was always music on. Every room had 
a radio. At my house now, every room has a radio 
set to a different channel. So if you go in the bath- 
room, it's relaxing. The kitchen is more R&B. 
Near the computer, we have alternative. Growing 
up, I was into everything. In high school, I was 

heavily into the Smiths, Elvis Costello, Depeche 

!lWhen I mike music, ( try t@ bring erncticn 
cut in cne wag cr @Incther. 

Mode. The Smiths really got me through high 
school. Just listening to Morrissey and Johnny 
Marr-such chemistry. I also used to listen to 
Afrika Bambaataa, Grandmaster Flash. And every 
weekend, when we had our block parties in the 
streets, it was the DJs who made the mood. 
What kind of mood do you try to set as a DJ? 
When I make music, I try to bring emotion out in 
one way or another. As a DJ, I spin everything, but 
I basically spin house music, where I'll take you on 
a trip. It's very uptempo, but I try to create atmos- 
phere. I'm very into effects. You know, in a big 
room, with an unbelievable sound system, you 
have an incredible amount of power over the peo- 
ple. So you may as well make it an incredible ex- 
perience-mentally and physically. I try to pro- 
vide an escape into a whole other world, where no 
one worries about bills and everyday life. 
You seem to set a specific mood with this Sylk 
130 album. It's a sort of concept record. 
I've always been fascinated by concept albums, 
like Pink Floyd's "The Wall," and that Jefferson 
Starship album, "Blows Against the Empire." 
You're into everything. 
You'll see it more on the next album. I wanted to 
do an autobiography, show all my influences. I 

pushed my age up a bit in this album, pretending 
that I'd just graduated high school, when actually, 
I was nine when all these records were coming out. 
When I was actually 16, it was the '80s, but I 

wanted to show the whole '70s influence, so I 

started in 1977, because that was, like, the key 
year, when the DJ was the shit. You had Studio 54, 

the Garage just opened, you had Catacombs in 
Philly. I wanted to document the history of a DJ, 

and what he goes through. So, it's like a day in the 
life. He wakes up, his father takes him to buy 
records, he's working up to spin at this big party. 
It's like this chain of events that happens to DJs 

every day. 
When did you begin spinning? 
I started when I was about 15, doing a party for my 
friend. It lasted two days and we trashed the house. 
But I wasn't actually "spinning"-1 didn't have 
turntables yet. My parents had turntables, but I was- 

n't allowed to take them out of the house. I used 

CDs-I would just stop and start. I knew rhythm. I 

mean, it wasn't super -smooth, but it would keep 
everybody up. Plus you had less to carry. 
So where does this imaginary DJ go "When The 
Funk Hits The Fan" ends? 
I wanted to make a trilogy. The next album will re- 

flect 1984, where this album leaves off, up `tit the 
'90s. I want to trace the whole '80s thing...Depeche 
Mode, Allison Moyet. I want to work with Brian 
Ferry in a band called Members Only. Remember 
the jackets? We're gonna do the album artwork like 
a Members Only catalog. And the DJ who we left off 
with, he now works in a club, and every night is a 

different type of music. He does a Ska night, a Goth 
night, a Soul night. There were a lot of great songs 

from the '80s. And the third album is all the future, 
very techno-oriented, more jungle and deep house. 
I'm also doing an album called "Scuba," which is all 
deep house, very aquatic, like Seal meets A Tribe 
Called Quest meets Portishead.

Epic's 20 Year Vet Maurice Warfield Is A Rarity, And That Makes 

In this unstable industry, lasting even three 
years at a label post is a major achievement. 
Imagine being at one for 20 years -it's almost 
unfathomable. Well, fathom this: Epic Records' 
National Director of Urban AC & NAC Promo- 
tion, Maurice Warfield has been at the same 
desk for more than two decades, exceeded at 
his own label only by Sr. VP, Publicity La'Verne 
Perry. Warfield began his Epic career in late 
1977, promoting the likes of Heatwave and an 
exploding phenomenon called Michael 
Jackson. In that time, he's seen more regimes 
come and go than the Kremlin. Warfield is 
part of that rare breed we call "lifers," folks 
who've hung their hats on the same rack for 
ten or more years. In coming issues, we'll 
cover those loyalists who wouldn't know an 
unemployment line from a samba line. 
Warfield sat down with JAMZ Sr. Editor (wiry 
"Dilbert Jackson, whose employment record 
reads like an Auto Club travelogue. 
Trace your career path to Epic Records. 
How I got started is actually a funny story. In 
1972, I was on unemployment as an actor- 
after filming the unforgettable "fink Angels." 
My former wife's girlfriend said she knew 
someone who was starting a record compa- 
ny, 20th Century, and needed help in the 
mailroom. I met with Russ Regan, and he told 
me, "If you want to work your way up, I'll be 
more than happy to teach you promotion." Then, one day, 
this big brother came walking down the hall and asked me 
if I wanted to promote his records. I said, 'Yeah, who are 
you?" He said, "Barry White!" And it all started from there. 
Five years later, I was hired at CBS. 
How did that happen? 
One of my friends, Terry Easter. and Russell Timmons were 
working at Epic at the time. Terry said he was gping to be 
promoted and asked if I wanted to come over and do region- 
al promotion. In the interview I said, "Hey, I hear you guys

grabbed a girl and went out and 
danced! Then, everybody went out to 
the dance floor, and I looked at Jim and 
J.J. and said, "Gotcha!" 
What wag the eat record? 
Hard to say, because there've been a lot 
of big ones. I've been very lucky, 
because some of them have been in- 
credible, like Carl Douglas-Kung-Fu 
Fighting"; people thought that would 
never be a hit. The easiest was Luther 
Vandross, because he's probably the 
greatest singer in the world. I remem- 
ber when we first got him, we were all 
excited when we first heard "Never Too 
Much" on the conference call. We 
couldn't wait to get that record played. 

