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Matthews Wins One
For The Nipper

hile not quite a worst-to-first scenario, this
week’s chart-topping debut by the Dave
Matthews Band spotlights RCA Records’
turnaround over the last three years under Pres-
ident Bob Jamieson and Executive VP/GM
Jack Rovner. In all, the once-beleaguered Nipper is now like
a dog in heat, with three albums in the Top Fifteen, including
Natalie Imbruglia and Loud’s Big Punisher.

Since BMG’s Strauss Zelnick brought BMG Canada’s
Jamieson and his ex-CBS/Sony colleague Rovner aboard in
spring '95, the label has more than doubled its revenue.
RCA’s LOUD deal has made it a real presence in the hip-
hop world, with Wu Tang Clan, Raekwon, Mobb Deep and
now Big Punisher. The label has also inked a series of promis-
ing acts including Eve 6, Jai, Hum, Olive, Robert Bradley’s
Black Water Surprise and Republica. As a result, RCA has
had its highest annual sales ever for each of
the past three years.

“We took this company apart,
put it back together and really
streamlined it,” says Jamie-
son. “We worked hard
with many of the people
here, convincing them
this was the place to be. And now we can take a deep breath
and say, ‘This is fun.” Now back to work.”

Added Rovner: “To be respected for what we do and how
we’re different from other labels gives us a tremendous sense
of accomplishment and pride. We have a great team here.”

Jamieson admits many in the industry were taken by sur-
prise with Dave Matthews’ success, but the label was not.

“This is a throwback blueprint, when artists developed a
rabid and loyal fan base that continued to grow through tour-
ing and creative artist development,” he says, pointing to the
power of the Internet particularly in spreading the word on
DMB's new “Before These Crowded Streets” album to the
band’s many online fans.

“To be able to compete on the same level as some of the
most admired companies in the industry gives us a lot of gratifi-
cation,” says Rovner. “But we don't take anything for granted.”

Still, Jamieson plans to be in Toronto with the band when
they get this week’s chart results. “We'll fly the Canadian flag
upside down and have a few Molsons, eh?,” he said. “You did
say you were from the Ottawa Daily Call, didn’t you?”

The “Searchin’ My Soul” video, which incorporates footage
shot of Shepard on the set interspersed with highlights of the show,
premiered at the start of Monday's episode (5/4) and debuted on
VHI1 the following night {5/5), the day of the album’s release. As
part of a cross-promotion between Fox and 550 Music, Shepard
will perform on May 18, the date of the final new “Ally McBeal”
show of the season, at Boston's Somerville Theater, where a com-
bination viewing/concert will take place, with contest winners
around the country flown in for the event. 550 has also taken out
local commercial time on Fox outlets during “McBeal” and 10
o'clock news broadcasts.

“It’s truly reciprocal,” says
Shaev. “It’s like the ‘Titanic.’

Was the extent of the illness toward the end surprising?

It was a total shock to me and to many people who knew them, except for
the immediate family. People who worked for them didn’t know. But she had
talked about her illness openly and discussed the therapy she was undergo-
ing. Unul last month, they had reason to be optimistic. I suspect they did-
n't get a Jdiagnosis of a terminal condition until March.

Was their marriage as “idyllic” as the public perception?

If a relationship can be judged by its durability, the way it sustains the pat-
ticipants, the sharing and closeness involved and the mutual support and
love, then # was a magnificent one. Does that staying power alone make it
“idyliic? Let’s just say it was very strong.

What do you see as Linda’s legacy to the world of rock music?

[ think she had a great deal to do with Paul’s music in the last nearly 30
years. He was the musician, but she was so much a part of his life that her
very presence and her wonderful, spiritual, loving nature must have influ-
enced his art.

Was she stung by public criticism of her role in Paul's music?

The criticism was so unfair. She didn't consider herself a musician, so it's un-
fair to judge her as one. The criticism hurt her a little because when you're
doing things that are very important and the world is distracted by a flat
note. it’s difficult. There were times she said she didn't really want to be in
the band. There were things she preferred to performing and touring, but she
did ir. It was a testament to the power of their relationship that she endured
bitter, envious people who wanted something to make fun of. You can't
make fun of a Beatle, so you go to the surrounding people.

How did she feel about the perception that she broke up the Beatles?
She didn't even think twice about it. When you know something is so un-
true about yourself, all you can do is say there's that one again. What would
you do if you married a Beatle and wanted to break up the band? Think of a
strategy—what ten weapons you can bring to the next recording session? I'm
sure that one rolled right off her back.

