It's Not Easy Being 

GREENE 
AN EXCLUSIVE HITS GRAMMY DIALOGUE WITH NARAS PRESIDENT CEO 
MICHAEL GREENE BY JEREMY M. HELFGOT 

1\4 ichael Greene is 
a popular target. 

As President/ 
CEO of the Na-
tional Academy 
of Recording 
Arts & Sciences 
—the Profes-

sional amaciation for musicians, songwrit-
ers, record producers and engineers and 
other creative and technical music indus-
try personnel—Greene oversees the entire 
Grammy awards process, as well as head-
ing up the Academy's charitable arms, 
MusiCares and the NARAS Foundation. 

In the course of an average week, 
Greene will deal with everything from 
public school music programs to reaching 
out to artists using drugs to booking acts for 
the annual Grammy telecast. And as the 
Academy's main mouthpiece, he spends 
his share of time in the limelight as well, 
making numerous public appearances along with his annual address 
during the Grammys. 

With a travel schedule that would rival that of some world lead-

ers, and what many report to be a more-
than-healthy salary, Greene also spends a 
share of his time in the proverbial gun-
sights of critics from both within and out-
side of the industry. 
When NARAS ruade an attempt to 

deal with the music industry's growing drug 
problem some years ago, Greene was 
accused of "grandstanding." When reports 
of "tension" between the Grammy host 
committee and the New York Mayor's 
office plagued last year's accolades, it was 
Gee ie who took the heat. And, of course, 
anyone who has anything bad to say about 
the awards is after Greene's ear. 

Despite all of this, Greene was in good 
spirits when we caught up with him in his 
spacious office at the Academy's Santa 
Monica, CA headquarters, a little over a 
month before this year's awards presenta-
I ion. "Mr. NARAS" spoke about the entire 
,Iwards process, from nominations to telecast 

performers, in an effort to gain a better understanding of the mettle 
behind the metal that goes into making a Grammy statue, with 
HITS' own bottom-feeding Jeremy "Shine It On" Helfgot. 

Last year's Grammys seemed to be plagued with difficulties, from unexpect-
ed guests to some serious bad press. 
Let year was a nightmarish Grammy year, period. I mean, between all the 
f**ked-up press the Academy itself was getting, and "Soy Bomb" and Dirty 
Old Bastard [sic], it was a weird year. It's like everything was in some kind 
of lunar retrograde; I don't know what it was. Finding out 30 minutes prior 
that Luciano Pavarotti wasn't going to be able to perform, and having to 
go to the truck, pull out Phil Ramone, go up with a boom box to Aretha 
[Franklin] and teach her that song in 30 minutes—which she'd never done 
with an orchestra, never done with a choir—get her prepped, get her 
onstage; George Strait calling in with laryngitis and getting Vince Gill to 
take his spot. Streisand and Celine were supposed to do their duet, and 
Streisand backed out, so then we had to turn to Celine to do Titanic, 
which she had already planned to do for the Oscars, and then, you know, 
the Dylan number. 

I was onstage during the Dylan performance, because I was introducing 
our institutional piece next, and I saw this guy get up and take his shirt off, 
and all the stagehands were just standing there; they thought it was part of 
the act. We didn't know, really, who he was. As far as I was concerned, this 
guy could have had a knife and he could have killed Bob—when you're 
the President of this organization, you always assume the worst in a 
moment like that. And, so that ended as elegantly as we could have it end. 

So, after all this other stuff, all of a sudden the camera comes to me to 
do my little talk. And I remember looking down at the audience and Doug 
Morris and Clive Davis were laughing their asses off at me. 

And it's funny, because with all of that chaos, the bad press, etc., we got 
the best ratings we've had in a long time. A 17 rating in this broadcast 
environment—the AMAs just did an 11, to show you the difference—we 

all just kind of looked at each other, and I told the group, "Maybe f**ked-
up's better!" 
Much of the bad press surrounding last year's show was tied to difficulties 
with the New York City Mayor's office. How did that situation eventually 
play out? 
It was just an unfortunate situation. I am very malleable about some things, 
but when it comes to the Academy, its practices and procedures showcas-
ing the artists as opposed to the business people or politicians, those deci-
sions are decisions that a lot of times people don't like. We ran into one of 
those last year. We're an academy started by Nat King Cole and Frank 
Sinatra and Paul Westin, and their voices ring very loudly in my ears every

day, about why we're here, what we're doing culturally, and how we have 
to make sure that we are not pressured by business interests, political inter-
ests or commercial interests. I won't compromise—institutionally, my 
actions are dictated by what came before and what goes after. 

The Mayor and I had a misunderstanding, and I am always incredibly 
remorseful when I become the issue, because it's the artists, it's the nomi-
nees, it's the participants in Grammy In The Schools, it's the kids, it's the 
institutional focus that matters. I'm mortified when all of a sudden I 
become an issue, because that's not good for any of us. 
What can we expect for this year's telecast? 
Madonna's opening the show, and obviously, Lauryn Hill will be there. 
Luciano Pavarotti is hopefully going to perform this year. We haven't 
announced a lot of the rest of the performers, but there's no question that 
Alanis and Shania will be there. 

