dustry and labor is an inevitable 

fact. The security, prosperity and 

stability of all is predicated upon the suc- 

cess of each supporting unit. If produc- 

tion, sales incomes and wages are to be 

maintained upon a fair, profitabie and 

equitable basis there can be no detach- 

ment of either of these forces from the 

other.. Some immutable power, compar- 

able to the law of gravitation, operates 

in the field of economics just as precisely 

and inexorably as the intangible forces 

which govern the ebb and fiow of the 

tide. No artificial means or methods can 

be substituted for stern economic facts. 
Society must conform to the operation of 

these invisible economic forces. They 

cannot be set aside, destroyed or ren- 

dered inoperative by legislative enact- 

ment or executive decree. Costly mis- 

takes have been made and are being 

made by legislative bodies and govern- 

mental agencies which attempt to utilize 

artificial methods and legislative decrees 

instead of permitting the natural eco- 

nomic laws to take their course. Society 

Pays a tremendous price when it engages 

in this sort of experimentation. 

The administration of business, the 

control and management of industry and 

the use and service of labor can be so 

wisely directed as to secure for all con- 

cerned the maximum of benefit which 

flows from the free operation of economic 

laws. It is the duty of society to facili- 

tate the operation of economic forces. It 

must not retard them. We can supple- 

ment them by the application of sound 

public policies and through co-operation 

on the part of ownership, management 

and labor. 

Modern civilization, with its educa- 

tional, cultural and enlightened processes, 

has served to create an inquiring social 

state of mind. People are asking if re- 

curring, widespread unemployment, with 

all its attendant human distress and suf- 

fering, must be accepted as an unavoid- 

able human experience. What are the 

causes which produce such economic dis- 

location and what remedy should be ap- 

plied? Is it possible for those who con- 

trol finances, business and industry: to 

originate and apply policies which will es- 

tablish economic equilibrium, minimize 

industrial peaks and dips and stabilize 

employment so as to avoid the growth of 

widespread social unrest and disorder? 

A practical and satisfactory answer to 

these inquiries will vindicate the virtue 

of private enterprise, while, on the other 

hand, admission of the inability of those 

who control the productive and financial 

' institutions of the country to remedy in- 

dustrial and social ills would justify the 

conclusion that private ownership and pri- 

Te interdependence of business, in- vate management has failed to meet mod- 
ern social requirements. The facts are 

that industrial and financial management 

and the industrial and financial institu- 

tions which they represent are being sub- 

jected to a severe test. The masses of 

the peopie wiii not remain tranquii and 

satisfied during periodical economic 

lapses when they are forced to suffer 

from long continued unemployment, hun- 

ger and distress. They understand quite 

well that unemployment and hunger are 

not due to a lack of natural resources or 

of ampie facilities fur production. Neither 

are they caused by an over-filled market 

or a lack of universal desire to buy and 

consume manufactured products. The 

masseg of the people are certain that the 

cauge of unemployment and social dis- 

tress is to be found in our faulty methods 

of production and inequitable distribu- 

tion of the earnings of industry. 

The representatives of business, the 

owners of industry and wage earners 

must be conscious of their social obliga- 

tions. The development of private enter- 

prise, the right to own property and to 

engage in trade and commerce is all based 

upon social sanction. The institutions of 

government, as well as those of a private 

character, rest upon a social foundation. 

In a democracy the power to control and 

supply a legal title to property is inher- 

ent within the people and is secured by 

the protection accorded by the State in 

the exercise of its corporate rights. This 

is very concretely illustrated in the crea- 

tion of corporations. The people, through 

the instrumentality of government, grant 

a charter to those who form a corpora- 

tion. These corporations are the crea- 

tures of the state and when organized as- 

sume, either directly or by implication, 

certain social as well as legal obligations. 

