My Dear Mr. Green: 

I am, as you are, greatly concerned 

about the need to maintain the real in- 

comes and the buying power of the 

workers. It seems to me that the policy 

of maintaining wage rates, announced by 

President Hoover and supported by or- 

ganized labor, is economically unsound 

and has not only failed to maintain buy- 

ing power, but has seriously aggravated 

and prolonged the industrial depression. 

Wage rates, to a very considerable de- 

have been maintained, but the 

money earnings of workers have fallen 

probably 23 per cent. since 1929. Even 

when the increased purchasing power of 

the dollar is taken into account, the total 

real incomes and the buying power of 

workers have undoubtedly fallen more 

than 12 per cent. 

Unemployment, total and partial, is, of 

course, responsible for this serious drop 

in workers’ buying power, and main- 

tained money wage rates are doubtless 

responsible for much of this unemploy- 

Ment. I need scarcely point out that the 

~ fall of more than 12- per cent. in the 

| workers’ cost of living since July, 1929, 

_ has increased the buying power of each 

: dollar of wages about 14 per cent. Freez- 

’ ing money. wage rates fast in the face of 

' declining cost of living and general com- 

modity prices has actually increased real 

Wage rates by about 14 per cent. and has 

Caused many employers to discharge 

thousands of workers. 

The attempt then to maintain workers’ 

buying power by maintaining money 

» Wage rates has signally failed. Money 

_fosts of production per unit have de- 

» clined little, if at all, while market prices 
have crashed. High unit costs have re- 

tarded production and increased unem- 

' ployment. The building and construction 

industries have been, in the past, 

especially important to tide over de- 

Pressions and to start business on the 

upward swing. The great slump in build- 

ing and construction during 1930-31 is 

j largely due to high unit costs because 

» Money wage rates have not declined and 

the real costs of building have been in- 

creased. 

Maintained buying power, not main- 

| tained money wage rates, is the policy 

4 which should have commanded the sup- 

» Port of organized workers, employers, the 

_ Sovernment, and the public. Had this 

policy been carried out, many thousands 

of workers who are now unemployed in 

whole or in part would now be working 

and the situation would not be so gloomy 

and discouraging. 

Much mischief has already been done 

by the “maintain-money-wages” policy, 

but I think it is not yet too late to 

inaugurate the policy of- “maintained- 

buying-power-wages.” f[ think it would 

be a gres rategik ind constructive aci 

if the representatives of organized work 

ers would announce to employers aud the 

public that the workers are unalterably 

opposed to the permanent 

workers 

reduction in 

ndards, due to unem 

ployment, and that as a means of helping 

to maintain those standards and the buy- 

living sta 

ing power oi the workers in this time of 

gloom, they are ready to enter into wage 

contracts providing for wage rates of un- 

changing buying power. 

The wage rates would vary according 

to the index number of the cost of living, 

so that if and when the cost of living 

should again rise, money wage rates 

would rise in the same proportion, thus 

maintaining the standard of wages so far 

as the purchasing power is concerned at 

the pre-depression level. In making su¢h 

adjustments, the calculations of the 

United States Bureau of Labor Statistics 

would, of course, be used. 

This would, it seems to me, answer the 

chief objection which workers have to a 

reduction of wages, namely, the fear that 

there would be no restoration of the 

original money wages when the cost of 

living later should require it. Of course, 

over and above the proposed corrections 

on the basis of the cost of living there 

could and would be individual adjust- 

ments on other grounds. 

As you remember, such index number 

wages, or “Market Basket” wages, were 

arranged during the war and were con- 

sidered practicable for millions of labor- 

ing men in this country, England and 

elsewhere, having been found necessary 

because of the rapid fluctuations in the. 

cost of living. We have the same rapid 

fluctuations today, although the start-off, 

is in the opposite direction from the first \ 

fluctuations in war-time. 

