NEW LAWS

What may we accomplish in the matter 

of speed acceleration? Before the fren- 

zied heat of these ambitions artistic cul- 

ture is stifled, if ngt completely choked. 

The truth of these observations is 

clearly evidenced within the Exposition 

walls. Music is shamefully neglected. 

On passing through the turnstiles the 

first musical greeting is a bombardment 

of radio ballyhoo in which the raucous 

detonations of the latest “popular” air 

are unsheathed from its funnel-shaped 

kennel. This, of course, is a scientific 

demonstration—but one which could be 

tolerated with easier grace if a higher 

type of music were available elsewhere 

in the broad acres of the Exposition 

grounds. 

Afid so we found that from every Chi- 

cago newspaper page, and in every Ex- 
position Bulletin the glory of scientific 

achievement was being proclaimed, while 

music was relegated to a minor and insig- 

nificant place, if accorded any recognition 

at all. 

We record these observations, not in a 

spirit of petulent criticism, but because 

of a firm conviction that in an exposition 

so pretentious, music was and is entitled 

to a commanding place on its intrinsic 

merits as one of the cultural forces of the 
world. 

Every World’s Fair hitherto held in the 

United States has featured great bands 

from both American cities and in Europe. 

If financial stringency made this impos- 

sible, Chicago, capable of providing some 

of the greatest bands and orchestras in 

the world, is right at the Exposition 
doors. They would have proven a depend- 

able asset rather than a liability. 

In the face. of these educational defects 

we nevertheless advise every one who 

can possibly do so to vigit the Century of 
Progress Exposition. It constitutes a 

liberal education along the lines it at- 

tempts to exploit. Do not try to do the 
job in one day. Ejighty-three miles of 

walk are involved. When the first tele- 

graphic message ever transmitted over a 

wire passed from Baltimore to Washing- 

ton, the astonishment of one distinguished 
beholder was expressed in the words: 

“What hath God wrought!” If made re- 

incarnate in the flesh and brought back 

to earth and introduced to this scientific 
expositional display, what words would 

he find with which to express his won- 
derment? 

THE CONVENTION WORK 

American Federation musical adminis- 

tration could never ask for a more satis- 

fying endorsement than was given by the 

Thirty-eighth Annual Convention. 

Fifty-six resolutions were submitted. 

Of these, only twelve were adopted in 
their original form or as amended. 

Eleven resolutions were referred to the 

International Executive Board. 

The subject matter of four resolutions 

was disposed of in other measures, five 

were withdrawn, and twenty-four were de- 

feated by vote on the floor. 

For this ‘record there can be but one 

interpretation: The careful groundwork 

laid during a third of a century of admin- 

istrative effort, the successful building 

accomplished on the foundation thus laid, 

and present-day planning for the future 
met with convention approval. 

When it came to the election a fine 

field of candidates was proposed—many 

of whom had never held Federation office 

but whose known capabilities made them 

worthy aspirants. The convention, how- 

ever, refused to make any changes, and 

the new administration, like the old, will 

accept its newly-endorsed leadership as

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Marching Back to Work 
INES going back to work—visions of longer lines 

IL going back faster as the Recovery Act, including 

the construction program, takes hold. 

That’s the picture built by latest American Federa- 

tion of Labor figures, which show 1,200,000 back in jobs 

since March ist.this year. In these figures, business has 

found more comfort than its own tables of rising ac- 

tivities. 

The Federation, observing a gain in work through 

May as well as April, expresses the hope that real climb- 

ing is under way. 

For the first time in many months unemployment has 

dropped below 13,000,000. Federation figurés show it at 

12,400,000 and GOING DOWN. , 

Attention, Wage-Earners and 

Salaried Workers! 
O you want higher wages, shorter hours, and im- 

ID proved conditions of employment, and are you 

willing to organize in 

benefits? 

The Government of the United States has established 

your legal right to organize! 

No employer and no corporation can, without violat- 

ing the law, interfere in the exercise of the workers’ 

right to organize and to bargain collectively through 

representatives of their own choosing! 

