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The NRA as It Affeets Musicians 

lowing explanation, the division of 

the National Recovery Code into 

three classes must be considered. 

are as follows: 

FF» a full understanding of the fol- 

Same 

1. Specific Code—Upon which employers 
among themselves, and then with 
their employees, agree and which is 
then sanctioned by the Government. 

2. A Limited Code—Which is written by 
the Government in cases where em- 
ployers arfiong themselves and their 
employees fail to agree. 

3. General or President’s Code—To be 
enforced until specific Codes in all 
industries are promulgated and to 
bring such workers under same as 
cannot be reached by a specific 
Code. The drive for this Code is 
now on and includes all workers in 
any industry or in any employment 
whatsoever with the exception of 
professional persons. The minimum 
wage set by the Code is $15.00 per 
week. 

Musicians are not governed by the Gen- 

eral or President’s Code (No. 3), as they 

are exempt from same as professionals, 

and it appears to be well that this is so, 

as same in the vast majority of instances 

would mean a lowering of wages for at 

least such of them as are fortunate 

enough to be in employment at the 

present time, and in addition thereto, the 

price set in this Code would continue as 

a highly unfavorable precedent during 

normal times. 

MOVING PICTURE AND 
VAUDEVILLE HOUSES 

A specific code for moving picture 

houses, pictures and vaudeville, and pic- 

tures and presentation, is contemplated. 

Such code has now been presented by em- 

ployers. The moving picture operators, 

stage hands and musicians, which are all 

termed mechanics, are divided into three 

classes, which are to be governed by the 

following: 

“These classes are matters for local 
autonomy and no minimum is fixed 
for them other than 40c an hour as 
prescribed in the President’s agree- 
ment for mechanical employees.” 

This means that if an employer cannot 

agree with a union upon a wage, he then 

has recourse to the employment of work- 

ers under the President’s or General Code 

(No. 3) at 40c per hour. Of course, our 

union need not permit its members to 

work for any such wage and can use its 

economic strength in an attempt to re- 

cover its basic wage for its members. 

However, the very existence of the Presi- 

dent’s Code, if applied to the specific or 

limited codes (Nos. 1 and 2), as proposed 

by the employer, will make our position 

difficult at all events. However, no effort 

will be spared to support our contention 

that such a minimum holds out the dan- 

ger of reducing the basic scale of our 

locals and therefore our economic stan- 

dard, as a minimum always has the ten- 

dency to become the maximum. 

HOTELS 

The hotel industry has for many weeks 

negotiated with the NRA authorities in 

Washington for a specific Code. The em- 

ployers now have formulated their de- 

mands and insist upon a minimum wage 

for all employees of $15.00 per week. 

The president’s office of our Federation 

entered protest against this code, as the 

$15.00 per week minimum could be ap- 

plied to musicians, and this is at such 

variance with the lowest scale of wages 

maintained by any local for work of this 

kind, that it would be unthinkable for us 

to agree thereto. Yet, if adopted by the 

Government and we then attempted to 

use our economic strength against an em- 

ployer to enforce our basic wage, the em- 

ployer could always fall back on the 

argument that he was paying the wages 

set by the United States and therefore, as 

he was complying with the law, the pub- 

lic could not consider him as being unfair 

to us. 

This office has submitted a memoran- 

dum to the Government insisting upon 

the amendment of the Hotel Code in a 

manner to safeguard the interests of our 

members, and it is likely that open hear- 

ings by NRA authorities will be held con- 

cerning the matter. As soon as it is pos- 

sible to do so, members will be advised of 

further developments in the matter 

through the International Musician. 

In connection with the Hotel Code 

matter, our explanation that the basic 

scale of our locals plus 30% in the case 

of traveling bands is the proper scale for 

us was met by the challenge that the rate 

for traveling orchestras, the local price 

plus 30%, is not the basic wage, as same 

is only paid by the employer in excep- 

tional instances, and that a wage which 

only our. organization could enforce would 

hardly be agreed to by the Government 

to be basic for that particular work. This 

development the Chairman of our Con- 

vention feared and had in mind at the 

time the proposition for the abrogation 

of the 30% was brought before the Con- 

vention, but could not, in the interest of 

the Federation, then explain. Of course, 

it was not expected that this subject, like 

Banquo’s ghost, would in a short time 

return to pester the Federation. How- 

ever, such is the case and it presents a 

singular triangular situation caused by 

the decision of our Convention in refer- 

ence to the 30%, the Government’s posi- 

tion on the Hotel Code, and the duty of 

the president’s office of the Federation 

to, at all costs, enforce the decisions of 

the Convention. But, be that as it may, 

at the present time the Federation and its 

president are in an awkward position in 

the matter, and it may be that after all, 

in order to best preserve the interests of 

the Federation, the president’s office may 

be forced to throw itself upon the next 

Convention to sustain a policy without 

which the Federation would be bested to 

a degree, calling into question its ability 

ever to regain its present authoritative 

position and influence. 

RADIO 

The Federation has explained to the 

Government its position insofar as the 

radio is concerned and will insist upon a 

stipulation in the Code prohibiting sus- 

taining and remote control programs 

being sold for commercial purposes and 

‘ upon curbing the concentration of radio 

musical services in a few cities which 

prevents the employment of musicians in 

other cities. The entire radio situation 

is exceedingly cemplex, therefore the 

eventual outcome or the result of our at- 

tempts to have same more fairly regu- 

lated in the interests of our members 

cannot be foretold. 

MISCELLANEOUS FIELD 

In addition to all the foregoing, it is 

necessary for members to know that when 

a specific code is agreed upon it includes 

stipulations covering labor, so that each 

employer in the industry may be in the 

same position in regard to the conditions 

of employment of labor. If the employers 

in an industry are not organized, labor 

has’ not the opportunity to come under a 

specific code of such industry, but is cov- 

ered by the General or President’s Code 

(No. 3). Many of our members play for 

employers who do not represent any 

given industry. In many cases they are, 

for us; entirely prospective employers, as 

the employer of today may not be an em- 

ployer tomorrow, and in the majority of 

cases we do not know who the employer 

of tomorrow may be, much less can we 

insist upon or request the Government to 

see to it that they may become organized. 

