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UNEMPLOYMENT INSURANCE 
is my judgment that the country 

[is in agreement as to the need for 
unemployment insurance or un- 

employment compensation, which- 
ever term may be preferred. 

The capitalistic system, through- 
out our history, has been marked by 
recurrent breakdowns and depres- 
sions from which wage-earners and 
salaried workers, through unem- 
ployment, have been the residual 
sufferers. Under the capitalistic 
system, as we have known it, the 
condition of wage-earners has been 
worse than under the ‘system of 
slavery which preceded the Civil 
War. In times of loss or bad years, 
the slave owners at least took care 
of their slaves—furnished them food 
and shelter—until prosperous condi- 
tions returned. On the other hand 
the attitude of modern industry has 
been the reverse. Industrial work- 
ers, when business activity receded, 
have been thrown upon the streets 
of industrial centers, to take care of 
themselves as best they may or to be 
supported by public or private 
charity. 

Unemployment Insurance 

Necessary 

If, on the contrary, as we hope, the 
former grievous conditions of the 
capitalistic system are to be lessened 
or, in other words, if we shall be so 
fortunate as to add the magic word 
“reform” to our plans for economic 
recovery, and thus attain to more 
regular and steady employment, bet- 
ter standards of living, more equit- 
able distribution of the output of 
industry, or, in brief, to a more 
socialized and humantarian condi- 
tion of industrial operations—unem- 
ployment insurance will still be 
necessary to cover the transitional 
period. 

Moreover, we cannot hope, even 
with needed reforms, to attain at 
once to a condition of economic sta- 
bility and unbroken continuity in 
industrial operations. Under any 
new system of industry, therefore, 
however much improved it may be as 
compared with the past, a system of 
unemployment insurance will still be 
necessary for industrial workers. It 
must be organized and made ready 
to meet any unforeseen contingency 
which may arise. Numerous influ- 
ences, some of which are not subject 
to domestic control, such as a falling 
off in foreign demand for certain 
manufactured or agricultural prod- 
ucts, may at times adversely affect 
unemployment. Through economic 
reforms, in other words, we may so 

improve conditions as to reduce the 
cost of unemployment insurance, but 
the .system itself must be firmly 
established and liberally developed, 
so as to safeguard the workers and 
society itself against any contingen- 
cies which may develop.

It is my firm conviction that the 
unemployment. insurance 
should be national, or, in. other 
words, that it should be organized 
and operated under the auspices of 
the Federal government. Any plant 
reserves such as contemplated in 
Wisconsin in my judgment would 
not fit in any arrangement or policy 
upon a national basis. 

The United Mine Workers of 
America, the largest single organi- 
zation on the North American con- 

tinent, joins the New York and 
Massachusetts State Federations of 
Labor in opposing company reserves 
plans because they would foster and 
aid company unions. 

This is equivalent to saying that 
the scope of the unemployment in- 
surance system should follow that of 
industry itself. All of our basic in- 
dustries—iron and steel manufactur- 
ing, coal mining, textile manufac- 
turing, transportation, automotive 
products, clothing, electrical goods, 

etc.—are national in their organiza- 
tion and operation. 

The American Labor Movement is 
opposed to employee contributions 
to National Unemployment Insur- 
ance Funds for the reason that any 
cost assessed against industry can 
be absorbed in the cost of produc- 
tion. If employees are forced to 
contribute, they, who constitute 85 
per cent of the total purchasing 
power of this nation, would be forced 
to eventually pay all of the cost by 
reason of their purchase of the com- 
modities of industry. 

Bituminous coal mining opera- 
tions, for example, are carried on, 
under one national wage agreement 
in more than thirty States. The 
clothing manufacturing industry 
covers more than forty States. Out- 
side of a few natural-resource indus- 
tries, we have long ago passed be- 
yond localization of mining and 
manufacturing undertakings. With 
the products of these industries mov- 
ing in interstate commerce they 
could very naturally fit into a na- 
tional picture for coverage. More- 
over, in the case of certain holding 
companies, subsidiary corporations 
cover every section of the country. 

