manner oven though the continual cry . 
that mure Is done tor tho musicians tnl 
Chicago than elsewhere, has tho tendency! 
'to place them In an undeserved and rather| 
awkward position with their members.

Federation and local officers still recog­
nize that they are but highly responsible 
servants of their organization. They do 
not advertise themselves as highest priced 
labor leaders and propaganda is not made 
on their behalf that they are the “whole 
cheese," but quietly, without noise, attend 
to their business and do not, through the 
dispensing of hot air, attempt to create 
the belief that upon them all progress 
from now on depends.

Petrillo has n perfect right, nnd the 
International Executive Board does not 
deny it, to indulge In self-aggrandizement 
and self-advertising as long as ho does 
not do it in u manner to make the Fed­
eration und the locals appear ridiculous. 
No one disputes his right to holler loud 
«nd long about what he does Othera cun 
do the same thing and more especially 
the International Executive Board could 
have had many scores of headlines in the 
public press, especially during the last 
year, had it seen fit to indulge in such 
a practice. No one disputes tho right of 
uny member to blow his own horn, but 
no one has th«* right to assert or make it 
appear that the Federation, which Is now 
In its 43rd year and its locals have be-

1 come dependent for Its progress upon the 
standard set by such member To aver 
that such necessity exists Is an imperti­
nent allegation which needs debunking. 
However, it is agreed that Petrillo sets 
the standard for self-advertising but at 
the same time it is highly probable that 
no other member will be found willing lo 
follow his example.

Local unions may well ask in what 
particular instance it failed to protect 
their members and advance the interests 
of their locale, or in what particular man­
ner are their activities now merely a re­
flection of those of Petrillo 1 am sure 
that the answer will Ite that the standard 
for the fiddlers, trumpeters, flutists and 
nccordlnn players are not set by him. bat 
that every local through Its officers und 
local meetings takes such good cars of 
inch standards as local conditions permit, 
and that Petrillo’s activities to maintain 
high standards In Chicago which an not 
in all cases the highest, as he edverttiiee, 
has next to nothing to do with it.

Au far as uur ntemlwrn are comiirned, 
the nitalnadin* slulomeuts iv lotted to can 
be easily debunked but they play upon 
ths gullibility ot the public and even 
though it is done in a rather crude mau- 
•er, still has ths tendency to mislead and

labor it creates an unfavorable impren- I 
slon aud the question has been asked by 
some what manner of man an officer is 
who continually advertises that he Is the 
highest priced labor leader In the coun­
try. What purpose does II serve except 
perhaps that ha Is more fortunate than 
other local leaders?

It 1s also well advertised that Chicago! 
musicians are the beet paid in the Federa-| 
tion and all members wish them well, I 
but is it not a fact that every local every-' 
where works for and has the ambition to 
have its members ns well paid as local 
conditions permit? However, the best 
psld musicians are found in the Toscanini 
orchestra in New York and In some or­
chestras In Los Angeles, but such things 
are only relative aa a lower wage iu one 
town may, for practical economic pur 
poses, bo more favorable to u member 
(ban u higher wage in some other town.

The statement that as far us the Fed 
oration is concerned Petrillo is the "tall 
that wags the deg," is rather humorous, 
as un attempt by any ono to assume such 
a position, more especially at a conven­
tion, would at best only give him tho satin 
faction a comedian would feel who found 
that hi* attempt to be serious was mis

this is not in the best interests of tho 
Federation.

The international Executive Board of 
the Federation still does business as fur- v 
merly. The affairs of our organization are 
still under its supervision. All advance 
during the last nine months to place more 
musicians to work in the radio induutry 
and to regulate tho recording Industry 
was the result o* the activities and the 
mature consideration uf tho Board.

The present president of th«* Federation i 
Ihne not even considered resigning He I 
twill continue to serve the Federation just 
as long ae he is called upon by a conven­
tion to do so. However, he was never 
presumptuous enough to hold that he 
must necessarily be the choice for presi­
dent at any convention.

As president of the Federation, and as 
an individual, I showed Petrillo deep, and 
not only casual friendship. That In ex­
actly how I felt about him. 1 assisted 
him to climb, and how; I told him that 
I held him to have presidential ability, 
provided ho would broaden and learn to 
look at matters from a national aspect. I 
never dreamt that he would resort to 
tactics insulting to the Intelligence of 
membera and causing resentment. I never 
dreamt that he would play upon the 
gullibility of the public at the expense 
of the Federation I have become dis- I 
lllusioned and disappointed, and feel it 1 
keenly This, of course, fa my own affair 
and I would have enjoyed the humor of It 
at iny own expense and mnde nary a re­
mark about it were I not constrained to 
do so in the Interests of the Federation, 
and for no other reason. In its protest, I 
am compelled to join the international 
Executive. Board and share Its resent­
ment.

The American Federation of Musicians, 
that Is. all the unions which comprise it, 
has been successful in building up an 
organization with prestige and influent!« 
which is commanding. This must be saf«»- 
guarded The opinion must not go abroad 
that it is an organization dominated by 
on«« person, ft must not be made to ap­
pear ridiculous. Our Federation Is now 
accepted by thr public at large as an au­
thoritative voice in everything that per­
tains to the good and welfare -of musi­
cians In the United States and Canada. 
This was the result of many year* of 
tabor and activities, not only by national 
officers of the Federation but by local 
officers and individual locals as well as 
our conventions. Its prestige and stand­
ing must not bo lowered.

