The order was issued for the purpose 
of protecting from disappointment the 
members who desired to transfer in 
search of employment in the studios, 
and had such result.

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In an era which will probably make musical history as one of 
expansive enthusiasm, culture in music may be personified in symphony, 
opera or swing, but the term “patriarch of culture" In America can 
signify none other than the New York Philharmonic Symphony or­
chestra. In a little old New York of April, 1842, symphony pioneers 
assembled in the Apollo Rooms of 410 Broadway and brought forth the 
New York Philharmonic Symphony Society, boasting 65 members on a 
cooperative basis and Urell Corelli Hill as organizer and first conductor. 
On December 7 of that, same year, Beethoven’s Fifth Symphony 
inaugurated the society’s first concert, thereby establishing an unbroken
series of seasons for nearly a cen­
tury, with the enviable record of 
not a single concert cancellation 
during the entire period. The 
patriarchal story is inspiring in its 
account of three concerts in the 
1842-43 season with a net return 
of $25.00 to each musician, and its 
subsequent Incorporation in 1853.

In the formulatlve yearn, concerts were 
heard In the Apollo Rooms, Niblo’s Con- 
oert Room, Metropolitan Hall, Broadway 
Tabernacle, Academy of Music, Irving 
Hall, Steinway Hall, the Metropolitan 
Opera House and Carnegie Hall, until In 
1391 Carnegie Hall became the society’s 
aBclul auditorium and famous conductors 
added luster to the continuous perform­
ances 1909 found financial obstacles sur­
mounted by generosity of wealthy bene­
factors among them Joseph Pulitzer, who 
bequeathed 3900,000 to tho society, making 
IL possible tor reorganization on a guar­
anty basis.

Since Urell Hill, In 1842, the namen of 
conductors which have been illustrious 
and varied include Leopold Damrosch, 
Anton Seidl, Josef Stransky, Igor Stravin­
sky, Wilhelm Furtwaengler, Sir Thomae 
Beecham, Bernardino Molinari and Arturo 
Toscanini. In 1928, the Philharmonic 
Closed its nolo career and merged with 
tho New York Symphony Society, which 
since 1878 had been making its own 
strlden toward fame. From that time on, 
laurels were heaped upon the Joint so­
ciety’" head with the crowning success 
a European tour in 1930 when continental 
audiences aud critics acknowledged Tos­
canini and his musicians ah "peers in the 
symphonic realms of the day." This tra­
dition has been well sustained by John 
Barbirolli who has been a dynamic force 
in the orchestra since 1936 and who has 
received mneh commendation throughout 
October and November of the 1938-39

That peerless gentleman of Radio City’s 
Studio 8-H, Arturo Toscanini, continues 
to embellish Saturday evenings with his 
Inspired and stirring N. B. C. concerts. 
On October 22, the program Included Ros- 
aini’s overture to “Cenerentola, Osaia la 
honta in Trionfo" ("Cinderella, or Vir­
tue Triumphant“); Strauss’s “Don Quix­
ote," and Beethoven’s Symphony No. 5 in 
C minor.

In the following week, musk critics 
found superlatives Inadequate for their 
reviews of Toscanini’s performance on the 
39th For the first time in 82 years and 
for his first time in America, Toscanini 
directed Tschaikowsky’s “Pathetique” 
Symphony in one of the most poignant 
Interpretations of all time, and in addi­
tion, there was a superb rendition of tho 
second Bach Brandenburg Concerto and 
a clear-eut version of Haydn’s Symphony 
in D Major “With the Horn Call."

Mr. Toscanini Introduced a young Amer- 
Icdn, Samuel Barber, on November 5, 
when he presented for its world premiere 
Barber's “Adagio for Strings” and “Essay” 
for orchestra, which was favorably re­
ceived by the audience. Greener’s Suite 
’’Tho Flute of San Soucl” was Included on 
this program, Debussy’s “Iberia” No. 2 of 
*Tmag»a for Orchestra'* und Dvorak’s 
Symphony No 5 “From the New World" 
brought a cheering studio audience to 
its feet.
. On the 13th ot November, the Metro­
politan Opera Chorus contributed to the 
concert in the overture to “Dinorah” by 
Meyerbeer Cesai Franck’s symphonic
poem “Lea Eollden

Beethoven’s overture to "Coriolanus” and 
Schubert’s Symphony No. 2, in B Flat 
Major completed the evening.

Toscanini honored Clarence II. Mackay, 
patron and benefactor of music, on his 
program of November 19 by a rendition 
of the prelude to Act III of Wagner’s 
“Der Meistersinger” and devoted the re­
mainder of the concert to the romantic 
works of Schumann, Mendelssohn, Berlioz 
and Rossini in a study of contrasts, which 
featured Schumann’s “Manfred” Over­
ture: the “Reformation" symphony of 
Mendelssohn; the love scene from Ber- 
1101*8 “Romeo and Juliet,” and two “Wil­
Ham Tell” dances ot Rossini.

Further support of the youth movement 
comes from the National Orchestral Asso­
ciation of New York, now in its ninth sea­
son, which provides post-graduate train­
ing in orchestral playing for talented 
young Instrumental students under the 
direction of Leon Barzin. The present 
training orchestra of more than 100 musi­
cians gave a commendable first perform­
ance on Monday evening, November 14, 
when two first desk Philharmonic-Sym­
phony musicians, Mishel Piastro, concert­
master, and Joseph Schuster, first ’cellist, 
were soloists in Brahms’ double concerto 
In A minor. Gluck’s overture to “Iphi­
genia in Aults” and Mendelssohn’s “Ital­
ian” symphony were heard. The young 
musicians and Mr. Barzin wsre heartily 
applauded by an appreciative audience.

Tho metamorphosis of a ntring ensemble 
Into a symphony orchestra has been ac­
complished In Yonkers. N. Y„ with the 
first of three annual concerts of the or­
chestra heard on December 1 under the 
direction of J. Leonard Baner. The pro­
gram of Beethoven, Sibelius, German and 
Bizet offered by 65 amateur and local musi- 
ciana was a far cry from the concerts 
given by 15 members of a string ensemble 
in 1924 under the direction of a Yonkers 
violin teacher, Frank Dooley. The 1938­
89 symphony drive has done much to aid 
the Yonkers Symphony Orchestra which 
has built up a band of loyal followers Id 
the past few years.

