II . "Today the customer looks for con­
venience", Myers said, "and doesn't care 
what type of store carries the wanted 
product as long as it is conveniently located 
and easy to shop in. The consumer not 
only demands the type of product but now 
dictates the entire marketing operation". 

Myers added that the industry must pre­
sent its product at a price competitive to 
other leisure time industries: ;xlso that with 
manufacturing costs constantly rising, the in-
