Taylor Swift continues to stretch the boundaries of country music, reaching new
audiences by popping up in unexpected places, like most recently the covers of Rolling
Stone and Blender magazine. These were just a few of the all-genre outlets cheering for
Swift during the last year. She was the only Country performer on Daily Variety's Youth
Impact List, iTunes editors named her Best New Artist, and AOL Music hailed her Country’s
Hottest Female Artist.

All of this success wasn't won overnight for the eighteen-year-old. She began following
the path of her grandmother, a professional opera singer, at a very young age. By ten she
was writing songs and performing in karaoke contests, festivals, and fairs around her
Pennsylvania hometown. Swift and her family made their first trip to Nashville when she
was 11 and eventually moved to Music City. Sony/ATV Music Publishing signed her to its
songwriter staff when she was 14, and a year later she joined the roster of start-up Big
Machine Records. Her self-titted debut, released in October 2006, spent more weeks at
No. 1in 2007 than any other country title. She is the youngest female solo artist to write
or co-write every song on a Platinum country debut. “Teardrops On My Guitar,” just one of
the hits on the project, was the bestselling country song on iTunes in 2007.

Swift's second studio album is slated for a fall 2008 release, and once again, she
will have a writing credit on every track. John Rich and pop songstress Colbie Caillat are
among her collaborators for the new project.

The Art and Business of Emerson Drive

Canadian country-rock band Emerson Drive is on the doorstep to superstardom. In 2007, the band had its first #1 hit in “Moments” and was

nominated for its first Grammy. In a high energy interview, lead singer Brad Mates, guitarist Danick Dupelle, keyboardist Dale Wallace, fiddle

player David Pichette and drummer Mike Melancon shared their thoughts on songunriting, the music industry and life as road dogs.

On the evolution of the music business:
Clearly, the business is changing. The
traditional model—invented by bands like
Alabama that we grew up histening to—is dying
off. It's an exciting. bittersweet thing, because
we don’tknow exactly where the business

will go. Butit's exciting for us, right now,
because we're part of that change. We're part
of defining what the business will look like for
the next 5, 10, 20 years, when there isn'tany
kind of hardware sold. We have to find a way to
survive in this new business. The key forusis
just to keep making great music. Keep working
on great songs. If we do that, even though
we're in unknown territory, we’'ll find a way.

Life on the road:

No question, we are road dogs. In 2007, we
were on the road 225 days; we flew more than
120 times. This life is clearly not for everyone.

On the reality of the business:

You grow up thinking you'd like to be a
musician, but the reality of itis so different
We've had people come in and out of the
group. We've signed record deals and been
dropped by a label. We've seen itall. And while
it's still about the music, you have to be aware
of all that goes on around you. In the end, itis a
business and you have to treat it that way.

On recording and performing:
As a band, we really have two jobs. When
we're in the studio, we're trying to create a

sound no one’s ever heard. If we have a new
song, we're breaking it apart and working on
the component pieces. It might be an acoustic
piece that were adding elements into. The
process is intense, butit's an intensity that
comes with trying for perfection. When we first
began doing this, we thought you just wentinto
the recording studio, pushed the record button
and started playing. Obviously, it's not like that.

When we're performing, it’s all about energy
and passion. You're so into the show thatit
doesn't matter if someone misses a note
When you finish a show, with the crowd going
crazy—there’s such an adrenaline rush; you
walk off shaking like a leaf

On the qualities of a good song:

In Nashville, there is a saying thatitall begins
with a song. A great song connects with people;
itwill either make you laugh, make you cry or
make you want to getup and dance. A great
song is believable—it touches something we all
have incommon. If a person hears one of our
songs on the radio and connects with it, the
chances are pretty good that many more people
around the country will have a similar experience
“‘Moments" did thatfor us. People connected with
it, and our fans have given so much emotion and
energy back to us because of it.

On success:

Having a hitchanges so many things. We have
access to better songwriters, bigger venues. About
half the music we record are our own songs. It's
nice to have the music thatcomes from within,

but we've never shied away from outside music,
because there are a lot of talented songwnters in
Nashville and they've given us some big hits

On chemistry:

Because we spend so much time together,
chemistry is everything with the band. If you
can’'tstand to be around each other every day.
it doesn’t matter how great your harmonies
are, the band won't make it. But there’s more to
it than the chemistry between members of the
band. You have to connect with the business
people surrounding the band as well: your
manager, your lawyer, your crew. We're like any
business. We have to surround ourselves with
people who are good at what they do
