Phillips is the producer and label
executive behind the early careers of Elvis Presley,
Johnny Cash, Roy Orbison, Jerry Lee Lewis, Carl
Perkins and Charlie Rich, and is widely credited as
one of the foremost architects of rock 'n’ roll.

Phillips also owned Country WXFL, AC WQLT and
Urban WSBM in his hometown of Florence, AL.
WXFL PD Gary Murdock reports: “The lobby of the
Big River Broadcasting Company office on Sam
Phillips Street is filled with pictures and
memoralbilia from Sam’s many accomplishments.

WXFL has aired a tribute show to Sam, with
guests including Cowboy Jack Clement, George
Kline and several others who were close to Sam,
especially in the early years of Sun Records. What
a privilege it’s been to have known and worked for
such a superstar in the music business. He in-
stilled in all of us a spirit to always be the best we
can be. He also encouraged us to be individuals, as
well as a team. What a dream job to be the PD for
an owner who wanted us to create different paths
instead of walking in someone’s trail.”

“They don’t play enough oldies.” Not only is it the
top answer with the total sample, it is also the No.
1 answer for every cell and demo. The results for
that selection across the board: P1s, 39%; P2s,
33%; Males, 37%; Females, 37%; 25-34, 35%’ 35-44,
29%; and 45-54, 45%.
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Next up on the Country listeners’ “Hit Parade”
was (total sample), “It seems like they play a few
songs over and over,” 27%; “They talk too much,”
21%; “They don’t play enough new songs by newer
singers,” 10%; and, “They play too many songs I
don’t recognize,” 5%.
