Togetherness Needed

Little LP Bone Of Contention
CHICAGO-The MOA Convention, held the other weekend at

the Pick -Congress Hotel with eight record companies exhibiting,
proved one of the ops' more successful get-togethers, with es-
pecially fruitful results from the record seminar.

Final registration at the con-
vention was between 1,000 and
1,100.

As a result of the seminar
questioning of the effectiveness
of the Little LP in the juke
boxes, a committee was formed
to organize better communica-
tion between the operator and
the record company. New treas-
urer William Cannon of Cannon
Coin Machine Co. of New Jer-
sey heads the committee.

Phases to be covered by the
committee include: 1) Market-
ing information; 2) Number of
machines that will play Little
LPs; 3) Survey of area prefer-
ences (type of music) ; 4) Juke
box ops to furnish A&R sug-
gestions; 5) Establish commun-
ication whereby record com-
panies will supply ops with
sample releases and promo-
tional material; 6) Achieve a
better image of MOA with rec-
ord companies; and 7) Any new
ideas that come up as a result

of meetings will be relayed to
diskeries, and vice versa.

It was felt by many on the
seminar panel that the demand
for Little LPs would have to be
based on the kind of product
released, with categories play-
ing an important part. Region-
ally there is heavier demand
for country and Western, pol-
kas, standards, name band, etc.
Talks with ops revealed they
wanted Little LPs but the one
stops neither sent samples or
catalogues of availability.

It was mentioned again and
again that the record manufac-
turer needs more knowledge of
what juke box market needs
are.

In answer to requests for a
mailing list of ops, the conven-
tion booklet passed out con-
tained an up-to-date list of
names and addresses of ops be-
longing to MOA.

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Bill Smith's a Major
Producer of Wax Hits

Maj. Bill Smith (retired from
the U.S. Air Force), an inde-
pendent record producer living
in Fort Worth, Texas, has
gained considerable respect in
the trade with his consistent
chart entries.

He first gained recognition
several years ago with his pro-
duction of "Peanuts" by Rick
and the Keens, then climbed
much higher with "Hey Baby"
by Bruce Channel, a No. 1 rec-
ord in March, 1962. The follow-
ing year saw Major Bill in prom-
inence with Paul and Paula's
hit, "Hey Paula," which sold
nearly three million records
over the world and was awarded
a platinum record by Philips
Records in London.

Nineteen -sixty-four brought
Major Bill "Last Kiss" by J.
Frank Wilson, and this effort
pushed the Major's collection

of awards to four gold records,
one platinum and numerous
BMI Citations of Achievement.

Major Bill has had about 15
records in the top 20, and has
sold over six million singles in
his short career. His latest re-
leases feature Ray Hildebrand's
"The Way of The D.J." on Phil-
ips, about a disk -spinner who
made a sudden rise to success,
then lost it all by a crack in his
voice and returns to his orig-
inal small station-a familiar
situation in this part of the
business; and a sure-fire hit by
the Ron-Dels with "She's My
Girl" on Smash. The Ron-Dels'
last single, "If You Really Want
Me To, I'll Go," was a Top 100
rider for six weeks.

So, if fate continues to smile
down Cowtown way, much will
be heard in years to come from
the "stables" of Maj. Bill
"Smash" Smith.

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MGM Sales Boom
NEW YORK-MGM Records

completed the most successful
year in its history by breaking
all sales records through the
last two periods of its sales
year according to Mort L. Nas-
atir, President.

The parent MGM label with
its associated Verve, Metro and
Verve/Folkways lines, along
with the labels it exclusively
distributes, Deutsche Grammo-
phon and Kama Sutra, hit an
all-time high of more than
three million dollars for the
usually slow summer period of
July and August.

Nasatir also pointed out that
the company has been one of
the hottest for the entire year
with as many as from five to
11 albums on the national
charts at one time, and as
many as nine singles on trade
paper lists in a single week.

In explaining the solid per-
formance, the MGM Records'
president pointed to consistent
sales by Herman's Hermits, the
Animals, Connie Francis, John-
ny Tillotson, Hank Williams,
Jr. and the "Your Cheatin'
Heart" soundtrack and Sam
the Sham and the Pharaohs as
solid reasons for the year's
success. Instrumental in the
record -breaking year and pe-
riod sales was the acquisition
of first product by Roy Orbison.

