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Capitol’s Dirksen Enjoys Col Marketing Expansion
Career as Capitol Artist

WASHINGTON, D. C.—Capi-
tol went to Capitol hill last
week when Senator Everett Mc-
Kinley Dirksen introduced —
and listened to for the first
time in their completed forms
—his new Capitol single and
album “The Gallant Men” at an
exuberant press conference 'in
the Senate office building.

And did he listen!

The Senator, for whose single
orders of 200,000 have accrued,
shurhed the cocktail crowd—
many flown in by plane—so
that he could impress on them
his dedication to his project,
which, he had noted, interested
him primarily as a step toward
re-establishing a spirit of tra-
dition and patriotism he feels
is lacking in the United States
now.

Cap president Alan Living-
ston and Chappell’s Arch Lust-
berg, who produced the pack-
age with original music by
John Cacavas, introduced the
Senator, both calling attention
to the importance of the Sena-
tor’s recording, the Senator’s
adeptness in the studio and the
immediate public reaction to
the activity.

(The single was released last
week. The album will be offi-
cially issued Dec. 12, although
a limited advance pressing of
100 packages was distributed at
the convene.)

In elaborating on his reasons
for entering the record world,

Record World publisher Bob Aus-
tin and Senator Dirksen at Wash-
ington cocktail party for Dirksen’s

new Capitol Records single and
LP, “The Gallent Men.” See story
for further details.

Senator Dirksen mellifluously
said that, in effect, he was ac-
quiescing to many of his con-
stituents and fans, who over
the years have asked him to re-
cord some of the nation’s most
important documents.

H. Paul Jeffers, a New York
network newswriter and pro-
ducer, wrote the continuity
material for the disk.

Chappell publishes the musi-
cal backgrounds.

The Senator’s follow-up al-
bum is already in the works.
It's to be a series of excerpts
from the Bible.

The Senator will receive 5%
royalties on the current album.
Asked whether he was donating
the proceeds to charity, he said
that he never discusses his
charities publicly.

BMI Settles Antitrust
Suit with Justice Dept.

WASHINGTON — The Jus-
tice Department announced a
consent judgment to settle a
civil antitrust suit that alleged
that Broadcast Music, Inc., and
others combined to monopolize
performance licenses for copy-
righted popular music.

The department said the
judgment, to become final in 30
days, bars BMI from some seg-
ments of the music field and
places certain restrictions on
its dealings with its afiiliated
music writers and publishers.

The suit, brought in Decem-
ber, 1964, charged that BMI
and others tried to monopolize
both the acquisition of music
performance rights from com-
posers, publishers and authors
and the granting of licenses

to broadcasters for performing
the music. The original suit
would have required the 517
broadcasters that own stock in
BMI to divest themselves of it.

BMI Satisfied

Robert B. Sour, President of
BMI, said: “The willingness of
the Department of Justice, af-
ter long investigation, to dis-
miss its lawsuit against BMI
on the basis of a consent judg-
ment is a source of great satis-
tion to BMI. The decree does
not involve any admission of
wrongdoing by BMI, any
change in BMI’s basic structure
or any diminution of BMI’s
ability to continue its effective
competition in the field of per-

At NARM Convention

PHILADELPHIA — Clive J.
Davis, Vice President and Gen-
eral Manager of CBS Records,
has been named Keynote
Speaker for the Ninth Annual
Convention of the National As-
sociation of Record Merchan-
disers Inc. (NARM), to be held
March 5 through March 10,
1967, at the Century Plaza Ho-
tel in Los Angeles.

The announcement of Davis’
selection as Keynote Speaker
was made jointly with the an-
nouncement of the theme of the
convention ‘“Honizons Unlimit-
ed,” by NARM Executive Di-
rector, Jules Malamud.

First on Agenda

“The Keynote Address will
be first on the agenda for the
Opening Business Session, on
Monday, March 6, and will set
the tone of the entire conven-
tion program. With the phono-
graph record industry ap-
proaching the $1 billion mark,
the theme “Horizons Unlimit-
ed” is most appropriate as the
guiding spirit for the largest
gathering of industry mem-
bers in history.

forming rights.

“Many of the provisions of
the proposed judgment are
identical in substance with pro-
visions of a consent decree un-
der which BMI has been op-
erating ever since 1941. Com-
pliance with other provisions
of the judgment will not ham-
per BMI in any way in the ren-
dition of the services which
have proved so useful to writ-
ers, publishers and the field of
music in general.

“While BMI remains confi-
dent that it would prevail in a
trial of the suit, it does not
feel, under these circum-
stances, that it should make the
expenditures of time and money
that would be required for the
successful defense.”

