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The Crewe Group Success Secret:

Artist & the Administrator
Pubberies Take

Giant Steps
By DOUG McCLELLAND

NEW YORK - The Crewe
Group of Companies is indeed-
as Jackie Gleason might put it-
a good group; and to phrase -
borrow still further, every day
in every way it's getting even
better.

One of the big growth areas
in recent months for the Crewe
Group as helmed by top writer -
producer -arranger -singer Presi-
dent Bob Crewe and his adminis-
trator brother,_Executiv_e_Vice
President Dan Crewe, is pub-
lishing. According to Dan, with
whom Record World talked last
week, the Crewe pubberies Sat-
urday Music, Inc., Tomorrow's
Tunes (BMI) and Genius Music
Corp. (ASCAP) "have finally
come into their own."

The organization, which also
includes Genius, Inc. (primarily
for production) and the record
companies DynoVoice and New
Voice (distributed through Bell
Records), also now boasts a per-
sonal management firm in which,
Dan informed, they also want
to expand. It is an autonomous
operation, like the pubberies.

"More and more, we've
adopted this autonomous tack,"
Dan explained. "We've taken this
attitude with the publishing to
make it compete with other pub-
lishers in this area. We had to
overcome the idea that we used
all our own hits and our own
publishing firms. In fact, it's
gotten so rough for us as pro-
ducers to obtain material from
our own houses we've had to go
elsewhere when producing our
artists."

Outside Publishers Rate
He cited as examples of out-

side publishers' material the
new Four Seasons Philips Rec-
ords deck ("I've Got You Under
My Skin") and Ike and Tina
Turner's upcoming Philles sin-
gle ("Two to Tango"), mention-
ing, too, Mitch Ryder's waxings
anew of two old rock tunes.

"Our publishing department
has the attitude: if we can't get
the best artist on the song here,
we'll go elsewhere. We now have
about 15 writers under contract
-about a year ago we had a
half -dozen."

A by-product of the Crewe
pubberies "are the young writ-
ers who are also performers-
as well as producers." Here, Dan

for -instanced the Distant Cous-
ins (who recorded Bob Crewe's
composition "She Ain't Loving
You" for .Date and who also
have produced Richard and the
Young Lions). He further ex-
plained that the Crewe pubber-
ies usually prefer to sign un-
known writers (although Al
Kasha was one exception to
this).

"They're drawn out here," he
went on. "We stress creativity.
Take producer -arranger Herb
Bernstein. He wasn't recognized
until he came to us last year.
Now he's one of the most in -
demand men in his field-he pro-
duced Norma Tanega's
My Cat Named Dog.' "

Until about a year ago, only
Bob Crewe produced for the
firm, but since then he's been
grooming others and there are
now about six signed. Many pro-
duce "in concert" with Bob, too,
"but we want them to progress
as individuals."

Outside production is another
area in which the Crewes are
expanding. They are cutting not
only new artists for Philips and
Mercury, but Lesley ("Treat Me
Like a Lady") Gore was re-
cently waxed on Mercury by
Bob "and we're cutting the
Serendipity Singers, the New
Mitchell Trio, Patty Duke and
Ike and Tina Turner, among
others. We're also negotiating
with other labels to record some
of their people plus bring new
product to them."

Dan conducted the interview
with us solo because Bob was on
the road with some new wax.
"We have six promotion men on
the road-we have so much
stuff," he offered. The Crewe la-
bels will have their first three
LPs yin the Columbia Record
Club come October, furthermore.

One Thing at a Time
Things were different for the

Crewe Group a couple of years
back, admitted Dan, a U.S. Na-
val Academy graduate and with
brother Bob three years now.
"We were losing out a little in
each area. We were trying to
take too much on our shoulders
at the same time. We decided to
concentrate on one thing at a
time, and we've had a fabulous
past year or more."

(The Crewe brothers' ideal
complementary partnership as
artist and administrator is suc-
cinctly evidenced by this week's
"Who in the World" cover pho-
to.)

RCA's Tarr: One Profitable
Cartridge System First

In his keynote address at the
NARM Convention in Chicago
the other week, Irwin Tarr, Di-
vision VP, Recorded Tape Mar-
keting, said he thought the tape
cartridge business "will become
a very substantial segment of the
total recorded music business
. . . and RCA is planning ac-
cordingly."

Tarr continued: "Next week
marks the first anniversary of
our initial shipments of Stereo
8 cartridges to our distributors.
It will also see the production of
our 2 millionth cartridge. At this
moment, many of these car-
tridges are in distribution
pipelines, awaiting the players
necessary to move them. But help
is on the way. Today, all four
of the major US auto makers,
Ford, Chrysler, and GM and
American Motors, are united be-
hind the same cartridge system.
And so is the largest imported
auto, Volkswagen, which also
offer the Stereo 8 system this
fall.

