Mercury Records' Product
Manager Alan Mink said re-
cently, "The full impact of the
Blues Magoos is realized only
when the visual quality of the
group is demonstrated.

RIAA Gold Record Awards
Reach High of 81 in '66

An all-time high of 81 phono-
graph records, 23 singles and
58 long-playing albums were
certified for gold record awards
during 1966, the Record Indus-
try Association of America has
announced. In 1965, when the
previous high was established,
certifications were granted to
11 singles and 36 albums for a
total of 47.

RIAA said the surge in gold
record award certifications was
a good indication of the rise
in retail sales of phonograph
records during 1966, which is
expected to establish a new
peak of better than $700 mil-
lion in retail sales at list price
value. A new sales high had
been established in 1965 with
a retail volume of $630 million.

The RIAA certification pro-
gram, established in 1958, in-
volves an audit of a record
company's sales figures by an
independent firm of certified
public accountants. To qualify
for an RIAA-certified gold rec-
ord award, a single must have
amassed a sale of at least one
million copies, an album must
have accumulated a minimum
of $1 million in sales at the
manufacturer level.

convene that stressed informal-
ity in the belief that all work
and no play makes Jack, the
already pro distributor, an un-
interested boy.

The only orders of business
were the product presentation
itself, executed by a line-up of
UA execs, and private distribu-
tor meetings held by Vice Pres-
ident and Director of Marketing
Mike Lipton.

Picker stressed the impor-
tance of music and record pos-
sibilities in UA decisions to film
this or that property and cited
impending Clive Donner -di-
rected "All Around the Mul-
berry Bush" as one film that got
the go-ahead because new UA
click artists, the Spencer Davis
Group, agreed to to provide the
score.

Picker also voiced UA's de-
termination to make it big on
Broadway and detailed some of
the production stories behind
"Illya Darling," the musical
adaptation of "Never on Sun-
day" that opens in March with
Greek seductress Melina Mer-
couri recreating her role as the
prostitute with the heart of
gold and hopefully a record to
match.

PHILADELPHIA - The pro-
gram for the business sessions
at the Ninth Annual Convention
of the National Association of
Record Merchandisers, Inc.
,NARM), which will convene
March 5 through March 10,
1967, at the Century Plaza Ho-
tel in Los Angeles, Calif., will
have as its overall theme "Hori-
zons Unlimited."

The program will deal in
depth with many facets of in-
terest to the record merchan-
disers, wholesalers and manu-
facturers, beginning with the
Opening Business Session, on
Monday morning, March 6.

Director, in announcing the
complete agenda for the Busi-
ness Sessions, stated, "The
program has been geared to
deal with practical problems
which face our members every
business day. We are utilizing
the services of our own indus-
try members, as well as many
outstanding members of the
business community, to probe
for answers to these problems.
We feel that the subjects with
which we are dealing need par-
ticular attention, and we have
turned to the experts in each
field to help us find answers
and solutions."

The Opening Session on Mon-
day, March 6, will be opened
by Chairman of the 1967 NARM
Convention, Don Ayers (Nor
Cal, San Francisco, Calif.), who
will present John Billinis,
NARM President, (Billinis Dis-
tributing Company, Salt Lake
City, Utah). The NARM Presi-
dent will greet the assemblage,
and introduce Clive J. Davis,
Vice President of CBS/Colum-
bia, head of Columbia Records,
who will deliver the Keynote
Address on "Horizons Unlimit-
ed."

Following the Keynote Ad-
dress, Earl W. Kintner, NARM
General Counsel, of the Wash-
ington, D.C. law firm of Arent,
Fox, Kintner, Plotkin and
Kahn, will address the group,
and introduce Allen G. Siegel
of the same firm, who will speak
to the convention on "Labor
Relations in Your Business."
Siegel's presentation will in-
clude a discussion on "The
Anatomy of a Federal Wage
and Hour Investigation" and
"The Role of the National La-
bor Relations Board," an area
never before explored at a
NARM Convention.

Closing the day's program
will be Thomas F. Bartley, Gen-

eral Manager of the Marketing
Training Services of the Whirl-
pool Corporation, who will
speak on the subject, "You
Have a Business. Is It An Or-
ganization?" Bartley is a na-
tionally -noted speaker, and a
member of the American Man-
agement Association.

