NARM 'Experiment'
Fails to Score

LANCASTER, PA. - NARM
held its annual mid -year meet
here at Host Farm last week,
and tried an experiment - no
planned person -to -person con-
fabs-that ultimately dis-
pleased the 300 plus racks, dis-
tribs, manufacturers and tape
suppliers in attendance. Stan
Jaffe of Consolidated Distribut-
ing (Seattle), said, in sizing up
the situation, "We tried some-
thing and it didn't work."

On Wednesday, Sept. 6,
speeches were given by Amos
Heilicher of the J. L. Marsh
Co., Minneapolis; Jim Shipley
of Main Line, Cleveland; and
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Fred Traub, Disco, Inc., Boston.
For Vertical Distribution

Heilicher spoke on "Your
Business in Today's Economy."
He opined that "The distribu-
tor today who is not vertical,
and by that I mean not involved
in any sub -distribution func-
tion or retailing, has a very
bleak future .. . Remember that
in order to grow with the rest
of the industry, you must make
additional inventories and ac-
counts receivables, and fixed
investments."
' In a virtually speech -long
analogy comparing obesity to
the rack jobbing business, Ship-
ley noted: "Have you taken a
long look at [your business] in
the mirror ? The reflection
based on analysis? Gentlemen,
we're all a little overweight.
We ran through a fat period.
We added overhead, people, in-
ventory, capital improvements.
And now, everything from the
economic barometer to our own
accountants will advise us on
reduction."

Traub spoke on "Pressure for
Survival and Profit," feeling
that "we are not masters of our

Kirshner, RCA
Form New Label

NEW YORK - RCA Victor

Records and Don Kirshner, who
have been engaged in mutual
deals over the past decade via
Neil Sedaka, Colgems, the Mon-
kees, etc., have just tied the
knot again in a new label deal,
announced last week by Nor-
man Racusin, Division Vice
President and General Man-
ager of RCA Record Division.

The new label, which has no
official name yet, has been set
up to the tune of multi -mil-
lions, according to reliable
sources.

(In view of the money in-
volved in similar deals recently
and also in view of Kirshner's
much -envied track record-with
RCA especially-any price tag
would be believable.)

No details about the label,
artists, first releases et al were
released last week, but Record
World, checking around,
learned authoritatively that the
new name will be announced
within the week and that first
release is not known since
Kirshner evidently has not con-
cluded deals with new artists
yet.

Philco-Ford Innovation:
Radio Phono Mini Disks

On Hip
Pocket Label

NEW YORK - Philco-Ford
Corporation, responsible almost
20 years ago for co -developing
the long-playing record, is go-
ing in the other direction via
a new product for teens, 37/8"
45s designed to be played on a
new battery - operated radio
phonograph.

The new player (suggested re-
tail price: $24.95) and accom-
panying record line, Hip Pocket
Records at 690, were introduced
last week by Armin E. Allen,
Vice President and General
Manager of Philco-Ford's Con-
sumer Electronics Division, and
Vincent F. Novak, new products
planning manager of the divi-
sion.

Novak stated that the new
wafer-thin disks with best-sell-
ing tunes on both sides were
devised after Philco-Ford mar-
ket research had revealed that
the large teen (8-18) buying
public looked for cost, selectiv-
ity and portability in a record.

For that reason company de-
cided that teen-agers would
rather own singles than albums
and would go for disks one half
the size of the current 45.

Allen said this product inno-
vation is designed to serve a
follow-on, after market for re-
cordings. Philco-Ford does not
have its own artists and reper-
toire, is not introducing its own
hits of the day and is not com-
peting with the hits of the day,
he explained.

"Rather," he said, "we are
providing, in an excitingly new

Cameo Moves for Suit Dismissal
NEW YORK -Attorneys for

Cameo -Parkway Records, Inc.,
and Allen Klein and Abbey But-
ler moved for dismissal in U.S.
District Court, Southern Dis-
trict of New York, of a civil suit
alleging conspiracy brought
against them and nine other de-
fedants by Lucarelli Enterprises,
Inc., and Emanuel Lester.

Their attorneys over the La-
bor Day weekend held that the
complaint "failed to state a
cause of action and must be dis-
missed . . . with prejudice."

In a memorandum and affida-
vit, the attorneys stated that the
plaintiffs' conspiracy allegation
"in which the defendants are
supposed to have participated is
clearly a sham and subterfuge
designed solely to harass." They
said further that the complaint
is of a "fallacious nature" be-
cause of the plaintiffs' inability
"to set out any allegation of
damage or injury which they
suffered as a result of the dubi-
ousconspiracywhichthey
(plaintiffs) concocted to serve
their own ends."

The attorneys said that "This
action would be humorous were
it not for the fact that the
plaintiffs, through a rigorous
press campaign, seek to spoil
and harm the image and reputa-
tion of my clients by attempting
to try this matter in the press,"
and simultaneously jeopardize
the holdings of "many innocent

stockholders of Cameo -Parkway
Records."

