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Editorial
Coexistence

The coexistance within a mutual framework of popular and
Rhythm & Blues music is now an obvious fact of music business
life today. The cause of this intensifying state is often said to
be the fact that more and more potent R & B acts are being ac-
cepted by, and therefore spilling over into, the pop scene.

R & B began as an ethnic music, a specialized form of music

performed by and presented to the Negro in America. Today, a |

certain percentage (only a percentage—again, the more power-
ful acts) has spilled over into the mainstream of popular music.
The rest of the R & B sound is generally aired only through
“R & B outlets,” the Rhythm and Blues stations.

Many in the business argue that when R & B artists can now be
aired on pop stations, it is unfair that pop artists are not given
equal time on the R & B outlets. The argument ts sometimes
broken down into a Negro vs. White artist situation. Pop vs. R & B
18 still more suitable, because just as pop acts, like the Four Sea-
sons, are not played on the R & B stalions, neither are they gen-
erally played on polka or country music stations, both specialized,
ethnic forms of music.

Tastes Signal Programming Changes

Most deejays program the music that meets the tastes of their
audience. As these tastes change, so then will the programming.
Charlie Pride, a Negro, receives almost maximum airplay from
country stations because he sings country music. R & B stations
now play the Young Rascals, Mitch Ryder, the Righteous Broth-
ers, as well as newcomers Procol Harum, Bobbie Gentry, the Box
Tops and Lulu, generally because they are singing R & B musie.

|

Frank Sinatra, considered by many to be the epitome of pop- |

ular singers, did not generally receive R & B play before he re-
corded a song in the R & B vein called “That’s Life,” for Reprise.
That song, however did receive the airplay and shot up both the
pop and R & B charts . . . up to the number 1 slot in both. And
that is as it should be.

The fact that pop music sometimes filters into specialized
music outlets is healthy for all concerned, but to try to force the
bulk of any type of music into the mainstream of another is
wrong.

“Popular music” is usually a conglomeration of trends, social
statements, ethnic musics, etc., generally all-encompassing.
There is no brand of music that cannot be “popular,” but “pop-

ular” music is not always suited for the audiences of specialized
musics.

Sound of Youth: Test City
Flint ‘Astounding’ Success

NEW YORK — Arranger
conductor Sid Bass, who has
formed the Sound of Youth,
Inc., talent program with Bette
Crumpacker and Dee Bass, is
back from test city Flint,
Mich., where the contest con-
cept was tried out as a commu-

nity youth program spear-
headed by the Jaycees.
“The results were astound-

ing,” Bass reveals. Reportedly,
all the community organizations
plus Mayor McCree agreed that
“the only way a community
could communicate with its
voung people was through the
music of today. They were ex-
cited by the concept and by the
fact that Sound of Youth truly
had no barriers of race, re-
ligion or economic status. We
do not require expensive in-
struments contestants could
use washboards if they pro-
duced an interesting sound.

‘Camelot’ a Beautiful Musical

“Don’t Jet it be forgot/That
once there was a spot/For one
brief shining moment/That was
known as Camelot.”

That’s how Alan Jay Lerner’s
lyric goes to the title song from
the Warner Brothers-Seven
Arts film version of his Broad-
way show composed with Fred-
erick Loewe, ‘“Camelot.”
fortunately, Camelot and King
Arthur’s dream of chivalry get
short, decidedly unshiny shrift
in this visually beautiful but
overlong production that has as
its nitty gritty the rather tacky
romantic triangle involving Ar-
thur (Richard Harris), his
queen, Guenevere (Vanessa
Redgrave) and the favorite

knight of both, Sir Lancelot |

(Franco Nero).

The intermission comes as
the knights Arthur has accu-
mulated impressively take their
seats for the viewer’s first
glimpse of the Roundtable.

When we return, “Lance” and l

“Jenny” have been having an
affair for every-knight-knows
how-long, and that’s about it
for Arthurian dreams and the
Roundtable—until the latter is
smashed when the boys turn
rowdy and decidedly unchival-
rous.

Harris Fares Best

In other words, in this script
by Lerner (directed by Joshua
Logan), we get too little of
Camelot’s glory and too much
that is hoary (sic). We also get
three faltering leads. The Ital-
ian Nero is the least effective,
singing well but playing the
French Lancelot as too much
of a buffoon for us to believe
Guenevere’s love, He isn’t even
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|

as good-looking as the original
white knight warrants—in one
profile to-profile shot with Miss
Redgrave, he looks like Topo
Giglio, the Italian mouse. Miss
Redgrave’s face has the length
and depth of an old kitchen
door, and she is no vocal match
for the original Guenevere,
Julie Andrews. Harris fares
best, although early on he is
given to cutesy camping and, in
general, too much staring off
into space and speech-making.
Still, his bombast is going to
make a lol of people think he’s
great.

