LONDON — London Records’
20th anniversary celebration
and sales convention here—
featuring a U.S.-based junket
of 150—proved a rousing suc-
cess last week, bolstered by the
label’s commemorative release,
appropriately titled “20 for 20
—Plus One.”

The stateside group included
distributors, London executives
and pressmen—plus wives—
and departed New York Satur-
day, Jan. 14, via BOAC and
TWA. All checked into the
Mayfair Hotel. The overseas
safari marked the first occasion
on which all distributors for
both London Records and the
London American Group have
been assembled at the same
function.

The week-long event was
hosted by Sir Edward Lewis,
Chairman of the Board of the
Decca Record Company Ltd. of
England, parent firm of London
Records, Inc.

The London label execs at-
tending included D. H. Toller-
Bond, President; Herb Gold-
farb, National Sales and Dis-
tribution Manager; Walt Ma-
guire, Director of A&R and
Pop Single Sales; Marty Wargo,
Manager of Administration;
Terry McEwen, Manager, Clas-
sical Division; and Tony
D’Amato, Producer, London.
(Sir Edward hosted another
such convention in 1964, when
the guests numbered around
80.)

Attending from Record World
were Publisher Bob Austin and
Editor-in-Chief Sid Parnes.

Ovation for ‘Monty’

A highlight of the convention
was the Product Meeting which
started on Tuesday morning,
Jan. 17, with a break for lunch
and then back to the Decca
studios. Artists attending the
meeting included Ronnie Al-

Ros, Eric Rogers, Roger Laredo
and Mantovani, who is the
“One” of the release theme ‘20
for 20 — Plus One.” “Monty,”
arriving first, received a stand-
ing ovation from all following
the film product presentation.

NEW YORK — Jerry Blaine,

war and mankind. To people
everywhere, this is my message.
This is Adam Clayton Powell.”

At the same time, Blaine re-
vealed that Congressman Powell
had signed an exclusive five-
year recording contract with
Jubilee Industries. The albums
will be distributed nationally
by Jubilee Records, a subsidiary
of .Jubilee Industries.

The jacket will be subtitled
“Adam Clayton Powell’s Mes-
sage to the World.” It refers to
Powell as “Congressman, min-
ister, world Negro and humani-
tarian.” A portion of Jubilee
Records’ proceeds from the
album will be donated to the
National Back Powell Commit-
tee to raise funds for Powell’s
fight to retain his Congres-
sional seat.

Letters Included

The inside cover will include
letters to Powell from Presi-
dent Johnson and Speaker of
the House John McCormack.

The album, recorded live, was
edited by Chuck Stone.

Writer Atra Baer listened to
an advance pressing of the
Powell LP last week and said:
“This will be the first time
history will be made on phono-
graph records.”

Some of the topies that
Powell covers in the album in-
clude “Keep the Faith, Baby”
and “Burn, Baby, Burn,” in
which he says that the Negroes
should “Learn, Baby, Learn”
in order to “Earn, Baby, Earn.”

In another segment of the
album, “The Death of Any
Man,” he reflects his longtime
devotion to pacifism and opines
that the war in Viet Nam is
interfering with the progress
of the war on poverty at home.
In “My Dear Colleagues” he re-
calls the assassination of Julius
Caesar.

In the course of his dialogue,
Powell refers to Christ as a
“religious beatnik.” He -calls
Negroes “not second class citi-
zens, but third class citizens.
The second class citizens are
the poor whites.’

President Jerry Blaine com-
mented: “This is one of the
most profound undertakings
with which I have been in-
volved since I first entered
the record industry. In keep-
ing with no more than a
handful of albums out of all
those that have been produced
in the spoken-word field, this
LP is not just a reflection of
our time, it is a living part of
it. We feel that Congressman
Powell’s current problems mir-

ror the whole agony and dilem-
ma of civil rights in our time.
Congressman Powell’s sermons
are as dramatic and as con-
troversial as he is.”

that Marv Jacobs of Music Merchants can sell the full potential
pop in Detroit. This would also enable these records to go much
higher in the national charts than last time, and in the vital Gavin
Report pop top 40. If you don’t get top 10 on WKNR, Detroit, with
an R&B hit, it can cost you 20 or more stations and at least
200,000 record sales. That's exactly what happened to the last
Carla Thomas, “Baby” and “Knock On Wood”! A lot of people
never realized this, but it’s absolutely TRUE!

It now appears that “Shingaling ’67,” Don Covay, Atlantic, is
THE hot new dance rage, and has caught on big with the pop
teenyboppers in Long Island and suburban N.Y. ... “Try a Little
Tenderness” busted at WDGY, Minneapolis, and Denver, and it is
the biggest seller Otis Redding has ever had. He is THE hip thing
at the college campuses, and this standard can be a pop smash
wherever it gets played.

