Warners Buys Valiant 
BURBANK, CALIF.— In a 

joint announcement made here 
this week, J. K. Maitland, Presi-
dent of Warner Bros. Records, 
Inc., and Barry Devorzon and 
Billy Sherman disclosed the 
complete acquisition of Valiant 
Records, Sherman-Devorzon 
Music, Inc., and Barbil Music, 
by Warners. 

Valiant, formed seven years 
ago by Sherman and Devorzon, 
has been successful as an inde-
pendent recording and produc-
ing company, as well as most 
active in the music publishing 
field. 
The Valiant organization has 

maintained a steady and rather 
sizeable growth pattern since 
its organization, most recently 
developing exceptional volume 
via the success of recordings 
by the Association. Four sin-
gles by the latter group alone 
have sold in excess of two and 
a half million copies, while the 
group's two albums accounted 
for 750,000 sales units. 

In Purchase 

Included in the purchase of 
Valiant by Warner Bros. is the 
company's complete library of 
both recorded and unrecorded 
masters, as well as contracts 
for artists, numbered among 
which are the Association, 
Charles Boyer, Shelby Flint, the 
Collectors, Six the Hard Way, 
Lee Malory, the Johnnys and 
Moore and Moore. 

Maitland declared that the 
move "is 'but the first in a se-
ries of similar plans for expan-
sion in mind for .the Warner' 
Reprise/Loma family." 

Maitland further disclosed 
that Warner Bros. has entered 
into a long-term agreement for 
the services of Billy Sherman. 
to continue to helm the pub-
lishing activities of the music 
publishing firm. The latter firm 
is expected to begin operations 
out of the Warner Bros. offices 
in Burbank immediately. 
Barry Devorzon disclosed 

that he will immediately leave 
on an extended vacation in Eu-
rope, following which he will 
study music abroad, and later 
resume his writing career, with 
particular emphasis being 
placed in the motion picture, 
television and Broadway fields. 
Warners will be able to con-

tinue to draw upon the produc-
ing and writing talent of 
Devorzon upon occasion. Budd 
Dolinger, General Manager and 
shareholder in Valiant Records, 
was hailed by Sherman and 
Devorzon as "primarily respon-
sible for much of the success 
enjoyed by Valiant." Dolinger, 
a 10-year veteran in the record 
and music business, was re-
sponsible for sales, promotion 
and manufacturing, sharing ad-
ministrative responsibilities 
with Sherman, while Devorzon 
handled the creative areas.

In November, 1965, he be-
came VP in charge of Adminis-
tration, assuming the responsi-
bilities of office management, 
all branch administration, per-
sonnel and purchasing. 

'Credibility Gap' In Tape 
Builds Retailer Resistance 

Record World Joins Industry Leaders' 
Calls for Truth Instead of Distortion 

NEW YORK— In recent 
months, tWo of the most re-
spected and knowledgeable fig-
ures in the record industry have 
called for an end to the "credi-
bility gap" that is creating a 
wall of resistance to tape sales 
at the retail level and thus re-
tarding the movement of tape 
cartridges into the hands of the 
public. 

Clive Davis, VP of CBS Rec-
ords, speaking at the recent 
NARM Convention, said, "There 
have been, I 'believe, endless ex-
aggerated predictions about the 
future of tape. These have been 
harmful and have already 
caused some business reverses. 
At the last NARM Convention, 
when overly-zealous and non-
record people were talking of 
the gold mine around the cor-
ner, I urged caution. I still do. 

"Not that there isn't a mar-
ket here. Not that an increas-
ing amount of business won't 
be done. But, there ain't gold 
in them there hills yet and no 
amount, of claims or concen-

trated headlines in certain 
trade papers will put them 
there. There is room for new 
products in our business and 
this includes tape cartridges— 
but no revolution is going to 
occur. If it grows, it will grow 
at a steady— not a frantic — 
pace." 

Leslie on Situation 

Earlier in the year, Cy Leslie, 
whose Pickwick International, 
Inc., is one of the leading inde-
pendents in economy-priced 
tape as it is in low-priced re-
cordings, commented on this 
same increasingly serious sit-
uation. 
"The retailer has in too many 

instances come to regard stereo 
tapes as premature. It has now 
gotten to the point where many 
are becoming completely dubi-
ous. This has to be overcome 
now," Leslie stated. 

Leslie, like Davis, believes 
that a great part of the solu-

At Operation's Heart 

At the heart of the record 
pressing operation are 19 dou-
ble-mould, injection moulding 
machines, 10 of which are fully 
automatic. The balance are now

in the process of being con-
verted. Monarch also has a 
separate plant with 34 semi-
automatic units. The 19 injec-
tion moulders are automatically 
fed raw materials from a silo 
with a capacity of 160,000 
pounds. 

