Sydney Nathan 
Pioneered C&W 
Wax, Then R&B 
MIAMI - Sydney Nathan, 

founder and President of King 
Records and subsidiary compa- 
nies Lois Music and Royal 
Plastics, died here March 5 of 
a heart ailment and "other 
complications." 

Nathan, who would have 
been 65 on April 27, remained 
active in the administration of 
his business till the end, de- 
spite the fact that he had been 
in failing health continually for 
the past eight years. Funeral 
services were held Thursday, 
7, in Cincinnati, where he lived 
all his life. 

When Nathan (with his uncle 
Sam, his sister, Dorothy Hal - 
per, his brother-in-law Sol and 
Howard Kessel) founded King 
Records in the early '40s, it 
was wartime and things on 
Brewster Avenue in Cincinnati 
were difficult. There were prob- 
lems getting the necessary com- 
pounds, for instance. Most of 
his original artists came to him 
through the two big country 
and western shows emanating 
from Cincinnati. The label's 
first two records, "It's Raining

pa Jones and "Filipino Baby" 
by Cowboy Copas, were both 
hits. 

Among the outstanding rec- 
ords and artists in the early 
days of King were the Del- 
more Brothers ("Blues Stay 
Away From Me"), Moon Mul- 
lican ("I'll Sail My Ship 
Alone"), "Sweeter Than a

Starring Julie Andrews, the 
film's soundtrack will be pack- 
aged in a doublefold jacket with 
a four-color story booklet in- 
sert, selling at a suggested 
$6.79. This packaging formula 
proved successful for 20th's 
"Doctor Dolittle" album. 

Tapes from the film will be 
completed around the first of 
May, and ABC is planning a 
special introduction of the album 
to its distributors. 

`Grad' LP a Hit 
Simon and Garfunkel's score 

for "The Graduat e" has 
boosted the sales of their en- 
tire Columbia Records catalog. 

The original sound track re- 
cording of this, the duo's first 
film score, was released less 
than three weeks ago and is 
already a best seller, with more 
than 200,000 copies sold to 
date. 

TIC Closes Deal On Three Firms 
NEW YORK - Transconti- 

nental Investing Corporation 
announces that its subsidiary, 
Transcontinental Music Corpo- 
ration, has closed the acquisi- 
tion of Recordwagon, Inc., 
Mershaw of America, Inc., and 
Pioneer Distributing Company, 
as previously announced. 

Over the past two months 
TIC announced agreements to 
acquire six such companies. 
According to Robert K. Lifton, 
president of Transcontinental. 
the closings of the remaining 
three-Tip Top Record Service, 
Somerset Corporation and Re- 
cona-are scheduled for the 
end of the month. 

Recordwagon, Mershaw and 
Pioneer generate sales of more 
than $41 million. All three were 
acquired separately with TIC 
common stock carrying a total 
value in excess of $10 million. 

Recordwagon is based in 
Boston and distributes records, 
tapes and tape cartridges to 
department stores, discount 
outlets and chain stores in some 
20 states East of the Missis- 
sippi. The main distribution 
areas for Mershaw, located in 
Albany, N.Y., are the Southern 
and Southwestern states, while 
Pion e e r, headquartered in 
Wichita, Kansas, handles the 

mid -western states with the 
records and tapes it distributes 
and merchandises. 

Principles Cont inuing 
The principals of all three 

companies will continue to op- 
erate their individual organi- 
zations. They will also become 
members of the board of Trans- 
continental Music Corporation, 
the wholly owned subsidiary 
recently formed by TIC for the 
sole purpose of managing its 
growing music interests. 

"Through Transcontinental 
Music," Lifton said, "we will 
be able to consolidate costly 
warehouse space, reduce over- 
head and inject sophisticated 
data processing methods, all of 
which will result in better serv- 
ice to the thousands of cus- 
tomers the record distributing 
companies now serve."

