With ingenuity and coordination a group of 200 Czechoslovak
journalists and technicians has outwitted a 200,000-man invasion
force to keep a network of 15 radio stations on the air, via
Vienna.

“The city of Pilsen sends greetings to Budio-
vice,” a female voice said in a typical message. And everyone in
Budiovice could take strength from the knowledge that Pilsen has
not completely fallen to Soviet tanks and guns.

“Do not wait for Karel, he cannot come today.” is another
message. Such messages come between the news announcements
which are broadcast around the clock under the noses of the
Soviet occupiers.

When the Soviet troops first marched into Czechoslavakia that
Tuesday night, Prague radio and television managed to stay on
the air for hours providing accurate news of the invasion to the
rest of the world.

Finally, however, the Soviet-led troops took over the radio
and television studios and the nationalist voices in Czechoslo-
vakia went underground in the efforts to keep the liberal Cze-
choslovak leaders in touch with the Czechoslovak people.

One radio station may be located in a small room of a private |
flat. When the troops approach the flat, another station immedi- |
ately takes over the broadcasting.

The clandestine network began operating within minutes af-
ter the Soviet soldiers occupied the official Prague radio and
television headquarters, indicating some preplanning.

HOLLYWOOD — Recording
acts can make as much if not
more doing a one-night concert
as they can performing a
lengthy club engagement. This,
of course, depends on the popu-
larity of the bill as well as
the concert promoters.

An organization based on the
West Coast and gaining recog-
nition for successful concerts
is Concert Associates, headed
by Bob Eubanks, Steve Wolf
and Jim Rissmiller.

The trio has been responsible
for presenting some of the most
fiscally affluent one-nighters on
the Coast. The powerful box-
office attractions have included
the Righteous Brothers, Glen
Campbell, John Gary, the Su-
premes, the Smothers Brothers,
the Bee Gees., Donovan, Judy
Collins, Buffy Sainte-Marie, Bob
Hope and Andy Williams.

Kirshen, National Singles Man-
ager, both of whom took time
out to explain their modus
operandi to Record World last
week.

“The way we work together,”
Kirshen said, “is that we both
know each other’s areas well.
We have to. And we handle our
own jobs exclusively. Take, for
instance, the Bobbi Martin
‘Harper Valley P. T. A’ T've

written orders for 250,000
singles. Dave knows exactly
where I’ve sold these and he

can follow up with the album.
And so now with the album
not out vet, we have orders of
40,000.”

“We feel we were able to
break a major girl singer,”
Greenman said.

“What we’re doing may not
be unique,” Greenman began,
“but our job is generating
momentum. With something like
‘Honey,” we had a smash. That
song would have made it, but
when you have somebody to
take advantage of a situation,
you can make more of it. I'd
say that a couple of hundred
thousand records more are sold
when we can keep generating
momentum.”

“I'd like to make it clear,”
Kirshen said, “that that record
was no fluke. From the incep-
tion of the single to the sale
of one million copies was four
weeks exactly. And the most
important factor in getting that
kind of sales record is enthu-
siasm. I’d like to say that the
whole ballgame is enthusiasm.
If you don’t have it, vou can
forget it.”

“KEnthusiasm and product,”
Greenman said. ‘““And our distri-
butors know that we have it. We
never hype. The days of the
hype are gone. You just can’t
do it anymore. Our job is
more than just shipping records
to the branch. We follow it all
the way. There are two ways
to sell a record —to let your
distributors know that vou have
a legitimate hit or, two, to let
them know that you’re enthu-
siastic about the potential of
a hit. What we’ll never do is

say that we have a hit if we
don’t.”

“Also,” Kirshen explained,
“the most important thing to |
us is not the initial order, but
the re-order pattern. That's
how you begin to get the feel
of a record. If you load a dis-
tributor, then you don’t get an
accurate re-order pattern. If
you overload a distributor, you
may not get a re-order for three
weeks and then, as 1 said be-
fore, you can lose enthusiasm.”

“The thing here,” Greenman
took up, “is that today, with
tv and radio, the public is ex-
posed to the product almost
immediately. Our job is making
sure that product gets the pub-
lic as quickly as possible.”

“One thing we're going to
do,” Kirshen continued, “is to
tighten the gap between our
company and juke box opera-
tors. We’re making more seven-
inch elpees to help break artists,
We've got a
seven-inch version of the ‘In
the Heat of the Night’ album.”

“We respect each other’s
knowledge,” Greenman said.
“But that’s the way the com-
pany is. We report to Mike

us we have 75 years experience
in the business. And on top of
that there is a great feeling of
camaraderie in the company.”

Greenman and Kirshen are
getting ready for some impor-
tant UA projects for the fall.
For in addition to getting the
feel of a hit, there is the sister
operation of preparing large
projects. Up-coming are “Chitty
Chitty Bang Bang” and “The
Charge of the Light Brigade.”

Kirshen said that already the
plans for five
singles of the Sherman Broth-
ers’ “Chitty” score. No more
details on the campaign which
goes into high gear this month.

Novak said: “We believe that
cassette tape duplicating as of-
fered under the Philco-Ford la-
bel is unique in both product
concept and packaging.” He
noted that the entire catalog is
in the form of twin LPs.
“There’s a complete LP on
each side of the cassette. This
allows the customer +to do
something he can’t do on a
long-playing phonograph rec-
ord—that is, play an entire al-
bum without having to turn it
over.

“To dramatize this plus fea-
ture, and at the same time
maximize display and mini-
mize pilferage, we are packag-
ing our catalog of cassettes in
the form of an LP. They actu-
ally look like LPs.”

The tape cartridge fits into
a slot, die cut into the Twin
LP jacket. The whole package
then is shrink-wrapped with
clear plastic in the same man-
ner as an LP phonograph al-
bum.

In announcing the new cata-
log of pre-recorded cassettes,
Novak said: “Obviously we can
sell twin LP tapes only to peo-
ple who have players. We see
two distinet markets:

“One is the student market.

Here we have at least two mil-
lion cassette type recorders

Willie Boho: Musician
0f the Moment

By TED WILLIAMS

NEW YORK — “My music
can’t be defined by calling it
Latin jazz or jazz. My music
has a basic Latin foundation,

but it encompasses rock, jazz,

R&B or anything I happen to
feel at the moment.”

Thus does Willie Bobo, long
a mainstay among Latin, jazz
and more recently R&B enthu-
siasts, define his music. The
New York-born and raised per-
cussionist began playing at the
age of 14. Bobo gained most of
his considerable musical knowl-
edge first-hand while, as a
youngster, he was the band boy
for top name Latin bands. It
was while he was a band boy
for Machito that Bobo’s taste
for performing began to flower
in ernest. The musician soon
began playing with some of the
top names in the field, Tito
Rodriguez and Cal Tjader. Al-
though there are basic similari-
ties in the musical approach of
Rodriguez and Tjader, Rodri-
guez leans more toward Latin
and Tjader toward jazz. Bobo
realized then the significance
of the associations, and felt
that “it opened my nose to both
idioms.”

Now, Bobo has been leading |

his own groups for five years
and is looking toward newer
horizons. His groups have been
steadily growing in stature,
and, of course, there was the
hit of a year ago, “Sunshine
Superman.” “I would like to do
something with strings, and
I’ve been playing with the idea
of a concert that would trace
the evolution of Latin or Afro-
Cuban music. The concert could
show when and how R&B jazz
and pop influences were
brought into Latin and vice
versa. I could get into what in
Latin music is called Wawan-
koe, which is a traditional mu-
sic similar to American blues.”
