standing shares of Cameo - 
Parkway and is board chair- 
man of the diskery. 

Klein would receive 797,000 
shares of Cameo -Parkway 
stock for his management com- 
pany. In addition, he will re- 
ceive a five-year employment 
deal at $104,000 a year. Klein 
said that he plans to dispose 
of up to 175,000 shares of C -P 
stock, after the merger goes 
through. 

Cameo -Parkway stock had a 
meteoric rise after Klein 
bought out majority control in 
the fall of 1967. From about 
$4, the stock shot up to over 
$76 last February just before 
the suspension of trading. 
The Securities & Exchange 
Commission, which sanctioned 
the resumption of trading, said 
it was still investigating trad- 
ing in the stock last February.

bums apiece, Humperdinck 
with "A Man without Love" 
and the earlier "The Last 
Waltz," and Jones with "Fever 
Zone" and "Tom Jones Live." 
Each artist is due for a rush 
visit to America for major 
television exposure within the 
next few months, and Jones 
will return early in the new 
year as well on a lengthy 
schedule of key club engage- 
ments. 

An entirely different cate- 
gory, that of underground and 
hard rock, has brought London 
an additional wave of activity, 
with several groups scoring 
exceptional chart success from 
what could be called a stand- 
ing start. The Moody Blues 
lead the way in this depart- 
ment with two smash albums, 
the current "In 'Search of the 
Lost Chord" and the earlier 
"Days of Future Passed." Ten 
Years After and John Mayall 
and the Blues 'Breakers follow 
right behind and a fourth 
group, the Savoy Brown. Blues 
Band, has just broken loose 
with their debut album, which 
first hit the market in early 
August. 

"Undead," the second album 
by Ten Years After, has also 
been riding the charts since its 
release this summer. Mayall 
has had four chart entries, in- 
cluding the new "Bare Wires." 
London will again have the ad- 

vantage of direct personal pro- 
mo efforts with all these 
groups, since each is sched- 
uled to make tours of the 
States in months to come. 

Also contributing to the rec- 
ord August sales level were 
good -music entries from famed 
maestro M an t o v an i, the 
Jacques Lousier Trio, and 
Margaret Whiting and Ca- 
terina Valente, a pair of top - 
selling femme singers. The 
firm's phase 4 stereo line, fea- 
turing major catalog entries 
with Ronnie Aldrich, Stanley 
Black, Frank Chacksfield, Ted 
Heath, Les Paul, Edmund() 
Ros, and Camarata, also con- 
stituted a major element in the 
overall success. 

In the classical field, one of 
London's most productive de- 
partments, the recently intro- 
duced "Royal Family Of Op- 
era" has caused a major stir at 
classical counters.

Taking Care of Business 

by Del Shields 

There is much talk and dis- 
cussion among radio managers 
of soul stations concerning 
how to meet the pressing de- 
mands of their black listeners 
to add more cultural programs. 
With the blacks' increasing 
awareness of "black is beauti- 
ful" and a desire for blacks 
to know more about them- 
selves, it seems very easy for 
these managers to take a look 
at their format programming. 

For too long a period we 
have been 
told that the 
format of a 
few records 
is exactly 
what the pub- 
lic needs. Of 
course, the 
public is call- 
ing attention 
to the fact 
that the polit- 

ical experts will no longer 
be the sole custodians of their 
future. A look at the Viet- 
namese situation tells us that 
if more people would have be- 
come involved earlier and if 
the protests were as loud in 
1965 when we had less than 
15,000 men stationed there, we 
might have saved more lives. 

On radio row we are busily 
engaged in discussing Crispus 
Attucks, the first American to 
fall during the Boston Tea 
Party. But it seems that today 
we could start telling our black 
kids and our white kids that 
the cultural contributions of 
black people in music did not 
begin or end with the Supremes 
or Aretha Franklin. Far be it 
from us to put down these 
beautiful and soulful people, 
but I think they will admit 
their early influences were Ella 
Fitzgerald, Dinah Washington 
and perhaps Billie Holiday. 

The popularity of the guitar 
can easily trace its origin to 
Charlie Christian who played 
the first amplified guitar. It 
seems pathetic that Minton's 
Playhouse, which should be an 
historical landmark in this 
country, hasn't taken the time 
to dip Charlie's guitar in some 
gold paint and mount it on the 
wall with the caption, "here

was where it all began." 

