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Rock Books Ahound

If rock and roll isn’t here to
stay, as the establishment had
always held out hope, it’s cer-
tainly making an extended vis-
it. So much so that establish-
ment publishers are, with in-
creasing frequency, issuing
books to take advantage of the
topic and the market.

Two new books—one hard-
cover (not cheap but printed on
textbook stock) and one paper-
back—are examples of the su-
perficial fun the publishers ex-
pect to get out of, or at least
are settling for, in the rock
market.

The hard-cover book, “The
Beatles Book,” (Cowles, $5.95),
is an anthology of articles writ-
ten about the Beatles and is
meaningful not so much for
what is written as for what is
indicated. For here, cheek by
jowl are Ned Rorem, Richard
Poirier, Nat Hentoff, William
F. Buckley, Jr., Timothy Leary,
Richard Goldstein, Larry Neal,
Herbert J. Freudenberger, Ph.
D. Leonore Fleischer, Ralph J.
Gleason and Edward E. Davis
(who edited the collection)
writing primarily advertise-
ments for themselves and their
hipness and infrequently get-
ting to the nitty gritty of the
Beatles opera.

For what can be gleaned
ioutside of a few chuckles)
from diametrically opposed ar-
ticles, stood next to each other
like giggling chorines, by Buck-
ley and Leary—the first calling
the Beatles “godawful,” the
succeeding calling them “gods.”

Best in Batch

The best articles in the
batch are Miss Fleischer’s the-
sis on the increasing withdraw-
al of the group from their audi-
ence (which seems dated now
that the new and very audi-
ence-oriented album from Ap-
ple is out) and Neal’s, which
sensibly details the reasons
black audiences respond only
sporadically to Beatles songs.
The least necessary inclusion
is Dr. Freudenberger’s simplis-
tic explanation of contempor-
ary loneliness as expressed in a
few Beatles songs.

Surely Davis could have
found pithier articles if he had
tried harder. The Goldstein
“fraudulent” outery anent
“‘Sgt. Pepper’s Lonely Hearts
Club Band” is a sine qua non
for any anthology, but so, I
would have thought, is John
Gabree’s assessment in one of
the Cheetah issues.

Davis includes, at the end, a
seemingly complete (but con-
fusing) discography with seven

categories like “Beatles’ single
records released in Great Brit-

ain that do not appear in U. S. |

albums.”

“Rock and Other Four Letter
Words,” (Bantam, $1.25), is the
product of J Marks (words)
and Linda Eastman (photos,
with some exceptions), who
seem to be about creating a Me-
Luhan experience with their
black-and-white college. Un-
fortunately, since McLuhan has
ruled out the efficacy of the lin-
ear experience in contemporary
life, a book of any sort follow-
ing the philosophy but using
printed words on the page—no
matter the angle—begins to be
self-defeating.

The happening Marks and
Miss Eastman plan does not
quite jell, but the book can still
be appreciated as a collection
of photographs (too bad none
are in color) of just about
every performer  currently
working prominently and
quotes from them.

The book is meant to comple-
ment the album by the same ti-
tle that Marks prepared with
Shipen Lebzelter for Columbia.
Perhaps simultaneous reading
and listening will summon up
some avatar and perhaps not.

The hard rock scene in Miami isn’t exactly what you might call
burgeoning. As a matter of fact until Oct. 7, it was night on
to repressed.

WQAM, the market’s hottest AM Top 40 rocker was devoting a
very limited time to album cuts, often finding that they were able

to break records out of their one hour a week
~ underground show into chart listings on the

g normal format.
£ And then there was the story of WEDR-FM,

7 rock format. Until, that is, the station’s owner-
4 i ship decided on a return to the previous Oldy-
Goldy broadcasting concept.

Wel!, on Oct. 7, the underground gap in
Miami was at least partially filled by an Am’er,
WGBS, one of the very few AM stations in the
nation of any size (50,000) regularly beaming
hard rock. Not surprisingly the reaction in
rock-hungry Miami, one of the strongest per
capita hard rock sales markets in the country,
has been very favorable.

The time devoted to the underground format,
conducted by ex-WOR-FM jock John Michaels, is a comparatively
short five hours a day, from 7 p.m. to midnight, but there is a
reason; according to Music Director Dick Weber. “We’re blocking
each time period of the day to a mass audience. Most of the hard
rock fans are at school or working during the day anyway, and
don’t have time to listen to music until the evening. Each time
period has a different personality and a different character.”

The rest of GBS’ day is devoted to what they term The Now
Sound, which evolves to be a step above the CBS Young Sound—
contemporary sounds of the recent past combining familiar album
cuts with older hit singles and softer current hits.

At 710 on your radio dial, GBS gets out a good strong signal,
but due to conflict with WOR-AM in New York, the station’s
signal is swung out to the ocean in the evening. Consequently,
the underground doesn’t go all that far north, not that there’s
much to spread to other than the hip colonies in Boca Raton and
Ft. Lauderdale.

Weber, who came to GBS from WKYC in Cleveland and WCOL
in Columbus, O., keeps track of what’s happening in rock albums
by monitoring the trades, local record stores, etc. “Soon,” he
opines, “I hope to be able to be in constant touch with Bill Ver-
million in Orlando, Tom Donahue in San Francisco and Rosko in
New York so that we can exchange tips on what’s happening.
Until then I'm just having to rely on good ears.”

