But the story behind the
operational mechanisms that
helped push Taylor's record to
the top is the story of the over
night transformation of Stax-
Volt, and quite a tale it is.

When the label was acquired
by the Gulf & Western Corpora-
tion last May it moved com-
pletely into the open. It had no
sales or promotion staff, no
advertising agency, no distri-
butors, no international distri-
butors, no accountants, no mer-
chandising setup and no LP
catalog.

Two men - president Jim
Stewart and executive vice
president Al Bell - had to
create a "new" label from
scratch. Stax-Volt still had its
powerful artists - Booker T. &
The MG's, Carla Thomas, Eddie
Floyd, Johnnie Taylor, William
Bell (solo and with Judy Clay)
The Mad Lads and the reor-
ganized Bar -Kays and Albert
King. But in all other respects
the label was naked. Stewart
and Bell immediately began to
tailor it.

Crash Program Took Effect

A crash program to build a
staff and find new quarters for
them went into effect. Expanded
offices and a recording studio
are now under construction.
New staffs were brought in for
sales, promotion and account-
ing. Ewell Roussell was named
national sales manager and Otis
Pollard was selected as New
York representative. Full-time
legal representation was se-
cured. The facilities of Dot
Records (a division of Para-
mount Pictures) were selected

for advertising and graphics.
An advertising program aimed
at the trade and consumer press
was set in motion.

American distributors were
selected. Overseas distribution
was set up on a truly world
scale - Stax-Volt product is
now released in Holland, Eng-
land, France, Germany, Israel,
Canada, Nigeria, Japan, India,
Greece, South Africa, Australia,
Jamaica, Italy and Switzerland.

The rushed internal reorgani-
zation and administration, and
the supervision of financing,
was handled by Stax-Volt Pres-
ident Jim Stewart (dubbed "Mr.
Inside") while the galvanization
of the promotional staff and
the solid contacts with radio
stations were handled by execu-
tive vice president Al Bell
("Mr. Outside").

The first two months of Stax-
Volt's "new" life were spent
in creating an organization able
to run with hit records as well
as produce them. The results
weren't long in coming.

In the last three months
Booker T. and the MG's have
turned in two smashes, "Soul
Limbo" and "Hang 'Em High."
William Bell and Judy Clay
were there with "Private Num-
ber." Eddie Floyd has hit twice
with "I Never Found A Girl"
and "Bring It On Home To Me."
Carla Thomas, the "Queen of
Memphis Soul," placed with
"Where Do I Go." A new group,
the Southwest F.O.B. on a new
subsidiary, Hip Records, were
'hip to the charts with "The
Smell of Incense." And, of
course, Johnnie, Taylor's
"Who's Making Love."

Albert King, blues guitarist
extraordinaire, has become na-
tionally known through his re-
cordings and personal appear-
ances, plus a mammoth public-
ity program. His "Live Wire/
Blues Power" LP is the begin-
ning of the new Stax-Volt chart
album product.

The chart activity of the label
and its new image have brought
in new, major artists. The
Staple Singers, a hard -driving
gospel quartet, have become
simultaneous stars in the soul,
gospel, pop and underground
areas. New Memphis groups like
the Goodees ("Condition Red")
and 011ie & the Nightingales
("I Knew You're Leaving Me")
are being prepped for their
roles with the Stax-Volt family.

Booker T. in 'Uptight'
The "Memphis Sound," now

internationally known, has

What It is, What It Isn't;
Suggestions on Selling It

The electronic revolution in
the recording industry poses a
tremendous challenge to alert
merchandisers.

First of all, electronic music
synthesizers can now produce a
variety of effects (musical and
otherwise) that stagger the im-
agination, opening up new
worlds of sound. Electronic mu-
sic can consist of sounds solely
generated by a synthesizer
(static, hum, squeals, screeches,
yawps, pops, etc. are examples
of purely synthesized sound)
and recorded directly on tape. It
can consist of the electronically
induced sounds in combination
with live musicians (as in the
works of Karlheinz Stockhau-
sen, Steve Reich and Henri
Pousseur), or it can consist of
sounds electronically amplified
during a live performance such
as the 'amplified guitars or
miked voices of a rock group.

