Brightened at Convention On Tape Packaging

CHICAGO-The theme of the
1969 Music Operators of Amer-
ica Convention, held at the
Sherman House from Friday,
Sept. 5 through Sunday, Sept.
7, was "Better Public Relations
Through Membership Action."

The MOA itself supplied the
membership with lecture ma-
terials, suggested operating
procedures and, most important,
a carefully prepared code of
ethics designed to enhance a
better image with both dealers

and consumers. Significant pro-
grams were discussed and will,
hopefully, be put into action
in the near future.

The convention closed Sun-

day night with a banquet and
show. Awards were presented
by Howard Ellis, outgoing MOA
President, to Chan Daniels,
Executive Assistant to Ron
Kass, President of MGM Re-
cords on behalf of MGM -Verve,
MOA Record Company of the
Year; George Gerkin of Capitol
Records for Glen Campbell, Re-
cord Artist of the Year for the
second consecutive year; Jean-
nie C. Riley of Plantation Re-
cords whose "Harper Valley
PTA" was the MOA Record of
the Year, and Boots Randolph
of Monument Records who was
named Friend of the MOA for
his efforts on behalf of the
organization.

DALLAS. - At the 1969
NARM Tape Convention re-
cently held here, packaging
held the spotlight throughout
the three-day session.

From the keynote speech by
GRT President Alan Bayley to
the tape packaging seminar de-
livered by Liberty/UA Tape
General Manager Earl Horwitz
and the outline of tape mer-
chandising problems presented
by Ampex VP Don Hall, the
emphasis zeroed in on packag-
ing.

It was the many opinions and
solutions on how to solve tape's
packaging problem that
brought diverse criticism into
the open. However, one over-
all point was agreed to: To-
day's tape configurations wheth-
er cartridge, cassette or open
reel must have a more effective
package that will enable it to
be taken from inside locked
cases and be placed into the

hands of the consumer at point
of purchase. It was the steps
necessary in accomplishing this
transition that evoked the
many different directions of
opinion. These steps included
standardization of packaging,
new methods of rack merchan-
dising and reducing the grow-
ing rate of pilferage.

While several solutions to
these problems were presented
to the NARM general body by
packaging consultants and rec-
ord companies, none at this
time could be unanimously
agreed on. Thus recognizing
the growing pains of a mete-
oric new industry, yet unable
to provide an immediate solu-
tion to its merchandising prob-
lems as it rapidly expands was
the consensus as the confer-
ence came to a close.

However, with the little giant
rapidly growing into a major

Underground TV on Way
Underground television.
It's about to happen. The opening of video channels to expres-

sion of alternative culture. Now that the FCC has shown the
teeth we always knew were there, and TV broadcasters have
seen those teeth chomp up and spit out their compatriots in
conservative selfishness, their narrow minds have begun to wake
up to responsibility. The airwaves belong to the people-young
people, too, whose entire culture centers around music.

The medium has yet to be used intelligently in the presentation
of rock 'n' roll. How many local and network rock shows have
you seen flop because unsympathetic "creative" people, who don't
understand the music, much less the audience it's aimed at, louse
it up with nonsense.

For instance, a couple of weeks ago the
"Tonight Show" booked the Youngbloods and
the group flew in to New York from San Fran-
cisco for the appearance. When they got to the
NBC studios, they found that the set the show
had designed for their numbers was the usual
psychedelic crap-blinking lights, spinning
wheels, etc.-and that the lighting planned
was compatible with the set. Bad.

Well, the Youngbloods happen to be a very soft and gentle
musical band, and didn't dig being bagged with some Madison
Avenue producer's narrow conception of young musicians with
long hair and how they ought to be presented. After trying in
vain to persuade the allegedly hostile crew to change the set and
improve the grossly inadequate sound arrangements, they packed
up their gear and split. If they couldn't do it right, the Young -
bloods weren't going to do it.

It wasn't the first time a rock group has walked out on an
important television show because of a lack of understanding,
and not the last time. Only a recent example of the reasons for
a revolution in television.

