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Looking Back Looking Ahead
From the '60s to the '70s

By DAVE FINKLE

What do you say about the
record business and the art of
records during the just -ending
decade? You certainly can't
call into service the old French
adage "plus ca change, plus
c'est la meme" (or, in rough
translation, "the more things
change, the more they stay the
same"), because during the
past 10 years, which now seem
to have gone by at 78 revolu-
tions per minute, things have
changed greatly and they are
not at all the same. The sound
of music isn't what it was at
the start of the '60s (although
in some instances it's what it
was in the mid-'50s-the rock
and roll revival) and also not
the same, to an extent, is the
way music is disseminated.

Where to start? The follow-
ing record phenomena come to
mind in a patchwork embroid-
ered with after thoughts, timid
interpretations and cautious
prognostications :

The Beatles and the British
invasion of pop music. If just
about anyone were asked to
sum up the music of the '60s
in two words, he would more
than likely say the Beatles.
Prior to their explosive appear-
ance on the music scene, just
about nothing from England
ever hit American charts. The
Beatles, in creating Beatle-
mania, overthrew the axiom
and opened the Port of New
York and points West for Brit-
ish product. They stressed the
importance of the group as mu-
sicmaker, self-contained four-
somes, fivesomes, sixsomes, et

cetera, who wrote and perform-
ed their own material. For a
few years after the Beatles any
English group was assured of
at least some attention from
American decision makers and
American groups had to fight
extra hard, matching the Eng-
lish longhair for longhair. In
the '70s, what the British start-
ed could lead to imports from
other countries like France,
Russia, the moon-who knows
where - despite the language
problem that is still considered
a deterrent.

Folk Continued Strongly
Bob Dylan are two other

words that reshaped the music
of the decade. Folk music, a
significant development of the
late '50s, was continuing
strongly when Dylan began to

Buddah a Positive One

NEW YORK - Buddah Rec-

ords has had an incredibly in-
tense history of success over
its two and one half years of
existence. One of the factors
for this success is Marty Thau,
Director of Promotion for Bud-
dah.

Marty came to Buddah from
Cameo -Parkway with other
Buddah execs Neil Bogart and
Cecil Holmes. Over the months,
Buddah has diversified quite a
bit. The label is still known as
the major bubblegum diskery
but the record shows there's
a lot more to Buddah than Ba-
zooka. Marty recalls that he
used to be quite defensive
about the bubblegum appella-
tion but now thinks that to be
called a leader in any field is
a compliment.

Marty points to such artists
as Melanie, Sha-Na-Na and the
Edwin Hawkins Singers as
proof of Buddah's expanding
consciousness. Heavy R&B
product includes the Impres-
sions, the Isley Brothers and
material originating from
Eddie Holland's Hot Wax com-
plex.

The label has entered the
easy listening field with vet-
eran singer Vic Damone. Vic
has an album out entitled
"Don't Let M eGo," and a sin-
gle of the same name is get-
ting attention.

Album Business a Revelation
"A revelation" to Marty and

other Buddah execs is the busi-
ness of albums as opposed to
singles. They discovered that
an album takes from four to six
months to produce and have
learned much about that pro-
duction over the past years.

Marty is looking forward to
"artistry for the '70s." He sees
Melanie as the first of a genre.
Her appeal crosses age lines
and magnifies her popularity.
The rock and roll revival is
another phase of the forward -
mindedness of Marty Thau. He
points to Sha-Na-Na's success
in concert and Buddah's follow-
through in this field by buying up
Vee Jay catalogue (except the
Beatles and the Four Seasons).
He has found this product to
have great progressive appeal.

Buddah's attention is in-
creasingly drawn to the under-
ground. "Underground is not
necessarily the music of a
few," says Thau, pointing to

Marty Than

album charts showing 50 out
of one hundred LPs categor-
ized as "progressive." Marty
sees a growth of what he calls
"chicken underground demo-
graphic music." The origins of
this music are in the under-
ground but the appeal tends to
be more universal; the music
relates to many distinct audi-
ences.

Marty feels that in the '70s
Buddah will issue less specu-
lative product. Concentration
will be centered on a product
of which the company is sure.
Also forseen are no disasters
due to this policy.

In the future, he hopes that
Buddah will be able to contri-
bute something original and
fresh to the world of music in
keeping with the tradition of
"Its Your Thing" and "Oh
Happy Day." Marty makes no
predictions about what music
will be like, but he assures us
that Buddah will be there, re-
gardless.

Distributor Presentations
London Records has called

its forces together for its first
major national staff meeting of
1970. The meetings will be held
at New York's Hotel Warwick,
Monday and Tuesday, Jan. 5-6.
All home office senior execs will
attend, along with the firm's
district managers, branch man-
agers and promo staffers from
all parts of the nation.

The meetings prelude a ser-
ies of distrib sessions to be
helmed by teams of London
execs who'll fan out to differ-
ent market areas, commencing
Wednesday, Jan. 7. The firm
elected the individual distribu-
tor meeting approach this year,
because, according to Herb
Goldfarb, National Sales and
Distribution Chief for the firm,
"We just don't want to pull
them away from their business
for even two days. They're sell-
ing too much product and we
feel they would all prefer to
stay there on the firing line and
sell."

In other years, London has
staged full -style distributor
meetings for product presenta-

tions in such wide-ranging lo-
cations as Decca House in Lon-
don, England; Memphis, Tenn.;
Los Angeles, Calif.; the Con-
cord Hotel in New York State's
Catskill Mountain resort area;
New Orleans, La.; and Chicago,
Ill.

Out-of-towners will fly in
Sunday and Monday (4 and 5)
in time for the first business
session, commencing at 8 p.m.
This affair will be helmed by
London Records President D.
H. Toiler -Bond and will deal
extensively with company mar-
keting, merchandising and pol-
icy planning for the seventies.

The following morning, 15
new albums will be presented,
covering London, Parrot, Der -
am and phase 4 stereo product
lines. Included in the release
will be initial LPs from Snuffy
Garrett Productions, a line of
varied musical product, disk
and tape releasing rights for
which are being shared by Lon-
don and Ampex respectively.
Ed Silvers, exec of Garrett's
production wing, will be at the
meeting to discuss this new
product.