And then there were all those Michael Jackson records. 
How has the industry evolved in the past 20 years? 
The music itself; the incredible amount that's come out. Before, 
you could take an unknown act who had a good song and you 
could work it and give them an opportunity. Today, it's got to 
be the very best of the best. Radio doesn't have time to play 
anything that's not a hit already, so it makes it extremely dif- 
ficult to get a new act started. But that's the fun part, because 
once they tell you no, that's when your work begins. 
Any aspirattane beyond v orldng at Epic? 
It's hard to say, because I really love everyone I work with. 
There's over 75 years of experience here. There's Linda Penn, 
our Mid -Atlantic Regional; Reggie Sullivan, who does the 
Carolinas; Kevin Chillious who works Cleveland; Cathy Carroll 
works Chicago and the Midwest; JoAnn Thompson works 
Detroit; Clifford Russell, who's been with us for 15 years, is in 
Los Angeles; Charita Brittenum works Atlanta; Winston Burns 
does Dallas and Houston; Portia Stevens works Memphis; and 
Hilda Williams works New York. We just got Michelle Joyce, VP 
of Marketing; Suzanne Baptiste is our West Coast Product 
Manager and Kelly Green on the East Coast. In rap, we just got 
J.C. Ricks, our Sr. National Director of Rap. Tim Dogg, our VP of 
A&R, is hooking up new acts all the time. Then we have 'The 
Man" in Al Manerson, our National Director of R&B Promotion. 
It's all headed by Ron Sweeney, President of Epic Urban. We 
have people who are the best in their field. I have been very 
blessed. I don't know where I'm going after this, I really don't. 
I have aspirations to do other things, but right now I'm just 
happy going in knowing that everybody I work with is part of 
a team. I like being a team player.

Consultant's Corner 

This week's corner 
comes to you via cont-ibuting 
broadcast editor Ray Dio. 7777777 

If you watch the Top 4C "Most 
Added" column on a regular basis, 
you may have noticed a rater curi- 
ous phenomenon: the reccrds that 
programmers are eager to play- 
the ores that get on the radio eas- 
ily-are generally not hití. Think 
about it. With the exception of first - 
single releases from majo- super- 
stars, most of the records radio has 
embraced with open arms have 
not ccme all the way through despite a lot of exposure, maaning 
up to thousands of spins in many cases. On the other hand, 
retorts that no one wantec to play initially have generally gone on 
to perform at the highest levels, & have ended up being the most 
valuable songs for the format. As hard as it may be to believe, vir- 
tually no one wanted to touch Matchbox 20, Savage Garden, 
Usher Wallflowers, Fiona Apple, No Doubt, Dave Mathews, 
Paula Cole, LeAnn Rimes, Tracy Chapman, Joan Osborne, or 
even Jewel. These were all torturous "work" records that took 
montFs to even get started at Top 40. Hell, nobody would even 
play the Celine Dion song from "Titanic" when it came ou- a few 
weeks ahead of the film. 5o much for radio knowing a hi/ when 
they hear it. As for the records radio embraced-let's just say they 
are the. "Stacy Earls" & "Tara Kemps" of the day. If yoi. don't 
remember these artists, I say-"exactly." So what's going or here? 
I think it's a case of radio looking in the wrong place for their music 
& of radio adding music tc fit some preconceived "sound" rather 
than adding hits. I understand the concept of building a product 
that is designed to fulfill your target's expectations, however does- 
n't it say something in that game plan about playing muác that 
people actually like, or might even be passionate about? When I 

see stations adding music because "it has tempo & it sourds like 
us," it makes me crazy! You're choosing to play music that clearly 
has less appeal than mary other choices available. WitF in the 
realm of what your station is known for; there are always r®I hits. 
Play tF ose! It's not a question of how many records you play or how 
early/late you are, it's about playing the highest concentration of 
hits that really make a difference. Tight -listed stations do general- 
ly perform better in Arbitrpn. So if you only want to play 25 cur- 
rents, great. Just make sure they're all hits! Why artificially support 
music that you know to be less popular? We can debate what 
defines a "real hit" forever f you'd like, but there is one factor that 
I know to be undeniably true: REAL HITS SELL ALBUMS. You can 
look at any other input you want, but the fact remains that all of 
the above mentioned hit projects sold mass quantities of albums 
& most of the "most -added radio nonhits" sold virtually zilch. This 
is not to say you should play the Three Tenors if it's selling n your 
market. You need to put the sales info through your mass -appeal 
filter & apply it to your individual situation. Check the titles that 
made the cut for your rect.rrents & oldies-not only do thay test 
well, tiey all sold well, too. Don't make it harder than it needs to 
be-play real hits!