A personal reflection by HITS’ Danny Fields

Danny Fields was not only HITS’ first “Far Truths” correspondent, he
is also a legendary figure on the rock scene, having hung with Jim
Morrison, Andy Warhol and Lou Reed and managed both Iggy Pop and
the Ramones during his 30-plus years in the biz. He was also a very
close friend of Linda McCartney, whom he knew as a fledgling and then
an acclaimed rock photographer, before she became the wife of ex-
Beatle Paul McCartney.

What was her relationship with some of the other Beatle wives, particu-
larly Yoko?

[ don't think there was much of one. Whatever it was had to do with John's
relationship with Paul at that time, and she would follow his lead. They did-
n't have much in common or much to talk about. What are you going to do?
Phone each other up and say, “We broke up the Beatles. Har har, let’s have
lunch over that.” They were living in completely different worlds, with dif-
ferent men and different lives.

What details of her life might you address in a prospective biography?
I'd love to do one, because I've known a lot of remarkable people and she's
certainly up there. There's a lot to be told, there are a lot of questions that
deserve to be answered. There’s much the world didn't know. Look at this
woman’s life—what a story. She deserved 30 more years. She once said to me
as we were walking around her farm, “God gave me this beautiful place for
just a little bit of time and I'm going to try to do with it what he would have
wanted me to,” and she pointed to the trees and the hills. So, she was aware
of mortality and the place of any one person in the scheme of things.

What kind of mother was she?

Wonderful. They were friendly with their children. Most rich or famous
people [ know have children who become anorexic, suicidal, their bodies
are full of holes and they hate their parents. Was she a good mother? Well,
they sure had four wonderful children. Consider how to be down-to-earth
parents while being among the most famous, busy and creative people in
the world, and you'll see quite a challenge. In the face of incredible pres-
sure, intrusiveness, fame and money, they managed to hold onto the most
important values, like love and support. Her legacy was just being the most
loving person.

What’s the biggest public misconception about Linda?

I've heard more than once that she was arrogant and [ don't know where
that came from. [ think that was the public looking at someone who was a
private person, as opposed to the very public husband who could talk to a
thousand movie cameras at once and charm them all. She was so loved by
everybody who ever worked with her or even met her casually. But, she
wouldn't bask in the public adoration while he did, so she would tend to
withdraw a little bit and then get a reputation for being arrogant. If any-
thing, she was completely the opposite of arrogant.

portant aspect of the business—the consumer. As a result, PGD has continued to reap victories despite the in-
dustry’s recent shake-ups.

This week, Caparro is the recipient of another honor, a far more personal one. Named 1998 Humanitarian of
the Year’’ by the TJ Martell Foundation for Leukemia, Cancer and AIDs Research, Caparro joins a long and pres-
tigious list of music industry honorees whose fund-raising activities have benefited the 23-year-old foundation.

The annual TJ Martell event is always one of the industry’s favorite fetes. And those who expect the tradition-
al rubber chicken dinner this year are in for a big surprise. The Brooklyn-born Italian Catholic Caparro—with
the help of his wife—has enlisted a powerful group of caterers for the dinner, including Spago, Valentino and the
Bel Air Hotel. The entertainment will be stellar, too, with performances by a veritable who’s-who of the PGD la-
bels, including world-renowned classical artist Andrea Bocelli, Jon Bon Jovi, Melissa Etheridge, Bryan Adams,
Lionel Richie, Brian McKnight plus a few secret special guests. Caparro promises a night to remember after his

day to forget with HITS’ own party-crasher Tina “‘Last Train To" Clarke “Sville.”

Tell me a little about this year's TJ Martell dinner.

For so many years, many of us have gone to these things and thought, it’s just an-
other night out, another meal, another night of entertainment, another schmooze,
but the real significance of the evening is much more. It’s a worthy evening to cel-
ebrate because so many people are working so hard throughout the year to cele-
brate life. I've been very humbled by the outpouring of so many people that have
so generously given of themselves, their time, their energy and their money to
make this year a success. I have a lot to give back to the foundation and I would
love to have everyone leave the evening with a sense of hope and challenge to all
of us. The foundation does a terrific amount of good and it’s a terrific opportunity
for us as an industry to give back. We're very lucky we have the resources of the
Foundation. God forbid any of us needs it, it’s there for us.

What are the biggest challenges PGD faces today?