10 years ago, this show was very tough to book. We were broadcast in 
12 countries; we're now out to almost 200 countries... This show booked 
out in 24 hours this year. Our tragedy now is the people we can't get on. 
But it's three hours, and there are a lot of things that have to be accom-
plished—some talk with the host, introductions, performances, presenta-
tions of awards and special segments, too. 

I'm very excited about the music-in-film segment we're planning, with 
a wonderful clip retrospective. Hopefully, we'll have an orchestra conduct-
ed by a composer and a great artist there, to remind the American public 
of the incredibly important visceral connection between music and pic-
tures. We're also doing a segment on Duke Ellington this year. All of the 
other special segments are in various stages of heated debate. 
What about the number of awards presented? Isn't it up to 95 this year? 
We added classical crossover this year; split Tejano and Mexican Ameri-
can into two separate categories; did a lot of things with our awards for 
engineers this year—more engineers are being recognized—and we added 
a traditional R&B category; just like a few years ago we added a traditional 
pop category for artists who didn't really fit into that whole contemporary 
P0P genre. 

Grammy categories go in both directions; they embrace new trends in 
music and new genres, but they also sometimes expand to try to make sure 
that people who are doing great music get to participate in the proci-ss. 

There are always some areas in terms of American music and music dis-
tributed in this country that we don't address. I've always wished we could 
get our hands around Native American music and there's all of this new 
music that's being done specifically for the interactive game market—we're 
taking a look at that—and on and on and on. If we crack the three-digit 
mark in categories over the next two or three years, I wouldn't he surprised. 
Are the growing numbers of independent record companies and indie artists 
having an effect on the Grammys? 
It's great. Again, we had a record number of entries this year—over 13,000. 
The fact that we have independents who can put out records, tour, distrib-
ute via the Internet, that sort of thing, is all about getting music to the peo-
ple. The fact is, we have over 500 record labels who enter into the process, 
and a little independent label out of Elgin, Illinois is no less important than 
Sony Music. 
We have a tremendous, I think sometimes underrated, creative com-

munity, and it never ceases to amaze me with its ability to continue to con-
nect with that 12-to-24 demo. The voice of rebellion, which music cer-
tainly is, is alive and well and flourishing. Many of the nominees are saying 
some pretty provocative things. 
The overall nominating process underwent some changes a few years ago 
with the addition of screening committees for the " Big Four" categories— 
Album Of The Year, Record Of The Year, Song Of The Year and Best New 
Artist. How has that worked out?

The first-round voting gives that committee the 20 top vote-getters, and 
the committee listens to all of them. It's no longer steeped in what peo-
ple have read and what the three hit songs they heard off an album were; 
now it's really listening to a body of work. Several of the nominees this 
year and last would probably not have become nominees, were it not for 
the tracks that were more obscure or had not been as aggressively 
reviewed. Listening front-to-back, I think, made a real difference. And 
that's a good part of the process. 

I feel pretty good about—at least the last couple of years—all of the nom-
inees, whereas five years ago, I cringed at a lot of the nominees that were 
coming down, especially in those categories, because, you must remember, 
the "Big Four" are the only categories that everybody votes for and the 
result of that, sometimes, before the nominating committee, was a pretty 
homogenized group of nominees—not a lot of risk-taking, not a lot of 
delving into other more niche-oriented genres. To have a country act, an 
opera singer and a hip-hop artist nominated for Best New Artist this year, 
with Andrea Bocelli, Dixie Chicks, Natalie Imbruglia, Lauryn Hill—that 
diversity would not have been possible three or four years ago. Neither do I 
believe a Radiohead last year or even probably a Garbage this year would 
have made their wav through that traffic. 
What about categorizing artists? 
The frustration with the whole Grammy thing comes from the fact that I 
don't think God ever intended for us to categorize music. But hey, that's 
what we do. We're all affected by where music is played, who's embraced 
it, who hasn't embraced it. Is Beastie Boys really a rap group, should they 
be over there with A Tribe Called Quest? What do we do with a Toni 
Braxton or Mariah Carey or a Whitney Houston song that's right on the

edge of pop and R&B? Those are decisions the Academy doesn't make. 
Those are made by our screening committees, and hundreds and hundreds 
of people from all over the country get together, and from a musical per per, 
tive, talk about it and make decisions. And, as a rule, they all try to do it 
honorably. But make no mistake about it: pop culture does kind of lead us 
down the path to a decision, and I think it's tough to break away from that. 
There will also be a first-time Grammy host this year. How was Rosie O'Don-
nell selected? 
lost b , ilways a tough one for us, because for many people hosting the 

Grammys or the Oscars is a very risky proposition. It's live, you can have an 
amp break down and you have to stretch, and in moments of live adversity, 
sometimes a person is not able to maintain that manufactured persona that 
they have on the screen or on a television show, and it's hurt some people. 
Dave Letterman, I think, would say today that hosting the Oscars hurt him. 