Notwithstanding its accomplishments 

and achievements in the field of produc- 

tion, industrial and financial manage- 

ment has failed in the field of distribu- 

tion of earnings. Science and scientific 

genius have excelled in developing the 

facilities of industrial production. We 

have utilized the most modern technical 

and mechanical equipment until we have 

increased collective and 

ciency to a remarkable degree. As a re- 

sult, we have created a paradoxical situa- 

tion—an abundance of available food, 

commodities, luxuries and clothing for 

millions of people who cannot buy. We 

produce much but consume less. As a re- 

sult millions are hungry and inadequate- 

ly clothed in the midst of plenty. Such 

a state of affairs must create grave con- 

cern and deep feelings of apprehension 

among all thinking, serious minded 

people. 

One cause of our economic distress is

found in the fact that during the ten- 

year period ending in 1929 productivity 

increased 48.5 per cent, while real wages 

increased only 24.3 per cent. Another 

illustration is found in the fact that dur- 

ing the thirty-year period ending in 1929 

the cost of living increased 247.5 per cent, 

While real wages in manufacturing enter- 

prises increased 123.9 per cent. 

* * * 

Obviously, it is the solemn duty of the 

management of industry and business to 

face their responsibilities and meet their 

obligations to society. This fact cannot 

be evaded permanently. 

Industry and business are institutions 

created for the purpose of serving and 

supplying social needs. = They must 

demonstrate the point that private initia- 

tive, private enterprise and private own- 

ership is superior to any other form of 

ownership or industrial control. If the 

existing business and industrial order is 

to successfully meet its social obligations 

there must be better planning on the part 

of industrial and business management. 

Unfortunately, little or no attention has 

been given to this important phase of in- 

dustrial development. Better planning 

must embody the stabilization of employ- 

ment, the establishment of a balance be- 

tween production and market require- 

ments and the employment of a work 

force adequate to meet productive re- 

quirements. 

Balanced production can be maintained, 
approximately, through the use of accu- 

rate information secured from advance 

surveys made of market needs and mar- 

ket requirements. As a result of such 

surveys production facilities, including 

the working force, can be regulated so as 

-to meet the maximum market demand. 

Such scientific planning should be ac- 

cepted and executed by all industrial and 

business managers. 

Work security should be accepted and 

made a part of the fixed policy of indus- 

Men and women should be able to 

feel secure in their work. There should 

be no haunting fear of unemployment. 

The guarantee of work security accorded 

employes would tend to maintain their 

purchasing power at its maximum level. 

The worker could plan as management 

planned because his yearly earnings could 

be determined,: approximately. Under 

such circumstances he would use his 

earned income to buy freely and, in ad- 

dition, would avail himself of the use of 

credit facilities, all of which would tend 

to increase his purchasing power. Thus, 

work security ts the real remedy for un- 

employment and is the rea) kind and 

character of unemployment insurance de- 

sired and sought by organized labor. 

High wages must be maintained if the 
American standard of living is to be pre- 

served and a market is to be created and 

maintained for the sale and consumption 

of manufactured products. Such stabili- 

zation will result in a balance between 

production and consuming power. It is 

of no value if we develop our productive 

facilities to the highest possible point 

and at the same time neglect to place in 

the hands of the consuming masses a 

purchasing power corresponding with our 

facilities to produce manufactured goods. 

The United States long ago moved for- 

ward from a low-wage basis and a low- 

wage standard. The payment of low 

wages has long been considered economi- 

cally unsound and fallacious. A constant 

increase in wages corresponding with an 

increase in the efficiency and productive 

ability of working people is an economic 

necessity. 

A general reduction in wages at the 

present time would be the greatest injury 

that could be inflicted upon our social 

and economic order. It would serve to 

delay a return to normal conditions for 

an indefinite period. Nothing could hap- 

pen that would so thoroughly convince 

the masses of the people of the complete 

break-down of our existing industrial and 

economic system as would a widespread 

reduction in wages at this time. 