I realize that the wage-earner wishes 

to retain any advantage which he may 

have received from this depression, but 

in my opinion, he has received no ad- 

vantage, and the effort to keep money 

wages out of line with commodity prices 

has merely resulted in more unemploy- 

ment and deepened the depression. You 

will observe that the idea of maintaining 

the American standard of living for the 

working man is the very heart and core 

of my suggestions. However, we should 

strive to maintain that standard of living 

in terms of real incomes and purchasing

For obvious reasons such opinion: 

as you express and such recommendations 

as you maké regarding remedies which 

you recommend be applied to the distress- 

ing situation which prevails, are received 

with a feeling of sincere and deep appre- 

ciation. Notwithstanding the great value 

which I place upon your judgment and 

your recommendations, I find myself in 

definite conflict and in total disagrec- 

ment with your logic, your conclusions 

and the remedy you propose for our in- 

dustrial ills. 

In your communication you state that 

“maintained money wage rates are doubt- 

less responsible for much of this unem- 

ployment.” You produce neither argu- 

ment nor facts to substantiate this state- 

ment. If this allegation were true, why 

is it that unemployment continues in 

Germany and in England where money 

wage rates have been reduced to a bare 

subsistence level? Your theory has been 

accepted and applied in Germany and 

England and yet unemployment exists in 

those countrjes in a most aggravated 

form. In our own land, in many indus- 

trial communities, the wages of helpless 

workers have been reduced, and notwith- 

standing this fact they are suffering from 

unemployment more acute and distress- 

ing than existed before the earning power 

of these workers had been reduced. This 

is particularly true of the textile, bitumi- 

nous coal and agricultural industry, as 

well as other miscellaneous trades. 

The facts are against your contention. 

' Reductions in wages have not stimulated 

or increased buying power. You offer as 

an argument in support of your proposal 

that wages be reduced to stimulate buy- 

ing power that commodity prices and the 

cost of living have decreased in round 

numbers 12 per cent. You conclude that 

this means that the buying power of each 

dollar earned in wages has increased 14 

per cent. You offer these statistical facts 

as an argument in favor of the imposition 

of reductions in wages. 

One of the chief causes of the present 

depression was the fact that the pur- 

chasing power of the masses of the people 
had not kept pace with their increasing 

power of production. Unemployment 

came upon us because {be masses of the

people could not buy back in volume the 
goods their skill, their training and their 

hands produced. Your proposal would 

aggravate one of the real causes of the 

existing industrial depression by reduc- 

ing further the already limited: purchas- 

ing power of the masses of the people. 

How could we find a market for manu- 

factured goods if buying power, which 

was already impaired and too loW before 

ihe depression cameé, i iowered to a 

marked and still gre 

You have

failed to take into account 

the increased productivity of individual 

workers when you refer to the fact that 

commodity prices have declined 12 per 

cent. The decline in these commodity 

prices has been practically offset by the 

increased efficiency and productivity of 

individual workers. In the decade ending 

1929 the productivity of individual work- 

ers increased 54 per cent. in manufactur- 

ing industries, while real wages increased 

only 24.3 per cent, Furthermore, Julius 

Klein, assistant to Secretary Lamont, 
states that labor costs in manufacturing 

industries constituted. 16 per cent. of the 

total cost. This being true, a 10 per cent. 

reduction in wages would reduce total 

production costs 1.6 per cent. 

Let us make some comparison of the 

application of the old economic theory 

which you seem to follow that in periods 

of depression wages must be reduced, 

with the new modern economic viewpoint 

that prosperity depends upon the. main- 

tenance of a high mass purchasing power. 

We can do this by making comparison of 

the poliey pursued during the depressed 

period of 1921 with the industrial policy 

pursued during the depression of 1930. 

In 1930 business activity fell to 24.3 

per cent. below normal. In 1921 the 

lowest point was 18.4 per cent. below 

normal. It is clear from a comparison 

of these figures that in 1930 the depres- 

sion was more severe than in 1921. But 

in 1930 wage cuts were very few com- 

pared to wage cuts in 1921. In 1921 there 

were 92 wage cuts for every 100 firms re- 

porting to the Bureau of Labor Statistics, 

In 1930 there were 7 wage cuis for every 

100 firms reporting. In 1930 workers in 

factories did not suffer as severely as in 

1921. In 1921 the incomes of all workers 

declined on an average of 33 per cent. 

from 1920. The trend of public opinion 

between the years 1921 and 1930 shows 

that there was a widespread realization 

of the fact that machinery and power had 

made imperatively necessary the develop- 

ment of a high and still higher purchas- 

ing power on the part of the consuming 

public if manufactured goods are to find 

a market which would distribute them 

and use them in’a volume corresponding 

with the increased facilities of pra 

duction.