Here is the law. It was recently passed by Congress 

and signed by the President. Section 7 A of the National 

Industrial Recovery Act reads as follows: 

“Sec. 7. (a) Every code of fair competition, 
agreement, and license approved, prescribed, or 
issued under this title shall contain the following 
conditions: (1) That employees shall have the right 
to organize and bargain collectively through repre- 
sentatives of their own choosing, and shall be free 
from the interference, restraint, or coercion of em- 
ployers of labor, or their agents, in the designation 
of such representatives or in self-organization or in 
other concerted activities for the purpose of col- 
lective bargaining or other mutual aid or protection; 
(2) that no employee and no one seeking employ- 
ment shall be required as a ¢ondition of employment 
to join any company union or to refrain from join- 
ing, organizing, or assisting a labor organization of 
his own choosing; and (3) that employers shall com- 
ply with the maximum hours of labor,. minimum 
rates of pay, and other conditions of employment, 
approved or prescribed by the President.” 

For the first time in the history of the nation there 

has been written in a statute passed by the Congress of 

the United States a section according workers a legal 

right to organize and to be protected in the exercise of 

that right. 

The question now is: Will the unorganized workers 

of the nation exercise this legal right to unite with 

their fellow workers for the purpose of securing higher 

wages, shorter hours, and improved conditions of em- 

ployment? 

The door of opportunity is open. Any corporation 

interfering with the exercise of the right of the workers 

to join a bona fide labor organization will be violating 

the law and subject itself to the penalties provided 

therein. 

Sub-section B of Section 7 of the Act provides: 

“(b) The President shall, so far as practicable, 
afford every opportunity to employers and em- 
ployees in any trade or industry or subdivision 
thereof with respect to which the conditions re- 
ferred to in clauses (1) and (2) of subsection (a) 
prevail, to establish by mutual agreement, the 
standards as to the maximum hours of labor, mini- 
mum rates of pay, and such other conditions of 
employment as may be necessary in such trade or 
industry or subdivision thereof to effectuate the 
policy of this title; and the standards established 

order to secure these 

in such agreements, when approved by the Presi- 
dent, shall have the same effect as a code of fair 
competition, approved by the President under’ sub- 
section (a) of Section 3.” 

Here, in this subsection, collective bargaining is pro- 

vided for. The President of the United States will, 

under the provisions of this subsection, “afford every 

opportunity to employers and employees in any trade 

or industry or subdivision thereof with respect to which 

the conditions referred to in clauses (1) and (2) of sub- 

_ section (a) prevail, to establish* by mutual agreement, 

the standards as to maximum hours of labor, minimum 

rates of pay, and such other conditions of employment 

as may be necessary in such trade or industry or sub- 

division thereof, to effectuate the policy of this title.” 

In plain, simple language, this means that employers 

and employees will be accorded the fullest opportunity 

to negotiate wage scales and conditions of employment. 

In fact, a simple, sound interpretation of this section 

means that the government expects employers and em- 

ployees to work out wage agreements through collective 

bargaining. 

How can the workers of the nation do this unless 

they are organized? They must organize, as industry is 

organizing, if they are to receive the full benefits of the 

National Industrial Recovery Act. 

Through organization, they may select men of their 

own choosing to represent them in working out indus- 

trial codes and agreements covering wages, hours and 

conditions of employment with their employers. 

Never was such an opportunity presented the 

workers to organize, to bargain collectively and to be 

represented by men of their own choosing. Increased 

wages, shorter hours of work, and improved conditions 

of employment are bound to follow the application of 

the National Industrial Recovery Act to industry and to 

Labor. The amount of the increase in wages and the 

reduction in the hours of labor which working people 

may secure will depend very largely upon the action of 

the workers in organizing and in bargaining collectively 

through their own chosen representatives. 

Subsection A of Section 7 provides, “that no em- 
ployee and no one seeking employment shall be 
required as a condition of employment to join any 
company union or to refrain from joining, organiz- 
ing, or assisting a labor organization of his own 
choosing.” 

In the light of this declaration adopted by the Con- 

gress of the United States and approved by the President, 

how can the workers of the nation identify themselves 

with company unions? Certainly such action would be 

inconsistent with the provisions of the law. 

We warn the workers against company unions. 

porations are now 

Cor- 

engaged in an effort to develop 

company unions so that it can be made to appear that 

industrial codes and collective agreements have been 

negotiated between employers’ and employees’ organiza- 

tions. Such action will be a violation of the spirit, if 

not of the letter of the Act. The company unions 

formed by employers are nothing more than company- 

controlled instrumentalities through which the corpora- 

tion negotiates an industrial code and a collective agree- 

ment applicable to workers, with itself. 

It is highly unfair and most reprehensible that 
employers of labor would organize for the purpose 
of fixing prices and thus enable themselves to enjoy 
fair profits, and, at the same time establish company 
unions, control workers, dominating the industrial 
codes and the wages and conditions of employment 
through their own owned and controlled company 
unions. 