This pertains especially to such work as 

dances, balls, parties, parades, engage- 

ments on passenger ships, etc. To find 

ways and means to bring this class of 

business under a code is the problem 

which now confronts us. Furthermore, 

even where employers are known, such as 

managers of dance halls, etc., we have not 

as yet the opportunity to come under a 

code, as so far they have not organized 

and may not be caused to do so. ’ 

LEGITIMATE THEATRE 
CODE 

The last issue of the International Mu- 

sician contained an excerpt from the 

legitimate theatre code which was incom- 

plete. This excerpt should have read as 

follows: 

A. “There are a number of rules and 
regulations presently existing in re- 
spective or collective agreements 
between the employers and their or- 
ganized employees. The employers 
ahd employees pledge themselves to 
work for a readjustment of any and

all conditions or rules or regulations 
which prove either to result in pro- 
hibitive production costs or in any 
loss of employment among all the em- 
ployees of the employers.” 

B. “For those employees associated with 
organizations of or performing the 
duties of theatrical stage employees, 
moving picture machine operators or 
musicians, there shall be a minimum 
wage of thirty dollars ($30.00) per 
week for eight performances ‘per 
week and pro rata per performance 
or for rehearsals, and a forty-hour 
week. However, where the prevailing 
wage scale as of July ist, 1933, en- 
forced by the American Federation of 
Musicians or any of its locals with 
respect to musicians and enforced by 
the International Alliance of Theat- 
rical Stage Employees and Moving 
Picture Machine Operators or any of 
its locals with respect to theatrical 
stage employees or motion picture 
operators, whether weekly or daily, 
and the division of hours of labor, 
whether weekly or daily, are at a rate 
exceeding the minimum weekly wage 
scale herein provided for or less than 
the maximum number of hours per 
week herein provided for, such pre- 
vailing scales and hours of labor 
throughout the country shall be 
deemed to be and hereby are de- 
clared to be the minimum scale of 
wages and maximum number of hours 
with respect to such employees under 
this section of the Code.” 

Concerning the stipulation in A that 

employer and employees work together 

to do away with the rules which make 

production costs prohibitive or lead to the 

loss of employment by other workers, I 

will say that the United States Code Ad- 

ministration agreed to such provision, 

and so we had no alternative except to do 

likewise. However, the provision was 

amended to the effect that each case 

should be proven, that is individualized, 

therefore the mere protest of an em- 

ployer that by reason of a rule, produc- 

tion costs are prohibitive or workers may 

lose employment, is not sufficient to have 

the rule abrogated. 

The Government has now approved the 

legitimate theatre code and employers 

have already protested against what they 

consider rules or regulations of unions 

which in their opinion result in prohibi- 

tive production costs. These protests in- 

clude the employment of musicians in 

theatrical performances during which the 

employer maintains he does not need 

them.’ These and kindred protests will 

come before a committee on which the 

Government, the consumers, musicians, 

actors, stage hands, etc., will be repre- 

sented. If the committee cannot agree 

either to sustain the protest or reject 

same, then the matter will be referred to 

the highest authority of the NRA in 

Washington and its decision will be bind- 

ing upon all interested parties and will 

not be subject to appeal. Our arguments 

in opposition to the employers’ protests 

have already been filed. 

Many misunderstandings have developed 
among some members in reference to the 

code, the most deplorable of which is the

motion that the Federation does not take 
advantage of every opportunity to protect 

their interests. It ought to be known, 

and it is to be regretted that such does 

not appear to be the case, that the Fed- 

eration is as ever active, day in and day 

out, to secure all benefits that can pos- 

sibly be secured for its members in any 

situation. As far as codes are concerned, 

in the instance of the legitimate theatres, 

we have been successful. Here we have 

the scale of our locals recognized as the 

scale of the United States. In this we 

are alone, no other labor organization 

having been successful in this with the 

exception of the stage hands, who are 

governed by the same proviso of the cdéde. 

The precedent set may stand us in good 

stead in the promulgation of other codes. 

The president’s office has repeatedly 

discussed all code matters with the 

Deputy Administrator of the NRA who is 

in charge of the amusement field, and will 

continue to do so, so as to, if possible, 

pave the way for an eventual solution of 

all our problems in connection with the 

code. 

By reason of the immensity of the 

proposition, many codes are as yet’ in 

abeyance and this is likewise the case in 

those of interest to us. 

The next issue of the International Mu- 
sician will contain a report of further 

developments in reference to the code 
insofar as same is of direct interest to 

the Federation and its members.

Labor Fits Into a New Picture 
SCENE so huge that the canvas scarcely holds 

A its outlines looms before the labor movement of 

today. 

Moreover, the scene shifts from day to day, so that 

it is a tremendous moving picture. 

Labor is moving into a new realm of power and op- 

portunity. Not only is this true in the sense of new 

opportunities for organization, but it is true in the 

sense that labor men literally by the hundreds, are be- 

ing drafted into an enormous new industrial machine 

that runs by government franchise, if not by govern- 

ment control. 

The guarantees of the National Recovery Act are 

leading men to organize by thousands. It is no un- 

common occurrence to find a dozen new unions char- 

tered in a day. - The tide grows. It stands an even 

chance of becoming a stampede. 

But here is the other phase of the picture. In many 

new lines the machinery now being set up requires labor 

representation. : 
At this hour a National Board of Arbitration has 

just come into being. It has seven members and it was 

created by the joint action of the Labor and Industry 

Advisory Committees of the National Recovery Adminis- 

tration. It will supervise the creation of regional, state 

and local arbitration boards throughout the country, 

each one having labor representation. Similarly, boards 

set up in states to co-operate with the National Employ- 

ment Service have labor representation, provided for by 

law. These are but two of four or five national set-ups 

on which labor men are being drawn into active and 

joint service with management. 
In each industry in which a Code of Fair Practice is 

promulgated there is a continuing committee and on 

these there must be labor representation. 