State segments, or*primary state 

organizations, cannot, therefore, be 
practically detached for unemploy- 
ment insurance purposes. Moreover, 
interstate competitive conditions 
would be dislocated, and the costs of 

insurance could not be equalized as 
between different sections of the 
country except through a national 
system. Since June, 1933, NRA 
codes for all industries have sought 

system .- 
to bring about national uniformity 
in costs and equality in competitive 
conditions for all industries. 

Question of Unconstitutionality 

Of course, I am aware that some 
of our reactionary groups, as always 
is the case, have raised the question 
of unconstitutionality against a na- 
tional system. No worthy cause or 
movement for human welfare has 
ever been free from such indirect and 
insincere attacks. I am informed, 
however, by competent counsel that 
no apprehension should be felt as to 
the constitutionality of a national 
system. 

Special funds for this purpose 
should be immediately made avail- 
able by Federal appropriations and 
provision for their repayment ar- 
ranged by assessments upon indus- 

try. In a word, this would mean 
that the cost of unemployment in- 
surance would be part of the cost of 
production in the same manner and 
way as workmen’s compensation 
benefits are provided, except con- 
tributions here would be to a na- 
tional fund. 

While such special measures are 
practical and desirable, as a general 
policy, however, I believe that a sys- 
tem of unemployment insurance at 
the present time should provide 
funds through emergency advances 
from the Federal government for the 
purpose of changing relief payments 
to unemployment insurance pay- 
ments. Such a procedure would 
obviously add to the self-respect and 
morale of unemployed industrial 
workers. 

Funds Could Be Amortized 

Funds so advanced by the Federal 
government to the newly instituted 
unemployment insurance system 

could be gradually amortized over a 
period of years. Such a procedure 
for a number of years was prac- 
tically followed by Great Britain. 
Unemployment insurance had al- 
ready been established there prior to 
the unprecedented restriction of in- 
dustrial operations following the 
World War, and the government 
made “transitional payments” to the 
insurance funds in order to maintain 
the system, and to prevent the sub- 
stitution of an actual “dole” for un- 
employment benefits. Unlike Great 
Britain, we are in the midst of an 
unprecedented depression without 
any established system of unemploy- 
ment insurance, but I believe that 
in organizing a system we should 
recognize the same principle, and 
make provision for transitional or 
emergency payments in lieu of the 

measures of direct relief now in 
effect. 

At the time of the revision of the 
British Unemployment Insurance 
Act in 1920 (it was originally en- 
acted in 1911), insured workers who 

were unemployed numbered only 
about 500,000. Because of the trade 
depression, however, which soon fol- 
lowed, the number wholly unem- 
ployed had by June, 1921, increased 
to 2,000,000. Another 1,000,000 was 

working part time also and claiming 
insurance benefits. 

New Act Meets Emergency 

As it had been impossible, during 
the short time in which the revised 
act had been in effect, to build up 
reserves from contributions of work- 
ers out of which benefits could be 
paid, it was necessary to pass a new 
act in March, 1921, to meet the 
emergency. 

As the result of conditions then 
existing, an entirely new principle 
was adopted which has been defined 
as “uncovenanted benefit” or “tran- 
sitional benefit” payments. Stated 
in brief form, it provided that an 
unemployed person who normally 
would be employed in an insured in- 
dustry might receive benefits even 
though he had never contributed to 
the insurance funds. These “tran- 
sitional benefits” were paid entirely 
from the British Exchequer or Treas- 
ury. In round numbers, such emer- 
gency advances by the government 
amounted during the period 1922- 
1930 inelusive to 113.2 million 
pounds, or more than $500,000,000 in 
terms of American money. In 1930 
alone, when the depression and un- 
employment became more acute, the 
cost of “transitional benefits” to the 
government amounted to $107,000,- 
000; and the estimated cost in 1931 
was more than $194,000,000. Since 
the “Labor Government” lost con- 
trol, these emergency unemployment 
benefits have taken the form of 
direct relief. 