Nothing haa ever been so distasteful to 
me as the writing of these lines aad I say 
this advisedly. However, It had to bo 
done in the performing of an unpleasant 
duty. Neither tho International Execu­
tive Board, nor myself, had any other

AT a recent meeting of the Inter­
im national Executive Board, the

Board took cognizance of the 
peculiar method pursued by a 
Member in self-advertising, and 
r included that his method had the 
tendency to ridicule the Federation 
by creating in the puuac mind an 
erroneous impression concerning 
*i prestige, standing, authority 
gad self-sufficiency, and among 
peals and members the impres- 
Mon that they were no longer self­
sufficient but in need of tutelage 
by one man who held himself out 
to be the strong man of the organ­
ization. As this sort of self-adver- 
Mng is contrary to fairness and 
the best interests of the Federa- 
Uon, the Board instructed the 
Resident to counteract the erro- 
beous aud unfavorable impression 
treated by same by advising the 
JkaIh and members, as well as 
toe public, through explanation In 
the International Musician and 
la the public press that the Ameri­
can Federation of Musicians as a 
iholo, and its locals in particular, 
■re still self-sufficient organlza- 
•on« and are successfully main­
tained without the alleged neces- 
•ary guidance of a self-appointed 

Eb-called strong man.
I At the meeting of the Board 
poly a few excerpts from the pub­
lic press in reference to the matter 
perr taken under advice, but were 
IMlcient to rightfully arouse the 
I Maentxnent of . the Board on its 
I own behalf as well a^ on behalf of 
I the Federation.
I • Thnee excerpts read ns follows.

As the statements quoteci mis­
inform the public and mislead our 
members and remain uncontra­
dicted and unchallenged by Petrillo, 
they must be taken to be inspired 
by him or on his behalf. He Is 
held in same to be the strong man 
of the Federation, to whom all 
members must now’ look for 
leadership in matters which have 
to do with their economic interests.

In addition to this bunk, a whis­
pering campaign appears to be 
resorted to, spreading the un­
founded rumor that the President 
of the Federation will resign. Tho 
purpose of this is easily under­
standable if considere«! together with th« 
statement in the prose that Petrillo can 
head the National organization whenever 
Joe Weber takes it Into his head to retire 
and that then it is almost certain the 
National headquarters will be nhitt«*d to 
Chicago.

The Board holds that things have not 
come to uuch a pass that a convention 
of the Federation had abdicated its au­
thority in tho selection of officers and 
that an Individual member could covet a 
position with the understanding that a 
convention would be constrained to moot 
his wishes

The continual statements that Petrillo 
Is the highest priced labor leader tn 
America Invites derision for obvious rea­
sons. No one begrudges him. If it be so. 
Why continually advertise It? Who

Contrary to the general opinion, tele­
vision offers no make-up problem, accord­
ing to Albert F. Murray, engineer in 
charge of the development work of the 
Phllco Radio and Television Corporation.

Mr. Murray explains that years ago 
when the 60-line screen was the best tele­
vision could offer, there was much diffi­
culty in bringing out detail and facial 
features, as red lips showed almost white, 
and eyebrows were hardly apparent 
Hence artificial make-up was resorted to 
in order to obtain a clear, distinguishable 
picture.

But now, with the use ot the 441-line 
screen, there is no difficulty in obtaining 
clear and detailed reproduction without 
make-up. Recent tests have proved that 
the make-up problem was more ot an 
engineering one rather than cosmetic.

Further engineering developments will 
completely eliminate all thoughts of 
make-up, Mr. Murray is convinced, as 
television would be most unsatisfactory 
it every «peaker or subject had to undergo 
a special make-up treatment before every 
broadcast.

A television time system has been in­
vented by Alexander McLean Nicolson of 
New York, which will enable television 
fans to always know the exact time while 
viewing a telecast.

The tmags nf ths face of a clock may 
he visible at all times on the television 
screen. By turning the correct dials, ths 
television observer could either have the 
image of the clock constantly before him 
throughout the program, or periodically. 
The face of the clock being broadcast 
over a wave-length of one frequency while 
the program la broadcast simultaneously 
over a different frequency. Each pro­
gram Is picked up on a separate receiver, 
but a common televisor Is used to throw 
them on the viewing screen.

THE INTERNATIONAL MUSICIAN

The National Broadcasting Company 
has been conducting a regular television 
schedule of five hours ■ week for the past 
month. Programs from Radio City have 
been telecast from aerials atop ths Em 
pira Stats Building, and cover a radius 
of about 60 miles.

Transmissions were on thr air Tuea- 
days, Wednesdays and Thursdays from 1 
to 4 o'clock. At this time still pictures 
and charts were shown which enabled the 
engineers to study the transmiaeions. 
Evening programs constating of live tal­
ent and films were transmitted on Tues­
days and Thursdays from 8 to 9 P. M.