During a month deluged with symphony 
programs from all points of the compass, 
Philadelphia comes In with her share of 
music attractions both within the city 
nnd out-of-town. Tbe Philadelphia Orchee­
tra is garnering greater laurels with its 
1938-39 programs at Carnegie Hall. Serge 
Rachmaninoff recently rewarded an ex­
pectant audience with Beethoven’s C 
major concerto for piano nnd hie Third 
eymphony conducted by Mr. Ormnndy. 
Mr. Ormnndy concluded thio magnificent 
concert with a moving interpretation of 
Strauss' "Don Juan.”

Richard Crook« assisted the orcheetra 
on November 22, Hinging "Dalia Sua Pace” 
from Moeart’» “Don Giovanni”; Bee­
thoven’s “Adelaide,” and Bach, Stradella 
and Gluck numbers. The Vlvaldi-Callllet 
concerto In A minor nnd the Brahms 
First Symphony were heard on thio pro­
gram with the University of Pennsylvania 
Choral Society directed by Dr. Hari Me 
Donald participating in Suite No 1 and 
part of Suite No. 2 of Ravel’s “Daphnia 
et Chloe."

Summer residents of Philadelphia were 
pleased to hear that the widely known 
Robin Hood Dell concerts will probably 
be insured for another Reason.

At the third Pop concert of the season, 
the audience was delighted with “The 
Barber ot Seville” by Rossini; Goldmark’s 
Country Wedding Symphony No. 1; Cole’s 
Suite from “The Maypole Lovers”; two 
Saint-Saens symphonic poems, “Le Roue! 
d’Omphale” and “Danse Macabre”: and 
Johann Strauss' waltzes from “The Bat.”

Yehudi Menuhin played in Chicago for 
the first time on Thanksgiving night and 
Friday, the 25th, when he charmed his 
audience with bis wonderful playing of 
Beethoven’s Concerto for Violin on a pro­
gram which *nn comprised of Beethoven’s 
overture lo “Egmont” and the Symphony 
No 4 In B flat major.

On December 1 and 2, Ernest Schelling, 
pianist, re-introduced the Paderewski con­
certo on a program with the Chicago Sym­
phony Orchestra and wan followed Decern-
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phonlque by Marcel Poot, played tor tho 
first time in America.

In the week ot November 14 the orches­
tra devoted itself to the entertainment of 
Detroit’s younger generation, with con­
certs on Tuesday and Wednesday at which 
Mrs. Edith Rhetts Tilton lectured and 
the following numbers were presented: 
Sodermann’s Swedish Wedding March; 
“Morning," "Solvejg’s Song,” “Anitra’s 
Dance,” “Hall of the Mountain King” and 
“Return of Peer Gynt” by Grieg; Gra­
nados’ Intermezzo from “Goyescas”; No- 
varro’s “Pequeña,” Moskowski’s “Mala­
gueña,” “Rustle of Spring” by Binding, 
Chabrier’s “Espana Rhapsody,” and the 
Binging of Sibelius’ song “Dear Land of 
Home” (Finlandia).

On Thanksgiving night, November 24, 
the Detroit audience feasted upon old and 
new music which included the first per­
formance in America of Barbara Giur- 
anna’s “Toccata.” Miss Gluranna ts 
Italy’s foremost woman composer and the 
recipient of many prizes for her dynamic 
compositions, of which the “Toccata” Is 
a noteworthy example. “Toccata" was 
complemented by Schumann’s Overture 
to Manfred, Opus 155; Beethoven’s Sev­
enth Symphony in A major, Opus 92, and 
Moussorgsky’s “Pictures at an Exposi­
tion," pianoforte pieces arranged for or­
cheetra by Maurice Ravel.

In the fourth subscription concert of 
December 1 Mafalda Favero, prima donna 
soprano of I-a Scala, Milan, was welcomed 
by Detroit. Three famous operatic arias 
were sung by Miss Favero to orchestral 
accompaniment namely “Battl, Battl," 
from Mozart’s “Don Giovanni," “Perdó­
nate, Signor Mio,” from Clmarosa’s “The 
Secret Marriage” and “Depuls le Jour” 
from Charpentier's "Louise.” Mr. Ghione 
directed the orchestra in the Schubert 
Symphony in B minor; Rimsky-Korsa- 
koff’s Symphonic Suite “Scheherazade," 
with the violin solos played by Ilya 
Schkolntk, concertmaster, and the first De­
troit performance of Riccardo Zandonal’s 
orchestration of Bach's E fiat major prel­
ude.

With the week beginning November IS 
proclaimed Indiana Symphony Week by 
the Governor of the State, the Indianapolis 
Symphony Orchestra opened its 1938-39 
season in a blase of glory. The brilliant 
Fabien Sevitsky conducted the opening 
program, which Included Weber's over­
ture to “Der Frelschuti"; the Beethoven 
Symphony No 7 in A major; The Magic 
Trumpeter by Converse; Debussy’s After­
noon of a Faun, and Weinberger's Polka 
and Fugue from "Schwanda." Mr. Sevit­
sky promises an American composition 
on every program of the season and has 
scheduled a concert in Chicago during tho 
winter months and a tour throughout 
Indiana.

The orchestra has had warm state wide 
co-operation and is sponsored by the 
Indiana State Symphony with the Women'* 
Committee of the Society offering finan­
cial snd publicised support. Starting 
with the afternoon ot November 23, the 
orchestra began sixteen special Wednes­
day afternoon broadcasts over C. B. S. 
originating st WFBM in Indianapolis.

A resplendent first-night assemblage 
welcomed the Seattle Symphony Orches­
tra, November 14, and paid tribute to Dr. 
Nikolai Sokoloff, its new director. The 
carefully planned program consisting of 
Beethoven’s Fifth Symphony, Rabaud’s 
symphonic poem, “La Procession Noc­
turne,“ and Roemheld’s “Menuet," the 
latter two both heard for the first time 
in Seattle and much appreciated by 
Seattle music-lovers.

On November 21 Richard Bonelli added 
one more triumph to his remarkable 
career in his appearance with the orches­
tra as the first of the guest artists, which 
Include Rose Bampton and Josef Hof­
mann. Symphony patrons are also await­
ing the Ballet Russe do Monte Carlo on 
February 17.

Three cities in Ohio have been supplied 
with orchestral music from various 
sources during the past month. The 
Symphony Orchestra of the Cincinnati 
College of Music has been broadcasting 
weekly since October 7 over WSAI, with 
Walter Heeman, 1st cellist with the sym­
phony and instructor at the college, and 
Uberto Neely. WLW-WSAl violinist-con­
ductor and director of radio extension at 
the college as joint conductors ot the 
programs.

Bride.”