On the Verve label, the MGM
President mentioned the out-
standing sales of a line led by
Stan Getz, Astrud Gilberto,
Jimmy Smith and Cal Tjader.
The Metro budget line has ac-
counted for a solid percentage
of over-all sales in the short

eight or nine months of its ex-
istence. This was underlined
again at the NARM convention
where much Metro business
was written.

Solid Future, Too
Nasatir spoke of the label's

momentum in terms of future
product as well as the current
sales leaders it has under its
wing. Foremost is Orbison who
has already contributed signifi-
cantly to the record breaking
closing of the sales year. In
addition, he spoke of the strong
product from the Kama Sutra
label with its Vacels and Lov-
in' Spoonful singles. Then, too,
Nasatir sees a solid sales po-
tential in the newly -formed
Verve/Folkways label as a re-
sult of the fever pitch interest
in folk, folk rock, folk beat and
bluegrass music.

The MGM Records' President
gave particular credit for the
showing to the talent and
know-how of album sales man-
ager, Sol Greenberg; single
sales director Lenny Scheer;
national promotion manager
Frank Mancini; Director of
Publicity Sol Handwerger; Iry
Stimler, Ed Barsky, who pack-
age and sell Metro; and Jerry
Schoenbaum, head of DGG and
Verve/Folkways wings.

He also hinted at a wider
variety of product to come from
the label and an even more
aggressive approach to talent
and masters.

BMI's Student
Competition Opens
A total of $17,950 is avail-

able to be granted to young
composers who enter manu-
scripts of concert music in the
14th annual Student Composers
Awards competition sponsored
by Broadcast Music, Inc., an
organization which licenses the
performing rights of music.

Established in 1951 by Broad-
cast Music, Inc. in cooperation
with music educators and com-
posers, the SCA project an-
nually gives cash prizes to en-
courage the creation of concert
music by student composers
(under 26) of the Western
Hemisphere and to aid them in
financing their musical educa-
tions. Prizes ranging from $250
to $2,000 will be awarded at
the discretion of the judges,
who base their decisions on
evidence of creative talent as
shown in original manuscripts
which are submitted and judged
under pseudonyms. To date, 95
students, ranging in age from
eight to 25, have received SCA
prizes from BMI.

SCA 1965 is open to students

Interested In Films & TV

Other Personnel
Remains Intact
Under Becker

NEW YORK - Enoch Light

got a call from the Coast the
other day and was told that the
two topics of conversation out
there were the weather and
where Enoch Light would be
going after he exits his Com-
mand Records post Sept. 30.

The speculation is rampant
in the East and the Midwest as
well.

But it can be only specula-
tion now, Light told Record
World last week because he in-
tends to make no final decision
or even hold discussions until
his Command contract runs out.
He said he has too much to do
in the office before then.

That "too much" means no
less than 15 recording dates
this month to finish up four
new albums-his last for the
label. They'll be a Tony Mot-
tola package, a Ray Charles
package, a Virgil Fox package
and a William Steinberg pack-
age, Beethoven's Fifth Sym-
phony.

(When Light leaves, label
personnel will remain intact
under new General Manager
Loren Becker. Light said he'd
be leaving people with whom he
had worked as long as 19

years.)
What will take Light's fancy

after Oct. 1, although specifics
are unavailable now, can be
surmised from the way he talks
about what he'd like to do. His
eyes light up when he thinks
of the possibility of doing a
movie score. "I think there are
many ways that haven't been
tried," he said. - "The use of
music in movies can be greatly
developed in order to con-
tribute to the overall effect of
the movie."

Peeved With Teevee
Light is at once peeved with

the state of music on TV and
enthusiastic about what it
could be. "There are two kinds
of musical shows on TV now,"
he asserted, "old-fashioned or
hysterical. I think much more
experimentation in the over-
all format-and that means de-
sign, dance, music-should go
on." Light admitted that he'd
been thinking about packaging
a TV show himself and had
talked with producers about
the idea. He also has ideas
about commercials.