Under Terms . . .

Under terms of the judg-
ment, filed in United States
District Court in New York
City, BMI is barred from the
commercial publication or re-
cording of music and the com-
mercial distribution of sheet
music or recordings.

The judgment prohibits BMI,
which has its main offices in
New York City, from entering
into any contract with a writer
or publisher for a period in ex-
cess of five years.

According to the Justice De-
partment, writers and publish-
ers affiliated with BMI will be
able to issue non-exclusive li-
censes for specified perform-
ances of musical compositions.

In addition, BMI is enjoined
from entering into any contract
which would require a publish-
er to refrain from doing busi-
ness with another performing
rights organization.

The judgment also specifies
that BMI cannot have contracts
which force other parties to re-
cord or perform any stated
amount of percentage of music
to which BMI has the licensing
rights.

At last week’s luncheon meet-
ing, held at the Roundtable
plans were discussed for a
mailing of more than 1,000 an-
nouncements of the dinner
dance with accompanying sub-
scription forms. Levy an-
nounced that, prior to the ini-
tial mailing, 30 tables had been
subscribed to on the strength of
word-of-mouth alone. The par-
ticipants, noting that industry
factotums should be alerted to
the early arrival of the an-
nouncements, agreed that the
importance of this special event
transcends even the basic char-
ity character of the drive. Be-
vond this, it was asserted, the
affair was to be noted as one
prime example of how the mu-
sic and record industry can
join hands in a common en-
deavor of a beneficial nature.

As a member of the commit-
tee put it, “Our industry hasn’t
always enjoyed the best kind
of public image. This wonder-
ful function can go a long way
towards improving it. We urge
everyone to get on this band-
wagon for one great evening of
camaraderie and entertainment,
with no business being done
and no solicitation of funds to
be made at the affair.”

The ABCs of a Peak Year

ABC Records, Inc., cxecs are
closing the books on the most
active and most profitable year
in the firm’s 1l-year history.
1966 saw ABC’s billing increase
more than 1509% over 1965,
with profits estimated at twice
that of its best previous year.

Guided by President Larry
Newton, the ABC organization
during 1966 wrapped up distri-
bution agreements with four
record labels, including 20th
Century-Fox; began production
of &-track and 2-track tapes;
purchased the successful Dun-
hill Records label (giving ABC
two albums and two singles cer-
fied during the year as million-
sellers by RIAA), as well as
Trousdale Music, which pub-
lishes more than 90% of Dun-
hill’s recorded material.

Plus, ABC bought the exten-
sive New Deal Record Service
Corp. network; brought its
classical Westminister line to
the front with a series of 3-
record sets; almost doubled its
income from record clubs;
greatly increased foreign li-
censee revenue, with an even
brighter outlook for ’67; and
began an important buildup of
Command Records artists Doc
Severinsen and Count Basie.

Changes

Jeginning 1966 in the new
ABC Building and strengthen-
ing its corporate identity in
every direction, including a
rhange of name, dropping the
“Paramount” in favor of ABC
Records. Inc., each division of
the company contributed to the
vear’s overall financial bon-
anza.

The ABC division pointed
with pride to a feature article
in Life magazine on Ray
Charles, who bounced to the
top of the charts in 1966 with
“Crying Time” and ‘“Together
Again” and whose albums re-
mained best-sellers. Charles’
own Tangerine label also

opened an office located in the
ABC Records suite of the new
ABC Building. Tommy Roe had
his biggest hits in a couple of
yvears with ‘“Sweet Pea” and
“Hooray for Hazel!”; and B. B.
King also broke through into
the top pop field, at the same
time renewing his long-term
ABC contract.

New artists signed during
the year included Frankie
Laine, Dion & the Belmonts,
Jimmy Reed, Betty Everett, the
Alan Copeland Singers and the
Free Spirits.

Hot Mamas, Papas

One of the hottest recording
acts of the year was the Mamas
& the Papas on ABC’s Dunhill
label. The qguartet won an of-
ficial million-selling certifica-
tion for both their first and
second albums (“If You Can
Believe Your Kyes and Ears”
and “The Mamas & The Pa-
pas”), and two singles, “Cali-
fornia Dreamin’” and ‘““Mon-
day Monday.” With the great
majority of their material pub-
lished by ABC’s Trousdale
Music, the Mamas & the Papas
also contributed heavily to pub-
lishing royalties. Previously
distributed by ABC Records,
Dunhill, as well as Trousdale
Music, was purchased by ABC
in May.