"Almost every major US home
instrument manufacturer either
has announced or is planning to
announce 8 -track home instru-
ments.

"Every significant record pro-
ducer is already releasing 8 -track
product or planning to do so.
The three largest record com-
panies are releasing only 8 -track
cartridges.

"I think rational people would
agree that this represents some-
thing more than a mere trend.
I submit, gentlemen, that it is a
tide.

"We at RCA have been asked
many times in recent weeks
whether we have any intention
of making our catalog available
in either 4 -track continuous loop
cartridges, two -track cassettes
or the two -track playtape car-
tridge configuration. After all,
our questioners add, RCA Victor
has often said that it is in

the business of selling recorded
music in any form for which
there is sufficient demand."

Position Clarified

He went on: "Allow me to
clarify our position. We recog-
nize that at this moment, there
are more 4 -track cartridge play-
ers in the market than 8 -track.
We also recognize that the cas-
sette and playtape cartridges,
while yet untested in the mar-
ketplace, are interesting con-
cepts.

"But we are also dedicated to
the idea of selling recorded mu-
sic at a profit. Affluent as our
society is, we do not now be-
lieve it is logical to expect the
consumer to invest in more than
one basic recorded tape cartridge
system. We believe it is in our
best interest-and the record in-
dustry's best interest-to estab-
lish one solidly profitable car-
tridge system before attempting
to cover various specialty appli-
cations of the cartridge princi-
ple. Each manufacturer must,
however, make his own decision
in matters such as these, and we
would be the last to tell others
what they should or should not
do.

". .. So while we will not close
our eyes to any new develop-
ments in recorded tape, we are
concentrating our efforts on the
improvement and perfection of
an already superior cartridge
product," Tarr avowed.

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NARAS Adjusts Grammy Awards;

Avakian Named New President
NEW YORK - Increases in

total membership, public rela-
tions and promotion activities
and scholarship grants, plus
continued emphasis on methods
of achieving even more dis-
criminating voting, highlighted
the annual meeting of the Offi-
cers and Trustees of the Na-
tional Academy of Recording
Arts and Sciences (NARAS)
held this past weekend at the
New York Hilton Hotel.

At the same time, the Trus-
tees, in an effort to achieving
greater parity in the awards
structure, decreased the total
number of the Academy's Gram-
my awards categories.

The two-day, action -packed
confab, attended by representa-
tives of all four of the Record
Academy's chapters, wound up

with the elec-
tion of veteran
record produc-
er George Ava-
kian, as the
new NARAS
President, re-
placing Fran-
cis Scott who
was picked as
this year's Na-
tional Treas-

urer. Other new officers include
conductor -arranger Pete King
of Los Angeles as 1st Vice Pres-
ident; Mercury's Chicago -based
Johnny Sippel as 2nd Vice Pres-
ident and Nashville conductor
and producer Owen Bradley as
National Secretary.

George Avakian

In a move designed to make
each Grammy Award more
meaningful, while at the same
time reflecting the wishes of
many of its members for greater
parity among various kinds of
music, the Trustees pared the
number of categories from 47
to 42. The new line-up shows
elimination of awards in the
fields of classical, contempo-
rary, country and western music
and in jazz, as well as the trans-
ference of all Best New Artist
awards from regular member-
ship to special Trustees selec-
tions. '

In addition, the Trustees voted
to introduce two new awards in
the Rhythm and Blues field and
to reinstate the Best Instru-
mental Theme category which
had been eliminated last year.
Voted down were proposals to
combine Vocal Group and Cho-
rus awards and to telescope the
two Arranging categories.

Revised Set-up
The revised 1966 Grammy

Awards set-up will offer, in ad-
dition to 15 general categories,
the following specialized music
awards distribution : 7 Classi-
cal, 4 country and Western, 3
Contemporary, 3 Rhythm and
Blues, 2 Jazz, 1 Folk and 1 Gos-
pel or Other Religious Record-
ing. In addition the list allows
for two awards each in the
fields of Arranging, Engineer-
ing and Album Covers.

The Trustees also voted to
continue to request members to
nominate in no more than five
specialized music categories in
an attempt to insure ever
greater selectivity in the initial
round of voting, and to empha-
size even more its campaign to
encourage restraint and self-
discipline in all phases of
voting.

The growth in the Academy's
membership was reflected in the
individual reports submitted by
each of the local chapters and
highlighted by an almost 100%
increase in Nashville, the Acad-
emy's youngest chapter and a
20% increase in New York's
rolls.