Unique Workshop Program
On Tuesday morning, a uni-

que program of workshops and
seminars is planned for all
Regular and Associate Mem-
bers attending the convention.
Following breakfast, at which
the convention registrants will
meet, two groups of workshops
and seminars will be conducted,
one group from 9 to 10:30
a.m., and the second group from
10:30 a.m.-12 noon. Each con-
vention registrant will be able
to select one from each of the
groups offered, and therefore
will attend two workshops in
the morning schedule. The
workshops will cover the areas
of electronic data processing,
labor relations, and the tape
cartridge. The workshops on
Electronic Data Processing will
be given by Continental Com-
puter Associates, a consulting
firm specializing in all types of
electronic data processing
equipment and problems. Two
company principals, Morton G.
Wolpert, President, and Joseph
Herberts, Vice President, will
conduct the workshops.

Extensive preliminary prep-
aration has been done by Con-
tinental Computer Associates,
including a survey of the
NARM membership regarding
electronic data processing. One
of the workshops will be for the
company which is not yet in
data processing, or just begin-
ning the use of data process-
ing equipment. The second
workshop will be geared to the
company execs who are already
in data processing, and will
deal with the problems they
face, and the expanded areas
which can be realized through
the use of electronic data proc-
essing equipment.

Two Sessions
Allen G. Seigel will run two

workshop sessions on "Han-
dling Labor Relations in Your
Business," which will be a fur-
ther development on a more in-
dividual basis of the general
topic he will discuss in the
opening business session on
Monday. Seigel's workshop will
be run twice.

"Merchandising the Tape
Cartridge" is a workshop ses-
sion which will be conducted
twice, in each of the two
groups, by J. A. (Sasch) Ru-
benstein (Calectron, San Fran-
cisco, Calif.). With the use of
audio-visual equipment, show-
ing actual installations, meth-
ods, and fixtures now in use in
the merchandising of the tape
cartridge, Rubenstein will
bring to the NARM membership
an up-to-date and informative
presentation of what is actu-
ally going on in the field in the
sale of tape cartridges.

Chairman in charge of each
of the workshop sessions, who
will introduce the speakers and
direct the question and answer
period will include David Press,
(D and H Distributing Co., Har-
risburg, Pa.) in charge of Intro-
ductory Electronic Data Proc-
essing; Cecil H. Steen, (Rec-
ordwagon, Inc., Woburn, Mass.)
in charge of Advanced Elec-
tronic Data Processing: Amos
Heilicher (J. L. Marsh Com-
pany, Minneapolis, Minn.) and
Stanley Jaffe (Consolidated
Distributors, Inc., Seattle,
Wash.) who will each
one of the sessions on the Mer-
chandising of the Tape car-
tridge; and George A. Berry
(Modern Record Service, Inc.,
New Orleans, La.) and Jack L.
Geldbart (L and F Record Serv-
ice, Atlanta, Ga.) who will each
chair one of the sessions on
Handling Labor Relations
Problems in Your Business.

will feature recording artists
and product. A complete an-
nouncement of the recording
artists who will participate in
the program, and complete de-
tails of the various features,
will be forthcoming shortly.

On Thursday morning, March

a workshop session on the sub-
ject "Warehousing and Inven-
tory Management." This work-
shop session will run from 9
a.m. to 12 noon. William H.

Vet A&R man Bobby Sanders
has been signed to head wax-
ery's R&B division. Sanders
brings into fold his own Soul -
town Productions as producing
unit under Canterbury banner
and is now scouting talent for
immediate waxing. First group
inked is the Tempos whose etch-
ing "Count Down," cut last
week, is slated for release late
this month as Canterbury's ini-
tial outing in the R&B market.

Handler also advised that
he has signed former MGM
pactee and folk-rock warbler
Lenny Roybal to a five-
year pact calling for eight sides
per year. Artist's first platter,
"Oh Lorri," was waxed last
week and will be shipped in
early February.

First official release for Can-
terbury, "Children of St. Mon-

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Jerry Dennon on The
Seattle Sound

NEW YORK - Since every

part of the country seems to be
developing its sound these past
few years, Jerry Dennon, who
heads all sorts of Jerry Den -
non enterprises in Seattle like
the Jerden label and an indie
firm, obliged Record World last
week by dropping into the office
to talk about the Seattle Sound
(which the lad was too modest
to say might be called the Jer-
ry Dennon sound, since most of
the Seattle activity centers
around him).

The Seattle Sound, Dennon
explained, is not so much a dif-
ferent sound as a distinctive,
high quality sound. The reason
for this, the young exec said, is
that there is a lucrative enter-
tainment circuit in the North-
west that is traveled by only
the best groups in the area.
And therefore competition runs
high to break into that circle,
and logically, quality is the out-
come.

The group Dennon is proud-
est of is the Kingsmen, whom
he recorded a number of years
ago on a popular Seattle song
"Louie, Louie," now a country-
wide rock and roll classic.