On July 28, 1967, Klein and
Butler purchased 347,000 shares
of Cameo -Parkway Recor d s
from corporations controlled by
William H. Bowen, also named
a defendant. The plaintiffs con-
tend they had reached an agree-
ment with still other defendants
to purchase 312,000 shares of
Cameo - Parkway from Bowen
and had been unable to as a re-
sult of Bowen's sale to Klein and
Butler.

`Was Never Informed'
However, Martin J. Machat,

attorney for Klein and Butler,
stated in an accompanying affi-
davit that he represented them
in the negotiations for their
purchase of 347,000 shares and
that "Neither I nor my clients
had ever heard of nor knew of
the existence of the plaintiffs. I
was never informed, advised or
had any knowledge, nor did my
clients have any knowledge nor
were they informed or advised
with respect to any prior alleged
negotiations had between the
plaintiffs and any of the other
defendants."

The suit named the following
as defendants: Cameo -Parkway
Records, Inc.; William H. Bow-
en; William King; Bankers Life
& Casualty Company; John D.
MacArthur; Harry Bank; Lou
Files; Shepard Green; Allen
Klein; Abbey Butler; "John
Doe," and "John Roe."

Capitol Celebrates 25th Anniversary
Since its founding 25 years

ago, Capitol Records has pro-
gressed from a small, three-
man organization to its present
position as one of the top labels
in America.

Founded in 1942 by Glenn
Wallichs, Johnny Mercer and
the late Buddy de Sylva on an
initial investment of $10,000,
Capitol has become a multi -mil-
lion dollar enterprise with
offices across the nation and
affiliate companies around the
world.

On July 1, 1942, came Capi-
tol's first releases: Ella Mae
Morse's "Cow, Cow, Boogie"
and Johnny Mercer's "Strip
Polka." Other records on Capi-
tol's premiere release were by
Paul Whiteman, Dennis Day,
Gordon Jenkins, Connie Haines
and Martha Tilton.

The first six months, Capitol
grossed $195,000 - today sales
are running over the $100 mil-
lion mark!
NEW IDEAS

Throughout those years,
Capitol has earned a reputation
as an industry leader; it has
pioneered dozens of techniques
which are now accepted as
standard in the industry. For
example, it was the first com-
pany to record on magnetic
tape; it was the first to release
disks on all three speeds -78
rpm, 45 rpm and 33 1/3; it was
the first company to give disk
jockeys complimentary copies
of its records, thus opening a
new era in record promotion.

In recent years it has been
a leader in taking a "stand for
stability" in the record indus-
try, where prices are constantly
fluctuating.

THE ARTISTS
Like any record company,

Capitol is only as strong as its
artists-and they are easily at
the top of any of the other
2,000 -plus labels in the coun-
try:

Stan Kenton, Peggy Lee and
the late Nat King Cole have
recorded for Capitol for more
than 20 years. Other long-time
stars who found fame and suc-
cess on Capitol, include Lau-
rindo Almeida, June Christy,
the Four Freshmen, Ray An-
thony, the Kingston Trio, Car-
men Dragon, Webley Edwards,
Tennessee Ernie Ford, Frank
Sinatra, Stan Freberg, Judy
Garland, Dean Martin, Jackie
Gleason, the late Glen Gray,
Andy Griffith, Pee Wee Hunt,
Ferlin Husky, Wanda Jackson,
the Louvin Brothers, Gordon
MacRae, Freddy Martin, Al
Martino, Tex Ritter, George

Shearing, Kay Starr and Hank
Thompson.

Capitol can well be proud of
its newer stars, too : the Beach
Boys, Nancy Wilson, Lou
Rawls, Buck Owens, the Letter-
men, Wayne Newton, the Four
Preps, the Outsiders, the Teddy
Neeley Five, the Stone Poneys,
Bobbie Gentry, Hearts and
Flowers and many others.

And, of course, among the
Capitol label's most prominent
artists are those from England
and Australia: the Beatles,
Cilia Black, Peter & Gordon
and the Seekers.

On the Angel label, Capitol
releases some of the finest and
most respected artists in the
world: Maria Callas, Victoria
de los Angeles, Elisabeth
Schwarzkopf, Tito Gobbi, Otto
Klemperer, Yehudi Menuhin,
Nathan Milstein, the late Sir
Thomas Beecham, the Holly-
wood Bowl Symphony, the Phil-
harmonia Orchestra and many
others.

Capitol also recently entered
into an historic agreement with
the Soviet Union, whereby
Capitol was given exclusive
rights to manufacture, license
and distribute in the United
States and Western Hemis-
phere, all recordings by Rus-
sian artists - David Oistrakh,
Sviatoslav Richter, Emil Gilels,
included. Consummation of this
monumental coup marked the
birth of Capitol's ultra -pre-
stigious classical label, Melo-
diya/Angel.