Happily, “Camelot” is one of
the most elegant looking and
sounding films of recent years.
The sets and costumes are sump-
tuous, and it hasbeen exquisite-
ly, lushly photographed in muted
colors by Richard Kline. And
there is the magical, wondrous-
ly appropriate Arthurian music,
which is always worth hearing
again (the sound track album
is on Warner Brothers, and Co-
lumbia has re-packaged the
original Broadway  caster).
Every song is a gem.

But Too Loud

NEW YORK-—Going to hear |
rock and roll groups these days
is like wandering into a room

| where a lot of people are talk-

ing at the same time. Every-
body gets to chattering just a
little louder than everybody
else in order to get attention.
Loudness is substituted for
effectiveness.

It’s a shame that a group as
good and as inventive as RCA’s
Jefferson Airplane has suc-
cumbed to this practice, but so
they did at last week’s Hunter
College concert. Their song-
bag of blues-slanted love songs
was delivered at such a volume
that a large faction of the teen
audience screamed for decibel
mercy. (It should be noted that
the discontented were coun-
tered by a segment who wanted
the music even louder; so vol-
ume remained status quo.)

The Jefferson Airplane does
have two things that no other
rock group has—Grace Slick
and Marty Balin, who are the
lead singers and who both have
almost infallible performer’s
instincts. What it amounts to
is that they have conviction in
their material and in their
abilities to do the best by it.
Grace Slick has a feminine
strength and Marty Balin has
a gritty James Dean appeal
(that could make him a likely
choice for the lead in the up-
coming musical version of |
“East of Eden,” were he and
the casting office so inclined).

MGM’s Paupers opened the
evening. They did their “Magic
People” and “Black Thank You
Package,” also too loud. And
they played numerous other
pieces which evidenced orig-
inality.

Both groups used protoplas- ‘
mic lighting effects that be-
came monotonous.

Beginning with the
City U.S.A. Pro-Celebrity Golf
Invitational at the Bluegrass
Country Club near Nashville
Oct. 13-15, the organization
which calls itself “The Profes-
sionals”’—actually Bill Hudson
& Associates, Inc.— performed
in advertising and public rela-
tions, with a little promotion on
the side, as a fast-moving team
of trouble shooters.

When the planning started
months in advance for the Golf
Meet, jointly sponsored by the
Country Music Association, the
Nashville Junior Chamber of
Commerce, and the Nashville
Tennessean, the Professionals
were in the picture early with
advance publicity which they
spread to some 230 media within
Tennessee and to selected cities
throughout the nation number-
ing over 25.

A press luncheon was held two
weeks in advance of the event
and questions from the audience
were satisfactorily answered.
They were then in a position to
know what to expect and how
they would cover the meet when
it arrived.

Plans were very specific when
it came to documenting the af-
fair, and the Professionals left
no stone unturned or possible
event uncovered. Every key hole
on the course, every golfer sure
to make a showing for the
crowds, every local and outside
celebrity was in a position to be
photographed should a news-
worthy event take place.

In addition, they planned for
all the press to have a place
available for filing telephone
news, for typing stories, for
changing film and just to rest.
A five-room house trailer was
arranged for by the Hudson firm
in the early planning stages and
came in for heavy use during
the golf meet. More than 60 news
media representatives were ac-
commodated at one time or an-
other.

During the actual meet, the
firm still functioned as a public
relations firm and covered the
news events for the sponsors,
filing daily stories and photo-
graphs, wrap-up materials and
bios for those agencies which
were unable to attend.

Nor did the Professionals for-
get the electronic media. Radio
was provided for with supplies
of tape on hand and interviews
with stars.

Working from seven o’clock in
the morning until the last shows
were over during the four-day
event (often after midnight),
the group was still on call for
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any last-minute effort needed.
| When the simulated radio towers

for the WSM Grand Ole Opry
iDelayed Network booth didn’t
show up, they were located and
in place within minutes. When
registrations ran far over ex-
pectations and the special but-
tong for identification
beginning to run out, a special
rubber stamp of distinctive de-
sign was used for the remaining
deejays registering.

| Case of the Missing Backdrop

Typical of the kind of re-
sponse offered by the Profes-
sionals was the case of the miss-

l ing backdrop for the WSM
Show. The sponsor of the entire
convention was putting on his
own show and the art work
could not be found. The Hudson
men grabbed one of the back
drops used by another organi-
zation, obtained permission, cut
it up into several pieces and
within minutes had a beautiful
stage which looked as though
it had been planned that way.
[ Of course, there were two dif-
ferent audiences to please, one
consisted of the sponsors for the
convention; the other, the fans,
deejays and guests who were
watching the live shows. No
complaints were heard.