Pup Music for Pop Teenyboppers

There is so much “pup music” being shipped that no one station
can begin to play all the regional hits: Byrds and the Cyrkle have
Columbia smoking; and the Rubber Band may still go all the way
for them; “Lay Down Your Arms,” Grady Lloyd, Smash, looks
good; and “Clock on the Wall,” Sounds Like Us, may also do it
for them; Vogues; Mojo Men; Roger Nichels look very good.

Product Galore

Cameo has a top 8 record in Chicago, “I Love You So Much,”

Jimes Brown opened at the biggest night club in the country,
the Latin Casino, just outside Philly. The local critics are from
the more mature, set, and aren’t too hipped or grooved with rock
and savage R&B. They have only been familiar with Brown’s
work from the Ed Sullivan show; but they wrote in the local
papers, “Whatever you thought about this guy before, skip it,
forget it, and start from scratch”!

They called James’ show the wildest, most driving revue they
have ever seen. They discovered that James is a screaming, danc-
ing, shouting, dynamic earthy soul singer. With the 22 members
of his driving band, the Famous Flames, he has a polished, beau-
tifully rehearsed excellent thing. The instrumentation is not only
strikingly novel but tremendously effective with four drums. He
has two male and three female dancers who are tireless and lively
in interpreting his singing moods.

From beginning to end, the fast-moving, relentlessly paced show
builds as carefully, as expertly and as excitingly to its climaxes as
a well-planned military maneuver. He has the lustiest, most pow-
erful band this side of Tamla-Motown that belches arrangements
that are not only different from anything that ever was or is, but
are absolutely right for his material and moods. They zip and
zoom with a steady spirit and endless energy that matches James
right into the long, surging finale that resembles a miniature
hurricane. As Frank Brookhouser of the Philadelphia Evening
Bulletin said, “I’'m a Believer Now”!

Brown and Revue have broken all house records at the Latin
Casino and every show has been sold out. Every pop night club
in the country wants to book Brown & Co., including spots in
Miami, Las Vegas and Puerto Rico. This will make Brown the
biggest R&B star ever to cross into the white night club circuit
so successfully.

The Heavyweights are Back!

The heavyweights of R&B are back on the playing field, and
stone class will always tell.

Marty Wekser showed why he won the award in the Gavin
Poll as “Music Director of the Year” by picking up the ball
behind Fat Daddy (‘“Deejay of the Year”)—Marty put “Every-
body Needs Somebody To Love” from the “Wicked Pickett” LP
on a “cart” over WWRL, and the backorders in N.Y.C. are
unbelievable! As the World knows, Fat Daddy told Jerry Wex-
ler that was the cut, and proved it by forcing it out of the LP
in Baltimore as a giant! Jerry Wexler, “Record Exec of the
Year,” and Bert Berns wrote the song. Jerry didn’t believe it
could be a giant, apparently because he wrote the lyric. Did you
know he wrote the short story “Edgar” that won a first prize in
the nation in 1954 ? The story is published in countless anthol-
ogies with top names.

Before we get to the new and unbelievable Supremes, let us
discuss WWRL and its genius, General Manager Frank Ward.
Let’s tell it like it really is, baby! When WWRL opened, all the
hippies and the smart money and big-time Broadway Skeptics
at Al and Dick’s glibly predicted that “RL” would never be
“no big thing.” There had never been an important R&B station
in the “Big Apple,” and WMCA was THE R&B station in Har-
lem and Bedford-Stuyvesant. With Rocky Groce (formerly of
WLIB) as his big gun and right-hand man, Frank put together
production and sound that was unreal, like he did at WVON,
Chicago, and in Miami at WFUN, and other places. Are they
big now? Bert Berns sold 50,000 copies of the Freddie Scott
before WMCA touched it. The same is true for the Jimmy Cast-
or. The Prince Buster version of “10 Commandments of Love”
is over 70,000 in N.Y. WMCA does not intend to play either the
Prince Buster or Nickie Lee version. WWRL started the whole
giant Latin-R&B trend, which made Joe Cuba and Hector
Rivera big recording stars.

Besides Frank Ward, the one other guy the pros in broad-
casting consider a genuine genius is Bill Drake, who made
KHJ number one in L.A. pop and runs a number of top stations
on the West Coast.

Now, back to the Supremes and “Love Is Here And Now
You’re Gone.” Because of the great lyrics, we predict this will
be the biggest hit the Supremes have ever had. This column is
hip to the special source of resource materials that Eddie and
Brian Holland use to inspire their sure-fire-hit lyries. It is so
obvious to a professional writer, that most other lyric writers
have overlooked the secret. The formula is so fantastic, you
absolutely cannot miss when you use it, if you write skillfully.

Avalanche of Hit Product

The R&B Music Directors and PDs have a problem! There
are just too many great new records! Donny Brooks at WDAS,
Philadelphia and Dr. Fat Daddy at WWIN, Baltimore, started
a brand new dance rage, the “Raise Your Hand For Roll Call.”
It’s a “Shingaling Shuffle and Catbird Cocktail” followed by a
“Boogaloo Chaser.” You do it to the fantastic new Eddie Floyd,
“Raise Your Hand” . .. The new Don Covay, “Shingaling ’67,”
has already spread from the leader hip R&B kids and we predict
this dance will go #1 R&B and top 5 pop.