In the plant housing 34 semi-
automatic presses, all turning 
out 12 inch LPs, records are 
transported via conveyor belts 
to three units that automati-
cally wrap the finished album. 
An automatic feeding silo, sim-

The Lyric Problem 
By DAVE FINKLE 

The demand a few weeks ago 
by the McLendon Stations that 
full lyric sheets be submitted 
along with every single record 
sent in for airplay called 
marked attention to the contin-
uing industry dialog about sug-
gestive lyrics. 

In a quick spot check, Record 
World learned that the dialog 
is many-sided and that at least 
one important New York City 
station—WABC—is deeply con-
cerned about a condition that 
ABC Music Director Rick Sklar 
called "going beyond the point 
of tolerance." 

Sklar told Record World that 
WABC is studying the lyric 
problem closely and is likely to 
adopt a more stringent policy 
concerning singles submitted 
for airplay. Although no policy 
decisions have been made yet, 
Sklar indicated that asking for 
lyrics may not be the one, since, 
as he put it, "records fre-
ouently don't sound like the lyric 
sheet reads." 

Sklar said that recently he 
has had to request lyrics from 
companies increasingly. 

No Upswing 

On the other hand, a WMCA-
n-v Y,•rk spnkeaman said that 
although the station asks to see 
lyrics from time to time, there 

has been no upswing recently, 
and that therefore the station 
saw no need to change their 
policy from the current one, 
which is to ask for lyrics when 
a sufficient number of listener 
complaints are lodged. Listen-
ing to a record, the spokesman 
said, was good enough for the 
taste test. 

Bertha Porter of WDRC-
Hartford stated that "combing 
through lyrics would be a pain 
in the neck. Listen to a re-
cord," she said. "If it's in bad 
taste, don't use it." 
Dean Tyler of WIBG-Phila-

delphia also subscribed to the 
listening school of thought, al-
though he said that possible 
industry policy developments 
are "something I'm going to 
have to consider." 

Changes Made 
Changes Records ("Contem-

porary Music on Record"), a 
newly formed label in Berkeley. 
Calif., has recorded the Jerry 
Hahn Quintet for an album re-
lease. Second group to record 
for Changes is the Notes from 
the Underground. 

Chris Strachwitz is President 
of Changes. Label plans to spot-
light contemporary music of all 
types and will be distributed by 
Arhoolie Records. 

Copyright Bill Passed; 
Jukeboxes Would Pay 

WASHINGTON — On April 
11, the House passed, 379 to 29, 
the first complete revision of 
the nation's copyright laws 
since 1909, after easing a con-
troversial provision relating to 
jukeboxes. 

Bill extends copyright cover-
age for authors, playwrights, 
composers and lyricists to life-
time plus 50 years, compared 
with a current maximum of 56 
years. 
The revised jukebox provi-

sion, worked out with jukebox 
operators a n d performiing 
rights societies, requires each 
operator to pay an annual $8 
fee for each box to the Register 
of Copyrights. 

How Divided 

Provigion does not spell out 
how the $4-million kitty from 
the nation's estimated 500,000 
jukeboxes will be divided. If 
the performing rights societies, 
which represent the writers, 
fail to agree, a Federal court 
referee may have to be named. 
The House Judiciary Com-

mittee had proposed a complex 
licensing system which would 
have cost jukebox operators an 
estimated $19 on each box. 
Jukeboxes were exempted in 
1933 from payments under the 
last copyright law.

INDIANAPOLIS — Almost 
two years to the day on which 
RCA announced its entry into 
the 8-track cartridge field, the 
company invited the press out 
for the unveiling of what is 
referred to as the world's larg-
est and most modern recorded 
tape duplicating plant and the 
world's largest research and 
development center to recorded 
entertainment. 
The day's ceremonies, all 

sparked with the company's 
convictions about and commit-
ments to the potential of 8-
track tape, included an exten-
sive tour of both the tape plant 
and the research center and a 
press conference, presided over 
by Norman Racusin, Division 
Vice President and General 
Manager. Other RCA executives 
along for the junket were Har-
ry E. Jenkins, Division Vice 
President, Operations, and Ir-
win Tarr, Division Vice Presi-
dent, Marketing. 

Other Developments 

At the press conference a 
number of new RCA tape devel-
opments were announced, in-
cluding a new Crescendo con-
tract and label entry into the 
33/4 ips reel-to-reel tapes (see 
separate stories). 

In a brief statement to the 
visiting trade press concerning 
the plants, Racusin said: 
"These two facilities assure 
our leadership in recorded en-
tertainment. The Recorded 
Tape Duplicating Plant is in-
dicative of RCA's belief in the 
future of recorded tape in gen-
eral and Stereo 8 specifically. 
The new facilities for our 
laboratories provide the means 
for RCA Victor to continue to 
serve the consumer with im-
provements in both disk and 
tape products." 