Wayne Raney ("Why Don't You 
Haul Off and Love Me"), the 
Carlisle Brothers ("Rainbow at 
Midnight"), Jimmy Osborne 
("Death of Little Cathy Fis- 
cus"), Hank Penny ("Blood- 
shot Eyes"), Homer and Jethro, 
Clyde Moody ("Shenandoah 
Waltz") and the aforemen- 
tioned Cowboy Copas ("Signed, 
Sealed and Delivered,"), "Ken- 
tucky Waltz" ("Mountain 
Dew," "Old Rattler") and 
Hawkshaw Hawkins ("Slow 
Poke," "Sunny Side of the

In t h e mid -'40s Nathan 
branched out successfully into 
the Rhythm and Blues field 
with artists like Bullmoose 
Jackson ("I Love You, Yes I 
Do"), Sonny Thompson ("Long 
Gone"), Ivory Joe Hunter 
("Guess Who"), Billy Ward and 
the Dominoes ("Have Mercy 
Man," "Sixty Minute Baby"), 
Lonnie Johnson ("Tomorrow 
Night"), Wynonie H a r r is 
("Good Rock i n ' Tonight," 
"Bloodshot Eyes"), Roy Brown 
("Hard Luck Blues"), Earl Bos- 
tic ("Flamingo") and many 
others. 

Largest Indie by '48 

By 1948 King Records was 
the largest independent record 
company in the United States, 
with over 32 branches in cities 
throughout the country and 
dominant in both country and 
western and rhythm and blues. 
Nat h an always maintained 
price and, as a rule, was op- 
posed to discounts. 

During the early years of 
King, Nathan headed the com- 
pany although he was almost 
totally blind due to cataracts 
and had to be led around by 
members of his family. In ad- 
dition to discovering most of 
the talent for the label, he also 
wrote many of the biggest 
songs among them, "Signed, 
Sealed and Delivered," "I'll Sail 
My Ship Alone" and "Sweeter 
Than the Flowers." 

In the early '50s Nathan 
strengthened his Rhythm and 
Blues power by signing the 
Five Royales and by discover- 
ing such new artists as Hank 
Ballard and the Midnighters 
("Work With Me Annie," "Sexy 
Ways," "Finger Poppin' Time," 
"Let's Go, Let's Go, Let's Go," 
"The Twist"), Otis Williams 
and the Charms ("Hearts of 
Stone," "Ivory Tower"), Little 
Willie John ("Fever," "Talk To 
Me, Talk To Me"), Freddy 
King ("Hideaway"), the Plat- 
ters ("Only You") and Bill 

Doggett ("Honky Tonk," "Slow 
Walk"). 

Discovered James Brown 
1956 was a great year for the 

label, with "Fever" and "Honky 
Tonk" winning accolades. It 
was also the year Nathan dis- 
covered in Augusta, Ga., his 
biggest artist, James Brown, 
who has since that time been a 
continual best seller. 

Nathan was also the first to 
record and discover such art- 
ists as Otis Redding, Joe Tex, 
Steve Lawrence, Guy Mitchell, 
Trini Lopez and many others 
Who went on to fame on other 
labels. 

In the pure pop field, Nathan 
was successful with Boyd Ben- 
nett and the Rockets ("Seven- 
teen," "My Boy Flattop") and 
Bonnie Lou ("Daddy -O"). 

King was not Nathan's only 
label. For a time during the 
late '40s he released R&B prod- 
uct on the Queen label and 
later disolved Queen by merg- 
ing it along with several 
smaller companies he had pur- 
chased into the Federal Rec- 
ord Company. He also pur- 
chased in 1948 the Deluxe 
Record Company of Linden, 
N.J. and ran it as an independ- 
ent label with much success 
for over fifteen years before 
absorbing it into King. 

In 1958, Nathan purchased 
the Bethlehem Record Company 
and discovered on tape the 
sound of the relatively un- 
known Nina Simone. He 
launched her career with the 
hit single "I Loves You Porgy" 
which had been cut many years 
before and could have remained 
unnoticed but for Nathan's ear. 

Also Owned Lois Music 
In addition to building up a 

dynamic record company and 
distribution set-up, Nathan 
also owned the Lois Music 
Company which contained over 
8,000 copyrights, including 
most of the tunes mentioned 
and many more. 

Nathan also was owner of 
Royal Plastics Record Pressing 
plant, which manufactured not 
only all the records of King 
and its subsidiary labels, but 
also acted as the soul producer 
of albums for Starday Records 
of Nashville. In addition, Na- 
than had just completed re- 
building the entire plant and 
equiping his studio with the 
most modern eight track board. 

Nathan is survived by his 
wife, Zella, a son, Nat, a 
daughter, Beverly, a grand- 
child, Jamie, his sister, Mrs. 
Halper, and his brother, Dr. 
David Nathan. 