Came from Coltrane 
The new sounds of dissident 

chords and the exploration of 
the 'new music, of course, came 
about through the efforts of 
John Coltrane. A close reading 
of the biographies of most of 
the folk, rock and new psyche- 
delic sounding groups finds 
liberal references to the in- 
fluence of 'Trane. 

Much of what the drummers 
are doing today in the contem- 
porary field stems from the un- 
believable talents of Elvin 
Jones. Elvin has shown us that 
there aren't enough drums for 
him to play. The rock boys, as 
usual, "cop" the glory and the 
bread and we delve in the 
rhetoric that "Elvin is sure 
together." 

The organ was put down so 
long because its innovators 
were black with the names of 
Wild Bill Davis, Jimmy Smith 

and the earlier Fats Waller. 
Since the advent of the pop - 
rock -underground sound, I've 
heard no disclaimers. And even 
in the most suburban of 
groups on can hear the wails 
of Jimmy Smith. 

We can talk about the blues 
and the attempts to keep the 
blues growing in the fields or 
buried in the basements. Then 
along come the kids and they 
say, "later, man. This is where 
it is." They took the blues, 
which at one time could be 
bought for $27 (originally the 
cost of "St. Louis Blues"), and 
showed the management that 
the blues could be sold for 
$10,000 per night against a 
percentage. And this could be 
done without paying tribute to 
any of the masters. 

When Blues Couldn't Be 

Speaking of these same 
blues, there was a time when 
the 'blues could not be sung 
in the setting of polite society. 
They were dubbed dirty, back 
room, under-the-table, lewd, 
anti -Christ and every other la- 
bel the establishment could 
find. But the blues were always 
truth. Some cat was wailing 
about the loss 'of his woman, 
bread, job or happiness. The 
urban wit of Master Duke 
Ellington is evident in his 
classic description of the blues. 
He says, "the blues is the ac- 
companiment of a man and a 
woman going steady."

"You've got to keep turning away from groovy things and 
finding others even more exciting," seems to be the philosophy 
of West Coast alternative radio man B. Mitchel Reed. "Music is 
spreading in all directions, and once you start to pigeon -hole it 
you all of a sudden find yourself in just another fossilized thing 
Like Top 40. Remember the contests Top 40 jocks ran when things 
began to change in rock, the bits where they asked listeners to 
write in with their names for the trend? That's how folk-rock 
was born, the term that is, and it was always bad. See, they had 

to tag it, pigeon -hole it, and it hurt the music 
and it hurt radio. Get 'stuck in one bag and 
you've had it." 

Mitch Reed does an excellent job of staying 
loose with his programming-on Metromedia's 
KMET-FM (Stereo) in Los Angeles. His nightly 
three hour show, which up until last week was 
taped the previous day in San Francisco and 
jetted south, is one of the most into it show- 
cases of music going. Starting this week Mitch 
will be doing the show live. Other platter 
spinners will be taped; Tom Donahue's nightly 

show will continue to be shipped from San Francisco, Rosko will 
send a tape from New York, and Al "Jazzbo" Collins will tape 
his show in L.A. The definite schedules are still to be ironed out. 

Likes To Make Discoveries 
"I don't like just playing what everyone is else making it with," 

says Mitch. "I like to find undiscovered people. When I get hot on 
someone I dig, I really freak out on them. Donahue and I started 
playing the hell out of Pentangle, the Bert Jansch group, and 
we created such a demand that Warner Brothers went and got 
the album from England and will be releasing it here." 

How does he decide on which LPs have it and Which don't? 
"Well, I listen to everything, of course, and select what I dig, and 
then I have three or four people whose opinions I respect, and 
they listen to things and let me know when something makes it. 
It's really amazing how much product there is being released, 
you dig, and seven or eight out of 10 of them either don't make 
it or are one cut albums. So it's a hassle going through all that, 
but it's worth it when you find something good." 