Reaction to “The Michaels Thing,” as the hard rock mentor
calls his program, has been very strong and building during the
two months his thing has been in existence, even though manage-
ment has not yet instituted a promotion flogging the new venture.
Weber is excited about the fact that the reaction has come from
so many varied quarters. “We have the students and young po-
ple,” he explained, “just because Miami is what it is, and of
course because of a fairly good sized academic community. But
we were surprised at the great number of listeners we attracted
of the over 30 crowd. We’'ve figured out that they’re mostly afflu-
ent, white collar workers and professional people, people who
think, and we’re naturally very pleased to have them listening.
It makes a nice big impression on our advertisers.”

Advertising has begun to pick up nicely on the underground
segment. Record companies have started to come through with

.

| time buys, and local merchants — especially the mod clothing

stores — have gotten hip to what’s happening at GBS.

Agencies that have utilized
the Bell facilities for recording
and filming commercials com-
prise a veritable “Who’s Who”
in the advertising business. Ac-
cording to a Bell exec, at one
time or another nearly all Mad-
ison Avenue agencies, as well
as a number of out-of-town
shops, have used the studios.
Many use them on a regular
basis, and Bell-produced com-
mercials have won numerous
industry awards.

A number of jazz musicians
collected some overdue debts

week at the
Cocktail Party
hosted by Rec-
ord World for
the winners of
t h e Record
World Jazz
Awards.

Jazz musi-
cians and their contribution to
music make us recall a passage
from “The Prophet”:

“And there are those
have little and give it all

These are the believers in life
and the bounty of life,

who

And their coffer is never
empty.

There are those who give
with joy,

and that joy is their reward.
And there are those who give

with pain,

and that pain is their re-
ward.”

Nothing speaks more elo-

quently or forcefully for the
jazz musician than this vivid
description of giving.

The party held at New York’s
Playboy Club was well attended
and graced with a spiritual
communication that is rare in
such instances, but generally
common among jazz people.

There were no screams or
cries that justice had not pre-
vailed. There were no disap-
pointments that the most popu-
lar musician had not received

trade publication establishing
that jazz is an important factor
in the recording industry and a
commodity that should and can
be sold with the same intensive
merchandising and salesman-
ship as the other music.

Jazz has long been a giver
and a most prolific contributor
to the American form of music

critics, writers, producers, ar-
rangers, composers, A&R men,
editors and our two jazz clerics,
Father Norman O’Connor and
Rev. John Gensel, meeting and
communing.

If the members of the Record
World staff were proud, it was
certainly their moment. For
what was launched was the first

treatments of jazz that have
underlined the moods and set
the emotional pacing of the film.

Jazz and Hollywood and jazz
and television have proved to
be 4 most compatible merger.
And the foreign film producers
and directors have been en-
chanted with jazz for many,
many years. Some of the most
mundane foreign flicks have
caught our eye, primarily be-

cause of the vast usage of jazz.

And the ironic twist of jazz
lies in the geemingly staying
power of Louis Armstrong,
Duke Ellington, Ella Fitzgerald,
Dave Brubeck, Dizzy Gillespie,
Stan Kenton and others who
have been exposed in the classi-
cal, symphonic showcases and
have been lauded by crown
heads of Europe and our own
Presidential Corps. Somehow,
these people have risen about
the level of being jazz artists
only.

But the true honors of jazz
still lie in the framework of
the working members of the
jazz criteria, the lay jazz fan,
the disk jockies and the laymen
who have more than a passing
or indifferent relationship to
the jazz men.

It is here where the real
poses the true position of the
artist. It is here where the
records are purchased and sold.
It is here where the jazz artist
is discussed on the most per-
sonal and endearing terms. And
it is here where the true jazz
fan is able to identify with a
music that soethes his soul and
stimulates his mind.

During the Record World
party, there was almost an em-
barrassment of riches. Watch-
ing the jazz men, many of whom
had not been honored before,
almost meekly accepting their
awards was an experience we
shall never forget.

The brief “thank you” of
Mrs. Wes Montgomery, accom-
panied by her eldest son, John,
in accepting the Jazz Artist of
the Year Award in honor of her
late husband was an unbeliev-

able moment of pure, simple
beauty.
The reaction of European

jazz fans to the acceptance of
records sent by George Avakian
through the compliments of jazz
record companies was explained
with warm feeling by this well
known writer and patron of the
jazz arts.

It was a setting not to be
forgotten. It was a memorial
to the living as well as to the
musicians who have passed.
But what was singularly im-
portant was that a trade pub-
lication showed to the world
[ of jazz that it cared about mu-
sicians.

sister. Despite the enormous jump in sales of FM receivers (radio
manufacturers’ figures show dual receiver sales far surpassing
those of sets with either one or the other), there is still a long
period ahead of waiting until a lot of AIM receivers give out and
consumers graduate to dual receivers. And there are long-stand-
ing habits to overcome even then, this is just the beginning of
the evolution of the AM-FM generation, the best of both worlds.
That’s why WGBS’ underground on an overground medium should
be closely watched. Having proved itself on FM, we can now
expect quality rock to surface and begin to compete strongly with
bubble gum. They each have their place.

2. How many broadcasters would suport a weekly hard-rock
information letter? Yes, the idea of underground radio is to
expose nearly everything so that the listener can make his own
judgements. But it’s the “nearly” that seems to get many hard
rock radio people. What is good, great or phenomonal as it reaches
you? What is garbage? Most PDs, MDs and jocks simply don’t
have the time to get into every album that comes in fairly. Is
someone needed to help sort it all? Please help answer this burn-
ing question. Cards and letters would be great.