And, thanks to Walter Car-
los's new "Switched -on Bach"
album, there is one more cate-
gory of electronic music in
which an electronic music syn-
thesizer is made to imitate, or
approximate the sounds of mu-
sical instruments in unconven-
tional performances of conven-
tional music.

However, most electronic mu-
sic compares to conventional
music as abstract expressionist
paintings do to the representa-
tional canvases of the great
classic masters.

Why Youth Appeal
A major factor for the ap-

peal electronic music has to the
Yippie generation, and to the
youth market in general, is the
very fact that it is different.
That it breaks with tradition.
That it is not afraid to explore
new paths to aural satisfaction.
This is exactly what the youth
of America, and of the world,
is up to. They're tired of the
old solutions and it's easy, very
easy, for them to identify with
the new, the adventurous, the
daring.

There's no guarantee that
electronic music is going to pro-
duce masterpieces that will live
forever. The very nature of
electronic music is its change-
ability. So much of it stems
from "chance" music-in which
the performer is given the bar-
est indications of rhythm, pitch,
note duration, etc., and must
really improvise on 'his own-

that no two performances of
electronic music really would
be the same were they given
live. In effect, then, records
"freeze" performances of elec-
tronic works which really aren't
meant to be "frozen." Records
leave out the element of change
and chance, of improvisation,
but they are the only media
electronic composers have to
market their music to a mass
audience.

Even if records do "freeze"
electronic music they offer ad-
venturous listeners a look at
what's happening on the very
edges of avant garde music to-
day. For this reason alone they
are valuable sources of a sonic
experimentation and explora-
tion that would be beyond the
experience of all but a handful
of electronic music devotees if
it weren't for adventurous man-
ufacturers and A&R men
searching for new experiences
to market.

Frankly, listening on records
to a long electronic work like
Subotnick's "The Wild Bull,"
recently released on Nonesuch,
seems to offer only half the
experience one might have from
it. At one of the Electric Ear
concerts (given at New York's
Electric Circus) the work was
played with a minimal light
show (an unblinking red light
amidst electronic gimmickry
strewn over the stage) before
an audience that sat on the
floor of a darkened hall. While
this light show was far from
ideal, there is no doubt that an
interesting light show that in-
volved movement and changing
patterns would go a long way
to enhance the listener's pleas-
ure.

It's a moment of deliberation as
J Marks and Shipen Lebzelter con-
fer with each other before feeding
reels and reels of taped pop super-
star interviews into a hungry Moog
III synthesizer. The result: "Rock
and Other Four Letter Words," a
Columbia album which takes the
sounds of our pop culture and
creates a new kind of music . . .
or environment ... or language ...

We detected a definite format
in Subotnick's music even on
first listening. He built struc-
tures by using motives, repeti-
tion and busy contrapuntal tex-
tures. But neophytes could cer-
tainly grasp Subotnick's elec-
tronic music patterns with
greater ease were they given
visual help.

Much Electronic Music a Trip
Much electronic music on rec-

ords today, then, is giving the
listener only half the experi-
ence or "kick" he could get out
of it. One senses that much of
this music (for instance, Pierre
Henry's Voyage on Limelight)
would yield its secrets to a
greater degree were the listen-
er on a trip. Indeed, much of
electronic music is a trip. But
listeners who are not on trips
or who do not possess the im-
agination t turn themselves on
solely by hearing electronic mu-
sic must be left behind.