In New York and L. A. there are people working on concepts
with independent television broadcasters that just might blow
the lid off the suppression of rock on the tube. All of them are
too premature to talk about now, because in their embryo stages
they are delicate and susceptible to damage by over -exposure.

But they are the beginnings of underground television. And
as soon as we can talk about them, believe it, you'll know.

Ampex' Hall:

Great Changes Due in Tape
Retail Merchandising

DALLAS, TEXAS - The fol-
lowing is the complete text of
the speech given by Don Hall,
Ampex Tapes VP and General
Manager, at the Sept. 6 NARM
Dinner Meeting at the Fairmont
Hotel here. Hall noted some of
the changes that are, and will
be, taking place in the tape
field.

*

As you may have read, our
first thoughts for this evening
were to make an audio-visual
presentation. But the size of the
interest in this meeting would
have made the equipment nec-
essary a tribute to Rube Gold-
berg. So the dramatics of audio-
visual will have to wait until
the realities of engineering and
production match the dreams
of a marketing man.

Some of you may be dis-
couraged by seeing an array of
nine subjects planned for this
evening that have been basked
over and rehearsed in the past
several years while the tape
market has been growing. Talk,
however, is not wasted if we
all leave a little smarter than
when we came. Few people
know everything there is to
know about tape; they know
less about the customer and
perhaps some insights can be
gained this evening in your
discussions.

Let's review each area
briefly:

(1) Packaging. If we accept
the premise we are in an im-
pulse business, seeking maxi-
mum consumer exposure, the
manufacturers will be com-
pelled to resolve the "so-called"
packaging problem. After a
period of testing to make sure
his concepts are in line cost -
wise and merchandising -wise,
he will also solve individual
problems such as what do I do
with current racks in my out-
lets. But time is needed for the
proper testing period. You
should be at this time analyzing
in what additional outlets can
tape be placed if "so-called"
proper packing is provided. For
it is in tape retail merchandis-
ing that some great changes
will be made in the next sev-
eral years. Are you ready?

(2) Security. I am tired of
hearing about security as if we
are the only industry with a
problem and should not be
thrown up as a deterrant to
tape growth. Are you aware of
the new techniques in video
surveillance? How are your
security efforts? Tapes are
smaller than records. Why then
use your record security sys-
tem? Maybe you need check -in/
check-out caged tape areas.
Maybe you have to count inven-
tories more often.

Are you testing your cus-

tomers' security by planting
overages in some shipments?
Are you using steel banding to
avoid truck and air thefts? We
have a valuable commodity and
it's great that we do-it's just
that some unique thinking is
probably required in this area.

(3) Service or Non -Service.
Service can mean many things.
Let me hit on several. Retailing
help today is not only hard to
get but usually less than quali-
fied. But you also have difficul-
ties in finding qualified people.
Both elements in the marketing
channel have sought to over-
come the people problem by
high structured minimum selec-
tions, fast -turnover tape depart-
ments. This, however, has to be
contrary to the wishes of the
manufacturer in the music busi-
ness. His product-artists, tal-
ent-is highly perishable. He
must have exposure for new
artists. He must have catalog
stocked so that concerts, TV
appearances and other exposure
of less than his superstars pays
off in sales at the retail counter.

Continue with the cherry -
picking trend and you force
manufacturers into direct dis-
tribution, both through
branches and direct to larger

SUNNYVALE, CALIF. -
Sales of $15,298,799 and earn-
ings of $813,852 (equal to 40c.
per share on 2,052781 average
shares outstanding) were re-
ported today by GRT Corpora-
tion for the fiscal year ended
June 30, 1969.

These results compare with
fiscal 1968 sales of $5,760,942
and net operating earnings of
$297,816 (21c. per share on
1,376,380 average shares out-
standing after restating for
state taxes and a 4 -for -1 stock
split). Fiscal 1968 earnings in-
cluded an additional extraor-
dinary income of $78,953 equal
to 6c. per share for a total of
27c per share that year.

A public offering in August,
1968, and stock issued for ac-
quisitions increased the nulm
ber of average shares out-
standing in fiscal 1969.