Oliver: No Stopping Him
NEW YORK - The word

"crooner" as a fairly acceptable
synonym for popular singer
has become outdated. There is
a new breed of contemporary
pop singer and we better find a
name for them soon.

You can tell them by their
powerful voices, a little rough
at the edges; you can tell them
by their sacrificing tonal per-
fection in order to stress the
depth of emotion, what seems
to be honest revelation of their
own soul. You can tell them by
their repertoire which consists
almost exclusively of hit songs
from the last five or six years.
Tom Jones is one, David Clay-
ton -Thomas is one, Joe Cocker
is one and now, as of his Copa
opening last week, it turns out
that Crewe's Oliver is one, too.

The new young star, glib and
amusing when speaking, goes

straight to the heart of all of
his songs, turning them into
compelling rhythmic, virile
statements.

Sometimes accompanying
himself with acoustic or elec-
tric guitar, Oliver sang his
"Jean," "Good Morning, Star -
shine," "Sunday Morning" and
just the right number of hip -
to -the -time songs, especially a
beautifully modulated "If You
Go Away" during his New York
nitery bow.

If there was one drawback to
the performance it was that
during his faster numbers,
Oliver seemed to want to cut
loose but lacked the security
to do so. He'll probably draw
that security from continued
audience enthusiasm. And then
there should be no stopping
him. -Dave Finkle.

Great Ladies of Gospel
This is a special salute to

the women who have made
great contributions to the world
of gospel music.

Mahalia Jackson, the Queen
of Gospel for a quarter of
a century, began singing at the
age of five in her father's
church choir, and even then
she had that special something
in her voice that attracted peo-
ple from surrounding areas to
hear her as she sang. At the
age of 16 Miss Jackson moved

from her
hometown.
New Orleans,
La., to Chi-
cago, Ill.,
where she
united with
the Greater
Salem Baptist
Church. At
the first choir
rehearsal she

attended, the director heard her
voice above the rest and imme-
diately made her the soloist of
the group. Later she traveled
to various churches throughout
the Baptist Convention and was
paid out of the silver offerings
taken at the end of the serv-
ices.

Until the '40s, Miss Jackson's
audiences were limited mainly
to Negro communities, a body
of devoted followers who
brought over two million copies
of her first recording, "Move on
Up a Little Higher." Since then,
Miss Jackson's records have
sold many millions and her per-
sonal appearances are always
successful. Because of her re-
ligious convictions, Miss Jack-
son has steadily refused to sing
in bars, theaters or nightclubs.

"What The World Needs
Now," Columbia, is the newest
LP by Miss Jackson. It is an
album with a message that the
world needs. Songs like "Let
There Be Peace," "Only What
You Do For Christ," "Put a
Little Love In Your Heart" and
others tell us a story if we will
listen.

Speaking of the Queen, I
think, too, of Miss Aretha
Franklin, and remember songs
she recorded a few years ago
like "Precious Lord," "You
Grow Closer," "He'll Wash You

Whiter Than Snow," "Never
Grow Old" and "While the
Blood Runs Warm." Songs that
are still being played across
the country, on both the Co-
lumbia and Altantic labels.
Church and gospel singing will
always be a first love with Miss
Franklin. When she is at home
you will find her singing in
her father's church, New Be-
thel Baptist Church in Detroit,
Mich. Miss Franklin, the eldest
of the Franklin Children,
started singing at an early age
under the spiritual guidance
and inspiration of her father,
Rev. C. L. Franklin, world -re -
owned preacher and singer.

Miss Franklin toured with
her father as a soloist for a
series of services he conducted
across the country and stole
the show each time she sang.
Later, Miss Franklin, after
much consideration, decided to
become an R&B singer and has
had one million -seller after an-
other. Now Miss Franklin is
the Queen of R&B Soul Music,
and sales are still going strong
on gospel favorites recorded by
Miss Franklin prior to her be-
coming an R&B star.

Miss Martin Remembered
The late Roberta Martin who

departed this life Jan. 13, 1969,
will long be remembered for
her contributions to gospel mu-
sic. She was an accomplished
musician, composer, performer
and religious figure known
throughout the United States
as well as many parts of the
world.

Miss Martin organized the
Roberta Martin Singers in 1936.
They traveled across the coun-
try and became internationally
known. She composed such
songs as "Try Jesus," "Grace,"
"Only a Look," "God Special-
izes" and "God Is So Good To
Me." If Miss Martin had been
paid royalties for all her songs
she would have been one of
the wealthiest women of her
time. Miss Martin opened a
studio in Chicago and made
her sheet music and song books
available to churches across
the country. Though Miss Mar-
tin is dead, her name will never

die. The songs written by her
will create an everlasting mem-
ory of her name.

The late Madam Edna Gall -
man Cooke was the woman who
started the stories before the
songs with her rendition of
"The Mule Talked" and "Let
Jesus Fix It." Madam Cooke,
accompanied on the piano by
Margie Cheeks, former wife of
Rev. Julius Cheeks, often trav-
eled with a male group to back-
ground for her. A soft-spoken
woman who captivated her aud-
ience in a spiritual way, once
she was heard she could never
be forgotten. Though she is
dead her memories linger still.

Albertina Walker, "the Star
Maker," organized the Cara-
vans in 1953 in Chicago. Miss
Walker began her singing ca-
reer at an early age in the
Young People's Choir at West
Point Baptist Church in Chi-
cago. She was asked to sing
with a group founded by the
choir director of West Point
Baptist Church, Mr. R. Wil-
liams, known as the Williams
Singers. Miss Walker later
sang with the Robert Anderson
Singers and recorded with the
Willie Webb Singers.

Miss Walker's first release
with the Caravans was a smash
hit, and they were in demand
so they began to travel through-
out the country. Since 1953 the
Caravans have recorded a long
list of hit records: "Oh Mary
Don't You Weep," "Walk
Around Heaven," "Sweeping
Through the City," "Jesus Will
Fix It," "Carry Me Home" and
many others.