As far as PolyGram is concerned, Alain Levy's strategy of redefining the blueprint
of the company in America is basically complete. Now the challenge is to man-
age those companies and deliver greater results from all of them.

perspective, I'd rather look at it from an individual company perspective.

It’s critical that our artists and their managers as well as the rest of the creative
community at large look at each of our individual companies as independent and
autonomous, while the success of those companies and those label presidents &
critical to the overall corporate picture.

How do you see new distribution avenues such as the Internet impacting the
business?

We accept the notion that the traditional distribution business is a dinosaur. Yet
we're quick to appreciate that the shopping experience will remain something that
consumers will want. Our customer base is still critical to us. Our approach to the
Intemnet thus far has been to partmer with our customers and sell our product via
the Net through them.

When one looks to buy any of our products on the Net, when they hit that buy
button, we bounce them to all of our customers on the Net and let them shop
there for that title, so they can make a choice between Tower and Blockbuster,
N2K, etc., etc. We've made a conscience decision to sell on the Net via our cus-

Considering all the consolidation at retail, PGD has managed to thrive.
Exactly. That sense of customer service, and the notion of looking to do good! Our
business dealings together in a partnership or team environment is what I'm par-
ticularly proud of. That and the fact NARM has recognized us as much as they
have and now, other industries are starting to recognize it, too. That's a statement
to the energy, effort and culture of all the people who work here. It’s a commit-
ment towards delivering results, towards excellence, a commitment to not settle
for mediocrity. It’s part of the personality and culture of all the individuals that
make up this organization.

How would you describe PolyGram’s corporate culture?

I like to look at it as a confederacy of different companies. PolyGram is A&M,
Mercury, Island, Def Jam... It's all the other entities that make up the sum total.
The individuality of each of those companies is key and the success of the greater
PolyGram is based upon the individual success of each of them. From my per-
spective, the success of PolyGram is realized through the success of each of our la-
bels, the ability to maximize their potential. The strength of the individual com-
panies will yield strength to PolyGram. Rather than looking at it from an umbrella
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to all of us.”?

tomer base... to register the sale there.

But when you take our potential consumer base, we can't just look at the tradi-
tional storefronts as the end- all to the potential for all of our music and all of our
products. We have to look at how best to reach that ultimate consumer. That’s the
challenge we all have. Rather than rush emotionally and blindly into one choice
vs. another, I'd rather combine that vision of opportunity in a pragmatic and sys-
tematic way.

My message to our traditional customer base is, don't wait for people to walk in-
to your store to expect to register a sale. Look to all the people who are walking by
your storefronts as potential consumers. Look to grab them and not only pull them
into your stores, but look to register the sales beyond your storefronts.

Twenty years ago, no one could have predicted the success of a QVC or HSN,
never mind the Internet.

When you take a look at this entire picture and try to project outward, start with
what has happened. The cash register went through this Darwinian evolution
phase. It’s inevitable it will affect the rest of the chain, going back to the ultimate
creative source. How we transition ourselves must take into account consumer re-

alities. The message was sent loud and clear over the
last couple of years as it relates to the cash register.
The next phase will affect distribution companies as
they exist in today’s model and how they need to ex-
ist in tomorrow’s model. It’s inevitable that it will
eventually affect the creative centers. | see it as a
three-step process that has already started... We're
working our way back from the ultimate cash register.
Watching the consolidation of retail has heen pret-
ty wild.

That’s why I think it’s appropriate to term it a Dar-
winian evolution. Those that are stronger, those who
have the ability to compete within this new world or-
der, are the ones who understand how to survive and
they will ultimately prosper. Certain customers have
done a terrific job of transitioning themselves through
this period. Others who have learned their lessons and
are still around are going through those processes and
I believe will be stronger as time goes on. Those that
are bogged down in tradition are those that are suffer-
ing the most or are no longer around. The same holds
true as we move through this food chain. We just
need to be stwart enough to read the landscape.
Groups like Hanson and the Spice Girls have taken
the market by storm almost out of nowhere.
That'’s the challenge of listening to the marketplace,
of listening to potential consumers. It’s the challenge
of understanding the limit to that consumer dollar.
Not just where are tastes today, but more important-
ly, where are they trending towards and how best can
we as an overall creative entity be in step with those