When I first carne in as Chairman, it was the year we changed from a

reason to talk about that. And if I had to decide today whether I was going 
to do a real institutional speech, I probably wouldn't. 

This year is not a year when we're having major freedom of expression 
legislation coming down... Congress is paying a lot of attention to stupid 
things right now, which is good. The impeachment is a stupid thing, and as 
long as we can keep their eye on Clinton and on each other, they're not 
attacking the industry, so I hope they just beat the hell out of each other 
and leave the endowments alone, leave the protection of freedom of 
expression alone, leave PBS alone and hopefully continue to increase fund-
ing for arts education. 

Clinton's been fabulous for the arts. He's a mediocre tenor player, but 
the fact that he plays horn makes all of us excited, because he cares... In 
terms of how he has been towards the industry, and freedom of expression 
issues, the current administration is very much a friend to us. In terms of 
[Clinton's] extracurricular activities, coming from the music industry, it all 
seems pretty tame, in light of what most of the characters in our business

music host to a more comedic host. We took a totally unknown guy who 
had a bit part on a late-night sitcom called Soap, Billy Crystal, and we 
threw him on the stage, and for three years he was spectacular. We've done 
some of the same things with Whoopi [Goldberg], Paul Reiser, Gary Shan-
dling, Kelsey Grammar and Ellen DeGeneres; it's been an interesting evo-
lution of hosts on the Grammys. 

With Rosie, there are a lot of selfish reasons that went into that. She 
provides, vis a vis her variety show, the opportunity for nominees to perform 
all during the months of January and February. And she's a huge fan. Any 
mistakes we've made in terms of our hosts in the past generally have come 
out of the fact that they didn't come off as fans, and the American public 
knows immediately if somebody cares about whom they're introducing or 
talking about. Rosie's the biggest fricicin' fan who ever lived; she's a groupie. 
And that's wonderful. Already, just as we sit here, Alanis has been on [her 
show], Goo Goo Dolls have been on, and they're all talking about the 
[Grammys], they're talking about their nominations, and that can't do any-
thing but help us. 
What about your annual address? 
There are ‘I number of sleeping dogs that I just kind of want to let lie right 
now. I mean, the Endowment is funded, we've got a good new Chair—who 
actually used to be our Chair—at the NEA, Bill Ivey, so there's really no 

are up to on a daily basis. 
What can we expect for the Grammys in the 21st century? 
Our membership is growing too fast—when we had 3,000 members and we 
just had it in New York, ticket demand wasn't that great ten years ago, and 
we could get everybody in. Now, I can't get anybody in! We're sitting here, 
it's not even the end of January and I've got a 4,000-person waiting list. It's 
stupid. And the success of the show has ended up, again, just pissing people 
off, because if you're a member of NARAS, shouldn't you have the oppor-
tunity to go? Yes, I think so. Should you have to take out a loan to go? No, 
you shouldn't. 

Two years ago, when we did it at Madison Square Garden, that 
was our test... Everyone who wanted to go, got to go, and I think this 
is going to be the last year—and I never say never, but I don't 
think—we're ever gonna have another show in a smaller venue than 
an arena. It'll be at a Staples or at a Madison Square Garden, because 
we just can't get everybody in. 

The Staples will be finished in October. For the first time next year, 
we'll actually have arenas in New York and Los Angeles that are each well-
suited to a television production. And there'll be those who aren't going to 
like the arena, and they'll get pissed off: "It's not intimate enough" or what-
ever. You can't win. •

Nominees Lauryn Hill, 
Alanis Morissette and Vince 
Gill are the latest performers 
to be announced for the 41st 
annual Grammy Awards 
telecast, which will be hosted 
by Rosie O'Donnell and air 
live on CBS on February 24. 
Morissette and Gill join pre-
viously announced perform-
ers Madonna and Latin star 
Ricky Martin. Brandy, Glo-
ria Estefan, Martina 
McBride and Sting are the 
latest presenters announced. 

Hill is the top-nominated 
performer, with ten nods, 
while Gill and Brandy have 
four nominations apiece, Ala-
nis three and Gloria and 
Sting one each. 

"This year's Grammy 
Awards will be filled with 
music's top performers and 
personalities," commented 
NARAS chief Michael 
Greene, "while the seats will 
be occupied by some of Hol-
lywood's top posers." 

In addition to the nation-
al TV broadcast, the Grammy 
Awards will be Webcast for 
the fifth year in a row, but for 
the first time by IBM, which 
will serve as producer and 
sponsor. Of course, the entire 

event will also be available as 
a downloadable bootleg MP3 
file produced by two hackers 
in an Iowa State dorm room. 

Starting February 19, 
www.Granuny.com will begin 
Webcasting exclusive content 
from "Web Central," the cen-
terpiece of the Grammy back-
stage area at L.A.'s Shrine 
Auditorium. Fans will have 
access to backstage chats and 
audio interviews with artists in 
rehearsal for the awards show. 
Celebrity correspondents, 
including first-time Grammy 
nominee Monica, will host 
the coverage. 