It is difficult to understand why indus- 

trial management fails to apply a self- 

evident remedy as a substantial corrective 

of our economic ills. Perhaps its position 

is best understood by an appreciation of 

the fact that it has always yielded re- 

luctantly to demands made for economic 

reform and readjustment. Because of the 

introduction of mechanical devices dis- 

placing working people, creating tech- 

nological unemployment, it is economic- 

ally impossible to find employment for all 

working people six days per week. A re- 

duction in the number of hours worked 

per day and the days worked per week is 

both inevitable and highly necessary. 

We shrink from the mere thought of 

creating a permanent army of unem- 

ployed in the United States, yet the cir- 

cumstances establish the fact that such a 

social state will be reached unless thére 
is a general readjustment of the hours of 

labor and the days worked per week con- 

forming to the productive ability of in- 

dustry and the workers. Industry ought 

to meet the present situation with a re- 

duction in hours and in the number of 

days worked per week rather thah 

through the imposition of reductions in 

wages. Industrial management will ‘do 

well if they give this subject the consid- 

eration it deserves and if they will pro- 

gressively apply it as circumstances and 

conditions permit,

REPORT OF THE MID-WEST 

CONFERENCE 

A report has been received that the 
Mid-West Conference, held in Lincoln, 
Neb., was largely attended by delegations 
from Iowa, Minnesota, North Dakota, 
South Dakota, Nebraska, Colorado, Wyom- 
ing, Kansas, Oklahoma, Missouri and 
Illinois.

PATTEN, Chattanooga, Tenn., on Mon- 

day, June 8th, 1931, at 2 P. M. 

Delegates to be chosen in accordance 

with the provisions contained in Articles 

V and VI of the Constitution, which are 

as follows: 
ARTICLE V. 

Representation and Delegates. 

All Locals of this Federation of one hun- 
dred members or less shall be entitled to one 
delegate. All Locals shall be entitled to 
one delegate for each one hundred members 
or a majority fraction thereof, not exceeding 
three deiegates for any one Local, but each 
Local shall be entitled to one vote for each 
one hundred or majority fraction thereof, 
but no Local shall cast more than ten votes, 
and the number each Local is entitled to 
shall be computed from the last report made 
on January ist, before the Convention, by 
the Local, according to the books of the 
Treasurer. On questions affecting & change 
in the laws, each Local may, upon roll call, 
cast as many votes as it has members, as 
per book of the Treasurer, A. F. of M. All 
laws so passed shall be referred to a conven- 
tion committee consisting of the Executive 
Board, A. F. of M., and chairmen of all com- 
mittees, who may sanction or veto same; 
their action to be final. Roll call shall be 
demandable and had under this Article on 
demand of ten delegates or five Locals. 

ARTICLE Vi. 

Delegates—How Elected. 

Section 1. Delegates to the Convention 
shall be elected by the Locals, either at 
annual, special or regular meetings. If 
elected at annual meetings, the usual notice 
to members in vogue for such meetings shall 
be sufficient. If elected at regular or special 
meetings, which cannot be done earlier than 
100 days preceding the Convention, every 
member of the Local must be duly notified of 
such meeting. 

Elections held in violation of this law are 
null and void. 

Sec. 2. No member shall be permitted to 
represent more than one Local, nor shall 
any member be permitted to act as delegate 
for a Local unless he is a full member in 
good standing in said Local. 

Sec. 3.: In the event of protests being filed 
against the seating of delegates, such pro- 
tests must be accompanied by a certified 
copy of the minutes of the meeting at which 
the election of delegates took piace, under 
seal, which shall be furnished by the Local 
Secretary. All other documentary evidence 
must be duly sworn to before a Notary 
Public. The contestant must notify the ac- 
credited delegate at least forty-eight hours 
before the opening of the Convention of his 
intention to contest, and either party may 
submit his evidence in person or by proxy. 

Sec. 4. The hotel accommodations of the 
delegates and a per diem of $4.00 per day, 
or fraction thereof, commencing not more 
than twenty-four hours prior to the opening 
of the Convention and ending not later than 
twelve hours after adjournment, and those 
of the Executive Board, A. F. of M., for such 
time as it may be in session, and of such 
members as it may summon to appear before 
it, shall be paid from the funds of the 
Federation. | 

Sec. 5. Alternates may be elected for 
those delegates who may be unable to attend 
the sessions Tt shall be the duty of Local 
Secretaries to notify the Secretary of the 
Federation of the names of the delegates 
and their alternates immediately after such 
election. 