LIMITING THE WEALTH OF 
INDIVIDUALS 

Shall the Wealth of Individuals Be Re- 

duced? Thousands of Thinking 

Americans Fear for the Future 

of Our Beloved America. 

By Guy W. Rew 

We shall probably never again see gen- 

eral nor permanent prosperity in America 

until the wealth of individuals is limited 

by law; and with the highly mechanized 

condition of industry, there will never 

again, aside from an occasional spurt of 

activity, be jobs enough on full time for 

our millions of workers. 

Lack of employment in the cities and 
high taxes in the rural districts have 

been responsible for the loss of hundreds 

of thousands of hdmes and small farms, 
this property eventually adding to the 

already immense fortunes of an ex- 

tremely small percentage of our people. 

It is true that America owes much of 

her success and power to capitalists, but 

corporations composed of the many can 

accomplish as much. A few greedy indi- 

viduals have created a dangerous situa- 

tion which is rapidly bringing about the 

ruin of the country. Our tax laws do not 

prevent the pyramiding of fortunes, so it 

behooves the millions of true Americans 

to work for a Constitutional Amendment 

providing for the reduction and limita- 

tion of individual wealth of citizens and 

non-citizens. 

It is a fallacy to suppose that the rais- 

ing of wages alone can cure our economic 
ills, as no sooner does the worker receive 

an increase in pay than the price of the 

Product is increased to cover the addi- 

tional. cost, and the worker is uo better 

off than before.

$1,000,000 or more, beginning the second 

year from the date of the amendment, 

and receive for the government any ex- 

cess over the maximum allowed. 

Prevent the transfer out of the country, 

to evade the law, of money or property. 

Provide a long term of imprisonment 

in addition to a heavy fine, or depriva- 

tion of citizenship, for falsifying state- 

ments or other violations.

Let us consider the benefits of such a

The government wouid be enabied io 

lighten our tax burden and give other’ 

relief, provide better educational facili- 

ties, etc. 

Wages would be higher, as the million- 

aire nearing the wealth maximum would 

rather pass his excess profits on to his 

employes than to turh them over to the 

government. 

Prices on manufactures, etc., would be 

lower as he would rather give the public 

the benefit of his excess profits than to 

have the government receive them. 

With higher wages and lower living 

costs the wage-earner would work shorter 

hours, and this would mean more jobs, 

giving employment again to the millions 

now out of work. 

The farmer, with his tax burden light- 

ened and his expenses lowered, could ac- 

cept comparatively low prices for his 

produce, get along comfortably and 

realize a profit from his labor. Then the 

thousands of tons of good food that are 

being destroyed or allowed to rot would 

feed the thousands of our cities who are 

practically starving.

In comparison with the per capita 

wealth of the nation, $10,000,000 is as 

much as any person should be allowed to 

possess, whether he has obtained it 

through inheritance, inventive genius or 

good business.

power so far as possible in spite of the 

depression. 
I am suggesting that you make a volun- 

tary reduction. This may seem so un- 

precedented.as to be objectionable, but 

the very fact that it was voluntary would 

add enormously in the influence on the 

depression. ‘The mere announcement that 

you, or a committee for the A. F. of L., 

recommended such a reduction as a safe- 

guard against any impairment in the 

American standard of living would throw 

an electric thrill through the whole 

world similar to that which followed Mr. 

Hoover’s proposal for a moratorium. But 

if the laboring man accepted the proposal, 

there would be no such recrudescence of 

pessimism as followed the President’s 

announcement, which was due to the fact 

that France appeared unwilling to co- 

operate voluntarily. 

For many years I have in published 
writings suggested the necessity for 

stable purchasing power of money, in the 

interests of all concerned, but particu- 

larly of labor, whose interests are of the 

greatest importance.