We appeal to the workers everywhere to join bona 

fide independent trade unions. Exercise your American 

right to organize under the provisions of the National 

Industrial Recovery Act. Have nothing whatever to do 

with company unions. Unite with your fellow workers 

in bona fide trade unions and through such organiza- 

tions select men of your own choosing to represent you 

and to secure for you the maximum amount of benefits 

to which you are entitled under the provisions of the 

National Industrial Recovery Act. 

The hour has arrived when Labor can be free; free to 

organize. Congress has established your legal right to 

organize. Workers everywhere should avail themselves 

of the opportunity thus presented. 

The National Industrial Recovery Act will mean 
much to you and your families if you organize into 
bona fide trade unions. iT WiLL MEAN LITTLE 
iF YOU FAIL TO DO SO. 

In the name of Organized Labor I appeal to all classes 

of workers to act quickly, to organize immediately, to 

realize all the benefits and rights, to which you are 

entitled through organization under the provisions of 

the National Industrial Recovery Act. 

The American Federation of Labor will assist you, 

will co-operate with you, and will make it possible for 

you to be identified with bona fide, independent trade 

unions affiliated with the American Federation of Labor.

Of course, the big fact behind that action is that 

the condition of affairs in the United States has become 

so acute that even a dullard could see that the nation 

had to get down to the task of finding and applying 

remedy. 

So the gentlemen went through their paces and now 

they have gone home where they can stick out their 

chests and take a chance of keeping their shirt fronts 

clean.

The term New Deal is no misnomer. It’s a new deal, 

for sure—if wrong men don’t get into administrative 

places and gum the works. If they do, then we may 

have more serious times. 

The present upturn in business and the piffling wage 

raises amount to nothing as indications of permanent 

remedy.

If those fail 

us we shall not win the game.

If labor fails in its share of the job, 

then there will be either chaos or rival and dual unions 

all over the map.

RESOLUTION No, 32 

Whereas, Our National Government, as 
well as the Governments of every State, 
County and City in the United States of 
America, has successfully started a cam- 
paign of sweeping economy in every de- 
partment by eliminating and abolishing 
many offices, or at least reducing substan- 
tially the number of employees and re- 
ducing the salaries of all employes to a 
reasonable amount to conform with pres- 

ent conditions, and 

Whereas, We consider that it is the 
duty of the American Federation of Labor 
and of all its affiliated branches to stand 
by our Government, States, Counties and 
Cities, loyally and unselfishly in their at- 
tempts to reduce the enormous and 
uncalled-for expenses, and last, but not 
least, reduce very materially the unbear- 
able tax burdens through which hundreds 
of thousands of laboring men have lost 
their homes, for the paying and main- 
tenance of which they have worked hard 
during a whole lifetime and who are now 
facing destitution and eventually the poor 
house, therefore, be it 

Resolved, That, in order to lighten the 
burden of the rank and file of our own 

organization, the American Federaticn of 
Musicians, by reducing the number of 
delegates to the annual Convention of the 
American Federation of Labor to three 
(3) and to instruct these three delegates 
to do all in their power to bring about a 
proportionate reduction of the number of 
delegates of the other bodies affiliated 
with the American Federation of Labor, 
thereby saving many thousands of dollars 
in per diem, traveling and hotel expenses, 
also reducing the number of Vice-Presi- 
dents of the American Federation of 
Labor to only one (1). The U. S. A, 
which you will perhaps concede is just a 
bit bigger in every respect than the 
American Federation of Labor, gets along 
very nicely with only one Vice-President. 
The rest of Vice-Presidents over and 
above the one suggested, are not neces- 
sary; it is only more or less an honorary 
office, but still it costs the A. F. of L. 
quite a bit of money to maintain the lux- 
ury of additional Vice-Presidents, and 
be it further 

Resolved, That for the very same rea- 
sons as set forth in the above resolution 
in regards to the A. F. of L., the number 
of elective executive officers of our own 
organization be reduced to three (3) 
members, two (2) of them for the United 
States of America and one (1) for the 
Dominion of Canada, be it further 

Resolved, That our International Presi- 
dent shall, whenever it becomes necessary 
to send a representative, he should be ap- 
pointed from as near the seat of trouble 
as possible, in order to keep down ex- 
penses to a minimum. The International 
President could surely find some inteili- 
gent member in any local who could 
handle most all of the controversies be- 
tween locals or individual members 
thereof or their employers.