In the textile industry a series of committees, rang- 

ing from mill committees to a national committee, have 

been created by amendment to the Code. All through 

this machinery labor must be represented. 

Essentially all of this new machinery is legis- 

lative. It carries out, in a sense, the demand of the 

American Federation of Labor made in the Port- 

land convention, wherein labor called for an end to 

strife, for control of industry, with governmental 

authorization and sanction. ‘' 

Just how this vast machine will effect the fortunes 

of the masses of the workers certainly cannot be fore- 

told for the long range. But what it will do this month 

is fairly easy to see. It will force employers into recog- 

nition of the rights of workers where they otherwise 

would stand pat on their old labor-hating program. 

This applies to those industries in which workers, 

seizing their new freedom, are just organizing, as was 

the case with the miners employed by the Frick Coke 

Company. Frick officials were forced to sign an agree- 

ment to arbitrate, breaking the hitherto solid steel-coal 

front against labor. Through that breech a great army 

of workers may march to a new solidarity in trade 

unionism, 

Of course, it must be clear that, UNLESS THERE IS 

UNIONIS«, all of this machinery will avail the workers 

little or nothing—probably nothing. . But with unionism, 

it is not drawing the bow too long to see, coming over 

the hills, something like a system. of legislative ma- 

-chinery in industry, leading perhaps in the. end. to a 

congress of industry, in which the workers wil) sit with 

management to legislate toward decisions which, in the 

days now. gone, were fought out in.the fires of bitter 

conflict. It is, perhaps, not: drawing too long a bow to 

say that, if this new program works, it will work toward 

some such orderliness in industry as our legislative 

bodies have wrought in the field of political life. Be 

these things as they may, labor faces a new day. 

Here Comes Relief

United States Takes Leaf From 
Labor Book 

Te United States Government asks all Americans 

to patronize those firms which display the NIRA 

emblem, which indicates they have signed the 

blanket code for minimum pay and maximum hours. 

Thus, ‘inferentially, it says, DON’T PATRONIZE 

THOSE WHO DO NOT DISPLAY THE EMBLEM! 

That’s boycott. 

That’s what unions have done ever since there has 

been such a thing as a union label. 

Unions have said: “PATRONIZE 

BEARING THE UNION LABEL.” 

Unions have said this because the Union Label stands 

for FAIR WORKING CONDITIONS. 

They have said, “Do not buy goods that do not bear 

the label.” 

And for this the courts of the United States have 

hauled unions up and put them under injunction. The 

famous Danbury Hatters case grew out of boycott.

There is tremendous speculation as to what the new 
national arbitration machinery will mean to labor. 

It flashed out over America overnight. There was 

no warning of its coming. 

In Europe they talk about things being done in 

camera. Well, out of the camera came this vast arbi- 

tration machine. 

And it projects, to change the metaphor a bit, a pic- 

ture upon the screen of the future. 

Mind you, merry gentlemen, it is still legal to strike. 

BUT, the minute you strike, along will come an arbitra- 

tion board to demand of you that you cease striking and 

present your facts. 

Whoops, what a new thing THAT is in America. 

. Hard-boiled bosses, accustomed to throwing workers 

into the ditch for not liking their looks, will be up 

against the same thing—TELL IT TO THE ARBITRA- 

TION BOARD, but keep the men at work. 
* * * 

One argument is that labor foregoes the right to use 

its economic strength. Plenty of unions have had sad 

experiences with arbitration. Of course, plenty have 

had sad experiences with strikes too, but that’s another 

story, of a horse of another color, or maybe the same 

color of another horse. Anyway— 

If labor is thoroughly organized it foregoes NO 

POWER by agreeing to enter into a system of arbitra- 

tion, because if it is thoroughly organized it can USE 

ALL OF ITS POWER AT ANY TIME and nothing on 

earth can stop it. 

As a matter of fact, it is only when the workers are 

not organized that they have to fear anything and con- 

sequently fear EVERYTHING.

However, when it is all set up in something like a 
pattern it will be a vast network of new machinery. 

There will be good men and poorly equipped men on the 

various boards. There is no uniformity in the human 

race, but there is somehow a median level of perform- 

ance, generally leading the race forward. 

Like NIRA itself, this new arbitration machinery is 

an experiment.

A radio jokestress wise-cracked about a code in the 

head. But codes are no jokes, as many an unwary one 

will discover. Once a code is approved by the Presi- 

dent, IT IS THE LAW FOR THE INDUSTRY. If the 

code is violated by an employer, there is punishment 

to follow. Already codes have raised wages and short- 

ened hours, despite abuse and violations. Industrial 
codes are a NEW KIND OF LAW. Keep that in mind. 

It is important. 
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The Chicago newspapers are not soft- 

pedalling the Century of Progress band 

and orchestra music issue. For example, 

Edward Moore, music critic of the 

Tribune, features a communieation from 

George W. Stewart of Boston, who was 

in charge of musical activities at St. 
Louis in 1904 and in San Francisco in 
1915, and who is able to present an in- 

teresting review of the fashion in which 

other exposition managements stressed 

the importance of music. We are going 

to quote from the Stewart letter quite 

fully, because to musicians it is always 

refreshing to recall the great bands and 

programs which have furnished enjoy- 

ment and uplift in days gone by. The 

article in question says: 

In St. Louis there was an exposition 
orchestra of eighty men, who gave two 
concerts daily throughout the term of the 
exposition, under several conductors; 
also, an official band of forty, likewise 
during the entire term. In addition there 
were visits by Sousa with sixty-five 
players, Innes with sixty, Creatore with 
fifty, the Garde Republicaine of France 
with eighty, the Berlin Philharmonic of 
sixty-five, the Boston band of sixty-five, 
the Grenadier Guards of London of sixty- 
five, the Kilties band of fifty, the Fan- 
ciulli of New York of fifty, and the Mex- 
ican band of sixty-five. 
Added to these were two daily organ 

recitals by American organists. The 
famous French organist, Alexandre Guil- 
mant, gave a series of forty. There were 
also choral contests and concerts by large 
visiting choral societies. 