It seems to me also that at the 
present time in our own country, 
when we agree upon a plan of un- 
employment insurance, because of 
the emergency conditions which will 
prevail until normal industrial op- 
operations or economic - recovery 
have been attained, it would be 
indeed a policy of enlightened social 
and industrial statesmanship if, 
in lieu of direct relief, we would 
make provision for Federal appro- 
priations to unemployment insur- 
ance funds sufficient to pay benefits 
to those now unemployed who nor- 
mally would be employed; and also 
additional appropriations to provide 
rehabilitation for those who, because 
of mechanization and improved tech- 
nological methods, will be perma- 
nently unemployed, unless they are 
trained and prepared for occupa- 
tions other than those which they 
originally followed.

These are some of the outstanding statements made 

by the National Survey of Potential Product Capacity— 

which is a long-word way of saying how much we could 

do for ourselves if we had sense. The survey, authorized 

by the Federal Government, has had the services of 

some of the country’s foremost engineers and econo- 

mists—and the results are startling. 

We have deprived ourselves, says the survey of 

$287,000,000,000 of goods and services since 1929. We 

need these goods and services for a complete and com- 

fortable life; and we have the land, the labor and the 

machinery to produce them. But our methods of dis- 

tribution are so snarled and tangled that 

“We have poverty in the midst of potential plenty, 
unsalable surpluses, uncalled for credit, while idle men 
become indigent men and ask nothing better than to be 
allowed to create wealth.” 

The complete report of the survey is not available; 

but it is obvious that it strikes straight at what or- 

ganized labor has marked from the first, the low buying 

power of workers. To give all the American people 

the life they have a right to expect, says the survey, 

each of the 27,000,000 families in this country should 

have an income around $4,500 a year. Only a small 

fraction of these families had such an income, even 

in 1929. 

The greatest shortage of all the survey finds is 

housing. We need, it declares, to build 1,550,000 homes 

a year for the next ten years to bring our housing up 

to its proper level. But the survey insists that the 

resources of the country are ample to reach and pass 

the ambitious goal which it has set. 

The Dawes Disgrace 
: NOTHER milestone in the financial chronicles of 
A Charles G. Dawes was passed when the Dawes- 

controlled Central Republic Bank of Chicago was 

thrown into receivership, owing the RFC around 

$61,000,000 of principal and interest. It is one of the 

most disgraceful episodes in the history of American 

banking—and an appalling share of our banking is dis- 

graceful. 

Dawes was the first chairman of the RFC. He an- 

nounced that he was really needed at home, but would 

stay for a while to get the new venture to running. 

After some months he resigned, saying that the RFC 

could get along without him, now. 

It did not have the chance to get along without him. 

A few days after Dawes had walked out of the front 

door as resigning chairman, he walked back by a side 

door as an applicant for the most gigantic loan the 

RFC has made. He borrowed $10,000,000 on June 27, 

1932—several mistakes have been made on that score, so 

the RFC was asked to verify the figures given here. 

He got another $30,000,000 June 29, 1932; and a final 

bite of $50,000,000 October 5 of the same year. 

His bank refused to receive deposits at about the 

same time; the dates given vary only a day or two. He 

borrowed $90,000,000; and interest on that sizable bor- 

rowing is figured at the RFC at $3,676,779.47. The 

Dawes bank has paid principal and interest of $32,247,- 

277.44. The exact dates of the payments would have 

to be taken as basis for an exact statement of the 
Present debt, but the rough statement of $61,000,000 

made above is substantially correct. 

Shape the course of a government lending agency, 
largest in the world, by being its first chief. By the 

same means, win prestige with its staff. Resign, with a 

gradiloquent gesture—and then slip back and borrow 

from that institution for a bank which Dawes, of all 

men, ought to have known was on the rocks. 

Our bankers have been almost as much of a national 

disgrace as our bandits. The wholesale failure of Amer- 

ican banks proves that. English banks do not fail, nor 

Canadian, nor French, nor Dutch; and if a bank in 

Copenhagen closed its doors, the whole population of 

Denmark would fall off its bicycles in sheer amazement. 

But even our long record of bankrupt banks holds no 

more disgraceful instance than this. 