Such hours of program service will 
poeslbly aid the research men to obtain 
engineering data which will be of assist­
ance In the formulation of "basic stand­
ards’’ which must be adopted before tele­
vision becomes available to the public.

The Leu Harvey-Jock McAvoy fight 
which was telecast quite successfully in 
London recently, brought to a climax the 
open quarrel between B. B. C. and the 
film Industry. The fight promoters had 
made It a condition of their contract 
with B. B. C. that reproduction Into movie 
shows should be prohibited.

Now the film houses are conferring to­
gether, seeking means of overcoming a 
likely wholesale extension of this bar, and 
the most likely Idea evolved la that they 
will stage shows In their own studios and 
televise them to hundred» of screens by 
land line.

It ia agreed by the officials of the Cine­
matograph Exhibitors Association that 
tho televising of newsreels is inimical to 
the trade's interests, and a boycott of 
shorts supplies to the B. B. C. will In­
evitably follow If the exhibitors have 
their way.

A newly Invented system, "Composite’’ 
television, for which a patent has been 
granted to John C. Batchelor of New 
York, eliminates the need for setting np 
stage scenery and real background for 
television programs.

Thia system does, In an electrical way, 
what the photographer does in making a 
composite photograph. The background 
and performers are televised separately, 
and then super-impoaed into a composite 
Image which can be broadcast

Television, like motion pictures, will 
not need to go on location for background 
In certain types of programs aa minia­
ture stage aeta ot scenery may ba con­
structed or a motion picture film back­
ground thrown on the screen may be used. 
Two or more television scanning devices 
are used to obtain this effect—either the 
Iconoscope or the rotating Nlpkow disc. 
One scena the performers acting before a 
blank background; the other scans the 
material or miniature stage setting used 
as a background. •

Ths light images of performers and 
background are converted into electrical 
signals in the usual way, but by means 
of a "distorting amplifier,’’ the electrical 
signal ia eliminated from the background 
at the points where they would coincide 
with the signal Image of the performer. 
A "hole” being left In the background 
for the performer to fit In, after which 
ft Is filled by super-Imposing the Image 
of the performer.

The aim nf the Investigation is "to 
hring out all Information to the proper 
regulation and conduct of radio stations 
engaged In chain broadcasting.” This is 
a big order and will Include coverage of 
the stations, network agreements, affili­
ated internets. advertising contracts, and 
competitive practices.
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Radio manufacturers state that there 
are no plana afoot to market home tele­
viaion receivers this autumn, auch instru­
ments will not be available for at least 
another year. The further development 
of both transmitting and receiving equip­
ment la necessary, before televlaion can 
become a standardised product

Eight million, four hundred fifty thou­
sand licenses will bo Issued in London 
this year, it was stated hy Major Tryon, 
postmaster-general, in the House of Com­
mons. It waa proposed that 8 per cent, 
of the net licenae revenue ahould in future 
go to the B. B. C. to further the work of 
televlaion. Approximately $1,472,000 haa 
been granted for televisions during the 
year. It was staled.

The British Broadcasting Company has 
finally won the consent of the Epsom 
Grand Stand Association to telecast tbe 
coming derby race, June 1. Late in Janu­
ary the Association had announced they 
"would not. In any circumstances, give 
their permission for ths televising of any 
races on Epsom Downs," but apparently 
they have relented.

The whole field will be presented 
through three Emitron cameras from Tat- 
tenham Corner tn beyond the winning 
post.

England and Germany are set­

ting a fast pace in radio building, 
states Mr. Cohan, with Italy and 
France following closely behind. 
More activity Is being shown, and more 
money spent in Europe In the short-wave 
field than 1n any other phase of com­
munication.

The Daventry station in England, In 
1937 a 50-acre plot, has grown to 153 
acres, with new aerial masts and wires 
extending across the countryside as far 
as ths sys can see. There are now six 
International transmitters which can be 
linked on short notice to any one of 25 
beam aerials.

Germany Is in a construction frenzy 
at the main short-wave depot Zeesen, near 
Berlin, although Mr. Cohan found It mors 
difficult to get information concerning its 
expansion progress, than that of England.

By 1939 Italy expects to catch up with 
ths world’s leaders in short-wave develo 
ment. In Rome it 1» rumored that sev­
eral powerful stations are already under 
construction, and mors are planned.

In Belgium, the world’s largest broad­
casting houss is being planned. The cost 
will bs $3,000,000 and three yean will bs 
required for its construction at Bi usssla.

Ths Netherlands has plonssrsd in ths 
construction of a hugs short-wavs aerial 
that revolves on a circular railroad track 
whereby the operator will merely press 
a button to adapt ths structure for send­
ing in any direction.

But tho American short-wave broad­
casts are the most popular, concludes Mr. 
Cohan. “Fres of cennonhip, thsss broad­
casts ar« regarded by many Europeans as 
the most accurate and complste on ths 
international ndio lanes.” And they ars 
clamoring for more, especially tho news 
and comments. Another opportunity 
knocks st America’s door and should not 
Ini missed.

Our radio officials realize tho impor­
tance nf such non-censorship, and "Free­
dom of the air,” has become the all­
American battle cry among our broad­
casters.