Later Interesting concerts are promised 
with Mlle. Nadia Boulanger as pianist 
and guest conductor; Maurice Marechal, 
cellist, and two choral concerts.

The gala opening of the Canton Sym­
phony Orchestra on November 9 adds the 
Canton Orchestra to our list of success 
stories. Beginning last year the struggle 
against financial odds and non-union mem­
bership has been up-hill. The orchestral 
compositions were well received by the au­
dience and Included: Introduction to the 
third act of Wagner's “Lohengrin,” 
Schubert’s Unfinished Symphony, Paga­
nini-Wilhelm’s Concerto for violin in D 
major, the Richard Strauss waltz from 
“Der Rosenkavaller,” and the Hungarian 
march, “Rakoczy,” by Berlioz.

In program notes from the southern 
point of our symphonic compass, we find 
activity rivaling that of the East and 
West. The New Orleans Symphony Or­
chestra continued its series of concerts 
with Die Walkurle and the Wagnerian 
Festival Singers on November 21, and in 
Jacksonville the Florida Symphony Or­
chestra, directed by John Bitter, has built 
up a local reputation for skillful per­
formances.

Baltimore heard the National Symphony 
Orchestra, Dr. Hans Kindler, conductor, 
in Its first of six annual concerts on the 
night of November 8, and gave an ovation 
to Laurltz Melchior, who made his debut 
in Baltimore as a concert artist One-half 
of the evening was devoted to Wagnerian 
orchestral works and arias by Mr. Mel­
chior. The remainder to Handel's Con­
certo Grosso, Prokofieff's “Classical” Sym­
phony and songs for tenor by Mr. Mel­
chior.

In Washington the Vienna Choir Boys 
assisted the National Symphony Orches­
tra on Sunday afternoon, November 13, 
when they sang Pergolesl’s “Stabat 
Mater," the “Twenty-third Psalm” and 
Schubert’s “Staendchen.” Corelli's First 
Suite, Beethoven’s Leonore, No. 1, over­
ture, and Strauss’s "Don Juan” were also 
heard on that date.

Seven works by six American com­
posers have been planned for the National 
Symphony by Dr. Kindler, of which a 
symphony by Roy Harris, a piano con­
certo by Paul Nordhoff, suite of “Minia­
tures” by Isidore Freed, and “Seven 
Visions," a tone-poem by La Salle Spier, 
Washington composer-pianist, will be pre­
sented for their world premieres. The 

| two other works are listed as Robert
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Sanders’ "Scenes of Poverty and Toil” 
and Ernest Schelling’s “Suite Variee."

Tho Kansas City Philharmonic Orches­
tra recently contributed to the campaign 
for the 1939 Charities Fund with a forty­
minute program at an Interdenominational 
mass meeting in the city’s Municipal 
Auditorium.

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Contrary to recent reports that television was ready for home 
use, E. F. McDonald, Jr., president of Zenith Radio Corporation, issued 
a statement to Zenith stockholders advising them that the offering for 
sale of television receivers today, or in the near future, would bo pre­
mature and unfair to the public. Such sales would necessarily retard, 
instead of advance, the development of commercial television, in his 
opinion, and cost the public undue replacement charges.

Any receivers put out in the near future will be purely on an 
experimental basis, states Mr. McDonald, and, of course, subject to
replacements and costly changes, 
public has not been told and should 
know about television, according 
to this report, is that “the receivers 
must be matched to, synchronized 
with and built on the same stan­
dards as the transmitters.“

As the television transmitter standards 
have not yet heen officially adopted, It Is 
quite possible that within tho period of 
to year there may be many changes, and 
As a major change In the television trans­
mitter necessitates a change In the re­
chiver, the receivers on the market today 
Wbuld become obsolete.

Mr. McDonald points out thut there are 
many technical problems in television 
that remain still unsolved, one ot the 
more aggravating ones being the Inability 
to eliminate interference with television 
reception caused by automobiles Hero 
the spark plug is the basis of All the 
trouble, as it operate* as it transmitter, 
causing interference in its immediate 
Vicinity and making Impossible smooth 
television reception below the fourth or 
fifth flour of any building facing thorough­
fares, The only present cure for this in 
an impossible one, as it would be neces­
sary fur all automobile manufacturers to 
Shield all new automobiles, and to have 
owners of automobiles now in um to do 
likewise.

Concerning television’s economic prob­
lem*, Mr McDonald states that today it 
1« impossible to transmit n television pro­
gram beyond a radius of from thirty lo 
fifty miles, and to furnish television pro­
grams to the public throughout the United 
Htaton Would necessitate the Construction 
of more than 9,000 television transmitting 
stations. Even with this multiplicity of 
television transmitters, It Would be nAces- 
sary to connect these trAnsmltting eta* 
lions fol chain transmitting of television, 
and bo far no economical moans ha* yet 
been found for this purpose. No source 
of revenue ha* yet been discovered for 
television.

“Any sale* of television receiving set* 
today will unquestionably react unfavor* 
Ably on the mAnufaoturer who has put 
them on tho market," he conclude*, "and 
good business judgment, as well aa falr- 
nesa indicate* that this Is not tho time 
to sell television to the American people."

The Federal Communications Commis­
sion Is much perturbed about It C. A ’e 
determination to put home receiver« on 
the market next spring, as this presents 
ft grave problem to them and any pro­
longed delay on their part in deciding 
how to handle television may bring about 
A monopoly—the thing most feared in 
this new industry.

This fear of monopoly has existed tor 
several years, and the government being 
fully aware of this danger has been con­
sidering every possible means of prevent-

getting complet"ing any group from 
control of television.

This latest move of R C. A> took the 
surprise, and ob-commission quite by —.----- —

servers are speculating as to whether the
FCC will be able to arrive at any agree* 
ment on the numerous problems now pre­
sented by It C. A.’s sudden advancement.

Building, tbe total television expenditures 
of this company to date will amount to 
approximately 120.000,000 This figure in­
cludes the money spent in research and 
experimentation and the cost of purchases 
of patents from private television en­
gineers.

As several million mors dollars will be 
spent between now nnd next April when 
the first commercial move will be made 
by tho organization, officials state that it 
may take nt least ten years before R. C. A. 
will br- operating on a profit In this field.

Having discovered that it would cost 
9124,000,000 to wire the present N. B. C. 
network for sight and nound by means of 
the coaxial cable, R. C. A, has been seek­
ing some other method of developing 
chain television transmissions.