Certainly it's safe to assume
that Light will continue to
record. He has even considered
the possibility of starting his
own label but realizes that
such a time-consuming move
might prohibit TV and movie
work at the outset.

A variety of activities seems
to be Light's goals, because
as he put it, "You have to keep
walking. And I'm excited."

Light is also excited about
leaving with his "Magnificent
Movie Themes" album on the
top 100 charts. Light notes
proudly that of the 32 albums
he has made for Command as
an artist, 29 of them have hit
the charts. Sales on these 32

records, Light proffered, have
surpassed the $22 million mark.
And that, he reiterates, is just
the albums he has cut as an
artist.

47% Made Charts

Of all the albums released
under the Light command, 47%,
Light said, have made the
charts. He also mentioned that
he is pleased with the work he
has done with recording on
35 mm film, use of magnetic
tape, multi -mike pick-up, work
on tape cartridges (an area
Light feels is just opening up)
and on and on.

And, Light said, his interest
in technological progress, will
go on and on too.

But whatever he does, Light
emphasizes that it will be done
with a regard for the public,
which he feels is continually
underrated by the industry.
"We have proven here," he said,
"that the public will pay for
quality. They're more aware of
excitement in music than many
people in the business think."

WMCA-New York and KD-
KA-Pittsburgh have refused to
play the song for the present,
although stations in Boston,
Baltimore, Cleveland, Chicago
and Dallas have put it on the
play list.

The controversy centers over
the question whether the song
is unpatriotic or a sincere pro-
test of one youth's reaction to
the present draft situation.

The TM Music Story

Darin Puts Accent
On Young Writers

BY DOUG McCLELLAND

NEW YORK - In keeping
with the times, the accent is
very much on youth at TM
Music, Inc. When one realizes
that Bobby Darin is owner of
the firm, this seems only
natural.

Still in his 20s, Darin has
created the basic philosophy
there of young writers and
young artists, with Edgar Bur-
ton, Executive Vice President
who runs TM, and Irwin Schus-
ter, Professional Manager of
the pubbery. The stress, how-
ever, is on new writers, mak-
ing TM Music that rarity: a
substantial artist -owned inde-
pendent publishing operation.

"In '64 and '65, so far, the
firm has gone far in excess of
a million performances," said
Burton, "and they're playing
TM songs 3,000 times a day,
which is not bad."

Burton continued, "In an era
when independent publishing
firms are either being bought
up by big users, when artists
have firms or indie producers
have firms, Bobby has proved
you can still build a powerful
indie pubbery firm."

Assignment Writing
As head of TM, Darin doesn't

believe in having writers just
go in and write a song. He be-
lieves it's better to have an
artist's requirements to shoot
for. Hence, a great deal of
TM's songwriting activity is
assignment writing. "We'll get
a request from a label to come
up with something for, say, the
Drifters or Herman's Hermits
or Ronnie Dove," the Executive
VP illustrated.

Wayne Newton is a discovery
of Darin's and Darin has per-
sonally produced all his Cap-
itol records. He occasionally
tosses TM songs to the select
few artists he produces; but
Bobby's main concern in this
area is making a hit record
artist and many TM songs have
wound up on B sides of a disk.

Basically Pubbery
"We're not primarily pro-

ducers at TM," Burton went
on. "When we come across
someone Bobby feels can make
it, we sign him. Like Jesse

MAN AND WIFE-TM Music,
Inc., owner Bobby Darin and
Sandra Dee on the set of their
new Universal film, "That
Funny Feeling," which Bobby
also scored. Busy Bobby's first
Atlantic single is out this week,
too, "We Didn't Ask to be
Brought Here," and he will play
the Copa in June. Darin is also
rumored for the role of George
M. Cohan in a B'way tuner.
Colin Young on Mercury." He
added that Bobby himself is
"a four -headed man - artist,
writer, producer and publish-
er. But when he's active as
Bobby Darin, the artist, he con-
centrates completely on this;
when he's producing Newton
or anyone else, that's it."