The exclusive distribution
agreement reached in July be-
tween Larry Newton and
Seymour Poe, Executive Vice
President of 20th Century-Fox
Film Corp., took an added sig-
nificance with the film com-
pany’s release of “The Bible”
in September. The soundtrack
has c¢limbed onto the charts and
a childrens LP by Art Link-
letter is bounding into the hit
category, with Linkletter due
in New York City between Dec.
8 and 13th for a concentrated
promo campaign.

The puchase of New Deal
Record Service Corp. and af-

filiates in June put ABC Rec-
ords in the pioneering position
of servicing large retail ac-
counts on a direct basis
through New Deal, which also
serves in New York City, Balti-
more, Chicago, Detroit, and Los
Angeles. During the month of
November, New Deal added fa-
cilities in Kalamazoo, New
Haven, and Philadelphia, with
expansion into nine more mar-
kets planned for 1967.

ABC’s Impulse label, the jazz
line, was given a boost at the
beginning of 1966 when John
Coltrane was voted Jazzman of
the year (1965) by Downbeat
and Jazz magazines, and his
album, “A Love Supreme,”
topped every jazz poll. Col-
trane re-signed with Impulse in
February and his popularity
carried him through 1966 with
increased sales of his catalog
albums. Chico Hamilton and
other artists also gained great
favor.

Westminister, ABC’s classi-
cal line, accounted in great
part for its success 'in '66 by
new thinking in packaging re-
sulting in the Westminster
Multiples series, consisting of
three-record sets at cconomy
prices. The company made a
distinet impression in the field
of 8-truck and 4-track tapes,
too.

The availability of ABC
product through record clubs
increased greatly, and strength-
ening of foreign licensee re-
lationships resulted in definite
revenue expansion from that
area.

Thomas M. Ferguson, Presi-

dent and General Manager of
KADI, St. Louis, Mo., writes
the following:

“Just a note to say hello
from Missouri’s only 24 hour-
a-day, all-jazz radio station. We
signed on the air in March with
an all-jazz format and couldn’t
be happier with the results all
the way around. We jumped
into the black our fifth month.

“We are using personalties,
i.e. Jim Bolen, Dan Miller, Lou
Thimes and Leo Chears. Our
format is up and geared to jazz
albums and singles that have
commercial appeal and are sell-
ing in the stores. We also pub-
lish a weekly Top 20 Album
Guide that is distributed
throughout the metropolitan St.
Louis area.

“National Manufacture serv-
ice is spotty.”

(Note: This is the theme we
have been exploring for the
past number of weeks. Here is
a 24-hour jazz station and still
finding service “spotty”.)

“But our local distributors
have really gotten with it. Lo-
cal promo men call on us regu-
larly and we receive all the au-
dition copies we require. Also,
most record companies in the
jazz field regularly advertise
with us. I have carried sched-
ules of 15 different record com-
panies. We also carry eight re-
tail record stores as regular
advertisers.”

Hopefully, we can establish
a dialogue and sounding board
among the various jazz stations
that are creating this exciting
new kind of radio.

A while ago, two labels were releasing recordings by a musi-
cal group titled Los Diplomatices. Due to the fact that both
recording companies were producing records by different groups
but under the same name, legal action was taken. Kubaney in-
formed us last week that they are protected by a registration
number (818,866) on the Principal Register of the U.S. Patent
Office (Nov. 15, 1966) which covers the trademark l.os Diploma-
ticos. As we read in Kubaney’s letter, Kubaney’s legal adviser
called the attention of Discos Fuentes to this particular prob-
lem on Nov. 19, 1966. Hope everything will come out well.

In an interview with Maestro A. L. Pego, he informed us that
he created Los Diplomaticos in 1926 in Havana, Cuba. They re-
corded in 1935 for Star label and a few months later for RCA,
on “Para Vigo Me Voy.” In 1959 they recorded in Madrid, Spain,
for Kubaney an album which sold strongly, and is still selling.
When Castro took power in Cuba, they fled to the U.S. where
several of their recordings were released by Kubaney. Maestro
Pego is also the director of the famous musical group Les
Violines de Pego.

Kubaney this week released “Navidades” by Los Diplomaticos.

Getting very popular is a new rhythm called “Le Frisson” cre-
ated by Eduardo Davidson, who gained great favor with his pre-
vious “la pachanga.” His recordings of “El Viaje y la Renuncia,”

Blue Note’s Bernie Block Suggests
Manufacturers Jazz Combine

By DOUG McCLELLAND

NEW YORK-—Blue Note Rec-
ords has ended its first six
months since acquired by Lib-
erty on a decidedly happy note,
Bernie Block, the jazz diskery’s
chief, said last week.