The Trustees also endorsed
with great enthusiasm propos-
als and plans to accelerate dras-
tically public relations and pro-
mo plans that would help make
the general public more aware
of the Grammy. Special ap-
proaches aimed at greater util-
ization of the power of radio
and point -of -sale potential were
emphasized and discussed in
some depth. In this connection,
the Trustees stressed the ad-
vantages of inviting other in-
dustry organizations, which
could benefit from Grammy
awards promotion and pub-
licity, to cooperate with the
Academy. Special attention
would be focussed both on the
awards and on the Academy's
annual TV show, "The Best on
Record." Tuesday, March 7, was
approved as the date for the
awards presentations to be held
simultaneously by all four chap-
ters. The television show is ex-
pected to be aired early in May.

Other matters covered includ-
ed a report from a National
Constitution Committee sug-
gesting certain minor clarifica-
tions and adjustments in the
document; recommendations by
the Trustees for the eventual
beginning of chapters in Mem-
phis and Detroit and for ever -
closer working relationships be-
tween the current chapters, this
to include cooperation in the
implementation of various
awards screening processes;

NARAS Grants
Additional grants in its ex-

panding scholarship program
have just been announced by
NARAS. Acting on a resolution
adopted by its National Trus-
tees during their recent annual
conclave, the Academy has al-
located sums for scholarship
aids to be distributed in all four
of the Academy's regional areas
of Chicago, Los Angeles, Nash-
ville and New York.

The four equal grants will be
bestowed upon institutions to
be selected by the local govern-
ing bodies of each of the chap-
ters and will be intended to
assist students associated with
the arts and sciences of record-
ing. "These can include not only
those associated with music,"
notes newly -elected National
President George Avakian,
"such as singers, conductors,
instrumentalists and arrangers,
but also those interested in oth-
er phases of the recording field,
such as engineering and pro-
ducing and even those directly
connected with LP covers."

Final disbursements of the
monies will be made by the
Academy's Trustees after they
have approved the recommenda-
tions of each of the chapters.

the broadening of the phrase
"normal distribution" as ap-
plied to awards eligibility so as
to include product created for
record clubs, mail orders and,
in some cases, premium rec-
ords; investigation of a major
medical plan for all Academy
members, and the retaining of
Butler, Jablow and Geller as
national attorneys and of Has-
kins and Sells as accountants in
connection with the Grammy
awards.

Tabled for further considera-
tion and possible action was the
subject of craft, as opposed to
general membership nominat-
ing.

Attending the meeting from
Chicago were Bernie Clapper,
Johnny Pate and Bill Traut;
from Nashville came Harold
Bradley, Bill Denny and Frank
Jones; Los Angeles sent Sonny
Burke, Lou Busch, Dave Pell,
Neely Plumb, Francis Scott and
Morris Stoloff, while New York
fielded George Avakian, Milt
Gabler, David Hall, John Ham-
mond, Mickey Kapp, Father
Norman O'Connor and Steve
Sholes. Also attending were Na-
tional Attorney Dick Jablow
and Executive Directors Chris-
tine Farnon and George Simon.

At the conclusion of the con-
fab, the Trustees gave retiring
President Scott a standing ova-
tion, after which newly -elected
President Avakian gave a talk.

He
went to Los Angeles, where he
became branch manager. In ad-
dition to his marketing duties,
Sarenpa will helm the Mercury
Los Angeles exec offices, which
will include some involvement in
A and R. He will be aided in the
talent department by Frank Lef-
fel, who became an A and R
promo staffer in southern Cali-
fornia a year ago.

All previous regional sales
managers' posts will, in the
course of time, be eliminated,
Steinberg said. Former regional
men have assumed or will soon
assume new positions in the
Mercury organization. George
Steiner, formerly western re-
gional sales for Philips, is now
heading the Merc Los Angeles
branch. Other regional brass,
currently awaiting re -assign-
ment to important new positions
are: Sonny Kirschen, Mercury
eastern region; Frank Peters,
Mercury Midwest region; Hal
Charm, Philips eastern region;

Taking Care of Business
By TED WILLIAMS

George Benson Guitarist
When you arrived at the small

but tastefully furnished apart-
ment of Mr. and Mrs. George
Benson, the man of the house
was having his . . . violin les-
sons? As Benson's attractive
wife motioned you toward him
he looked up, honestly surprised,
and asked "Is it five o'clock al-
ready?" Mrs. Benson smiled.

George Benson, the guy you
saw tear it up at the Newport
Jazz Festival this year, the one
who has a brand new album on
Columbia Records, the one
whose picture was on the cur-
rent cover of Cue magazine, all
because of his exciting guitar
work, was deeply involved in ...
violin lessons. When Mrs. Ben-
son reminded him that you were
there, he was again surprised.
"Okay, I'm sorry, I just want to
get this thumb thing right
first." After a rather lengthy ex-
change between teacher and stu-
dent acknowledging the musical
prowess of violinist Richard
Otto, you had Benson almost to
yourself. The teacher stayed.

"Sorry, brother, but I really
want to become adept at this
thing." You suggested the two
of you go outside and take a
few photographs.