Work Records Pay Off
The history of "Louie, Louie"

(outside of the notoriety of its
possible off-color lyrics, which
Dennon says is no more than
the strange outgrowth of some
buyers' over -active imagina-
tions), is a long one, falling
into the "work record" cate-
gory. And Dennon says he be-
lieves strongly in the work
record theory and its pay-off.

Right now Dennon as head of
the Jerden label is behind and
will stay behind, for a year if
necessary, "The Witch" by the
Sonics. Another label group is
Don and the Goodtimes, just
signed onto Dick Clark's
"Where the Action Is" daily
TVer as replacements for Paul
Revere and the Raiders (also
graduates of the Northwest
school of music). Danny
O'Keefe is the other Jerden
pactee.

Dennon and his office of two
others handle a number of inde-
pendent productions for other
labels as well as what is home -
distributed. T h e Kingsmen,
needless to report, are Wand
artists. Outfit also has Ian
Whitcomb (the successful
Irishman discovered playing
rag piano while visiting Seattle)
on Tower, Linda Ball (just out
with a "Last Train to Clarks -

ville" answer disk) on Tower,
the Buffalo Springfield on
ABC and the Brave New World
due to be released on Epic.

Was With Col Branch
Jerry Dennon, who early in

his trade career worked for
Columbia's independent distrib
branch in Seattle, reversed his
initials and opened D. J. Dis-
tributors in Seattle a few years
back and represents Scepter,
Tower and A&M.

And he's got song pubberies,
a management office, Navigo,
and, in the near future, a book
publishing outfit and an L.A.
office.

So the guy's doing all right.
But what really helps, Den -

non says, is that there he is up
in Seattle and when good local
talent is around, he, she or they
inevitably come to Dennon of-
fices. And if Dennon likes them,
he can take them right into
Dennon recording studios, and
from there, who knows?

For as he said last week, "If
you've got the product, I think
you can be anywhere."

kind of therapy for me. When
I was a kid in Philadelphia,
and those disaster -type prob-
lems that kids somehow live
through got me down, I'd start
singing. It didn't matter where
I was or if anyone was listen-
ing or not, I just sang and felt
better. It still works for me,"
Fisher says.

Although Eddie Cantor was
impressed by Fisher's singing
talent when he discovered him,
he knew that the talent had to
be seasoned in front of audi-
ences, and different types of
audiences. So he arranged a
tour for Fisher that, in effect,
lasted almost two years and
provided him with a lifetime of
experience by the time he be-
came nationally known in the
early 1950s.

His recordings, plus tele-
vision, skyrocketed Fisher to
the top. He earned a series of
gold records.

Fisher was born in a lower -
middle class section of Phila-
delphia in August, 1928, and
grew up through the worst
years of the depression. The
Fisher family's financial situa-
tion during his formative years
was, to say the least, dire. He
had a series of jobs, from wash-
ing windows to delivering
newspapers, in order to help
out at home.

When he was discovered by
Cantor, Fisher had two jobs in
the Catskills: a singer by night
and a bus -boy during the day.

Drafted at Height
At the height of his initial

popularity, Fisher was drafted
into the Army during the Kor-
ean War and served from 1951
to 1953. A careful releasing
schedule of his Victor record-
ings during this two year pe-
riod maintained his popularity.
After being mustered out of the
service, Fisher made a series of
concert and nightclub engage-
ments in this country and
abroad, and then embarked on a
television series for NBC.

Although Fisher has appeared
in motion pictures, he likes
working in front of an audience
best. Fisher has shown an in-
terest in motion picture pro-
duction and has formed the
Fisher Production Company in
order to film a slate of projects.
Fisher will serve in a produc-
tion capacity only. The proj-
ects include "Paint Your Wa-
gon," based on the Broadway
musical by Lerner and Loewe;
"The Gouffe Affair," a sophisti-
cated drama; and "The Big

Club Review

Roselli Concert
Delights Copa

NEW YORK-Jimmy Roselli
told his ecstatic Copa opening
crowd recently that he was suf-
fering from a cold; but-going
on to do a couple of dozen
songs with unvarying pow fin-
ishes-the United Artists song-
ster forgot to tell my eardrums.

With one of the most power-
ful pop voices around, Jimmy,
backed by a large, concert -type
orchestra (indeed, the Roselli
performance took on the qual-
ity-to say nothing of the dura-
tion-of a concert after a
while), Roselli could not give
enough of himself to suit the
clamoring, jammed room. His
repertoire contained a hefty
pot-pourri of Italian poppery,
untranslated; as well as num-
erous humorous Italian asides
-also a mystery to the K of
C-Hadassah contingents (ad-
mittedly small).