GROWTH

The same year that Capitol
introduced its own classical
label, it also started to manu-
facture its own line of phono-
graphs, needles a n d acces-
sories; launched the Capitol

Record Club, which is now one
of the largest in the country;
and moved strongly into the
highly - profitable Broadway
original -cast and motion -pic-
ture soundtrack field. Its early
"plums" from the theater were
Cole Porter's "Can -Can" and
Meredith Willson's "The Music
Man." From Hollywood came
soundtrack albums of the Rod-
gers and Hammerstein hits
"Oklahoma!," "The King and
I" and "Carousel." This was
followed by "Bells Are Ring-
ing."

Among other top Broadway
cast albums from Capitol are
t e Pulitzer prize - winning
"Fiorello I"; "Funny Girl,"
starring Barbra Streisand;
"Golden Boy," starring Sammy
Davis Jr., and such other hits
as "The Unsinkable Molly
Brown," Richard Rodgers' "No
Strings," "A Funny Thing Hap-
pened on the Way to the
Forum" a n d "Beyond the
Fringe."

The number of employees has
grown from a handful to sev-
eral thousand, and Capitol's
marketing subsidiary, Capitol
Records Distributing Corp.,
maintains sales offices in every
major city in the country.

SUBSIDIARIES
Besides the marketing sub-

sidiary, Capitol Records Dis-
tributing Corp. (CRDC), the
parent company, Capitol Rec-
ords, Inc. has given birth to a
number of other subsidiaries :
Capitol Records International
Corp. (CRIC), Capital Records
(Canada) Ltd. (CRC), Capitol
Record Club, Inc. (CRCI),
Toshiba Musical Industries
(TMI), of Tokyo, Beechwood
Music Corporation (BMC),
CRI's Mexican Company, Discos

a. as *se so rik
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Lighting up Hollywood and Vine.

Capitol De Mexico (1965), and
Tower Records Corp. (1964)
which in its first six months
of operation had a No. 1 record
and a half -dozen other singles
and albums.

CHANGES AND MILESTONES
There are several years, in

particular, that are worthy of
note in Capitol's history. In
1946, the company issued its
first stock to the public and
purchased for $2 million the
world's largest (at that time)
record -pressing plant in Scran-
ton, Pa.

In 1955, with the company
firmly established in the top
echelon of the American indus-
try, Capitol joined the EMI
(Electric and Musical Indus-
tries Ltd., of Great Britain)
family of companies, thus be-
coming a member of the world's
largest recording complex. The
following year the company
moved into the world-famous
Capitol Tower, a 13 -story, cir-
cular office building near the
corner of Hollywood and Vine
Streets.

Today, with its recording dis-
tributed in every country of the
free world, Capitol has changed
in structure greatly from the
original three-man office in
Hollywood. Of the co-founders,
only Glenn Wallichs remains as
Chairman of the Board. In
1962, Alan W. Livingston was
elected President of the parent
corporation, which position he
holds today.
THE FUTURE

With sales at an unequaled
high, Capitol's future seems ex-
ceptionally bright. On the com-
pany's 23rd Anniversary (July,
1965), it opened its third rec-
ord -pressing facility in Jack-
sonville, Illinois. The plant
gives Capitol a manufacturing
facility in the mid-U.S. and is
considered the most modern
manufacturing plant ever built.

Among other noteworthy de-
velopments for 1967 are t h e
availability of Capitol's entire
catalog on all three tape cart-
ridge playback systems -2, 4
and 8 -track; the scheduled re-
lease of several more Broad-
way original - cast albums,
which makes Capitol's original -
cast catalog one of the most
extensive in the world; the
expansion of Capitol's foreign
country activities all over the
globe; and the refinement of
the label's "New and Improved
Full Dimensional Stereo" - the
revolutionary cutting and re-
cording process that has made
Capitol's product among the fin-
est anywhere.

From Rags to Radio to Retailing
To (Capitol) Records to Riches

One evening in the spring of
1957, many of Hollywood's top
personalities gathered to let a
youngish man of friendly de-
meanor know that he had "ar-
rived" in the world of show
business.

The occasion was a Friars
Club Testimonial, and among
those present were Toastmaster
George Jessel, Frank Sinatra,
Dean Martin, Danny Kaye, Nat
King Cole, Gordon MacRae and
Stan Freberg. Born in the small
town of Grand Island, Neb., and
raised in nearby Omaha, the
man they came to honor had
picked up little big city sheen
and sophistication. Yet, he was
unquestionably one of the out-
standing self-made successes in
his intensely competitive field.

Hollywood's color - crammed
history is rife with success sto-
ries. But few can match in hu-
man interest and inspirational

qualities the story of Glenn
Wallichs, Chairman of the
Board and Chief Executive Of-
ficer of Capitol Records, Inc.,
and its subsidiary companies.