Len writes:

As you so succinctly stated,
“Jazz is getting better . . .”

1966 was the biggest sales
yvear in the 19-year history of
Atlantic Records. As part of
the over-all sales, jazz albums
played a substantial role. Her-
bie Mann, the Modern Jazz
Quartet, Sergio Mendes, Broth-
er Jack McDuff, Charles Lloyd,
Mose Allison, Hank Crawford
and Eddie Harris were some of
the artists whose albums con-
tributed to the banner jazz year
under the aegis of Nesuhi Erte-
gun, Atlantic VP, who oversees
jazz production for the label.

Herbie Mann’s LP, “Stand-
ing Ovation at Newport,” was
one of our top selling albums.
It was recorded live at the 1965
Newport Jazz Festival — and
once again Herbie’s electrify-

Baby” caused a sensation.

The Modern Jazz Quartet’s
album with Laurindo Almeida,
“Collaboration,” has been an
outstanding album. The sound
of the Modern Jazz Quartet
with Laurindo Almeida has
been called “the most satisfy-
ing collaboration in years.”

Herbie Mann’s album “Mon-
day Night At the Village Gate,”
which brought Herbie back to
his old stamping ground, con-
tains wailing performances of
“Motherless Child” and “Away
From The Crowd,” etc., and put
Herbie high on the charts once
again,

In his Atlantic album “The
Great Arrival,” Sergio Mendes
displays his artistry on a win-
ning collection of Brazilian
songs and tasteful pop material.
His warm piano stylings are
neatly showcased by large or-
chestral backing. This album
too has turned into a smash
seller.

Label Newcomer

A newcomer to the label,
Brother Jack McDuff, brought
great excitement to the jazz
world in his Atlantic album “A
Change is Gonna Come.” As
America’s No. 1 soul artist,
Brother McDuff came through
with down home performances
of an outstanding collection of
blues tunes on a harddriving
LP.

Another newcomer to the At-
lantic roster, who is destined
to become one of the “greats”
in jazz, is Charles Lloyd. His
first album on Atlantic, “Dream
Weaver,” spotlighted an imagi-
native and creative tenor sax
and flute work by Lloyd over
strong support by his quartet.

No newcomer to the jazz
world is Mose Allison. As one
of our “steadies,” his album
“Mose Allison Recorded Live
at the Lighthouse in Hermosa
Beach” did very well. Mose’s
unique vocal and piano styling
were captured in exciting fash-
ion on this LP.

One of our mainstays and
perennial best-sellers is Hank
Crawford. Hank’s album of
“After Hours,” reached new
heights with memorable per-
formances on both alto sax and
piano of a broad-based collec-

'‘By Jupiter’
RCA Godsend

NEW YORK —Some things
are above criticism. And one of
them is (or are) Rodgers and
Hart, whose 25-year-old musi-
cal, “By Jupiter,” was revived
at the Theatre Four last week
with revisions by “Cabaret”
lyricist Fred Ebb.

Rodgers and Hart, who pro-
vided the book as well as the
songs for this show, pioneered
countless musical comedy con-
ventions. But every once in a
while during their careers
they sat back and wrote a little
something off the top of their
heads.

“By Jupiter,” their last col-
laboration, falls into this cate-
gory. It’s a burlesque—varsity
show style—about what hap-
pens when the Greeks come to
make war on the Amazons
where the women are men and
the men are women (a sexual
identity crisis not ungermaine
to these times). Then ensues a
scriptful of nonsense jokes
like “I never thought I'd be a
war groom.” This is not true
wit and only occasionally in-
ventive yuks.

(Historically, this kind of
war lampoon was obviously
tailored to World War II times,
and certainly was more mean-
ingful then on that level. Many
of the references, which will
skip by audiences now, were
probably sure laugh-getters at
one time.

And then there are the songs.
“Wait ‘Till You See Her” (re-
stored after having been cut
from the original production),
“Ev’rything I've Got,” “Jupiter
Forbid,” “Nobody’s Heart,”
“Here’s a Hand,” “Careless
Rhapsody,” “Bottoms Up.” All
are a delight to hear and will
remain a delight on the im-
pending RCA caster album—a
package that will benefit buyer
and company alike. (RCA
backed the revival in a very
wise move. Certainly musical
comedy buffs will turn out to a
man to get the package.)

The production at hand is a
strong one. It is well-cast, well-
directed, and well-everything.

Writer-singer Dia-
mond continued selling his
songs with Elvis Presley-like
showmanship through his
“Cherry, Cherry” and “I Got
The Feeling,” and wound up un-
veiling a song that should prove
an instant shellac smash, “You
Got to Me.”