(The tour, in which the RCA 
ability to produce tape in large 
quantities and forms was 
stressed, underscored this 

12 

point.) 
Racusin indicated that RCA 

Victor foresees many new spe-
cialized uses for cartridge tape 
and is actively working to de-
velop these. As an example, he 
announced that in conjunction 
with Recording for the Blind, 
Inc., RCA Victor will partici-
pate in a unique test program 
sponsored by the National 
Foundation for the Humani-
ties. 

Ford, Chevrolet Chose 

Racusin also announced that 
RCA Victor again has been se-
lected by both the Ford Motor 
Company and the Chevrolet 
Division of General Motors to 
supply the consumer courtesy 
tapes which these firms will 
provide to purchasers of 
stereo-equipped 1968 models. 

In reviewing the tape prog-
ress, Tarr, who spearheaded 
RCA Victor's introduction of 
Stereo 8, said: 
"When the Stereo 8 system 

was launched in September, 
1965, those involved were limit-
ed to Ford Motor Company 
with players, Lear Jet Corp. 
with cartridges and RCA Vic-
tor with tapes. Today, there are 
8-track tapes from every major 
record company in this country, 
every motor company offers 
Stereo 8 players in its cars; 
and many home instrument 
companies are offering home 
players, adding the home di-
mensions to the market." 
He noted that RCA has 497 

selections in its Stereo 8 cata-
log and that there now are ap-
proximately 2,000 different 
Stereo 8 tapes available. 
He also announced release of 

the first 12 cartridges in a lan-
guage study series specially de-
veloped and produced for RCA 
Stereo 8 by the Institute of 
Language Study. These are 
basic, intermediate and ad-
vanced course in Spanish, 
French, German and Italian.

tion lies in restraining overly 
enthusiastic trade paper adver-
tising and publicity and substi-
tuting a greater effort in con-
sumer media and point-of-pur-
chase promotion. 
"When we start moving in 

that direction, we are going to 
quadruple the retail support 
that we now have and tape will 
really begin to fulfill all of our 
expectations." 

It's time that we stopped kid-
ding each other and started try-
ing to create a public demand 
that is at least within shouting 
distance of the effort put into 
loading up the shelves of the 
nation's retailers. It will be a 
long time before there is con-
sumer fire to match the phoney 
smoke signals coming from 
"certain trade papers." 

Retailers Wary 

Retailers who were over-sold 
are now wary—and with good 
reason—they're sitting with a 
lot of tape and from the manu-
facturer down through all lev-
els of the record business, you 
constantly encounter the same 
story. This burgeoning back-
lash of disenchantment will re-
tard the natural growth of this 
extremely promising adjunct of 
our business if something isn't 
done about it immediately. 
There is no doubt that there 

is a future for tape in our in-
dustry. However, that future is 
not going to be advanced by 
exaggerating its extent or the 
speed with which it will hap-
pen. There are still serious 
technical, sales, promotional 
and psychological problems to 
be solved. 
To promise the industry 

something tomorrow which in 
fact cannot be delivered for 
sometime to come is an appall-
ing disservice. Isn't it about 
time that we viewed tape in 
its true perspective and evalu-
ated realistically both its cur-
rent possibilities and its po-
tential?

It is a pop smash in N.Y., Philadelphia, Atlanta, 
Detroit, Baltimore, etc., and all through the South. We guarantee 
that this will get big phone requests from adults and kids. As far 
as I'm concerned, it's as great as Aaron Neville's smash .. . Ditto 
for "The Whole World Is a Stage," Fantastic 4, and "When Some-
thing Is Wrong With My Baby," Sam and Dave. When a ballad 
sells over 350,000, you are reaching adult minds—or is that bad?

Teen Scoop, a bi-monthly pub-
lication which will shortly be 
celebrating its first year, I feel 
I must object to the editorial 
in the current edition of Record 
World dealing with the lack of 
coverage in teen books on Ne-
gro recording artists. 

Of course, Teen Scoop may 
be one of the exceptions men-
tioned in your survey, but I do 
consider this magazine to be a 
rather better-than-average pub-
lication in the teen market, in 
that our features are aimed di-
rectly at record buyers—those 
who constitute the majority of 
the top 100. Editorially speak-
ing, Teen Scoop remains 
unbiased in the question of 
covering Negro acts. We are 
content to present features on 
as many "happening" record 
artists as possible in each is-
sue. These articles are of a rath-
er more intelligent substance 
than Record World seems to be 
prepared to give credit for. 