Handleman Sales 
Up 1st 9 Months 
DETROIT-The Handleman 

Company (NYSE) has reported 
net income for the first nine 
months ended Jan. 31, 1968 of 
$2,672,880 or $1.71 per share 
as compared with $2,261,898 or 
$1.45 per share a year ago. 
Earnings per share adjusted 
for a 2 -for -1 split of the com- 
mon announced February 5, 
1968 were $.86 for 1968 as 
against $.72 for 1967. Sales for 
the nine month period were 
$48,093,511 up from $43,023,229 
last year. 

David Handleman, President, 
stated that January histori- 
cally is one of the best selling 
months of the year for the 
phonograph record industry. 
He said, however, that Janu- 
ary, 1968, was a very slow 
month for the entire industry 
"which is extremely unusual." 
Handelman stated that Febru- 
ary sales were very much im- 
proved and, "We expect to end 
our fiscal year April 30, 1968, 
in a very strong position." 

Handelman common stock 
now traded on the New York 
Stock Exchange, was split 2 - 
for -1 effective February 21, 
1968. There are now 3,122,130 
shares of common stock out- 
standing. 

Handelman Company is the 
largest independent wholesale 
merchandiser of phonograph 
records and stereo tapes in 
North America.

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Beacon St. Union: 

'We Don't Think There's 
A Boston Sound ...' 

NEW YORK-Success comes 
to many people-and even 
sometime to people who aren't 
looking for it. Like MGM's 
Beacon Street Union, for in- 
stance. 

Four of them dropped up to 
Record World last week to dis- 
cuss their recent emergence 
from being acclaimed local 
Boston entertainers to becom- 
ing national pop figures via 
their MGM single "South End 
Incident (I'm Afraid)" and 
debut album and the simultane- 
ous uproar over "The Boston 
Sound." 

But let the unassuming fel- 
lows speak for themselves. 

"We don't think there's a 
Boston sound, really," lead 
singer John Wright, noted. 
"Most of the groups now get- 
ting attention as Boston groups 
we've never seen or heard." 

"Actually we resent being 
lumped with a lot of other peo- 
ple as part of 'The Boston 
Sound,' " Dick Weisburg, the 
group's low-key drummer, ex- 
panded. "I think we'd rather 
get no publicity at all than be 
part of something else. We want 
to be ourselves. And right now, 
we're waiting this whole Bos- 
ton thing out to see what hap- 
pens before we release another 
record." 

Never Thought of Recording 
"We never even thought about 

recording," bass player Wayne 
Ulaty said. "We were so green. 
We just started playing as a 
way to make some money. And 
suddenly last summer we came 
to the big city and people 
thought we were good. We 
never even thought of ourselves 
in professional standards." 

"And when we started out," 
Weisburg continued, "we were 
doing things that no one else 
was playing at the time. That's 
what made us Underground. We 
didn't play the top 10 records. 
We played early Yardbirds and 
things like that. We didn't even 
know if we'd get jobs that 
way." 

"But things changed around 
us," Wright explained. "The 
Tea Party opened." (The Bos- 
ton Tea Party is where the Bos- 
ton ferment, if not sound, cen- 
ters) . "And we were doing the 
right thing." 

Now that the Beacon Street 
Union is traveling out of Bos- 
ton, what are their plans? 
"We're going back to Boston 
for the first time in five weeks," 

Bob Rhodes said. "It's our 
home. Although we think of 
New York and the Scene as our 
show business home. We didn't 
think about our music as show 
business until we got to New 
York. The big city." 

Beyond the Boston return, 
the group is vague on future 
plans. "We aren't that anxious 
to do television unless it means 
something," Weisburg stated. 
"Nowadays it's relatively easy 
to get on television. Everybody 
is doing it. We don't like to do 
something that everybody is 
doing. If we go on television. 
we want it to be something peo- 
ple look forward to, not just 
something they see because 
they happen to turn their set 
on." -Dave Finkle.

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Point of No Return Near With Singles D'Rone Session 
By JIM SCHWARTZ 

President, Schwartz Brothers, Inc. 
Washington, D.C. 

Our industry is fast ap- 
proaching a point of no return 
(no pun intended) in handling 
single records. 

Today, an increasing impor- 
tant function of the single rec- 
ord is to either promote the 
sale of an existing LP contain- 
ing the hit single or a future 
LP that will be created if the 
single becomes a hit. 