Mitch got his start in radio while a student at the University 
of Ilinois. Leaving school, he worked in the usual amount of small 
stations in the midwest and in the Catskills, getting his first 
break in major market radio in Baltimore. He hit the big time 
at WOR, New York, where he hosted the Birdland Jazz Show for 
two years. When rock 'n' roll happened Mitch was right in the 
middle of things as part of the big success at KFWB in Los An- 
geles, when those call letters were synonomous with Top 40. He 
joined the station in 1957, and except for two years as one of the

top jocks on WMCA in New York, stayed with WB for nearly ten 
years, pulling down big ratings in several time slots. 

Joined Merry Pranksters 
Mitch joined Tom Donahue's merry pranksters at L.A.'s KPPC- 

FM shortly after the revolution there, and stayed until the strike 
in March. "Donahue and I share jazz and Top 40 backgrounds 
going into this," he says. "And we're about the same age, so we 
have very similar ideas about radio and what should be done 
with it. Of course in practice, on the air, our formats differ; 
Tom digs playing blocks of an artist's recordings, and I like to 
create moods. I use comparative plays a lot, like last week I d'id 
about half an hour on the different versions of 'Dust My Blues' 

(or 'Dust My Broom'). I'm really a blues 
freak." 

Where is rock radio heading? "Well, I think 
it'll probably go the same way Top 40 did, only 
much slower. FM has a lot of time to catch up, 
but it's easy to see the day when the pendulum 
will swing back. Hard rock stations will be 
competing with each other, you know, like 
`world -exclusive -you -heard -it -first -here,' that 
riff, and then the greed thing and the station 
with the least commercials will start to pull 
the ratings, and it'll be the same old scene all 

over again. Not as bad as Top 40, though. The sound is too good." 
As for KMET-FM, the station has had an admirable increase 

in billing since adopting this format-three months-ago on a 
part-time basis (4 p.m. - 2 a.m.). As the automated sister to AM 
outlet KLAC, the station was picking up the best part of its bill- 
ing' in run-through buys. In the first month of rock billing nearly 
doubled and has been climbing since. Competition is KPPC-FM, 
which has a hard format to beat, but no stereo and a terribly 
weak signal. 

Then there are plans afoot at KNX-FM to slip into the under- 
ground. And KDAY (AM), which has a fairly good signal out of 
Santa Monica, is easing its way into hard rock with a new 24 - 
hour license that could put the pressure on, even though the 
fidelity would not be competitive.

They're Amos, and Dandy 
By DOUG McCLELLAND 

BEVERLY HILLS, CALIF. - 
Amos Productions, Inc., and 
Amos Engineering Co., which 
recently began an expansion 
drive with the addition of art- 
ists and personnel, are, under- 
standably, enjoying their busi- 
est periods to date. 

"The engineering company is 
the youngest," Jimmy Bowen, 
President of the companies, 
told Record World last week. 
"It was formed on Jan. 1 of 
this year, and we lease out 
engineers like Eddie Brackett, 
who has worked, as he puts it, 
with everyone but Elvis; Chuck 
Britz, who has engineered for 
the Beach Boys, the Mamas and 
the Papas and Jan and Dean; 
and Mic Lietz, who did the ses- 
sions with Amos producer Mike 
Post of `Classical Gas' and 
engineers for fever tree and 
Comfortable Chair. This is 
working out great for us." 

Bowen continued: "We had 
Amos Productions for about 
five years when about a year 
ago I hired Mike Post as pro- 
ducer for Amos-up until then, 
I was the only one. He just did 
the Mason Williams `Classical 
Gas' single and LP, 'Phono- 
graph Record.' He's completing 
an R&B LP with Sammy Davis, 
Jr., now that's a gas, called 
`Sammy Steps Out.' It's due in 
January. 

"We also have Glen D. Har- 
din producing-he was a song- 
writer and studio musician 
around town for a few years. 
Then there's Baker Knight, an- 
other songwriter; Walt Meskall, 
who is just starting and work- 
ing with the Joint Effort; and 
Dick Burns, who was a mem- 
ber of the Hondells. It's kind 
of a grooming process that we 
have. We take a young man 
and work closely with him for 
about six months or a year." 

New Sinatra Project 
Bowen, himself a producer and 

hitmaker of long and steady 
standing, is working somewhat 
less these days but still has 
some choice assignments. He is 
now jelling a Reprise singles 
project for Frank Sinatra 
which he hopes to record with- 
in the next five or six weeks. 
"It'll be new material, and I 
hope to have it out by Christ- 
mas," was all Bowen could re- 
port now. He also has just 
done an as yet untitled new 
Dean Martin Reprise album, 
featuring numbers like 
"Honey" and "By the Time I 
Get to Phoenix." He has just 

signed, too, to produce the Soul 
Support-featuring Dean's son 
Ricky, 14-for Reprise. 