Can Do Several Things

So, the manufacturers of elec-
tronic music can do several
things to enhance their product
and make it even more palpable
to a wider audience. Mercury's
Limelight Series is the perfect
example. The psychedelic art
on the covers is appealing-but
what if they could translate
this kind of art into a motion
light show packaged with the
music. Electronic video record-
ings are only a few years away
and they are 'probably the ans-
wer. What manufacturers could
do today, while they are wait-
ing for EVR to happen, is to
provide light shows of their
own in dealer windows. College
accounts would be a natural for
this kind of promotion.

Of course, music from the
recording would have to be
piped outside or headphones
might be made available for
passersby. This kind of display
with an invitation like "Step
Into A New World of Sight and
Sound" or "Take a Legal Trip
On Us." etc., would certainly
intrigue the college crowd and
adventurous listeners of all
ages.

Another invaluable source of
exposure for music and light
shows is the neighborhood cof-
fee house. All of them pipe mu-
sic through their establish-
ments. Why shouldn't it be
electronic music with a contin-
uing light show? At the end of
the light show the cover of the
album could flash on the wall,
or screen, or screens, or ceiling,
etc. Or, why wait 'til the end
of the light show? At various
times during the show itself a
slide of the jacket could be
shown on the wall.

London Push
For Touch

London Records is unleash-
ing its most far-flung promo-
tion and merchandising effort
in recent years on a new West
Coast group known as Touch.
The group's first album, a
unique double -fold package
which opens in the center and
has been in the process of be-
ing recorded since June, is be-
ing rushed to market this week
on the Coliseum label, national-
ly distributed by London.

According to a joint an-
nouncement by Herb Goldfarb,
London's National Sales and
Distribution Manager, a n d
Walt Maguire, pop A&R and
Sales Chief for the London
group, a global push is in the
works. The album is being re-
leased in the United States to
cash in on the maximum pre -
Christmas buying period, and
it will be introduced world-
wide on the Deram label
through the distribution net-
work of The Decca Record Co.
of England shortly after the
first of the year. Touch thus be-
comes the first American group
ever to be released on Deram.

The group, which features an
enormous tapestry of new
sounds, cut its album in the
Sunset Sound Studios of Tutti
Camarata, who also owns the
Coliseum label. Producer is
Gene Shiveley.

On Columbia Records'

The temptation was great this week to run a blank column
in tribute to the new Beatles album on Apple, because anything
said while people are partaking of those 30 fine songs, and
digesting them over the next couple of weeks, would seem hollow
before they're written.

So . . . just consider this the Beatles column and fill in your
own impressions. Then read the following as next week's column,
which puts me a week ahead (historic event) until I miss the
next deadline.

Needless to say, the two -record LP is getting mon-
strous play, with some stations reporting that they
are playing the entire set straight through as much
as twice a day.

NEXT WEEK'S COLUMN: The foremost critics
of rock radio, and those who probably get to hear
the greatest sampling of it across the country, are

rock artists. Very few of them put it down heavily; they're
aware of the good changes that the medium has gone through
in recent months, and travelling on tours to all corners of the
states, they are exposed to a good many varieties of both AM
and FM broadcasting, and are therefore pretty well qualified
to comment.

Steve Miller is an example: "I guess because I'm in it my
values are higher, and maybe that isn't fair to the average
listener, but I don't find enough variety in even FM radio."

Miller may be even more than a good example. That is be-
cause he is a searcher and changer and innovator, like many
artists, constantly looking for other forms of musical expression-
an idea here, a chord change there, a harmony riff, a unique
vocal technique-that can 'be absorbed into his own musical
structure, or change it entirely. His two Steve Miller Band
albums on Capitol, released approximately six months apart,
reflect his open mind. "Sailor," the latest, is an amazing im-
provement over "Children of the Future," and uses a diffuse
array of influences not heard on the first.

If exposure to a variety of different sounds means so much
to rock artists in expanding their music, doesn't it follow that
rock listeners need the same to broaden their appreciation?