Alan J. Bayley, President of
the Sunnyvale tape and record
firm, said that 1969 develop-
ments reflect the implementa-
tion of the GRT corporate plan
to serve a number of areas of
the communications market.

"Our growth has been both
internal and by acquisition,"
Bayley said. "The fact that net
profits doubled, while sales es-
sentially tripled, reflects rein-
vestment of a portion of our
profits in start-up costs for new
ventures and costs associated
with expanding the company's
activities through certain ac-
quisitions."

Pre-recorded stereo tape con-
tinues to be the company's
single largest source of reve-
nue, Bayley said. Internal ex-
pansion was accomplished in
this activity as well as the de-
velopment and manufacture of
equipment associated with the
tape duplication functions. It
also formed GRT of Canada,
Ltd. The firm's retail opera-
tion, Tape Deck, opened an out-
let in Houston, Texas, in addi-
tion to the original location in
Los Altos, Calif.

GRT entered the phongraph
record industry by forming
GRT Records in Los Angeles
and strengthened its position
through acquisition of the
Chess group of corporations,
and joint ventures with several
record companies. Capabilities
in the manufacture of magnetic
recording tape were added
through the acquisition of
Magnetic Media Corporation of
Mamaroneck, New York.

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New Bag for Bikel
By DOUG McCLELLAND

NEW YORK -It's a new day
for Theodore Bikel-but is it?

"A New Day" is the title of
his first album for Reprise,
which is also heralded as the
celebrated Vienna -born folk
artist's initial "contemporary"
recording project. "In a sense,
it is," Bikel told Record World
last week. "But what ever is
valid one should sing. The
strength of today's music is in
what you say; in the past it
was how. 'As Time Goes By'
was a marvelous song, but what
did those lyrics really say? I
was recently talking with Dr.
Kenneth Goldstein, who holds
the chair in folklore at the Uni-
versity of Pennsylvania, and I
mentioned the new album, say-
ing it was a departure.

"He said, 'I don't see why.
Even among folksingers you
have always been very eclectic.'

"I've never called myself a
folksinger, even when I was
one. I called myself a singer of
folk songs. You're a folksinger,
really, when you sing songs of
your own roots. I sing in 21
languages. Now, instead of act-
ing Bulgarian, I'll act under 30.
Which isn't too hard, because
even in the folksinging world
I've never really moved out of
the college circuit world."

His approach to the "new"
material?

Bikel continued: "You just
can't say the stuff. You have to
bring something to it that, say,
the Beatles may not. 'Piggies'
in the album I saw as a bitter
comment on the starched white
shirts going to the Plaza while
children are starving in Biafra.
I hope that's something like
what the Beatles had in mind.
On 'Mother Nature's Son' I got
the idea to interpolate some
e. e. cummings verse that
seemed appropriate."

How did the LP come about?
'You Have to Grow'

"After 16 or 17 albums for
Elektra, we said let's think
fresh, new thoughts. I'm not in-
clined to jump on bandwagons;
I'm not singing to make money,
I never have. The career aspect
had nothing to do with it. But
you have to grow, in all ways.

"While I was doing 'Fiddler
on the Roof' in Las Vegas early
in 1968, we started talking with
Mo Ostin of Reprise and
Richard Perry, who produced
the album and is a magician
who pulls rabbits out of hats.
We began recording in January
of 1969. Richard is a young
genius who works at his own
pace. My portion was completed
last March, but he was working
on it until two weeks ago-

Tneoaore tstkel, heard on a new
contemporary Reprise LP, is shown
as he appears in the current Para-
mount film, "My Side of the Moun-
tain."

Richard was liable to bring in
12 brass for a few bars at the
last minute."

Bikel-also an actor of note
who had just completed a
"Hawaii -Five 0" TV segment
and in October starts a film
called "Darker Than Amber"
with Rod Taylor -added that he
will be recording other contem-
porary albums for Reprise as
well, plus, he hopes, a children's
LP. There will also be a single
from "A New Day," probably
Cat Stevens' "I Love My Dog"
-"Can you believe me doing
that song?"