Many of today's top record-
ing artists were once members
of the Caravans, such as Rev.
James Cleveland, Inez Andrews,
Shirley Caesar, Cassiet t a
George and Dorothy Norwood.

Albertina admits that the go-
ing gets rough sometime in the
gospel field but she is going to
hold out and continue to lift
up the name of Jesus.

Clara Ward and the Ward
Singers, a very versatile group,
was formed some years ago
with Marian Williams as lead
singer. She recorded such fav-

orites as "Surely God Is Able,"
"Packing Up Getting Ready To
Go" and so many more I can't
recall. Marian Williams will
always be successful. Sister
Bessie Griffin, known as the
Queen of Los Angeles, is doing
well. She has a new LP on
Savoy, and "Lord Don't Move
The Mountain" is included on
the LP. It's an old favorite by
Sis Griffin.

Mrs. Dorothy Love Coates
and the Gospel Harmonettes'
"That's Enough," "You Must
Be Born Again," "Come On in
the House," "You've Been
Good To Me," "Get Away Jor-
dan" and "Holding On" and "I
Won't Let Go" are just a few
of the many songs Dorothy has
written or arranged that were
hits for her group. This group
was organized in Birmingham,
Ala., by Mrs. Dorothy Love
Coates who is now married to
Carl Coates, former bass singer
for the Sensational Nighting-
ales. Mrs. Coates loves to sing
as a way of expressing her
everyday life to the world.

Ruth Davis and the Davis
Sisters will always be favorites
across the country, and church
choirs everywhere pattern their
style of singing after the Davis
Sisters. "Bye and Bye," "Bless-
ed Quietness" and "Jesus Gent-
ly Guide Me" are old favorites
by the Davis Sisters that will
long be remembered.

Among the newest groups,
Dorothy Norwood and the Nor-
wood Singers made their intro
with a hit record, "Johnny and
Jesus," and have had many
since, to name a few, "The Boy
and Kite," "Denied Mother,"
"Soldier from Viet Nam," "The
Singing Slave" and "The Pre-
scription." Miss Norwood is a
talented young woman with a
great group.

Evangelist Shirley Caesar
and the Caesar Singers' "Don't
Be Afraid" and presently
"Don't Drive Your Mama
Away" were two of the hits re-
corded by Miss Caesar. Her ser-
monettes are favorites across
country. She holds the title as
the Best Female Group of the

Pop Groups in the '60s
If there's one quality that will be remembered as characteristic

of pop groups of the late 1960s, it would have to be narrowed to
their constant state of fluxuation. By far, more groups either
broke up or changed direction in the past few years than at any
other time in the limited history of contemporary pop.

English groups, who have a habit of leading the way in every-
thing, dominated the "break-up" scene, with such established en-
tities as the Animals, Yardbirds, Cream, Traffic, the Jimi Hendrix
Experience, Procol Harum, and (maybe) Blind Faith either call-
ing it quits or reforming into different bands. Key personnel
changes were also newsworthy in such groups as Manfred Mann,
Spencer Davis, John Mayall, Tyrannosaurus Rex and, of course,
the Stones.

Well, it looks like next year will be the
proving ground for the various new and re-
formed assemblages.

The Animals split up in all directions, but
leader Eric Burdon has recently come up with
a new, Afro -rhythm group called War. Of the
ex-Yardbirds, Jimmy Page has Led Zeppelin,
Jeff Beck will, after he recovers from a recent
auto accident, have a newly formed group, and
Keith Relf, Jim McCartey and Paul Samwell-
Smith have combined to form the classical -
rock Rennaissance.

Cream, which itself was a reformation of sorts . . . a musical
melting pot, now sees its members in three different directions.
Eric Clapton is generally regarded as lead guitarist for Blind
Faith, if, indeed, the group is still together. He's recently been
both touring and recording with Delaney & Bonnie. Jack Bruce,
temporarily retired, will be coming back in January with his
own group, encompassing musicians (and musical style) from
his current solo album. He'll be touring with Colosseum, whose
drummer and saxman make up part of his backing group. And
Ginger Baker, while still holding down the drummer's role in
Blind Faith, has just formed his own group. Called Air Force,
it'll be a loosely -cemented unit which'll include two other drum-
mers; jazzman Phil Seamen and African drummer Kabaka. Also
present will be Stevie Winwood, Chris Wood, Harold McNair
(Donavan's flutist), Rick Grech, and jazz saxophonist John Sur-
man.

As long as we've mentioned Winwood and Wood, we might as
well mention Traffic's other key member, Dave Mason, who's cur-
rently putting together his own group, as yet untitled.

Jimi Hendrix' new group, Young Gypsy, will be debuting after
the first of the year, featuring Buddy Miles on drums. Former
Hendrix bassist Noel Redding now leads his own group, Fat
Mattress. Drummer Mitch Mitchell's plans are still up in the air.

With the exit of organist Matthew Fisher and bass player
David Knights from Procol Harum, that group finds itself in a
state of suspension.

In addition to the different temporary groups the members of
Blind Faith are currently working with, all four members will
have individual solo albums coming out in early spring.

Manfred Mann has completely reformed his group, formerly
chart and singles oriented, into a strong avant-garde jazz-rock
band. John Mayall's new group, which just debuted last summer,
will continue touring through December of 1970, when it will dis-
band. The 38 -year -old Mayall plans to retire from touring, but
still be active in composing, arranging, and recording.

One of the groups Mayall will be working with will be Aynsley
Dunbar's new group. Dunbar's Retaliation recently broke up, with
members scattering to form three separate units.

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Moog -Possibilities
Inexhaustible Says Kingsley

NEW YORK-According to
Gershon Kingsley, it would
take a million years to fully
exhaust the Moog synthesizer's
possibilities. He seems to have
gone through the first 40,000
years on his own.

Kingsley, whom Moog in-
ventor Robert Moog has called
the man most able to use the
instrument, will share some of
his electronic experiences with
the public at Carnegie Hall Jan.
30 in a Moog Quartet concert
which he will conduct. He
doesn't like the term concert;
"I want to make musical thea-
ter, I want to start an environ-
ment," he says.