trends and those tastes. Not after the fact, but on the

edge of it.
That’s how you stay profitable. You have to be really
sharp in predicting the way things are going to evalve.
It's not a question of being smart. It's about getting a
reality check from the marketplace.
How far off is downloadable music on the Internet
as a viahle portion of the business?
A few things have to happen first. The technology has
to be perfected. Second, we have to understand the
potential piracy implicatiorss and how @ protect our
content from just randomly appearing on the Net. The
thing to keep in mind is, we can’t just laok at the tra-
ditional ways of promoting music and commit those
sins again. There’s a new world order that's about to
unfold and we need to make cerrain that we've leamed
from the traditional mistakes of dealing with radio and
MTV. We have to be very careful that we don't treat
our music as the promotional value of yesterday, but as
the commercial opportunity of tomorrow.
What happens if the Big Six distributors become
the Big Five?
From a distribution perspective, it may not dramati-
cally alter the existing approach, but it obviously
would shift the marketshare. | think, if we continue
to feed the marketplace with great music, it won't
have any significant impact. The bigger threar is the
further consolidation of retail. You don’t want @ ho-
mogenize the potential buying experience for the
consumer. You need outlets that are in-step with the
marketplace, record by record. It's going to be very
difficult as these chains get larger and larger.

The national approach to selling music is ultimate-

ly the wrong one; we have to sell music locally. Some-
one can buy it nationally, but there has to be that drill
down to individual stores in individual markets on in-
dividual records so that we can better target potential
sales of each of our artists. That’s not just a self-serv-
ing perspective, that’s also a critical perspective as ic
relates to our customers because they need the right
product in the right stores at the right time, featured,
marketed and promoted the right way. Dealing with it
from a nationalistic, homogeneous perspective can be
potentially dangerous to all of us.

What sort of things has PolyGram done to address
this issue?

Two years ago, when we re-deployed our entire field
organization, it was based spedifically upon that
point. We completely redefined our field operations
to be in step with local activiry and genre- specific lo-
cal activity. We look to have the right field organiza-
tion touching those cash registers locally so that we
are completely in step with all of the activity on all of
our records in every market in the country feeding in-
formation back to buying offices, national sales reps
and label representatives so that there is a real hon-
est reality check every week on every one of our
records in every one of our markets.

We've retooled the organization from the cash reg-
isters on back by challenging the traditional ap-
proaches towards selling music to customers. The
game is no longer sell in, it’s now sell-through and so,
for example, if Mono is happening in a particular
marketplace, we should have that record in that mar-
ketplace at that point in time.

It's a new day. The winners are going to be those
who are smart enough to understand thar and who
have the wherewithal to re-engineer themselves in
that direction.

How do you see the role of independents in this
climate?

Actually, the independent dealer is seeing a bit of a
resurgence. | look at the independent coalitions that
exist around the country and | get excited by them be-
cause | see a collective energy. These independent re-
tailers are recognizing their value and the consumer is
realizing their value and thar’s benefiting all. I'm very
encouraged by the activities of the independents.
They’re practically revolutionaries in this climate of
retail consolidation.

Exactly. They've not only survived this period, but
prospered. There's a big message there. They've lis-
tened to their cash registers, they understand their
potential consumers and they look to service them.
They’re in step with their marketplace with the right
music at the right point in time and that’s what’s
made them successful. So we look to partmer with
them very aggressively.®

BRAN VAN 3000 is more than simply another hip-hop-influ-
enced pop-rock act.

“Bran Man’’ DiSalvio, who keeps the co-ed hand focused in
developing their own unique sound.

Where does your nickname “Bran Man’’ come from?
There was a period in my life when I was very stressed. This
film was freaking me out and, to keep me regular, I did my
bran in the morning. | was really happy about my discovery
of bran. The whole reason we called the band Bran Van
and the album “Glee"—it’s really all about what George
Clinton says about freeing your ass and your mind wilt fol-
low. Music gave me glee—1 started getting out of my own
head and more in the moment just because | knew the mu-
sic was there.

The band has a pretty unique sound.

Bran Van is a d.j. who has access to a rock band. [ didn't
even bring my turntable last night to our show at the Trou-
badour because it's becoming more and more of a big, loud
soul review. | call it Moulinex music... like the juicer.
Who are some of your musical influences?

My big personal influence is the Clash in the sense that
they've done it all—a punk band who was definitely in love
with black music... whether it be hip-hop or Jamaican reg-
gae. | love the Pixies and Dylan as well as George Clinton.
Coming from a film background, you must have had
fun developing your video.