Meanwhile, Grammy Parties

A HITS GRAMMY EXCLUSIVE BY PAUL GREIN 

I
n the Grammys' celebrated "Year of the Woman," Lauryn Hill is the woman to watch. 

Hill, who led all artists with ten nominations, will probably take home five awards when the 41st 
annual Grammy Awards are presented on Wednesday. Hill's haul is likely to include Album of the Year, 
Best New Artist and Producer of the Year. That would make Hill the first woman ever to win five 
Grammys in a single year and the first woman to be cited as Producer of the Year. 

Look for Madonna, Shania Twain and "Titanic" composer James Horner to win three awards each. 
Celine Dion will probably have to be content with two Grammys. But one will likely be the night's other big 
prize—Record of the Year. 

Here's an in-depth look at the major categories. 

BECORD OF THE YEAR 
Celine Dion's "My Heart Will Go On" is the clear frontrunner. Hits that 

were featured in movies have seized this award in 
four of the last six years. The only pitfall is that 
both the song and the movie that spawned it 
were so overexposed. But that probably won't 
keep it from winning. The rest of the field, in 
order of perceived strength: Shania Twain's 
"You're Still The One," Madonna's "Ray Of 
Light," Goo Goo Dolls' "Iris" and Brandy & 
Monica's "The Boy Is Mine." 

ALBUM OF THE YEAR 
This is the most wide-open of the "Big Four" categories. The members of 
NARAS are well aware that giving the award to 'The Miseducation Of 
Lauryn Hill" would bring approval from rock critics, who cheered their 
selection of Alanis Morissette three years ago. Still, the academy's many 
conservative voters, who helped deliver the award to Celine Dion two 
years ago, will rally behind Shania Twain's best-seller, "Come On Over." 
The country beauty has achieved across-the-board success, with a Rolling 

Stone cover story, a top-rated VH1 documentary 
and an upcoming NBC spedal. Twain could win 
here, but she will probably have to settle for three 
awards in the country field. 

The academy, which is highly conscious of its 
image, would secretly love to see Hill win. Two 
other factors may boost Hill's chances. Her pro-
duction and songwriting work with Aretha 
Franklin enhanced her credibility. And her post-

nominations sales bounce hinted at the retail impact that an awards 
sweep could have on her still-newish album. 

The Album of the Year race is sufficiently wide-open that two other 
finalists could conceivably win. Sheryl Crow ('The Globe Sessions") is a 
proven Grammy favorite, while Madonna ("Ray Of Light") has been so 
overlooked over the years (just one award in a low-profile video category) 
that voters may want to make amends. The only nominee that can be 
safely counted out is Garbage ("Version 2.0"). 

SONG OF THE YEAR  
"My Heart Will Go On" (James Homer/Will Jennings) is the kind of 
instant standard that voters usually look for in this category. Also, it's 
from a movie, as are five of the past six winners here. Also nominated: "I 
Don't Want To Miss A Thing" (Diane Warren), "Iris" (John Rzeznik), 
"You're Still The One" (Robert John "Mutt" Lange/Twain) and "Lean 
On Me" (Kirk Franklin). 

BEST NEW ARTIST  
Hill will probably get more votes than the other four nomineees com-
bined. For the record, they are: Backstreet Boys, Andrea BoceRi, Dixie 
Chicks and Natalie Irnbruglia. 

BEST FEMALE POP VOCAL PERFORMANCE 
Look for Dion to finally win her first Grammy in :his category for "My 
Heart Will Go On." Her main rivals are past winners Sheryl Crow ("My 
Favorite Mistake") and Sarah McLachlan ("Adia"). 

BEST MALE POP VOCAL PERFORMANCE  
l'erennial lave Eric Clapton ( 11 Grammys since 1990) will win for "My 

Father's Eyes." 

BEST POP PERFORMANCE  
BY A DUO OR GROUP  
Aerosmith has an edge in a highly competitive 
race with its *1 hit "I Don't Want To Miss A 
Thing." This would be the band's fourth Gram-
my—but its first in the 
pop field. (The "pop" 

designation tor this entry is either a sign of the 
band's wide appeal or the kiss of death.) Also pos-
sible: The Brian Setzer Orchestra, Dave 
Matthews Band and Goo Goo Dolls. 

BEST POP COLLABORATION  
WITH VOCALS 
The obvious choice is R. Kelly & Celine Dion's #1 smash "I'm Your 
Angel." But frontrunners often stumble in this category, so we'll go 
with Elvis Costello & Burt Bacharach's "I Still Have That Other 
Girl." The odd couple lost here two years ago with a movie song, but 
they continued their collaboration with an album and tour. Also, the 
Bacharach revival has picked up steam. 

BEST DANCE RECORDING 
Madonna's "Ray Of Light" can't miss. And the 
video that supported this single will probably give 
Madonna a second award for Best Short Form 
Music Video. 