Sec. 6. ~The title of honorary delegates 
may be conferred by the majority vote of the 
delegates in convention assembled, but the 
compliment shall not entitle such delegates 
to any privileges vested in the delegates of 
the different Locals, and only the hotel ex- 
Penses shall be borne by the Federation.

Are Bankers Behind Wage-Cut 
Agitation? 

HE statement that the Governor of the Bank of 

T England is in this country to discuss wage reduc- 

tions with American bankers should be given more 

than passing notice by trade unionists and sympathizers. 

The statement may be denied—as bankers usually 

do not announce their purpose—but the statement 

should remind workers of the power of these financiers 

and their attitude toward lower wages. 

Industrialists, retail business men and statesmen 

may declare for high wages, but the bankers hold the 

key to the situation by their control of the nation’s 

credit. 4 

The banker knows nothing of industry. He loans 

money at a certain per cent and he demands returns. 

To secure his per cent he is willing to revert—as ve 

is now doing—tc the discredited philosophy of the iro 

law of wages. 

The head of America’s largest bank has gone so far 

as to declare: 
“It is not true that high wages make pros- 

perity—instead, prosperity makes high wages.” 

In other words, trade unions have nothing to do with 

maintaining high wages. Neither is high purchasing 

power a factor in sustaining prosperous times. 

Wages, according to this banker’s reasoning, depend . 

upon the employer, who graciously permits a certain 

percentage of income, sufficient to maintain a bread bas- 

ket standard of living, to sift into the workers’ pockets 

in the form of wages. 

These bankers would overthrow America’s wage 

philosophy that has been accepted after a quarter of a 

century agitation by organized labor. 

The bankers are revamping theories that prevailed 

in England seventy-five years ago—high wages increase 

production costs and interfere with dividends. 

Let no organized worker put his trust in glowing 

statements by employers or office holders who talk of 

high wages. 

These men should be given credit for sincerity, but 

there is a power beyond them—the banker who controls 

credit. He can dictate—generally by secret methods— 

the terms under which money is loaned to employers. 

If organized labor permits this bankers’ policy to 

be unchallenged—if the purpose of these bankers is un- 

known—they will continue their policy of stealthily un- 

dermining the nation’s concept of wages. 

This is the first essential for a mass attack on wages 

that will eventually swamp every protest. 

Organized workers should draw a sharp line between 

the business man who favors high wages, because of in- 

creased purchasing power, and bankers who want low 

wages that per cent is assured. 

Old Speed-Up Systems Are Given 
New Names 

66 CONOMIC planning,” “scientific order in pro- 

IE, duction,” “stabilization” and “rationalization” 
are new names for the old system of greater 

production at less cost. 

These phrases mean more centralization, combines, 

speed up and automatic machinery. 

The new planning provides for accurate information 

on the people’s income and on trade conditions. Com- 

modities will be produced as needed. No large stocks 

(inventories) will be carried. 

This means less capital invested and lower interest 

charges. Standardization to a point undreamed of will 

be the rule, 

Excessive plant “capacity will be junked and only the 

fittest among workers will be given steady employment 

to supply a market that has. been “stabilized.” The 

more than six million unemployed will remain where 

they are. 

The age limit of 40-45 years for workers will be 

general, as only young men can stand the pace. Wages 

for those employed will not be reduced. Such a reduc- 
tion would unite the employed and unemployed, 

whereas the new plan will tend to keep them divided. 

The number of needed workers, however, will be 
steadily lessened as automatic machinery and other 

processes are silently installed. 

“Economic planning” is an attractive system for em- 

ployers who forget that mergers and combines wili 

continue io reduce their number. 

Automatic machinery will have the same effect on 

employed workers, despite promises that the new 

“stabilization” will provide then» steady work. 