There is another fact in connection 

with your proposal to which I respect- 
fully call your attention. Price declines 

have been greatest in raw materials and 

least in -finished products. There has 

been a decline of 33.6 per cent. in raw 

materials, 29 per cent in semi-manufac- 

tured goods and 23.1 per cent. in finished 

goods from the 1929 level. The difference 

in these declines represents considerable 

saving in cost to the manufacturer, for 

if he buys raw materials and manufac- 

tures semi-manufactured goods, his price . 

for materials has declined more than his 

price for his product. If he buys semi- 

manufactured goods and manufactures 

finished products, the price he pays for 

materials has declined more than the 

price of his product. 
You emphasize what you allege is the 

high wage paid in the building industry. 

You allege that, “The great slump in 

building and construction during 1930-31 

is largely due to high unit costs because 

money wage rates have not declined and 

the real costs of building have been in- 

creased.” Here, again, in my opinion, 

your judgment and your conclusions are 

unsound and erroneous. 

What are the facts regarding the build- 

ing industry? Building costs in June, 

1931, were considerably below the 1929 

level. In brick construction with wood 

frame they had declined 16.4 per cent.; 

in brick construction with steel frame, 

15.7 per cent., and in reinforced concrete, 

16.4 per cent. Notwithstanding this sub- 

stantial decline in building costs, build- 

ing and building construction is less. The 

facts are that the building decline is due 

very largely to over-building. In May, 

1931, following a two-year period of build- 

ing decline, Standard Statistics states, 

“We believe that vacancies in apartments 

average not far from 15 to 20 per cent.” 

In offices, the National Association of 

Building Owners and Managers reports 

that in 41 cities on January ist, 1931, 

vacancies averaged 14.7 per cent. 

The situation has led to a shrinkage in 

the value of real estate of from 10 to 50 

per cent. Rents for dwelling houses have 

been decreased 8.1 per cent from October, 

1929, to March, 1931. Real estate values 

have been greatiy impaired. Much of this 

is directly tracable to speculation, to 

over-capitalization and to faulty financ- 

ing. Building will not resume its normal 

trend until the fear and distrust which 

influence the public have been removed. 

The bonds of real estate executed by 

many responsible bonding houses have so 

declined in value that the security of 

many of these bonding houses has been 

seriously impaired and the values of the 

securities have shrunk to a most serious 

point. How can the building industry be 

stimulated and how can building opera- 

tions be carried on under such circum- 

stances? 

The real basis of our trouble regarding 

building operations is not traceable to the 

wages paid, which after all constitute 

but a small part of the cost of building, 

but is traceable largely to the fact that 

we have over-builded, that speculation 

and faulty financing have brought finan- 

cial distress and as a result of this and 

other corresponding causes the banks and 

the financiers of the nation will not now 

finance building operations. Labor is not 

to blame for this state of affairs. 

Permit me to state in conclusion that 

while I entertain the most profound re- 

gard for your expressed opinion and judg- 

ment upon economic questions I can not 

follow your suggestion and recommenda- 

tion that wages be reduced and that the 

officers of the American Federation of 

Labor make a dramatic announcement in 

favor of a reduction in wages. 

Labor has constantly fought against 

what we regard as a false economic basis, 

the establishment of wage rates upor*a 

cost of living basis. If we would accept 

that point of view the door of hope wovld 

be closed. We could never build a stan- 

dard of living higher or above a cost of 

living basis. We have accepted the other 
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point of view, a new and more sound 

economic philosophy. We _ steadfastly 
maintain that our wage standards and. 
our wage rates must be based upon the 

increasing power of individual produc- 

tion. We contend that wages must rise 

not altogether with the cost of living, but 

corresponding with the increased effi- 

ciency and productivity of individual 

workers, made possible through the intro- 

duction of machinery and. power. 