In San Francisco the exposition orches- 
tra numbered eighty and the official band 
fifty, each giving two concerts daily. 
Sousa, Innes, Creatore and the French 
and Boston bands were likewise visitors, 
as were Conway, Pelz, and the Philippine 
Constabulary band of ninety men. 

The Boston Symphony orchestra of 110 
made a trip to the west, and there were 
no less than 368 organ recitals. Some 
notable soloists appeared, among them 
Schumann-Heink, Kreisler, Paderewski 
and Saint-Saens. 

This was not all. A series of popular 
concerts was conducted by Victor Her- 
bert. There was an autumn festival dur- 
ing which “Elijah” and Verdi’s “Requiem” 
were sung. In addition there were 
humerous piano recitals, chamber con- 
certs, vocal recitals, and so on, and 100 
organ recitals came from the hands of the 
English organist, Edwin Lemare. 

Figures of costs are undoubtedly dif- 
ferent now from what they were then. At 
the same time it is interesting to know 
that the St. Louis exposition made am 
appropriation of $420,000 for its music, 
and San Francisco $665,000. Of this lat- 
ter sum $30,000 was unused and was re- 
turned to the exposition, which would 
seem to have some bearing on the theory 
that music at expositions is always a 
financially losing proposition. 

Ever since 1880 there has been an an- 
nual Canadian National exhibition at 
Toronto. It lasts for only two weeks, but 
during the three years preceding the de- 
pression each exhibition drew over 2,000,- 
000 attendance. 

Here, too, great attention is paid to 
band music. From another source comes 
the information that in the last twenty- 
five years famous bands from England 
and the United States have been engaged 
there, some of them several times, and 
among them the Grenadier Guards, Cold- 
stream Guards, Scots Guards (playing 
there this year), Irish Guards, and Royal 
Air Force, all of England; Goldman’s 
band, the Mexican Artillery band, Crea- 
tore’s band, the Canadian Permanent 
Force band, the ARMCO band of Cincin- 
nati, the Royal 22nd Regiment band of 
Quebec, and the Canadian Grenadier 
Guards band of Montreal. 

There is a festival chorus of 2,000 
voices which gives four concerts with 
band accompaniment during the two 
weeks. These are held in the Coliseum, 
seating 10,000 people. Often two feature 
bands are engaged to play daily during 
the exposition, and in addition two or 
more local bands play once or twice daily. 
Concerts are of about two hours each. 
The cost is said to be about $60,000 for 
the two weeks. 

Figures are lacking for what took place 
during the Columbian exposition of 1893. 

It is known that Theodore Thomas was 
the general musical director, resigning 
from the post before the season was over; 
that during his incumbency he was in 
command of a large orchestra and chorus; 
that Paderewski played; that Sousa came 
with his band, and, among other features, 
that Arthur Pryor played his first public 
trombone solo on that oceasion. 

As Mr. Moore. observes, these other 

cities “seem to have regarded it as highly 

important, feeling that there were times 

during the day when their patrons would 

be tired of keeping on their feet and 
would be desirous of settling down to 

rest and listen for an hour or two.” We 

would think so. 

We have just finished reading a new 

biography of “Mozart” by Marcia Daven- 

port. The musician ambitious to be in- 

formed on one of the most remarkable 

characters whose name ever adorned a 

noble profession will not fail to read this 

book. With the stamp of genius dis- 

played before his fourth birthday had 

been reached his record was a gradual 

unfolding which is now looked upon as 

one of the marvels of all time. That the 

Mozart career was developed against a 

background of poverty, deprivation and 

suffering heightens, rather than dimin- 

ishes, the inspiring character of the 

achievements attained. All geniuses have 

their weaknesses. Mozart was too guile- 

less to see through the chicane and de- 

ception of those who sought to exploit 

him. As a financier he was a failure. On 
the rare occasions when he had money 

he would divide it with any one profess- 

ing to be his friend. When suddenly the 

night closed in upon him at the end of 

only thirty-five years he found rest in a 

pauper’s grave. It is said that so perma- 

nent has the hold of Mozartian music be- 

come upon lovers of high-grade music 

that there is no month in the year which 

does not witness the presentation of 

Figaro, Don Giovanni or the Magic Flute 

in some part of the world. The name of 

Mozart lives; the name of the Emperor 

who refused to give the struggling com- 

poser substantial recognition is for- 

gotten. 

In enumerating causes of the depres- 

sion too many people forget the late 

World War. A conflict which saddles a 

total war debt on the nations of the earth 

aggregating’ one hundred and eighty-six 

billion dollars—fifty-one billion dollars of 

which rests upon the shoulders of the 

American people—can hardly be dis- 

missed from consideration in any rational 

analysis of the conditions into which we 

have been plunged. 

As fast as the various states get to it 

the “noble experiment” is being con- 

signed to the realm ef ignoble comsumma- 

tiens. Mere cam be accomplished by moral 

suasion than by legislative mandate—as 

the world will eventually learn. 

In the year’s necrology list a conspicu- 

ous name is that of the late Emil Ober- 

hoffer, founder of the Minneapolis Sym- 

phony and its conductor for nineteen 

years. Mr. Oberhoffer was a native of 

Munich, Bavaria, and was sixty-six years 

old at the time of his death. During the 

summers of 1923 and 1926 he was con- 

ductor of the symphony orchestra at 

Hollywood, and at various times had ap- 

peared as guest conductor of symphony 

organizations at Los Angeles, San Fran- 

cisco, St. Louis and Detroit. His home 

was at Orchard Lake, fifteen miles south 

of Minneapolis. His work as conductor 

at Minneapolis was notable. He died in 

San Diego, but was taken to his old Min- 

neapolis home for place of final rest.

There’s an over pro- 

duction. When I need you I'll send for 

you. You needn’t wait around here.” 