The President’s Birthday 
ABOR pushes forward, rallying its nation-wide 

IL forces for participation in the greatest national 

Birthday Ball for the President under the chair- 

manship of William Green as head of Labor’s Advisory 

Committee, which serves as a unit under the general 

national chairmanship of Col. Henry L. Doherty. 

Invitations have gone to all labor editors asking 

them to accept membership in a national labor press 

committee as a part of the labor division. 

Already central bodies all over the country are going 

into action in preparation for the great celebration on 

January 30. It is emphasized by the officers of the labor 

division that it is desirable that labor co-operate with 

other civic and fraternal bodies wherever possible and 

that distinctly labor celebrations be held only where it 

is impossible to co-operate with the groups of the entire 

community. Where it is finally found that no other 

groups will take the lead, it is hoped that labor will take 

the lead, rather than allow a default. 

Slum Eradication 
NE of the most encouraging features of the re- 

O covery program which seems to have the unquali- 

fied approval of the entire official personnel of 

the Administration is that program providing for the 

eradication of uninhabitable dwellings, and the launch- 

ing of a home building program which, upon its com- 

pletion, will provide every family with a modern, livable 

home at a cost within thé reach of the average American 

family. 

In this land of opportunity, there can be no justifi- 

cation for the continued existence of such dwellings as 

may be found in all of our city tenement districts, which 

shelter numerous families and breed not only disease, 

but crime. 

Happy, contented homes are the birthplaces of good 

citizenry, and are the government's strongest protection 

against seeds of sedition that too often are implanted 

in the minds of our young people by anti-American 

propagandists who have access to the congregating 

places of the children and adolescent youths whose home 

environment is such that they are forced to seek 

pleasure and relaxation in the companionship of unde- 

sirable associates who unfortunately are to be found in 

alarming numbers in all of our major cities.

And so Donald Richberg and Gen. Johnson are at it 

again. Richberg tells the Saturday Evening Post he 

will hold the Satevepost responsible for any libelous 

matter it may print about him from the flashing pen of 

the militant Johnson. 

It will be hoped by a great many persons—several 

more than would have so hoped a year ago—that John- 

son will say what is on his mind and that the Satevepost 

will print it as written.

There is none in Washington more affable than Rich- 

berg, in his public appearances.. Also there is none 

more skilled in the insertion of a word that extracts the 

meaning from its predecessor.

Another part of the story is that Donald Richberg 

seems to have gone a bit high hat, up-stage, or whatever 

it may be called. 

But at any rate, whatever may be the reason, the cir- 

culation of the Post probably will go up several copies 

when the Johnson chapters make their debut. ' 

If it be thought queer that two men who seem to dis- 

like each other cordially have warm friendship in the 

White House, that must be put down merely as one of 

the peculiarities of present-day Washington. 

Of course, the difference is that there is friendship 

for Richberg and he has immense power. There is 

friendship for Johnson and he has little or no power. 

And that is quite a difference, when you come to 

think of it. 

* * * 

Johnson says that when all the dead cats were com- 

ing his way he put up no squawk, he didn’t tell pub- 

lishers' to beware what they printed about him. He 

just let them sling.all there was in the basket. Which 

happens to be true. 

That isn’t to say Johnson liked all that was said or 

that he took it all with a grin. There are those who 

say he kept fairly close track of what the critics said 

and, while he let them say it, he stored up the memories. 

Perhaps that was human enough. 

But Johnson was, in the vernacular, the better sport 

and plenty who didn’t like his policies admired his 

nerve. 

The inner secret of the Johnson-Richberg row seems 

never to have come to light. Perhaps now we shall 

know at least one side of it. It will ‘be interesting, 

even if it isn‘t important. 

* * * 

The whole thing would have much more importance 

if it were a row between a clear-cut conservative and a 

clear-cut liberal, or progressive. 

But it isn’t. Neither one is clear-cut either way. 

Both had and have inclinations both ways. 

But of Johnson it must be said that when he said 

something he said it with directness. He didn’t load 

his sentences with qualifying words which could take 

the meaning out of what he seemed te say. If he meant 

to say “Oh, hell,” he said “Oh, hell,” and that was that. 