“Ths microphone Is a 'tool of demoo- 
racy,' ” the radio men stats smphatlcally, 
"and ths Invisible waves now take an im­
portant place aiongsids America's groat 
glory, freedom of the press, of speech and 
assembly." So it is gsnsrally agreed that 
any government form ot program censor­
ship, Is an infringement upon the rights 
of a democracy. Th« radio listener being 
generally recognised as the only censor 
In a democracy.

In their annual spring-time reports, 
radio officials reviewed their policies snd 
pledged freedom ot the air, non-partisan­
ship and fairness.

Freedom of the air la expressed by 
William 8. Paley, president of Columbia 
Broadcasting Company, as follows:

"The right of any speaker to express 
his view, subject only to general laws 
and th« laws ot libel and slander, the 
rule is that hs may not seek to provoke 
facial or religious hatred and the ordi­
nary limitation» of good taste and the 
decorum appropriate to the homes of ths 
nation.”

If such freedom of tho ether waves is 
maintained then Uncle Sam can continue 
to star in this short-wavs drama, out- 
shlulug the Old World's propaganda-lades 
quick-shift meteorites.

As for television? Tho Old World io 
curious, yes, but not ovsrly enthusiastic
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A new projector to televise films was 
recently demonstrated In the Farnsworth 
Studtoe In Philadelphia. Tho company 
haa boon experimenting with thio now 
completed apparatus tor more than a 
year, in tho belief that when commercial 
televlalon becomes a reality tn thia coun­
try. Iranemlaaion by means ot films, will 
constitute a "substantial part” of any 
television program.

Harry 8. Bamford ot the Farnsworth 
staff is credited with tho development 
ot tho projector which is ot the “continu­
ous,” rather than "intermittent,” typo now 
In use in the movie Industry, and gives 
unusual contrast and definition.

The usual summer let-down In picture theatres playing stage shows 
is beginning to make itself manifest. Stage shows have been dropped 
at the Post Theatre in Spokane, Wash., the Rivoli Theatre in Portland, 
OreM and the Paramount Theatre in Los Angeles. All of these theatres 
announce that they will resume stage attractions in the fall. One thea­
tre attempted unsuccessfully to replace its vaudeville with Bingo and 
give-aways, but failed dismally. We refer to the Nixon Grand Theatre 
in Philadelphia, which after two weeks of the gambling fever returned 
to stage shows on March 18. With the outlawing of Bingo and Banko 
in many cities, we don’t know where the theatre operators will turn
next. “Cue,” the eminent New 
York amusement magazine, in its 
issue of April 2, carried an article 
entitled “Double Trouble,” which 
states that 9,000 United States 
movie theatre* are at present playing 
double feature*. Thi* article goes on to 
state that in the Warner Brother* poll 
78 per cent, ot the three-quarters of a 
million customers voted against double 
features. A special poll by "Fortuno 
Magazine" resulted in an 80 per cent 
vote against them.

Some reports on opera events abroad 
are as follows:

The revival of "Otello” at the Opera tn 
Paris was In every way a success.

Mme. Eide Norena played Desdemona 
with most convincing sincerity; Saint- 
Crlcq’s portrayal of Otello was dramatic 
and well done, and Endreze gave an ex­
pressive performance as Iago.

Phillippe Gaubert directed the opera
The Scala management has greatly en­

couraged the Italian effort to bring still 
more opera to the public with the appli­
cation of a permanent popular price scale 
to the two galleries. Such facilities had 
been restricted to certain non-eubscription 
performances in previous years, but from 
now on the workers have access to the 
galleries for any performance, at special 
low rate«, ranging from five lire (about 
25 cents) for standing room In the gallery.

In Vienna, Smetana’s “Dalibor” was 
heard, with Bruno Walter conducting, and 
tho reactions to the first performance 
were most favorable. The opera was re­
ceived with enthusiasm and sincere ardor, 
the audience showing much astonishment 
at the beauty of tho work.

Ernest Bloch’s opera “Macbeth,” was 
successfully revived al the Teatro San 
Carlo tn Naples after a generation of neg­
lect, and proved itself to be “the out­
standing milestone In the history of music 
drama,” ae the critics proclaimed It at It* 
Parisian premiere in 1910.

The artists performing In popular-price 
opera companies have, by unanimous vote, 
authorized AGMA to put Into effect the 
provision? of the “AGMA Impresario 
Basic Minimum Agreement of 1938” for 
popular-price opera productions. This fol­
lows tiie action of the artists of the Metro­
politan Opera Association who, on Janu­
ary 12, authorized AGMA to bargain for 
an AGMA shop contract with the Metro­
politan.

The Board of Governors have accord­
ingly formally approved the Basic Agree­
ment and have Instructed the executive 
secretary to open negotiations with all 
impresarios of popular-price companies to 
obtain their signatures to the Basic 
Agreement.

These negotiations are now under way 
and it is expected the entire popular- 
price opera field will be operating under 
AGMA regulations before the beginning 
of summer.

Further bits of information regarding 
Deems Taylor’s new opera creep out every 
so often lu spite ot the composer's silence. 
Latest reports are that It has an original 
libretto, the composer’s own. It is called 
“Ramouncho”; the scene is set In the 
Basque country nnd tells a simple story.