Such n plan in now being considered 
whereby R. C. A.-N. B. C. hopes to trans­
mit television programs to a network as 
far west aS Chicago through its new 
ultra-high frequency station in New Jer­
sey, by using an ultra-high frequency 
above the band now in use for experi­
mental transmissions.

Perhaps the report, of the invasion of 
the American television field by the 
English firm of Scophdny, which was con­
firmed recently by Scophony’s founder 
and manager-director, Sol Segall, may 
have some bearing on R. C A.‘s determi­
nation to shoot ahead

Mr. Segall disclosed plans for a |10,- 
009,000 American division with a New 
York Btatlon, if the deal goes through. 
Concerning the possibilities of affiliating 
with any American television company, 
Mr. Segall stated that tho company’s pur­
pose Was to establish nn entirely inde­
pendent organization in thi* country He 
revealed that Eddie Cantor would prob­
ably be associated with him In this ad­
venture, and possibly several major film 
companies who were Interested in the 
plan«

The Scophony system Is different from 
any now in use, Mr. Segall stated, and as 
they own world-wide patent rights to this 
system and their equipment, Scophony 
television is advantageously prepared for 
marketing purposes. The company is 
capitalized to the extent of 11,250,000 In 
England, and Is now planning an expan­
sion program.

At present the Scophony engineers are 
working on a telephonic transmission idea 
to enable transmission by telephone all 
over the world, he concluded.

Station CKAC, Montreal, has completed 
its plans for the erection of the first tele­
vision broadcasting station In Canada, 
although application for a television 
license has not yet been given them by 
the government. Ths studios will be 
located in tho heart of Montreal.

The first programs to be presented will 
be American newsreels and film shorts. 

Television rights will not be included 
in ASCAP's 1940 negotiations with the 
broadcasting companies, It has been an* 
houBced, as the right to accompany sight* 
broadcast music will ba dealt with slm* 
Harty to that of film synchronizations. 
The tele-caatera will obtain their music 
rights from the copyright-owning pub* 
Usher, or a designated agent.

There will be no Attempt to enforce ihe 
televising rights as long an it remains in 
the experimental stage Not until exten­
sive daily programs have been estab­
lished, and thousands of sets sold,' will 
those rights become effective.

Hara wa bave another opinion: “The 
last tochnleal obstuclea hindering tele­
vision’s commercial advancement - have

been removed," stated I. J. Kaar, design 
engineer of the General Electric Co., 
during a discussion of televlsiou problems 
at the recent convention of the Society of 
Motion Picture Engineers nt Detroit

Televiaion standards in transmitting 
and receiving equipment have practically 
been settled by the research und manu­
facturing organizations, he asserted, the 
big problem now being the financing of 
the programs.

As the American jmblie has been edu­
cated to expect the best in program ma­
terial, the sponsors of television must 
keep up these high standards, which, oi 
course, will involve unlimited expense.

A fire on Wards Island, which is located 
in the East River, Manhattan, was clearly 
televised recently in what is believed to 
have been the first “spot” coverage of a 
news event by television in New York. 
Spectators in the N B. C. television head­
quarters in Rockefeller Center, four miles 
away, wero quite excited over this unex­
pected happening which appeared so 
clearly on tho screen, as the coverage was 
quite accidental.

The R. C. A.*N. B. C. mobile television 
Unit which picked up the fire images had 
been sent out to make scenes of the new 
swimming pool In Astoria, Queens The 
filming of the pool had just begun, when 
the engineers noticed the flames on Wards 
Island, and immediately swung their 
portable Iconoscope camera toward that 
diroctioh.

Predicting early coverage nt shot hews 
events by television, Philto T. Farnsworth 
told delegates tn the Institute of Radio 
Engineers and Radio Manufacturers Ab- 
sociatioh’s convention that events would 
bo broadcast immediately upon th" arrival 
nt trucks to the scene.

During tho conference, Mr, Farnsworth 
displayed a new vacuum tube which, he 
stated, coupled with a camera len« of 
nine-Inch focal length, would send im­
pulses through a portable transmitter in 
a truck to a central station for retrans­
mission.

As this lens can be Interchanged, a 
camera atop n stadium will be able to 
pick up field action with a telescopic lens.

The first application for a license to 
operate a television station for the pur­
pose of transmitting a regular schedule 
of programs was filed November 5th with 
the FCC by the .Journal Company, pub- 
llshor ot the Milwaukee Journal, Milwau­
kee, Wis. This same company operates 
radio station WTMJ.

Experiments to test the practicability 
of color images in television by the use 
of multiple beam transmission are being 
conducted by the Allen B. DuMont Lab­
oratories, Inc. The company Is also at­
tempting to produce three-dimensional 
effects in television images.

A series of television demonstrations 
were presented by the Boston General 
Television Corporation at the World of 
Tomorrow Exposition held In Boston 
November 12-19 at the |4echanics Build­
ing. The shows were transmitted three 
times daily from W1XG.

Hollis Baird, president ef General Tele­
vision Corporation, stated in connection 
with the exposition that television will 
have no more affect on movie attendance 
than radio had. Mr. Baird Relieves tele­

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TONEWith the passing of November, the 1938-39 opera season becomes 

an actuality from the east coast to the west. A brilliant “Otello” and 
a resplendent assemblage marked another historic Metropolitan first 
night for the operatic annals on the Monday evening of November 21. 
Despite the constant flash of photographer’s bulbs on those to be seen 
and the feverish stir of unrest pervading any first night, the audience, 
standees and horseshoe circle alike, were soon oblivious to everything 
but the magic spell of Verdi’s greatest masterpiece.

Giovanni Martinelli sang Otello with conviction and pathos in one 
of the finest impersonations of the day; Lawrence Tibbett gave a subtle
vocal characterization of Iago; p 
and Maria Caniglia made a suc­
cessful debut as Desdemona with 
a stirring rendition of “Ave Maria” 
in the fourth act. In addition, 
Ettore Panizza; the orchestra, an excel­
lent supporting cast and a vital chorus 
were united to make the performance of 
“Otello” a memorable opening, of the 
1938-39 Metropolitan season.

Wagner was fittingly chosen for the 
second evening on Wednesday with “Die 
Walkuere” on the program and a new 
German baritone, Hans Nissen, making 
his first appearance at the Metropolitan. 
To a sophisticated New York audience 
well versed in the performances of lead­
ing operatic figures the romantic Wag­
nerian opera was none the less enhanced 
by the distinguished Lauritz Melchior as 
Siegmunde; Kirsten Flagstad singing a 
superb Sieglinde; Kirsten Thorborg as 
Fricka; Marjorie Lawrence In the role of 
Brunnhilde; Emanuel List as a sonorous 
Hunding, and Hans Nissen singing a 
forthright Wotan. The excellent inter­
pretation of “Die Walkuere” score marked 
also the first appearance of Erich Leins­
dorf as one of the regular Metropolitan 
conductors.