In spite of the fact that Dar-
in owns TM, it's not an "art-
ist firm"-the last five TM hits
were not written by Darin.
(Newton's initial click, "Danke
Schoen," not TM's, was first
submitted to Bobby.) Last year
TM won three BMI Awards and
two so far in '65, none of the
songs written or recorded by
Atlantic Records' Darin, prov-
ing the firm is no mere by-
product of Bobby Darin. The
winning tunes: "The Shoop
Shoop Song," "Under the Board-
walk," "Hey, Little Cobra,"
"Little Bit of Heaven" and
"One Kiss for Old Times' Sake."
Heading for a third award is
"Just a Little Bit Better."

The TM writers' staff now
numbers close to a dozen, most
having started from scratch
at the pubbery. Among them,
Artie Resnik, Kenny Young,
Rudy Clark, Paul Leka and
Santo and Johnny Farina. And
Bobby recently signed three

Edgar Burton
TM's Exec Vice President

Coast writing talents, Mike
Curb, Freeman King and Rus-
sell Alquist.

Major Darin Catalogue
TM has a major Darin cat-

alog. When Bobby bought Bur-
ton's stock in Trinity Music
in February, 1963, Trinity
had Darin as an exclusive
writer. Bobby composed the
title song and score for his
current Universal film vehicle
(co-starring wife Sandra Dee),
"That Funny Feeling." Firm is
building a hefty motion picture
catalogue, also lists "Come Sep-
tember," "If a Man Answers,"
"The Lively Set" and "Major

Irwin Schuster
TM's General Professional Mgr.

Dundee" scores.
The pubbery is already doing

title themes for TV pilot films
into 1966-67.

TM has opened offices in
London, Sydney, Australia, and
Hamburg, Germany, in addition
to its Hollywood -New York
digs.

Although there have been
rumors that TM is on the sales
block, Bobby says, "Absolutely
not!" (Admittedly, there have
been offers.) TM Music, Inc.,
is doing well, a fact which
Darin attributes to "Edgar
Burton, Irwin Schuster and
some of the most prolific writ-
ers in the business."

Pop Art Part Of
Cap Kid Contest

HOLLYWOOD-Chances are
most kids are toting a set of
five, full -color, pop art book -
covers back to school this year
which were designed by award -
winning artist Charlie White
and have become the basis for
a national contest being con-
ducted by Capitol Records Dis-
tributing Corporation.

One of the five bookcovers
is for physical education. On
the cover is a box of wheaties
-the connection is, of course,
P.E. and wheatie§, the "Break-
fast -a -Champions."- The -other -
covers are history (with a cari-
cature, of George W-adhington
on the front cover), biology
(witch a frog-dressed in coat
and tie)t. English (William
Shakespeare) and math (Albert
Einstein).

Capitol will give more than
a half -million college and high
school students the opportunity
to be one of the "in -crowd"
(and a contest winner) by dis-
tributing 500,000 of the covers
to record stores and college
book stores where they will be
given away.

In order to enter the contest,
the students who have the cov-

ers will have to send in a cap-
tion for the picture on the
cover (I. E. Einstein, Wheaties,
Shakespeare, Washington and
the Frog). The caption will win
an auto -stereo for his (or her)
car and second place will be
awarded a year's supply of
Capitol albums.

The covers actually serve a
dual purpose. Besides being
used as vehicles for a contest,
they also have (on the inside)
pictures of 20 of Capitol's best
selling, teen and college -ori-
ented albums. In order to enter
the contest, the contestant has
to list three song titles from
any three of the albums pic-
tured. This will lead him (or
her) into the record store-the
place he can find the albums
and the titles-and thus serve
as a traffic builder.

Window,-. streamers and ad
mats telling of the availability
of the bookcovers are currently
being distributed to the stores.

Her beauti-
fully projected voice has
enough range and quality to
handle them all. Miss Taylor's
very personal style defies label-
ing: she is not a jazz singer,
she is a good singer.