(He added that his label, cur-
rently maintaining separate of-
fices, would be joining with
Liberty, New York, under the
same all-around new roof in
Manhattan early in '67.)

“Business has gone up 50-
60% over last year at this time,”
Block told Record World, “and
since last June we’ve done the
same amount of business Blue
Note did during the entire
previous year.” Furthermore,
since taking over the Blue Note
reins, “We've noticed a great
many shops which never car-
ried jazz LPs are now carrying
them, and Blue Note ones, to00.”
Among his early chores in
charge was “re-educating the
rack jobbers—there was almost
nothing being done in this vital
area.”

Station Contact Vital

One of the important ways to
advance the cause of jazz, Block
continued, is to contact stations
—“They spend so much time

recording, but not enough to
see that the jazz jock 1is
reached.”

Block proffers a solution to
the problem of limited airplay
for jazz, “which is now mostly
on FM stations and very occa-
sionally on the ‘good music’
stations, usually when the mu-
sic goes pop. I feel there should
be a jazz combine, with jazz
manufacturers combining all
their expenditures for promo-
tion and buyving hours at rea-
sonable times.

“We have extended air pro-
motions on WLIB-FM, New
York, and WOOK, FM and AM,
in Washington, that are proving
very important to us, sales-
wise, as is KAY FM and AM
in San Francisco, with jazz
ratings shooting up in that
area,

Combine Purposes

“The purpose of the jazz
manufacturers’ combine also
would be: 1) to pick a dozen or
so stations, whether in first or
secondary markets, and to make
sure the people there get the
releases when they come out;
and 2) to decrease the cost of

the time purchased—which in-
dividually can be very expen-
sive—by the buying power of
the combine.”

Did he feel this combine was
a likelihood? “Anything’s pos-
sible,” replied Block.

Block has certainly proved
the possibility of big sales for
jazz.

Blue Note is also having a
success with its Jazz Classics
Series. “We've released 42 of
the best-selling singles, geared
to the one-stop level. We sent
out lists in national mailing to
1700 juke box operators; and
we've received letters from all
of the big ones saying they had
wanted these singles but didn’t
know they were available.”

Blue Note’s Stereo Little LPs

“‘pure jazz”—went out in di-
rect mailing, with “tremendous
reaction.” Label also sends out
a Knowledge Sheet with all
new releases containing back-
ground data on the artists to
all rack jobbers and key one
stops.

Blue Note’s biggest LP sell-
ers in the past six months have
been “Search for the New
Land,” by Lee Morgan; “Buck-
et,” by Jimmy Smith, which
prompted his single of
“Bucket”:; and “Got a Good
Thing Goin’” by John Patton.
Block added that to get the de-
served mileage on a jazz album,
“you have to be willing to
spend the proper time on if.
For instance, Donald Byrd's "A
New Prospective’ didn’t do
much about two years ago but
we re-released it and got very
good airplay. The amount of
sales obtained in a three-month
period was great.”

Block’s singles policy is to

release mostly from albums.
“That way, we have a chance
of getting the LP played and of
getting the jazz single into juke
boxes. The juke box market for
jazz singles is growing, too.
You find it now not only in
bars and grilles, but also in
good lounges plus the better
diners.”

Block also is hopeful for the
growth of FM Radio, ‘““which
will be even bigger when the
automobile manufacturers pro-
vide cars with both AM and FM
equipment.”

Meanwhile, there is plenty of
encouragement for the jazz
scene. And Blue Note in par-
ticular, as evidenced by the bi-
weekly jazz LP list put out by
Lou Hermann of Overseas
Broadcast Productions, Inc,
who sends taped shows to all
overseas installations and has
his own Sacramento, Calif., ra-
dio show on FM, too. On the
most recent “Best Sound in '66”
list, 19 Blue Note LPs were
listed among Hermann’s top 40
—with no artist duplication.

Laurie Breakout

Laurie Records is enjoying
one of its biggest breakouts

with “Snoopy Vs. the Red
Baron,” by the Royal Guards-
men, with back orders of over

200,000 within the first 10 days.

Springer’s Follies

Buffs may complain that a
favorite filmusical or two is not
covered in press agent John
Springer’s pictorial - history,
“All Talking! All Singing! All
Dancing!” (Citadel, N.Y., $10).
And that the last part—com-
prised of non-filmusical Spring-
er clients, including Ramsey
Lewis, Phyllis Newman, Jordan