"Okay, what should I wear?"
"Oh, throw on a sport jacket,

that'll be fine." The two of you
walked west from Benson's West
Side Harlem apartment until
you got as close to the Hudson
River as you could.

"What do you want me to
do?"

"Play a few bars of some-
thing. As long as I can get a
few shots of you doing what you
like to do." George Benson is
one of those very nice guys who
are so cooperative that you
somehow begin to feel guilty
about the whole thing.

Back to the apartment. The
violin teacher had waited. Ben-
son's father had played the gui-
tar in the Pittsburgh area and
was, of course, a devoted fan of
Charlie Christian's. George be-
gan playing ukelele and banjo in
grade school. "My hands were
too small to play guitar then."
It wasn't until the age of 10
that Benson began seriously to
play the instrument. He had
joined a vocal -instrumental
group that found it necessary
to incorporate the guitar. So
they let George do it.

Since that time Benson has
played, and played and played.
He began playing with the Jack
McDuff groups about five years
ago and recorded several albums
with them, including one as
leader. We listened to that al-
bum. The young musician (23)
became quite animated. "Listen
to those runs. You know, those
arrangements of McDuff's were
just too hard for me then, so
Jack would have to show me my
parts on the organ, and then I
would memorize them."

Today George is an accom-
plished musician and composer,
having written several of the
tunes on his latest album, "It's
Uptown," suitably titled since he
has been working most often up-
town in Harlem. At the time of
this writing, Benson was ap-
pearing at Count Basie's; prior
to that it was sturdy old Min -
ton's Playhouse.

You listen as he talks openly
about how much of an influence
the music of Charlie Christian
has been, and how much he ad-
mires Wes Montgomery and
Kenny Burrell. Anyway, "I'm
still in that studying bag right
now. I'm searching for the new-
er things."

Is he interested in the avant-
garde? "I'm not too sure what
those guys are doing. They get
away from structure and mel-
ody." You sense that he would
rather not pursue this area of
musical endeavor, so you drop
it. What about his interest in
the . . . violin?

"Actually I also studied vio-
lin in grade school. I hated it,
too. But I could pick things up
pretty good by ear, and I remem-
ber the teacher using me as an
example of how to read music
for the rest of the class. She'd
say, 'Now watch George,' and I'd
play the tune and pretend I was
reading when actually I had just
memorized the way to play it."

Benson sometimes appears a
bit naive as to just how talented
a craftsman he really is. Several
times during the conversation he
began sentences with "If I could
. . .," "When I can . . .," and "I
have to learn . . ." In actuality
George Benson is an exciting,
inventive guitarist who, like so
many who are true to their art
and to themselves, will never
stop trying to learn the "Newer
things," to widen their musical
horizons.

it would not only be a hit, but that the melody would become a
standard. Johnny Mathis and Connie Francis have the vocal
versions. It broke R&B in Philadelphia.

Speaking of "B" sides, "Come On Up," Young Rascals, is already
breaking big, but do not overlook the fantastic flip side, "What Is
the Reason." I have never heard such exciting drum work. Mr.
Fred Cavaliere has written two great songs. You start singing and
humming "What Is the Reason" right away. Fat Daddy, the King
R&B deejay of Baltimore, is breaking a lot of pop records, and he
is playing both sides of the Young Rascals. When you talk to
Fat Daddy and hear his show, and watch the dynamic energy
and love of his music that he injects into his work, you feel the
real glamour and excitement that being a professional deejay can
engender. I must admit that this feeling can be hard to come by
when you are doomed to playing teenybopper sounds and trying to
sound excited.

The C&W hit, "Sweet Thang," Nat Stuckey, is getting a lot of
pop play. Stan Lewis reports big initial reaction to the new
Uniques, "Run and Hide," and he has picked up their option.

with the recording of the cur-
rent hit records of 'A Million
And One' by Monument's Billy
Walker, Liberty's Vic Dana and
Warner Brothers' Dean Martin.

"Obviously, it never occurred
to me there was any similarity
between the two songs when 'A
Million And One' was first re-
corded, or I would never have
recorded the material.

ers, both responsible companies,
obviously did not detect any in-
fringement either or they would
not have recorded the material.

"Regardless, as a record man-
ufacturer my license to record
'A Million and One' was ob-
tained from Silver Star Music,
publishers of the song. And as
far as I am concerned the ques-
tion of infringement is one
which concerns the music pub-
lishers of the songs in question
and not the record manufactur-
ers. I can see no reason for
Monument or the other labels
being named as defendants in
this suit.

"Furthermore, I am prepared
to pay publishing royalties to
either publisher or to the court
pending disposition of the suit.
In my opinion, and in the opin-
ion of my attorneys, the suit
filed against the record labels by
Acuff -Rose Publications, Inc., is
without foundation."