However, Roselli did try to
provide a little something for
everyone. Aside from the many
standards effectively rendered
-"A Foggy Day," "You Do
Something to Me," "I'm Sitting
on Top of the World," etc.-he
tossed in a heartfelt "Yiddishe
Mama," even "Winchester
Cathedral" ("to please my
agent"), not to mention "Mam-
my." Happily, miraculously, he
managed to eschew "What Now
My Love?," the currently over-
done club -disk TV favorite, as
well as other contemporary
chestnuts.

Keeping the patter at a mini-
mum, Roselli mainly sings, and
very well, with the kind of
power and control and frequent
spurts of lyricism that indi-
cate he could have scored in
more serious areas of music.
One dark, healthy looking lady
in the balcony with an even
healthier whistle seemed to be
having a "soul breakdown,"
Italian style. The room under-
stood.-Doug McClelland.

Last year, our theme "Jazz is
Getting Better" was proven by
the increased volume of sales
of jazz LPs.

Over the next few weeks, we
will devote space to field re-
ports from leading execs of
jazz labels offering their view
and reports on the 1966 jazz
picture.

Bernie Block, who took over
the Blue Note helm following
the acquisition of the company

by Liberty Re-
cords, offers
the following:

Dear Del:
1966 was a

big year and
1967 promises
to be even
more exciting.
Success was
very evident in
Horace Silver's

release of "The Cape Verdean
Blues." This great January,
1966, release further established
Silver and his quintet as fore-
runners in the field. "The Afri-
can Queen" was taken as a
single from the album, and,
as usual, stimulated interest in
Silver's catalog product. "Cape
Verdean" found its way onto
many national charts all across
the country.

Lee Morgan's follow-up to
"The Sidewinder," "The Rump -
roller," was an exciting release
and proved again the many fac-
eted talents of Lee Morgan.
The highlight single from the
LP was "The Rumproller."

Certainly one of the most im-
portant releases of 1966 was
the Ornette Coleman Trio at
the Golden Circle, Stockholm,
which really established Or-
nette as one of the leading jazz
men in his field. He copped all
honors with the Record of the
Year and Artist of the Year by
the Readers Poll in Downbeat
Magazine. This is only a taste
of Ornette's many great talents,
which Blue Note under the re-
cording direction of Alfred
Lion and Francis Wolff will
continue to develop.

Fresh Idea
February saw a new and

fresh idea by Herbie Hancock
in his "Maiden Voyage" release.
The sounds Herbie projects on
this record are of great attrac-
tion to all jazzniks, and we are
still enjoying good sales.

Del Shields

In April, Volume II of Ornette
Coleman at the Golden Circle
served to emphasize and under-
score Ornette as a leading sax
man. Then, in May, Grant
Green's LP, "I Want to Hold
Your Hand," featuring that
tune and "Corcovado," showed
a reaction proving that Grant
does have a definite following
not only in jazz circles today,
but also has good consumer
appeal.

"The Night of the Cookers,"
Freddie Hubbard Live at Club
La Marchall, which came out in
May, was an important release
for Blue Note, and further es-
tablished, Hubbard as an artist
to watch. The album was com-
plimented with Lee Morgan,
James Spaulding, Harold Ma-
bern, Jr., Larry Ridley and Big
Black on Conga. Sales were
very good, and this has become
an important catalog album.

Big Summer Release
August earmarked one of the

biggest summer releases Blue
Note ever had, with LPs like
"Search For The New Land,"
by Lee Morgan, definitely one
of the best sellers in the cata-
log at this point. At the time
of its release "Search" was a
breakout LP, appearing on all
national charts. Also appear-
ing in August was "Got a Good
Thing Goin' " by John Patton,
and the reaction to the LP
prompted the release of a single
on "Ain't That Peculiar" and
"Amanda." Sales on the LP
are an indication of what this
artist can contribute to the in-
dustry.

"Bucket," by Jimmy Smith,
was released in September, fea-
turing as a single "Bucket" and
"Sassy Mae." This album found
its way onto all national charts
and still appears on most orders
coming into this office. Septem-
ber also saw the release of "In-
destructible" by Art Blakey,
another solid entry which is
appearing on many jazz charts
across the country. Sales con-
tinue to climb on this LP.

"Rough 'N Tumble" by Stan-
ley Turrentine, released in Oc-
tober, 1966, has justifiably
shown up on national and jazz
charts, and the sales are build-
ing to an all time great on this
artist. Stanley has had many
good entries, but the LP fur-
ther establishes him as one of

Teen-agers appre-
ciate a gift of a portable record player as much as anything
else you could possibly give them. Isn't there somebody else in
record manufacturing interested in promoting the proliferation
of record players so more records could be sold to be played on
them? Let's see somebody start doing something about these
ideas besides saying "Let George do it."