$50,000,000 Internationally
Capitol Records began in

1942 as a $10,000 investment.
Today it is a $50,000,000 inter-
national business, with manu-
facturing associates in 32 coun-
tries. In 1942, Wallichs and his
small staff were quartered in
three modest offices in Holly-
wood.

Today, the company's execu-
tive offices occupy a 13 -story,
ultra -modern architectural won-
der known as the Capitol Tower
(the world's first circular office
building), just off the famed
intersection of Hollywood and
Vine. In addition, the firm has
executive offices and recording
studios in New York City; man-
ufacturing facilities in Jack-

sonville, Ill.; Scranton, Pa., and
Los Angeles, Calif.; plus sales
branches throughout the United
States.

The growth and development
of Capitol Records into one of
the world's top-ranking record
labels was no accident.

Born Aug. 9, 1910, Glenn and
his brother Clyde moved from
Omaha to the West Coast in
1926 when their father, an em-
ployee of the Union Pacific
Railroad, was transferred to
Los Angeles.

Starting out as a parking lot
attendant, Wallichs developed
an interest in the then -novel
toy, radio. (As a boy of 12, he
built one of the smallest receiv-
ing sets known to that time-a
crystal unit mounted in a sew-
ing nimble!) By the time he
was 20, he had gobbled up all
the mechanical subjects offered
by the local high school, acted
as stage m a n a g e r for the
school's theatricals and in-
stalled in a rebuilt Model "T"
Ford what was probably one of
the world's first car radios, a
bulky Atwater -Kent table mo-
del.

After School: Radio
After high school and a year

of college, Wallichs went to
work for a small radio station

Glenn E. Wallichs

in Los Angeles. There he
watched the cutting of records
for the first time. Soon he went
into business for himself-but
not the record business. Build-
ing a small shop on a parking
lot in Hollywood, he repaired
and sold auto radios.

In July, 1940, he made his first
important move: opening Music
City at the corner of Sunset
and Vine. Under one roof he
consolidated records, radios,
sheet music and custom -record-
ing facilities. Within a year, it
was the city's best-known music
shop and the largest on the
West Coast.

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Alan Livingston:
From Tots to Top

Kiddie Records Launched Capitol
President on Towering Career

One of the youngest major
executives in the billion -dollar -
a -year recording industry is
Alan W. Livingston, President
of Capitol Records, Inc., one of
the three largest record compa-
nies in the United States.

As senior executive in charge
of all record activities, he is re-
sponsible for some 250 albums
and a like number of single rec-
ords each year. His over-all re-
sponsibility begins with the
raw materials - songs, musi-
cians, singers and a recording
studio-and ends with the ulti-
mate fate of the finished prod-
uct when it reaches the market-
place. In between he is con-
cerned with manufacturing, en-
gineering, marketing and vir-
tually all aspects of the busi-
ness.

A hard -driving, soft-spoken
executive, Livingston has had

a rocket-like career in the en-
tertainment industry. On Jan.
1, 1946, shortly after his dis-
charge from the army, he joined
Capitol in a job his own idea
had created. The idea was to
make children's records, an
area of the business that had
been all but abandoned since
1929.

Children's LP Still Sells
Livingston spent nine months

creating his first children's rec-
ord for Capitol. Titled "Bozo at
the Circus," the record was re-
leased the first week in Septem-
ber, sold over 100,000 the first
month, has sold over $40 million
worth to date, and still sells.
From there, Livingston went on
to create (he personally pro-
duced and wrote most of Capi-
tol's children's records) seven
more Bozo recordings and to
build a library of children's

records for Capitol that now
contains some 50 titles.

In 1948, two years after he
joined the company, Livingston
was named Director of Album
Repertoire. In 1949 he was
made VP in charge of albums
and in 1951 VP in charge of Ar-
tists and Repertoire, with re-
sponsibility for all creative as-
pects of Capitol's recording
activities. His success in the
record industry was document-
ed in a Saturday Evening Post
article titled "He Tickles the
Tykes."

In 1956, Livingston left Capi-
tol to become Vice President in
charge of West Coast television
programming for the National
Broadcasting Company. He re-
turned to Capitol in October,
1960, as Vice President, Crea-
tive Services. In Dec., 1961 he
was named President, and a
member of the board of direc-
tors. He is also a member of
the board of Electric and Mu-
sical Industries, the giant Bri-
tish record and electronics firm,
which is Capitol's major stock-
holder. Since his return to Cap-
itol, sales have soared to all-
time highs.

Instrumental in Diversifications

In the past few years, Living-
ston has also been instrumental
in a number of diversifications

and new developments in the
record industry. Under his lead-
ership, the first high-speed tape
duplicating machinery was pro-
duced; the "4-D" motion pic-
ture process was created; and
Capitol's much - talk e d -about
"Probe" news/documentary se-
ries was inaugurated.