James Brown Spread 

In the current issue of Teen 
Scoop there is a four-page 
spread on James Brown. In the 
upcoming edition, we have a 
similar presentation on the 4 
Tops. In the past we have cov-
ered such acts as Mary Wells 
and the Supremes, and in fu-
ture issues we will be giving 
extensive editorials to Wilson 
Pickett, Otis Redding, Stevie 
Wonder and several other Ne-
gro acts who are consistent 
best sellers. Our reasons for

The question of the jazz vo-
calist ... what is and what isn't 
is represented by the recent 
release of three albums by girl 
vocalists. 
Dionne Warwick's newest for 

Sceptor is "Dionne Warwick on 
Stage and in the Movies," and 
there is "Nina Simone Sings the 
Blues" on RCA and Aretha 
Franklin's "I Never Loved a 
Man" on Atlantic. 

First, Dionne Warwick, of 
course, has never been identi-

fied even re-
motely as a 
jazz singer. 
However, 
in her newest 
album she has 
recorded a 
couple of cuts 
that certainly 
deserve more 
than passing 

Del Shields • interest on the 
part of the jazz disk jockey. 

Before someone yells sell-out, 
allow me to point out that 
Nancy Wilson has successfully 
worn many musical hats. Per-
haps her ability to display such 
versatility might be predicated 
on the uncanny talent she has. 
None the less, Dionne, to us, 
comes of serious age in this new 
album. We admit we may be 
biased since we have always 
respected her artistry as an 
artist and her ability to com-
municate. Yet, we have never 
before been as pleased with her 
musical efforts as represented 
in this album. 
Aretha has long been asso-

ciated with the jazz soul move-
ment. For too long a period we 
have watched with disappoint-
ment her recorded efforts and 
been thrilled with her in per-
son. In this present album she 
portrays the dynamic and mov-
ing spiritual quality that she 
brought with her when she 
socked "Rock a-Bye My Baby 
with a Dixie Melody." There 
will be those jazz jocks who will 
feel that too many of the cuts in 
the album with the rock back-
ground do not represent jazz. 
However, a careful hearing of 
the album will prove that one 
or two cuts can be played on a 
jazz show. 

Nina Simone, is enjoying an 
increasing amount of success 
with the single, "Day and 
Night," taken from her new al-
bum. Nina has long stood alone 
as an artist unafraid to chal-
lenge new material. And she 
again proves that she is one of 

the few masters in the business 
who can really take a tune, re-
shape it, give it a new meaning 
and make you love it. 

With Jazz Flavor 

In all of these albums, these 
three gals display an ability to 
tell a musical story with a jazz 
flavor. There are too few genu-
inely legitimate jazz singers. 
However, there are many vocal-
ists who use the feeling of jazz 
and in some cases the musical 
flavor of jazz, and within their 
context we are obliged to ex-
pose their efforts. 
And in a world where the 

vocal represents 95% of R & B, 
rock and roll and pop program-
ming, it is almost impossible to 
ignore the vocal on jazz shows. 
Where vocalizing has become 

so important a part of the mu-
sic scene, the jazz jock who 
does not search and look for 
the vocalists who can add a 
change of pace and a bit of va-
riety to his show, does himself 
a disservice as well as the art-
ist and the listener. 

In fact, it is almost as ridic-
ulous as the non-jazz stations 
who find it acceptable to use 
station breaks and jingles with 
big band jazz and yet refuse the 
playing of jazz on their pro-
grams. 
Looking at the direction of 

jazz, there is no doubt that the 
jazz of today is moving more 
and more to the middle of com-
bining the R & B sound with 
straight, out-and-out cooking. 
This is not to say that the trend 
will preclude the ballads, ex-
perimental, avant-garde or other 
forms of pure jazz. But one 
must keep in mind that the 
population of America in its 
majority is represented by 
those 18-25. And therefore it is 
this group that represents the 
actual future of jazz. 

It is this group that will 
leave the strict confines of R 
& B, rock, etc., to enter the 
jazz picture. 

Before the howls begin from 
the jocks who fail to under-
stand the changing music pic-
ture of today, allow me to point 
out that the beat in jazz has 
definitely returned. Do not take 
my word for it. Check the 
charts. The records selling to-
day are those with a pro-
nounced beat and a definite 
rhythmic pattern. It's here, and 
I believe we are the better 
for it. 

People once again want to 
swing. There is enough bitter-
ness and turmoil in the world 
today. 
Of course, one of the impor-

tant phases of jazz will never 
be denied: the area of com-
mentary on life that jazz has 
always done so well. 

It is from this area that most 
of the true jazz comes. But even 
here it must be done with a beat 
and made more understandable 
to the masses if it is to succeed. 

And if the jazz jock is to suc-
ceed he must have the ability 
to combine all elements of his 
music into a concert for his 
listeners. But understanding all 
phases and knowing what the 
musicians are saying and find-
ing out why they are saying it 
makes for a better program. 

So, if an R & B vocalist cuts 
an album that lends itself to a 
jazz hearing, let's hear it.