There have been articles 
written on how profitless sin- 
gles are and how a conversion 
to a stereo single with a price 
increase will solve the profit 
picture. I can not agree. The 
handling costs on single rec- 
ords at the distribution and 
rack level are so high that if 
this cost factor was to be in- 
cluded in the proposed price 
increase we would price the in- 
dustry right out of the single 
record business 

Some of the cost factors at 
the distribution level are pro- 
motion, buying records based 
on air play rather than con- 
sumer acceptance, selling rec- 
ords at a much greater return 
factor than is extended to the 
distributor, manufacturer re- 

lief at 10 to 15 cents less than 
the original cost and the big- 
gest of all-checking in re- 
turns from dealers and rack 
locations, separating the rec- 
ords by labels, checking num- 
bers that are cut out, collating. 
listing and packing records by 
number and then trying to re- 
turn them to the manufacturer 
prepaid. 

Alter Number System 
If the manufacturers could 

possibly alter their policy on 
listing each record by number 
and allow their distributors to 
make returns packed 100 or 200 
records to a carton without 
itemizing each box, the costs 
in handling singles would be 
tremendously reduced. 

I'm sure the record manu- 
facturer could work out a re- 
turn percentage against artists 
royalties if this is the major 
concern. 

Does the industry realize 
just how much money is being 
spent on preparing single rec- 
ords for the drill press or the 
junk yard? 

I know the answer to this 
problem will not be easy. If 
nothing is done to help reduce 
the handling costs on 45 RPM 
product, we may see a gradual 

decline on the sale of singles, 
which would seriously harm 
the growth of our industry. 

Let's face facts. We have a 
problem that can be eliminated 
to some degree if we put some 
efforts toward a solution. 

I sincerely hope this message 
will stimulate corrective action 
towards reducing and perhaps 
eliminating the self-destructive 
economic trend of record dis- 
tribution and merchandising.

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The Ferrante 
And Teicher Story 

What would you do if suddenly one day you realized that your 
two year old child possessed musical talent? This is what the 
parents of Ferrante & Teicher discovered about their children 
at a tender age. All at once it meant not only the care and 
feeding of the child, but the nurturing of their musical apti- 
tudes as well. 

At the outset, the parents of Ferrante & Teicher had to deter- 
mine whether their youngsters possessed true talent. Hence, the 
Teichers of Wilkes Barre, Pa., and the Ferrantes of New York 
City sought the advice and guidance of local music counsel in 
their communities to ascertain their youngsters' talent. When 
it was confirmed that both were indeed child prodigies, the par- 
ents went about the business of finding proper teachers. Four 
years later, when both Ferrante & Teicher were all of six years 
old, they found themselves sitting side by side at a piano at the 
Preparatory Center of the Juilliard School of Music in New 
York City. 

At this musical institution since part of the curriculum was 
playing ensemble music with another pianist, the teachers per- 
mitted students to select their own partners. And thus at this 
early age, Ferrante & Teicher put four hands to one piano, 
never realizing that here was the beginning of what was later 
to be the world's most renowned two -piano team. 

While the young pianists were studying inside the music hall, 
their waiting mothers were outside in the corridor, exchanging 
notes about their children. As the years went by these conver- 
sations flourished, developing into a great friendship. So, too, 
did it evolve that the common bond between Ferrante & Teicher 
grew and determined in their teens that they should become a 
professional two -piano team-rarely are teams formed until 
adulthood. 

There are those of the impression that in order for two peo- 
ple to become a piano team each need only be half a pianist; 
but nothing could be further from the truth. In essence, each 
pianist must be a soloist, and a technician as well. The left hand 
must function exactly as the right simultaneously, as a part of 
a two -piano ensemble. Both musicians must fit together into the 
precise musical structure. This requires not merely playing the 
same notes together, but complementing each other and to sup- 
port and expand each other's ideas. This is where the artistry 
of Ferrante & Teicher is at its peak.

There's much involved in becoming successful in any musi- 
cal endeavor and this is especially true of a two -piano team. 
Here, as in most careers, the roads are lined with difficulty, 
traversed with uncertainty and much sacrifice. As children Fer- 
rante & Teicher had to abstain from sport activities because 
of the potential danger to their hands. Realizing it would be 
fool -hardy to tempt fate, they had to adapt to a way of life that 
differed from most youngsters their age. Aside from care and 
caution they also had to accept the fact that the hours spent 
in daily piano practice further deprived them of participating 
in many activities. Such were the sacrifices they knew must be 
borne. Fortunately, not only were they talented musically, but 
equally intelligent and learned early in life that in order to 
carve a future, there is considerable struggle and hard work 
impregnated in building a career. 

Should you ask either of them today whether it was worth the 
effort, they'll tell you that if it had to be repeated, they'd have 
it no other way. 