Bowen went on: "We've had 
a lot of success doing albums 
first. The market is going more 
and more toward LPs. We find 
now that with good covers, etc., 
more stations are playing LP 
cuts. We want at least 75% of 
our artists to be LP artists." 

On the business side, "We're 
setting up a new process for re- 
lations between publishers and 
producers," Bowen revealed. 
"We're having our man, Dick 
Burns, go to publishers, which 
is a switch. This won't cut out 
the personal contact we've had 
with publishers over the years, 
but when we're lacked in stu- 
dios, this will make things eas- 
ier for all concerned." A Nash- 
ville office is also projected for 
January, 1969. 

`Follow It to Stores' 
Other executives involved im- 

portantly with Amos are Tom 
Thacker, recently appointed 
General Manager of the two 
companies; attorneys Martin J. 
Machat on the East Coast and 
Lee Colton on the West Coast. 
"We now have about 14 em- 
ployees," Bowen noted. "We 
hope to have four promotion 
men by the year's end, around 
the country. You can't leave 
everything up to the label's 
staff. If you're going to get in- 
volved with a record, you 
should follow it right out to the 
stores. 

"In the past few months, 
we've also started making sure 
the artists with us are getting 
the right management, which is 
so important today. We lean 
heavy toward working acts, so 
there's some area of exposure 
for them, instead of an act just

sitting home and waiting for a 
hit." 

Other artists being produced 
by Ames include Frankie Ava- 
lon, Dorsey Burnette, James 
Darren, Bobby Doyle, Dick St. 
John, the First Edition, Ray 
Peterson and the Evergreen 
Blueshoes. Additional labels re- 
ceiving Amos wax: Warner 
Brothers/Seven Arts; Dot; and 
Music Factory Records. 

Bowen, a sincere, soft -talking 
young man, was asked if he 
next planned to expand into 
TV or films. "No, I love the rec- 
ord business. I don't want to 
leave it, not even for a minute." 

James Joins CSC 
HOLLYWOOD - Roy Silver, 

President of The Campbell, Sil- 
ver, Cosby Corporation, has an- 
nounced that Luther James will 
join the company as of Oct. 1 
in the capacity of an associate 
producer. 

James will seek and develop 
projects to the point of produc- 
tion in the film and television 
areas. The initial project on 
his slate is 'Here Come the Gra- 
hams," a soap opera whose 
main subject is a Negro family. 
James penned the pilot script 
and is developing the project 
for presentation to network. 

Cap Party For 
Sugar Shoppe 

NEW YORK - Capitol's Sug- 
ar Shoppe was introduced to 
trade society last week at a 
Bitter End party the label 
threw. 

The highlight of the party, 
although a highlight not with- 
out reservations, was the per- 
formance of the Sugar Shoppe. 
A perky quintet, they specialize 
in jazz-rock arrangements of 
their own songs and songs of 
other contemporary writers. 

There's a term used in radio 
-usually on top 40 stations- 
"air," which signifies empty 
space, short periods of time 
without noise, and "air" is ana- 
thema to these stations. "Air" 
seems to be anathema to the 
Sugar Shoppe also. 

Their arrangements can be 
exciting and imaginative as in 
their "Skip -Along -Sam" and 
"Poor Papa," but they can also 
be loud and over -produced. The 
group hasn't learned the power 
of silence yet.

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Uttal on Album Covers: 
'Color Them Saleswise' 

NEW YORK -"Album covers 
must communicate, not deco- 
rate," says Larry Uttal, Presi- 
dent of Bell Records. 

"Without the visual mer- 
chandising power of an album's 
cover, sales suffer, even on 
product by popular and well- 
known artists," said Uttal. 
"The competition for the con- 
sumer's eye is so great, and 
display space is at such a pre- 
mium that a truly communica- 
tive use of color in album cov- 
ers is crucial to sales." 

With Bell moving more and 
more into album product -their 
eight -unit summer LP package 
is the heaviest longplay release 
in the company's history-Uttal 
and his staff have made "a 
careful study of all the market- 
ing, merchandising and display 
techniques that make for suc- 
cessful albums." 