* * *

MORE NEXT WEEK'S COLUMN: Steve Miller's approach
to live performing is as unique as his recording work. Now that
his band is reduced to a trio, he is experimenting with taped
improvisations in concert. The reception to the new presenta-
tion has been extremely strong on the band's current tour.

"I've got everything on one reel," he explains, "and I play
it on a Sony Deck through two Sunn Coliseum public address
amps." He can control the monster with a remote foot pedal
that also allows him to add fuzz -tones or wah-wah, or create
effects. "One thing we can do on 'You're a Lady' is a sort of
giant sound spiral that crosses the stage and goes out into the
audience and back. Another is just a recording of a New Year's
Eve celebration in Times Square."

Eventually, Miller hopes that a total audio-visual concert thing
will result for his concerts. (He was very impressed with Pulse,
a soul -enveloping light sound show being prepared by a guy
by the name of Brent Lewis in San Francisco. It uses multi -
instrumentation with mostly drums, strobe lights, a theramin,
lots of amplifiers and sound mixers and even a laser beam).
He has bought a 16mm projector and is thinking about how it
can work, and may put together a light show, if he can find
the right people.

Right now, though, he's concentrating on getting his sound
together, especially for recording. To make things easier (and
less costly) he's ordered himself an eight -track recording ma-
chine, and hopes to use it for rehearsals and sound experiments.

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R&B at Village Gate Scores
NEW YORK-It is truly an

experience when an audience
composed almost entirely of
record promoters, producers
and the trade press get involv-
ed in a hand -clapping, head-
s h a k i n g, foot -stomping
"groove." Art D'Lugoff's Vil-
lage Gate, for years a strong-
hold of the local jazz scene,
opened its portals Monday (18)
to what surely must have been
its first R&B-oriented show.
Gerard Purcell Associates has
arranged to showcase R&B per-
formers every Monday night at
the Gate, and if the kickoff per-
formance was any indication of
things to come this promises to
be a major New York happen-
ing.

The performers, including
Barbara Mason, the headline at-
traction, were enthusiastically
received by the audience. Bar-
bara did her R&B hits, but also
added some pop favorites ex-
hibiting a multi -faceted voice
heretofore unexposed. Herb
Ward got the show off to a good
start in an Otis Redding vein
with four tunes, including his
first RCA release, "Honest To
Goodness." The very provoca-
tive Honey and the Bees took
their share of the accolades, es-
pecially during a medley of
popular songs with universal
brotherly love themes. This was
especially appropriate since all
the performers on the bill hail
from Philadelphia.

Definitely the highlight of
the show was the soul -stirring
performance given by the Am-
bassadors, a good-looking, good-
rocking fivesome accompanied
by their own three-piece rhythm
section. From the first line of
"Ain't No Sun Since You Been
Gone" to their closing rendi-
tion of "Cloud Nine," they
shook the very rafters with
sweet soul music. Even when
they slowed the pace somewhat
--for "Up, Up And Away" and
"Who Can I Turn To"- they
did not lose their captive audi-
ence.

Gavin on Commercial
Overloading

"Commercials, like records,
should be properly programmed
for best results," Bill Gavin
commented this week in an ob-
servation prepared for presen-
tation at the 1968 Radio Pro-
gram Conference to be held in
Las Vegas next month.

Taking a hard look at radio
and radio's market, Gavin said
that there is a point of contro-
versy as to whether a heavy
commercial spot schedule nec-
essarily leads to a loss of listen-
ers.

He did emphasize that "a
large number of radio listeners
are increasingly disenchanted
with the multiplying advertis-
ing pressures of our economy.
Many of these people resent the
tendency of the broadcast media
to regard them as statistical
slices of a consumer pie rather
than as individual human be-
ings." Radio, as opposed to tele-
vision, is the most human and
personal of all media and lis-
teners expect to be treated as
people, to be aware of their
interests and human concerns.
"Good companies" says Gavin,
"don't abuse a friendship by
insistent attempts to sell some-
thing."