Bikel begins his album with
a piece by Brecht about a man
on the highway watching his
car being fixed. He doesn't like
the place he's been, and he
doesn't like the place he's going.
So, he asks himself, why
am I sitting here impatient for
the car to be fixed? Said Bikel:
"I don't say that everything
new is good. I'm just saying I'm
impatient to get there."

Nighthawks to Elektra
Simon Stokes and the Night-

hawks have signed with Elek-
tra Records and the release of
their first single, "Voodo Wom-
an," is scheduled for Septem-
ber. Simon is produced by
Linda Goldner Perry.

Finkle, Weeden Material

Brightens 'Singers'

Last week's CBS -TV special
"The Singers" did not include
the expert Mel Torme in its
cast, even though he was execu-
tive producer. It did include
such "singers" as Edward G.
Robinson, C 1 i if Robertson,
Phyllis Diller, James Faren-
tino, Ricardo Montalban, Jona-
than Winters, John Byner and
Dick Martin, whose "Laugh -In"
success "The Singers" some-
times almost choked trying to
emulate.

Actually, they were lucky to
have comedian Byner, who
made the best use of the mate-
rial, much written by no less
than Record World's Associate
Editor Dave Finkle and his
partner, Bill Weeden. The lat-
ter pair were responsible for
many of the brighter moments,
notably some amusing Streis-
and satire in a lengthy produc-
tion number. One major com-
plaint: the show proved the
"Laugh -In" quick -cut frantic
format has reached the satura-
tion point on television. Per-
formers started songs audien-
ces might have liked to hear
finished, and were soon inter-
rupted by everything except
possibly a parade of 50 Polish
dentists-but you know how it
goes by now. The format has
become irritatingly, intrusively
cliche, and hardly worth a hee-
haw anymore.

Presnell's Voice Best

The tunes that weren't "spe-
cial material" were mostly
standards. The singers num-
bered the usually pleasant Mi-
chele Lee, doing an abrasive,
and uninterrupted, "They Can't
Take that Away from Me" and
crossing her eyes during an-
other ballad; Jack Jones; Gerri
Granger (a solid new voice
kept under wraps) ; Frankie
Laine; Marilyn Michaels; Bob-
by Van (trying to shake his
long-time comparison to Ray
Bolger by attempting -unwise-
ly-to out -dance Fred Astaire
who was shown in an old movie
clip) ; and Harve Presnell,
probably the best voice of all
but with no decent solo spot.

The most satisfying vocaliz-
ing of the fast -paced, remark-
ably talent -laden hour, how-
ever, was saved for last: as the
credits rolled on the screen,
the names of Finkle and Wee -
den were charmingly sung and
swung by a chorus on the
soundtrack. Bacharach and Da-
vid never had it so good.

Wilson Pickett is expected
to do four shows at the Olympia on Sept. 6 and 8; on Sept. 28,
the Vanilla Fudge will be featured at the same theater . . . Pierre
Sberro, formerly International Label Manager at Philips,
switched over to Polydor, taking the place of Andre Poulain who
went to CBS as General Manager of French and Foreign Produc-
tions . . . Polydor is releasing the Blind Faith LP, already in big
demand throughout France . . . On the Marmalade label Robert
Lelievre has a release of "Dis-toi bien." On Sept. 16, the play,
"The Boys in the Band" will be performed in Paris at the Theatre
Edouard VII . . .

retail users. Have you taken
steps to avoid this action? Are
there catalog tape centers in
your area? Are you servicing
some specialty stores or depart-
ments as well as large chains?
Cherry pick for certain high
turnover accounts but continue
to promote catalog merchandise
aggressively. Help develop new
talent. Otherwise we will all
suffer.

(4) Standardization. If stand-
ardization of cartoning is a key
problem, and I hear rack job-
bers talk around the problem in
relationship to their own in-
dividual handling needs, what
standard do you require? Ob-
viously you have not impressed
manufacturers sufficiently of
your concern in this area. Per-
haps the discussion group to-
night can present some positive
goals for direction.

(5) Automotive. Automotive
wholesalers have a limited
future. You have to know music
to distribute music. But auto-
motive outlets are difficult. As
an impulse purchase, cartridge
or cassette can be sold in an
automotive outlet. This is still
an auto -oriented market, especi-
ally in 8 -track, with cassettes
growing in importance in the
future.