Kingsley's concert appear-
ance is under the auspices of
impresario Sol Hurok. This is
a first for Hurok who, upon
visiting Kingsley's studios at
150 W. 57th St. and being con-
fronted with $150,000 worth of
electronic equipment, quipped,
"Can you play `Yiddisher Ma-
ma' on it?" The answer is, of
course, yes, "Yiddisher Mama,"
and any other sound imagin-
able.

The concert will be an expo-
sition of contrasts featuring
rock, renaissance, African mu-

sic and white noise among a
thousand other sounds. Conduc-
tor Kingsley will face his audi-
ence in the 18th Century man-
ner and his four musicians and
four Moogs will face him, with
the Moog keyboards and panels
visible to the audience. He sees
the concert as consisting of
"material which will entertain
people for two hours."

Among Gershon Kingsley's
activities is composing elec-
tronic music (he won two Cli-
os), scoring motion pictures
(soon to open are "The Dream-
er" and "Sam's Song"), records
for Audio Fidelity (latest al-
bum: "Music to Moog By," sin-
gle, "Nowhere Man" b/w "Sun-
set Sound"), a fully equipped
electronic music studio (Kings-
ley Sound), and he has devised
an electronic service ("Shabbat
for Today") now used in over
20 temples.

Gershon Kingsley believes
that the Moog is not

its
a

gimmick; he believes in its mu-
sical validity. He is trying to
create a ex-
perience," rather than imitat-
ing old instruments with the
new. As he puts it, "What I do,
I do sincerely; I am what I am."

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Brel Producer/Lyricist Blau
Alive and, Well, Busy

By DAVE FINKLE

NEW YORK -Jacques Brel
is alive and well and living in
Paris as well as writing there,
but stateside not many people
were aware of it until Eric
Blau and Mort Shuman decided
that a theater piece was pos-
sibly a viable way to introduce
in quantity Brel songs to the
American market.

The hunch has paid off
rather well, Blau told Record
World last week. "Jacques Brel
is Alive and Well and Living in
Paris" (the title alone has
popularized a catch phrase) is
entering its third year at the
Village Gate in New York,
companies are touring the
country and have played
abroad as well, the Columbia
caster is selling and, most im-
portantly to Blau, the Brel
songs are catching on-"If We
Only Have Love," for instance.

"Jacques Brel," Blau said,
"is the most important song-
writer the Western hemisphere
has produced in the last hun-
dred years. I know that's say-
ing a lot, but I believe it. That's
why we wanted to make sure
we presented him properly.
People come to see the show
and if they like it, they think
of it as Brel's show. Mort and
I merely presented it."

(Blau is writing a book
about the theater based on the
experiences he had producing
"Alive and Well." The title will
be taken from a Brel song,
"The Middle Class.")

"We didn't have much trou-
ble getting the rights to the
Brel songs we wanted to in-
clude," Blau continued. "The
American publishers who had
the rights were letting them
lie dormant. And, of course,
Brel was cooperative. Now
Mort and I and Brel have an
American publishing house,
Libelulle, that will have all the
Brel songs." ("Libelulle" means
dragonfly.)

"The problem of translating
was an ethical one. How close
should we keep to the original?
Some of the songs have specific
references to French or Bel-
gian traditions that would be
meaningless here. So we had to
find equivalents that were ac-
ceptable to Brel. The job of
writing the lyrics themselves
was easy. Mort and I had a
ball."

Show Marvelous LP Promotion

Anent the Columbia package,
Blau said, "We sell at least 125
albums-and it's an 11 dollar

package, remember - at the
theater each week. The show
is marvelous promotion for the
album. We find that most sales
are stimulated by the show. If
sales suddenly spurt in Texas,
for instance, it's probably be-
cause someone saw the show
in Dallas and went home and
bought the album and told
friends. Sales fan out that way.
I've been told by college stu-
dents that 'Hair' and 'Jacques
Brel' are the biggest selling
albums on campus."

Blau is following up "Alive
and Well" with an album of
lyrics set to music by Bob
Kessler, Ralph Afoumado and
Elly Stone to be called "Elly
Stone," because Miss Stone
(Mrs. Blau) will sing them.
(Jimmy Wisner is producing
the package for February re-
lease.)

"I want my lyrics to be per-
sonal statements," Blau said,
"never, never less than the
truth. I have set Jacques Brel
as my standard. He's the high-
est standard in the world."

Club Reveiew

Andersen Important
Artist at Gaslight

NEW YORK-Eric Andersen,
newly signed with Warner
Brothers -Seven Arts, is play-
ing at the Village Gaslight.

Andersen has always been
one of the most talented folk
writers of this time. His love
songs are among the most emo-
tionally fragile and personally
evocative ever written. His re-
cent stuff, while less excep-
tional, is on a plateau with his
past. As a performer he is odd-
ly detached, looking through
the audience rather than at it,
but his songs are strong enough
to come through. Generally, he
hits about one third of the
time, flashing as he threads an
emotional needle with his
adept verbiage and melodic
flair. While still a little vague,
he remains an important and
entertaining artist. "Sign of a
Desperate Man" is particularly
out of sight.

Also at the Gaslight in the
last week have been some less-
er known folkies. Paul Seibel
is an Elektra artist with a
ringing country feel. The Dyl-
an influence is manifest, but
the sound is nice and lively.
Gary White is a more impres-
sive performer as he sings his
sensitive, self -written songs
with feeling and good humor.
White is a strong, distinctive
and unique stylist who prob-
ably has more of a future than
the more derivative folk artists.
One of the best of those, how-
ever, is David Bromberg, a fine
guitarist who has backed up
almost every acoustic musician
who has played New York in
recent months. Bromberg's
taste often steals the spotlight
from headliners whom he
works for, but as a solo he does
not yet have enough material
to hold strong interest. Never-
theless, his "Bullfrogs on Your
Mind" is a delightful Arlo
Guthrie -like piece of hilarious
nothingness which shows his
breath of fresh air approach
to the world.