I'd call it video freestyle. | didn’t really know what | was go-
ing to do. I just knew that | loved my band very much—
they're a bunch of good souls, so we just turned the camera
on to see what would happen. And we got a good reaction.
The video was actually like a day in the life of Bran Van.
So what’s the deal with your somewhat ohscene bun-
ny and deer logo?

I've always been a collector of deer—anything with a
deer, like night lights. | love deer, | don’t know why.
[Bandmate] Electronic Pierre told me this story once
about when he was in high school, he got picked on and
beaten up by the bullies all the time. They'd lock him in
the locker room and the only way they’d let him out was
if he smelled their... Well, let’s put it this way—there was

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PEDAL TO THE METAL

ith the singles *“Emotional Drugs”
and now *“‘Ashtray” poised and
ready to intoxicate the listening
world, the Din Pedals seem more
than ready for the challenge of
touring, promotion and, well,
more promotion. The now L.A.-
based foursome [lead vocalist/
rthythm guitarist James Grundler, lead guitarist Harrison,
bassist Ben DeJong and drummer Alex Wong], formerly from
the scenic coastal town of San Luis Obispo, have been doing
the band thing since 1992 and there’s no way they’re not go-
ing to be really big if they have any say in the matter. Which
they do. Epic gave them the artistic freedom they wanted, in-
cluding selecting a producer. After meeting with 30 or more
candidates, they awarded the crown to Stephen Stewart Short,
whose hands-off contributions helped create their brilliantly
flowing, self-titled major label debut. Emotional and passion-
ate, the Din Pedals’ material is already starting to elicit com-
parisons to U2 and Radiohead, but the band’s not about to al-
low these kinds of trite or quick references to evolve as HITS’
own pizza slice-of-life Roxanne Ruben *‘And The Jets’ found
out during a marathon interview session at the band’s down-
town loft with lead singer Grundler.

Let’s have a little background... How'd you all get together?
Ben [DeJong] and Harrison actually got the project moving origi-

ferent ways songs come about; we're not set on one certain way.
It’s just like... melodies will just kind of come in and out and a riff
or a sound effect will spawn a song. Many of them are written
about the psyche... what’s going on inside here [taps his chest]
rather than, look at all the people and what’s going on around me.
If you try to reveal yourself more to the audience or to your own
self, it's easier to write.

What'’s “Porn Star” about?

I tend to not really describe what the songs are about... That’s for
the people to decide. It's whatever you get out of it. If | were to
tell you, it would take the mystique out of it. Each of us interprets
our songs totally differently.

How would you describe your sound?

Passionate, emotional. It goes straight to the heart. We're not try-
ing to be superficial or pretentious; we're trying to be real.
There’s a lot of buzz about this record... Are you ready to be
thrust into the major record label hype machine?

It's massive, but you know we fit right in. We have a little bit more
of an advantage over bands that have only been together for a
couple of months or a year and then they get thrown into the
whole soup. I'd like to think we're pretty intelligent people who
will be able to respond to what’s going on around us. | mean,
you're never going to prepare yourself fully and who wants to?
That would take the fun away.

So what do you guys do in your free time?

[Laughs] Actually, we're at church most of the time when we're
not playing.®

guess he heard | played drums. San Luis Obispo is such a
small place, so word gets around really quickly. It just
clicked. We had the same philosophy... We wanted to be one
of the biggest bands in the world from the start. We weren’t
like, “We'll see where we can go with it.” It was 100% from
the get-go. To go at it half-assed won't amount to anything.
We rehearsed for like a year before we ever played live.

The first show you ever played was a pretty amazing ex-
perience?

A friend of ours had a club and he just put us on this one bill
as the surprise act—it was some techno bill back in ‘92. The
curtain went up and therc were 500 people, which blew us
away. That really solidified things. Little did we know how
long the road would be.

Do you mind the comparisons to U2 and Radiohead?
Well, it’s like someone was saying at one of our shows, it’s an
age thing. More of the older crowd tends to respond to, “Oh,
you sound more like U2,” and younger crowds kind of say
Radiohead. You have U2, you have Radiohead and now you
have the Din Pedals. Those are three great bands.

How do you write your material?

We're a band. We write all together. There are so many dif-

J ust three short years after Maverick Records hit paydirt with chart-topping

as-yet little-known talent, Ebba Forsberg, a Swedish back-up singer/musi-

cian who is set to make her move to center stage. Unlike Morissette, the Swedish

singer/musician isn‘t about voicing angry words; her music’s about pleasure and

pain, but also triumph. Like the younger Morissette, she sinas about troubled re-

lationships on her 11-song Maverick debut, “Been There.” The first sinale, "' Lost

Count,” has an infectious chorus and a simple yet beautiful pop melody that
should give her an easy entrée into commercialdom. And her blonde-hair, blue-

eyed Scandinavian looks won‘t hurt either. HITS’ own blonde-haired, blue-eyed

her relentlessly on the merits of Swedish men, meatballs and vodka.