BEST POP ALBUM 
Madonna's nomination for Album of the Year 
gives her an advantage here over Dion and Clapton, who were passed 
over in the top category. (Continued) 
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Tony Bennett, who all but owns this category, didn't release an album in 
the eligibility period. That creates an opening for '60s Grammy fave Jack 
Jones, who is represented with a tribute to, of all people, Tony Bennett. 
Also possible: Michael Feinstein (a Gershwin album) and Patti Page (a 
"50th anniversary" concert album). 

BEST FEMALE ROCK VOCAL PERFORMANCE 
Alanis Morissette ("Uninvited") has an edge over Sheryl Crow ('There 
Goes The Neighborhood") and Tori Amos ("Raspberry Swirl"). 

BEST MALE ROCK VOCAL  
PERFORMANCE  
John Fogerty won his first Grammy last year when 
"Blue Moon Swamp" was voted Best Rock Album. 
So we'll pick him to win here for his update of his 
'70s hit, "Almost Saturday Night." His main rival: 
John Hiatt's "Have A Little Faith In Me."

BEST ROCK PERFORMANCE BY A DUO OR GROUP 
WITH VOCAL  
It's close betwen Hole's "Celebrity Skin" and The Verve's "Bitter Sweet 
Symphony." Because it's 'The Year of the Woman," we'll go with Hole. 

BEST HARD ROCK PERFORMANCE 
Pearl Jam's entry here, "Do The Evolution," is also vying for Best Short 
Form Music Video, which means it's on the Grammy radar screen. The 
Seattle band won here three years ago. Chief rivals: Metallica ("Fuel") 
and Jimmy Page & Robert Plant ("Most High"). 

BEST METAL PERFORMANCE 
Metallica ("Better Than You") is headed for its fourth win in this category. 

BEST ROCK SONG  
Voters will find it hard to pass up the chance to salute Mick Jagger & 
Keith Richards, co-writers (with Richard Ashcroft) of The Verve's 
"Bitter Sweet Symphony." Also passible: "Uninvited" (Alanis Mons-
serte), "Celebrity Skin" (Billy Corgan/Eric Erlandson/Courtney Love) 
and "Have A Little Faith In Me" (John Hiatt). 

BEST ROCK ALBUM 
The voters love Sheryl Crow, who also won here with her second 
album, "Sheryl Crow." 

BEST ALTERNATIVE MUSIC PERFORMANCE 
Many expected the Beastie Boys' "Hello Nasty" to receive an Album of 
the Year nod. Though it came up short, it will probably win here over 
Tori Amos and the Smashing Pumpkins. 

BEST FEMALE B&B VOCAL  
PERFORMANCE  
Aretha Franklin has a better- than-even 
chance to win her first Grammy in ten years 
with "A Rose Is Still A Rose." Her stiffest 
competition: Lauryn Hill, who wrote and pro-
duced "A Rose" and is nominated in her own 
right for her # 1 pop hit "Doo Wop (That 
Thing)." But voters know that Hill has nine other chances to win 
this year, while this is Franklin's best shot. 

BEST MALE B&B VOCAL PERFORMANCE  
Voters in this category usually stick with the old-guard, which is a 
good sign for Stevie Wonder and Luther Vandross. But we'll go out 
on a limb with Usher, if only because the title of his entry, "My 

Way," suggests a respect for Frank Sinatra that Grammy voters will 
find endearing. 

BEST R&B PERFORMANCE BY A DUO OR GROUP 
WITH VOCAL  
Lauryn Hill & D'Angelo ("Nothing Even Matters") have the inside 
track in a wide-open race. Also possible: the Temptations, Brandy & 
Monica and Kirk Franklin's all-star entry featuring Mary J. Blige, R. 
Kelly, Bono and Crystal Lewis & the Family. 

BEST B&B SONG 
As a Song of the Year finalist, Kirk Franklin has an edge with "Lean On 
Me." And if some voters confuse it with the Bill Withers classic, that 
won't hurt either. 

BEST Ft&B ALBUM  
"The Miseducation of Lauryn Hill" will win—or the academy will have 
to call for a recount. 

BEST TRADITIONAL B&B VOCAL PERFORMANCE 
The first winner in this new category will probably be Luther Vandross 
("I Know") or the Temptations ("Phoenix Rising"). NBC's recent 
Temps miniseries drew big ratings, but Vandross is a Grammy favorite. 
And solo artists usually have an edge in mixed competitions. 

BEST RAP SOLO PERFORMANCE 
Will Smith is the kind of rap star Grammy voters love—accessible and 
non-threatening. And "Gettin' Jiggy Wit It" was a #1 pop hit. 

BEST RAP PERFORMANCE BY A DUO OR GROUP 
Jennaine Dupri produced # 1 pop hits last year for Monica and Usher, 
which boosts his stature. And his entry, "Money Ain't A Thang," fea-
tures the red-hot Jay-Z. The Beastie Boys' "Intergalactic" will also have 
strong support, but no white boys have yet won in the rap field, and 
many voters would like to keep it that way. 

BEST RAP ALBUM 
Jay-Z's "Vol. 2...Hard Knock Life" topped the pop chart for five straight 
weeks last Fall. Need we say more? 