The “economic planner” will reply, of course, that 

elimination of every possible waste, and greater mass 

output based on a knowledge of markets, will reduce 

production costs, cheapen commodities, increase de- 

mand and thereby create more employment. 

This is not a new claim. It was heard when mass 

production and displacement of labor by automatic 

machinery first attracted attention. The claim has not 

proven satisfactory to more than 6,000,000 idle workers. 

The “economic planner” ignores the fact that an 

unemployed worker can not buy, regardless of price. 

The “planner” is only interested in production, while 

our major problem is distribution—to establish buying 

power that employment wili be created. 

Men who talk of “economic planning” ignore the 

cause of our depression. They accept the status quo— 

millions of idle, other millions on part-time work, and 

other millions paid a low wage. 

The “economic planner” would build on that foun- 

dation. He fails to see that the very force that created 
these workless will continue to function. 

Prosperity can not be based on a few million workers 

receiving comparatively high wages until they are 40 or 

45 years old, when they are turned into the idle ranks. 

Automatic machinery accelerates this movement. 

Employers, as a class, will receive no permanent 

benefit from the “economic planner.” Employers will 

continue to be engulfed by the grinding process. 

Organized labor’s solution of high wages and shorter 

hours must be accepted. 

Work is the solution for unemployment. Buying 

power is the only thing that can start idle factories.

Q.—When was the Bricklayers’ Union first organized 

and in what State? 

A.—On October 17, 1865, in Philadelphia, Pa., where 

seven men belonging to the Philadelphia and Baltimore 

unions met, drafted a constitution, elected officers and 

instructed the secretary “to correspond with all brick- 

layers’ unions known to exist in the United States, re- 

questing them to send delegates to the next convention, 

to meet in Baltimore on January 8, 1866.” The con- 

vention was held as planned, with delegates from eight 

cities present and the International Bricklayers’ Union 

of North America was established. Three changes of 

name followed, the organization finally becoming known 

by its present name, Bricklayers, Masons and Plasterers’ 

International Union of America, 

Q.—Has the International Molders’ Union recently 

taken action on behalf of Thomas J. Mooney? 

A.—President M. J. Keough of the union in March 

addressed a letter to Governor James Rolph, Jr., of 

California, urging him to grant Mooney “an unqualified 

pardon, and thus right the wrong which the great State 

of California has done an innocent man.” President 

Keough’s letter asserts that he is personally convinced 

of the absolute innocence of Mooney. 

Q.—When was Samuel Gompers sentenced to jail for 

violating a labor injunction? 

A.—On December 23, 1908, he was sentenced to a 

year in jail for violating a sweeping injunction obtained 

by the Bucks Stove and Range Company of St. Louis. 

Frank Morrison and John Mitchell were sentenced at 

the same time on the same charge. The case was ap- 

pealed and the seritences were not served. 

Q.—Who said: “The organization of workers to bet- 

ter the conditions of labor is undoubtedly a safeguard of 

equality of opportunity and in accord with basic prin- 

ciples. The essence of combination of workers is collec- 

tive bargaining, and the recognition of the right to com- 

bine cannot be separated from the right to bargain col- 

lectively” ? 

A.—President Hoover.

Events Here and Abroad. 

Following a strike of telegraph and 

postal workers in Bolivia, school teach- 

ers, who have not been paid for two 

months, quit work. 

Serious disturbances caused by unem- 

ployed demanding bread and work are 

reported in dispatches from Bucharest, 

Rumania. 

The average number of persons em- 

ployed by Canadian railways in 1930 was 

13,398 less than in 1929, while the payroll 

was $21,760,000 less. 

Meeting at Gastonia, directors of four- 

teen textile mills approved plans for a 

merger of twenty mills in North and 

South Carolina that will create a 

$10,000,000 textile corporation. 

On the ground that it attempted “to 

nullify the provisiéns of the Eighteenth 

Amendment,” Governor Emmerson of 

Illinois on April 13 vetoed the bill to re- 

peal the Illinois prohibition acts. 