For your information I enclose a copy 

of a statement issued by direction and 

authority of the Executive Council of the 

American Federation of Labor when it 

met on August 6th. This represents the 

American Federation of Labor point of 

view regarding wages. The opinions and 

sentiments expressed in this statement 

reflect the mature, calm and deliberate 

judgment of the members of the Execu- 

tive Council of the American Federation 

of Labor. 
I regret I can not concur in your point 

of view nor accept your recommendation 

that American labor voluntarily accept a 

reduction in wages.

Statement Issued by William Green, Presi- 
dent, American Federation of Labor, 

August, 1931, Atlantic City, N. J. 

The Executive Council of the American 
Federation of Labor reiterated and reaffirmed 
its original position in opposition to attempted 
reductions in wages. It is firmly of the 
— that the distressing unemployment 
situation can be overcome only through the 
development of the purchasing power of the 
masses of the people to its maximum ca- 
pacity. The facts are overwhelmingly in 
favor of the position assumed by the Amer- 
ican Federation of Labor. The widespread 
unemployment which prevails throughout the 
nation is due to a lack of buying power upon 
the part of the masses of the people. 

The purchasing power of more than six 
million wage-earners has been totally de- 
stroyed because they have been forced into 
unemployment. There must be added to this 
large number many millions more who are 
working part time only, and who are de- 
pendent upon those unemployed and part- 
time workers. The many millions of dollars 
which have thus been lost will never be re- 
trieved. The amount of goods this vast army 
could have bought and consumed if they 
could have been maintained in reasonably 

#steady employment would have prevented a 
continuation of the distressing situation 
which now exists. In the light of these eco- 
nomic facts it is amazing to observe the 
statements of some who propose a further 
impairment of the purchasing power of. the 
limited number of workers now employed 
through the imposition of reduction in wages. 

Unemployment will continue just as long 
as the purchasing power of the masses of the 
people rests below and beneath the ability to 
produce manufactured goods. Obviously, the 
consuming market which is very largely 
made up of the masses of the people must 
absorb manufactured products and manu- 
factured commodities in a volume correspond- 
ing with the production facilities of industry. 
This can only be accomplished when the con- 
suming power of this great purchasing mar- 
ket corresponds with the productivity and 
efficiency of industry. 

w wages mean unemployment, human 
distress and human suffering. The present 
unemployment situation will never be re- 
lieved until wages are built up so that men 
and women can buy and consume. 

The Executive Council commends very 
highly those employers and owners of indus- 
try who have subscribed to the high wage 
philosophy enunciated by the American Fed- 
eration of Labor and who, during this de- 
pression, have steadfastly discharged their 
obligation and kept the promise made to the 
President of the United States to maintain 
the wage structure. 

On the other hand, the Council condemns, 
in a most vigorous way, the action of. those 
employers who have taken advantage of 
human distress and human suffering to im- 
pose and force, wage reductions in spiteyf the 
protest of the workers involved as well those 
who represent them. 

It is the unflinching purpose of the Amer- 
ican Federation of Labor to stand resolutely 
against reduction in wages. We are sure of 
our position. We are confident that in as- 
— this attitude we are contributing 
toward the highest and best interests of ali 
the people and through such action we are 
serving as best we can to bring about a res- 
toration of normal conditions at the earliest 
possible moment.

6 ODIFY the Volstead Act and meet the tax

“To turn to modification of the Volstead Act for 

revenue, as well as for reduction of crime and restora- 

tion of freedom and temperance, is the sane, sensible, 
American thing to do. 

“It is undoubtedly true that every cent of required 

revenue could be raised by a sales tax, but it also is 

true that by that method of raising money we should 

be merely forcing our people, already deeply swamped 

in unemployment and misery, deeper into the gloom of 

depression. If the purpose of government is to burden 

the people beyond all hope, then by all means let there 

be a sales tax! Load the pennies and dimes of taxation 

onto the six millions of unemployed. Reduce the masses 

to the struggling level of the masses of the people of 

England and Germany. If that is statesmanship, then 

let us have something less dignified in name, but more 

sane and sound in purpose! 

“The present cost of enforcement is about seventeen 

million dollars a year. The national, state and local 

revenue from liquor in the last year before Volsteadism 

amounted to some 529 millions of dollars. Let us 

restore that revenue and stop that idiotic outlay of 

money for so-called enforcement. 