“That’s all right, Master, I'll plant my 
own crop, build my own hut and gather 

all the eggs and nuts I want myself. I'll 

get along fine.” 

“Where will you do all this, Friday?” 

“Here on this island.” 

“This island belongs to me, you know, 

I can’t allow you to do that when you 

can’t pay me anything I need. I might as 

well not own it.” 

“Then I'll build a canoe and fish in the 
ocean. You don’t own that.” 

“That's all right provided you don't use 

any of my trees for your canoe, or build 

it on my land, or use my beach for a 

landing place, and do your fishing far 

enough away so as not to interfere with 

my riparian rights.” 

“T never thought of that, Master. I can 

do without a boat though. I'll swim over 

to that rock and fish there and gather 

seagull eggs.” 

“No you won't, Friday, the rock is 

mine; I own the riparian rights.” 

“Then what shall I do, Master?” 

“That’s your problem, Friday. You're 

a free man and you know about the 

rugged individualism maintained here.” 

“I guess I'll starve, Master. May I stay 

here until I do or shall I swim beyond 

your riparian right and drown or étarve 

there?” 

“I've thought of something, Friday. I 
don’t like to carry garbage down to the 

shore each day. You may stay and do 

that. Then whatever is left of it, after 

my dog and cat have been fed, you may 

eat. You're in luck.” 

“Thank you, Master. That is true 

charity.” 

“One thing more, Friday. This island 

is over-populated. Fifty per cent of the 

people are unemployed. We are under- 

going a severe depression and there is no 

way that I can see to end it. No one but 

a charlatan would say that he could. So 

keep a lookout and let no one land here 

to settle, and if any ship comes don’t let 

them land any goods of any kind. You 

must be protected against foreign labor.

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;, Our President points out a serious 
situation which has arisen with respect 
to some of our Canadian locals, brought 
about in some cases by motives of pa- 
triotism, but in others by mere factional- 
ism, This is the so-called national move- 
ment which has for its purpose the or- 
ganization and maintenance of Canadian 
abor organizations in opposition to the 
American Federation of Labor. In view 
of the benefits which the American labor 
movement has shed upon its members, 
both in Canada and the United States, 
‘and the inseparable friendship of the 
members of both countries, such a prop- 
osition (even though based upon patriotic 
grounds) seems as out of place as would 
@ movement among the locals of the 
United States to divorce themselves from 
Canada—an unthinkable condition. 

In the concluding portion of his report, 
our President points out another develop- 
ment which seems to assure much in the 
relief of unemployment among our mem- 
‘bers. This is the repeal of the Eighteenth 
“Amendment which, according to present 
‘fndications, may be an accomplished fact 
‘before the end of this year. The adop- 
‘tion of the Eighteenth Amendment re- 
ssultec’ in’ much déstruction of musical 
eMplorment, although such was not es- 

pecially felt at the time because of the 
then increasing demand for musicians in 
the picture theatres. But the elimination 
of this law will doubtless provide much 
employment for our members, and such 
employment will be under far better con- 
ditions than existed prior to the adoption 
of the amendment. 

Your Committee wishes to express to 
our President, Joseph N. Weber, its un- 
qualified commendation of his most ex- 
cellent and enlightening Report, and to 
earnestly recommend that each Delegate 
do all in his power to cause every mem- 
ber of his local to read in full this Re- 
port, with the confident assurance that 
such perusal will bring to each reader a 
fuller understanding of his organization 
and a greater respect for the principles 
for which it stands.

Resolved, That when traveling orches- 
tras are working in the vicinity of any 
local union, thereby displacing local men, 

a 20 per cent tax be collected by the local 
union above the local scale, and 10 per 
cent forwarded to National office for wel- 
fare work, and 10 per cent placed in the 
local treasury for the benefit of local 
union whose members have been dis- 
Placed by traveling bands, and the funds 
used for the best interests of the local 
union and its members.

their jurisdictions. This tax shall re- 
place any other tax.” 

Moved and seconded to adopt the sub- 
stitute. 

President Weber addresses the Con- 
vention. 

Discussed by Delegates McGurgan, Teta, 
Beebe and Pipitone. 

Delegate Byrne moves that the entire 
subject matter be referred to the Inter- 
national Executive Board for investigation 
and disposition, with the understanding 
that if the 10% can be lawfully collected, 
the International Executive Board should 
enforce same. 

Discussed by Delegates Foster, Camp- 
bell and Cella. 

President Weber explains to the Con- 
vention that it has already decided that 
the law which provides that traveling 
orchestras must charge 30% in excess of 
the local price, shall remain in effect, and 
that therefore the 10% tax mentioned in 
the Committee’s substitute to Resolution 
No. 44 does not mean the abrogation of the 
30% law, but is to be understood that 
10% of the 30% should be used for tax 
purposes, as recommended by the Com- 
mittee. 

Discussion resumed by Delegates Nico- 
letta, Treasurer Brenton, Delegates 
Parks, Luyden, Cowardin, Weissman, 
MacLuskie, Haywood, Gillette and Dowell. 

The previous question is ordered. 

The motion to refer to the Executive 
Board is carried. 

The motion as amended is carried. 

The Chair holds, in answer to a ques- 
tion from the floor, that it is obligatory 
on all locals to make such collections as 
they may be directed by the authorities 
of the Federation. The Convention by 
vote concurs.

Any traveling members violating either 
of the two preceding paragraphs shall im- 
mediately suspend themselves.

Federal Radio Commission as of May 27, 
1932, to operate with increased power of 
5,000 watts minimum to 50,000 maximum 
on a national clear channel of 970 kilo 
cycles with unlimited time, and 

Whereas, The large radio stations have 
50,000 watts and a cleared channel, and 

Whereas, The programs of WCFL, La- 
bor Station, do not, at times, reach 
Kenosha, only 60 miles away, without 
being interfered with, and flooded by 
KDKA, Pittsburgh, therefore, be it 

Resolved, That the American Federa- 
tion of. Musicians go on record asking 
Congress to give WCFL a clear channel 
and 50,090 watts of power for-the- best 
interests of the American Federation of 
Musicians in spreading propaganda for 
living music and the best interests of 
labor, and also communicate with the 
American Federation of Labor asking 
its co-operation for immediate action at 
the next session of Congress.