He didn’t say “Oh, varisimilitude of hell,’ or words to 

that effect. 

These things being as they are, the final wonder of 

it all is that if Richberg really hoped to snare the Gen- 

eral into his net he didn’t keep still until the General 

wrote a really scorching libel, then drag him into court 

and sock him with a good stiff judgment. 

Perhaps Gen. Johnson wonders about that, too, and 

grins. 

What a Change! 
HE proposal to put all electric current in a single, 

T nation-wide pool, controlled by the Federal govern- 

ment, is sharpening the cries of anguish of some 

utility magnates as they see their dividends on “write- 

ups” slipping farther from their gasp. But think what 

would have happened if such a plan had been seriously 

suggested a few years ago. Even so lately as the 1932 

campaign, every rugged individualist in the land would 

have rallied his fainting energies to resist such a bol- 

shevik scheme. 

While now, the plan is very well received—which 

does not in the least mean that it will be accepted and 

carried into effect. It means only that the American 

people have gotten over being frightened by words, or 

enraged at the prospect of the “government going into 

business.” The questions asked now about such a plan 

are, “how will it work?” “What will it cost?” and “is 

there a better way?” 

The education of the American people in economics 

has made notable progress in the last few years, even in 

the last few months. And on this particular matter of 

electricity, the T V A has been a potent teacher.

In a recent issue of the Metronome we 
find an article from the pen of President 
Albert L. Eggert of Local No. 30, St. Paul, 
Minn., which is a plea for relief in the 
way of governmental music. Brother 
Eggert, who, by the way, is secretary to 
the Mayor of St. Paul, and who also rep- 
resented the St. Paul Trades Council at 
the San Francisco Labor Convention as 
a delegate, has had much practical con- 
tact with these problems, and so long as 
government is pretending to give serious 
consideration to this phase of employ- 
ment, he is able to give worthwhile coun- 
sel to the promoters of the movement. 
In the course of his Metronome contribu- 
tion Brother Eggert says: 

But music, being an art, its professional 
exponents are therefore artists and it seems 
likewise logical to assume that in view of 
the peculiarities of this profession the gov- 
ernment should authorize a project calling 
for the employment of professional musi- 
cians as artists at a standard of living 
wage, such project to be known as the 
ARA (Artists’ Relief Administration). 

While such a program would undoubtedly 
be of a temporary character, the value of 
“living” music has never been so apparent 
as at present. With this thought in mind 
I have placed before the State Recreational 
Director the question of governmental spon- 
sorship ef the art, patterned after the 
method in vogue in Europe, asking him to 
submit this timely matter to Washington 
authorities. 

The propriety of governmental sponsor- 
ship is justified not only because music is 
the finest of the arts, but because of its 
inspirational elements and its revivifying 
influence. 

As a vital essential the need of music has 
never been so apparent as at present. A 
nation without music is a nation with a 
deadened soul. As a governmental function 
no greater service could be performed than 
to fill our land with inspiring melody in 
living form, 

As a governmental subsidy under effi- 
cient supervision, public musical perform- 
ances by professional musicians (artists) 
would be provided in public parks and pub- 
lic buildings throughout the nation to an 
extent limited only by good judgment, and 
its many beneficient possibilities would 
accrue to the happiness and prosperity of a 
vitally alive government—not only for the 
time being, but everlastingly. 

Consistent with the foregoing expres- 
sion of view, Delegates Eggert, Ringius, 
Weber, Canavan, Weaver, Bagley, Cas- 
tronovo and Kapl introduced Resolution 
No. 167 at the San Francisco National 
Convention of the American Federation 
of Labor: 

WHEREAS, Music, the most ancient of 
the fine arts, having its inception in the 
soul of humankind at the birth of Creation, 
thereby irrevocably establishing it as the 
inherent birthright of such human kind, has 
been seriously threatened by: 

1. The invasion of so-called “canned” or 
synthetic music machines, by which is 
transmitted the audible reproduction, or 
sound photography, of musical renditions, 
debasing the art and its cultural require- 
ments, destroying employment opportunities 
and educational possibilities of this and 
coming generations, in addition to denying 
the people in general the inspirational 
qualities and uplifting tendencies which can 
only be induced by “in person” contact ; 