Now, after having all its ups and 
downs, the opera is again standing on Its 
own feet, and is rapidly becoming n pow­
erful, cultural Influence on people in all 
social realms all over the country.

In the April issue ot Esquire, Carleton 
Smith states that the Metropolitan should 
now take an aggressive leadership in de­
veloping and maturing public taste. "It 
must cease being a repository of tradition 
where people are satisfied because they 
know no better."

To maintain this leadership, he con­
tinues, the organisation need« a subsidy, 
as good opera lias never existed for any 
length of time snywhere without it.

He cites London, where wealthy indi­
viduals buy new scenery and absorb the 
cost ot re-studylng their favorite opera. 
Is that sot possible in New York? Ask 
Mr. Smith.

Proof that public enthusiasm Is spread­
ing throughout the country Is given in 
the recently completed tour of the Metro­
politan Opera Association.

In Cleveland, over 9,500 people attended 
the matinee of “La Boheme,” and 2,00« 
were turned sway from the evening per­
formance of “Alda." That there were 
25 performances of 19 different operas, 
given by a company that totaled 350, indi­
cates the scope of the tour.

Also a 25 per Cent. Increase In member­
ship has been reported by the Opera 
Guild; the “long-distance” members hav­
ing tripled while the Philadelphia branch 
of the Guild, under Mra. Randal Morgan, 
now has 1(8 members.

A total nf (23,000.00 in checks and 
pledgee has been secured during the last 
season by the Guild for the Metropolitan 
Endowment and Reserve Funds—more 
than twice the amount of the previous 
season, and the Guild has obtained 
(74,000.00 worth ot opera tickets and sub­
scriptions.

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HERE, THERE AND EVERYWHERE
The Connecticut Conference of Musicians was held in South Nor­

walk at the Roger Ludlow Hotel on Sunday, April 10. Fourteen locals 
werè represented by 37 delegates, this being the largest representation 
since the founding of the Conference. AU locals reported satisfactory 
conditions in spite of the recession and are looking forward to a decided 
up-turn in the summer season.

At noon the delegates and guests were served a splendid dinner by 
the Local Committee, composed of President Frank Field, Vice-Presi­
dent Edward Von Castelberg, Secretary-Treasurer William R. Fiedler,
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Frank Svec and Peter Shand.
President Joseph N. Weber

represented the Federation and ad­
dressed the Conference at length, 
outlining aU the developments in 
radio, recorded music and electrical tran­
scriptions during the past year and the 
activities of the Executive Board in secur­
ing additional employment for musicians 
In this field. This was the first time that 
President Weber had attended the Con­
necticut Conference, and the delegates 
were delighted with hls presence.

Louis Greenberg of Hartford was 
elected President, John McClure ot 
Bridgeport, Vice-President, and Thomas 
J. Sheedy of Middletown was re-elected 
Secretary-Treasurer, a position that he 
has held since the inception of the Con- 
ference.

The Michigan Conference of Musicians 
was held at the Fort Shelby Hotel, De­
troit, Mich., on April 14 and 15. Eleven 
Locals were represented by twenty dele­
gate*. In addition there were six guest 
members, and Traveling Representative 
Henry Pflsenmayer also attended.

The afternoon session on April 14 was 
given over to the appointment of com­
mittees and reports ot Locals. In the 
evening the Detroit Local, as host, gave a 
banquet In the Fort Shelby Root Garden, 
which was also attended by the officers 
and Board ot Directors ot the Windsor, 
OnL, Local and a number of city officials.

Ths second day was given over entirely 
to business sessions. The President ot 
the Conference reported that this was the 
largest conference that they had ever had, 
two Locals having been added during the 
past year.

Maude Stern, Kalamazoo, Vice-President, 
and Leon Knapp, Grand Rapids, Secre­
tary-Treasurer, were all re-elected by 
acclamation. The 1989 Conference will be 
held In Kalamazoo.

Connecticut and Massachusetts were rep­
resented by seventy-six accredited dele­
gates.

The Conference was welcomed by the 
Mayor of Fitchburg, the Park Commis­
sioner and a member of the City Council.

The reports of the Locsls showed that 
much progress had been made since tho 
fall meeting and that the increased radio 
employment had done much to help the 
Locals take care of their unemployed. 
All Locals stated that they are looking 
forward to much better business during 
the late summer and fall.

At noon, the Fitchburg local committee, 
under the direction of Chairman Oliver 
Wiley, provided a fine banquet. A 17- 
plece concert orchestra furnished music 
throughout the meal and played a beauti­
ful program ot classics.

President Weber attended the Confer- 
rence and In hls address told In detail the 
tremendous amount of work handled by 
hls office snd the International Executive.

The New York Philharmonic Orchestra, 
under the direction of John Barbirolli, 
has given u number of Interesting con­
certs during the past month. On March 
81 Mr. Barbirolli presented Samuel Bar­
ber’s overture, “School for Scandal." This 
overture was suggested to the 28-year-old 
composer by Sheridan’s comedy of the 
same name.