On Thanksgiving evening, November 
24, a crowded house welcomed three 
youthful newcomers In the cast of “La 
Boheme.” The Swedish tenor, Jussi I 
Bjoerling, was well received as Rodolfo 
and temporarily stopped the performance 
after his solo in the first act; Mafalda 
Favero offered a fresh and charming in­
terpretation of Mimi, the best in recent 
years, and received a warm ovation after 
her solo passage in the third act, and 
Marisa Morel was a piquant Musetta.

In the afternoon, Maria Caniglia por­
trayed a warmly dramatic Aida in the 
title role of Verdi’s familiar opera and 
Bruno Castagna offered a regal Amneris; 
Giovanni Martinelli sang an unusually 
good .Radames; Carlo Tagliabue was 
heard as Amonasro, John Gurney as the 
King, and Thelma Votipka filled the role 
of the Priestess. Noteworthy features of 
the performance were the authentic his­
torical costumes and scenery, and the Tri­
umphal Dance of the ballet which pre­
sented a picture reminiscent of some 
ancient Egyptian frieze.

All American singers were starred In 
the Friday evening program of “La Tra­
viata” with Helen Jepson an attractive 
and agreeable lyric Violetta; Lawrence 
Tibbett singing n compassionate Ger- 
mont, and Richard Crooks as a sympa­
thetic Alfredo. The leading trio received 
the praise of reviewers for n performance 
which revitalized the ancient opera and 
did credit to the ability of American 
singers.

A revival of Gluck’s "Orpheo” was 
offered at the Saturday matinee of the 
first week of opera. Kerstin Thorborg 
portrayed a superbly classic Orpheo sup­
ported by Irene Jessner as Euridice. 
Marisa Morel as Amore and Marita Farell 
as Un Ombra Felice. The staging of 
Herbert Graf; the Harry Horner settings 
for the tomb of Euridice, the Dore-like 
fantasia of Hades, the beautiful simplicity 
of the Elysian fields: and the Grecian 
corps de ballet combined to make one of 
the company’s most distingusihed pro­
ductions in recent years.

On Saturday evening Lotte Lehmann 
made her first New York operatic appear­
ance of the season singing Elsa to Lauritz 
Melchior’s Lohengrin. The rest of the 
cast of "Lohengrin" included Julius 
Huehn, Dorothea Manski and John Gur­
ney, as the first of the “popular” Satur­
day night series.

defense of swinging classical music. Said 
Clinton: “Protests have been leveled at 
orchestra leaders during the past few 
months for introducing swing versioni* of 
‘Martha,’ ‘Song of India,’ ’Lelbestraum,’
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'Gavotte' and ’My Heart at Thy Sweet 
Voice.’ Tho Bach Society petitioned the 
Federal Communications Commission to 
har performance of popular interpreta­
tions of Bach from the networks

“One Midwest radio station manager cut 
a band off the air for ‘swinging’ a Scotch 
folk song. I believe it’s time an orchestra 
leader went on record defending the vogue 
of swinging these melodies.

“To begin with, about 75 per cent, of the 
population of the country is ungrounded 
in serious or classical music The method 
of presenting serious music to the gen­
eral public is much too costly for the 
average pocketbook.

“If orchestras can acquaint the public 
with the melodies of such compositions 
as ‘Martha' and ‘Song of India’ (although 
the music may be set. to swing tempos) 
the original melody is not disparaged, and 
the general public appreciation of tho 
music is broadened.

"Recently, I undertook to revise and re­
arrange one of th« lesser-known melodies 
of Claude Debussy. I composed a set of 
lyrics and arranged the tune for dancing. 
Under the name of ‘My Reverie,’ this 
little-known Debussy melody is currently 
the most played tune on the air and 
among the year's best sheet music sellers.

“Justification for ‘swinging’ these clas­
sical melodies can best be seen from this 
one salient fact of public acceptance.

“On the stage of the New York Para­
mount Thoatre we offered our versions ttf 
‘Martha’ and ‘My Reverie,’ and these 
proved to be our most successful numbers.”

Three popular band leaders were sin­
gled out for the musical spotlight during 
the past month. It was focused on Duke 
Ellington when he was recognized by Life 
Magazine as one of the twenty most 
prominent negroes in the country, the 
only orchestra leader and musician ho 
honored.

Within the last decade Ellington has 
aimed to create and present an authentic 
negro music and has risen to tho top 
ranks of serious musicians and composers. 
His originality has baffled even Sigmund 
Spaeth since the tune detective finds that 
Ellington music cannot be traced back to 
the classic along with most modern com­
positions. Althqugh his orchestra is 
rated as a “hot” band, “Mood Indigo," 
“Black and Tan Fantasy,” “Sophisticated 
Lady,” “In a Sentimental Mood,” “Cara­
van” and “I Let a Song Go Out of My 
Heart” stand out as unique compositions 
of present-day music.

Benny Goodman went Town Hall «>n 
November 5 for his appearance as an en­
semble player with the Budapest String 
Quartet. Benny and his clarinet shared 
the honors with four colleagues in a ren­
dition of Mozart's Clarinet Quintet in A 
major.

The third recipient of the spotlight was 
Paul Whiteman, who announced tentative 
concert plans for the return of his inter­
nationally famous orchestra to Carnegie 
Hall on Christmas night, December 25. 
In his search for significant contributors 
to modern American music, Mr. White­
man has found Richard Rogers, Duke 
Ellington, Raymond Scott, Morton Gould, 
Fred Van Epps, Walter Gross and Roy 
Burgy, whose works will be featured ou 
the Christmas night program. Featured 
guest artists will include Artie Shaw, 
master of the clarinet; Raymond Scotland 
hls Quintet, Rosa Linda, famed American 
concert pianist, and Roy Bargy, pianist­
composer and assistant director of the 
Whiteman orchestra.