At the Fantasy East, the
vocalist was backed by a trio
of sax, organ and drums as she
offered a program of well
chosen, class tunes. Miss Taylor
has the good judgment to sing
songs not because they are
chic, but because she happens
to like them. When the song-
stress sings a tune like "I
Wanna Be Around" you are
again aware that Hell Hath
No Fury. Then she is totally
tender with tunes like "More"
and "Try To Remember," and
devilishly cute with the rock
and roller "You Got What It
Takes," added for a little spice.
Her feel for lyrics was notably
evident on "Can't Help Loving
that Man Of Mine"; when she
was through the song had a
hand -rubbed finish.

Crown Prince came in with a 13.5 Hooper third in the general
market, Brother George Nelson is 10 to noon; Al is the noon
to three "place to be"; newly hired Mike Payne of WABQ,
Cleveland, is evening drive; and Chet McDowell is seven to
12 (Hurt Porter all nite).

I loved Houston because that's where I got hip to the dance
called the Alligator, which I think was invented in San An-
tonio. Now it's the world's first legit horizontal dance. They
do it to the music of Roy Head's "Treat Her Right." And at
the convention the Houston Go -Go dancers tried it on Detroit
distributor, Armon "The Lover" Boladin, which messed up
his mind so totally that he rushed back to Detroit and got
Don Robey a fast Pick on the Roy Head on CKLW. (And that's
the REAL inside story of how the Roy Head spread from
Houston. In fact, when the Alligator was observed by Sly
Stewart of KSOL, San Francisco, that's how Roy Head must
have got a Tempo Wizard and a S.F. Bustout!)

The two champ Boosters of the Alligator in Houston are Al
(who dropped the name "Duke of Earl" for this up -tight hip
tag) and Steve Tyrell, who promotes records and cuts Chuck
Jackson in his spare time. I'm advising Don Robey not to show
the Alligator on the Roy Head LP as the teen-agers outside
of Texas are already in enough trouble.

The other big record for doing the Alligator in Houston is:
"The Fat Man" -John Steel, Wand.

There are a tremendous number of pies and plays on "Organ
Grinder Swing" by Jimmy Smith, Verve, which is making
Clarence Avant smile. LeBaron Taylor, WCHB, Detroit, called,
and he wants to publicly compliment Ernie Durham for break-
ing all by himself "Please Don't Hurt Me" from Chuck & Max-
ine's LP. Two of the three pop stations in Detroit are switching
djs around to meet R&B competition and one pop station is
behind WCHB in ratings. The two hottest records are the
Kim Weston and "Rescue Me"-Fontella Bass. Joe Tex is /1.
The "Cleo's Back" side of Jr. Walker is now Top 10, and the
Sonny Stitt jazz version of "00 Soul" is cookin' in sales.

It is obvious now that the "Cleo's Back" side of the Jr.
Walker is an R&B smash. Fat Daddy sez "Flip the Martha and
Vandellas and the Supremes, because B sides of Tamla-Motown
records are better than a lot of other A sides!"

"Call My Job" -Detroit Jr., USA, has busted in Miami;
N.Y.C.; Newark; Chicago; St. Louis; Memphis (large) ; and
Cleveland, WWRL has gone on the Kain & Abel on Destina-
tion.

"Lover's Concerto," Toys, is busting LARGE R&B. When
Barbara English was on Reprise, they cut her Vanilla. Amy-
Mala cut her R&B with "Sittin' in the Corner" and she will
tear your head off. They had to revive Fat Daddy with oxygen!
Larry Uttal has re-released his old Madison smash of the Vis-
counts' "Harlem Nocturne" and has big distrib orders in N.Y.,
S.F., Pittsburgh, Chicago, L.A., etc. Good reports on "Ready,
Steady Go," Prince & Princess, from Bob King, Ernie Durham,
etc.

Singing Nun." Debbie will appear on Sullivan's
It show and sing "Dominique," just as the real

Singing Nun did.
Danny Kaye's first fall program last Wednes-

day (15) presented a new Harry Belafonte. The
usually serious Belafonte was relaxed, humor-
ous and decidedly human. He's always been
a fine performer but often his obvious effort
to appear dignified made him seem cold. The
new, warm Belafonte evidently likes working
with Kaye. The two stars are going to make

a movie together, "Happy Curves," a musical about baseball.
The only lively spot on the otherwise dull Emmy Awards TV

show was the exciting joint -appearance of ABC's "Shindig"
dancers and NBC's "Hullabaloo" chorus. Imaginative rear screen
projection work gave the swinging illusion that the "Shindig"
boys and girls (in Hollywood) were actually participating in the
"Hullabaloo" dancers' routines (originating in New York).