A native of McDonald, Pa.,
Livingston studied several in-
struments as a youth and
worked his way through the
University of Pennsylvania
playing saxophone and clarinet
in a student dance band. After
graduating from Penn's Whar-
ton School of Finance and
Commerce with a Bachelor of

In the fall of 1941, Wallichs
suggested to a steady customer
that they go into the record
business. The customer was
song -writer Johnny Mercer. On
Feb. 7, 1942-when many well -
established record firms were
retrenching in the face of war-
time material shortages and the
Petrillo recording ban-Wal-
lichs, Mercer and the late Bud-
dy DeSylva, executive producer
of Paramount Pictures, founded
Capitol Records.

Despite many obstacles, the
young firm prospered. Not the
least important factor in its
prosperity was the business
acumen, enthusiasm and limit-
less energy of Wallichs. His
belief in the fostering of
new talent brought stardom to
such performers as Nat Cole,
Kay Starr, Stan Kenton, Mar-
garet Whiting, Les Paul and
Mary Ford, Ella Mae Morse and
Ray Anthony.

A Top Roster
Today, the Capitol artist ros-

ter is second to none. Al Mar-
tino, the Lettermen, Tennessee
Ernie Ford, Kay Starr, Nancy
Wilson, Peggy Lee, Judy Gar-
land, Stan Kenton, Ray An-
thony, the Four Freshmen,
Wayne Newton, etc. In 1955,
Wallichs was elected to the
Board of Directors of Electric
& Musical Industries, Ltd., of
Great Britain - the second
American to achieve that dis-
tinction in the firm's more -than -

half century history.
In addition to having guided

Capitol to the prominent posi-
tion it enjoys in the entertain-
ment industry today, Wallichs
has always devoted consider-
able time to civic, charitable
and professional organizations.

As recognition of his stature
in the recording industry, mem-
bers of the Record Industry As-
sociation of America elected
him President of that organiza-
tion in 1962. He is also a mem-
ber and past -director of the
American Management Asso-
ciation and a founding member
of the Presidents' Professional
Organization, an association of
corporation chief executives.

Active in many civic organi-
zations, Wallichs is a director
of the Hollywood Chamber of
Commerce, the Los Angeles
YMCA and the Hollywood Mu-
seum Associates. Among the
charity organizations for which
he works are the Nat King Cole
Cancer Foundation; Boys Club
of Hollywood; Radio/Televi-
8:on / Recording / Advertising
Charities, Inc., of which he is a
past director; and the Friars
Club, where he serves as a
member of the Board of Gover-
nors.

Wallichs lives in Beverly
Hills with his wife, Dorothy,
and their daughter, Susan.
Their older daughter, Linda, is
married to an oil -company geol-
ogist.

country on Sept. 10.

The inordinate overall growth
of the cartridge field has made
it next to impossible in cer-
tain areas for dealers, sales
and even service people to keep
pace with the vital technical
knowledge needed to keep
equipment in good working con-
dition. Progress on the manu-
facturer level has, in many in-
stances, so out -distanced know-
how at the dealer level that an
unmanageable imbalance has
resulted throughout the indus-
try.

The Capitol UTX mission,
then, is the first attempt ever
made at bridging the gap in
this fast -burgeoning field. The
trouble -shooting expedition will
cover 10,000 miles, involving
25 major marketing areas, and
will continue through the month
of October. UTX and Capitol
executives will helm the flight
out of Los Angeles. A local
Capitol representative will join
the crew and remain with it as
long as the aircraft is in his
area.

Representing UTX on the
dramatic coast -to -coast junket
will be Ken Thompson, National
Service Manager; Rod Pierce,
National Sales Manager; and
representing Capitol, Roger
Brown, National Special Prod-

ucts Sales Manager.
The specially chartered "Co-

manche" will take off from Van
Nuys Airport on Sept. 10 and
will make its first stop -over in
Phoenix, remaining through
Tuesday, Sept. 12. Minneapolis,
Milwaukee, and Chicago are
next on the itinerary, followed
by a two-day stop in Fort
Wayne on Sept. 18. Midwest
and Eastern cities scheduled to
be covered are: Detroit, Day-
ton, Cleveland, Pittsburgh,
Buffalo, New York, Boston, Bal-
timore and Washington, D.C.

"Operation Fast -Forward"
then swings south, carrying its
educational message to Norfolk,
Charlotte, Atlanta, Jackson-
ville, New Orleans and Hous-
ton, winding up with a three--
day stay in Dallas during the
third week of October.

The batoneer opens his tour
on Monday (25) at Abington,
Pa., near Philadelphia, and
closes-more than 60 concerts
later-on Dec. 3 in New York
City. The Mantovani ensemble
represents the only major com-
plement pop orchestra still do-
ing one-nighter concerts each
year, and constitutes the big-
gest single box-office attraction
to appear under the aegis of
Columbia Concerts Manage-
ment.