For a number of years the team pursued a classical career, 
and in the course of time played almost every city and town 
in America, winning acclaim from music critics around the 
country. The change from classical programs to popular was a 
direct result of their hit records. Their first hit, "The Theme 
From The Apartment," sold 750,000 copies in three weeks. To 
use the old show business cliché, ovenight, Ferrante & Teicher 
became a smash success"; but only those close to them knew 
how long and how much struggle it took for that "night" to 
arrive. 

On the heels of their first hit recording followed "Exodus," 
and from there on the pair was tagged, "The Movie Theme 
Team." To this very day, before a producer puts film to camera, 
he often submits the movie's theme to Ferrante & Teicher for 
recording consideration.

NEW YORK - On Feb. 21, 
Blue Note's Duke Pearson led 
a 16 -piece band at Long Is- 
land's Club Ruby, which has 
been the site for the Jazz Spot- 
light monthly series of jazz 
concerts. 

Of late there is evidence of 
a resurgence of big band pop- 
ularity in New York as well as 
on the West Coast. Pearson's 
organization gave impressive 
reasons why these bands are 
attracting critical comment. 

The band's book consists of 
primarily arrangements b y 
the leader, exciting charts with 
varied colorations allowing am- 
ple space for improvisation by 
the excellent soloists. Pearson's 
writing, like his piano playing, 
is lyrical and melodic. He is 
very much aware of dynamics 
but pays full attention to de- 
veloping arrangements that are 
fluid. 

It is an exciting band, as 
evidenced by the following list 
of soloists: Pepper Adams, bar- 
itone sax; Benny Powell, trom- 
bone; Jerry Dodgion, alto sax;

Valli of the Hits 
By DAVE FINKLE 

NEW YORK-Frankie Valli, 
who has been making money 
for Philips as part of the Four 
Seasons and as a soloist for 
six years simply by raising his 
voice (an octave or two), 
stopped up to Record World 
last week to report on his in- 
creasing activities alone and 
about what the Four Seasons 
are up to concurrently. 

Valli, voluble and earnest, 
speaking: "I've been taking 
acting lessons, because I'd like 
to do some movie work. And 
I've had some interest. There 
was one offer in particular that 
I couldn't take because of com- 
mitments with the group. 

"The best thing about the 
group is that we all work for 
each other. In fact, every- 
thing we do is split four ways. 
This means that we remain in- 
terested in each other's de- 
velopment-even if we develop 
away from the group. 

"I'm not predicting that the 
group is going to break up, be- 
cause I can see where we could 
keep going another seven or 
eight years. We've had 39 
singles that reached the top 10 
or so. Our first two were num- 
ber one songs and our third 
only made three. There was a 
time then when, if a record 
only hit number five, we'd con- 
sider it a bomb. 

150 Dates a Year 

"Right now we do about 150 
concert dates a year. We've 
got a group of four or five mu- 
sicians traveling with us. I 
love concerts. Each of us gets 
to give something of ourselves 
in a concert. I hate clubs be- 
cause you have to get it all in 
in 45 minutes. If we had to 
do that, some of our best things 
would have to be eliminated. 
And we can't just sing hits. 
That's not fair. We feel we 
have to show all sides of our- 
selves. That's what makes an 
honest performance. The mem- 
bers of the group are surpris- 
ingly sensitive and they thrive 
on appreciation of what they 
have to give. 

"I'd say if I have to choose 
one of my songs that best sum- 
med up my attitude toward the 
business, it would be `To Give? 
That song says what I feel, 
what we all should feel as part 
of the business. In fact, we 
should all do as much as we 
possibly can do to help each 
other. We need each other. 

"One thing I try to do, and 
that many people, especially 
some of the young kids forget,

is try to meet and understand 
as many people in the business 
as I can. For instance, when 
I'm in a city, I try to see as 
many of the deejays as I can, 
and not just to hand them my 
latest record to play. I like 
knowing them. And where 
would I be without the deejay 
or the promotion man. 

"And we never know enough 
that we can't learn something 
from someone else - even if 
they haven't been in the busi- 
ness as long as we have. I 
don't put that down." 

Valli has a few late night 
talk shows lined up (he never 
does solo dates other than TV) 
and currently he's finishing up 
a solo album. Then there's a 
Four Seasons album to com- 
plete, before a new Valli single 
session and a hop out on the 
road. 

"When you give a concert 
and you do something an audi- 
ence likes, it's great. You for- 
get all the hard work that went 
into it. It makes everything 
worthwhile."