Although the label enjoys 
one of the hottest single sales 
streaks in the music industry, 
Uttal said that "Singles are an 
abstract product while albums 
are a concrete product! There 
are certain very firm rules and 
techniques about the merchan- 
dising of albums. To sell an 
album you must make the cus- 
tomer go through a four -step 
stage: `stop, look, reach, buy.' 
You must attract his attention 
and keep his attention long 
enough for him to pass through 
all four stages. One of the tech- 
niques that attracts him is the 
knowledgeable use of color in 
album covers. 

"Red, for example, draws the 
most attention -it is stimulat- 
ing, immediate, direct. Blue re- 
laxes, it is a `cool' color. Green 
conveys the outdoors, and can 
also be an action color. Yellow 
is the happiness color. 

"Light colors create a sense 
of space. Yellow and green will 
make LP cover look bigger than 
it would in black or brown. 

"The use of color becomes 
even more complex when it 
must be translated into the 
sight of a color-blind person. 
One out of every 12 men -eight 
per cent -are color blind, al- 
though only one woman out of 
250 cannot see colors. Red ap- 
pears to many color-blind peo- 
ple as dark gray and green as 
a light gray. To offset this 
problem, patterned colors 
should be played against solid 
colors. 

Paper Stock Important 
"Selection of color in album 

covers is also affected by the 
conditions under which it is 
seen. Incandescent lighting 
adds yellow, but fluorescent 
lights add blue. The selection 

of the paper stock used in al- 
bum covers is also important 
because of the different pig- 
ments contained in different 
types of paper." 

Uttal gave concrete examples 
by citing the label's new Box 
Tops album, "Non -Stop," which 
utilizes purple against gray 
with isolated red in the shape 
of a highway "stop" sign. 
"Mitch Ryder Sings The Hits" 
shows a closeup of the per- 
former against a solid back- 
ground of red. "Angel of the 
Morning" by Merrilee Rush 
combines yellow and brown to 
simultaneously give an indica- 
tion of open space and yet cen- 
ter the eye. 

"A message must be con- 
veyed by the album cover," 
says Uttal. "The cover must tell 
an immediate story to the con- 
sumer, otherwise the `story of 
the sale' is left unfinished. 
Color gives accent, clarity and 
variety to the message, if it is 
properly used." 

Curtwel Enters 
Music Fields 
HOLLYWOOD - Curtwel 

Productions, co -owned by Pat- 
rick Curtis and Raquel Welch, 
has made a double move into 
the music field with the forma- 
tion of the subsidiary Curtwel 
Publishing and signing of Ed- 
ward Garner to supervise vari- 
ous music projects for Curtwel. 

Garner, formerly vice-presi- 
dent of Brompton Productions 
and discover manager of the 
recording group, The Seeds, 
begins operations out of the 
new publishing firm's Beverly 
Hills offices this week, accord- 
ing to Curtis.

Shankar Indian Ensemble 
Introit' at N. Y. Workshop 

NEW YORK -A limited number of the press as well as mu- 
sicians (jazz, classical, pop) attended a closed rehearsal -work- 
shop held on stage at Philharmonic Hall, 65th and Broadway, 
Tuesday, Sept. 10, at 11 a. m., by sitarist and composer Ravi 
Shankar, who has organized an experimental ensemble consist- 
ing of Indian musicians from North and South India. 

Shankar followed the same format as he had earlier this sum- 
mer for workshops at Tanglewood (Berkshire Music Center), 
Saratoga (Center for the Performing Arts) and Stratford, On- 
tario (The Shakespeare Festival). 

The session, lasting over 90 minutes, ended with an informal 
question -and -answer period for the press and musicians attend- 
ing. 

For the last 20 years, Shankar has been a pioneer in compos- 
ing for and conducting groups in India; however, this is the 
first time the American public has had the opportunity to hear 
such experimental Indian music. Traditionally in Indian classical 
music there is only the solo instrumentalist or vocalist, accom- 
panied by percussion and a "drone" instrument -the "ensemble" 
in Indian classical music has been introduced by Shankar. 