Film Review

'Chitty Chitty' Proves
Fantasmagorical for Family
BY DOUG McCLELLAND

In this era of "honesty," it
is a pleasure to recommend and,
in view of the times, admit to
perhaps overrating United Art-
ists' lavish, whimsical "Chitty
Chitty Bang Bang" as a film
you can take the kids to without
a biology bone -up.

Furthermore, not only do
stars Dick Van Dyke and Sally
Ann Howes stay completely
covered even while swimming
(the major setting is Edward-
ian England), there is a run-
ning gag involving a privy ulti-
mately seen to contain no faci-
lity. Nope, there is nothing here
to offend; except pefhaps for
the almost three hours running
time - including intermission
-that is hard to justify, even
though nearly everyone invol-
ved has kept things lively and
co 1 orfu 1 with tot -appealing
flurry.

If one didn't read the credits
(which just may be the screen's
longest running batch of names
to date and which show over
some exciting, beautifully
staged antique car racing), this
Ken Hughes -directed, Roald
Dahl (with Hughes) -written,
Albert Broccoli -produced m u -
sical fantasy might well be mis-
taken for a Disney film. It com-
bines many of the features of
two of that studio's most suc-
cessful "live action" pictures.

"Chitty" is an amphibious old
car that also flies, not unlike
the flubberized one in "The
Absent -Minded Professor"; and
it transports several of the peo-
ple Who helped to make "Mary
Poppins": Van Dyke, composers
Richard M. and Robert B. Sher-
man, choreographers Marc Bre-
aux and Dee Dee Wood and mu-
sical director Irwin Kostal.
Plus, the indispensable pair of
youngsters, one boy, one girl
(Adrian Hall, Heather Ripley),
who convince their wacky in-
ventor father (Van Dyke) to
buy the junked old racer and
rebuild it into the miraculous
title vehicle (originally Ian
Fleming's brainchild).

The first three quarters of
an hour seem the brightest -
although that may be only be-
cause there are two hours even-
tually piled upon them. Then
the major adventure is intro-
duced, awkwardly, as a seaside
tale of Van Dyke's of fantastic
attempts by himself, his chil-
dren, his girl, Truly Scrump-
tious (Miss Howes), and Chitty
to rescue his even more addled
father (Lionel Jeffries) from
the Bavarian castle of a bad

baron (Gert Frobe). The special
effects and process work, sur-
prisingly, fall quite a bit short
of the similar work in "Profes-
sor" and "Poppins"; but the
Rube Goldberg - type contrap-
tions actually "invented" by
Rowland Emett are clever.

The gulpingly midwestern
Van Dyke is engaging and tal-
ented, especially in the fast -
stepping "Me 01' Bamboo" num-
ber, although if he must be
cast as Englishmen, he obvious-
ly would prefer it to be Stan
Laurel. While Miss Howe, who
has driven a bit far down the
pike to be Truly Scrumptious
anymore, is Certainly Pleasant.
even when she stops the action
dead with that bane of Junior's
movie life, the love ballad
("Lonely Man"). Per usual,
Jeffries is an unfunny old ham.
Little Miss Ripley and Master
Hall look like they might really
be sister and brother and scion
of a kook: She, a trifle peaked,
perhaps reared on brand X; he,
a trifle lush, on the name brand.
Frobe and Anna Quayle, as his
indestructible baroness, have an
amusing - if inadequately re-
solved - duet called "Chu -Chi
Face" in which he tries repeat-
edly to do her in.

Best of the lot, I think, is
Robert Helpmann, gotten up
like a berserk Clifton Webb as
the Child Catcher who rids the
baron's village of all children
with a salivating relish that
seems uncomfortably s in eel -F.

Helpmann's is one of the most
hissable heavies since Margaret
Hamilton dissolved operations
in Oz.