(6) Defectives & Returns. It
is said policies are made to be
broken. Nowhere is this state-
ment more true than with cur-
rent defective return policies.

But here are some facts.
Actual defective merchandise
being shipped from a tape
manufacturing plant is very
low. Customer defects from im-
proper handling, defective tape
units and willful damage are
at least 10 times as great. I
don't believe we have the
answer to this problem, especi-
ally when many large retailers
follow a policy of "the customer
is always right."

In the case of returns, you
heard Jim Shipley say yester-
day that we have had three
years of pipeline filling. Mis-
takes in product selection and
quantities are bound to happen
in a new industry. But soon
smarter buying and a better
understanding of your own re-
tail accounts needs should cut
returns down. If not, with the
higher manufacturing cost for
tape, return privileges will be-
come tougher and tougher.

(7) Equipment. The key to
tape success will be a combina-
tion of equipment and soft
ware. The educational and in-
dustrial segments will under-
stand this concept. The layer

rack jobbers are making moves
in this direction. Audio-visual
will depend on it and will find
the necessary distribution.
Don't be left out.

(8) Tape Accessories. A $50
million business almost as large
as the cassette tape market this
year. Are you getting your
piece of the action? Merchan-
dising a consumer need is the
key here. Avoid the gimmicks
and this can be a highly profit-
able business.

(9) Use of Media. I saved
this for last since it sums up
the job we have to do to keep
the tape momentum going and
fulfill its promises for the
future.

Few people today really know
what tape is, the relevant prod-
uct features of tape players
and recorders. The equipment
people have a job to do. This,
however, is because the major
electronic merchandisers in
America have really skirted
around tape product and let the
equipment market be developed
by the Japanese. I doubt that
this will continue thru the '70s.

So an education job still
needs to be done. What are your
own media plans correlating
with this increase in equipment
advertising?

Do you know the best media
for your key accounts? Remem-
ber they have individual cus-
tomer profiles. You understand
the role of airplay but do you
understand radio as a mer-
chandising tool for retailers?

Continuity is the key to good
media. Keep your programming
consistent. Tie in point of pur-
chase materials as aids in this
effort.

But maybe continuity is the
key to all of our success. Con-
tinue to educate. Continue to
promote. Continue to learn. The
competition for the consumer
dollar keeps increasing even
though he has more dollars.
The tape industry has no place
for "fat cats," for it still has
many unknown directions.

As Jack Trux said, the costs
of development will be high
and the risks great. But keep in
mind that it appears tape will
be a key to continued music
growth in the future.

Rubinson and Graham met,
Rubinson told Record World
last week, in San Francisco
about four and a half years
ago just as the musical scene
there was crystalizing and have
talked about forming a label
together since then.

Their aim, Rubinson relayed,
is to take advantage of the San
Francisco communal expertise
to create complete product un-
adulterated by "cutthroat" pro-
fessionalism of other cities.

"It's brutal to be a poet in the
cities," he observed.

"Music has become decentral-
ized," Rubinson said. "McLu-
han's 'tribalism' is already be-
ginning to take place. We want
to make San Francisco a Nash-
ville, a Muscle Shoals, a Mem-
phis. It's going to be happen-
ing all over. We want to take
the company to the artist. After
all, you wouldn't ask a novelist
to write in the editor's office."

Rubinson stressed that al-
though he plans to do all crea-
tive work in San Francisco
where he has access to so much
"amateurish zeal," he will be
looking for artists all over. "Of
course, there's so much activity
in San Francisco, we probably
could build a label with local
artists exclusively," he said.