Could Develop

Richard, Cam and Bert seem-
ed oddly out of place in the
Gaslight as they showcased a
more commercial Crosby -Stills -
Nash type sound than is usual-
ly heard there. Still, they show-
ed extremely inventive harmo-
nies and groovy guitar inter-
play. With just the slightest
tightening the trio could de-
velop into a powerfully suc-
cessful act with a 1970s Peter,
Paul and Mary type of appeal.

The distribution agreement
gives Warner/Reprise the right
to sell the existent Straight
catalogue, along with all fu-
ture Straight product, with
Straight and Bizarre retaining
complete creative control over
the recorded product and all
associated creative services.

Cohen noted the agreement
was a logical extension of the
fine relationship evolved be-
tween the two organizations
stemming from Reprise's high-
ly successful distribution of
the Bizarre label.

"The agreement also elimi-
nates a great deal of duplica-
tion of effort, since Straight
and Reprise's distribution over-
lapped as much as 65% in the
past," Cohen added.

Warner/Reprise will also un-

NEW YORK-Frankie Valli,

Bob Gaudio and the Four Sea-
sons had a grand opening to
celebrate their re-signing with
Philips Records on Tuesday,
Dec. 16, at the Waldorf As-
toria's Empire Room to an en-
thusiastic audience. Latter in-
cluded several in the Mercury
hierarchy who had traveled
from Chicago to see their re-
turned stars.

Roslyn Persian
NEW YORK - Roslyn 'Kind,

She infused a
youthful quality of enthusiasm
and friendliness one does not
expect to find in a room of this
sort.

The performance, graced by
the presence of her sister, Bar-
bra Streisand, featured very
current material delivered in a
personal and sincere manner.
Miss Kind's personality seemed
refreshingly unassuming, yet
she proved herself a definitive-
ly talented performer.

The evening started with
Spanky & Our Gang's "It's a
Beautiful Day"-a lively tune
which seemed to put both the
audience and the star at ease.
This was followed by a Latin -
flavored "With a Little Help
from My Friends," cute patter
interspersed, and "I Dig Rock
and Roll Music." She didn't
seem up to this subtle Peter,
Paul and Mary hit as her ver-
sion was a bit too showy.

"Is That All There Is" was
too energetic for the spirit of
the song, but Miss Kind perked
it up some and personalized the
song to the delight of all.
"Everybody's Talkin' " and "I
Guess the Lord Must Be in New
York City" provided some in-
spired moments. All the while
Miss Kind's hard work was in
evidence yet with no noticeable
strain on the performance; she
seems to have talent and energy
to spare.

From her first RCA album
and the movie "Wild in the
Streets" came her interpreta-
tion of "(Nothing Can Change
the) Shape of Things to Come."
This quasi -anthem of youth re-
volt opened new vistas for her
talent. Her delivery was both
sweet and angry; she is due
much respect for attempting
and succeeding with this one.

"Make Your Own Kind of
Music" seemed well suited to
her dynamism; it was very
much a personal statement.

She closed the show with a

medley from "Hair" and
"Promises, Promises." These
numbers were a bit out of con-
text in the Persian Room but
were saved by Miss Kind's
vivacious delivery.

"Let the Sunshine In" was a
powerful show -stopper. Roslyn
Kind left the audience more
aware of her seemingly bound-
les energy and somewhat awed
by the possibilities her fine
talent officers.

Film Review

Barbra as Dolly
By DAVE FINKLE

There was never any ques-
tion that Barbra Streisand was
miscast by Ernest Lehman as
the star of 20th Century -Fox'
movie version of "Hello,
Dolly!," which had its world
premiere at New York's Rivoli
Theater last week.

But Hollywood is a place
where miscasting (usually in
order to sign a box office name)
is a standard practice, and
stars, because of the idiosyn-
crasies that have made them
stars, can frequently overcome
their well -paid predicament by
shaping incongruent roles to
themselves, by making their
own presences more important
than the role.

In fact, in movies-where the
camera is right in your face
much of the time-acting tech-
niques must differ from those
of the stage. "Acting" can be a
deterrent. It can look phony-
clever, but phony. That's why
Cary Grant or John Wayne, say,
appeal to the movie -going pub-
lic more consistently than, say,
Sir Laurence Oliver, who was a
charismatic leading man in the
'30s but now seems blustery and
show-offy being so "people -are -
just -like -that" in this or that
character part.

Therefore, the mercenary
choice of the too -young Miss
Streisand might not have been
an irrevocable mistake. The
philosophy worked for Lehman
a few years ago when he picked
Elizabeth Taylor and Richard
Burton for his version of
"Who's Afraid of Virginia
Woolf?" If Miss Streisand could
take the "Dolly" material and
stamp it with her individuality,
impart abundant humor and
lovability to it (which is all the
role, as conceived years back

by Thornton Wilder and sim-
plified by Michael Stewart, ab-
solutely requires), if she could
do that, then she could carry
the one -woman vehicle, no mat-
ter how cumbersomely it might
be done-just as she did last
year with "Funny Girl." (Don't
tell me that she was so much
"better cast" as Fanny Brice,
because she was probably no
more like Fanny Brice than you
or I. She was, as the saying
goes, Streisand playing Streis-
and and using honest manner-
isms and emotions we accepted
as approximating Brice's close-
ly enough.)

Miss Streisand's miscalcula-
tion in "Hello, Dolly !" is that
rather than relying on person-
ality (as predecesors Ruth
Gordon and Carol Chaning, two
ladies notorious for being them-
selves on stage, did), she has
tried to justify her million dol-
lar fee plus percentage by
creating a characterization. The
damn thing is so exaggerated,
so compounded of ill-conceived,
extraneous Mae West -cum -Sec-
ond -Hand Rose inflections and
movements that the audience
can't warm to her from spend-
ing so much time trying to
figure out who or what she is.