What do most people think of when it comes to Sweden?

[ guess it depends on whom you ask. Most Americans mix up Sweden and Switzer-
land. They think there are icebergs in the street. But if you ask people in Europe, they
have a better idea. Music-wise, | would say Abba and Roxette and maybe the Cardi-
gans.... And blonde hair and blue eyes.

People in Sweden have a much moare realistic view of America because your culture
has such a strong impact on us, but [ would say it’s much more the Hollywood TV
world we get. As far as music goes, I would say we are more influenced by British pop.
You lived in Sweden, the West Indies and South Africa. What kind of music did
you listen to growing up?

[ grew up with Bob Dylan and the Beatles. When we moved to the West Indies when
[ was nine, there was a great deal of calypso and American pop music on the radio.
When I moved to Botswana, it was South African jazz and pop. I couldn’t get Amer-
ican or European radio when [ lived there.

How have these diverse artists and styles influenced your music?

[ played piano from an early age. Before I started buying my own records, I listened
to many different types of music that maybe | wouldnt have had we not moved
around so much. You take all that and you kind of mold it down and that’s what my
music’s become. When I started buying my own records, [ went back and listened to
old blues and jazz.

You played the piano growing up; what did you play on ‘‘Been There™?

[ didn’t play any instruments on the record. On the demo, [ did the whole thing on
piano; but on the record, my producer [Mats Asplen] played piano. [ wanted to con-
centrate on the performing part... what I'm saying and who I am. [t’s important for
me to start from interpreting the lyrics.

Do you feel comfortable on-stage?

It is really hard to know who you are before doing it. [ feel that, to be facused and
perform, maybe I shouldn’t just walk on-stage wearing what [ do in my own person-
al life. Maybe [ should put something on which represents what I feel inside... like
wearing a hat and becoming somebody else. It’s just a way of expressing emotion. |
want to create something on-stage which is me; it just finding something that [ can
take off and become private again. I think it will make me a better performer. [ al-
ways thought it had to do with being yourself, and it does, but tor me, it doesn’t mean

bringing my private self up there. WITHIN MYSE LF'”

While you wrote the music on “Been There,” your sister, Kajsa, penned the lyrics.
We always wanted to do something together, but we didn’t have a concrete idea on
what. [ was into music, she wasn'... She hadn’t even written lyrics before this. Some
people you just feel a special contact with; and [ don’t think it has to do with whether
we're sisters or not. The idea of working with her was special; Kajsa helped me ex-
press things that were my own.

Our collaboration is very intimate and special. [ would say that the lyrics very much
represent me, her and a third person. [ relate to every lyric. [ had to make the words
my own; otherwise [ wouldn't be able to write music to them. She represents a part
of me—which [ feel she has been doing before... it’s just now on an album. We have
a very special type of communication.

There’s a certain desperation to your songs, but also triumph. Is that something
particularly Swedish?

That's how life is for people anywhere in the world... ups and downs. [ wouldn't say
it has anything to do with being Swedish; maybe our way of expressing them is cul-
turally connected. There is a sense of melancholy which is maybe Scandinavian, but
that doesn’t mean we don't have the same problems you have everywhere else. We
just have a different way of expressing it. Life is both trial and triumph.

Is there a song on the record that is most personal to you?

There are several of them that move me to tears. There are some that 've grown to
have a distance towards; as some have grown bigger, others have grown less. “Lost
Count” is a very special song because it is so simple and light, yet heavy at the same
time. “Carried” is a little more obvious. “Fine Is The Line” is a special song because
it is very, very fragile. It doesn’t have the strength and triumph that “Lost Count” or
“Carried” has.

‘“Take Me Some Time” is about living a wanderer’s life. Having grown up in so
many places, do you feel nomadic or is there a spot you feel is home?

I am somewhat of a restless person and it is quite hard for me to feel a part of my sur-
roundings. [ usually find that I'm on the outside looking in. There’s a certain part of
me that can not relate to where [ am. But [ have a side that also brings out an urge
to find a base. For me, it's not important to find a country, a town or a place which I
can call my own... It's more about finding that place within myself.®