BEST SONG WRITTEN FOR MOTION PICTURE 
OR TELEVISION  
Gee, do you think "My Heart Will Go On" has a chance? 

PRODUCER OF THE YEAR. NON-CLASSICAL 
The two artist-producers, Sheryl Crow and Lauryn Hill, have far more 
name-power than the three other finalists, Michael Beinhorn, Tchad 
Blake and Rob Cavallo. Hill has an advantage over Crow because the 
former Fugue worked on two projects during the year—her own album 
and Aretha Franklin's. 

BEST POLKA ALBUM 
Look for Jimmy Stun- to win his tenth Grammy for "Dance With Me." 
This would put the polka king in a league with John Lennon and Artur 
Rubinstein. It pays to polka. 

Paul Grein, an L.A.-based music writer and histo-
rian, has forecast the Grammys since 1981 with 
unerring accuracy. Okay, he's had a few off years, 
but he says he's feeling lucky this year, and we're 
inclined to believe him. He used to publish his annu-
al picks in the L.A. Times until Bob Hilburn made 
fun of him for liking the Bee Gees.

of Blues. Two weeks later, he's ejected 
from Berlin's Four Seasons for "lewd" 
behavior.

So far, BBJ's attempts to teach the children have met with 
mixed reviews from authorities.

The Backstreet Boys aren't just new artists, they're a Beatlemania-sized phenomenon, with a self-titled 
alhuiii \\ hi, 11 his produced four huge singles and more than 7 million in sales and still counting over a year-and-a-half since 

its release on Jive in August 1997. 
The band—Nick Carter, Brian Littrell, Kevin Richardson, Howard Dorough, 

Alexander James McLean—originally formed (like NSYNC) in Orlando, FL, where 
several of the members worked at Disney World. Teaming up through their love of a 
cappella harmonies and dance-floor wizardry, the five named themselves after Orlando's 
landmark Backstreet Market. 

After hooking up with the late producer Denniz Pop and recording in Stockholm, Orlan-
do and New York's Hit Factory, the band released their debut album in the summer of '97. The 
smashes began rolling out immediately through the potent combination of saturation Top 40 
airplay and continued MTV—"As Long As You Love Me," "Everybody (Backstreet's Back)," 
"I'll Never Break Your Heart" and the current "All I Have To Give."

  uscany tenor Andrea Bocelli is far from a "new artist," but 
it wasn't until the 1997 release of his "Romanza" (Mer-

-L  cury) album in the U.S. that he began to make his mark 
on American audiences. The 40-year-old lost his sight at 
the age of 12 in a freak soccer accident and earned a Doc-
tor of Law degree before beginning to sing. He studied 
with legendary Italian tenor Franco Gorelli, earning the 

money to pay for lessons by performing at night in piano bars and clubs. 
In 1992, Bocelli was discovered by Italian rock singer Zucchero, who had 

him record a demo tape of the duet, "Miserere," a song Zucchero had co-writ-
ten with U2's Bono and wanted Luciano Pavarotti to record with him, which 
he eventually did after being stunned by Bocelli's performance. When Zuc-
chero went out on a European tour, he invited Bocelli to sing the song with him in place of Pavarotti. 
When audiences responded enthusiastically, Zucchero gave Bocelli his own solo spot in the concerts. Soon 
afterwards, Bocelli and Pavarotti became friends, with Andrea becoming a fixture at the opera legend's 
annual charity gala concerts, where he sang with a variety of pop music stars, including Bryan Adams. 
A superstar in Europe, Bocelli has scored several #1 singles and albums across the continent, including 

the original version of "Con Te Partin)," which he went on to re-record as the duet 'Time To Say Goodbye" 'MI 
with Sarah Brightman and members of the London Symphony Orchestra. That song was featured on 
"Romanza," which has now sold over 1.7 million copies. "Aria: the Opera Album" his most recent recording, is now closing 
in on 600,000. People magazine named him one of their "50 Most Beautiful People" in '98, while Entertainment Weekly called 
him one of their "Breakout Artists." He most recently appeared on "The Rosie O'Donnell Show" and the Celine Dion TV 
special "These Are Special Times." This year, he will release a new pop album and a classical recording of Sacred Arias. 
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Nashville's Dixie Chicks helped 
bring the already hot country genre further into the 
mainstream with their Best New Artist nom. The 
trio—consisting of singer Natalie Maines, fiddler 
Martie Seidel and banjo/dobro player Emily Erwin— 
are also in the running for two other statues: Best 
Country Performance By A Duo Or Group for the 
hit 'There's Your Trouble" and Best Country Album 
for "Wide Open Spaces" (Monument).

A SPECIAL HITS GRAMMY REPORT BY JEREMY M. HELFGOT 

A t 
ccording to Grammy history, the first Grammy 
o be presented to a female performer in one of 
the major General Field categories came in 
the awards' fourth year, when Judy Garland 
received the Album Of The Year accolade 
for the Capitol Records release of "Judy At 
Carnegie Hall" on May 29, 1962. Since 
then, it's been a mostly uphill battle for 

women who have sought to gain the recognition of their peers and 
the industry by even receiving a Grammy nomination, let alone 
one of the coveted statuettes. 