The Federation of State Employes in 

Poland is planning a one-day strike in 

protest against a 15 per cent reduction in 

salaries of all government employes an- 

nounced to be effective from May 1. 

Eleven men, including four city fire- 

men, lost their lives as the result of a 

suffocating fire on the night of April 13 

in a Sanitary District tunnel under con- 

struction in Chicago. 

Reports on unemployment trends in 18 

regional areas of the country indicate a 

slight but favorable change in the situa- 

tion, Coi. Arthur Woods, chairman of the 

President’s Emergency Committee for 

Employment, announced. 

The New England Methodist Confer- 

ence, meeting at Springfield, Mass., 

passed a resolution against any abridg- 

ment of free speech and free assembly, 

declaring that in*such event Methodist 

churches should be opened to such as 

semblies. 

In a statement addressed to the leaders

and Deflation 

unstable money began with the ob- 

servation that it makes our book- 

keeping misleading, producing an unjust 

transfer of values from one class of so- 

ciety to another, but not, primarily, a 

loss to society as a whole. What some 

lost others have gained. 

But we can find the losses exceed the 

gains, owing to the indirect harm of un- 

certainty, depression, unemployment, dis- 

content, strikes, lockouts, sabotage, riots, 

violence, Bolshevism. These can only 

mean a dead loss to the general pubtic. 

The loss is felt whether the price level 

is rising or falling. 

When the price level is vesduan and busi- 

ness is temporarily stimulated, “prosper- 

ity” is largely a sham. Bondholders, 

most salaried men, many wage earners 

and all others whose incomes are fixed, 

or, nearly fixed, in dollars are then far 

from prosperous. We. must remember 

that “prosperity” is a business man’s 

term, one that describes a condition of 

class interest rather than a condition of 

general welfare. It follows that, during 

inflation, the supposed “prosperity” of 

(© sastadie about the harm done by 

, the period is really a class prosperity— 

an increased welfare of profit-takers at 

the expense of the welfare of others, 

Moreover, as with ordinary gambling, 

even the gains of the winners are largely 

swept away in the end. When the price 

level is rising the strikes, riots and vio- 

lence, which often occur, as secondary ef- 

fects of the rising price level, take away 

the profits of the winners by blocking the 

wheels of industry and even destroying 

its tools. It is not.so much a question of 

who is going to get the profits as it is a 

question of whether there are to be any 

profits. It does not seem too much to 

say, for instance, that, economically 

speaking, Germany probably suffered 

more after the war from her colossal in- 

flation than from the war itself. 

When, during a period of falling prices, 

the apparent gainer is not the profit- 

taker but the creditor, the winner is also 

just as likely to lose his winnings. The 

bondholder is, usually and normally, the 

simple investor of capital, the “silent 

partner” in business. He lacks the tem- 

perament and training to be a risk-bearer 

or captain of industry. But, after years 

of a falling price level, during which he 

himself has been draining, unobserved 

even by himself, the life-blood of the en- 
terprise whose bonds he holds, until there 
is no profit left for the captain of indus- 

try who has been managing it or for the 

stockholders who risked their capital, the 

mortgage is foreclosed and the captain, 

held responsible for the shipwreck, is 

forced out, discredited, humiliated, and 

unable to explain or even to understand 

that the disaster was not wholly his fault. 

The fault has arisen from his unreliable 

instrument of reckoning, the dollar. Next, 

the bondholders or their representatives, 

often lawyers, take control, whether or 

not they know how to run the business. 

Thus the management often drifts into 

wrong hands and turns into mismanage- 

ment. The bondholder has unconsciously 

been a Shylock, exacting his pound of 

flesh until the once productive enterprise 

is bled to death. 

The workmen who are thrown out of 

work during a period of depression never 

regain their lost wages. Nor is what they 

lose gained by their employers nor by 

anyone else. Idle men and idle machines 

represent total losses to all society. 