“But the combined cost of enforcement and possible 

revenue from taxation is not all that the government 

would gain through modification.

Announcement is made of the death of 

Daniel Bruno of Local No. 802, which sad 

event occurred on the twenty-sixth day 

of August, 1931, in New York City. 

Brother Bruno was fifty-two years of age 

and Was a native of the metropolis. lie 

was a loyal supporter of the policies of 

the American Federation of Musicians. 

He was regarded as one of the best vaude- 

ville theatre leaders in the city and had 

held responsible positions in Keith and 

R. K. O. houses for more than twenty 

years. Upon the formation of Local No. 

802 as successor to Local No. 310, in 1921, 

he was elected chairman of the Local 

Trial Board and held the place until the 

day of his death. In professional life his 

instrument was the violin. He had been 

delegate to several national Federation 

conventions—his last appearance in that 

capacity being at Boston. Shortly after 

having been operated upon for appendi- 

citis he was attacked by the strange 

malady known as sleeping sickness and 

was a great sufferer during the last eight 

months of his life. Dan will be greatly 

missed by the Local which he served so 

faithfully, as well as by a large number 

of friends he had made throughout Fed- 
eration circles. 

After having exploited all the mechan- 

ical fads which inventive genius can pos- 

sibly produce perhaps the theatre man- 

agers will return to humanly produced 

music for which the public is already 

showing a deep desire. 

Mahatma Gandhi may not be much of 

a fashion-plate so far as clothes are con- 

cerned, and yet for hot weather apparel 

he has notions which are positively worth 

considering. 

We sometimes wonder whether a cer- 

tain type of newspaper men write to dis- 

seminate sound ideas or simply to fill 

space. For a case in point we glean the 

following. editorial from a Racine, Wis- 

consin, paper: 

The capture of the New York hood- 
lums who kidnapped Charles Rosenthal 
is said to be due to his identification 
of orchestra music which he heard 
while in captivity. The police took him 
from one club to another, and he recog- 
nized the music in one. The apartment 
in which he had been held, in the 
neighborhood, was thus located. 

Truth in this instance really is 
stranger than fiction. It takes a dis- 
cerning ear to tell the difference be- 
tween the music or the bands in these 
clubs. There is no harmony and the 
cadence of all is the same. Most of the 
organizations are orchestras simply 
because they have instruments and 
make loud noises, and they are called 
orchestras because we have, as yet, no 
other name for them. 

Although the writer uses the plural, the 

main text of his article would indicate 

that only one hoodlum was involved. It 

is not at all strange that with his other 

hoodlum characteristics this chap may 

have had an ear for music. Nature oc- 

casionally presents in a single personality 

a strange compound medley of tastes and 

capabilities. So far as music in New York 

tlubs is concerned, while we have heard 

but a few, we believe the average “dis- 

cerning” ear would be able to differen- 

tiate. When he states that “most of 

the organizations are orchestras simply 

because they have instruments” he 

ignorantly slanders a large group wf pro- 
fessional players whose musical qualifi- 

cations he is too deficient in culture to 

understand. It would be interesting to 

hear a concrete example of what this 

editor would call a “harmony producing” 

orchestra. 

An interesting news item has recently 

appeared to the effect that Mrs. O. H. P. 
Belmont, who has. made her home in 

France is recent years, has composed a 

Funeral March which “is entirely dif- 

ferent” than the seule Gees with 

which we are all familiar. “Why,” she 

asks, “should one enter into a new ad- 

venture—death—to the strains of the 

lugubrious, if beautiful, March Funebre 

by Chopin? Let the passing be a joyous, 

happy occasion, celebrated with. gay, 

happy music.” We have an idea there 

are “more things in heaven and earth 

than are dreamed of” in Mrs. Belmont’s 

philosophy. It is all well enough for a 

certain class of people to talk in carefree; 

indifferent, or even buoyant. phraseology 

about the advent of the Grim Reaper, but 

_ the vast majority are not so constituted. 