The substitute of the Committee is 
adopted. 

Amend Article XIII, Section 10, para- 
graph C, to read: 

“it shall have the right to demand that 
the contracting member or leader shall 
deliver (in person or otherwise) to the 
local secretary within forty-eight . hours 
after date of collection (as stated in con- 
tract or affidavit) and to collect from the 
members of the traveling orchestra the 
30% in excess of the local scale, as pro- 
vided in Stctions 9 and 10 of this Article, 
and forward same to the National Treas- 
urer for the purpose of having same paid 
by the Treasurer to the members entitled 
thereto after the close of their engage- 
ment.” 

A favorable report of the Committee is 
concurred in by the Convention. 

RESOLUTION No. 52 

A traveling band, after the members 
thereof have become full members of the 
local in whose jurisdiction they fill a 
traveling engagement, or directly after 
their first engagement or lay-off or after 
an interval continues to do so, does not 
lose its nature as a traveling band even 
though the members thereof have be- 
come full members of the local. The 
members of such a band continue to be 
governed by all the traveling band rules 
and regulations of the Federation and 
cannot play miscellaneous éngagements 
in or outside of the jurisdiction of the 
local in which they fulfill their engage- 
ment in competition with the members 
of such local. This rule is binding upoh 
such band even though some change may 
have been made in the personnel of 
same. i 

Committée reports favorably. 

Convention concurs. 

The President explains the activities of 
The Union Labor Life Insurance Com- 
pany, and requests the delegates to give 
that company preference at all times 
when considering insurance personally or 
by their locals. 

The Committee on Law reports on the 
following recommendation of the Tréas- 
urer: 

That the entire law on Traveling Cards 
and 2% Tax on Traveling Members and all 
matters pertaining or related thereto. be 
referred back to the International Exeon- 
tive Board, or a Sub-Committee. thereof, 
to change, modify or reconstruct the 
entire subject matter so that both the 
Federation and Locals will be in a better 
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and more clear position to operate and 
derive such benefit as the experience of 
the past eight months has taught us is 
possible, its findings to become the law of 

. the Federation the same as if passed by 
this Convention. 

The report of the Committee is favor- 
able and is concurred in by the Conven- 
tion.. 

The advisability of income, excise and 
sales tax is discussed at length, and par- 
ticipated in by Delegations Derlin, and 
Petersen of Local 3 

Moved and seconised that the subject 
matter be referred to the delegates to the 
Convention of the American Federation 
of Labor and theréafter a report to ap- 
pear in the International Musician. 

The motion to refer is adopted. 

APPEAL TO THE CONVENTION 

The Convention considers the appeal of 
Karle L. Rohde, a former member of Local 
No. 9, Boston, Mass., from an action of 
the International Executive Board in 
Case No. 463, in sustaining Loéal No. 9 in 
imposing a fine of $500 upon him and 
expelling him from membership. 

The entire, case as submitted to the 
International Executive Board is read. 

The action of the International Execu- 
tive Board is on motion sustained and the 
appeal denied. 

The Committee on Courtesies received 
at the hands of Local No. 208, Chicago, 
Ill., submits the following through Dele- 
gate Hawkins: 

Whereas, This 38th Annual: Convention 
of the American Federation of Musicians 
is nearing its close, after much delibera- 
tion and constructive legislation, 

Be It Resolved, By the delegates here 
assembled, that we shall long remember 
the gala night of clean, wholesome and 
high-class entertainment sponsored by 
Local 208, Friday, June 23rd. 

The orchestras represented the acme of 
modern dance rendition; the entertain- 
ers were vivacious, well: trained and 
pleasing. The response of our President, 
Joseph N. Weber, was timely, enlighten- 
ing and most cordially received. 

The very large turnout of delegates 
and their guests was sufficient evidence 
that something quite above the ordinary 
was to be expected.

The Delegates to the Convention of the 
American Federation of Labor held at 
Cincinnati, Ohio, report through Execu- 
tive Officer Weaver: 

LABOR CONVENTION REPORT 

To the 38th Annual Convention of the 
American Federation of Musicians: 

The delegates elected by the 37th An- 
nual Convention of the American Federa- 
tion of Musicians to the 52nd Annual 
Convention of the American Federation 
of Labor ask leave to submit the follow- 
ing report: 

The 52nd Annual Convention of the 
American Federation of Labor convened 
at Cincinnati, Ohio, on Monday, Novem- 
ber 21, 1932, and at a time when indus- 
trial depression: in America had reached 
an extremely acute stage. Three hun- 
dred and twenty-three delegates present- 
ed credentials authorizing membership. 
The presidential election had just taken 
place. Inauguration Day was still four 
months away and the Convention seemed 
in a sort of daze—smarting under the ex- 
asperations generated by long, continued 
industrial torpidity, and yet trying to 
feel hopeful that the day of a New Deal 
for labor was about to illumine the sky. 

Deep as were the shadows, labor repre- 
sentatives found much that was satisfy- 
ing. Viewing the present in the light of 
the past it could be seen that public opin- 
jon had undergone changes concerning 
many issues which Labor had long ex- 
pounded and toward which thousands had 
been indifferent, if not intolerent, and 
that liberty of thought and action had 
received new incentives to aggressive ac- 
tion. The anti-injunction bill had been 
enacted into law. The merits of unem- 
ployment insurance were having a strong- 
er appeal. Child Labor regulation was 
being granted a more sympathetic ear. 
The shorter week and the shorter day 
were coming to be looked upon as keys 
to the solution of a vital problem. Evi- 
dence was cumulative that Capital and 
Labor were at least showing willingness 
to seek in larger degree than usual the 

debating ground of a common understand- 
ing. 