2. The economic depression further em- 
barrassed the professional musician, who, 
as such, has been deprived of employment 
in a field, to enter which requires a pro- 
ficiency attained only after constant and 
intensive study and practice from an early 
age; and which period of depression has 
removed from the people the beneficient 
influence of “living ’ music hitherto enjoyed 
by them and provided by municipal and 
tax-levying bodies until discontinued in 
— on the plea of so-called economy ; 
an 

WHEREAS, The loss of “living” music 
has brought privation and distress to its 
professional exponents. because of loss of 
employment in their chosen vocation; has 
throttled the ambition of aspiring youth in 
the field of music, and in consequence has 
reduced commercial advantages of educa- 
tional and industrial institutions directly 
pertinent to the art and its specialized re- 
quirements; and has added to the mental 
depression of a sorely tried people denied 
its inspiring and encouraging qualities; and 

WHEREAS, Music in “living” form is a 
vital necessity, occupying an imperishable 

sition in the affairs of mankind, provid- 
ng in times of dire distress and unrest 
that soothing and encouraging influence so 
necessary to revive hope and inspire with 
courage and determination to overcome 
trying obstacles to the end that future 
normalcy and equilibrium—effectively ac- 
knowledged by the presence of peace, hap- 
Piness and prosperity—may be assured 
through the medium and assistance of 
“living’’ music; therefore, be it 

RESOLVED, That the certain resolution, 
designated as Resolution No. 16, adopted 
by the convention of the Minnesota State 
Teseration of Labor, August 21, 1934, to 
wit: 

“Resolution No. 16—Introduced by dele- 
og representing Musicians Union No. 30, 
st. Paul. 

“BE IT RESOLVED, That this conven- 
tion of the Minnesota State Federation of 
Labor support the American Federation of 
Musicians, the affiliated brotherhood of 
the American Federation of Labor, and do 
all within its power to assist the former in 

its efforts to persuade our Government to 
subsidize the art of music and establish a 
permanent foundation for same in the 
nature of an annual budget for the purpose 
of supporting symphony orchestras, bands 
and operas in ‘living’ form in, such com- 
munities and to such an extent as may be 
dictated by a good and wise judgment, that 
the educational, social and industrial wel- 
fare of the people may be advanced, thus 
restoring and perpetuating the cultural re- 
finements and dignity of an art attained by 
centuries of progress, that this generation, 
and generations yet to come, may receive 
to the full its measure of munificence ; be it 
further 

_ “RESOLVED, That the President and 
Secretary of the American Federation of 
Labor, and the President and Secretary of 
American Federation of Musicians be ad- 
vised immediately of the action of this, the 
convention of the Minnesota State Federa- 
tion of Labor, anent this resolution. 

“The committee recommended concur- 
rence in the resolution. The report of the 
committee was adopted.” 

be approved and adopted by this, the An- 
nual Convention of the American Federa- 
tion of Labor, and that it be transmitted 
to the proper legislative authorities with 
instructions to formulate an appropriate 
bill for presentation to, and earnest con- 
sideration of, the Congress of the United 
States. 

In connection with the foregoing reso- 
lution the Labor Convention Committee 
also recommended that “the American 
Federation of Labor and its affiliated or- 
ganizations give full support to all cul- 
tural activities undertaken by municipali- 
ties, States and the Federal Government, 
and that the Executive Council be in- 
structed to consider ways and means of 
furthering the development of cultural 
requirements and opportunities for wage 
earners.” 

Thus the leaven of a good cause is 
plainly working, thought is expanding, 
and perhaps the day will come when 
many now living will be permitted to 
witness that recognition of the musical 
art at the hands of government, which 
has been the dream of hopeful minorities 
for many a long day past.

Appropriate music was ren- 
dered by a brass quartet from the band 
in which he held membership. 