On April 3 the orchestra presented a 
new symphony by Quincy Porter, Profes­
sor of Music at Vassar College, with Mr. 
Porter conducting his own work. The 
balance of the program was conducted 
by Mr. Barbirolli and included the pre­
lude to “Irmelln” by Delius, Wolf-Fer­
rari’s “Secret of Suzanne” overture. De 
Falla's three dances from the “Three- 
Cornered Hat,” and Liszt’s piano concerto 
In E fiat major with Mischa Levitzki as 
soloist.

On April 6 a memorial concert in mem­
ory of tbe late Henry Hadley, distin­
guished American composer and con­
ductor, was conducted by John Barbirolli, 
Fritz Reiner and Philip James. The solo­
ists were Marjorie Lawrence, Metropoli­
tan Opera soprano, wbo sang the aria 
from Hadley’s "Halcyone” and Eunice 
Howard, pianist, who played Hadley’s con­
certino for piano and orchestra.

On April 10, Mr. Barbirolli introduced 
“A London Overture,” by John Ireland, to 
New York audiencee. This overture was 
originally written for brass band and was 
later transcribed for full orchestra. It 
was first played at the opening of the 
London Promenade Concerts in England 
last August. Abram Cbasins was the solo­
ist at this concert, playing the revised 
version of his own second piano concerto.

On the Easter week programs the orches­
tra was assisted by the Schola Cantorum, 
St Paul’s Choristers of Flatbush and 
Richard Bonelli, Metropolitan Opera bari­
tone. The program Included Delius’ “Ap­
palachia,” "Variations on an Old Slave 
Song,” for full orchestra and final chorus; 
the Purcell-Wood trumpet voluntary and, 
during the last half, the first act of “Par­
sifal,” Including the prelude, transforma­
tion scene and the Grail scene.

On April 21 and 22 Mr. Barbirolli pre­
sented a symphony by Malipiero, known 
as the “Elegiaca.” Other numbers were 
an orchestra arrangement of the Scherzo 
from the Mendelssohn string octet, Delius’ 
prelude to “Irmelln," and Stravinsky’s 
“Fire Bird” Suite. The program on April 
28 and 29 was devoted entirely to the 
music ot Beethoven and Wagner. Mar­
jorie Lawrence, soprano, and Charles 
Kullman, tenor, sang excerpts from Act I 
of "Die Walkuere.”

Philip James’ prize winning composi­
tion “Song of Night,” was given its first 
public performance last month at Car­
negie Hall when Antonia Brico conducted 
the New York Women’s Orchestra in its 
presentation.

Tho soloist in the Sibelius concerto waa 
Eunice Shapiro, a young violinist. Be­
fore the concerto Miss Brico conducted 
tho overture to Mendelssohn’s “Midsum­
mer Night’s Dream,” and three df 
Dvorak’s Slavonic Dances. Tchaikovsky’s 
Slavic March followed the “Song of

Verdi's Requiem was performed by tbs 
New York Women’s Symphony Orchestra, 
under the direction of Miss Brico, at 
Carnegie Hall on April 26. A quartet of 
soloists and 285 voices from the choruses 
ot greater New York assisted. Tho solo­
ists were Florence Vickland, soprano;

The 
choral groups which participated tn this 
performance were the Choral Art Society

Federation Lawe Governing Traveling I 
Orchestras and Orchestras and I

Members Playing Miscellaneous 
Out-of-Town Engagements

LEADERS and members of orchestras playing traveling I 
j engagements or miscellaneous out-of-town engage- I 

ments must always bear in .mind that there are a I 
number of Federation Laws governing thi* class of busi- I 

nes* which must be strictly adhered tn.
■ The first and most important law is that which pro- I 

vides that the orchestra must receive 10 per cent, over the I 
scale of the Local in whose jurisdiction the engagement 
ii played. This 10 per cent must be collected from die I 
manager or proprietor for whom the engagement it being I 
played and paid to an authorized representative of the I 
Local in whoae jurisdiction the engagement is played; I 
the Local in turn forwards the amount to the National I 
Treasurer. If the Local Union should fail to collect the I 
10 per cent., it become* the duty of the leader or con- I 
tractor to remit thi* tax direct lo the National Treasurer. I 
In addition to (his, transportation and other necessary I

• expense* must be added to tbe price of the engagement. I 
Thi* transportation charge must be not leu than that of I 
the common carrier which it used. (Common carriers I 
are railroads, busses and steamship*.) If the memben I 

■ travel in their own can, they mu*t charge one cent per 
member per mile for every mile traveled to and from | 
the engagement. I

Contracts for the engagement must be made on Fed- I 
eration form* and must be mailed to the Secretary of the I 
Local in whose jurisdiction the engagement is played in I 
advance of the engagement. Failure to comply with this | 
prov’tion render* the leader or contractor liable to a fine 
of not len than S10 00 nor more than $500 00. In addi- I 
tion to containing the price, number of hours, place of I 
engagement and all condition* under which the engage- I 
ment i* to be played, these contracts must contain the I 
names of the member* of the orchestra and the number I

■ of the Local to which each member belong*.
All member* of the orchestra must carry paid-up | 

cards, showing that the current quarterly due* are paid, 
and must exhibit there card* upon demand to any author- I 
ized representative of the Local or Federation. Failure 
to comply with thi* provision render* the leader liable 
to n heavy fine and each member of the orchestra to a 
fine of $5.00, which must be paid upon demand.