One of New York’s most famous columnists, in a syndicated 
article a few days ago, stated that if and when R. K. O. returns to stage 
shows it will be with tabloid versions of legitimate hits. We presume 
the writer means tabloid versions of the many musical comedies now 
playing on Broadway and the road. Of course, this is nothing new, for 
about 3 or 4 years ago there were a number of abbreviated musical 
comedies playing the vaudeville theatres. The only thing that seemed 
to react against these presentations was the fact that the principals 
were not able to carry the parts made famous by their big-name 
predecessors. Nevertheless, with proper casting and production, there
is no reason why many of the - 
famous musical comedies would 
not make excellent fare for the 
vaudeville theatres. These, to­
gether with first-class units, may 
be the media which will once again 
make stage shows "seem desir­
able” to the big circuits.

In the previous paragraph we said 
“seem desirable,” as there is no doubt 
that the independent theatres KNOW 
them to be desirable. In fact, Jones, 
Linlck & Schaefer, having taken over the 
Oriental, in Chicago, immediately opened 
it with big-name stage shows, and Balaban 
& Katz, even with their direct picture 
connections, decided that after renovating 
the State-Lake, also In Chicago, they would 
continue the operation of that house with 
stage shows. In Lincoln, Nebr., the 
Orpheum Theatre closed on November 14 
for renovation and will open with flesh on 
New Year's Eve. The Tabor Theatre, In 
Denver, Colo., tired of Its double-feature 
policy, returned to stage shows in mld- 
November.

On the West Coast, Bert Levey's book­
ings include three full weeks at the 
Golden Gate, San Francisco; the Palo- 
mar, Seattle, and the Beacon in Vancou­
ver, B. C. He also has three days at the 
Grand in Calgary, Alta., two days at the 
Rosswell, Oakland, Calif., and Sundays at 
the El Campanil, Antioch, Calif. Levey 
also books the Orpheum, Los Angeles, for 
a full week and the Strand In the same 
city for four days. The Strand at Long 
Beach, Calif., plays split weeks and 
Remy’s, San Fernando, plays Sunday 
stage shows.

In Cincinnati the Shubert Theatre flu- 
ally returned to stage shows with a tre­
mendous increase in box office receipts 
the immediate result. Up in Michigan 
shows are playing for three days at the 
Rialto in Flint, the Michigan in Saginaw 
and the Wyandotte in Wyandotte. One- 
day stands include the Strand, Alma, 
the Frolic, Midland, and the Empire, 
Windsor, Ontario. After a few weeks of 
straight pictures, which produced new 
lows In box office receipts, the Palace in 
Cleveland returned to stage shows on 
November 11. Grosses will be reported 
In subsequent paragraphs Nat Holt, the 
division manager, declines to call his 
Cleveland shows vaudeville and has desig­
nated them as “In Person Stage Shows.” 
Critics have failed to notice any differ­
ence, so if Nat is satisfied with his new 
name, vaude fans will be satisfied that 
vaudeville has revived the box office.

In the East the night clubs have done 
much to spur the return of vaudeville, 
tor thetr shows nre ho superior to straight 
pictures that many a theatre has found It 
necessary to add flesh to meet tho com­
petition. Niagara Falls finds vaudeville 
In Its Strand Theatre on Friday nights. 
Troy, N. Y., returned stage shows to 
Proctor’s Theatro on November 18. The 
Capitol Theatre, Niagara Falls, and the 
Hollywood in Gowanda, N. Y., have also 
Installed stage shows. In Indianapolis, 
Ind., the Indiana Theatre turned to spot 
booking shows on December 2. In Phila­
delphia, Nixon’s Grand Theatre will re­
instate stage shows on Christmas Eve. 
The Pantages Theatre In Birmingham, 
Ala., Warner’s State Theatre in Manches­
ter, Conn., and the Palace Theatre in 
Rockville, Conn., are other theatres that 
returned to vaudeville in November.

Bring happiness without alloy, 
Throughout the coming year!

To Frank Mellor, Local 216, Fall River, 
Mass.; to E. H. Lyman, Springfield, Mass., 
and to Vincent Castronovo of Providence, 
R. 1.. we are Indebted for newspapers and 
special publications depicting the story 
ot the great storm tragedy which devas­
tated the Atlantic Coast during the month 
of September. Of course, only the actual 
eye-witnesses can give the most graphic 
testimony of what happened; but the 
printing plant and the pictorial artist 
have shown in impressive fashion the 
heights of accomplishment to which the 
twentieth century dally press can rise in 
giving detailed report of an unparalleled 
disaster. These catastrophic events occur 
at Intervals—seemingly for the purpose 
of reminding man that his drerfm of con­
quering the forces of the physical world 
Is still In the dream stage. When the 
“unseen currents of the air” take on a 
driving force of over 100 miles an hour; 
when the sea arises out of its bed to hurl 
giant craft over onto the face of the earth;

trees are snapped off like matches, and 
hundreds of people meet death from 
drowning practically in their own door- 
yard, it can be readily seen that Nature 
has displayed both her fury and her 
mastery.

During tho National Executive Board 
session In New York, In October, through 
the gracious thoughtfulness of Music 
Manager Leo Spltalny of the N. B. C., we 
were given opportunity to hear the open­
ing season symphony concert under the 
direction of Arturo Toscanini—following 
his return from a venturesome summer in 
Europe. The occasion brought presenta­
tion of a great program by what seemed 
to us a flawless orchestra. What mors 
can be said of Toscanini than haj already 
been said? The supply ot laudatory 
superlatives has long since been ex­
hausted by crith», semi-critics, and mere 

idolators at the throne of genius. With 
never a note of music before him, oblivi­
ous, apparently, to all minor or outer 
distractions, he plays upon his orchestra 
members like a harpist plays upon a mul­
tiplicity of strings. An audience which 
fills all available auditorium space sits 
spellbound—almost breathless—before an 
interpretation of musical art suggestive of 
Divinity itself, finally giving vent to its 
rapturous applause when a number has 
been concluded. To Music Manager 
Spltalny wc are Indebted for an hour and 
a half cf musical uplift never to be for­
gotten.

We are glad to find ourself at last on 
the mailing list of the Detroit Keynote, 
official organ of Local No. 5, a sprightly 
paper of sixteen pages well worth perusal 
of any Federationist, either at home or 
abroad.

In one of those lugubrious moments 
which the most calm-poised Local Secre­
tary is sure to now and then experience, 
Brother C. W. Weeks ot the Canton- 
Massillon, Ohio, Local Na 111, gives vent 
to his temporary perturbation in the fol­
lowing lines appearing in the Musical 
Bulletin issued by that organization:

One of the joys of the Yuletide season 
is the recollection that another quarterly 
payment of dues will again be acceptable 
In the Local Treasurer’« office.