It sounded like a good idea to safeguard the ratings on Steve
Lawrence's opening CBS -TV show by having Lucille Ball as
guest, but unfortunately the chemistry between the two stars
was wrong. The production was elaborate and expensive.
Lawrence and Miss Ball tried hard, and still nothing happened.
Steve acted like a nervous fan and Lucy had an air of con-
descending boredom. Lawrence proved he's a great showman
on Broadway in "What Makes Sammy Run" and we're sure he'll
do the same on TV once he recaptures Sammy's cocky self-
confident air.

Label in Vanguard
With Folk Rock

Baez Single Hot, But She's No
Trend Follower: Prez Solomon

BY DAVE FINKLE

NEW YORK-With folk rock
getting so much attention these
days and the message song an
important item on the market,
tradesters are wondering how
Vanguard, where much of this
type activity has been going on
for so long, is reacting.

After all, Vanguard, with
Joan Baez leading their list of
album sellers with her songbag
of Dylan tunes et al, suddenly
finds that even Joan has broken
through in the singles field
with her single guitar version
of Phil Ochs' "There But for
Fortune"-a song that may not
have done quite so well if re-
leased, say, four months ago.

So Record World ventured
down to Vanguard's busy 14th
Street offices to ask President
Maynard Solomon how the label
was reacting to the turn of
events. Solomon's answer was:
in no special way.

No Fad Jumping

Solomon said that he was
preparing singles releases for
seven or eight of his artists,
but that none of them was a
conscious attempt to jump on
any current fad. In fact, Solo-
mon continued, label is wary of
fads, because fads usually con-
tain the eves of their own de-
struction. As far as the topical
song goes, Solomon noted that
"Blowin' in the Wind" and
others have been popular for
a number of years.

The affable prexy said that
he certainly doesn't deny that
there is a greater market for
folk material these days, but
he feels there has just been
an increasing acceptance for
the lyric of social importance.
And therein lies the difference.

His company sales record
shows him that there has been
a growing audience on the high
school level for folk music
and that college sales have
remained the same.

On the Vanguard recording
roster appear writer -artists like
Phil Ochs, John Hammond, Pat-
rick Sky, Buffy Sainte Marie,
Ian and Sylvia and Mimi and
Richard Farina. Solomon said
that increasingly these people are

writing their own material and
that they are going in many
directions - traditional, blues,
social.

"Some of our singers wouldn't
think of singing a social pro-
test song," Solomon said.

"And," he went on, "an artist
like Joan Baez would never fol-
low a trend. Why, she has prob-
ably introduced as many of the
most recorded folk songs as
anybody, but she is still highly
selective. I would say she de-
cides to sing one in a 1000 new
songs that are shown to her.
For this reason alone, we have
trouble releasing more than one
Baez album a year."

Solomon is excited about a
new Rooftop Singers album re-
lease. The group he said now
has a new girl singer and al-
though there has been no tre-
mendous record activity engen-
dered around them lately, Sol-
omon said that "Walk Right In"
got up momentum enough so
that the threesome is in con-
stant demand. And, Solomon as-
serted, "We feel that Erik Dar-
ling, the leader of the Rooftop
Singers, is just about the great-
est folk personality."

You Said It!

The Question
It is said many recording ses-

sions have been cancelled or
pushed back for a later date
because you were too busy at
the time and were unable to
make it. Is this true?

The Answers
Alan Lorber, Arranger and

Producer:
More often
than not, it's
not true. Many
companies
with whom I
have a close
relationship

would bend over backwards to
reschedule their recording dates
in order to fit my time. On the
other hand, there are other rec-
ord companies and independent
producers with whom I don't
have as close a relationship but
have made many successful re-
cordings for. These people may
have artist commitments and
time limitations. Especially in
the case of a promised record
release date. I always appreci-
ate being the first one called,
and in the event that I can not
do this session I'm called for,
I will then try to recommend
an arranger. Even though I
have made a great many hits
for many artists and compa-
nies, I can't expect them to
work at all times within my
schedule. Since I am a producer
as well as an arranger, I can
sympathize with those who
have to work within a given
time limit.