And he
is known to be interested in
movie production. Broadway's

And
former MCA prexy Lawrence
Barnett is an enthusiast who
put up money.

This means new talent, estab-
lished talent, Broadway, movies
and TV. In fact, the word is
out that at least one new TV
series will be coming from KEC
soon.

ships . .. The vendor must sup-
ply us, his largest customers in
type as well as in fact, with the
maximum amount of informa-
tion."

At Thursday morning's Tape
Forum, James Levitus of Car
Tapes, Inc., Chicago, called for
prudent management and close
market analysis to exploit the
tape market. Citing the poten-
tial for growth over the next 10
years, he called upon rack job-
bers to stock greater quantities
of all tape configurations and
thereby quell cries of limited
product. He also advocated a
more universal numbering sys-
tem for ordering, cataloguing.

James J. Tiedjens of Mid-
western Tape Distributors in
Milwaukee listed the growing
number of tape outlets-more
than for records, he noted --
and, in light of this and pro-
jected extension of tape into
visual areas, suggested that the
NARM board draft plans for a
separate tape association in af-
filiation with, rather than part
of NARM.

(General reaction to the idea
was tight-lipped, but it is ex-
pected that the March meeting
will reveal developments.)

Stanley Jaffe encouraged the
members to stock all the cur-
rent configurations of tape be-
cause "in the end the consumer
will decide." He noted that
he carried all forms equal to
his demand and that he kept
buying problems down by or-
dering from as few sources as
possible. He also called for
larger shipping containers.

Merritt D. Kirk of Calectron
of California told the gathering
that "currently our sales are
2 -to -1 in favor of 8 -track. It's
the best system based on our
market research." Kirk called
for more identification on tape
packages and also asked for
special pricing space.

Consensus among those
polled at the meeting was that
8 -track tape was what the con-
sumer was going for. Members
were also especially interested
in cassettes.

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Action Way Down East
Label's Business Bubbling In
Reconverted Seltzer Factory

NEW YORK - Right now

there is a great deal of musical
ferment going on in the lower
East Side. So perhaps it is fit-
ting that in a reconverted seltzer
factory here a new label, Down
East, subsidiary of also new up-
town MB Records, is readying
its first releases.

The label is run by jazz pian-
ist Lamont Johnson, his brother
Keith and Ed Visitacion-all na-
tives of the area. Down East has
a roster of artists also indige-
nous to this melting pot area of
the city.

The Johnson plan is to capture
the authentic sound of this mu-
sical neighborhood where right
now many of the jazz and rock
artists have come to live.

Johnson, talking to Record
World recently, explained that
he knows, is friendly with many,
many musicians in the neigh-
borhood and that the spirit of
neighborliness and friendship is
what he is looking for in the
grooves he eventually puts out.
His aim for a genuine sound
sounds like a sound one.

His first singles due shortly
will be by girl group, the Opels,
and Jerome MacMurray. Other
label artists now include the
Cathays ("three Chinese cats"),
Bobby Night, Tony Tienti (pro-
nounced TNT) and John Blair,
a singing violinist who teaches
karate, and The Federal Duck.

Acquiring Reputation
Johnson has been doing most

of the engineering in the three -
track studio and says that the
results have been extremely good
-so much so that the studio has
been acquiring a reputation and
many recent outside recordings
have been made there.

Down East has been in exist-
ence for seven months, during
which time, Johnson, an amiable
perfectionist, has been building
up the studio and recording and
re-recording to get the results
he wants. "I have 26 projects
going, and I can only say I'm
satisfied with one of them right
now."

When Johnson does get what
he wants, it could be very excit-
ing, since New York's lower
East Side is a unique geographi-
cal area. If it's musical essence
could be gotten on record, John-
son, a man with his thumb on
that particular pulse, seems like
a good bet to do it.

With Him All Way
Evidently his acts are with

him all the way. Johnson report-
ed that after a group concert in
neighborhood's Tompkins Park
(where, increasingly, hippies,
long-time inhabitants and tour-
ists mingle to get a look at each
other), all the artists returned
to the "recording studio -social
club" the rest of the evening
just singing and enjoying each
other's company.

"Motown and a few other la-
bels," Johnson concluded, "have
profited from this family spirit.
There's no reason why we
can't."

UA's LeRoy Holmes Puckers Up

For Another Hit: 'A Few $s' LP
By DOUG McCLELLAND

NEW YORK -"Every time a
movie comes out with any whis-
tling in it, they offer me the
theme," says composer, arranger
and conductor LeRoy Holmes,
now rounding out five years with
United Artists Records as Mu-
sic Director.

This is no complaint, just a
statement of near fact. Several
years back during his 11 -year
hitch with MGM Records,
Holmes had a million seller in
his instrumental whistling single
of "The High and the Mighty."
And now Holmes has perhaps his
biggest album among 30 or so,
all told, in his "For a Few Dol-
lars More" collection of movie
themes for UA, another winner
by a whistle.