Purpose: New Sounds 
When asked what his purpose was in bringing other musicians 

to the U. S., at the height of his own popularity here, Shankar 
answered that he wished to bring new sounds from India to the 
public, which has responded so much to the sound of the sitar. 
He expressed hope that some of the pop musicians who received 
inspiration from the sitar will also receive inspiration from 
these new instruments. Shankar suggested that using only the 
sitar in music is as though a pop group used only the guitar, 
and thinks that once musicians have started listening to the 
shehnai, the sarangi and the santoor, Western musicians may 
wish to start incorporating these "new" sounds into their music. 

The Ensemble was performing nightly in New York's Philhar- 
monic Hall through the 13th and Carnegie Hall Sept. 14 and 15, 
as part of Shankar's "Festival from India," as previewed at the 
rehearsal -workshop. They played pieces composed by Shankar 
based on traditional ragas, as well as folk tunes.

The 300 or more children 
converging were treated to hats 
by Jughead, one of the "Arch- 
ie" characters created a gen- 
eration ago in comic books by 
John Goldwater, plus Archie 
pennants and buttons and a 
special screening of the show's 
"pilot" episode. Giving short 
talks at the showing of the 
film were man -behind -the Mon- 
kees Don Kirshner, peripatetic 
music supervisor of the show 
and head of Calendar who saw 
that every child also got a 
personal hello from him; 
George Parkhill and Irwin 
Tarr, brass at RCA Victor Rec- 
ords, distributor and manufac- 
turer of Calendar and hosts 
with the Kirshner label; and 
William B. Williams, WNEW- 
New York disk jockey. Intro- 
duced in the audience were 
Jeff Barry, producer of the 
Archies' records, and creator 
Goldwater. Many celebrities 
turned out, tots in tow, includ- 
ing ABC Records' Jane Mor- 
gan, carrying a large yellow 
balloon, and TV's Virginia 
Graham, carrying a large yel- 
low bouffant (hairdo). 

Lunch, buffet -style, in the 
Garden bowling arena followed 
the screening. Many among the 
large assemblage bowled, and 
a respectable number also re- 
paired to the bar. 

"The Archies," which started 
on television on Saturday, Sept. 
14, at 10 a.m., features two dif- 
ferent songs per and an origi- 
nal dance of the week. The 
program is produced by Norm 

Prescott, Lou Scheimer and 
Hal Sutherland of Filmation. 
Kirshner has revealed that 
there will continue to be sin- 
gles and albums from the show 
-the first single, "Bang -Shang - 
a -Lang" b/w "Truck Driver," 
is already out, as is the album, 
"The Archies." A complete line 
of Archie products will be li- 
censed and marketed to con- 
sumers, and an Archie group 
for in -person appearances will 
be introduced. 

Program Actionful, Funny 

The show itself, while much 
lauded beforehand as non-vio- 
lent, proved, benignly, not ex- 
actly that. And the animation 
suggested the only -the -mouth - 
moves emoting of a "Peyton 
Place" starlet. The tykes, how- 
ever, found the wholesome, 
1940s putting -on -a -high school - 
show approach actionful and 
funny, not at all minding the 
sound which reached the near - 
deafening volume of a disk ex- 
ecutive's preview of the new 
Beatles -Monkees-Archies !- 
record. (It is hoped the kids 
don't think the show has to be 
this loud those late -sleeping 
Saturday mornings.) 

In the pilot, the top -billed 
Archie took a back seat to pal 
Jughead, a Maynard -cum -Gilli- 
gan type who also got to do 
the dance of the week, the most 
unlikely stepping since Fred 
grabbed Ginger for "The Yam." 
Happy youngsters left the 
screening room humming the 
infectious rock tunes, which is 
more than their parents have 
been able to do to any extent 
at the theater in recent seasons. 

"The Archies" is also inter- 
esting sociologically: pre -ado- 
lescence, even pre-school chil- 
dren are expected to identify 
with teen-age activities and 
tunes, another indication of the 
growing importance in many 
areas of the multiplying early 
bopping teeny. But they're just 
going to have to wait for their 
mustaches.

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BMI Radio Contract Extended 
For Two Months 

The present BMI (Broadcast 
Music, Inc.) radio contract, 
which expires ,Sept. 30, 1968, 
has been extended to Nov. 30, 
1968, pending additional meet- 
ings to negotiate BMI's request 
for a higher rate. 