The songs - especially the
rollicking title tune - are up
to the other elements, and
could get plenty of perfor-
mances as well as sales for the
United Artists soundtrack al-
bum. Parents will not regret
taking the children to "Chitty
Chitty Bang Bang," and the
little nippers should find it
supercalifra - oops! The word
this trip is fantasmagorical.

Heinz Jurgens, the prexy of the British indie record firm
based now in Germany, came into our office with the new wax-
ing of his star, Beauty Milton. "Just Take It Easy" is the "A"
side . . . And speaking of Jurgens, the great voice in Germany,
Udo Jurgens, whose records sell in the millions and whose per-
sonal appearances are sell-outs, called about his new English
waxing, "Adagio."

The forthcom-
ing MIDEM '69 is set for
Cannes, France, next Jan. 18 to
24, with a new record attend-
ance already in view.

The forthcoming
MIDEM will offer a number of
additional working offices in the
central convention headquar-
ters of the Hotel Martinez,
bringing the grand total of of-
fice spaces to more than 350.
Already the total of office res-
ervations received has virtual-
ly equalled the total number of
287 in use last year, with eight
weeks remaining before the
grand opening gala of MIDEM
'69 on Saturday Jan. 18.

Miller has strong blues roots, having been raised in Dallas
and having heard those sounds practically all of his life. His
physician father once had a patient named T -Bone Walker, who
impresed 11 -year -old Steve with a guitar workout in the Miller
living room. Later he got into the Chicago scene, where he was
further influenced by Muddy Waters, Otis Rush, Shakey Jake and
Otis Spann.

While elaborating with strange sound effects and neo-classical
harmonics on his late recording efforts, he has still maintained
a balance of what he calls Hot Rod Blues. "I've tried to get out
of that down thing, make blues more exciting and beautiful.
Like letting the lead guitar go over into other things, making
it more beautiful, unusual."

Future plans include recording a strong blues album, "things
in my head that I've wanted to lay down for a long time." And
a children's album; "a lot of people have told us that their
young kids really dig our music. I've always dug kids, and I
really want to do a thing for them that will allow me to use
a lot of effects along with story -telling and fairy tales songs."

Discussions centered around
exchange of information re-
garding bilateral flow of prod-
uct, music trends here and
abroad, and the upcoming
MIDEM convention in Cannes
in January.

Rogers reported that in the
two months since Liberty's
Sunset label was introduced in
England, more than 100,000 al-
bums had been sold. "Sunset
could easily become the most
important budget line in Brit-
ain," he stated.

"In addition," he said, "we
have been discussing all as-
pects of sales of Liberty and
United Artists product."

Rogers stated that Liberty
and U.A. artists currently hav-
ing exceptional reception in
England include Canned Heat,
Vikki Carr and the Fifth Di-
mension. All have recently con-
cluded concert tours of the
United Kingdom. Canned Heat
and the Fifth Dimension will
return to appear at the MIDEM
convention. U.A.'s Shirley Bas-
sey-a native of England-
and Bobby Goldsboro also are
rated as tops by record buyers
in the U.K.

Rogers said English record-
ing stars now shining particu-
larly brightly for the Liberty
labels include the Bonzo Dog
Doo Dah Band and P. J. Proby.

Adamis stated that the pri-
mary purpose of his visit to
Liberty at this time was to be-
come acquainted with the orga-

nization on this side of the At-
lantic and to set label arrange-
ments for MIDEM. The ses-
sions, he said, have been parti-
cularly helpful in development
of further coordination of
sales activities.

Adamis pointed out that re-
lease of product is not simul-
taneous in France and Belgium
and in the U. S. He stated that
while it is normal to observe
the activity of releases in the
U.S. before releasing product
in his marketing area, it is not
at all unusual for his unit to
prefer to "play their own
judgement," and to release sin-
gles or albums which they be-
lieve will have good acceptance
from record buyers in France
and Belgium. His operation was
the first licensee in Europe to
release Canned Heat's "On The
Road Again." The success,
Adamis said, was fantastic.
Sales already have passed the
100,000 mark, and sales of
Canned Heat's album, "Boogie
with Canned Heat," are in ex-
cess of 50,000. Both accomplish-
ments are fantastic sales marks
for France he stated.