Rubinson and Graham are
especially proud of the free
music college they've set up via
thrice weekly lectures and semi-
nars in San Francisco. As of
now there are 420 regular at-
tendees, "who are being taught
the music business from the
ground up. The spirit in the
classes is beautiful and we
want to keep it, but we also

Rubinson, who began produc-
ing rock records only two years
ago or so with the Chambers
Brothers and Moby Grape, said
that he and Graham will try
everything in their collective
powers to overcome what he
calls an "enforced ignorance"
in many branches of the busi-
ness. "You know what I mean,"
he said. "When you're in the
creative end, you take a record
or an idea to someone in the
business end and say 'why don't
you do this with the record or
try that?' And they say, 'Leave
it to me kid. You don't know
what you're talking about and
I do.' And then a record is lost.
Why is it that there are so
many brilliant songwriters and
artists in this business and so
many of them take so long to
break? It's because nobody ever
worked on the record. Well, Bill
and I are going to get on planes
and go to every important city
and sit down with people and
explain what we're trying to
do."

Negotiations for distribution
of the two labels were handled
for the Fillmore Corporation by
San Francisco attorney Brian
Rohan.

Rubinson became established
in the industry as an A&R pro-
ducer for Columbia where he
produced recordings by the
Chambers Brothers, Taj Mahal,
Moby Grape, Mongo Santama-
ria, the Clancy Brothers and
Tommy Makem and the United
States of America. He will con-
tinue to independently produce
the Chambers Brothers and Taj
Mahal for Columbia Records.

Graham rose to national pro-
minence as the founder of the
internationally famous Fill -
more West and Fillmore East.

The Fillmore Corporation,
based in San Francisco, will
have in addition to the record
companies, numerous other sub-
divisions including those in-
volved in independent produc-
tions, publishing (The Fillmore
Music Group), artist manage-
ment and the Catero Sound
Company.

they're absolutely unbelieva-
ble!"

The words of Station Pro-
gram Director Joe Sullivan
were all but lost beneath the
thunderous applause and
screams for "More, more" fol-
lowing the dynamic debut per-
formance of Capitol's Grand
Funk Railroad at the Second
Annual WMAK Music Festival
on Aug. 22.

Grand Funk Railroad, making
another of their overwhelming
personal appearances on the
pop festival route which have
garnered standing ovations and
rave reviews at every perform-
ance, gave their first in -person
show to Nashville before a
cheering, screaming throng of
more than 30,000 attending the
opening of the three -night
Festival.

It appears, however, that
Nashville was just a stopover
on the route to national promi-
nence for Grand Funk Railroad.
At the Atlanta Pop Festival

they virtually stole the show as
the relative newcomers walked
off stage following three stand-
ing ovations and two encores
from the crowd of 125,000. Over
Labor Day Weekend the hard -
rock trio were awarded with no
less than four standing ovations
and two encores from the more
than 180,000 attending the
Texas International Pop Festi-
val in Lewisville.

At their premiere perform-
ance in Los Angeles, Grand
Funk turned a club into a
scene of virtual hysteria. And
it goes on.

With the early success of
their first single, "Time Ma -

NGI has provided $300,000 of
working capital for the Spar
operation under terms of the
deal.

In Arms of Love

NASHVILLE - Jack Greene,
like most country artists, owns
a number of guitars. And, like
most others, he has a particular
favorite among them-an un-
usually large Gibson which
dates back to about 1939.

Thanks to the sharp eye and
quick action of a Hopkinsville,
Ky., police detective, Jack still
has his 1939 Gibson.

The instrument was stolen
from the Greene home a few
days ago. The theft took place
in the late afternoon when the
family was away. "I've been so
careful to keep an eye on it
backstage at shows," Jack said,
"and then someone just walks
in and takes it out of the house."

It might have ended there
with a favorite instrument lost
to a souvenir -hungry fan; but
the description was circulated
to surrounding law enforce-
ment agencies by the Metropol-
itan Nashville Police Depart-
ment, who theorized that the
thief might try to pawn it. Two
days later, the Hopkinsville de-
tective spotted the distinctive-
ly -designed instrument on his
regular rounds of area pawn
shops.

"It cost me $100 to get it
back," Greene said, "but I feel
it was well worth it."

Perhaps the title of Jack's
soon -to -be -released Decca sin-
gle best sums up how he feels
about the return of the Gibson.
The "A" side is a Dallas Fraz-
ier -penned ballad entitled
"Back in the Arms of Love."