Soundtrack Rich with Wit
(Ironically, although Miss

Streisand can't play the role,
she can sing it. The Fox sound-
track, which is all Streisand,
is rich with nuance and wit,
sweet and brusque by turns,
tongue-in-cheek and arched -
eyebrow. When you hear it, you
think, how wrong I was and
how right they were! Miss
Streisand is Dolly because vice
versa. On screen, lip-synching
these same renditions poorly,
Miss Streisand destroys the

The purchase of full control
and all assets of the music pub-
lishing firm from its owner -
manager Quentin Welty is an-
other move to "strengthen the
position of Wheeling as an im-
portant center of country mu-
sic," according to Mogul. The
B -W Music and WelDee cata-
logs contain some 550 music
copyrights from which nearly
five hundred record releases
have resulted. The purchase

also includes the unreleased
master recordings of former
WWVA Jamboree star Kathy
Dee, who recorded for United
Artists and Decca prior to her
death one year ago.

Basic's Vice -President, Op-
erations, Berk Fraser, an-
nounced that Welty will join
the broadcast firm effective
January first as General Man-
ager of a proposed new sub-
sidiary of the company, Jam-
boree U. S. A., Inc., and as Di-
rector of the famous WWVA
Jamboree show. Welty is a
music business veteran with
nearly a decade of close asso-
ciation with country music as a
publisher, a life member of the
Country Music Association and
the National Academy of Re-
cording Arts and Sciences, and
was for many years Personal
Manager of two of the Jam-
boree's biggest stars.

As the General Manager of

Jamboree U. S. A., Inc., Welty
will continue to handle all pub-
lishing activities of Basic -
Wheeling Music. In addition,
according to Fraser, "We ex-
pect to announce in the near
future our specific plans with
respect to a talent booking of-
fice, artist management agency,
a new national record label
and eventually an outstanding
recording studio set-up in
Wheeling that will be under
Mr. Welty's direction." All ac-
tivities will be located in the
2,500 seat Capitol Music Hall

Another Clement 'First'
NASHVILLE - One of the

most solidly entrenched inde-
pendent producers in Nashville
has racked up another first for
himself in Music City, U. S. A.

Jack Clement has become the
first outside producer to work
with a block of five major art-
ists on a major label in Nash-
ville. The label is RCA, and the
RCA artists now under Cle-
ment's supervision are Bobby
Bare, the Stonemans, Mac
Wiseman, Benny Barnes and
Charley Pride.

Clement began working in an
independent production capac-
ity for RCA in 1959, under
Chet Atkins' direction. At that
time an independent producer
for a major label in Nashville

"I've always had a talent for

spotting that kind of talent,
though," said Chet Atkins
while discussing Clement. "I
thought then that he was on
his way to becoming a great
producer.

Shiner (Little Darling).

purity she created in the re-
cording studio.)

Producer -scenarist Lehman,
for all his palaver in advance
publicity and in the program
itself about "reconceiving the
role," hasn't helped his star at
all. If he really saw Dolly Levi
as a young and "universal"
widow, why isn't there even a
token mention of her premature
widowhood? Why hasn't he
eliminated implicit references
to Mrs. Levi's middle -age?
Looking very much in her mid -
'20s even though trussed up in
gaudy, matronly Irene Sharaff
frills, Miss Streisand as Dolly
keeps making allusions to her
dead husband's keeping a hold
on her from the grave. Good
Lord, if he's been dead that
long, and if their marriage was
such a lengthy and rewarding
one, what was she-a child
bride? Then Mr. Levi must have
been a much older man. So
could their marriage have been
one in which, as the script
states, passion alone ruled?
Saints preserve us. This quar-
reling with character deline-
ation would be captious if Leh-
man or Miss Streisand made us
forget the situation through
transcendent skills. They can't
and don't.

And so when Miss Streisand,
in rendering the now -classic
title tune refers to "my old
favorite songs from way back
when," I couldn't help thinking
that "way back when" must
have been about 10 years before
on the occasion of her sweet
16 party.

Miss Streisand hasn't been
helped by director Gene Kelly,
either (although perhaps she
wouldn't let him). A master
choreographer, Kelly is best
at creating movement, not film-
ing it. His superior behind -
camera work to date has been
done in association with Stan-
ley Donen and Vincente Min-
nelli, both of whom know how
to compose a shot and lend a
style. On his own (cf. also
"Guide for the Married Man")
Kelly's camera is always in a
dull, clumsy spot and his direc-
tion is slack, uninventive and
utterly disappointing. The
choreography was turned over
-why?-to by Michael Kidd,
whose only smart move was
duplacting-a contractual stip-
ulation? - Gower Champion's
labanotations for the "Hello,
Dolly" number.

Walter Matthau, balefully
bailing out the supporting cast
with his Thurberish deliveries
and takes, led the cast of sup-
porting players most of whom

are forgettable (and I wondered
if that was planned), except
for the briefly -used but signi-
ficantly enlivening Louis Arm-
strong, who nudged Miss Streis-
and to his insouciant height.

The sets for "Hello, Dolly!,"
by the way, are reputedly
among Hollywood's most ex-
tensive and expensive. Distract-
ing and cluttered (not the art-
ful clutter that ('ecil Beaton
might have conjured 1, they are
the design of Las Vegas -minded
John DeCuir. I am tempted to
say that John Cuired it, but in
the interests of matching his
good taste, I'll forego the in-
dulgence.

Looking around for one
plus on which to recommend
"Dolly!" to the masses who will
go to see it and be let down, I
found two: the indestructible
spirit of the title number and
the fact that only one song was
cut from the original Jerry
Herman score-certainly a rare
confidence these slash -happy
days.

The independent producer
became a standard music busi-
ness figure. As the decade
started most record producers
worked for a company. As the
decade ends more and more
producers work independently
with distribution agreements
closely resembling those that
movie studios have with inde-
pendent movie companies. Cer-
tainly this trend will continue
into the '70s.

Trend Toward Conglomerates
Also the trend toward con-

glomerates, the late '60s de-
velopment whereby large non -
record companies have pur-
chased record companies, sim-
ultaneously giving them new
money and freedom to go out
on a limb and a sturdy trunk
to climb back to. The evolution
of big business will continue
into the next decade and with
it the continued shifting of the
relationships among creator,
manufacturor and distributor.