Sure, there are a host of female-only categories—four of 
them this year in the Pop, Rock, R&B and Country fields— 
but when it comes to those areas in which the men and 
women compete, the women have come up short. 

Until now. 
No one could possibly forget the recent triumphs of Sheryl 

Crow and Alanis Morissette, and the perennial nominations of 
Celine Dion and relative newcomer Brandy. But 1999 sees an 
astonishing pattern, most evident in the "Big Four" categories of 
Album, Record and Song Of The Year as well as Best New Artist. 

Even a quick glance at the Record and Album Of The Year 
candidates will yield an undeniable fact: nine of the ten nominees 
in those two highest-held are ladies ( if one counts the Shirley 
Manson-led Garbage, with their Album nod). 

The result? Regardless of the voting outcome, the 41st Annual 
Grammy awards are bound to be a celebration of the ladies. 

"Women dominating nine out of the ten slots in Record and 
Album Of The Year this year is kind of indicative of the fact that 
the industry has moved pretty profoundly from the days when— 
just six years ago—we couldn't even get ten female rockers to flesh 
out a female rock category, and that's good news," notes National 
Academy of Recording Arts & Sciences President/CEO Michael 
Greene, who oversees the Grammy process. 

"I think that they're all really talented, and they're all kicking 
the guys' asses," observes vocalist/songwriter John Rzeznik of the 
Goo Goo Dolls, whose Record Of The Year nomination for "Iris" 
represents the only testosterone on the Record and Album slates. 

"Will I have a better chance of winning if I wear a dress?" 
Rzeznik adds, when asked about his distaff competition. "I 
doubt it!" 

One of the female artists who is not known for donning dresses 
onstage, but who has become arguably the most visible icon of the 
female musical movement is Best Female Pop Vocal Performance 
nominee Sarah McLachlan. The co-founder of the ever-popular 
all-female Liiith Fair tour (due to return for a third and final year 
this summer), McLachlan collected two Granunys last year (Best 
Female Pop Vocal Performance for "Building A Mystery" and Best 
Pop Instrumental Performance for "Last Dance," both from her 
multi-platinum album "Surfacing"). 

"There are a great many records out made by women that hap-
pen to have been really standout, and that's showing in the nomi-
nees," McLachlan says. "Everyone is incredibly deserving of win-
ning. There's some amazing, good-quality competition." 

So good, in fact, that McLachlan even harbors a little fantasy

about the artists up for Album Of The Year—all women— 
Sheryl Crow, Garbage, Lauryn Hill, Madonna and Shania 
Twain. No, not that kind. "If it were a Lilith Fair show, that 
would just rock my world, because it would be great artists 
from all different genres," she says. 

"It's gratifying to see so many women, from all really different 
perspectives, highlighted this year," agrees Garbage's Manson, a 
three-time previous Grammy nominee, who adds two more to her 
list in '99. "I also think there has to be sort of extreme movements, 
almost, in fashion and commerce, to facilitate change, and I hope 
that this is sort of a groundbreaking moment." 

Perhaps no one understands the dynamics of such radical pop 
culture shifts as well as McLachlan, whose Lilith Fair has helped 
to vault awareness of the multitude of female artists currently 
making records into the day-to-day consciousness of both the 
public and the industry. 

"It's sort of what came first, the chicken or the egg," McLach-
lan said of Lilith's impact on the success of female musicians, and, 
in due course, on the slate of Grammy nominees. "Lilith Fair could 
not have been a success were it not already for the success of 
women in the first place. Madonna was doing her thing years 
before Lilith Fair, and she's only gotten one Grammy nomination 
in her lifer' 

Of course, one factor which plays a key role in the success of 
any artist, male or female, is how well they're received and, in turn, 
played by radio stations—in a programming environment which 
can be less than forgiving. 

"For a number of years—I'd say the first five or six—I 
didn't get any radio play, because I sort of fell through the 
cracks," McLachlan explains. "There weren't really radio sta-
tions that played that kind of music; I wasn't rock enough, or

this or that, or the other thing. But the radio formats have 
just sort of opened up in the past couple of years, and there 
was a spot for me. And that was a good thing!" 

And along with radio awareness came fan awareness, which, 
McLachlan says, predates the current trend of industry recognition 
for artists with double-x chromosomes. 

"I hate to even call it a trend—it's simply that women are mak-
ing really great music, and they've been being recognized by the 
fans for years and years and years. But now they're being recog-
nized by their peers—by the industry—and I think it's been a long 
time coming," the Lilith co-founder states, before adding, "I don't 
think it's going to change, in the sense that I don't think women 
are going to all of a sudden disappear again. As long as people— 
men or women—make great music, it's going to endure." 