Unstable money robs sometimes one 

class and sometimes another; it upsets 

all sorts of calculations and economic re- 

lationships and adjustments; it causes 

harmful fluctuations in trade and employ- 

ment, and produces discontent, labor 

troubles, class hatred and-violence; and 

. as : . ad 
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in the end it represents general economic 

loss. These evils of unstable money may 

be reduced to three: social injustice, so- 

cial discontent and sociai inefficiency. 

THE YES-MAN

In a company of commercially-minded 

individuals in which I found myself com- 

fortably eating lunch, there arose the 

question of the yes-man. Somebody said 

he wouldn’t be anybody’s yes-man, and 

somebody else said, “You’d get further 

with your boss if you yessed him: Bosses 

like to pretend that they don’t require 

yes-men, but all the same they get mighty 

displeased if an important employe dis- 

agrees with them.” 

The sentiment seemed to receive rather 

general approval. Most of those present 

gave it as their experience and observa- 

tions that the typical business executive, 

while maintaining the theory that he 

likes to have independent thinkers about 

him, really likes to have all his jokes 

laughed at and all his ideas praised. 
* . * 

There is just enough truth in the con- 

tention to lead a good many trusted em- 

ployes astray. I believe about the only 

justifiable generalization you can make 

on the subject is this: 

The business man who is really big 

doesn’t place any value on the yes-man. 

And, of course, you should note this 

very important corollary: 

The really big business man is a rare 

bird. 

Business men are human, I suppose. 

If a man has been poor and unimportant 

and has fought his way to somewhere 

near the top in his business, he is likely 

to get the notion that his ideas are pretty 

sound and his jokes rather good. Also, 

he is likely to seek surcease from irrita- 

tion, and an employe, no matter how con- 

fidential his position, is apt to irritate 

such a man by suggesting that the boss 

is wrong about some matter pertaining to 

the business. 

That is the ordinary successful busi- 

ness man. If you have constructive ideas, 

it is much better to be associated with 

the ordinary one. He is the successful 

business man who knows within himself 

that many factors have entered into his 

success, and that not all of these factors 
are indicative of his own infallibility. He 

is the business man who really does not 
want yes-men about him. Usually, he is 

the one who builds far ahead of his com- 

petitors, because he knows that even his 

competitors sometimes have good ideas. 

Woodrow Wilson’s greatness was 

dimmed by his yearning for yes-men. 

When he caught a subordinate having an.. 

idea, he fired him or put him in his place. 

He died from trying to originate all the 

worth-while ideas in the world and carry 

them all out by himself. His constitution 
oh ¢n etand the atrain ctranc 

wasn’t strong enough to stand the strain,’ 

and he had a good constitution, too.

The Indiana Legislature has passed a 

bill to curb lynching. The bill provides 

for automatic suspension of the sheriff in 

whose county a lynching takes place, 

with reinstatement only when it is proved 

to the satisfaction of the Governor that 

the sheriff did his full duty in trying to 

prevent the lynching, and assessment of 

money damages against the town, city or 

county in favor of the relatives and heirs 

of the person lynched.

States would discourage lynching, the one 

crime which flourishes only in the United 

tates, of all the nations of the globe.

In view of the apparent indifference of 

most Americans to the increase in recent 

years of attacks on free speech, free press 

and free assemblage, it is good to see 

every straight-from-the-shoulder defense 

of these fundamental rights. Such a de- 

fense is made by President Charles P. 

Howard of the International Typograph- 

ical Union in the Typographical Journal. 

He writes in part: 

“We believe in free speech. No group 

in all the world should be more devoutly 

wedded to the ideal of free speech than 

the members of this organization. We 

must not only believe in and support free 

speech for ourselves and those who agree 

with us, we must fight, if necessary, for 

the right of those with whom we do not 

agree to speak freely of what they be- 

lieve. It is easy to applaud those who 

tell us what we like to hear. It is easy 

to approve that with which we agree. It 

is not so easy to give courteous consid- 

eration to the unpleasant truths about 

issues upon which we may be wrong.”