Its coming produces shock. The atmos- 

phere it creates is one of gravity. It is 

only after reflection has helped to mollify 

the sting and the spirit of resignation is 

allowed to function that the clouds begin 

to lift. Chopin had the right conception 

of a Funeral March, and without having 

heard Mrs. Belmont’s creation we make 

bold to predict that she will not improve 

upon the masterpiece mentioned. Who, 

can ever forget that somber introduction?’ 

What could be more joyous or uplifting 

than the majestic swing into the major 

strain? The latter, however, would lose 

much of its wonderful effect without the 

solemn theme with which the number is 

introduced. Great was Chopin and greater 

still his enrichment of the literature of 

deathless music!

Schubert have been discovered. Our jazz 

impresarios will doubtless proceed to give 

them the proper fox-trot swing.

HOW TO STABILIZE 

In previous short stories we have seen 
that the purchasing power of: the dollar 
has never been stable. Although it had 
been nearly so for the seven years 
ending in 1929 there loomed then the dan- 
ger of a gold shortage with deflation and 
depression. How can the dollar be kept 
stable? The answer is: Through credit 
control and gold control. We have already 
discussed credit control. 

The most easily understood plan which 
has been suggested for gold control is 
one.which has been proposed by several 
economists but especially by the late 
Professor R. A. Lehfeldt of South Africa. 
This plan provides simply an _ inter- 
national governmental control of the gold 
mines, through, say, the League of Na- 
tions. A policy would be instituted such 
that when there is too little gold to sup- 
port the credit structure required by the 
business of the world gold should be pro- 
duced if at a loss; while, on the other 
hand, when there is too much gold its 
production should be curtailed. 

Another plan has been. proposed by 
several economists, including myself in 
my book, Stabilizing the Dollar. Accord- 
ing to this plan we would let gold pro- 
duction alone and merely change, from 
time to time, the weight of the dollar. Gold 
would then be left to follow its natural 
value so far as it does today, but the dol- 
lar would be preserved constant in buy- 
ing power. Gold would circulate only in 
the form of gold bullion dollar certifi- 
cates. A hundred-dollar certificate would 
be redeemable in a hundred dollars: of 
gold bullion at whatever the legal weight 
might be at the time of redemption. 
Periodically this weight. would be 
changed, as prescribed by an index num- 
ber, to make the buying power of the 
dollar always the same. Such a plan is 
called a “compensated dollar” on the 
analogy of a compensated pendulum. 

This plan has been proposed in Con- 
gress through the Goldsborough Bill. 
Extensive hearings were held on this bill. 
It makes little difference which of the 
two plans, the Lehfeldt plan ‘or the com- 
pensated dollar plan, as in the Golds- 
borough Bill, is selected or whether some 
other plan, more readily acceptable, shall 
be brought forward, so long as we obtain 
our object, stabilization of the dollar. 

The only alternative to gold control 
seems to be to abandon the gold standard 
altogether as has been done in England. 
We should then have to stabilize entirely 
by a “managed currency,” as proposed by 
Keynes and others, or else by providing 
for redemption of all money in commodi- 
ties. The latter plan has been worked 
out by Professor Gilbert Lewis of the 
University of California. 

In at least three ways, then, we may 
meet the inevitably impending gold prob- 
lem: (1) We may contro] -the gold 
mines, operating them, as central banks 
are being operated, for public service in- 
stead of for private profit; (2) We may 
vary the weight of the gold dollar, or 
other monetary unit, in such a way as to 
compensate for the variation in the value 
of gold per grain thus making the value 
of the dollar stable; (3) We may give 
up the gold standard altogether, either 
substituting redemption in commodities 
or relying on a managed currency. Any 
one of these three methods would require 
government action to effect. 

If we can place the responsibility for 
our unstable dollar anywhere it rests 
on the government, not only in the sense 
of its neglect to stabilize but also even 
in the sense of its complicity in destabil- 
izing. 

No new principle is involved. We have 
stabilized every other unit as fast as we 
have devised instruments for measuring 
and fixing them. There is now no excuse 
for failing to stabilize the one unit iefi, 
the unit of money; for now we have. the 
instrument for measuring and fixing it, 
in the index number.