In the International Musician of No- 
vember, 1932, there appeared a nine-col- 
umn report of the Cincinnati Labor Con- 
vention. It comprised a detailed report 
of convention deliberations and a resume 
of the convention’s views concerning 
pending industrial questions. It would 
serve no useful purpose to retell that 
story here. 

Each member of your delegation was 
honored by President William Green with 
a place in the working convention staff. 

Cincinnati performed the duties of an 
entertaining host with faithfulness. The 
members of Local 1 were courteous and 
attentive. 

The old staff of Labor Federation offi- 
cials were all re-elected and adjournment 
took place following the selection of 
Washington, D. C., as the location of the 
1933 National Convention.

Delegates Cobb and Stewart of Local 
208, Chicago, Ill., are heard in connection 
with a situation at the Century of Prog- 
ress. They are advised to consider in 
what manner their local interests can 
best be subserved and to thereafter com- 
municate with the office of the President. 

Delegates Cook, Ely and Bruder of Lo- 
cal 103, Columbus, Ohio, appear before 
the Board. The subject matter of their 
request for information is referred-to the 
office of the President for the reason that 
the delegates were unable to present suf- 
ficient documents to the Board at this 
time. 

Delegates Murphy and Curtis of Local 
138, Brockton, Mass., are heard in con- 
nection with the jurisdiction of places on 
Cape Cod, Mass., a part of which are 
within the jurisdiction of Local 155, 
Hyannis, Mass. 

The Board directs that the delegation 
shall be advised to collect evidence to 
substantiate their allegations concerning 
illegal acts on the part of certain mem- 
bers, and which, when received, will re- 
ceive proper consideration. 

Delegates Murdock and Dowell of Local 
149, Toronto, Canada; Drouin of Local 
406, Montreal, Canada; Taleski and Hor- 
ner of Local 279, London, Ontario, Can- 
adt, and Potter of Local 298, Hamilton, 
Ontario, Canada, appear concerning 
prices to govern radio broadcasting en- 
gagements.

Delegates Dunspaugh and Derlin of Lo- 
cal 86, Youngstown, Ohio, appear to make 
an explanation of a law maintained by 
the local. 

The delegation requests reconsidera- 
tion of its request for an extension of 
jurisdiction to include Craig Beach, and 
which was denied by the International 
Executive Board on the objection of Local 
118, Warren, Ohio. Referred to the office 
of the President for disposition. 

The Board considers the applications 
for reinstatement of George Bannon, El- 
bert Ferrill, Al. Cook, Carmine Constan- 
tino, Lionel Harrison, Gilbert Lackey, 
Reed Cartwright, Dick Jackson, James 
Harrison, John Tellinghast, Paul West. 

The delegates address the Board on be- 
half of the applicants.

*“cianship in the larger locals, be it 
Resolved, That a National Scale of

programs regardless of wherefrom those 
programs emanate. 

The Board holds action in abeyance 
until the President’s office can communi- 
cate with locals affected and secure 
necessary data as to price lists, regula- 
tions, etc., for later consideration of the 
Board.

Whereas, It is now possible and prac- 
tical to take radio programs from the air 
and record same on wax, metal and film,

Whereas, These recordings are made 
without the knowledge or consent of the 
musicians playing such programs or any 
local or the Federation, and 

Whereas, The musicians, the local, nor 
the Federation receive any remuneration 
for such recordings, which are used as 
phonograph records or electrical trans- 
criptions to replace musicians, therefore 
be it 

Resolved, The following prices and 
conditions for such records be approved 
and all locals of the Federation be in- 
structed to adopt a plan of checking all 
such records used in their jurisdiction, 
and when proper proof cannot be fur- 
nished, that any such record has been 
made in compliance with the provided 
regulations, the local and the Federation 
use their best efforts to prohibit the use 
of same: 

Electrical Transcriptions and Records 
Taken from the Air, Etc. 

When a radio program (played as such) 
is taken from the air or other remote 
methods and recorded as an electrical 
transcription or phonograph record, a 
charge of $5.00 per musician and $7.50 
per leader shall be made per program of 
15 minutes or less, as per the number of 
musicians playing the broadcast: 
(a) The money thus collected to be used 

as the local may decide. 

(b) When proper arrangements have 
been complied with, as provided 
above, a written clearance shall be 
furnished by the local in whose juris- 
diction the’ record is made. 

The clearance shall so describe the 
record as to prevent its use for any 
other program. 

The matter is referred to the Presi- 
dent’s office for further investigation and 
later report to the Board.

Whereas, ft is reliably reported that 
National Theatrical Interests intend to 
use every possible means to. defeat the 
repeal of the 18th Amendment in the so- 
called dry and doubtful States, and are 
prepared to spend large sums of money 
to influence such elections, therefore, 
be it 

Resolved, That the President and the 
International Executive Board are em- 
powered and instructed to use such 
influence and funds as they may deem 
necessary to bring about repeal, in doubt- 
ful States where the vote is presumed to 
be close, and where undue influence and 
use of corporate funds may delay or im- 
peril the final success of the repeal of the 
18th Amendment. 

Referred to the President to proceed 
in the manner stated by him as practical 
and possible, at the time the subject mat- 
ter was discussed by the Convention. 

RESOLUTION No. 42 

Resolved to add to Article XIV the fol- 
lowing paragraph: 

Booster, Bally-hoo or Advertising Bands 
—In order to come under this classifica- 
tion, a band must be composed entirely 
of members of one local, said band to be 
hired and paid by a group or an individ- 
ual residing in the jurisdiction of said 
local, said band to be employed solely to 
tour for the purpose of advertising some 
attractive features of their home town. 

A band under this classification shall 
not derive any portion of its wages or 

expenses from the communities which 
the said band visits, but must be financed 
entirely by agencies residing in the home 
town, in which the engagement originates. 

Members of bands, under this heading, 
shall receive, per week of not to exceed 
an aggregate total of twenty-eight hours, 
per man, $40. Leader, $63. Overtime, 
per man, per hour, $1.00. Overtime, 
leader, per hour, $1.50. 