Our apologies to the distinguished 
bandmaster of the Golden Gate Park Band 
for mis-spelling his name in our report 
of the San Francisco Labor Convention 
in the November issue of the Interna- 
tional Musician. His name is Alfred 
Arriola—and not Arroldo, ds we gave it. 
The Arriolas are an old family of musi- 
cians on the Pacific Coast and the gentle- 
man in question is maintaining the fine 
traditions of the family name in a fashion 
to challenge admiration and respect. A 
brother of the bandmaster, Carlos Arriola, 
is a talented flute player, holding mem- 
bership in Local No, 47, at Los Angeles. 

The American Federation of Musicians 
has lost a fine character in the passing 
of Jacob L. Grosh, who died at his home 
at No. 520 Spruce Street, Lititz, Pa., on 
November 21, 1934.

We are informed that some of the an- 
nual Local elections this season were 
warm enough to ease the chill of the gsur- 
rounding atmosphere. 

After twenty-two years of faithful serv- 
ice as Treasurer of Local No. 97, Lock- 
port, N. Y., Frank Rosenberg has retired 
from active duty.

In Joliet, I1l., it is unlawful for a wom- 

an to try on more than six dresses in 

one store. 

In Massachusetts it is illegal for a

it is also unlawful for anyone to promote 

a masked ball. 

No person in Connecticut may chew 

tobacco without a doctor’s permit. In 

the same State is is against the law for 

a man to shave himself on Sunday.

COMMENT ON 

World Events 

The people of the United States want 

an economic order that will serve the 

common good, the Rev. R. A. McGowan, 

assistant director of the National Cath- 

olic Welfare Conference Department of 

Social Action, says in discussing pro- 

posed changes in the recovery program. 

His views undoubtedly are held by many 

citizens and are worth the consideration 
of all. He says: 

“The story is that a new NRA law will 

be written in the next Congress, that un- 

employment insurance of a kind will be 

set up and that a large amount of public 
works, with the emphasis on housing, 

will be provided to prime the pump. 

“More public works seems necessary. 

Housing is a grand place to start. Greater 

interest lies in what kind of NRA will 

result from the new Congress and what 

kind of unemployment insurance will be 

established. The best prognosticators 

now say that the only great difference in 

the NRA will be a legal determination 

of what the organized business men of an 

industry can do about prices and quan- 

tity of output without being considered a 

monopoly. They also say that unemploy- 

ment insurance will be a co-operative 

venture of some kind between the Fed- 

eral government and the States. 

* * * 

“The NRA needs more than that. It 

needs a Wagner bill to veto employers’ 

control or influence over unions among 

their employees. It needs, it seems also, 

some kind of law on hours to force the 

codes to reduce hours to 30 or 35 or to 

show cause why they cannot. Hours cer- 

tainly have to be cut. A flat 30-hour law, 

for example, may cause hardship to cer- 

tain industries. But if the law permits 

exemptions on proof after open hearings, 

then we could have as much of our cake 

as would be good for us. Without some 

such law it seems impossible to get hours 

cut enough now. 

“The NRA needs also some provision 

that will put representatives of the 

unions of an industry upon the code 

authority of that industry. It seems, too, 

that if the NRA is the organ through 

which we cut hours, establish minimum 

wages and plan a stable and satisfactory 

system of providing goods and distribut- 

ing them, then anything so close to wages, 
hours and stable production as insurance 

for unemployment ought to be adminis- 

tered by the NRA. It should be handled 

by committees for the various industries. 

The committees certainly should include 

labor union representatives. 

* : * 

“What are we after,anyway? We want 

revived business. But whatever spurt is 

necessary for business, we want the be- 

ginnings of an economic order that will 

do two things: Produce all the goods we 

need. Distribute them to all the people. 

We cannot get this by turning over to or- 

ganized business men alone the control 

over prices and output. For their aim is 

maximum profits and not te produce and 

distribute for the good of all. 

“Moreover, the power of the chief own- 

ers and creditors so motivated and so 

organized as to succeed in the motive 

breaks ordinary government control over 

prices and output. Bring the economic 

power of unions into the codes and there 

-is a new economic power at work to make 

industry live for the good of all.”