If the orchestra is a traveling orchestra which plays 
an engagement* of a week or more on the road, whether 
these be single engagement* or steady engagemenu, each 
member of the orchestra must have a traveling card. 
These traveling cards arc secured from the National 

I Treasurer, H E Brenton, Box B, Astor Station, Boston, 
Mau. The cost of there traveling card* is 50 cents per 
member, per month, and they are issued monthly, 
quarterly or remi-«nnually.

Leaders and. contractor* as well at members are 
' responsible for the fulfillment of all requtronenu of the

Laws of the Federation, and there it no method by which

Laws before ever leaving their home jurisdiction, as by 
so doing they may avoid a world of difficulties.

In addition to al! the above, if the orchestra carries 
singers or entertainers, there must be additional compen­
sation provided for such artists in the contract filed with 
the Union. If the band i* a traveling band playing 
engagements of a week or more out of town, all sing­
ers or entertainers must be members of the American 
Federation of Actors.

The American Federation of Musicians maintains an 
Unfair and Defaulters’ List, and this list is published 
each month in Tiik International Musician. Under 
no circumstances are members permitted to solicit, accept 
or play engagements for anyone held to be unfair or in 
default to members of the Federation. This is a most 
important law and should be strictly observed, for any 
member or members who do play for parties under this 
category automatically terminate their membership in the 
Federation. The need of protecting our memben from 
exploitation through unfair practices and of preventing 
them from tendering service* for promoters who do 
not pay their bills is obvious and needs no further 
explanation.

The Modern Juggernaut .

SUPPOSE that, on a given day, we rounded up nearly 
40,000 American men, women and children, herded 
them into a field, and there proceeded to slaughter 

them. Suppose that, at the same lime, we wounded, 
blinded, crippled and otherwise harmed several hundred 
thousand more.

Horrible? Impossible? More barbaric than the bar­
barians? Of course it is—but, in effect, that is what 
happens on American highways every year. The slaugh­
ter doesn’t occur on a single day, but over 365 days. And 
instead of killing the victims with shell and rifle fire, and 
gas and grenades, we use that well known servant ot 
mankind which can also he a monster of destruction— 
the automobile.

If an airplane falls and kills to people, the fact is 
headlined throughout the country and millions feel a 
sense of horror. If a ship sinks and 50 men die, the 
entire world knows it in a few minutes, and world-wide 
sympathy u extended to the victims and their survivors. 
But when automobiles crash and people die horribly as 
a result, we note the fact absently, and turn the page to 
the comic strips.

Our people are criminally negligent in driving auto­
mobiles. And America is criminally complacent in iu 
attitude of more or less bored indifference toward the 
accident toll.

Juggernaut is no more—but the automobile more than 
fulfills it* gory role.

Independent Radio Stations

THE International Executive Board has reached a 
tentative agreement with the committee represent­
ing the independent radio stations not affiliated with 

the three great transcontinental chains. We shall not I 
dwell on the detail* of this agreement at the present time, 
suffice it to say that it is similar to that which resulted 
in about 1,000 men being put to work in the stations of 
the Independent Radio Network Affiliates. The Inde­
pendents' Committee will forward the Plan of Settlement 
and Schedules together with a letter of explanation to all 
independent radio stations, in ordei ihat quota* may be 
established by their organization. There are a great 
number of independent station* with an income to small 
that it is obviously impossible for them to employ any 
musicians.

The working-out of the details of the independent 
agreement will be a great deal more difficult than wa* 
the I. R. N. A. agreement, a* their organization is entirely 
new and it will be some time before they become a* well 
organized a* the stations affiliated with the chain*. From 

I time to time the Local* will be advised by the President’s 
I office of the steps that it is necessary for them to take 
I to secure agreements with stations located in their 
I jurisdictions.

Local Reports and Mailing List

UNDER the provision* of Article VIII of the 
By Laws of the Federation, Ixwsl Serrrtaries are 
required to furnish monthly report* for publication 

in Thb International Musician. They are also re­
quired to lend changes of addreise* of their member* 
for the mailing list of Thb International Musician. 
Many Local Secretaries make the mistake of including 
these change* of addresses in their local report, and this 
lead* tn a.great deal of confusion and often result* in the 
changes of addresses being overlooked.

Article VIII, Section 2, Paragraph A, distinctly pro­
vides that the changes for the mailing list shall be made 
on card* furnished for that purpose by die International 
Secretary. Locals are therefore requested to make a note 
of thi* provision and to comply with same, for by no 
other method can they be sure that their mailing list 

I will be corrected up to date.

Democracy Makes Nations Strong

NO nation which exhausts it* man-power in building 
armament can endure; for no nation can endure 
unless iu people endure, and people can’t eat 

armament. It 1* no accident, then, that the really strong 
nations today are great democracies, in which, although 
the people may be hampered hy tradition, they have 
access to the news—that is, to the new fact* which have 
rendered so many of the ancient traditions invalid.

Recession or Depression?

NO matter whether the present business decline is 
called a recession or depression, the fact remains 
that many chiseling employers always take advan­

tage of economic unrest to try and break down union 
wages and working conditions.