It is always interesting to note what 
the daily press may be saying concerning 
matters musical, and we accordingly give 
place to tho following editorial recently 
appearing in the Cleveland Plain-Dealer:

Without John Philip Sousa the repertory 
of American march music would be slim. 
His ringing tunes have stirred the heart of 
every citizen. It is fitting that the nation’s 
musical leaders should undertake to build a 
memorial to him, this country’s greatest 
band leader.

When leaders of the American Society of 
Composers, Authors and Publishers, the 
American Federation of Musicians and sev­
eral noted bandmasters formed a committee 
for this purpose in New York recently the 
nature of the memorial was in dispute. 
Suggestions included a home for musicians; 
a reproduction In bronse of Sousa leading 
a band and an endowment fund for com­
posers.

What would best please the composer of 
"Stars and Stripes Forever," it seems to 
us, would be an endowment fund that would 
aid in creating a larger store of truly Amer­
ican music It is the committee’s purpose 
to collect 3750,000 In contributions of not 
more than (1.00. In this way the fund will 
be truly popular. That amount, invested 
In an endowment for young composers who 
now have to struggle to create their works 
and often fail for lack of resources, would 
repay the American people and best carry 
on the aims Sousa exemplified throughout 
his career.
We understand that some plan along 

the above-mentioned lines is now in the 
formative stages, and will undoubtedly 
find tangible, definite and intelligent ex­
pression of tho fixed place which John 
Philip Sousa won for himself through the 
medium of meritorious contribution to the 
musical uplift and enjoyment- of the 
American nation.

Through tho belated arrival of a copy 
of the Official Proceedings of the Pennsyl­
vania-Delaware Tenth Annual Conference 
of the American Federation of Musicians, 
held recently in the city of Pittsburgh, it 
Is easy to be made aware that this Con­
ference is some organisation. It embraces 
forty-eight Locals. The subject matter 
introduced covers a wide range of topics 
for discussion. In th* printed list of dele­
gates we notice names long recognised 
for individual capability, unflagging seal, 
and unfailing devotion to A F. of M. 
principles. President Joseph N. Weber 
was a guest of the Conference and dis­
cussed Federation problems In the fashion 
for which he is so well equipped. The 
Memorial Hour was a solemn occasion in 
Conference deliberations. The necrology 
list embraced the familiar names of Ralph 
D. Feldser of Harrisburg, John MacLuskie 
of Wilkes-Barre, William Brakeman of 
Erie, James T. Harris of Scranton, and 
the beloved wife of Frank Diefenderfer ot 
Reading—a rich harvest for tbe Grim 
Reaper In so short a period of time.

The next Con­
ference session will be held in Wichita in 
April, 1939.

Local 111, of Canton, Ohio, reports tho 
loss of a member in the person of Alonzo 
C. Bauman, pianist and pipe organist, who 
was a victim of cerebral hemorrhage at 
the age of 52. He was a native of Orr­
ville, Ohio, and had held important posi­
tions in the musical profession in 
churches, theatres and with fraternal 
lodge organizations.

At a recent meeting of the Tri-State 
Musicians’ Association, held at Columbus, 
Ohio, a determined effort was decided 
upon to secure the adoption of a State 
band law which would allow municipali­
ties to legislate funds for civic band con­
certs. The following committees were 
organized for the campaign: General 
Committee, Carroll McGhee, of Colum­
bus; Hal Carr, of Toledo; Milton W.

W. Weeks, of Canton; Elmer Wahl, of 
Cleveland. Publicity Committee, Fanny 
Benson, of Marion; Arthur E. Streng, of 
Columbus, and Forest Muhleman, of New­
ark. Finance Committee, Frank Wessel, 
of Hamilton, and Harry Bielsteln, of 
Mansfield. Bert Henderson, personal rep­
resentative of President Joseph N. Weber, 
attended the Conference and gave an ad­
dress. We stand ready at all times to 
send 8 copy of the Iowa Band Tax Law to 
any city, town or community in which It 
might be desired as a key to the pro­
motion of thia kind of civic enterprise.

Brother A. A. Tomei has resigned from 
the presidency of Local 77, of Philadel­
phia.

They, In spite of all these 
facts, still believe the double-feature Is 
still harmful to the motion picture indus­
try. In Chicago they tried to meet the 
issue by eliminating stags shows, giving 
overtures and single features with re­
duced admission prices, but lost a huge 
num of money in so doing. Today the 
producers are In the position that not one 
of them dare to put this clause in their 
contracts.

Executive Officer Petrillo asks if there 
is any reason why th«- theatres cannot 
run tingle features if they desire so to do.

Mr. Keough says nothing except com­
petition from other theatres.

Mr. Schenck, in answer to a question of 
Vice-President Bagley, states that only 
competition made double features neces­
sary. They only recently put in double 
features in New York as a last resort, as 
the practice gradually caught up with 
them.

President Weber states that in view of 
the Supremo Court decision we cannot 
remedy tho situation through elimination 
of double features. However, we have an 
unemployment problem which we must 
attempt to solve.

Executive Officer Murdoch states that 
in Canada the theatres are controlled by 
Canadian Famous Players Corporation, 
and they have no Sherman Act. They can 
go single feature any time they wish.

Mr. Schenck states that in Canada if 
they didn’t meet the public demand com­
petition would supply the houses to run 
double features.

Messrs. Schenck and Blumberg state 
that thero would bo double features on 
Broadway today if there wore enough A-l 
features to supply these first-run houses.

PropusiUou No. 1. Onr thousand five 
hundred dollars has been sent to the 
Northern California unions, and he is 
awaiting a report from President Tenney 
of Local 47 on the status in Southern 
California.

Albert G. McCarthy and John B. Grif­
fith appear before the Board and request 
reconsideration of the Board’s decision in 
which members are prohibited from mak­
ing phonograph records containing com­
mercial advertising. The National Phono­
graphic Network which they represent 
will agree tc. limit the use of such records 
to two weeks for each side. They will 
provide a great amount of additional re­
cording employment. They have 245,564 
coin phonograph machines under contract. 
They request u change in the license to 
permit members to play for phonograph 
records which contain commercial adver­
tisements. The company is willing to 
enter into arrangements with the Fed­
eration concerning the matter which they 
hold will finally prove highly beneficial to 
the association and in addition to this 
they are also willing to guarantee the 
successful control of the use of such 
records that same shall never become 
inimical to members of the Federation. 
They say that if the plan is successful, 
they may need in the neighborhood of 
two and one-half million records, all of 
which will be controlled a- above said.

Tho Board considers methods of super­
vision of musical recordings, in the case 
of both phonograph records and electrical 
transcriptions.