Gary Chester, Drummer: It
is true. It de-
pends upon ar-
rangers, pro-
ducers a n d
artists. A n d
h o w import-
ant they think
I am to their

recording session. It is a known
fact that I just don't go in to
do a session with the idea of
doing the session just for the
money. I actually go in to help
them create a concept which
has already been conceived by
the arranger and or producer;
therefore, they hire me to make
the concept come off in the stu-
dio. I insist on using ear -phones
known as "Cans" in a studio
so that I can hear how/or where
the vocalist is phrasing so I
don't step on her or his per-
formance and lyric. By doing
this I do not lose any creative
drum work that may be needed
to make the product come off.

Brooks Arthur, Recording
Engineer:
Yes, it's true
and has been
told to me by
various pro-
ducers a n d
artists, which
flatters m e .

My feeling, however, is that
we're all part of a team and
I'm one of the infielders. I've
been playing the engineering
game for about two years, with
the lucky batting average of
200 hit records. There is a cre-
ative -emotional aspect involved
also. For example, when the
schedule is rough and I'm very
tired, I explain to the producer
that the little sensitive things
that we'd like to happen won't
unless I give my ears a rest.
We usually reschedule and
come back in the next day and
win the ball game!

Charles Macey, Guitarist:
There are
some leaders
and contrac-
tors in the re-
cording field
who like cer-
tain musicians
on their dates

and will make the date at the
time they are able to do it. It
has happened to me several
times but not too often. Once
a date is booked a leader or
contractor will rarely cancel it
because of one man-unless
that particular man happens to
play an instrument that is rare
as in my case the steel guitar.

We have offered to record buy-
ers standard repertoire inter-
preted by the most distin-
guished artists in the world
and have also maintained an
adventurous commitment to

contemporary music. The ob-
ject of Columbia Records now,
as in the past, is to explore
every means of increasing the
classical market, thereby bene-
fitting its artists as well as rec-
ord dealers and, consequently,
the public.

"Therefore, in addition to
the price adjustments which
will be effective immediately,
Columbia will announce to its
full -line retailers a program
which will make it possible for
the retailer to offer his own
Masterworks Subscription Plan
in his own store. The price ad-
justment will enhance the deal-
ers' profitability, and the Sub-
scription Plan is designed to
broaden the dealers' potential
in classical sales. The Colum-
bia Record Club, as a result
of these same tests, will offer
a similar Masterworks Sub-
scription Plan."

Gallagher further stated that
"The new Masterworks prices
we have announced are year-
round in every respect and are
consistent with our dedication
to the 'Age of Reason' policy
which has proven so successful
for Columbia during the past
two years."

Complete details of Colum-
bia's new classical marketing
plan will be unveiled to retail-
ers by Columbia sales organiza-
tion in the near future.

Solomon noted that label pub-
lishes very few of the songs on
Vanguard albums; so that they
are receiving little royalties for
tunes introduced on Vanguard
packages (a list that would be
very long). He does expect that
even more of these songs are
likely to show up on future re-
cordings and he and staff will
probably review the catalogue
to see what might be especially
attractive in today's market.

If Solomon has any plans as
far as trends, it would be for
setting new ones. "Maybe we
ought to be doing things a little
ahead of the times," he said.
What he meant was: be in the
Vanguard.

He's still doing the same great work but from a different stand.
He's also taken on movie work, stills and just about anything
else in the line of commercial photography.

How's about this for an impressive line-up of songwriters?
Harlan Howard, Roger Miller, Hank Cochran, Bill Anderson and
Buck Owens! These are the five nominated top writers for the
year. From that group one is going to be crowned king. Believe
me, any one of them could be No. 1.

Little Bobby Lewis is out with a hot new thing on United
Artists called "Why Me." It's his best record to date and could
really put the young lad in the 'charts.