"I remember when I did
'High and the Mighty,' every-
body said where did you get the
idea for the whistle? I simply
told them -from the movie it-
self," Holmes laughed. "'For a
Few Dollars More' also starts
off with a whistle." (No,
Holmes does not do the whis-
tling on his records.)

One side of the new chart -
riding package is comprised of
themes from "Few Dollars"
and the other selected themes
from UA pictures, "mostly of a
violent, lusty nature, including
the previous Clint Eastwood
success, 'A Fistful of Dollars',"
reported Holmes, a soft-spoken,
gentle man.

Preferred Holmes Version

There is no actual 'soundtrack
LP from "Few Dollars." When
Mike Stewart, President of
United Artists, heard Holmes'

recording of the filmusic, Stew-
art told him that Holmes' ver-
sion sounded better than the
sound track. "I re-recorded
and arranged all the melodies
so that they stand on their own,
unlike the fragmentary effect
you get in some soundtrack al-
bums," Holmes explained.

Although far from puckered
out, Holmes, when asked about
his next LP (which just might
be the newest Eastwood starrer,
"A River of Dollars"), said he
prefers not to think that far
ahead.

Latin Artists' Foresight
"That's a mistake a lot of

artists make," he opined. "They
get a hit, and right away
they're saying, 'For my next
record . . . I've seen too many
albums fail because the artists
worried about the next one. I
record a lot of Latin American
artists for UA, and for some
reason they have the right out-
look. I cut Chucho Avellanet,
for instance. Recently I casu-
ally asked him, what about your
next LP? He said, "I have an
LP.' They have the foresight to
concentrate on the current
one."

A veteran music man, Holmes
is not exactly whistling in the
dark when he says this. Among
his accomplishments are Harry
James' "The Mole," which
Holmes wrote and scored; and
the vocal background for
James' "I've Heard That Song
Before." He also arranged and
conducted MGM's first million
seller, "Mamselle," by Art
Lund, a tune from the movie
"The Razor's Edge." He had
his own successful dance band
as well.

LeRoy Holmes

Oddly, although he has been
especially big on film themes,
the East Coast -based Holmes
has done "too little" movie
work. "Did you see 'Best Foot
Forward,' with Lucille Ball? If
you looked very fast, you could
see my name on the credits at
the beginning."

"I had Every Mother's Son for
over a year before they were
seen or heard. Their first rec-
ord came out and sold over
800,000 copies, and now I am
taking the dates I want. The
group will make their first na-
tional television appearance on
'The Hollywood Palace."

Leeds is also completing
negotiations n o w for Every
Mother's Son products to be
devised by Screen Gems -Colum-
bia in company's first outside
deal of this sort. The merchan-
dising campaign will be a
three-way tie-in among EMS,
MGM and Screen Gems.

Wants to Be Next Merrick

Leeds, who states baldly
"I'd like to be the next David
Merrick" (will there be a next
David Merrick?), has a long
(for his years) credit list in
the business. He started a num-
ber of years ago booking,dances
on Long Island, which ..led to
hii managing one of tl*ktoupi
he booked (The Ore)40!hich
led to publishing firmsi.!.which
led to top Touch.

NoW Leeds just., wants

groups with whom he can get
completely involved.

"Say that my new group is
a super -project. I'm putting
time and money into them.

business, "The Flip Side of
Timmy Devon."

Murray the K was Big Hart,
a disk jockey who quoted from
"Robert Barrett Browning";
Dick Clark, the devious head
of Fab Records called Victor
Brunswick( !) ; Peter Duchin, a
pianist; and Bruce Scott, a rock
idol pretending to be dead so
Clark could build a legend
around him. Scott came on in
a surprising ending for the
show that asked the question :
can an amnesiac blond hero
(Frank Converse) discover his
identity before the new TV sea-
son sets him up as a brunet (in
"N.Y.P.D.") ? The answer is no.
This series, shot in color a cou-
ple of seasons ago in New York,
allegedly became a pawn in
network politics and never
completed its scheduled seg-
ments.

The key to the mystery, a
song titled "Forget Me Not,"
is not likely to become another
"Let Me Go, Lover"; but its
title certainly applies to Sally
Kellerman as disk exec Clark's
enigmatic Girl Friday. A rangy
blonde, she has an instinctive
flair for camera acting and the
good bones to complete the pic-
ture. The record industry
should be so lucky.

Puppy, said that "any distribu-
tor or rack jobber who we find
has sold these counterfeit re-
cordings to retailers will be im-
mediately added to the law-
suit."

Stephen Blaine, Executive
Vice -President of B. T. Puppy
Records, issued a two -point pro-
gram to prevent further coun-
terfeit sales of B. T. Puppy
records, and issued a strong
warning.