In a letter to all radio sta- 
tions, Elliott M. Sanger, Chair- 
man of the All -Industry Radio 
Music License Committee, 
wrote, in part, "Sometime ago, 
BMI notified us that it desired 
an increase in rates, effective 
October 1, 1968. Since then, we 
have been in discussion con- 
cerning the terms of a new li- 
cense with BMI representa- 
tives, but to date no under- 
standing has been reached. 

"In order to enable the dis- 
cussions to continue without 
having to meet the September 
30 deadline, BMI has agreed to 
offer stations a two -month ex- 
tension of existing BMI li- 
censes, without change in 
terms, i.e., to November 30, 
1968. The committee recom- 
mends that you accept this of- 
fer. You must, however, decide 
whether to accept or reject our 
recommendation." 

In commenting on the re- 

quest for higher radio rates, 
BMI President Edward M. 
Cramer said: "Our music con- 
tinues to set new performance 
records. Presently more than 
half of all the music performed 
on radio is licensed by BMI. 
Our share of music used on 
television is also at an all-time 
high. 

"During the last 12 months, 
25 of the 39 single recordings 
which sold over one million 
copies, as certified by R.I.A.A., 
were of BMI music. Fifty-three 
of the 65 albums similarly cer- 
tified included BMI music. 

"Thirty-two of this year's 48 
Grammy Awards went to re- 
cordings of which BMI music 
was an integral part. 

"BMI music won its eighth 
Oscar in the past eight years. 

"All of this clearly demon- 
strates the ability of BMI's af- 
filiated publishers and writers 
to meet the varied music tastes 
of the American public. We are 
confident that these, negotia- 
tions will affirm BMI's present 
and ever-growing importance 
as a major supplier of music 
that the listening public wants 
to hear and to buy."

"Also, no other company in 
this industry can match the ex- 
perience and know-how Trans- 
continental Music now pos- 
sesses. Before the consolidation, 
each of the individual com- 
panies was successful in its 
own right through operational 
methods it developed. Together, 
these methods are being pooled 

for the benefit of all." 
For example, one company 

had developed a sophisticated 
data processing technique espe- 
cially tailored for record and 
tape distribution. This tech- 
nique in now available through- 
out the entire complex, Wein - 
grow said.

Tiny Tim Obtains Temporary 
Restraint Against Bouquet 

Tiny Tim, the Warner Bros. - 
Seven Arts recording star, has 
obtained a temporary restrain- 
ing order from New York State 
Supreme Court Justice Jacob 
Markowitz prohibiting Bouquet 
Records and its agents, em- 
ployees, distributors and sup- 
pliers from "selling, advertis- 
ing, manufacturing or in any 
way disposing of" an album 
titled "Concert in Fairyland" 
and a single record called "Be 
My Love," as well as any tapes 
supposed to have been ren- 
dered by the singer. 

The injunction will be in 
effect until the judge hears 
the case, in which Tiny Tim 
seeks to have all the records 
destroyed on the grounds that 
the defendants had no author- 
ity to produce them and no 
right to use Tim's name. The 
case against Bouquet Records 
and John Ponzillo, in which 
Tim also asks $1,000,000 in 
damages, can not be heard be- 
fore Oct. 7. 

The temporary restraining 
order prohibits the use of Tiny 

Tim's name, picture, portrait 
or likeness in connection with 
the manufacture, sale, dis- 
tribution, promotion or ad- 
vertising of any records. The 
injunction also orders the de- 
fendants to notify all distrib- 
utors to stop selling the rec- 
ords. 

In his plea to the court fro 
injunctive relief, Tim charged 
the defendants with "blatant 
piracy" in utilizing the first 
draft of a 1962 record he had 
made under the name of D'arry 
Dover. He claimed that the 
product was also inferior. 

Tiny Tim, who is under con- 
tract to Warner Bros. -Seven 
Arts Records, created a sensa- 
tion with his recent smash -hit 
Reprise album, "God Bless 
Tiny Tim." He brought legal 
action in the name of Herbert 
Khoury, also known as Tiny 
Tim. 

Tiny Tim was requested to 
post a $25,000 bond for any 
possible damages that Bouquet 
might suffer, it was revealed last 
week by Judge Cornelius D. 
McNamara.