Another distinct success,
Adamis said, has been the tre-
mendous response in France to
Leroy Holmes single, "The
Good, The Bad and The Ugly."

Adamis also said that the re-
lease of U.A. soundtrack LP's
are timed to coincide with pic-
ture release dates.

Disneyland Marching Band Contest Held
Judging of the entries in the

1968 Disneyland Holiday
Marching Band Contest took
place in Gainesville, Fla., Nov.
21-24. Winners will be an-
nounced Dec. 1.

Ninety-five high school
marching bands from almost
every state in the union en-
tered the contest this year.
This is the third annual Dis-
neyland Holiday Marching
Band Contest, and each year
has seen a substantial increase
in the number of marching
bands officially entered.

The bands do not need to
leave their own school cam-
puses to compete. They are rep-
resented in the contest by film
and tape taken of one of their
performances during the sea-
son. The marching 'bands per-
form at a variety of school
functions, but primarily dur-
ing the half time ceremonies
of high school football games.
Many of these performances
are televised.

All film and tape for this
year's adjudication was for-
warded to Harold B. Bachman,
Coordinating Chairman of the
Disneyland Holiday Marching
Band Contest since its incep-
tion. Colonel Bachman, Direc-
tor Emeritus of Bands, Uni-
versity of Florida, and widely
known as a foremost authority
in the band world, heads an
eminently qualified and dis-
tinguished panel of judges,
which includes: Richard W.
Bowles, Director of Bands, Uni-
versity of Florida, Vice Presi-
dent of the National Band
Assn.; Otto J. Kraushaar, As-
sociate Director of Band, Uni-
versity of Miami, Former Di-
rector of prize winning concert
and marching high school
bands in state and National

He performed under the
stage name of Rusty Lee and
moved to the Nashville area
some three months ago.

In the Nov. 14 edition of the
Nashville Tennessean, it was
announced that Mrs. Jacquelyn
Wade had started a fund to aid
the destitute family with fu-
neral expenses and a return to
Salt Lake City, their original
home. It was discovered follow-
ing his death that the 40-year-
old musician had no insurance.

Grand Ole Opry star Charlie
Louvin, hearing of the family's
plight, recommended to the
Opry Trust Fund Beneficiary
Committee that a check be for-
warded to aid Payne's family.
It was announced last week that
a $2,000 check was to be de-
livered to the Payne family.

The Opry Trust Fund is dis-
tributed through an 11 -man
committee comprised of nine
Opry stars, Opry Manager E.
W. Wendell, and WSM Radio
Vice -President and General
Manager Robert E. Cooper, who
also administers the fund. Al-
locations are decided by com-
mittee action, and the money is
distributed to Country Music
professionals all across the na-
tion.

Brenda Lee and Pat Boone
have joined with E. E. "Si" Si -
man, a Springfield, Mo., and
Nashville music publisher, and
Dub Allbritten, one of Nash-
ville's most respected discov-
erers of talent and directors of
showbiz careers, to institute
the Red Foley Memorial Music
Scholarship Fund. If $20,000
can be raised, Siman and All-
britten said, the scholarship
can become perpetual.

Brenda Lee was a Foley dis-
covery at her hometown of Au-
gusta, Ga., in March, 1956, mak-
ing her first appearance several
months later on the Springfield -
originated "Ozark Jubilee,"
where she remained for several
years. Boone is married to the
next -to -eldest of Foley's four
daughters.

"Brenda and Pat, however,
are simply symbolic," Siman
said, "of dozens of stars -to -be
Red helped to launch."