The methods of distribution
have changed radically. The
rack jobber, with the growth of
shopping centers as a new way
of American life, et cetera, is
especially important as the
business enters a new decade.
The mama-and-poppa store has
become a lesser factor. With
these reshuffings, growing
pains have become apparent
and the next decade should
yield up ways of salving and
solving them. Modes of distrib-
ution could easily become the
business news of the '70s as
America finds new ways to buy
and sell in the marketplace.

Tape Big News?

Tape and variations on tape
could also be big news, because
they already are as the decade
marches out. Eight -track tapes
and cassettes, the two major
tape configurations, have in-
creased by geometric propor-
tions since Lear Jet introduced
the first automobile tape units
in the middle of the decade.
There seem to be indications,
from the hazy smoke signals
the larger research companies
are sending out, that audio-vis-
ual tapes will be a marketable
item in the '70s, maybe as early
as 1971 or 1972.

Movie soundtracks and
Broadway original cast albums
continued to be important ways
to introduce music in the '60s.
The soundtracks of "The Sound
of Music," "The Graduate,"
"Doctor Zhivago," "West Side
Story" ranked among the best-
selling albums of all time. The
original cast albums of "Hair,"

"Hello, Dolly!" and "Fiddler
on the Roof" also took Broad-
way to the four corners of the
world. "Hair," incidentally,
changed the look of the Broad-
way musical so greatly that it
will be a couple of years before
its real significance can be
judged. Already the "inte-
grated musical" that began the
decade is being considered
antique.

Age of Superstar
The '60s were the age of the

superstar. In a decade given
to worship of the hyperbolic,
the turn against the safe, sane
and Eisenhowerish middle-of-
the-road, the idol of the '60s
was, more often than not, some-
one who was odd -looking or ex-
travagant. Barbra Streisand fit
the new image. She is the rec-
ord profile of the 10 -year pe-
riod. She was the first to shop
at the thrift shops, where to-
day's "freaky" teens go.

And Streisand, along with
the Beatles, points the way to
what will really happen in the
'70s. Someone and something
completely unexpected and un-
precedented will happen - like
Presley in the '50s, Sinatra in
the '40s, who will completely
redefine the music of the per-
iod.

Prediction for the '70s? Un-
predictable things will occur.

`Lost Knight' Found
On New Hester LP
A ballad about the late Sena-

tor Robert F. Kennedy is fea-
tured on records for the first
time on the new Metromedia
album, "Magazine," by the
Carolyn Hester Coalition.

The song about RFK, enti-
tled "Sir Robert, The Lost
Knight," was written by Car-
mine Parisi, a former cam-
paign aid of the late Senator.
"Last Spring, after returning
from the memorial service at
Arlington Cemetary and a visit
with Ethel at Hickory Hill, I
sat down at home and words
just seemed to flow out of me,"
said Parisi. "I felt I had to
communicate something of
those 89 days of campaigning
with Bob Kennedy. I had never
written a song before and I
think now that I had just one
song in me." Music for the song
was written by composer Dave
Blume, a member of the Coali-
tion.

Miss Hester sang "Sir Rob-
ert, The Lost Knight" for the
first time on Oct. 15 at the Viet-
nam Moratorium rally in New
York City.

write the modern folk song, un-
polished expressions of lower
class moods, often a mood of
protest. Dylan successfully
translated discontent into songs
that brought earth -turning vis-
ceral and cerebral responses
from the folkniks. He started
a cult, the disciples of which
kneaded folk-rock into commer-
cial shape. His disregard for
formulae in lyric and melody
writing revolutionized song -
writing. Anything could be said
and AABA was no longer the
only real way to write a me-
lody. Dylan was a major con-
troversy-at first.

Another kind of song - a
tempo really, breezed up from
South America. It was the
bossa nova, an updated version
of the samba and was quickly
assimilated into the musical
tongue, especially by jazz mu-
sicians.

Twist Early Fad
One of the first fads of the

decade was the Twist, a new
way to dance, and its leaders
were Hank Ballard, who creat-
ed the novelty, and Chubby
Checker, who popularized it.
The Twist tangentially provok-
ed a new record outlet, a night
club where only records pro-
vided the music, the discothe-
que. Suddenly there was a pro-
liferation of new dances to be
danced at discotheques - the
wobble, the watusi, the hully
gully, monkey, the frug, the
boogaloo, the shingaling, and
currently, the popcorn. The '70s
should see even new dances
and perhaps, as a reaction,
partners holding each other.

The music group influence, as
mentioned above, pervaded the
country and the first region to
emerge as important was the
West Coast, where the Califor-
nia sound held sway. New
groups like the Beach Boys and
the Mamas and the Papas be-
gan to get a foothold in the
British door. Then other poc-
kets of music -making became
prominent. The Boston sound,
the Memphis sound, the Nash-
ville sound, the Motown sound.
In the next few years there
will undoubtedly be a focus on
new musical communities.
There are already signs that
Kansas City and Colorado will
become important.

The Motown sound, a blend
of Rhythm and Blues with pop
overtones opened doors for
Rhythm and Blues and black
artists that had remained shut
in previous decades. This was
clearly a reflection of sociologi-
cal changes in the country. Ray

Charles, James Brown, Diana
Ross and the Supremes, Aretha
Franklin, Otis Redding, Dionne
Warwick and numerous others
were sensations. In the '70s
black artists will undoubtedly
continue to be acknowledged
and appreciated, although it's
a safe bet that black music will
evolve along with the progress
of integration.

Nashville's Staggering
Significance

Country music became citi-
fied while rock went country.
Nashville, as a music center,
took on staggering significance
during the decade, with coun-
try artists coming "downtown"
in their styles. Glen Campbell
and Johnny Cash are examples
of country artists who retained
the integrity of the new coun-
try sound and were able to
click with widespread pop aud-
iences. Ironically, rock groups
in their unflagging search for
something new discovered the
simplicity of older country mu-
sic and with Dylan, the Byrds,
the Band in the forefront and
folksters Joan Baez and Buffy
Sainte -Marie following, went
to Nashville to get back home.