Certainly part of what adds to the durability of some of 
these female artists' careers is the fact that many are now han-
dling much of the songwriting and even producing for their 
own records, as in the case of Sheryl Crow, whose six nomi-
nations this year include one for Producer Of The Year for 
her "Globe Sessions," and ten-time nominee Lauryn Htl I, 
whose nod in the same category covers both her acclaimed 
solo work "The Miseducation Of Lauryn Hill" as well as the 
Aretha Franklin track "A Rose Is Still A Rose." 

"That should be a very encouraging sign for women musi-
cians out there interested in being more than just singers," 
agrees Greene. 

"Perhaps a lot of young women will look at the nominees this 
year and be encouraged to write and produce, pick up a guitar or 
keyboard or whatever," adds Garbage's Manson. "I hope it moti-
vates and encourages more women to become involved in music, 
because the music industry is still predominantly male." 

The future continues looking bright for women musicians, 
with McLachlan preparing to embark on the third (and last, for 
now) annual Lilith outing, to be accompanied by two discs of 
guaranteed all-female material from last summer's tour—"Lilith 
Fair 1998: Volume 1 & 2," due from Arista May 18. 

In fact, with the emergence of female artists this year, it 
would seem the Grammy's penchant for splitting some of the 
awards down sex lines rniubt eventually become an imachro,

nism. McLachlan agrees: "It definitely displays our society still 
separates the sexes. And that's painfully obvious in a lot of other 
areas, too. It definitely would be nice if someday women weren't 
treated as 'women musicians' or as 'women doctors' or whatev-
er—if they were just 'doctors' along with the men—they're doing 
the same job. It's a long road, but it's getting better slowly." 

Even with that in mind, McLachlan is unable to deny 
the fact that 1999 will be a good year for her and her female col-
leagues. "I love it. It's a good thing," she says, before adding with 
a bit of a grudge, " And it's about time!"•

The rules for Best New 
Artist were a cause for contro-
versy long before Milli Vanilli 
picked up their ill-fated stat-
uette. In order to clarify what 
qualifies an artist as a newcom-
er, NARAS chief Mike Greene 
took some time from depositing 
funds in his Swiss bank account 
to explain. 

According to Greene, nomi-
nees are eligible in the year 
when they "first established 
their public presence." So, per-
formers like Lauryn Hill, who 

broke through with the Fugees, 
or Andrea Bocelli, who had 
success internationally before he 
broke here, are both eligible this 
year. "There's a screening com-
mittee of more than 125 that 
makes the decision as to eligibil-
ity," Greene says. "Each one of 
the names of entries in the cate-
gory comes up for discussion and 
is put to a vote. They make the 
determination as to whether the 
artist under consideration has 
achieved public prominence in 
the year or not."

Oasis album. It is also a goal and 
credo of those who follow the an-
cient eastern philosophies of Bud-
dhism, Taoism and Hinduism. There 
is much in these schools of thought that applies to the challenges 
we face in modern-day radio programming. Be open to it and you 
may be surprised at how these concepts from thousands of years 
ago speak directly to our situations today... I.) " Be Here Now" 
indeed. This refers to the act of letting go and staying in the 
moment. " Right now" is, after all, the only place we can actually be. 
The past is gone, and the future is not yet here. In other words, 
don't get bogged down in a pile of facts, figures and research 
(which is all "yesterday," by the way)—be aware and see things for 
what they really are, not your projection of them. If you're pro-
gramming a Pop radio station today, you're most likely a 25-44 
male who has spent his entire adult life in this tiny microcosm of 
radio & records. Don't look at things through that filter. Your target 
audience of women has never spent one moment of their lives 
seeing things the way you do. Be cognizant & that and remember 
that their world is the one your radio station is living in, not yours... 
II.) To see things clearly, view them from above. This is the ancient 
equivalent of the "forest for the trees" idea. If you place yourself 
high on a mountain, you are frien in a position to see the weather 
approaching, to see the activities of all those around you, and to 
widen your scope. When down in the trenches, you may be blind-
ed to actions, and see only the results. You most certainly cannot 
see what is coming your way unless you step away from the action. 
The easiest way to apply this? Get out of the radio station and 
spend more time in the real world! You'll frid that the world is 
much wider than your view of it.... Ill.) Govemirg (teaching, training, 
managing) is like frying a small fish—you ruin it with too much pok-
ing. Keep this in mind next time you're tempted to hotline a jock or 
chew somebody out over something relatively trivial... IV) By forc-
ing things to completion, you ruin what was almost ripe. Like pulling 
a record that shows poorly in callout after several weeks of mid-level 
play, only to have it detonate a week or two later for those who 
stuck with it. Your airplay may have just been on the verge of reach-
ing critical mass with your audience when you pulled the record. 
Step back and let things take their natural course... V) Simplicity, 
patience, compassion. Simplicity in your actions and thoughts. 
Patience with both your friends and enemies. Compassion with 
yourself. Keep these in mind in everything you do, and people will 
be attracted to your station without even knowing why. And when 
you have a big up-trend next time, don't forget to thank the ancient 
Chinese philosopher Lao-Tzu!