The employer must defray all neces- 
sary traveling expenses, from the time of 
leaving the home jurisdiction, up to the 
time the band ig brought back to the 
home jurisdiction. Members cannot buy 
a uniform or any part thereof. 

As the introducer of the resolution has 
appeared before the Board and is satis- 
fied with the definition of the rights of 
the local in the instances of such engage- 
ments, no further action is taken. 

RESOLUTION No. 44 

Whereas, The traveling orchestras col- 
lect 30% over local prices, and 

Whereas, Often the orchestra men can 
not play square with the laws of the Fed- 
eration, they return the 30% to the ball 
room owners, and 

Whereas, The purpose of the 30% law 
is to protect local men, and promote 
work for them, and 

Whereas, The backbone of the 30% 
law has been broken and violated, there- 
fore, be it 

Resolved, That when traveling orches- 
tras are working in the vicinity of any 
local union, thereby displacing local men, 
a 20% tax be collected by the local union 
above the local scale, and 10% forwarded 
to National office for welfare work, and 
10% placed in the local treasury for the 
benefit of local union whose members 
have been displaced by traveling bands, 
and the funds used for the best interests 
of the local union and its members. 

Substitute offered by the Committee on 
Measures and Benefits: 

“Traveling orchestra members shall be 
required to pay a tax of 10%, same to be 
collected by locals in whose jurisdictions 
they play engagements; locals shall for- 
ward 2% of this tax to the Treasurer of 
the A. F. of M. and shall retain the bal- 
ance of 8% to be used for the purpose of 
defraying expenses in connection with 
the policing of their jurisdictions. This 
tax shall replace any other tax.” 

In connection with the foregoing, the 
Board considers the following recommen- 
dation of the Treasurer, as per the in- 
structions of the Convention: 

“That the entire law on Traveling 
Cards and 2% tax on traveling members 
and all matters pertaining or related 
thereto be referred back to the Interna- 
tional Executive Board or a sub-commit- 
tee thereof, to change, modify or recon- 
struct the entire subject matter so that 
both the Federation and locals will be in 
a better and more clear position to 
operate and derive such benefit as the 
experience of the past eight months has 
taught us is possible, its findings to be- 
come the law of the Federation the same 
as if passed by the Convention.” 

The Board refers the entire matter toa 
sub-committee of the Board, to be ap- 
pointed by the Chairman, for an investi- 
gation and later report to the Board. 

Recess taken at noon.

RESOLUTION Ne, 19 

Whereas, The various chains of radio 
broadcasting stations are using the ser- 
vices of our members without adequate 
(or in many cases any) compensation by 
filling in many hours of “sustaining” 
time from hotels, cafes, etc., thus using 
the services of men engaged in other 
work, and dispensing with the use of 
station orchestras over these hours, be it 
therefore 

Resolved, That this Convention instruct 
the President and International Executive 
Board to make a Federation price for all 
such chain radio remote control sustain- 
ing engagements, and that such price will 
be of sufficient magnitude to discourage 
such practice and encourage the use of 
studio orchestras for this work. 

The matter is referred to the Presi- 
dent’s office to communicate with locals 
for necessary information and thereafter 
lay same before the Board for further 
consideration. 

RESOLUTION No. 45 

Add to Article XIII, page 106, para- 
graph 3: 

A presentation performance constitutes 
anything other than the actual musical 
rendition by members. in other words, 
any aecompanimenrt for any singer(s), 
dancer(s), and (or) entertainers who are 
not bona fide members of the orchestra. 

Add new paragraph after paragraph 3: 

Any traveling members violating either 
of the two preceding paragraphs shail im- 
mediately suspend themselves. 

The Board deems legislation of this 
nature inadvisable at this time. 

RESOLUTION No. 47 
Whereas, The last Convention report 

contains statement that WCFL has ob- 
tained a construction permit from the 
Federal Radio Commission as of May 27, 
1932, to operate with increased power of 
5,000 watts minimum to 50,000 maximum 
on a national clear channel of 970 kilo- 
cycles with unlimited time, and 

Whereas, The large radio stations have 
50,000 watts and a clear channel, and 

Whereas, The programs of WCFL, 
Labor Station, do not, at times, reach 
Kenosha, only sixty miles away without 
being interfered with, and flooded by 
KDKA, Pittsburgh, therefore, be it 

Resolved, That the American Federa- 
tion of Musicians go on record asking 
Congress to give WCFL a clear channel 
and 50,000 watts of power for the best in- 
terests of the American Federation of 
Musicians in spreading propaganda for 
living music and the best interests of 
labor, and also comm icate with the 
American Federation of Labor asking 
its co-operation for immediate action at 
the next session of Congress. 

This is referred to the President to be 
taken up with the Executive Council of 
the American Federation of Labor. 

Consideration is given te a request of 
Local 802, New York City, N. Y., to amend 
its laws in the following manner: 

1. That the quorum be reduced from 
500 to 300. 

2. That the regular meetings of the 
local be held monthly instead of 
quarterly, to be held alternately at 
10:00 A. M. and 3:00 P. M. on the 
second Monday of each month. 

On motion the first request is not con- 
curred in. 
_ On further motion the second request 
is granted. 

A request for reduction of fines imposed 
on members of Local 167, San Bernardino, 
Calif., who were fined by Local 117, 
Tacoma, Wash., for violations in the lat- 
ter jurisdiction, is referred to the office 
of the President for disposition. 

A request for remission or reduction of 
outstanding fine of James M. Roberts of 
Local 10, Chicago, Ill., is received, and 
on motion referred to President's office. 

A communication is received from Man- 
ager Fortuno Gallo for exemptions in the 
scale of wages applying to operatic per- 
formance on the road and the proviso 
that a percentage of members of the or- 
chestra shall in certain cities be members 
of the local where the engagements take 
place. On motion it is referred to the 
office of the President for further inves- 
tigation and disposition on lines indicated 
by the Board.