Local Unions should be extremely vigilant at the pres­
ent time to see that their members are not victimized by 
this class of employers, and it is well to continually warn 
the members that the best they can expect when they 
start chiseling is the worst of it. Members should be 
encouraged to report any attempt on the part of employ­
ers to exploit them to the Local, in order that the Local 
Union may immediately take steps to prevent its mem­
bers from being victimized.

Union Label Promotion Opportunity

THE A. F. of L. Union Label and Industrial Exhibi­
tion to lie held in Cincinnati May 16 to 21 gives 
an excellent opportunity to talk Union Label buy­

ing from one end of the country to the other. The 
exhibition will focus national attention on Union Label 
goods and services and promises to put them on the 
map as never before.

Director General I. M. Ornburn reports interest in the 
exhibition is most encouraging. Manufacturers of Union 
Label products are actively co-operating and share the 
enthusiasm of the exhibition management for the enter­
prise. A feature will be a double booth devoted to the 
exhibit of labor periodicals and labor papers.

German Workers Dissatisfied

THE Foreign Bureau of the German trade unions, in
Paris, has received the following report from a 
former trade union official, now employed in a 

Bavarian armamenu works:
“Employment in the direct and indirect arms indus­

try in Bavaria remains at a high level, and there u even 
a shortage of the workers required. This, of course, does 
not arise from a general state of good trade, but only 
from the rising armaments boom.

“In the works, dissatisfaction is always present. 
Scarcely a day goes by without a complaint. But there 
is no one to deal with the cotnplainu. Formerly the 
works councillors or the trade unions did this, but the 
present shop stewards have no possibility of getting com- 
plainu remedied.

"The German Labor Front ha* of course great offices 
in all towns and many officials, but they do not (rather 
at all about the workers in the factories. When, how­
ever, such a beautifully-uniformed German Labor Front 
official appears in the works, in order to settle a dispute, 
he tells us that we are all member* of the community 
(Volksgenossen) and must get on well together. Then 
his task is finished, and this difficult work is concluded 
by a good meal with the manageri”

An old-timer who 
quaintances was D.

If those who are wont to accompany 

me in the meanderings “Over Federation 
Field,” find the task somewhat more pro­
saic than usual this month, perhaps 
there’s a reason which will pass muster. 
I have just emerged from a nine-day in­
carceration tn the Dee Moines Methodist 
Hospital, and feel as though I had been 
run through a clothes-wringer. Am told

I cannot withhold the observation that 
thoee who have never had the experience 
do not know how to visualize or value the 
wondrous part which hospitalization plays 
in community life. Medical and surgical 
skill are constantly making forward 
strides. Young women, uninspired by any 
motives of great financial gain, train for 
hospital service, and find happiness in a 
type of ministration, which from the days 
of the Gallleean, has been sanctified by 
Divine approval.
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In a recent Issue of the Baltimore Eve­
ning Bun we find an interesting contribu­
tion from Thomas Cutty, M.D.D.O. (re­
tired), pertaining to matters musical 
which we feel our readers will be glad 
to peruse.

In a atandard symphony orchestra, with 
20 flrat violins, IS second violins, 12 violas, 
10 cellos and 10 basses, you have only one 
first trumpet. One first trombone, one first 
horn, one first clarinet, one first oboe, one 
first flute and one first bassoon. Any one 
of these first wind instrumenta can ruin 
the number being played. When the or- 
cheetra is going full blast, ono of the string 
players may slip up and the conductor may 
catch it, but if one of the wind inatruments 
ahould hit a sour note, especially if it 
ahould bo one of the brasaea everybody in 
the whole place will be wise to it.

One day last week, with Damroach con­
ducting, the first horn of hla radio orchea- 
tru, in demonstrating a very difficult pass­
age in "Siegfried," missed on the high note. 
That player la a great artist, and yet every 
one heard it. Some months ago the first 
trumpet of the Radio City Music Hall 
Symphony Orchestra, under Erno Rapee, 
missed, three times in succession, the open­
ing notes of the "Rienzi" overture, and yet 
that man was a great artist, too. While 
playing with Sousa at Willow Grove, in 
Philadelphia, during the summer of 1907. 
Herbert Clarke, one of the greatest trumpet 
players of all time, slipped on a top note of 
"Nearer, My God, To Thee.”

These facte go to show that the greatest 
dependence of a symphony orchestra Is not 
on the string section, but the wind. All 
string players should learn to play some 
wind instrument that requires years to 
produce a beautiful tone. Then they would 
appreciate what an easy snap they have 
of It in their own section. The writer has 
tackled every instrument In a symphony 
orchestra except the harp, and never list­
ens to a symphony concert without being 
glad, when It is all over, to know that the 
wind players came through with flying 
colors.

Ons of the Interesting lessons of the 
foregoing contribution Is the truth 
brought home of how difficult perfection 
is to attain. Talent may glow full-orbed: 
a high degree of efficiency may have been 
reached; but the weakening of a muscular 
fiber, or some unanticipated slip, may 
mar performance. No one feels more 
keenly the untoward circumstance than 
the artist himself. Yet, fam« ia secure.