The Board decides that the laws of the 
Federation shall from date of November 
25, 1938, on provide that engagements 
of five, six or seven days a week played 
outside of members’ own jurisdiction bo 
classed us traveling engagements.
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Application of residents of Shawnee, 
Okla., for a charter and objection inter­
posed by Local 375, Oklahoma City, Okla, 

On motion, tho request is denied, Shaw­
nee to remain under the jurisdiction of 
Local 375.

The Board considers the situation in 
Boston where it Is stated many hundreds 
of unorganized musicians desire to be­
come members of the Federation. They 
are having mass meetings to further their 
steps in thia direction.

The matter la referred to the President 
to carry out the object of the Federation 
to organize all instrumental musicians.

The Board considers the matter of 
radio contracts made in Loa Angeles be­
fore the Local increased radio prices.

The Board holds that its previous de­
cisions regarding existing contracts ehall 
also apply In this case.
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Request of Local 16, Newark, N. J., for 
permission to further reduce fine imposed 
upon member Danny Hope to $5.00.

On motion, the Board decides that the 
Local had no right to reduce the fine, and 
stands on its former decision in which 
the fine was reduced to $100.00.

Secretary reports on the jurisdiction 
dispute between Local 204, New Bruns­
wick. N. J., and Local 373, Perth Amboy, 
N. J. He had each Loeal appoint a com­
mittee and went over the territory. As u 
result u mutually satisfactory adjustment 
has been reached as follows:

Local 204. New Brunswick, N. J.: New 
Brunswick, and bound on the most north­
east point of Raritan Township, then west 
along Middlesex County boundary line to 
boundary line of South Plainfield, except­
ing the Plainfield Country Club, following 
said boundary line around the Borough of

On motion, the Board allows claims 
totaling $200,00 against Local 340, Free­
port, Ill., and removes Secretary Tappe 
from office until the claims are paid.

The Board considers the matter of con­
ditions under which single engagements 
in neutral territory may be played by 
traveling orchestras.

The Board reiterates that all neutral 
territory is Federation jurisdiction and 
decides that on no engagement played in 
neutral territory shall members receive 
less than $5.00 for sidemen and $6.50 for 
leader.

Mr. Schenck also represents Mr. Sidney 
Kent of 20th Century Fox.

President Weber requests the producers 
to make some proposition to the Fed­
eration.

Mr. Schenck utates that after thinking 
the matter over for three days, he has 
failed to find any possible solution. If 
they could see their way clear to change 
policy In any of their theatren they would,

of course, do so and put musicians to 
work in their houses.

President Weber states that some way 
ought to be found to meet the situation; 
that the Producers have a moral obliga­
tion. and that there is no valid reason 
why the film industry should not help 
the A. F. of M. to solvo this problem. 
The problem Of unemployment of musi­
cians was largely created as a result of 
the film industry’s taking immediate and 
complete advantage of the mechanization 
of music.

Mr. Schenck states that it is merely a 
matter of technological progress that can 
in no way be avoided. They feel sorry 
for the situation, but it it a condition and 
cannot be avoided.

President Weber asks that if they can­
not accept our proposition, what can they 

lem in their industry, and wo have the 
right to ask the motion picture Industry 
to move in the same direction.

Mr. Schenck states that for the first 
time In thirty years the Federation como* 
with an impossible proposition. Ho feels 
very badly that for the first time in his 
experience he has nothing to offer to meet 
a serious situation.

President Weber state« we cannot let 
the problem go unsolved; we must have 
some solution to present to our member­
ship.

Mr. Schaeffer states he has not had an 
opportunity to discuss the matter with 
the other producers. He does not feel as 
If they are taking tho position that tho 
problem cannot be solved. However, he 
does not feel that our proposition Is * 
proper solution.

Executive Officer Murdoch states Ihat 
nothing has heen offered that will in any 
way solve the problem. We cannot lot 
the problem go without any solution. 
Musicians are creative artists and are 
entitled to fair consideration.

Treasurer Brenton states there were in 
the neighborhood of 20,000 musicians em­
ployed at the peak nf employment in 
theatres, that the vast majority of them 
were displaced as a result of the mechani­
zation of music, and that the Producers 
are called upon to do something to at 
least partially correct the situation.

President Weber states in effect that 
inasmuch a» the representatives ot the 
film industry state they cannot see any 
way to place musicians in theatres, there 
1« no reason why some arrangement like 
the following could not be favorably con­
sidered : Arrange it so that for each reel 
of a picture—wherever played—a nominal 
charge should be made, which even in the 
de luxe houses would rarely exceed $35.00 
or $40.00 a week or thereabouts, and In
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the third or fourth run houses correspond­
ingly lower fees would be charged which 
would be almost negligible.

Mr. Schenck stated that he would have 
nothing whatsoever to do with such an 
arrangement; that It would be in the 
nature of a dole.

President Weber answered that It was ! 
nothing of the kind, kb the money so 
raised would be used by the Federation 
for the employment of musicians, as ways 
to do so could be easily found.

Executive Officer Murdoch protested 
against the statement that such an ar­
rangement would be iu the nature of a 
dole, stating that the Industry should do 
something to alleviate the situation.

Mr Schenck then stated that the 
amount of money that we could raise 
through such meant« would be insignifi­
cant. However, during the arguments, it 
was clearly shown that the sum would 
be considerable.

Mr. Schenck asks how much money we 
need to take care of these unemployed

President Weber says from 18 to 25 
million dollars a year.

He says that we felt that this amount 
could be raised in such a manner that it 
would hurt no one

Mr. Schenck again stated that he could 
not enter into such an arrangement, and 
that he still could not see what could 
possibly be done, even though ho had 
given the matter considerable thought 
since our last meeting. He also stated 
that if, by reason of their inability to do 
something in the matter, the relationship 
between the A. F. of M. nnd the film in­
dustry would be discontinued—much to 
their regret—they would have to meet 
tho situation as it developed.

Secretary Birnbach calls attention to 
the number of men that have lost em­
ployment opportunities in vaudeville and 
legitimate theatres to tho extent of about 
8,000 to 10,000 musicians. These men 
were working before motion pictures be­
came the general popular entertainment.

Mr. Schenck agrees that such le the 
case. Ho asks that wo present the prob­
lem In a letter so that they may present 
it to all their associates for consideration.

President Weber states he will do so 
provided it is distinctly understood that 
we aro still requesting a counter propo­
sition, if they cannot see their way clear 
to accept our first proposition.