"We will sue anyone-I re-

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Taking Care of Business
by Del Shields

The last four weeks saw us
involved with the 12th Annual
Convention of the National As-
sociation of Radio and Televi-
sion Announcers, a much -
needed vacation and, of course,
the difficult task of returning
to the dutiful chores of inter-
preting what is taking place on
the jazz scene.

Much has been written about
the disk jockey convention.
However, not too much has
been written about the awards
given to jazz performers.

Cannonball A d d e r 1 e y re-
ceived the top
single and al-
bum award
and Nina Si-
mone and
Nancy Wilson
tied for first
place as jazz
female vocal-
ists.

Del Shields Lou Rawls
topped the

male vocalists in the jazz cate-
gory while Bobby Blue Bland
took the blues vocalist award.

These tributes coming from
a majority of the R&B jocks
across the country indicate that
the programming formats,
while still within the context
of the Top 40, at least show
the jockey's taste are far more
catholic than the managers.

Speaking of managers, our
mail bag brought a most inter-
esting letter form KADI-FM in
St. Louis.

The future of jazz on radio
certainly lies with FM and it
is encouraging to see station
owners who recognize that the
"unwanted child of radio" can
develop and become a full-
fledged member of the radio
family.

`Major Problem'

The business pages of the
New York Times revealed last
week in a report on FM: "A
major problem in selling FM
has been to educate media
planners and buyers that FM
is radio and is not in the
pigeonhole that they placed it
in during past years." These
comments came from William
D. Greene, chairman for the
New York Sales Seminar of the
National Association of FM
Broadcasters.

And the letter from KADI (it
rhymes with "lady") is as fol-
lows:

"Our dear friends, Jeter
Thompson, Al St. James and
Richard Simmons, were up here
at the station the other day -
they always do an interview
when they are in town, and
promote their newest release,
of course. They suggested that
I drop you a line and let you
know what is happening with
KADI here in St. Louis. They
mentioned they had told you
what is happening with KADI
and how we have turned St.
Louis upside down.

"So here goes. The set sales
on FM are spectacular since
KADI has been on the air, go-
ing from 41% to something
like 78%. Although FM, this
has made absolutely no differ-
ence from an advertiser's
standpoint because of our mu-
sic format (all jazz 24 hours a
day), and because we operate
the station like an AM, using
personalities on the air, most
of whom are well known
names to you, I'm sure -Spider
Burke, Lou Thimes, Leo Chears,
Jeanne Trevor, Tom Marshall,
Ron Nichols, Dick Carleton.
Recently Budweiser purchased
three hours a day, six days a
week of our air time: 12 mid-
night to 2 a.m. of the Leo
Chears show and 10-11 a.m. of
the Jeanne Trevor show.

"Budweiser also publishes
our Top 20 album guide for
us -5,000 of which go out ev-
ery week to record stores, gro-
cery stores, etc.

"In January we showed up in
the Hooper ratings over five
other stations in the market,
all of which had been in busi-
ness no less than eight years.
The Post Dispatch and St. Louis
Globe -Democrat have written
articles on Leo Chears and
Jeanne Trevor.

"The experts say it couldn't
be done -an FM competing in
an AM market (particularly
in a major market like St.
Louis) . .. a radio station with
a 24 hour jazz format . . . an
FM using top personalities.
But we did it and we're happy
to stay."

Editorial

The Edited Single
Record World recently noted

the reaction of several radio sta-
tions to the increased playing
time of singles. The consensus
of station opinion seems to be
that any single over three min-
utes will not be played unless it
is a Top 20 hit.

Two factors are involved here;
the right of the radio station to
select its own programming and
the right of the record artist to
express himself, whether his
song runs one minute or 10. The
two are not irreconcilable.

Putting aside the artistic
viewpoint for a moment, radio
play of records on a commercial
station means even more to the
new release than it does to the
established hit. If the radio sta-
tions, exercising their selectiv-
ity, refuse to play "long" singles
unless they are Top 20, then the
chances of a long single getting
into the Top 20 are hurt.

If long singles were custom-
ary, then the situation would be
different. But the standard play-
ing time of less than three min-
utes still holds and most singles
fall within that category. So the
long single does disturb playing
and advertising schedules at
commercial radio stations.

From the artistic standpoint,
Record World feels that there
should be no limit on time, but
that a five or six -minute perfor-
mance should be edited for radio
play. This is simply good busi-
ness sense. The edited single,
besides conforming to radio sta-
tion needs, also becomes a potent
sales feature when it is released
full-length or in an album. Spe-
cial stickers with the words "In-
cluded in This Album" or "The
Complete Version Of " could
have great point - of - purchase
sales value.

So it is certainly possible for
radio stations and record com-
panies to come to a reasonable
and friendly agreement on time
length of singles.

Record World believes that
the edited single is the most
logical and reasonable means of
satisfying the radio stations, the
record labels, the artists -and
the public.