Rock became a solid force in
contemporary music. The '50s
wondered "how long can rock
and roll last?" The '60s an-
swered the question. Rock, be-
cause it had become the most
vigorous and exploratory music
of the time, would be around
much longer than previously
thought. Rock became art, with
even literary quarterlies re-
cording and assessing the
phenomenon. Leonard Bern-
stein endorsed the Beatles.
Writers who wrote only about
rock and records ( !) flourished
and so did magazines exclu-
sively devoted to rock news and
thought. By 1969 with the
Woodstock Music Festival ar-
ticulating the effect, rock be-
came a life style.

Album Art Form

The album became an art
form. This started, as did many
minor trends the long record
(previously the rule was no
record could exceed three min-
utes in length in order to get
air play), with the Beatles.
"Sergeant Pepper's Lonely
Hearts Club Band," released in
the spring of 1967, was a
watershead album. After its re-
lease, albums with themes and
continuity became feasible and
encouraged. The hit -single -
plus -11 -others formula was
passe. In fact, albums became
ways to introduce singles

rather than the previously
prevalent vice versa. Just how
far the album can develop as a
vehicle for art will probably
be tested repeatedly in the '70s.

An outlet for new albums
was created when FM radio
suddenly became a galvanized
force for new music rather
than the usually staid second
station it had been. FM became
"the underground" and a new
and challenging form of radio
programming was born. One of
the results of the availability
of the underground airwaves
for airplay was a glut of al-
bum with themes and frequent-
ly self-styled significance. A
reaction set in favoring lighter
and slighter bubblegum music
-right for the continuing top
40 stations.

"Camp" also found a follow-
ing. Recall of naive, foolish
and secure days gone by meant
the return of Rudy Vallee and
the revival of everything from
the megaphone to '50s rock and
roll.

Writers of new standards
materialized. As the flimsier
rock and roll songs took pre-
cedence in the late '50s, a fre-
quent question was "who are
going to write the new stand-
ards?" The '60s offered up
Burt Bacharach and Hal David,
Jim Webb, John Hartford, Dyl-
an, Beatles John Lennon and
Paul McCartney and the Bee
Gees as answers. A new spot-
light was thrown on the young
and they responded with sub-
stantial showings. They will
probably continue in the next
decade.

New Songwriters Break
Through

One of the reasons the new
songwriters broke through was
their reversal to play by old
rules, their dedication to try-
ing something different, to the

spirit of experimentation that
may have been the most endur-
ing and rewarding gift of the
'60s. They took chances with
lyrics, involving everything
from the deity to four-letter
words to marijuana and drugs.
The ways to write a song
changed, too.

A new stress was put on mu-
sicianship. As the decade end-
ed, some of the biggest heroes
in the music world were the
most skilled musicians - gui-
tarists and drummers in groups
like Blind Faith, Blood, Sweat
and Tears, Jimi Hendrix, Cros-
by, Stills and Nash. Something
akin to the contribution of the
big bands and their members
prevailed. It's possible to fore-
see virtuosi of orchestral spec-
trum coming to prominence in
the '70s.

Already a new instrument is
popular, the electronic Moog
synthesizer. The machine,
which has been called "the
sound of the future," can be
used to recreate existing
sounds or invent new ones.
Complicated, it demands a new
musical discipline, which will
probably be found in the '70s.

Effect on Studio
The effect of the recording

studio on the song was deep.
The Beatles, for instance, and
the Who expanded song -writing
and record -writing in the late
'60s beyond the stretched
boundaries Phil Spector had
plotted out in the early '60s.
Songs, or records, that could
only be recreated exactly in the
studio were written and accept-
ed. The farthest out to date is
probably the Who's rock -opera
"Tommy," which a decade from
now will more than likely be
seen in a new perspective as a
forerunner.

The Led Zeppelin's new al-
bum "Led Zeppelin II," on At-
lantic, won a certified gold rec-
ord from the RIAA for sales in
excess of $1,000,000 and earned
a platinum record from Atlan-
tic for sales of over $2,000,000.

These sales were racked up
in a little over a month; the
English group's second album
was released late in October.

At the same time, Led Zep-
pelin earned a platinum record
for their first LP on Atlantic,
"Led Zeppelin," for sales of
over $2,000,000. This album
had previously racked up an
RIAA certified gold record for
sales of over $1,000,000.

The presentation of the
three awards was made to the
Led Zeppelin by Gwyneth Dun -
woody, a minister at the Brit-
ish Board of Trade, at a special
celebration held at London's
Savoy Hotel last week. This
marked the first occasion that
such a presentation has been
held in England, and it was
marked by a tribute from Dun -
woody praising Led Zeppelin
and other exporters of British
pop music.

Led Zeppelin will return to
the U. S. in March for another
tour, for which dates are pres-
ently being set by their agency,
Premier Talent Associates.

Clement Studio Debuts in Nashville
NASHVILLE - Jack Clem-

ent's new recording studio com-
plex formally opened its doors
to the music industry Wednes-
day, Dec. 10.

Executives and leaders from
the music, social and political
communities were on hand for
a five -hour open house at the
new facilities, located at 3102
Belmont Boulevard.

Some observers stated that a
"new Music Row" seems to be
taking shape in that area, inas-
much as Clement's offices and
studios are located next door to
those of another industry exec-
utive giant, Shelby S. Single-
ton.

The Jack Clement Recording
St udios have incorporated
many innovations in sound re-
cording. The basic design came
from Clement himself, who has
been active and extremely suc-
cessful in recording studio

operations for Nearly 15 years.
The technical staff is headed

by engineer Charlie Tallent.
One of the most significant

innovations is the recessed
string section alcove, or the
"Violin Room." It was designed
expressly for recording string
sections, and it takes into ac-
count the particular and unique
properties of stringed instru-
ments. The room has a "more
live" sound acoustically, ena-
bling the musicians in the vio-
lin room to hear each other
better. Since the room is not
cut off from the rest of the
studio, the instrumentalists
can hear the rest of the studio
activity as well.

Clement's studios have been
in operation since Nov. 4. Ian
and Sylvia were the first cli-
ents, booking the studio for two
weeks of sessions.
